Huving been invited to spend a day
with him, Mr. Ahecl, in company with Mr.
and Mra, McBryde, repaired to his residence
ia Amoy, the most elegant and tasteful in the
uity.

- Nov. 10. Our intended visit had been so
far divulged that we could scarcely enter the
gve, s great was the crowd who were de-
sirous to cateh a glimpse of a foreign lady.
The cariosity of the other sex had likewise
Lrought togsther a large concourse,  Mis.
McBryde was rcccivet? by the wife of our
tiead with a freedom and gracefulness of

" wanner, which showed that Chinese ladies
ars not ignorant of these external accomplish-
meats. May the cultivation of their niinds
svon claim tho attention of their ‘parcuts and
guardians. The first part of the day wae
spent in company with Yew Ake, our host,
and his friends wfw had tagsembled to sce ws.

“To my surprise, the former asked e to address
the people on the religion of Jesus,  1e him-
self professed Mohammedanicm. It is the re-
Egion of his family, thongh b2 cvidently
knows but little of its peculiar t:uats. He
agtees ith us in denouncing image worship ;
robably he is not aware of the difference he-
twrcen us and the more enlightened adharonts

_ ofthe falsé prophet.  Mr. McBryde and my-
welf were invited to take Mrs. McBryde to
view tho extensive and highly improved
grounds. This brought us near the apartments
of the women. A3 wa approached, they
rushed outin a crowd to see us. Probably
two hundred ofall classes and ages swere there.
T learned - from Mr. McBryde that Yew Ako
had spoken to him ahout having me adldress
the women. Not knowing this fact, and find-
ing such a favourable opportunity, 1 asked the
liberty of apeaking to thein, which he readily
granted. It was difficultto get them silent and
quiet, as much 30 to keep them from inter-
rupting me. They broke owt very ofen, gene-
rally repeating what I had said, or making re-
marks on what they saw. From the attention
of some of them, especially of those more ad-
vanced in life, I shculd hope that some of the
tryths lodged in their minds.  All restraints
were so far ramoved, that they spent hours
watching ua whercver we went, and looking
at us while dining. What a triumiph over
theit old customs ond prejndices; and what
a cbeering earnest, in the light of God’s word,
of the privileges which Christiunity ekall
bring them. . _—

«15. We are wéully encouraged. Our
number on the Sabbath was about Hity. Af-
ter service, Yeow Ako, with ‘about tweity
filends, came for the zame purpose.. Mr.
Boone, who was the Chinesz preacher for the
day, had a second service for them. *Yester-
day an old wan, who mistook the didy for
the Sabbath, came to our usual morning
worship. His mauner and conversation had
impressed me favourably before. He'wanted
a new supply afbaoke. " He said he read the
baoks we gave him every night and morning,

at which times he prayed to the true God. 1
inquired whether he worshiped the idols. He
replicd, None of them. May not the Spirit
bo leading him to the truth ? .

« Much of yesterday~and to-day have been
spent at Amoy, looking for houses adapted to

{our various objects—preaching healing, dwell-

ing, &c. Our friend Yew Ako has accompa-
nied us both days. -

« For several days we have had an unusu-
al number of visitors. They generally come
in groups; we have made known to them
the great salvafion, and given thein hooks.
The last weck has been more richly fraught
with events of an encouraging and promising
nature than any similar length ofjtime I ever
spent in China, We thank God and take
courage.

« 21, Yesterday we again had a second
Chiuese service, for our more distinguished
and solf-indulgent friends. We find it much
less difficult to communicate ideas to them than
to such as have not their education. Several
days ago Yew Ako said that there was no
doubt that in four years weshould have many
disciples. He now thinks three years will be
sufficient, May he and many others feel the
transforming power ol the Spirit long before
this period shall have clapsed.”

Visit from the Hae Hong—Call from the
TeTuk.

«23. We have just had a visit from the
Hae Hong. He camecin mandarin style, with
a large train of attendance. He exazmined
almost every thirg he saw, and was as friend-
Iy and free from affectation here as in his own
house. Such a public call, witnessed by so
many, and soon to be talked of iu every quar—
ter, must give us favour in the cves of the
people, and remove their fears in respect to
having intercourse with us, He 10ld us that
the commander-in-chief of the marine forces,
who haa just returned to. Amoy, was coming
to ‘call upon us. : Ll

«24, We have actually had the honor of 2
call from the Te Tuk, the naval conmander-
in-chief of the province. He is the highest
mandarin that resides at Amoy, and wears a
button of tiie first rank. We were much
struck with the blandness of his countenance,
and the absence of all airs in his manner.

