it, not to inform you as one I believe ignorant, for I
know you to be very much better able to instruct me;
bat to put you in mind that not the knower of “the
law, but the doer of it shall be justified ;” and that
“if ye know these things happy are you if you do
them ;" “for he who knows his master's will, and
doeth it not, shall be beaten with many stripes.”

I will begin my first rule of advice with desiring
you not to turn the day into night, and by sleeping
long in the morning, give yourself ooly time in haste
to put on your clothes, and it may be, sometimes to
say a short formal prayer with more haste to stop the
mouth of a natural conscience, which, in your hurry,
you hardly mind yourself, and, therefore, have little
reason to expect God will. I shall, therefore, advise
you to go to bed in so good a time at night as you
may not lose the morning, which is certainly the best
time for the service of God ; and I would have you,
as soon as you wake, fix your thoughts upon that God
who gives you time to think ; and do as holy David
did, who said “ As socn as I awake, I am with thee.”
—Ps. cxxxix. v. 18.  Consider how your bed might
have been your grave, for many every night go down
into the place of silence, and there take their long and

l be trained up in the nurture and admonition of the
Lord, and that they are seasoned in their young and
tender years with the principles of piety and honour ;
that so setting them out in the way wherein they
should go, they may not, when they are old, depart
from it. Remember, also, that you havea family to
govern, and take up good Joshua's resolution, that
you and your house will serve the Lord; and that of
David, who said that his eyes should be on the faith-
fal in the Lord, that they might serve him; and that
he who told lies should not tarry in his sight; there-
fore have a care not to keep any in your house who
are openly profane and scandalous ; but, at least, let
your servants be morally civil ; and let God be so-
lemuly, twice a day, worshipped by yourself and
family. Set them a good example, and say to them,
as Gideon did to his men in another case, “ look on
me, and do likewise."

When you have thus spent the moroing, I am not
so rigid as to forbid you all recreations.  So far from
this, that I think them very necessary for diversion ;
but I must be so severe as to forbid you such as may
put you into any passion or disorder which may be |
burtful both to soul and body. Therefore I would |
absolutely forbid you dice and cards, too; unless itbes
sometimes, when you must keep to these limitations : |
First,—Not to play all day long, as if you were made I
“ to eat and drink, and rise up to play;" for certainly |
God did not give us time, as we give rattles to chil-
dren, only to play withal. Remember what your goo¢
friend, Dr. Taylor, says, “he who spends his time i1
sports, and calls it recreation, is as he whose garment
is nothing but fringes, and his meat nothing but sauce.”
Therefore I shall advise you that your reereation be
as your sauce, not as your full meat. The second li-
mitation is—not to play for more than you care not
whether you win or lose. Remember what Mr. Her-
bert says in his excellent poems :—

“ Game is a civil gunpowder in peace,
Blowing up houses with their whole inerease.”

Having been favoured with the perusal of the fol-
lowing letters, we have asked and obtained permission
from the friend who received them, to publish portions
of them. We are very much mistaken if they do not
interest our readers.

The great deficiency, and that in which we have
most need of help, is in the matter of our internal
discipline, for on this point England furnishes no good
precedent, the Church being, by the misfortune of her
position, greatly crippled in this respect. We natu-
rally turn to you, who having started from the same
state of thing, have built up for yourselves a system
of discipline and law, and have now for many years
been testing ard improving it. That system appears to
have commended itself to the judgment of men of dif-
ferent modes of thinking, and 1 see that lately the Che-
valier Bunsey, in his Church of the Future, p. 80, has
Pronounced the counstitution of your Church to be
“without doubt the most remarkable phenomenon in the
history of ecclesiastical polity during this and the last
ceutury.”” A copy of your canons is in our hands,
but semething more specific is needed for our purpose.
There are (or may be) many circumstances, hidden
from 2 distant reader or thinker, yet known by obser-
vers on the spot to have a most material influence;
sometimes modifying the operation of an express writ-
ten rule even perhaps to the length of almost negativ-
ing it; at other times rendering unnecessary a regu~
lation which might under other circumstances be e
sential. - Then it may happen that some rules, 00t
actually repealed are yet of so little value, that they
would scarcely be worth enacting, if the work of or-
ganization had to begin afresh from the beginning.—
For these and other reasons, you will not be surprised
at some further knowledge of the system of your
church being desired by your brethren here beyond
what Bishop Wilberforce’s History, and the Book of
Canons supply. And though your own labours in
her cawse (or rather in the cause of her Head and

