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CIHURCH AND STATE,

It wquld be vain to deny that the relations be-
tween “the Church and the State have become
seriously entangled of fatc and still cause great
anxiety. Only time and forbearance can untie
the kuot. which a beadstrong impatience would cut
at once. From either extreme point of view, the
perplexity vanishes. An lrastian conception. the
absolute identity of the twop, solves all difficulties ;
but this we repudiate as sapping the very founda-
tions of a Church. If the Church is not a spiritual
. corporation, a ‘Kingdom of Christ on earth, it is
nothing at all.  On thevother hand, the absolute
independence of the two s simy licity itself in theory
but in practice it is a mere blle vision. The
“libera chiesa in lib-ro stato”-- the dream of Cavour
—sonnds well enough as un epigram ; but it never
has been and never can be realized in fact. So
long as Church and State eccupy the same ground
interest the same men, influence the same con-
sciences, contact and conflict are inevitable. ‘The
Church was not free in the age of the persccutiing
under the Roman Emperors. The Church is not
free in Italy in our own_generation. The English
Nonconformists discover from tine tc time that they
too are entangled with the State. ‘T'he laws courts
step in, and decide questions which, though nomi-
nally only affecting property, reaily touch far more
important  interests. The Anglican Church in
Svuth Africa has found recently to her cost that she
also is most seriously affected by the interposition
of the State.

The more I read history the more difficult T find
it to tract definite and immutable principles, which
shall under all circumstances regulate the relation
between the Cnurch and the State. 1 am speaking
more especially now of the peint which at the pre-
sent moment causes the greatest anxiety-—the
judical proceedmgs aflecting the Clergy ; but it
applies cqually to other matters, such as the ap-
pomtment of her chief offiers. P’rinciples, which
at one time the Clergy of the Church maintained
with as much tenacity as if they were fundamental
Articles of the Faith, have long. since been aban-
doned with universal consent.  No one would now
fight for the immunity of the Clergy from the juris-
dicuion of the ciusinal courts of the realm. It is
shocking 10 the moral sense of this age that a clerk
convicted of grave cnime should only be degradeq,
where a Layman would be hanged. These lessons
of the past we should do well to take to heart, as a
caution for the future.

I am especially anxious to obtain a hearing for
these lessons of her nistory, because {t seems to me
that the most fatal consequences might ensue if the
concepiion of a bard and fast hine between the
rights of the Church and State were maintained,
and the Clergy were to consider themselves ex-
empted from all obligations the moment this line
was transgressed. So faras I can see, utter and
irreparable coufusion would be the resulr, if this
idea were pushed to its logical conclusion.  What
is to come of our Parochial arrangements? How
again would it effect the exercise of Episcopal
authovity 7 Were the Clergy of Cornwall justitied
in withdrawing their allegiance from the Bishop of
Exeter to the Bishop of Truro or the Clergy of
South Lancashire srom the Bishop of Chester to
the Bishops of Manchester and of Liverpoul ? The
whole fabric of cur Institutions may be imperilled
if we yield no Ecclesiastical obedience uniess the

I am driven therefore to the conclusion that
viewed from the side of the Chaich. the relations
between Uhareh and State, so far at Jeast as regards
existing compiications, reselve themsclves ultimate-
ly into a question of expediency.  Dut while using
this term expediency 1 deprecate its being under-
stood in any low selfish sense, as applying to nu-
terial interests. I refer solely 10 the spiritual inter-
ests of which the Church 1s the guardiab.
question that she has 10 ask herself is whether he
union with the State enables her to fulfil better he
bigh spiritnal functions.—Brshop of Durham’s
Charge.

TIHE BIBLE AND MODERN CRITICISM.

Cancn Tristram, one of the most learsed men of

the world. says that “Such is the harmony existing
between the Old Testament record, and the dis
coveries of modern travellers and explorers in the
Sinaitic Peninsula, in the typography of the countr)
and the places identified, that it is impossible to
conclude that they could have Deen written except
by au eye witness.'" St. Stephen, St. Peter and St.
Paul all refer to these ancient records in theiy
masierly addresses, as authentic aud veritable
history, and base their arguments ppon them in
proof of the Messiahship of Christ,

And as for prophecy, they seemed to have an
idea that it “came notin old time by the will of
man, but holy men of Gop spake as they were
moved by the Holy Ghost.” What a pity they
ad not lived in the nineteenth century and been
enlightened by some of our middern critics ! Aud a
Greater than they was accustomed constantly o
refer to these ancient records, the wrilings o
Moses, in proof of His own claims. *“Had ye
believed Moses, ye would believe Me; for he wrote
of Me.” “And beginuing at Moses and all the
prophets, He expounded (io his disciples) in all
the Scriptures the things concerniug himself.”

Professor Rawlinson, one of the foremost scholars
of the age, says that “few things are more remarkable
than the complete harmony and accordance which
exist beiween the picture of ancient Egvit and 1k
ancient Egyptians - as drawn for us by Moses, and
that portraiture of thein which is nuw obtainabie
from their own contemporary writings and monu-
ments. “When the mythical interpretativn of the
Olid Testament records by the rationalistic scholars
of Germany had apparently completed its triumph
over the Old Testament and had begun to attack
the New Testament, ‘the stones were made to cry
out.! By Gob's Providence the series of oriental
aiscoveries commenced. The enigmas of hiero-
glyphic and cuneiform characier were penetrated.
The language of ancient Egypt, Babylon and
Assyria was recovered. Contemporary literature
was dug out of the earth and a light was thereby
shed upon ancient history such as it never received
before. Then a just comparison was made between
the sacred narrative and authentic profane history,
and they were found to be in most remarkable
accord. The instances of disagreement turned out
to be the exact contrary. The main basis of their
reasonings was struck from under the feet of the
mythical interpreters and their whole system collaps-
ed and the whole system of literal, historical inter-
pretation, always upheld by the Church, was .e-
established and is now almost unquestioned.

quiry, whenever they afford an oppuitunity of test-
ing the accuracy of the narraiive, are fiund to bear
witness to its truth.  listorical difiiculties of any

other natiops.  The Christian world, which has
ceposed upon it for nearly two thousund years as
. authentic record of the earliest ages, is justified

WHAT THE PRAYER-BOOK SAYS:

