carly fathers.. We find these men speaking and
writing about a Book—the Bible, the inspired
Word of God, the Old dnd New Testaments.
We find them' quoting it, mentioning its authors,
citing short passages and. long passages from
St. John or St. Paul or St. Luke, by name., We
find them doing this in Rome and in Cartbage,

in Alexandria and in Jerusalem, in Constanti-

nople and in Gaul. All over the world, men
writing in Greek, in Latin, in Syriac, men di-
vided from each, other by vast spaces of terri-
tory, separated in language and in nationality,
we find quoting the Bible. ' In sermons, in for-
mal' treatises on theology, in familiar letters to
friends—in all sorts of productions and in ‘all
connections—we find them referring to, talk-
ing about and citing the ‘words of a certain
Book. _ : . .

We have a Book which professes to be the
game. Isit? We ap})eul to those early writers
to find out. Manifestly, there is no other way.
‘We cannot expect any miraculous interforence
to assure us of this question of fact. No iental
or moral illumination can be expected to tell
us whether our Bibleis the real primitive Bible.
‘We thereforo appeal to the fathers. And that
appeal assures us of the truth and genuineness
of our present copies of ‘the Word of God. It
is clear they had copies identical with our own.
What we read, they read.  They had the same
Gospels, the same Epistles, the samé Acts of
the Apostles, the same Revelation of St. John.
They quote as we might. They cite the words
as they are before us, and in the same connec-
tion. We decide that they had the same Bible
identically. The extent to which this identifi-
cation may be carried is' beyond what most
people think, It Has been said that if the Bible
wore' lost—that is, if every copy now in exist-
ence were destroyed—the entire volume might
be restored from the writings of the first four
centuries, It was so guoted, so preached; so
commented on, that it actually passed Bodily
into the Christian writings of those ‘ages, and
remains there. ' ’ .

- Such identification is possible in the case of
no other ancient writing. 'We are quite certain
that our copies of the Aneid are genuine, that
our “Commentaries on the Gallic War’ are
the very ‘Commentaries” written by Camsar,
but that certainty is founded on ¢omparatively
slight proof. These books are indeed mention-
ad, quoted, and described and attributed to Vir-
gil and Cesar; respectively, by writers from
their own day down; but for one writer who
testifies to them, a score testify to the. Bible,
and for one line quoted from them, chapters are
quoted from the Old and New Testaments, and
for one author who commente.on them, fifty
comment upon, explain and cite whole. books of
th‘e Reve]aﬁon- ’ . .’.kf -‘ /, tr !

our dity ; we havé ever regarded the great mis-
sionary claims of the: Church as quite equal to the
¢laims: of parochial support. -
estimated these as :ubjects, for which, together
with Rector’s salany and parish expenses, we
mugt secure .an annual revenue, and we have

- found that this was the way of parochial suc-.

cess and prosperity. As we have soaght ear-
nestly to dogood to others and to forward
those objects to which: the Church was commit-

2 A REMARKABLE paper was read the otherday
‘before the Royal Society by Mr. J. T. Wood, in
regard to his discoveries by excavation at
Ephesus. After a long series of tentative
offorts, extending over several years, he has at

|last struck upon the track which led from the

Shaguesian Gate to the Templeof Diana; and
has fcund the foundation of the wall built in
the time of Augustus Ciesar by Gallus, the pro-
consul, round ‘the sacred precincts, and out of
the revenues of the Temple. In 1869 the work-
mer struck upon the pavement and sculptured
figures, and since that period discoveries have
gradually been made, making it possible pretty
neurly to ascertain the form and dimensions of
the entire building. Many other most interest-
ing relics of the old city have also been un-
earthed, among them the tomb of St. Luke,
“the beloved physician.” ‘

with their several academic hoods,” while the
organist played selections from Hadyn's Third
Mass. Two boys sang the solo, and the full
choir continued the anthem. In short it was a
“full choral service,” which “advanced”
Churchmen would call a “function.”

CHURCHMEN are sometimes rebuked in an un-
expected manner by pious Dissenters. Thus
Mr, Spurgeon says “the infrequency of the
celebration of the Lord’s Supper in Scotland
has thrown an artificial halo around its annual
observance, on the two festivals of the year.”
For his own part, he adds, * infirmity of the
flesh, never indisposition ‘of the mind, is the
only apology he ever aftgmpfs_ tqﬁff‘§ﬁex- for
omitting its observance from the Lord’s Day
oxercises.” The Holy Communion is the one
service of the Lord’s Day. Morning and Even-
ing Prayer are really only the “everyday" ser-
vices,

Str,—1In reading the remarks of the Bishop |-

of Durhani, ‘'at the annual meeting of the Church
Defence Institution, in the GuarpiAN of July
29th, and those of the Archbishop of Cunte:-
bury; at the Diocesan Conference, in your-im-
pression of: August 5th, both having reference’

to the important; change and ‘enlargement of
the franchise, I could not but contrast the ac-
tion of these prelates with the mawkish-senti-
mentality prevailing in Canada, which pre-
cludes clergymen from' taking any part or
interest in the goverhment of the country,

As in'England, so in Canada, an Act has
just beon passed which very largely oxtends the
number and qualification of the electors; and if
in England the Bishops consider it is incum-
bent on them to publicly speak on the subject,
it surely is not less the duty of the clergy in
Canada to follow their example.

