We camped about three miles sonth of
Pine Creok, and had - the priviloge of
imviting to bod and board in our. tent a
stranger whose horte was too tired io
travel further. There was n_ slight frost
during the wmight. The next day we
iravolled about twenty-five miles and
camped 2 miles west of the signbomd
which dirgeted us to leave the old tril
for the new trail to Rapid City. IFrom
this point onward wo saw ducks by hund-
reds, butns wo had no. dog with us we
made a virtue of leaving thom ummole.

prairio-chickens almost exclusively, We
reached Rapid City &t 4 p. m,, aad camp-
ed on tlio hillside cast of the Little Sas-
katchowan. Now my work wiis Lo bagin,
and I lost no timo in making the acqua-
intance of eome of the leading Chirch-
men rosiding in, or near to, the city, Mr.
Butchart, who had almost finished the
arcction of a large atore for the hardware
business, although not a Churchwnan,
kindly placod it at our disposal fer aftor-
noon sorvice on the Sumday following.
Mr. Thoinpson, acting for the proprietor
of the town site, offered six buildiog lots
for church purposes, unfoitered by amy
conditions. Dr. Mclntosh, Mr, Balk-
will, Mr, Merrick, and others were very
sanguine with regard to Church work in
the district, Saturday I spent in~visiting
the farm of Captain Mollon, and in look-
ing up other Church people who did not
live very uonr to the city, We found it
mathor cold in tent during tho might. The
morning of Sundny dawned with the
appearnuce of.a storm of soma kind, but
soon the sun won the victory, and we
had a day of glorious beauty. Three
o'clock, the hour for aervice soon
came.

Wo would-uot be understooel for one
moment ns wishing to channo or divert
any portion of the Fund: bermnneht]y
frony-its proper -and_ avewed chamnels,
but we do not believe that if, Ly this
nieans, it wera poisible fo: effect it, -the
reliat of the present alarming deficioncy
would inany way be opposed fo the
epirit, however much the’ letter of the
rales governivg the Fund might be
stnmed which dictated the contributions
of those who supported the scheme.

Wo beliove that the Synod should
take immedinie nction with regard to this
matter, and that the I.egls!nf.ure should be
asked to modify the existing rules and
rogulations, s0.as te placo.the Fund, like
