Sir,—1 have just read a letter signed
“Churchman” in your issue of the 10th inst.
which, in my humble opinion, has many good
points in it, but there is one thing about it
which puzzles mo, and seems to spoil almost the
whole production.

Your coriespondent uses snch expressions as
“ All good Churchmen,” “the Church,’ * the
Church at large,” “ one Church ss a whole,”
*our Dominion Church,” “ an offshoot of our
Apostolic Chureh of England.” “the Mothor
Church,” and so0 on, all very good and all vory
well in their way ; and if one found any such
expreasions the conclusion would certainly be
that the writer is not only a Churchman, but a
good Churchman,

But tho writer seems to strive, without any
apparent good reason, to burden the United
Dominion Church, an offshoot of tho Aposiolic
Church of England, with a thorough-going sec-
tarian name, This member of the Auxiliary,
Cunadian, Episcopal Church Associnstion would
do certain things to place the Episcopal Church
of  the Dominion in the front runk among
Christian Bodies. Now, Sir, if the religious
Body to which he refers is really un olfshoot of
the Apostolic Church of Hngland, she is not
also the- Episcopal Church of the Dominion.
Your correspondent must know that theve was
but one Church kuown to Seripture and ancient
timos; and so it the Body referred to de *“an
ancient and Seriptural Chureh,” it is simply a
branch of that one Church—zhe Church.

And if it be such, why seek to sadd!o it with
a name which would represent it to the world
as a modern sect ? Why not name it after the
mannor of Scriptural and ancient times, where-
in the titles samply denoted local Branches of the
I find such titles as * the Church
of Ephesus,” *the Church in Sardis,” “ the
Church of the Cretians,” ‘“the Church of
Rome,” “ the Church of God which is at Cor-
inth,” etc. The only Apostolic Churches that
ever adopted modern sectarian names did so
under pressure and in very trying times; but
already, ae far as this Branch is concernced,
there is a wide-spread and growing desire to got
rid of one misleading sectarian name.

CHANGE OF NAME.

——

Sir,—The chauging of the long established -
neme of a Church, bowever, incongruous or in<

correct that name may be, is a thing not to be
dono hastily, nor until a large wajority of the
mombers of such Church have learned to deem
a change advisable and to acquiescoe in it cheer-
fully. But “change of name,” both in the
American and the Canadian Church is “in the
air,” and is a question which, once raised, will
never rest, until some change change is made.
“ Protestant Episcopal ” and “The Church of
England and Ireland in Canada” ave nameos
which eannot be permanent among Christians
who daily say I believe in . . . the Holy
Catholick Church.” It will be well, thevefors,.
during the long vacation between the triennial
meetings of our greater synods to discuss the
question, and to draw forth what there is to be ™
snid either for or against & change.

Porhaps the grontest difficulty in the matter
i8 not 50 much in makinrg n change as in deci-
aing or agreeing upon the new name which
shall be substituted for the old, While it is
most important, in fact imperative that the now
name shall not be, in the smallest degree, sec-
tarian, it is, on the other hand, very undesir-
able that it should be pretentious or unjustifi-
able. Thus ‘“The Catholic Church of Amer-
ica” or of Canada, assumes in an occlesiastical .
sense, what oar branch of the Church is not, at .

resent; and savours of tho arvoganoce of our

oman brethren who love, notwithstanding
their correct and proper titlo, to swagger as
“the Catholics.” On the other hand ‘The
Amorican Chureh " or *“The Cauadian Church”
assumes, in & national senss, what our branch .
of the Church is not, as yet. But *“Tho Amer-
ican Catholic Church” and *The Cunadiun
Catholic Church” are nmames which seom to
meot every reguirement of Catholieiby, while.
they intrude upon the nomenclature of:none.of s
the churches of Christendom. Noither the
Presbyterians, the Methodiats, the Baptists, the
Congregationists nor any of the smaller sects
can complain of our assuming a name which
they have deliberately abandoned, while the
Roman Catholics have set us the oxample by
adopting and quite recontly deciding to adhere.
10 a name which describes what they should be,
but are not content to be, 2 national Church.
And here, we arvive at a point of the utmost
importance, W all desire to protest, omphati-
cally to protest against the unwarrantable
usurpation of the Church and Bishop of Rome.
In the zeal of this desire some are terribly
afraid to drop the word “ Protestant.” But acts
are better than words. 1t is better to be brave
or noble than to call oneself “a brave” or “a
noble.,” It is better to protest by act than fo
call oneself “ a Protestant,” And so, if we wish
to maintain the national, as ngainst the Papal
idea of the Church, it is far bettes to adopt na-
tional as against such quasi-sectarian names as
“ Protestant Episcopal” and even *‘ Church of
England and Ireland in Canada.” 1t may be
hoped that in tho Mother-Country the some-
what questionable titles of “Church of England,”
“ Church of Iveland,” “ Church of Scotland "
will in time disappear. If wo could have the
Eoglish, the Irish, the Scottish, the African,
the Australian, the New Zealand, the Indian,
the American, the Canadian Catholic Church
we should girdle the earth with a protest against
the arrogant claims of Rome on the one hand,
infinitely stronger than calling ourselves “ Pro-
testants” in every clime; and on the-other
hand forming & new bond of union, calculated
not only to draw ns closer together ourselves,
but to induce those separated from us, as Pro.
testants, to return to the fold. :

. Aupron Mives.—Thanksgiving day services
were held in the Parish Church and S,
George's and in the Union Hall at Westville,
which were attended much better than the
rainy weather led one to expect. The offer-
tories were for the widows and orphans of the
Clergy. The church was not decorated as usual
because workmen had = scaffold, etc., ia place
for the chimney, preparing for the new fur-
neces. The sermon was from the words “ My
kindness shall not depart from thee,” Isaish
Ly, 10,

SearorTR.—On the 10th November the Lord
Bishop visited this parish for Confirmation. We

have hitherto had more than our share of Sun-
"days,. Although this was a week day, and con-
firmation after seven o'clock Evensong, yet
not only was the Parish Church filled to its
utmost capacity, but the doors had to be left

. opon for accommodation of those unable to gain

admittance. The candidates, thirty-one in
number, walked to the Church in procession,
carrying bonners and wearing either rosettes
or veils. Evensong was said by the parish
priest, Rov. Jas, A. Richey; and then com-
menced the order of Confirmation, which, with
“the present Bishop of Nova Scotis, is about as
remote from a mere form as can be possibly

" imagined. While he spoke to the congregation
. and to the candidates, very near indeed seemed

1o be brought the things of the othor world.

