The parish had pastors sent from Sweden,
who ministered to Swedes and English alike,
until 1786, when the Swedish mission to this
country ceased, sinco which time the rectors
have been English.

It sympathizes fervently with
every effort made in accordance with the word
of God to promote godly union and concord with
all who love our Lord Jesus Christ in sinceity,
It rejrices to consult not only for the interest
of the historical church, which it represents,
but also for the peace and prosperity of the
whele Y sdy of Jesus Christ upon earth. But as
the commmmission on Christian unity does not
make its report until the General Convention
of 1888, the present Assembly contents itself
with this expression of Christian sympathy, and

of the P. E. Church of the U, 8., on unity, and
the Report of Committee adopted by that
Synod says : It hailed this friendly communi-
cation from & communion so closely related in
its articles of doctrine and its form of worship
to the Church represented by this body. ‘It also
expressed a deep sence of the evils which mark
the divisions of the Christian Church, and a
readiness to enter in brotherly conference with
other bodies for the removal of these evils, but
held that the restoration of organic unity at the
present period is neither desirable nor practi-
cable,

A committee of three clergymen and three
laymen was appointed to hold farther confer-
ence with the committee of the Protestant Epis-
copal Church.

PenNy LiBrarY oF Fiction.—The report of
the General Literature Committee for 1886 of
the S.P.C. XK., shows what the Society has
had in view in providing “Fiction for the Mill-
ion” which has induced an attack from the Sat-
urday Review—"The Committee, in view of the
enormous circulation attained by injurious pen-
ny novels issuing from the press week after
week,have made an endeavour to supplant them,
as far as possible, by the periodical publication
of a Penny Library of Fiction. The Committee
aim at conciliating the tastes of the readers of
such literatarc by furnishing stories containing
abundant stirring incident, and at thesame time
of an elevating tone. The committee have
gucceeded in enlisting the services of somo of
our celebrated novelists in the scheme, and the
scheme so far promises to be a great success.
The first of the series, Three Times Tried (by B.
L. Farjeon), was publish in July last; and bas
been foliowed by Golden Feather (by the au-
thor of Mehalah, John Herring, &c.,) and For
Dick's Sake (by Mrs. J. H. Riddell). Other con-
tributions to the series, from the pens of Mr. G.
Manville Fenn, Mr. W, Besant, &c., are in hand.
The exterior of these “Penny Novels” is made
as attractive as possible, and the type and pa-

ev are of a superior quality. Whethor the
Committee has been discreet in endeavouring
to conciliate the tastes of the readers of Fiction
by introducing ‘stirring incident’ is a matter on
which opinions are sure to differ, But surely
the endegvour to supplant the injurious and vi-

cious literature of the day by stories from cele-
brated novelists is one which deserves praise,

St1. Jonn's CorL. CaMBrIDGE Missron, WAL-
worTH.—The Bishop of Rochester, speaking of
the work and progress of tho Mission, said no
mission had less of sensational element, it was
not ‘drum and trumpet,’ it was simple litargi-
cal work—a work characterised by manful, de-
termined, resolute steadiness. ‘Dogged,’in &
good souse, described it ; devoutness was its key.
He could not have believed till he had seen it
that work on Church lines done in such a sim-
pie fway could have been so successful. The
work had now passed from the experimental
stage to the permanont stage. A Church was
about to be built. The congrogation had been
gathered together, and now they asked for a
church ; they weresufficiently educated to valne
a church, To his dying day he should rejoice
that the College had taken this mission work in
hand in his diocese, and so set an oxample
which had been followed by many other col-
loges and schools. They were building a bridge
from the lowest to the highest. As a result it
would bo folt that the Christian faith could do
more for the poverty-stricken than any of the
schemes put forth by politicians.

Trr Hory Laxp.—The material advance

DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA,

ANnNAarovis DeaNEry.—Pursuant to notice a
meeting of the Annapolis Rural Deanery was
held in the parish of St. Luke's, Annapolis, on
Taesday and Wednesday, the 14th June. Mem-

ibers present, the Rev. the Dean, Revs. Messrs.
“Ritchie, Ambrose, deBlois (Secretary), Wilkins,
.Greatereaux, Heath, On Tuesday evening Di-

- -gine service was held in the Parish Chureh,

-when Rev. H. D. DeBlois took the desk. The
Rev. T. P. Greateroux delivered a very impres-
sive sermon, from the words, ¢ The Earth is
filled with the goodness of the Lord.” On Wed-
nesday morning Divine service was again held
in the Parish Church, when the Rev. L. N. Wil-
Iins, rector of Bridgetown, took the desk, the
Reov. the Dean and Mr. Ritchie being the cele-
brants at the Holy Eucharist, of which many
of the faithful remained to partake. The Dean
officiated in the pulpit and took for his text
those ever memorable words, “ God so loved
the world, that He gave His only begotten Son,
that whosoever belizveth in Him should not

erish but have everlasting life,” and handled
the subject with his usual well known ability.
After dinner at the Rectory a meeting of the
Deanery took place, and was opened with the
new and appropriate Form of Prayer, provided
by the thoughtful care of our lamented Dioce-
san. Many interesting subjects for discussion
wwere introduced, not the least among which
-+was the very important one of taking the best
means of securing 4 worthy succesgor to him
who had so long and ably administered the
gpiritual affairs of the Diocese. Much interost-
ing information was elicited, concerning the
proposed candidates ; but no definite conclu-

-gion was arrived at, save, that the closer we

would keep to the circumstances conunected

' with the clection of the chosen Apostles Mat-
thias, the better it would be for the Diocese at
large. The following resolution was then moved
by the Rev. James Ritchie, seconded by the
Rev. John Ambrose, with a request to the Sec-
relary to forward a copy of the same to Mrs.
Binney at Halifax, and passed unanimously,
viz.: ‘“Whereas it has pleased Almighty God
in His inscrutable wisdom to remove, by the
band of death, from this Diocese our loved and
respected Bishop, this Deanery, at its first
meeting held since his decease, desires to place
upon rocord its deep sense of the great and al-
most irrcparable loss it has sustained in his
demise, and 1o offer, in common with the whole
Diocese at large, the respectful and heartfeit
sympathy of its membors to his bereaved widow
and family in their afiliction.” The Chapter
was then closed.

A Missionary meeting in the ovening was
held in the Sunday-school bouse, when addresscs
wore given on the subjoct of Missions by the
Rector and tho Revs. Messrs. DeBlois, Filleul
and Ambroso. The collection, amounting to
$4.40 was handed to the Secreiary to be for-
warded by him to the Board of Foreign Mis-
sions.

