Upwards of £12.000 has been obtained tow-
ards the sum of £80,000 regnired for the es-
tabliskment of the Chester Diocesan Fuud for
the superannuation of the aged and infirm clergy
of the diocese, which wag lately formed in
honour of the Queen’s Jubilee. The Clergy
Superannuation Fund for the diocese of Man-
cheater, also founded as a memorial of the
Queen’s Jubilee, already amounts to over £5,000.

In the course of his address on ‘A Glimpse

of the Early Church History”at Kirkley Church,
on Sunday, August 14th, the Rector said there
should bo no subject more interesting to Chris-
tians than the history of the early church. The
history of the rub-Apostolic age commenced
with the New Testament, and filled up gaps
which had been left unsettled by the apostles.
The three great heads under ihe apostolic age
were St. Cloment (Bishop of Rome), St. Ignatius
(Bishop of Antioch), and St. Polycarp (Bishop
of Smyrnd). each of whom had handed down to
us traditions which they had received direct
from the Apostles themselves. The Church ef
England, he said, was Catholic, because it was
a branch of the true Church, and taught the doc-
trines which had been handed down to them
from the apostles and fathers of the Churob.
Dissenters were not Catholic, because they took
from those doctrines ; neitbher were those of the
Romish Church Catholic, because they added to
them. Dissent bad sprung up about 350 years
ago, and some of it as late as last year. They
denied the Apostolic succession, and were,
therefore, without the necessary orders of the
Charch.

Bishop Parker is very desirous of having a
Church builtat Freretown in memory of Bisho
Hanningtou and the Uganda martyrs. The O.
M. 8. Committee in London are prepared to re-

ive special offerings for this memorial. The
ishop writes. “I think it is good for us sll,
ns or native Christians, tohave
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those of the late Bishop and the Uganda mar-
tyrs."”

The Bishop of Salisbury has written a letter
in which he saya: ‘‘As regurds candidates for
elestion to Parliament, electors should not hesi-
tate to ask them such questions as the follow-
ing—(1) Will you resist any motion which
directly or indirectly leads to the disestablish-
ment of the Church of Eogland? (2) Will you
support any Bill in Parliament for the benefit
of the Church and the promotion of religion in
the country that has the sanction of the Convo-
cation of the Province of Canterbury and of the
House of Laymen ?

Bishop Crowther was recently shipwrecked
on the coast near Cape Palmas. Allescaped
- mafely to shure, but there the Kroomen, who
proved to be wreckers, came down on them, and
would have even stripped them naked had not
some more orderly Kroomen fiom a neighbour-
ing European factory become aware of the mat-
ter and come to their rescue. The Bishop lost
over 200l which he had with him for various
Church purposes.

The Church Army is at work in New South
Wales. Among those religiously impressed is
mentioned a Japanese, an-elderly man, who has
heartily joined in the work. Tho ‘Army’ hasa
‘Rest’ at Woolomodo, where a number of very
poor people are admitted and evangelised.

It is with surprise that we note (says The
Southern Churchman, Richmond, Virgina), the
election of Rt. Rev. William S. Perry, Bishop of
Towa, to the Bishopric of the Diocese of Nova
Scotia. It is stated that he will certainly ac-
cept. A like case has never occurred, so far as
we know, in the history of this Church in
America. Heretofore the Bishop of a regular-
ly organized diocese has been locked on as a
fixtare. As Bishop Perry has been recenily at
work on the lifo of the first Nova Scotia Bishop
he makes no leap in tho dark at any rate.

WHAT MUST IDO TO BECOME A MEM-
BER AND ACOMMUNICANT OF
THE CHURCH ?

You must be baptisod. The baplism must be
administored in the name of the Father, The
Son, and The Holy Ghost. No othor Baptism
is valid. The mode of Baptism is for you to
dotermine. The Church practises both immer-
gion and eftfusion, or pouring. The moere meth.
od is the minor part, the fact of Baptism by
water is tho essontial thing. Chriast said noth-
ing about the mode, He instructod the disciples
merely to Baptise in the name of The Trinity.
Baptism, whethor performed in infancy or in
mature yoars, makes you a membor -of the

Church.
What must 1 do to become a coMMUNICANT of

the Church ? Be confirmed at the hands of the
Bishop. In Confirmation you ratify the Baptis-
mal vows wherein you renounce the devil and
all his works and promise, to believe the Articles
of the Christian Faith, and to koop God's Holy
Will and Commandments all your life.

As the next requisite, you should Communi-
cate; that is, partake of the Lord’s Supper as
soon as possible ufter Contirmation. Otherwise
you do but increase your condemnation.

“Suppose I still have fears and difficultics ?”
Go to a clergyman of the Church. Open your
heart to biaw, ask dirvection of him, He will
help you to go forwurd in the line of Christian
duty. Then with God's help axked and givon
press steadily on. Grow in grace. The Chris-
tian law of growth is “Firet the blade, then the
ear, aftor that the full corn in the ear.” If you
earnestly desire to lead the life of a Christian
do not let little difficulties or minor obstacles

‘stand in the way. Go right forward and they
will vanish. God’s Holy Spirit will guide and
support you always.—The Churchman's Gazette,
New Westminster, B. C.

DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON.

‘We have been requested to publish the fol-
lowing report of the Book Depository Commit
tee, Diocese of Fredericton, for the year ending
June 1st, 1887 :

The Book Depository Committee of the So-
ciety for Promoting Christiun Knowledge beg
to submit their 13th annual report and account.

The sale of publicalions for the year ending
on April 30th, 1887, amounted to $946.72; for
the year ending April 30th, 1886, to $1,085.90,
—showing a decrense of $59.18.

Fifteen importations of books have been made
during the year, including one for the St.Ste-
phen’s Branch Depository. The circulation of
the Dawn of Day has increased from 581 copies
in 1886 to 636 in 1887. Tho price of this 16
page illustrated magazine is now reduced to
75¢. per 100 copies, payable in advance.

Your Committee wish {o draw attention to
the * Churchman’s Family Bible” with Com.
mentary, royal gquarto, illustrated. Several
valuable maps make the geographical roferences
clear. A family register is bound up in this
handsome volume, which can be purchased, in
cloth, for $4.25. It is, nnquestionably, the
cheapest and best Illustrated Family Bible ever
published.

An addition has lately been made to the cat-
alogue, which will be of service in churches
where ‘“ Hymns Ancient and Modern” are in
use. The Socicty now publishes the Bock of
Common Prayer with Hymns, Ancient and
Modern, raby 32mo. lowest at ls. The cost
here is, therefore, 25c. each copy.

Your Committee are of opinion that it would
be a great advantage to employ a colporteur
for the sale of publications thioughout the
Diocese, and recommend that it be an instrac-
tion to the Committee for the ensuing yoar to
take this matter into their serious comsidera-
tion.

Your Committee have roquested the Supple-
mental Religious Catalogre Committee to en-
large their list, and bave specially drawn their
attention to thirty publications as likely to be
useful in this Diocese and the Colonial Church.

With the Parent Society’s uenal generosity
thirteen grantsof books have been made of late
to tho following parishes and missions: Bea-
consfield, Chamcook, Chatham, Fairville, Res-
tigouche, Rothesay, Sackville, Salisbury,Spring-
field, St. Andrews, St. Stephen [Christ Church],
‘Watorford, Woodstock.

A magnificent work
has been done and is being done in this large
and mountainous parish; but it is evident that-
matters ecclesiastical are in a primeval stage.
There i8 no Charch at Thorne Centre. A log
school house, made cosy with texts, pictures
and green leaves, serves the purpose. The com-
munion rail consists of a bench brought from
the rear of the room. But the communicants
are as traly living souls as those of Christ Church
Cathedral or St. George's. It is thesame Bread
of Life which feeds them and inthe same words
their doctrines ascend to the Father of spirits;
and the delight of these lonely toilers in their
Bishop's visit is very great.

The voyage up the Kazuabazua this year has
saved the Bishop the journey over the Aips, but
it has necessitated a drive through Gireenland,
Greenland is a wonderful place. Some one said
“the Giants have been at play.” Rocks, and
they are mighty rocks, are piled on rocks. The
ice sometimes remains till July. A stream rip-
ples along. There are dark caverns. Many
kinds of creeping plantsfestoon the giants' work
and transform the place into a sort of fairyland.
Over all towers an immense wall of rock some
300, or 400 feet in height, and great trees cast
deep shadows and impart & mysteriousness and
an awe to the place not soon forgotten.

The Parsonage, Thorne West, was reached
Friday night. Here aro evidences of Mission.
ary work and life. Those who knew the place
ten years ago can see in the house now comfort-
ably finished,—in tho new St. Stephon’s Church,
50 solid and churchly looking, in the large con-
gregation and dovout communicants, in the well
kept bouses of the people—a vast advance upon
the old state of things.

