ECCLESIASTICAL NOTES

A Hinr.—The Bishop of East Carolina evi-
dontly desired that the families in this diocese
should'nnderstand his pesition and govern them.
selves accordingly, when he stated in his Con-
vention address that he did not as a rule bap-
tize or marry any one, unless the minister in
charge were a deacon. He emphasized the
fact that these were matters that devolved upon
the rectors—a fact which is not sufficiently treat-
ed as sush by bishops, clergy, or laity. The
temptation to secure a Bishop or a former rec-
tor seem to be so irresistible that ihe indirect
reflection upon the rector, and his loss of pres-
tige and influence are of no account, in compa-
ri-on with the passing notoriety of the social
event of the season. In connection with this it
might be noted that the Bishop of Ohbio, in his
lectures on Pastoral Theology, states to his
stodents that whileit is allowable with the rec-
tor's consent under certain conditions to offici-
ate in another's parish, yet, in hisjudgment, it
is an imperative requirement of clerical eti-
quette to turn the fee over to the rector; only
personal expen:tes in going or coming being
ever retained. Were this rule which this
Bishop has ever followed, and many of his pu-
pils, generally obeyed, much natural feeling
would be prevented,

CHurcH ARMY.—So0 rapid is the advance of
the Church Army in England that the services
of several hundred more men and women ure
required to be trained as evangelists and mission
nurees.

Avupaoiry Exrosep. — Cardinal Manning,
haviog had the andacity in a recent sermon to
say : “ As the Sovereigns of England have been
the heads of Parliaments of England, so thesuc-
cessor of St. Peter has been the chief legislator
in nineteen (Ecumenical Councils,”’ the Rev. Dr.
Littledale refutes the assertion, and points out
in the National Church that the facts stand
briefly thus : The first (Bcumenical Council at
Nicma, A.p. 325, was not summoned by the
Pope. . The Pope was represented at it by le-
gates, Dat the President was not one of them.
The second, at Constantinople,A.D. 381, wasnot
convoked by the Pope. Its firat president was
‘s Bishop who was disowned and excommunicated
by the Pope. It enacted a canon which implied
that the precedence of Romo was due not to any
episcopate of Peter, but to the fact that It was
the capital - ¥ the empire. No westera Bishop
was present in person or by proxy, and the
Pope had no more to do with the Council than
the man in the moon, The third, Ephesur, 431,
was held to examine the heresy of Nestorius,
who had been salready tried and condemned by
the Pope. The Council came to the same coa-
clusion as the Pope had come to ; bnt though
the Pope’s judgment was read, it was not treat-
ed a8 in any way decisive. The fourth, Chalce
don, 451, was summoned against the Pope’s ex-
pross remonstrance and disapproval. The fifth,
Constantinople, 553, compelled the Pope to re
tract his own doctrine, and to confirm the con-
trary. The eixth, Constantinople, 680, anathe-
matized Pope Honorius, who had died in 628,
a3 8 heretic—a condemnation renewed by cvery
Pope for 1000 years afterwards. The seventh—
go called—compelled the Pope to retraet a
former assent of his, and to pronounce what he
bad sssented to heterodox. The remaining
Councils were not cccumenical at all, not being
received in the Fast.

NoreworTEY EVENT.—The appearance ofthe
Archbishop of York—the firat Archbishopsince
St. Thomas a Beckett, who has argued in the
Law Courts in person—contending for tae in
dependence of Convacation against the Crowa
in the Queen’s Bench, has naturally cansed
much comment. It may be explained that the
point in dispute is whether Canon Tristram may
sit in Convocation for an archdeaconry other
than that in which he resides, or rather labours
By an order of the Northern Primate he canrot
and it is this order which was tested before the
Court of Queen’s Bench.

Cevror HouseE.—A petition has been pre-
sented to Her Masjesty in Council by the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury and others praying for the

grant of a charter under the style of  The Cor-'

poration of the Church House.” Ths petition
will be cousidered by a Committee of Council on
Janaary 16. .

Taze Diocese of Delaware has mado another
ineffectual effort to elect a Bishop. The opera-
tion of thetwo-thirdsrule prevented any confirm-
ation by the laity of the clerical nominations, A
notable event of the convention was the offering
upon the altar of cash and pledges towards in-
creasing the Hpiscopal funds amounting to $30,-
000. This was & great nchievement for o small
and weak Diocere.

The clerical nominees for Bishop were: lst.
the Rev. Joseph D. Newlin, D.D., rector of the
Church of the Incarnation, Philadelphia ; 2nd.
the Rev. Boyd Vincent, D.D., rector of Calvary
Church, Pitisburgh; 3rd. the Rev. G. H. Kin-
solving, D.D,, rector of Epiphany Chnrch, Phi-
ladelphia } 4th. the Rev. Joseph™ Carey, D.D,,
reotor of Betbesda Church, Saratoga, N.Y., but
no nomination received the necessary two third
of the lay votes. The election of » Bishop was
therefore postponed until the 102d. annual con-
vention, which meets at Dover, in June, 1888,

power which united the Welsh and Buglish
Dioceses could separate them ; leaving it to be
inferred that Parliament wue that power.

The following timely article was contributed
to the Halifax Herald, by the Rev. D. Partridge,
and deserves an extended reading:

Ter CBHURCHE oF ENGLAND, ITS PoSITION AND
ProspzoTs IN Nova ScorTiA.

The Church of England in Nova Scotia occu-
pies a position unique in its character. Allthe
other Colonial Sees in Canada are her daughters,
and in a very real sense she ia the progenetrix
of the whole Colonial Episcopate. After the
first bold plunge of the Scottish Bishops who,
relving on their inkerent powers, consecrated
Bishop Seabury to the colony of Conuecticut in
1783, the way was opened for a more extended
bestowal of the same blessings upon the rapid-
ly increasing foreign poesessions of the British
empire. And although this policy was met
with much opposition, that perhaps did no real
harm. The problem set before the infant Church
in Nova Seotia, a8 before most other Colonial
Sees, was, how to adapt ihe principles and
methods of an organization coeval with Chris-
tianity iteelf to the new and untried phases of
a nascent civilization. In colonies born of cir-
cumstances which made commonplace mortals
into heroes, slow thinking men into zealots, and
the indefferent into ardent patriots, life, thought,
and action becamo intense, throbbiog, decided,
while they were also andaptive, conscientious
and essentially permanent. Nothing was re-
tained simp!y because it was old, or prescribed.
All things must stand the test of usefulness.
And he was the wisest statement or ecclesiasti-
cal builder who had sagacity enough to sco and
foresee what was fit to keep, or strong enough
to stand. Independence, selt government, self-
guidance took the place of 1he Conventional
rules of Red-tape ; and by degrees theState and
the Church each equipped itself with what
was necessary and suited to its new conditions.
The Church of England whilo practically self-
governed, remained in a state of relianco on
home support longer than any of the denomina-
tions, The traditions of centuries of endovw-
ment ave bard to shake off. What has always
been given is instinctively looked for, and taken
without any feeling of shame. This has been
the baoe of the Church, Other denominations
have leurned to walk alone. She still uses the
crutch, This long necessary implement has to
be cast away., The Church has now attained
her mujority. A hundred yeurs have passed
over her head. She must break her leuding
strings, and have confidence in hersolf. The
state has done this ; ro must she. She c¢un com-
mand noither the respect of her noighbours nor
the best work of her children till she Las grown
thus far. Depeudenco on England for suste-
nance or for rulers is equally a bar to ber real
progress. Itis time for her to rely on herself,

