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ENCYCLICAL LETTER FROM THE LAM-

BETH CONFERENCE-

To tES FairHruL 1N CHBIST JESU3, GREETING :

We, Archbishops, Bishops, Metropolitan,
and other Bishops of the Holy Catholic Chureh,
in fall communion with the Church of England,
145 in number, all having superintendence over
dioceses or lawfully commissioned to exercise
Episcopal functions therein, assembled from
divers parts of the oarth, at Lambeth Palace,
in the year of our Lord, 1888, under the presi-
dency of the Most Reverend Edward, by Di-
vine Providence Archbishop of Canterbury,
Primate of all England and Metropolitan, after
receiving in the Chapel of the said palace the
Blessed Saorament of the Lord’s Body and
Blood, and uniting in prayer for the guidance
of the Holy Spirit, have taken intc consider-
ation various questions which have been sub-
nitted to us affecting the welfare of God’s
- people and the condition of the Church in
divers parts of the world.

We have made these matters the subject of
careful and serious deliberation during the

month past, both in general conference and in
committees specially appointed to consider the
several questions; and we now commend to
the faithful the conclusions at which we have
arrived,

We have appended to this letier two sets of
documents, the one containing the formal re-
eolutions of the Conference, and the other the
reports of the several committees. We desire
you to bear in mind that the Conference is res-
ponsible for the first alone. The reports of
committees can only be taken to represent the
mind of the Conference in so far as they are
reaffirmed or directly adopted in the resolu-
tions ; but we have thought good to print these
reports, believing that they will offer fruitful
matter of consideration,

In the first place we desire {o speak of the
moral and practical questions which have en-
gaged the attention of the Conference: and in
the forefront we would place the duty of the
Church in the promotion of Temperance and
Purity.

Temperance.—Noble aud self-denying efforts
bave beon made for many years, within and
without the Church, for the suppresion of in-
temperance, and it is our earnest hope that
1hese offorts will be increased wmanifold. The
ovil effects of this sin on the life of the Church
and tbe nation can scarcely be exaggerated.
But we are constrained t, utter a caution
against a false principle which threatens to
creep in and vitiate much useful work Highly
valuable as we believe total abstinence to be as
a means 1o an end, we desire to discountenance
the language which condemns the use of wine
a8 wrong in itgelf, independently of its effects
on ourselves or on others, and we have expres-
sed our disapproval of a reported practice
(which seems to beduo to some extent to the
lacit assumption of this principle) of substitu-
ting some other liquid in the celebration of
Holy Communion.

~. Purity.—On the other hand, Christian so-
ciety~is_only now awakoning to a sense of its
active daty in the matter of purity ; and we
therefore desire to-ayail ourselves of an occas-
ion which has brought together representatives
of the Anglicar Communion from distant parts
‘of the world, to proclaim a crusade against that
sin which is before all othersa defilement of
the Body of Christ, and a desecration of the
temple of the Holy Spirit. Wo recall the ear-
nest language of the report—we believe that
vothing short of general action by all Christian
people will avail to arrest the evil; we call
upon you to rally round the standard of a high
and pure morality ; and we appeal to all whom
our voice may reach to assist us in raising the
tone ofgpublic opinion and in stamping out
ignoble “and corrupt traditions which arenot
only a dishonour to the name of our Master,
Christ, but degradiog to the dignity of a being
created in the image of God.

Sanctity of Marriage.—In vital conneotion
with the promotion of purity is tlie mainten-
ance of the sanctity of Marriage, which is the
centre of social morality. This is seriously
compromised by facilities of divorce, which
have been increased in recent years by legis-
lation in some countries. We have therefore
held it our duty to reaffirm emphatically the
precept of Christ relating thereto, and to offer
some advice which may guide the Olergy of our
Communion in their attitude towards any in-
fringement of the Master’s rule.

Polygamy.—The sanctity of Marriage as a
Christian obligation implies the faithful anion
of one man with one woman until the anion is
severed by death, The polygamous alliances
of heathen races are allowed on sll hands to be
condemned by the law of Christ; but they pre-
sent many difficult practical problems which
have been solved in various ways in the past.
We have carefully considered this question in
the different lights thrown upon it from various
parts of the mission field. While we have re-
frained from offering advice on minor points,
leaving these to be settled by the local authori-
ties of the Church, we have laid down some
broad lines on which alone we consider that the
missionary may safely act. Our first care hag
been to maintain and protect the Christian
conception of marriage, believing that any im-
mediate and rapid successes which might other-
wise have been secured in the mission field
would be dearly purchased by any lowering or
confusion of this idea.

Observance of the Lord's Day.—The due ob-
servance of Sunday as a day of rest, of wor-
ship, and of religious teaching has a direct
bearing onthe moral well-being of the Christian
community, We have observed of late a grow-
ing laxity which threatens to impair its sacred
character. We strongly deprecate this ten-
dency. We call upon the leisurely classes not
gelfishly to withdraw from others the oppor-
tunities of rest and of religion. We call upon
master and employer jealously to guard the
privileges of the servaunt and the workman, In
“the Lord's Day"” we have a priceless heritage.
Whoever misuses it incurs a terrible responsi-
bility.

Socialism.—Intimately connected with these

moral questions is the attitude of the Christian

Church towards the social problome of the day.
Excessive inequality in the distribution of this
world's goods—vast aceumulation and desper-
ate poverty side by side; these suggest many
anxious considerations to any thoughtful per-
son, who is penetrated with the mind of Chriat.
No more importaut problems can well occapy
the attention—whether of Clergy or Laity—
than such as are conncoted with what is popu-
larly called Socialism- To study schemes pro-
posed for redressing the social balanae, to wol-
como the good which may be found in the aims
or operations of any, and to devise methods,
whether by legislation or by social combina-
tions, or in any other way, for a peaceful
solution of the problems without violence or
injustice, is one of the noblest pursuits which
can engago the thougits of those who strive to
follow in the footsteps of Christ. Suggestions.
are offered in the report which may assist in
selving this problem.

Care of Emigrants.—One class of persons
more especially had a claim upon the consider.
ation and sympathy of the Conference. [a
our emigrants we have a s8ocial link which
binds the Churches of the Brilish Islands to
the Chuvrch of the United States, and to the
Churches in the colonies. No more pertinent
question, therefore, could have boen suggested
for our deliberations than our duty towards
this large body of our fellow Christians. It is
especiaﬁy incumbent upon the Church to fol-
low them with the eye of sympathy at every
point in their passage from their old home to
their new, to "exercise & watchful care over
them, and to proteot thom from the dangers,
moral and spiritual, which beset their puth,
We have endeavoured to -sffer somo suggestions
by following which this end may be attained.

Definite Teaching of fhe Fa th—Recognising
thus the primary importance of maintaining
the moral precepts and discipline of the Gospel
in all the relations of life and society, we pro-
ceed to the consideration of the means, within
the reach and conteraplation of tha Churches,
for inculeating the definito Lruths of the faith
which are the basis of such moral tezching.

We cannot escape the conviction that this de-
partment of work requires groat attention and
much improvement. The religious teaching of
the young is sadly deficiont in depth and resl-
ity, especially in the matter of doctrine, This
deficiency is not confined to any class of so-
ciety, and the task of remedying the defanlt is
one which the Laity must bo prepared to share
with the Clergy. Oa parents it lies av & Di-
vine charge. Godfathers and godmothers
should be urged to fulfit the duty which they
have undertaken for the children whose spon-
sors they have been, and to seec that they are
not left uninstructed or inadequately prepared
for confirmation. The use of public catechising
and regular preparation of candidatcs for con-
firmation is capable of much development.
The work done in Sunday-schools requires, as
weo believe, mors constant supervision and more
sustained interest than, in a great many cases,
it receives from the Clergy. The instruction
of Sunday-school teschers, and of the pupil-
teachera in elementary schools, ought to be re-
garded as an indispensable part of the pastoral
work of a parish priest; and the moral and .
practical lessons from the Bible ought to be en.
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forced by constant reference to the sanctions,
and to the illustrations of dootrine and discip-

line belonging to them, to be found in_ the.

same Holy Seripture, It would be possible, to
a greater extent'than is now done, to make
sermons in church combine doctriral akd moral
eficiency, and, byillustrating the rationale of
D.vive service, lead on the congregations to
the perception of the definite relations between
worship, faith, and work—the lessons of the
Prayer-Book, the Catechism, and the Creeds.

It is not, however, with reference to the
young alone, or to the recognized members of
their own flock, that the Clergy have need to
look carefully to the security of definiteness in
teaching the faith. '

., The study of Holy Scripture is a great part
of the mental discipline of the Christian, and
the, Bible itself is the main instrument in all
teaching of religion. ‘Unheppily, in the pre-
gent day there is a widespread system of pro-
pagandism hostile to the reception of the Bible
a8 & treseury of Divine knowledge; and
throughout society, in all its ranks, misgivingy,
doubts, hostile oriticisms, and sceptical esti-
mates of doctrinal truths s based on Revel-
ation, are very common.

