THE CHURCH EMIGRATION SOCIETY.

We have already referred on several oceca-
sions in commendatory terms to the work of
this Society of the Mother Church in England,
and have sought to awaken greater interest
amongst the clergy and Laity of the Church of
England in Canada in ite sims and plans. We
notive from the February number of The Emi-
grant (the organ of the Society in England)
that most active measures are being taken to
extend the inflnence of the organization there
by the formation of Diocesan Branches, and
also of sub-branches in the towns and villages
of England.

A moeting for this purpose was held in Jan-
uary in Manchester, at which the Lord Bishop
of the Diocese. Dr. Moorhouse, presided. and a
large mumber of prominent people were present.
smongst others Mr. F. S. Powell, M.P. His
Lordship, as & former Colonisl Bishop, gave
hearty endorsation to the work of the Society ;
but also nttered some words of warning as to

promises made to intending emigrauts, and also
as to the necessity of impressing upon them
that they were not to expect to find work
ready to their hand without effort on their part,
but that the Emigrant must do his very utmost
to get & place of work for himeelf. There has
been we fear an inclination on the part of many
who hsave come ont to rest upon others in this
respect, and an expectation amounting almost
to the assumption of a right that work was
ready for and would be theirs without trouble,
otherwise, perhaps, than that of choosing what
each would prefer asa matter of taste. Emigrants
too come out with very erroneous ideas as to
their position and plice amongst us. We have
met with some whoseem to have been imbued
with the idea that they were coming to a
country where olasa distinctions socielly did not
exist; where they would-be * just as good as
their employers,” and, theretove, would not
need to observe the deference and respect which
they showed in England: that in fact they
would be ¢ lords and ladies " on a small soale.
It should be known that aoy such impre-sion is
absolutely false. The Bishop of Manchester
touched somewhat on this matter in referring
to what “ young women might expect to find
when they got 10 the other side ot the world.
They must not expect that they would be able
to spap up satisfactory husbands as eoon as
they landed on a foreign shore. (Luughter.)
That was possible, many years :go, in some of
the colonies, but tho disparity in the numbers

to find a suitable husband in the colonies than
in*England, it was not much easier. (Laugh-
ter). Single young women might expect to
find, if they became domestia servants, com-
fortable homos aud high wages, and those were
rather good things. (Hear, hear). The young
women of the colonies generally avoided domes-
tic service, The service did nof altogether suit
their idea of dewocratic indvpendence, and
therefore if our yonng women would become
domestic servants they might be sure that they
would at once be employed, and employed at
wages abo ut double those they had heen accus-
tomed to receive in England.”

We are not sure that His Lordehip's
es'imation of the wages paid is quite correct ;
wo think it is not as to Canada; but we are
quite sore that willing, deserving and capable
young men and women would find comtortable
homes and good wages in the households of this
country. But they must not come with false
expectations as to their position and place.

The speech of Mr. Powell, M.P,, in moving
the resolution entrusted to him so well sots
forth some of the advantages following upon
the work of the Society, thai we give The
Emigrant's report of it at length. The resolu-
tion reads :

‘“That the work of the Church Emigration
Society is eminently deserving of the cordial
sapport of Churchmen, both clerical and Ilay,
not merely with reference to its first and great
objeot, that of preserving within the fold of the
Charch those of her members who have gone
forth to distant lands, but of belping them in
temporal matters by directing them to the best
localities and assisting them to find suitable
employment through the agency of the Colonial
Clergy.” -

Mr. Powell, M.P., thought it necessary on
occasions like the present that they shonld make
it distinotly understood that it was mot the
desire of the Society to cause the emigration of
anwarthy Eoglish citizens from this country,
but on the contrary it was their wish, as it was
their intention and their plan to co-operste, by
counsel and by other means, in emigrating to
other landa the most hopefal and the most prom-
ising of the youth of this country. The times
were, perhaps, wheu there was some feelicg of
disgrace in connection with emigration, Any
feeling or sontiment of that character had by
this time wholly disappeared. Many members
of our most highly counected families, many
acions of our most wealthy houses had founnd
their way to our coloaies one by one and even
in groups, and by their settlement in their dis
tant homes they had not only formed for them-
selves frash associations of hope at first and of
success in the end, but they nad also greutly
strengthened the mother conntry of Eongland
by forming new countries not in any rivalry.
still less in hostility to our own land, bat iden-
tified with us in every particular, in every
form, in every kind, and in every degres. Now
if it were the case that there was no longer any
feeling of degradation in connection with emi-
gration he thonght they mast all feel who had
at all watched the course of events in the past

of thesexes, which once exinted, had altogether |
peased, and although it might be rather easier.

that this emigration from England to foreign
lands was in obedience to one of the most sev-

ereign, one of the most commanding, and one
of the most universal laws which had ever in-
fluenced the human race. Those who had
studied history, going back to most auncient
times found that there had been an emigration
from an overcrowded distriot to one less peo-
pled, and they found on looking back upon the
pages of the history of these English and Irish
Islen that it was by emigration that these Is-
lands hsd become the centre of a great indus-
wial force, instead of being the mere meagre
ond decaying remnants of an almost extinot
people. That being the case, and seeing that
this colonization had become pecessary under
the influence of the law to whioch he had refer-
red he thought they must ali feel that although
we had no jealously towards the United States
or any other power nevertbeless we desired
that our people who went abroad shonld not do
80 except in & goographical sense, but being
abroad should remain at home nnder the Eng-
lisb flag and as nearly as possible under English
institutions, Bat they desired also to see the
English Church extend its influence and nse-
folness. He believed that one of the noblest
sentiments among manhood was that of Chris-
{ian brotherhood, and he might say that while
they cherished feelings of kindliness towsards
others, at the same time they had faith in their
own Church.

They had tried this experiment of colonie-
ation in New Zoaland, in the great colony of
Christ Church, and although in some partic-
ulars the first eager hopes might have been fnl-
filled, he believed that Christ Church of to-day
was our abundant jnstification for that first ex-
periment. (Hear, heur). They had not only
general theories to deal with but actual experi-
ment and actual snccess which should guar-
antee and make certain any fature endeavours
on the same lines, But they did not seek to
plant new Canadas, or New Zealands, or Christ
Oburches; the aim of the Suciety was that the
individual should go out under happy auspices,
and find himself, or still more important her.
self, in the new home mo ionger desolate or
alone, no longer without friends, no longer at
& loss for sympathy, but although 2000 or 3000
miles away still among friends or persons eager
to become friends and bappy associations
which would soon gather around in the exer-
oise of a little patience dnd industry. (Ap-
plause). He had been told by friends who had
been in the colonies that nothing we knew of
in England could compare with the sense of iso-
lation which the colonist was apt to feel om
}]a ding abroad. But this Society, provided
their operations were on & scale commensurate
a8 their desires, would cause all those feelings
to cease ; it would casuse the emigrant to have
new hopes and peace of mind ipstead of per-
plexity and uncertainty. He thonght they
should not in a case of this kind have regard
o0 selfishly to their own charch but rather to
individaals, but in the time to come it would
be no small matter that the society shoald
have been the means of making the National
Church strong in foreign parts. He believed
much inthe power of associations of common
charchmanship : might they not hope that by
makiog the Episcopal Church strong in the
far distant lands beyond the seas they were not
only strengthening thoir own qommanion but
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. also giving power to this United Empire, and
adding fresh strength and honour to the eiti-
gens who owned allegiance fo our common
Queen? They knew not the future, but he be-
lioved that as years,—oenturies and decades
advanced,—means woald be found whereby the
Church of England would become the great
medium for promoting the unity of Christen-
dom, and if that were so then this Society,
humble as it was in its endeavours, had within
it the germ of a great hope, and it might be
the means of doing something towards the ao-
complishment of one of the greatest, one of the
most noble, one of the most blessed futures

" which was over giver to Church, to country,

or to s society to inaugurate,

The Rev. B. H. Tomlinson, Hon.-Becretary
of the Society, in seconding the resolution re-
forred to the illusion which he found to be very
prevalent in places where tho work of the So-
oiety was not much known, that the Churech
Ruigration Society was in some kind of way a
rival of the Soociety for the Promotion of
Ohristian Knowledge. He thought the best
answer to that, was that the Society for Pro-
moting Christian Knowledge in no way looked
upon the Emigration Bociety as a rival, When
this Soociety was formed three years ago, a
meotinF of the 8.P.C.K. Emigration Committee
was held, when it was laid down very distinotly
that they were in no sense whatever an Emi-
gration Booiety, and had nothing to do with
the promotion of emigration. Their work was
& very valuable one. They appointed Chap-
lains at many ports in England, and in the
Colonies, and in Americs, whose daty it was to
luok after the emigrants at the ports, and on
their arrival in the new countries, They also
appointed Chaplains to go upon a8 many ships
a8 they could to go with the emigrants, hold
services and generally be a friend to them on
the journey across the ocean. The value of
this work of the 8.P.C.K. could not be over
estimated. They also provided Matrons for the
protection of single women.

