Gaaxp Manan.—This isolated part of the
Diocese buw steadily though quietly beer doing
good work. When the prerent Reotor, Mr.
Covert, ceme to this parish Divine service hud
not beexn held for over three years; there were
no Sunday-schools on the island, ard the parish
church was in & very bad condition. Nearly
all the church members had on acconnt of trou-
bles in the ohurch left, and in defaunlt of better
joined the dissonters ; the few who were -left
taking but littlo interest in the welfare of the
Church. At first glance ono would think the
case hopeless and the Church entirely dead, bat
by patient steady effort on the part ot the Rec.
tor and a few good friends it has been revived,
and is now in & flouriching state. ~

During the fifteen years the Rector has apent
here he has built a small though beantifal
church at North Head ; had the Parish Church
at Grand Harbor repaired and bean.ified, and
" geod organe placed in each church, while a fine
bell from each baifry calls the congregations to
service, Two large and flourishing Sunday-
schools are ocarried on in each place, and the
nnmber of commanicants have inocreased from
halfa doz n to between forty and fifty. Re-
_ oceiving but little encouragement from home or

ebroad and working sguinst such obstacles as
few have any idea of the Reotor has toiled on
walking nine miles to hold services and conduct
Sunday-schools, he has at last got the ohurch
into better order than it has ever been.

A vestry meetiag was held at
which the Bishop was present, giving some
praoticsl hints and snggestions. On Thursday
morning his Lordship left for Hulitax, leaving
behind him deep impressions for good, and a
pardonable pride in the hearts of the church
peopie that their Bishop was so large hearted,
eloquent and sympathetio.

Since the laying of the corner stone of the
Boglish Church at Westville, we have been
often asked about St. Bees, and why the name
on the stone was St. Bega. We have got the
following information :—St, Bees is a large
parish in Camberland, Eng., including the town~
of Whitehaven and many villages. The place
owes its origin to an Irish princess named Bega
or Begogh, who crossed the channel A.D. 6560.
A church was built to her memory, but de-
stroyed by the Danes about A.D. 873, and re-
stored in the reign of Henry I. In 1219 it was
pillaged by the Soots, and was again restored
but fell into decay again. In 1819 the choir of
the church was put into repair (and used for a
college hall for theological studeuts by Bishop
Law, of Chester, and the Eari of Lonsdale ; at
this oollege the present Rector of Albion Mines
was educated —hence the selection of the name
for the church at Westville. There is a curious
legend of the way in which St. Bega happened
to get to Cumberland. Bega was the daughter
of an Irish king, perhaps Donald III, who was
a Christian, and brought ap his daughter in the
faith. Hor. beauty attracted many suitors,
among the rest, the heir of the throne of Nor-
way; this prince her father wished her to
marry, but she was bont on eslightening the
heathen darkness of Cumberland, aed gathering
them into the bosom of the church. She fled
thither, but on her passage was overtaken by a
violent storm, falling on her knees she vowed
that should she reach land, in the place where
she first trod sbould rise a place for the worship
of God, She did reach shore at the place which
now bears her name, she asked from the owner
of the land enough whereon to build & churoh,
he scorned her, but offered her as much ag
would be covered with snow in the morning.
Now the morrow would be mid-summer day.
In answer to a night-long prayer, all that 18
‘now St. Bees parish w:s white with ¢ tho un-
trodden snow ”’ on Jane 24th, Wordsworth has
& poem on this, thiee lines of which we give, al-
tering only one word, “temple” for “'college ™ :
“Oh | ‘may that powor, who husbed the stormy -

seas, .

And ocleared the way for the first votaries,
Prosper the new-born temple ot St. Beos.,”—

The sermon was preached
by Arch. Roe from Exodus xii, 26: *“What
mesan ye by this service,” and was most appro-
* priate and instructive. He pointed out what a

Bishop’s Address.—His Lordship in the con-
oluding part of his charge referred to the Mon-
treal Theologicsal College, which he said ** had
passed beyond the feeble, uncertain steps of in-
faucy and awaita with confidence the aotion of
the Provincial Synod (touching degrees) to
take its place with the most dignified, as well
as useful, of the teaching bodies. We are in-
debted to that generous and helpful Society, the
8.P.C.K,, for the gift of several seholarships
which enables us to assist promising and pions
young men to devote themselves to preparation
for the ministry, with a thoroughness which
might not otherwise be possible. . .

. . . . Under the foster-
ing oare of Dr, Henderson the College has
greatly prospered. It has & handsome building,
thanks to our kind friend, Mr. Gault. It is
incorporated ; has & constitation; & small—a
very small—endowment; a constantly incre:s-
ing library; and other valuable possessions.”

The reference to the bailding raises the old
question of the title deeds, which many wiil
remember contains a olause whereby the pro-
perty was given—not to the Bishop ot the Dio-
cese and his successors, for the use of the Col-
lege—but to three laymen, who were made the
judges of the doctrinal teaching, und who if
disskiisfied therewith as notcontorming to their
idea of what ¢ Evangelical ” teaching should be,
might tarn Bishop, Principal and students out,
The statement of his Lordship that the Coliege
‘s gAS & handsome bmlding, &o., implies some
change in this objectionabie feature of the Trust
Deed ; but so far no deed making such change
has been enregistered in the Registry office here,
It is sincerely to be hoped that this may be
‘done, and that the College may be made Dio-
desan in truth and not merely in name; and may
be entitled, alike by its freedom from any limi-

tation in its trust deeds, as by the breadth amnd

comprehensiveness of its teaching, to the sup-
port and sympathy of all Churchmen.

His Lordship also referred to The Dunkam
Ladies' College, another institution nof dicoesan
but yet more than parochial or private. He
said: ‘I am pleased to be able to atatn that the
Dunham Ladies’ College is open and doing good
work again. It is carried on at present as a

rivate enterprise; but in the interest of the

hurch. The excellent ladies who have under-
taken this most usefal branch of church exten-
gion, claim our sympathy and support, and
richly deserve all the thanks and encourage-
ment which it is in our power to bestow."

His Lurdship also noted approvingly THx
GisLs' FuIENDLY Soorery, which had taken
firm hold in many of the parishes and cannot
fail to be benoficial morally and spiritually
wherever established,

Under the head of *“ Losses by death,” the
Bishop in affectionate terms mentioned the
Reves Canon Beloher, Uanon du Vernet, J, Mer-
rick, W. D. Evans and Jodge Armstrong and
C. J. Brydges, Keq., and concluded his charge
as follows : :

“7 will not clore withont a word of thanks
to those members of the Church, lay and cleri.
oal, who have helped to maintain the mission
fund in its preseni efficient state. We still en-
deavor to extend the Church’s teaching to the
outskirts of the diocese, especially on the Gati
neau and the Upper Ottawa rivers, and this, of
course, we could not do withont men and
means. I feel sure, thank God, yon will not
relax your efforts in home mission work. the
very life blood of our own existence. Oa it
our health and strength, as a diocese, depend.
In each new station, nay more, in each ocoasion-
al sorvice, held, as opportunity allows, we ece
the beginning of a new life, the offspring of
your own faith, the child of fervent prayer and
wise love to Jesus Christ our Saviour, Let us
coniinue to oarry the Gosapel, as committed to
us. wherever the way is open, that our laborers
in the spiritnal field, may gather a rich harvest
in due time, in accordance with the promise of
that God Whose word never faileth. I will de-
tain yoa no longer. May the Spirit of God
direct and bless the work of this session.”

Lay Helpers' Association —In oonnection
with the Diocesan Synod, the Liay Helpera’
Association held its first annual meeting
in the Synod Hall on the evening of 18th, ult.,
the Rt. Rov. Bishop Bond presiding.

After devotional exercises His Lordship said
it we were to enquire what one thing was most
needful at the present moment in the way ot
organization, it would at once be said some:
thing to unite the laymen together with a view
to their working in the Church. The Lay
Helpers' Association sprang into existence at
the right moment, and it seemed to havespoed-
ily attained wonderful growth and usefalness;
but he hoped that it was not growing too swift-
ly, notwithstanding that some were rather dis-
couraged that it was not making rapid progress.

