TnE Bishop of Rochester lately addrossed a

large number of his clergy and church workers
at Camden Church, Peokham Road, and in the
course of his address his Lordship said thore
was to bo a mission in Camberwell early next ™
year, and its success would depend very much
on the spirit and method with which it was
conducted. It was possiblo with the best
intentions to make mistakes in these paroshial
missions, and any one who supposed that
missions were & kind of galvanic battery, to
vitalizo a parish where all were dead together,
or that they could be initiated without prayer
or preparation, and carried on without any in—
tention of permanent results, made a great
error, if indeed it did wot partake of the sin of
presumption. A mission could best be des-
cribed under three aspeots. It was & testimony,
a battle, and a revival supposing it was con-
ducted as it cught to be. Parochial missions,
which were recent innovations of tho highost
kind amongst the phenomenal activily of the
English Church, were simply the extraordinary
use of ordinary methods. The missioners who
were ocoming from & distance to give their
strength, experienoe, and time to the mission
wero not coming to preaoh a now gospel or
vesh dootrines, but to tell the old, old_story of
the free, full salvation of sinners by faith
in Jesus Christ. A mission was more than
a testimony, it was & battle. They must ex.
pect it to be a batile against the powvers of
derkness.  Nothing the great cnemy of souls
dreaded and hatoed 80 much as & mission. A
mission was & very real and solemn thing—not
only a battle which would loave its scars behind
bat it was ulso & revival. Of all the things in
the world that the Churon of theso times needed
was the decpening, stirring, and raising of the
spiritual life of tho troe obildren of.God. The
Bisbop concluded by advising the clergy 1o be
fully persuaded us to tho blessedness of the
mission, and to enter into it heartily and
earnestly. They must let their people see that
they believe in it, and bogin their proparations
st once. They must take their peoplo into
their confidence, and espocially rely upon inter-
cecsory prayor. Their miesioner should ‘' be
chosen in good time, aud previcusly introduced
to theil people, eo that they should sll know
what he looked like and how he spoke. Those
might seem small details, but they were of im-
Then a mission required pre-
eminently wisdom, faith, aud love. Wisdom
was necded because mistukes were always bet.
ter avoided. As to the chureh workers, they
must be work &g dirooted by their pastors, as 1f
directed by God, Who would bless them in
whut He gave them to do, bat not in what
thoy thought they would do themselves. And,
lustly, they must all work with &n absolute,
gupromo faith in the inflexible parpuse of God
to suve mankind,
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wewst. Paul says to the Ephesians:  And grieve

" not the Holy Spirit of God, whereby ye are

* gealed unto the day of redemption” (chap. iv.
30).

This makes us think what St, Paul can mesn,
and leads us to Jook into other parts of Holy
Soripture for explanation.

We will turn back to a very early part of the
Bikle. Whep the holy prophet Ezekiel was
living on the banks of the river Chebar, in
Babylonis, whether he had been taken with
his king, Jehoiachin, and others of the princes

_and Leviter, God showed him many visions of
hig dear home at Jerusalem, and of those of his
brethren who remained there; that he might
‘warn them to provoke God no further, but to

turn away His wrath from their city, or, a$
_apy rate, each man for himeelf,

In one of thes~ visions—it is to be found in
Rzekiol's ninth chapter—just -after God had
shown him how the glorious Temple itself,
Gad’s own house of prayer, was fall of persons
worshipping idols, the prophet beheld the de-
stroyers, each with his weapon in his haund,
gathered within the Temple, ready for the
slanghter, and only writing for the word. Then
he saw & figure, clothed in linen, with an ink-
horn by bis side. Then a voice from the bright
glory that beiokened the presemce of God,
gpake and said:

“@Go through the minds of the oity, through
tho midst of Jerusalem, and set & mark on the
forehends of the men that sigh and ory for all
the sabominations that be done in the midst
thoreof.”

The same voice added, to those who held the
slsughter weapons—

“@o ye after him through the city, and
smite; let not your eye spare, neither have ye
pity. Slay utterly old and young, both maids
aud little children and women; but come not
Dear any man upon whom is the mark; snd
bogin at my sanctusry.”

We might porhaps think that this awfal mes-
sage belonged only to)the days when Nebuchad-
nezzar’s mex wore doing God's work of ven-
gence upon the idolatrous Jerusalem, and when
the unseen murk of God guided His true ser-
vants in the midst of destruotion; but God's
words aro much too great and far-reaching to
havo their fulfilment at once, and they stretoh.
ou much farther than what concerned that
first destruction of Jerusalem.

This very vision of Bzekiel was, as it wers,
cgrried on, apd rendered moré terrible and
more significant. when, four hundred yesars
later, 8t. John the HEvangelist, in his captivity,

- likewise saw the doom of the faithlera rovealed.

Instoad of the Temple of Jerusalom, St. John
beheld the courts of heaven; instesd of the
oarved cherubirg, the four living creatures; in-
stead of the daily sacrifice, the lamb as it had
beoun glain, Bat it was the hour of wrath for
those who had despised the blessed saorifice of

- the lamb; acd thus instead of the six with
their slaughtor weapons, St. John beheld the
horsemen going forth to slay; *a pale horse,
and his name that sat thereon was Death, and
Hell followed with him,” Moreover, he saw

. four angels standing, holding the four winds of
heaven, and instead of Him with the ink-horn,
ho saw an ‘‘angel ascending from the east,
having tho seal of the living God; and he oried
with a4 loud voice to tho four angels to whom it
was given to hurt the earth and tho ses, say:
ing, Hurt not the eartb, neither the see, nor
the trees, till we have soaled the servants of
our Ged in their foreheads.”

And while the earthquake, the fire, the de-

straotion, had their way on the earth, the seal-

od wore their white robes, waved their palms,
and oried: ’ -

“Balvation to our God that sitteth on the
throne, and to the Lamb.”

We know that 8t John's visions are of the
state of things in which we live—on to the end
of time, Therefors, what can import fo us
more than to be sure that we receive, and that
we do not lose, that seal on the forehead which
is to mark us for safety in the hour of ven-
geance 7

Now, is that seal affixed on our brow uncon-
soiously, as it seems to have been in Ezekiel's
vigion ? Is it God's mark of holiness, unknown
toman? In some degree it may be;” and yot
8t. Paul spesks of it a8 being the right common
to all Christians, for he says to the Corinth-
ians:

“ Now He which stablisheth us with you in
Christ, and hath anointed us, is God: Who hath
ualsc sealed us, and given the earnost of the
Spirit in our hearts” (2 Cor. i. 21, 22),

And agnin, to the Ephesians: ¢ After that
ye bolieved, ye were sealed with that Holy
Spirit of Promise” (Eph.i13). And later in
tho Epiatle he says: ‘‘Grieve not the Holy
Spirit of God, whereby ye were sea’ed unto the
day of redemption.”

