beannsa it was blessed by the power of Gud;
vecanse the Churoh had t 0 remuarkablo fostare
of great sssimilative power-—the power of as-
simijating truth and learning lessons from all

ence against that work, That it-is an’ earnest
effort is evident, because part of the scheme is
the educatjon of their boys. Schools have been
established where Moslem boys will be offered
free edncation, the idea being, no doubt, to

withdiaw them from the jufluence of Mission

schools.  Nor is this all. Tbe edunoation of the

girls ia also to be cured for. When Moslems.

condescend even to think of the mental cultiva.
tion of their girla, it is a sign that they arevery
mach in earnest, and. an indication that the
pressura of the neceesity of moving with the
world is being felt by them. To us here at

- grease our miesionary enterprires, and must

gend such reinforcements to Iudia to aid in
fighting the good fight, that not even s tempo-
rary check msy be sustainéd by those who are
waging the battle,

This is to be taken in an holy and Soriptural
sense. We cannot explain or understand it,
Wo dare not try to. In just what was the deep
and holy meaning of the Masier we all accept

His words, Vexed and vexing questions are
jignored. Humility forbids pryiog. The Church
has not atlempled to solve or to define the
mystery. She never shrinks from using the
Muster's words in the Master's sense. She
leaven the deep splritual meuning to God and
the soul The Lord commands and we obey.

TRUE EDUCATION,

True education is the right hand of religious
influence, and & mighty power for good
| through all the aveuues of life, moral, social
and political, Bat it is evident that such edu-
cation does not consist siinply and only in in-
tellectual training. It is the training and
development of the whole manhood, or woman-
hood, in its tripartite character of body, mind
and epirit. The idea so ofica expressed in the
adsge, *“ Educate the masges and you will
elevate the moral tone of the people,” is an ex
p'cded figment. There is no intrinsic moral
tune or character pecessarily associsted with
mental traimpg, ¢ Knowledge is power,” but
it is power for either good or evil aceording to
ihe principle, or lack of principle, which
guides and directs it. When man fell by
tranegression, his higher snd spiritual life was
dead; bat his intellectual powers were on-
larged ; his eyes were open to tho knowledge
of good and evil. The mental sphere was en-
larged, the spiritual was contracted. God's
decice and the tempter’s prophecy were botb
fulfiled. Out of this have sprung the evil
terdencies of the human race, As an example,
take tho line of thorough education in mechun-
ice: Two young men enter together, and with
equal adaptation, sud paes eide by side through
ali the preparatory training to the mastership
of knowledge in their chosen vocation, The
knowlcdge sand skill acquired is a vast reser-
voir of knowledge, and capavity for its use—
one uses these to build vp, and the other to

teak down, the securities of scoiety—one is

genious in inventing and comstructing the!

property, the other is equally ruccese™l. in

the illiterate, The daily newapapers show this
to ba true in the lengtheniug lis® of finanaial,
political and eoocial crimes of every sort. Men
may use their mental power and intetleotual
training, like Voltaire snd Thomas Paine, to
degrade manhood sand curse their fellows, or,
like Howard and Bright and Gladstone to
elevate and bless them, We need and shoald
press literary education for the power and
cspacity it supplies; bnt for its value and
atility in the formation of manly and womsnly
character, we peed tbat it shounld bs under the
guidance and inflaence of the higher and
rpiritual nature, which alons opens up com
munion with God, brings down His blessing.
and 80, oleanses, elevates and strengthens all
human life, moral, social and political. For
thero reasous the religious training of the
young through the character of the schocl
curriculem, aod the personal ioflaence of
Cbristian teachers, is of vital neczssity in edu.
oation, This is the proviace of the Church
rather than of the State, especially in a coantry
where religious teaching csnnot be admitted
into its common fohools; and moral training
must, of necessity, limit itself fo a condemna
tion of those three sins against society, umn-
cleanness, fulvehood and violenco. Boyond
theso lica the province of religious teaching
This poeition is illustrated by a comparison of
the higher Christian ocivilization of England,
with the socialistic ontcome of religions ex
closion in Franoce,

The Archbishop: Are you showing that
bymuos are illegal ?

