He complained that the inierest with
which this version was received st its publics-
tion, nine years ago, bad passcd away and its
ciroulation seemed to have cessed altogether.

“tried ard fourd warting,” he desired that it
shonld ke forced upon the Church by positive

legislation, - Dr, Wace pointed out that mnch

more serious conscquences were involved than
some persons seemed to think: * [t would,”
for instance, “be s very serious thing to give
the sanotion of the Church of Eogland to an
opinion that there was great doubt as to the
suthenticity of the last verses of St. Mark's
Gospel.” Another speaker declared that the
use of this version was * most irritating and
distarbing, Its public reading in church raised
& spirit not of worship, but of criticium. The
constant ocourrence of frivolous and trumpery
corrections was exceedingly annoying.”—Lip-
ing Church.

IN the late London, Eng., Diocesan Con-
forence, Bishop Temple used the following sig-
nificant langusge in an address upon religious
eduostion, He said that in the Board schools
the teachers were obliged to confine themselves
to simply teaching the facts of Bible History,
# He was {ar from undervalning that teaching ;
but it must always be remembered that al.
though the Bible is a good text book of relig-
jous instruction, our Lord did not first have the
Bible written and then send forth His Apostles
to lecture mpon it. He first sont men forth,
and then supplied them with the New Tests
ment 8s the great instrament by which they
were to convert the world. The Church which
He oreated was the agent for using that instrn-
ment ; and it was altogether inverting the
order of things if we fancied that the instru-
ment was to do the work of itself, while the
agent stood on the one side doing nothing. We
had to teach the great doctrines of the Faith,
and we had the Bible in our hands to enable us
todoit. We did not even teach the Gospel if
we confined oursolves simply to the narrative
of the faots of Gospel history. Blessed as that
narrative was, powerful as it was to speak
to men's souls, it was yet not the whole of what
God bad given for our instruotion.” These are
temperate snd evidently well weighed words,
and the iruth of them we suppose would be al-
most self evident, il it were not for the straits 1o
which some forme of modern Cnristianity have
been reduced in the endeavor to use the Bible
only with the Charch,— Living Church,

& blessing to cultivato and use for the glory of
God. . . . Ihopothatnothing will in the
least degree chill the warm loving zesl of those
who are engaged in, one of the most important
snd exoellent works that the Charoh con!d pos-

sibly take up. I for one do mot feel hurt by
the numerous gifts received from time to time
from the various Branches of the W. A, M. A,
During the last eight years our Mission has
been sustsined by the spontaneous gifta in
money and clothing sent u3 by our good friends
in Canada and England. To ignor» these gifts
or to feel hurt by them would be to dishonour
God, to spurn His meroies, and to despise Hia
gooduess, . If we want God’'s help we mnat
allow Him to help us in His own way.

Before tho destruction of onr Mission House
we were 120 miles from the nearest school, we

.are now temporarily on the borders of oiviliza-

tion, but still sizty miles from school privilsges,
We have prayed God to open a way for the
eduoation of our children, The way has been
opened, and shall we refase to let them go?

This, as everyhody knows, ia the great and
only Church of Englard, University for. the
Province of Qaobeo, occupying & position in
this Province similar to that of Trinity College
for Ontario. Mauy are the good men and true
which it has sent ont, and which have ably
maintained its honour in sll parts of the world
and in all lines of 'life, For it is & mistaken

idea to suppose that its training is confined to -
oandidates tor the Ministry ; or that its doors
are only open to members of the Church of
England. It is undoubtedly and always a
Church Uaiversity, bat iv receives all who wish
to enjoy the benefil whioch it offers, and msny
stuch of difforent desominations have availed
themselves of the privilege, CoNVooArioN Day
is always looked forward to with ploasure, and
on it no room in the bnilding i3 found large
enough to sccommodate the numbers who
attend, especially was this the case on the 26:h
June last, when the year's Convocation took
place—there not being even standing room in
the large upper hall of the new *‘ Bishop Wil-
liam’s ” wing,

The Lord Bishop of Quebeo, the Very Rev.
Dean Norman of Quebec, the Ven, Archdeacon
Roe, the member, of the Council, with the
Professors, ocoupied seate on the platform with
Chancelior Dr. Heneker, and after the opening
exercises the Chancellor read his snnual nddress
in which he reviewed the history of the College
and its present position, He stated that the
total yalue of the Coliege property amounted
on the 31st December last to & sum of $304 22,
the ordinary funds reached an aggregate of
$104.770, partly invested in the Coliege build-
ings and real estate; partly in moveable pro-
perty and jartly in interest bearing seoarilies.
The special tupds amounnted to §99 461, inclod-
ing soholarships $17,673; prizss $3,360, and
evaowmonts for Cnairs $74790. There had
been a gratifying advance i the resources of
the College, and it8 position wus he said satis-
faotory, when it may be remembered '* that we
huve had no Guvernment aid for our buildings
or our Endowments; our property of every
kind has come 10 us Irom tbhe gifis and sub-
scriptivns of noble hearted Churchmen of oar
glorious old National Church—the Church of
England, both in England and Canads. Not
one vent has been contributed by the State.” 1t
is well that these remarks of the Chancellor
should be noted, and some seem to think that
Bishop's is to some c¢Xtent supported or has
recoived State assistance,

Roferring to the wants of the Univerasity the
Coanoellor said hat it was desired to enlarge
the range of subj-c18 covered by the Carricuium
aud to tound several new Chairs, which should
be endowed, as the fees alone would not prove
suffisient for the payment ot the professors, and
& professor of Huglish language and literatare
was reqaired. He did nov mean to say thut
nothing was done in Bishop’s College in this
respect, but he hoped that much more would
be done, and that this study would receive s
higher place in their programme, He also
huped that the study of French would receive
greater attention, and & Profesaor of Germsn
language and literatare would te a greatacqui-
gition., Fanda were also required tor the en-
largement of the Library, fur the extension of
the Museum, and for such new baildings as are
rendered necessary by the largely inoreased
growth of the Institution, His wish wae to
make Bishops a Groat Eastern Townships Uni-
versity. In this connection he said: Founded
aa this Iastitation was upon a8 Caarch of Hag:
land bsgis—that grest Catholio or universal
Church which traces its origin to Apostoiic
times—Bishop's Coliege is ready to be truly
Catholio (universsl) in its administration. 1t
ope..s its doors to all who seek knowiedge, pre:
pared to give of its strength in helping forward
the great work of modern civilization, Already
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niany of tha prejudices, which exzisted againat
it at its foundation have been dispensed. And
theee mists will still further be dissipated as
time goes on, The advance may be slow, but
it will, I am convineed, be sure, and we must
never forget that sirength and endarance are
the concomitanis of the old motto:  Foatina
lente.” The means for accompliching what I
have above sketched ont will and must come
from the people; and I have no doubt the peo-
ple will contribute of their funds as they become
from year to year assured of the success of the
work we bave undertaken.

Dr. Heneker announced that an honcrary
couree in Theclogy had been established in
connection with the Divinity Faculty: refes
ing also to the Canon passed by the Pro.
vineial Synod on Divinily Degrees, He men
tiored thati & scheme was on foot for eutablish-
ing a * Post Graduates in Arts” course, and
epeaking of the higher education of women
said that whilst the ordinsry sphere of women
was and ever would be domestio life, *it seemed
both right and proper that opportunity should
bo given to women to ocultivate the mind—the
great gift of God to man—to the highest
degree, but whether this sbould be done jointly
with men or separately was a difficull question,
If s Woman's Collego in connection with Bish-
op's College should be established here with the
advantages seoured, of residemce onder com-
petent administrations, 1 for one should rejoice
ard fearing no evil should be confident that the
results would be good.” He conoluded his
address by a reference to the Bishop's College
school, in which during the past year there
hud beep an atterdsnce of from 110 to 115 boye
and which was making rapid progress,

SYNOD OF THE DIOCESE OF MONTREAL

————

[CoNTINUED.]

