His juriediction is a large one, ard includes
& population of some nine hundred thousand,
und between five and six hundred parishes, He
is ex qfficio Prolate of the Order of tho Garter,
among other cffices beld by him. We earnertly
hope that his Lordship wiil soon be able to
re-nume his duties,

FoR some time past the Bishop of M ritzburg
has been endeavoring to find clergy in South
India willing to go to Natal to work in the
Tamil Mission there. Thore are some 20,000
Tamil speaking people in Natal, so that there
is & very large field of missionary work in
South Africa. At the rcquest of the Bishop of
Maritzbarg, the Rev, Canon Booth came over
to India, and having visited Nuzireth in Tin-
novelly and other places, succeeded ia finding
men willing to retarn with him. Two of
them, Mr, ¥, Solomon, of Ramuad, and Mc, V.
Simon, of Nazareth, were recently ordained
deacons by the Bishop of Madras in St
Thomas' Church, Mylapore, and have left
Madras with Canon Booth and a small band of
teachers to work in South Afriea.

8o powerfully of the unbroken continuity of
the Church in these islands, was reopened
lately after restoration. Its history carries us
back to the twelfth century, the first building
of {hat name having been conseorated by
Heraclitus, patriarch of Jerusalem, in 1185
The rebels under Wat Tyler did sad damage to
the priory to which the church was attached,
Uamden says that the tower-steeple of the
second church was of great beauty and an
ornament to the ¢ity. Cardinal Pole restored
the aucient edifice, which has gone through
many strange vicissitudes. At one time it was
used as a Dissenting chapal, and, as such, again
bocame an object on which a mob vented its
fury at the tiime of the Sacheverell riots,
In 1723, the Church Commiassioners pur.
chased the present building, which was erected
by Mitohol, & merchaut, and in 1815 it under-
wont one progess of restoration. Its latest
rcnovalion has, we understand, been carried
out at the oxpenso of the vicar,

Sr. StepEEN's CoLLxas, Annandale, New

York, an institution which has been
chartered omly about thirty. years, has
received the past year, in addition to gifis
of provious years, the _better part of
$100,000 in endowments. Not remarkable in
itse1f, but it becomes so from the fact that most
of this comes from clergymen of The Church.
Clergymen aro sometimes severely oriticised,
but as a rale they do more and give more than
apv other olase of men, socording to their abil-
ity. Romoved from the svenues of trade and
with small liviogs, comparatively, they have
neither the opportunity nor tho derire to ac-
camulate ; but when, provident ally, weslth
comes under their control it is a rare thing to
find it used for other than the Gospel cause.
St. Stephen’s Collego has for ite main objoct
the education of young men for the ministiy,
and we believe sbout onotwentieth of the
actual clergy of the Church aro its graduatos.
This may saccount for tho bestowal of gifts
of the olergy in that direction, and is an evi-
dence of their good judgment. The power of
the Church for good, under the Lord and Holy
Spirit, lies in its clergy, who sare tho t2aching
and must be the governing body.—Los Angeles

DzacongssEs,—A. very important movement
has been made in the establisbment of a train-
ing school for Deaconesses in the city of New
York. The revival of this order of the Apos-
tles' duys has lived down prejadice, and the
time will come whon they will be found as
helpers to the clergy in every diocese and large
parish. Even the denominations have ceased
10 bo afraid of the name and thing—it suffices
that it is Scriptural. Of course, if we are
to have such an order, like the deacons they
must be prepared for the office and the work,
necd to be made familiar with God's
Word and the Book of Common Prayer, with
the care of the sick and of the houschold and
with mission work. Nowhere can be found
greater facilities for instruction in thege and
other branches of learning, such as a Deacon-
oss needs, than in New York, and it could not
be associated With any parish better than with
Grace Charch, Dr. Huntington is warden, and

there is an advisory council of women who are
espoocially qualified for the position, The term
of the school will begin in Ootober and continue
through April, but three months of hospital
gervics, May, Juno, and July, will be required
of all but special students, It should be sdded
that lessops in ecclosiastical music and em-
broidery will be given. The firat session of the
school will begin next fall, and wo douht not
the number appiying for admission will prove
that a long felt .want has- been supplied.—

Clergy and laity seom
more than over slive to their responsibility,
and inspired with confilence in the divine
mission of that branch of the Church Catholio
which has their allegiance, Hopofulness has
taken tho place of discopragement, and courage
has driven cut timidity. It is said that, if men
are o snoceed in their undertakings, thoy must
believe in that for which they work. The
people of Ohio are coming more and more
to believe in tho Church—the Church, of
which it was said by the late Dr, Dawson in
cpe of his memorable missionary addresmos:
“Thoun veperable Mother! Thou Catholic
Church of Christ! Thou Bride of the Lamb!
Thou Keeper and Witness of the Trath!
Wherein is weakened the furce and meaning of
that message which thou didst hear to the
nations of 0ld, which to them was the eavor of
life unto lite, tho power of God for their salva-
tion? Wherein is decayed that virtue within
thee, which once flowed with healing power to
every one who touched the hem of thy gar-
ment? Wheore is thy face of flame, thine arm
of might? Oh, arige and shino’ Stund, thou
wondrous oreation of God, clothed with the
sun, and having the moon under thy feetl
Speak Thon Thy message of peace, Thou ILoly
One!l TEoighten the ignorance, repress tho
folly, reprove the sin of this land, as thoun didst
in the days of our fathers, and in the old
time before them, Give us the benediction of
thy presence in every place; teach us thine
unerring testimony; and guide us in the way
of salvation. These shores were sought for thy
sake; discovered for thee by thy faithful child.
ron who loved thee well, To thee were they
given in covenants of prayor with holy saora-
ments. For theo these wildornesses were
peopled, Of thee it is written: ‘I will give
thee the heathen for thine inheritance, #nd the
nttermost parts of the carth for thy posses-
gion.”

INTELLIGENOR has been roceived from New
Zssland that the Bishop of Wellington has been
elected Primate by a large msjority over the

Bishop of Nelson,
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Tas Rev. Dr, Thomas 8. Childs, of Washing-
ton, D.C., who has lately applied for holy or-
ders in our Church, gives as among his reasons
for leaving the Presbyterians:  There are two

tendencies in the Praebyterian Church, one to-
ward disintegration, and one toward unity.
This tendency toward disintegration is that
which produced the wide differencos of opinion.
I find in the Episcopal Church a doctrinal faith
in substantial barmony with my owp. I find
8 communion of paints, in which I hope to
enlarge the experiences of the past and have &
pledge of the still wider communion of the
future, Ihold as satisfactory the busis of the
Chrigtian union proposed by the House of
Bishops of the American Episcopal Churoh, and
revised by the Liambeth Conference, The first
three terms, the Scripture, the Creeds and the
Saoraments, could hardly oause series digoussion
among Protestants, All accept them, Weare
znable to see why there should bo any more
difficulties with the Historio Episcopate. Calvin
sdmitted it; the best historic scholarship of our
age, the House of Bishops, made their deliver-
ance intelligently and homnestly. They do not
ask us to aocept any partioular theory of the
Episcopate. They ask us to saccept the fact;
and there is the fact, whether we saccept it or
not. We are unablo to see a simpler basis of
union than this.”

THE BIBLE,

The network of the written Word betrays a
visible society bohind it. It is surely impossible
to deny this, We are not going into the
further question as to the various books being
afterwards marvellously wrought into unity, if
80 they were; nor are we asking how far the
Holy Spirit may have gradually brought home
to the consoiousness of the Society the greater
gecurity and practical sufficiency of the written
88 compared with the spoken Word, We are
Iooking struight at the faot of thatfirst moment
In the life of Christianity, and if what we then
geo is & written word embedded in the soil of 8
living sooiety, it can scarcely be supposed that
at some oritical moment later on the two were
soparated and one of them practicslly ex-
tinguished, It is not the relation of the two
{0 one another that we are investigating, but
the reality of their oo existence, and this co-
existence we olaim to find inside the pages
of the Bible, Ae, then, we examined last week
the indireot evidence for this faot, this week we
shall speak of evidenoe which may be oslled
direct, and which, inasmuch as it is intended to
be taken salong with, and not separated from,
our last paper, we shall consider urder & second
heading. Our assertion is that the New Testa.
ment Soriplures exhibit the formation, the
order, axd the continuous life of a society.
And, first, what do we mean by & society?
How do we distinguish a society from & crowd ?
A orowd is an acoidental number of individaals,
esch independent of the rest, and bhaving no
com mon interest to make them one, A society,
on the other hand, means a number of in.
dividuals gathered together in place or thought,
and animated and governed by one idea. Thue
asociety of buman beings implies subordination,
and therefore requires depemdence; its parts
are rolated and proportioned, and therefore it
bas form, Whereas a orowd is a mere shape
less mass with absolute independence for its
very life; it is a number of separatists, of
whom any one may shift hia place as he will
without the whole cessing to be a crowd ; it is
without oonscions life, becanse its members,
if 80 we may call them, abhor intercommunion
among themselves,