We stand astonished at the favour Ged is
giving ug with his people and their rulers, and
humbly pray that wizdom and zeal may.:be
granted us, to make the best improvement of
the means afforded ug for the promotion of his
glory. -

% 30. The governor-general of this and the
neighbouring provirice wrrived a few days ago,
and sent hia card to us.  The individual whe
brouglit it agsured us that his excellency had
intended to c2ll upon uy, but was prevented
by what our informant suppesed to be the
misunderstanding of onc of Sir Henry Pottin-
ger's interhreters.’—Missionary Herald,

IIUSTI-COLUC-CHE,

THE CONVERTED SEMINOLE INDJAN SAILOR, AND
NEPUEW OF THE CELEERATED ¢ 0SsCFoLa,”
Wuen about nine years of age, while hunt-
ing in the furest of Western Florida with a few
playfellows, far away from his father's wig-
wam, ho heard some one, as he thought, call
his name distinetly, ¢ Husti-coloe-chee, Who®
wrle’ car-tarle’.” While listening for the round
again, he was deserted by his companiona,
‘ost his way, ond was left to wander}in the
forest ulone all that night and the next day,
bis mind filled with the most distreseing fears,
—for he thopght that he had heard the voice
of the « High Bpirit,” (as it was at that time
the general belief of his tribe, « that the ‘High
Spirit® was to come and dwell ameng them ;

and that when he, the ¢ High Spirit,> made his

oppearancé, they would spend their tine in
huating, dancing, gamirg, &c., for-8 scasar,
and then they would all die, and there wouly
be no more of them.”) After wandering all the
next day, and part of the next night, he rat
himself down, weary and hungry, expectit:g
never more to see liis parents or playicllcws,
He had not remained long in this situatiun,
when he perceived a light in the distance,
After following it, it brought him to the wig.
wam of his father, when’it disappeared, leav-
ing him in ignorance as to what it could have
been that guided him thue mysteriously to his
home. C

One day, whilst sitting alone in his wigwam,
he heard the voice, in the samic manner, re-
peat, <« Husti-Coluc-Chee, Whe’ arle’ car-
tarle’.” He became alarmed, and ran oug to
his father, telling him the High Spirit had
twice called him, and that something was go.
ing to befall them. But his father gave no
heed to his story ; he was left to his own re-
flections. The sound of the voice ever fol-
lowed bim ; he knew not what to do.

Soon afier that, it chanced, that going out
to hunt,.he heard. the voice, for the third-time,
repeating the same worcs. He caet his bow
and arrows from him, and made his wiy to
his home. About this time his father said he
would gather up his furs and go down to St.
Augustine to sell them—and said, John shall
go with him. . .

His mother objected, as he was her young.
est child. He replied, that John was the ap-~
ple of his cye, and must go with him. At
length it being agreed upon that John, who
was only ten years old, should got, they set
out on their journey. ¢ Afier three weeks,”
to give his own wards, « we got to St. Augus-
tine ; where we met an old friend of my fa-
tiier. They were glad to meet each other,
and; after selling their furs, they went toge«
ther into a porter house and began. to drink
what we call ¢ fire water.! . J
. ¢ Afterindulging themselves till they became
intoxicated, they became foes, and lefs the
house for the purpose of fighting. After fight-
ing until they Loth become exhiausted with
fatigue and loss of bleod, they fcll down vpon
the ground. :

« After he had somewhat recovered he got
up, and, taking me by the hand, went into tke
house and went to bed. Aficr he hiad got 1p
sleep, I lay then by the side of him, cryingd
night, thinking what would becore of me, as
be had brought me from home among stran-
gers, and he was not able to help.-Limeelf.
While T was thus watching Ly the side of my
father, I heard the voice again saying, in. the
Indian tongue, ¢ Thy father shail be taken
away, but I will be your father and ycur oli.
Then I thought the High Spirit was ccming,
and f-wept bitterly at the thovght of loging
my father. At length, about day-break, F fel|
asleep, and when I awoke the sun: was shin-"
ing in the window; 1 then endeavoured to
wake him up, but could nét—he was-dead,
Then T thought it.was gll because of drink-
ing fire woter, S

« Thus I was left.alone among strangere. |
wandered about for some time, when & msp
came up to me and took me by the hand, and
carried me with him on board of & ship.