Does not the new position
of the Indians, free from the embarrasment of the
question of state rights, afford some sort of opening
at the eleventh hour?

Now on this whole subject we need fuller knowledge.
I shall be very thankful for any information you may
find time to supply as to the various means that have
been resorted to for the purpose of civilizing and
christianising the Indians, in particular as to schools
instituted and books written in order to teach them
our faith, language, OF usages. It is not indeed to be
supposed that methods found successful in America,
would necessarily be 50 here, under very different cir-
cumstances; yet we may hope that American experi«
ence woald at apy rate furnish some safe inferences
and useful suggestions. Tt ean hardly fail to be in-
structive 1o us, to be told which of ‘the various modes
brought to bear at different times and places upon the
native race, has been comparatively most efficient—
Though I cannot but fear that I am seeking to impose
considerable trouble apon you, yet I persuade myself
that, in so good a cause, you will be content to bear it.

He is one of those rare spirits, which can lay large,
vast plans for the future, and yet be content patiently
to work away at the smaller details. Never perbaps
would you more heartily admire him, than when keep-
ing his watch on the deck of his little schooner, as he
sails along the coast to visit some distant settlement;
he shares the night and day fatigue with his men, and
when his share of duty is over, he is reading with some
ignorant sailor; teaching him to read God's word, or
he is having his Native and Eoglish morning and even-
ing services ; or he is quietly seated on the deck wri-
ting letters or arranging needful matters of business.
When we came out from England, he was never idle,
he watched by the berths of the sick, tending them with
the kindest care; ever ready to minister to their wants.
He worked with his clergy and with the young men
who went out with him, at the Native language and
the Greek Testament. When on deck he was sure to
be busy, learning to take observations, or receiving les-
sons in Navigation from the Captain,—and this all
with a practical end, and then till prayer time, he was
working away at Maori, and with such success that to
the surprise of all, both Natives and Missionaries, he
preached the first Sunday after he landed, in the Na-
tive tongue.  Your acconnt, my dear sir, of the Oneida
Indians, has been especially interesting to us, surround-
ed as we are by a race of fine intelligent men, of whom
so large a pumber are professedly Christians. I
thought as I read of your good Bishop's primitive way
of travelling, that ours is even less conformed to old
English rules, for he has no means of conveyance gen-
erally, but what his own stout limbs give him. He
walked up last year from Wellington; (after visiting
the English settlements by sea, and holding confirma-
tions,) through the country with no suitors but his
Maori lads, bearing a tent, blanket and the simplest
of food boxes. He went over not less than 1000 miles
in this way, held large confirmations, and baptzied con-
verts at the several mission stations,—took a census
as far as he was able, of all the people in the parishes
and villages through which he passed ; and after all
his wanderings, he returned to work as Head of the
Infant College at St. Jolin's—he calls this his rest.—

The fol-
lowing story is told of the King and Henderson at
this time. Henderson was in the habit of using ex-
tempore prayer before his majesty.  On oue oceasion
the king ordered some one to write down the prayer
which had been offered up in his presence. It is said
that his majesty told Henderson, that he had written
a prayer which he would request him to read, and then
to state his opinion of it. Henderson read the prayer
and pronounced it ridiculous, impertinent, and even

blasphemous.  His majesty then proved to him that
the prayer was his own.