The Bishop of Western New York, Dr. Cleveland
Coxe, remarks:—*Our clergy, in teaching their
flocks, must not go beyond the Prayer Book, unless
ihey wish to do mischief. “What says the Prayer--
book?” 8o I have answered unprofitable inquiries
about Fasting Communion, and the answer is., "[t’:
says nothing.” Ianswer, “If so, then teach nothmg..'
The Prayer-book says a great deal about self-exami-
nation, and something about abstinence and other
days, and I should like to see people brought up
to this Prayer-book level before they are pushed
beyond it. ~ Then, if any one prescrives for him-

| self fasting communion, as an act of personal

devotion, let him do so. 1 praise bim for it, and
50 far as 1 can. with fitness for other duties, I de-
light to practise it myeelf. Just so0, ax to Prayers
for the Dead : what does the Prayer-book say? I
nave been answered, “Nothing at all’; but this is
ot strictly so. It is truc that Holy Seripture savs
nothing at all on the subject, which is pretty good
evidence that wise pastors commit no sip in pre-
ferring to preach on subjects of practical importance,
and for which they can find a Scripture text. For
mysclf, I am disposed to think St. Poul does  offer
a prayer for Onesiphorus as deceased. It is just
such as we offer in the Prayer for the Church Mili-
vt ; but, unfortuvately for my impression, St.
Chrysostom teaches that Ornesiphourus was alive,
though absent from his family ; so [dun’t set much
sivte by that texi, or preaciung on that subject,
The Prayer-Book, however, has r_etained Catholic
usage in a very definite form. It isas guarded and
discreet as some are rash and reckless of misicading
souls in this matter, a matler always greatly liable
to abuse. Thus, (1,) the Church puts up the second
petition in the Lord’s Prayer, which embodies all
that is Catholic and necessary in praying “‘for all
Saints,” that they may inherit the Kingdom ; (2,) In
the Prayer fur the Church-alilitant ; and (3.) in the
petition for “all the whole Church,” we have the
same usage. (4). Finally, in the Bunal Office we
have the whole idea in one rich aod {ull petition.
That’s the whole story. In the Articles, the Church
condemns the monstrous novelty oi ‘'Purgatory ;"
and as the whole Church condemus prayers for the
departed who bave died not in full communion,
there's an end of it.  No prayers have ever been au-
thorized by the Catholic Church, looking to any
cbange of estate in the departed. We pray oniy
that the dead in Christ may be partakers of all
Gop's remaining promises, which they and we alike
await together ; the resurrection, that is, and the
consummation in glory. These facts settled, all
speculation is superfluous. How Is Gop going to
deal with this class, and that, and another? The
answer js, “What is that to thee ; follow thou Me."

help; spending together (if possible under the one
roof) two nights and a day. The order of pro-
ceedings on such occasions.is as foljows :—On the
first evening a public service in the Parish Church,
followed, at the Rectory, by some profitable dis-
cussion. On the folluwing day an early celebra-
tion of the Holy Eucharist, followed, after break-
fast, by an hour's "devotional meditation on some
previously chosen passage,-led by each in turn;
this by a critical study of a portion of the Greek
I'estament. and this again in due time by a seiec-
ticn from the Old. Whenever possible this is sup-
plemented by a paper from each in turn, after-
wards open to criticism; and also by a synopsis of
some new book. It were needless to say that such
meetings, carrted on as ours are in the spirit of
mutual forbearance and Dbrotherly love, are ai
once delighifui and profilable, serving to help and
cheer us in our work, and at the same time to
stimulate in us the very important duty of de-
voiional and critical studv. This month fell te
our lot. As usual, every man was in his place—
‘or we allow nothing that can possibly be avoided
to interfere with this duty—and-a very happy
meeting - we had.  In this respect, may we not’
numbliy say that our example might be followed by
our brother clergy in other districts with pleasure
and profit 10 themselves,

THE annun! Sundav School Festival in connec
don with St Ano’s Chureh has recently bieen held
3ome two hundred chiidren, alter partaking of a
feast of goud things, were entertained with music
and a magc lantewn, and subscquently received
from a well filled tree gifts' according to their
merit.

Acceptable, for their own intrinsic
worth, as such off-rings must necessarily be to a
Canadian Missionary, they are ever much more
aighly to be appreciared and prized for the kind
thoughit and goed-will that prompted the giving.

Inveaness.—The Rev. Isaac Thompson, our
Diocesan Missioner, completed a ten days’ mission
in the Chutch of the Ascension, South Inverness.
From the first the attendance was large, the Chuich
being indeed crowdegd every night, the numbers
running from 250 fo 300. The people were evi-
dently deeply interested and improssed with the
heart-stirring addresses of the Missioner, and
there can be no doubt that the result must be for
eood. The ounly danger, and itis a serious one,
is if the strong feelings aroused are suffered to
die out without producing the definite result in
each case of & mew and religious life. The ve-
apopsibility lying upon the clergy to follow up the
Missioner’s work by earnest and ceaseless personal
effort is very great. Of course, where the cease-
less religious appeals of ten continuous days dvop
down at once to the old round of one service in
seven days—or it may be in fourteen days—the
result can only be disastrous. Ib the case of this
mission, more frequent sexvices and other religious
efforts are easy, inasmuch as Lent follows so im-
ntediately upon the close of the mission. A com-
firmation class, too, follows each mission as 2 mat-
ter of course, and no doubt in most cases a class
of preparation for the Holy Communion. The
prayers of the Church are earnestly asked for o
blessing upon these special efforts to hring more
home to mexn's hearts their own responsibility and
Christ's salvation. M. Thompson’s next mission,
now in progress, is in Upper I[reland in this dis-
triet, and the prayers of your readers aro requested
in ite behalf.

O171aws, like other capitals, is full of life and
briskness, on the asgsembling of Iarliament.
Apropos of the present session, from all 1 gather,
there will be very little business of importance to
transact, but as Lent is concurr nt with the early
days of the new Parliament,there will bo less scupe
for amusements, and con-equently more t.me for
business, and it is expected the session will be of
somewhat shorter duration than is usually the case,
although towards the close ef the sessiom, and
when Itaster has arrived, there will be mors oppor-
tunity for “social amenitics,” and public business
may subscquently be the loser. The Princess
Louise will, it iy expected, return to Ottawa in
April,

At Chrigt Chureh, Otiawa, on Sunday the 4th
instant, after Evening Prayer instead of a sermon,
the Rev 8. Daw, Missionary at Beachburg, by per-
mission of the Bishop, gave a graphic and interest-
ing description of his mission, to which he was
appointed in August last. Though he has Dheen
there such a short time, he has already opened six
stations, snd has travelled several hundred miles in
the performance of his duties. On reaching his
first station, Ieachburg; he spent several days
visiting. He met with very little success and felt
greatly discouraged, wondering much, how the
Bishop could send h'mi there, saying to himself, he
could well understand how Elijah felt under a
jumiper tree, and wished to die. He however, put
up written posters announcing o service for the
fullowing Sunday in the Town Hall, when, much
to his delight, he found a congregation of about
two hundred present. They all seemed glad te seo
him, but he found it hard to convince them that
the Bishop intended him to remain, as they said
the Clorgy of the Chureh of England were there
to-day and gone to-morrow. He afterwards heid a
meeting to arrange for a concert, which was a
decided success and realized the large sum of $106.
A church was started ab once, towards the erection
of which $600 have heen subseribed. At Cobdex,
the next station,—an important centre of grain—
ke was not so successful, only tem persons being
present at the first service, now there is fronr one
hundred toonz hundred and fifty of a congregation.
It is intended to build a churelk here also, for
which mueh help is needed. He had baptized
thirty persons, only two of whom were under one
year old. Other denominations bad already
erected ten places of worship, while he (Mr, Daw)
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had to travel over the same ground, and bad as
many peoplie as all the rest put together. He hai
many misgivings dbout calling upon the Church-
men of Ottawa for aid, but felt they all knew thas
one of their privileges was giving. Dible teach-
ing shows it. ’

DICCESE OF MOXNTREAL.