The Bishop of Durham says:—

“A large and unprecedented addition bas
been made to the electoral roll ; whole masses
of men, hitherto extluded, have been admitted
to the franchise. Now, I do not dwoll on this
fact from any feeling of .misgiving; still less of
despair, I have great confidencein the sobriety
and judgment of the pecple of England, {f only
they are accurately informed." 7 .

Are not these timely Words just as applicable
to the same circumstances in Canada as thoy
are in England ? And who are better able to
perform the important duty of thas accurately
informing the people than the clergy in Canada,
as'in England? Are the dutics of our clergy
any more restricted thun are those of their
brethren in England ?  Surely not.

Now, what says the Archbishop of Onnter-
bury on the subject ?

“Thay all desired to see the moral, social and
religious welfare of the pecople increasod ten-
fold; and in order to do thut the Church must
be strengthened. Churchmen should be urged
to take a more active part in Church worlk, and
to watch the course of events in the Legislature
to see that no harm is done in Parliament.”

And who are to urge the people to this
greater activity and watchfulness but the
clergy, as in England, so in Canada? Having
lived half a century in England before I came
to this coantry, and associnting with many
country clergymen. there, like Pracd’s vicar,

4 Whose converse ran [rom rocks Lo rosos,
From dressing cels Lo shoelng horsos,”

I never could seec on what prineiple the popn-
lar notion was founded that clergymen in Ca-
nada should abstain from interesting themselves
in the geod government of the country, in
which they, of all men, from their very posi-
tion as religious and moral {feachers, are more
especially and directly concerned. It is not at
al})necessary for a clergyman to be & politician,
in the ordinary sense of the term, to enable him
to instruct the people aright in their electoral
duties and privileges; and still less need he be
a partizan. It is a reasonable assumption that
the more earncstly and effectively a clergyman
is known to take an interest in and associate
himself with the daily life and occupations of
hie parishioners, the greater will be his influ-
ence with thom for good in his spiritual minis-
trations. T have long been under the impres-
sion that this foolish popular notion bas'kad a
very prejudicial effect in restricting the clergy
in that social and pastoral intercourse with the
people which is so ossential to the effectual dis-
chaige of their clerical obligations.

The, coincidence of the simultaneous enlarge-
ment of the franchise, and the prompt action of
two of the most prominent prelates in England
on the subject, afford me the opportunity,
which I-feel privileged to take, of urging the
matter on the consideration of your readers, in
the hope that onr sympathies and practical ef-
forts may the more closely be in accord with
those of the parent Church. -

God's existence is not
denied, but He is crowded off, a8 it
Were, into 2 distant corner of His
universe. His control and direc-
tion of buman affairs is practically
ignored, * There iz a man whoso
Tabor is in wisdom, in knowledge
and in equity, yot to a man whol;
hath not labored therein shall he
leaye it for his'portion. This also
is vanity and a great evil,: For
what hath man of all his labor and
of the vexation of his heart, when
he hath labored under the sun ?
For all his days are sorrows: and|;
his travail gnef yea, his heart
taketh not rest in the night. This
also is vanity." “What a sad type
of sceptioism is this! 1t sees no
loving father interesting himself in
the affairs of his children. A blind
and resistless fate, alike without in-
telligence and without heart, rides
rough-shod over the good. and tho
bud.: Forces and laws are recog-
nized,—just as they are now in the
tenching of our modern sceptical
philosophy, but the forces suggest
no living, -personal agent, and the
laws no intolligent, interested law-
giver.

THIS TYPE OF SOEPTICISM

ligent creator and a personal gov-
crnor, and reducesman, both in his }
descent and in his hublts toa level
with the heast.

Again thereisa sceptlclsm Whlch
diffors widely from this, in thet it
is Zonest in its inquities after tr uth,
and cavefully weighs all evidence
likely to' produce’ conviction—a
scepticism which, from groping in-
quiringly in the fog “of doubt,
emerges into the brightest and gun-
niest faith. This type of scepticism |
i3 illustrated, inthe early Christian
days, in the life of the. Apostle|

toresting story. The resurrection’
day has come and closed.