" The truth and earnestness of his Liordship's

strong utterances on the subject of Confirma-
tion ard Holy Communion were such as must
havo caused serious misgivings in those who
had misconeeived of, or underestimated, the
pature and importance of these realities. It
goes without saying that the people all, as well
as the candidates, were very attentive and even

- devout; for not to be &0, under tho circum-

stances, would have been both a wilful and a
dificult sin. On Thursday morning, at St.
Mark’s Church, Lake Porter, there were eight
candidates confirmed, making for the parish 39
in all. These also went to the Church in pro-

. ceksion, singing &8 the others : “ Onward Chris-

tian Soldiers.” It was a promise of thaeir sol-
- dierly disposition that they were there at all ;
for they came from a distance under & pouring
‘yain. But for this there wounld have been more
present, As is often the case those who had
furthest to come endured the hardness, while

. "some who weve nearer to tho Church camo all

too late or stayed away. The Bishop, after
Litany said hy tho priest, went on with the
order of Confirmation just as earnestly as with

- the greater congregation on the previous even-

ing; and afterwards celebrated the Holy Com-
munion. He then returned to Halifax, over 16
miles distant, in an open carriage, sent for him
by mistake as to what the character of the day
would be, and in & storm which makes the Rec-
tor of tho parish in which so much geod was
done anxious until he hears that his Bishop,
who retains youth's zezl, escaped unscathed.

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

Sermon preached by the Lord Bishop of the
diocese on Thanksgiving Day, from tho text :—
Ephesians v: 20 :—*“ Giving thanks always for
all things to God, and the Father of our Lord
Jesus Christ.”

‘His Lordship spoke sabstantisliy as follows:—

It is a good custom, my brethren, this that
wo have of assembling here once a year in the
House of God, that we may render to Him,
with speciel solemnity, the services of thanks-
giving, which always and everywhore we owe.
Good, becanse it is the giving of honor to whom
honor is due. " And good, because it recalls us
to a sense of our duty; and - replaces us in the
mental attitude—the spirvitual posture in which
it becomes us at all times to bo. I said “re-
calls” and “replaces” for wa are all of us apt,
immersed as we are in tho flow of circumatance,
and engaged in manipulation of secondary
proximate causes. We are all of us apt to
forget, or to ignore our dependence for all that
we have and all- that we are, upon Him who
“Laid the foundatjons of the earth, that it
should not be removed .for ever.” And who is
not the Creator and Coatinual Upholder of this
material world only, but who presides ever, and
disposes all in the moral world. For “the
Most High ruleth in the kingdom of men, and
giveth it to whomsoever Heo - will.” And we
forget, and when we forget ouc continual de-
pendence upon God, then the habitual thankful-
ness due for His continued mercies fall from ug -

N
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too, or fades away into the dimness of an irra-
tional and faintly apprebended seutiment, a
most disastrous issue, for this thankfnlness of
spirit should be, if we ave to live Christianly,
must be an evor present, active, controlling
force in conduet. And that it should be this ac-
tive and controlling force in conduct, special
provision was made, in'that system which God
of old ordained and appointed for the education
of a people for the duties of life. Day by day
the Jewish peoplo were educated in gratitude,
for it was the office of the Levite (as you read
in tho 23rd chapter of the 1st Book of Chron-
icles) it was the office of the Levite ‘ to stand
every morning 0 thank the Lord, and likewiso
at oven.” That was the daily discipline of
God's ancient Church. In our Church, too,
provision has been made for the daily inculea-
tion of this great regulative, rectifying, inspir-
ing principle of human conduet. And if there
were 00 other advantage flowing from it, the
habit of daily attendance at the Church service
would be of priceless vulue, for its imbuing of
the mind by daily use, with the spirit of thank-
fulness to Amighty God, for our * creation, pre-
gervation, and for all the blessings of this life.”
And to-day when we logk back upon tke year
that has passed, have we not many causes t0 be
thankful ? Have we not cause to be thankful
for our immunity from innumerable of the ills
that flesh is heir to. The air has from time to
time been lhick with rumors of war, But our
country has been preserved. We have in this
land been free from those natural calamities
and catastrophes, which within this last year
devasted other lands. God has given the early
and the latter rain, and again we have gatherad
in our Harvest. And besides all these public
blessings and benefits which God has bestowed
upon us, each one here knows (or would know
if he considered) innumerable private and per-
sonal blessings, which God has bestowed upon
himeelf. This one has come safely through a
trying time of harassment and anxiety. In
that home, where anxious watchers seemed al-
most to feel the noigoless presence of the Angel
of Death, the sick one has been raised up.
Their heaviness endured for a night, but their
joy came in the morning. And shall we re-
membor God only in tho storm? Shall we
forget Him when He gives us the tranquil joys
of peaceful calm ? Surely not, my brethren,
surely not. And is not many a soul's experi-
ence fraught with grounds of gratitude that
come closor home to him even than these? Is
there none here who has found and felt, within
this last year, the forgiveness of sins ?