Parrsporo.—Some delay having occurred by
roason of the death of our late lamented Bishop
in tho administration of the Rite of Confirma-
tion in the two principal sections of this parish,
wo were gladdened in spito of the rain, on the
night of the 18th June, by the arrival of his
Lordship the Coadjutor-Bishop, of Frederictgn,
who, under the direction of the Most Reverehd
the Metropolitan, had kindly undertaken, in
adgdition to his other arduous duties, to admin-
ister the Rite of Confirmation in those parishes
where an early visit from the late Lord Bisho

ship wag met at the station by the Rev. Dr.
Bowman, rector of the parish, and conducted to
the Rectory to.make the most of the remaining
hours of darkness, in rest from the labours of
the day and preparation for those of the morrow.
The prospect, at the hour of retiring for a drive
of twelve miles to the Church of Holy Trinity,
Port Greville, in time for morning service and
Confirmation was not an encouraging one, but
as nature seemed to have wept at the necessity
which required a visit from another to take
the place of him who had so frequently thrilled
the hearts and ears of his listeners on previous
similar occasions ; so, a8 morning dawned, her
features brightened, and a beautiful fresh sun-
shiny morning welcomed Bishop Xingdon,
as though rejoicing in the fact, that the Church
of Christ among us though temporarily bereaved

was not forsaken, After a pleasant drive the
Bishop accompanied by the Rector of the parish

arrived at the Clergy House at Port Greville,

in which the Rev. J. M. C. Wade, curate assist-
ant, residés; and at 11 o’clock proceeded to the

Church, close by, in which was assembled a

large and attentive congregation. The Rev.

Rector said Morning prayer to the end of the

third Collect, the choir rendering the Chants

and Hymns with hearty devotion.

The Rector having read the preface in the
‘ QOrder of Confirmation,” His -Lordship deliv-
ered a soulstirring and instructive address to
the congregation generally and the candidates
for Confirmation particularly, after which the
candidates were presented by the curate singly,
and the Bishop, as a successor, and in the man-
ner of the first apostles, prayed for them and
laid his hands on them that they might receive
the Holy Ghost, “ for as yet he was fallen upon
none of them only they were baptized.” His
Lordship then again addressed them briefly
upon the duties and responsibilities to which
they had newly bound themselves, and exhorted
them to continue steadfast, aud use all means
appointed for their progress towards perfection
in their spiritual life. The number of candi-
dates confirmed was seven, several others were
expected, but did not attend. In the afternoon
the Bishop, with the Rector, followed by the
Assistant Curate, returned to tL¢ Rectory, and
at 7:30 p.m. another large congregation was as-
sembled in St. George's Church, to witness and
take part in the interesting ceremonies con-
nected with the Confirmation of twenty-ono
candidates, The congregation had during the
day made almost a conservatory of the Church,
80 elaborately and tastefully was it decorated
with growing plants in pots, and cut flowers in
vases. The service was very similar to that of
the morning, the Rev. Mr. Wade occupying the
prayer-desk, and the Rector presenting the can-
didates, the addresses of the Bishop both be-
fore and after thelaying on cf hands being most
appropriate, instructive and acceptable. The
mausical part of the seryice, accompanied on the
organ by a daughter of the Rector, was very
bearty appropriate and enlivening, and gave
c;;i@ence of ability and care on the part of the
choir,

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

SYNOD OF TORONTO.—Second Day.

The chiof business transacted at tho Morning
Session was the appointment of the following
Committees: Clorgy Commutation Trust ; Rec-
tory Lands; Mission Board ; Widows’ and Or-

phans’ Fund; Theological Students’ Fund;
General Purposes ; Statistics and Assessmonts ;
Sunday-school and Book and Tract ; Audit, and
Committeo to prepare an address to the Queen,
which latter was moved for by Dr. Snelling,
seconded by Provost Body and adopted by a
standing vote and the singing of the National
Anthem+by the membors,

At the Afternoon Session the Commitiee pre-
sented the draftof the addrese, which contained
the usual expressions of loyalty, and also ex-
pressed the Synod’s “ heartfelt congratulations
upou the uuspicious completion of this Jubilee
year of your Majesty's happy and beneficent
Reign.” Refercnce was also made to the mar-
vellous growth of the Empire, and of the Colo-
nial Churches; special mention being made in
this connection of the founding of the Diocese
of Toronto in the second year of Her Majesty’s
Reign, and to its division since into five dio-
ceses, ' whilst the number of Clergy in the pre-
sent reduced diocese makes it still one of the
largest outside of the United Kingdom.” Tho
address was adopted and the Bishop was re-
quested to make arrangements for its presenta-
tion to the Queen. In view of the proclama-
tion of the Governor General calling for special

gervices on the 21st inst,, the Bishop requested

i the Clergy to hold services on that day instead

of that previously named, and a special Com-
mittee was appointed to arrange for a united
service in one of the large churches, the Bishop
himself presiding. The consideration of the
“ Rectory Land ™ Committee report occupied
the remainder of the afternoon.

At the evening Session, the Report of the
Mission Board was submitted, and discussed.
The total receipts for the year, exclusive of the
contributions for domestic and toreign mistions,
appeared to have been $14,189.39, showing a
slight increase of $2,439.19. The expenditure
in grants to diocesan missions had been §1,300
less than in the previous year. This had oe-
curred first, because certain missions, which
had for along time been depending in part upon
the Mission Board, had been thrown more upon
their own resources, a process which the Board
said “had in no case had an injurious result,
and which, we think, may be carried further
with good effect.” Secondly, because ceriain
missions had been left unsupplied. The
debt of the fund had in consequence this year
been reduced by $1,050, leaving, however, a
balance of $4,820 still due by the Board. The
report continued, “It would bhave been much
more gratifying if your Board had been able
to report a still larger reduction of the debt
by ‘means of larger contributions; and your
Board cannot refrain from expressing in this
connection their deep sense of the wrong in-
flicted upon the diocese at large by the persis-
tent omission of so many of the preseribed
gsermons and collections for missions, and that,
too, in cases where no earnest effort seems to
bave been put forth to swell the contributions
by organizing such associations as the P. M. A.
and the W. A. and the C. M. A. The ludicrous
pominal returns, in some instances of a few
cents, seem to call for close investigation and
vigorous action on the part of the executive.”
The receipts for domestic and foreign missions
were in 1887 :— :

Domestic missions $2,865.12, an increase
over 1886 of $514; and Foreign (including
Good Friday) $2,583;79, an increase of nearly
$550.