Here the Bishop proved himself a true Mis-
gionary. The Rov. Mr. Bourno is as yet his own

# housekeoper, cook, and man ofallwork, Never-
theless the Bisvhop insisted upon “roughing it”
with his missionary, and he seemed thoreughly
to enjoy the exporience. The whole story shall
be lett for the Bishop himself to relate.

Portage Du Fort, Parish.—Sunday morning
(Aug. 28), found the Bishop at Bryson. Hore
again i8 grand scenery : mountains to the right,
and mountains to the left. Upon a ledge of
one stands the little English Church. Between
the mountains runs the Ottawa—at tho village
deep and dark, but a mile below divided by two
islands and broken into magnificont falls, which
I could lie on the rocks for a whole day and
watoh.

The day of rest is for the Bishop a day of
labor. The Bryson congiegation is visited in
the morning. After dinnera drive of fourmiles
brings him to Clarke's where service has to be
held in a school-houso and where an effort is
being made to build a little Church. The Rev.
A.A.Allen, of Portage Du Fort, or the Ruv. E.
McManus, of Chambly, would thankfually xeceive
subscriptions from any one who wishes to help
in a good work. After service at Clarke's a
drive of twelve miles brings the party to Port-
age Du Fort where the Bishop has histhird
gervice of the day; snd where on the following

day 8 very hearty Sunday School Festival is
held,—a gathering of the children in the bean-
tiful village Church, an address by the Bishop,
and then the children enjoy themselves as only
children can, nder the grand trees on the
parsonage grounds. The Portage Du Fort Brass
Band furnishes music and the ladies provide a
feast of good things to refresh the inner man.
About five o'clock the Bishop proceeded to
Sbawville bringing to an ondonce more his an-
nual visit to tbis picturesque and interesting
Parish of the Portage, and here for the present
let us take our leave of him.

BorTon CENTRE.—Prior to the departure of
the Rev. Mr. Clayton for his new field, New

Glasgow, the Bedford Clerical Union met in
his parish and presented him with an address and
accompanied it by several volumes of a most
useful theological work. The address expressed
the regret of the Clerical Union at the ap-
proaching withdrawal of Mr. Clayton from this
particular portion of the Diocese, and also bore
testimony to the zeal, carnestness and self
denial evinced by him in his work during his
prolonged ministry of seventeen years in this
locality ; and expressed the hope that through
the Divine blessing on his labours spiritual and
lasting results might be found in after days in
this parish of Bolton, as an evidence of his
faithfulness and to add lustre to his crown of re-
joicing in the day of reward. It also expressed
the good wishes for himself and family in their
new field of labor, assuring him the Union
would miss in him a very genial friend in
church gatherings, and many would retain very
pleasant memories of the cordial hospitality
they bad been privileged to enjoy in his cheer:ul
home aud in the society of kis amiable family.

The address was signed by the Venerable
Archdeacon Lindsay, M.A., and the resident
Canons, Rev. F. Robinson, J. B. Davidson and
T. Mussen, the Clorgy of the District and others,
and was suitably an . happily replied to by the
Rev. Mr. Clayton.

Broye.—Tho last monthly meeting of the
District of Bedford Clerical Union assembled at
Brome, Rev. R. I. McFarlane, incumbent.

Thore was a large attendance and much interest
shown. The session was chiefly occupled in
vontilating the topic as to what have been the
hindrances to the growth of the Church in Can-
ada. This topic was raised by the reading of
the article on the Canadian Church that ap-
peared in the Philadelphia Church Magazine,
and in which it was said that the Chuich in
Capada frem being the first and foremost in
numbers and time was now a long way behind
in numbers as to the denomination. The arti-
cle has caused “ greut searchings of heart,’’ as|
no doubt was the intention, and much room
there is for such searching, if there is any truth
in the charge, and which indeed is admitted as
having seme just colouring in many and infle-
ential quarters, As to the point of the great
difference in numbers, it was pointed out by
Rural Dean Smith that some years ago the
various bodies of Presbyterians and Methodists
appeared in the census in separate columns and
in consequence the Church of England was first
in point of numbers to any one of the other
bodies viewed soparately ; but now thesehaving
united, their showing was naturally larger.
The Rev. C. Bancrott touchod upon several
featurcs that have tended to retard the Church’s
spread among the people, as for instance the
social idea which considered the Church of
England as a Church only for the wealthier
and more cultured class, and which was largely
and unfortunately seemingly endorsed and acted
upon by the clergy and laity both, in daysnow,
thank God, vauishing. Then again the long
services of Matins, Litany, Ante-Communion
and sermon acted as a deterrent, and yet again
the children of the Church had not been cate-

chised as to Church principles; then there was

or had been a coldness, a stand offishness on the

part of the clergy to the people, and also to
each other, They viewed each other askance,
if there happened io be sany divergence of
opinion on ritual or doctrine; and yet again
there arose a difference among the laity, espe-
cially those who were brought by business or
summer vacations to attend other churches
than the one they were identified with, These
were too apt to point out, dwell upon and mag-
nify unfavorably whatever varied from their
own accustomed ‘‘use.” Yot again Church
papers have acted as a hindrance rather than a
help, from the acrimony shown in their columns
towards each other and all who differ from
them. And finally there had been little atten-
tion paid towards throwing the people of the
Church more sociably together, and yet cgain
we must not forget that as regards the Church’s
lessened numbers, that immigration is bringing
thousauds every year into our Dominion who
are not of the Church or at all friendly towards
it. Another speaker pointed out that as to the
growth of Methodistand Presbyterian churches
it was largely helped by the open handed liber-
ality of Churchmen, Still another speaker
dwelt upon the fact that the Church element
bhad been rather a high and dry elemont, con-
tent to obey rubrics and laud the Church with-
out showing the bearing of the Church on the
daily life of her children ; there had, in fact,
been but little fervor and spirituality among
them, and the sermons in the Church had been
dry and essay like, largely owing to the fact
that the exercises of the pulpit were not pre-
pared for in college, but left to be gathered by
experience. There had been, neither in Len-
noxville or Trinity any chair of Pastoral The-
ology until lately. The power of the pulpit
had not been cultivated or used—the spiritual
bearing of the Church as a divine organization
intended to educate souls for the Church Tri-
umphant had not been grasped, &e.

These and other pointy were touched upon,
and so far showing how much could be said
upon it, that it was decided to coumtinne the
topic at next meeting, to be held (D.V.) in
Waterloo on the 4th October. A resolution of
condolence was carried relative to the decease
of the Rev. Wm. Jones, formerly rector of
Granby, and more lately incambent in this very
pusrish where the Union was now in session.
Such unions, we canpot but observe, will tend
and do tend to remove one of the hindrances
pointed out, viz.: distrust and differences
among the clergy, making them know each
other better and enlightening and encouraging
each other.

The noxt meeting of the above Union takes
place (D.V.) in St. Luke's Chuarch, Waterloo,
on the first Tuesday in October.

DIOCESE OF ONTARIO.

Kingsron.—St. George's Cathedral Saunday.
school picnic took place on the 7th inst, and

although late in tho seascon it was well attended.
The usual games were indulged in and prizes
given. The day was fine, but the prevalence
of a high wind rendered the passage to and
from the Island very unploasant.

Fifty of our citizens including the family of
Rev. R. T. Burns, have been living in camp
on the banks of the St. Lawrence during the
mouths of July and August. Every Sunday
evening Mr. Burns held divine servico for the
benefit of the campers; the congregation aver-
aged between 30 and 40 persouns, and the pre-
sence of a good choir and the situation in the
open air beneath the trees, made the service
interesting.

The Rev. Buxton Smith, of St. George’s
Cathedral, arrived home on the 10th, after an
extended tour in England.

AvmonteE.—The children of St. Paul’s Church
Sunday-school, with & number of their friends,
held a most enjoyable picnic in Lieut.-Colonel
Gemnmill's grove, 10th line of Ramsay, on 8at

freshments were passed around by unsparing
hands. The Rev. Mr. Low, incumbent of the
church, and his estimable family were also pre-
gent, and took an active part in all the pro-
ceedings. The merry and happy gathering
dispersed at six in the evening, all feeliug
thoroughly satisfied with the afternoon’s out-

ing.