Charles Inglis, first Bishop of Nova Scotia,
was a man of g. od education, wide experieuce,
and large mind. With a foresight, trained in
troublous times, and sharpened by adversity, he
laid the foandation broad and deep. By the es-
tublishment of anAcademy which will now soon
see tts centenary year, and flourishes still in
more than its pristine vigour; by the building
of a Cullege which has seat forth many dis-
tinguished men, ns gradua es from its walls, he
evinced the instincts ofu pioneer, and construc
ted an edifice that will Jast. But things have
altered almost as much as possible since his

then was aristocratic. Her councillors were
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the great men of the land. Her Bishop had a
seat in the legislative conncil by virtue of his
position,

Her second ruler obtained the office because
he was recommended by the Governor and Par-
liament, unfit though he was by infirmity to
adequately discharge his duties. The years
have rolied on and the Church to-day is demo-
cratic. Her Bishop is elected by the clergy
and laity of the Diocese, the laity being them-
selves elected by a very widely enfranchised
copstituency. The difference between the
Church and her contemporaries is that, with
one exception, they have been democratic from
the beginning. Thus they have commended
themselves to the democracy more than she
bas. Their ministers have made no claims for
themselves which were not bestowed from the
congregation to whom they ministered, Hence
they are thoronghly in touch with the people.
They need do no more than siudy the people,
taking them as they are, and watching their
pulse, going with them, not leading them.

The Church on the contrary has a far more
difficult task. She is by constitution thoroughly
democratic. The poor are with her always. To
the poor the gospel must be preached. The
humbleat cottager kmneels by the side of the
Queen’s son. The Councils of the Church are
composed of auy of the members, however low-
ly, who can be elected by their fellows, as well
as of the clergy. Atthe samo time she has an
unchangeable Ministry, an irreformable Creed,
perpetual Sacraments, and an intelligible Litur-
gy boary with age. These she must maintain
and these abide. ‘Men may come and men
go, but these go on forever.” She has an in-
fallible guide in God's Word, which she has
given for the world’s use, hiding nothing, tra-
versing nothing ; appealing to it as infullible,
when interpreted by the undivided Church of
the first six centuries. They constitute an
unchanging deposit of the faith, a sacred
charge, of which she may modify pothing, be-
traying nothing, yield nothing. These principia
she has to teach to a world, which, while cir-
cumatances have altered, has the same human
nature with the men of the first age of Chris-
tianity. And as before stated, the problem is
to adapt these indelible principles to the age in
which we live.

On the reverse side is a St. Ceorge's Cross of
red on a white ground. This banner was
worked by the ladies of St. Monica’s Guild, St. -

John, N.B,, aund its cost has been collected by
the boys of the choir, who have now over two-
thirds of the price. Master Jack Thompson,
who had the largest amount in his box, was
banner bearer at the festival.

St. Alban's Mission room was neatly trimmed,
and the altar neatly furnished with a blue dos-
gal, gilt cross, vases of immortelles and two
candlesticks,

At New Bandon the Church is very hand-
somely garnished, and the text, “O come let
us adore Him, Christ the Lord,” reminded us
of our true reason for Christmas joys, and
brought to mind a'so our dear absent friend
and helpor, Mr. R. F. Hutching, who made it,
and who has since left us to our great loss, that
he may commence his studier for the sacred
nministry.

The Band of Hope has been reorganized and
the Sunday-schoolis in a very flourishing state,
What is wanted very much at present is one or
more earnest churchworkors from tho city to
belp in the Sunday-school, and ono as Lay
Reader, to be licensed, as the Rector having the
two sorvices of the prison on Sunday, as well as
the morning and evening sorvices of St. Mary’s,
has tco much to do.

MoNTREAL.—The Christmas Services and
celcbration in Montreal, appear to have been
more than unusally woll attended and success-
fu'. The daily papers gavo exiouded reports
of the services ard sermons, {rom which we
tako the following extracts :—

Christ Church Cathedral.—The Holy Com-
munion was celebrated st 8 a.m., 9.30 a,m,, and
after the morning servico. Tho attendance of
communicants was vory large. Tho services
at 11 a.m., 5pm, and 7 p.m., all partook of
the festal character of the day., The full
Cathedral service was magnificently sung by
the «c¢hoir, who fully rustained the character
they have eaxrned of being ono of the finest
Church of England choirs in the Dominion.
The singing of the psalms, hymns, and res-
ponses wus very heurty. Large congregalions
were present. Tho entrance to the Church
was siinply and suitably decorated by the ladies
of the congregation, one lady prosenting the
beantiful embroidered antipendium on tha pul-
pit. 'I'wo additional handsomo brass slandards
have been placed in the chancel, whore the
lighting was previously very insufficient. They
also aro tho gift of n member of the congre-
gation. In the morning the Rev, Dr. Norman
was preacher, and in the evening the Rev. Dr.
Norton, rector ot Montreal.

St. George's.—There wus an unusuelly large
attondanco at all tho services in St. George's
Church, and the numbor of communicanta
lurgely oxcceded past years, The 11 o’clock
service wus very largely musical, and the Very
Rev. Dean Carmichuel preached o sermon ap-
propriate to the occasion from Isaiah vii. 14.
At tho cvening service thoe Rov. L. N. Tucker
preached from Luke ii. 1. At this service the
murical portion was alko very fine. The col-
lections were for the poor of the parish, and
the ofterings umounted to $354.

St. Stephen's—Hcre too thero were large
congregations and bearty musical vervices. 1n
the morning Ven. Archdeucon kvans, rector,
preached from St Luke ii. 8, 9, and 10, an ap-
propriate discomse on the Incarnation, and in
the evening from Kecles. ix. 10, upon life’s
duties. The musical servico included Best’s an-
them *'While Shepberds Watched”; B. J. Hop-
kins’ anthem, “Let us go now even unio Beth-
lehom.”

St. Martin's Church was decorated in the
usua! tasteful munner. The pillurs were en-
twined with long chains of overgreons, and the
railing of tho chancel along with the pulpit
looked very protty, festooned and bung with
evergreens and bunches of holly. Both ser-
vices were conducted by the rector, Rev. Mr.
Troop, and the Rev. Canon Mulock. The
choral part of the service was well conducted,
and reflected great credit on the organist, Mr.
Cumpbell, In the morning u Te Dewm by Sulli-
vun, uud the antbem, 'O Zion thut bringest
glad tidings,” and in the evening the sume an-
them along with Gounod's ever beautiful
“Nuzareth,” were rendered,

S¢t. Luke's Church was very bosutifully de-
corated for Christmas. All the arches and pil-
lars were trimmod with palm, and on the walls
in large letters were the words, “‘Glory to Ged
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. in the highest. and on earth peace, good will
toward men;"” “Unto us & Child is born;”
“God is love.” The Rev. Principal Henderson,
DD, preached in the morning, and in the
evening the Rev. George Rogers. The singing
at both services was specially good, and reflect-
ed credit on the organist, Mr. H. Lamb. In
the morning was sung the anthem, “Blest be
the Lord God of Israel,” in which Mr. Quayle’s
fine tenor voice was heard with pleasure. At
the evening service the choir sang the anthem,
“In the beginning was the word,” the solo of
which Mra. H. Lamb sang very sweetly, and
Mr. Taylor’s bass voice was heard to advantage.
The sorvices wore well attended.