The doubts which arise from the misappre-
hension of the due relations between science
and Revelation may be, and cught to be, treated
with respect and a sympathetic patience; and,
where minds have been diequieted by scientific
discovery or assertion, great care should be
taken not to extinguish the elements of faith,
but rather to direct the thinker to the realiza-
tion of the fact that such discoveries elucidate
the action of laws which, rightly conceived,
tend to the higher appreciation of the glorious
work of the Creator, upheld by the word of
His power.

The dangers arising from the hostile or
sceptical temper and a.titnde are increased by
the difficulty of determining how far our
teaching and the popular acceptance of it can
be harmonised with a due consideration for the
views on Inspiration, and especially on the
character of the discipline of the Old Teata-
ment dispensation, which, slthough they have
never received definite sanction in th e Church,
have been long and widely prevalent.

We must recommend to the Clergy cautious
and industrious treatment of these points o
controversy, and wost earncstly press upon
them the importance of taking, as the central
thought of their teaching, our Lord Jesus
Christ, as the sacrificg for our sins, as the
healer of our sinfulpess, the source of all our
spiritual life, and the revelation to onr consci-
ence of the law and motive of all moral virtue.
To Him and to His work all the teachings of
the Old Testament couverged, and from Him
all the teachings of the New Testament low
in spirit, in force, and in form. The work of
the Church is the application and extension of
the blessings of the Incarnation, and her teach-
ing the development of its doctrinal issues as
contained in the Creeds of the Church.

Mutual Relations.—Our discussion on the
mutusl relations of dioceses and branches of
our Communion has brought out some points
which we desire to commend to your consider-
ation. It appears necessary to draw attention
to the prinoiples laid down in the Conference
of 1878, and to urge that within our Commun-
ion the duly certified action of each Church
or Provinoe should be respected by the other
Churches and their members; that no Bishop
or olergyman ehould exercise his fanctions
within any regularly constituted diocese with-
out the consent of the Bishop of that diocese ;
and that no Bishop sbould authorise the action
of any olergyman coming fromanother diocese
without proper Leiters Testimonial. The ne-
gleot of these rules has led to some grievous
sosndals. The Bishops, on their part, are pre-
pared to do their best 10 guard against sueh
mischiefs, by adding private advice to the for-
. mal document in use, but the Clergy must re-

solve to exercise great cantion in signing such
testimonisals ; and those who require them must
check salltendency to over sepsitiveness, when
they find .themselves: subjected to inguiries as
t0-character and identification, which however
unnecessary they may deem them in their own
osse, are certainly indispensable for securing
such measure of safety as we require.

This caution applies with special force to the
Clergy ordained for Colonisl work. We must
heartily recognize the principle that those who
bave given the best years of their life to work
abroad are entitled.to great consideration when
the time comes at which they want such rest
or change of employment a8 may be found at
home. But to lay down any general rules on
this point is impossible.” .

Onve matter has been laid before us in & more
formal way—the possibility of constituting a
">uncil or Councils of reference to advise upon,
« even to decide, questions laid before them by
tt. suthorities of the Provinces of the Colonial
Church. As to this, we would counsel patient
consideration and consultation of such charae-
ter as may eventually supersede the necessity
for creating an dnthority which might, whether
as a oconncil of advice or in afanction more
closely resembling that of a court, place us in
circumstances prejudicsl alike to order and to
liberty of actiou,

Home Reunion.~—After anxious discussion we
bave resolved to content ourselves with laying
down certain articler as & basis on which ap-
proach may be, by God's blessing, made to-
wards home reunion. These artioles, four in
pumber, will be found in the appended resolu-
tions.

The attitude of the Anglican Communioun to-
wards the religious bodies now separated from
it by unhappy divisions would appear to be
this:—We hold ourselves in readiness to enter
into brotherly confercuce with any of those
who may desire intercommunion with us in &
more or less perfect form. Wo lay down con-
ditions on which sueh intercommunion is, in
our opinion, and according to our conviction,
possible. For, however we may long to em-
brace thosse now slienated from us, so that the
ideal of the One flock undet the One Shepherd
may be realized, we must not be unfaithful
stewards of the great deposit intrusted to us.
We cannot desert our position sither a3 to faith
or discipline., That conmcord would, in our
judgment, be neither true nor desirable which
should be produced by such sarrender.

But we gladly and tbankfully recognise the
real religious workk which is carried on by
Christian bodies not of o-r Communion. We
cannot cloge our eyes to the visible blessing
which has boen vouchsafed to their labours for
Christ’s sake. Lst us not bo misunderstood on
this point. We are not insensible to tho strong
ties, the rooted convictions, which attach them
to their present position. These we respect,
as we wish tbat on our side our own principles
and feelings may be respected. Compoleat
observers, indeed, assert that notin Huglund
only, but in all parts of the Christian world,
there is & real yearning for unity—that men'’s
hoarts are moved more than heretofore towards
Christian fellowship. The Conference has
shown in its discussions as well as its resolu-
tions that it is deeply penetrsted with this
feeling. May tho spirit of love move on the
troubled waters of religious diflerences.

Relation to the Scandinavian Church —Among
the pations with whom FEoglish-speaking
peoples are brought directly in contact are the
Soandinavian races, who form an important
element of the popnlation in many of our dio-
ceses. The attitude, therefere, which the An-
glican Communion should take towards the
Scandinavisn Churches could _not bo & matter
of indifterence to this Conference. Wa have
recommended that fuller knowledge should be

sought and friendly intercourse interchanged

closer alliance without any*sacrifice of prinei-
ples which we.hold to be essential.

T'o the Catholics and others.—Nor, again, is it
possible for mémbers of the Anglican Commaun-
ion to withhold their sympathies from those
Continental movements towards reformation
which, under the greatest difficulties, have pro-
ceeded mainly on the same lines as our own,
retaining Episcopacy asan Apostolic ordinance.
Though we believe that the time has not ceme
for any direct alliance with any of these and,
though we deprecate any precipitancy of action
which would trangress primitive and estab-
lished principles of jurisdiction, we believe that
advances may be made without sacrifice of
these, and we entertain the hope that the time
may come when & more formal alliance with
some &f least of these bodies will be possible.

To the Eastern Churches.—The Conference
has expressed its earnest desire to confirm and
to improve the friendly relations which now
oxist between the Churches of the Fast and the
Anglican Communion. These Churches have
well earned the sympathy of Christendom, for
throngh long ages of persecution they have
kept alive in many a dark place the light of
the Gospel. If that light is here and there
feeble or dim, there is all the mors reason that
we, as we have opportunity, should tend and
cherish it ; and we need not fear that our offices
of brotherly charity, if offered in a right
spirit, will not be accepted. We reflect with
thankfolness that there exists no bars, such as
are presented to communion with the Latins
by the formulated sanction of the infailibility
of the Church residingin the person of the
Supreme Pontiff, by the doctrine of the Imma-
culate Conception, and other dogmas imposed
by the decrees of Papal Councils. The Church
of Rome has always treated her Eastern sister
wrongfully. She irtrudes her Bishops into the
ancient dioceses, and keeps up & system of ac-
tive proselytism. The Eastern Church is
reasonably outraged by these proceedings,
wholly contrary as they are to Catholic prin-
ciples; and it behoves us of the Anglican
Commaunion to take care that we do not offand
in like manger.

Individuals craving faller light and stronger
spiritusal life may, by remaining in the Church
of their baptiam, become centres of enlighten-
ment to their own people.

Bat thoogh all schemes of proselytizing
are be avoided, it is only right that our real
claims apd position as a historical Church
should be set before a people who are very
distrustfal of novelty, especially in. religion,
and who appreciate the history of Catholic
antiquity. Help should be given towards the
edueation of the clergy, and, in more destitnte
communities, extended to schools for general
instruction, :

Authoritative Standards —The suthoritative
standards of doctrine and worship claim your
careful attontion in connection with these sub-
jects. It is of the utmost importance that our
faith and practice should be represented, both
to the ancient Churches and to the native and
growing Churches in the Mission field, in &
manner which shall neither give cause for of-
fonce nor restrict due liberty, nor presont any
stumbling blocks in the way of complete com-
mupion. . .