As regarded the work of the Church Emi-
gration Booiety, the first thing they did when
they started sone three years ago was to open
& little office in Viotoria Street, Westminster,
and they sent out & large number of forms of
questions to Colonial clergy, asking all the in-
formation possible about their respective dis-
triots, as to the openings there might be for emi-
grents that might bo sent to them, and what
they would do individually towards helping the
emigrants on their arrival, From the firat
they received a very large number of answers
to those questions. They ocontinued to send
forms out every year, and the information they
wore thus gathering was of the nimost walne.
Of course the advantago of being in touch with
the olerg{ abroad was that when persons ap-

lied to them as to where they should go, they
ad the forms at once to turn to and they very
goon knew who were the clergy who would
take real trouble when they sent emigrants out
to them. The Bishop of Manchester had said
it wounld never do for the Society to promise
that those whom they sent out should have
places found for them on their arrival. He
. oould assure his Lordship that they were most
careful in the gromises they made. What was
said in doubtful oases was this:— We cannot
promise you work as soon as you get out, but
we can tell you this—that the olergy, to whom
we gend our emigrants, do their very best to
find places for-those sent out.” There were
very few inatances, indeed, in which the clergy
had not been able to find work within a short
time, There was one other thing which they
oould not impress too strongly uPO“ emigrants ;
they were sometimes told that all they had to
do was to have their passage money paid by
some means or other, and as soon as they got
out:they would find work, Now, a good deal
of absolute orunelty had often been done by mak-
ing promises of that kind. No emigrant of
any description ought to go out to any Colony

with his pooket absolutely empty. The So-
clety never took a-passage for any one unless
£1 or £2 could be sent out to keep him going
for a fow days until he could get work; and not
one was allowed to leave withont & commend-
atory letter issned after the striotest inguiry
into oharaoter, and oertificates as to member-
ship of the Church of England, and physical
capaoity for doing colonial work, and in ad-
dition to snch commendatory letter, advice was
sent beforehand to the slergyman of the parish
to which the cwigrant was bound. Anothee
important part of their work was that which
was alludetf to by tho Bishop, and that was the
emigration of single women. There was no
more important part of their organization than
that, and it was carried on with the utmost
degree of vigilance. Fer that part of their work
they had a separate committee of ladies; a very
strong committee, the Hon.-Secretary, of which
was Miss C. E. Denison, daughter of the late
Governor of Australia, That part of their
work had certainly been mostesnecessful. Dur-
ing last year the Ladies Committee sent out and
placed in the Colonies more than 100 single
women, and placed them out well. They had
no doubt whatever about places being found for
them immediately on their arrival, and in most
oases before they arrived it was known that
places were ready for them. Besides that,
through their correspondents there, they were
able to keep in touch with those emigrants for
a long time after they had arrived. They had
half-yearly reports sent to them as to how the
young women were getting on. The Society
hoped very much to extend that part of their
work., Thay had one or two plans in view
which he hoped would be of very great service
to a large olass in England. As they all knew
perfectly well there were a great many ladies
who had been born in & higher circle of so-
oiety, and through no fault of their own are
obliged to work for their living. This olass
was perhaps of all olasses most difficult to deal
with, but in the Colonies many of thore ladies
wore able to do what was called there the
“Mother's-help work.,” They were received
into families 88 one of the family and helped in
the housework. Of this clsas they had sent out
already two parties to Auatralia. They had
been able on both ccoasions to secure what was
called the deok-house, the greater part of which
was especially set apart for these parties, A
matron went with each party, and they had
been kept free from those temptations, far too
many of which he was sorry to say surrounded
young people who went out on those long sea-
voyages. The Sodiety aleo had in view ar-
rangementa for engaging a travelling lady sec-
retary in Canada, to go about and find desir-
able places for their girl emigrants, and to peri.
odically visit them., They also proposed to
have small homes where these girls could go
and always find friends when out of places; and
further they Froposed to provide means for
training the ladies referred to for domestie
work. As to the home work they were endea-
vouring 1o form branches of the Society up and
down the country, and it was hoped that there
would be one formed in the Diocese at Man-
chester, with the able Bishop as President.
Those branches would in the first place form
sub branches and espooially village clubs., At
present agrioultural labourers finding no room
in their pative villages, owing to over-popala-
tion, flocked to the towns, and they soon de-
teriorated and becam. in the vast msjor-
ity of oases demoralised by the evils
which beset them. By taking such men at once
out to Australia or Canada they would be
saved from those temptations, and would be en-
abled to better themselves and those who follow
after for geverations to come. To enable the
Sooiety to out these objeots more money
was needod. He was sure that the Society
would not only help the Chureh in this country
but throughout the world, and they would

never regret the part they took in aiding this

Society, which would beyond doubt do s0o mueh
for the welfare of the Empire. (Applause).

Tux boys of the famous Rugby School in
England, entirely support a mission school in
Masulipatam, in South India. There is now
talk of adding mission work in the east end of
London to this philanthrophy.

Tex Bishop of Llandaff says that in the last
three years he has confirmed 3000 more
persons than in the three years preceding. At
one ‘church thirty-one adult converts from
Nonconformity were confirmed.

Bishop Stuart, of Waiapu, says that the
number of native clergymen iaboring in New
Zesaland, has been lately trebled, and that they
are pot supported by money from England, but
by the contributions and endowments from
their own people.

Tan Record understands that Sir T. Fowell
Buxton, as the representative of certain friends
of the Church Missionary Society who desire to
remain annoymous, has repaid to the British
Imperial East African Compsny the sum of
£1200, for the slaves recently enfranchised at
Church Missionary Society stations,

Tax Scottish Guardian gives details of &
remarkable Confirmation servioe held at St.
Margaret's, Lochee, near Dundee, Forty-four

ersons received the laying on of hands,’ the
argest number ever confirmed in this church
at one time. Of the number, twenty-seven
adults left the different Presbyterian bodies to
seek Confirmation, and six of that number had
never been baptized in mfanecy.

Txare Bishop of Norwich has throughout his

long e}siscopa.te shown himself a lover of
hospitality. Every year he devotes a week—
day after day in succession—to the entertain-
ment of the whole capitular body, the rural
deans, and the numerous staff connected with
education in his large Diocese of over a thou-
sand parishes. Thus, the varied organizations
of the diocese are brought under review in &
cheering and encouraging way. The Bishop,
who is ‘ given to hospitality,’ is also ¢ given to
work,” and the meetings which take place
during the week are thoronghly useful. Each
day’s work is really arduous,

Tazx episvopate of New Zealand contemplates

taking steps to effeot the erection of the Fiji
Islands inio a bishopric which will be annexed
to their province. This colony continues under
the nominal charge of the Bishop of London,
though a Fiji Bishopric Endowment Fund was
started a considerable time ago by the Hon,
Mr. Campbell, of New South Wales. The
ﬁopulstion comsists of aborigines, 110,000;

uropeans, 2,200, besides & number of mixed
origin. Af present there are two olergy
engaged in missionary work, in addition to the
‘ohaplain’ at Levaka,.

A plan to provide & church at Venice for
English and American visitors, and for the
sailors visiting the port esch year, has been
started. It is proposed to buy a building on
the Grand Cansl, which is capable of being
converted into & handsome church, accomodat-
ing 320 worshippers., It is estimated that
£2500 will be required for the purpose. The
need of & suitable English Church at Venice
has long been felt. Servicea were for some
time permitted to bo held in & palace, which

has been lately sold, Divine worship st present
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takes place in 8 room which has kindly been
lent for that purpose by the Venezia Murano
Glass Company. ’

Great things will doubtless
be expected of him, The Late Dean of Bangor,
who was & most distingnished ecclesiastic, was
his elder brother. He (the Bishop Designate)
griduated in 1874 at Jesus College, Oxford,
taking a Third iu the Final Classical School,

Tax Federate Council of New York has held
an important meeting recently, after an inter-
val of some seventeen yeoars. New York has
followed in the lines of the Province of Illinois
in the adoption of & constitufion, or rather, in
the proposition, for the new constitntien must
be referred back to each of the five dioeesan
comventions in order to be ratified. If rejected
by any one convention, the work of the Feder-
ate Council falls to the ground. Hence the sig-
nificant bearing of Bishop Huntington. His
letter, however, oalled ont no unplessant feel-
ing, and the utmost harmony prevailed through-
out the entire discussion. The Bishop of New
York was naturally made the presiding officer,
because New York was the parent Diocese of
the State, but nothing was said about an Arch-
bishoprie. With New York and Illinois lead-
ing the way, it will not be many years before a
oarefully digested Provincial system will be
geonerally established, and the working forces
of the Church more satisfactorily readjusted.