The secretary, Mr. J. W. Marling, 10 whose
unwearied exertions and earnest efforts ex-
istenco of the Society is largely due, read the
o mmittee’s first report, whioh dealt with &
period of five months only, the first meetiog of
the Assocsation having been held on the 29th
January last, when 26 membere signed the roll.
The number at present qualified for member-
ship was 50, but 12 ot these had not signed the
roll. They were made up as follows :—S¢
George's 26 ; Christ Church, 5; St. James the
Apostle, 3; St. Thomas, 1; Bt Jude, 4; BSt.
Matthiss, 6; Hochelaga, 2; 8t. Martin'’s, 1;
St, Luke, 1; Waterloo, 1, and -Redempteur, 1
The members of the Association were engaged
as under: Catechist lay readers, 8; parish
visitation, 1; Sunday school and Bible olass
teachers, 5; temperance work, 16; YM.CA,
7; hospitul work, 5; Sunday school soperin.
tendent, 1; chorister, 2 ; wardens and lay dele-
gates, 4, and mission work, 1.

Arra.nqements were-in progress for awisting
the chaplain at services in the jails, and for
visiting the prisoners and assisting them on
their discharge to procure honest employment.
The committee appealed to their fellow-churoh-
men to join the Association, and so assist in
some specific work.

 Rev. Dr. Norton, Reotor of Montreal, moved
a resolution to the effect that the meeting hav-
ing heard the report, rejoiced at the formation
of that Association, recognizing the necessity
for its existence in the economy of the diocese.
He ocongratalated the Association upon the
work it bad already accomplished, and said the
clergy had no jealousy of it and had no fear as
to the reseits; their only feeling was one of
joy and thankfulness that the movement had
bad so auspicious a beginning. A lay associa-
tion was absolutely necessary to supplement
the olerical work., Heconsidered that nssooia-
tion as a strong and cheering evidende of the
vitality of the mission spirit and evangelioal
zeal in the diocese.

The motion was seconded by Mr, H.J. Mudge,
the President of the Association,

Mr. E. Parnell submitted a resolufion that
the fields now opening for the aotive work of
the Chuarch, whioh it waa impossible for the
olergy unaided to meet, furnished an urgent
call to lay members of the Church to come for-
ward to offer themselves for Christian worlk

Mr. R. H. Bochanan seconded the motion,
and contended that the Church had not now
the same hold upon young men as it had
twenty yeara ago, and pointed out that the way
to retain the yoath who were conuooted with
the Churoh was to enlist them us early as pos-
gible in some branch of work In tho Christian
Church. -

Tho Revs. Percy Chambers and H, Gomery
having made a fow remarks, Dr. Davidson
moved a vote of thanks to the Bishop, and in
doing s0 spoke of the need of those who aimed
at being lay rerders receiving s proper tirain-
ing for their work, so that neither by their acts
or words they should in the least possible
degree do harm to the canse they were en-—
deavoring to aid. He likewise arged that there
should be a oarefal proparation for the services
themselves for example in the matter of read-
ing the prayers and lessons, etc., by the readers
betore they appeared in public, and in concle-
sion he suggested that lay roaders should ad-
here to the rule of reading sermons :Erepared or
approved by their Rector or the Bishop and
not attempt to preach. Some lay readers forgot
their position and invaded the office of tbe
priest and pastor. Close adherence to the rule
of reading & sermon from some good author,
would ultimxtely have a far better effoct in the
upbuilding of & congregation than if the lay
helper spoke his own words,

he Bishop baving acknowledged the com-
pliment, the meeting separated.

PansonaL.—Before the adjournme .t of tho
Synod of the Divcese the following resolution
was unanimounsly and most cordially adopted,

the Bishop adding his endorsation thereto:—

Moved by Rev. Canon Anderson, seconded
by Msjor E L. Bond. *‘ That the best thanks
ot this Synod are due in a special manner, and
are hereby tendered, to Dr. L. H. Davidson,
Q.0, for his much prized, able and devoted
customary sattention, at the expenee of much
gelf sacrifice on his own part, both of his private
and of his professional interests, to all the
interests of this Synod and of the Diocese at
large, as manifested conspiouously by the
intelligent advice and valued assistance habit-
uslly and perseveringly given from the com-
mencement to the olose of every session, and
apeoiaily at this session, to sll the varied affairs
and ever widening interests of the Synod, and
of the Diocese at large." :

The resolution took Dr. Davideon entirely by
surprise, bat was by him gratefully ackaow-

ledged. _
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NxwMARKET.— St. Paul's.—A handeome brass
eagle lecturn has been presented to this church
by & former parichioner. The leotern, which
was made in Lordon, Eng., stands nearly six
feet high; and the wings, which form & rest for
tbe Bible, have a stretch of two feet in width.,
There is the following inscription on the base:
- ©«To the glory of God, and in'loving Memory

of JonN and ANN CAwTHRA. Presented to St.
Paul's Church by Joseph Cawthra, their son,
June, 1889.”

The lectern was first used on Sunday, June
28rd,” when the Reotor, the Rev. John Farn-
comb, expressed the gratification felt by himself
apd the members of the congregation in receiv-
ing 8o valuable an addition to the furniture of
the church.

SyNop MreTING,—(Continued.)

After routine opening proceedings on the
13th June, tbe report of the General Purposes
Fund statistics and Assessment Committee was
adopted, and at the afternoon session the fol-

lowing resolution in regard to incomplete sta-
tiatical information was adopted :

- That any clergyman of the Diocese who,
without explanation satisfactory to the Bishop,
neglects to make the returns, whether of collec-
tions or stalistios, required by the Synod within
one month from the time prescribed by Synod,
ghall be admonished by the Bishop; and ifsuch
neglect shall be continued the Bishop shall pro
ceed 10 suspend such clergyman a beneficio for
no longer than three months; and that a copy
of this resolution be transeribed in the minutes.”

Rev. A. Williams and Rev. Dr. Sweeny were
appointed the clerical delogates to the Provin-
cial Board of Domestic and Foreign Missions,
apd with them Rural Dean Kirkby and Mr.
Clarkson Jones will form the Diocesan Board.

Sunday-Schaols.— The report of the Sunday-
gehool and Book and Tract Committee showed
that during the past year the average attend-
anoce of teachers and scholars had increased 20

or cont. There bad also been &n increase of

$272 in the amount of Sunday-school offerto-
ries. A marked increase in the use by the
Sunday-schools of the Diocese of the * Instilute
TLoaflets,” which have been prepared and issued
by the committee during the past eight years,
was also noted. The adoption by the Inter-
Diocesan Sunday-sohool Conference of a uniform
gcheme of Sunday-school Lessons, bhsed upon
the publications of “The Church of Englaud
Senday-eohcol Institute,” had also la.rgely in-
creased the use of these leaflets in the Sunday-
gchools of other dioceses. The * Teacher's As-
gistant,” had now a larger circulation than ever
bofore, but the committee regretted to observe
ihat in & nunmber of Sunday-schools in the Dio-
cese where the *Inter-Diocesan Scheme of
Sundayschool Lessons ” was adopted, the
teschet’s had not yet been supplied with copies
of the * Assistant.” They strongly urged upon
the clergy the desirability of equipping the
teachers of their Sunday-schools with this al-:
most indispensable help to the proper prepara-
tion of the Sundsy-snbool lessons. -

The committee submitted for the considera-
tion of the Synod a series of lessons for 1589.90
in accordance with the scheme adopted by the
Tunter-Diocesan Conference at its meetings held
in November, 1888, and April, 1889, and ap-
proved by the Synod in June last, the lessons
being based upon the well known pablications
.of “ The Church of England Sunday-school In-
stitate.” They recommended that & momorial
be presonted to the Provincial Synod, asking
them to take uv the question of uniform Sunday
achool lessons, and the appointment of & com-
nittee to deal with this most important subjeot;
such committee, together with two delegates
from each Diocesan Synod, to oonstitute the
¢« Intor-Diocesan Sunday-school Conference

for 18569.90. They also further asked the Sy-!

nod to appoint two delegates to thie Conference,
and recommended that the sum of $50 be ap

toward the travelling expenses of these dele-
ga.tes, and a further sum of $50 from the same
und toward the expenses of the Inter-Diocesan
Sunday-school Examination for Teachers and
Scholars, which the committee recommended
to be held as hither'o, in the month of Decem-
ber. The report was adopted after some dis-
oussion ; and Rev. W. C. Bradsbaw and Mr.
Goorge B. Kirkpatrick were appointed dele-
gates to the Inter-Diocesan Sunday-school Oon-
erence.

At the Afternoon session Rev. Canon Osler
announced that a gentleman who wighed to see
the Niagara endowment trouble finally settled,
(but who did not wish his name to be known),
to give the matter & proper start had offered to
contribute $1,000 towards the settlement, pro-
vided that the remaining $4.000 should be made
up by voluntary contributions during the next
six months, and on motion the letter was re-
ferred to the committee which had beep ap-
pointed to deal with the matter.