Thus it is plaio that St. Paul regarded the
senling a8 the special work of the Holy Ghost
—nay, a8 if the Holy Ghost were Himself the
Seal. Where Heo is present, the soul and body
bear their sesl and are safe, so that to them
the day of vengence is the day of redemption,
Yot this seal, this abiding presence of the Holy
Spirit, oannot bo only the mark of a perfeot
Christion, just ready to die. It must ba given
to him while yet he isin a state of trial, and be
liable to be lost; or St. Paul would not spesk
as if everyone in his Charch had it, or bid
them be ware of grieving the Holy Spirit,

Moreover, he says that the Ephesians wore
sesled after they had believed (chap. i, 13); snd
his words to the Corinthians couple this sealing
with the Holy Ghost with the being established
and anointed to God. .

Surely, then, the sealing must be the having
the special grace of the Holy Ghost conferred,
See, then, how the Apostles conveyed this
grace, Whon Philip the Deacon had baptized
the converts at Samaria, St. Peter and St. John
were sent down, ** who when they were come
down, prayed for them that they might receive
the Holy Ghost (for a8 yot He was fallen on
pone of them ; only they were baptized in the
pame of the Lord Jesus) ; then laid they their
hands on them, and they received the Holy
Ghost” (Aocts viii. 15-17).

To Cornelius the Holy Spirit oame visibly
before baptism ; but that was an exceptional
work of God, wrought to remove all doubt as
to the admisgion of the Gentiles; but he was
baptized afterward, so that it is plain that bap-
tiam and sealing by the Holy Ghost are two
different things.

Indeed, though tho Samasritans were baptized
by Philip, the two Apostles laid their hands on
them ‘before they received the Holy Ghost;
and later we find that after the Ephesians had
been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus,
* when Paul had Jaid his hands upon them, the
Holy @host céme on them” (Aots xix, 6).

And it is in writing to these very men that he

reminds them that © after they had believed,

they wero seuled with the Holy Spirit of
romise,”

In the Epistle to the Hebrews we tiad “ bap-
tisms and the laying on of hands” spoken of as
the very first outset of the Christian course;
and from all these evidences we perceive
that not only were Christisns received to bap-
tism, but that as soon as possible afterward, the
Apostles whom our Lord had Himself commis-
sioned laid their bands on them and thus oon-
veyed to them the presence of the Holy Ghost;
and that this was called by St. Panlthe sealing
of the Holy Spirit unto the day of redemption.
What that seal does for Christians we further

know from the awfal j’at, hfi’ﬁéful éight which

| 8t. John beheld, of the dire judgments of God

fast bound, until the sesling of all the faithful
shall have seoured them. And thongh in St
John's vision the mealing was tbe work of
angels, yot we know that angels are messengers
of God; so that what is done by the minisiry
of Christ would be spoken of as done by the
angels Indeed, in the earlier chapters of the
Book of Revelation, we find the course of Bish-
ops, the Episcopal ministry of each place,
spoken of as the angel of such and such &
Church; and our Lord says the stars in His
right hand are the angels of the churches.
These angels who sealed the servanta of God,
would plainly mean the messenger spirits, in-
cloding the whole line of Bishops of each
Churoh from the very first, all gathered into
one vision before the saint.

The churches in the very places where St
Paul and St. Jobn preached still used the name
¢ Senling,” while we use the name * Confirma-
tion,” for being thus marked by the Apostolio
hand, Woe all know that the grace which our
blessed Liord gave to His Apostles to be im-
parted to the whole Church, is continued to our
Bishous, and that the same grace that was be-
stowed by the laying on of the Apostles' hands;
is atill bestowed by the laying on of oar
Bishop's hands; so that when we kneel
before our Bishop, it is the ssme thing
88 when the Samaritans and Ephesian
converta kunelt before St. Peter, §t. John
aud 8t. Paul. The power of spesking dif-
erent languages and of working mniracles
was sometimes conferred at such times, in or-
der that the yet untaught people might know
of the coming of the Holy Ghost by their ont-
ward senses. :

But we have to trust to faith instead of to
sight; and our Lord Himself, and His Apostles
after Him, bave told us that these wonderful
gifts were of no consequence at all to the soul
of the possessor. They were 0.1y given to con-
vince the Jews aud heathen; the real benefit,
the being sealed by the presence of the Holy
Spirit, comes to us without these outward signs,
a8 it came to the Christiane of old with them,

So it is that the Bishop mskes the solemn
E&yer: #Stirengthen them, O Lord, with the

oly Ghost the Comforter, and daily incrense
in them Thy manifold gifts of grace : the Spirit
of wisdom and understsnding, the Spirit of
counsel and ghostly strength, the Spirit of
kuowledga and true godliness ; and fill them,
O Lord, with the 3pirit of Thy holy fear.”

Such is the sovenfold seal of the blessed
Spirit of God ; and it is the more precious be-
cause this is the same Holy Spirit wherewith
Jesus our Lord became the Anointed, the Christ
(Acts x. 48). For doth not Isaiah say : ** There
shall come forth a rod out of the atem of Jesse,
and & branch shall grosv out of his roota; and
the Spirit of the Lord shall rest upon Him, the
Spirit of wisdom and understznding, the Spirit
of counsel and might, and the Spirit of know-
ledgo and of the fear of the Lord, and shall
make Him of guick understanding in the fear
of the Lord” (Isa, xi. 1, 2).

Ip this manner, it may be, that ** Him hath
God the Father sealed” (St. John vi. 27). How
should even our ohief pastors dare to hand on
to us that awful seal, that wonderful snointing,
but that we are His members, and His bless-
ings fluw down to us, as did the oil on Aaron’s
head to the utmost part of his clothing ? (Ps.
0xXXXii).

Who, then, would preeume to turn away
from the Seal of the Holy Spirit, by which we
are to be marked for the great day? Who
would ventare to go without that laying on of
bands, by whioh, once for sll, the blessed Spirit
may be conveyed to us as sarely as when He
sat on the Apostles in flery tongnes?