The Bishop of Oxford: Was there statutable
authority for the Communion Book of Eiward

Sir W, Phillimore: There was Communion
in both kinds, 80 that somo provisicn must
bave been mude Probably it wai anthorised
by proclamation. The learned counrel rofer-
red to the trial of & clergyman named J hason
in 1573, who was sentenced tv impriroument
for one year for not neing the sign of the Cross
in baptism, the ring in marriage, ard the words
of iastitution before the consecration of ad-
ditional bread snd wine, none of which prac-
tices were ordored by the rubrics. The
anfurtanate man, who died in prison, wrote an
account of his trial, from whioh it sppeared
that the Bishop of Lyndon and the Dusan of
Westminster, two of the commissioners before
whom the cace came, referred to the dicta of
St. Augustine and other ancients, and appealed
to the continuous practioe of the Canrch. He
instanced further the varying directionsasto the
placing of the elements on the Hnly Table, the
use of the Gloria before the Gospel—(the
Bixhop of London claimed that he did not
‘think it common when hoe was yoang, and
Ward told bim of J H. Newmaun's pleasure at .
tinding it io use at St Mary's Oxfurd) —~and
the presence of a second clorgyman at tho
Altur, and others, as showing the impossibility
of requiring a rabrio for every deusil of the
service, ,

The Bishop of London doubted whether the
cases cited came under tho designation of rites
snd ceremonies, and a lively aiecussion took
place between his Lordship (who was fre-
quent'y convalscd, with laughter) and the
lvarned couusel.
tween the Archbishop and his sssessors, aud
conversstion with cvunsel as 10 whethor the
question of Altar lighta having been forbidden
by the Privy Council the matter couid he ru-
srgued the Court decided that Sir W. Philli-
wore might throw any fresh light ou it he
could, The learned counosel contended that
Altar lights were either like fl ,wers or musio,
s mere subordinate sccessory to the service—
much less so thsn music—and were not cere-.
monies, or if they were, they were covered by
the Ornaments Rabrie.

LEAFLETS FOR CHURCH SERVICES

To the Editor of the Church Guardian:

Sta,—In your issue of the 5th inst., appeared
a letier, which I have read with some interest.
The writer ‘Ektenesteron’ desires ta draw
‘ those witkiout into closer bopds in the fellow
ship of the Apostles,” To accomelish this objsot
he advocstes the use of Morning and Evening
Prayer Leaflots,” He hopes by the use of this
¢ leavening agency ' to popularize the services
of the Church and to render them more gener-
ully acceplable, This ssheme has been in oper
ation in the Church of the United States for
some time, with what results I cannoot say, but
your correspondent thinks they have been good.
An.attempt was made to introduce them into
Capads bat it failed. He wishes the attempt to
be repeated, and invites disoussion. '

When the Letflots were being issued in Can-
ada they were in use in the church here, and
my experience with them did not impress me
very favorably. A generous membar of the
congregation, in order to help their introduo-
tion paid for suficient copies to farnish about
one for each sitting. The congregation cer-
tainly responded better for a fow Sundays, and
for that I wag thankfal, Bat 1 could not help
fesling that the gain was more than counter-
balanced by the ludicrous spectacle presented
by & congregation of worshippers each holdirg
ia his hand & white pamphlet strongly sugges:
tive of the election tquibs, It wue decidedly
undignified, And when a change in the eervice
required the turning aver of & leaf the rustliog
of the paper and the flushing of theleaves was
apything but edifying. This would not be so
noticeable if their use could be ccnfined to the
strangers, Bat there i3 one objsction to this
The disorimination makes the strangers .con.
spionous, and this is what they ohiefly objaot
to. Ayaip, there is this objection to the use of
the Leuflaty by the whole congrogation. It ia
not well to allow the regular members of the
copgrogation to fall into the way of substitnting
them for the Prayer Book. Tbe Prayer Book
is the Churoh's standard of worship, and a this
place it mast be held
" About the Lesflsts there is an individuality
which i8 not withent its danger to the Chureh's
authority. All things' considered I was not
sorry a hen the attempt to introduce them iuto
Canada failed for want of patronage.

Ivis no doubt true that the Prayer Book
keeps many persons from the servicea of the
Church, Bat the fault does not lie ,so much
wilh it as it does with the prople of the Charoh,
not excepting the olergy. Let the clergy teach
sod the people learn the position of the Pcayer
Book in the Church, and i:s value will increase
to them immeasareably. The next step, & more
general use of it will be easily attained. Whon
outsiders see that Church people have a lively
sppreoiation of their privileges they will be the
moro easily led to seek them for themselves.
Contrast the ideal oongrezation with the aver
age existeut ono. The ideal is that every
member shall take & hearty. intelligant part in
the worship of the Chnreh—that they shall sl
move as one person—that they shall all speak
as ope voice. The average eXistent is what ?
Is it pecessary to describe it? There are
always a devoted foew who do their duty. Of
the majority what shall I say ¢ They seem to
prefer 10 worship by proxy. Bat if they may
do this I fail 0 see why we may not go the

whole way and follow ia thelines of the Roman
Catholics and-dissenters, - -

It does not require much application to leary
the order of the services in the Prayer Book
and it church people would see. how very
beautiful and helpful i is, and. they would b