On the conclusion of the reply of the Bishep
to the address presented 10 him, and referred
to in our last number, the elections for the
Exooutive Committee,, Provinoial Synod dele-

gates, and Diocesan Court, were proceeded with.
A marked improvement this year was the pre~

aration in ballot form of a list of Clerical and

ay delegates for use in voting, it being in-
tended that such lists ghould simply be marked
with & 4 opposite the name of euch members
as the voter desired to choose. It was hoped
that the introduotion of this ¢fficial ballot paper
would put an end to the wretched system of
partican lists heretofore used, the result of a
previous caucus, whioh syatem was strongly
condemned before the meeting of Synod by the
Rcv. G, O Troop and others in our columns,
Unfortunately this result did not follow ; and
attention was called to the circulation of such
partisan lists and the practice -severely de-
nounced by Mr,J. S. Hall, Rev. Dr. Norton,
Rev. John Ker, Rev. G, O. Troop, Rev. F.
Smith, ard finally the Bishop being appealed
10 declared that he forbade cauncasing an_d the
use of smch papers, but appsrently without
avail, The result of the elections was not de-

olared until the followiog day, with the excep
tion of that for the Diocesan Court, which is
ccmposed as follows : Dean Carmichael, Arch-
deacons Evans and Lirdsay, Osnons Anderson,
Davidson, Ellegood, Bmpson, Henderson, Mills,
Mussen and Robiason, and Revs. J. H, Dixov,
B, Lindsay. J. F. Renaud snd @, O. Troop.

A long discussion took place upon & motion
declaring, The Church opposed io the use of
commerocial praotices to raise funds for strietly
Church purposes. There could be no doubt
that the sentiment of the S8ynod was entirely
opposed to certain schemes or plans used for
raising money, such as Pink Sooials, &o. Bnut
the motion itself being most indefinite, and the
Provineial Synod having taken order upen this
matler, and its deoision being binding upon all
Dioceses of the Ecclesisstioal Provinge, it was
not considered advisablo to make acy further
declaration upon the subject and ansmendment
to this effect was carried by a large majority.

Ir the course of the session one of the soru
tineers upon the vote of the Executive Com-~
mittee reported that in & number of oases the
tickets had been marked for tho name of Treas
urer or Seoretary, both of whom were ex officio
members «f such committee which would only
leave fourtecen names upon the list, where the
rule required a ballot for fifteen, and he asked
how such ballot papers were to be troated. The
Chanoellor and Dr. Davidson both gave their
opinion that ench ballot should be null, as not
containing the required number of names. The
Bishop was underatood to be of the same opin-
jon, rnd In fact in & case similar had so ruied
in 1886, but ultimately it was left to the seru
tineers to take action and malke their report.

The report of the Committee on Foreign
Missions, Dimestic Missions, : nd that of Fre:.ch
work, were severally adopted, as also that on
Education, with the addition to the lattor that
the report be referred to the Exeoutive Com-
mittee with a request that they should consider
how assistance could best be given to Church
schools throvghout the D.ocess,

On the evening of the second day a Mission.
ary meeting was held in the Synod Hall, at
which the Bishop presided. Addresses were
delivered by Rev. W. P, Chambers on ‘ Church
Extension in the Conntry,' and be was followed
by the Rev, I, Plaisted, of River Desert, on
the Gatinean, who gave & most interesting and
touching though simple sccount of the work
which he was doing in that distant portion of
the Diocess, and of the difficultics which he
experienced. Certainly the work is ome of
great hardship, involving almost complete
isolation, and that Mr, and Mrs, Plaisted shoun d
have continued in their present field of labor
for 50 long s time evidences not alone their
zeal for the Church, but also the utmoat self
denial, aod is worthy of, as it has received, tho
highest commendation. The Rev, Mr. Harris,
of Arundel, also gave a short resume of the work
in that missionary field, and Mr, Smith, Rector
of Hull, related his experience of former years
88 & Missionary in the Ottawa distriot,

After the singing of a hymn the Ven, Arch.
deacon Evans gave an address on ‘Church Hx-
tension in the City,’ in which he referred to the
parochial division of the city proper and its
effeot in regard to the extersion of the Church
A discussion somewhat lengthy followed vpon

his remarks, especially in regard to the Paro. |y

chial distribution of the city, in which Dean
Carmichael, the Rector of Montreal, Archdeacon
Lindsay, Revs, G. O. Troop snd Dixen and
eoveral laymen took part, )
Altogether the meoting was not only enjoy:
able but also an inatructive one. The depar-
tare from the old praclice of limiting the
addresses to set speakers and of allowing die-
cuesion vpon the several matters referred to
seems & good one, and certainly the result was
to increase the interest of all present, There
was & {air altendance though there was room
sor much improvenent in this respeol, Again
we bave to chronicle as in the case of the O.E,

T.8. meeting on the previous ovening, the
almost total absenco of Liay delegates of Synod,
and the presence of but few of the clorgy.

The firat business of the third day of Synod
was tho consideration of the report of tho Exe.
outive Committee and corneoted thorewith of
the Treasuror. Some disoussion teok place on
the schedule of grants particularly as to the
proposal to appropriating $300 fro= tho Mission
fund for a Lay Visitor within the oity limits,
Strong objection was taken by a nmumbor of
members to the appropriating of any part of
the Miseion fund to the payment of other than
ordained ministors; and it was poinied out that
the practice in the past had been to refuse pay-
ment to Laymen, except in the caso of the stu-
dents of the Theologicsl College, It was also
objected that if the lay visit.r were required in
the city he should be psid by the congregation
requiring his services, Oa tho other hand it
wuy oontended that the demands made upon
City Reotors, owing to the rapid inorease of
population throngh immigration made it im.
possible for them to look after theso strangors,
especially as they wero uncortain in looation
vnd moved about from place to place, and that
the work of the Lay visitor was nnder direation
of the Bishop and not that of any partionlar
pavish, and that therefore payment from the
Mission fund was in accordance with the spirit
of the Canon. A long dobato followed bat
ultimately the grant was sllowed. The ree
mainder of the report occasioned no disoussion
the several funds under control of the Troasurer
appesring to be in a palisfactory state—the
Mission fund showing a surplus of $2,123. 38,

Tho work amongst the Jews, and espooially
that of the S.P.0.J. and tho Parochial Mission
Society recoived sttention, aud s rosolation
was passed on the molion of the Ruv, B. A. W,
King . eclaring intevest in the work, and asklng
that & spocial sermon be preached yearly in
behalf thercof.

A discussion of considerable interest and of
some warmth arose apon a motion to puat into
immediate operation the Canon on Desaonesses
adopted in 1883, and for the appointment of a
Specisl Committee in addition to the Standing
Committee on Deaconessos for the purpose of
{aking action ; the names added to the Stapd-
ing Committee beivg all the clergy of the city
not thereon, Rev. Cunon Davidson, Rural Desan
Naylor, Messrs. Marling, Nicolls, Lightbound,
Miils, Crawford, Chipmun, Carsley, with the
mover and secondor, Dr. Davidion and the
Very Rev. the Doan of Montreal., Tho debuto
drifted into & controversy as to sisterisods, and
strong opposition was mude by Major Bynd
and othors who entertsined fears lest this
should be a step Rumowards; ultimately the
resolution was carried, sll of the clergy present
with the exception of four or five voting for it,
and of the Iaily 17 against and 19 for; the
resolution, therefore, being carciod by & major-
ity of both orders,—a vote by orders having
been demanded by mombers of Synod,

On the morning of the 4th day, after roaline
business, the Synod took up the oconsideration
of the following motion, moved by Dr. David-
son, seconded by the Rev, @, QOsborne Troop:

That this Synod, recognizing the desirability
of enlisting the hearty and conbined assistance
of young men in secking atter and retaining
oung men in the Charch, learns with plessure
of the formation of & Domianion Brotherhood of
3t. Andrew, on the lines of that existing, in und
so highly commended by the Bishops, of the
Church in the United States and would earn-
estly osll upon the young men of oar sevoral
parishes and spocially in the larger contres of
population, to renewed effort: to seek out and
bring this olsss under the influence of the
Church.