2. The New Teatament we say, then, exhibits
the gradual formstion of 8 Divine s:ciety, and
this sooiety wes and was intended to be the

visible vibrating medium of the spoken Word.
Numbers of people sre shy of the word
'medium” in connection with revesaled trath ;
if 60, surely they must quarrel with the Apos-
tles, nay, they must hold an argument with
our Lord Himself, for there, in the very heart
of the New Testament, it is safely lodged. God
did not speak merely from heaven, but upon
earth, and upon earth His Word became
invarnate, ¢ The word beoame flesh and dwelt
smong us, and we beheld His glory . . . .
Here, then, is a visible manifestation in the
flesh ; that is, in faot, what God has to say to
us. Bnt more thau this, if we may say so with
revorence, that incarnation multiplied itself,
the very law of its life heing expressed in
our Lord’s solemn words: * As the Father hath
sent Me, even so send I you ;' and again, ‘ He
that receiveth you receiveth Me,) If these two
sontences do not compose & medium, where
shall we find one? The truth is that, with
many of us, the words have tonched ovr ears
without reaching our minds, We ventare to
offer this remark with all deference, to Lord
@Grimthorpe and his friends. ¢ He that receiv.
eth youn’ XLet them seriously ponder those
words, and they will find themselvs confronted
by & visible society, Let them further dwell
upon the words which follow— receiveth Me’
—and they will know that sooiety to be Divine,
Is it just, then, to declaim against the idea
of this word medium, and to use the light of
the written Word to burn up one of its most
conspicnous pages? Yom oannot manage
rovelation ; your highest wisdom is to submit
to it. The prinoiple of a visible soviety is set
up in the faot of the Inoarnation, and its reslity
is preserved in the first Apostles.

True it is that our Lord Himsoelf said, ¢ Come
anto Mo, all ... .' and thus issued an invita-
tion at once universal and direct; but how
raany heard the words when He uttered them,
and how do we come to hear them now? .His
ipvit«tion necessarily vibrates through a human
medinm ; human, because composed of men;
Divine, because institnied by the Son of God.
Mozley somewhere says that there are men
who simply ignore the whole ephere of * metns.’
They love to spesk of God's word entering
the heart; they forget the truth that God's
Word has in fact entered a * society.,” Liook at
the very words of the subject and say whether
the B:ble iwelf is not the first to protest against
s straived and exolusive use of it. Its expres-
gions are at onoe significant and progressive:
‘Follow me ;' * Disciples’ (ie., learners of the
Lord); ‘He breathed on them, and saith unto
them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost: whosescever
sins ye remit, they are remitted unto them ;
and whosesoever sins ye retain, they are re.
tamned ;’ ¢ Go ye into all the world and preach
the Gospel to every creatursa . . . .’ ‘Fol
lowers, ¢Disciples,’ ¢ Aposties,’ *Teachers,’
whose message is to be received in faith, Is
not thig a living society? What strikes us
with peouliar force, when we come to dwell
upon it, is the complete absence of any com-
mand to write anything, Take what view you
will abont what i8 sometimes oalled racerdotal-
ism—and, of course, it is easy to point to its
abuse—still, we repeat if, the fact, luminnous
and not even admitting of argument, the fact
of that first moment of Christiapity is a visible
society of men, and those men, priests,—if the
power to forgive or retain sin, means the priest-
hood,—a visible sooiety with & message
entrusted to it, and with & command enjoining
not merely the duty of proclaiming, bat the
manner also—* Preach the Gospel.’

After our Lord’s Ascension there was & small,
living and moving society. And now watch its
progress. It moves, and grows larger as it
moves. Others become attached to it, not it to
others. Sometimes Jarge groups of men, some
times solitary individuals, hear the spoken mes-
gage, and are in consequence baptized into it,
We all know the passage in the Aots, but we con-
stantly mies its gignificance, ‘ Then’ (i.c., after

hearing Peter's preachei word) ‘they that
gladly received his word were baptized ; and
the same day there were added unto them
shout ihree thousand sounls. And they oon-
tinued’ (mark the words) ‘steadfastly in the
Apostles’ dootrine and fellowship, and in break-
ing of bread and in prayers’ (Aots, ii. 41, 42),
What does this mean ? Nothing else than this,
gurely, that that first band of Christians was a
society, the individual members of which knew

»|and greeted one another. *All that believed

were together,’ and even shared one another's
goods ; and further, that the multitude did not
deduce their message from the Old Testament,
but received it through their ears, not eyes, into
their hearts from the lips of the Apoatles. The
Old Teslament was the ground common to both
teachers and taught, and the Apostles appealed
to it in support of & messsge they had come to
preach, Afterwards, as time went on, of counrce
questions of observance and doctrine came up,
and then & oonncil was oalled or a letter written
a8 occasion required, It was not ‘Let overy
man do what is right in his onn,’ bat ¢ [t
seemed good to us’ To whom? Read the
fifteenth chapter of Aots,-and you will sce,
‘Then pleased it the Apostles and elders with
the whole Church’ (av, 22.) ¢ We have sent,
therefore, Judas and Silas, who shall also tell
you the same things by mouth,’

And if we pass on to the Epistles, where wo
find the Church beginning to get well under
weigh, there is no cessation of this order, but
an evidence that it is acknowledged and an
anxioty that it shounld be retained. That which
our Lord Himself has cslled * My Charok’ is
now called ¢ the pillar and ground of the faith.’
And what our Lord had said about a man
being regarded as s heathen man if he refused
to hear the Church is repeated by St. Panl
when he says, ‘Avoid those which canse
divisions,’ Or, again, to Timothy, ‘ Hold fast
the form of sound words, which thou hast
heard of me ;' and again, * Let no man despise
thy youth,’ A Bishop, according to St. Paul in
his lettér to Titus, must ‘ hold fast the faithful
word as he bath been taught;’ and as for the
wnraly, he must ‘ rebuke’ them ‘sharply,’ that
they may be sound in the faith, In other words,
as it has of course been often observed before,
the word ¢Churches' (plural) is ouly used io
denote the different places in which may
be found the Church. The message given is
authoritative and it is one, and the medinm for
conveying it is the Visible Church. This
negleoted aspect of the written Word was re-
presented to us by the great Oxford leaders,
and we are only gradually appropriating the
vision,— X, in Church Bells.

DEACONESSES.

The following is & summary of the proceed-
ing in the upper House of Convocation,
Canterbury, on this question, We lately gave
the Bishop of Winchester’s remarks at somo
length, He presented the report of the com-
mittee appointed to consider the subjects of
gisterhoods and desconesses, which was con-
tained in & series of resolutions. It was agreed
{0 discuss these resolations seriatim.

The Bichop of Winchester moved, and the

Bishop of Rochester seconded, the first resolu-
tion, which was carried, It is in the following
terms—
. ¢1, That this House, recognizing the value
of sisterhoods and of deaconesses, and the im-
portance of their work, considers that the
Church ought definitely to extend to them her
oare and guidance.’

In regard to the second and third resolutions,
& proiorged debste took place, which is fully
reported in the Guardian, Eventually they
were paseed ip the fellowing terms-—

2. That thoee who enter the sisterhood
should be permitted, after an adequate term of
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probation, and being not less than thirty years
of sge, to undertake lifelong engsgements to
the work of the community, provided that
such engagements be liable to release by com
petent suthority.’

3, That the form of such engagements
should be a promise made at the time of admis-
gion before the bishop or his commissary, from
whioh, if the bishop think fit, from cause shown,
he might subsequently release the sister.’

On Friday the disoussion was resumcd, and
the following reeolutions were passed—

‘4, That the statutes of the community
ghould be sanctioned by the bishop under his
band, and not be changed without his approval,
gignified in like manner,’

¢5. That no branch house of & sisterhood
ghould be established, or no branch work
undertaken, in any diccese without the written
consent of the bichop of such diccese.’

‘6. That no work external to the ocom
munity should be undertaken by the sisters in
any perish without the writien consent of the
incnmbent of swch parish, or subject, if that be
refused, to an appeal to the bishop of the
diocese.’

Tt e Bishop of Winchester proposed, and the
Bishop of Ely seconded, the seventh resolu-
tion—

‘7, That every niater be free to dispote of
ber property as she tuinks fit, and that no
gisterhood receive property belonging to its
members without the consent of the bishop.’