It is the testimony of
men, most of whom are in eternity, and who
would not reverse their decision could they now
come back to our earth. .

“The vice of Gambling has also been forced up-
on our-zticntion. We indeed hape thatfew, or,
‘perhaps none, of our actual professors have in-
dulged themselves in the practice of what they
consider 2s coming under the denomination of
Gambling. But perhaps there are some addicted
to this practice who have evinced a predilection
for our Church and form of worship, and who
are not unwilling to receive the word of admoni-
tion from us.

which attaches to that vice.

On the fashionable, though, a5 we belicve,
dangerous amusement of Theatrical Exhibitions
and Dancing, we deem it necessary to make a
few observations, The thealre wo have always
considered as a school of imworality. If any
person wishes for honest.convietion on this sub—
Jectylet him attend to the character of that mass
of :matter which is generally exhibited on the
stage. We believe all will agree, that comedies
at least, with a few exceptions, are of such 2
descriplion that a. virtuons and modest person
cannot zttend the representation of them with-
out the mest painful and embarrassing sensa-
tions.” If indeed custom has familiarized the
scene, 2nd these painful sensations are no longer
felt, it only proves that the person in question
has 1¢st some of the best sensihilities,of our na-

THE PRINCPA) SCENE OF LUTHER’S LALOURS.

W eatract the following, relating to Wittembery
dhie principad seat ot the labours of Luther, {rom
a letter o1 a vortespondent of the Presbytericn,
uow in Huiope.

We tistanived at Wittemberg, which is one
of the stopping-places on the railroad from Berlin
tw Leipzaic. We could uot pass so near the
city of Luther, without paying it a visit. Beside
there t5 in this city aservant of the Lotd, with
whom § particulaly desired to be acquainted,
ramely, oid Nuelner, 1 call kit old becavse he
isabont sixty yems of aze, and known fora long
time as a man of learning  and piety 5 but he is
slill full of life and activity,  $le%ias been pla-
ced at the head of 4 seminary, found some time
ago al Wittewberg,  ‘T'here, the young theolo:
;acal students, who learn searcely anythibg in
the nniversity beyond tie scientific outline of
their fulme wiaistry, are exercised under the
direction of this veneralle professory in the prac-
tical part of the functions to which they are des-
tined. 1 had the happiness lo reach the Semi-
nary while ‘13zebuer was delivering an exegeli-
val lecture-; it wad exceedingly interesting to
we ; it wasboth practical and solid, mingled with
views that were uew and profound.

Huebner was so kind as to ¢ornduct us himself
to the Cky Chureh, (Stadt Kirche,) one of the
two churches of Wittemberg, which the name of
Fauther has -rendered illusirions. He preached
in this house for several years, assisting his friend
Huzeahagen, the pastor. The bapfismal fouunt is
the same which existed in the days of Luther,
and is 2 very hondsome piece of work, The
ciarch is ornamented with several paintings of
the fumous amist, Lucas de Cranach. In one ot

‘these pictures our attenfion was ditected to an
sttempt at perspective, extraordinary for thal age,
although very inferior, if compared with speci-
wens in this department of‘the art, in our day.
i;ut amony these paintings, that which attracted
our attention the most, was an allegorical picce,
in which Cranach has represented the first strug-
«les and progressof the Reformation. The great-
wat part of the picture is occupicd with two vines.