ALMSGIVING.
(From the Book of Anecdotes. )

The late excellent Mr. Justice Parke is said {rom
the very commencement of his professional eareer, to
have set apart a tenth of his income to purposes of
charity. The good he was thus enabled to effeet is
known perhaps to none: for, though his “light did in-
deed shine before men,” his chief pleasure consisted
in relieving those unobtrusive wants to which the sym-
pathy of professedly charitable persons is often denied.
As an instance of the truly Christian manner in which
his bounty was exercised, it may be stated that he was
in the habit of transmitting every year an anonymous
donation of £50 to the Church in Scotland; and so
strictly was this secrecy preserved, that till his death
it was never known from whence the benefaetion came.
These two little anecdotes serve to iflustrate certain
essential characteristics of Christian almsgiving, which
if we would secure the promises made to the perfor-
manee of this duty, we must not fail to observe.
Some, it is to be feared, give of constraint and not of
a ready mind, that they maintain a character for
respectability in the world.  Others, again, give out
of their superfluities, of that which costs them nothiug.

If men will

not on the Sunday interwit their worldly business,—

if they will bave their wravellings—their visitings, and

their shootings, availing themselves not of the institu-

tion which God has appointed for the express purpose

of giving efficacy to moral influence, and which Ile

blesses by Ilis Spirit for that purpose—they need vot

be surprised if they fall into error, into disgrace, and
int6 crime.

But there are also many sins, which by reason of
some peculiar aggravation, are not ouly more beinous
in the sight of God than others, but are also to be
' repressed with a more powerful band by man.  And
among these that of using fire-arms on the sacred day,
is not the least reprehensible, A man's place in the
House of Prayer may be empty without doing much
harm to any but himself. 'Those who are regular
Church-goers may be sufficicut to render bis evil ex-
ample of no influence amang the young and the
thoughtless ; indeed, such a person soon becomes a
beacon to warn, rather than an example to imitate, in
the community around him——and thus he, in some
measure, neutralizes the profane practices which hang
about him like a_pestilential atmosphere, threatening
all with death that come within its influence. A man
may also get secretly drunk on the Sunday without
injury to his neighbours : the injury will then be all
his own ; but when, in such a condition, he brawls in
the streets, he sins both against God and his neigh-
bourhood, and becomes a fit. subject for wagisterial
interference. It is thus, also, that a man who shoots
in the woods on the Lord's day, sins with aggravation.
He not only breaks the law of his God, by desecrating
a day which Ilg has set apart and called Hovy, but
disturbs his pious neighbour, by the unseemly anda re-
volting noises which he makes in the course of his
profane recreation.  Such a man demonstrates by his
practice that he has as little respect for his neighbour,
as he has reverence for the law of God. e is not only
a nuisance in any Christian community, but he be-
comes a pernicious example to every youth within
hearing of the pestilent noise he makes. To carry a
gun, is one of those amusements to which young per-
sons are particularly prone. It gratifies boyish pride,
because it simulates that manliness of character which
all lads are vory snxious to assume. It is, therefore,
a doubly dangerous practice on the Sunday ; and one
which may lead to the most unhappy results, What
boy of spirit, who hears the report of a fowling-piece
ringing in his ears, does not turn with eagerness to the
quarter fiom which it comes. And if that report
reaches him on a Sunday, his heart acknowledges that it
is still interesting to him.  Things that are interesting
when opportunity is given, soon become familiar.
Familiarity blunts the faculties and renders every step
in the broad road to iniquity more easy. ‘The first
profane act cominitted is like the letting out of great
waters which wear their channels broader and deeper,
until no created power can stem them, Many a man
setting at nought the Divine counsel with regard to
the Sabbath, and refusing on that day to hearken to
: Has instruction and reproof, has found himself aban-

y doned of God, and in the hands of a ruthless enemy,
sinking deeper and deeper into irremediable ruin.
Think of this, ye who profane the Sabbath by shoot-
ing, or other secular amusements! God has given
you six days to-do all that you have to do; but the
seventh day is His—set apart for His service ;—and
you must be answerable to Him for the manner in
which you spend it, as well as in the example you set

to others, in what you do on that sacred day. Even
when Sabbath-breaking does not lead to abandonment
in crime, which is seldom the case, it hardens the
heart, pollutes the affections, petrifies the feelings,
sears the conscience, and prevents the efficacy of every
means of grace.