His friends i other
Parishes are glad to see and hear this; provided
that in this case, s in some other like cases, as a
correspondent to a local paper has cbserved, this is
a donazion pue and simple, and not making up a
portion ¢f his stipend due to hin in any case.
But from what we have heard this is a donation, a
gift pure and simple; and, moreover, a reference
to last Synod Report shows that this Iarish has of
late paid up and a little beyond what was expected
as the minimum. This cannot be said of many

other Parishes. But Priest Clayton deserves it all.
Not a harder working clergyman can be found in
the Diccese. Every Sunday he travels his score
miles, and conducts services at four different places.
The ladies of this Parish have furnished the altar
of their house of prayer with vessels for the more
fit celebration of the Holy Communion. We are
sorry to say that notwithstanding the facility with
which an appropriate chalice and paten can now be
obtained, these are of the Presbyterian type.

THE “anniversary meetings,” as they are called,
of .the various socicties, in which the sects and
some of the clergy of the Church are willing to
upite in carrying ou Sunday school, tract distribu-
tion, Bible circulating work, have just closed, and
it has been admitted that the attendance on them
has lessened considerably, and the enthusiasm with
which they were preached, talked and reported
about by selfstyled Evangelical Christians - has
surprisingly abated. The rcasons given for this
lessened iuterest this year are built npon the counter
attractlions of the great and novel winter carnival
going on at the same time in the city. Doubtiess
this had ita cffeet ; but one remembers that the
decreasing interest was obscrvable some few years
ago. The true reason is to be searched for else-
where than in mere local causes.

St. Jouxss, E. T.—The Rev. Mr. Renaud, the
Rector, lately gave a sermon on the Bible, having
in view the refulation of certain statements made
concerning it by the Rev. Mr. Newton, a clergy-
man of New York. The lecture was instructive
and interesting, but we wonder how many of his
hearers had ever heard of Mr. Newton, still less of
what he had said. s

Tue “Coffee House,” established under the
philanthropic efforts of the Rector of Christ Chuich
Cathedral, and his Band of Hope, is so far a suc-
cess. In one day, during the carnival, over 500
persons patronized its tables.

CrurcH or Exgraxp 1x Rupert's Lanp. By 1ng
VENERADLE ARCADEACON PINkiaM, B.DD.

Chapter IV.—(Continted,) .

Around were tlieir humble dwellings, with the com-
mencement of their farms; cattle were grazing in the
meadows ; the modest parsonage, with its garden, and the
simple but decent church, with the schoolhouse as its ap.
pendage, forming the leading objects in the picture, and
carrying on the face of them the promise of blessing, We
were well repaid for all the toilsand exposure of the night
previous. My chaplain naturally felt as I did, and my
servant, an Engishinan,to whom everything on the journey
was new, told me afterwards that he could hardly restrain
his tears. Nor was it a worthless testimony that was
rendered by one of our old voyageurs, a French Roman
Catholic 5 when addressing wy servant, he said, ‘““There
are your Christian Indians; it would be well if {all the
whites were as good as they are.” We were greeted by
Mr, Smithurst at the water’s edge; and having refreshed
ourselves under his roof, we proceeded to chiuveh.  “There
were, perhaps, two hundred awd fifty - present, all Jodians,
and nothing can be more reverential and solemn than the
demeanour and bearing of these people in public worship.
Their costume has a hybLrid kind of character, part'y
European, and partly Indian. The women, for the most
part, still wear the blanket, or elsc a piece of dark cloth
thrown over the head, with the hair parted smooth y on the
forehead. All wear moccasins, as do the missionaries and
almost all Evropeans in the colony. The morning service
is in English, but the lessons are rendered into the Indian
tongue by My, Thomas Cook, the school teacher, who a'so
rendered my sermon sentence by sentence. ‘lhe evening
service is in the Indian language, which Mr. Smithurst bas
mastered to & considerable degree, but the lessons are read
as in the morning, About two-thirds of the congregation
are said to understand a simple address in English ; and,
a5 far as this settiement is concerned, the tume, [ conceive,
is fast approaching when no other Janguage will be re-
quired,  But let it be hoped that instruction will be carred
far and wide to men of other tongues. 1 visited the Sun-
day school, and found a Jarge attendance. Mr. Smithurst
made the more advanced read to me in the Bible, and then
examined them in the Catechism and Thirty-nine Articles.
The amount of their knowledge was greater than I could
have expected ; and from all that I could gather ithe Crees
appear to be o thinking and intelligent tribe. After the
evening service the church was shut up by an old Indian,
acting as a sort of sexton, who bad formerly been a noted
sorcerer or medicine man.  The day altogether was one of
extraordinary interest ; and if the scenes which it presented
could bave been witnessedd by friends of the Society at
home, they would have needed no further appeal to ensure
their liberal support.” ‘The Bishop spent eighteen days in
the Red River settlement.  In these, which included three
Sundays, he ordained Rev. A. Cowley, priest, and M,
John Maccallum, M. A., who was at this time in charge of
the school at St. John’s, deacon and prigst, after examin-
ing the candidates; confirmed eight hundred and forty-six
persons, preached thirteen sermons, delivered five lectures
to the candidates for canfirmation in the different congre-
gations, addressed the Sunday school children, visited all
the principalinhabitants, and reached lachine on his re-
turn, on I4th August., The expense of the journey was
borne by the Church Missionary Society, and Sir George
Simpson, the Governor, rendered all the assistance in his
power. On his return the Bishop wrote fully to the Society,
closing his letter with a strong and earnest appeal for the
immediate establishment of a Bishopric in Rupert’s Land,
and Iis Lordship continued to use every exertion in his
power for this object till the establishment of the Bishopric
in 184g. In the meantime he did what he could for the
spiritual oversight of the Church, by corresponding with
the clergy and encouraging them to report their pregress
and their caiinculties to him, and by giving them advice,
and he used to say that but for certain considerations he
avould willingly resign the see of Montreal for the charge
of Kupert's Land. ln August of 1844 the Rev. J. Hunter
{afterwards the first archdeacon of Cumberland) and M,
ilunter arrived frem England, and took up the work at the
P'as, commonly known as Devon. 7Two years afierwards
Mr. James Settee {now a clergyman in the diocese of Sas
katchewan) was sent by Mr. Hunter as a catechist to begin
a mission at [.ac la Rouge, 2 lake named by the French
wvoyagenrs hecause of the number of willows and trees
about its shores peeled and gnawed by beavers., When Mr,
Hunter visited this mission in 1847 he baptised forty adulis
and fifty-nine children, and founda school established in
which thirty boys and twenty-three girls were receiving in-
struction.