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

SaprEvols MissioNn.—Some friend has for-
warded us the Anuual Report of this Society
for Muy 1st, 1885-86—which has been printed
in pamphlet form, bearing on its title page the
heading, “ Diccese of Montreal.” Whilst the
work is carried on in the Diocese, and under
ths charge of a Corresponding Committee,
whose President is the Bishop of the Diacese,
the Society has not been brought into connec-
tion with the Synod—the representative body
of the Diocese—but stands wheolly independent
of itt The use of the name ¢ Diocese of Mont-
real ” would hardly seem to be accurate. We
note that the Corresponding Commitiee report

hoped wiil be paid off “in the near future.”
The report also aontains brief surmaries of
work dono by the various Colporteurs and Mis-
sionaries working under the Committee; but
the progress made in circulating Bibles, Prayer
Books and Tracts does not seem to bhe very en-
couraging. One Missionary, for example, re- -
ports for the quarter ending 1st Qot., 1885, that -
he had made 65 visits, distributed five Prayer -
Books, two New Testaments and some Traocta,
As to the Educational work of the Committee
the Report states that * at the suggestion of the
Parent Sosiety ” it “is gradually giving way in
favour of the Fronch Evangelization work of
the Subrevois Mission; yot such assistance as
is still afforded to schools in country pavts’is
very greatly appreciated.” Daring tge year
'85-'86 only eleven such grants wero made, and
most, if not all, of the grants from the Parent
Society[the Colonial Church and School So-
ciety] of $1,291,63 would seem to have boon cx-
pended on the Montreal Model School aud ex-
penses of Secretary and Superintendent. Tho
total collections in England, Lower Provinces.
Provinces of Quobec and Ontario, reported from’
1st May, 1886 to April 30th, 1888, nmount to
$6,142.38; whilst the Travolling Expenses of
collecting agents [including 18 months for ono]
apparently reach the sum of $2576—a rather
large proportion. Of the collactions made
$3,469.07 were from England; $2,191.95 from
Ontario. and only 8227.10 from the Province of
Quebec—not including $148.756 raised by the
Montreal Ladies’ Association, Tho Rov, J.
Rollitt, heretofore incumbuont of Grenville and
Rural Dean, has resigned his charge and ac
cepted the position of Travelling Agont for the
Socioty.

CranBry,—The Rov. B, McManus has boen .
appointed Rector of this Parish. He formerly
was stationed at Berthior, where he carried on
besides his parish worlk a successful school,
He resigned his cure on account of ill-health,
and spent some time in Los Angelos, Cal, It
has been understood that o taeit understanding ~
provailed in this diocese that a clergyman lesv-
ing it would not be received back again; it is
said the rule has beon enforced in some cases, -
Broken, however, in this case—and that wisely
—it might with advantage be broken in other
instances t0o.

. MoNTREAL.—S!. Stephen’s.—On the evening
of the 24tk ult., the Church Association of this
arish held its annual public meeting in the
ecture Hall,—one of the most beautiful rooms
in the city—which was filled to the doors. This
meeting is one which is always looked forward
to with pleasure and that rightly, as the earnest
work of the Association woll merits their sup-
port. On the platform besides the Rector were
the Dean of Montrea! and Rev. James Barclay. -
Pastor of St. Paul’s Preshyterian Church. The
Rector stated that the Society had heen formed
about fifteen years ago, and though old showed
no signs of decay ; and then the annual repo:t
which was read later in the evening confirmed,
&8 it showed a steady growth in membership
and unabated interest. The treasuver’s state
ment showed receipts of $197.25, and sn expen-
diture of $104.85, leaving anet balance towards
the extinction of their debt of $92.40. Several
vooal and instrumental pieces were well rend-
ered during the evening, after which ﬁleasing
addresses were dolivered by the Rev, Mr, Bar-
clay and the Dean. A pleasant feature of the
evening's proceedings was the gresentntion to
Miss Gross, the organist of the Charch, by the
members of the Association, of a very handsome
souvenir in recognition of her ever ready and
valuable assistance, The Rector, Archdeacon
Evans, in & most happy manner made the pre-
sentation in behalf of the Society. :

Church of the city. When is that Reredos, so
often spoken of—and at one time almost set-
tled and determined upon—to be putin? It
would add immensely to the appearance of the
Chancel and choir.

It is said that a license to the Rev. Mr, Kitt-
son a8 Reader (o1 assistant) at the Cathedral
has not and will not be given—not for any
cause other than that he left the Diocese ; and
the inflexible rule is not io receive back those
who leave. But the rule has been broken in

Liany,.. many . instances—prominent amongst

them in that of the Dean of Mountreal, and
lately in that of Rev. Mr. McMamus. Bat the
rule would seem to be an unwise one in any
ovent, other sufficient canse being absent, as the
Diocese needs good men; and further in the
cage of Rectories, to decline to license one
against whom there is no canonical obligation
is to limit the right of choice of Rector and
Parish, and to infringe on their prerogatives;
and a question might be raised as to the legal-
lity of the refusal, except for cause. In any
event, the continued services of a priest in a
pavish (either as assistant or incumbent) with-
out license would seem to be cloarly contrary to
the canons of Provineial Synod.

St. Jokn the Evangelist's—The Anglican
Oburch, ahead of mere mundane chronology,
commenced her year on Sunday last, and dur-
ing the season of Advent especiully solemn and
interesting sorvices are always held at St
John's. From now till Christmas there will be
celebrations of the Holy Bucharist, in its base-
ment chapel, on Mondays, Wedncsdays and
Fridays at 6.15 a.m., and on the other weok
days at 7; in addition to the usual Sunday
celebrations in the Church; daily Matins at
10.30 a.m., with a short reading, and Evensong
at 6 p.m.; and also Evonsong, with sermon, at
8 o’clock on Wednesdsys.