The report added as to the guestion of the
proposed Clergy House that after thoroughly
examining the matter in detail by a sub-com-
mit*ee, a plan embracing a resident superinten-
dont, with a staff of two or three assistants,
and a location in such a neighbourhood as would
fairly test the experiment had been advised.
The missionary districts of Haliburton County,
and the borders of North Victoria and North
Peterborough, were solected a3 being one of
locations suggested during the disscussion of
the subject at the last seasion of Synod. The
suggestion was adopted unanimously by the
Board, and it was referred to the Bishop to be
carried out, as soon as a competent superinten-
dent and snitable clerical staff, could be secured.

The consideration of the Report and the dis-
cussion of the Mission affuirs of the Diocese oc-
cupied the House until 10:30 p.m., when ad-
Journment took place.

THIRD DAY.

The Committee on the Jubilee service recom-
mended a united service on the 21st in the St.
James' Cathedral of as musical a character as
possible ; the offertory to be for the Mission
Fund ; that services be held in the Churches
throughout the Diocese, and that the Centenary
services be postponed tosuch time as the Bishop
might appoint. The report was adopted.

The discussion on the Rectory Liands matter
was resumed, and occupied the most of the
morning ; term nating by the adoption of an
amendment moved by Hon. Mr, Puatton post-
poning the further consideration of the report
so far as it related to leases tili the decision of
the Privy Council in the Langtry-Dumounlin
suit had been given.

At the afternoon Session the Report of the
Committee on The Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund
and Theological_ Students’ Fund was presented

s
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showing the income of the former to have been
$5,481.67, and the expenditure §4,724.80. There
are now twenty-five widows and three orphags
assisted by the Fund. For the coming year it
was estimated that $5,460 would be required.
The income of the Theological Fund had been
$507, and expenditure $1,079; thirty-two par-
ishes had made no returns,

The Sunday-school Committee’s Report stated
that from such estimate as the Committee could
make from returns received there were atpresent
about 2,000 teachers and 20,000 scholars in the
Sunday-schools of the Diocese—being an in-
crease of nearly 40 per cent. since 1883. The
gratifying and encouraging statement was mado
that 79 per cent. of the Sunday-schools of the
Diocese were using the valuable Leaflets issued
by the C.E.S.S. Institute as adapted, and that
13,000 Leaflets are now issued.

At the Evening Session the chief business ac-
complished was the adeption of the followi: g
report of the Committee on Religious Instruc-
tion: The Committee on Religious Imstruc-
tion in the Public Schools beg to report that
they have held several meetings during the
year, and have had under their careful consid-
eration the various objections taken to the Book
of Scriptural Selections. The whole book has
been thoroughly examined for this purpose.
Your committee is of the opinion that the only
gafe principle upon which such selections can
be made is that of rataining, in all cases, the
selected passages intact and unmutilated from
the Holy Scriptures. And further, that the av-
gence of the Scriptural references from the
Book of Selections (most of which were re-
raoved after the book left the hands of the re-
vising committee) is much to be regretted.
They find that, especially in the case of the se-
lections from the pootical and prophetical books,
a large number of omissions have been made,
such as would not have been possible had the
attention of the revising committee been called
to them by the Scriptural references. Having
regard to these considerations and to tihe fact
that the book has failed to commend iteelf to a
large portion of ‘he people, your committee is
of opinion that, for the reading of the Bible it-
gelf in the public and high schools, enjoined by
the regulations of the Educational Department,
an authorized calendar of reading, selocted by a
joint committee, appointed by the various reli-
gious bodies of Ontario, should be issued by the
Government.”

JusiLEE LEAFLET.—The Sunday-school Com-
mittee of Synod vused the occasion of the Ju-

bilee celebration to issue a special Jubileo
Lesson on the Church of England which will be
taught to somo 13,000 Scholars in the Sunday
Schools of the Diocese. In thesedays of Romish
aggression, whben efforts are being made to teach
the young in our common schools that the
Church of England owes its origin to Henry
VIIL, it is the duty of each parent who loves
his Church to see that his children, at all events,
are not brought up in that false notion. If the
Church of England is not a true historical
branch of the Church Catholic founded 1800
years ago by our Lord and His Apostles, her
position before the world to-day is indefensible,
It would be & blessed and permanent result of

thc¢ Jubilee if the occasion were used to teach}

all the younger members the Jubilee Lesson of
the Church of England.

Rev. Philip Tocque, held a very interesting
Church service for sailors on board the steamer

They also
showed 80 much confidence in him as to allow
two of their boys, Apptkokta and Iitukttsin to
go back with him to his Institution. These are
tho first two Blackfeet boys thut have consented
to go to an institution to be cducated. They
are wild looking fellows with long plaited hair
and onc of them on his arrival had nothing on
but a blauket and a puirof leggings. Tho boys
aro intelligent looking fellows, aged 18 and 16
respeclively, and seem very anxious to learn:
one of them is to be taught carpentering and the
other bootmaking. Mr. Wilson is in communi-
cation with the Department in regurd to the
establishment of a Branch Institution out atthe
Rockies, If his proposuls aro assented to, it is
probable that he will placo his Sault Ste. Marie
Homes in other hands, at any rate temporarily, .
and move out there to inaugurate the now work,
He also hopes to establish another branch home
at Lillkhorn on the western boundary of Mani.
toba; towards this he has $2,000, and the offer
of a free grant of land closo to the railway.

9. Whom did Pope Gregory send to convert
England? He sent Augustine and forty monks
in the year 597.

10. When Augustine landed in Kent, what
did he find? He found the Church already
there, and a Christian Queen, who had a Bishop
for her Chaplain.

11, What does this fact prove? That the
British Church was entirely independent of the
Pope.

12. But what happeuned in the course of
time ? By degrees the Pope claimed more and
more power over the Church of England.

13. Did England submit to the Pope? No;
Kings, Bishops, and Parliaments, constantly
protested against his usurpations.

14. How long did his usurped authority
last? From the 11th century to the Refor-
mation in the 1Gth,

15. How was it overthrown ? The Bishops
of the Church of England, in Convoecation -
assembled, declared that the Bishop of Rome,
as a foreign Bishop, had no authority in Eng-
land.