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

Toronto.—A C. of E. Sunday-school Confer-
ence of representatives from the various Dio-
cesan Sunday-school Committees of the Church
of England in Ontario and Quebec, was held
on the afternoon of the 13th inst, at the Synod
offices on Wellington Street, for the purpose of
considering the feasibility of adopting & Joint
Diocesan scheme of Sunday-school lessons, und
also as to united action in the preparation of
lesson helps for teachers and scholars, annual
examinations, &c. The Conference was private,
The following resolution was passed at its
close:—Moved by Rev. Canon Innes, M.A., of
London, and seconded by Rev. J. F. Sweeny,
B.D,, of Toronto, ‘“Resolved, that the various
Diocesan Sunday-school Committees in this
ecclesiastieal Province be requested to consider
and report as soon as possible to the Lord
Bishop of Toronto whether, in their opinion,
the publications of the Church of England Sun-
day-school Institute ecannot be adopted as the
basis of a joint Diocesan scheme of Sunday-
school lessons; and also io appoint delegates
to meet representatives from the other Dio-
cesan Committees at the Synod offices, Toronto,
on the 9th of November next, at 2 p.m,, to
take further action in the matter.” Immedia-
tely afterwards a meeting of the Sunday-school
Committees was held to complete arrangements
for the Diocesan Sunday-school examination for
teachers and ctcholars, which is to be held in
Toronto and various other points throughout
the Diocese on Decemver 10th.— The Mail.

DIOCESE OF HURON.

—

WanpsvILLE.—The Annual garden party
under the auspices of the Guild of St. James’
Church, was held at the Rectory grounds on
Monday; and, as usual, was a gratifyin_ sue-
cess, both in point of attendance and enter-

tainment. There were many present from
Rodney, Newbury, Duart, Glencoe, and sur-
rounding country. The Rev. Mr. Shore and
Mrs. Shore, were among the guests. At an
early hour the Wardsville reed and brass Band,
marched up to the grounds, where, by their
sweet selections throughout the evening, they
added materially to the pleasure of those pre-
sent. The Rectory, as well as the grounds,
which for the size of the place are unsurpassed,
if equalled, by any other Church property in
the Dioce:e, were brilliantly illuminated, and
in a perfect state of order; in fact, the Rector

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

-— At sy

Araoma CoNrERENOE.—The first Conference
of all the Algoma clergy ever held siunce the
first formaticn of the Diocese 14 years ago,
was called bv the Bishop 10 meet at Parry
Sound, on the 4th of August last. Qut of the
22 clergy of the Diocese, 18 attended ; some of
them coming a distance of necarly 500 miles,
and the session lasted five days. The clergy
were kindly provided for by the residents of
the town during their stay and were most hos-
pitably received. The subjects under discus-
sion were as follows :—

1. The expediency or otherwise of the or-
ganization of a Synod.

2. The administration in case of need, and
pending the orection of a Synod, of our
Widow’s and Orpban’s Fund.

3. Our representation iu the Provincial
Syuod.

4. The best means of developing the internal
resources of the Diocese.

5. The improvement of the “Algoma Mission-
ary News” as a Diocesan organ.

(1.) There was considerable discunssion over
the first of these subjects. The feeling seemed
to be that it was premature to attempt for the
present the organization of a Synod, and that
at any rate it would be well to ascertain the
feeling of the Provincial Synod on the subject
before taking such a step. It was felt howevor
that an aonual meeting of the Algoma clergy
and lay delegates was most desirable; and
finally it was decided that every first and se-
cond year there should be two Conferences
held one in the eastern and the other in the
westorn purt of the Diocese, both lay and cleri-
cal members attending, and every third year a
general conference of the whole Diocese; to
be held at such place as the Bishop might ap-
point. The Bishop was requested also to
bring the question of the formation of a Synod
for Algoma before the next Provincial Synod.

(2.) The Bishop's scheme for the adminis-
tration of the Widow’s and Orphan’s Fund was
read, and a Committee appointed to considor
and report upon it. It provided that from $90
to $150 per annum should be paid to the widow,
and $20 per a..num to each child ander the age
of 15, the sum paid to the widow being regul-
ated by the term of service of her deceased
husband. The Bishop's scheme with some few
alterations suggested by the Committce, was
adopted.

(3.) The wsubject of representation at the
Provincial Synod, was discussed. The Bishop
drew attention to the Canpon providing for
Algoma to be vrepresonted, and pointed out
that there would be some difficulty in electing
the lay delegates owing to the scattored nature
of the Diocese; but few luymen in any one
mission being acquainted with the laymen in
any other mission. Various suggestions were
made to overcome the difficulty, but, the Pro-
vineial Synod having already directed the
manner in which the Algoma delegates were to
be elected, it scemed vain to attempt to make
any change.

(4.) A Committee was appointed to report
on the “best means to develope the internal re-
gources of the Diocese.” 1t was resolved to
adopt the envelope system as far as possible;
to hold annual missionary meetings wherever
practicable; and for & memorandum of agree-
ment covering one year to be entered into by
the Bishop, and each erganized station guaran-
teeing their quota towards their clergyman’s
support,

(5.) There was a long discussion in regard
to the “Algoma Missionary News.” Rev. M-.
Wilson, having tendered his resignation as
editor, the question arose—what was to be done
about it? Shonld the little paper be placed
in other hands ? Should it be given up alto-
gother ? or should space be sought in some
other Church paper in which Algoma might be
regularly represented? Mr. Wilson, in tender-

ing his*resignation, had referred to the difl- -
culties with which he had had to contend, and -
these were taken up and discussed. The Com-
mittee appointed by the Bishop to consider the
whole subject and to report upon it, rccommen-
ded that Mr. Wilson be asked to continue the
editorship for at least another year; that the
Diocesan receipts should be published as they -
used to be in the early days of the D.ocese,
and & balance sheet ut the end of each finanaial
year with fall information as to where and how
the diff.rent moneys and funds are invested ;
and that the paper should be recognized as the
official organ of the Diocese, and be squorted
in every way possible by the Algoma clergy.

The Bishop signified his intention to divide
the Diocese into Rural-deaneries, and directed
each Rural-deanery to elect its own Dural-dean,
The elections resulted as follows :—Port Arthar
district, Rev, C. J. Machin; Sault Ste. Marie
district, Rev. H, Beer; Parry Sound district,
Rev. A. W. H. Chowne; Muskoka distriot,
Rev. Thos. Llwyd.

The Rev. E.T. Wilson resigned his position
as Examining Chaplain, retaining that only of .
Bishop's Commissary. Rev. A. Osborne is
now the Examining Chaplain for the whole
Diocese. .

On the Friday evening a very interesting
Missionary meoting was held in Juke's Hall,
and on Monday evening there was a well attend-
ded Social or Reception to which the olergy
and others wero invited by the Rev. Mr. Gavil-
ler, his Churchwardens, and Parishioners.

Most of the clergy of the Manitoulin and
Lake Superior districts, left by the Bishop's
yacht “Kvangeline” on the Tuesday morning ;
the others mot for a morning session with the
Bishop, and then separated. The Conference
throughout was most harmonious, and we be-
lieve Bishop and clergy alike all thoroughly
enjoyed ihis first meeting togethor of far separ-
ated brethren.

UNIVERSITY OF BISHOP'S COLLEGE,
LENNOXVITLE.

The Scholastic yoar of this the University
for the Dio ceses of Quebec and Montreal, and
ropresenting the Church of Xngland in the
Province of Quebee has jnst been inaugurated
by a visit from His Kxcelleney The Governor
General, and Lady Lansdowne. A special
Convocation was held on the 14th of Sop-
tember, on which the -degrec of D.C.L,
honoris causa, was conforred on Lord Lans-
downo.

Hooper, of Columbia College, New York; and
several Bachelors of Arts still in attendance at
the College. An address from the Corporation
setting forth the History and aims of the Col-
lege was read and presented by the Chancellor,
who then pronounced the Convocation open
and called upon the Principal to prosent His
Excellency for the Degree, which was confor-
red with the applause of all present, and not-
withstanding the wet morning the Hall was
well filled. His Excellency in returning thanks
made a very instructive and elogant address
acknowledged by all us worthy the position,
the occasion, tbe man and name of Lansdowne.

The Chancellor thon called upon the Bishop
of Quebec, who in addition to the scholarly
colloquial gifis alwuys manifested in His Lord-
ship’s speeches gave evidence of his knowledge
of Italian in a quotation from Dante confessed
to have been read with a crib, though it is the
received opinion that the venerable prelate
could throw around several ¢ fthe modern,all the
ease and gracefulness with which he scatlers
the Classics and the English language. He
was followed by the Rev. Dr. Norman in one
of his erergetic and forecible speeches, al-
ways neat and to the point. The Rev. Mr.
Hooper, of the Diocese of Vermont, expressed
his thankfulness in acknowledging the pleasure
he devived in testifying to the bond of union
betweoen the Amorican and Canadian Churches,
and bhe trusted between the people of the two
Countries. Dr. Stewart, of King’s College,
added a few words, declaring the worthy
Chancellor in his warm-hearted way had given
him an honor he did not hope for in that he had
addressed him as Reverend. The Convoration
was then closed by His Excellency asking for
2 holiday in all departments. The Principal
considered if they took in all the wisdom dis-
played in Iis Excellency’s speceh, it would be
sutllcient instruction for one day, and promised a
whole holiday to the boys the first tine day.
The Professors, Alumni, and many of the guests
then had the honor of being presented to their
Excelloncios.