Trinity.—The usual services—but of special-
ly festival character—was held in this Church,
Holy Communion was held in the forenoon.
The musical portion of the services were beanti-
fully rendered by the choir under the leadership

_of Mr. F. W, Laffery. The Lord Bishop of the
Diocese preached in the morning, and in the
evening the rector, Rev. Cunon Mills,

St. John the Evangelist.—The services at this
Church were lurgely attended, especially the
mid-day. There were four celebrations of the
Lord’s Sapper, at which considerably over 300
persons communicated. The morning sermon
was preached by Dr. Wright, from the words,
« It was winter,” Jobn x, 22, The sermon in
the ovening was preached by the rector, Rev.
E. Wood, from Heb. ii, 11, “He that sanctifieth
and they who are sanctified are all of one, for
which cause Ho is not ashamed to call them
brethren.”

The music was well rendered by a very full
choir, aided by the smaller organ and a piano.
The decorations were in good taste and not too
profuse. The chancel at night was illuminated
with 90 or more lights, and showed romarkably
well,

St. Thomas.—This Church was tastefully de-
eorated with evergreen, mottoes, &c. Sermons
were preached by the rector, in the morning
from Jobn i, 14, and in the evening from Luke
ii, 33. The good old Christmas hymns were
heartily sung by both choir and congregation,
the one ‘It cume upon the mid-night clear”
boing espocially well rendered at the close of
the evening sorvice. Tho number of commu.
nicants in tho morning was unusually large.

St. Jude's—The gervices were conducted by
the Rev. J. H. Dixzon, assisted by the Rev. J.
Rollit. Jackson's service was ured, and an
anthem ¢ Blessed be the Lord God of Israel,” the
solo being sung by Mrs. Parratt. The Church
was tustefully decorated, a large Gothic arch
rpanning the centre aislo. Textssuch as “Glory
1o God in the Highest,” being put on the walls
of the Church.

Grace Church was tastefully decorated with
evergrecn, and banncrs bearing the text * On
earth poace and good-will toward men,” with &
large toxt undor the east windows,” * Glory to
God in the Highest.” The musical portion of
the services was of an nnusually aitractive na-
ture, and was well rendored by an efficient
choir, The Rov. Canon Beleher, preachod. The
offertory was devoted to the poor.

CorE St. ANTOINE—8t. Matthias—This Church
was prottily decorated, and wus well filled at
both times of worship. The choir sang several
well known Christmag hymns. The rector,
the Rev. J. H. Newnham, preached at both ser-
vices. Holy Communion wus administered in
the forenoon to about fifty communicants. The
offertories (in addition to the usual Sunday col-
leotien) weore for thesick and poor of Montreal,
and amounted to over $55,

Corx St. PAUL.—Church of the Redeemer.—
The Christmas services here were specially
hearly and well attonded. Morning Prayer
was choral throughout and was well rendered
considering it was the first attempt. The Sunday-
school children sung two beautifu] Christmas

Carols, and by their sweet and joyfol voices
aided much in the service proper. The mora-
ing congregation numbered 92. An interesting
feature of the Morning service was the cornet
and violin accompaniment to several of the
Hymns, Mr. G. Gilmore and M. Willie Clark
being the performers; the former having been
a member of the choir for years and a comma-
nicant, and the latter being a S. S. scholar.
The only drawback was the absence of one in
Orders, proventing administration of Holy
Communion,

The sale under the auspices of the Ladies’
Aid and the Beehive took place on the 22od
ult., and was fairly successtul, retarning about
$65 for Church purposes. A number of arti-
cles were left over, which it is intended shall
be offered at an Easter sale, Many handsome
and unsefunl gifts were sent in by kind friends of
the Mission in Montreal, through Mrs. L. H.
Davidson, to all of whom hearty thanks are re-
turned,

DIOCESE OF ONTARIO.

AruonTE.—Thanksgiving day marks a new
ora in the history of this parish. The long
looked for re-opening of the Church, the per-
formance of the Apostolic rite of the laying

on of hands, and the Thanksgiviag service,
comprised to bring together the largest con-
grogation of Churchmen ever assembled in
Alrsonte. The addition of transepts materially
increases the seating room, which notwith-
standing was crowded to the utmo.t, many un-
able to obtaiu seats going away. The alter-
ations effected make St Paunl's a model church.
Tho spacious chancel and the sanctuary with
its brass ultar rails, noble altar, and correct ap-
pointments, are featurea of which any congre-
gatiou may well be proud. A handsome ebony
and brass altar desk, two brass flower-vases,
and a brass alms-bason, were offorings from the
confirmation class. The altar-vessels were
presented by Mr, J. H. Thrall, and the beanti-
fully embroidered altar linen and book-markers,
were the work of some of the young ladies of
the parish. The Bishop delivered one of his
characteristic and powerful addresses in which
he roferred to the change that twenty-seven
yoars time had wrought in the parish. Then
he was asked to give his counsel as to the wis-
dom of building a Church in Almonte ; to-day
he was celebrating at the re-opening of the
enlarged and beautified building, and the timo
was ripe for the division of the parish. The
growth of tho parish was the expression of the
growth of the Church throughout the diocese,
and the spirit of enlarged liberality and de-
velopment at work would bear rich frait in the
oxtension of the borders of the Kingdom of
God. The address ended, the Bishop proceeded
to the rito of laying on of hands, forty candi-
dates being confirmed. A semi-choral cele-
bration of the Holy Kucharist followed, the
Bishop celebrant, assisted by Von. Archdeacon
Lauder, as Gospeller; and Rev. S. McMorine
of Pakenham, as Epistoler. Thers were pre-
sent besides these, the Rovs. Osborne, Coleman,
Sendamore, and the rector, Rev. . J. Low.
The singing was much admired, and the ser-
vice enjoyed by all. The Church has lancet
windows at each end, and the high pitched
open roof ceiled with wood usaal in all baild-
ings of the early English style of architecture.
&he long reach of nave and chancel adds dig-
nity to simplicity of detail, and the wisdom of
soch a eombination is evident. The sanctuary
is of a proper height, and the altar with its
floral and other ornaments is as it should be,
the most conspicnous features of the Chris-
tians worship. The alterations were .devised
by and cwrried out under Mr, W. 8. Darling, of

Toronto. Evensong was at7.30 p.m., the Rov.
J. K. McMorine, rector of St. James’ Church,
Kingston, a former Incumbent of the Parish,
was the preacher. The sacred building was
again crowded. The offerings amouated too

£300.

CravroN.—The suggestion of the Bishop
has been carried out; the outstation of Clayton
hus been detached, and from the beginning of
the New Year will, with Innisville, form a new
parish.

Kixgston.—The Christmas services in the
city were well attended ; the decorations in the
various Churches are pretty, but not 3o elabor-
ate as in former years. .

The Annusl festival of St. George’s Cathedral
Sunday-school, took place on Wednesday even-
ing, Holy Communpion day; & short service
was held in the Church at seven o’clock. An
adjournment was then made to the school-room
where a large share of good things was in
store for the children, and some fine magic lan-
tern views exhibited.