In conformity with the practice of the former
Conferences, we declare that we are united
under our Divine Head in the fellowship of the
One Catholic aud Apostolic Church, holding the
One faith revealed in Holy Writ, defined in the
Creeds, maintained by the primitive Church,
and affirmed by the undisputed (Beumenical
Councils ; as stundards of dootrine and worship
alike we recognise the Prayer Book with its
Catechism, the Ordinal, and the Thirty-nine
Articles—the special herttage of the Charch of
England and, to a greater or less extent, re-
ceived by all the Churches of our Communion.
" We desire that these staudards should be set

until such times &g ratters may be ripe for a!

before the foreign Churches in their purity and
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“simplicity. A "certain liberty of treatment
must be extended to the omses of native and
growing Churches, on which' it would be un-
reasonsable to impose, a3 conditions of commun-
jon, the whole of the Thirty-nine Artlcles,
coloured as they are inlanguage and form by
the peculisr circumstances under which they

weroe originally drawn up. On the other hand,

it would be impossible for us to share with
them in the matter of Holy Orders as in com-
'ete intercommunion, without satisfactory
evidence that they hold substantially the same
form of doctrine as ourselves. It ought not to
be difficult, much less impossible, to formulate
articles in accordance with our own standards
of doctrine and worship, the acceptance of
which should be required of all ordsined in
such churches.
We close this letter rendering our humble
and hearty thanks to Almighty God for His
eat goodness towards us. We have been per-
mitted to meet together in larger numbers than
beretofore. Contributions of knowledge and
experience have been poured into the common
stock from all parts of the earth. We have
realized, more fully than it was possible toreal-
ize before, the extent, the power, and the in-
fiuepce of the great Anglican Communion. We
have felt its ocapacities, its opportunities, its
rivileges. In our common deliberations we

Eave tested its essential oneness amid all
varieties of condition and development. Wher-
ever there was diversity of opinion among us
there was also harmony of spirit and unity of
aim ; and we shall return to our several dio-
ceses refreshed, strengthened, and inspired, by
the memories which we shall carry away.

But the sense of thanksgiving is closely
linked with the obligation of duty. This fuller
realization of our privileges as members of the
Anglican Communion carries with it a beight-
ened sense of our responsibilities which do not
end with our own people or with the Mission-
field alone, but extend to all the Churches ot
God. The opportanities of an exceptional posi-
tion call us to an exceptional work. Itis onr
earnect prayer that all—Clergy and Laity alike
—may take God's manifest purpose to heart,
and strive in their several stations to work it
out in all its fullness,

With these parting words we commend the
results at which we have arrived in this Con-
ference to your careful consideration, praying
that the Holy Spirit may direct your thoughts
and lead you to all truth, and that our counsels
may redound through your action to the glory
of God and the increase of Christ's kingdom.

The following are the resolutions adopted by
the Conference :—

1. That this Conference, withont pledging
iteelf to all the statements and opinions embo-
died in the report of the Committee on Intem-
perance, commends the report to the considera-
tion of the Church. :

2. That the Bishops assembled in this Con-
ference declare that the use of unfermented
juice of the grape, or any liquid other than troe
wine, diluted or undiluted, as the element in
the administrztion of the Cup in Holy Commu-
niop, is unwarrantcd by the example of eur
Lord, and is ap unauthorized departure from the
custom of the Catholic Church.

3. That this Conference earnestly commends
to all those into whose hands it may come the
report on the subject of purity, as expressing
the mind of the Conference on™ this grest sub-
Jeot.

4. a. That inasmuch as our Lord’s words ex-

-pressly Torbid divorce, exoept in this case of for-

nication or adultery, the Christian Church can~

vot reognise divorce in any other than the ex-

cepted oase, or give any savoction "to- the mar-
riage of any person who has been divorced con-.
trary to this Iaw during the life of the other
party.

b. That under no circumstances ought the
guilty party in the case of a divorce for forni-
cation or adultery to be regarded during the
lifetime of the innocent party as a fit recipient
of the blessing of the Church on marriage. -

c. That recognizing the fact that there always
has been a difference of opinion: in the Church
on the question whether our Lord meant to for-
bid marriage to the innocent party in a divoroe
for adultery, the Conference recommends that
the clergy should not be instructed to refuse
the Sacraments or other privileges of the Church
to those who under civil sanction are thus
married.

5. a. That it is the opinion of this Conference
that persons living in polygamy be not admitted
to Baptism ; bnt that they be accepted as can-
didates, and kept under Christian- instruction
until such time as they shall be in a position to
accept the law of Christ. (Carried by 83 votes
to 21.) _

5. That the wives of polygamists may, in the
opinion of this Conference, be admitted in some
cases to Baptism; but that it must be left to the
local authorities of the Church to decide under
what circumstances they masay be baptised.
(Carried by 54 votes to 34.) -

6. a. That the prinociple of the religious ob-
servance of one day in seven, embodied in the
Fourth Commandment, is of Divine obligation.

b. That from the time of our Liord’s Resurreo-
tion the first dsy of the week was observed by
Christians as a8 day of worship and rest, and,
under the name of *“The Lord’s Day,” gradn-
ally succeeded as the great weekly festival of
the Christian Church to the sacred position. of
the Sabbath.

¢. That the obgervance of the Lord’s Day as
a day of rest, of worship, and of religious teach-
ing, bas been a priceless blessing in all Chris-
tian lands in which it has been maintuined.

d. That the growing laxity in its observance
threatens a great change in its sacred and bene-
ficent character.

e. That especially the increasing practice on
the part of some of the wealthy and leisurely
classes of making Sunday a day of secular
amusement, is most strongly to be deprecated.

f. That the most careful regard should be had
to the danger of any encroachment upon the
reet which on this day is the right of servants
as well a8 their masters, and of the working
olasses as well as their employers.

7. That this Conference recoives the report
drawn up by the committee on the subject of
Socialism, and submits it to the consideration
of the Churches of the Anglican communicn.

8. That this Conference receives the report
drawn up by the committee on the subject of
emigration, and cormmends the suggestions em-
bodied in it to the consideration of the churches
of the Anglican Communion,

9, a. That this Conference receives the roport
drawn up by the committes on tho subject of
the mutual relation of dioceses and branches of
the Anglican Communion, and submits it to the
consideration of the Church, as coutaining sng-
gestions of much practical importance.

b. That the Archbishop of Canterbury be re-
quested to give his sttention to the appendix
attaohed to the report, with a viecw to action in
the direction indicated, if, upon considerction,
bis Grace should think such action desirable.

10. That inasmuch as the Book of Common
Prayer is not the roesession of one diocese or
province, but of all, and that & revision in one
portion of the Anglican Communion wmust,
therefore, be extensively felt, this Conference 18
of opinion that no particular portion of the
Church should undertake revision without seri-

ously considering the possible effect of such ao-

‘tion on:other branches of the Church,

-~ 11. That, in the opinion of this Conference,
the following articles supply a basis on which
approach may be, by God's blsssingy made to-
wards homo reunion :—

" a. The Holy Scriptures of the Old and New
Testaments, as “ containing all things necessary
to salvation,” and as being the rule and ulti-
mate standard of faith.,

b. The Apostles’ Creed, as the baptismal sym-
bol, and the Nicene Creed, as the sufficient state-
ment of the Christian faith.

¢, The two Sacraments ordained by Christ
Himself—Baptism and the Supper of the Lord
—nministered with unfailing use of Christ’s
words of Institutien and of the elements ordain-
ed by Him,

d. The Historic Episcopate, locally adapted
in' tho methods of its administration to the
varying needs of the nations and peoples ealled
of God into the unity of His Church.

12. That this Conference earnestly requests
the oconstituted authorities of the various
branches of our communion, acting, so far as
may be, in concert with one another, to make
it known that they hold themaelves in readi-
nesy to enter into brotherly conference (such as
that which hes already been proposed by the
Churoh in the United States of America) with
the representatives of other Christian commu-
nions in the English-speaking races, in order
to consider what steps can be taken either to-
wards corporate rennion, or towards ‘such rela-
tions as may prepare the way for fualler organio
unity heceafter.

13. That this Conference recommends, as of
great importance in toending to bring about re-
union, the disgemination of information respect-
ing the standards of doctrine, and the formula-
ries in use in the Anglioan Church ; and re-
commends that information be disseminated, on
the other hand, respecting the authoritative
standards of doctrine, worship, and government
adopted by the other bodies of Christians into
‘which the Englisb-speaking races are divided.

14, That in the opinion of this Conference
earnest efforts should be made to establish more
friendly rolations betweon the Scandinavian
and Anglican Churches; and that approaches
on the part of the Swoedish Church, with a view
to the mutual explanation of differences, be
most gladly welcomed, in order to the ultimate
establishment, if possible, of intercommunion
on sound principles of ecclesiastical polity.

15. a. That this Conference recognises with
thankfulness the dignified and independent po-
sition of the Cld Catholic Church of Holland
and looks to more frequent brotherly intor,-
course to remove many of the barriers which at
present separate us.

() That wo regard it 88 a duty to promote
friendly relations with the Old Catholic Com-
munity in Germany, and with the “Christian
Catholic Church” in Switzerland, vot only out
of sympathy with them, but aleo in thankfal-
fulnoes to God who has strengthened them to
suffer for the truth under great discourage-
ments, difficulties, and temptations; and that
we offer them the privileges recommended by
the committee under the conditions specified in
its report.

(¢)  That the sacrifices made by the Old
Catholics in Austriadeserve our sympathy, and
that we hope when their organieation s snffi-
ciently tried and complete, a more formal re-
lation may be found posaible,

(@) That with regard to the reformers in
Italy, France, Spain, and Portugal stru glin
to free themselves from the burden of unlawfa
terms of communion, we trust that they may
be enabled to adopt such sound forms of doo-
trine and discipline, and to secure such Catholio
organisation a8 will permit us to give them a
fuller r?i‘:ognition.