NEWS FROM THE HOME FIELD.
DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

Frrr1caswvRG,—The Rev. T. W. Fyles, of
Qnuebec, delivered a very interesting lecture in
the Bishop Stewart Memorial Hall, on Thura-
day, the 21st of February, on a subjoot which
has occupied his attention as a favorite study

for many years. The audience were most en-
tertainingly treated with a synopsis of Entymo-
logy, itlustrated by diagrams of insect lite,
which rendered the lecturar’s exhibition of their
development, habits, nves and devastations pe-
ouliarly clear and intelligent. The lessons and
benefits to practioal farmers, of science thus
brought down to common apprehension are
self-evident. Such popular presentations of the
marvelous wonders of creation displayed in the
lesser kingdoms of orgaumized life, are most
profitable and open the eyes even of the moat
oareless to beauties and adaptations which
everywhere reward a closer sorutiny. A very
warm vote of thanks was proposed by Dr.
Rowell, and seconded by 8. R. Whitman, Eeq.,
which, being unanimously approved by the
andience, were cordially presented by the Rec-
tor, Canon Davidson.

W.M.A.A.—The regular monthly meeting
of the Woman’s Auxiliary Mission Assoociation
of the Churoh of England was held in the Sy-
nod Hall on Thursday 7th March, His Lordship
Bishop Bond presiding. A prayeron * Zenana
Mission,” was read by Mrs, O. Lindsay, dealing
with the sad lives of Eastern women, early
marriages, treatment as wives and hard lot as
widows, eto.

Some interesting letters were read, notably
one from the Rev. Mr. Briok, giving an account
of his journey from Toronto to his distant
home on the Upper Peace river.

DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Deansry.—His Lord-
ghip Bishop Courtney has come to us, and gone
again, and we have most certainly enjoyed to
the atmost, his visit, which has bronght us,
not only so much individual pleasure, but profit

and blessing to all who had the privilege of
attending the various services held by him.

Confirmation services were the specialty,
though many other services were held, and
geveral of the most able, eloquent &nd loving
sermons ever delivered here, were listened to
by eager crowds who thronged the churches
when the Bishop preached. Chester, Mahone
Bay, Lunenburg, St. Matthew’s, LaHave, and
Bridgewater had the special privilege of ser
mons which will long remain in the hearts and
minds of both clergy and people.

The Bishop’s happy and genial manner, his
sympathetic nature and loving heart, have
endeared him to us all, and we are already
beginning to look forward to his promised
¢ visitation ' during the coming year.

This visit will greatly atrengthen our hands,
and will encourage us to to enter the labours
of the Lenten season now upon us, as wellasin
all our future work.

I have received notes of work done in but
five parishes of the Deanery, and so cannot
give anything like s&ll the work done, but
following are some items, by the .7zay. After
visiting St. Margaret’s Bay, Blandford and
Chester, the Bishop arrived at Martin's River,
an outstation of the parish of St. James,’
Mahone Bay, on the 18 Feb, where the Iately
erected church, and the newly laid ont barial
ground were duly consecrated, and the Apos-
tolio rite of Confirmation administered to 31
candidates.

On arriving at Mahone Bay, an address was
presented to his Lordship, at the Rectory, to
which he replied in his nsual happy, cheering,
sympathetic manner. The beautiful Parish
Church of St. James’, was oconsecrated on
Sunday morning, when the building was filled
to its utmost capacity with a congregation of
upwards of 800; the service was most hearty
and deveut, and it now goes without saying,
that the sermon by his Lordship was most
excellent in every respect. At 2 o’clock Con-
firmation was administered to 21 persons at
Maitland, the address to the candidates was
most affecting and stirring. In the evening
the Apostolic rite was administered to BT
candidates at the Parish Church, and although
the roads were in a terrible state of slush and
mud, from the rainfall of the afternoon, the
Church was again orowded by a delighted and
spell bound congregation.

On Monday morning the Bishoi was driven
into Lunenburg by C. E. Kaulback Esq., at 11
o'clock 43 candidates were confirmed, * Doring
the afternoon an address of welcome was given
his Lordship at the Sanday-school room, to
which he gave & most pleasing reply. In the
evening the Rev. George lem, M.A., of
Trinity College, Dublin, was inducted to be
eighth Rector (I believe), of this old and
v ealthy parish, which has sent off its four
daughter parishes, all of which are progressing
very satisfactorily.

On Tuesday morning the new St. Barnabas

Church at “ the Rocks” an outstation of this
parish, wsas consecrated, and at 8 pm. 18
persons received the laying on of hands,

On Wednesday morning his Lordship was
driven to middle LaHave Ferry, where T
candidates were confirmed,thence to the Reotory
of 8t. Matthew's where ho spent a quiet after-
noon. Evensong was held at 7 o’clook, when
asnother of these soul-stirring sermons was
preached. Next morning 42 were counfirmed,
after which Mr, Harris drove the Bishop to
Northfield another outstation of Mahone Bay
parish, now in charge of the Rev. Mr. Gwillim
who resides at New Germany, the Apostolio
rite was again administered, and~at Ohio &
afternoon service was held with a sermon by
the Bishop.

On Saturday morning his Lordship met, by
request, *‘ the Clerical Association ” of Bridge-
water, at the Reotory, when the subject of
absolation, which had been previously disonssad
at said association, was brought up before the
Bishop, and his opinion of the question asked.
In & most masterly manner he gave an extem-
poraneous exegesis of the subjest, going back to
the first principles by which God Himself is
governed in the pardon of sin, thence going on
to the Apostolic commission given on the first
Resurrection day, * whosoever sins ye remit
tbey are remitied, and whosoever sins ye retain
they are retained,” explsining and illustratin
the subject most Incidly to the edification of aﬁ
present. In the evening an address was
presented his Lordship, which drew from him
another most pleasing reply.

Sunday following was & foil and joyful day,
Confirmation at the Parish church in the morn-
ing, when twenty-seven received the Holy rite,
In the afternoon a drive of ten miles to inper
Conquerall, where the same service was re-
peated ; then back to Bridgewater for Even-
song, where the Bishop preached ome of his
most eloquent sermons, which is all the talk of
those who heard it. Only lately, ss your cor-
respondent was driving into the country for a
lecture, he met a gentleman who exclaimed,
“QOh, you ought to have heard the Bishop’s
sermon, it was magnificent,” and then he went
on dilating on its merits,

On Monday the pretty little church at Con-
querall Bank waa consecrated, and eleven oan-
didates confirmed. From here the Bishop was
driven into St. Peter's Parish, New Dablin.
On the morning of the 26th alt, after thirty
persons had been confirmed the old barial
ground on which the original Parish churoh had
stood so long was consecrated, and in the after-
noon 29 were confirmed at St. James' Church,
Lower Dublin.

The morning of the 27th found the Bisho
again st work. The new St. Michael's Ohural
was consecrated as the Parish church of Petite
Riviere, and 16 persons received the laying on
of hands. In the afternoon another new church
was consecrated on ¢he La Have Islands, an
outstation of this last named parish, and 21
confirmed.

After lunch on the islands, retarning to the
Rectory, a reception and address were tundered
the Bishop, who replied in & most pointed,
stirring and loving manner.

On the morning of the 28th, a siek and aged
parishioner was privately confirmed, and shortly
after 18 more received this Apostolic rite at
the church at Broad C.ve; and in the afternoon
ten more at Vogler's Cove; making 86 ocon-
firmed in thia parish.

Then after a fow minutes drive, his Lordship
passed the Rubicon of this Deanery, and at
once began work in the adjoining one of Shel.
burne, I would here recapitulate the work
done, but have not all the items at hand, and
as this article is already long I will leave that
to & future commu iication, :

Several of the clergy were coming and going
with his Lordship, so that three or four were
present at all the services, except those held on
Sundays.
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Parrssoro.—The Rev, B. Gibbons is giving
& series of lectures upon the ‘ History of the
Church in England,” at the Wednesday even-
ing services, which are well atiended and give
subjeot for much conversation. By special re-
-quest two sermons upon Baptismal Regenera-
tion and Conversion have lately been preached
in the Parish Church.

That capital little monthly, Church Work,
Eublished by Rev. John Ambrose, of Digby,

aving beep found productive of much good in
his lat e parish, has been looalized by the Reo-
tor, who receives one hundred and fifty copies
a month, They will be part of the charch
machinery of the parish. .