UNION OF THE OHURCH,

The Committee on the Union of the Church
in British North America brought in the fol-
lowing recommendations, which were discussed
at length and finally auopted, and & memorial
to the Provincial Synod embodying the same
was ordered to be prepared.

1 That the dioceses existing within any civil
province should have power to organize them
gelves into an Hcolesiastioal province. Thatin
such Eeclesia tical province a Provincial Coun-
oil or Synod should be formed by representation
as may be agreed upon, from the several Dio
cesan Synods in the province, and that the
Bishops of the province should constitate the
Upper House of such Provincial Council or
Synod, and that the head of such Provinecial
Counoil or Synod should be an Archbishop to
bo elected by the Bishops of the province
That, where necessary, two or more oivil pro:
vinces may be grouped together, so as to form
a Joint Provincial Synod under the presidency
of an Archbishop as before provided, and that
such Joint Provinoial Synod should have the
power of framing internal enactments for the
needs of the several provinces,

2. That such Provincial Counecil or Syrod
gshould meet regularly once in three years, and
that special sessions may be held as often as the
interests of the Church may require,

3. That the Provincial Synod shounld have
power to act for the Church in reference to all
matters of provinocial legislation affecting the
Church, and should be charged generally with
the oversight of all matters, educational or
otherwise, affecting the welfare of the Churoh
in such provinte, and that the Synod should
have power to enact Canons for the Church in
that province in reference to all guustions
arising out of the Church or Temporalities or
Religions Institutions Acts, deties of Church
officers, &o., &o0. That the House of Bishops in
each Eoolesiastical province should exercise the
same powers with regard to the dioceses within
that province as are now exercised by the House
of Bishope of the present Hoolesiastical province
of Canada,

4. That there shounld be a Geners! Synod for
the Church of British North .Amerioa, which
should moset regularly every five years, and
should correspond in its powers and duties to
the Provincial Synod, as now constitated. 1hat
such General Synod should alone have the
power of dealing with matters affecting the
standards of worship or discipline of the Charch,
and that such Synod should be peculiarly
charged with the oversight of spiritual matters.
Sach General Synod should also have charge of
the general Mission work of the Church, dom-
estic and foreign. That the President of the
General Synod should be Primate of the Church
in British North America, and should be elected

by and from among the Provincial Archbishops;

propriated from the General Purposes Fand|po

but that during the continuance in office of any
of the existing Metropolitaus, the senior Matro-
litan in order of consecration should be Pre-
sident of the General Synod.

The creation of such a General Synod would
require a fresh Act, and the committee do not,
therefore, feel it necessary to further disouss
any questions arising out of the legislation now
existing as to the relations of the Diocesan and
Provincial Synods.

Your committee wonld farther recommend:
that & petition be presented on bebalf of this
Synod to the Provincial Synod at its next meet-
ing, requesting the Provincial Synod to farther
consider and take action upon this important
quostion aund respectfully submitting the rc-
commendations of this report as a basis for such
consideration and action.

The Rev. the Provost of Trinity College
moved the adoption of the report, and also
moved the following resolution :—* That this
Synod instructs its delegates to the Provincial
Synod respectfully to request that body to re-
appoint & committee empowerad to confer with
similar committees that may be appointed by
the Provincial Synod's of Rupert’s Land and
British Columbia, and to take such farther ac-
tion as may be best fitted to bring about the
union of the Church in British North America
under one Ecclesiastical jurisdiction; and that °
the attention of the Provincial Synod be respect-
fally requested to the recommendation with
regard to such union coutained in the report of
the committee now adopted : &nd that the Liord
Bishop be requested to nominate a committee
to draft & memorial to the Provincial Synod for
this purpose.”

This resolntion being moved and passed, the
Bishop re-appointed the committee in charge of
the work,

DIOCESE OF NIAGARA.

Synop MzETING.

The Synod of the Diocese met on the 18th of -
June. In his charge the Lord Bishop of the
Diocese referred in opening to thes Lambeth
Conferonce, and to the Conference on Unity

lately held in the Diocese of Toronto. In rofer-
ence to the latter he said : * It was the outcome
of the appointment by our Prowincial Synod of
a committee to confer with similar committees
appointed to represent other Christian bodies,
for the purpose of ascertaining whether there
is any possibility of honourable union with such
bodies. When the committees appointed by the
Anglican, the Presbyterian and the Methodist
bodies met they had no power to do more than
oonfer and report back to their several bodies,
We have reason to be very thankful that those
who met in this Conference have been drawn
closer to each other and have had their hopes
a3 well as their desires for unity intensified.
One very happy and encouraging feature of the
Confersnce was the general recognition that no
mere alliance or confederation, but union cor-
porate and organic must bo aimed at; that
pothing short of this could realize the oneness
desired by Christ for His people. It was re-
coguized that if there can be no schisms in the
human body they cannot be admissible in the
Church in which Christians, how many soever
they be, are ome body. We cannot all have
the responsibility laid upon us by attending
Conferences, but we can all pray for unity
amongst all Christisns of every name. If we
do not pray for unity we are not likely to
possess the spirit which will enable us in our
several positions to promote it.” .

His Lordship then adverted to the position
taken by the Bishops at the Lambeth Confer-
ence, quoting from the Encyclical, and pro-
ceoded to speak of purely diocesan matters,
remarking that the changes in the ranks of the
clergy during the year had been numerous and
important. Several whose abilities were of &
high order, and whose labors both in the conn-
try and in the city were much appreciated by
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their congregations, had withdrawa to.other
spheres, and several whose talents and whose
good degree already attained in other dioceses
fill us with bright anticipation of the enduring
work of faith and love they may have been sent
by God to perform amongst us had been re-
ceived into the Diocese.

"On the nomination of the Clergy in Chapter,
the Rov. H. F. Mellish had been appointed for
& second period of three yeurs to the Raral
Deanery of South Wentworth and Haldimand.
M§Three ordinations bad been held, Mr, Thos.
Fisher Marsden, of St. Augustine College,
Canterbury, having been admitted to the
Diaconste, and Rev. Lennox I Smith and Rev.

Henry Arthur Bowden advanced to the Prieat-

hood,

The following appointments to Rectories had
been made: Rev. P, W, Smith to the Rectory
of Waterloo or Bertie; Rev Thos. Motherwell
to the Rectory of Dunnville; Rev. E. P, Craw-
ford to the Rectory of the Church of Ascension,
Hamilton ; Rev. Gabriel Johustone to the Rec-
tory of Welland

Spepking of Confirmations, the Bishop eaid:
“ During the year I have confirmed 336 males
and 461 females, total 796. Of these 169 were
brought up outside the Church of England The
total is much below that of last year, which
showed a higher proportion to our Church
membership than we have any right to look for
now that Confirmaiion is administered annually
1n each congregation.”

Th_e Consecration of one Church and the
opening of two others were reported, viz.: St
Clemgnts, Colbeck, consecrated ; and St. Liuke's,
Hamilton, and the Church at Alma opened.

Of the Mission work of the Diocese his Lord-
ship said: “ Our grants in aid of the Miasions
in this Diocese amount to $3,680, and the ex-
pense connected with the fund amounts to $469,
making s total of 4,149 for which we are re-
sponsible this year, Assuming that such ocon-
gregation pays in fall the amount of its appor-
tionment, we shall have $4,600. This would
reduce the balance now at our debit to $800.
Experience indicates, however, that our con-
gregations will not pay more than $2,800 op
their apportionment. This with interest on
the small capital of our Mission fund will give
us $3,3565 to meet an outlsy of $4,149. The
difference will inerease our debit to $1,900.
There are two remedies for this. The best is
that all congregations pay in fall; the other

_that some of our Missions be closed.”

His Lordship drew attention to the fact that
this year the expenditure in the Widowe’ & Or-
phans’ Fund exceeds the income by $276. “I
am told that this does not matter because the
Widows' and Orphans’ Fand is always popular
and the demand will oall forth & generous sup-
ply. I would like to see the evidemce of this
in y our meeting year by year the claims upon
the fund. The present position is not creditable
to us, and no one can regard it as satisfactory.”