At our baptism we were indeed born into
Christ's Charoh, Our new lifs began then, our
spirit became slive to the influences of God 4
but the work is imperfect till the seal is given,

*
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It was to the hands of the Apostles that our

Lord committed the power of conveying the’

presence of God the Holy Ghost; and as their
suocessors, the Bishops, eannot be present at
every baptism, Confirmation—tbat is, sealing
—or laying on of hands, is made to wait tilia
wnitable time afterward; but many persons
have been confirmed immoediately after their
baptism, even in their infancy., For Confirma-
tion is, like baptism, a thing that is dono to us
by God once for &ll, not one that we do for
ourselves. A babe has no unbelief, therefire
it can be baptized ; and for the same reason it
oan be sealed or confirmed. If an older person
were wiocked enough to come to holy baptism
without repentence or faith, he wonld not be
fulfilling the condition; and so, too, we must
bring faith when we come to bo confirmed,
really knowing what we are about,

Thus it is & very holy and solemn ocoasion
to us, and our Church has thought that it is a
fit time for us {0 prornounce our own ratifica
tion of our baptismal vow. Some people make
mistakes abont it, and fancy the making tae
vow for onrselves is the chief point of Confir
mation. Bat this is not the fact. Nothing wo
do can be so important as what we receive
from God, and we have in reality acoepted the
vow every time we have answered our uate
chist-s question: * Dost thon not think thon
art bound to do and believe as they (our spon.
sors) promised for thee? ‘ Yes, verily; and
by God's help, so [ will.’"

Of course, the making tho vow is a deep and
apxious matter ; and if we do not take it with
our whole heart, we can be in no frame of
mind to meet the blessing of being sealed by
God the Holy Ghost. But we must not fall
into the mistake of thinking that the making

. the vow for ourselves is the grest matter.

Confirmation is not our confirming our own
vow, but God’s confirming us in the strength of
We are just as much bound
by our vow before Confirmsalion as after it,
The differcnce is that Confirmation gives us
more power to koep if, by strengthening ue
with the sevenfold seal of God the Holy
Ghost, ‘

Therefore, lot no young person fancy that he
or she goes to Confirmation to release God-
parents from their vows, The sponsors wore
merely the children’s voices; and if the child
would receive the benefits, it must keep the
promises that they depend on. Neither let any
elder person, who remembers making the vow
ochildiehly and thoughtlessly, think that Con-
firmation can again be resorted to. The vow
oan again be renewed—wo may do so secretly
at any time, best of all at the Holy Commun-
ion—but as to the sesling, the conferring of
that snointing of tte Holy Spirit in virtne of
which we are called Christiang, from the name
of Christ, the apointed, that is given onoe
and may not be sought again.

Young people, then, ‘‘ grieve not the Holy
Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed nnto the
day of redemption.”” Come in faith and earneat-
ness to make your promise and receive your
seal, and guard it faithfully to the ead.

Elders, who are conscious of thoughtlessness
and evil, pray and seek in tbe Holy Commumn-
ion that the seal once given, and now tarnished
and defaced, may shine forth once more in the
holiness of life that bears witness to the pre-
sence of the Holy Ghost, that so the angels of
destruction may see God’s mark on your brow,
and the day of terror may be to you the day of
full adoption.—Church Critic,

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THE OLD OATHOLIO CHURCHES.

The foliowing is & translation of the joint
declaration lately issucd by the Old Catholic
Bishops of Holland, Germeny, and Switzerland.
It has already received the adhesion of Pfarrer
Ceoh as Diocesan Administrator of the Austrian
Old Catholic:—

“In Nominx S5. Tarniramis.

 Johannes Hoykamp, Archbishop of Utrecht;
Caspares Johannes Rinkel, Bishop of Hasrlem;
Cornelins Diependasl, Bishop of Deventer;
Joseph Hubert Reinkens, Bishop of the Old
Catholic Churoh of Germany; Eduard Herzog,
Bishop of the Christian-Catholic Church of
gwitzerland, sssembled in the Archi epissopal
rosidence at Utreoht on the four and twentioth
day of September, 1889, sfter invoocation of tho
Holy Spirit, address the following declaration
to the Cathelio Church : — :

“ Boing met together for eonference in res-
ponse to an invitation from the Arohbishop of
Utreeht, we have resolved for the fature to
hold consultations together from time to time
on subjeats of common interest, in conjunction
with our sssistauts, connoillors, and theologians,
Weo regard it as fitting that at this our first
mesting we should jajn in o brief declaration of
the ecclesiastionl principles on which we have
hitherto exercised our Episoopal office and shall
continue to exeroise it in future, a8 in separate
declarations we have repostedly taken ocossion
to state,

“1, We hold firmly to the ancient eccle-
siastieal rule formulated by Vincentius cof
Lerinum :—

“Td toneamus, quod ub'que, gquod semper,
quod ab omnibus creditum est; hoc est etenim
vere proprieque catholicam.

“ We, thorefore, hold firmly to the faith of
the ancient Church a8 expressed in the
conmeniocal ocreeds and in the wunivereally
acknowledged dogmalic decisions of the
cscumenioal councils of the undivided Church
of the firat 1,000 yeara. '

“3, We reject, as contradictory to the faith
of the ancient Church and destructive of its
ancient constitution, the Vatioan deorees of the
18th July, 1870, respecting the infallibility and
universal Episcopate or ecclesiastieal omnipo-
tence of the Roman Pope.  But that does not
hinder us from recognizing the historical pri-
maoy attributed by varions csnmenical coun-
cils and tho fathers of the early Church to the
Bishop of Rome a8 primus infer pares, whieh
received the consent of the whole Church for
the first 1,000 years.

3. We reject also, as not grounded on Hely
Scriptare or the tradition of the first centuries,
the declaration of Pius IX. in 1864 regarding
the Immaculate Conception of Mary.

“ 4, Touching the other dogmatic decrees
issned by the Romish Bishop in later times, the
Bulls Unigenitus, Auctorum Fidei, the Syllabus
of 1860, and so on, we rejeot them so far as they
stand in opposition to the teaching of the
ancient Church, and do not regard them as
suthoritative, Further, we renew all former
protests whioh the ancient Catholic Church of
Holland bas slready made against Rome.

““b, We do not accept the Council of Trent
in its decisions regarding discipline, and ite
dogmatic decisions we saccept so far only as
they agree with the teaching of ihe ancient
Church,

g, Considering thatthe Holy Bucharist has
ever formed the central point of Divine service
in the Catholic Church, we hold it to be our
duty to declare that we adhere in all fidelity to
the ancieat Catholic faith regsrding the Holy
Sacrament of the saltar, believing that we
receive the body and blood of our Lord Jesus
Christ Himself under the forms of bread and-
wine. The celehration of the Eucharist in the
Church i8 not & constant repetition or re-

newal of the atoning saorifice, whioh Ohrist
onoce fox sll offered on the Cross; but its sacri-
fioial oharacler consists in its being the per-
petual memorial of that sacrifice and a resl
represeniation on earth of that one offering of
Christ for the salvation of redeemed humanity
which, acoording to Heb, ix. 11, 12, is con-
stantly presented by Christ in heaven, since He
now -appeara in the presence of God for us
(Heb, ix. 24,7 Whilst this is the nature of the
Huocharist in its relation to the eaorifice of
Christ, it is at the same time a holy saorificial
feast, in which the faithful who reoeivo the
body and blood of the Lord have fellowship
one with another (1 Cor, x. 17.)