“{inclined to make the small amount of sacrifics

required to learn iis ure. :

Liet us begin by applying the remedy to our
own woands. ‘Teach the people what the
Prayer Book 78, how- it is arranged and why
it is 8o arranged. = Lot them see that in using
it they are aoting agreeably to the word of
God, both in dootrince and practice. When
this is done but’little insistence will be neces.
gary to make it really & Book of Common
Prayer Begin in the Sanday School. Pat
away allthe ‘ orders’ that are ia use for opening
and olosing and retarn to the Prayer Book,
Vary tbe rservice ., One Sanday let it bs
Morning or Evening Prayer—another, Litaoy
—another, Holy Communion—shortened, of
courae, but not slways keepiog to the same
perts, For Lossons read Paslms of day, Te
Deum, Benedictus, Munificat, giving each its
proper nsme sud always spending five or ten
minates to explain some part of the servica,
Use paged Praye: Books, so that the page may
be given if necessary. But it i8 astonnding
how quickly the children will learn and how
interested they will besoms You will be
delighted by seeing many of them staying to
tho Churoh services and setting a valasble ex
ample to their elders about them. Children
often teach their parents more than their parents
teach them., In this way your 1eaching iz :
extended. ’

Again, lot the clergyman not be afraid to stop
in the middle of the service if he finds the
people not rerpinding and eay to them, if it
be.ibe creed fur instance. ‘Now my brethren,
the Churoh requires that you shall all jria in
sayiog this oreed. It is your oreed as well as
mine. Lot me hear every voice,'! If this be
done & few times there will be a marksd im-.
provement,

To sum up. It is & more intelligent aud
general use of the Peayer Byok by the Church
people themselves that we want : when we h=ve
this, they that are not of this fold will seek
admission and will not think it too munch
trouble to learn all that is necessary to enable
them to jJin in the services.

Nor wood, March 11th, 1890,
THE MAKING OF THE NEW TESTAMENT.

To the Editor of the Church Guardian:

Siz,—The letters which have appeared in the
three numbers of the CHuseH GUARDIAN criti-
cising my critioism of November last upon the
artiola styled ¢ The Making of the New Testa.
ment (which for convenience I will refer to aa
*The Article ') oalls for some notive from me.

My oritio i very indiguant and uees strong
language, This I wouid readily forgive to one
taking up & lance in dcfence of a friend. Bat
after all thero can be nothing peraonal in it, as
wo are enlire strangers to one another; it is
only part of the argnment, and is nsaaily uo-
derstood not to” indicate 8 strong cause.

Besides, if I have myself fallen into any of
the fauits charged upon the Article, I ought to
be glad to be corrected, for I hope it is the
truth we are seeking, and the subjeot is & serions
one, Iodsed, the more the position which the
Holy Soriptures held in the early Courch is
gearched into the better, for .o wmuch the more
olesrly will the anthority which the Boglsh
Church as distingaished from the Rimun as
sigos to them be vindicated. However, my
lettera have now undergone a searching eXam-
ination at the hands of 4 suffisiently keen criiiv;
let us see with what resals,

It is necesasry to recall the gtatements to
which I took exception ; I here aet them dowa
in the very words of the author:

1. * The Charoh was established, its organi-

xation complete, and the beat part of its mis
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giopary work-done befere it had any Bible at
all’ R .

2, “The tohole of the’ New Testament came
into existencenfler the CAurch had been planted.’

3. ¢ In the work of propagandism, the Bible
was no part of the machinery,’ the notion of a
missionary 88 & man who goes to the heathen
with & Bible in ‘his band to teach them was
incopceivable to an early Christian.’

4, ‘There quickly grew up an oral Gospel
. . . (which wa+) long preservea n
tbe Church and was sofficient for it needs.
Even after it took written shupes it was gene
rations before it superseded the old method of
promulgation.' : .

b. * It must not be conceived that these vari-
‘ons documents (1be books of the New Testa
ment) came st once into circulation and use.
They did not do so for more than a hundred
years. . ' o

8. ‘ The idea of gathering them into a book
did not for & long 1ime occar to any body.’