Both mover and seconder spoke earnestly in
favor of the resolution, and of the St. Andrew's
Brotherhood, and Qanon Davidson declared
that he had slready a Chapter in operation,

Canon Mussen also advocated the formation of
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Cbapters'in country parishes, and the Daan of

- Montroal, having expressed his satisfaction
‘with the Constitution of the Brotherhood, and

the motion also receiving the endorsation of tho
Rector of Montreal it was put and was adopted
with only one dissenting voice,

The question of intemperance and the lignor
traffic next engaged the attention of the Synod,
upon & motion of Major Bord asking that the
Synod should petition the Government to take
immediate steps to obtain an expression of
opinion from the country, and recommending
8 plebiscite. Considerable differeuce of opinion
evidently prevailed g8 to tho wisdom of this
course, and as to prohibitory legislation; ali,
howover, being in accord a8 to the evils of
unlicensed traffic and of intemporance. Uit
mately the resolution was amended after a
number of members bad spoken, 80 as to read,
‘this Synod acknowledging the great evils
ixflicted upon the community by the liguor
{refiic would encourage apy practical movement
{owards the removal of such evils,” and was
sdopted nem con. Soveral motions in relation
{o supersenuation were referréd to the Com-
mittee on that subject, and the next practioal
messure was the consideration of some means
whereby !ospitslity could be extended not
alone to clergy, but to lay dolegates during the
gegsion of-Synad, and finally it was decided to
ask the Bishop to call to his aid the ladies of
the soveral congregations in the oity,

Tho question as to the effeot of irregular
marking of ballot papers came up and was
roferred to the Special Committee, as also one
aiming at economizing time in taking such
ballots, and the names of Messrs, Muarling and
White wore added to snch commitice.

The question of appointment to Reotories,
referred to in the Bishop's charge, was also
brought up by a specific rosolution, bat there
being few members present, it was referred to
the committee on Canons without discussion,

Dr. Norlon then brought up the foilowing
memorial, which was passed nem con :

That tho followiog petition be edopted, and
that copies thereof be for rarded to His Excel-
lency tbe Governor General of Canade, and to
the proper  flicials of both Houses of Dominion
Parliament :—

The Petition of the Synod of the Discese of Mon-
treal, humdbly sheweth :

Your petitioners belicve that orimes and
offences ngainst 1bo chueiity of women sre
numorous, snd aro on the increase throughout
the Jand ; snd that a largo numboer of women
aro annually rained and go down to premature
graves for want of legal protoestion.

Your petitioners respecifally thank Parlia.
ment for what was done last session towards
amendiog tho law in this matter; snd your
petitioncrs humbly and earnestly pray that
Parliament will agsimilate our laws respecting
raoruls 10 those of the Mother conntry and the
neighboring States, and more particularly that
traffickers in girlhood and inciters of minors
to vioe be puuished a3 felons, aud that the age
of consent for girls be raised 1o at ieast sixleon
years,

Ard your petitioners will ever pray, &o.

Wedrecdsy p.m, of each meeting of Synod was
appropriated to theconsideration and discussion
of goneral Missionary topics, such meeting to
be considered a session of the Synod,

An cffort to enferoe in part the cloture by
limiting tke timo for speaking was rejected by
& large majority.

Two important motions by Canon Davidson,
one a8 {0 sllowing women to take part and
vote in vestry mcetings, and the other as to
the torms upon whioh payment might be made
to Theological students from the Mission fand,
were, owing to tho latemcss of the session
allowed 1o stand over as notices of motion for
next Synod, aiter a briet explanation by tho
mover of tho matters referred to.

A digsoussion then took place upon the memo-
rial addressed to the Synod by the Corporation of

\

the Dunham Ladies' College, asking for recog:
pition and active co operation. In the absence
of Archdeacon Linsay, Canon Davidson acted
a8 spokesman for the institution and ably ad-
vooated its olaims. The institution evidently
had the sympathy of the members of the Synod,
but thore seemed to be much doubt as to the
looality being well suited for & Diocesan insti
tation, though several of the speakers intimated
thet if the work oarried on tbere was of a char-
aoter worthy of patronage there was no resson
why the institution should notsncceed. Sazveral
members strongly urged the sdvisability of
maintainicg such an institution in order to
prevent the danghters of Church people from
attending Roman Cathoiic Convents, and evi
dently many thought that in order to effect this
purpose the services of eonsecrated women—
deaconerses—would require to be obtained, as
otherwise it would be almost impossible to
compete with the nunneries in point of cheap

nees, Their system of Sisterhood enables them
to offer torms which no Protestant institution
can equsl. The practice, howaver, parsued by
many Protestants of sending their children to
Roman Catholic convents was unmistakeably
aondemned, After a debate of some length the
following amendment was carried,

That in referring this memorial to the Exe-
cutive Committee the Synod are emphatioc in
the expression of the opinion that there is
room in the Dioceso of Montreal for & Ladies’
College. The premises at Dunham seem well
fitted for 1the work, and ihe Sypod expresses
the hope that it may bo so reorganized as to
gocuro for it the support to which it is entitled,
and we trust will be suffleient for its saccessfal
carrying on.

The usual votes of tuanks having heen passed
the Doxology was sung, and the Biehop pro
nounced the Bened iction, closing the sessivnp.

SYNOD OF THE DIOCESE OF NIAGARA.

The annnal meoting of the Synod was held
on the 11th Jane and continuned in Session
uniil Friday afternoon. There was a large ai~
tendance of both clerical and lay delogates
The Bishop's address to the Synod was very
foll and interesting,

Daring the past yoar 527 persons had been
confirmed, of whom 129 were stated to have
been brought up in other religious bodies ; and
during the past five years no less than 877
persons received from other denominations had
been confirmed. The total number of Confirma-
tions for the guin quennial period was 4 520
The total obhurch population of the Dioocese
amounted to 27 764, '

Sunday-School.—The Bishop of the Diccess
in his address took cooasion to urge the necessity
of making the 8. S. attrzotive, and also of
definite apd distinct Church teaching, and he
threw ont the suggestion that a few minates
given every Sunday by the clergy to catechis
ing would groeatly assist in enforcing the
instrootion of tho teuchers and quicken interest.

Episcopal Fund.—There would seem to be
greau need of inoreasing the oapitsl ot this fand
now sbout 40,C00, in order that the Bishop may
bave not an adequate but something like a
reasonable stipena. It wounld appesr that the
smount received by the present Bishop has
been lces than $2,200 per anoum ; the actual
figures as given being 45-8¢ $1525.33; 86-37
$1720.02 ; 87-85 §2116.16; 88-29 $2102, This
showing certainly does not reflect credit npon
the Laity of the Diocese of Niagara, An effort
is to be made to raise §15,( 00 immedintely, and
towards this the Bishop has subscribed, it
is paid, $1,200. Prominent laymen have
also promised assistance ; Mr, Henry McLaren
subscribing 3,000, Messrs, Luoas and Jokn
Stuart §1,000 esch, Messrs, Martin Brace and
A, G. Rameay 8500, "The S.P.C.EK. have
granted §5000, payable in four annusl instal-

ments conditional upon $15,000 being raised in

the Diocese, and the Colonial Bishoprioc Fand
have added another £1,000,

The Consolidation of the Church in B.N.A.
algo oame before the Synod and the Ven, Arch.
deacon D:xon and J, J. Mason, Erq., were ap-
pointed delegates, with Raral Dsan Forneret and
Mr. W. ¥, Barton as substitutes,

It appeared from the report of the Missiox
Boaep that amongst other granis one of $250
per aunum to the Bishop for travelling ex-
penses had bcen made, bat His Lordship had
voluntarily undertaken to place the amount
paid to bim by order of the Synod on this
acoount to ihe oredit of the Mission fund whilst
it continued in its present state,

According to the report of the Suwpay
foRour, Committee there wero in 1880 779
teachers axd 7821 scholars in the Diocese,
showing an incresse of 233 feachers and 2, 200
scholars since 1261,

Prohibition.—A memorial was submitted
from the Presbyterian and Methodist bodies on
this subject, and a Commitiee having been
appointed to conaider the same reported to the
effect that while sympathising with all wice ef-
forts to remove the evils arising frcm intem.
perance, they did not feel warranted in
recommonding the sotion proposed by the
memorial, and did not think the conniry was
ready for a prohibilory law; and that legisla-
tion in advance of public opinion always retard-
ed the object it sought to obtain. It was resolved
in acknowledging the memorial to forward also
the Constitation of the C.E.T.8.