This resolution was severely oriticised by
reveral of the bishops, and eventually, on the
motion of the Bishop of London, seconded by
the Bishop of Gloucester and Bristol, the fol-
lowing resolntion was adopted, instead of that
proposed by the Bishop of Winchester—

‘That no statute should contain any pro-
visione which would inter.ere with the free-
dom of any individual sister to dispose of her
property as she thinks fit.'

The House next proceeded to ot nsider resolu-
tions z:ls to deaconesses, The following were
cartied \—

‘That deaconesses bhaving, according to the
best authorities, formed an order of ministry in
the early Church, and having proved their
¢fficiency in the Anglican Cburch whenever
the order has been revived, it i desirable to
encourage the formation of deaconess’ icstitn-
tions, and the work of deaconesses in our dio-
ceses and parishes.’

‘That & deaconess should be admiited in
golemn form by the bishop with benediction by
the laying on of hards,’

‘That there should be an adequate term of
preparation and probation,’

‘That a deaconess so admitted may be re-
leased from her obligations by the bishop, if he
think fit, upon cause shown,’'

The Bighop of Winchester moved, and the
Bishop of Gloucester seconded, the following
resolution :—

¢ That, however, there shonld be no promise
of celibacy, at all events for more than & limit-
ed period.’ :

The resolution was strongly objected to and
accordingly was allogether withdrawn,

The following resolutions, after discussion,
were passed—

‘That a license should be givento each
deaconess employed in any psarish by the
bishop of the diocese at the request of the in-
cumbent,’

‘That the dress of dsaconesses shomld be
simple, but distinctive,’

‘That a deaccness should not pass from one
diocese to another without the written permis-
sion of both bishops.’

* That speoial care should bo taken to provide
for every deaconess sufficient time and oppor-
tunily for the strengthening of her own
spiritusl life,

This completed the consideration of the reso-
Intions on deaconesses,—The Churchman, N, Y,

DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON,

Srxop MraTing,
The 21st annnal Session of the Synod of the
Diocese commenced in Trinity Church, St

John, on the morning of the 2nd July, the Lord
Bichop of the Diocase, Motropolitan, presiding,
About fifty of the clergy responded to their
names, and there was a fair representation of
the laity. :

Immediately after the opening exercises C.
W. Weldon, M. P., under suspension of the rules
of order moved a resolution in regard to the
late Hon, B. B, Stevenson, recording the high
esiimation in which ho had been held by the
Synod, its appreciation of its great loss by his
death, and also its testimony to the eminent
gservices he had rendered so heartily in the
councils of the Church. He had been for several
%ears & member of the Synod, a delegate of the

rovincial Synod, and a member of the chief
Standing Committees of the Diocese. The Sec-
relary was instrusted to send a oopy of the
resolution to Mrs, Stevenson,

A speocial committee was appointed to draw
up & resolution in regard to the decease of the
Reov, Canon Xedley, and Rev, G. M. Armstrong
and E. B, Chandler, After the appointment of
Standing Committees the Rev, J. Roy Campbell,
B.D, and R. T, Clinch were named Governors
of King's College, and the report of the Gover-
nor's of that institution was submitled. It
sppeared thersfrom that $2,400 had been raised
in the Diocese by the Rev, W. H. How for the
College. It also referred to the improvements
contemplated in the College course.

The annual report of the Diocesan Board of
Domestic Missions showed an increase in ocon-
tributions over those of several previous years.
The amounts received by the Treasurer for
Domestio Missions were: Algoma $264.86;
Bishop of Algoma’s stipend 815; Homes for
Indian Children in the Northwest $421; con-
tributions unappropriated $375.35; Northwest
Missions 849.59; Diocese of Qa’Appelle §7.50;
msaking a total of $1,138.31—an inorease of
$186 over last year,

For Foreign Missions the amounts were : For
the S.P.G. $404 57; for the S.P.C. to the
Jews §73 88 ; Parochial Missions to the Jews
$101.06; Bishop Blyth $86.87; Japan Mission
(Rev, C. Robingon) 853 87; and the C. M. S,
making & total of $722.17—a slight inorease
over the amounts for last year.

Farther, the Rev. J. M, Davenport had raised
$40 for the East Indian Missions; from 8¢,
John's Church $75; for the Shingwauk Home
$52.67; for the C.M.8 $65 89; for the S.P.C.
Jews, and from Trinity Church $1 50 for support
of Irdian children in Algoms, making in all
$2,244.12 raised in the Diocese for Domestio
and Foreign Missions during the past year,

The Seoretary read a statement of grants
from the Woman's Association for different
churches thronghout the Province, the Freder-
ioton Branch having raised $268.06; St. Paul's
Branch, St. John, 8277, and the Junior Branch
of the same church §130,

In this Diocese the Church Society is inde.
pendent of the Synod, and meets soparately,
and it held its meeting on the afternoon of the
1st inst,, at which report was made 8s to the
receipts for Missions during the yesr, and the
schedule of grants and assessments for the
ooming year was submitted, At the last annunal
meeting the amounts expeoted from the several
parishes or missions mentioned in the schedule
reached the sum of $58 and there had been
actuslly contributed $4,482,58, All the aided
Missions' had contributed the sums required
from them, but the self-supporting parishes and
missions had not fully made up the sums which
they were expected to contribute.

The Committes reported that owing o with-
drawsl of portions of the 8.P.@, grant it would
reguire an additions] sum of $2,400 to maintain
all present work ; but that as no deanery ex-

oept Fredericton had furnished suoh inoreased!

The S.P.C.K. during tho year had contribated
for churches in seversl places £140, and had
given grants of books to the extent of £21 153,

The donation made my Mrs. E. Robinson,
to the D.C.S. was reported as consisting of
2790 aores of land.

At the evening session the roport of the
Committee on grants was taken up and smend-
ed in some particulars and finally adopted.
The total estimate of income expeoted 90—91
boing a8 follows:—Income $32,023 of which
$16,053 is expeoted ss Contributions from
aided Migsions, and $5,989 from tho assessments
on selfsupporting parishes. The .expendi-
tures were expected to amount to the sum of
$32,023.

The following resolution was passed by a
standing vote, and Canon Ketchum's namo was
added to the list of Vice Presidents of the
sooiety. ,

‘That the committee cannot receive the
resignation of the Rev. Canon Ketchum, D,D,,
who has been for more than forty years secro-
tary of the Diocesan Church Society of Now
Brunswick, without expressing their sympathy
and regret at the sorions acoident sustained by
him, which has been the immediate cause of
hia reeignation, and bas also prevented hia
being present at the meeling of the genoral
committee; the committes would also place on
record in their minutes their deep sonse of the
great value of Canon Ketchum’s long and de-
voted services to the cause of the church in
the dioocese, both as secretary of the society and
in every relation which he has borne to the
gociety and the church at large; their regret
at the loss the sooiety is about to sustain, ard
their sincere hope &nd desire that he may
apeedily be restored to health and long spared
to continue work in which, both as a pastor and
a member of the D. C, 8., he hsaz been so
faitbfal and has taken o great a delight.’

¢ Wheress, it iz most desirable that provision
should be taken for missionary visits in loosli-
ties in this diocese in which there iz no special
olergyman, and also that the needs of the dio-
cese be placed before the people in a systematio
way; therefore resolved, that the Board of
Home Missions be aunthorized, with the con.
ourrence of His Lordship the Metropoliton, to
seoure the services of a suitable person for the
office of organizing seoretary and travelling
missionary; and further resolved, that the ex-
eontive committee be authorizsd to withdraw
from the available invested fundaof the society
& sum not exceeding one $1,000 as the Board
of Home Mission shall eleot, such snms to be
placed in the hands of the Board of Home
Missions for defraying the expenses of the mis-
gionary.’

DIOCESE OF QU'APPELLR,

[Report on the Consolidation of the Church con-
tinved ]

The propossl of the Synod of the Diocese of
Tovouto is that :

1. Ecolesiastical Provincas shorld be formed
aoterminous with the civil Province,

2. A Synod skounld be formed for the whole
Dominion, to meet every five yoars,

3. The Provincial Synods should have power
to act in matters penerslly relating to tho tem-
poralities of the Church with the Provinee. All
matters * affecting the atandurds of worship or
discipline of the Church ” snd * the oversight
of apiritnal matters” being reserved for the
Synod of the whole Dominion.

4. Tho Bishop of eachk Province to elect one
of their numbor, who should be ocalled Arch.
bishop, acd the Provincial Archbishopa to olaos
a President of tho Dominion Synod, who shoald
bs Primale.