- Ope, belonging to the Reformers, is cultivated
wigh the mnost scrupulogs care.  Luther, in the

* contre, armed with an.charmous rake, cleans e
intervening space between the vines, while Me-

Jancibon and other friends of the tefoimation are
busily engaged in simular laborss The other
vine is the Pope’s. 1t is miserably neglected,

_ trampled under foot, burned by those who ought
_to nurse it. In a corner of the picture, the pope,
followed by some of his cardirals.and bishops, is
nxpelled through a gate ; but although they ex-
pel him, they putinto his hunds St. Peter’s pen-
ny—ithey leave him the money, on condition that
he will leave the Church.
We were led to the ancient Convent of the

mself -surrounded by objects replete with the
memory of Luther ; lie is carried bz_:ck, in ima-
gination, three centuries, and the desire, of which
lie is sensible, to bear Away with him some liftle
fragment of the furniture once helonging to the
Reformer, explains how the preservalion of the
relics of the saints took its origin. Here, you
have before your eyes the table at which he daily
sat {o take his meals : there, near the window,
his wooden elbuw-chair ; attached lo the wall,
and facing it, a smaller armed chair for Catharine
further on, a large stove, planned by himself, and
‘ornamented by figures which remind you of his
favorite meditations ; having below, the four
Evangelists, and above, music. Over a door,
you read the name, Peter ; it is that of Peter the
Great, who wrote it with his own hand: and
in order to preserve it untouched, a frame has
been made forit. Ile had requested thata glass,
{un verre a pied,) used by Luther at table, should
be sold to him, and being denied this favor, the
autocrat seized the glass and Lroke it to pieces;
after which, on going ont, lie left his name writ-
ten on the wall, as a memorial of his visit and his
passion.” It was with difficulty that we tore our~
sclves from this chamber, where every thing
breathed the presence of Luther. We afterwards
looked info 2 small passage, where,in a kind of
niche, lay a copy of the Psalms in folio, with the
music : then, into Luther’s bed-chamber, if the
nome may be applied to a nook which excludes
the light of the sun j and finally, we came to an
apartment where several articles are collected
that remind one vividly of him: the pulpit in
which he preached, isivery large, and curiously
ornamented ; aportrait of Luther by Cranach,
the hest extant : a cast of Luther’s lace, taken
in plaster, after his death ; the fragments of the
«lass broken by the Emperor of Russia; a wood-
en goblet, and some works in embroidery, done
by Catharine, in whieh she has produced” the
features of her husband,

On leavire the convent, we were conducted
acioss a public square, in the middle of which a
monument in bronze is etected to Luther, It is
a sort of Gothic chapel, in which the Reformer is
represented. as holding in his hand a Bible. Our
hasty visit terminating at the Castle Church,
which stands near one of the yales of the city ;
it has lost a tower, which was destroyed by the
French, but the body of the building remains en-
tire. TFhe door of this hhurch: is memdrable in
the -history of the Reformation 5 they affirmy that
itis the same which existed three centuries ago,
bur.I can hardly think it so ancient. However
this may be, it was here that Luther posted up
his famous theses against the indulgences of Tet-
zel, on the 31st October, 1517. in this church
are the tombs of Luther and Melancthon.  Fa-
cing the spot where the inortal remains of these.
two eminent servants.of God ate deposited, there
ate'stone statues which exhibit their features.
More distant, are the statues of Frederick the
Wise, El~ctor of Saxony, and John the Constant
his biothe, the protectors of .the Reformation in
its infancy and growth. At the further end of
the church there is a bas—relief, which has been
preserved when the ecifice was repaired, or ra-
ther entirely rebult, since the period of the Re-
formation. This bas-relief well deserved such
distinetion ; for besidesits being remarkable as a
wonument of the arls in that age, it is still more
0, as & religious monument. It remarks the tran-
sition from the doctrines of Rome tothose of the
Reformation ; for it inay be said to be half Py-
pish, half Prolestant.

Soon after my arrival a Soclety was
formed in Canada under the patronage of Lord Dal-
housie, the Goveenor General, cousisting of Christins
of different denominations.

This Society placed one of the teachers sent from
England, amongz the Indians at Caughnawaga, where
& good dchool was established ; but soon “was inter-
rupted, by the interference of the priest of that village;
yet, 1t is a pleasant circumstance, that Mr. Foriest,
the teacher, has been enabled to keep up the school
for training children of the Yudians at that and other
places, till the present time, many of whom have becn
trained up for uacfuljstations, and several arc now
teachers, C
The other teacher, Mr, Harper, organized a school
in New Glasgow, and was employed in several other
places, until he was rempved by death.

The Socicty above neméd employed me to act as
their ngent in travelling extensively, to encourage the
people in the townships and country villages to es-
tablish schools, promising aid in building school hous.