Dear Sir,—Having = returned on Saturday, per
steamer Magnet, from attending the Provincial Agri-
cultural Exhibition at Cobourg, I will endeavour to
give you 2 summary of the proceedings there, which,
if you think worthy & place in your columns, you can
give to your readers in your: next impression. - Not
having been able to reach Cobourg till late on Wed-
nesday night, or rather till two o'clock on Thursday
morning, I had not the opportunity, as those who re-
ported for some of the papers had, of visiting the
grounds, before the first day (‘Thursday), on which
the public were to be admitted ; but was able on that
day and the following one, notwithstanding the crowd,
to make a satisfactory observation of the leadiig fea-
tures in the exhibition. To begin my narrative with
my arrival in Cobourg ; I ascertained on reachng the
“ Globe’" Haotel, from one of the judges who was quar-
tered there, that things having been arrangel in a
more business-like manner than on former ocasions,
they (the judges) had got through the duty asigned
them of inspecting the 1500 articles, or therezbouts,
entered for competition; and that the groundswould
be open to the public early on the following dig. I
should then bave had no particular objection tosome-
thing in the shape of ajbed for a few hours, but 1s that
was a luxury altogether out of the question, I thought
myself rather fortunate in finding room to stretch my-
self on the floor of one of the parlors in the ¢ Globe,”
where, with my carpet-bag, in lieu of a pillow, I passed
the time till daybreak, in company with some ffteen
or twenty other;gentlemen, who, similarly situated with
myself, took possession of a piece of the carpet cr of a
chair, according to. taste. After breakfast in the
morning, I proceeded to the Exhibition ground, which
I had ‘ascertained was situated about a mile and a
half' westward of the centre of the town. - Great num-
bers of persons were wending their way to the same
place ; and the crowd, when I reached the ground,
was quite dense in front of the business office of the
Executive Committee, where they had to. procure
tickets or badges, before being allowed to pass throngh
the gates. Having obtained a badge for the sum of
5s., | became a member of the Association,and there-
by entitled to the right of entering or inspecting every
same, without hindrati;:;'."".;\ 't:i';:.ii;f offilﬂti‘n:d for 74d.
merely entitled the purchaser to enter the enclosure
once—being given up on passing through the gate.

T'he site for the Exhibition had been admirably
selected, being apparently on the summit. of a slight
eminence, and commanding a fine view of the sur-
rounding country. 'I'he space enclosed for the occa=
sion, consisted of about six or seven acres; and was
surrounded by a close boeard fence of about seyen feet
in height, and of a circular form. The entrance was
on the southern side, looking towards the lake. On
entering the grounds, the taste and good management
that had been exercised by the Executive Committee,
in the arrangement of every department of the Exhi-
bition were at once observable. ~The first objects in
view were the three buildings, erected near the en-
trance, for the display of the fruits, grain, roots and
seeds, domestic manufactures, fine arts, &c, Nearly
in a line with these buildings to the right, commenced
a range of stalls or pens, which. lined the inside of the
fence enclosing the grounds, and which were con-
tinued round the same, to.the joint on the other side
opposite where they commenced, ~These were for the
use of the cattle, sheep and pigs. Next inside of
them was the drive or carriage. road, on each side of
which was temporarily planted a row of trees; and
within the line formed by the ioner row of the latter
were ranged the agricultural implements, machines
and tools of various descriptions. The large open
space left within the circle formed by what has been
described, was occupied by the horses. ;

Intending not to allow anything worth. seeing to
escape my notice, I took each department separately,
one at a time, as I found them arranged, till I had
made the whole tour of the Fair, and will deseribe
them in the same order in which they came under my
observation.