After a few years the mission at Lac la Rouge was re-
moved to Lnglish River, where the station called Stanley
is now located.

In October, 1846, the Rev. R, James and his wife ar-
rived from Lngland and settled down at St. Andrew’s,
where, through the cxertions of Mr. Cochran, the walls of
the present substantial church had already been erected.

Mur. Cochran, whose Lealth had suffered from his exces-
sive labors, now left the settlement for a few months and
went with lisfamily to Toronto, making the journey in a
canoe, but returned again the next year at the urgent request
of Chief Factor Finlayson, to undertake the chaplaincy of
the upper church and settlement, and -of the troops just

brought in,

- A congregation at
Nagasaki, Japan, have sent §15 towards a building
fund of n church in London, England, with which
the Misgsionary in Japan is associaled.

It is state1 that the Bishop of Truro (Dr. Benson)
will be “confirmed” into the Archbishopric of
Canterbury by a “Comnission of Bishops,” before
the Vicar-General and the Registrar of the Iro-
vince, at Bow Church, in Cheapside, on Saturday,
Mareh 3.

Bishop Jenner, late of Dunedin, New Zealand.
and actually Vicar of I'reston in Kent, has accepted
the provisional oversight of M. Hyscinthe Loyson’s
movement. The Bishop has already frequently
taken part in the services of the ‘Gallican Church,’
being a perfect French seholar.

It appears from the public papers that Mr. Moody
has denounced the fatalistic dogmas of Calvin.
We, who are old cuough, remember when the
seven points formed the very fundamentals of what
was called the Gospel, both in England and Ire-
land, and now sir fransit / none is so mean to do
it reverence.

"The editor of the Catholic Presbyterfan magazine
is daring to discuss thoe question of “Progress in
Theology.” 'Yhe first articie on the subject in the
January number is by Dr. Tulloch, whose deliver-
ance will certainly startle some of its readers, but,
it may be hopeil, be of service to all, by making
them see things as they veally are.

Dr. Begg, speaking in the Edinburgh Free Pres-
bytery, said that Scotech people on going south
attuched themselves to the Iipiscopalinn Church,
and they came to dislike the Preshyterian sermons.
e knew a young man who, when ho went to Lon-
dou, could not find a place in which he conld
properly worship, and thercfore he returned to
Edinburgh.

Dr. Charles Wordsworth, Bishop of St. Andresw’s,
writes the following lines in the Geardian on
Bishop Benson'’s elevation to the Primaecy :—

The usual Lpiphany eppeal of the Domestic |
and Yoreign Missionary Society of the Churehinl
the United States is published. It appears that
the number of ‘Jomestic’ missionaries it supports is
417, at the yearly costof $185,350. The ‘Ioreign’
work embraces Ureece, Airier, China, Japan, Hayti,
Mexico ; the number of missionary siations being
144; and all the labourers 352. of whem five are
Bishops.

Last year, in the wmetropolis, whers there are the
most complete facilities for contracting marriage
outside the pale of the Church 28,727, or 843 per
cent. of the whole number (34,144), were cole-
mnised by the clergy. Of the remaining 5,417,
2,499, or 7-3 per cent. took piace ai the registrars'
offices ; 1,247, or 3:G per cent. a Toman Catholic
chapelg ; and 1,220, or 3'8 per cent. ab othey Dis-
senting places of worship.

A letter having appeared in the Western Horn-
ing News suggesting that the Bishop of Liverpool
had rejected candidates for ordination on account
of their Low Church views, the Rev. C. H.
Waller, senior examining chaplain to the Bishep
of Liverpool, has written a reply, in the course of
which he says: “This suggestion is wholly and
utterly unfounded. No candidate for holy orders
at Liverpool has ever been rejected after examina-
tion on account of any opinions—High, Low, or
Broad—which he may have expressed. Those
who have been rejected have tolally failed in their
examination, either from gross ignorance of Scrip-
ture or from general incompetence, or from heth
of these defects combined.”

Some of you may have read that touching story
in one of the carly chapters of the Koran. How,
after finding Abel's budy, Adam bore it about with
him in his amazed grief, not krewing what to do
with his terrible burden. By and by Gob, in His
merey, sent a raven alternately flying and perching
a short distance before him, and it too, poor, dumb
creature had its load and its grief, for it uttered
again and again a plaintive sound, and carried in
its beak one of its own dead young. s Adam
aazed carnestly at the creature it fiew but a short
distance Lefore him, and putting down the little
de: d bird, it seratched with its claws a hole in the
sand, and there deposited its load; then covering
itagain it flew away, seemingly much relieved.
The stricken human parent, though with a new
pang that the intimation was now: given in this
way, when fornerly Gob bad communicated with
I either divectly or by an angel, yet regarded
this as a revelation of the meaning of the worde,
“Unto dust shals thou retwn,” and he too dug
out the carth as best he could, and theve placed
Abel's bLody, and covered it aguin.  Many un-
necessary expenses, we know, which were formerly
incurred, only for display it secmed, in the con-
duet of funerals in our own land years ago, have
happily been dome away; how f r the eluborate
coflius still in wse could by dispensed with, we
wiil il present ofler no opinion.  Abner, though
of so lofty a rank that royalty followed the bier,
was thus carried out (2 Sam. iii. 31) (where the
marginal reading is el The nearest relatives, in
the case of $his younyg man of whom we liave been
speaking, kept cluse 1o the bier, and it scemed
titat wlt the people of the village were present (St.
Luke xvii. 12) as an expression of their sympathy.
The outburst of erying from the mourners wag
sow louder than ever, aund here and there at stages
throughout the procession would halt, and they
would renew their grief, indulging in the most
violent paroxysms of sorrow (seg Gen. 50, 10, 11),
and the open way in which this grief is exprossed
veealls at once the Savieur's words to ths widow
at the gate of Nain (St Luke viil 13), “Weep
not.” liven on the tops of the houses, az wo
passed, the few wlo could not be in the proces-
sion had congregated, and wept aloud as wo went
by. Isaiah xv. 3  One thing especially attracted
our attention; just behind the jmmediate relatives
of the deceased there followed a young man carry-
ing & bow and arvows, because it was from this
impiement that the boy had met his death. It
reminded us of a verso inserted at the very begin-
ning of that grand lawmentation uttered by David
over Saul and Jonathan (2 Sam. i, 17, 18) which
seems, as we read it there, to have no connexion
with the context, “Also he bade them teach the
childron of Judah the use of the bow, Lehold it
is writlen in the book of Jasher”—where the words
sthe use of” are not, as the italics tell in the
originad fTebrew: and the marginal reading (A.V.)
is “the ode of the bow,” which gives us some
iden of what is meant. Saul and Jonnathan bad
been sorely and fatally wounded Ly the “archers”
(1 Sam, xxxi. 3y, and therefore David ecalls his
funeral elegy “The low,” the elegy was also in-
seribed in the Book of Jisher as well as happily
hera; and the men of Judah were commanded
to practise it, or vehearse it in musical cadence,
perhaps for the purpose of singing it in funeral
procession.