5), the subject matter of
his discourse, which was of a most soul-stirring
character, rolating both to Christ's final advent
and also to saintly lives. Referring to the Saints
in Heaven, the reverend gentleman bade his
hoarers be lowly and gentle and warned them
against judging ono another here, for, said he,
at onr Lord’s Second Coming some who were
highly thought of by us on earth may be
“found wanting” then; whereas others who
were deemed by the world to be ¢ wholly un-
spiritual ” may all the while have been leading
really saintly lives. A great cousolation to
hard-worked men and women must have been
the preache:'s remarks that though the *separ-
ate life" led in religions houses was, to those
who felt they were called to it, a very blessed
one, it by no means followed that membora of
brotherhoods and sisterhoods or self-pledged
celibates and virgins weve always holy ; and
that the harassed business man or the mother of
a large family with, perhaps, no one to help
her in her daily toil, and with but little time
for prayer, might, after all, not only be rafe but
be a true saint in the sight of God.  After the
sermon, hymn 288 A & M (“A few more years
shall roll”) was rung kneeling, with pauses be-
tween each verse for silent prayer.

The sub-
jects for reading and explanation will be—for
the present, at least—tihe Gospels for the day.

Thursday, 30th ult., being St. Andrew's Day
~—ono of the most ancient of the Apostle’s Fes-
tivals, and usually the first in the Christian
yoar—Holy Commuunion was celebrated at 4
o'clock in the morning in addition to other
sovvices,

St. George's—At St. Georges Church last
Sunday afternoon, Very Rev. Dean Carmichael
continued his series of lectures to young men
on the possibility of organic union between Pro-
tostant churchs. The Dean commenced by
stating that at present the question of organic
unity might be narrowed down to joint action
between the rent and torn Protestant churches
that cluster undor the British flag, and that
the field for such unity was to be found in the
colonies rather than in ihe mother country.
The Protestantism of Great Britain he divided
into four systems, viz, (1) the Episcopal
system, (2) the Presbyterian system, (3)

The = Congregational System, and (4) The
Methodist system. He then proceeded to
bring before his audience & bhistoric outline of
the first three systems from the Reformations
downwards., With regard to the Church of
England, he claimed that it came forth from
the Reformation a reformed rather than 2 re-
organized church, essentially the same church
reformed that had been originaily founded in
Britain and later by Augustine. He described
the rule of Anglican reformation as the veten-
tion of all that was regarded as apostolic and
primitive, and the rejection of all that was
novel and popish. He entered carefully into
the question of historic succession and claimed
that the consecration of Archbishop Parker
preserved the continuity of succession unbroken,
He then entered on the history of the Presby-
terian Church from the Reformation down-
wards, describing at length the varying phases
of chureh goverment, which finally ended in-
the permanecnt establishment of Preshyterian-
ism as an independent, powerful and singularly
devoted portion of the once united church, and
claiming throngh the presbyterate an unbrolken
historical succession of its own.—G azette,

My Lorp,—In compliance with Clause. of

Canon XTI, I present, “for the information of

- ¢he Provinoial Synod,” & statement of the gen-

-

eral condition of the Church in Algoms, and in
doing 80, feel constrained, on the threshold, to
acknowledge, with a very grateful heart, the
abundant visible tokens of success with which
the Head of the Church has crowned our poor
efforts for the edifying of the body of Christ,”
through the far reaching territory ontrusted to
my care.

Our missionaries still labor under many and
serious difficuties, sufficient to put their faith
and cournge to very severe tests such as (1)
their isolation, and consequently loss of the
help ard cheer that, in other Dioceses, comes of
frequent opportunities of fraternal intercourse;
(2) the absence of room for promotion, and the
lack of the legitimate stimulus which such an
expectation awakens in the breast of every
zealous, faithful clergyman; (3) the scautiness
of the atipends paid, necessitating, in every
case, tho practice of the most rigid economy,
and, sometimes, in spite of it, the incurring of
of debt; (4) the uncertainty that hangs over the
future of their wives and children, should they
themselves be removed by death or disabled by
age or sickness, for active work; (5) the con-
stant pressure of the wretched competition en-
gendored by the simultaneous presence, in even
rhe smallest villages, of three or four religious
bodies, each struggling for its fragment of a
support, the whole of which would be insufi-
cient for the decent maintenance of any ome;
(8) the ignorance of a large number of our own
members on all questions of Church order or
usage, or even ordinary religious teaching
connected with tho conduct of the daily life, and
their consequent liability to narrow and unjust
suspicious, and (7) the uiter indifference of
others to any thought more elevating than the
play of township politics, or the probable har-
vest yield. Aguninst these and other discomr-
agements our missionaries maintain a continu-
oug struggle, but they do it bravely, with a
‘ patience of hope’ which rises superior to
every murmuring thought, content to wait its
recompense in the “ well done” which will
sooner or later greet every faithful toiler in thie
Master’s service.

CLERGY.

Three years ago the number of the Clergy,
including the Bishop, was 16, It is now 24. In
God's gooduness, no breach has been madein our
ranks by death, Other changes, however have
taken place. Of the 16 of 1883, one [Rev. A,
S. 0. Sweet], left for Euogland in bad bealth,
while two others [Rovs. J. X, McMorine and G.
B. Coolke) have removed to the Dioceses of On-
tari and Niagars, vespectively. Of the new ac-
cessions, six [ Revs. J. Boydell, A. Osborne, T.
W. Greene, C. J. Machin, 8. E. Knight and J.
Manning] have been recoived by letters dimis-
sory, and six [Revs. F. C, Berry, R. W, Plante,
W. B. Magnan, &. H. Gaviller, A. J. Youn
and G. Gillmor] by ordination [all the latter,
save one, since advanced to the priesthood,]
while one [Rev. J. Greeson], was, at my re-
quest, ordasined specially for Algoma by the
Bishop of Oxford during my visit to England.
Since this visit, the Rev. E. S, Stubbs also be-
came connected with the Diocese, but ill-health
compelled him to veturn within about a yenr
from his arrival. In him Algoma lost a most
faithful and effcient missionary.