16. What blessings were thus restored to the
Church? Her ancient freedom and indepen-
dence of Romae,

17. Did the Church thus become a new
Church ? No; it was the same old Church of
England, only free from bondage.

18. What changes were made in the forms of
service? They were translated into English
and made more simple.

The
Church was purified from the false doctrines and
corrupt practices which had crept in.

A pure branch
of the Catholic Church fonnded 1,800 years
ago by our Lord and His Apostles,

JUBILEE CONGRATULATIONS.

(The Church Press New York, )

WE heartily join our English friends in con-
gratulation on the celebration of the Queen’s
Jubilee. It is a momentous period in the his-
tory of the nation. Not often does such san
event occur; and it is fitting that it should be
celebrated with festive pomp and grateful joy.

The most elaborate preparations have been
made for the appropriate celebration of this
personal and national anniversary. Al that
wealth, and art, and taste, and skill—all that
patriotism, and philanthropy, and loyalty and
religion can suggest and devise and do in honor
of the Queen, and in commemoration of the
jubilee of her reign, will be done. From public
parades the nation will go to churchly devo-
tion, and blended with imposing secular dis-

plays will ke generous offerings and deeds for-
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the advancement of the Chuxich and the elevs-
ion and comfort of the people.
thuch a celebration clgmmends itself to the
judgment and the hesrt as appropriate and
deserved. No European is more entitled to
admiration and devotion for her personal excell-
encies and useful services than Queen V.xctorm.;
and no administration is recorded in history—
whether the history of England or of the world
—more signalised than hers by progress in art,
and literature, and science, and by sachieve-
ments in commerce, in philanthropy, and relig-
ion. In every part of the globe the name of
Britain is beard, the influence of Britain is felt;
and more truly to-day than ever, and in part as
the result of the wise legislation and scientific
research and Christian zeal of Victoria's reign,
the country is more known, more powerful and
more admired than in any former period of its
history. This is reason for congratulation and
joy, and not in 2 boastful spirit or with .arro-
.gant assumption, but in humble trast and grate-
ful love, our British friends will celebrate this
great event in their history. From the Queen
horself to the lowlest subject in her realm the
prevailing sentiment will be, in the words of
the inspired psalmist, “Not unto us, O Lo,rd‘,
but unto Thy name be the glory and power.”
In reviewing the history of these fifty years,
the members of the Church will naturally dwell
upon the religious progress of the nation, more
especialiy as that has been influenced by, and is
geen in the movements of the Church itself. No
such record has ever before been made as that
of the Church of England since the accession of
the Queen in 1837. As presented by The Year-
Book of the Church of England. recently publish-
ed by the Society for the Promotion of Christ-
ian Knowledge, and to which we bave more
than once referred,the facts are marvellous, and
are calcalated to inspire as much of wonder as
of gratitude and joy.

The Churchman, N.Y., says :—

The Jubilee of Victoria, Queen of Greal
Britain, rises far gbove the plane of merely
civic or political consideration. Where the
English language is spoken and English here-
dity has made a bome, the retrospect of these

fifty richly freighted years will find its way
with deep and affectionate admiration for the
illustrious personage of whose life and history
these years have become a part. Indeed they
may be held to summarize what is best and
most hopeful in our current world-life; =a
firmly grounded Christian faith, the sanctity
and purity of the family estate and & common-
wealth making for the greatest good of the
greatest number of its subjects, and this is the
substance of Anglo-Saxon civilization. With
a sovereignty little more than titular, hersway
has moved the hearts and given direction to
the thought of millions who owe her no per-
sonal allegiance, She has reigned through the
Eower of a good life and a peerless woman-

ood. The gross materislism and voluptuous-
ness of fashionable life have failed to penetrate
the courtly state which surrounds her person
and protects her home. Under a different
reign our common life might have been to-day
less fair and hopeful, and the American peopie
will not forget the living sympathy which
more than once has united Windsor Castle and
the White House,

G1BBON, the great historian, who had no pre-
Judice or preference for any religion, Christian
or heathen, says that Episcopacy was the uni-
versal mode of Church government at the end
of the first century. As many of tko clergy of

that age had been taught by the Apostles them-
selves, and as some of the Bishops, living then,
had been ordained by the Apostles, it seems a
little strange that this pernicious (?) practice
of Episcopal government should have prevailed,

without a single protest, in every part of the

world. It must have spread like wild-fire when
it did start; or, rather, it must have appeared
spontaneously in every part of the world at the
same time, since it was found in countries re-
mote from each other and entirely isolated at
that time. Counsidering that nine-tenths of the
Christian world has continued in this delusion
to the present day, and probably always will
80 countinue, Episcopacy may be regarded as
the most extraordinary imposture the wuorld
has ever known—unless, indeed, it be veally of
Apostolic origin.

John Calvin, the father of Presbytorianism
was not & Presbyterian from choice but from a
supposed necessity. He desired Episcopal or-
dination, and his opirion is on record. He
says : “The Episcopate had its appointment
from God. The office of bishop was instituted
by (ia.uthority, and defined by the ordinance of
God."

Philip Melancthon, a Presbyterian, one of
the most distinguished of the continental re-
formers, thus speaks of Episcopacy : “ I would
to God it Iay in my power to restore the gov-
ernment of bishops. For I see what manner of
Church we shall have, the occlesiastical polity
being dissolved, I do see that, hereafter, there
will grow a greater tyranny in the Church than
over there was before.—ZLiving Church.