Their Excellencies then en-
tored their carriages and departed around the!
sweep of the grounds towards the St. Francis
amid the waving of udieus from the steps of
the College und Chapel.

The clergy and many of the guests from a
distance wore invited to lunch in the College,
and ontertained by Mrs. Adams, Miss Adams
and Miss Gill in a most hospitable and pains-
taking manner, It would be difficult to deseribe
the heurty and successful way in which Dr.
Adams, the worthy Principal, carried out the
arrangemotts made for the case and happinoss
of all present.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Churchman of N.X., saya:—

One has but to study most cursorily the
rigns of the times in the religious world about
ug to realize the untold blessing which acerues
to the Church from the prominence given to
the Catholic creeds in her public worship.
These creeds are no meredevice of men. They
come to us with the august authority of God
Himeelf, for they are theutterance in her cor-
porate capacity of that Church to which the
promise was given that he would be with her
till the ond of timeand guide her into all truth.
Their statements are moreover simple, easy to
be grasped by the plainest and most unlearned
among men; they chronicle divine jfacts of
revelation, not theories,—they tell what God
has done for maun, not of man's speculations
concerning God. Theological opinion varies
doubtless within the Church as well as out of
it; individual thinkers follow up lines of
thought and indulge in teachings widely diver-
gent from one apother; but the creeds are re-
peated still Sunday after Sunday with all the
old fervor and faith; they are the anchor which
keeps the Church from drifting far into doc-
trinal error, howover individuals and parties
may from time to time wander. On the other
hand it is an old story how doubtful is the or-
thodoxy of the sects whichk have repudiated
the old creeds; many are the instances in
which roligious bodies have in tho course of a
few generations drifted from their original
position into the biankest negation of the faith
of their founders. Once cut loose from the
ereeds, declare that the Bible is all-sufficient
for doctrinal statement. bid every man find
there iho trensnre for himself, and the door
is opened to overy form of unfaithfulness and
wild vagary. Mr. Spargeon, in his monthly
organ, “The Sw.rd and Trowel,” laments thix
very fact, though he soems hardly to search
very deep for the causes of that doctrinal in-
atability which hedeprecates. He denominates
it “the down grade” of theology, and in these
buruing words of rebulke chronicles the flactua-
tions of teaching which he beholds on every
side in avowedly orthodox socioties:

No lover of the Gospel can conceal from
himself the fact that the days are evil. ..
How much further could they go? What doc-
irine remains to be abandoned ? What other
truth to be the object of contempt? A new
religion hag been initiated, which is no more
Christianity than chalk is cheese; and thix
religion being destitute of wmoral honesty,
palms itself off as the old faith with elight im-
provements, and on this plea usurps pualpits
which were evected for Gospel preaching.”

The Young Churchman, Milwaukee, says:

Notwithstanding the high authority which
has declared consistency a jewel, its glitter
may nevertheless be a very fulse and delusive
one. In fac it bears a strong resemblance to
iLs sister gom, persistency, both valuable w en
wisely chosen, but the worth of each depend-
ing wholly upon what their “ sistency " con-
sists of.

If, for instance, one has unadvisedly com-
mitted himself to an unwise course, or thought-
lessly undertaken an ill-judged task, nothing
could be more unwise than for the sake of
‘“ persistoncy ' to continue in the path thus
marked out.

So, likewise, if one has foolishly committed
himself to the expression of ill-founded opinion,
or assumed a position unsupported by caimer
reflection, nothing could be wmore foolish than
for the sake of “ consistency,” to endeavor to
sust.in that position by aeting it out, He who
repeats the self-willed act, or one in accordance
with it merely to be thought cousistent, is in-
deed soeking a very worthless jewel. Both in

The Christian Advocate forcibly remarks:

«Ifthe Church desires the best preaching, let
it liberally support its pastors, not because any
good man consciously preaches better because he
is better paid, but because when he is properly
taken care of, he is left without anxiety. Bat
as the Church uever can, as a whole, and per-
haps never should, give salaries so large as to
admit of ministers economizing upon them as
one can in business, let all liberally contribute
to the annual collection for the support of worn-
out ministers and the widows and orphans of
such as have died in the ministry. And let
those who have means contribute to the funds
referred to, that men may feel that, though
they give themselves wholly to the Church and
its work, there is a provision made by the bene-
ficence of the Church which shall stand between
them and the addition to the infirmities of sick-
ness and old age, of that poverty ‘of which the
Seripture saith: ‘The destruction of the poor is
his poverty.’”

“THE HIRED MAN)

Tho “hired man” is a very usefal and neces-
sary member of Society, and fur be it from me
to underrate his value, or to detract from tho
dignity and respect which the faithful perform-
ance of hig engagemoents may justly entitlo
him to assume or to demand. But, for all that,
1 cannot see that it is just or proper, upon any
principle of Christian eihics, or any principle
of the gospel and Church of Christ, to place
a priest of God, in his relations to the people
of his charge, in the same attitude towards
that people as are those of a “hired man”
toward his employer. But, Ithink, very fow—
very few clergymen, certainly—will doubt that
the fecling is far from uncommon among con-
gregations and parochiul vestries, which leads
Christian people (Christians in name, at least)
to regard their spiritual pastors and teachers
in almost exactly the light of the hired man.
They say to thomselves, in effect, not always
consciously, perhaps, but the offect is the same,
somewhat as follows: We are the employers.
Wo know what work ought to be done, and
how it should be done. Weo know what sort of
men we want. We are to pay the money.
What is the use of our paying out our money
unless we are pleased ? If the man does not
please us, we will pay him up to date and let
him go. Or if we think proper, we can leave
so much UNPAID as seems to us proper, consider-
ing the fact that the work does not suit our
views. It is folly to expect us to pay for what
we don't want. It is a gquestion of hire—a
matter of ‘business.” Everything 1s done
now-a-days on business principles. We are the
masters; the priest @ our servant. If he will
not submit to these conditions, we will stop his
pay. We hold the purse and are “masters of
the sitnation ”

“And we beseech you, brethren, to know
them which labor among you, and are over
you in the Lord, and admonish you; and to
esteem them very highly irn love for their
works’ sake. And be at peacoe among your-
selves.”

“Let the elders (presbyters or priests) that
rule well, be counted worthy of double honor ;
especially they who labor in the word and doe-
trine. For the Scripture saith ‘Thoushalt not
muzzle the ox that treadeth out the corn;’ and
‘The laborer is worthy of his reward;’ ‘Obey
them tihat have the rule over you, and submit
yourselves; for they watch for your souls, as
th? that must give account.”

pparently these are the words of some very

“unbusinesslike” person. They do not sound
like the words of a “man of business,” speaking
in & modern vestry-meeting, at any rate.

In fact, all of them, except, possibly, the
last few lines, were spoken by one St Paul.
who was himself a priest and bishop; and per-
haps, like other clergymen, a “‘poor financier.”
The last passage may have been St. Paul’s, or
may have been written by Apollos—‘‘preachers”
both. They had nro idea of the hired man
theory. ‘“Isteema them very highly in love,
for their works' sake.” Who thinks of loving
his '‘hired men?” TLet the priests “that rule
well be accounted worthy of double honor.”
Hired men ruling ? Honors for hired men ?
“Obey them ?” Obey the hired man! *“Submit
yourselves” to hired men ? Whatever this may
be it is not “lusiness.” And are we to pay
these men also ? It seems so: “Thoushalt not
muzzle the ox that treadoth out the corn.
Axd the laborer is worthy of his reward.” Are
the monstrous notions to be crammed down
the throats of *‘men of business,” who pay their
own money for what they want?

After all, is it not clear that men who put
“business” first, and their personal likings se-
cond, or wice versa ; that men who think theiv
priest amenable to themsclves, FORGETTING LIS
pUTY TO Gob, TO THE CHURCH, L0 Ais own con-
science, and to their souls—is it not clear, I
say, that such men are but ill fitted to rule the
Church of God, usurping the place of its law-
ful bishops and pastors.—C. A. Apple in the
Church Year.