Opessa.—The Church of England service at
Odessa on Christmas day was a very impres-
sive one. The large congregation present
showed plainly the great interest taken by the
people of the village, The decorations were
very fine, many willing hands having been at
work during the day. Over the sltar was the
text “‘Glory to God in the highest,” in red and
gold letters, over the window~ were the words,
Prophet, Priest, and King, representing the
three-fold effice of Christ, and at the end of the
room the words, ““The Lord is King." On one
side of the altar hung a handsome silk baunner,
both presented by Kingston friends, one blue,
on which was the sacred monogram in gold,
the other red, with the [nbarum in gilt char-
acters. Near these were two beautitul large
banners, the gift of a lady in Mount Forest.
They weres white canton flannel, with appro-
priate texts worked in bronze and red plush,
edged with tinsel, the whole surrounded with
deep silk fringe to match. Over the altar was
4 pretty overgreen cross, in which were inter-
mingled the blosssoms of everlasting flowers.
Besides these there was the u ual wreathing of
evergreens and red berries. The effect was
very fine, and displayed much taste on the part
of the ladies of the congregation. The ser-
vice commenced with a processional hymn,
*“Q Come all ye Faithful,” the other hymns
being suitable for the occasion. The singing
all through was excellent, phowing much abil-
ity on the part of the choir. The sermon was
preached by Rev. R.T. Burns, from St. Luke
ii. 14: “Glory to God in the highest, and on
earth peace good will to men.” Mr. Burns,
who hus been in charge of the station for more
than two years, is a favorite with the peopls,
and in the event of Odessa being joined to
Cataraqui his removal will be much regretted.

CasLETON PLAoE.—St. James' Church.—This
Church was as usaal handsomely decoraied for
the Christmas festival, We noticed some very
delicate and elaborate work on the Font, as we
eatored tho Church flowers and bright red ber-
rics being mingled with the evergreen wreath-
ing. Infront of the choir is a screen pierced
with five arches, also covered with evergreen.
Oao the skirting st the back of the altar is a
monogram formed of the three letters I.H.S,,
¢ Jesu, Saviour of Mankind,” On the outside
of the chancel arch is the text, *“ Unto you this
day, is born a Saviour, Christ the Lord,” iu red
letters on a white ground, edged with green.

The Church was filled wi h a very large and
altentive congregation, and the sermon, of
about tweaty minuates, by the Rev. Mr, For-
sythe was marked by that earnestness and elo-
quence which always characterize this gentle-
man's addresses.

A remarkable feature of the evening service

was the reading of & letter from Rev. Mr, Jar-
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vis to the congregation, instead of a sermon,
snd which was at once affectionate and practi-
cal.

We hear that about a thousand people at’
tended these two services, and that the offer-
tory of the day was very large.

BowMANVILLE.—On Sunday, 18th inst., the
Lord Bichop of Toronto held Ordination service
in this Chureh according to the solemn ritual
of the Church of Engiand, at which service Mr.
George Wurren, of Trinity College, Toronto,
and for the past six months assistant to the
Rev. Dr. Macnab, rector of the parish, was ad-
mitted to Holy Orders as Deucon. The pro-
ceedings commenced at 11 o’clock with a part
of the Morning Prayer, afier which ** Veni Cre-
ater Spiritus ” was sung by the c¢hoir and con-
gregation. The sermon was then preached by
the Rev. Professor Roper, of Trinity College,
from the text: ‘ But ye are a chosen genera-
tion, & roysl priesthood, a holy nation, a peculiar
people,” 1 Peter, xi, 9. The preacher, after re-
ferring in mest affectionate terms—which re-
vealed the strong ties of true fellowship that
bind together the mewmbers of the College—to
his personal acquaintance and respect for the
capdidate for Orders, dwelt at some length upor
the universal priesthood of Christians, the pri-
vileges and bfossings which they receive by
their union with Jesus Christ, and the conse-
quent responsibilities of Christian life. Chris-
tians are kings and priests: kings, eXercising
complete control over themselves, overcoming
their Justs by the power of the Incarnation;
priests, continually pleading at the Holy Eu-
charist-the one meritorioussacrifice of our Lord
Jesus Christ, and, being crueified with Him, of-
tering up themselves in lifelong service, sacri-
fices to God. But within this priestly kingdom,
by divine appointment there is a class of men
who have special duties, those of ministering to
the Christian body. The Rev. gentleman went
on further to show how necessary it is that the
clergy should have the hearty sympathy, co-
operation and sincere prayersof those to whom
they minister ; and, that only when there is
this harmonious action can the work of the min-
istry be effeciual. The whole discourse was
characterized by a depth of feeling and an im-
Eression which brought ita teaching home to the

earts of the congregation, The sermon being
over, the candidate was presented to the Bishop
by Professor Roper, the deputy for Archdeacon
on the occasion ; and in due order was admitted
to the Diaconate. At the administration of
Holy Communion, & large number received the
sacrament at the hands of the Bishop. The
whole service lasted two and three quarters of
hours, being well sustaimed throughout. The
choir, kindly assisted by some members of the
town band, acquitted itself in a most oreditable
manner,

—

At the evening service the sermon was preach-
ed by tbe Lord Bishop; the text being: ¢ But
ye beloved boilding up yourselves on your most
holy faith, praying in the Holy Ghost, keep
yourselves in the love of God,” Jude xx, 11.
Careful thoughts and practical application, as
usual, emphasized the Bishop's discourse. Oune
thing too often neglected was brought into pro-
minence,—the necessity of holding the true
faith, as a basis for & holy life. The congroga-
tion was very large at both sertices. The day
was a notable one in the history of St, Johh's
Church ; an ordination never having been held
there before.

more utilized than at present.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Family Churchman, London, England,
5aye ;—

Archdeacon Lefroy’s Donnellan lecture on
Advent Sunday touched a very high note.
Speaking upon acts i. 8, he dwelt on the signi-
ficance of the Saviour having made the King-
dom of God the theme of His post-Resurrection
converse with His Apostles, testifping thereby
to its supremo importance; and it was clear
that during the great forty days the establish-

ment, organization, and administration of the
Church was much in the Redeemer's mind,
The proclamation made on the Gal.lean moun-
tains was that of & king, It was recorded in
the King's Gospel, whichk wae the only one of
the synoptics that recorded Christ’s possession
of absolute power in heaven and in earth, The
work thus committed to the Apostles was 80
vast that we must regard it as committed
through them to the Church. Ir fact, in this
Royal proclamation we have the origin and the
authorily of the Christian ministry. The de-
lay which intervened between the proclamation
and Petecost, was designed to teach the Church
the moral debility of all men without the in-
fluence of the Holy Ghost. Thut delay more-
over was marked by & most suggestive circum-
stance—the election and ordination of a sue-
cesssor to Judas Iscariot. This showed the
imp ortance attached to organization, to the
recognition of tho corporate life of the Church,
the Apostolic sense of the great valuo of com-
pleteness, and all with the approval of Christ
and the anticipation of prophecy. The Church
thus founded was the habitation of God. The
Holy Ghost was not more necessary to perfect
the manifestation of the mystery of the Incar-
nation than He was necessary (o orginate
gpiritual life in the Church or to begin the
work of regeneration in the lowliest or in the
loftiest soul.