(¢) That without desiring to interfore wit
the rights of Bishops of tbe%atbolio Church t%
interpose in cases of extreme necessity, we de-
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‘precate any action that does not regard primi-
tive and established principles of juriadiction,
and the interests of the whole Anglican com-
munion  (Regolutions a, b, ¢, d, ¢, were carried
nemine contradicente).

16. That, baving regard to the fact that the

quontion of the relationjof the Anglican Church
to the Unitas Fratrum, or Moravians, was re-
mitted by the last Lambeth Conference to a
committes, whioh has hitherto presented no
report on the subject, the Archbishop of Canter-
bury be requested to appoint a commnittee of
Bisbops who shall be empowered to confer with
learned thenlogians, and with the heads of the
Unitas Fratrum, acd shall report to his Grace
bofore the_end of the carrent year, and that his
Grace be requested to take such action on their
Areqort a8 he shall deem right.
17, That this Cecnference, rejoicing in the
friendly communications which have passed
between the Archbishops of Canterbury and
other Anglican Bishops, and the Patriarchs of
Constantinoplo and other Eastern Patriarchs
and Bishops, desires to express its bope that
the barriers to fuller communion may be, in
course of time, removed by further intercourse
and extendod enlichtenment. The Conference
commends this subject to the devout prayers of
the faithful, and recommends that the couusels
and efforts of our fellow Christians shonld be
directed to the encouragoment of internal re-
formation in the Jastorn Churches rather than
to the drawing away from them of individual
members of their communion.

18. That the Archbishop of Canterbury be
requested to take counsel with such persons as
ho may ree fit to consult, with a view to ascer-
taining whothor it is desirable to revise the
English version of the Nicene Creed or of the
Quicungue vult. (Carried by 57 votes to 20 )

19. That, as regards npewly constitnted
Churches, eepecially in non-Christian lands, it
should bo a condition of the recognition of
them as in complete inter-communion with us,
and cspecially of their receiving from us Epis-
copal succession, that we should first receive
from thom satisfactory evidence that they hold
substantially 1be same doctrine as our own, and
that their Clergy subscribe Articles in accord-
anco with the express statements of our own
standards of doctrine and worship; but that
they should not necessarily be bound to accept
in their entirety the Thirty-nine Articles of
Roligion,

THE LAMBETH CONFERENCE.

Tho deliborations of the Conference closed on
Priday, 27th July, and the results of the vener-
able Assembly's discussions will be published in
a few days by the Society for Promoting Chris-
tinn Xnowledgo. On Saturday, 28th Jaly, at
St. Paul’s there was a valedictory function of
unoxampled dignity and impressiveness. The

Cathedral was opened to the publio at ien, and
in & fow minutes the area under the dome was
complotely filled, the vast concourse grad-
ually increasing till it roached nearly to the
gpuce near the west door, which had been railed
off for convenience in marshalling the proces-
gion, Thosouth aisle of the nave had also
been sot apart a8 & robing-room ; and as eleven
o'clock approached the Prelates and others
wore, through the exertions of the Dean of
Windeor, arranged in the following order:

The procession when fully ordered reached
almost to the dome, and a8 it moved into the
chotr, it sang the familiar but never hack.ney’-,
ed hymn, “The Church’s One Found_atlon.
The Birhops with odd numbers took their seats
on the north gide, and those with even numbers
on the south, their (chaplains leaving them at

' the ohoir step and going tothe north and south
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aisles respectively. The Prolocator of Canter-
bary (Archdeacon Sumner) eat below the con-
tral stall, which by an odd arrangement at Se.
Paal'’s is assigned by the Lord Mayor. The
Prol :eutor of York (Chancellor Espin) occupi-
ed the opposite seat.  The Lower House and

the House of Liaymen were placed west of ths
Bishops. No one was admitted to the altafr
space but the Archbishops, the Motropoli-
tuns, and the Diocesan, whose plases were ar-
ranged 48 follows: On the north gide the
Archbishops of Canterbug‘y, York, and
Armagh, the Bishops of Guiana, Rupertsland,
Capetown, and Sy(_iney; on the svuth, the
Arohbishop of Dablin. the Bxst}ops of London,
Minnesota, Fredericton, Brechin, and Calcutta.
The chaplains of theso Most Reverend Prelates
had seats behind them. Those in attendance
upon the Archbishop of Canterbury were the
Dosan of Windsor, the Master of Trinity, the
Muster of Cbarterhouse, Archdeacon Sumith,
prineipal of King'’s College, Liondon, the Rev.
Montague Fowler (who bore the Primatial
Cross), the Rev, J. H. Pierce, vicar of Bra-
bourne, and the Rov. A. H. Baynes. The
officials of the Province were also in atten-

danpce.

The Archbishop of Canterbury at once com-
menced the service for the Holy Communion,
standing st the north side, but west of the altar
and looking east. The holy table was adorned
with a beautiful and elaborately embroidered
frontal, and on the shelf behind it stood a cross
flanked by two vases filled with white flowers
and ferns, and by as many tall tapers; which
however, were left unlighted. His Grace, who
skilfally intoned the prayers, was assisted by
the Bishop of Minnesota as Epistolor and the
Bishop of London as Gospeller.  The gervice
was Smart in F, the Creed and Gloria being
precented by the succentor (the Rev. W. Rus.
gell). The sermon wus preached by the Arch-
bishop of York, from the words: “For the
earnest expectation of the croature waiteth for
the manifestation of the sons of God.”—Rom.
viii, 19.

After the sermon the Arcbbishops and Metro-
politans made their offerings in tarn, each
kneeling before the altar, and putiting their
contributions into the great silver alms-dish.
Tt was afterwards removed to & stand near the
communicants’step, and a long procession of col-
Jeotors brought up their purses aud deposited
them upon it. It was then carried to the Most
Rev. Celebrant, who presented the alms and laid
the dish on the south side of the Holy Table.
Meanwhile the Sub Sacrist had propared the
patens and chalices (three in namber), and the
Archbishop proceeded with the service, stand-
ing at the centre of the altar and looking east.
The Confession was sung in harmony according
to the recent use of St. Paul's. Iu consecrating
each species the Archbishop slightly raised the
paten or chalice at the words, “This do.” His
Grace having administered the Holy Sacrament
to the Metropolitans, went to his seat and re-
mained during the rest of the service in prayer,
except when he was called upon toreconsecrate
the paten ard chalice, which he did in onecase
twice and in the other three times. Although
there were three pairs of ministrants the com-
munion lasted nearly an hour. During this
time nothing was sung, but the organ played a
number of the Communion hymns from Hymns
Ancient and Modern. At the close of the ser-
vice the final Amen was sung, as it had been at
the end of the Prayer of Consecration, to &
beautiful and elaborate setting. Atter the bless-
ing a number of the Chaplains consumed what
remained of the consecrated bread and wine.
The function closed with the ginging of the Te
Deum (Gouned) ; after which the procession
returned to the west end in inverse order, the
Archbishops of Canterbury and York and the
Bishop of London leading the way, The ser-
vice was not over till after two.—Guardian,
KEngland.

ECCLESIASTICAL NOTES.

Tz Right Rev. John Williams, D.D., Bishop
of Connecticut, and Presiding Bishop, will
have been fifty vears in the ministry on Sep-
terber 2, next.

Ir is stated that Lord Grimthorpe intends to
give £10,000 towards providing the stipend of
& Suffragan Bishop for the diocese of New
York, of which he is{Chancellor. (This has
since been denied by his Lordskip.)

Ir is hoped that the Bishoprie of Bristol will
soon be founded. It will have a Cathedral and
a Dean and Chapter, and will comprise the
Rural Deanery of Bristol, three Wiltshire
Desneries, and three Somersetshire parishes,
now belonging the diocese of Bath and Wales.

It is expected that the customs fine imposed
on the Rov. E. W. Warren, of the church of
the Holy Trinity, New York, will be declared
unconstitutional 88 conflicting with the clause
that says: “Congress shall make no law for the
establishment of religion or prohibiting the
free exerciso thereof.”

TrE Church Temperance Society entertained
about sixty Bishops at breakfast in the West-
minster Town Hall, which was prettily decor-
ated with flowers. At a conference which fol-
lowed (the Bishop of London presiding),
speechos were made by the Bishops of Cork,
Sydney, Pennsylvania, Huron, Colombo, Zulu-
land, the Coadjutor of Antigna, and others.

TaERR are in Sussex no less than twenty-six
beneficed and eleven unbeneficed clergy who
have attaived the jubilee of their taking priests’
orders, The vicar of Eastbourne, the Rev. T.
Pitman, is the doyen of the Sussex clergy as
regards length of incumbency, having been
presented to the living in 1828, ard aleo of the
prebendaries of the Cathedral, having occupied
the preboendall stall of Wisborough since 1841,

Tar Scciety for the Propagation of the Gos-
pel in Foreign Parts is about to publish the
sixteen papers read by Bishops from all parts
of the world at the Annual meeting held in St.
James' Hall on the 10th inst., together with
the address by the Archbishop of Canterbury,
and the annnal sermon preached in St. Paul’s
Cathedral on June 13th, by the Bishop of Al-
bany. It is iniended to give as a fronticpiece
the portraits of the 150 Bishops attending the
Lambeth Conference.