The children ot the Sanday-school had an
entertainment in Gow’'s Hull on Thuraday eve:
ning, when a capital programme of musio,
charades, visitors from fairy land was rendered
in capital style. A firescene was introduced—
imprompta—which scared some people for a
short time; but beyond the destruotion of a
window blind, a flug and ibe singing of the par-
son's coat (giving him a taste of the lower re
gions) no harm was done. The entertainment
wag admirably gotten up hy Miss Agnes Aik-
1080 and Mrs. Gibbons, the Superintendent and
Mr. George Cole giving their valuable assist-
ance in the Ha'l. The public patroniz d the
entertainment well, and $36 were ocleared, to
which $3 was added by s generous friend;
another friend having kindly paid for the hail,

Divigent Rives.—The fow churek folk of
this plave have masde up their minds to have a
charch, and on Feb 26th, had a tea meeting
for that purpose, which was well patronized,
and some §70 cleared. The men have hewed
the trame, and three sites have been kindly
Eromised for the church.

IuPRESSIONS OF A VILIT TO THE UFPPER
Orrawa MiIssions.

Sar.—It has been the oustom of deputations
visiting the Upper Ottawa to express in Tax
CHuroH GUARDIAN the impressions derived
from their visit, May I ask the same indul-
gence ?

On the 16th of February, I went to Mattaws,
whence the campaign was to begin. Seven
years ago the Rev. Foster Bliss begaa his min-
istrations here, and now there are not in the
place two families of his original congregation
remsaining, so flustuating is the population. At
present the congregation comprises twenty-two
church families, the most distant reside abous
seven miles away, and the congregation con-
sists on an average of thirty-two at each
Sunday servics, morning and evening, and fifty-
pix communicants, The poor building in
which the Church worshipped for a fow months
has given way to a very pretty brick bunilding,
with all the accessories of roveremt worship,
and an exoellent parsonage stands close along-
side. On tbis property has been spent over
five thousand doliars, but on it remains & debt
of two thousand, of which & portion is provided
by subsoriptions promised ; and I desire to call
attention to a fact whioch is not a~ well known
a8 it should be; that this is the only debt dne
on any of the mission property, which, in
addition cousists of churches at Lake Talloa,
Deux Rivieres, Petoewawa, and Alice. I was
under the impression, 88 were many others,
that s large debt remained ; sach is a totally
false [mpression; and I am filled with wonder
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and sympathy with the labours and.anxiety
which has attained so great an end in such &
country of rocks and stumps. The population
ot Mattawa is about 1200, of whom, roughly,
we may say eight hundred are RomanQatholics,
three hundred Presbyterians, Methodists, eto.,
leaving one handred Church people. In Mat-
tawa the united strength of various religious
commaunities is greater than that of the Church
but taking the enormous mission as a whole it
is, thank God, quite the reverse. On the Sunday
I was present there were two celebrations and
matins and evensong, with an aggregate of one
hundred persons present, Let me earnestly
press on Charch people the duty of helping
this hard-working priest to wipe off the sole
deot on the mission, which so oppresses his
work.

We went on Tuesday to Lake Taliom, a
dreary-looking spot. The Railway station, an
old shanty and two other buildings, with the
Church, and a lot of stumps, form the land-
seape. Service was arranged for 10 a.m., bzt
the line being blocked we only got there for
3 pm., when, to my astonishment, I found
thirty five people assembled, they having gone
home, had their dianer, and come back again.
The weather was infamous, and I do not know
many congregations who would have done the
like. I'hey are spread over & radius of about
five miles, within which live, or try to live,
twenty-five families, giving an average congre-
gation of thirty-five, morning and evening and
communicants twenty-nine. There are in the
vioinity, & few Romaa Catholics and Methodists,
the latter having regular services.

The next day we went to Deux Rivieres. Here
gervice is O>nly on alternate Sandays, an
arrangement manifestly disadvantageous. There
are about fifty families in this hamlet of whom
all but fifteen are Roman Catholic, these fifteen,
with three exceptions belonging to the Church;
The congregations average twenty-five, with
also ten cowmaunicants,

Thenos, to Chalk River, where are two con-
gregations, distant about six miles from each
other. The farther of the two we did not reach
by reason of snow, but I learn the families in
its vicinity are fifteen, of whom ten are Church
people, wtih an average congre ation ofthirty.
Service is held in a private house, buta Charch
is now talked of by the people a3 & necessity.
We had afternoon and evening services in the
school near the railway. This is, of necessity,
s veryflactuating congregation, mostly made ap
of railway employes, with a ocongregation of
about thirty-five. Ten families belong to the
Churoch, the rest being Presbyterians and Roman
Catholics, eaoh baving regular services,

Our next visit was to Petewaws, a place
oruelly neglested by the Church for years;
but with dogged determination the people held
tast to their neglectful mother. When Mr. Bliss
came among them just two years ago, they at
once rallied round him, and now they have
regular services in the pretty Church of all
Saints. In aradious of about four miles, reside
twenty-five families, exolusive of Germans;
sixteea families of church people give a con-
gregation of forty, with twenty-three communi-
cants, and an offertory of aboat 9126 a year.
Lu prospect of the division of this overgrown
mission, a parsonage is to be bailt here, towards
which the parishioners will contribate about
$500, and I beartily echo to the charch in the
Diucese their request for assistance in raising
the nevessary balance of one thousand dollars,
to complete the work.

Two other congregations I was unable to
visit. Eauclaire, opened about three monthsago,
and Kioock’s Mills, in both of them there is a
nucleus of a congregation, which only requires
attention to improve, which attention the staff
of the mission is unable to give as at present
constituted.

The Township of Alice, where 8 Church was
built by the Rev. Mr. Nesbiw while incumbent
ot Pembroke, could not owing to the increase
of work in Pembroke, be properly looked afier

. o z =
by the Incumbent of that parish. It will now,
with Chalk River and Petewawa, form the
new division of the Upper Ottawa Mission. Of
necessity Alice will soon form two centres of
congregations, whereas there is now but
one.

With all submission, I would give my im-
pression of this visit. I think a grest and good
work has been done and is going on. The
pecple are sparse and poor, yet, I know mo
place where they have been trained so well in
real Church principles; and “ Why am I a
Churchman ?” could be replied to satisfactorily
by many. The district can never be self-
supporting, the people are poor and will remain
80 1o the end of the chapter. Well, the poor
bave the gospel preached to them, theyare the
heritage of the Charch. It is intended as soon
as the Parsonsge is built, for Mr. Blies to
remove to Pettewaws, and a grant cf $350 will
be made to each Mission (which is really the
equal division of the present grant), The two
priests will each have a Lay Rsader. My im-
pression is that the grants are insufficient, and,
to make good work snother Luy Reuder is
wanted, if not two, for there are other points to
touched. The Church should help this missionbe
not grudgingly, the field is open to the Church,
and is capable of being made really the patri-
mony of the Charch. Given an enormous sres,
really poor people, either Church or quite
friendly to the Charch and glad of her munis-
trations—a sound foundation—over worked
missioners, where ean there be & better outlet
for the duties of Church people in more com-
fortable lines? I went up mot prepared to
bless, but I bave come home with the convic-

tion I have expressed.

LonpoN.—A largely attended meeting of the

Interesting letters were read from the
Bishop of Saskatchewan and Calgary, the
Rev. S. Trivett, Fort McLeod, N.W.T., the
Rev. E.F. Wilson S ult St. Marie, and the Rev.
J.H. Hamilton, Port Hope, in reference to the
Rev. J. Cooper Robinson’s work in Japan.

As this was the last meeting of the Central
Association betore the general annual meeting,
the annual reports from the branches were
read. The large majority of these were highly
gratifying; showing a groat inorease of zeal
and activity in the cause of missions.

Three new branches formed since the meet-
ing in January were reported, viz; Glanworth,
Lucan, and Christ Caurch, London, and &
junior branch at St. Paul's Cathedral. A child-
ren's Mission Band formed last spring at St.
George's Church, London West, was also re-
ported. One most pleasing feature of the years
work has been the formation of a number of
junior branches.

The Rev. Josepn Merrick. formerly of the
Diocese of Montroal, but for the last eighteen
months, residing with his family in Winnipeg,
died at his residence here on Sunday morning,
the 20th ult., surrounded by all his children.
His end was very peaceful, truly befitting the
life he led a true, earnest Christian, he was
always ready for work for his Master, and ready
for the summons, “Come up higher.” Dauring
his sojourn in Winnipeg, he had always kept
in the harmess, and orly two Sundays before
his death assisted in officiating in Triuvity
Church, Winnipeg.