Referring to Sundsy-school work, his Lord-
ship expressed regret that po candidate from
the Diccese of Niagara—teachers or scholara—
were mentioned in the report of the Examiners
under the lnter-Diocesan Committee, and he
most-urgently urged his clergy to surround
themselves gradually with efficient Suonday-
gchool teachers by forming them into small
classes for instructions which are open to all,
teachers and children alike, in all the Sunday-
schools of our Diocese,

Churoh of England Temperance Society.—The
Bishop expressed great satisfaction that
branches of this Society were being formed in
gome of the parishes, Nearly every community
has somo individual cases of persons who could
be strengthened by one or other pledges of the
Society, The pledgenot to treat or be treated ;
the pledge not to take whatever stimulant may
be used except in connection with meals would
he felt sure, be a very great benefit to some
amongst us,

After dealing with spome matters relating to

conneotion with other Dioceses, the Bishop
closed his address by inviting the patient and
painstaking attention to the matters on which
it may be necessary for the Synod to take ac-
tion, and hoped that the spirit of peace and
concord would prevail amongst us while we
deliberate and speak freely whatever may seem
to each to be wise and needful and expedient.”

At the afterncon session omn the 18th, the re-
port of the SexoraL TeusT CoMMITTER ; of the
Missiox Boarp, and of the S8anday-school Com-
mittee was presented ; and the former adopted,
a special committee being appointed to_report
as tr the best method of increasing the Mission
Fand of the Diocese.

The S.8. Committee reported, tbe Church
Catechism seems to be used in some form in.all
the Sunday sohools in the Diocese ; but definite
Church teaching, besides and beyond this is
very rare. Of the fifty Sunday schools, 24 use
the Institute leaflet. A few use Whittaker's
leaflet, or Hgerion’s and others. In mauny cases
infant classes are most difflcult to teach, and it
is & happy gift when teachers are able to inter-
est and eficiently instruct them. About one
half the schools use hymns Ancient and Modern,
while other hymnals are also unsed. Sixteen
Sunday schools oirculate the ‘‘Dewn of Day”
Sunday school paper; eight ‘‘The Young
Churchman,” and others are also taken.  Your
commitfee recommend that the power be con-
ferred upon them (first) to aid Sunday schools
in exceptional eases by supplying gratuitously
or at reduced rates library and inmstruotion
books approved of by the commattee ; (second)
to promote voluntary examinations for Sunday
school teachers and pupils offering, if possible,
prizes in addition 10 honors as inducements to
compete ; (third) to appoint, if menus be pro-
vided therefor, 8 competent and experienced
Sunday school Inspector to make periodicsal
visitatione of Sanday schools ; (fourth) to sum-
mon, with the sanction of the Bishop, every
two or three years, conventions of Sunday
school workers for mutual consultation and im-
provemeut; (fifth) to provide, subject to the
approval of the Synod, a uniform deficite sys-
tem of Sunday school instruction on the history,
doctrine, worship and ministry of the Church,
for use in this Diocese.

The rocommendations of the committee, ex-
oept that as to an Inspecior, were adopted at
the evening session of Synod.

The committee on tho attendance of the Laity
at Synod reported suggesting, first, for the
selection of only such persons who shall under-
take to attend Synod meetings, and secoundly,
the providing of funds necessary to defray the
expenses, or some portion of the expenses of
those engaged in attending. They considered
the time of the year which has besn usaally
seleoted for, and the place of holding the annual
meeting of the Synod as most convenient; that
less meetings of the Synod would not be desir-
able, and that there should not be smaller re-
presentation of lay delegates. These sugges-
tions were concurred in.

Ezchanges between Dioceses. It was decided
to present & memorial to the Provincial Synod
getting forth: that clergymen in removing
from one diocese to another of this Ecolesiasti-
cal Province forfeit part or whole of their
claims on the Widows' and Orphans’ Fand and
the Disabled Clergyman’s Fand of the Diocese
which they leave, and farther are often obliged
to accept the position of juniors on such fand,
in the diocese which they enter ; and that the
atate of things entails unnecessary and unjast
loss on maay faithful servants of the Church by
grading them not aecording to their services to
the Church at large but only with regard tfo
their work in & particunlar diocese, praying that
Body to take this matter into consideration,
and if possible suggest some plan of reciprocity
betwesn dioceses,

The report of the Committee of the Church
of England Temperance Society; showed
that at present the membership in the Diocese

is 1,400, of which’600 ave ohildren. It wasde
cided to go fully into the subjeot next morning,
The Synod adjourned at 10:15 o'clook. :

DIOCESE OF HURON.

S¥nop MxETING.

The Synod assembled in 8t. Paul's Catbedral
Monday mornicg 17th Jane, when fall Cathe-
dral service was held, taken part in by Rov.
Canons Davis, Smith, Hinoks, Pa terson, Hill, .
Ven. Acchdeacons Sandys and Marsh, Very
Rev. Dean Innes, and the Right Rev. Bishop
Baldwin.

The sermon was by Rev. Principal Fowell,
from Judges viii,, 4. He spoke of the divine
origin of the Church, as proved by its existence
to the present day in face of the strongest op-
position, The marks of its divinity were ur-
mistakable. He gave a sketch of the suhject of
the tex!, Gideon’s smali army, which over-
threw a host so much superior in numbers, and
illustrated the power of a few men quickened
by the spirit of God in any undertaking they
might set about in His name. This small army
of Gideon won the victory, not in their own
strength, bat in tho strength of the Lord. The
Church of Christ munst not trust in numbers, or
temporal power or wealth, but the power of
the Spirit, whick was all sufficient. In the
course of his sormon he made reference to the
Huron College, the training school for olergy
of the Diocese, and which he said should re-
ceive the hearty support of every churchman.

The busiress meoting began in the Chapter
House in the afternoon, His Lordship the
Bishop presiding.

The session opened with prayer by Ven,
Archdeacon Marsh, the Rev. Canon Richardson
Hon, Clerical Secretary, and Mr, B, B. Reed'
Hon. Lay Secretary, and Messra, A. G.SmybI;
and C.F.-Cumplin, Auditors, were re-elected.

The Bishop delivered a lengthy charge to .
the Synod, dealing with the financial affsirs of
the Diocese, the spiritual growth, the deaths in
the Ministry ; Huron College affairs, Mission
work, the objects and olaims of the Women's
Aauxiliary, and an eloguent reference to Roman
Catholic aggression and the Jesuits' Hstutes
Act, which seemed to exocite the warmest appre-
ciation and concurrecoce of the house, his Liord-
ship boing frequently interrupted during his
reading by the applause of his hearers,

On motion, the following committee was ap-
pointed to draft resolutions on the Jesuits’
Estates Act and the subjeots contained in the
address relative to Roman Catholic aggression:
Very Rev. Dean Innes, Ven. Archdeacon Marsh
Rev. R. W. Young and Mr. R. Bayly, Q.O. '

A communication wasreceived from the Jubilee
Committee of the Toronto Diocese inviting the
co-operation of the Synod in their celebration,
and from Haslifax, anking the co operation of
the Synod in a petition to the Deminion Gov-
erment in favor of total prohikition of strong
drink,

A vote of thanks to Rev. Principsl Fowell
for his eloguent, spiritnal and learned sermon
of the morning was carried,

Several notices of motion were given, after
which the annunal repors of the Executive Com-
mittee for the year ending April 30th was pre-
sented, showing that the past year had been
a fairly prosperous one. The Committee report-
od an inorease in nearly all the Diocesan col-
lections, although the aggregate of the free-
will contributions of the Diocose is considerably
less than of tha previous year, being $16,911 94
88 compared with $18,744.40 in 1088. Bat the
special efforts made last year for the Synod-
ical Jubilee Offertory, and for Mrs. Boomer’s
Jubilee Fund for Algoma, both of them exoept-
ional in their character, more than accounted
for the difference im the total receipts, and,
therefore, on & review of the whole yeara work,
the Executive Committee have geod cause to
oongratulate the Diocese on the results, The

Clergy Maintenance and Mission F'and has now
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to its oredit the sum “of $2,467.33; and this,
. too, -after meeting all its ordisary claims, and
paying in addition to the Widows’ and Or-
phans’ Funds the sum of 81,576, to restore that
foud to its proper basis, and comply with the
requirements of the W, & O. Fund Canon, and
paying off the over draft of last year of $5635.03.
t must however, be borne in mind that sev-
eral Missions are now vacant, and that bad
they been filled, 48 ususal, the grants required
for the support of their clergymen would more
than have exbaunsted the balance now at the
credit of the Mission Fund.

Moreover, the subdivision of existing large
Missions, and the ocoupation of new territory
are urgently required. The Committee, there-
fore, reminded every member of the Church
that the neceds of the Diocese demand that re-
newed efforts ought to be made to strengthen
the resources of this fand, und enable the Mis.
sionary work of the Diocese to be fally main-
tained.

The annoal report a8 above referred to was
taken up,jand the various items passed np to

Certain congregations
in the city had not paid their assessment, and
how could they expect the outside parishes to
do 8o unless London sets theexample?