“ Wo hope that, through the efforts of theo-
logians, & way may be found, while adhoring
to the faith of the undivided Church, to re-
conoile the differences whioh have arisen since
the division, We exhort the olorgy under our
jurisdiotion both in their sermons and their
religions instruction to emphasize as of chief
importance the essential truths of the Christian
faith, which are accoptod by the ecclesiasiioally
separated confessions; in dealing with existing
differences carefully to avoid any offences
against truth and love; and as wall by example
a8 by precept io lead the members of our con-
gregations to treat those who differ from them
in & manner befitting the spirit of Jesus Christ,
the common Redeemer of us all.

“8, We believe that it is by holding firmly
to the teaching of Jesus Christ, whilo rejgoting
all the errors that through human frailty have
been mixed with it, as well as ali ecolesiastioal
abuses and hierarchical ambilions, that we shall
best counteract umbelief and that religious in-
difference which is the greatest evil of our
time.”"—The Family Churchman,

MonTeEAL —Trinity.~—Tho Star, referring to
the work ot this parish,'eays : The musical por-
tion of a church service is always of primary
importance ; indeed true public worship can
soarcely oxist in its highest sense without
musie, True church musio, too, is & universal
preacher, Tho great majority of people are
susceptible to its powers, and the religions in-
fluence of & hymn or chant often lingers long
aftor thoir notes havse died away, and reach a
corner of men’s heaits to whioh speken words
would never find an entrance. An enlarged
place is being given 10 musie in the services of
many of our churches, and the increased at-
tendanco shows that those services are sppre-
oiated and are beueficial. The congregation
of Trinity Church have for some “time given
speocial attention to the musical portion
of their service. Their evening sorvice i
evpeocially musioal aud almost cathedral in its
oharacter; the attendance is lurge, especially
of young men. Tho choir is compused of
ladies and gentloman, Mr. Henry Miles being
leader, aud Mr, Sefton, orgaunist. On Friday
evening the Trinity Church Assvcialion gave
thoir first public entertainment. Bishop Bund
is patron of the Assoocistion; the Reotor, Cun.
op Mills, honerary president, and Rev, E. A.
King, M. A., aciing president. Mr. King
condunots the Bible class, meoting on Sandays
at3p m, Heis avery gifted teacher and his
discussions and bluckbosrd illastrations are

oreating great interest in the classes,
Baud of Hope is in & flourishing condition un-

der the admirable management of the Misses
Lemaessurier and Mra. Stuart. It moeets every
Friday afternoon at 4 o'clock. The Doroas So-
oiety not only assists the poor of their parish,
bat assists in the mission work of the diocese
and of the North-West. It has just responded
to an appeal on behslf of the new Protestant
Hospital for the Insane. The Society was asked
to furnizh one room at a cost of $27. They
have already raised $70 and will farnish three
instead of one. “The Children’s Twenty Minutes
Society"” meets at I0 o'clock on alternate Satur
days for a brief religious service and for sew-
ing, efc. At present they are working for the
benefit of the children’s ward in the General
Hospital. Mrs. Bone, Mrs Bailey, Mrs. Bulmer,
and Miss MacPherson are in charge of this
juvenile association. On the third Sunday of
each month & children's service is beld instead
of the Sanday school, They furnish the music
and are made to feel that it is their own pecu:
liar service, The Bishop generally holds his
ordination services at Trinity. The Church is
well adapted to this purpose, having perhaps
the largest seating capacity of any Anglicap
Church in the oity, and besides Canon Mills is
the Bishop's examining chaplain. On the 16th
ult,, there will be an@rdination service at
which Messrs. S. L. Mitchell, J. W. Dennis,
and A. H. Manning are expeoted to receive
Deaoon’s orders. This winter no admission fees
are being charged at their entertainments, and
the churoh is wholly supported by voluntary
offerings.

St. Jude's is the only Protestant Church in
St Cunegonde and it has shared in the general
prosperity. The building up of that sectiou
has extended the limits of her nsefulness and
increased the number of her attendants, There
are now four hundred and seventy-eight fami-
lies on the Rector’s visiting list and the regular
attendanae at the Sunday services is about six
hnndred. In comparison with most of the An-
glican parishes of the oity St. Jade's i8 not
wealthy, but daring the year just ended the
income of the Church was increased by the
sum of $1400, and their financial affairs are in
& very satistactory condition. The Church is
supported wholly by voluntary offerings. The
pews sre allotted, but the holders contributed
by mesans of the envelope system only such
sums 18 they freely assess themselves. The
Ladies’ Aid has abandoned bazaars and all such
means of raising money, and instead of these
each member contributes five cents a week to
their fund, last year $418 being raised in this
way. Their principal church organizations are
the Temperance Soovioty, meeting on alternate
Thureday evenings, the Band of Hops on Fri-
day evenings, and the Liadies' Aid on the last
Mondsy of each month, The Rector, Rev. J.
H. Dixon_ is president of the Chorch Associa-
tion, Messrs. B, R. Wright and J. H. Bedfern
vice-presidonts, N. Wright treasurer, and H.T.
Tuocker and J.3Parratt, seoretaries, This As-
gooiation, jointly with the other sociptios, give
five freo entertainments each month in the
leoture room. At each meeting a prayer is of-
fered up and 4 hymn sung, sod then follow
musical and literary exercises, An original es-
gay i always read by & member. Printed in-
vilativus from each of the societies to attend
thoir free meetings have been distributed by
their church workers among the greater num-
ber of the non-attendants of the parish. At the
last meeting of their Band of Hope 260 child
ren were prosent. Mr. John Forgrave is atthe
head of the society. They have a branch of
tho Ministering Loague, established by Lady
Meath in Ostober last, Mre. Dixon is president
and Miss Henshaw seoretary. Their branch
of the Girle’ Friendly Society is in ocharge of
Deaconess Edith.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

HynrsviLLe.—The congregation of All
Saints’, Huntsville, which has hitherto been
worshipping in a temporary®hall, and is feeling
greatly the veed of & church, as alse its own
inability to build one unaided, is uniting to-
gether with the intention of huilding a stone
church from plans approved by the Bishop of
the Diccese.

This youthful congregation, settled where
but a few years ago tre wild and virgin forest
stood, has, during the five years' incumbency
of the Rev. Thomas Llwyd, proved ita love for
the historio Church of their fathers, and their
eapaocity for work by the prompt provision—
through the offertory—~.f all finunce necessary
for the ourrent working expenses of each yesr,
for two years last pust, volentarily increasing
the subscription to the stipend fend from $200
to 8300 per annum.