7. *Each little M S. (of 8 N.T. book) was the
tressure of some particolar choroh and was
jealouely guarded. It waa passed about among
a few reverent bands, and when is had become
worn and oreased was locked up among the
mopiments. To make copies was a tedious and
expensive business which few of the poor
churches could bear. - . The books, fo
made, if their contents were cousiderable, were
very balky affairs. 8> late ae the time of Con-
stantine; when fifty copies of the New Testa-
ment were msde to the Imperial order, it
riquired two government wagons with six yoke
of vxen each to trunsport them from Comsurea to
Constantinople.' '

8. ‘ The oldest list extant of the books of the
New Tustament was made tn A.D. 170 apd it is
incomplete. It inocludes the four gospels, 13 of
St. Puul's Bpistles, two of St. John and St
Jude.’ _

9. ¢ But the time came when the Church must
decide what books were ‘ sacred ' and whatones
were not. In the fury of perseocution, it beeame
the common test of tbe Christian 1o try if he
would give up his ' Seriptare’ to be burned. .
Under stress of this peril the question had-to
be determined what bookg one might irnocently
give up, and which ones must be held on to st
the cost of his Jife. This wss finally settlec by
the Council of Carthage A. D. 357~300 years
after 1he last of them had been writien,—and
Jrom that day until now the Charch has never
called iv quostion ihe authenticity of the * New
Covepant.’

.Liet me ask your readers to consider how
gerious & statement this is: The Church ~as
estublished, ita organization complete and the
grester part of its missionary work done before
it bad aoy Bible st sll, the whole of the New
Testament Cunon bhaving come iuto existence
after the Church was plasted. Ia the propaga-
tion of the Gospel, the Bible was no part of the
machinery ; to an early Christian, the notiop.of
& missionary &s & man who goes to the heathen
with & Bible inbis band to instruol them was
inconoeivable. The oral gospel was evflicient
for the Church's need, and it was geperalions
before the written Gospel superssded it; in
fact the Books of the New Testament DID NOT
QuXE INTO OIROuLsTIN (these are my cipitals)
for more than a hundred years afier they were
written. The ides of guthering them into &
book did not for a long time occar to anyone,
Few of the poorer churches were supplied with
copies of any of the books. The first serious
altempt to se, arate the inspired books from
tne apochryphal wae at the «dime of the Diocle-
tian persecution, A.D, 303; and what were the
books ot the New Testament was only fioslly
, setuled by the Council of Carthage A.D., 347,
three bundred years after the last of uhe bouks
was wrilten,

Can it be reasonably disputed that this-state-
ment does serionsly disparage the position of

anlhoritx which the Sariptuze held 1n the prim-

itive Church ? There is no conoealment about
the impression desired to be made; it is pat
forward oandidly enongh; it . is, that the Holy
Soriptures cannot be of sach importance and
aatbhority as * Protestant Christianity’ (the
writer should bave said * Anglican Christianity ')
msakes them to be, sinde the Charch got on for
80 long & time very well withoat them. More
over, the Article tella us, that the Charoh of the
fourth—the very end of the fourth century
literally ‘ made the New Testament'; for down
to that time the Christian people were gqnite at
sea 88 to what were and what were not1ospired
books; then tho Chorch stepped in with ber
suthority, aud by & decree of a Counucil settled
the matter oace for all—give to the Soriptares
by ber decree the authority, whatever if.is,
which they have,

Now guite apart from any oriticism of these
details (all of which I have demonstrated to be
erroneous, snd to these disproofs no svswer
has been attempted). I am prepared to muin.
1ain that this view of the origenes of the New
Testament is both injurious Lo the Holy Sorip-
tares, and, taken as & whaole, conveys an im
pression entirely erroneons. The impression it
leaves of the place which the Holy Soriptures
oconpied in the early Church is nottrne to fact,
and does not représent the mind of the Catholic
Chaurch of those early ages, or indeed of any
age until the Roman apostacy.