Some in the Diocese of Niagara would seem
10 be diseatisfied with the presont name of Tho
Church-in this Hocelesiastissl Province, and
& suggestion was made to change the pame
to the “Crurch of Canada,” the ** Anglo Cana-
disn Ckurch” or to the ‘ Anglo Celtic Chureh,”
but none of the suggestions prevailed.

DIOCESE OF HURON.

Mrs. Boomer has receivod the fcllowing
¢ficial notification of a resolution unanimously
posced at the annual mesting of the Qiebas
Diocesan Branoch of the Women's Auxiliary :—
“That 876 be voled for the education of a
missionary’s child and eotrusted to Mes. Baomer
to be ased in conjunotion wilh the 875, already
in her hands.”

In reply, Mrs. Boomer, profoundly touched
by this proof of generons confidence has asked
snd obtained permission to roverse this order
of things, and to send to the Treasurer of the
Quebeo Discese the 875, above alluded to,
which having been the gift of those interested
in the movement for the education of the
children of missionaries, outside of the Diocese
of Haron, and placed, without any provisions
whatever, at her disposal, she rcjriced to be
able thus to allot, The larger portion of this
money reached her from the very ses bouard of
the Qnebec Dioceee iteelf, and therefore rightly
belongs o0 it, snd when the replies to the
ecquiries of the Committes appoinied for the
purpose reach it from 1he Missionary B shops
10 whom they wore addressed, there is lit:le
fear that the tender hear!s of the giver there,
or of those dear children of the Montreal Cathe-
dral Sanday schoel, who contributed the re.
msining 825, will not hold in sffectionste
remembrance from year to year, the liltle
davghter of the Quebec Branch of the Aux-
iliary whom these practiosl proofs of their
sympathy have thus early enabied it to invite,

Q1ebec, smaller in nombers, perhsps than
any other Diocesan division of the Auxiliary,
and surrounded by an overwhelming popalation
composed of & creed widely differing from it
in every essential, yet stands out amongst its
sister dioceses as & bright example of what can
be wrenght by those whose ear is attent, whose
eyes are unveiled, whose hearts sre 8o warmed
by the love of Christ, that thewr hands are
quiok to respond to every opportunity which
the Master gives them wherein to carry out

e
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His blesred will; a responsive attitude which
should be that of every member of the
‘Womsn's Auxiliary in our Domiagion,

SABNIA.—Sunday, June 22nd, was the 6th
anrniversary of the opening of St. George's
Church. His Lordship the Bishop of Huron,
administoted the rita of Confirmation to a large
clses at the Morning service. The Reotor, Rev.
T. R. Davis, was assisted in the service by Rev.
Csnon Davis, of London, and Rev, W. Stout, of
Point Edward. The Church was ocrowded,
chairs were placed in each aisle, but even then,
orowds were unable to gain admittance, His
Lordship's address was most pointed and touch-
ing. The whole congregation as well a8 the
cardidates feeling that there was much in it
for each and overy hesrt,

At Hvening service the Rev, Canon Davie-

preached an apniversary service, snd while
reviewing the past stated that few congregs-
tious bad done as much as St, George’s during
the past five years. They had a beautifal
Church property which cost them about $217 000,
over 20000 bad beon paid during that time.
The congregation stcod promiuently to the
fropt in connection with the suppurt of
Diocesan work, only four congregations having
given more during tbe year. Bat the most
epcourgying and cheering feature of all was
the spiritual Jife that was evidenced throughout
the parieh. This to the Rector must be a
source of the greatest joy and encouragement.
The offertories during the day amounted to
nesrly $155.

In the afterncon the Bishop visited Moore—
town, preaching and sdministering the rite of
Corufirmation to & fair sized olass.

On Monday the Biehop returned by way of
Sarpia and addreesed the Women's Auxiliary
Missiorary Association on the great sukject of
Christian Migsions and Women's work in the
Church. He shewed very clearly that the objects
of the Aesociation were Missionaiy, and God
was mshivg wonderful use of consecrated
women, There was s good attendsnce and all
were deeply interested,

SYNCD OF THE DIOCESE OF HURON.,

On Wednesday morning the report of the
Comnitlee in regard to names eligible for
position of Secretary-Treasurer, was made,
Twenty-eight applications had been received,
snd amongst these one from aludy; but the
pames submitted to the Synod were Messrs,
C. F. Complin, London ; J. S. Geddes, Toronto;
J. M, MoWhinney, Chstham; J. J, Rooney,
Peterboro'; and Wm. Swaizland, Glencoe, from

each of whom a large numbor of testimonials
had been received, Balloling baving taken
place npon those nominations Mr. MocWhinney
was elected on the first ballot, by a majority
over the next highest competitor of 36.

The report of the Sonpay SumooL Committeo
showed & total of (fliers and teachers 2137;
and scholars 16,9566 ; money received for Sun—
dsy schools expensos $7.997 99; given to Mis~
gions $1439 59, There were 25,699 books in
the Sunday echool libraries. The report recom.
mended amongst other things ™ the pressing
upon all superinfendents snd Sunday schocl
teschers of tho great importarce of mzking the
Church catechirrn the basig of dcetripal in-
struction.” A member irquired what cause
there was for such recommendation, snd was
answered by one of the clergy that he knew of
& school where the catechism had not been
‘taught at all, The report was adopted.

”" Onthoe question of the Winnirea ConrenENCE
the Bishop having read the resolution of the
Provincial Synod and the report of the Toronto
committee & ditcussion of some length took
place; but =itimately it was resolved to
appoint two ropresentatives, one of each Order
with substitutes and to gusrantee the expenses
of these delogates and zlso of {hoge sent from

the Diooese as members of the Provincial Com-
mittee; and the Very Rev. Dean Inunes and
Mr, W, J. Imlach were appoint:d delegates,
with Canon Richardson and Me, Wilson as
subatitates.{The remainder of the day's sesion
was occupied with the consideration of pro-
psed amendments to canon 89, At the Even-
ing Session the report of the Commititee on
Lay HerLr was taken up. It mentioned as
obstacles in the way went of spirituality, want
of fitnogs, Jack of definite training, diffienlty of
keoping the laity so employed in their proper
piace, prejudices of the people against any
substitute for an ordained ministry, eta. The
committee made tho following recommenda-
tions all of which were adopted afier being
considered clause by clanse :—

1, That this Synod is deeply impressed with
the convietion that the more general participa.
tion of the laity in the spiritual work of the
Chureh is demanded alike by her needs and
the duty of her members to her supreme
head.

2. That it is expedient that in every parish,
where practicable, youths and young men be
associated together in guilds, brotherhoods or
other societies, and that snch definite work
he aesigned to them by the clergyman or vesiry
a¢ they may from time to time be euitably
required to perform,

3 That it iz desirablo that in every parish
where practicable, one or more persons be
appointed and licensed by the Bishop as Ilay
readers under Canon 1X. to assist the clergy-
man in the discharge of his duties, subjeot in
all particolars to his direction ; that such ap-
pointments be, when convenient, made orally
by the Bishop spd accompanied by an appro~
priate service, and that the licenses of lay
readers be ruridecapal in their scopo in order
to supply the wants of vacant parishes or such
a8 have no lay readers.

4. That perochisl ocongregational meetings
of all members of the Church are & most useful
means of quickening Church life, of promotiog
fellowship and good will, and of encouraging a
spirit of Christian activity.

5. That annual conventions of Church work-
ers from the geveral parishes oconstituting a
rural deanery, or more than one deanery, held
in connection with ruridecanal meetings, for
the discussion of such subjects as may bear
upon the work of the Church and further it
best interests, are particularly recommended.

6. That an sssociation be formed of the male
lay workers of the Diocese, for the purpose of
mutual correspondence and ¢o-operation, to
meet annually at sueh place or places as may
hereafter be determined upon; that the Bishop
be President ex officio, and that His Liordship be
requested to csll a meeling of the male lay
workers of the Diocese in the full of the present

year, for the organization of such association | P

spd the adoption of & constitution.