Theoretically, if thore dre to be thres grades
of Syncds—Diccosan, Provinoial, and Genoral
—it would seem to be right that tho I solesias-
tical Provinces shonld correspond with the civil
divisions of the country ; but, practicslly, yaor
Committee consider that the conditions of the
country are not yob snited 1o such a division,
A glance at the table that we have drawn oat,
giving the comparigon of the Heclesiastical and
Civil Provinces a3 now existing, will show that
the Civil Prcvinoes of Oniario and British
Columbia are the only ones where there wounld
be more than iwo Dioceses to form an Ecclasi-
astieal Provinooa according to the Toronto
acheme. T'Ais seems fatal to the propesal. Yoar
Commiltee, howaver, consider that a modifics-
tion of that acheme might he adopted, and that
it might bs the best arrangement if One Prov-
inoe is not considered practioable.

They, therefore, submit the following rezom-
mendation for the consideration of the Synod,
a8 an alterpative schome:

1, That the Church in British North America
should be formed into four Provinces, viz :

i. Qaebec and Marvitime Provinces including

Diocese of Nawfoundland,
ii, Ontario—coterminous with civil Province,
iii, Rapert's Land, as at presont constituted—
Manitoba and Northwest Territories,

iv, British Columbia,

effoct of this division would bo a3 followa with
regard to number of dioceses, population and
clergy in each Province,

« (1) That in each Eoclesiastical Province a
Provineial Council, or Synod, should be formed

tion, as may be agreed upon, from the

% (3) That the Provincial Synod should have
power to act for the Church in reference to all
maiters of Provincial legisiation affecting the
Church, and skounld be charged generally with
the oversight of all matters, educational or
otherwise, affecting the welfare of the Church
in such Provinces, and that the Synod should
havoe power to enact Cancns for the Church in
that Province in reference to all questions
arising out of the Church Temporalities or Re-
ligious Institutions Acts, duties of Church of-
ficers, &o., &o. _

(4). That there should be & Synod for the
whole Dominion, which should meet regularly
every five years, That such General Synod
ghould have the power of dealing with matters
affecting the standards of worship or discipline
of tho Cburch, ard that such Syned should be
peculiarly ckarged with the oversight of spirit-
nal matlers.

4 (5). That the President of the Dominion
Synod shenld be & Primate and Mstropolitan,
10 bo elected by and from the Provincial Arch-
bishope; but that during the continuunncee in
cflico of any of the then existing Metropolitans,
the senior Metropolitan in order of consecration
shonld be President of the Dominion Syrnod.”

His Lord-
ship also put on the plate & cheque for $300
the gift of the Society for promoting Christian
Knowledgo, which brought ap theday'sreceipts
to 847515,

The Church (the site for which was gener-
ously given by the Northwest Land Co.) has
been orecled at a cost of $2 600, exclasive of
steiving and varpishing the interior, lighting
acd heating apparatus, pulpit, choir stalls, altar
railing and other furniture remsining to be
provided, The Rev, C. Quinney has been in—

ttrumental in obtaining a large portion of the'

funds requisite to build the chirch from Eg
land, who have contributed both monev and
supplios of useful and fancy articles for Bszaar
sales. The young people have added to the
fands, giving the proceeds of amatear enter-
tainments and concerts; while many of the
parishioners aud local residents have subsoribed
liberally to the building fund, towards which
also the Biehop has received $300, granted by
the Sooioty for Promoting Christian Knowledgs,
Eopland, The Commaunion table is covered by
a handsome altar-cloth, bronght oat from Eng-
land and given by a parishioner, Tha Com.
munion plate, a personal gift to Mr. Qinney
from friends in England, has by him boen
presented to the church, To the Ladies’ Aux-
iliary of Winnipeg the church is indebted for
the Communion linen, and to Dr. Wright, of
Osak Iake, for the Commanion plates, The
prayer desk, Iectern and two olergy stalls, made
in light oak, from special designs of the archi-
toet, are gifte of parishioners. The pews, made
of polished ash, likewise tho design of the
architeot, have in several instances been pre-
sented by parishioners, The coat of the chancel
carpet has boeen contributed by soveral members
of the congregation, aided by & subsoription of
$20 from & gencrous friend in Winnipeg,

Although great onthusiasm has been diaplayed
by all in furthering the objectin view, it is only
right to say that special praire iz duze to tho
incumbont for his zeal and untiring efforta to
secure the ercction of the church, upon the
completion of whioh Mr, Quinney is to be
greatly congratulated,

St. Alban’s Church is sitaateon rising ground,
at & short distance to the north of the railway,
from which it is seen, and forms a congpicuous
object from every approach to the charming
little town of Oak Laks. The etyle of architec—
ture adopted is that kmown as gothic of the
carly English period, with low pitchod roofs
and gables, The churoch is placed east and west
apon substantial stone foundation, the plan
being cruciform,

The main building is 25 x 42 fest. The
chancel is 18 x |8 feet, There aro two vestries
north and south, 9 x 10 foet, abutting on the
walls of the chancel. The principal entrauce
is at the porch of the west tower, 8 x 10 feot,
Thie tower rises to & height of 32 feet. Upon
it is erected an oetagonal belfry, composed of
open bays, with enriched pilasters and arches,
and surmounted by ornamentsl conical roof
rising 22 feot above main bridge, and capped
with a finial.

The Synod then procecded fo discuss an
Educationsal Board, when the following Canon
wae adopted: Article 1.—The Education Board
of 1his Diccese shall bo constituted as follows :
This Board, 10 bo called tho Diocesan Education
Bosrad, sball consist of the Biehop, Clorgy, one
meomber appointed by the clergymsn of etch
parish, and not more than two members eleoted
by the Churoch Committce in cach district,

Articlo 2.—Tho duties of the Board eball be
to receive reports; to 1eceive snd disburee
monies placed within its control; to promote
applications to the Government for aid to
gonools ; to procure the services of teachors,
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.and to enquire into and certify their fitness;
and generally to act as & Board of Reference,
advice and supervigion fo all Church Educa-
tional Institutions. This Board shall from time
to time iasue such regnlations respectirg Church
of England Elementary Schools, and school
matters as may serve to csrry out the objeots
of this Canon ; such regulations being binding
suthority when they have been approved by a
majority of any biennial session of the Synod.

This Board is anthorized to invite oolleotions
in ohurches for educational purposes; and also
to appeal in suoh form as may be deomed
desirous for private subscriptions,

The Seoretary then read the report of the

Standing Committee, which was received and
adopted, The revision of the Canons was now
proceeded with,
. Mr, B, W. Pickwood moved that the action
of the Btanding Committee on the 14th of May,
1889, in a%p;)inting Mr. E. Evans to be s mem-
ber of the Corporate body in the place of Mr,
Henry Gausz, resigned ; he now and is hereby
confirmed. On being seconded by Mr, Carter
this motion was agreed to.

The Rev. F, R Murray moved, and Mr, Pick-
wood seconded, that on adjournment the Synod
do meet 8t b p m. to-morrow agreed to,

The President alluded to 81,000, the property
of the Corporate Body having been deposited
in the Name of Missions in the Government
Suvings’ Bank, and suggested that steps should
bo taken to havethis amount withdrawn, where-
vpon the Rev. F. R, Murray, moved that the
Bishop correspond with the Homorable the
Colonial Secretary to secure s speedy settiement
of this matter, which was unanimously sgreed

The President then pronouneed the Benedio-
tion and the Syrod adjourned at 11.16 p.m.

certificates to the pupils of the Sherbrooke(boy’s
and girls’ academies), St. Franois Coliege school,
Coaticooke academy and Cookshire and Dan-
ville Model schools who wore present al ihe
meeting of Convocation referred to in our last,

Bev, Principal Adams ip his annual report of
the echool says:—* It is & matter of thankful-
ness to me to be able to make a favorable re-
Eort of the prosperity of the school. The num-

ers in attendance are at presemt 110, this
limit was reached at the half term of Michael-
mas, and the same number has beer maintained,

But for the sickness of a few hoys, the num-
ber would bave been still greater ; the average
number of the three terms, beginning with
September, 1889, iz 14 more than that of the
three terms before that, The growth of the
sohool has been steady and gradual. The
school was fully organized in six grades in
January, 1889, and a gradual increase in the
standard has been the result, especially in the
body of theschool. There is no danger that
the increase of the school will conflict with this
rising of the standard, for we have with 110
boys, six full masters, berides two professors
who give part of their time to the school.
There are never less than six masters engaged
In teaching, sometimes seven, and one hour in
the day eight. It is very difficult to raise the
standard in classical subjects, though this will
graduslly be done as boys stay longer in the
school ; the difficulty will be perceived when
it is stated that only two boys in the present
English sixth form has been in the sochool
longer than April, 1888, It is also difficult to
enforce the teaching of Greek in the school,
only half the boys learn Greek, and for these
only four grades can be allowed at present..
Another difficulty is presented by the multi-
plicity of enbjeots, all of which clamor for time
and attention, and none of which can be wholly
omitted from the curiculam of a school, here
and now, The formal division of the school
into & classical and modern side would be very
diffionlt without an increase of the staff, Tne
desire of the rector is to raise the standard in
the school, and he is glad to report that the
general standard is gradually rising,

BISHOP STRACHAN SCHOOL, TORONTO.