Commencing at the point to the right of the build-
ing, appropriated to the grain, roots, dairy products,
&e., I took first in my route the Implemertal Depart.
ment, placed, as I have said, inside the carriage-drive,
and extending nearly round the circle. - Here was
displayed quite a variety of implements, coming in the
prize list under Class H., and consisting of reaping-
machines, ploughs, cultivators, fanning-mills, straw-
cutters, turnip-slicers, &c.; in short, nearly every thing
imaginable from a thrashing-machine to an apple-
peeler.  The first articles encountered In the range,
were nearly all. of American, ory to speak more’ cor-
rectly, of United States manufacture. A large assort-
ment of ploughs of different descriptions, were from
the manufactory of Ruggles, Nourse & Mason, of
Massachusetts, and were of neat and handsome work-
manship—though otherwise there was nothing new in
the construction of them.  The most of these were of
a pattern almost precisely similar to the ploughs for-
merly in common use in this district, known as the
“ Norton and Sheldon Ploughs,”” but which are now
generally discarded for the improved wooden or iron
Scotch plough. The object in the construction of
of these American ploughs appeared to be rather to
get over the greatest possible extent of ground iu 2
short time, than to perform the work in a manner that
would suit the fancy of English or Scotch farmers.—
Among them, however, T was glad to notice a pumber
of subsoil-ploughs ; also hill-side ploughs of a simple
and ingenious construction. There were also double
mould-board, drill ploughs and scarifiers of several
sorts. Passing on, in this department, I observed
some washing-machines and patent churns of several
sorts ; besides various “ Yankee Notions,” of which
Mr. Allen, of Black Rock, said at the dinner, *he
would advise Canadians to try, before they bought too
many of them.” A number of articles from the agri-
cultural warehouse of Emery & Co., of Rochester,
were of most beautiful and superior make : some hay
and manure forks were particularly deserving of notice.
The display of implements of Canadian manufacture,

1 regret to have to record, was rather meagre, though |

good of the kind. The deficiency is to be attributed,
in a great measure to the unfavourable weather in the

. The Chuvedh,
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both of a great number of spectators, and of stock and
implements, that would otherwise have been entered
for competition. The articles of American manufac-
ture were brought principally with a view of finding a
market for them, as they were not allowed to compete
for prizes ; and T believe the owners realized sufficient
to reward them for their trouble. T'he appearance of
the Fair, in this department, was certainly much in-
debted to the importation of articles from the other
side of the lake. But to proceed in my tour. Here
was a thrashing-machine of rather a new description,
called the * Railroad Thrashing Machine ;* the horse-
power being on the tread-mill principle. The pecu-
liarity of the machine consisted in its havivg an over-
shot thrasher—the concave being over the cylinder,
instead of below. - It was occasionally in full opera-
tion, and appeared to thrash oats very well. An
English ‘'sowing-machine of rather complicated and
expensive construction, was there in company with
| some Canadian and American implements of the same
 kind, which professed to be a simplification and im-
| provement of the same model ; but which, it was said,
| did not perform their work so well as the other. A
| machine, contiguous to these, for drilling iron, manu-
. factured, I believe, in Port Hope, attracted much
| notice, from the beauty and high finish of its work-
| manship. Last in the range of implements, were some
| wooden Scotch and other ploughs of Canadian manu-
| facture, which, though not particularly adapted for
| display, were of a kind which are not likely to be soon
| displaced by any other description, where neat and
| efficient cultivation is the object. Here was also a
} brick machine in full operation. Some draining tiles
 made by it, were exhibited but were of a rude and
\imperfect kind. = The circle which I have now passed
‘round, was completed by some specimens of iron and
 hollow-ware, which I did not think deserving of par-
ticular attention.