The Governor General's speech while
not containing any poiut of special interest, is
highly satistuctory, showiug the finnngial and gen-
eral condition of the country to be exceedingly
good  His Excelleney speaks of his visit 1o
British Columbia with pleasure, and makes a friend-
ly refarencc to the kindness of his reception in
the United States, and to the good teeling hap-
pily existing between that country and England.
A mensure is to be introduced regulating the sule
of intoxicuting drinks.  lmmigration into the
North-West is spoken of as likely to prove ex-
ceptionally large the coming yeur, although the
past year was very farin excess of any previous
time  Mention is made of the unprecedented pro-
gress made in the construction of the Pacilic Iail-
way. Traflie can now le carried on from Thunder
Bay over adistance of o thousand mniles, and it is
conlidently stated that the Rucky Mountains wili
be yeached during the present vear.  The business
on the Intercoloninl Ruilway is inerea-ing greatly.

The Emperor has issued a manifesto,
naming May as the time for the public coronation
ceremony, which he suys he determined not to per-
form until the feeling of the people had time to
calm. On the other hand. it is asserted by a
Sucialist lewder, now in the Uwnited States, that the
zar will never-be crowned, meaning by that, we
suppose, that the blood thirsty desire to take his
life has not been appeased. It is hardly to be
believed that the conspiracy is at an eud. XNo
cuncessions have heen made, and there has been ne
change in the condition of the people to justify the
hope that a better spirit prevails. A strange story
of the Nihilist conspiracy comes fram St. Peters-
burg. It appears that several persons occupying
bigh social and official positions in the govern-
meut of Vulhynin recontly received threntening
letters signed by the “Socialist Committee.”  One
was addressed to the CGovernor himself, and
threatened him with death unless he forwarded
3,000 roubles to a place mamed, by a certain day,
When the sender of the letter came to receive the
money, he was discovered to be the Chief of
Police. }e was instantly arrested, and remains in
strict confinement.

Tt is timo the general government tock some
deeided action to prevent the increase of gambling
in one of its most pernicious forms. l.otteries, to
which we refer, and which we have condemned on
more than one occasion of late, are becoming so
common that unless a stringent law is adopted for
the whole Dominiou we may expect to Hind them
doing an inculeulable injury to socisty, and
especinlly to the young.  One has just come off in
London, Ontario, in which the prizes ranged from
215,000 to 85; and now the Quebec Chronicle
siva there is a ramor that another one on a gigantic
scale is proposed in that eity, and that an attempt
i3 to be made to have it legalized by the legislature.
We are gl to find it saying : *We hupe no such
Wil will be presented in the House of Assembly.
[t certainly would pot pass, hut we would ba socry
1o hear oven of the attempt being made to imre-
uce such a measure, alike revoliing te our sensr
uf honor and doecency and the prineiples of justico.

We have hardly chronicled the abatement of
the great flouds in Hungary and in the Rhine
Proyinees of Germany which ecaused so serious n
ioss of life wnd yproperty, befors we are called
upen tu make mention of a serivus overflowing oz
the country bordering on the Ohio river in the
United  States.

For the same renson, I scarcely
feel myselt at liberty 1o accept even the hospi-
tality of six months’ board and lodging at the
expense of the State, which you considerately
offer as un alternative. I much prefer basking in
the sunshine of English liberty to being forced
despotically into military servitude in my own
country. I have alfogether given up fighting since
1 left schoal. I do net know that 1 have amy-
thing particular to fight about now, and hurdly
care to ebngage in fizhting at any one else’s bid-
ding. 1f you have a quarrel with anybody, I
would advise you to settle it amicably if possible,
or else fight it out yourself. If afler you have
‘ixed up’ the anny you can make it convenient to
runt over here at any time to vnc of my phreno-
logical leetures, I shall be happy to point out the
auperiority of life in England, and explain the
nalure and itility of the, as I say, more useful
work whieli I am engaged in, and 1 will examine
your head, either publicly or privately, free of
charge, 'With kind regurds to the Governor, [
remain yours faithfully, Gusravus Cones.”

1t appears that after all the new Archbishap of
Canterbury did not spring from the Methodiats,
but is of a Church family.

The next morning a great
mass of earth was scen pushing before it heaps of
mud and stones, dragging after it rocks and tices,
and rolling straight towards the village.

It is a remarkable thing that notwithstanding
the advanee of medical seience diphtheria is still

It is well known that the Bishop of London
acted in accordance with the wishes of the late
Archbishop, expressed shortly before his death:
but some hostile criticism has been provoked, and
a memorial, received from a large body of the
clergy, protests against Mr. Mackonochie’s ap
poinument without some public apology for the
insult offered to the Bishop’s authority at St
Alban's, and without some distinct pledge that he
will confurm in the future to the decistons of the
legul tnbunals. .

Tait. The appointment of Rev. Canon Wilkinsun,
one of the most efficient parish clergymen of the
west end ©f London, 1o the vacant see of T'ruro 1s
considered a wise one,  During his twelve years’
ministry at St. Peter’s he has cxercised a powerful
mural iufluence over all classes by hus energy, picty
and sincerity.

Alarming fissures in the tower of Peterborough
Cathedral, 1unning from top tv bottom, threaten its
complete destruction.  The splendid pulpit erected
to the memory of Dr. Jamnes, and the matchless
organ are being removed, preparatory to the
demolition of the tower, and the Cathedral iz prac-
tically closed. Those who have felt the thriil
inspired by the long-drawn aisles and fretted vaulis
of this must noble temple will feel a deep regret
that time is dealing so roughly with it.