STUDENTS.

The experiment of utilizing the sorvices of
theological students has been tried, and every
year with marked satisfaction and succoss,
thanks to the zeal and good judgment of the
students themselves, and the {act that in every
case they worked under the direction of some
neighboring clergyman, who assigned the field
of labor, prescribing the sorvices to bo held,
and reciving the reports of work dome. The
remuneration paid by the Diocese was small,
being only $25 per month, with travelling ex-
pense to and from destination, As arule, the
ministrations of students are more acceptable

than those of lay readers, possessing as they

do, the double advantage of not being prophets
in their own country, and also coming under
the head of what might be termed tho * almost
reverend.’

To pray daily together has been the Chris-
tian rule always and everywhere—for men in
oarnest, I mean—and the experience of whole
races of men is no trifling inheritance to ua,

In no other way can we drink in so much of
the waters of life, the living oracles of God, the
inspiration of the Holy Spirit—not only in
quantity, but in systematic arrangement, for
the daily lessons omit the chapters more diffi-
cult to understand, and repeat those that bear
most of the practice of s Christian life,

So the Church measures out the faith in due
proportion, allots to each main act that God
the Father, Son, and Holy Ghost has done for
us & season of its own, and through the closing
month of every year setting before us the close
of the world and the last day, and Him who re-
turns to reckon with His servants.

There are no such prayers as these—so old,
yot so buoyantly young ; so Catholic yet so re-
formed ; those Glorias that make us one with
the Church of the martys; and breathe over ug
the breath of the first three centuries; those

forty colleots that connect ujs-with'gi‘eﬁtfathém
of the Church, and make us one »cbpg‘ie%ation-
with Gregory the -Great - and - his: Yorkshire-
slave-boys; that Litany which wag first heard
amid the crash of a falling world,‘whileit trans.
figured the ruin of the Gothie invasion’into the
throes of the new birth of the new Churéhi; and
those later prayers of our - Epglish martyrs-and
reformers, the General Confeéssion-and Thanks-
giving, and ILaud's. Prayer for Parliament,
never more needed; than now,:

And what is the daily service? Isit notthe
common * prayer of Christendom, ‘the. family
prayers of the nation, -the:confession of: those
sins, the pleading of those wants, the .offering
of those thanks, which common to-us all; the
great antidote to religious selfishness,

When those who can come to the hoase of
Christ represent ‘those'who ¢annot and’ &ven
those who will not ; the’ sick, the overworkeéd, -
and those out of reach are with'us'in the spirit,
88 we bear their sorrows and temptations be-
fore onr common Lord, - ,

“ Wherever two or three “are' ‘gathered: to-
gether there -am I -in the midst of them.”
Therefore our daily service is the presence of
God in our streets, and the sense’ of that'pre-
gence overflows more and 1nore intc “all oar
daily life. The presence of God isthe'life of
our environment, and.: gur consciousness of it is
the holy sense by whick we touch, and handle,
and taste, and absorbit. =

DR. VAUGHAN ON CLERICAL EDU-
CATION,

The Dean of Llandaff (Dr. Vanghan) speak-
ing at the Llandaff Diocesan Conference on the
subject of clerical education, 'alluded, in’ the
course of hix address, to the impurtance of what
he called “Catholicity” in the: training of
the future clergymen. He said:—* The other
qualifications for the ministry to'‘which I ‘will
rofer i that which, for the want of & mere ex-
act term, I will call catholicity, Tt is ‘meant
to express, in this connection, the direct. op-
posite of that narrowness, that cooping, crib-
bing and cabining of the -sympathetio capacity
of the man, which results from 4 too enrly speci-
alism and clericalism in his education. It might
almost be said, though there is something of
hyperhole and paradox in the saying it, that,
while the religious education ‘cannot begin too
soon, the professional education ‘can hardly be-
gin too late. That which no external inflience
can insure, that with which all external influ
ences are compatible, the growth of theindivi.
dual soul in grace, is- the sine qua non of all min~
istry, whether the ministry of the Christian
layman or the ministry of the Christian clergy-
map, There is no need, for this, of any seclu-
sion, of any ‘taking aside from the multitude,’
excopt that which the Providence of God may
ordain or the conscientious instinots of the'man
may.dictate. No need for it, and: no demand.
This man will have to-minister to-all sorts and
conditions of men—for Ged's sake lef him first
know them well, Let-him have lived the com-
mon life, not the exotic. Let him be.a man,
‘ counting nothing human alien,’ before he-is a -
minister, Let him have well taken the meas-.
ure of human want and haman peril, of human
thought and hinman'dotibting; of "human’ stiffer-
ing, too, and human sinning—not as thiey'ire to -
be looked’down’ uponiin "visits ' to- icvelstand

hospitals; not ag théysté to' be:109Ked-up td<in -*
.the high'flightsof thinkers and'spécutators;bilt as.

-
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they are lived and moved among us in the daily
converse of contemporaries and equals, with(not
for) whose ‘sorrows you weep, with (not for)
whose joys you rejoice. Lietnot the shutting up
among the ‘four men which have a vow upon
them,” begin sooner than it must—let it begin
late, or never. -For the ministry of England's
Church we want men who know well England’s
people. Not men industrious with the microscopo
of petty self-introspections, or handy with the
telescope of magnificent ‘views,’ but men having
wide open.the natural eye of a wide and intelli-
gent og)servation, ‘8 desply Christian judgment,
and an intensely human sympathy. If all this
be s0, what can be so desirable as that the
fature clergyman should be trained in the so-
ciety of men of all sorts and kinds of aptitudes,
dispositions and prospects—as various as
the hearers to whom bhe will afterwards have
to minister, and whose divergent courses and
characters it will be his success or failure io
have wisely tracked or ignorantly guessed at.”