To the Editor of the CEURCH GUARDIAN :—

Sir.—Mr. Garrett in his letter of June 11th,

in your issuc of 22xnd inst., asks a fair question
“Does the Church of England either hold or
teach that the dead can be affected by our pray-
ors 7"’ If so,where 7”If he means the faithful dead,
Tanswor,‘ the Church of England does hold and
teach that(the faithtul)dead can be affected by
our prayers’. This is plain, it seems to me, from
thewords of the prayer of oblation immediately
following the administration of the elements in
the service for the Holy Communioun, where the
words placed in our mouths by tho Church are
ag follows: “ Most humbly beseoching thee to
grant that by the merits and death of Thy Son
Jesus Christ, and through faith in His Blood, we
and all Thy whole Church may obtain remis-
sion of our #ins, and all other benefits of His
Passion.” 1 do not think that Mr, Garrett will
say that the faithful departed aro not now a
portion of the Church, which is “the body of
Christ,” nor will he deny that they are the
greater portion, Surely then the Church of Kng-
land in this prayer for the whole Chuorch “does
pray for the faithful dead, and her prayer is for
s bonefit,’ viz. that ‘the whole ghurch may
obtain remission of sins and all other benefits of
the Passion of Jesus Christ.’ It is hardly pos-
sible to believe then that theChurch can offerfthis
prayer for the departed Saints, and at the same
time teach or hold that it cannot be affected by
such & prayer. On the contrary the occarrence
of this petition in her Litergy, is a proof that
she both holds and teaches that the faithful de-
parted ‘“‘can be atfected by our prayers. "If Mr.
Garrett says, the Church of England does not
say how far the prayers of the Church on earth
affect the faithful departed, I agree with him.
She makes no dogmatic statement, but merely
prays that they may have ‘‘all the benefits of
Christ’s Passion,” what all those benefits are it
would be difficult for us to say, but one thing we
must remember, that these benofits as our
Church teaches us in this potition, are many
more than ‘“the remission of sins,” incstimable
as this bonefit is. In the course of his letter,
Mr. Garrett says, “They (the vast majority of
the faithful laity)do not believe in offering pray-
ei8 for the dead, and justly esteom such practice
as essentially Romish.” This may be perfectly
true of those for whom Mr. Garrett speaks, but
no matter how large the majority may be (whe-

ther clergy or laity) they oannot speak for

the Church. I have already pointed out her

teaching as shewn us in that one petition

from the prayer of cblation, I would further

point out to Mr. Garrett, that prayers for the
faithful departed are not “‘essentially Romish.”
The fact thattho Church of England offers them
should be enough to answer this assertion, but

I will remind him, aod others who may think
with him, of what he says himself a little fur-
ther on in his letter, “That the Jews prayed and
do pray for the dead,jthere is no denying: that
the early Christians, at least in some instances,
did so, we have ample evidence,” will Mr, Gar-
rett say this, and at tho samo time say, that

‘‘the vast majority of the Church of England's

faithful laity justly estoom such practico Asssen-

tially Romish 7' Bu! those two statomonts ap-

pearin a lettor ovor his name in the Church
Guardian. 1 therofore feel bound to romind him

that the Roman doctrine of Purgatory was un-

heard of uatil the seventh contury, and that it
was in the eighth century that Pope Adrian

claimed for the first time the title of Universal

Bishop for the Bishop of Rome, and not until

after this assumption did the corruption in doc-

trino in the Roman Church attain any groat
proportions, Ithinlk these facts dispose of the

assertion that prayers for the dead are “Essen-

tially Romish, "since the truth of the statement
cannot be donied, as Mr. Garrett says, “that the

Jews prayed and do pray for the doad,” nnd

that “the early Christians, at least in some ina-

tances, did s0.”” Tho Jewa bofore the coming of -
Christ prayed for the dead, and still do so; then:
our Lord Himself constantly, for all the yoars.
of His life, joined in their prayers, and never
onco have we any rooord jof His condemning
them. e did condemn the formality of Jew-
ish worship but never does he condemn the
form of worship which they used. Immediatoly
after Our Lord’s Ascension, in the purityof those
early agos, wo find the Christians, “at least in

some instances,” praying for thefaithful depart-

ed. I believe I am correct in saying that no

single ancient Liturgy has come down to our
own times which does not contain prayers for
the faithful departed ; surcly then these facts
prove to us that such prayers aro not “Essen-
tially Romish,” but Essentially Catholic. I quite

agroc with Mr, Garrett that the Charch of Ea-

gland “is protestant against orror whorover

found.” 1 have ondeavoured to furnish an

answor to Ais question, whother saiisfactorily or

not, I leave it for your renders to judge. I now

ask him a question : “when, and in what words
does the Church of England protest against

prayors for the faith ful doparted ?” Will he kind-

ly answor me. Ioping that both ho and “Cari-

tas” will pardon me for having ontoroed, unask-

od, into this controversy, and thanking you for

your space.

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SCRIPTURAL AUTHORITY FOR A
FORM OF PRAYER.

By the Rev. George T. Stokes, M. A.,
Incumbent of Newtown Park Co. Dublin.

{Church Tracts No. 7.)—(Continued.)

Tiet us now seo what testimony the New
Testament giyes on this point:

First: We find that Christ sanctioned the use
of liturgies by His presence at the synagogues.
A great many persons—I should say, judging
from my own experience—confound the syna-

gogue with tho tomple worship ; they regard
synagogues romewhat in the light of inferior
temples scattered throughout the smaller towns
of Palestine, and are not aware that a very
broad line of distinction subsisted between
these two kinds of wouskip. I shall, therefore,
trace in a very few woids the origin of the
synagogue worship as distinguished from that
of the temple, After the Babylonish captivity
when the Jews began to spread abroad beyond
the borders of Canaan, and to form scttlements
in heathen lands, it'was found totally impos-
pible to conform to the demands of the Mosaic
law, which required the presence of every Jew
three times a year at the great festivals held
at Jerusalem. These festivals appear to have
been the great means. under the older Dispen-
sation, of keeping up the knowledge of the
true God, as no provision seems to have been
originally made for siated weekly public wor-
ship. When it was found impossible, Isay,
to fulfil the law’s requiremonts in this respect,
the Jews deviseu the plan of establishing syna-
goguos wherever thoy abode, whereby the
knowledge of Jehovah was kept up in their
ordinary Sabbath services, and the people were
offectually pre:erved from their former great
anare—the worship of false gods. The syna-
gogue worship consisted in reading the law

and the propbets, a sermon, and the reading of
set forms of prayer, * but no sacrifices of any
kind were offered up in them ; as they, by God’s
own direction, could only be offered at Jerusa-
lem. These synagogues spread by degrees
throughout every place where the nation re-
sided; and, mark, though the worship of God
was there conducted by fixed forms of prayer,
yeot our Lord most regularly attended the syna-
gogues (see Luke iv. 16), and thus, by His
presence, sanctioned their use, which most cer-
tainly He would not have done if such forms
were unlawful and wrong.

Again we find, that not only did our Lord
sanction the use of forms of prayer by His
presence, but that in the words of the text.
He formally lays down and sanctions the general
principle on which all liturgies are constructed.
The construction of a liturgy proceeds on this
principle—that it is most expedient for all,
both ministers and people, that they should be
agreed beforehand as to the petitions they are
to offer, so that none be presented to God,
which might be indecent, or irrelevant, or
about which perfect unanimity did not exist
among all parties. This is a point which I
hope to devolop at greater length in tract No.
8; I will merely say here, that our Lord in this
passage, lays down this agreement beforehand
touching the requests to be made asome-of
the necessary conditions of true public prayer:
“If two of you,” said Christ, “‘shall agree on
earth as touching anything tbat they shall
ask, it shall be done for them of my Father,
which is in Heaven.” How this agreeoment
can be secured without a liturgy, I cannot see,
unless minister and people were to meet before
each service, and fix upon the matter, if not
the very words of their petitions—a course,
which, if it be possible, has never yet boen
adopted.