Acoorping to the Living Church Annual and
Clergy List Quarterly for Septomber, 1887, ' just
to hand from the ¢ Young Churchman Co.”,
Milwaukee), thore are two Metropolituns and
17 Bisbops in the Dominion and Newfoundland,
and 1017 clergy. We suppose that notwith-
ing the praise given us for our modoration and
non-partizan attitude we can hardly hope that
all the Clergy will become subscribors to and
will aid in incrousing the circulation of the
Goarprax, But we think that about two-thirds
of them are on our list. If cach of these 678
clergy would do as one of their number in a
small town in Ontario did, secure 25 additional
subscribers, what an impetus it would give to
our work! Nearly 18,000 new subscribors !
But, if this is too much to hope for, would five
new subscribers each not be possible? Hven
that smal! number would add nearly 3,500 ad-
ditional names to our list. We are cxpending
time, money and heaith in this work, and feel
at times that the strain is too great, and need
the sympathy and help to a still greater degree if
all who desireto see Church teaching and Church
principles disgeminated through the land. And
is there any surer method of achieving this
than the weekly visit to the family of a scund
Church paper. We notice that our contempo-
raries in the States ask and obtain this assist-
ance. May we not hope for like favour ? and
the formation of a club in every parish and
mission ? Twonty copies to one address for one
year for $16 is surely low enough.

AccorpiNg to the Parochial Statistics fur-
nished in the last Synod Report of the Dioceso
of Niagara—its Church population numbers
22,712, which means at lcast 4.000 families,
Others of the Dioceses will have probably a still
larger number—few less. If] therefore, every
Church family subscribed for a copy of the
GUARDIAN we would have at least 20,008 sub-
scribers in thin Eecclesiastical Province alone,
We sincerely wish it were 50 !

ANOTHER test that might be taken is that of
Communicants. In the Diocese of Niagara [we
take it because the Report is at hand] these
number so far as roported, 4,642. Assuming an
equally favorable showing in the other 7 Dio-
coses, there ought to be over 35,000 subscribers
to the Church papers, for overy commuanicant
might be supnosed to have intercst enough in the
Church to take a Church paper. We are quite
sure that the whole circulation of the threo
general Church papers published in the Domin-
ion is not one half of this number. It is this
lack of interest on the partof the Laity of tho
Church in this and other matters that impedes
her progress.

AN OBJECT WORTH LIVING FOR.

To the Editor of the CHURCH GUARDIAN :—

Sir,—1 was much ploased by reading an arti-
cle in your paper last week on this subject
signed by Mrs. I1. Gratton Guinness. Tn all
our large centres of popuiation thoro aro many
onergotic, kindly cultivated womeon, whose light
if not exactly hiddon under a bushel is at all
events much obscured through lack of a sphero
in which to shine. I am not aliuding to those
on whose time and attention rocioty lays its
engrossing hand, Society women have a field
of their own (useful enough in its way) on
which it is not my intention to touch, but 1 am
speaking of those who, for various reasons, do
not go into society, and whoso nmusements
consist for the most part in church socials, an
evening with a friend, with perbaps an oceu-
sional concert, These young womon are often
liborally ondowed by nature; they have leisure
and sometimes money at their disposal; but
unfortunately for themselves they have very
little to do. Tho internul economy of tho
houschold oceupies only & small portion of the
day. Music art, literature and necdle work
frequently fail to moeet tho roquirements of the
case, and I am sure that theso youuy women
(who are generally Iadios in the best sense of
the word) would gladly listen to any one who
would really give them an object worth living
for. Ilknow there are obstacles, for it has been
truly said that *‘ birds of a feather flock to-
gother,” and educated and well to do people
have o tendoncy to congregate in streets and
rooms in precisoly the same way that the less
fortunate classes almost invariably do,

In the city in which I live, no two residents
could be more than threo miles apart, and this
distance,although itdoes not seem much to those
accustomed to Furopean capitals, becomes a
practical difficulty when the ladies are not good
walkers, and the streot cars do not ran conve-
niently. Still I think that a fow women of oy-
ganizing ability could devise a plan of utilizing
the material lying in our midst. The larger
the city, the laiger would the number of work-
ors be, and the larger the field of work.

.n old London, soup kitchens and penny
breakfasts are managed almost exclusive.y by
women of leisure, and they are ofton made par-
tiaily self-supporting. In this country we have
not the masses of poverty and pauperism they
have in England, still we have enough to supply
an ample sphere of usefulness for Canadian wo-
men of leisure, and I believe that all they need
is to be told what to do and how to do it, ia or-
der for them to show the plentitude of enter-
prize and rosource that Anglo-Sauxons on this
continent have so splendidly developed.

HISTORICAL SKETCH
OF THE )
PROTHESTANT EPISCOPAL CHURCH IN
THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.

17841884,

By Right Rev'd William Stevens Perry, D.D.,
LL.D., Bishop of Iowa.—Continued.

In September and October, 1785, there assern-
bled in Philadelphia tho first gathering of
clergy and laity that might properly be regar-
ded as a general convention. Tho Church in
seven Statos was represented by sixteen clergy-
mon and twenty-six laymeun. Tho New Eng-
land churches wore not zepresonted. The work
of organization and the revision of the Prayer-
book were at onco undortaken. In fact, the
consorvative provision of the ‘‘fundamental
prineipal,” adopted at the preliminary meeting
in New York, was lost sight of, and in place
of the revision of the liturgy, with a view to
provide simply for the alterations required by
a change in the civil relations of the Church,
it was decided to make “further altorations,”
the result of which appeared soon after the
convention rose, in the ‘*Proposed Book.”
A plan for obtaining from the English Arch-
bishops and Bishops the cousecration of Bishops
was adopted, as was alsoa draft of an ecclesias-
tical constitution. The liturgical allerations
proposed, for thoy were nover adopted, by the
American Church, vontemplated the omission
from the Apostles’ Creed of the article, “He
descended into Hell,” and the rejoction of the
Nicene and Athanasian symbols. The Articles
of Religion wore rcduced to twenty. A pro-
face, chiefly the work of the celebrated Dr.
William Smith, was prefixed to the proposed
Prayer-book. Theofllces wore ubbreviated. A
calendar and table of holy days were set forth,
a service for the Fourth of July was appointed,

and numerous verbal changes were in“roduced. |
But the “Proposed Book” proved unsutisfactory, |

and even its tentative use was contined to a
tew. The volume almost immediately sunk

into obscurity, snd it is said that the bulk of'

the edition was condemned to the use of the

trank makers.

In June, 1786, the convention assembled in
Philadelphin, *‘under circumstances,” to quoto
the language of Bishop White, “‘which bore
strong appearances of a dissolution of the
union.” The answer of the English Arch-
bishops and Bishops to the application for the
consecration of American Bishops had been
cautious, and revealed an apprehension on the
part of the prelates of the Mother Church thal
the American churchmen were verging toward
upsoundness in the fuith. A jealousy of the
Bishop of Connecticut had grown up in the
minds of some, and u spirit of unfriendliness
toward the Churches and churchmen at the
North was apparent by the attempted, as well
as the accomplished, action of the convertion.
But a conservative spirit in other respects was
shown in some important changes made in the
ecclesiastical con~titution, and the Convention
was not & little inflaenced by the wise counsels
of & memorial from the Convention of the
Church in New Jorsey, which had been pre-
pared by the colebrated Thomas Bradbury
Chandler. The Convention adjourned, to meet
in October, after renowed assurances had been
made that there was no purpose of departing
from the English Church indoctrine, discipline.
or worship, further than the circumstances
of the changed civil relations of the Church
rendered imperative. At the autumnal meet-
ing, which was held at Wilmington, in Dela
ware, the reply of the English Archbishops and
Bizhops way received, and bronght with it the
assurance that the wish of tbe American Church
for the succession in the English line wante!
but a little of full saccomplishment. At the
instance of the English prelates the omitted
article in the Apostles' Creed was restored, tho
represestative of Now Jersey and South Curo-
lino voting in the affirmative, and those ot
New York, Pennsylvania, and Delaware, being
divided. The Nicene Creed was unanimously
restored. The Athanusian Creod was again re-
jected, but one clergyman and Lwo laymen
votiog in its favor. Tostimonials of Dr. White
and Provost, the Bishops-elect of Pennsylvunia
and New York, were signed, and the appli-
cation of the Rev. Dr. William Smith, the
Bishop-elect of Maryland, for & similar recom-
mendation, was refused. Shortly aftor the
convention ros¢, the Bishops-elect sailed for
England, and ou Sunday, the 4th of February,
1987, rveceived the [Episcopate at Lambeth
Chapel, at the hands of the two Archbishops,
and the Bishops of Buth and Wells, and Peter-
borough.