The Church is, however, Archdeacon Lefroy
pointed out, asked ip these days, 10 accept a
vory different doctrine. We are assured now
that not only sre the elements of tho Christian
verities to be found in, but also that the forces
which weld them together are adequately ex
plained by the existing forces of human socioty,
and that the visible Church of Christ wus
formed without supernatural aid. There is no
room in this theory for the Holy Ghost. But
the statements should be ecarefuliy reviewcd.
Society, when the Church was formecd, was
Pagun, Jewish, and perhaps Jewish-Christian,
The notes of the Church, even in u very in-
cipient furm, ought to bediscernable, according
to this theory, in the society of the period,
Did Judaism contain within itself the univer-
sality of the Church? Did it possess the
germ of Apostolicity ? Never. And as to
Pagan society, he would be a rash und yot a
rare man who could discover in the moral
morass represeuted by the writings of the
Romun poots the protopiasm of the Une Holy
Catholic Church. Archdeacon Lefroy criti-
cisged the contentivn thut the Bishop wus
originally & fivancial officer. e asked whothor
finunce was in the mind of St. Paul when ho
addressed the elders of Ephesus, or in that of
St. Peter when he spoke ot Christ 83 the Shep-
herd and Bishop of sonis. His contention,
therefore, was that the Church of England was
committed to the supernatural character of
the Church of Christ. The lecturer concluded
with an earnest appeal to the undergraduates
who were about to tuke ordors, to value highly
the Apostolic commission and the pastorul
office of going from houso to house.

The Church Guardian of Omaha, Neb., suys,
(aud we heartily endorse its words) to the
Church in Capada :(—

There is no excuse for any clergymen in this
Diocese not establishing a Sunday-school and
Bible-class in the parish or mission with which
he is conmected, even if he must do much of
the work himself, The neglect cunnot be too
severly censured. The hope of the Church in
the future is with the children, and our Master
has said, “Feed my lambs.” Take care to
make the Sunday-school interesting. Use the
bright, cheery hymns of the hymnal of the
Church. Short service and a short session are
desirable.

The same paper adds in regard to circulating

Church literature :—

“A little attention 1o soliciting subscriptions

for a Church paper or a Church Almanac, and
requesting their perusal, would help to make
people more intelligent Churchmer, and we
believe better Christiaus. Everything, how-
ever, worth doing requires time, trouble and
persistency.

The Pacific Churchman, San Fruncisco, Cal,,
well says:—

“RevivaLisy"” as it is commonly understood,
should not be confounded with the system of
“missions”” which has lately been restored to
its place in the usages of tho Church, to the
detriment of the latter. For while there is
much in common between the two, thereis
also much that is utterly different. Porhaps
it covers the ground pretty well to describe
revivalism as being the othber system grossly
exuggerated, almost to a ecaricature. The
root prinsiple in revivalism is sound enough,
but the growth upon it under sectarian aus-
pices is am over wrought emotionalism, with
nearly an entire absence of definite, thorough
teaching and building up in the principles of
the doctrine of Christ, and in the practice of
personal roligion, Now in our Church “mis-
sions” there is constant and especial cave given
to instruct the people in al! thut a Christian
person ought to know and believe and do
to his soul's health. This in itself is enough
to keep down uny tendency to over much ap-
pealing to the omotions, We have always
supposed that My, Moody was less chargoable
with high pressuro festures than any vne who
has boen enguged in thut sovt of worlk; bat it
the writer of the following extrict tfrom one
of our Cburch pupers is correct this might
seem not to be so. This writer says:—

It is not the appeual to the emotions that
does the harm, but the lack of instruction af-
ter tho excitement—the omotion dies und
nothing is lott. The first evil of the revival
system is abusence of instruction, the second,
wrong instruction, People are told: “Now
yov're converted ; now you've got religion.”
My, Moody, baving beon w0 Oxtord, claimed
that he had saved 500 young men. The re-
sult of Mr. Moody's visit to the Uuniversity of
Virginia was 200 converted, of whom it was
reported a few stuck, Many becamo skepti-
cul. Beifore he came, nevor a word was heard
disrespectiul towards religion, but since then
there is open blasphemy, and many of the 200
are ecoffers. Shall we avoid a series of servi-
oes becuuwe tho revival is evil? No, bat let
us avoid everying like a circus or sensational-
ism. When persons cume to mo from the re-
vival, I suid not, *You are saved,” but “You
will be saved it you endure to the ead.,” And
I had them some wevks in preparation for con-
firmation. The ovil ol the revivul system i
no instruction, or wrong instroction,

THE PAN-ANGLICAN SYNOD.

It is & subject for much satisfaction and
thapkfulness that the Archbiehop of Canterbary
has published the circular of invitation, just
gent out to all Bishops of the Anglican Com-
munion throughout the world, abont two hund-
red and ten in number. The circular itself is
remarkable. It is at once modest and massive.

In the most simple, unprotending langnage
possible, it announces subjects for discussion
which are of weighty and supreme importance.
1t will romind many who read it of the quiet,
unaffected, yet all important, mode of action
recorded in the Acts of the Apostles (chap.
xv.), when the Christian Church beld its firat
synod st Jerusalem under the presidency of St.
James. A very great and solemn matter had
to be discussed. The gathering of the Apost-

les and elders, the discussion, and the decision,
may be characterized by the words, ‘ simplicity,
earnestness, and honesty.'! But they form a
marvellous contrast to the display and splen-
dour and outward parade of pomp and circum-
gtance which have often accompanied many
subsequent gatherings and Councils ef the
Chuzoch. Some small amount of display is uu-
avoidable whenever a lar%e body of persons
assemble, and it is far from being objectionable.
Buat the world at large will be favourably im-
preesed by the marked singleness of purpose
with which the Primate has sunounced the
proposed Pan-Anglican Synod. The first of
these synods as bitterly written against by a
certain party within the Church, but it is pro-
bable ihat this, the third act of assembling of
the Bishops, will be hesrtily welcomed oun all
sides. The dangers which were feared were
honestly found not to exist.

The Church ought to remember this proposed
Synod in her prayers. Would not a good ep-
portunity for this be found in the prayer ‘For
all sorts and conditions of men,’ at the sentence
*the good estate of the Catholic Church?' TIn
the Litany, and at morning snd evening
prayer, as also at the office of Holy Commun-
jon, would be suitable places to introdace

(aloud, or insilence) a petition upon this sub
ject.

Then, too, it must be acknowledged with a
sense of gratitude, that the subjects te be dis-
cussed embrace many of the most important
topics of the day. It is very satisfactory to
observe that under the Subject 1, comes (a8 d)
that of Socialism as a part of the Church’s
practical work. A well stated case is half an-
swered in itself, and this proverb is true here.
It is no more than the Church ought te do to
face this question and to thresh it out thorough-
ly and practieally, because it certuinly is the
Church’s appanage at least (for, as stated by
the Bishop, it is part of the Church's work),
and can be solved correctly and permanently
by the Church only. Great thanks are due to
that manly courage which real Christian
Church principles give, and which was 8o nobly
exhibited lately by the Bishop of Lichfield in
bringing Socialism forward at the Wolver-
hampton Congress, and also to his happy and
impartial management of the meeting upon
that memorable Wednesday evening, October
5th, And thanks are also now due to the Pri-
mate for drawing the attention of all the
Bishops from all parts of the world to the prac-
tical consideration of the subject.