Tax Cablegrams announce the dea:h of the
Right Rev. Dr. Harris, Bishop of Michigan, on
Tuesday, August 22nd, at the Langham Hotel,
London, England. Mrs. Harris, who arrived
from America Sunday, was by his side as he
breathed his last, but he died without recogniz-

NEWS FROM THE HOME FIELD-
DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Norra Syoney AND Syoney¥ Mines.—These
important and interesting parishes situated
amidst the most picturesque scenery in Nova
Scotia and visited by Summer tourists from
Upper Canada and the United States, stand
out prominently in the list of progressive
parishes in this Diocese. At Sydney Mines
the congregation worships in san antiqueted
interesting building erected by the Mining
Company. The ladies of the Sewing Bociety,
throogh their indefatigable efforts, have recent-
ly built a neat Sunday-school adjoining the
Church. The Churtch is smsall and yet suffi.
cient testimony to the work going on was
shewn last Sunday when belween 30 and 40
communicants reccived at an ordinary celebrsa-

tion at which your correspondent was presont,
The services were reverent and hearty. At
North Sydney there are many signs of live
chnrchmanship, About a dozen years ago, the
Church of England posscssed no building,
Since them a neat structure was raised which
soon became the centre of an influential con-
gregation, Two years ago, under the success-
ful ministry of the present rector, the Rev. R.
D. Bambrick, the building was enlarged to
double its former capacity, and judging from
what your correspondent saw last Sunday even-
ing, a further enlargement will soon take place
when we hope that a snbstantial stone edifice
with seating ospacily for five hundred or six
hundred persons will bo erected. Tho present
building i8 one of the neatost and bast equipped
churches in the dioccese. Tho responses and
singing were heartily taken up and the stately -
offices of the Church rendered more beauntiful
by tihe stately surroundings. North Sydney
takes & foremost rank among tho parishes iu
offerivgs to extra parochial objects. Daring
the past few years liboral contributions and in-
crease have been given to all diocosan and mis-
sionary objects, the surest test of the vitality
of any parish and of true aud lasting work of
the teacher, Tho congregation hero is rapialy
growing and the present spirit muanifested gives
promise of & still hrightor and progressive
future.

DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON,

Sr. Joan.—The St John Globe of 20th Au-

gust, gave its roaders a Leaf from Eeclosias-
tical Hietory, and made Editorial note as fol-
lows:—

“To-day, one hundred years ago, was a rod
letter day in 8t. John. The Right Rev. Charles
Inglis, Bishop of Nova Scotis, with juriadic-
tion in New Brunswick, mado his first official
vigit, the 20th August, 1788,

In the little church on Gormain street, be-
tween Duke and Queon streots, he hold a con-
firmation service, followed with his first charge
to his clergy, Rev. Samuel Cook, D.D, Freder-
icton ; Rev. Samel Andrews, St. Andrews;
Rev. Jobn Beardsley, Mangerville; Rov. Rich-
ard Clark, Gagetown, and Rov, James Scovil,
Kingston. The Rector of St. John, Rev. Jas.
Bisset, died the month of March provious—
his grave was in the burial ground bohind the
little church.

The afternoon of the 20th August, 1788, the
corner-stone of old Trinity was laid, The two
lots on Germain street were given by John
Coffin and John Cochran. The two Charlotte
street lots were the gift of Thomas Whitlock.,
The builders of the church wore Messrs. Boan
& Dowling, and the Churchwardons, Munson
Jarvis and Thomas Whitlock. As the church
was not opened for service until Christmas
Day 1791, over three years was taken in its
erection.

The Rev. Mathew Byles, D.D., Rector of
Christ Church, Boston, 1775, and throngh the
revolution chaplain of the garrison, Hulifax,
was appointed second Roctor of St. John. The
costums of the Rector was full wig powdered,
three-corner hat, knee brecches, black silk
hose, and shoes with silver buckles. Dr, Byles’
great great grardson, Judge Desbrisuy, of
Bridgewater, Nova Scotia, has an oil portrait
of his ancester,

In old Trinity was a tallet to Dr. Byles,
placed by his widow. He died 12th March,
1814, in his eightieth year.

In
such a discussion, the question mnatarally rises
why use forms of praise, and reject forms of
prayer 2 The fact is, that not only is it true
that forms of prayer in public worship, have
been the historic use of the Church from its
earliest org.nization, but that these have ever

passage of time drift from its moorings. This
is sadly exhibited in a comparison drawn be-
tween the present holdings and original stand-
ards of those religious bodies which have
advocated and relied upon an extemporary
form of worship. To a very large degree the
Westminister Confession has become a dead
record of a past age. Its strong teaching on
the subjects of a divinely authorized Ministry,
Baptismal regeneration, and the reslity of
Christ’s presence, spiritually, in the Holy Com.-
munion, seem to have become forgotten, or
unnecessary teachings, among the followers of
John Calvin. The original teachings of Wesley
and of John Rogers have met with similar
changes and losses. One of the most promis-
ing signs for an everntual unity of the faith, is
in the growing tendency among non-liturgical
bodies to the observance of the festivals of the
Incarnation, at Christmas, the resurrection, At
Easter, the Ascension, the Whitsuntide glory of
the personslity of the Holy Ghost the Com-
forter, in His gifts to men, and the fast of the
Crucifixion. Among these, too, we see with
pleasure, the increasing use of the Te Deum,
the Creed, and the Psalter, in their public wor-
ship. The study of the ‘“records of the
Fathers,” and fierce pressure from without, of
the various forms of unbelief, skepticiam, and
materiglism, are bringing nearer together, day
by day, the sincere and earnest followers of
our Lord. Through these signs of the times,
we discern the working of the Blessed Spirit,
and take hope, while we pray for the unity of
the Church of God, throughout the world.

In reference to ‘““Leakings from Nonconform-
ing Bodies,” the Yorkshire Post says:

‘A sharp correspondence has taken place in
gome of onr Nonconformist contemporaries

about the net towards the Church of students
and ministers from Dissenting colleges and
pulpits. Ministers and students alike of Dis-
senting colleges and congregations have, it is
well known, of late years been in the habit of
frequently “applying to the Bishopsfor orders,”
and in many cases they have been admitted;
but it is now said that a method has been adopt-
ed by the managers of at least ono Dissenting
denomination to keep their divines from con-
forming to the Church. The Rev. D. Rowlands,
B.A., of Brecon Independent . College, is so
good as to icform us that it is their practice to
exact from each student & “solemn promise to
refund the money spent by the Congregation-
alists on his education,” in case of his ever
relinquishing the ministry in their denomina-
tion. At a moderate estimate the college
course of an Independent student may cost
200,. When his education is finished, & young
man of twonty-three begins his ministry fetter-
ed by the obligation to adhere to that one seot,
however much his views may change, until he
shall be able to purchase his freedom by refand-
ing the 200/, Although better paid than many
of the clergy, yot unless he be blessed with
private means he wili probably never be able to
muster 200!, of spare cash, and mast re ..ain In
theologico-pecaniary bondage to the end of his

days, whilst called an “Independent” minister.

ONE CAUSE OF SCEPTICISM.

There are multitudes of sceptics in the world
whose aceptioism is often largely due to the
shameful neglect of ministers and Christians to
proclaim the whole counsel of God, and preach
the Word in its length and breadth and falness,
Many of the professed preachers ef the -Gospel
do not study the Word, do not investigate the
prophecies, and do not know for themselves the
things they ought to be preaching to others.
Some of them are ignorant of Scripture, some

are unsaved, and others are secretly sceptical,
and go unfit to teach what they have learned
themselves. -

I remember once meeting & somewhat popu-
lar American preacher, who, in copversation,
used the old argnment of the heathen Porphyry,
and remarked that the prophecies of Daniel
were written at & late date, after the events
predicted had transpired.

I called his attention to a passage in Daniel
vii., where the prophet is shown in vision a
certain kingdom under the figure of ‘A lion
having eagle’s wings,” and inquired of him:

“ Wherse do you think the writer got that
symbol ? There is no such thing in nature as
& winged lion. Now, where did the prophet
get the idea ?”

He replied that he could not tell.

I continued, ** Well, I do not suppose any one
could have told, during the last two thousand
years, But one day, when I was in the British
Mnuseum, looking over the As-yrian sculptures-
dug up by Layard from under the heaped up
ruins of old Nineveh, I saw there a large stone
slab, and on it & sealptured lion having eagle's
wings. Now, that lion was buried in those ruins
when Nineveh was destroyed, perhaps 2,300
yeoars ago, and no man has ever seen it since,
till Layard’s Arabs dug it up in 1858. How
came that writer describe such a figure, when
there was nothing like it known on the face of
the earth ? The winged lion was the symbol of
an ancient kingdom, just as the lionsymbolizes
Great Britain, and the eagle the United States
of America. And when the prophet saw this
vision, that kingdom was shown under the ap-
propriate symbol, the winged lion. The lion
was buried up, and the book sealed up, for
nearly 2,300 years; and now, when the sceptic
denies the antiquity of the prophecy, the winged
lion is dug up from its resting-place for ages,
and placed in the British Museum, to confirm
the faithfulness of the sacred Word.”