The first Synod of “the Diocese of Calgary

met in the town of Calgary. The pro-|P

ceedings were inangurated by & special
gervice in the Cat. edral Church of the
Redeemer. Despite the inclemency of the
weather there was a fair sized congregation.
consisting of lay delegates to the Synod and
members of the regular congregation of the
new Cathedral. The Clergy included the Most
Reverend the Metropolitan of the Eoclesiastical
Province ot Rupert's Liand, the Right Rev. the
Lord Bishop of the Diocese ot Calgary and Bas-
katchewan, Dr. Pinkham ; Rev. Canorn Newton,
Revs. R. Hilton, H. H, Smith, H. F. Bourpe,
8. Trivett, of Fort Macleod Distriot; J. F, Prit-

chard, Lethbridge; J. W. Tims, Gleichen; F.
@. Christmas, Banff; H. B. Collier and A. W.
F. Cooper, Calgary. :

The service consisted of the shortened form
of Morning Prayer and the Holy Communion.
The service was read by Rev, A, W. F. Cooper,
Reotor of Calgary; the Lesson by Rev. Canon
Newton; the Epistle by the Lord Bishop of the
Diocese and the Gospel and ante-Communion
service by the Metropolitan. The Venerable
Prelate also pronounced the Benediotion, The
musical programme had been specially prepared
for the oecasion and the choir augmented. The
appropriste hymn—

** The Church’s one foundation
* Is Jesus Christ her Lord.”

was sung as a Processional as the Clergy filed
in from the vestry and took their seats in the
chancel.

The Metropolitan delivered & most impres-
sive sermon from the text * In quietness and in
confidence shall be your strength,” Isaish xxx,
15. The preacher urged upon both laymen and
clergy their duty towards the Church and en-
joined them to rest in full confidence on the Al-
mighty, They must look forward to disap-
pointments but must not be dircouraged. He
paid a touching refercnce to the deceased Bishop
of the old Diocese of Saskatchewan, who had
been his bosom companion from youth and
congratulated the new Diocese npon the emin-
ent gualifications of its present Bishop. He
spoke of the hesembling of thisSyaod as a moat
important event in the history of the Church of
England, and urged the members of the Synod
to remember that the work they will accom-
plish will have a most important effect upon
tho future of the Diocese, which is destined in
the nexr fature to exercise a great influence.
Conoluding, the venerable preacher expressed
the hope that while this great Territory will
increase in population and inflaence the Charch

| will prosper and its members increase in grace.

Organizing a Diocese.—The first business ses-
gion of the Synod was- held this afternoon, the
Bishop of the Diocese presiding. After prayer
by His Lordsbhip, Rev. A. F. W. Cooper was
appointed Secretary of the Synod and a resole-
tion passed thanking the Metropolitan for open-
ing the Synod and requesting him to allow his
sermon to be printed with the Synod report.

Bishop Pinkham then delivered his firat
Episcopal charge to the Synod of the Diocese.
In beginning his address thd Bishop remarked:
* This is indeed & remarkable day in the history
of oar Church in the Northwest. We have met
to organize a diocese—a privilege that should
deepen our conviction &8 to our responsibility
a8 Churchmen, and stimulate us to rise fully to
them,”

Speaking of his intention with regard to dio-
cesan work he remarked ; “ I intend to form two

deaneries at once, one to embrace the parishes-

and missions along the railway, or in the vi-
oinity ; and the other to embrace the parishes
and missions in the southern part of the Dio-
oese.ll

The financial position of the Diocese was
discussed in all its bearings and a reference
made to the Lambeth Conference. His Lord-
ship made several important references to edu-
cation. He expressed the hope that provisions
should be mude for the reading of the Bible in
the public schools. The opinion was also ex-
ressed that Culgary should be made an educa-
tional as well as an ecclesiastical centre. Con-
oluding, His Lordship remarked that if the
churchmen of the Diocese are true to their ob-
ligations they can do a noble work in this new
country for God snd for their fellow citizons,

The Syaod then proceeded with the discus-
sion of the Rales of order.

A corrispondent of the Calgary Tribune gives
the following icteresting account of the begin-
ning ot the Charch in that rising town :

ReTaosrroTivE.—The KEstabiishment of the
Church of Angiand in Calgary.—The tact that

the first meeung of the lpwoopsal Synod of the

Diocese of Calgary, is being held in our town
&t present ander such auspicious circumstanoces,
naturally calls up memories of the past short
bat interesting history of the Churoh in this
district. How remarkably the present meeting
of the Diocesan Synod with the Metropolitan
of Rupert's Land, Bishop of Calgary with
olergymen and an equal namber of lay dele-
gates in attendance, eompares with the slender
footing of the Church five short years ago.
Looking baok a hittle over five years when I
first visited the site of Calgary, there was no
minister of the Church ot Kngland atthis place,
but services were held once in two weuks in
the barrack room of the olu Mounted Police
fort. These services were condacted by the
RevJ. W. Tims, missionary at Gleichen, who
hud to drive some 50 miles to Calgury to preach.
Calgary was visited during the summer of 1883
by the Right Rev. John McLean, Bishop of
Saskatohewan. In NSeptember of that year [
attended divine service in the said barrack
room, when Bishop McLean delivered a most
able und truly prophetic sermo:., which, viewed
by the hight of the existing state of charch
matters, can hardly be regarded otherwise than
ay being inspired, There was a good nomber
of people present and ail the chairs, benches,
empty po: k barrels, eto. eto., at the disposal of
the little fort had to be improvised 10 make
seats for the congregation.

OneSuanday in 1883 unexpectedly, an English
Church clergyman from Toronto visited this
hamlet. The only place then devoted entirely
to divine worship was a canvass tent located
east of the Elbow River owned by the Metho-
dists, but also used by the Presbyterians. The
writer asked him to hold service in the tent,
which he did at 11 a.m. The Methodist min-
ister preached at 3 p. m, and the Presbyterian
minister in the evening. An unsetitled state
of things continued to exist as to a regular place
of worship until April 1886, when a meeting
was called to consider the question of building
& church, At that meeting & committee was
appointed and an sctive step at once taken to
secuare the erection of a place of worship, which
resulted in the bmilding during 1886 of the
present ‘‘Chuarch of the Redeemor” whioh
though then apparently in advance of the
times, is already proving inadequate for the
requirements of tho congregation. In May of
that year the Rov. E. Paske Smith took cbarge
of the church work in Calgary and the distriot
around it, which extended from High River
in the south to Blindman’s River in the north,
and from Gleichen in the east, to Banff in the
West. In the following year, after the death
of Bishop MoLean, the Rev. C. Pinkham was
appointed Bishop of Saskatchewan and Calgary.
Calgary being made a separate diocese, but
united to Saskatcchewan temporalily as a
matter of economy. Now we find our town
made the Episcopal 8ee, with all the advan-
tages of having rosident amongst us in tue
person of Bishop Pinkham a devoted Christian
and energetic church worker, with the prospeot
ot having a Church college established in
Calgary very soon. Do not these facis give
force to the Scoripture command and promise
% Cast your bread upor the waters and it shall
be seen after muny days?” In our case the
passage might read atter few duys,

DIOCESE OF NEW WESTMINISTER, B.C,

Continustion of report from the Churchman's
Gazette of the Bishop's address to the 8ynod ;

InpiaN Wozk —Probably the greater num-
ber ot the more recent urrivals in the Diocese
are altogether unawure that we have, within
150 miles of Vancouver, a very considerable,

and very saccessfnl Indian Mission, Tne traig
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ion gets less public notice than it did im
the olden days of stage coaches when Lytton
was one of the principal halting places on the
road,

Lytton is the headquartera of the Mission,
but our Indian district extends higher u, the
Fraser, and up both the Thompson and Nicola
Rivers. Altogether we have over 1200 bap-
tized Indians under our oare, of whom over
800 are communicants, The Mission is support-
ed mainly by the English Society for the
Propagation of the Gospel, which aids s with
an annual grant of $144.00 for the stipends of
two missionaries and $240 00 each for two
native Oatechists. The Society for Promoting
Christian Knowledge also gives us & grant of:
$720.00 towards the stipend of & Medical Man
(Dr. Pearse) who has sanitary charge of the
district, and supplements the work of the
Bvangelists by attention to the bodily infir-
mities of the people.

This part of the work is at present only at
ita inception, but we hope to develope it in
time in the direction of an Indian Hospital for
the treatment of chronic and other scrious
oases that require skilled nursing. Nothing is
wanted for the accomplishment ef this scheme
but the necessary funds for building. An exist-
ing building has been offered asa gift, which
with some alteration could be adapted for the
purpose, but even the expense of this we hesi-
tate at the present moment to incur. D,
Pearse is a fully qualified practitioner and
licensed to practice in the Province, and he is
allowed by the terms of his engagement to take
private practice so long as it does not confliet
with his duties as Missionary’ He resides at
presont at Yale.