The North East under the title * Churoh
Principles,” says:—

Church people sometimes seem to forget that
the assertion of distinot Churcb principles is the
surest means of extending the inflaenco and

power of the Church. No one should be con-|p

tent till he is doing his utmost to strengthen
and assist the rpiritual growth of the parish to
which be belongs. As his own soul is nourish-
ed, 80 muast it be with others; that nourishment
is ministered to him sacramentally, and. must
be given to others in the same manner. For a
communicsnt to slight the Holy Communion,
even if otherwise carefnl of fulfilling religious
obligations, injares no. only his own epiritual
progress, but lowers the Holy Sacrament in the
eyes of others, If the Church has any higher
place of Christian duty than others it is becanse
she oalls men % receive from her Lord
through her the means by which they can
surely sttain to & higher spiritual life. Church-
men should constsutly and loyally show their
colors, and not haul them down so frequently
a8 they do out of a false sense of compliment to
other Christiana who may approack them, The
Church would have her children gentle and
courteous, but she expects them always to be
troe and loyal and brave and firm in the main-
tenance of her principles.

THE PROSECUTION OF THE BISHOP
OF LINCOLN.

The Standard, one of the leading London
gecular papers, had a leading article recently
upon the decision of the Archbishop of Canter-
bury in favor of his right, as Metropolitan, to
hear and decide upon the suit promoted bofore
him against the Bishop of Linooln. We take
the following oxtraots from it:—

1n coming to this conclusion, Dr. Benson is
anderstood to havediffered from m st, if not all,
of his asaessors, and certainly from that one of
them whose anthority in matters of this nature
oarries the greatest weight with it. * * x*
It is to be regretted, perhaps, that the Arch
bishop of Canterbury ehould have conceived it
to be hia duty to hear the case againat his Suf-
tragan. He might have remembered the strong
publio feeling which bad begun to manifest it
self a few years ago against the persistent pro-
seontion ol clergymen for practice which how-
ever, illegal, was consonant with the feelings and
convictions of large masses of the loity in every
station of life, from the highest w0 the lowest
We should be the first to say that there cannot
be one law tor & Vicar and another for a
Bishop.

* * * * *

It has often been said, aud, no doubt, with

perfect justice, that martyrdom is the test of

trath also. Opinions which will not survive
neglect, or even absence of publicity, will sur-
vive persecution. Principles and observances
which make their way quietly and steadily in
an intelligent and adacated commuaity, with-
out either the alluroments held out by notoriety
or the sympathy enlisted by opprescion, must
do g0 in virtue of their own intrinsic merits,
We were greatly in hopes that Ritaalism was
about to be left in the operation of this test.
The effort to nip it in the bud was a disastrous
failure. Some evils or abuses may be stopped
in that manner, and we do not blame those who
attempt to extinguish what they balieve to be
incipient Pupery before it had taken root.
But wheu it was found out that the Revival had
too strong s hold on the Eaglisk people to be
arrested by this summary process, the wiser
plan would have been to give it rope enough
and let it ran its conrse. We shall never know
what the English nation, as a whole, really
thinks about it till this is done, What is com-
monly called Ritualism ropresents the attempt
at converting into & substantive religiou that
Via Media which Nowman said fifty years ago
had a8 yet existed only upon paper; the relig:
jon of Bull, Andrews, Laund, Taylor, and the
great Caroline Divines. Whetber by reason of
this attempt, or in epite of it, the Church of
England has made enormous strides within the
e-iod we have pamed, and the Revival hai now
acquired that degree of strength and inflaence,
whep the more it is tormented the more mis-
chievous it is likely to become, Let alone it
might have had its day, like other revivals,
and passed into the domain of history. Har-
ragsed and goaded to desporation, there is mo
bnowing how it may end. We have always
stood up fur vhe principle that the law must be
obeyed, and not merely the law as it protects
life and property, und the fonndations oa which
society is reared, but all law, a4 long as ic con-
tinues law. At the same time, there is no rule
without an exception; and among exoaptions
to the above rule, the laws which affect con-
science occupy a foremost place. The Test and
Corporation Acts remained upon the Statate
Book mauy years after they had ceased to be
enforced. One party in the Charch has des-
obeyed the Rubrics far more than the other can
be proved to have exceeded them, yet no steps
have been taken to compel them to observe the
law. Ship money was prounounced legal by a
Coart of Justice, and those who 1efased to sub-
mit to ita decision occupied exactly the snme
position as those who now refuse to submit to
the Jadical Committee of - vhe Privy Council.
‘Whether the vestments, séremon es, snd prac-
tices complained of by the Charch Association
are or are not consistent with the theory repre.
gented by the Church of Bogland, it is not our
province to consider. Bat we have & right to
ask that even justice shall be moted out to ail
parties alike; and that the people shall not be
betrayed by oatch-words into fundamentat mis-
conceplions concerning matters of such vital
momsent as the doctrine snd discipline of the
Established Reoligion of the country.

Wo have already expressed our regret that
the Archbishop did not see his Wy to refase
to entertain the sait. Norcan we look forward
to the renewal of this nunhappy strife without
the moast serious spprehensions. v may bo that
the case of Dr. King #nll ba prolonged till the
country grows weary of it, aod gives effect Lo
its feelings in & manner thut will preclude ure
petition of such attacks. Bat if it shouid resnls
1n anything so deplorable as the remouval ot Dr.
King from his office, it woald csase 2 disrup-
tior in the Churcn of Bagland ot the must dis-
astrous charscter. Thae condemnation of Dr.
Kiog would alienute not mersly the exireme
Ritualists, bat & large proportion of the historic
High Church Party, through whom the Catholic
wradition of the Charch of Haglund bus bson
handed down to the preseat day. The Protes-
tant tradition has boen hunded dowan io like
manner through ils owa represcatatives. And
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when the Church of England ceases to be large
enough for both, it will no longer be the Charch
of England. Let nobody suppose for 8 moment
that the ex%nlsion of the Ritualiats means keep-
ing up the Bstablished Charch for the exculsive
benefit of their opponents. If the Church loses
her comprehensiveness, she loses her Nuation-
ality, and Dises'ablishment and Disendowment
are the logical consequences. Of these there
can be no earthly doubt in the mind of any rea
sonable man, There is no third Party ready
to take the place of either High or Low. The
Broad Church Party has no following in the
country, no influences with the masses, The
Broad Churchman sare the Peelites of religion.
They appeal to a small intellectual circle, and
that is all The people can understand what
an Evangelical clergymen means, and what a
High Church clergyman means. In the teash-
ing of both there is something definite and
tangible. Bat the Broad Church creed is too
paradoxical for plain men; and though it is
well that there should be room for it in the
Church of England, it could never supply what
" the- secession of either of the other parties
would take away. The re opening of this half-
healed wound—for such we have tried to per-
suade ourselves it really was—is, therefore,
greatly to be lamented, No good can possibly
come of it; and if the sirife is carried to the
bitter end, the sons of those who began may
rue the pertinacity of their fathers.

HEROD'S TEMPLK.

By the Rev J. G. Kitchen, Curator of the
Biblical Museum.

[CoxTinuED 1

The Levites Wards.—Soveral rooms were
set apart as walching places for tho Lesvites, of
whom no less than 240 were on duty in the
Temple courts every night. Their daties
extended from sunset to sunset, and their sor-
vice by day and night is alluded to in Rev. vii.
15. At sunset & fresh set of watchers came up

to relieve those who had just comploted their
twenty-four hours’ duty. It is thought that
in Ps, oxxxiv. 1, 2, we have the salutation with
whioch they were grested by those going out:
« Behold. bless y< the Lord, all ye servants of
the Lord, which by night stand in the house of
the Lord. Lift up your hands in the sanctuary,
and bless the Lord,"” and that the rext vorse
gives the reply of the incoming watchers,
* The Lord that made heaven and earth, bless
thee out of Zion.” Ps. oxxxv. is also said to be
the chant of the night watchers.

The Court of the Priests was the inner por-
tion of the Court of Israel, from which it was
soparated by a low wall. In this court stood
the Holy House, the Molten Sea, upheld by
.twelve lions, and the Altar of Burnt-offering.
To the north of the altar were twenty-four
rings let into the pavement, to which the
sacrificial victims were bound with cords (Ps.
oxviii. 27).. There were also eight pillars, on
which they flayed the sacrifices, and eight
marble tables where they were cut up by the
sharp knives of the pricsts, as they searched
the victims to see if they were free from blem-
ish (Heb. iv. 12, 13; 2 Tim. ii. 15).