In addition to this step towards self suppors,
the congregation, which has never excoeded 32
families, all working peonle, has, in five years,
purchased a bell, substantisl Oak furnitzre of
Chzroh design for the chancel, a beatifal set
of r hored vessels, with brass alms dish, a vost-
ment cupbosrd, all preparatory to the Church,
It Las also built a hall for Sunday school and
gensral purposes, with kitchen behind, having
all necessaries for social gatherings of the
Church family; also a driving shed for the
convenience of couniry members, besides many
minor workers too numerons to mention, but
one and all practically useful, and indicative of
their true love for thuir church--the struggle
1o provide themselves a home. and yet to have
their Church and her services keeping pace
one with the other; & cemotery of five aores
has slso been cleared up and fenced, laid out in
plots and consecrsted :  Ali works begun and
oompleted over and above the annnal and regu-
lar expenses of the church, &t & cost of over
$2,000, and all clear of debt.

Is it then—it may be asked—not reasonable
and natural that this Mission Cougrogation,
that has for five years—unhesitatingly tollow-
ed the lead of its Clergyman—worked ac nobiy
and so successfnily against such odds to as are
always incident to a settlement in the bush,
should turn an appealing glance to their m.re
favored fellow churochmen and churchwoman
in other places for help, in the great work to
which tney are now bending all tneir energies
—*to0 build an house unto the name of the
Lord their God” ?

The congregation themselves undertake to
raise $1,000 towards the estimated cost, §5,000,

The proposed church is of stone, obtai.uble
in the neighbornood, and will consist of nave,
chancel, vestry aad bell tower, with a seating
oapacity of 300, A most eligible site has
been secured and paid for, The congregation,
though small and wesk, is an united oue and is
desirous of helping itself to the utmost of its
ability, but this work iz beyond their powers
- unaided, and it now makes its first public ap
peal for help. “Then he said unto them, go
your way ; eat the fat, and drink the sweet,
and gend portions unto them for whom nothing
is prepared.”

Btill later, when sect sfter sect separ-
ated from the Church of England, sometimes
with bitter denunciations of the mother that
bore them, no word of apswering scorn was
ever returned,  Hero and there an individual
person might speak unadvisedly. against the
peataries; with the large liberty of personal
freedom which the Church allows her members
nothing else could be ~xpeoted ; butthe Church
in her corporate capacity did so little of that
graceless sort that to—day, it & reunion of her
separsted children were proposed, not one hard
word of hers would have to he retructed or ex—
plained. In this country, too, whatever may
bave been the fanltsof the Protestant Episcopul
Church, evil-speaking of others bus noi been
one of them. If, as wo boliove, the Episcopal
Chuoreh is to be honored with some large part
jn the restorstion of Christian union in this
country, it will surely sadd to her inflzence that,
like the Church of Eugland, she has nothing to
iake buok, Whatever else she has failed to do,
ghe has not forgotten that in Christ all Chris-
tinng are one ; nor has she forgotten that the
painful fact of the shattering of external anion
" is ascandal to be removed by patience, by long
suffering and by cbarity.

The Ohurchman says on the “ Daty of Chris-
_ tiang in View of Faot” :—

There i nothing to be gained and thore is
much to be lost by ignoring faots, The fact
that external Christian union does not cxist is
not t¢ be banished by a *Christian Soierce”
method of persvading ourselves that it does ex-
iat, or that it docs not much matter whether it
exists or not.  If the evil of it is ever to be
cured, it must first bo recoguized and recognized
as & tremendous evil ; but until the evil can be
put sway, what is the duty of separated Chris-
tian people?

Cloarly their fist duty is to recognize each
otber's Christisn charaoter, and the unity in
Christ which unites them personally with each
other, There are many ways in which this
unity oan be practicslly reslized. In every
good work, and for the accomplishments of
ovory beneficiont purpose which their common
Master would approve, Christisn mon, whether
thoy sre Congregationalists or Churchmer,
. Pre:byterian, Romaniste or Methodists, ought

to co-.operate with ench other. The consoli-
dated force of Christian inflience might effect
& thoussnd good results without once tonch-
ing matters of donominational difference, and
porhsps the quickest way to get rid of differ-
ences would be to begin to realize the
blessed fact of urity in Christ which now
oxints,

A second duty is to respect each other’s con-
viotions and positions until the present division
of the followers ot Christ can be houestly
ended ; but, their limitations ought to be res-
pected. Every man must be presnmed to have
a roason for keing in the communion in which
he actually is, and he ought not to be expeoted
to do anything whioh that communion does
not olearly authorize him to do ; and he ought

- pot to be respeoted if he does so. A manly
submission to the restraints imposed by this
gimple rule might go far to rouse & conscious-
pess uf the faot that denominational divieions
are sosndalous hreaches of the external union
of tho members of Christ's Body,

“QVER AND OVER®PAGAIN."
. . en— [ J

A commoa objection urged not only against
the Church’s obeervance of the Christian year,
but against her manner of public worship, is
that “it is the same thing over and over
egain,” It is an objection well worth consider-
ing, not only because it is one often brought
against our way of worship and teaching, but
because it has to d o with an essential condition
of success in the C hxi.tian life.

It is #aid: *How o03n you repeat over and
over again the sam ¢ sirvice day after day, and
month after month, year in and year out?”
The idea in the minds of mapy is that it must

have an unedifying and tiresome sameness. It
is apparently forgotten that dny regularly re-
curring service must be substantially the same
rervice, The fact is that Methodiat and Pres—
byterian services are, Sunday after Bunday,
substantially the same, and that mot only in
order but ever in words of prayer and praise.
One of the great advantages of the ever-vary-
ing seasone of the Church year is that it pre—
vents an undesirable ssmeness, Aside from
theso changing eeasons of our ritusl year, our
public worship is indeed the same thing over
and over again, But ro is any regularly reonr-
ring service, The services of the ordinary
Protestant derominations are realiy the same
gervices over and over again. And their eame-
pess is no ohjection to them. The real question
is, whethor it be a desirsble or an undesirable
sameners., It is, we think, an undesirable same-
ness, If & service be in itself an unndesirable
one, then it is indeed an objection that it shonid
be repsated over and over again, or bo used at
all, tor that matter, Bat the objection to it, in
that case, is mot to its reputation but to the
very thing itself. Our services in the public
worship of the Lord’s house are, we olaim, tn
themselves good and desirable. The objeotion so

often urged sgainst them ia therefore no valid

objection but their bighost commendation. The
ordinary oonventionalities of lite wo repesat con-
stantly. But it is no objeotion to them. Be-
cause they are fit and scemly, it 18 emineutly
desirable thut they shouald be thus in constant
use, We say ** Good morning,” Good evuning,”
“ How do you do,” "" I hope you are well,"” and
many like expressions. These we repeat per-
petually, and there is sense in it, reason for it
No mun dresms of ohjecting to any such repe
titions, So of our religious services. If they
are what they onght t.. be, uot only is their re-
pitition permissible, but eminently desirable.