Of conrse, the complete proof of these asser-
tions is too large for your space; bat vonsider
the force of these facts, whioh will not be chal-
longed : 1. The pains taken by St. Paul to
gecure the immediate circulation of his lettera,
in connection with the evidence which his own
writings supply of the close intercommunion
of .1 even the most widely separated churches
of his day: 2 The wide range of country t»
which St. Peter addresses his letters, and
through which of eourie thay were at oace
dispersed—side by side with the incidental
notice he suppliea that his readers were slresdy
in possession of 8t Paul's letters, and that they
woere accepted throughont the Church ss
inepired Soripture: 3. The evidence borne by
the two - great Versions, the Byriac and the
Latin,—eaou of them & oollected Now Testa~
ment,—to the eatly and univeraal circulation
of the books thronghout the Church ; the Syriso
version made in Palestine within the Apastolic
age, revised and completed shortly after’: the
Lstin version made coin.identally with the
eurliest introduction of Caristianity into North
Afrioa; ‘received definile xhupe before, publicly
revised at lateat not long after the middle of the
second centary,’ (and if the New Tentament
was thus ealy collested into & book and trsns-
lated for church use in Syriac and Afriva, mach
more early must it have been 80 collected and
used in the churoches which read it in the origi-
‘nal Greck) : 4. The fact recorded by Euasebius,
tbat the m'ssionaries to the heathen in the time
of Trvjsn (A.D. 98 to 117) carried with them
the written Gospels and delivered them to their
converts, * which falls in (says Canon Westott)
with the traditions which s firm that the preach-
ing of Christianity was even ,in the eurliest
times accompanied by the ciroulation of written
‘Gospels.’ 5. The'fuct, fiaaily, that the earliest
beretics, including Simon Magus himeelf, used
ard argued from the New Testament books,
showing the recognized position and authority
which the New Tesiament beld even at this
very esrly period in the Charch. These facts
slone, tuken together, form & body of evidence

entirely inconsistent with the ststement made|

in the artiole a8 to the position occupied by the
Christian Scriptures * for generatiozns,” &3 to
tbeir non—circulation ¢ for m.re than a hundred
years' and a8 to Lheir non use in the propags—
uon of the Guspel in the early days.

With your permission, I will oonsider the
details of my orilio’s oriticisms in yonr next
issue.

The Catholio 'system sho inberits is not free
from danger. 'Episcopacy itself .may iat oue

prelacy. Sacramental worship hss -been, and
it can again be, preverted to supersatition. The
nobly ‘edifying ord-r'of the Christian Year,
with its recurring harmonies and contrasts of
tast-and - festival, may degenerste into oere-
monial roatine, The noblest forws, with the
most fanitlessly aesthetio rendering, may be
msde to foster a spirit: of semisensunous feif-
pleasing rather than tbe spirit of devotion.
The Church’s wealth in all these things is a
sontinual danger, It is infinitely easier to -be.
proud or vain of one’s advantages than to use
them well; and unless the Church lives .up to
the messure of her privi eges, she .must fall
below it. * Unto whomsoever much is given,
of him shall be much required”; and *from
him who bath not shall be taken awsay that
which he (only) seemath to have” since he has
not appropriated it.

THE DANGER 0F INCRPAfING NUMBERS,

Of the many dangers which attend inorease
of numbers we need here mention only one.

When the crowds gather, one does not always

ask, ** Who are they that flock like doves to

the windows ?” nor does one always pause to

thiok why or to what end they are flacking

thither, The world worships success; when,
the Church sncceeds, the world worships her;

and then, too often, does the Church tarn

round and worship the world's idol! It might

be well sometimes to consider how far the

crowd thronging some great temple resembles

the “little flock” of one hundred and twenty

souls which, to the world's eye, measured the

success of our Saviour's personal ministry. If

he should ask His Church now, * Where is the

flook thut was given thee, that beautiful fl 1ok 77

—that flick to which He said, ¢ Blessed be ye

poor!’ the flock which was beautiful to Him

beosuse it was poor—what wonld the answer

be? It was the marvel of the Incarnation

that “although He was rich, yet for our sakes

He became poor.” It was the noblest evidence

of the Messiahship that *“the poor bad the
Gospel preached nnto them.” It was the tri-

umph of Bis ministry that *‘ the common peo-

ple heard Him gladly.” The viotories of the

A cstles were like those of their Master; “not

many wise men after the- flesh, not many -
mighty, not many noble” were called; but

then, 8 before, the love of Cbrist constrained

the poor common people who had more Leed of
the (Gospel than anybody else.