7 That the Bishop be respectfully requested
to issne & pastoral oxpreseive of his views and
those of the Synod in respect of the subjeot
mattor of this report; inviting the active co
operation of the clergy and laity in furthering
the objeot thereof ; and giving such advice in
regard to the seleotion and appointment of lay
readors as his Liordship may see fit,

8, That a committee to bo named by the
Bishop be appointed to make the neceseary
arrangements for the meeting of luy workers as
above provided,

The Bishop before putting the adoption of
1he report made an eloquent and telling address
in favor thereof, In vhe course of the debate
one of the clergy reminded the iaity that they
were oftentimes seriously in fault in taking
their “Amens” and in responding in their
parts of the service. A layman remarked as
to lay preaching: **Do not sit on a young
msan if ne wants to go in the pulpit—he won't
du,it again if yon allow him one trial | Bat we
sre afraid that experience contradicis the
assertion, Young men unforiunately are loo

fond of apeing to themselves the privileges and
position of the duly ordained and recognized
teacher,

On Thuraday Messrs, G. F. Jewell and C. F,
Complin were appointed aaditors, theremunera-
tion boing fixed at §150 and 100 respectivaly,
Several notices of motion having been given
aud memorials read, a memorial from Grace
Church, Brautford, asking the amendment of
the Constitution so that women might he aa.
corded the right of voting at congrogational
meetings and in vestry was tzken up; and
s motion was made to expunge the word m1e
from Caunon 19 so as to admit women duly
quslified as members of vastiy. A long dissus-
oussion ocoupying the whole morning and part
of the afternoon followed. The reatiment of
the Synod was evidently against the proposal ;
the motion being characterizad by several as
deoidedly revolutionary and as objiotionabla in
the interest of Christian womon themselves;
and nliimately tho motion to amend the Con-
stitution was withdrawn.

At the Evening session the members of the
Excoutive Committee wero reported and also
the names of delegates to the Provinoial Synod,
the Jatter being Clerical—Vory Rsv, the Dean
Pf Huron, Canons Richardson, Davis, Hill,
Hinoks, Smith, Roral Dsans Mackonszie, Oraig,
Ven, Archdeacons Marsh, Rove.

On motion of the Chancellor it was resolved
that the paid (fil:ers of the Synod shall not be
eligible to vote as mombers. Tho quostion of
* prohibition” was aguin brought up this year,
and safter discussion the following amendment
whas passed :

That the communiocation from the Secretary
of the Presbyterian Assemvly on tho subjeot of
prohibition be acknowledged, and thas the
Sypod express its entire conourronce in all
aotion which tends to total abstinesce, and
rejoice in the smccess which has attendod the
temperance movement through the associations
in connection with the Church.

Seversl committecs having been appointed
the business of the Synod was closed by singing
the Dox>logy, and the Benediction prononnoed
by the Bishop.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

Arngoma—A generous Churchwoman in
Montreal hauded the Bishop a ocheque the
other day for 81,000, of which 8700 was to be
applied to the ereotion of & Ghurch at some
oint destituto of Church of England service,
and $300 to the Endowment Fand, “Go and
do thou likewiso,'—4lgoma News.

Two gonerous Toronto Churchmen have
provided for the exponges of & student to take
charge, during the summer, of the aission of
Port Carling, aud but for their liberality the
Bishop wounld have been unable to appoint any
one to the charge of the district, whioh is &
very important ono for three or four months,
owing to the number of tourisis who spend
their holidays in the village and among the
neighboring ialands,

Question (often asked in the Diocese of Al
goms) * Why doos not the Church of Eagland
allow the ministers of other dencminations to
occupy her pulpit, und so show herself as
liboral as Methodists, etc, ?'. Answer (gnite
sufficient for all practical purposes without
entering into dotaile): ‘ Becauee she oannot
allow any one to oconpy her pulpitsa who is-
not directly and entirely responsible to her for
what he teaohes.’ R

The question of the Consolidation of the
Church of Eogland id British North Americs,
was brought before the Synod of this Diocese
at its sossion on Juve 3rd through a very care-
fuly prepared aud sble roport of the Excoutive
Comumitteo, from which we make the following
extract, only premisiog that we are glad to
fird that the Diocese has declared the most de
sirable method of Consolidation to be the for-
mation of but Oxe Province. This, we beliave,
is the end to be aimed at, notwithstanding all
obstacles in the true interest of the Chureh,

The Committeo after referring to the origin
of the movement ssy :—

¢ [t may bo useful, in order to arrive at a
more corrcot judgment on this matter, to state
briefiy what is tho presont division of the
country, civil and ecclesiustical, and also to
record what other religions bodies bave done
in the malter of divieion and organisation.

British Ncrth America is divided, for oivil
parposes, into seven Provinces and the North-
west Territories, which form the Dominion of
QCanada, and the Province of Newfoundland,
which has not yot entered into the Confeder-
ation.

The Roman Catholics have divided the
country into eeven Provinces, containing
twenty-seven Sees. The largest Province
(Queboc) contains six bishops, the smallest
(Ottaws)} conlains two,

Tho Presbyterisans have five Synods; 1.
Maritimo Provinces. 2 Montreal and Ottawa.
3. Taronto and Kingston. 4. Hamillon and
Tondon, - 5 Munitoba and Northwest {inolud-
ing British Columbis )

Tho Methoditts have nine Conforenoc centres :
1. Toronto; 2. Lovdon; 3. Montresl; 4
Niogara; 5 Bay of Quinte; 6. Guelpb;
7. Manitoba; 8. B, Columbhia; 9, Nova
Seotia.

It is neediess {o say that all these bodies,
though thus divided for matters of detail in
working, have a strong coniral orguanisation,

Tho Churoh of England in British North
America has nineteen Dioceses. There are two
Provinces which contain fifteen of theso Dio-
ocescs, and four Dioceses are stili indopendent,
ono— Newfoundland — being outside the Do-
minion Con'ederation.’

The report then shows how these Diooeses
are connected with the Civil Provinces, and by
& table of comparison furnished it appears that
in the Eoolesinstioal Province of Caoada, nine
Dioceros, embracing the Civil’ Provinces Nova
Sootia, New Brunswick, Prince Edward Isiand,
Quobeo ard Ontario, there sre 866 olergy and a
total population of 4,221,000, In the Province
ot Ropert's Lund, six dioceses, 118 olergy and
210,000 of Population ; and in the Independent
Dioceses of Weetminster, 38 olergy and 150800
of population; while in -Newfoundland and
Bormuda there arc 63 olergy, with & population
of 208 060

And tho committeo continne :

Ii is obvious that this arrangement is most
upsatisfactory. It has been arrived at by

acoident a8 it woro, and bears the evident marks |

of such s haphazard origin. The vast bulk of
tbe population is in one Province, while the
other Province, though with six Diocese, in
still almost antirely missionary, or of 4 pinneer
charsoter, and four Dioceses are still without
any union.

Bat far more important, there is no means
whereby the Church throughout British Nortb
America can sot in jmportant matters sffect
ing the interests of tihe whole as one united
body. This is undoubtedly a great source of
weakness to the Church in this country, and
most prejudical to its welfare. '

The defect has been long felt by many peo-
ple, and of late years there has been a very
widespread feeoling that something must be
done speedily to remedy it if the Church iz to
be the power in the country that she ought to
be. The difficalties in the way of a satisfactory
arrangement sre, however, by D0 means
small,

Tho simplest and most workable method
would be t» amalgamate all the Dioceses of
British North Awmerica into one Province till
gach time, at least, as the Church in the
couniry becomes more strong,

The advantages ot having only one Province
would be—

1. That legislation on all important matters
relating to Cauon Law, &¢., would bo uniform
throughout the Dominion,

2 Misgions, and institutions of general use
to the Church, such as Industrial Schools for
Indians, Colleges, &o.,, wonld be regarded as
worke in which the whole Church shonld take
an interest, and thus the richer Dioceses and
districts would help the poorer as part of one
organisation.

3. Moreover, too much organisation is as
bad a1 too littlo; and there does not seem any
real need for more than one Synod over the
Diocesan Synod, This would b guite sufficient
for legislation on matters that are too impor-
ant to be left to each Diocese, and for appeals
in 1he case of discipline.