——

The closing execises tock place on the after-
noon of Wednesday, June 25th, and the even-

ing of Thursday, June 26th. On Wednesday
afternoon the music and reoitations were prin-
oipally given by the pupils of the janior and
lower intermediate olasses, who afterwards
received their prizes from the Rev, Dz, Davies,
representing the Counoil: Miss Grier, the
Lady Principal presiding.

which they received them,

His Lordship afterwards referred with much
feeling to the loss sustained by the school in

the death of Mr. Alexander Marling, who had
been closely connected with it from its first in.
oeption, and by his untiring efforts, and hig
wise advice had done mnch towards establish.
ing it on a firm basis, and bringing the manage.
ment to ita present high state of efficiency, Hs
added that the Counocil kad been fortunate ip
securing as his eucoessor the Bev. Dr. Davies,
& gentleman who had been from the first g
member of their body, and in whose successfa]
management they had every confidence.

The Rev, Dr. Mockridge and Mr, Charles
Moss, Q.C., spoke in high terms of the work
done by the school, Dr, Mockridge who
examined in Seoriptare and Church History
stating that in more than one instance he had
been obliged to give the entire: mamimum, g
fall and correct were the answera given ; whils
a large majority of those examined obtsined
from 80 to 90 per cent.

The standard for the examination of the
senior class is that for University Matriculation,
The number of candidates for these examina-
tions during past years has varied from one
(the first year) to eight. This year four go up
to Trinity and one to Toronto University; the
same success is oonfidently expeocted for them
a8 has attended the girls of the Bishop Strachan
S:hool in former years. Miss Kthel Middleton,
who has just taken the degree of B.A. with
honors, at Trinity University, was a ¢ Charchk
School” girl, and was there prepared for the
first year's examinations,

The schools will re open on WEDNREDAY, the
Taiep of SxpreMBER, The building is in the
meantime undergoing alteration and improve.
ment, not 50 much with the view of increasing
its already large numbers as providing for its
inmates additional ecomfort and seourity. The
additions are largely intended for bath rooms
and fire escapes, and the old arrangements for
beating and ventilation are being replaced by
the best modern syatem.

Tax SrNoD,

The Diocessn Symod for 1890 has come and
gone; it was held at St. James', Vanconver, on
June 25th and 27th, If there were no other
reasons, such gatherings of the clergy and rc.
presentative laity are most valuable as a time

of sooial intercourse, Priests who-are isolated
from their brother priests for the whole year
need a time of mental and social refreshment
like thia, Qur friends in the old country can
have little idea of what some of our clergy
cheerfully put up with in the loss of congenial
society. Omne priest who attended the Synod
had walked 190 miles, and travelled by rail
anothet 200 to do »o, and this he will repest
before getting back to his work! But apar$
from all sccial ideas the Synod shows that
there is a reserve of considerable energy in the
Charch of B, C. capable of dealing with the
Froblems before her: problems calling for so-
ution more urgently every year. Nay! we
go shead so fast in B, O, that we may say
every week calls more loudly to the Charch to
put forth inoreased effert,

The General Synod was opened by a cele-
bration of the Holy Eucharist, It was a state-
ly service which would have done credit to a
London West-end Church. The celebration was
preceded by a solemn procession in which both
the Bishop of Qu’Appelle and our own Bishop
took part. The Bishop of New Westminster
wore a magnificent Cope and his jewelled
Mitre, and was accompanied by his chaplain
bearing the pastoral staff. The Eucharist was
celebrated with nearly all the legal adjunots
aud oeremonials of the Church. The Reotor
of St James', the Rev. H, @, Fiennes-Clinton
was the oelebrant, the Rev. R. Small the
deacon and the Rev, H. Edwardes the sub-
deaoon ; the Bishop of the Diocese pronounced
the absolution and gave the Blessing. The
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whole ceremonial was & striking demonstration
of the continuity of the Church, and a protest
that she is not & new body dating from Henry
. VIII's licentious dsys,

The Bishop of Qu'Appelle preached the ser-
mon, justice to which oannot be done short of
s foll publication, Taking as his text 1 Cor.
XI[I. 6 *There sre diversities of operations,
pat it is the same God which wordeth all in
al1” the preacher laid stress upon the true re-
lstion of the olergy and laity to each other,
and on the important position the laity took in
the Church of Chriet. The Bishop most elo-
quently pleaded that the time had come for the
Charoh in British North Amerioa to declare
ber corporate unity, and he: independence of
the mother Church in the matter of self-
government,

One feature of the Synod was an address
on ¢ Edunoation,” delivered by Mr. Shou, a
member of the Manchester (England) Sohool
Board. 'The address was most valuable as
pointing out the deficienoies a8 well as advan-
tages of our Colonial system. We hope to
refer to this matter again in our next number
sod Mr. Schou has promised to provide a sum-
mary of his addre-s.

QIVING: SYSTEMA+rI0 OFFERINGS
AND LARGE INDIVIDUAL GIFTS.

BY MRS. M. H. SRYMOUR.

The subjeot acsigned me for a paper seems
almost @& sermon in itself; there is first the
{ giving,' which can surely sorve a8 a text, for
who can hear it without being reminded of
God's ¢ giving' to us, and of what we ought to
give back to Him? and then followed the
heads of our theme whereby we may make our
giving practioal, namely: ¢Systematic offer-
ings and large individual gifts,’

I only take issue with my topic in that, to
my thinking, small individusl gifts may be as
scceptable as large ones to the dear Liord Who
gives us a1}, from the priceless *gift of eternal
life through Jesus Christ His Son,’ to the
tiniest rain drop that refreshes the parched
earth, or refleots the sunshine when the storm
is over,

Why is it that as Christians we have con-
tinnally to be urged to give?

People are so tired, they say, of being
begged for money or for helpers; they cannot
go to church without being asked to contribute
10 some object; they dread to see & siranger in
the chancel lest he has come to solicit some-
thing, and as for their own poor clergyman, he
is always being criticised for his begging pro-
olivities {

Dear friends, there is something radically
wrong here, because there is no doubt that, in

gpiritnal a8 in temporal matters, * where there'

isa will there is a way™; even the poorest
people sometimes have what they crave most;
80, 1f we were indeed imbued with devotion to
Christ’s cause, surely of our ¢ much’ or of our
*httle’ each could give, till the aggregate would
be one to astonish us, and ‘begging’ need be
‘0o more.’ '

Bat in these practical days, one demands facts
and figures to make them believe ; so let me
quote from some of my esrvest fellow-workers
in the Woman's Auxiliary with whom I have
iaken counsel, Says one, ‘I believe there are

430,000 communiocants in the whole Church; if
there could be an income from these averaging
only five cents & week thers wonld be more
than a million dollars for missions each year
instead of the few hundred thousand we now
recoive,’ Bays.another. ¢I do feel very sure
that to accomplish any end satisfactorily system
must play an important and prominent part,
and the result, either from the use or the lack
of it, is espeocially apparent when dollars and
cents ave concerned, When we come to the
facts of the case I really think tha deeper one
looks into them the more discouraged one is
prone to feel : for it is shown what & small
minority must be giving systematioally, to say
nothing of conscientiously, and the two should
go toﬁether, though I do not suppose they
could bo said to be joined in every oase, even in
oar smallest parishes ; and yeot the systematio
use of our Woman’s Auxiliary envelopes has
accomplished much,

From one of our smallest and poorest parishes
we had the year they took envelopes five dollars
and seventy-eight cents in money snd s box
valued at fifteen dollars ; this last year, when
they did not take the envelopes, their report is .
*No money given, and no work done,’ yet there
are 27 communicants in that parish.”

-Another writes, * After six years faithful
presentation of the subjeet in & country parish
sixteen dollars came this year as the result of
two-cent monthly contributions.”

The suthor is cognizant of a moderate sixed
parish in Connecticut where, until the pledge
system was adopted, little was regularly given
for the speocial objects of the Woman's Anxili-
ary, where there is now given through the
envelopes over $200 a year; and many more
instances might be given of the wonderfal
sums contributed in some of our large city par-
ishes where this system prevails.