Eprror,—I purpose sending to you occasionally,
instances of the wrong use of the word * Catholie,” to-
gether with corrections of the passages quoted, shewing
how they ought to be read. Such instances, when taken
from the writings of Protestants, the whole gist of whose
controversy with Romanists lies in the fact that Romanists
are not Catholics, will be amusing curiosities of literature,
as well as singular specimens of inadvertence. In
Romanist writers, this phraseology, namely, of saying
* Catholic,” when they mean * Romanist” is consistent,
and of course, nothing surprising. They know the force
of sounds and words with the popular eye and ear, and
therefore always endeavour to take care what they say,
and how they commit themselves on paper. But as the
usage among them conceals and covers over a grievous
sopﬁism and fallacy, which it is well for the sake of Pro-

Protestant writers, and give you occasionally passages
from Romanist books and documents, adding the correc-
tions which may be necessary to bring out the real sense
and meaning of the writers.

EXTEMPORE PREACHING.

T'o the Editor of The Church.

Rev. Sir,—I have perused your corrrespondent, B. C.’s
long and somewhat excited letter in reference to certain
remarks of which I was guilty, in The Ckurch, of the 31st
August, upon the presumption and temerity of extempore
preaching, from which I infer that your correspondent is
a clergyman, and greatly addicted to that irreverent and
uncertain mode of address from his pulpit, which I have
deprecated and condemned. It were well for B. C. if he
could keep his temper so far as to avoid the imputation of
that cumulative, blundering. inconclusiveness, when he
assumes the pen, which generally characterize extempore
preachers in their public prelections. I desire to deal
gently with your angry correspondent, but would advise
him to be sparing of his censure in future, towards those
who differ from him so far as not to have departed from
the salutary safeguards which the Church recommends,
at least, if not enforees, for the rational and prudent con-
duct of her office-bearers, and which is understood by all,
!)ogh within and without her pale, as being a character-
istic of her pulpit ministrations, In the * Form of Insti-
tution to a sastoral Charge,” which lies before me, the
document runs thus: “ By the tenor of these presents,
WE” &e:; &cipivivei.. and towards the end it says: *“he
(the pastor) shall attend Qur visitations, and answer all
such questions as WE may find it expedient to put.to him,
submitting, if WE shall require it, his sermons and public
lectures of every kind to OUR inspection.”

a secret misgiving that such practice is not recognised by |
the Church, he has been very careful for a long time past |
to fortify himself with such authority as her weaker and
less attached sons might supply to him, and now launches
the whole extempore thunder of his adventitious reading
at our head. *“ H,” read Secker and Burnett both, long
before he ever heard of B. C.; and notwithstanding these
“ high” authorities, he deems it no * presumption,” in
spite of B. C.’s extemporaneous assertion, to hold his
opinion still, that the rule of the Church is to write the
sermon—to extemporize is a vicious practice which sHE
does not recognise ; and though I may be sorry for having |
driven B. C. so far out of his propriety, I think there is
no small ¢ presumption” in his attempting to push his
opinions and practices down my throat since I wrote
without any special reference to him. I have a strong
objection to follow Secker, or consider him a sound au-
thority in Church polity. I speak not of his orthodoxy,
which, no doubt, B: C. admires greatly, and considers
sound. Archbishop Secker was nursed in the bosom of
a pestilential heretical family. His father was an enemy
to the Church of England. And while he was Bishop of
Oxford, he, unlike any of his predecessors sequestrated
himeelf entirely from the society of his learned confréres
in the university. This was a mode of conduct variously
interpreted. Some attributed his reserve to an nnwilling-
ness to betray, by nearer approach, his want of that scho-
lastic learning of which be was well known to be noto-~
riously deficient. Others supposed that the high Church
feeling of the university was distasteful to him, and that
he never could suppress in his heart the latitudinarian
predispositions which he had imbibed in youth from his
father's family. Be thisas it may, in either case he is a
suspicious guide ; and it will be a disastrous period for
the Church, in this her infant state in Canada, when such
men as the Second Charles, Burnett, or Secker, are taken
as the Cynosures to which Churchmen’s eyes shall tarn
for either counsel, guidance, or instruction.