There seem to be no indications that the Salva-
tion Army is losing its grasp on the minds of the
lower strata of the people not reached by other
religious agency. It has been successfully estab-
lished in Paris: it has extended its operations to
Sweden, Switzerland, Australia, and even to India,

Its income is now estimated at nearly £20,000 a
year.  ‘The work at which it aims is so tremendous;
the rewards its leaders look for are so evidently not
of this world ; there lie in its path such munsters of
wide-spread 1ufidelity and immorality, that there
seems to be among Churchmen a dispusition to
tolerate 1ts eccenuiicities, 10 overtovk Iis lack of
reverence, and to accord to its effurts respect,
sympathy and even co-uperation.

and the wide-spread satistaction with which the
relesse of Mr. Green was baited ; by the genera
approval accorded o the Mackonochie seitlement,
and the almost universal verdict of censure pro
nounced un the iutlerant clergyman who made .
fresh hole in the Church-yard wall rather tiiu
alluw a dissenter’s funeral to pass through th
asual gate. I this be true, there Is 2 prospect o
greater tranquility thin in the past.

KING'S COLLEGE.

{To the Editor of the Cnuren Guanmniax.)

Sir,—In your issue of January 24th, I find an
article on the subject of the endowmont of King's
College, the senthmonts of which, so nearly coin
cidde with my own, that T feel enconraged {o keep
the matter before the readers of the Cuurcu
Guannian, by sending you this letter for publi-
ca’ion, if you deem it worthy the space it will
occupy. In your columns of “news and notes,”
I find some informzsion regarding Harvard, John
Hopkins and Colu-. bia Colleges, and their endow-
ments, In onr own Provines 1 have but little
doubt Lut thai Dalhousie College is destined to fill
the position of Ilarvard in the United States; and
though now it is being chiefly endowed by the
muuificence of devout Preshyterians, its religious
basis will eventuaily become the same as that upon
which Harvard ilourishes. So let it he. The
wisdom of the Egyptians was not thrown away

upon Moses, though it tended not to bring him
neaver lo Gon. Lut we should not willingly con-
sign our chiidren to an ark of bullvushes, for the
chwnce “of their early mnurture, and subsequent
enquiry for better teachings; but seek 10 anord
tirem such edwoution and surroundings as may tend
10 advance them, not only in the wisdom of this
warld, but also in that wisdom which Solomon
extolled, nnd Timothy was learned in.  For vhose
who hold the Catholic faith as believed and eox-
pounded. by the Chureh of England, King's College
is the institution which they shound paironise, and
to wiiich they should send their sons to be educated.
The curriculum of the Cotlege is unexceptivnable ;
the buildings ave, for the present at least, sutlicient
and appropriate ; the situation all that could be
desited ; the professors are as good and as numer-
ous as the means at the disposal of the Governors
will permit of ; and if any improvement in any
of these or other particulars is required, let thuse
who desire it send in their compluints,accompanied
with the means for carrying out their wishes, and
[ have no doubt tha governors will give the mat-
ter their earliest and mos, earnest consideration.

As you say Mr. Editer, “papor appeals are
worthless.” The Governors and Alumni of King's
Jullege should be up and doing.  Their agents or
igent, for in my opinion one would bo betier than
nany, should be sent forth A wrue triend of the
Jollege, winlerstanding all its workings, not blind
.0 its deficieneies, not simply the expouent of the
iews of the Guvernors, but vne who would en-
leavor to induce every Churchman in the Divcess
o give, if satisfied with its cfliciency, for the
naintenance of the institutivn as iv is, and if not
nisfied, to give in order 1o supply the means to
n ke it what it should be. By this means we
night have Professoriul ehairs introduced and en-
luwed_which are as yet unthought of, and our
seloved Alma Mater might take that place among
e upiversities of North Amerien which her age
ared past efficiency, render due to her,

‘Eie time has passed  when anyone can boe ex-
weeted to nnddertake this agency for nothing. ‘Those
vho conld adonl the tims and money vequired
soull rather give the muney than do the work.
sat let a liberal renumeration be offered and there
.+ no doubt that some one would be found to un-
dertake it.

Before [ close let me say a word about sermons.
With ail due dclerence to the combined wisdom
of the Synod, I think sermons, or perhaps Ishouid
sy, sermons fullowed by collections, would in this
case do more harm than good ; as it gives the op-
portunity to salve the con-cicnce by giving a cent
rhen the same result could not heobtained for less
than o guarter on & personal application.  Any
Clerayman wight tell you, that, in an hour's walk,
bout his parish, he evuld collect more than the
mwust eloquent discourses would extract frym an
werage country congregation, 1 would not how-
swvar have the Clergymn of cach parish attempt
his in the interests of King's College, tor most of
them have already so muelt of it to do for other
ohjects as materially to interferewith the irspiritual
nsefulness. 1 was going ‘o add some suggestions
to the Governors of King's College with regard
ro this matter, but my letter is already unreason-
ibly long, and besides 1 feel diffident abouut o.ler-
ing advice to so august a body. 1 would rather
fone that other and more ahle correspoudeuts
would take an early oppurtunity of fellowing up
the agitation which your editorial has begun.

EeCAPE TIHAT YR

Tur danger 1o Christianity at the present day
lies not so much in well-developed theories,intonded
to disprove the commonly accepted doctrines of the
Christian religion, but in the connection of a great
and highly estcemed namne with some hypothesis,
advanced it may be reverently and with becoming
modesty, but earried much beyond the original
intention of its author by designing persons tull
of conceit and of inferior abilities, who presnme
to decide what the mind who first promulgated it
was coutent Lo leave in doubt and uncertainty
because of the lack of evidenco to sustain it.
Sueh we helicve to have heen the cese with what
s known as Davrwinism, which has been made in
the nmouths of inferior satellites to mein
more than its gitfted author intended, althongh the
thing itself, we firmly helicve, is far from being
satisfactory, and ix heyoud the possibility of proof,
as Darwin himself frecly admitted. Tut while
Darwinism as understood by those who desire
to oppose 1evealed truth is a dangerous innovation
aad an enomy of Christinnily, Darwinism as elab-

mueh

orately developed by its author is not only not

P can trace,

generally accepted, but is strongly opposed by
very cminent men who have made the subject a
profound study.

Amnong the most prominent namesknown in the
scientific world i1s that of Professor Stokes, of the
University of Cawn:bridge, and Fellow of the Roya!
Society of England. It will therefore be of more
than ordinary value to know the sentiments of
sach a man upon so popular and important a
subject as Darwinism, and we gladly publish the
following paper of his, which we commend to the
thoughtful consideration of our readers.