FREE AND OPEN CHURCHES.

———

Rr. Rev, W. Baoon Stevens, D.D., L.L.D.

Portion of a sermon preached at the opening
of the Chapel of Christ Church Philadelphia:

What we want is calm inquiry of the Divine
Oracles as to “ What sayeth the Lord;” care-
ful research as to the customs of the Primitive
Church; a diligent survey of the fungus-like
growth of the pew system from its first appear-
ance in Englend in the fourteenth century,
until it has finally resulted in partitioning of
the House of God into lease-holds or copy-
holds purchasable and heritable; a true under-
standing of the real purpose and intent of the
House of God ; and a reception of and practi-
cal application of, the truth that the worship of
God is to be supported, not by rent and taxes
but by volantary gifts, elevating Giving lo its
right position in the Christian Church as a
Grace in which it is our duty to abound..

As theso ideas gradually make their way
they will change puplic opinion, and enable
another generation to saccomplish what the
present are prevented from fully doing, viz
to proclaim and maintain the perfect liberty,
equality, and fraternity of all worshippers in
the Lord's House of Prayer.

Another important feature which it is hoped
may be carried out here, is, the keeping an open
house of God, as well as a free seated house of
God. Not simply opening the church for
Sunday or daily service for an hour or two
each day, as if the Lord of the Temple was

only Home at such times, but leaving it open
all day, so that at any hour the seeker after
private meditation and prayer can enter and,
in the silence of the sanctuary, commune with
his heart and with his God. ¥ % %
There are hundreds of nominally Christian
households where there is no place for personal
and private prayer, where there is no “ closet ”
into which they can enter, and no secrecy in
which they can “ pray to the Father that seeth
in secret.” There are many young men and
women boarding in families, dwelling two or
three or more, in the same room; there are
many axtisans and mechanics; many salesmen
and saleswomen ; many clerks and apprentices;
many seamstresses and school teachers; aye,
many & mother and father of a family ; many
a'gentle-woman of intelligence and piety ; many
a-merchant of full occupation; many a student

fitting himself for soms profession ; toiling men |

and women of all grades, from the highest -to
the lowest, to whom an ever-open church would
be & great attriction and a lasting’ blessing, a8
offering to-them mot only the desired ‘“silent

hou,” but also the “silent place” of medita-
tion and prayer. I hold that this is a proper
and rightful use of God’s House.
L . T T T S

T am well aware that objections will be made
to this use of a chureh; that it will be stigma-
tized as Romish ; that it will be opposed on
economical grounds; that it will offend many
of'the steady church-goers, who think that this
will be making the House of God too common;
2 regort for loungers; a meeting place for im-
proper purposes; that it will subject the Church
to theft and disfigurement and disease; that it
will drive away the staid and the wealthy, and
the refined; and that it will be a stepping

stone to superstitious uses and abuses, Objec-
tions like these have met every advance of the
Church out of the old stiff ways of former gen-
erations. Such objections confronted us when
the Church began to build hospitals; to estab-
lish sisterhoods; to organize parish guilds; to
introduce more frequent celebrations of the
Bucharist. We are getting accustomed to this
kind of objections—the:e bugbears of fear and
superstition that are ever rising in the onward
path of the Church ; but if wa wait till all these
objections are reasoned down and levelled by
the syllogisms of an inexorable logic, we shall
wait long and froitlessly. Put the thing into
action; show it in its practical work, and it
will live down opposition, and assert its excel-
lence and power. If these plans and schemes
are, as we believe grounded on God's word;
if they are in accordance with primitive usage;
if they fall in with the very aim and object of
Church Secriptures; it they are legitimately
fostered by our formularies of devotion; ifthey
meet and supply a felt need in the human soul,
and if we can conscientiously invoke upon them
the blessing of Him who is no respecter of
persons, and who has declared “My House
shall be a Houso of Prayer for all people, and
I will make them joyful in My XHouse of
Prayer,” then may you be strong and of good
courage in the way thus begun; and if failure
come, it will be, not because of anything wrong
in the principles, but because of something
wrong in the practical application and adjust-
ment of them to the neccssities of the case.

EDITORIAL NQTES.

Tae Decree ConreRrRING Power.—How
the attempt to confer the degree giving power
upon every little institution which springs up
calllng itself & college is viewed in secular circles
is well illustrated in the remarks of The Week
(probably one of the most ably edited papers
in the Dominion) in reference to the intended
application of the Baptist College at Woodstock
for a University Charter. The good faith and
geriousness of those who opposed the granting
of University Powers to the Montrcal Theolo-
gical College, on - purely educational grounds,

‘were impugned and questiored time and again

and all sorts of motives for their ‘action, (e, g,

'bigotry, High Ohurchitm, selfishness, and|

-envy),—other than this the chief orc -werg
openly attributed to them; but the outspoken
denunciation of a secular paper of a like move-
mant in the West affords a striking confirma- -
tion of the good faith of the so-ealled minority
in the Diocese of Montveal. The Week says:—
“As on offset against the happy secession of
Victoria to the Provincial Univorsity we are
sorry to observe that another local and denom-
inational college, the Baptist College at Wood-
stock, is about to apply for a University
charter, The Government cannot possibly be- .
lieYe that the application ought to be granted.
Their own condnct with regard to Confedera-
tion shows that they are of the opposite opinion;
but they may be hampoered by the consequences
of thoir wenkness as in the cass of London.
The concession of university powers to London
was uot untainted with nepotism and the con-
ditions of efficiency which were imposed upon
the grant were, as might have been expected,
completely evaded by colourable endowments.
Ave institutions sometimes scarcely superior in
oquipment to a high school to be invested
with the power of granting degrecs, upon their
own oxaminations, in all tho departments of
human knowledge ? Can there be & more pal-
pable frand 7 If it is deemod that degvees ave
absolute, or aristocratic or in any way unsuited
to the civcumstances of Canadian society, lot
them be abolished, and let each place of educa-
tion stand on,its commercial footing and be
judged of simply by results. But if degrees are
to be retained and the Stato is to stump them

as cortificates of proficiency in learning and

science, lot thom be gounine and not as a greaf
mass-of thom hore and in the States arenow— -
impositions on the public. In the States, the
system of ‘one-hoyse’ and sectavian universities
is tho dospair of all the friends of high educa-
tion. Itis also a social evil, inasmuch as it
tempts a number of ambitious aad ill-advised
youths away from business or the farm, to in-
tetlectual callings,in which they cannot be useful
or happy. A Government which propagatesit
here will have little claim to the grati-
tude of the friends of Provincial Edueation,”