Further still, I wounld remark that Christ
not only sanctioned the principle on which
forms of prayer are constructed, but that He
actually gave a for» to His disciples for their
own use. The proof of this statement is short
and simple. We find from Luke xi. 1, that as
Christ was praying in a certain place, when He
ceased, ono of His disciples said unto Him,
Lord, teach us how to pray, as Jobn also taught
His disciples, and He said unto thers, when
ye pray say. ‘‘Our Father, whichartin Heaven,
hallowed be Thy name, &c. In this passage,
I maintain, Christ lays down a form of prayer
for His disciples. Such is the opinion which
any plain unprejudiced mind, unused to thesub-
tle distinctions of controversial literature, would
paturally form concerning it; and yet, some
persons have objected, that this does not con-
stitute a form of prayer at all; that it is
meorely a general directory, a bare outline as to
what constitutes the ohjects of prayer, demand-
ed by, and given to, persons previously in
ignorance as to how and for what they were to
pray. Such an objection, however plansible it
may at first sight appear, will not stand a
closo scrutiny, for it proceeds upon & presump
tion, which is clearly untenable, that previously
to this time the disciples of Christ—men who
bad been brought np as faithful Jews, over one
of whom Christ Himself had previously to
this pronounced the eulogium—"Behold an
Israelite, indeed, in whom is no guile”—that
they wero sunk in such a state of gross ignor-
ance in regard to Divine things, that they did
not know how, and with what requests to ap-
proach their Heavenly Father'’s throne. It is
on the contrary, quite evident that the disciples
knowing right well, as every well instructed
Jew did, how to approach God in prayer, askod
Christ in these words to give them a form,
which should be a peculiar and distinguishing
mark of their brotherhood; even as John and
the other leading religious teachers of the
time, were accustomed to deliver to their dis-
ciples a form of prayer, which should be the
peculiar and distinguishing mark of their own
j followers,

The persons who urge this pléa, when it
has failed them, usunally object that we cannot
draw any argument from the Lord’s Prayer,
as it should not be used under the New Dispen-
sation—Christ’s name not being once men-
tioned in it. This objection, however, has
nothing to say {0 my argument. Sapposing it
for a moment to be the case, that the Lord's
Prayer should not be used at present—suppos-
ing that the want of Christ’s name was a suffi-
cient reason for not now using that pecunliar
form, yet such an objection does not explain
how it was that Christ gave a form at all; and
offers no valid reason why Christ having given
this form of prayer—the Apostles having used
this form of prayer, we should be debarred
from the use or any forms at all. And in the
second placoe, this objection to the use of the
Lord's Prayer, because Christ’s name is wanting
in it, i8 evidently frivolous, for we do not find
the name of Christ once mentioned in the
prayer used at the ordination of Matthias, and
vet that prayer was offered up undor the New
Dispensation—was offered up by the Apostles
themselver, and was accepted and answered by
God.* In addition, when Christ commanded
His people to offar up their prayers in His
name, He did not mean that the duty would be
fulfilled by a mere mechanical repetition of it,
but that their prayers should be offered without
gelf-confidence—in a epirit of humility and
self-distrust, and of profound reliance npon the
mercy of God through Jesus Christ—through
whom =alone the naturally sin-tainted and im-
pure prayers of man are presented s sweet-
smelling incense before the eternal throne.
Thus it is that the prayers of a Cornelius weve
accepted, because offered up in this spirit,
though not literally in the name of Christ, of
whom he had not heard ; while those of many
a professing Christian are rcjected, because,
though mominally presented ip the name of
Christ, they are wholly dovoid of His spirit,
and partake rather of Pharisaical pride and
presumption. And finally, to complete our
vindication of the present use of ths Liord's
Prayor, 1 would remind you, that this prayer is
really offered up in Christ’s name. inasmuch as it
is clearly implied, though not literally expressed,
in its first words, when wo address God as *“Our
Father, which art in heaven;” our Father, not
indeed in the mero sense in which He is the
Father of all created things, as being the
author of their existenceo, but our Ifather in the
higher and grandor senso; that wo areall God's
children, reconciled through Christ, through
whom alone his people can call im Abba,
Father,

Now you will remember how far I have cou-
ducted the argument derived from the teaching
and the example of Christ. I have shown
you, 1st, That Christ sanctioned the use of forms
by His presence. 2nd. That He lays down
in the words at the head of this tract the
general principle on which all liturgies are con-
structed; and 3rd. That He actually gave a
form of prayer to His disciples. And yet,
though all these arguments are drawn from the
New Testament, and from His words and
example, who was the founder and head of the
New Dispensation, the same ever-recurring
cry is urged as a sufficient reply to all these
arguments—“That was the Old Dispensation,
Christ had not yet died for man;” one would
imagine from the constancy with which this
objection is repeated, that there was one way
of salvation for man under the Old Dispen-
gation, and another undeor the New; and that
every institution and practice which obtained
under the former should be abslished or revers-
ed under the lattor; whereas in trath the New
Dispensation is but a development of the Old,
the eternal elements of faith and practice
which existed in the one being retained and
purified and exalted in the other.

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THE FIRST CENTURY OF THE COLO-
NIAL EPISCOPATE.

(From the Tract of the S. P. G.)

(CONTINUED.)

To turn now to the Eastern Dioceses of North
America, we find in 1839 Newfoundland sepa-
rated from Nova Scotia, the Society meeting the
Government grant with £500 per annum, until
the deceaseof of Bishop Field in 1876, when the
new Bishop became dependent on an endow-
ment of £12,000,to which the Society had large-
ly contributed. In 1845 a further subdivi-
sion of Nova Scotia fook place by the establish-
ment of the See of Fredericton.