In 1789, the convention met on the 28th of
July, in Phiiadelphia. An application fiom
the clergy of Massachussetts and Now Hamp-
shire, inspired by the amiable and excellent
Parker, sub equently Bishop of Mussachussetts,
asking for the consecration of Dr. Bass to the
Episcopate by the three Bishops now in the
country, led to tho adoption of m asures of
union between the Churches of the North un-
dor Seabury and those in the Middle and
Southern States. The validity of the conse-
cration of Seabury was formally acknowledged,
and although the consecration of a third
Bishop in the lnglish line was subsequently
accomplished, still in an adjourned session,
which met on the 29th of September, and con-
tinued in sossion until the 1G6th of October,
1789, the Church was happily united, and there
being three Bishops, agreeably to the Hcclesias-
ticul Constitution, the House of Bishops was
organized, Bishop Seabury being the first pre-
siding Bishop. The adoption of a Prayer-
book followed, with few variations from the
Eonglish service-book, and psalms in metrs
with hymns were set forth. Eight canons
wore enacted and certain modifications of the
Constitution secured. Thus happily the union
of the churches, so long at variance, was effect-
ed, and from the year 1789, dates both the
present Prayer-book and the General Conven-

tion of the Church. Dr. Madison had been
consecrated at Lambeth on the 13th of Sep-
tember, 1790, and on the 17th of September,
1792, the first American consecration, that ot
Dr. Thomas John Claggett, of Maryland, took
place, Bishop Provost being the consecrator,
assisted by Bishops Seabury, White, and Madi-
son. At the Convention in New York, at
which this solemn ceremonial took place, the
ordinal was revised and set forth, and measures
were inaugurated for providing ‘“missionaries
to preach the gospel on the frontiers of the
United States.” The consideration of the
Articles was postponed, and a scheme for the
comprehension of the Methodist body waa de-
bated. This plan of union, which was special-
ly favored by Bishop Madison, but which,
though countenanced by the Bishops, failed of
the approval of the House of Deputies, pro-
duced no resulls.

Owing to tho presence of epidemic disease
in Philadelphia, the convention of 1795 was
but thinly attended, and from this cause no
convention assembled in 1798. The following
year, in July, a convention was held in Phil-
adelphia, the Church in eight States being re-
presented by ninetcen clerical and ten lay de-
puties; A form of consecration of a church
or chapel was wsot forih at this session, and
seventeen articles were reported, though not
adopted. The Church was thus, at the close
of the century, vrgunized und ready for growth
and development.

It was Dbut to be expected that the period of
organization should be succeeded by a time of
depression and retrogression. The death, one
by one, of the older clergy, who had to a large
oxtent come from England, found few prepared
to take up the ministerinl work. The lesson
of self-sustentation was to be learned now that
the stipends freely dispensed by the venevable
Society wore withdrawn, Besides, an anglo-
phodia and » widespread adoption of the manners
and disbelief of the Freunch, reduced religion
to u low obb, and made the Church, though no
longer by name or dopendence of England, yot
distrusted and disliked. The historian of the
Church in Virginia speaks of the “gloomy
darkness” which prevailed at this period of the
Church’s history, and notices the general a)-
sonce of spiritnal life and zeal. By a strange
Providonce the act of the Virginia Assombly
confiscating the glebos and other Church pro-
perty, which had been resisted in the courts in
consequence of its manifost illegality, became
of force, by the deuth of the Presiding Judge
of the Appellate Court the very night befure
he would have promulgated the doeision, already
prepared and written out, by which the Church’s
rights would have beer affirmed. The result
of this decision was disastrous, There seemed
little hope that the Church would ever rise to
lifo again. Tho episcopate of Madison, whose
labors had all aleng been hindered by his obli-
gations to the Colleges of William and Mary,
of which he was the head, closed under ¢ir-
cumstances that seemed to render it doubtful
if there would be an attempt even to elect u
successor. [n Mavyland and Delaware, the
gpiritual condition was muclh the same as in
Virginia. Tne application of New Jersey for
the consccration of Dr. Uzal Ogden, as the
first Bishop of this See, was refused by the
General Convention of 1801, and the unsuccess-
{ul aspirant for the cpiscopate took refuge
amonyr the Presbyterizus, with whom he had
long been in sympathy. In New York, Dr.
Provost had voluntarily terminated his episco-
pate by resignation, and although the House of
Bishops rofused to regurd this act as final, the
Bishop retired from the exercise of his function,
and the administration of the diocese was iu-
trusied to an assistant or coadjutor, the Rt.
Rev. Dr. Benjamin Moore. At the sonthward
the Church made little progress, and at some
sections seemed to decrease. In New England
there was perhaps a healthier condition, bat it
wus still ‘the day of small things,” so far as
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the increaso or influence of the Church was
concerned. In 1808, but two Bishops were

resent at the Genoral Convention in Baltimore.

hree years later the number was the same,
and the consecration of the two Bishops-clect,
to whom under God much of the Church’s re-
vival was to be due, Hobart and Griswold, was
prevented till, after tho convention arose, the
presence and participation in this rite of the
retired Provost could be had to make up the
Episcopal College. Even then the report of
the Committee on the State of the Church,
showed that in Maryland the Church was “still
in a deplorable condition,” while in Virginia
there was ‘“danger of her total ruin.” But
alreudy there were tokens that God had not
deserted the Church of H's plonting. [n 1814,
the Rev. Richard Channing Moore, D.D., was
elected to the Bishopric of Virginia, and al-
though thid initial act of a reviving Church
was effected under God by a convention num-
bering but seven clergymen and less than a
score of the laily, the coming of Bishop Moore
to his See was almost immediately followed by
the outpouring of the Spirit of God, quicken-
ing to a new life the dry bones on every side.
1t was to no enviable position that the saintly
Channing Moore was called. “Doplorable” in-
deed was the condition of the Church over
which he had been made an overseer. ‘In
many places her ministers” had “thrown off
their sacred profession;” her liturgy ‘“was
either condemned or unknown;” ‘‘her sanc-
tuaries desolute,” and “spacious temples, venor-
able even in their dilapidation and ruins,”
were “pow the habitations of the wild beasts
of the forests.”” In Muaryland the Church con-
tinued, even so late as 1814, “in a state of de-
pression,” while in Delaware the condition was
represented as “‘truly distressing and the pros-
pect gloomy.”

The Episcopate of John Henry Hobart, in
New York, marked a new era of developtent
and growth. Bold and uuflinching in the
avowal and defence of his Church prineiples,
Lbe stamped the impress of a resolute and
vigorous mind uwpon the Church, in whose be-
half he lived and died. In New England the
amiable and apostolic Griswold, though less
pronounced in his advocacy of distinctively
Church views, was almost equally successful in
winning men of varions beliefs and professions
to the Church which his saintliness adorned and
his devotion to his arduous work fostered
through a long and honored episcopate.

Among the evidences of a yevival of life and
zeal were the measures dating back their be-
ginning to 1814, and resulting in the establish-
ment, first in New Haven, and then in New
York, of “The General Theologicul Seminary
of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the
United States.” The arrangements for the
founding and subsequent tiansfer of this school
of theology from its first home in Connecticut
to New York, where both landed property and
endowments were provided, occupied the
greater part of the session of the General Con-
vention of 1820, and occassioncd the asssem-
bling of a Specinl Couvention in 1821, to
enable the institution to secure the . . . legacy.
At th, same time these efforts for the supply
of an ~ educated clergy were bving made, the
Church awoke to u sense of its duty to the
heathen abroad as well as the heathen at our
doors, and at the General Convention of 1821,
the constitution of the Domestic and IForeign
Missionary Society of the Church was pertec-
ted. It was recommended by this convention
“to every member of this Society, to pray to
Almighty God for His blessing upon its de-
signs, under the full conviction that unless He
direct us in all our doings with his most grac-
ious favor, and farther us with His continued
help, we cannot reasonably hope either to pro-
cure suitable persons to act as missionaries, or
expect that their endeavors will be successful.”
Work entered into in such a spirit could not fail
of a measnre of success, and from this time

1

the advance of the Church has been marked
and aniform.

In 1826, Bishop Hobart proposed, with a view
of securing uniformity in the use of whatis
known as the ante-communion service, a slight
abbreviation of portions of the daily prayers,
and also the adoption of alternate forms in the
office of confirmatiin. Though not adopted,—
it isdoubtful if they were ever intended by the
mover to be adopted,—the result of the discus-
ion was the declaration of both Houses of the
General Convention in favor of the use of the
ante-communion office‘‘on all Sundays and other !
holy days.” The Church was now rapidly in- |
creasing, and in the States west of the Allogha- |
nies the faithful labors of missionaries and evan- |
gelists resulted in the formution of dioceses, the |
establishmert of Church institations, and the |
incroase in the number of parishes and eongre.
gations. In Ohio, Bishop Philander Chuso |
{founded Kenyon Coliege and the theological !
seminary at Gambier, receiving in the prosecu- !
tion of his efforts both sympathy and material :
aid from England. Circumstances arising that
led the Bishop to resign his see, in a new field,
he established a recond institution of learning
and became the tirst Bishop of Illinois. [n 1835,
the epoch of the greal development of the mis-
sionary spirit in the Church, the apostolic Jaek-
gson Kemper was sont forth to his missionury
episcopato, comprising the “North West,” and
offering to thissingle-hearted laborer un empire
to conquer for Christ and His Church It was
at this time thatthe constitution of the Church's
missionary organization was adopled declaring
evory baptized member of the Church a member
of this organization.