Right Sooialism is & part of Christianity,
and the Church alone can deal with it It
would be = sorry day for any conntry if it
ever attempted, politically, to interfere with
property and the possession of money or gain,
with a view to anything so impossible and un-
just as equalization, No legislation can suoc.ess-
fully manage the question, because it would
ruin any country to tell the active, clever, and
thrifty, that they shall be mno better off than
the indolent or unthrifty. On the other hand,
the fact ought to be, and must be, faced that
thousands of men would be thankful to earn
once every week what a large number deserved-
ly receive every day, and some every hour of
their lifel And nowhere is this inequality so
great as in the United States of the Republic of
America. No legislation can, in justice or in
equity, punish one man for being more eclever,
more diligent, or more careful than another,
or fine a man for handing on his savings or
possessions to his children. But the Church
can do much by teaching practically the prac-
tical truth that rBE CHGROHX I8 THE GREATEST
DeMocRACY IN TER WORLD; and that, as soch,
the principles of love and charity which her
Founder taught and exhibited, are those which,
if her richer children rightly viewed the mat-
ter, would prompt them to be ready to do good
and to be glad to distribute. The Church
ought to teach how, without appealing to any
but the highest and most sasred motives, such
a feeling might grow up amongst all olasses,
as the result of Christian love, as sheuld exhibit
the Socialism taught by the Catechism as the
‘duty towards tho neighbour,’ and which is
the one abundantly sufficient, and true solation
of this very grave gquestion of Socialism.

It is also & wise suggestion which makes
‘Definite teaching of the Faith’ another of
the subjects to be discussed. It is sadly wanted,
and in a simple, tra'hfal, and Catholic apirit.
The Church needs two more catechisms than
she has. Let tbe present Catechism remain
unchanged. Indeed, it cannmot be changed
without altering the Prayer-book, of which it
is an integral part. But « catechism of Church
dootrine and principles, clear and distinct, not
(like the present Catechism) the very concen-
tration of dootrine requiring a year at least to
explain and teach, but so clear and definite as
to need hardly any remark or explanation
whatever, is much nveded. A Catechism of
Church history is also greatly requived.

What can be more precious, again, or more
abundant in future important issnes, than Sub-
ject iii., concerning the Anglican Commanion
in relation to Eastern, Scandinavian, and other
Reformed Churehes, to the Old Catholics, and
others? It is certain thata great change for

good is coming over the minds of thousands
in regard to the question of true Catholicity,
and this largely affects the Eastern and other
Churches in their relations to the Anglican
Communion, and in the relations of the Angli.
can Communion to them, It is plain, too, that
Dissenters are not forgotten; for the word
‘others amply includes them all. Few things
would probably encourge Dissenters to return
to the Church of their fathers so much as the
furnishing, ocoasionally, within the Church
edifice, under proper suthority and direction,
some such services as they so much prefer;
e.g., oceasional extempore worship? And why
might not the parishioners, being bona fide
Commanicants at the Cnurch, be allowed (of
course under due regulations) to hold, perhaps
once in Lent, and once in Advent, a rervice
very similar to that which the Society of
Friends maintains? It is & great comfort to
hope that these, and many other suggestions,
will ba well thought out by the Bishops from
all quarters.

But, best of all, could not a really Catholic
office in 1elation to Unity be produced for uni-
versal use througout Christendom ? A Litany,
or j.rhaps, still better, an Office? And that
office should truly, and with ueaffected simpli-
city, commit the whole matter to God, and en-
treat of Him to do what He sees to be best
with regard to the promotion of unity. Let
the whole body of Christians plead with God
that, in reference to this subject, the what, and
the when, and the how, may be as He sees fit-
ting and best! Cannot this be arranged ? * All
with one accord?’ and in the best sense, still
‘all in one place?’ Could this be done in vain?
Impossible.

The other subjects suggested by the Arch-
bishop are of very great importance, and these
to which attention is drawn are mentioned be-
cause it is desirable that the mind of the whole
Church should be speedily and earnestly at-
tracted to the consideration of them, The
Pan-Anglican Synod of 1888 is likely to prove,
under Divins guidance, 2 meeting of immense
value to the world.—G. V. in Church Bells.

REVERENCE.

A marked characteristic of our American life-
is its restlessness under aathority, and at the be-
liefs and customs which have come to us from a
more or less remote antiquity. Everywhere it
is the present, with its gratifications, which is
sought, One cause for this undoubtedly is the
composite character of our nation. Itis made
up of representatives from peoples the most di-
verse. The native-born Americans with their
Anglo-Saxon common gense and perseverance
do not predominate ; and consequently it results
that the most extravagant ideas of private
judgment, of intellectual freedom, prevail. This
questions all authority, does not see why it
should reverence or respect any person, any be-
lief, any institution, because of age or any other

reason—save that it chooses to de so. So it is
that irreverence, lack of respect, is the charac-
teristic of the age. And though we are such a
wealthy and prosperous peogle, this oharacter-
istic is most lamentable. It is especially so,
because it is widespread, and because it affects
our whole life. :
Children no longer respect and reverence par-
ents, nor parents their children. Truth and
uprightness are laughed at; and the man who
reverence and practices these principles so that
his money gains are interfered with, is ridicul-
ed as being behind the times.:This irreverence
extends still farther. Evarywhere holy things.
aud places are jested upon, and holy names ban-.
died about. It makes one shudder to motice:

the awful familiarity with which sacred names.
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are used. These names, which have to do with
the moet momentous, with the eternal concerns
of our being, sre used with less reverence than
is employed in speaking of one’s next-door
neighbor. Churches—God’s houses—are of less
account than private dwellings, and behaviour
is indulged in them which would not be tolera-
ted in a private house.

These arc 80 common that they cannot be
denied. At the same time they ought to be
sufficient to alarm every honest, God-fearing
man, For where respect and reverence for right
and truth, for holy persons and places, are lost,
their danger threatens the nation.

It is easy to see how this principle of irrever-
ence works in our own country. The soeialist
and nihilist respect nothing, reveronce nothing,
and in consequence openly avow the most des-
tructive principles. All property shall be con-
fiscated. If the owners object, they must be
pat out of the way. Religion is nothing. holi-
ness is nothing ; 8o life is held cheap and mar-
riage defiled. Such certainly is the teaching of
Herr Most and his gang. But it does not end
simply with this class. It enters into the be-
liefs of those who arecapable of knowing better.
A Romean priest—Dr. McGlynn—speaking of
the attempt to assasinate the Czar, says practi-
cally that suoh murders are allowable, * Kill-
ing for political purposes is to be considered as
something totally different from the orime of
murder,” Speaking of the would-be murderers,
he says: ‘ These heroic men feel that tbey are
deing the noblest and holiest thing they could
do for their country in tryiog to kill the Czar”
(New York semi-weekly Post, May 24.)

Now certainly Churchmen cannot be parties
to such opinions, for the Church is positive both
in her teaching &nd practice. If her children
listen 10 her they will have both respect and
reverence for holy places and persons, for reli-
gion and law ; and they will in consequence be
a bulwark against this dreadful tide of irriver-
ence and consequent lawleesness.