The minister was silent, a8 well he might be,
when even the buried stones had arisen to give
witness to the words of truth.— Hastings.

THE APOSTOLIC ORIGIN
EPISCOPATE.

All, who know anything, about the matter,
know, that the Catholic Episcopate is simply
& continuation in the Church, by successions of
coneecrations, of the Apostolic office. Conse-
quently, the Blessed Apostles did in the course
of their personal ministrations provide, as St.
Clement Bishop of Rome expreasly tells us, for
the perpetuation of their Order, by consecration
of divers their successors, or, in other words,
by consecrating divers Bishops in divers places
to preside over the churches, whioh the Apost-
‘l:is or their immediate disciples had found-

The Bishops, consecrated by the Aposties
were far greater in number than is commonly
supposed. Most persons, if asked for examples
of such appointments, would mention the bet.’

OF THE|

ter known instances of St. Timothy, Bishop of
Ephesus ; St. Titus, Bishop of Orete; 8t. Epa-
phroditus, Bishop of Philippi; . St James,
Bishop of Jerusalem; St. Linus, Bishop of
Rome ; St. Mark, Bish.p of Alexandria; and
St. Evodius, first Bishop of Antioch, with his
better known successor, St Ignatius, the second
Bishop of Antioch, in Syria. '

But ecclesiastical history furnishes proof,
that the Apostles effected a far wider diffasion
of the Episcopate than this, as will be seen
from the following list: ' ‘

In this list we furnish the names of some
only of those Bishops, who were oconsecrated
to their several jurisdictions by the Blessed
Apostles themselves ; or by their immediate
disciples. ' ’

1. Carpus [mentioned in 2 Tim. iv. 13] was
the first Bishop of Beroe, in Thracia.

2. Caius [mcntioned in Rom, xvi. 23] was
the second Bishop of Thessalonica.

3. Epaphroditus was the first Bishop of
Philippi, and after him Erastus, also a disciple,
like his predecessor, of St. Paul.

4. Apollos was consecrated the first Bishop
of Corinth, and after him Sosthenes, [See
Lequien I1. 156 —239.] '

5. Dionysius the Areopagite, mentioned in
the Acts of the Apostles, was the first Bishop
of Athens, and was succeede! by St. Publius,
and in the third place by St. Quadratus, tho
Apologist, who sat in the year 124.

v. Phlegon [Rom. xvi. 14] was the first Bis-
hop of Marathon [see Legquien ut supra and
Gams p. 430.] .

7. Rufus, “chosen in the Lord,” was the
first Bishop of Thebes in Boeotia.

8. Crispus [1. Cor, i, 14] eal us the first Bis-
hop of Aegina, in Greece.

13. Aristarchus [Col iv. 10 ] was made the
firat Bishop of Apamea, the metropolis of the
province of Syria Secunda. ,

14. Barnabas is catalogued as the first Bish-
op of Salamis, and next aftor him Aristion, a
disciple of the Loxd.

156. Philip the Deacon was promoted to the
Episcopate as the first Bishop of Tralles, in Asia
Minor.

16. Caius was consecrafed the first Biahop
of Pergamus by St. John the Apostle : and was
succeeded by Antipas the Martyr [Rev. ii. 13.]
and to him succeeded Theodotus ‘ the sangel of
the church of Pergamus.”

117. Tychicus [Tit. iii. 12.] was the second
Bishop of Colophog, in Asia Minor.

18. Polycarp “the angel of the Churoh of
Smryna,” was the fifth Bishop of that Sev, and
was & disciple of St. John the Apostle.

19. Archippus [Col. iv. 17. and Philemon 2.]
was the first Bishop of Laodicea : to him suc-
coeded Nymphas, the anggl of the Church of
Laodicea : and to him, in the third place Dio-
trephes [3 St. John, 9.] '

9. Epaphras [Col. i. T] was the first Bishop
of Colosse.

21. .Heros was consecrated the first Bishop
of Hierapolis in Phrygia, by St. Philip the
Apostle.

22. ZLucius [Rom. zvi. 21.] was the first
Bishop of Philadelphia in Lydia, and the angel
of that Church, referred to in Rev. iii. 7.

23. Asyncritus [Rom. xvi. 14.] was the first
Bishop of Hyrcania,

24.  Nicander was appointed by Titus as
the first Bishop of Myra in Lycia—an apt illus-
tration of Apostolic Succession.

25. Aristobulus was consecrated by St. Paul
and St. Barnabas as Bishop of Britain.

26. Trophimus was consecrated by St Paul
a8 the first Bishop of Arles.

27. Martialis, a disciple of the Apostles, was
the first Bishop of Limoges.

28. Lazarus, whom our Lord raised from
the dead, was a Bishop, firstly in Britain, and
afterwards at Marseillos, :

29. Crescens [2. Tim. iv. 10] was the firat

Bishop of Vienue.

30. Photinus, a disciple of St. Peter, was the
first Bishop of Beneventum in Italy.

31. Ptolomaeus, also a disciple of St. Peter,
was the first Bishop of Fano.
. 82, Apollinaris, & disciple of St. Peter, was
the first Bishop of Ravenna.

33. Paulinus, a disciple of St. Peter, was the
first Bishop of Lucca.

34. Patrobas [Rom. xvi, 14.] was the first
Bishop of Pateoli.

35. Epenetus, one of the seventy disoiples,
was the first Bishop of Sirmium.

36. ZTitus, when in Dalmatia, founded the
gsee of Spalato, and was succeeded by Hermes.

These instances will suffice to show, that in
the Apostolic age Episcopacy was firmly and
extensively established throughout Earope and -
Asia, and that it was intended to take, in the
economy of the Church, the place of the holy
Apostolate.—The Antigua Churchman,

THE CLERGY AND THE PARISHES

Congregations which desire to grow in mem-
bers and spiritual strongth should use every
offort to make adequate provisions for the snp-
port of their pastors and their familics, This
is o duty expressly commanded to the discharge
of which God has promiaed his abandant bless-
ing; a consideration not to bo overlooked by
men who believe the promises of Geod. Aud
then, tho earnest effort to provido suitably for
the pastor gives a new impulse to his work.
Whon a clergyman can soe that his people are

not indifferent to his needs, it gives him a fresh
interest in thom, and io all that he can do for
them. His sorvice i3 worth far more to them
than otherwise it would be. As a rule parishes

whete adequate provision is made for their
clergy have comparatively few vacancies.

And there is another matter in which I think
much might be done to make the clergy con-
tented in their charges and to prevent need-
less changes: it is that our people should
more often show the sympathy and ap
preciation which they really feel for their pas-
tors. A congregation is perbaps quite well
pleased with the service of their minister.
They see that he has ability and learning, that
he is faithfal and diligent. They speak of their
patisfaction to each other; and, sometimes with
some feeling, of any special effort he may have.
But they are quite reserved about all this to
ward him. They seldom, if ever, give any ex-
pression to him of their estimate of his labors,
or their regard for him. He may ba aunite un-
aware of the favorable opinion of him enter-
tained by his parishioners, And when semo
opportunity for & change of field comes to him,
he may be led to embrace if, quite in ignorance
ot the esteem and love of his people -whish, if
he had known, would have precluded all thought
of change. I have known many such instances,
where clergymen have accepted calls in new
charges and have thus bound themselves to
make changes in just suchignorance; and when
their prospective removal came to be known
they have been greatly surprised and overcome
by the strong expression of sorrow from the
people whom they were leaving.

Timely expressions of approval, some kindly
words of their appreciation from his people are
very precious to the clergyman ; they do much
to make him strong to give him interest and
courage in his daties. The clergy, with their
high commission and responsibilities, ave still
men, gocial beings like others. And because
they are so made, they need the help and sym-
pathy of their fellows, I commend this mattsr
to the attention of our devout and thoaghtfal
laymen, as possibly opening a way in which
they may do something to abate ome of the
sorious hindrances of the success of the Church.

And I must charge my brethren the clergy
that they be careful that they do not make
changes except it be for very guod reasons.
They should remember that their relations to
their present charges have been brought into
existence under the providence and by the will
of God. These ought not, then, to bs broken
unless in following the plain leading of that
providence. And if they find difficultios in
their present charges, itisin the highest degree
probable they would find difficulties quite as
hard to encounter in other fields. Difficulties,

what are they but hard tasks which God, who |.

orders all, puts before us that we may do them ?
And in the exercise of such resolute efforts may
ourselves grow strong ; may become able min-
isters of the New Testgment—able to deal with
that which opposes itself—able to reduce to the
least the evil which cannot wholly be removed
—abloe to bear patiently that which is inevit-
able—able to approach all classes of men,—able
to.ﬁnd, in all, for Christ, His sheep and lambs,
His lost, whom he would fain have brought
within His fold. As we should teach our poo-
ple, 80 we must remember that our difficulties
and hindrances are not accidents, but appointed
for us by the wisdom which shapes them most
exactly according to our needs, so that if we
accept them as & part of our disciplice, they
are made most profitable to ns.—Convention Ad-
dress of the Bishop of Vermont.