Our Indian School at Yale, under the All
Hallows Sisters, had received & most welcome
and deserved impulse this year in the shape of
a Government Grant of $60.00 a year for each
25 Indian pupils. This has, of course, con-
giderably lightened the burden of financial
anxiety which we have borne for the last
four years, At the same time it must not be
supposed that the school is now independant of
private support, becsuse this grant has only
stimulated us to Tarther efforts in the same
direotion, and the steadily increasing number
of our scholars has determined us on extending
our premises by the addition of a new Dormi-
tory, Schoolroom, and Laundry. For this
extension a sam of about $2004.00 is required
and the Siaters intend making a collecting tour
through the Province early in the spring in the
endeavour to raise it. And if perserverance,
steadfastness of purpose, and hard work are,
as I believe, qualities which commend them-
gelves irresistibly to the hearts and the pookets
of people, the Sisters will not fail in their ob-
jeot. The Staff of the Sehool now oconsists of
four Sisters and & Governess,

Kauroors.—I think there must be some
mistake in the number of Church people
vetarned from the distriot, inasmuch as last
year the nnmber was 750, and it is now given
450 only. 1t is impossible, of ocourse, in an
extensive district like this to estimate the
pumber with absolute accuracy but it is also
impossible that the number should have
diminished in the ratio given, especially when
the communicants have inoreased from 104, in
the previous return, to 170 in this. There has
been, I am sorry to say, a serious falling off in
the amount raised within the distriot: which
is only $2069.2# as againet $2734.89 in 1887,
The falling off is not in the offertories, which
have increased by $200.00, but itis wholly under
the head of * Subacriptions,” and must be due
therefore, I suppose, to insufficient collection.
Many changes in the Miasionary Staff have, no
doubt, ocoasioned some confusion in the work-
ing of the distriot, which is so extensive as to
make it dificult for any one man to keep in
touch with the whole of it, and I am not sure
that the time has not come when it would be

one sub-division, and Nicolas, Okanagan and
Spallumcheen another. Two men would be
necessary to work the former, while one would
be sufficient for the latter, making his head-
quarters at Lansdowne, where we shall shortly
have a Parsonage.

Car1B00.—Owing to the circumstances that
there was no return from this Parish last year
I am unable to draw a comparison by which to
messure progress. I am ashamed to say it is
long ago as July .886 since I visited Cariboo,
but the presence of Mr. Brooks amongst them
is, I hope, evidence sufficient that the people
have not been far from my thoughts. - The one
half of Mr. Brooke's stipend is furnished by
friends in a single Parish in the old country,
bat they do it on the understanding that a sum
equal to their contribution is provided in the
district. This has not been quite complied
with in the last year, at least not eo far as the
return shows, I am looking forward to visit-
ing Cariboo and Chilcotin about August or
September.

Foreran Missions.—We have gone back, I
am gorry to say, in regard to our supgort of
Foreign Missions, and this in spite of the fact
that more Parishes contributed this year than
last. I hope the Clergy will not rest satisfied
with meorely having collections in their
Churches but will advooate the canse in their
sermon on such oocasions, and,.inculcate the
principle involved, viz, the duiy of helping
others to obtain like privileges with ourselves.
The Socioties we are asked to support are the
Society for the Propagation of the Gospel, and
the Society for Promoting Christian Know-
ledge. From the former we receive annually
$2880.00 for Missionary purposes; from the
latter we receive help in the erection of
Churches, and also a sum of $1920 00 towards
%ml purchase of the present school premises at

ale.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The St. Andrew's Cross under the heading
“ Habits, Chavraoter, and Lent,” says :

Ouar whole Christian life, from our first new
birth, up to the fature highest perfection of
heaven, is summed up in threestsges : (1) dets,
leading to (2) Aabit, leading to (3) character:
There is & perfect heavenly character, which
we require to attain to finally, the likeness to
Christ, Your isolated acts, by crystalizing
into habits, are all elements of the fieal and
fixed character which you will wear in eternity.

Shall we not take this sericus view of the
acts which we do in performance of our rule of
service, and in our own realization of our Chris-
tian dutiee ? Try now, by repeated acts of de-
votion and influence, to establish right habits,
The yoke galls, and the burden is heavy, while
your aots are isolated and artificial, but it be-
comes easy when habit is being formed, and
perfectly natural when character is established.

Why nottry this Lent to attend every service
in {onr Church at which it is possible for you
to be present, not omitting the Holy Commun-
ion, to be at every meeting of your Chapter and
of the Bible class, to keep your eyes wide open
for opportunitios for the rule of service, and to
be doubly diligent in the rale of prayer. Do
all this, if necessary at first, with a tresh effort
of resolution spplied to each act, and, I venture
to say, that, when Lent is over, you will have

formed some habits which you will never want
to lose, and will have made up & piece of that
self or character which you will wear in the
eternal presence of the Father who created you,.
the Son who redeemed you, and the Holy Spirit
who sanctified yon,

The Church Year, Florida, says:

With Ash-Wednesday the season of Lent be-
gins. A few suggestions on the nature of its
observance, may, therefore, be helpfal. For
this we commend to our readers an admirable
little book, by Miss Lucy Ellen Guernsey, en-
titled A Lent in Earnest, just from the press of
T. Whitsaker, New York. It cannot fail to be
of great service to those who desire to make a
rightfal and beneficial use of the Lienten season.
It is a series of short and excellent readings and
instructions for each of the forty days. We
give below extraots from one of them :

“ Fasting in its broad sense, means self-denial,
and in the ordinary sonse, abstinence. Abstin-
ence means going without something, and the
question to be settled by each one of us is,
What shall we do without? The Church lays
down no rule in this matter, but leaves it to
the judgment and conscience of each one of her
children. Oae may abstain in matters of food;
another of some favorite ccoupation or amuse-
ment, such, for instance, as light reading, or
fanoy work, or a favorite game., Another will
take time from his business, or pleasure, for
devotional reading, or forsome work of charity.
We are to be a law unto ourselves, but let our
rule be & law. Do not let the matter be left o
chance, or the impulse of the moment. Having,
then, laid down a rale—having decided on that
measure of abitinencggvhich we deem best for
ourselves, let us adhere to that standard, how-
ever we may be tempted to depart from i,
Unless you do thus adhere to them, your rules
will be burdens and temptations to you, instead
of helps.

¢ There is another, and very important point
to be congidered in the matter of amusementa.
St. Paul says: ‘If meat make my brother to
offend, I will eat no meat while the world
stands”’ The Churchman or woman who is seen
at the opera or theatre during Lent, must not
be surprised if he hears his religious profession
lightly spoken of by worldly associates. A vis-
itor ie a certain house was amazed, on entering
a parlor on Good Friday evening, to find two
whist tables in operation, both occupied by
Church members who had attended service in
the morning. The visitor was not surprised at
the remark of a Romau Catholic servant: ‘Well,
they do not think much of the day, whatever
they may pretend.’ And certainly the specta-
ole was not & very edifying one to those who
made no religions profession whatever. ¢ All
things may be lawful for me, but all things are
net expedient,’ and it is bard to see how any-
one who desires to use this holy season as the
Church intended it to be used, can spend time
or money on expensive amusements. Believe
me, it is & bad symptom in the spiritual life
when & Christian is thinking, net how much he
oan give up for his Lord, but how much he
dares keep for himself.”

The Church Messenger, Mississippi, says :—

In considering the annual recurrence of the
Lenten Kast the question always comes mp
whether or not it is our bounden duty to ob-
serve the season. That it is a question is ob-
vious enough. Many good people hardly
regarded it as an obligation at all, and some are
inolined to denounce it a8 a papist saperstition,
or at best & relic of the dark ages.

But we cannot forget that our blessed Lord
who is our example, withdrew himself from the
busy walks of life, and for forty days gave Him
self to fasting, meditation and prayer. Thus
He strengthened His hamanity 10 meet the
tomptations, which for our sake also He en-

duared.
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What was needful for Him, cannot be supor-
flaous for us, that He fasted is reason emough
why we should fast. Xor while we were yet
ginners Christ died for us, and He who endured
such contradiction of sinners for our sakes, has
left us an example, that we should walk in his
steps.

THE SPIRIT IN THE WHEELS.

Parish machinery abounds. Parish activity
is the idol of the hour. The Parish-house, in
the city, costs more than the Parish Church in
the country. If there was a time of religious

inactivily, we may come to know a period of
active un-religiousness. To dorather than to be
becomes the heart’s desire, '

The time has come for & word of warning,
much needed in this practical age. The wheels
of the ohariot of God must indeed be round,
and strong, but there must be the * spirit of the
living creature,” the spirit of holy life * in the
wheels.” Not the cup of cold water given
anyhow, but—given “in the name of a disc.ple,”
and for the sake of the Master, has the promise

of the reward. The aot is precious, mot in}

itself, but becanse of the motive, the inner
spirit. Benevolence, which is unbaptized,
separated from piety, is not an offering to the
Son of God. It has no promise of His blessing,
It is not & Christian virtue distinctively. It was
known to the heathen, and it could win their
praise. Gratified energies, in many schemes of
“Church work,” may delude, rather than
develope souis. Fuss and bustle may blow
their own little trumpets, when it were wiser
and more blessed to learn the miserere, and in
great lowliness of contrition, to seek the way
of pardon and peace. The lifs, ennobles the
work, even more than the work can glorify the
life, **The spirit in the wheols” alone can
make them revolve for God.