The Space Between the Temple and the Altar
was regarded as especially sacred, for iv was
pearest to the Sanotuary. It was once dos-
ecrated by the blood of Zacharias, *‘ whom they
slew betweean the Temple and the altar (St. Matt,
xxii1.36).

Here the priests were to weep on the day of
humiliation (Joel ii. 17), and in this sacred
spot Ezekiel saw in_a vision & company of
Iepers, turning eastward to worship the rising
sun, having their backs turned upon the sanc-
tuary (Ezek. viii. 16).

The Holy House, or Sanctuary, was iwice as
large as the Tabernacle, and waa divided into

the Holy Place and Holy of Holies. These
were separated by the veil which ¢ was reat in
twain from the top to the bottom” when our Lord
diedlgpon the cross (St Matt. xxvii. 61 ; Heb.
vi. 19),

The Holy Place contained the Golden Lamp-
stand with seven branches, the Alter of Inoenss,
and Shewbread Table, but the Holy of Holies
had nothing in it eave & slab of rock, on which
the high priest placed his censer on the great
Day of Atonement.*

This small sanctuary was entered by the
priests only. When reference is made to it in
the Now Testament, the Greek text always
distinguishes it from the surrounding courts
and cloisters by the use of the word (Naos) (the
dwelling-place of God's presence). Another
word, (Hieron), is employed in 8 wider sense,
88 including all the courts and buildings.{

The Chamber Round About the House wero in
three stories, and were used as storehounses for
the tithes and first-fruits of corn, wine and oil
[Neh. xii. 44; Mal, iii. 10] It is said of Solo
mon’s Temple, ¢ The Levites lodged round about
the house of God” [1 Chron. 1x 27] This
lodging of the Levitor arouad the place of
God’s dwelling may be alloded to in the words
of our Liord :  In my Father's house are many
mansions” [St. John Xiv. 2] * My Father's
house” is the expression applied by Jesus on
another ocecasion to the Templ: : * Make not
My Father's house a house of Merchandise” {St.
John ii, 16].

Have we not bhere both a comparison and
oontrast? In the Fathers house on earth were
lodging places for the brief s0j>urn of those who
served in the Temple, but in the Father’s house
above ure many mansions—abdiding places, where

those who called to serve Him day and' night

in his Temple shall dwell in the immediate
presence of God for ever and ever.

The Castle.

This Roman fortress commanded the Temple,
and 1,000 soldiers were quartered here during
the Jewish festivals, to put down any disturb-
ance which might arise. In this fortress St.
Panl was placed for safety when rescued by
the chief captain. Let us recsll the scene

It was when St. Paul was persuaded to
assist four poor Nazarites in the puarchase of
the costl y sacrifices required for the ceremony
of the completion of their vow. He entered
with them into the Temple and gave notice of
their intention to the priest. For seven duys
they would be required to remain in the
Nazarite's Room, which wss in the court of the
women. Before the week had expired he was
recogbized by certain Jews from Asia, who
raised &n outory sgainst him, asserting that he
had brought Gentiles into the Templs, within
the partition wall, thus defiling the sanctity of
the court. In a moment the crowd set upon
him; he was seized and dragzed out of the
court of the women into that of the Gentiles

“And forthwith the doors were shut.” The
Leviter, fearing lest the holier courts should be
stained with blood, shut to the brazen doors
of the gate ealled Beautifal [Aots. xxi. 3] At
this moment the gentinel on the high tower ot
the castle perceived the disturbance, aud word
wassa sent down into the ocastle to Lysias, the
chief captain, “ that all Jerusalem was in an up-
roar.” Lysias quickly summoned a band of
officers and men, and rushing down from the
castle appeared on the roene. St. Panl was
rescued irom the violence of the Jews and

The crowds hearing him patiently
until he began to speak of God's mercy to the
Gentiles, and then they made s fresh attempt to
neize him, shouting, * dway «ith such a fellow
/l'rom the earth, for it is not fit that he should
ive.” °

On this Lysias commanded him to be brought
into the castle, whenco he was conveyed by
night. and so escaped the fury of his ene-
mies 1

The Holy House.

It is remarkable that in the many allusions
of St. John to the Temple, the word Hieron
does not ocour once. Sixteen times he used
the word Naos, which we have seen signifies
the Holy House itself, to the exclusion of the
courts.

Oar Lord also refers to the Naos as the type
of His human Body: ¢ Destroy this temple,
and in three days I will raise it up” (8t. John
ii. 19].

In ]Hia sacred body the Godhend dwelt en-
shrined as in a temple, aad in tho face of Josus
Christ God's glory was revealed

“ The word was made flesh, and dwelt among
us, aud we beheld Hus glory, the glory as of
the only begotten of the Fathar, full of grace

S8OCIETY FOR THE PROPAGATION
OF THE GOSPEL.

The one hundred and sighty-eighth anuniver-
sary meeting for ths Socioty of the Propagation
of the Gospel in Foreign parts was held on
Thureday afternoon in St. Jumes' Hall, Picoa-
dilly, The Archbishop of Cuanterbury presi-
ded, snd amongst those present were the Bish.
op of Carliste, the Bishop of Ballarat, the Bish-
op of Melanesia, the Bishop of Antigua, the
Bishop of Colchester, the Bishop of North
China, Sir Richard Temple, Generals Gillilands,
Lowrey, Sawyor, Tremenhoere, Maciagan, and
Niools, Colonel Hardy. and others. The Rev.
A. W. Tucker read an abstract of the report
for 1888, whioh stated that the gross income
of the society for the year was £t38,366, as
compared with £109,9656 for the year 1887,
The bulk of this increase arose from a noble
gift of £25,000 as & ** thank-offering to Almighty
God for the extension of the Church in the
colonies and dependencies of the British Empire
and beyond it,” Daring the year 1838 the
board of examiners had recommended to the
sooiety 27 persons out of those who had offered
themselves for missionary work abroad. The
number of ordained missionaries, including 16

Bishops, on the society's list was 637, there
being 199 in Asis, 148 ix Africa, 16 in Austra-
lia and in tho Puaoific, 204 in North Americs,
36 in the West Indies, and 34 in Eunrope. Of
these 119 were natives in Asia, and 26 natives
in Afrio. There were also in the various mis-
sions about 2,390 lay teachers, 2,000 students
in the society’s colleges, and 38,000 children
in the mission schools in Asia and Africa. .The
report went on to refer to the Lambeth Confer-
ence in July last as having an interest and

pignificance for the society which was quite
anique ; there was hardly a corner of the mis-
sion field which was represeated but which had
some time or other been uvder the society's

care. In the past year the territory of the
North Borneo Company had been entered upon,
and a olergyman with experience gained in
two of the distant colonies had commenced his
work at Sandakan as its centre. Three new
mission fields were about being ocoupied. For
geversl years the idea of sending & mission to
Neow Guinea had been before the Australian as
well as the Haoglish Charch. A olargymacn
with Austiralian experience would shortly leave
for New Guinea, and would, it was hoped, be
joined by some brethren from the colony. The
gociety had granted £1,000 towards this mission.
It was hoped a mission would be equipped for
the commencement of evangelistic work in
Corea before the expiration of the current
year. The scciety had voted £2,800 for the
work, and this sum was to be spread over five
years. ‘Tarning to another continent, the
Bishop of Bloemfontein had, at the wish of the
gociety, made a visit of exploration to the north
of his diocese, 4-d in Mashonaland, stretching
up to the Zembesi, had traversed a vast region
unoccupied by missionaries, but where friendly
chiefs were willing to receive teachers. This
was the next field which the society were
apxious to enter upon; but the resources must
be more analogous to the conditions of the
work, The society was carrying on work in
nearly fifty dioceses scattered over the world,
and needed a much larger basis of subseription
to dopend upon. The subsequent speeches
were all directed towards encouraging practical
effort at home on behalf of foreign missions.
The chairman said he was sure all had listened
with pleasure to the report, Hitherto, the
report had, year after year, told of good work
done, and this year it told of larger funds than
the society had - ever received. The doastion
of £25,000, he was permitted to say, was five:
sizths of the property of a clergyman who dosired
his name to be withheld. He hoped the spirit
which had moved thatgentleman might extend
to others, The society had many caunses for
encouragement. A large number of educated
men are coming forward and offering them-
selves as missionaries, and there was a vast
number of children in mission schools, which
were springing up. These were signs of fature
progress. He thought that more attention
should be given to oar colonies. Awmongst
them there was a large number of poor, amidst
whom thecre was a field for w rk. Lo Zanzibar
and in Dolhi the mission was impressing not
only the natives, but, by its Christian inflaence
and holy example, those who were opposed to
missionary enterprise were being taken hold of
and their opposition silenced. He hoped to
see & community of missions and a policy more
flexibie and as broad as possible. It was not
wise to have a definite policy and never ,to
diverge from it. He rejoiced in the news from
Japan, wherc the Emperor, who boasted of a
dynasty of thousands of years, had proolaimed
liberty of worship ; and by the same post there
had come the news that the native churoh of
Japan had established a mission of its own. He
saw in these things the providence of God.
After the speech of the Archbishop the Bish-
op of Ballarat was oalled upon, and delivered
an address full of pith and moment ou the
prosent condition of missions 1n our remote
colonies. He thought the disintegration of
the Catholic Church was an evil. As an in-
stance he referred to the faoct that in his part
there were five distinct charches, with five
underpaid clergymen, who rode upon five half-
fed horses to five ohurches not half full. There
should be an attempt made to join their forces
in missionary enterprises. Sir Richard Témpie,
in the course of an address, undertook to an-
swer the objections which had been raised by
some individuals of late sgainst missions. These
objeotions he summed up a8 requiring the dis-