This is in accordance with the law of success
ful attainment in any matter, The great
pisnist becomes such by persevering effort, by
doing the same thing over and over again.
“ Slulled labor'’ means the labor of those who
have done the same thing over and over again,
until they can do it better than any other men.
It is the royal road to eminence, and not loss so
in the realm of the moral and spiritual, The
one gront difference belweon the faithfal and
the unfaithful Christian is that one does snd
the other refuses to do the same thing over and
over again. Oar duty toward God and our
duty toward our neighbor sre ihe sam one day
after another, To live faithfully, is by God's
help to address ourselves to the performancs of
those duties, day after day, week in and week
out; in order words, to do the same thing over
and over sgain. And the Christian who keeps
on doing it is the one who learns to live scher-
ly, righteously and godly in this present world,
looking for that blessed hope and glorious ap-
pearance of the great God and our Saviour
Jesus Christ, Of such it is zaid, ** Blessed are
those servants whom the Lord when He com-
oth shall find watehing.” Living Church Tract,
No. 14,

THE MAKING OF THE NEW TESTAMENT,
No. 3,

To the Bditor of the Church Guardian:

Sir,—The article on the Making of the New
Testament wounld haveus believe that it was
“ga long time" bofore the Church decided
¢ whioh books were sacred, and which were
not”; in fact, that the decirion was not praoti-
cally atterpted till the Diocletian persecution,
A.D. 303 ; was finally made till A.D, 397, in
which year it w1s finslly settled by the Coundcil
of Carthago, 300 yours after the last of the
books had baen writton,”

Now, 1 have no hesitation in saying that
there is no ground for these statements. In the
first place, the Syrian Church made this deci
sion when she revised and put forth her anthor-
ized versiou '* ehortly atter the Apostolioc Age.”
Then, the Chuarch of Carthage, which the arti-
cle wonld bave us believe only ‘¢ settled the
matter ” in the year A.D, 397, had in like man-
ner settled it at least 225 years earlier, when
she made or adopted her revised Latin version,
which was already antiquated in the days of
Tertullian A.D. 190, This version contsined
all the Books of our English New Testament,
except Hebrews James and Seoond Peter.
Thus at the very beginning of the Gospel, im-
mudistely upon the loss of the personal teaching
of Lhe Apostles, and not as this article wonld
teach our Sunday Sehool ohildren, 300 years
later we have Indubitable evidenco, both in
East and West, that the Church at once col-
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leoted the Sacred Books, framed them into a
"New Testament, read themspublicly in her ser-
vices, and used them as the standard of -doe-
trine.

The article tells us that ** the oldest list ex
tant of the books of the New Testament was
made in the year A.D. 170, and it is incom-
plete,” It lacked, the writer seems to say.
Aocts, Hebrews, 1st and 2nd Peter, 1st and 3rd
Jobn, and the Revelation,

The reference here is to the celebrated Mura-
tortan Fragment, That most interesting doou-
ment is not one piece of consecutive writing,
but i, Canon Westoott decides, ** made up of
three or four passages from a large work ot
some unigoown author,” with & chasm in i6,—s4
part which somehow has dropped out. This
ageounts for its failure to mention several
Books. The list given in the article is incor-
rect, All the Books in the New Testament are
named, except 1st and 2nd Peter, ist John,
James and Hebrews, Canon Westoott points
out that 1st John is quoted in the Fragment,
ihough not mentioned in the list of Books.
He says also that as lst Petor war never dis-
puted it must have been originslly in the list,
and have dropped out by mischance, And that
Hebrews and James were certainly known in
Rome, where this list was published, and counld
not have been passed over in silence. All this,
thea.ticle, if it referred to the Fragment at all,
onght to have explained.

The truth is that the Fragment tells very
strongly against the view maintained in the
article, Canon Westcott dates it aboat A.D.
170, It proves conclusively that the Church
theu held the New Testament in the same rev-
erence and made tho same u:e of it that we do
now, and that her decision as to what Books
were saved and what woere not, bad been come
1o long belore that date. The Church, I say ;
for, as Canon Westcott points out, the anthor
of the Fragment * does not hazard an individ-
ual judgment, but appeals to the prastice of
‘the Catholic Church,'” This was 225 years
carlier than the date at which the article tells
u8 it was * finally sottled what Books were
sacred ard what were not,"”

The Article would have us believe that this
was done in tae Couancil of Carthaze, A.D, 397,
that then, forsooth, the Church * made the New
Testam ont.”

Now wuat was it that was doae in the Coun-
oil of Carthage? The absurdity of the preten-
sion of the Article will be seen at once if we
remember what the Council of Carthage was,
not an (Tcumenieal Couneil, but the Synod of
one Province, the Province of North Africa,
bearing about the same relation to the Catholic
Churoh thut our Provincial Synod of Canada
does to the whole Apglican Commaunion. To
the Council itsell, the snggestion that it was
making & law for the whole Catholic Church,
or ‘setiling’ so important a matter an the
Canon of the New Testament wo.ld haveseemed
about as wild a notion as could well be imag-
ined.

What was solnally done was this, The
Council found it necessary to enact a Canon
forbidding the reading or any other books
in Church except the Canonicul Serip-
tores, and subjoins to the Canon a list of
the Books of Scriptare, just as the Charch of
England does in her sixth Article: “ The Can-
onical Soviptures are thuse,”

Bat what has this to do with settling doubis
a8 to what Books were Scriptare and wuat not?
The subject of doubts is never once referred-1o
in any way. On the contrary, the Couneil says
in the very Cunon itself at the close of the list
of books, because we have received from our
fatkers that those Books must be read in the
Ubhnzch,” ~ The Council declares itself to be
simply repeating the witness which they had
reveived from their lathers respeoting the ex-
clusive right of the Books of the
ment to be read as inspired Soripture,

The Article finally adds, that ** from that day

ow Testa-|

until now, the Church has never called in
question tho autbenticity of tne New Cove-
nant.”