THE DANGSB OF WEALTH,

The danger of wealth anywhere and every-
where are great and manifold, Not that
wealth is evil—God forbid! Wealth is God's
good gift, but it is good oniy when it is used in
God's way and for God's good uses in this
world. Conseorated wealth is a blessing, and
it may become a fountain of innumerable bless-
ings, He to whom God gives wealth is honor-
ed with a sacred trust, The deference paid to
wealth is not therefore wholly irrational ; and
to a wesaltby Christian there ought to be pro-
found.significance in the factthat it ‘was to two
rich and righteous men that the care of our
Saviour's Crucified Body was committed, und
in the noew-made tomb of one of them that it
was laid. :

Wesalth is power; it is a power in the
Church ag well as in' the world; but when it
has the same power in the Church as -in the.
world, that is to say, the power to bay and

;
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gell, or L0 infleence and control the Church in
worldly ways, it blights the Church, however
she may seem 16 bloom. . .
The only right 'that money bas in Christ's
Church is to be given to Christ, and given out-
right] Better that it were withheld than given
in apy sort of bargsining. The Charch that
rolls anything whatever must perforce adopt
the methods of the market and irick her wares
(whica are not hers) to please, not Him Who
gent her, bof her best paying ocnstomers !
Strange a&s it seemg, her temptation 10 this
form of degredation is most powerful when
(to spesk commercialiy) it is least necessary.
Never were the gifts laid on her altars more
abondantly eufficient than in those three cen-
taries of persecution in whigh she was winning
the world ; #nd never was she more comple.ely
or more suddenly debased than in the .very
hoar of viotory daring those fatal fifty years
in which the wealthy atd the worldly erowded
into her communion offering wealth and seou-
lsr 180k only 48 & bribe for her submission !
The age ia which we live is an age of
weulth-worship almost "beyond precedent.
Thut the Church has been infeoted by it cannot
be denied. How deep or how ipjarious it has
been or now is no man knows, What evils it
is even now preparirg no man Can foresee. Is
roncerns every member of the Church to con’
sider whut his share in the wrong may be
and what his daty to the great Head of the
Church requires.—7'Ae Churchman, N. Y.

'SMITE THEM BY THE VIRTUE OF
THE LENTEN FASI.

Those who aro not scholars may need to be
told that the word * virtue’ in Neale's bymn
has no coonection with the idea of there being
sny ‘merit’ in fasting. Indeed in the pre-
ceding verse the word °merit’ is used aptly:
‘Smite them by the merits of the holy Cross,’
ie (usis obvious), by the merit of the Passion
of Christ. * Tirtue,’ from ‘vir,’ & man; hence
‘strength,’ * ¢flicacy,’ that quality which sols on
others, 88 the wirtuwes of plants or medicines
sct. ‘Jesus, knowing that virfue had gone out
of Hm.! No one would imsgine bere that
merit could be meant, any more than Shake
tpeare’s ‘ There ie much virtue in If’ Plainly,
bexling and sirepgibening power is here in-
touded. And 80 Lthe hymu assnmes, in common
with ull the branches of Christ's Churoh Catho
lic in the present day, and in accord with tne
universal miud of the Primitive Church, and
with the mind of the Aposies ard ot their
Lord, sud with the preetice of St. Paul, at any
rate, that there is virtue, stresgthening and
medicival efficacy, in fasting, Nut mernt, bat
certainly medicine, both parging and tonio,

So Jeremy Taylor—no mesn divine:—* He
that undertakes to enumerate the henefits of
fasting may, in the next page, also reckon all
tie benefits of physic’ He commends it as

not, of course, &n end in itself, or meritoriouns,

bat &5 #n instrament—a mems—used and ap-
proved, by the doctors of the Chureh, to ap end.

‘Fusting,” he sgys, * if it be considered in itself,
without relation to spiritual ends, is & duty no-
where enjoined or counselled. Bat Christisnity
bud 10 do with it, a8 it may be made an instru-
ment of the Spirit, by subduing the losts of the
fleeh, or removing any hindrance of religion.
Aud it hath been: practired by all ages ot the
Cburch, ard advised in order to three minis.
trieg:—1. To prayer. 2. To mortification of
bodily lusts. 3. 'L'o repentance.’

1. To prayer. In a litile book called
Diacenia we ure told that Henry Venn (of 8
diferent school from Jeremy Taylor) used, so
long in bis life as hig strength permitted this,
10 make a rule to shut himeelf every Friday in
his siudy till three p m. for devotional exercises,

during which time he absiainod from all food,
and 8ls0, ior that time, remained in atriot

solitude; again, in accordance with Bishop
Taylor's dictam: ¢ Fasting, as it is instramantal
to prayer, mast be attended with other aids of
like virtue and efficacy; such as are removing
for tha time all worldly cares and secular busi-
nesses’ One of the most foroible cermons, by
tho way, on the effiyaoy of fusting is from the
pen of John Wesley.