Your Committea would thereforerecommend
That the most desirable mathod for the con-
solidation of the OChurch in British North
America would be the formation of one
Province to embrace all the Dioceses:

As, howevor, this plan would be certain to
meot with very considerable opposition, involy-
ing, ns it would, the obliteration of one Pro-
vince already formed, your Committee have
thought it advisable to present au alternative
sobeme for the consideration of the Synod,

EHuoh week, in many of her pari-hes, there s

partioular instruction, having referenco to the
requirements and benefit conneoted with that
holy saorament,

In some parts of our own Church such usage
has begun to prevail, and woull undoubtedly
be more general, if tho need of it was more
widely raecognized by lay people, and more
earnestly arged by the clergy. A few earnost -
communiosuts in & parieh might just bere be of
great service to others, by urging this matter
upon their attention, and by encouraging the
parish priert in insugurativg some such ir.
straction. The Churoh wisely oalls upon vs
not to negleot the frequent roception of the
Holy Communion, but she 1o Jess strenuous’y
enjains that each ome is to “ examine himseit
and so to come” to that Holy Sacrament. JTm
such self examination, however, the wise coun-
gel of ono's pastor may well be sought, sud no
earnest priest wounld deny to those who desire
it, the priviloges of every instruction in this
most important matter, In this, a8 in other
things, the power of exawmple is most potont,
snd wo are persuaded that whore regular and
faithful preparation for the Holy Communion
18 onoe undertaken, those who avail themselvcg
of it will fird in it inestimable hlessing, while
many others will recognise and imitate a cas-
tom #0 wholesome, primitivo, and reasonable,

For it is with this, a8 with othor things,
When we have to weloome a friend, it makes
ali the difference in the world, whother we
bave baogun to get ready for him before he
comes, or are content to lel him, us we say,
“1akeo us a8 wo ure.” It ig a poor way to wel-
oome such & One, 10 ho precccupied with other
things, and have no place ready for Him, whe-
ther in our house or in our heart, to have Him
find us so full of other things, cares, pleasures,
intercats, that when Ho comes to our door,
thore is really no room for Him. And sarely
this is & very unworthy way to welcome the
chief Friend ol all.—Tyinity Rerord,

NOMADIO CLERGY.

I am thoroughly convinced that attention
should be calied to the nomadic character of
many of our olergy. The pastoral attention,
in its normsl state, is a permaneni one, The
best chnrohes in the diocese to-day are thoso
that have had the fewest changes. Why bave
the changes boen few? Simply bocause good
sepke, muiual ohsrity, and & firm purpose,
have promoted pormanent relations, No man
is fit to be & priect at all who is not qualified
to rpond ten years in a particular field. What
an absurdity it is that a clergyman should seek
another parish just as he bas bocomo acquainted
with the one he is so ready to leave! Bat is
the blame altogether with the clergy? Are not
mavy of our people of a fiokle mind, and often
wickedly critical towards their pastors? Thoro
is no help for this orying evil but in a better
appreciation of the necessity of the Christian
minister 1o the intergrity of the Church and
to the well being of the people. It is impos-
piblo to dissociate the Incarpation, the Chureh,
and the Ministry ; they are the three angles of
s perfeot tricngle. Emphasize one, and you
emphasize all, and ail to tho glory of God; de-
preciate ome, and you depreciato all, and so
sbstract from our roligion its full significance,
If the people would reslizo the primary source
of the Pricsl's miseion, that he is sent from the
Heud of the Cburch, with sdoraments and mes-
sages 10 be delivered upon the principle of
ambasadorship, then they would find less
tomptation to sot themeelves over those whom

“the Lord has set over them. These rights
must be observed loyally and as a matter of re-
ligious prinoiple, under the penalty of degrad-
ing the ministiy to the hireling level. Suoh
& ministry can accomplish but little for men's
gouls, and such & ministry will be absolutely
devoid of that kind of attractivomess which
draws mon to fill up the ranks as they are de-

pleted by death, A preat many young men
to day deoline the ministry, in the very face of
an inward desire, becamse thoy see Prieits
treated as hirelings, hear them oruelly dissected
by oritical tongues, and dealt with as thongh
they constituted a menial class. 'That we have
any candidates at all is, I think, -due to the
faot that conatraining motives of a high order
g0 possess some souls, that they willingly
accept the penalties, while they also enter upon
holy duties. I do mot believe thia evil is as
serious among ws ag in other bodies, baot its in-
fluonce is sufflciently disastrous to justify
pointed and frequent roference to that fanda-
mental principle of our holy religion, whercby
primarily the powers of government, teaching,
discipline, and adminiétration of sacraments,
are lodged in the hands of a threefold minisiry
thereunto called, ordained, and set apart, The
practiosl application of this thought would in-
spire the clergy with a holy persistence. a
manly determination to cbay the law of God’s
Providence which has placed them in the felds
where they are, and to obey that law uutil its
manifest repeal by the very Hand which made
it.— Bishop McLaren's Convention Address.

UNDENOMINATIONAL CHRIS-
TIANITY.

The Church Review, London, Eng , under this
title, and referring to some utterances of the
Biskop of Bedford says i—

We desire, however, at the prosent moment
to lay more special atress oun the Bishop's re-
marks upon the subjsct of undenominational
Christianity. He informed his hearers that he
was making arrsngements for the purchase of
a Nonconformist chapel which had just come
into the market, and said thot one of the
features of the religion of the day was that
people seemed enameoured of undenominationl-
ism. He did not hesitate to declare that his ex-
perience proved that missions conduoted on the
line of this 'ism were invariably hostile to the
Church. They had not that dofinitensss to
recommend them which & Nonconformist mis-
sion pure and simple had. Indeed there was
nothing whatever definite about them. Noone
knew what those who conducted them were
going to teach, nor did oven the agents them
solves seom to know., Such an indictment as
this, coming frova such a man, is one that can-
ot be passed by in silence.

All point to ope
Saviour, Very God and very man, a8 the sole
source of redemption. All bolieve in the Holy
Spirit, Whose preventing grace alone can 0on-
vert the sinner. All accept the Holy Biblo as
inspired aud as the standard by whioh dootrine
wust be tried. But these primary tratbs,
though enough in themselves to bring & man
out of the slough of despond, will not build him
up either in his faith or in the practice of hie
religion,  Milk is the right food for babes in
Chriat, but those who are growing out of in-
fanoy must also be fed, and for them more sub-
stantial food is required.

TaE Synod meetiag of the Dioocess of Mon-
treal was important, both by reason of the oc-
onrrence of the 50th anniversary of the Ocdi-
pation of its Bishop to the work of the Ministry
ae also of the importance of the measuros con-
gidered and discussed. Wo regard the deter-
mination arrived at to put into operation ss
speedily a3 possible the Canon on Daaconosses,
and the rosolution passed in regard to the
Brotherhood of St. Andrew’s and Christian
work amongst young men as of primary
importauce. Both these subjects are of imme-
diate intorest. demanding careful and prayerful
thought, and we sincerely hope that neither will
be forgotton, We trust that steps will at
onos be taken to secure a thoroughly well
qualified and well trained Deaconess to take
the headship of the Order in the Dioccese of
Montreal; and further an effort should be made
without delay to secure a home, be it only a
rented house, which may form 8 centre for
training those who may wish hereafter to
devoto themselves to the work of a Deiconess.

As to the St. Axpaxw's BrorHAR=EOOD thero
need be no delay in forming Chapters in the
geveral parishes and Missions, The constitu-
tion is 80 simple, and the work to be dono 80

Andrew or to the *Daungh
ters of the King ’; both being so thoroughly
in accordance with the Baptismal obligation
and so conducive {o the upbuilding of The
Church,

Davanrass or THE King. —A week or two
ago we referred to the formation of & Dominion
Brotherhood of St. Andrews on thelines of that
existing in the United States. Since that time
the organization has been formally brought
bofore several of our Synods, and in the Diocese
of Montreal it may be said was virtnally ae-
cepted through the resolution adopted at the
last meeting of the Synod. A society sakin to
this for women has been formed under the
above name of “DAugaTRes oF THE King"
and it also seems to have widely extended itself
throngh the Sister Church in the United States.
Its constitution is almost identical with that of
the Brotherhood of St. Andrews ; its sole object
being ‘¢ to spread Cbrist’s Kingdom among
young women, and for the strengthening of
Parish life” Every woman who becomos &
Daughter of the King obliges herself to observe
the rales of the Order so long as she remaivs a
member ; such rules being only: (a) To pray
daily for thespread of Christ's Kingdom among
women ; for God’s blessing upon all members
of the Order, and for the prosperity of the
Parieh to which her Chapter owes allegiance,
(b) To make an earnest effort each week to
bring at least one young woman within hearing
of the Gospel of Christ, as set forth in the
servioen of the Protestant Episcopal Chureh, and
to offer at all times such aid to the Reotor or
Minister in charge of the Parish as he may
doam necessary for the furtherance of the cause
of Chriat,”

These rules and obligations are simpls cnongh

and ought to reoommend ihemselves by reason
of their gimplicity., As in the oass of the
Brotherhood, Chapters of not less than five may
be formed in any parish or mission with the
approval of the Restor or Minister in oharge,
the members accepting the constitution and
agrooing to wear the badge of the Order,

ROMISH ASCENDEN(Y.