From our workers everywhere come warmest
commendations of this method.

Southern Ohio writes, * As far as my ex-
perience goes I believe systematic and pro-
portionate giving to be the only true way. I
can look for more substantial aid from the
sooieties whose members give one penny weekly
than those who give large sums as the notion
takes them. In organizing our societies I plead
for regular systematic offerings, and evon my
children’s societies have systematic offering
books, many of the little ones being able to
give but & penny & month,”

The wifa of the Missionary Bishop of
Montana writes, “ We give more than three
times 88 much in our branch of the Auxiliary
as we did before adopting the pledge aystem,
and as yet only four places have tried it. If we
could only induce every place to give aystem-
atically, I am sure we should have cause to feel
proud of Montana, One little place where
they thought they did well to give five
or six dollars a year, under the pledgesystem
pent twenty dollars.”

Another little parish which three years ago
gent twenty dollars for missions, ten of which
the rector gave out of his own pooket, under
the pledgesystem gave last year seventy-five
dollars,

Says an cfficer of the New Jersoy branch,
“Few women oan but spar> five cents each
week, and there we have two dollars and sixty
cents in & year; now in a parish with two or
three hundred communicants, what an amount
may be raised with very little exertion. I have
known women who have consecrated a certain
part of their income by promising to themselves
to give into the missionary treasury every
three, five or ten cent piece which ocame
into their possession in any manner; of this I
think we may rest assured, that such conse-
cration will never make us poor, for the Lord
will Himself show us how much we can spare
in this way. I think it is & restful feeling
to believe that coius thus conseorated are not
our own. Interest in missionary matters deep-
ens by systematic offerings. Once let the

women feel that their gifts are d>ing a noble
work, and we shall never want for auy good
oause.

% We plan to oolleot all wa can in this way,
and then the secretary in charge divides the
amonnt awmong the objests whioch have besa
specially brought befors us.”

In Northern New Jorsey “each member
whose name is enrolled inours & tax annaally
of ten cents; this has given us at our annual
meetings quite s sum to vote for different
objeots; we like to have something to give
if any onuse is brought home to our hearts
at thoae meetings, This tax never interferes
with our other givinga. _

“The subject of interesting our women in
the duty as well as the pleasure of giving,
bas been one much thought of. You know, of
oourse, how few, comparatively apeaking, have
large sums at their command ; they are often
obliged to feel that their husbands cau only be
liberal, and in mapy households this ia true.
Bat they can never be satisfied with this mode
of giving if their hearts are truly warmod by
the misgionary spirit."”

The verdict of the Oonnectiout diocesan
officers ia a unit : Systomatio giving is the way
above sll others”; while one of them sdds,
in regard to the practical working out of the
scheme, “I feel confideut, until one or two
women in each parish will shoulder the respon«
gibility and do their very best to have the
work systematioslly osarried on, week afler
week, and roonth after month, it will not be
accomplished ; for no matter how often the
managers visit the parighes, or how much
interest seems awakened by the meetings,
unless faithfully followed up it will not suceed,
If only wo could impress this upon them, what
results might we not have? The training itaelf
would be worth much in all other work "—The
Churchman, N. Y.

In the Epistle to the Romans he says:
¢ Mark them which cause divisions and offenices
contrary to the doofrine which ye have learned,
and avoid them” [Rom. xvi, 17].

in this Epistle to the Galatians he classes
“divisions and heresies,” or parties, amongat
the works of the flesh, associates them with the
most fearful crimes, and declares that those
wko are guilty of them shall not inherit tho
kisgdom of God (eh, v, 19-21). I koow that
it has been argned that the divicions thus con
demned are internal divisions, divisiona in the
Church, and not from it, Bat this ie & very
strange argument, If & orack is dangerous to
& bailding. how much worse is the csse when
the wall rends asunder and parts! If a family
quarrel arises, how much more grievous it
becomes when the contention is so great that
the brethren will no longer consent to dweil
together, and the family bresks up! However,
I am sure you will not try to escape the coxn-
clagion derived from these passages by such ar
evasion.

Bear with me, then, if I try to point ot
why schism is 50 great amn evil; why a pro-
ceeding which—alas ! is s0 common, which is
carried on without grief or misgiving, which is
boldly jostified, a8 if the power to commit it
were purt of the rights of man, or, at any rate,
of an Anglo-Saxon—is for all this & gin. 1
must summon up my courage to say this mach.
In these days it is almost & crime agsinst
gooioty merely to imply such & thing.
Partly from timidity, partly beoause they think
they oan gei & hearing no other way, Church-
mon softly suggest that the Church has such
and such eXoellencies, und dissent perhaps such
and such comparative defects; but to say open-
ly that schism is sin, is a grievons offence;
yet for truth’s sake, aye, and for love's sake, I
must be bold enough to assert this uwnpopular
truth,

I do not mean that you, my friend, are &
greator sinner than I am, or even 80 great,
You bave probably come to your error naterally
and ixnocently, and have s hundred good ex-
cuses for your position, whilst tro maay of my
faults have no palliation. Nevortheless, my
duty bids me to say that sohism of itself is a
BiN. ’

There aro, indeed, some evile in dissent
which I might here mention without violating
tha rule I Iaid down, viz., to avoid speaking of
socidental and remedinblo defects; and with
your leave I will state them before 1 procued
to the roat of the malter, as, fcr exampie, the
following :

to which I alluded beforo.—Those who separate
from the Church loss those secoriiics against
error which are supplied by the Apostolic min
istry and sacraments, The Creed, also, and
Liturgies lose their authority with them, and
go their chief power for good. If a man is free
to disown tho Chureh, he can do what he will;
ke is left to his own weakness and imperfect
knowledge, Whatever is human in its origin
doee not acquire the divine, but, on the con-
trary, the human element gradually obtains the
ascondunoy.  Grace may be given to individa
als, and not to the system, Thus the system
doteriorates ; the pecaliarities of the founders
dovelope themselves, and weeds choke whalever
good seed was at first taken from the gransry
of ibe Church, when the ficld was new sown
with mixed seed, Hence the Calvinists of
Genova have fallen away from the Gospsl faith,
and the English Presbyterians become ioo
often Socinian, Thore was nothing to prevent
thom from doing so,

In England. however, just as dissent lowers
the doetrinal tone of the Church, and makes
many Churchmen haif Dissenters in principls,
go the Church keeps dissent straight to some
oxtent and exalts it, making Dissenters half
Charchmen. Were it not for the presence of
the Church, and her constant preaching of the
faith through the land, Boglish dissent would
probably fall away from the faith, Germs of
heresy, if not more than germs, often appear in
its ranks.

snd a8 a rule, they do not revive,—The Church
bas a vitality in her from above, and after

periods of deadness she i§ quickened into
marvellous life by the indwelling Spirit acting
through principles which she has always re.
tained, acd ap organization which survived her
temporary decay.

Thus the Church of England revived at the
Reformation. She did not begin to exist then,
but recovered herself; revived again after the
evils coonectod with the convulsion of the Re.
formation, and rssumed her Catholic tore and
practice in the seventeenth century, as is
witnessed by her divines, beginning with
Hooker and ending—if [ must take a land.
mark—with Ken; revived not only in her
divines, but in her public service of God; re.
covered again from great deadness by the
evangelical movement, a revival which culmin.
sted in that Catholic Reformation which wo
have withessed in our days, and which seems
liko lifo from the dead; but the Church was
not dead meanwhile, She slambered for a time
and awcke, DBut this is not the case with
sects,

No LiMIT T0 SOBISM,

~Those who form a new ssct make it as por-
fect as they can: but it is perfect only in their

own opinion. Others see defects and form
gubdivisions, Why should they net? They
have as much right to separate as their prodo-
cessors poseessed. So sohisms maltiply. I
would fain not be invidioms, I mention no
pames, You know perfectly well that schisms
are counted not by tens, nor by twentios, nor

‘Three heavonly unities ¢xceed all natural
unities—the unily of three perzons in the God-
head; the unity of God and man in Christ;
and the unity of Christ aud the Church.’

‘The man who is not in unity answers rot to
Him, For He is ore—the Church is unity.
Only unity answers to One,’

It there were no other reason for unity than
the prayer of our dear Lord for His Church,
offered immediately befcre He entered Gethse-
msane, surely this were encugh, and more than
enough, What Christian can consider His
words and have the heart to divide His
Church ? ,

But there is something basides our Lord's
wishes, and its power over our best affections,
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The Divine words intimate to us that the
unity of the Church was intended to be an
EvipeNox To THE WORLD

of Christ’s mission. There oannot bes ques-
tion about this; but do they not alao appear to
lay the foandations of the Church’s unity in
tho Oneness of God ?