Though I have thus, Rev, Sir, followed B. C. through
the mazes of his distempered and by no means courteous
letter, I have only done so to shew him the frailness of

“the reed on which he leant,”

proposed these dignitaries as an antharity fox
swwtauc Ul Comauct.  But when he proceeds to

cite other Bishops who fall under no such suspicions as
those upon whom he rests the strength of his argument,
when he eites these as fortifying his own practice, Imust
take him on other ground. He is, I presume, not yet a
Bishop ; and, therefore, it is with all humility insinuated
to so choleric a gentleman, that what may be very proper
for his Diocesan, may be altogether unsuitable for him as
a presbyter. A Bishop may, as the spiritual father of his
clergy, and the highest ecclesiastical aathority in his
Diocese, address his people from the altar in the way
which he may think best sunited to the cireumstances in
which he may happen to be placed ; butin the pulpit the
Bishop’s sermon is written. Suppose it, however, to be
otherwise, such act is the act of a Bishop, and no D¢acon
or Priest can, without “presumption,” attempt to imitate
him in this particular. This is, therefore, a sufficient
reason to every sound Churchman. why his Lordship of
Toronto, or any other legitimate authority can speak ex-
tempore from the altar * persuasively without being dic-
tatorial, solemnly without whining, and attractively with-
out being theatrical.” - The divinity which proverbially
hedges in a King, guards and protects a ‘Bishop, and pre-
serves him from the touch or approach of inferior autho-
rity. And, therefore, until B. C. become a Bishop, be
maust be, at least ought to be, docile and dutiful, as know-
ing thatthose only who are practised to obey are best
fitted to govern.

In taking leave of your extempore correspondent,
I beg to apologize to him for any vivacity of tone
which hisintolerance of expression may have called forth.
My excuse is, that he is not yet a Bishop, nor do I wish
to see him one, unless he take higher and more dignified
exemplars for the manner of his ministerial prelections
than he has-hitherto apparently done. &

POPERY AND POPISH COUNTRIES.
FOLLY OF A PAPAL CITY.—THE TWO INVOCATIONS.
(From the Churchman’s Monthly Penny Magazine.)

Brussels possesses an object of art which the peo-
ple have almost treated as a god, and which they look
upon as a safeguard to their city, This isa small
figure of a man, or rather of a boy, in bronze, which
is drolly placed over a fountain at the corner of a
street, and is known by the name of Mannekin.

The figure, which was originally of stone, is said to
have existed in the seventh century. It was, however,
by some means broken, and replaced by a figure of iron,
and this again was succeeded by the present onein
bronze.

It seems to have been a mighty object of desire
with the enemies of Brussels to steal the Manunekin ;
and, accordingly, he was frequently carried off but to
heep him was impossible; he was always recaptured
and brought back. As it was the practice to decorate
him on holidays, the Emperor Charles V., or the Great,
gave him a complete suit, and settled a pension on
him! Peter the Great, of Russia, came to see him,
and bowing before him, said, ** Sir, I have come to see
you, since you go to seenoone;” and he added too his
pension. Duke Maximilian, in 1698, gave him not
only fine clothes, but invested him with his order!
Louis XV., of France, gave him a full uniform, and
solemnly decorated him with the order of St. Louis!
Within the last twenty years, a lady has left him
an anouity of 120 franes (which is about five pounds).
He has a regular valet, who is paid 400 francs a-year
(about sixteen pounds) for dressing him on holidays.
Aud all this for a piece of inanimate metal !

Surely a Protestant nation, in one of its most civi-
lized capitals, could not publicly tolerate such folly.
But Belgium, with all its order, industry, wealth, and
good sense, is Roman Catholic, and its religion bewil-
ders the scund intellects of its inhabitants. This folly
does not stand alone in the annals of Papal nations.
In Moscow there is an image of the Virgin, which is
taken out in a coach and six to visit the sick. Tt is
trae, Moscow is in a half-barbarops state. Bat in
Brussels, in May, 1843, the King and Queen were
present at the coronation of an image of the Virgin,
when a crown of ninety ounces of pure gold, and
adorned with 593 diamonds and 377 pearls, was placed
upon the idol's head by a cardinal,in the midst of
great acclamations! A little child in an English Sun-
day-school would see the wicked absurdity of this
proceeding. M.