The announcement that Her Majesty the Queen
had graciously signified to the Victoria (Philosophi-
cal) Institute of London her consent to receive
the volumes of its “Transactions,” gave additional
eclat to a crowded meeting of its members, held
on the 15th of Junuary at the Hall of the Society
of Arts. The Institute, founded to investigate all
scienlific questions, including any said to jlitate
against Religious Lelief, announced that nearly
1,000 Hoeme, Indian, Colonial, and American
members had now joined. Dr. Stokes, F.RS,
Seeretary and Fellow of the Royal Society, and
Professor of Mathematicsat Cambridge University,
read the paper of the evening. In it le, as a
scientific man, repudialed the iden, sometimes
given expression to, that the progress ef sciemece
would disprove the truth of Hevelalion, adding
thai the progress of science constantly showed the
reverse to be the ease. The ook of Revelalion
and the Book of Nuture, rightly understood, had

t never yet clashed. Truth was ouly in danger from

a want of knowledge, we often had evidence of
that, and the progress of accurate seientific re-’
search and its full encouragement were therefore
of the greatest value, -Professor Stokes then pro-
cceded to review the hypothesis of Darwin, re-
marking “there may, I will not say must, be noth-
ing atheistic in the belief that great numbers of
species were evolved under the oporation of laws
known or coneeivable from some preceding con-
diticn of a simpler character : incase,” he added,
with marked empliasis, “we should find reasonable
scientific evidenee in favor of an affirmative
answer” ; but the entire tenor of his paper went
to demonstrate that such evidence was not al
present {orthcoming.  After showing  from the
prineiples of vision that “useful ends are brought
about by means.”” he went on to argiue :—

“We should expeet a priosd that, as the wisdem of the
Jesigning mind must be jmmeasurably above cur own, so
contrivance should asa rule extend far beyond what we
We should expect, thevefore, our purely theistic
srroands, that the doctrine of evolution, assumed for tialg
would be 2 useful and ordinarily trustwarthy guide in our
scientific researches ; that it might often enable us to go
back one step and explain how such or such 2 result was
brought by natural laws from such or such an anterior con-
ditien, and so might lead us to extend our knowledg: of
the operation of natural causes  But thisis a very difler-
ent thing from astuming it as an axiom, the application of
which may be extended step by step indeflmitely back.
wards,”

As for Mr. Darwin's theory of “ancestial deriva-
tion and survival of the fittest,” Dr. Stokes said
it was one which “lrom its nature can hardly, if
at all, be made a subject of experimental investi-
vation, or even of observation in the records of
ihe past,’” and, therefore must “rest mainly on the
estimate which may be formed of its own pro-
hability,” “though doubtless,” DProlessor Stokes
added, “an underlying feeling that the phenomenon
was in some way explicable by natural causes has
contributed not a little towards its propagation.”
Still the most hie conld say on behalf of Darwinism
was thal it was “highly ingenious as an hypothesis.”
“J think,” he added, “s large number of scientific
men would admit that it is very far indeed from
being admissible to the ranlkc of a well-established
theory,” and though “truo possibly, as accounting
for permanent or sub-permanent differences be-
tween a//ted forims, yet not conceivably bridging
over the great gulf which separates remote formns
of life” [those who have read Drofessor Nichol-
son’s “University Text-book on  Dalwontolegy”
will recognise this as his final opinion alsc].

Professor Stokes, referzing to the question of

the creation of man, said,—*“In the account of the
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crention it is distinetly staled that man  was
separately created, ‘in the image of Gen,' what-
ever that may imply. Nor is this a point in which,
by a wide licence of interpretation, we might say
the language was meyely figurative ; that we -can
afiord to understand it so, for that Scriplure was
not given us to teach us science. Our whole idcas
respecting the nature of sin and the chamcier of
Gop are, as it scems to me, profoundly affected
according as we {ake the slatement of Scripture
straightforwardly, which implies that man was
created with special powers and privileges, and in
a state of innocence {rom which he fell, or if we
suppose that man came to be what he is Dby de-
grees, by a vast number of infinitesimal variations
from some lower animal, accompanied by a corre-
spondingly continuous variation in his mental and
moral condition. On this lalter supposiiion, Gob
was made to be responsible for Lis present moral
condition, which is but the natwral outgrowth of
the mode of his creation. As regards the lower
animals, litile change would apparently he made
from a {heological point of view, il we were to in-
terpret as figurative the langusge which seems to
assert a succession of creative acts, Dut the cre-
ation of man and his condition at creation are not
confined to the account given in Genesis, They
are dwelt on at lengih, in connexion with the
scheme of redemption by St. Paul, and are more
Lriefly 1cferred to by our ILord Himself in con-
nexion with the ivstitution of murriage.”

As against these statements “so express, go clese-
ly bound up with man’s highest aspirations,” we
have nothing more to adduce un the side of science,
says Professor Stokes, “than a ZAypetiesis of con-
tinuous transmutation iucapable of experimental
investigation, and making such demands upon our
imagination as to stagyer at Jast the initiated.”

A modified theory of Darwinism, as applied to
ihe creation of man, was thus dealt with —

“Some have cudeavored ta cembline the statements of
Scripture with a modified hypothesis a continuous trans
mutation, by supposivg that at a certain epoch in the
world’s history menta and moral powers were conferied
by divine interposition on some animal that had been
gradually modified in its bodily structure by natural causes
till it took the form of man. Asspecial interpusition aud
speciai creation are here recognised, 1 do not see that re-
ligion has anything to lese by the aduption of this hy pothesis,
but neitherdo [ see that science bhas anything to gain.
Once admit special divine interposition, and science has
come to the end of her tether. Those who find the idea
helpful can adopt it ; but for my own part this combination
of the natural and the supernatural seems somewlat
grotesque, and I prefer resting in the statement of a spevial
creation.”

CANON NORMAN'S SERMOXN.

(T'o ibe REditor of the Church Guardiau )

Str,—I have looked for at least a passing notice
of Canon Norman’s sermon, reported in your issue
of the 17th January. 1n the absence of any I ven-
ture 1o express respectiully a little dissent from
some of its enunciations. There appears, amidst
most which is good, a plain conflict of logic which
surprises acquaintances ond admirers of the
preacher, who will be glad to learn that the ecclesi-
astical peccadilloes roferred to sre “borrowed,” as
Mr. Foster's introduction states, rather than “orig-
inal.” When I read such a line as this from
Canon Norman it set the mind into a painful
quandary—viz : “Lhough the tune may eome when
our Church may, under certain careful restrictions,
admit to her pulpits preachers of other Christian
denominatinons®—eatchiug his breath, howevor, and
adding after this formulation of undoubted treach
cry to tho standards of the Chureh, *1 aw not
pronouncing for or against such a plan.” There
could Do no justification of the enuneiation of such
an antagonistic challenge to the Preface of the
Ordinal from the watchman ou the tower from
within, unless his reason aund conscience were
satisfied to inaugurate a reveluticn at whatever
cost. If his prescicnce outruns lis feliows there
is no cause so noble as boldly to mect the issue,
and, liko I'yng, ir., of New York, hasten thg advent
of a prineiple which this aspiratien tells him to be
Divine, aithough Jeading 1o a povelty which the
blindness of the Church has obscurcd for nigh
2000 years.