IT haos been suggosted that if it were practic-
able it mightbe advisable inthe interests of the
Church in the Dicceses of Quebec and Mont-
real to remove the College and University of
Bishops to the great centre of commercial lifo—
Montreal— and that, if this could be done, the
nacessity of any such powoers for the Montreal
Theological College as were lately sought could
not even be claimed to exist. Amalgamation
on fair basis would probably follow and a
stronger Church University be the result,
Would such removal be possiblo ? ‘

WE would express the hope that no time
may be lost in taking up and considering the
wider question of a Church University for the
whole ecclesiastical province. If a serious effort
be made wo aro cenvinced that a modus operandi
may be found. The Church cannot afford to
have the value of her degrees lowered; nor
should sho lose any opportunity of making
them still more desirable and appreciated, If.
conferred by a body representing the whole.
Church the .degree would, we - think, without

donbt-be more honorable and valued.

FROM JAPAN,

To the Right Rev. the Bishops of

Ricar Reverenp AnNp Dear

BrerHREN: 'We have been re-
quested by a conference of dele-
gates of the three Missionary So-
cieties which are comnected with
the Anglican Communion in our
jurisdiction, to endeavor to set be-
fore tbe Church in England and
America the special needs and

claims of the great country in

which our work Ties.

‘The missionary fields of the
Church are now so various and
their needs for the most. part so
well known by missionary publica-
tions, that a special appeal requires
justification. ~ This justification we

clieve to be found in the greatness
and hopefulness of missionary work
in Japan, combined with the short-
ness of the time during which it is
likely that the present opportunity
will be continued to us.

Itis scarcely more than thirty
years since thig country; with its
population of nearly forty million
sonls, was soaled to all intercourse
with the West except through a
single Dutch trading company.
Daring the interval it has adopted,

. with-startling vapidity, our civiliz-

ation and customs, assimilating

. very much of our most advanced

learning and knowledge, and itself
being admitted to & recognized
position among the nations of the
world. The result has been a great
displacement from the faith of the

" Japanese people in the roligicus

systems which for a thousand years
had held undisputed sway among
them. Though Shintoism and Bud-
hism are still nominally the reli-
gions of the great mass of the peo-
le, they have coused to have any
eyond a speculativo interest for
the educaied, and have lost much
of their hold even on the lower
classes, State recognition has re-
cently been withdrawn from both
systoms.

Meanwhile, alike the treat-
ment #nd popular estimato of
Christitnity have no less com-
pletely changed. Instead of being
proscribed by public edict, it shares
in the impartial toleration, which
is now shown by the Japaneso

overmont, of all religious faiths,
fnstead of being regarded with
feelings of mingled contempt and
hatre(i it is now generally looked
upon with interest and respect.
Among the upper classes this is in
pert due to the belief, that it is an
essentisl element in the higher
form of western civilization, which
they have adopted in their modes.
But & more spiritual motive often
prevails. . The work of the last

two years, more especially, seems

to have left upon the minds of
many exporienced missionaries,

alike within and without our com-
-.munion,. the impression of wild-

mpread désive to know the truth.’
iecSuch A orisis in & nation's history
‘poéms to call for'a combination in

the Church’s missions of men of
various gifts and powers, We de-
gire to call attention to.three lines
of work which seem to us of
special importance at the present
time : o -

L A widefield is open tothose tak-
ing advantage of the new spirit of
respeetful inquiry who would give
themselves to preaching and lectur-
ing alike in the towns and counlry,
a work with which might often be
combined the preparation of books
fitted to commend the faith to the
Japanese mind,

II, The new system of education,
which has been put into operation
throughout the Japanese empire,
affords what we believe to be an
upprecedented opportunity to the
oducational missionary. Alike in
government and private schools in-
struction in the Xnglish language
is now eagerly sought from thelips
of those to whom English is their
native tongue. A fuir salary is
agsigned in return for a few hours'
teaching on five days in the week.
The teachers in the private schools
have the fullest consent of those
who engage them to bring to hear
upon their pupils alike in and out
of school bours every moral and
spiritual influence. Such mission-
aries, if atlached to the staff of a
socioty, would, in some cases, need
to make little or no demands upon
its funds other than for occasional
expenses. LExperience has already
shown that large and even rapid
results may be expected from such
work. R ‘

In connection with this we would

other large cities instruction in
English i3 now desired scarcely
less by the women.than by the
men of Japap. Ready ifcoess s
afforded to English-speaking Jadies,
who will underiake to provide it,
and this in .many cases with the
hope rather than the fear on the
part of the pupil, that the acquisi-
tion of the teacher’s language will
be accompanied by instruction to
her faith,

1I1. Colleges have been estab-
lished, for the education of clergy
and teachers as well as Christian
schools both for boys and girls, A
small beginning has also been made
in the training of Japanese Christ-
ian women to act, after the model
of apostolic days, as evangelists
among the many millions of their
country-women, who are as yet
unenlightened, and to help in the
further instruction of their sisters
in the faith. All such training
institutions must for the present be
carried on chiefly by foreign mis-
sionaries. Their importance is
emphasized by the rapidity of the
recent increase in the number of
baptisms, which have been larger
during the past year than during
any year preceding since the found-
ation of themissions, Such growth
can only be healthiul'and perman-
ent, if the newly-baptized can at
once be placed under well instruct-
ed a8 well us earnest pastors and
teachers of their own nationality
and tongue.