In 1849 the Diocese of Rupertsland was es-
tablished. It was at that time out of the reach
and commerce of the world ; the Western States
of America were then not settled, and wild and
hostile trijjes occupied the country. There wus
no immigration, and the only white persons
who entered the country were in the employ of
the Hudson’s Bay Company. In 1870 the coun-
try was incorporated in the Dominion of Cana-
da, and the promise of the Canadian Paeific Rail-
way altered-its condition and prospects. In 1872
the Diocese of Moosonee was separated, and
again in 1874 the two Dioceses of Saskatche-
wan and Athabaska (the latter now is called
Mackenzie River) were constituted. The tide
of immigration set steadily 1into the country,
the railway opened it to the markets of the
world,and in 1884 yet two more Dioceses,Qu’Ap-
pelle and the new Diocese of Athabasca, were
established. Thus the original Diocese of Ru-
pertsland became in thirty-five years six Sees.

On the western side of the Rocky Mountains
the establishment of the colony of British Co-
lumbia in 1858 wasfollowed in 1859 by the en.
dowment of a Bishopric, which was subdivided
in 1879, the mainland being placed in tho charge
of the Bishops of New Westminster and Cale-
donia, while the Bishop of Columbia rotains the
charge of Vancouver's Island.

Thus the single Diocese in North America
was founded in 1787 has become nineteen, with
the prospect of a further increase at an early
date. The Priests and Deacons of our Commu-
nion in British North America now number
980, of whom 190 still remain on the list of the
Society for the Propagation of the Gospel.

After the establishment of the Diocese of Que-
bee, in 1793, twenty one years went by, and
there was no addition to our Colonial Sees, In
1814, on the representatious of Wilberforce and
others, the Diocese of Calcutta was created by
Act of Parliament. It contained the whole of
the Bast India Company’'s possessions in the
East, and there were added to the See from time
to time Ceylon. Mauritius, and Australia, In
1835 the Madras Pre idency became a separate
Diocese by Act ef Parliament, and a subsequent
Act in 1737 constituted the Diocese of Bombay.
In 1845 the Diocese of Colombo was founded by
Lettters Patent, and an income for the Bishop
wag provided out of public funds. Recent legis-
lation has cancelled this arrangment; the pre-
sent Bishop is the last to reccive the grant, and
the Society, immediately on the so-called dis-
endowment being decreed, took steps towards
raising ‘an endowment of £25.000, voting
£2500 as the first donation. Th further mul-
tiplication of the Indian Dioceses, and especial-
ly the reliefofthat of Calcutta, which had grown
with the extension of the Indian Empire, and
become quite beyond the capacity of one Bishop,
was presced by the Society on the Crown with
much earnestness, but without success, until, in
1877, the Dioceses of Liahore and Rangoon were
established, the Bishops ranking as chaplains,
and receiving stipends in that character, while
moderate eéndowments for the first time were
combined with an Indian Bishopric. In 1879
the independent Provinces of Travancore and
Cochin received a Missionary Bishop, who is
supported by the Church Missionary Society.

In 1877 the Bishop of Madras appointed by com-
mission two Assistant Bishops, who are in
chargo of the large Missions in Southern India.

Tn 1849 the first English Bishop was sent to
China, two anonymous donors having endowed
the See of Victoria (Hong Kong). In 1872 the
northern portion of China was entrusted to the
charge of a Bishop, and this Diocese was again
divided in 1880, and two Bishops of North and
Mid China respectively wero placed &t the head
of the Missions. Japan, which has within the
last few years been opened to the world, and
whose people have shown an extraordinary in-
terest in all religious mattors, received an En-
glish Missionary Bishop in 1883. It does not
full within tho scope of these pages to record
the work of the Church of the United States,
but it ought to bo mentioned that Bishops were
sent by that Church to China and Japan in 1844
and 1866 respectively.

Forty years ago, the enterprise of Rajah Sir
J. Brooke made the Church acquainted with
the needs and resources of the Islund of Borneo,
and the first Missionary, Dr. McDougall, was
consecrated Zin 1885 Bishop of Labuan and Sa-
rawak ; in 1869 the Straits Settlements were
added by Letters Patent to this Dioceso,

There are now in India 7 Dioceses and eight
Bishops; and in addition to the Colonial See of
Colombo, there are five Missionary Dioceses in
the Bastern Seas.

In 1824, ten yoars after the foundation of the
See of Calcutta, the Crown was moved to os-
tablish by Letters Patent the Dioceses of
Jamaice and Barbados, which had been propos-
ed in the reign of Queen Ann and abandoned
on her decease. The establishment of the Co-
lonial Bishoprics Fund, in 1841, gave a great
impetus to the work, and in 1842 the Diocese
of Barbados was subdivided, and the Sees of
Antigua and Guisna were created by Lettors
Patent and supported by public funds. In 1861
the Diocese of Nassau was croated, and sup-
ported in the same way. With the exception of
the Diocese of Guiana those Sees have all been
deprived of the Imperial funds on the strength
of which they were establirhed. For Jamaica,
Antigua, and Nassau, endowments have been
raised, while Barbados has again been placed
in the position of a State Church by the local
Legislature, and the Bishop roceives an income
secured from the taxes of the island. In 1872
the Diocese of Trinidad was constituted by
Royal Warrant, tho Bishop being Rector of the
Cathedral Church in Port of Spain.

In 183G the representations of Archdeacon
Broughton, who had spent five years in travell-
ing over those parts of Austrulia which were
then known to Englishmon, led to the establish-
ment of the See of Australia, now known as the
Sce of Sydney. In 1842 the i~land of Van Die-
mer’s Land became, under Lettors Patent, the
Diocese of Tasmanis, and five years later tho
Sees of Adelaide, Melbourne, and Newcastle
were created. In 1857 the Dincese of Perth
took Western Austrulia from the esrc of the
Bishop of Adelaide: in 1859 the southern half
of the Province of Queenslund boeease the Dio-
cese of Brisbane; in 1863 the Diocese of Goul-
burn was ereated; in 1867 the Dioceso of Graf-
ton and Armidale; in 1869 that of Buthurst.
In 1875 the Province of Vietoria was divided.
and part of the See of Melbourne became the
See of Bullaarat; in 1878 the Diocese of North
Queensland was established, and in 1884 the
Diocese of Riverina was founded. Thns from
the single See of Aurtralia,founded in 183G,there
have been developed thirteen Divteses, to whoso
endowment large contributions have been mude
by the Colonists themselves. The first clergy-
man that ever set f10t ou Australian sbores was
the Rev. R. Johnson, who landed in 1788, The
Society sent two schoolmasters to New South
Wales in 1796, aud in 1798 it sent a clergyman
to Norfolk Island. There are now in_the thir-
teen Dioceses nearly 700 Priests und Deacons.