On the 17th of July, 1836, the venerable Wil-
liam White, in the fiftieth year of his episco-
pate, “foll asleep.” His half century of episo-
pal labors covers the first fifty years ofour
Church's history as an independent branch of
the Church of Christ. The cpircopate of the
present venerable Presiding Bishop, Bonjamin
Bosworth Smith, consecrated by Whito and ox-
celling him in the length of time he has exer-
cised his office, covers the remainder of the cen-
tury of Church life and being which is now so
nearly complete.

The story of these lust fifty years can be briof-
ly told. The snceessful labors of Kemperin the
great North West encouraged the committal in
1838 of the South West to Dr. Leonidas Polk,
Later, in 1844, this work was assigned to Dr.
Freeman, and Horatio Southgate was consecra-
ted as Missionary Bishop to Constantinople, and
William J: Boone for China.

The “Oxford movement” occupied no little
attention at the convention when these and
other measures for the extension of the Chnrch
at home and abroad were taken. Dut aftor
much discussion the Lower House put on record
its statement that “the Liturgy, Offices, and
Articles of the Church” were ‘‘sufficient ox-
ponents” of “the essential doctrines of Holy
Scripture, and that the Cunons of the Church
afford ample means of discipline and correction
for all whodepart from hor standards,” and that
the Church was not “responsible for the errors
of individuals.” The House of Bishops gave ex-
pression to their views of the matter in debate
in the pastoral issued at the close of the conven-
tion. The resignation and submission of the
Bishop of Pennsylvania and the trial and con-
demnation of the Bishop of New York made
this period of ocur Church’s history memorable;
and the discussions and dissonsions growing out
of these troubles, by which the Church, like her
Lord, was wounded in the house of her friends,
left, their trace upon the Church’'s history for
yoars. In 1839 the legislation of the Church was
codified, and the “Digest of the Canons” was set
forth. The excitement of the Civil War follow-
ed. involving a temporary suspension of the
friendly relations existing between the North-
ern and Southern Dioceses. But with the return

t been more rapid than before,

of peace there came a glad return to unity, and | p

since the Church was reunited its advance has |

Its missions at
home and abroad has been multiplied. Its liter-
ary institutions have taken root and grown on
every side, Its dioceses have incrensed by the
creation of new sees and the division of theolder
and largor one. Tts charities have renched a
magnitude and importance claiming and receiv-
ing tho praise of all philanthropists, and the
Church onters upon its second contury with a
vigor and o promise excelled by none. Its future
bids fair to bo as its pust, only more abounding
in influences for good. Tt already beging togive
proof of its adaption tc all classes and condi-
tions of mon. It will, with God’s blessing, be
indecd “the Church of the future.”

THE LORD BISHOP OF QU APPELLE
ON THE UNION OF THE ECCLES-
[ASTICAL PROVINCES OFf CAN-
ADA,AND RUPERT'S LAND,

AND THE D/OCESES O
THE PACIFIC COAST

( From the Bishop's charge to the 4th Synod of
the Diocese of Qu' Appelle).

Al the Provincial Synod of Cunada held last
year, aspeeial committce was appointed ““to con-
sider and adviee what legislation muy be neces-
sary in the several Dioceses to bring ubout the
beneticial result of an entiro and United Church
in the Dominion.” [t was further-resolved by
both Houses, “that the Metropolitan be respect-
fully requested to communicato to the Metro-
politan of Ruport’s Land the desive of the Church
in th s Provincelo establish closer relations with
the Church in the Province of Rupert’s Laud,
and their readiness to consider and ndopt nny
measures which may promoto the sams,

Thore are fwoways in which this union might
be offected : either by a kind of confederation «f
the existing Provinces, ropresentilives from euch
meoting togethor between tho times of the Pro-
vincial Synods, or by a reconstitution of all the
Dioceses of the Dominion into one Province. [
have thought overihe subject very long and ear-
nestly as [ consider its grave importance de-
manded. I wish to tako this opportunity of
stating publicly that [ believe the only union
really asdequate for the neodsof our Church will
be found in the creution of one Province for the
whole. Thoe difficultios of collecting represent.
atives oven onco in three or four yoara from the
difterent parts of such a vast country as Canada
are, I know, vory great, and for this reason I
was lor somo time inclined to think that somo
kind of confederation which would need a small-
or ropresentation would be best; but more mat.
ure consideration has convincod me thal thiy
would be 1 mistake. Quite as great difficultics
of distance as wo should have to contend with
are successfully overcome by the Church of the
States; while, on the other hand, the ereation
of a legislative body above the Provincial Synod
would, it scoms io me, most unnecessurily com-
pliciate the machinery of the Church, while, at
the sameo timo, it would fail to give that real
substantial unity that is 8o much to be desired.
[t would be very difficult, simost impossible, I
believe, to define the subjects that should come
under the cognizance of this supreme body over
the Provincial Synods without muking oneor the
other practically o useloss body. We want unity,
but we do not want too complicated machinery.
One legislative body over tho Diocesan Synod is
amply sufficient for all practical purposes until
we can have the much wider sphere and fuller
authority of a Patriarchal or Ecamenieal
Synod.

When our present much respected Metropo-
litan formed this Province circumstances were
altogether ditforent to what they are now, This
art of the country was ceparated by an almost
practical impassable barrier from the rest of Oan-
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ada, and it was an act of great wisdom, especial-
ly in those days when the combined action of
different Diocoses was 50 much less thought of
ihan it is now, to seek to gathor together into
one Province of those Dioceses that had been
formed out of Rupert's Land. Iearnestly trust
that nothing I now say may be thought in the
lenst degree to impugn tho wisdom of that act.
Butihe whole circumstances of the country have
s0 changed—us it would have been impossible
to have imagined, thirteen yonrs ago thoy could
have changed—that it is certainly no disparage-
ment of what was the best aud wisest policy at
that time, and under those circumstances, to
urge that other arrangements may best conduce
to the welfare of the Church at the present
time,

And I believe tbat could the Church in this
Dominion be ONE not only, as of courso it is
even now, in all spiritusl essontials, but in out-
ward o7 ganization, its power for good would be
immeasurably increased. Woin thisfur-off land
need the symputhy and the support of our
brethten in the older and more setiled parts of
the Dominion; and I Leliove we should have it
to a far greator extent than I four we have it
now, if wo were felt to be more entirely one with
them, and representutives from our Dioceses bad
to go down amongst them to take counsel with
them, Andthough we may be but a compara-
tively weak and feeblo people compared to them,
I trust it will not be thought presumption 1f 1
venture to 1ihink that the nine Dioceses of
Rupert’s Land and Britirh Columbia, if added to
their ten, might add even 1o them some little
weight and power when questions that are of
nationalimportance have 10 be considered. Ium
sure of thig, thut one such assembly speaking the
mind of the members of the Church from the
Atlantic 1o the Pucific, would bave far greater
moral influence than the ulterances of three
bodies even though their decisions might be the
gume. Put it is in the internal organization and
practical working of tho Church thut the bonefit
of aunited body throughou. the Dominion wonld
of couwrse he chiefly felt. Tu such matlers as
Véidows’ and Orphans’ funds, Pension of Clergy,
Mutual insurance (if thought well), Publiention
of literature for the instruction of people; and
in still more impdrtunt matters, such as Canons
of Discipline, framing of additional Occasional
Services, and, may 1 venture tosay, ovon the
adaptation of oar PrayerBook in somo of itaparts
to the more special wants of our country; the
largor the legislative ares, and the more Dio-
ceses aro comprired withinit, the more likely is
the work to be well done.