If we look into our Prayer-Book we find it
permeated by this principle cf reverence, and
in this the Church follows Holy Seripture,
“The Lord is in His holy temple, let all the
earth keep silence before Him."” “Ye shall re-
verence My sanctuary, I am the Lord ; “At the
name of Jesus every knee shall bow; “Put off
thy shoes from off thy feet, for the place where-
on thou standest is holy ground.” Moreover,
“holy fear” is eme of the ‘‘seven fold gifts"” of
the Spirit, So the ministers of the Church are
to be decently vested when leading His wor-
ship, in order to give added dignity and rever-
ence to the worship of the Allglorious God.
Both priests and people are bidden to kneel
down on their knees to do Him reverence. Her
charches are built with these ideas in view.
And as we look further into the Prayer-Book,
we find that they are to be solemnly set apart
from ‘‘all unhallowed, ordinary, and common
uses,” and consecrated to the service of God
alone. We are taught to reverence them, for
they, and all things in them, teach of Christ
and God, of right and truth.

Moreover, those two principles—respect and
reverence for holy places, ete., and reverence
and fear of God, are closely connected. It is
not too much to say that the possession of the
first implies the second; and the absence of
the second resulis naturally from the want of
the first. We know, to be sure, that outward
reverence may cover & bad heart. It is the
exception, however, and is not frequent. Ex-
cessive reverence is not the tendemcy of the
age; the lack of reverence, however, is a fact,
and one full of danger. Archbishop Laud in
his History of Troubles, uses language which
might well have been written for our own
times. He says, ‘“All I laboured for in this
partioular was, that the external worship of
God in this Church might be kept up in uni-
formity and decency, and in some beauty of
holiness. And this the rather, becanse * * *
I found that from the contempt of the out-

ward worship of God, the inward fell away
apﬁtz,e, aud profaneness began boldly to show it-
self.

. What shall we do therefore to overcome and
prevent irreverence with its consequent law-
lessness ? Is it not to cultivate reverence and
to put it in practice? For reverence is a prin-
ciple which has to do with every relation of
life. It is u practical matter and deserving of
attention, It insists upon the sacredness of
the relation existing between parents and
children, and consequently the mutual respect
that is due. It accentnates the fact that our
bodies are temples of God, and requires that
they should be treated as such. Reverence, the
inward principle with its outward manifesta-
tions, is necessary for the preservation of right
and truth, and the holiness of true religion.—
Living Church.

THE SUNDAY OFFERTORY.

The offertory was designed to keep mon from
falling into the idea that religion cuts a man’s
life in two ; to show him that Christianity to
be good for anything must consecrate all lifs
to the Lord, shop life and counter life, dealings
with men as well as dealings with God ; that
they should connect their money with religious
ideas, their gain of it with roligions associations;
that'their work day lives should not be a sordid
slavery to the world, but a service done to God,

the fruits of which could be offered acceptably
in His own temple. We aro taught that giving
to the Lord is an essential part of public wor-
ship, quite as essential as singing or praying ;
that words must go out in deeds; we must re-
cognize the alms-basin as an essential part of
church furniture, the putting of money into it
a8 a devotional act. Our eontributions' are
called in the plain English of the Prayor Book,
“‘the devotions of the people.” The whole duty
of giving has grown dim, the sense of responsi-
bility for wealth dead, in the minds of men.
The Lord’s treasury is like & beggar's dish. So
highly spiritual have we all become, however,
that our religion must not even rame filthy
lucre. Meanwhile there stands that solemn
service of the offertory, clear, bold, uncomprom-
ising, making giving a solemn act of religion ;
calling the offered thing by its old name, a ““de-
votion,” bringing forward this act of piety in
the fore front of the most solemn religious ser-
vice of the Church of God ; asking its perform-
ance as repentance and faith are asked—as a
preparation for the worthy reception of Christ’s
Bedy and Blood.

We must bring our whole lives tc Church
with us, We cannot drop at the door ihe mar-
ket and the change ; we must feel that : i gains
which cannot be consecrated to the I.ord, are

ains which are * the price of bicod,” the

lood of our own souls. 'We must feel that God
holds us responsible for every bargain and spec-
ulation, and that all the singing and praying in
the world will not make an unjus$ profit other
than & curse.

We must feel that every day is a God's ser-
vice, or a devil's service ; and that two hour's a
Sunday given to God, will not pay for a Mon-
day devoted Lo the devil Mammon. Therefore
our lives must be brought to the Church. That
is just what the Church is for, that men should
bring their lives into it, and measure them by
the cubit of the sanctuary. Money is the result
of a man’s work. He has put the moral worth
of his life into it, he has gained it well or ill.
It represents faithful work in his place for God
and man, or it represents wolfish greed or foxy
fraud. He is asked to offer’ to the Lord as a
religious service, to give to his Saviour and to
lay on His holy altar this money which repre-
sents the moral value of his life. Can he doit?
Can his gains be blesscd? Arc they so clear

from wrong, so free from all rust of injustice,
fraud or deceit, that he can lay them withount
shame on that altar whence he is to receive the
heavenly gift of his Saviour's spiritnal Body
and Blood ? Again. & man is asked to say
whether, Christian though he calls himself, he
is not practioally an atheist when it comes to
business. Does God give him wealth more or
less, or does he get it by his own strongth,
skill, shrewdness, by luck or chance? Is he
responsible to anybody for what he has? Is
there any law at all about it? Are the silver
and the gold the Lord’s, or was the devil not
lying when he claimed the kingdoms of the
world, and their glory for his own; and not
chesting when he said: * Allthese things will
I give Thee if Thou wilt fall down and worship
me ?"” Root questions these, old quostions,
gray as timo; but questions that need asking
every day, and that every man needs to ask
himself until he gets an answer that will stand,
The effertory puts them emphatically and an-
swers them just as emphatically: *“ All things
come of Thee, and of Thine, O Lord, have we
giver Thee.” It is a religious act of loyalty to
the Master of the universe, & solomn acknow-
ledgement of the Sovereign Lord of all the
world whose tenunts wo are. Nothing has boen
said of the results to the treasury of the Master,
of a revival of tho spirit and power of this aet
of worship. The result of course, if ever Chrie-
tians shall even begin to do their duty of giving
on Christian principles, will be the world’s con-
vorsion in abont an ordinary lifetime. Mean-
while we must begin to put this business of
giving on its true ground. We must deliver it
from meanncss and begging, and feel what it is,
a profound and solemn aot of reverent worship
and awe before God's altar; an ast whorein all
mysteries meet in this, the deepest mystery of
devotion, that mortal man give to the oternal
Lord, and have the gift agcepted.—The Church
Chronicle.

THE FPIPHANY.

The word Epipbany moeans ‘‘ manifestation,”
In this festival of Epiphany (mentioned by
Clement of Alexandria as fur back as the year
200) we thank God for admitting the Gentiles
to the Christian Church.

Inthe Collect (A.D.500) we remind ourselves
of the manifestation of the Infant Christ to
those Gentile sages who came, guided by a star,
to do Him homagoe as their future King, Itis
not permitted to us to beheld Him now, as they
did, with our bodily eyes; but by the eye ef
faith we may know Him; and after this lifo we
hope and trust to have the fruition —that is, the
enjoyment, of bebolding the Divine glory.