Cruror GROwTH.—Are we awake to that?
In cities, to see that a reasonable number of
new Parishes be started and worked to keep
pace with new populations, and yet at the same

time to use all wise care that the oid shall not

be abandoned nor weakened ? In the State, to
push in where openings offer? In our cares
brethren of the Clergy, to remember that wa
are set to bo ambassadors for Christ; to esll
men to Him; to winthem to his allegiance; to
turn them from self and sense and gain, whon
these grow ruinously absorbing? And that we
are sent, not to be “Rectors” of “Episcopalians”

merely, but to be the authorilatively commis-
sioned pastors for Him to all people, sinners
especially ? The unshepherded are ours, The
unclassified are ours. We must rot think we
are responsible for our pew-holders only; or
our little coterie of “Episcopal ans.” Pastors
for all, we are appointed to be. Loving pastors
of all, we ought to be ashamed not to be, and
let nothing but the gentlemanliness which for- -
bide intrasion into the fixed home flock of a
Christian brother of another name, limit and

restrain yon from trying to extend loving pas-

toral care to all and every one. It is yoor duty

as Christ's appointed ambassasdors. And no less
your duty under -the ancient Nicene polity
which affixed responsibility of cure to territo-
rial area. Where there is growth, thank God
forit, And record it. Awund tell us of it,

Keep your Parish Registers in accurate shape.
I grieve to know that some Parishes do not
have a Parish Register. I grieve moreto know
that some clergymen do not seem to care
whether they have them or not; and are un-
prompt and neglectful in using them when had,

The A, B, C, of & business man's training is to

enter on his record book the one tramsaction

before he ventures to go on to deal with the

next. Every clergyman should take pains to

entor on his Parish Register each ministerial

transsction at once and in its aceurate details.

This, not to swell pride, nor merely to have

joy in the countof heaped statistics, but because

these are days when accurate and intelligent
information is constantly asked for, and is a
useful factor in promoting Church growth.

And beoause the ehartered trust under which

we act should make us clergymen soek to be

truthful and painstaking officers of record and

return, as well as faithful doers of pastoral

duty.

Crurex WozsHIP,.—There are sometimes ex-
tremes in it that I, with my American bent,
canuot heartily go with., There are some ox-
cesses that I much deplore. But there are in
all Parishes latent powers that a reverent and
earnest way of worship will call out, and that
may contribute no little of sweetness aund
strength in waking the Church.

I know of no way in which such contribu-
tion can better be gotten than by hearty res-
ponses in reading the Prayer Book. If only
our penple would speak out loud in respond-
ing, and the firm swell of many concurring
voices could count in the rhythmic flow of
Paalter and Canticle and the final Amens of
the Prayers, our public worship would be hap-
pily transformed from the cold thing that some
people now call it, into a devout and earnest
gervice more acceptable, - cannot but think, to
God, and more helpful, I am quite sure, to the
people. .

I knew a clergyman in a country Par’sh near
my New York home who, after service on Fyi-
ddy evenings, was accustomed to havs his con-
gregation stay and practice responsive }'eadl_lxg.
He called their attention to the rhythmic swing
in the Psalter veraes, and to the Hebrew pauss,
the Athnach, in each verse, By minding this
Athnach about the middle of every verse, and
slightly the other pauses indicated in the print,
and failing in with the musical rhythm that
pervades the Prayer Book Paalter, and accus-
toming themselves to ‘he loud use of their
voices in reading together, that congregation
made the worship in their little church one of
the most attractive and edifying and helpfal
that I have ever participated in.

Is it impraoticable for our clergymen and
congregation to learn and use some sach bet-
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ter way ? The pauses minded ; the voices ear-
pest ; the musical cadences brought out; the
upity and harmony of worship deepened and
strengtbened ; what gains all these would be!
St. Jerome has put onrecord how the Amens
in the public assembly of the Church of the 4th
century, loud, earnest, united, lifted the soul as
by strong force heavenward.

Tae Cuvroa Larry.—They will help to work
the Charch. They are helping now. They
will help more. Let us call thom in.  Let us
show them how. First, by seeing to it that the
amounl of ealary promised to their clergyman
be fully met and promptly paid. Honour,
gratitude, duty, demand that at your hands,
brethren’of the laity. Do not let the proverb
that ‘“what is everybody’s businesz is nobody's
business” bave sway in your Parish. Make it
your aim to see that Church business and the
minister’s salary be just as accurately and
promptly cared for as mercantile business and
a bookkeeoper's ralary. Perbaps, if you deal
with your clergyman in a straight business
way, 80 paying him, and so treating him, he
will surprise you by showing himself & much
better business man than you thought he could
be, Then, in vestry duties, in Sunday Schools,
in Parish Gauilds, in new startings of Mission-
ary work, and in other fit ways, the laity will
help, I feel sure, in pushing Church work.
Ouly, brethren of the clergy, may I spesk out
& hint to myself and to you in your dealings
with the laity, 1t isa hint not new. Jethro
Moses’ father-in-law, uttered it to his son-in’
law when devoted ardor was mipelling the lat-
ter to enthusiastic work. Tho wise old man
eaid, “Don’t insist on knowing everything and
doing everything yourself. Thou wilt wear
out and the people that is with thee.”
might have explained : You will wear out with
work ; the people will wear out with rust. Tho
world finds wisdom in Jethro’s hint. Why
ghould not the Church too? A corner-stone of
civilization is division and distribution of
duty. Then let us lay some duties, more than
we do, on the laity. To & reasonable degree,
believe me, they will accept them, and try to
dircharge them. But when we impose those
duties, we must afterward keep, our hands off.
They must have the respomsibility of doing,
or not doing them. It will dous good to be
free from those duties, so that we may give
time to others, and yet keep our health and
strength. And the duties will do them good
in steadying, interesting and upraising their
aims and lives.

THE DOCTRINE AND WORSHIP OF

BISHOP HUNTINGTON.

1. Evangelical doctirine, embodied in Serip-
tural and fixed statements, wrought into every
part of the service, summed up in an Apostolic
creed so simple as to be intelligible to a child,
repeated always by the whole congregation,
and thus rooted in the memory and the faith
of young and old, its substance being * Jesus
Christ, the same yesterday, to-day and forever.

2, Congregational and respomsive worship
engaging all the people, employing not only
the ear, but the tongus, the eyes, and appro-
priate and significant attitudes of the body—
kneeling in confession and petition; standing
up in praise with frequent singing ; and sitting
to hear the word ; a worship conformed to the
- pattern shown in all parts ot the Bible ; attract-
ing the attention of everybody by its fitness
and variety ; in form of language careful y pre-
pared by the wisdom, and fragant with ~the
piety of ages ; gathering up all the sentiments
and desires suitable to social or cemmon prayer,
avoiding all that may offend reverence, dignity

or of poor taste, and securing a noblc and beauti-
ful solemnity,

He .

3. In preaching, an adherence to spiritnal
and permanent subjests, with a reverential
treatment of them by & ministry of three Or-
ders, ordained according to the A postolic model,
customs extending through Christian history,
and the preseat practice of about seven'eighths
of the Christian world.

4. A system of holy education, training every
baptized child to venerate and love his Church
a8 the mother to whom he belongs by & Divine
covenant in a blessed and joyous inheritance ;
to beed punctually all the ordinances that aro a
means of a heavenly grace, and to understand
clearly the reason of the hope that is in him as
preparatory to the sacred rite of confirmation.

b. A system of practical righteousness, con-
necting all the great interests of life—such as
youth, marriage, home, sickness and death——
directly with the iuflaence of the Church as “the
bride of Christ"”: teaching the people that
every man, woman and child should render
somo practical service to the Divine Master in
the interest of this Church, under the Rector's
direction; thus tending to realize a living,
united and sympathetic Body of the Lord,
“ having many members.”

6. An observance of the ‘ Christian Year,”

making all its Sundays and holidays, feasts and
fasts, a round of interesting commemorations of
great events in the life and ministry of our Sa-
viour, of the facts of redemption and the saiutly
characters of the New Testament. By this
means each Sunday has its own individual asso-
ciations, lessons and prayers all over the world,
directness and diversity are given to tho dis
courses ¢f the pulpit, help is extonded to human
infirmity; and the whole * Year of the Lord”
is turned into a practical manual of evangclical
instruction, both enjoiving and illustrating the
great truth of human sinfulness, God’s benig-
nant sovereignty the Holy Trinity, renewal
and sanctification through faith in the Cross of
Christ.
7. A good cultivation of the spirit of religions
awe, iucluding reverence for sacred times and
places, a loyal respect for authority and law, a
conservative manner of thought, obedient and
gentle manners, and uniformity in ecclesiasti-
ocal usages throughout Christendom. A high
dogree of spiritusl power is ascribed to the two
Sacraments—Baptism and the Lord’s Sapper;
as Christ appointed them ; they are adminis-
tered and received with signal marke of vener-
ation. Each part of the Church building has
its peculiar meaning and reasons. The minis-
ter as a priest of God, always appears before
the congregation in a robe of his office, the
same everywhere, the simplest and plainest
pesaible, ¢ covering up all the changing fash-
ions of men,” obviating all eriticism or surprise
and designated by Jehovah as a symbol of
purity.