There are hopeful signs, indeed, of spiritaal
life, side by side with this rapid growth of work
within the Church, Aznd yet they are not many,
nor are they very encouragin%.

In a fow parishes, there is & Daily Celebration
not largely valued, and so, not earnestly main-
tained. The Daily offices of Morning and
Buening Prayor are said in & very few of our
churches throughout the year. Hven the
Litany days are much neglested, The study of
God’s word In private, or in connection with
Bible Classes is, by no means, general. Definite
and oontinous instruction in holy things, are
not welcomed. Perhaps children's souls, afterall,
are notespecially gnided,and blessed by the Sun-
day schools. The tone of social life, among
Church-folk, is hardly more atrict, or less
worthy, than in days gone by. If devational
books are much more common, a very question-
able litoratare is also in many hands. If fast-
ing is more rigid, a8 one wonld fain believe, it is
not qnite so certain that private prayer, in the
largeness of the holy olaim, i8 more devoutely
offered. If zeal may gather sewing oiroles,
and Mothers’ meetings, and Altar sooieties, is
there any corresponding growth of * godly
quietness,” of meekness, and patience, and
humility, and guarded speech, and gentle
courtesy ! It must be feared that the busy,
buzzing wheels are not always moved by the
spirit of holiness, and that they do not surely
run in the way which God approvens.

That phrase ‘‘laborare est orare,” his done
just misohief enough. It was possibly only a
gerversion of the great ora et labora, & plausi-

le half-truth. The very hardest work, with
the most real issues, is wrought by God, by
men upon their knees. All church work is not
worshipful. It is not the equivalent of the
soul’s loving adoration, nor ita rightfal subati-
tute, The wheels of energy may be an evil
spirit of selft-pleasing, or of restless caprice;
and the labor may not be prayerful; and the
result may not be blessed.

“What shall we do, that we might work the
works of God ?” so0 asked the people of Christ.

“ Thisis the work of God, that ye believe on
Him Whom He hath sent’ so the master made
reply. The apirit of life, which first moved the
trinmph-car of Christianity was the spirii of
devotion to Jesus Christ., Faith in Him,
learned in stillness, and cherished in prayer,
and revealed in sacrifice, and proven in perils
and toils, and confessed in martyrdom,—this
mighty spirit drove on the wheels, and the
great work of God was wrought.

In all our parish-life, the most strenuous ef-
fort must be made,not 8o much to multiply ac-
tivities, to devise each autumn, another guild,
or another chapter of a guild, a3 to quicken and
deepen the true spirit of lwve and leyalty io
Christ our Lord. The work will be abundant,
when the love has gone before. The wheels of
parish-life, as of all life, will glide on in God's
sure road, where He, Who is the Life, sends His
Spirit into waiting and trustfcl souls.—St.

Whatever we do or at-
tempt, let it be real, and honest, and true.

thero are plenty who could tell them how
blessed and helpful its observance has really
been-to themselves. So let us take counsel
together about this matter, and see- if we can
find some practical thonghts which msay help

1. The first thing we need, hefors we oan’

begin to make a right use of Lent, is a sense of
tho sinfulness of sin. To gain or to deepen
this, let Ash-Wednesday, the first day of Leat,
pe made & day of earnest, self-examination and
fervent prayer. Then resolve that the thought
of your sinfulness shall be a daily and abiding
thought daring this season. et David’s,
words, *“ My sin is ever before me,” be your
motto, Now we want to be real. So we must
not exaggerate not attempt what is beyond oar
power. It would be unreal to talk of weeping
tears of sorrow for sin, or of emiting the
breast with all the self condemuation of the
Publican in the parable, day by day, Bat it
would not be uvreal to talk of making the
remembrance of our sin a special morning and
evening thought, and to resolve to deepen our
sense of sin by special self examination and
confession, let us say on each Friday, all
through Lent. Suppose we begin by taking
the seven Penitential Psalms, and resolved to
say one of these each morning when we say
our morning prayer. Then suppose we choose
for ourselves seven passages of Scripture bear-
ing on sin, and geven penitential hymns, and
use one of each of these every night. This
would be something practical, and which every
one could do. If we are able to attend at any
special Lenten servicos in Charch, this will
help 1. Insuch ways we can keep the re-
membrance of our sins before us, and learn how
hatefal to God sin is You will observe that
we have not left the Sandays out, although in
reality they are no part of the Lenten fast, the
forty days being all week days, and the Sundays
being always festivals. Bat justas Lent is
marked in our Sunday Services by the Collects
and Scripture teachings, as well as by the
hymns selected, and the subjects usually chosen
for the sermons, go it i well not quite to forget
the season in our private devotions on Sunday,
but to blend the thought of our sin with the
tbankfa] o>mmemoration of tke resurection of
Him who on that day brought life and immor-
tality to light.

2, And now & word or two aboat self-denial.
There are msny who cannot fasi literslly, or
who in their poverty keep & perpetual fast.
But all can deny themselves in some way; and
special acts of self-denial at such a time as this
are a great help both in learning to govern sel,
and also as 8 reminder of the meaning and
teaching of the season, Could you give up any
little indulgence and so save something to give
to the poor ? You must not forget that God
Himself points out this way of fasting as the
best (see Is. lviii :, 6-7). Could you deny
yourself somo favourite amusement, and spend
the time saved either in study of God's word, or
in doing acts of kindness to others? Could you
give a little longer time to grayer or devotion-
al reading ? If you can do any such little act
of gelf-denial, do it very simply aud quietly,
without any display of self-importance. Offer
it humbly to God as a little sacrifice willingly
made to Him. He will accept and bless it for
the sake of the one great sacrifice of Him who
* pleased not Himself " but gave Himself ior
us, *‘ an offering and a saorifico to God for a

sweet smelling savour.”
BIBLE AND PRAYER-BOOK,

In spite of the scepticism which is so fash-
jonable in these day, and perhaps partly in
consequence of it, there is, happily, among our
counntry folk, whether they are churchmen or
not, & great reverence, on the whole, for the

Bible, A Bible elass is often popular in rural
parishes, where leotures on ecolesiastical sub-

jeots, including éven the Prayer-book, would
not be attended; and there is probably no
Article among the Thirty-nine which fiods such

ready acceptance among unsophisticated psople
whose attainments are summed up by ‘‘the
three R's,” as the Sixth,

This general reverence for Holy Scripture is
a thing o0 be very thankful for, but it is hardly
too much to say tha' it often degenerates into
superstition. There are those who prate of
‘the Bible and Bible orly,’ much as if they
believed that the Aathorized English Version
bad comestraight from Heaven, like the Hebrew
Decalogue, before, or at any rate at the very
beginning of, the Christian Religion, and that
every person was intended to find out the
traths as well as the precepts of Christianity
from it and from it only.

Now it is of the highest imporiznce that
such persons, or such of them as have ears to
hear, and are really willing to learn and not be
teachers only, shonld bave it impressed upon
them, kindly but earnestly, that they should
derive much more benefit than they do from
the study of the Bible, if they would read it by
the light of the Prayer-book. The fact is that
they are in the habit of putting the Scriptare
to & use for which they were never intended.
Just as those persons are utterly bafflsd, who
approach such scoounts as the fimous First
Chapter ot Genesis with a view to getting in-
formation on natural science, so do those well-
meaning students fail, who think to form, each
for himself, a system of theological dogmas,
merely by searching within the four corners of
the Bible. We had a conspicious instance of
this a few weeks ago, when, in our correspond-
ence columaus, a puzzle writer stated that he
could not find intant baptism ordered in the
Bible, There are several important things
besides this, a&s other oorrespondents have
pointed out, which a person would not discover
from the Bible, merely by his own unassisted
gearch. How, for instance, wounld he gather
and rightly formulate, the great dootrine of
the Trinity from the Bible only? To be sure,
with the Authorized Version, he might go
some way towards doing so by the help of 1 St.
John, 6-7 ; but the whole of this verse, except
the first seven words, is acknowledged to ‘be
interpolated, as well as the beginning of the
following verse, so that this passage, as correot-
ly given in the Revised Version here affords an
instance of the Bible being illustrated by
Church teaching ; for the interpolated words
aro clearly from some ancient Church formul-
ary, and agree with the teaching of the Quicun-
que vult, which is found, not in the Bible, but
1n the Prayer book.

The undoubted historical fact that The Church
was in very active operation, and spreading
into many lands, for some twenty long years
before a single word of the New Testament was
written, is & fact which is far too much lost
sight of, and of which people should be remind-
ed constantly, from the pulpit and elsewhere,
For the corollaries which spring from this
faot are of the utmost consequence, viz.: (I)
That the doctrines of the Church areantecedent
to the New Testament, and were originally
taught, not from the Bible, but from the sacred
deposit of the truth which was given to the
Church, once for all, when it was founded or
inaugurated, on the Day of Pentecost ; and (2)
that no Christian writings could have been
accepted by the early Church as divinely
inspired, which did not thoroughly harmonise
with the dootrines which they the Church had
already received.