organizing of preseut methods, doing away
with trained missionaries, aand employiag
asoetics, and also that only.single men should
be engaged in the work, In a very long and
elaborate, not to say tedious, speech, he dealt
seriatim with each of these pomnts. He argued
that the organizition which had stood the test
of fifty years had proved itself to be the best
basis to work upon. Whaile ackaowledging
that introdaced, he entirely denied the oap-
ability, a3 a rale, of untrained men for mission
work, aad expatiated on the uible work and
large amount of usefalness of womsea in the
mission field. He asserted that marcied men
had greatly the advantage over single mea in
the work of foreign misgions. The Rev. Canon
Body appealed for more z3al and en*husiasm
for the work, both individually and collectively.
He declsred that the spots where martyrs’
blood had been shed must not be given up.
There was a blessing not only in the work bat
on tho work, aud he pleaded for more consecra-
tion and zeal in the great missionary enterprise.
The Archbishop of Canterbury having to leave,
Bishop Selwyn psesided during the *remainder
of the proceedings, when the meeting was
sddressed by tbe B:shop of Dalhi aad others.—
Family Churchman,

SYNDAY-SCHOOL REFORM.

It is hardly necessary to offer auny apology
for recurring to this subject, although the mere
mention of it seems to convey a reflection apon
our Surday-schools which nine teachers out of
ten, and probably a majority of clergymen, re-
gard as an unwarranted insinuation. Wedo
contend, however, that the Sanday-school sys-
tem is capable of great improvement and al-
most indefinite extension, Holding that view,
we welcgome any expression of practical sym-
pathy from dignitaries of the Chnrch, and we
spooially thank the Archdeacon of Barmstaple
for the admirable summary of possible improve-
ments contained in his recent visitation charge-
Briefly, the Archdeacon’s suggestions are as fol
laws :—

L. The adoption of a definite syllabus ; and if
this could be approved by the Bishop it would
be an advantage. 2. A more fully-instructed
body of teachert ; this, we believe, the * Church
Reading Sooieties” will gradually effect. 3.
Care and effort on our part to deepen the spiri-
tual life of teachers, for their religious in-
fluence mpon others must depend upon the ex-
tent tu whioh the trauths they teach influence
their own lives. 4. Some diocesan and official
recognition of our teachers as Church-worlkers,
The benefit of such recognition would be to
give them not only a wider view of the great
work in which they are engaged, but also the
strength which comes from 0:ganic union with
the Church's system. 5. And we need general-
ly to make our Sunday-schools more bright,
lo-s of task work, more attractive, and full of
interest.

* May we not effect this in some measure,”
says Archdeacon Barnes, ** by more frequent
use of brief children's services, of which cate-
chising should be a prominent part? Such ser-
vices, where there is tue gift of addressing
children, seem to me to have a rare power in
arresting their attention, in helping them to
grow sound in the faith, and strong in the prip-
ciples and teaching of the Church, as well as
being the best means of testing the instruction
which the children have received in the school.”
Knowing that the friend and faithfal mentor of
General Gordon must have the liveliest interest
and kindliest sympathy for the young, to say
xothing of an unique experience in dealing
with them, these suggestions are emicently
worthy of careful consideration. The * read-
ing societies” are,of course, such as may be
found in the Diocese of Exeter, from whioch
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large bodies of Church workers ought to be re-
cruited, There is no reason why, in every par.
ish, a reading moclety should not be at work
similar to the old * mutual improvement” so
cieties, with the essential difference that it
ought not to minister to the vanity of its mem-
bers. A high-olass Bible class ia tha ideal ; call
it 8 Divinity olass, and it will bs well attended
by studions young men and women. We are
far from believing that catechising in church
should tuke the place of the Sunday-school; it
should, on the contrary, be supplementary to
the Sanday-school, for it is nothing (in these
days of secular education) without the Sunday-
school. Once let us show ourselves desirous of
improving our Sunday-sohool system, and abun-
dance of ways and meaus will present them-
selves.—The Family Churchman.

THE TRISAGION.

Of all the Old Testament intimations of the
doctrine of the Blessed Trinity, and they are
not few, the most wonderful and suggestive in
many respeots is the Trisagion in the Vision of
Isaiah. It oocurs in the VI. Chapter where he
narrates his call to the prophetio office. It was
in the temple and God was there *“high and
lifted up” with the six-winged Seraphim ador-
ing Him. And one cried unto another: “Holy,
holy, boly is the Lord of hosts; the whele
earik i5 fuli of His glory,” and the very door
posts moved in harmony and the house was £ill-
od with smoke, How perfecily Christian this ap-
pears frem its use in a slightly different form
in the Revelation, where the four living crea
tares “ rest not, day and night, saying holy,
holy, holy, Lord God Aimighty, which was.
and is, and is to come,” :

No one ever really listens to this without
yielding to a sense of mystery and divinity.
Wo are impressed even without knowing why
with this name of God coming from afar,

The Jews were early couscious that the ex-
istence of God was not & mers barren unity.
He was more than an idea to them, They felt
that in Him was at least & union of sttribates,
and almost rose up to a conception of more
than one person in the Godhead. Bat 88 Christ
needed to come to declare God, so Christianity
has first fully declared the Trinity, not as in-
venting it, or manufacturing it, butas recogniz-
ing it in Revelation as essential to our idea of
God There are three Holies, and bat one Holi-
ness. This exactly gives us our Christian defi-
nition ot three divine Persons, ot one divine
substance or Godhead. Perhaps it would be
better to take this word in another spelling as
Godhead.

Without exhausting at all the blessed sug-
gestiveness of this mysterious name, let us try
1o find out some of its bearings., This we can
do by keeping fast hold of three idess peculiar
to our religion among all others, three to corre-
.spond with the threefold name, and taken from
the Trisagion in the Revelstion. And first,
ours is the only Holy God. The gods of other.
religions have nothing attributed to them like
the holiness of Jehovah, The divinities of the
Greeks were decidedly immoral, or, if the
storiea of mythology are vamigar inventions
travestying the best ideas of the Greeks, never-
theless their gods are ocertainiy immoral
They have no holiness in themseives and de-
mand no holiness in their worshipers. The
same i true to & greater or less extent with our
religions, Buddbism indeed seems to demand
holiness, but something entirely negative and
different from Christianity.

Next, ours is the only Almighty God. With
the ancients each god had a speoialty. There
" were some things he could not do. Even Olym-

pian Zeus obey the Fates. Some were gods of
the Lills and some of the valleys, They neaded
rus aud while they napped their plans were up-

sot by heedless mortals. Only in the unity of
the Godhead dwells omnipotence.

Third, ours is the only Fveriasting God,
which was, and is, and is to come, the Alpha
and the Omega. The Gresk gods were born.
There was & time when they were not, there
was & time when the ory came, ‘° great Pan is
dead.” But the God of revelation is from Kver-
lasting to Everlasting.

These three ideas are related thus. Holiness
is power. Sin is death, but holiness is life,
Perfcot holiness means perfect power, and an
endless life It is unoreate, it cannot fail, it is
Holy, Holy, Holy.

Tax TrisaatoN IN DEvVoTION.