Now, it is certainly true that the Church has
never since A.D 397 ocalled in question the
anthentioity of the New Testament; but it is
equally certain that She. never did so before
that date, If the writer means that individual
Christians and particular churches had donbts
about particular books of the New Testament
before the Council of Carthage, that is true;
but if he means that the Council by its legisla-
tion extingnished those doubts, nothing could
be more contrary to fact. There were doubts
as t0 some Books of the New Testamont current
in the Church before the Council of Carthags,
flat the Council did not settle them, snd had no
thought of doing so. Those Books continued
to be just as freely discussed after that Councii
as before it, I mentioned above that thoe orig-
inal Syrian Version did not contsin 2 and 3
John, 2 Peter, Jude and Apocalypse. The ab-
sence of theso Books from that version is very
easily oxplained and ovestes no diffionity. But
what wo have now to consider is that the Coun-
cil of Carthage had no effect whatever npon tho
Syrian Canon, for it remains in the same incom
plete state to this day. ' The Eastern Charoh,”
says Cunon Wostoott, © has clung hitherto to
its earliest decision. Individnal Byrian writers
have accepted the full Canon of tho West ; but
oven Ephrem Syrus (the greatest Syrian
Father) failed to influence the judgment of his
Chureh,

And not only in the Hust, in other parts of
the Chnrch, the same doubts about particular
Books were freely expressed long afior the
Council of Carthage, Thus Nicephorus, who
died A.D. 828, says that the Apooalypse was
still contidered * doubtful by very many latin
Christinna,” The Synod of Toledo, A.D. 671,
found it necessary specially to affirm the aathor-
ity of the Apecalypse, ** because very many do
not roceive it and scorn to read it in Church,”
And finally the same doubts were brought for-
ward and frecly discussed, without reproach,
by eminent Churchmen a$ the great revival of
learning in the 15th and 16th centuries. For
example, Cardinal Cajetan, A D. 1632, in the
prefsce to his Commentary, dedicated to Pope
Clement vii,, dees not hesitate to say that ** the
Epistle to the Hebrows is doubifal and cannob
be used to establish doctrine” ; and he nlso says
that,” 2t.d Pater and 20d and 3rd Jobn are of
less aunthority than thoee which are certaiuly
Holy Seripture.” 8o much for the Counncil of
Carthage causing sall doubts about particular
books 10 diesppear out of the Church,

I bave now concluded my examination of the
rash stslements of the article. The wriler of
the article wishes to *remove the Holy Socrip-
tares from the place povularly assigned them
in Protestant Christendom.” What tha! place
is he does not tell us, nor yet the position to
which he would relegate them, when he does
g0, L will consider it, That the Churoh was for
many generations independent of these Borip-
tares in her work of Evangelization is certainly
not true. In the earliest glimpses we get of
her methods of work outside the New Testa-
ment, the Holy Scriptures occupy at least as
honorable snd important s place as they do in
any part of Christendom to-day, Nothing is
easier 10 prove than thie, Bnt I forbesr, and
will close with thanking you for the space you
have kindly given me.

Canon Lucock, one of the leading theologians
i of the day, speaking at ti e Cardiff Church Con-

#amous Round Tab o, at which men of most dis-
hordant political views gathered io find out
dome modus vivendi for Unionist and non-
*Juionist Liberals, and as. much success was to
“o expected from the one as had been obtained

with amazing rapidity.

ent platitudes were preashed. He lookad with
the gravest apprehension on any schome what-
aver which tended to compromise one atem of
the rightful position of the Church as the one
legitimate heir, of both the commission and the
promise, * Go ye and teach,” make dicciples,
and “Lo, I am with you always,” (Loud ap-
plause.) There lay the true remedy for dis-
union, “Go ye and teach.” Lot the Church
arise in the greatness of her high prerogative;
let hor realize that she ramst make good her
position by more definite dogmatic teaching,
by teaching fearlessly to old and young alike
what sho believes to be the Catholia trath, A
leader of the Evangelical clergy, now raised to
the Episcopate in England, had written an
article in which he bewailed the indifference of
his party to the practice of teaching, snd
aeserted that it was no oxaggeration to say
that from year's end to year's end not one con-
gregation in twenty was instructed in the es.
sential principles which separated the Chureh
from Nonconformists. The reault was that the
groat mass were Churchmen, not by conviction,
but from the sacecident of circumstances, and,
having no answer {o give to those who would
entice thom to other communions, they fell an
easy prey either to Rome, on the one hand, or
to Protcstanl disgent on the other. But if
more definite instruction was necded for adulis,
it was far more necded for the young, for in
this the trne hopo of the Church reslly lays.
Imbue thy young with a strong conviotion that
the Church is the body of Christ, and that it
is their highest privilege to bo members of it,
and then thero would be a far better prospect
of re-union than from apy,other scheme which
would minimise the distinction between Church
and dissent. (Applante) He would give an
illostration of the present iimidity of Church-
men in regard o definite teaching.  Not long
ago some members of Convocation awuke up to
realize that tho Church Catechism, which men
bad been teaching their children for 300 years,
was deficient in one important particular, in
that it contained no definition of the Catholic
Church, But dircetly a definition was framed,
at once a chorus of opposition was raised, To
define the Church was to exclude None nfor-
miats, and that wonld ho suro to wound their
susceptibilities, But wouid it do so? Were
not Dissenters indifferent to what Churchmen
put into their formulsries? Was there any”
thing more likely to raise the Church in the
oyes of vonscientions Dissenters than to find
that Churchmen were peviectly honest, and
cluimed the right so freely exercised by them-
gelves, t) teach what they believed to bo true ?
Would anything tend more to diminish the
ranks of Nonconformity than that their child-
ren should be taught from their earliest years,
in the clearost manner, what the principles
of the Church really were? (Lond applanse.)
History would bear him out in his conclusion.
Let them go back to the great Kvangelical
revival at beginning of this century. It was
marked by & distinot absence of dogmatic
tesching. Its leaders set little store by the
corporate life, the sacramental doctrines aud
the chie! ministrations of the Church; and
what was tho 1esult of the movement in 1t8 re
lation to Dissent? Why, its sgots multiplied
Its places of worship
in comparison with the churches became as 8ix
to one. lts adberents increased at the rate of
20 per cent. It was the testimony of Skeats,
the historian of Noneconformity—* Dissent
owed much of its inorease to the labors of the
early Evangelical party.”  All honor to such
men a3 Venn and Eiliot and Simoon for the
spiritaality which they breathed into the dry
bones that lay arvund them, bui while revoy
niging to the full the tremecndous debt they
owed to them for that, they coald not be blind

to their deficiencies. Only, then, let the
Chbureh be true to her mission. Let the stew-
ards of her mysferies reslize the imperions
necessity at the present time of more dogmatic
instraction ;. let them teach the truth in love,
but without fear or favor, all that they believed
to be truo; and then, though they might win
back to the fold but few that had gone astray,
they would save future generations from far-
ther defection, till at last in God’s good time
the prayer of His Son would be answered, the
longed for union wounld bo obtained, and they
all should be one, even #s He and the Father

were one. {Loud applause.)