2. To mortifioation of bodily lusts. Oa this
geore Si. Paul recommeunds it, and mnoh
smazed would he be at the dictym of some new
teacher who, it wouald seem, declares that © if
you give up a meal for the sake of self discipline
it is the most miserable of all delusions!' St
Paul tanght not so; he not only resommends
abstinence from innocent delights for a time with
the parpose of giving ourselves to prayer, but
he teaches by ezample the wiseness of ‘ using
some roughnesses towards the body;’ training
and restraining its appetites and longings ; put:
ting off ita superfluous weight for running the
Christian race ; ertering into & sontest with it,
ag'in the boxing of the games, ‘dealing its black
bruises,’ mortifying it, t e, killing it inclinings,
crucifying the flesh with the affections and lusts.
Ho knew that, as spoilt children, oar un-
restrained longinga are ever discontented and
in mischief, and would bave them tawght by
discipline and the not being always, even in
things wot wrong, sllowed to have their way,
80 that they should learn ready obedience to the
higher will. So the broken horse could be
checked at the edge of the sudden, untoreseon
previpice, down which the undisciplined animal
wonld have plunged the rider. It is ac~
costomed beforehand tv ready obedience of
tightened rein., And s soldier is drilled before
the foe is in sight, so that, when the onsot
comes, he'may be able to receive and repol the
attack—yea, to follow this up, and throw the
epemy into rouf.

3. To repentance. To lay penance upon the
body, for its excesses snd tramsgressions, has
ever been held of much waluoe and efficacy;
even a8 part of the'‘godly sorrow’ of the
Corinthians eonsisted, St. Paul notes, in
‘revenge, So Jeremy Taylor speaks of the
usefulness (nobody dresms of ¢ merit) of, ‘ even
in the midst of our most featival and freer joys,
rprinkliog so.2e single instances and acis of
selfcondemning, or punishing; as to refuse a
pleasant morsel or & delicious draught, with a
tacit remembrance of Lthe sin that now returns
to displease the spirit,’ .

Our Church Anglican gives us directions

Jolear and distinot as to when and how to fast,

*The Secriptures bid us fast;' the Church says
‘Now.' She gives a list of days and seasons of
abstinence, of which (would God the ordering
weore more noted and acted upon by her child-
renl) Friday in every week, except it be
Christmas Day, is one. She clearly directs the
manner and end of fagting, and lays down most
plain rules for-the guidunce of her members.
Lhis very specially in the Collect for the first
Sanday in Lent, in which sho prescribes ‘ such
abstinence as may subdue the flesh to the spiris,’
leaving each to judge (fqr which they muy well
uao direction) ot the degree which, in each case,
will have this effect. Excessive abstinence, for
instance, would with msny have an effect
entirely opposite. And, as Jeremy Taylor in-
stroots, fasting must in no oase injare health.
Yot even the exempt from this duty, such as the
delicate, the aged; the poor, and the very
young, may find many minor instunces in
whioh self denial and disciplinary self-restraint
may be employed. :

Our Church also, be it remarked, endorses
the acts of ‘the Chalcedon Council, one of the
four first General Connoils' (which four the
Church Aoglican asckpowledges), in the Homily
¢ Of Fasting,’ which Homily, with the others,
she endorses in her Artiole No, XXXV. And
in this Homily the decres of ihav Council is
taken 88 her own definition of what fasting

id. . ¢ Fasting, then, by the decree of those 630:

‘Fathers, grounding their determination in thus

matter upon the eacred Soriptures, and long-
continued umeige or practice both of the pro-
phets and other godly persons befors the
coming of Christ, and also of the Appstles and
other devout men in the New Testament, is &
withbolding of meat, drink, and all natural -
food.from the body, for the determined time of
fasting. Thus muoh is spoken hitherto to ma
p‘lia)in unto you what fasting is' (p. 297,8.P.C.K.
ed.), ’
The Homily goes on to deolare the three
ends of fastipg, private and public ; and then,
towards the conclusion, exhorts us, ¢ both in-
wardly in our hearts, and also outwardly in our
bodics, diligently to exercise this godly exeroise
of fasting in such sort and manners as the holy
prophets, the Apostles, and divers other devoat
persoas for their time used the same,’ And it
is noticeable that the very next of these very
Protestant Homilies speaks at the ontset of the
‘virtue of fasting.! )