The right of procedence sccorded to Cardinal
Manning has again been made the subject of
disoussion in the public press, aud has awskon-
ed amongst British Protestants feelings of dis-
satisfaction and indignation. A correspondent
of the Timss, writing urder the initials D,
McLL, has directed attention to tho fact that
the Lord Mayor, in signing his name to a
public document after the signature of Cardinal
Manning, has ssorificed his right to be oon-
sidered the firat svbject of the Crown within
the City, and bas allowed Cardinal Manning to
take the first place, The writer farther empha-
siz3s the mignifioance of tho aot, by pointing
out that in the City the Liord Mayor is entitled
to precedonce even before the Princo of Wales
himself,

Be this as it may, the roply msdo by the
Lord Mayor in defonce of his action in his
matier not only inoreases our sonse of diseatis-
faction, but raises considerations which, we
helieve, are of very serious importonce, Spesk-
ing at A committee dinner of the Corporation,
on the 9th inst, the Lord Mayor said, that
since the loss of the temporalitien of the Holy
See, Cardinals had been regarded all over \the
continent of Burope, excopt in Kogland, as de-
posed Princes; that this position wes recog
nized in England in 1884, when Cardinal Man
ning was Appointed 8 member of the Commis-
sivn for the Hounsing of the Poor; that Mer.
Gladstone then carefully oconsidered tho
bearings of the oase, and, with the full conour-
renco of Lord Salisbury, recommended the
Queen to place the Cardinal's name immediutoly
after that of the Prince of Wales, and b.fore
that of the present Premier.’

Is this statement correct? I3 it a faot that
the claims of the Papacy to have its Cardinals
ranked as Princess have been recognized as well
in England as on the continent of Earope?
And hsve the leadera of the two great parties
in this country joined together to effaot the
degradativn of England by thus acknowledging
the supromacy of the Pope and recognizing his
power 10 nominate to position of ranks and
dignity within the Britisb Empire?

We are informed, on the anthority of the
Lord Mayor, that this surrender to the claims
of the Papacy was made in 1884, when Cardinal
Manning was appointed & member of the Royal
Commission for the Houslvg of the Poor,
Relerring to the protest against thig appeint.
ment made by the Protestant Alliance at the
time, wo find that the smbjeot was on that
occasion brought under the considerstion of
the Honse of Lords by Lord QOranmors, and
that the Government thon stated that the
appoiniment bad been made in scoordance
with precedents already conceded in the case
of the Irish Roman Catholic Prelates, especially
upon the grant of the Charter of the Royal
University of Ircland in 1380, in which the
Protestant Archbishop of Dablin was named
first, then the name of the Romaun Catholio
Archbishop of Dublin followed, and afterwares
the name of the Lord Chancellor; but was this
a recognition of the Papal olaim that Cardinals
should rank as Princess at the Courts of the
sevoral Sovereigng of Europe, and this, not-
withstapdipg thet the Papaoy has been doprived

of -all Temporal Power, and that this powar
bas been traneforred to the King of Italy, the
ally and friend of Hogland?

What does the granting of such precedency
involve? Cardinal Manning is a Prince of the
Court of Rome, and holds his foreign title and
rank of Cardinal by appointment of the Pope.
The Archbishops and Bishops of the Romish
Church hold their territerial titles and rank by
the same authority. Sach Zerritorial titles are
deolared by iho statute law of this country to ba
illegal ; and, further, according to the laws and
constitution of Great Britaia, s title given by a
foraign potentate to & aitiza of the realm ocan-
not be lawfally assumed, muavh less oan it be
held as oarrying precedence or rank, unlews ox-
pross permission to that offect has haen obtain.
od from the Crown, If Cardinal Manning, in
cousileratisn of his foreign title of Cardinal
Princo of the Court of Rome, i3 to take rank
next after the Royal family, and if the Romish
Archbishops of D 1blin, holding such territorial
titles by Papasl appointment, sre to be ranked
above the highest digunitaries and nobility of
the reulm, then it follows that all Romish
coclosastios must be graded according to the
rapk and title given them by their Head at
Rome. Cardinal Manning and the Romaa
Cutholio Archbishops and Bisliops have sworn
at their congecration: ‘ From this time for
ward I will be fuithful and obedient to our Liord
the Popa and his snooessors. . . Berotios,
schisma‘ics, and rebels to our Lord, or to the
aforessid snooeasore ag far as possible, [ shall
porsconte and attack,’ Is this an oath of
allogiance to Her Majesty, or such as fo jastify
the recogunition of the fareign title aud rank of
theso prolates? Awd it may farther bs asked,
how far does sush recognitio 1 acknowledge the
sapremacy and authority of the Pope in the
United Kingdom ?

As the coronation of the Sovereign of this
realm the oath taken by the Kiog or Qaecn is
that ha or she * will, to the utmost of his or her
power, maintain the Protestant Roformed Re-
ligion established by law.’ By the Thirty-
socond of the Articles of Religion it is further
sflirmed that tho Xing or Q 10on's Majesty hath
tho chief power ic the reulm, and that the
Bishop of Rome has no juvisdiction in the
roslm of Bogland, Cardinal Manning claims
to be a Prince of the Court of Romo, & member
of tho College of Cardiaals; one of whom, in
the event of & vacancy, muss be solected a8 the
rightful heir to the Papal throne, Tho Curdinal
is the omissary of a foroign Powor, & Power
which has been for centuries notorionsly
fomenting ‘sedition, privy conspiracy, and
rebellion’ in this and many other lands. By
Romish Canon Law it is declared (Bull'Syper
Soliditate) that ‘tho Pope bas an indireot
power over all Kingdoms,' aund that ‘he can
deprive kinga of thoir ampires and subjscts of
their allogiance. This same Canon Liaw (Bull
Cena Domini), be it romembered, oxcom-
municates all Protestants as acoursed heretios,
Neitbor shounld we forget that in bygone days
the Cardinals wore Princes of the Roman
Empire, and in that cspacity took rank and
pre-eminence, even among the membors of Im.
perial and Royal families.

How ig it that no informa‘ion was given &t
the time that Mr, Gladstono's Government,
with the fall concurrense of Lord Salishury,
had agreed to recogaizs the rank of Cardinale
sg such Princes of the Court of Rome? The
Lord Mayor authoritatively makes this asser—
tion. Wili.Mr, Gladstone or Liord Salisbary con-
tradiot it? And if not, we veature to agk, in the
words of the protest ot the Protestant/Alliance:
'1s such recognition coneonant with the dutios
that Ministers owe to the Stato, or can it ba re-
conciled with the principles on which the con-
stitution, the greatness, and the safety of this
Protestant Empi-e are fonnded? Will suoh an
ajliance with the Papacy bring & blessing upon
the cause which it is sought to advance? Or
is such & oourse gonsistent with a right sonee
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of the bdnty of allegisnce obligatory on those in
4he high position of the members of the Queeg's
Government, and of her conscience ¥'—English

THE CHINESE AND CHRISTL
ANITY IN HAWAIL

BY THE BEV, H., H, AOWEN,

A great authority declared not
long sgo his belief that the pre.
dominant races of the fnture would
be bat three in number, viz, the
Anglo Suxon, the Russian and the
Chineze.