Lot us well consider the words. They are
more fit for meditation and prayer than for
apgument.

They are thess:

+ Neither pray I for these alone, butfor them
also which shall believe on me through their
word ; that they all may be one, ss Thoy,
Father, art in me, and I in Thee; that they
also may be one in ns; that the world may ba-
liove that Thou hast sent me’ [John xvii,

20-1].

Does it not seem that the unity of thel[

Church springs from the unity of the God.
head ; and that her oneness in faith, in morals,
in visible charity, are to be & sign to the world
that God is one?

‘Though there be that are called geds,
whether in heaven, or on earth (a3 there be
gods many and lords meny) ; but to us thereis
but our God, the Father, of whom are all things,
and we unto Him; and one Lord Jesus Chriat,
by whom are all things, and wo by Him.’

This appears in the passage already taken
from the S.viour’s prayer. The uvity of the
Church was to bo a proof to the world of her
Lord’s rission, Two Churches might imply
two Rodeemers, :

The doctrine that the Church is the body of
Christ signifies much more than I can express,
and more than I can comprehend. It is plain,
however, that it teaches not only the care of
the Hoad for the body, intimate union with
Him, and subjection to Him, but also its unity
in itself; in fact, that there neither ie nor can
bo more than one body, and that this one body
is orgsnically one, although not organically
only, a8 we shall presently see. Thus we are
told that God gave Christ to be * Head over all
things to the Cherch, which is His body, the
fulness of Him that filleth all in all' (Ephes. i.
23). Tho Church is called His body again in
the same Epistle [iv. 12-16].

In the next chapter Christ is called the
Head of the Church and Saviour of the body,
and wo sre termed * members of His body, of
his flesh and of His bones' [v. 23-30].

Tn the Epistle to the Colossians it is said:
‘He is the Hoad of the body, the Church’

i, 181,

[St.]Paul describes himself a8 suffering for
Christ’s ‘body’s sake, which is the Church’
[ver. 24]. )

Again, the Head and the Body are mentioned

ii. 19].

[ It ia]in these very Epistles that the oneness
of the Body is strongly insisted upon,

So intimate is the union of the Body with the
Head, that when the Church is meant Christ is
mentioned as being 8o truly one with His
Churoh that, to some cxtent, what is true of
the ore is true also of the other, on the ground
of this myste:ious union, ¢ As the body is one,
and hath many members, and all the members
of that one body, being many, are one; 80 also
is Christ’ [ 1 Cor, xii; 12].

If this expression :ignifies Chriat the Head,
then He is epoken of as including the body and
88 ore with it, If it means, however, the
Church, as is more probable, and as was
thought in old times, then what can express
the unity of Christ and His Church more
plainly ¥ What csn show more distinetly the
impossibility of there being more bodies than
one? What oan signify the aw{ul dignity of
the Church more distinctly, snd consequently
the fearful sacrilege of laying violent hands on
he Church, or rending her unity ? In truth,

they who do so, 8in, however unconssiously,
like Ananiss, not sgainst man bat against Gad ;
snd resemblo, although unintentionally, those
who pierced His blessed hands, His foet, and
His side,

is the necessary source of unity in the Church,

For thus the Apostle proceeds, after spoaking
of the body three times in a single verse. and
ending by calling it Christ [1 Cor. xii; 12].

¢ For by one Spirit are we all bantizod into
onebody * * * and have been made al!
to drink into one Spirit’ [ver, 13]

Againi ‘Through Him we both have nocess
by one Spirit unto the Father’ (Eph. ii. 18);
¢ Endeavoring to keep tho unity of the Spirit
in the bond of peace. One body, srd ono Spirit'
iv. 8, 4].

The 01]1nr0h, then, is one, bocause thero is
only one Father; one, beosuse she has only
one Lord and Saviour; one, because there is
only one Spirit.

And we may well beliove that, since the
Church 18 the work of the blossed Trinity, her
unity is & witoess to the unity in Trinity.
Remomber that it is the visible Church of which
all this is said, not a secret impalpable body.
We made up our minds upon this point before.
The Bible kaows nothing of ac inwvisible Church,
exoept 80 far as relates to that portion of hor
which once was visible, but is now no longer
on earth, and that portion which has not yot
been born, but which, when its timo has como,
will be visible during its dsy of probstion,
oven as we are,

The ancient Creeds all contain an exprosgion
of faith in the Church. ‘I believe,’ they say,
‘in the Holy Catholic Church’'; or fone
Catholic Churoh’; or ‘one Holy Catholic
Church’; or ‘one Holy Catholic and Apostolic
Church'; or ‘one Catholic and Apostolic
Church.

What is there that can be made an article of
faith in an invisible collection of nnknown men ?
What is there to believe of such sn abstraction ?
No. I kelieve, therefore, in one Church, in the
genso in which that Church has delivered the
Crecd to me; in which she has always under
stood her nature and office; in whioh she is as
discernible a8 her Divine Heoud was whon He
dwelt amongat men, According to the univer-
gal belief of that one Church, I profess to ba-
lieve in that one Church, as the body of Christ,
and one because He is one.— Church Critic,

THE SPIRIT OF CHRISTIANITY.

(By TEE ARCHEBI:HOP OF CANTRS BUBY.)

At his Conseoration every Bishop is asked
the question, ¢ Will you show yonrsolf gentls
and be merciful for Christ's sake to poor and
reedy people and to strangers? ” This gentle-
ness to the poor and needy is the very spirit of
Christianity, and the tremendous social pro-
bloms of to day only emphasize the Bishop's
answer, ‘ 1 will so show myself, by God's help.’
The answer is not conventional, but eesential ;
it is meant to be as wide &s Christendom and
the Christian doctrine; it is a promise of love,
It assumes that we can love if we will. Love
of this kind is not spontaneous, but an act of
the will, and a8 we will to love, our oapacities
of loving grow stronger, and the love itself
becomes almost spontsneous. Every ono that
loveth perceiveth God, and becomes His insirn-
ment for letting the world see what He really
is. These spiritusl truths lie in the nature of
things: God is an sll imparting self in whom
the Groeeks saw Beauty ; the Romans, Strength ;
the Jews, Law; and the disciple, Love. God
imparts Himself nnresorvedly to us, and we
must love a8 He did, Bat Christ laid down
His life for us, and we should be ready to Jo so

algo, Yet now ii is not life that we have to

give up as a rule, but some of life's good things,
some of the sweete of this world, So may we
show that we love not in word only, or evenin
tongue, bat in deed and in trath. Christ hag
brought a new life into our minds which must
be a form of forco upon our wills. The contrast
botween Dives and Lazarus becomes now not
only unpleasant to our feslinge, bat an injustice
which must be set right. Christ's death hag
made us in debt, and wo must pay it to the
suffering and distroseed ones. Thoy must have
not only money, but pure breath, fuir light,
space 1o be decent in, healthful food, order and
posce, beautiful sights and scunds, knowledge
and {ho powor to appreciate it, time to consider,
and a religion that oan elovale tbem —some en-
tranco into the bright regions which wo inhabit,
but which are fenced and walled from millions,
Christisnity has taught the breadth of interest
that has beon characteristio of our university
and collego missions, and will no doubt oharac.
terise thoe brotherhoods of the future, Men
must learn more, as they have been learning a
little already, to live in tho midst of those they
would help, that thoy may elovate them slowly
by pationco and an oxamplo of purity., For
sanitation, acoommodation, and oven rocreation
aro not all. Again, wo are to be gentlo to
sirangera. How wonderful might be the resnlt
if here it could be made cloar what is the offeot
of a Christian Charch and Gospel on the na.
tional habits in England,

It is a vory common temptation of controv.
ersialists to take an utterance from some author
and, tearing it from ita context, attribute to it
4 meaning which the original writer nover
contemplated and whioh may oven bo entirely
oppored to his real intention. Thus we have
rccontly seen more than once tho words of
Trer sz ubi Spiritus illic Ecclesia, ™ whore the
Spirit is, there is the Church,” turned to acoount
a8 confirmivg the view that wherever the Spirit
of God works in any senso, there is the Churoh,
in nature, in history, in hercsies and sohisms,
Thus the Charch is mado co extensive with the

world, and the old Christian antithesis of
Church and world, the istter not able to receive
the spirit of trath, because it does not discern
Him or koow Him, (8t. John xiv: 17), is
abolished, and wo are forbidden to spoak any
move, in the broad and liberal light of the nine-
teonth century, of such things as seots and
schisms,