TUHE TWO INVOCATIONS.

At the inauguration of the new Protestant Church
at Dreux, in France, the converts having for some
months previously assembled in a barn, a notable inci-
dent occurred, the following account of which is
derived from a letter of the Rev. L. Pillatte, the min-
ister. The day of inauguration was the festival of the
pretended assumption of the Virgin Mary; and the
Romanist priests at Dreux, in order to work upon the
townsmen's minds, set a pompeus procession on foot,
which, as it passed the doors of the Protestant church,
chanted an idolatrous hymao in-honour of the Virgin.
M. Pillatte just before had given out to his Protestant
brethren, after he had finished his sermon, the twenty-
ninth hymn in the collection of ¢ Christian Songs,”
and the congregation were engaged in singing it when
the priests and their procession were passing by the
church. The effect was the intermingling of the
voices within and without its walls. But how widely
different were the two invocations! The Romanist
priests and their attendants were addressing her who,
like Jael, is “blessed among women,”’ with their

“Salve! Regina, spes nostra, salve!”
(Hail! Queen, our hope, all hail !)
while the Protestant voices within the church were
calling upon her incarnate Son, our High Priest, our
Intercessor, the one only Mediator of the new cove-
nant,—
“Notre espérance est en toi,
En toi, Jésus, notre Roi.”
(To thee alone for hope we cling,
To thee O Jesus, thee, our King.)

Hath he not said, “Whatsoever ye shall ask the
Father in my name, he will give it you,”" because “he
and the Father are one,”” and “there is one God, and
one Mediator between God and man, the Man Christ
Jesus, who ever liveth to make intercession for us'?
Where in the Book of Life is one single act, or one
single word to be found, which can be said, even by
implication, to sanction any prayer or religious invoca-
tion to any other than God himself alone, or any
reliance whatever on the mediation or intercession of
any being in the unseen world, save only our Lord and
Saviour Jesus Christ?

What, indeed, must the true believer think’of a
Church, one of whose prelates (the living Bishop of
Gap), in a public admounition on the death of the late
Pope, profanes his office to such language as the fol-
lowing,—* We do not forget with what sweet emotion
and deep humility of soul our heart was filled, when,
prostrate at the foot of the Pontiff, we beheld in him
the sacred person of Christ, whom he represents on
earth, Prostrate before this Majesty supreme, we
venerated with love, &c., he whom St. Bernard calls
Abel for primacy, Noah for government, Abraham as
a patriarch, Melchisedek for his orders, Aaron from
his dignity, Moses from his authority, Samuel from
his jurisdiction, Peter from his power, Christ from his
unction, the Shepherd of shepherds!!!"—(From the
“ Univers,” a Romanist journal, Juve 21, 1846.)
Well may we, in very pity, cry out, “ Lo, they have
rejected the Word of the Lord; and what wisdom is
in them?”— Jer. viii, 9. . S.

This drives them into
ambiguous lines of business, and into acts of an equivocal
meaning ; slight, it may be, at first, but by degrees enlarging
into a wide surface of dangerous p , and into led
embarrassment. Money is the poison of thousands, whose
character, in other respects, is high and admirable. It is
strange over what minds money keeps its hold ; and how near
a man may go to moral greatness, and yet be crippled and
stunted by this one passion. Money is his measure ; and with
all his gifts and enlarged views of mind, and his almost great
points of character in other respects, money ascertains the
real standard of bis moral being. Beware, then, of money, and
the desire for it, of carefulness and mistrust to God. Give alms
of all that ye possess. Labour in your lot, be content with
such things as yet have, and be careful for nothing. - He who
fasted in the wilderness, and for the five thousand made five
loaves to be enough, is with you., He will feedl you with the
bread that came down from heaven, even the meat * which the
Son of man shall give unto you ; for Him hath Gad the Father
sealed.”— A7 chdeacon Manning.