Just before, and as supported by uniform Setip-
tural and seeular leslimony wlich newer lights call
anligreated, 1he Llevercnd Canon had summed
up cousistently with the Divine Word—Apostulie
practice, Primitive usage and the unswerving con-
duct of the Cliureh Catholic in all ages, “the
essendial fealures” of the bedy of Christ upon
carth, viz: (1) The possession of the Catholic and
Apestolic Taith; (2) the possession of the Holy
Seriplures; (3) the Sacruments as oidained by
Christ ; (4) an Apostolic Ministry ; proceeding
forthwith to vitiate this lalter esseniial by ques-
tioning the Divine Formula of special commission
upon which it resls. Dy an ingenuity worthy of
the schoolmen: he tells us by silence even a lay-
man may bapiise~-by express utleranee that it is
within the region of debate and a question of ex-
pedieney, whether leaders in the disintegration of
the One Tlody of Christ may not preach the
Gospel wlich they assume to expurgate from the
Sacred Desk of the Church of Fngland, and to the
sheep =nd lanbs of the fold against which they
place themselves in efdosen opposition, and their
sirange inconsisiency, by a virtwal ipse dixit as-
surces us that thus exalted they will never be per-
mitled *to eonsecrate and admsinister the elements
in the Holy Communion.”

Can we resist al leastiin measure, applying his
own quolation, “levitus in r¢ sacerdotis est sae-
religivm,” with an altered comment?  Shall we
note in this a sign of the times, “notwithslanding,”
says a reviewer, “the weight of responsibility
Yesting upon them as leaders of public sontiment
in the Church, appeinted teachers of the Word of
(Fon, authorized expounders of the Gospel, guides
of the people from darkness into light, which
serves in a manner {o steady them as a clasg amid
the pressure of such causes; they cannot wholly
eseape the influonce of a prevailing sentiment. 1o
some of us the foundations may appear o he
slaking on which, as young Chiistiaus and youny
ministers in our varlier days, we stood with periect
corfidence.  If, indeed, the elergy beecome doubt-
ful as 1o any fundamental of the Faith, how much
less astonishing is it that the people whosc religien
must toke eelonr and character frem theirs should
share the doubt and carvy it a degree fuvther into
skepticism | And if piest and people both slip
{rem the foundations, is it not to be expeeted that
religion, (e boend, the band stretched Leyond
endurance, wonld break ¥ I trust by o renning
peny ratlier than Ly inteat, the learned Canon ina
definite degree has pliced bimself under this
clearly voiced and timely eriticism. The effrct to
the public at lavge canmot he misjudged, exaciing
syropathy as it will from those who ave without,
who, if rational and candid, have a elear and
dreaded consciousness of the buseless fabrie of
their modern systenng, aud find the ouly soliee in
the equally baseless assumption unforiunately im-
plied by Canen Nonmaw's allusion—that th.
Clureb’s svstem amd Apostolic Ministry arve the
outcome of prelatien) pretensions, and Jegivimately
the subject of ever-varying human revisiens and
alterations.

The writer quoted above remarking upon un-
guarded and disloyal allusions even i privaie
coteries of lay people or clerics remmks. “Of
course in such discussions, it is assumed that noth-
ingis certain,and that no truth ivso established that
it may not be questioned. The danger of such 2
line of discussion must be obyvious and it may be
permitted to utter a caution.” The Apostolic
Ministry in its triple form of Bishop, DPriest and
Deacon is the characteristic of the Church of
Ingland, in'common with the Church Universal
in every age, and like the Ark of the Covenant
has been sacredly guarded from the first until this
hour.

Shall predictions of the mutilation of this sacred
trust come from Churchmen or Churel of kngland
pulpits?  For laymon holling the Faith in unity
of spirit there may be more ample facilities under
Apostolic authorization for the exereise of every
natural or spiritual faculty which can be utilized
for thie weltare of the Church and tho saving of
immonrtal souls; bul to enthrone schism or exalt
teackers whow (Gon's . ltar would condemn is a
cencordal beyend the power of any Episcopate,
and its altempt would be to surronder the Divine
Charter. It needs in the present day to be made

more and mere clear that no species of transcend-
entalism or temporal assumption characterizes the
Church of IEngland, but simply humble faithful-
ness to a sacred deposit for the healing of the
nationg, and that as by steps marked and rapidly
nultiplying the lamented divisions of professing
Clivistians are Tetracing steps whicl separated
them from a mine of spiritual gracos, so equally,
in Gon'’s own time, we may cxpeet thew again to
unite as one soul under the authorized leaders of
Gon’s Church for the overthrow of the powers of
evil and of darkness.  “I‘orget not,” says another,
“lo thank Gov for the Church which has preserved
and handed down to you the precious heritage of
the Christian Y ear”—an heritage now boing claimed
anew by every body of non-conforming Christians,
Shall not every true member of the Church thank
Gov for the unbroken channel of the Apostolic
Ministry, which has in its course resisted all agen-
cies of fiatlery, expediency, or persecution for its
corruption, until it now stands, untarnished, tho
foundation and hope of a united Chriétendom ;

{To the Jditor of thre Church Guardian.)
Sin,—Ag my tale about the Reformed Episcopal
and its new departure, which you did me the favor
to publizh in the Guanpian of November 29th,
would ot be eomplete without bringing under tho
notice of its reuders some very iuteresting dis-
clusures which have resulted from My.

moment’s serious cousideration if Cooper is & {faith-
ful exponent of it. Indeed, the levity with which
ho treated the teachings of the sacred volume is as
painful to read a3 it was to listen to.

never set his foot in Ottawa again ; that it was no
city for such a profound theologian as he to come
to. Regarding these harangues—there are seven of
them—a close oxaminatien of Mxr. Cooper’s theories
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of the fulure state discloses the real object he
wants to secure—ndmely, to seduce through the
medium of sensational old wives' fables the people
from their belief not only in the Christian doctrine
of the eternnl punishment of. the wicked, but from
their belief in a hell at all. In harmony with hia
theories, ho prostituted hoth the Bible and Prayer
Book by substituting the word condemnation for it.
In conclusion, Mr. Editor, let me say that this
man with his own lips was forced to admit that he
received the cold shoulder {rom the ministers and
people of all the orber depominations of the city
during the six months of his stay. Iven his own
congregation, with the exception of 8 few who run
it, did not recognize him. In revenge Mr. Cooper
struck right and left of him. In his farewell
hamangue he let the catout very freely on the R,
E., and its niinistera coming from other denomina-
tions with no other object in view than that of
obtrining fat livings. This thrust was intended
for Bishop Wilson, who came from the Methodist
community, and never received grdination in the
old church.