So small a ntaff
is insufficient oven for the work in
hand, and without its incroase,
extension is impossible. Such in-
cresse, to be cfficient, should be im-
mediate. Here the hope all but
reaches certainty that it is the
Divine purpose to grant o adequate
efforts on the part of the Church a
pew Christian nation. But in a
special sense to the people of these
ialands, now is the day of salvation,
Their old religions are indeed dis-
appearing, but manifold supersii-

tions and infidelities wait to oc-

cupy the ground, ifit is not claimed
by the faith of Christ.

On the other hand the opinion
held by meny does not secom un-
founded, but whon ihe people of
these i-lands themselves shall have
been guthered into the fold, mis-
sionarios sent forth by them might
exercise as large an influence on
the nations of the neighboring
continent as was exoercised by mis-
sionaries from Great Britian in the
early middle age on tho nations of
North Earope.

We appeal thep, with many
prayers, for men and women fitted
alike by the Spirit of Wisdom and
tha Spirit of Love, to enter in
at the great door and cffectual,
which has been opened to us. Wo
venture to commend most earnestly
the facts which we have addressed
to your consideration, asking you
to bring them, as opportunity may
offer, before the clergy, the mis-
sionary societies, and tho students
in our universities, colleges and
theological schools.

Necessary support will, we can-
not doubt, be provided for efficient
laborers, Earthly recompense it
iz mot in cur power to offer themw,
and they will not seek it. Rather
they will feel that to be allowed to
share, at the crisis of its religious
history, in bringing a great and
noble people to the knowledge of
God, is, till the duy of Christ, its
own all sufficient reward,

Tee Biseor oF Sopor AND MaN
speaking at the Annual Meeting of
the Insular Branch of the C.E.T.S.
thus referred to that great Society :

_We mnst bear in mind that this
C.E.T.8. is a comprehensive Society;
it starts on a comprehensive basis.
It comprehends men. We are all
Churchmen, we all love the Lord
«Josus Christ, and we aresll anxious
for the saving of souls. We may
differ as to our views upon this
point, but still we are all agreed as
to the importance of the movement,
and we agree to unite to carry out
the great. object .of rescuing souls
from theevil consequences of drink.
(Applanse.) Well, now, if we go
forward in this way, ag two regi-
ments, 8o to speak, of the one
army, it will not do for us to con-
tend and strive as to the merits of

. our respective principles, it will
not do for the Abstainer to turn
upon the moderate man and say,
% No, you will never be able to do
anything unless you adopt my
principles.” Nor again will it do
for the moderate man to find fault
with the Abstainer, if he conscien-
tiously feels that it is the best
course for him to adopt. I have no
hesitation in saying myself that
Total Abstinence is the most im-
portant festure in connection with
this work. (Applause.) ButIam
not a Total Abstainer myself; I
wish I were.” (A voice: “That's
what ] was wanting to know, your
Lordship.”) (Laughter.) Very
well, you know it now. (Renewed

- laughter.) 1 have been a Total Ab-
stainer from time to time, but
simply from a feeling in counnec-
tion with my honlth and work I
was obliged to give up what I be-
lieve is & right good thing. (Hear,
hear.) But at the same time I do
not say that Total Abstinence is
everything, or thatit is enforced by
Scripture. At all events our So-
ciety embraces two bodies—those
who nre Abstainers and those who
are moderate men, and if wo have
both got the love of Christ at heart,
if we are both anxions for souls to
be saved, we shall not waste our
time with eternity opening upon
us, in strife and contention as to
ihese things, but we shall both go
forth in the power of the Holy
Grhost, to do what we can in con-
pnection with this great work,
(Hear, heur.) And now comes the
important question of ** What can
wedo ?” You know lLow many
things have been tried, and how
many things are being tried. I like
to take part in everything; I will
do everythiug in my power to ad-
vance, to further this important
work., A great desl may be done
by legislation ; a great deal may be
done by removing the temptation
from the people; a gregt deal may
be done in various ways; and I feel
we ought to do all we can in con-
nection with the various openings
that there are of helping forward
this work. (Hear, hear.) I was
very much interested—and perhaps
my friend there who is 80 much in-
terested in my position ie not alto-
gether & Total Abstainer. I was
veory much interested yesterday by

8 communication I received, It
just shows you the temptations to
which the Clergy are exposed, and
even Bishops. (Laughter.) I opened
a very attractive envelope—l am
always interested in letters from
my friends—and the first thing I
saw was ' Wines for the Parson-
ago”—(laughter) and I found I
could get sherry and port on
what are called *clerical terms.”
(Laughter.) I thought it well as I
was standing here this evening just
to put this before you fo show the
temptations to which Bishops are
exposed. (Linughter.) Itjust shows
—‘“wines for the parsonagel!”—
how these people try in every way
lo draw tho public into their net.
It is like the money lenders who
tell young people they can have
money just for the agking. Myson
asked me to open his letters in his
abaence, and amongst them I found
a letter a gentleman in London had
gent to say that he could have
money at the shortest notice—any
amount without any security. I
kept the letter ill myson came
back to tell bim what an opportu-
nity he had. (Liaughter.) ~That
shows the temptations there ave to
draw people into the net. They
draw young people in in connection
with money, and they draw many
people in in connection with wines
and strong drink. We should do
everything in our power to grapple
with this evil of drink; I do not
care what it is, but lot us do some-
thing. Onc will say perhaps one
thing, and another another. Let
us all try to feel that the time is
short, and tha: we should exert
ourselves by every means to rescue
thoee who are becoming vietims to
drink, [Hear, hear).