The firstfrutts of the establishment of the
Colonial Bishoprics Council in 1841 was the

creation of the Sce of New Zealand. whose first
Bishop left England before the close of that
year. He wus supported by grant from public
funds, which was withdrawn after a fow years,
and by a subsidy from the Church Missionary
Society, which was continued until his trans.
tation to Lichfield in 1868, when u«n endowment
was raised for his successors. In 1856 the
Diocese of Christ Church was established, and
two yours later the Sees of Wollington, Nelson,
and Wainpu woro founded. 1In 1861 Bishop
Patterson was consccrated first Missionary
Bishop of Melanoesia, and in 1866 a portion of
the Diocese of Christ Church became the Dio-
ceso of Dunedin,

In 1842 the Diocese of Gibraltar was founded
by Letters Patent, and its Bishops, whose charge
wus originally limited to Gibraltar and its
dependoncies, have gradually had enlarged res-
ponsibilities Iaid upon them, and thoir travelse
on visitation to the scattered English com-
munities have extended from Ephesus to the
Azores, while all congregalions on the Conti-
nent of Kurope South of the Alps now look to
the Bishop of Gibraltar for Episcopal ministra-
tions. In 1841 Bishop Aloxander was conse-
crated Bishop of the Church of KEngland in
Jorusalem, and in 1847 four Bishops wore con-
secrated in Westminstor Abbey for now Scos.
Of these, three wero in Australia, and have al-
roady been mentioned, the fourth was the Dio-
cese of Capetown. 1In 1852 the Continent of
Africa received a scecond Bishop in the first
Bishop of Sierra Leono; and in 1853 the Dio-
cese of Capetown was relieved of the Rustern
Province and the Colony of Natal by the con-
secration of Bishops for Grabamstown and
Natal. The irland of Mauritius, which had been
won from the French i 1810, and had been
visited by the Birhop of Culombo, received its
first Bishop in 1854, In 1839 tho Island of St.
Holena beeameo a Bishop's See, and in 1861 the
first Misstonary Bishop went to Contral Africa.

In tho same yoar, the first Bishop of Hono-
Tuln was consecraterd. It was in every way a
memorable year, inasmuch as for the first time
in the history of our Church the linglish Epi--
copute was plant-d in lands outside tho domi-
nions of tho British Crown, aud from three
contres—{rom Lambeth, from Cape Town, and
from Aucklund respectively — Bishops were
~ent forth to Honolnly, to the Zambesi, aad to
Melanesia,  In 1863 a Birhop was sent to the
Orange Free State, and in 18.4 the Mission in
the Niger country was placed under Bishop
Crowther, a native of the country, whose
strungo careor reuds like a story of romance.

SPEECH BY BISHOP OF WIN-
CHESTER AT TIIE BOURNE-
MOUTH MEETING OF THE
8.P.G. SOC.—(Continued.)

Some people say that the success
of missionary cffort in the present
century is small, and that we have
made very little progress in the
Indian empire, for instance. It
must be remembered that we are
dealing with very acute intellects,
and with a people who have a very
great philosophic knowledge and
spirit; but I think that if we con-
sider the amount of means used
we must admit that the amount of
gvecoss is very groat. Think of
the handful of men sent out to the
vast empire of India, and do not
expect a rich harvest before they
are enabled to turn over the sods
of the field, and before thoy have
hardly sown the seeds. Thero is
a good -deal of ground in prepar-
ation, and if Christianity has not
yet made much progress, heathen-
ism is at all events rapidly giving
way. The heathenizin of the Hin-
doos is giving way ; cultivaled and
intelligent Hindoos are losing their
own faith, and are ready for the
sowing of the faith of Jesus Christ.
The question is: shull wo at home
help in this work, orshall we with-
hold our hands? When the So-
ciety was first formed the inco.ue
was, as I said, about £1,500 per
annum ; but what was it at the pre-
gent time? I find thut last year
the income of the Society was
£75,764, but I regret to xay that it
bas fallen off to tho extent of £3,-
800 from the previous year's in-
come. There isone point I would
like to-mention—I knew it preity
well as o fact before I came to the
present mceting, but it has been
mentioned gince [ have been in the
hall: almost a1l the funds of the
Society are derived from the clergy
and tho poor. Isnotthata very
grave sin ¢  There is no doubt that
the clergy give largely, and that
the poor give according to their
means.

A vast amount
of that wealth is owned by the
gentry and middle clasres, and yot
they leave the poor und the poor
clergy to contribute most to the
great missionary socicties.

THE TREATMENT OF FEMALE

INEBRIETY.

It is a remarkable fact that while

there is no provision in the United
Kingdom for the treatment in
special Homes of destitute male

drunkards, or msle drunkards of

limited means, there are more than
a dozen Homes where female
drunkards are received, either for
a small payment, or for no payment
at all. This is but one proof of
the appalling fact that Intemper-
ance among women is rapidly gain-
ing on the Intemperance of the
“lords of creation.” Year by year
the proportion of female to male
inebriates has steadily increased.

Intemperance among men is de-
creasing, thanks to the growing
infinence of the beneficent Temper-
ance reform, the increasing spread
of the principles of Abstinence and
Prohibition ; but, alus, the fair sex
are becoming more drunken, and
if the recent rate of progress down-
wards continue, will ere long once
more assert their supremacy over
man by contributing more than
their proportionate share to the
inebriety of Britain, Evenso con-
gervative and apathetic a body as
the House of Lords has been moved
as to direct attention to tho increas-
ing alcobolic excess of woman con-
stituting a new and alarming
danger. Well may the Peers utter
this timely note of warning. The
drunkenness of a woman 1s a still
more saddening spectacle than the
intoxication of a man; but the
peril to the naiion’s health and
morality is infinitely greator. As
the mother generally wields a more
powerful icfluence than the father
over their children, a tippling mo-
ther isindeed a dire disaster : and
as on the mental and physical
goundness of English womanhood
the character and disposition of
our future children largely depend,
the increasing Intemperance of our
women involves a fearful tale of
aggravated susceptibility to alco-
holic excess and of diminished
power to resist this heightened sus-
ceptibility on the part of coming
generations. This prospective ac-
cumulating tendency to drunken-
ness is all the more imminent that
already thore are more cases of
chronic police court drunkards
among females than among males.

Add to all these considerations
that the drinking mother vitiates
the blood and saps the strength of
the innocent infant at her breast,
by poisoning the wells of her ma-
ternal nourishment, by polluting
the very springs of life of the help-
less bube, whom she would not
designedly hurt, and for whom she
would be willing to lay down her
Lif.