Would it not be, indecd, 2 most fitting com-
momorsaiion «f the ono hundreth anniversary of
the firet conscerition of a Bishop of our Church
in this country if the first step could be taken
this year {owards the union of the Dioceses in
1his Dominion, and thus an impetus bo given, as
T am sure would be given by such a step, to the
influence and the power of our beloved Church,

Avchdeacon Holme, of St. Kitt's
in the Diocese of Antigua has re-
cently visited tho interesting Mis-
sion sent by the West Indian Church
to the West Coast of Africa. He

has reported to the Committce of

that Mission on what he saw, and
the following extract from his ae-
count has appeared in tho Jamaica
Churchman: *‘I landed from the
steamer at Bullabina, the nearest
point of what may be called the
mainland to the Isles of Los. Hore
I spent two days visiting the sur-
rounding villages, spesking to the
Christians and Mohummedans, and
trying to influence for good the
European clerk. A young German
lay dying of consumption in one of
the factovies, far away from home
and friends. This district which ‘n-
cludes Conakry a telegraph station,
and the office of the French com-
mandant, besides two large factor-
ies, promises to be one of great
importance. It is a free port, under
the Trench protectorate, and the
factory which used to bo on the
Isles de Los has been romoved bhere
in order to escape the obnoxious
duties imposed by the English
Governmeut, by which they huve
succeeded in extinguishing all trade
in their colony. Frow Bullubina [
crossed over o fotoba, the furthest
of the Islos de Los in the St. Chris-
topher Mission boat. Tere Istayed
five days, visiticg all the stations
and mostof the villages on tho three
islands—Fotuba, Crawford Island,
and Factory Island. I also climbed
the heights on the two largerislands
and found most desirable sites for a
residence on both, with good water
and landing pluces on the beach,
The distance {roem Ballabina (prac-
tically the mainland) to Factory
Island is only two miles, to Fotoba
four miles; this distance is easy and
safe Lo cross oxcept in July and
August, and oven then at chosen
opportunities. On Monday, De-
comber 27th, 1 started for Rio
Pongo vory early in a crazy old

boat, in which wo were soon out of

sight of land upon the open sea.
By night wo were anchored oft the
bar of theriver, and tho next morn-
ing we sailed up the illfluvoured
muddy stream botween thick groves
of mangrove bushes to Domingia,
which we reoached at 4 p. m, Ex-
changing our heavy sea-boat for a
lighter one, we wont further up the
river to Farringia, the most inland
station of the Mission. Returning
to Domingia, and finishing 1y
work there, I embarked aguin arnd
sailed down the stream to the en-
trance of the Fallangia Branch,
which she ascended and soon reach-
ed, the sceno of the first labours of
tho noble pionecors of the Pongas
Mission, It was here that Chief
Wilkinson grooted Mr.Leacock with
the ‘Te Deum.” It was here that
he and Mr. Duport worked togetber
80 faitbfully and fought side by side
a8 well against heatbenism and
Mohammedanism as against the
fatal fever which so soon smote
down the brave old missionary.
The graves of Neville, Higgs, and

ed by any inscription ; they are
simply namoless mounds though
honoured in the memories and
hearts of the people. From Fallan-
gia I walked 21 miles across the
country to Bramaia, where I obtain-
ed from the king a grant of land for
the Mission, together with a pro-
mise of heurty co-operation in the
Church's work, From Bramaia we
went down the river to the De-
brecka Chanel, up which we passed
to the thriving colony of Dobreeka.
This placo has all the trade of the
country at this time. About ten
factorics are in full ewing. Iarge
caravans from the interior were pre-
sent, composed of Mohammedan
mastors and gangs of slaves boaring
merchandise. Mr. McEwen has col-
octed sufficient moneywithin £10 to
build a church hore. All the factory
sgents scemed kindly disposed to
the Mission. They received me
with great cordiality, and I was
most hospitably entertained by one
of them. XNo words of mine could
convey to your mind: what an
actual inspection of the Mission has
brought to mine. [tsvalue andim-
portance exceed all that could have
been hoped for. 1 eannot believe
that a purer and healthier Mission
—ono move fitted for its work, and
more necessury to its surroundings
exists anywhere in the world, Tt
is true ihat converts from Moham.-
medanism aroe rare, but even Mo-
bammedans insome instances allow
their childron to bo taught, and 1
believe that the time is not far dis-
tant when Mohummedanism will
giveo way and expire before the in-
finence of Christiip teaching. Poly-
gumy is tho backbone of Molham-
medanism.  When the present
generation of polygamists die out,
monogamy will como into fashion,
and the great obstucle to Christian-
ity will be removed. For this we
must look mainly to our schools,
and somo special effort shon.d be
made to sccure the girls. in the
meantime the Christian Mission is
looked upon with respect and even
favour by those who do not belong
to it; it stands out conspicuously
as a modol of purity and love. That
such 2 Mission should be impeded,
dwarfed or abolished, would be a
fearful calamity to tho district, and
the far-off countries with which it is
in constant communication. At
present there nre three ordained
priests, the Rov. Mr. McEven, Mor-
gan, and Hughes. Mr. Colo at
Domingia is now only a catechist,
but it is hoped ho will be ordained
shortly, All these are men devoted
to their work, and such missionaries
us wo may well be proud of, It
would he well indeed it every Bishop
of our Church could boast of such a
staff. On all sides they appear to
be loved and respected. The Eu-
ropean traders spoke highly of
them, and contribute largely to the
Mission. Mr. McEwen received a
high tribute to his character from
Natives and Europeans, including
captains of English steamers. The
King of Bramaia was democnstra-
tive in his oxpressions of friend-
ship, rising from his chair, shaking
hands with our party, with a spe-

cially warm welcome to Mr. Me-
Ewen. With the exception of the
Isles de Los the Archdeacon found
the schools & failare. At all the
stations he held meetings of head-
men, and urged upon them the ne-
tessity of self-support, especialiy in
tho present depressed condition of
the West Indies, and in many cases
obtained a promise from them that
they would undertake the care of
the Mission buildings,

THE BIBLE AND TEMPE-
RANCE.

Thero is one lext which is free
quently bandied to and from in con-
troversial circles. I mean that ad-
dressed to Timothy by St. Paul,
“Drink no longer wator, but usea
little wine for thy stemach’s sake,
and thine often infirmities” (1 Tim.
v, 23).

1. Now whatever this text means
it certainly gives no sanction (o
everyone to take strong drink. It
was a personal matter, addressed
to Timothy alone.

2. Neither does it sanclion much
drinking, ¢ A little wine” only.

3. Neither does it support tho
habitnal use of strong drink, It
was for a special time, and for a
special use.

4. Neither does it lend any aid
to those who are woll and sirong.
Timothy was an invalid, and nceded
medicine.

5. Neither is this text to be laid
hold of by every invalid. What is
one man's meat may be another
man’s poison.

The fuct is, there is wonderfully
little authority to be extracted from
this text by anyone who desires to
take strong drink. The conduct of
those, whe, not only are not called
Timothy, but have nouthing the
matter with their stomachs, is more
curious than reasonabie.

But there is a priociple to be ex-
tragted from this precopt which is
clear cnough, that, medicinally.
wine may be of service, und may
ve lawfully used, especially when
prescribed by authority other than
ourselves, The use of wine in this
connection bears the same relation
to internal sicknesses, as the oxter-
nal use of wine in the case of the
wounded man by the road-side into
whose wounds the good Samaritan
poured oil and wine.

There is one other class of lexis
1 must now refer to. They are
found in the Revelation of St. John,
Hore is one: “ Babylon is fallen .

- . because she made all nations
drink of the wine of the wrath of her
Jornication.” (xiv. 8).

Two verses beyond we  read,
“ The same shall drink of the wine
of the wrath of God, which is
poured out without mixture into
the cup of His indignation.”

Horo is wine in tho worse possi-
ble connoction—a symbol of unut-
torable curso and vuin. ls this a
condemnation of wine in itself, as
some have stated ¢ Or is it not
simply and more naturally this—
that not wine, but excess of winoe
is here in question ? I do not think
wo have a right tosee any condem-
nation of wine in such passages as
these. They ure simply figurative
exprossions toropresent apparently
the delirium which accompanies
Babylonian fornication on the one

| hand, and the outpouring of the

wrath of God on the other.

Now it may be felt by some,
that I have been yielding all along
the line to the opponents of Tem-
perance, and have been playing in
full into their bands. Well, I my-
gelf have been keenly conscious
that so far as I have alveady read,
I havo exposed myself to the risk
of being suspected of being an al-
coholic Jesuit, or an Intemperance
wolf in Teetotal sheep’s clothing.
A Licensed Victualler pleading
for the trade, or a toper imsisting
on having his little drops, would
not, I know, despise the arguments
of this paper. I cannot helpit, I
have , given you what I conscien-
tiously feol to be the teaching of
the New Testament on the use of
strong drink. I have pointed out:

First, that drunkenness i3 most
decisively condemned.

Secondly, that the Aposties and
disciples do not stand out beforo us
as  champions for Abstinence,
Many of them may have been Ab-
stainers, but we are not so told.

Thirdly, that our Lord, in the
popular estimution, drank wine—
that He made wine miraculously—
that He set wine apart as one of
the symbols of redemption—that
He used wine parobolically—that
He tasted and received wine on the
Cross.

Tourthly, I huve pointed out that
the Apostolic teaching nowhere
condemns the use of strong drink.
St, Paul condemns exeesr again and
again, Neither, may 1 say, does
ho absolutely approve of it in so
many words, oxcept in one case,
and that in case of sickness.