In the Epistle (Eph. iii.) St. Paul calls this
admigsioa of the Gentiles a mystery, or revela-
tion. He speaks with rapture of God's grace
in thus making the Gentiles shavers of the in-
heritance of Israel, and he glories in his com-
misaion to declare this. He scems to see the
heavenly host gazing from their heavenly place
on this development of God's elernal purpose,
and bebolding with joy this ““ Epiphany " of
Christ to all nations.

In the Gospel (Matt, ii. I) we haye the sim-
ple narrative of that visit of the Eustorn seers.
Thoy seem to have been astronomers of Chul-
dea; and just as God sometimes made use of
dreams to revesl His will to men, so in their
caso God made use of their knowledge of the
gtars to revesl to them both the time and place
of the Messiah’s birth. The star noed not have
besn a sapernatural one; but tho revelstion
which connected it in their minds with the
birth of the Mossiuh was clearly supernatural,
It is plain from the narrative thut their obser-
vation of the a'ar would not have sufficed alone,
without the more exact prophecy ot Micah, to
guide thom to Bethlehem.—Church Press,

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MISSION FIELD.

An anonymous donor has sent
£1,000 to the South American Mis-
. sionary BSociety ‘for carryingon
work pow in progress,” and £500
towards the'society’s special funds,
Canon Scott Robertson has com-
pleted bis apnual summary, and
firds thatfor the year 1886 the Bri-
tish Isles contributed less by £33,-
237 to foreign work than they did
in 1885. The total for 1886 was
£1,195,714. Of this amount £486,-
082 was given through Churches
of England and Treland societies
(last year 497,476) ; £193,617
- through joint societies of Church-
men and Dissenters (£184,1150) ;
£330,128 through Dissenting so-
cieties  (£364,367) ; £177,184
through Scotch and Irish Presby-
terian societies (186,830); and £8,-
703 through Roman Catholic socie-
ties (£6,688). It will be seen that
while tbe Church showed a falling
off of £11,394, the deficit of the Dis-
senting societies was no less than
£24 419, while that of the Scotch
and Iriah Presbyterian seciesios was
£9,796,

CAPE TOWN.

The Diocesan Synod of Cape
Town was opened on Satnrday, Sep-
tember 17. In the course of his
charge the Bishop spoka as follows
on the progress of Misrionary work
in the Diocese: * There is 8 mark-
ed growth in the number of bap-
tisms, more than 10,000 having
been baptized during the Jast throee
years, although there is a decrease
in the number of adult baptisms.
The result is to be expected, as the
influence of the Church penetrates
more deeply among the coloured
races. There is & wide district in
the Diocese in which I am told
that a few years since the coloured
people were about entirely unbap-
tized. Now through the influence
of mission work established in the
midst of them,there isnot more than
some eight or ten families, probably
now not 80 wmany, still remaining
in heathenism. But the strictly
work of the Diocese still continues,
and must continue for years to
come; und it is only because our
funds are barely sufficient to maian.
tain the oxisting work, that new

" districts for mission puposes 1emain
still closed against us. It has often
been supposed in England that the
work of the Chureh in this Diocese
is nearly carried on among & settled
English population. Most of us
know by our own cxperience a
very different state of things. Our
large mission congregations insome
of our towns as well a8 in the scat-
tered country districte, and the very
large proportion of the coloured
races which are presented for con
firmation both in town and coun-
try, plainly contradict this notion,

. and shew tkat one reason why our

Church finds such difficulty in rais-
ing funds to maintain its operation
is because the large bulk of ounr peo-
ple are of the most indigent class,
and becanse in our case the words
are tru to theletter, that * to the
poor the Gospel is preached.’

With reference to the liquor traf-
fio, and the sommunication on the

subject from the Archbishop of

Canterbury and York, the Bishop
said that it was hopeless to influ-
ence the Colonial Legislature in
which the wine grewing interest
was paramount. But gomething
might be done to form public opin-
ion, and to make it plain that the
Church was not indifferent to this
great sin. ‘ If the native races were
acknowledged 10 be the uatural
enemies of the white man, and if
the great aim of the latter were to
exterminate the former, it is diffi-
cult to Bee what more successful ac-
tion could be taken than that which
has been taken by the Legislature
during the last fow years. The na-
tives even pray us to withdraw an
almost irresistible temptation from
them ; and our reply is to muke
brandy cheaper, and to resmove
thore restrictions to their obtain-
ing it which have previously exist-
ed, Oar legislatois turned a deaf
ear to the earnest recommendations
of their best adviser,when he urged
that the restrictive areas should be
greatly enlarged, and in disregard
of the entreaties of those who are
to be the victims of the new legisla-
tion, offer them every facility for
an indulgence which they know
must be their own. Bat the inter-
est of o compuratively small,though
inflnential portion of our commu-
nity points in the divertion of such
legislation, and the rest of the col-
ony must submit to it.

Our only hope lies in making
every effort, both corporate as a
Synod, and in our individual capa-
cities to mould pablie opinion in
the direction of righteousness, tem-
perance and generosity. Upor the
question of & council of reference
on matters of failh and doctrine,
the Bishop thought it would beun-
wise for the Church in Sounth Africa
to follow the precedent of Austra-
lia by creating a Council of Refer-
ence of its own, as such a Council
should rather be constituted by the
united Episcopate of the Anglican
Communion. He also spokeof the
Church in South Africa having
comploted its 40th yvear. The first
Bishop being appointed in 1847.
When the Jubilee year arrives, it
might well be signalized by the
erection of a new Cathedral in Cupe
Town. The work might be taken
in hand at once with the hope of
completing it in the ten years,
The Synod was held in the Cathe-
dral, and the first important sub-
ject discussed was the proposed
Council of Reference on matters of
faith and doctrine. The Rev, Guy
Gething proposed that the Symod
deprecating the formation of a ¢ vo.
luntary and irresponsible Cozncil
of Reference for the Province,’ de-
sired tosee a ¢ Council formed at
the approaching meeting of the
Bishops of the Anglican Commu-
nion to act en behalf of the entire
Colonial Church.’ To this resola-
tion an amendment was moved by
Rev. F. W. Puller, Priest of the
Society of St. John the Evangelist,
Cowloy : 1. That this Synod is in
favor of the establishment of a
Tribunal of Reference for the Colo-
nial Charch or, if that be impossi-
ble, for such of the Colonial
Churches as are willing to accept

it. 2, That the Tribunal should

consist of Bishops of the Anpglican
Communion, who should, if possi-
ble, sit under the Presidency of the
Archbishop of Canterbury for ihe
time being. 3. That the Tribuna)
should he creatcd by the collective

muuion, and should receive its au-
thority from that body. 4. The
members to be elected by the Epis-
copate of each province. 5. To
hold office only for a defined period
of time. 6. To be assisted by the
advice of theological and legal
experts, 7. The courts of the Co-
lonial Churches te be bound by the
decision of the Tribunal of Refer-
ence upon the points referred to it,
and to deeide cases accordingly.
8. Reference to be made to the
Tribunal only on doctrinal ques-
tions, and not on variable points of
discipline or ritnal, upom which
each provincial Court should give
final decisions. 9. The number of
Bishops who sit on the Tribunal of
Reference in each case to exceed
the number of the members of the
Provincial Court from which the
Reference has come.