9. A libersl practice as regards the terms of
perticipation in Sacramental privileges, absati-
nence from pulpit controversy, and a charitable|
spirit toward the members of all Christian
bodies.

10. Christ having established a wisible king-
dom in tho world, which is the Charch, “ the
pillar and the ground of the trath,” a profound
conviction arises that on earth our religion,
like ourselves, must be of two parts—inward
and outward, life and body, spirit and form, in-
visible and visible, that Christ Himself has de-
termined certain characters or ordinances by
which this Church shonld be everywhere and
always known; and that a recognition of the
doctrines of this Church, with a cheerful allegi-
ance to it, is not only essential to the final pre-
gervation of historical orthodoxy, but would
provide a remedy for many evils in cur present
disordered condition.—Nerth Dakota Church-
man.

‘THINGS NEW AND OLD.’

Prom time to time discussions arise in these
columns and elsewhere asto the best mode of

viously written or not, &o., and so on. Now,
in such questiovs as these an important prinoci-
ple may be gathered from our Lord's words in
St. Matt. xiii. 62: “Every scribe who hath
been made a disciple to the kingdon of heavea
is like unto & man that is 8 hounse-holder, which
bringeth forth out of his tressure things new
and old.” For here we have the Divine sanc-
tion, not to say advice, not to confine presching
to ons method, but to employ more than one;
in other words, toadopt the principle of variety.
Thus, as to the mere manner or outward form
of preaching, nobody should be content to
preach written sermons always, or to preach

from brief notes always, or o preach without
the aid of any MS. always. Every preacher
should have at least two methods, an ‘old’ and
a ‘new,’ o to say, and not allow himself to be
a slave 10 one to the entire exclusion of the
other. It has often happened that a olergy-
man, having tried preaching from wpotes, or
without even notes, instead of from a written
germon, has found it much ecasier than he ox-
pected ; and, being glad to bo saved the trogble
of writing sermons in fall, has entirely gives
up doing 8o, and taken to the other method ex-
clusively, And in this case, whethoer he, is
aware of it or not, he has generally deteriorated
in his preaching a8 any candid friend might
tell him if he heard him after & long interval.
But he would be far less likely to becoms a
worse preacher if ho made a point of continu-
ing to write some of his sermons as before, and
80 to give his congregation the benefit of the
old plan as well as the new. .As most of the
clorgy havo to preach twice on each Sunday, it
would seem natural that the two sermens
shouid be of difforemt kinds ; though hers,
sgain, it is not well that the morning congre-
gation should always hear one kind of sermon
and the evening congrogation another, but
that each should have the%eneﬁt of variety.

Again, as to the matter of sermons, there
should be constant wariety: Old Testament
subjects as well as New ; doctrinal topics as
well as practical ; ‘modern instances’ as well as
‘old saws.! And, ingssmuch as in most coogroe-
gations there are some well-instruated Churoh-
men, and also some persons who scarcely know
the firat princigles of religion, there should in
the preaching be edification for the former as
well as elementary instruction for the latter.
And as we know from the Parable of the Draw-
net, which immediately gave rise to our Lord’s
words cited above, that in every congregation
there are both the bad and the good, both the
repentant and the unrepentant, types of both
the Pharisce and the Publican; no preacher
can safely assume that all his hearors are of
any one of these classes, and, therefore, he must
bring forth out of his troasure somothing adapt-
ed 1o tho wants of each—‘things new and
old.

But may we not extend the scope of this
principle of ‘things new and old’ beyond the
mere matier of preaching in the pulpit ? Sarely
we bave here & strong argnment in favour of
what has so often been advocated in Church
Bells, viz , the admixinre of new elements in
our services with thepresent old ones; or in
othor words far more variety and elastieity
than now obtain. As to parochial organiza-
tions noew methods have been added to old ones
with great success of late yoars, but chiefly in
town parishos. In the country a great infa-
sion of variety is still to be desired, though it
cannot but be admitted by all who havo had
any experience that the work of the country
parson is often most discouraging and depress-
ing, and that, even if he has started something
new for the benefit of his parishioners, he finds
it almost impossible to keep it up onacoonunt of
the little interest they take in it.

The general principle, however, remain« stead-
fast—that the Church, while maintaining all

Proaching, whether sermons should be pre-

that is good in old methods, should be ocon-
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stantly on the alert for new methods of ‘catch-
ing men,’ and should by no means despise or re-
jeet such simply because they are mnew. For
the good, old, steudy members of the flock, no
doubt, as a rule, ‘the ‘old is better ;’ but as new
wine must be put in new bottles, we must be
réady to adopt any suggestions that aro not in-
trinsically wroug, and work ‘out of season’ as
well a8 ‘in season,’ and ‘beall things to all men,’
that we may ‘by all means suve somo.'—Church

The Rev. Boyd Vincent, Reotor
of Cslvary Church, Pittsburgh,

"U.8., in the course of arecent ser-
~ mon on Temperance, made the fol-
' lowing remarks :—

I am thankful that we have at
last in our own Cburch Temper-
ance Society an organizstion broad
and scriptural enough to take in
all the principles set forth. *It
stapds’’—as buas been well eaid of
it—“with one foot upon the rock
of Scripture, and the other on the
rock of common sense.” Nothing
oould ke more scriptaral or resson-
able than its basis of '‘A union on
perfectly equal terms, for the pro-
motion of Temperance, between
those who use temperately, and
those who abatain entirely from in-
toxicating drinks as beverages.”
The principle of a Temperance
pledge is, not that it is to take the
place of Christiae vows, except
for those who sare not yet Chris-
tians; but that it adds to Christian
vows the value of voluntary self-
denial, of expressed sympathy, and
united effort. There is no resson,
then, why one man may not take
this society’s pledge of “partial

- abstinence,” ie., abstinence on all
occasions where example would be
likely to mislead ; while sanother
takes its pledge of “total sabsti-
nence.” No reason why these two
men—who, on the principles al-
ready stated, are both Christian
men—should not work together for
this Soocicty’s three-fold object ; the
promotion of Temperance, the
rosoue of the intemperate, and the
removal of the causes of intem-
peranoe,

INEBRIETY IN WOMEN.

By Da. E. C, BoUSFIELD.

First and foremost amongst the
causes of inebriety among women
must be placed home influence, by
which I mean the influence which,
in early years, contributes . so

owerfully to the formstion and

xation of charsoter and habit.
The effect of home-training, for
good or evil, upon the safter-life of
the individual, ocan soarcely be
over-estimated. In the vast ma-
jority of cases the rule will be
tound to hold good—*like father,
like son ; like mother, like daugh-
ter.” There aro in England to-day
theusands of homes in which alco-
hol is habitually consumed in small
quantities by all the members of
the family, and, amongst the work-
ing olasses especially, the opinion
appears 10 be held that whatever
the parents can take is fit for the
children, almost without limit of
age. It is painful to witness tho
apathy, or ignorance, with which
very young children are permitted
to acquire the taste for alooholic
stimulants, and the habit of eon-
suming them, and it is almost as
diffoult to induce mothers to see
the dangers of the course they are
pureuing, in regard to their child-
ren, as to persuade them to abstain

themgelves, The first spoonful
may be given from mere mischief,
in order to gee the repugnance
which must resul® from the first
tarte of the mnauweous compound
(which is so grateful to her own
degraded palate) upon the unedu-
cated senses of her little one, and
the amusement is repeated until,
with the curious fatality which at-
tends this bhabit from almost its
very inception, the child ceases to
dislike, and begins to long for, the
once disgusting draught. I am
speaking from the results of my
own experience among the work-
ing olasses when I say that in very
meny oages the taste for drink is
formed within the first year of life,
and in still more numerous ones
between the first and second years.
:0:
MISTAKES OF LIFE.

Somebody has condensed the mis-
takes of life, and arrived at the
conclusion that there are fourteen
of them. Most people would say,
if they told the truth, that there

was 0o limit to the mistakes of
life; that they were like the drops
in the ocean or the sands of the
shore in number, but it is well to
be accurate, Here, then, are four-
teen mistakes, “It is a great mis-
take to set up our own standard of
right and wrong, and judge people
accordingly; to measure the en-
Jjoyment of others by our own; to
expeot uniformity of opinion in
this world; to loovk for judgment
and experience in youth; to en-
deavor to mould all dispositions
alike ; to yield to immaterial
trifles; to look for perfeotion in our
own actions; to worry ourselves
and others with what cannot be
remedied; not to alleviate all that
peeds alleviation as far as lies in
our power ; nottomake allowances
for the inflrmities of others; to
consider everything  impossible
that wo cannot perform ; to believe
only what our finite minds can
grasp, to expect to be able to under-
stand everything.