Now, it is the Prayer-book which represents
the teaching of the Primitive Church, and
therefore the New Testament should be read in
the light of the Prayer-book. This is in accord-
ance with the ancient dogma, *The Church
teaches, Scripture confirms’ Just 88 we never
begin to instruct young children from the Bible
only, but generally from some simple form of
catechism, thus really using the Prayer-book
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a8 a help to the Bible, s0 shall we always find
the greatest assistance in the Holy Soripture,
if we as it were take the Prayer-book with us,
When we come to doctrines of any difficulty,
we should first ask What is the teaching of the
Church on this-subject ? This question will be
answered by a caretul reference to the Prayer-
book. Then we should examine whether the
Soriptare confirms wbat the Church thus
teaches. By so oomparing the Bible and
Prayer-book, we shall acquire & stronger and
more reasonable grasp of that which they both
teach, each in its own proper way; bat if we
stady the latter and written form of God's
rovelation, to man, without the aid of that vast
anwritten body of Divine Trath, which was in
the first instsnce given to the Church, and
whioch the Prayer-book so faithfully reprodnces,
then it wiil be no wonder if, like the many
Nonconformists who accept the Church’s teach-
ing as to the Canon of Scriptare, but reject it
as to its presen‘mept of primitive Christianity,
we acquire only a stunted and inadequate con-
ception of that great Truth, to the knowledge
of which God willeth that al! men should come.

PROF KNIGHT, (PRESBYTERIAN) -

oN THE IMPORTANOE OF EXTERNAL DECOBATION,
G1viang THE BEaT T0 GuD,

Preaching at Forfar Established Church on a
Sunday morning,- lately, in connection with
the placing of two memorial windows in that
building. Professor Knight, of St. Andrew's,
is reported to have said that the Christian
Church was at first wholly invisible (1), without
any of the accessories aad accomparniments of
the future Christian worship. From that it
might be inferred that churches raised with
splendour and adorned with magnificence were
not essential to the worship of God. It had to
be remembered, on the other hand, that one of

the aims of the Christian religion was to turn
everything to its natural and appropriate use.
to unite things that had long been artficially
divided, and to end the discord which it found
existing between the ceremonial and spiritpal,
One of these lesser aims undoubtedly was to
unite the beauntifal with the true and good, to
elevate the art of the world, and to consecrate
it. Within a generation or two after the
introdunction of Christianity, the Roman world

was fi led with churches reared for worship,
finer far in design and structure than were the
temples of the pre-Christisn religions, or the
shrines of Eastern lands. The very stones of
the mountains, their finest marble, had been
cut in cunning masonry in honour of One who

was a mendicant in the days of His flesh. The
mines of the earth had yielded up their trea-
sures to decorate buildings in which prayer
was made to Him, The stones, the wood, had
been carved, and glass coloured, to ornament
the churches in which His worship was carried
on. Choicest words had been written, and the
very finest music of the world composed in His
honour. This could not be explained on any
theory that disregarded the Divineness of its
origin. The principle that anderlay these
facts was, first, the very close relationship that
existed between the internal and external in
worship. To pretend to be able to dispenae
with the latter becanse the former was s0 much
more important, was really to disparage the
latter itself. The second idea underlying the
dedication of art to religion was, that the ex-

ternal was symbolic of the internal, and there-
fore it shonld be arranged so as to shadow it
forth, For example, some of the ideas con
nected with the Christian religion were stability
permanence, loftiness, calmness, unworldly
repose, & central peace subsisting amid the
agitation of the outer world. How could these
ideas be most fittingly represented and banded
down to posterity? Was it by means of the
living veice, er orsl tradition; or by perishable
books; or by the great visiblestructures which
represented and embodied them? Sarely the
builders of the great cathedrals, the monasteries,
the abbeys, and the smaller churches of

~

Christendom, were directed by the instinot of
true religion in giving to the world these
germons in stones. They were visible monu-
mens of & religion that survives the fluotua-
tions of opinion, the fashion of the world, and
the revolations of society. Another idea was
conveyed in the history of those baildings, and
in the way in which they were reared. Some
of them, begun in the Middle Agos, were not
finished yet, The builders were content to do
just a little, their own part, and leave it to their
snocessors to continue it, and they know that
others wounld finish what they had began,
becanse they were only part of the great whole.
They believed in the uniiy of the Cnurch and
in the brotherhood of the bailders of it. Their
apprehensionss of the truth were deepened
when realized by them in connection with the
peanuful, and were further deepened when
they proceeded to realize them in good condact
or right action.—From KEarl Netson's, Home
Reunwon Notes.

Unworldliness is not emptiness of garners,
but the right and noble use of garners filled by
God. An unworldly clergy is not & olergy
without & world, but one which knows the
world, uses and teaches man how to use the
world for God, until it brings at Iast the whole
world kome to God.
Never more necessary than now to use the
world as not abusing it. To abnse it gracefal-
ly is the temptation of the age,—and to gild
the abuse with philanthropy of the Gospel
without its philotheism is popular. Bat jts
philanthropy will never live without its philo-
theism any more than the form of a Churoh
will live without the spirit.
To say * Christianity is not & theology” is in
one sense true, because Christianity is a life,
Bat it would be just as true to eay Christianity
18 not a history, or Christianity is not & wor-
ship. But you cannot have the life withont
ke worship, withoat the history, or without
the theology. The spirituul life is the life of
God. As matericl life has its science of biology,
vo has spiritual life its science of theology.
Withdat theology Christian life will have no
intollectual, no spiritual expression, as with-
out worship it will have no emotional expres-
sion, withont history no continuous develop-
ment. Intellectual expression is necessary to
the propagation and 80 0 the permanence of the
faith. To koow it 18 the profession of the
clergyman, and the most living interest of &

cultured layman.

CH3DDAR, in Somerset, bhas
raised its remittance for the Society
in 8 way that may encourage others.
The Vioar writes:—

“] have special pleasure this
year in sending you a remittance
of over £20 from this parish for
the general funds of S.P.G,
because I had feared that from loss
of larger subsoriptions it would
have fallen to £15. Thanks, how-
ever, to boxes, and san increasing
intereat in the canse of the Foreign
Miesions of the Church among the
younger members of my flock, onr
contribution reaches the average
which I bave always endeavoured
to reach. The desire of the poor to
help on the work often comes out
in the methods adopted to fill their
boxes. One tells me rhe strikes
verbovas to gell for S.P.G,
Another that she devotes what she
can muke by the sale of roses to
her box. Arnd]I could tell you of
hnmbler and more prossic ways in
which the coffers of the Society are
replenished.”

Wz inserted (on the suggestion
of »lady who offered £2 if others

would do the like) a special appeal
in the Mission Field for December,
for sabscriptions to enable the Rev.
A. Smith, of Mahonoro, to place
teachers at cortain places in hix
distriot, where they would be wel-
comed, and indced were petitioned
for. It was based on the touching
roport, which we had printed the
month before.

It may Ye that our readers shared
our hope that some seven or eight
people would bo sure to send £2
each to provide for at least omne
such teacher, and so each trusted
to the generosity of othors., The
hope has so far not been justified,
as only four persons have written
to promise this sum. Mr. Smith’s
report on pages 420 and 421 of the
Mission Field for November ran
thus :—

¢ From this point southward up
to Mahela—= distance of about 30
miles—no Missionary work has ever
been attempted. The Iarge towns
of Ambinaninisakaleona, Nosiva.
rika, Ampomanitra, Ambujito, Ma.
hambeo, Vohitsars (where the stono

elephant is), Antanambao —all are
untouched. No doubt somoone will
ask : Why have younot tuken them F
up? Because I have no money to
pay 8 teacher to placo there. What
oan Ido? Teachers must live as
well as others, and I haveno means
whatever of paying them. Foreach
of these places a sam of six dollars
per month is required for a teach-
er's wages. The sohool-church
building and the house for the
teacher to live in will be gladly

rovided by the people in each vil-
age. Nor want of this six dollars
per month the whole population for
tbirty miles lies in continual spir-
itual . darkness. The Governor of
Mahela wrote to me only a few
days ago: ‘ We are waiting for the
teachers : the whole population is
ready to be taught.! Yes, waiting
for teachers! ¢The harvest truiy
is plenteous, but the labourera are
few, Pray yo the Lord of the har.

‘It was a pity
that in this dear Scotland so many
bundreds should be wrecked and
ruined by our social habits’ Mr.
Mackay obrerved that 30,000 peo-
ple went to bed drunk in Glasgow
every Saturday night; or, in other
words, 1 in every 18 of the popula-
tion|

The young man shook
off bad companions, went to ocol-
11;5:, studied for the Ministry, was
ordained and assgigned to the
ocbharge of an important parish.