Twice in every fall morning service the
Trisag.on is sung. Once in the ¢ Deum, which
is the climax of the Matin office, once in the
Holy Commaunion. In both it is the song of
men and angels Devout musicians sometimes
find it in the evening Magnificat, thus, * He
that is mighty hath msagnified me and Holy,
(Holy, Holy) is His Name.” It was used as a
form of the Kyrie by the Greek Church, ‘“‘Holy
Lord God, Holy snd Mighty, Holy and Im.
mortal, have meroy upon us,” and thus is un-
doubtedly at the bottom of those profound peti-
tions in the Barial Office. “Spare us Lord
most holy, O God most mighty, O holy and
mercifal Saviour, Thou most worthy Judge
Eternal, suffer us not at our last hour, for any
pains of death to fall from Thee.” From the
heights of praise to the humblest supplication,
still the Trisagion has its place And as prayer
and practice shonld go together, thns suggests
the Church’s old introduction to her mysteries,
“ Holy things to Holy persons.”

Tag TrisAaroN IN PRACTIOE.

The Divine word is,  Be ye holy, for I am
holy.” Christ says, ‘I have given you an ex-
ample.” The three ideas in revealed religion
mentioned above may seem too high for us, so
our imitation may be of Christ's human holi-
ness, He is desoribed thus, ** Holy, harmless,
undefiled, separate from sinners and made high-
or than the heuvens.” Tnis text may be ex-
p:ained thus, To be boly, is te be hermless, un-
defiled, separate from sinners, that is, to be
meek, pure, and conseorated, or self-devoted.
The other point comes in as a result. Holiness
is in Christ, and may be in us ‘' made higher
than the heavens.” The best initation of the
Trisagion we oan make is to be meek, pure, and
self-sacrificing, with Holy Faith, Holy Hope
and Holy Charity, for these abide, and one, at
least, never faileth. The man Who loves Christ
shares His etornity and His power. —The
American Church Times,

TRINITY-TIDE,

Is the comm emoration of a truth notof an
event. To some, no doubt, the idea of the three
persons in one God is almost meaningless, in-
comprehensible, and they are, not enthusiastic
enough to rejoice in the observance of a Trinity
Sunday.

This will, as a rule, be the case with thcse to
whom the Holy Trinity is a mero theory, and
not & living fact which makes a difference to

gvery day life.

‘Wo only value things for their usefnlness. If
they are not usetul, we dispense with them
cheerfully.

It is the same with religious truths, We may
assent to them bat if they are not of praoctical
use to us, we do not really believe them, We
only keep them, like & cabinet of carios, to be
brought and played with on show days and
Sundays. No man will reslly ‘“keep the Faith”
who cannot use the Faith, He will be willing
to let go just so much of it as does not become
a part of his daily life.

Apply this to the dootrine of the Trinity.
The theological definitions of the Athanasian

oresd are in themsalves merely a form of care-
fully chosen words. Bat when we remember
that tho revelation which the words embody
gives us a right (1) to call God * My Father,”
(2) to regsard the man Jesus, who died for us, a8
God the Son ; and (8) to breathe the Spirit or
breath of God as the life of our own souls ; here
is something which makes a differance to us,
which enters into our practical life, and makea
our life worth living by removing it from the
sphere of the temporal to the eternal.—TAe
Church Record.

- ness and clannish disunion ; do we
- wish to heal these sins, or to leave
them ? Burely a great core for
both is the love taught of man for
- man, the mutnal self-sacrifice, the
close drawing together of oppouent
sympathies, aims &nd ambitions
within the loving arms of the living
- and life-giving reality, the body of
" Christ. ) .

It has been wisely said that we
oannot transplant our dear mother
the Church of England into India.
Por this impossibility I am not ar-
guing ; I am simply pleading for
the Catholic principle, found in all
times, places and amongst all peo-
ple of the Church in her early
days, of the unity of all races with-
in the Church of one ecclesiatical
province. At‘the eametimo, while
maintaining her connection with
the rest of the Awnglo Catholic
Church, the Church would be al-
lowed, within certain limits defined
by authority, to develop her own
way of meeting the wanis of her
own people. Farther, we must be
careful not to cast the English and
Indian sections of the Church abso-
lately in the same mould ; differ
ence of language used in worship
must exist, probably udditional
prayers and services adapted to
native Indian wants will be de-
manded. Many poinis of detail,
bearing exclusively on Indian wants
or plans, would be referred to In-
dian sub committees of the Dioce-
san and Provincial Synods, being
again brought before the whole
body for decision. Also lot us by
8]l menns develop the “Panchayat”
system of Church government as
much as possible by parish coun-
cils, oity councils, distriot councils;
but let all be gathered up under the
one Bishop and his Diccessn Synod,
It it be argued that the language
diffleulty will be insuperable 1in
meotings for discussion, I believe
this will be solved by patience,
time, and practice. Speaking lately
_with a Christian gentleman in an
important Government post on this
wide subject, he gave it :s his
opinion thateducated natives would
think it an insult to be out off from
the Church of the Knglish, and that
all such attempts wounld exnd in con-
fusion and in intensifying the po-
litical want of sympathy between
the English and natives; and that
when once meeting on common
ground, the Indian membet s wonld
be fully ready and able to hold their
own in the presence of the English
membere in matters both of under-
standing and of language; for we
must remember how rapidly a
knowledge of English is epreading,
and that it bids fair in time to be-
come as much, or nearly so, the
lingua Franca of India a8 Urdu is

now. . .
There is another important point

| they are anxious to allow of the

growth of Indian thonght and ILo-
dian expression of thought on the
great facts of our faith, No union
with the English will repress the
Indian mind. Centuries of foreign
rale show this, and I would ask, do
they wish to go beyond the three
creeds, and to want more than sat-
isfied the fathers of *the Greek
Church ? '

With regard to the Thirty-nine
Articles, it would not be difficult
to come to an agreement as to
which should be retained and which
emitted as merely the outcome of
passing controversies. The little
Chureh in Japan is already setting
us an example of moderation and
golf-restraint in this matter ; I think
there is great fear of our English
theologians being more Indian than
the Indians, and of their being more
ready to leave optional the use of
that grand treasury of worship and
belief tho Aunglo-Catholic Prayer
Book than wounld be appreciated by
the people thomselves,

The fact is, we want the Church
to do in India what shedid in Italy,
Frauce and England ; we want her
to be able to bring into God’s ser-
vice the characteristic excellencies
and tendencies of each race within
her fold, that the one may react on
the other. If the English Church
msn needs to be made lesy individ-
usl, leas subjective in his ideas of
religious life, so the Indian Church-
man needs to be made more practi-
oal; so that while his usual meta-
physical thoughtfulness may add
depth and breadth to qur downright
English ways of thought, so we
may bring into the common service
the hearty, breezy, wholesome way
of dealing with things that is more
redolent of the firat than of the last.

To conolude, may I present three
praotioal diffienlties that, inter alia,
occar to me if two Church systems
aro to be allowed ?

1. Who would determine the sec-
tion to which each man should be-
long? For we may be sure that
many educated Indian Churchmen
would join tho so-oalled Eoglish
seotion, to the great loss of their
poorer and more vornacular breth-
ren, and to the still greater loss to
the idea of Indian thought for the
Indian Church,

2. The difficulties in the way of
dli)sloipline would be almost insuper-
apie. E

3. When disestablishment comes.
are we 8till to maintain two sets of
Bishops, two oo0-ordinate sets of
priests ?

Let us then, having got the An-
glioan organization and the Angli-
can Prayer Book in India, leave
matters as they are, and make no
endeavors after a theoreotic divi-
sion; in God’s providence we are
one. Let the Church keep to that
oneness, and gradually, as genera
tions pass on, adapt herself in lan-
guage, expression of dootrine, mode
of thonght and ways of government
to the wants of the age and her
people ; let her maintain the essen-
tials of & Church in the apostolic
orders, the creeds and the saora-
ments, and then, when the time
comes, make herself as * Eastern”

urged by the advocates of leaving
1ndia to govern her own Church ;'

a8 she will, but let it be her own
aot, within the bounds of her own

Unity. I have but little doubt that
a8 India now adopts aund sassimi
lates 50 much of European thought
and custom in. matters secular, 8o
prokably her Christianity, will be
less distinotly different from West-
ern forms of worship, thought and
dogma than many persuade them-
gelves she desires to be. Thus each
part, supplying the wants of the
other, * may grow up in sil. things
into Him which is the Head, even

fitly framed and knit together
through that which every joint sup-
plieth, according to the working in
the measure of each several part,
maketh increase of the body unto
the building up of itself in love.”

I shall be trely thankful if I have
been able to make the least contri
bution towards & controversy which
go deeply concerns the life of the
Charch in India,