—

Tur CHILDREN'S SERVICE,

“ Another means of strengthening the in-
terest of the Sunday-school in the Churoh is by
holding, at stated times, eay once a month, 8
“ Children's Service” in 1be Churoch. The late
Dr. Richard Newton, of Philadelphia, more
than thirty years ago commenced holding such
services once & month, and his testimony for
thirty years is to the effect that they were the
most usefal of all the services that he held dur-
ing his long ministry, Cortainly no services
were more csrefully prepared or more fully
illuatrated than thoss whieh have been given
the peoplo of so many lapganges by this dis-
tinguished preasher to children, and those of
the clergy who heve atremp el the systematic
holding of szui 4 servics for children bear wit-
ness to its grout n-efa'noss, But this very ser-
vice may, attor all, be an utter failare, and this
chiefly becauso instead of & *' Childron's Ser-
vice" it may bocome 2 “Crildish Ssrvics,” and
of all the ** detestable esormities,” from which
we may well pray to be delivered, it is & service
that is thoroughly childish. We are too apt to
forget when wo are spesking before an aver-
age congroegaion of enildren and young peopls,
that we are addressing intolligent human be-
ings evou if they ars youog; their intellects
iresh with the onthusiasm of youth, and quite
alive 10 discover whothor the preacher is ap-
preciating his audience. Whon we consider
that, incinding the Bible-clusses, young and
old, and the ictermudiate schonl, cartaioly two-
thirds of the average s:holars are over twelve
yeoars oid, does not tho coustant saying of *“ my
dear ohildren,” cr worse still, “dear little
children,” and the endless repetition of baby-
talk and the ' goody—goody" stories with which
80 many of our Sunday schools are vegaled ac-
count for the {act that 8o many of the go ealled
' Children’s Services” are failures from the be-
ginning ? Give the children, ne matter how
youog they are, the very best you can give
them from your storebouse of knowledge.

Give it to thom simply, earnestly and truth-
fully, and while avoiding, #s far as possible,
theological terms and hurd definitions, never be
afraid to let the childvren know thatthey are
Churchmen atd ull that igjnvolved in this name.
illustratica be used freely in sermons to chiid-
ren ; it will bo found a most poweriul factor
for good. A sermon that is written, and is one
of & serics, is also much more likely to be in-
teresting and to command the atteation of the
sohool than a few spasmodic remarks which,
whou compreseed into 4 small compass, usually
amount to nothing, Happy the man who, with
ittlo or no preparatien, can make sn address
.0 children which is really worth remember-

- Eill of 1832, the suppression of two Archbishor.
rio8 and eight Bishoprics in Ireland, and the
threats to alter the Prayer Baok to sait Litita.
dinaries, were followed by Dr. Arnola’s mild
scheme of Church Ruform, vhose who set them-
selves Lo the tusk ol kovp ing the Church to the
old paths and seuwing her forward us the ap-
printed custodian ot thes Truth, and of the Suo
raments, must have found themselves terribly
hindered, by tho bymns u ed in Divine Service
And as Gregory snd Bernard and Luther avd
Wesloy, had found the necessity of allowing
the people 10 sing the traths they empbusizad,
80 in this uphesval, thero wus moun fonnd
abondant room, for the most inspiriving work
of the hymn writers. Happily, amongst those
who dared to stand out 4t that time and be mis.
understood, and suspected of tesching to the
canee held nearest 1o their heurts, were rome
of the most spirituslly minded, and able men
the Charch had. ILndeed, remembering theim.
portance of giving popuiar voice, to a move-
ment intended tvo be general, there sappears
something providential, in tke placing ot such
geniuses as Keble, Neale, and I[sanc Williams,
1e the leading rank, slong with the two, whose
lees perfect taith in their oanse, lost them to
the Eoglish branch of the Church, Newman
and Faber. The call of the Traotarians was &
call to 8 more practical, a deeper spiritual lifo,
to be pourished by morereal snd more frequent
receptions of ths Holy Spirit's aid through the
Sacraments and services of the Chorch. It was
un attempt to etevate the whole plane of reli-
gious duty. And, of course, the hymns to be
used must express the longing after a deepor
spiritoality, and must lead to & higher appre-
aiation of the historiv order, and the services.
How thoroughly oapable these hymn writers
and their successors were, and how well they
did their work of composition translation and
compilation, a glance at any of the great
Lymnsls of the present day will show, for all
draw largely from their stores, lor their ancient
and definitely clear, and expressively doctrinal
hymns. -
Newman, had not been brought up as a
Churchman his earliest training having been

F

Presbylerian, When the Churoh, seemed to
be threatened by the events of 1328 —'33, his
soul was exceedingly distarbed, for he had em-
braced her creed with all the ardour of & con-
vert. Keble's ¢ Christian Year " had, with the
modesty charactoristic of the author, been pub
lished sunonymously in 1827, and though
frowned upon, and reviled by some whoseemed
willing to promote unity, by tearing down the
differencea betwoen the Church saud noncon-
formity, was at once favorably received by
many. In 1833, Keble's ¢ Aesize Sermon’ fairly
inaugurated a ..ovement for reviewing ‘a
practical recogrition of the truths set forth in
the preface to tho Ordinal. Newmar, wko had
been alarmingly unwell and had spent the try-

tion. Infeobled by recent sickness, and wor-
ried abont Charch affairs, he says : I was aching
to get bome, yet for want of & vessel, was kept
at Pulermo for three wesks.

One feels thut the hymn is a true refloction
of Nowman's life then, and perhups too daring
the years when misunderstsudiug and misou-
derswod, ho seemed to find pothing 1o the
prosont or luture of the Church, but darkness,
snd incressing dackness. OF oouree, Lthere is
firm beliet in Him, the Hosd of ihe Church,
who is ull Light, 1t he has 1t not, st leust his
Gaide has 1t tor him, he will try to foliow, as
He lends, 0n to the morning ot everlasting day.
Por life in this world, is jast now night to New-
man, a8 it is gommoniy w the pustic tempera-
ent, which is often so far prophetical as Lo
sparn the present, and to long to project itselr
1uto the fuir tuture. Faber, coutrers und fol-
lower of Newman, saw lilo somelimes under
similar aspects. Lo his popuiar lyrie—it is in
no respeot & hymn— Hark!

Not in the singnlar number,
but in the plural, do we eay it, even
when we are alone. Not in selfish.
ness, but in expansive obarity, do
we pray that redemptive mercy
may forgive trespasses, and the
only stonement be applied to the
souls of men, * the propitiation for
our ging, and not for ours oniy, hut
also for the eins of the whole
world,” Surely not least do the
worshippers of false gods meed to