It were well that her authorised teachers
should in those days of laxity, fearlessly bring
forward the Charoh's strivtness in this matter,
and deprecate at least, dinner-parties, dances,
drawing-rooms, on her Fridays and in her
Lents. Lfany find it eawy to subdue the flegh,
to give precedence to spirit over body in devo-
tion, to conquer the old nature and ta adopt
the new; in & word to not only *fellow after
boliness’ with painfal t.il, but to be slready
holy, then 1o such we speak not. They have
distanced St. Paul, and have slready attained.
Bat those who, pressing toward ihe mark,
fiud still the flash impeds them, and the world’s
eutangloments hold them buck, these will not
noglect or hold lightly discipline proved and
tried as to ils virtue, in the past time and in
the present, by the experience of the earnest
athletes of Gud.—I. R. V. in Church Bells,

RECONCILIATIONS.

The last Session of Convoontion was, taken
88 & whole, somewhat dull and spiritless, bat a
deal of usoful work was done, and many wise
things said, Part of the time in the Upper _
House was employed in revising the Form of

Reconoiliation- to the Church (1714) which has
been reprinted from Wilking' Concilia by the
Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge.
The Form has been considered “ rather clumsy,
and unsuited to the needs of 1he present day,”
88 also a little too Jong. A committeesppoint-
ed hy Convocation has reported in favor of
certain changes which will, in &ll likelihood,
meet with the approbation of the Churoh.
Into the form itaself, of the proposals made, we
do not desire at present to enter; bat it is
manifest that some consideration is dne to the

-whole subject at & time when Reconciliations
to the Church sre numerous and occusionally
ostentations. Kverp week wo are hearing of
Nonoconformist ministers who have abundoned
their partioulsr seots in the hope of securing
orders in the Church of England; every day,
almost, the clergy are beirg broaght into con-
taot with laymen, and especially women, who
have returned to the Church after a long
abzence from the Communion, We are very
far from desiring that the Church should flaant
these tokens of revived affection in the pablio
eye, or, by making the process of reconciliation
an elaborate one, prevent a large number of
excellent, althongh timid, persons from seek-
ing public reunion with their mother Charch,
Bat, in the interest of the converts themselves,
it is highly necessary that a simple form of
publio reception into the Church shonld be au-
thorised, even if not made obligatory. In the
case of Nonconformist ministers, for example,
the necessity. is obvions; and soarcely less
obvious, in these days, with respect to the
pumbers who are reverting from Romanism.
With respect to the former olass, it is an
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urgent disirability that they be immediately
reconciled by some public form for the instrue-
tion of their former followers, who, to the dis-
advantage of the convert, may sscribe motives
for his copversion other than the resl ones toa
Fasior whose guidance they have cnce acknow-
vdged, Nor ig it unwire 1o exsct from such
persons & solemn avowal of profession to. the
&araoteristio doctrines and ordinances of the

urch, The notion that ope c¢an believe any-|.

thing or nothing in the Cburch of Eoglarnd is
far 100 prevalest.among Nonconformist bodies

to be ignored. It is, above ull thipgs, essential] . -

that we maintain the dignity of our Orders, and
insist upon u recognition ot the three Orders us
the distinctive note of the Churech. Touching
converts from the Roman Cherch, it is also
urgently desirable that they renounce the an.
thority of the Pope and discard the *:Creed of
Pope Piuus 1V.” otherwise we may at any
timo be confronted wirth a problem still-un-
dreamed of, viz., bow to desl with persons who
olipg to the Church of Euglan1 yet yield
obedience 10 the Papal SBovereignty. To there
points the Upper House of Couvocation ad-
dresced iteelt Jast week with admirable tact
ard temper; arnd the result, weo trust, will be
1o brixg back to 1he Church, in all sincerity of
godliness, those who bave been ‘seduced from
her fold, or who bave fuller succourlets by the

This is sayiog a
grest deal, but in saying it we
reflect the opinion- of no less an
authority than Dr. Westoott, It is
useless tu disgunise the faot that the
revised version has failed to win
the oconfidence of soholars, The
large hopes which its appearance
guve rise to have not baen reulized
[udeed, in many obscure passages
it has only made confusion wor:e
confonuded. @ne of the charaoter-
istio features of the Vuriornm Bible
is the arrangement of the more
obviously poetical portions in lines,
in order to show what has been
oalled the * thought-rhythm" which
is peoalisr to Hebrew poetry, und
throws great light on the meaning,
The greut valne of the work to the
general reader will be thut the
Variornm note will often render
other notes or commont necdless,
and, what is perhaps of stili greater
vaine, suggess the full meaning of
a familiar passage.