If present indications sre to be
bolieved, it may further appear that
where Anglo Ssxon and Chinese
meet, it is not the latter which in-
warisbly go to the wall. Already
in Amerios, in Anstralia, and in
this country, Hawaii, it is proved
not only ihat the Chinaman oan
compete sucoessfully with the whito
man, but that in many oases com-
petition means sutstitution of the
former for the latter., This is true,
moreover, not alone of manual
Jabour and trades requiring mere
animal industry, but {s beginning
to be reoognised as true aleo in the
grofessions which demaund trained

usiness sagaoity and high intellec-
tual power, Beginning in the very
lowett labour, the Chinaman works
patiently upward, outstripping all
competitors, till from the plantation
drudge he becomes the merchant
and the planter,

It has boen admitted by recent
authorities that the weakness of
China ia on the surface, and that
though the Governmeont is eaten
through and through by eorruption,
‘tho worm in all Asiatic oivilisation,’
yet the nation itself, as made up of
irdividuals, has elements which at
home and abroad are prophetic of
& great futare,

In this respect the Chinese and
Jopanese prosent a singular con-
trast. It is always a bad sign when
& nation is too willing to forget its
history, and impatiently throw over
the psst, The too sudden change
is very commonly deadly in its
effeot. Japan bas exemplified thia
uitra progressiveness, China, on
1iho other hand, moves slowly, but,
like the glacier, irresistibly, It is
moved not{ by impulse or passion,
but by cold cslculating dependence
upon law, precedent and reason,
Change, &8 change, is deprecated
and dreaded, thongh for this very
reason when & change is made it
does not endanger the stability of
the nation.

If the Chineae abroad differ from
the Chinese at home, they differ
only for the botter, in that they lose
the timidity whioh retards their
progress at home, and without any
sonse assimilating themeelves to
tbe peoples smong whom they
sojourn, usc these as the whelstone
of their natural abilities.

Henoce, it seoms probable that
just as tho Jaws of the dispersion
obtained of old an influemce for
Judaism which had never been
dreamed of in the ers of the king-
dom, 80 the Chinese of tha disper-
gion are likely to work out the
fuller destiny of their race, the
home oountry remaining as the
inexhaustible resorvoir from which
fresh streams of population are
poared forth to infinonve the world

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~ VEGETARIANISM.

Ts it Spreading and will Mankind
Become Vegetarian ?

{Canada Health Journal for June.)
1t appeats to be the belief of some
'that, 28 man in the gavage state has
for the most part been largely if not

wholly carnivorous, he will, with
the progress of civilization, become
entirely vegetarian, or use only the
products of animals, as eggs and
milk, with vegetable food. There
i no doubt thst the tendency to
vegelarianism is incressing; snd it
is, too, something more than a ¢ fad,’
In proctice at the present time there
are two grent principles involved in
it, which are well worthy the atten-
tion of the true social reforraer—one
ia that of economy, the other, ihat a
vegotarian diet Jessens the desire in'
the human organism, which is ro
nuiversal and obstinate, for stimu-
lants. Morever, somo of 1ho highest
medical authorit'es now recommend
such a diet as the best remedy in a
great many disoased ard deranged
conditions of the human body.

In point of economy, & diet of
vegetable food is an enormoussaving
of expense—hence, of labor, wi'h
the poor or others, for their. daly
bread. It is estimated that @ given
acresge of wheat will foed at least
ten times 28 many as the same aore-
age devited to the growth of beef
ard mutton. Irdeed, the advantage
of o yegetable dietin point of econo-
my is too cbvious to require advo-)
cacy hore,

Thousands have b rne evidence to
the act that anim:l food increases
the desire for stimulants. Anyone
in the habit of using wire or other
slimplsnts, by a litle observation
in rogard to his own personal exper-
ienco, would probably soon become
convinced of this. - Hince, as a
temperance measure a vogetable diet
stands high. .

As 1egards a strictly vogetarian
diet 08 & romedy in muny diseased
conditions of the body, we give below
the werds of the celeb sted Anglo
Fronch physician and phys ologist,
Prof, Dujurdin-Benun.elz, of Paris.
Not that they aro padticularly new
at all, but from being recent and
from sn eminent man, and because
they illusirate tho best medica!
opinion of theday. The Professor,
in a-recent lecture in Paris, sa'd:-.
¢ Phe affections of the digestive tube
or of the. stomach, to whi:h the
vegeterian rogimen is applicable,
are pumerous, This regimen, in
fact, reduces to a8 minimum the tox-
ines which onter the cconomy by
the food. Remember, in fact, what
1 told you last year, * & propoes’ of
the ptomines snd leucomines. As
goon 88 death smites the living
being, and at tho vory instant when
douth appesrs, the ptominesmanifest
their presence. At first non-toxic,
they become foXic at from the
fourth or fifth day which follows
death, and these substances are suffi
ciently deleterious to prowptly causo
death of animuls to which they are
administer.d. Moteover, according
to the snimal species, these ptomines
ave more or lees aoiive; thus, putre-
fied fish furnish a great pumb:r. As
man consumes -& great quanlity of
animal substances wheee time of

killing ofien goes back -to eight or
‘en days, it is essy to understand
what a froitfa) sourcs of poisoning
may be here. found ; this danger is
avoided by thrse who adopt the
vegetar'an regimen. '

* If vegetable substances may un-
dergo putrecent alterations, tbese
are much less likely to take place
with respect to vegetable than fo
auimal food. - Hencp, this diet
becomes obligatory whenever, by the
ted functioning of the kidneys or
digestive tube, the foxines may
accumulate in the economy.

¢In the first rank we will place
all those casas where there oxists
renal (kidusy) insufficiensy......In
the dilationof the stomnach by gastric
neurnsthenics, this same regimen
algo gives good results., ILastly, in
the putrid diarrhceas, the vegetarian
regimen i8 also indicated,

¢But there is a-other point of
view in connection with which this
regimen gives good results, I refer
to the irritation of the gastrie mu
oous membrene Next in dyspeptic
irorbles; properly so called, which
result merstly from modifications in
the gastric juire. Whether it be an
exaggeration or an increase in the
acidity of this fluid, this dietetic
system enables us to cure these
affections withont imposing any
work on the peps'n glands. ILastly,
in tho general diseases characterized
by byperacidity, such as the urc
disthesis, we can still derive benefit
from the vegetarian regimen.

‘T'o sum up then, and as the con.
clusion of this lecture, I would sy,
if from an anthropological and phy-
siclogical point of view, man is
amnivorous, apd may, acoording to
climates and according to his neces
sities, liveon & flesh dief, or on a
mixed diet, or on s vegetable diet,
from a thepeutic point of view the
lalter regimea, as applied to our
olimates, constitutes s very import-
snt method of trestmont, which is
domanded in a great many gastric
and rensl, kidoey, as well as general
affections.’

One sound objection to animal
food is undoubtedly the retenticn in
the fluids and tissués of the carcsse
at death, after being slaughtered, of
a large amount of excretnry matters,
and which, it is probable, give rise
to the toxic ptomines so roon formed
afterdeath, These exoretory ma:ters
would soon hava been eliminated by
the excretory organs of the arimal
—the kidneys, skin, liver, &¢., had
it not been slaughteied.

Animal food is more digestille
than vegetuble focd, and has un.
doubtedly saved a great amount of
digestive force in past.ages, but
with the advances made in the
preparation, (cooking, &3.) of veg-
etable foods, especislly of the cere-
als, this disadvantage in the ase of
a vegeterian diet may soon bas
wholly overcoms. '

As regards the nutritive value of
vegetable, as compared with animal
foods, we think it is now almost
universally conceded by med.cal
suthorities that full nutrition for
muscle, or nerve, or brain, may be
ob-ained from the ceroals, or, if not,
ic cerlainly may be from eggs and
milk, which seem destined to long
hold & place iu the vegetarian diet,

The diet of the not wvery distant

! fature,

indications, will consist of cereals

and fruits, with probably -eggs
milk, The lower forme of vegeta
bles —the, more commouly termed
¢ vegelables *— potatoes, beets and
other roofs, will probably be lees
and less used. Even now, much
less sttention is given to their pro-
duotion than to that of cereals and

fraits.