Lot us seo what Irerwis really said. Tho
passage in quostion coecurs in the work against
Horosios, Book 1II1., ohap, 38, (Harvey's edi-
tion), sud reads as follows: Ubi enim Heclesie,
ibi et Spiritus Dei. et ubi Spiritus Dei illic Ee-
clesia et omnis gratia, *whero the Church is,
there also is the Spirit of God; and where the
Spirit of God is, there i8 the Church and all
grace,” This alone would suffice to show how
wide of the mark they are who attempt to give
10 & part of the second clanse taken alone such
& sense as§ we have referred to above. But the
blunder is still more evident when we observe
that in the whole chapter in which these words
occur, the writer is ipeisting that it is the
Church alono whioch has the true Faith, and that
it is the Church which has received the gift of
the Holy Spirit, ** whereef none aro partakers,
who raa not unto the Charch, rather they de.
fraud themseclves of life, by their evil vigws aud
intolorable dciage.” He speaks of the same
person§ as * being alienated from the truth,”
“tossed about a8 with a tempest,” * judging
of the same things according to the time, now
one way, now another, and never having any
gettled view,” Those are words whioh might
scern to be prophetic of the modern spirit
which will not admit that there was any such

thing a8 & “ Faith once for all dolivered,” any
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gettled truth, and ure proud to confess them-
selves among those whom B8t, Paul condemned,
“ gver learning, and never able to come tfo the
knowledge of the truth.” Such then is tho true
witneas of 8t. Irermus who eat at the feet of
Polycarp, the disciple of 8t. John,.—Tke Living
Chureh,

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THE CHINESE AND CHRISTI
ANITY IN HAWAIL

BY THE REV. B, H, GOWEN,

[Continued ]

Two ihings have to bo consid-
ered : .

i. The future inflaence of Chine
on the world,

i, The influence of the outside
world apon China, since both these
currents are induced by the same
conjunction of circumsiances,

[i] On this point few words are
necessary. Lately scientific opin-
ion hss suggestod that a plague of
influenza, sweeping in ifa course
from east to west, h#s bad its origin
in the microbes of the Yellow river'
No less reslly, and with far more
terrible results, the diffusion of the
Chineso throughout the world must
ensure & diffesion of the elements
of their national character.

These islands afford a striking
example. In n rocord lately pre-
pared by the Hawaiian Government
it is shown {hat whoress in 1866
the Chinege population was 1,206
—a peroeniage of 1,94 of the whole
population—in the last year (1889)
it was no less than 19,217—a por
centsge of 2038. Thusin 23 years
tho Chinese have increased so as at
the present time to number over
one fifth of the entire population of
thego islands, DBesides this, it is
worth noticing that while in 1882
the Chincse, out of a population of
14,635, contributed 5,037 to planta-
tion labour, in 1889, with & popu
lation of 19,217, they only had
41700 working on the plantations,
This means that there has been a
very large upward movement, and
ihat plantation labour was only a
stopping-stone to higher employ-
ment,

On the other hand, the native
Hawaiians have deoroased 1o such
an oxtent as to threaten oxtinotion,

Now, one of tho groat trinmphs
of Christisnily in tho present con-
tury has been, unquostionably, the
conversion of the Hawaiiun island-
erg, There are few cpisedes in
missionary history so romantic as

* that in which the Hawaiisne cast
away their idols, abolished their
Kapu, and dofied the fires of Pele.

Few inocidents, too, in the history
of civilieation have beon more re-
markable than the sassimilation of
the Hawaiian. to the oustoms of
wertorn nations, and his adoption
of the laws, government, and insi-
tutions of the civilized warld. With
all this accomplithed, what i tho
outlook ?

While we arc quiotly felicitating
ourselves upon the past triumphs

of Christisnity and civilisation, |.

almost unconsoionsiy we aro waich-
ing their threatencd exlinotion on
the scone of some of their most
conspicuous viotories, for twenty
thousand heathen Chinese do not
remain withcut diffusing their
influence about them.

1 do not wish to lay to their
chargo more than their fair amonnt.
They are often charged at random
with overy. evil from which the
country saffers,  Especially are
they accused ag the debauckers of

However opinm was first intro-
duced, God knows that the white
man knows at presont more than
the Chioaman ag to the methods
whereby the law is evaded and
opinm smuggled in, and peouniarily
he is the greater gainer of the two,
Statistios and dates, too, compel us
to believe that the vice of the white
man and the enfeebled constitution
of tho Hawaiian is, to & large extent,
respongible for the leprosy, while
theChinese are, at least here, hardly
affected by it. Our gohools, too,
show more half-caste illegimate
children of white fatherhood than
of Chinese, and in this city at least
the white man is the last to cust a
stone at the Chinaman for the
encouragement of drunkennoss and
debsuchery.

8till, unquestionably, tho Chinese
have their share in the mischief,
and it is an ominous augury to
mark how subtly aud surely the
great mass of heathenism isleaven-
ing the lund. Even if the ohief
ido! worshipped be Mammon, who
has his devotees among others be-
sides, yot it is & shame to this
Christisn land that once again
heathen temples are rising on the
banks of our streams, hesthen in-
canlations and sacrifices being
performed, opiam dons maltiplying,
gocret eocieties with their unspeak-
ahle tyranpy controlling the bodies
and sounls of men &8 though they
woro parls of a maohine, and all
the accersories of heathenism and
godlessness in detail open 1u the
eyes of the people,

What is here gathered into a
small arena promises to cxist on
muany & larger siago.

Isthe stream ot Christian influ—
ence 1o be hurled back uwpon itself
by this great tidal wave? Avethe
land marks of missionary enterprise
upon which we have prided our-
selves to be effuced by this impetu-
oung flood? .

A HEALTHY HOUSE AND ITS
FURNISHINGS.

The *Independent’ gives this
picture: Tho henlthy house will
stand facing tho sun, on a dry soil,
in a wide, clian, amply sowered,
substantially payed street, over a
high, thoroughly ventilated and
lighted collar (af any). The floorof
the cellar will be cemented, the walls
and ceiling plastered and thickly
whitowashed with lime every year,
that ths house may not aot as a
chimney, to draw up intv its cham

* bers micro organi: ms from the earth,

as abundantas circumstances permit,
and will bo adjusted to securs as
rauch as may ba through currents of
air. The outside walls, if of wood
or brick will be kept thickly painted,
not to shut out penetrating sir, but
for the aake of dryness. All inside
walls will be plastered smooth,
painted and, however, unmsthetic,
varnishad.  Mantels will be of
marble, elate iror, or if of wood.
plain, snd whether natural. pain’ed
or stained, will bs varnished. In
terior wood work, including floors,
1will all show plain surfaces, and be
likewise treated.

Moveable rugs, which can be
shaken daily in the open air;—mot
at doors or out of wizdows, where
dust 8 blewa back iato the rooms
—will covor the floors, ‘While linen
shades, which will scon show the
necessity of washing. will proteot
the windows, All furniture will be
plain, with cane eeats, perhaps, but
without upholstery. Mattr.sses will
be covered with oiled silk ; blankets,
shoets ad spreads, no comforts or
quilts, will constitute the bedding,

Of plumbiog, there shall be as
little a8 is necessary, and all there
is shall bo exposed 8s is the practice
now, The inhabited rooms shall be
heated only with open fires the
cellar and hall by radiated heat, or
better, by & hot nir furnace, which
vhull take ita fresh air from above
thetop of the house, and ot from
the cellar itself on the surface of the
earth, where microorganisras most
ebound. There will be * house
cleaning twice a year.

Put into this house indus'rious,
intelligent, and informed men and
women,—absolutely essential condi-
tions,—and as much will be done as
at present may bs dome to prevent
the dissemination from it of conta-
gious disoase, when an inmate brings
it home from a sceptic house, hos-
pital, sleoping car, schoolroom, or
theatre, or church, &o,— Canada

PHYSICAL FATIGUE FAVORS
INFACTIOUS DISEASE,

The Paris correspondent of tho

A, M. Medical Associa. says: In a
noto by Dr Charr:n and Roger pub
lished in the *Revue Suientifique'
the anthors endesvored to afford
experimontal confirmation of the
generally received viow that phys:cal
fatigue i8 a powerful factor in the
production of infections dizease.
They subjected a number of white
rats to severe exercise (running in a
rotusting cage) for four comsecutive
days, at seven hours each day. Eight
of theee tired out animals wero then
inoculat.d with attenualed an hrax
virms, {our animals in 8 normal
condition of health being inoc-
oculated with the rame virus at the
same time, in order {0 serve as a
standard of comparison, The re-
sult was that seven of the eight
animals belonging to the first series
sucoumbed, while sll the animals
of the second series survived. They
thus explain the ourious tendency
of epidemios to break out among
soldiers during great manouvres
and on campaign, and they urge
that many s soldier is rendered
