It is believed that the work will throw
some useful light upon one of the closing scenes
of the Archbishop's career, viz,, his attempt to
make peace in the matter of Mr, Mackonochie
and St. Alban's, Holborn, There has always
been a ouriosity to know the seoret history
of this arrangement. The book may be looked
for early in Uotober.

Tur English Baptist newspaper is deploring
tho leakage from their body. The membership
does not keep up, pastors are unemployed, the
spiritusl tone i8 falling. Nonconformity is, it
would sppear in England, sfilicted with some
of the very defects cocasionally charged against
the English Church and her clergy. At all
events, " A Working Man,” a regular attendant
at ohapel, unburdens himself thus: “As to
speaking to our pastor privately on our own.

when sketicism can find such a place ton miles
squaro on this globe, where the Gospel of Christ
hag not gone first and cleared the way, and laid
the foundations and made decency and security
possible, it will then bo in order for the skep.
tioal literati to move thither and there ventilate
their viows.

Tae Day or Resr—Our French neighbors
seem 10 bo slowly awakening to the absolute

necessity, from a hygiovio point of view. of
cessation from lsbor on one day in seven. Im-
mense stridea are being made in Paris and
throughout France towsrds the attainment of
this consammation so devoutly to be wished
for. The Ligue pour le Repos de Dimanche, or
Sanday Rest Society, recently memorialized '
M Yves Guyot, Minister of Public Works, ask
ing him to forward the movement among rail-
way companies, - The Consultative Committee
of Railway Directors and Managaors have given
8 favorable reception to the request thus placed:
before them, and_arrangemonts are now being
made by the different companies by which all
their employes in the Goods Duspartments shall
have part of & day, or, if posssible, a whole oao,
for rest every weok., M. Noblemsire, director
of the Lyons Company, anncunces in addition
that, in order to facilitate a day of rest for the
employes of tho merohants and oarriers, who
have to remove goods from tho railwaya depots,
no charge will henceforth be made for the use
of waggons which are not emptied on Sandays
and days of national festival, In this way the
firms who oarry on this basiness will be able to
give their workmen the Sauday holidey. The
sanie movement is spreading in other directions,
M. de Selves, Director-General of the Post Offics,
has decidad that on and after the first of next
month the post offices shall close at six o’clook
on Sunday evenings and on general holidays,
This, however, does not apply to the telegraph
service, It is haidly necessary to say that this
boon—small as it is—hsas created muoh satis-
faction among the post-office employes, All
this is.going on without the intervention of the
Legisiature, The French Sanday-Rest League
prides itself that it has never sought to attain
its ends by asking Parliament to pass a law,
but confines itself solely to wuppeals and ar-
nments addrersed not only {o its own membere,
but to the heads of State departments having
great numbers of employes under their control
and to chiefs of large companies and firms, The
‘ Day of Rest’ is undoubtedly rapidly advancing
in popular favor here, not, perhaps as a church-
going institution, bat a8 & day of cessation
trom toil,”
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JERUSALEM AND THE BAST.

On Sunday, July 20, Bishop Blyth ard his
chaplain, the Rev. Theodore B, Dowling, were
present at a very interesting service in the
Cathedral Church of the Armeniasn Patriarch in
Jerusalem, This church iz dedicated to St
James, to whom there is & chapel of com-
memoration and & tomb. It is of singular
beauty, and is decorated with ancient blue tiles

-which would turn the head of & fancier of such |

ware, - They are very old and very exquisite.
There are some pictures of patriarchs and
kings, and some of saints and martyrs, on the
walls of the church, There iz no image, The

sltar is prominent, not soreecned ; the decora-
tions sre simple and in good taste, though rich
&nd beautiful. There I8 & great deal in the
Armenian Chorch which is common to the
Anglican Church also, and very muoch in their
Liturgy,

Porbaps & few remarks by way of prologo
mena, may be intercsting in illustration of the
intercourse botween the Armenian Church and
the Church of England, The Armenian Church
has been eaid to be tainted with heresy, but this
has been constantly denied by them, and with
probsble truth, It is likely that the misap-
prebension of a single theologioal term led
to this cbarge, which unkindness maintained,
and that it i8 an ovnfounded charge. In the
admirable sand most toushing reply of the
Catholicos of the Armenian Church to the
Pastoral of Pope Leo XI1L in 1889, published
by the S.P.C.K,, it is claimed that the
Armenian Church has existed 1854 yesrs in
independence, which it will ever maintain,

There have been several instances of friendly
dealing between ourselves and this Church,
When calling on the Vicar General of tho Patri-
arch before the arrival of the present Patriarch
st Jernealem, Bishop Blyth spoke of ihe kindly
fealing which had been lately produced in India
by the virit of an Armenian Bishop to Csloutta,

- who bad been present at the services of the

)

¥

Eogliech Church on several ocoasions, and had
given the Benediction at the close of the ser.
vice. He also gave a beautifnl and costly ve
ment at one church where vestments were in
use. One of the Bishops present replied that
they bad earlier records than that of the friend-
liness of the Engliech Church in Caloutta, In
their library there was the printed record of the
visit of an Armenian priest to Culoutta, who
was present at the dedication servide in the
great chuich there (apparently referring to the
dediostion of St. John’s Church, before the
arrival of Bichop Middleton), and tbat he was
placéd amongst the English clergy in the
sanctuary. lt is a long memory of a small
kicdness, There has been much personal friend-
liness between tho Armenians at Jorusalem and
Bishop Blyth, which the arrival of the present
Patrisrch, who is a diligent and enlightened
advocate of education, and who speaks English,
acquired dnring residencoe in America, bas
greatly furthered. At the Bishop's ordination
on Trinity Sunday, 1389 (when representatives
of all the Eastern Churches in Jerusalem were
resent), the Armenian Patriarch, and three of
is Bi:hops and one or iwo priests were pro-
minent, The Bishop made a farewell call be
fore leaving for England last year, anu in the
course of scme convereation about the English
Liturgy the Patriarch said ho knew tho English
Liturgy welil, ard bad a Prayer Book which
was pow becoming dilapidaied. The Bishop
srked leave to replace it with a better, a pro-
posal which v as very kindly received. When
in England the Bishep was mentionirg this to
the Rov. H. R. Bramloy, Fellow of Magdalen,
Oxford, who eaid, *Let mo take that charge.”
And he sent out to the Patriarch a copy of
s very beautiful black letter edition, of which
only fifty copies were printed originally, and
algo, a copy of the wellknown smali

quarto edition of the §.P.C.K. Both were

bound as perbaps only Oxford can bind! The
‘Patriarch and his clergy were greatly pleased
with this present, which the Bishop presonted
to him in Mr, Bramley's behalf. Last week the
Patriarch called on the Bishop, and brought
with him t{wo copies of a quarto edition of the
Armenian Litargy, printed and bound in his
own convent. Oce copy was for Mr. Bramley,
the other for the Bishop. The edilion is one
that would do oredit to an English house; but
the Armenians can show printing, bookbinding,
and a museum and a college that evidence very
great advance over anything that we can show
in Jerusalem, The Patriarch invited the Bishap
to be present at ome of their high services, and
said that on Sunday they observed the Feast of
the Transfiguration with great solemnity ; the
Bishop's old friend, the Vicar.General, would
celebrate, as a Bishop usually did on that oe~
casion, They named 7 a.m. for the time of
the Bishop's visit, bat said that there was an
earlier mervice going on from 5 a.m.

When the Bishop and kis chaplain arrived
they found that careful srrabgements had been
made for them, and the Principal of the Patri-
arch’s Collego in the convent, Mr, Isaae, who
was educated in part at Dorchester and Cowloy,
come forward 1o help the Bishop to understand
the service, of which he had an English transla-
tion. The Patriarch was presching with great
force and distinotness when they were brought
in. After & short interval, during which a
hymn was sung, the procession of clergy camo
in, with the Bishop, who was to celebrate, wear-
ing his mitre; a chaplain ocarried his pastoral
staff, which was of the Bnglish shape, and of
silver jewelled; his mitre was large of the
Latin pattern, of cloth of gold jewelled, The
vestments were much like those worn formerly
in England, and extremely rich and handsome.
There was & large choir of men and boys, all
richly vested who sang the responses and an
occasional hymn or anthem. They stoed (ihe
hoys in front, the men behind, about thirty.five
of each), forming three sides of a square, in the
centre of the church, The Patriarck’s throne
is & double one, with two chairs; the inner of
these is the throne of the Patriarch, but
it is once only occmpied by him at his
installation; the theory being that St. James
who ie claimed to have been beheaded where
the beautiful little chapel of commemoration
stands, retains the throne, which is oooupied
once only by the Patriarch; his chair is on the
right within the eame dais. On the south side
of the church is & corresponding dais, on which
Bishop Blyth snd his chaplain were placed.
The Bishop, who cflioiated, was assisted by twa
priests (who wore the atole crossed) and by
tour deacons (who wore it over the leit
shoulder), and by several other attendants; all
wore vestments very tastefal snd of groat value.
The chalice, tail ard large, was of gold, or sil-
ver gilt; the paten fitted the top of it. The
Armenisns use unleavened bread, and not a
mixed chalice; the Grecks use unleavened
bread, bat made for the purpose with great
care, snd lhey wuse a mixed chalice, The
Liturgy of tho Armonian Church is very ancient,
and i8 gxtre_mely beautiful, and it contains
msny points in harmony with our own. There
are one or Lwo expressjons in the English trans
lation whioh would cateh an Engleh eye; for
instance, when the groat eaints of the Church
are oommemorated, the Blessed Virgin is
mentioned a8 worthy of ‘ worship”; but the
explapation gives ihe semse in which, in 1
Chron. xxix, 20, *“ They worshipped God, and
the King™: the term is an Oriental one. The
wholo service was rendered with extreme
devotion, &nd was truly a magnificent service
of praiso and thanksgiving, most heartily and
earnestly rosponded throughout on the part of
tho ohoir ana people, The altar was on a raized
dais; there were lighted candles on it, and
incopse was used during the service, which was
& festival service of bigh importance, The

altar was approached by steps on either side
‘but not in front, When the congregation wadra
communioated (the choir firat, then the people,)
the Bishop oame to the front holding the
chalice in which were the bread and the wine
together ; he knelt down, enpported by two of
the clergy, and so communicated the people,
who came forward with great reverence of man.
per. There ware several children amongst the
communicants—one little one waa lifted uv by
her mother towards the Bishop. Had thoy
been eonscious that they would jrin again inno
gervice on earth, there could mnot have been a
more thorough earnestness of manner through-
out the entire service, both on the part of those
who ministered and of the congragation, The
humility with which the Patriarch joired in the
gervice was touching, espeoially to those who
know his character.

The service was that exactly of 500 years ago;
and when we consider the many generations of
oppression through which this Church hus
borne the witness of Christ, and the general
purity of their Liturgy, and its magnificent and
devout rendering, it is impossible to say that it
is a desd Church and ita light extingunished. It
may be later than we have been to obey the
summons to trim thbe lamp of faith, and to pre-
pare for the coming of tho Bridegroom ; but
wo may feel thankfal that its lamp is not gone
out, and that it has yet & desiiny to witness in
its independence, and with a renovated purity
amongst tho sisters of the Chareh Catholio
of Christ,— The Church Rview, Liondon,

RELIGIOUS TRAINING,

“ That our Sons may grow up a8 the young
plants; and that our daughters may be as tho
polished cornors of the Temple,”—Psaim cxliv.
12,

These words of tho Psalmist are doubtless
prophetic of the condition of Israel alter the
flash, whon tke Lord shall bring them back to
their own land, and make them the chief of all
pation: on the earth. Bat the Church, the
spiritual Israel, may read these words in the
light of the New Testament, and learn whey
«* the Spirit saith unto the Churches” concern-
ing the young whom Christ has specislly
committed to her care. In writing to the Cor.

inthises (1 Cor. iii. ), St. Paul uses the same
fignres, and says, “Ye are God's husbandry (i ¢,
tillage or cultivated fiold), ye are Gad's build-
ing,” and then he goes on to speak moro par-
ticnlarly about this building, of its foundation,
and of the materials which may be found in if,
and he oloses his argument with the words,
« Know yo not that ye are the Temple of Gnd,
and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in yon?"
Thus the baptizsd are both trees ‘of the Lord's
planting, and also stones in His spiritual
Temple, and our sons are to ** grow up as the
young plants,” and our daughters are to be as
polished corners of this Temple. Both these
figures imply special care and labor; young
trees require dressing and pruning ; marbles and
precious stones must undergo cutting snd rub-
bing to bring out all their brilliancy. In other
words, in the training of our young there must
be discipline and correction, having regard not
merely to their advance in this world, but also
to the fact that they have a spiritnal standing
and relation towards God. All this is oclearly
get forth in the Catechism, but there is reason
to fear it is too little found in practice, and
especially in the upper classes. Oar poorer
brethren have the Sanday school, where, week
by week, the children are tanght that there 1s
a great hereafter, for which this presont time 18
the preparation and the training. Bat the clagses
above them have not this advantage, and unloss
their parents (who, after all, are the proper
persons to do it) take the matter in hand, the
sesd time is allowed to paes by, snd ohildren
are left to grow up as best they can, as far 88
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regards teaching and training in the ways of
Gof(fll';e fignres uecd by the Psalmist set forth
different spiritnal operations, In the one cage
we see life putting forth its powers acoording
to tho laws of its being, in the other we have
the thonght of passive resignation ; treea grow,
stones are cut and polished, Again, the ides
got forth in the latter oage i that of beauty and
stability ; in the former that of activity and
streugth, all of whick hsve their spiritaal anti-
{ypes in the vineyard and in the temple of the
Lord, And though * in Christ Jesus thore is
neither male nor female,” yet we may seoin the
verse before ms a goneral distinction in the
working of the Spirit of God in our sons and
daughters. The Christian woman of the New
Testament sdorns the home, and in quiot sub-
mission to God's rule in all His ordinances, ex-
ercises an influence there, which it is impos.
sible to over estimate, Thus her spiritaal
character i8 moulded by the Spirit of God, and
though the cutting ard the polishing may at
times be hard for the flesh to bear, yeot the
resalt ‘heresfter’ will be manifested in these
‘livirg efones’ occupymmg & prominent and
honorable place in the spiritual Temple. Bat
men are celled to work actively; vigor and
beauty of manhocd may well be compared to
young plants growing up to matarily. What
sirength and bleseing will come to the Church
of Christ, if our sons and daughters of this
generation realise their calling, and allow that
gpiritual life which God has given them to
grow and develope, 8o that while fulfilling the
duties of their several callings in this world,
they ever keep before them that beavenly in-
heritance which God has promised them, and
whorein all the powers and glory of a regener-
ato humanity will be manifested in the agos to
come, to the praise and glory of God.—4. B. C.

“IBELIEVE IN THE HOLY CATHOLIC
CHURCH.

What need for faith in respect of such an
article as this ? asks Dr, Goodwin, Bishop of
Carlisle, in his exhaustive treatise on tho Creed
—suud he apswers :

[1] Balief in the Holy Catholic Church is
not merely tho recogniticn of & faet, bat the
scknowledgment of a prirciple, The Church,
in the idea, i3 & corporate body possessing
gpecial powers conferred by the Holy Ghost,
Those powers may have been misused, may

heve been made sometimes & curse and not a
bleseing, or [to take arother view] may be
partislly in abeyanoe in consequence of misuse;
or, again, certain branchea of the Church may
bave caricatured the truth, by claiming for &
part what belongs to the whole, and so may
have brought suspicion upon genuine corporate
Charch life and action ; but the most unfavor-
able supposition that can be made, need not
evacuate belief in the Holy Calkolic Charch of
Christ, of all spiritual and living meaning.
Bven if the facts of history shounld prove that
the promises of God have to a great extent
falled through human weakness and perversity
—and this would not be & solitary instance of
such failure—still, it would be something, nay,
vory much, to believe in those promises as real,
and {0 pick np the fragments of their fulfilment
“thut nothing be lost ” [St. Jobn vi. 12]; and
lo hope and trust that the failure [if 1ailure
there be] is' only temporary, and wil be fol.
lowed by some glorious fulfilmens, No doubt
the clouds are heavy snd dark upon the fature
Olf ((}ih;istendom; but are there not rifts in the
clouds

[2] This consideration leads to another,
which is of the highest importance. One of
the grandest and most far stretching ntterances
of the Lioid Jesus Christ, was that which He

nade concerning His Church, The words have!

been already quoted, but they must be qnoted
sgain, with the remark that no controversy
concerning the particulars of the piomise can
destroy the foroe of the promise itsolf. * Oa
this rook,” saith Christ, “1 will build My
Cburch, and the gates of hell shall not prevail
agaiost it” [9t Matthow xvi, It] Which
words, if they mean anything, wonld scem to
mean a8 much as thig, that to have no faith in
the Church of Christ is to have no faith in
Christ Himself. It may bo that the interprota
tion of the promise must to a certain exteunt be
determined by the conrse of events, or that the
poseibility of its fulfilment may be limited in
some respeots by bhuman oconditions; but no
interpretation or lawful limitation whatever,
would seem to justify tha supposition, that the
Church which Christ founded can be utterly
destroyed. Should hell prevail, the declaration
of the Lord wonld be frustrated—a horrible
and impossible suppogition for anyone who has
already said, *“I beliovein Jesus Christ.” There-
fore, with regard to the life and continuance of
the Church, which no reasoning or historical
ibnt;cgrence can insure, the disciple of Chriat must
elieve,

[3] There is one more consideration and a
very practical one—which belongs to the de-
partment of faith. No mere historical know.
ledge of what tho Church is, or of what the
Church has done, can be & scffi sient foundation
for the wish and determination to become, or,
having become to continue,a member of the
Church, or a faithfal disciple of the Lord Jesus
Christ, I believe in the Holy Catholio
Church " means, in the mouth of a catechumen,
I believe that I ought by baptism to seek en—
trance into that Church, and to remain & mem-
ber of it to my life's erd. If we regard the
Apostles’ Creed as the baptismal symbol, which
is & right way of regarding it, we sha:I parceive
that this must of recessity be the true interpre-
tation of the artiole under discussion. There
is nothing controversial in it, except 80 far as
there is ever a controversy between Christ and
Satan, between the Church and the world. We
hear, no doubt, in modern days of persons re.
garding themselves as Christians and yet dis-
olaiming adhesion to any partioular body ;
disliking the word Church except as it is syn-
onymous with sect, and utterly eschewing the
notion of such & body as that which is descriked
by the name of Catholic. Bat this view of the
matter argues & misapprehension of the whole
subject ; and what i8 here urged is this, that, it
the intention of the framers of the Apostles’
Creed, one purpose of the article of belief in the
Church was the assertion of the duty of joining
the Universal Body, which Jesus Christ tounded
to bo a witness to Himself and the means of
ealvation to mankind,—Church Review.

Just as
men do not take much thought of the air they
breathe, and upon which depends life, o they
do not hold in their consciousness this supreme
truth, that we are always *‘enclosed in the
Divine presence,” Espeolally is this the oase
when life goes well with us, and the fire on the
hearth burns cheerfully, and the easy chair is

comfortable, and the home life is sweet and
friends are genial, and what we oall our duties
are light and agreeable, and this seems the best
of all poesible worlde, Then mev think they
are sufficient unto themselves, and cast little
thought on the source whence their blessings
come, Arnd on the other hand, when people
are hard bested, when work is a spiritless
troadmill, when home and the sociai environ-
ment is sordid and foll of harsssment, when
slighta and failures are met at every turn, when

troubles thioken aud obstacles staud on every
slde, then life appaars only a game, sad that a
losing one. with the chances mostly against
them, Aud they toil and paot and fight and

The remedy is so
near, 80 commnn, 80 all pervading that men
tako no more pains to appropriate it than they
do the sunlight. God roigns, nevertheleas He
is in us, in every thought; sbout usg, in every
aot, loving, watohing, guiding, guarding,
upholding with infinite banevolence and wis-
dom, Suppose t1i8 thought besomes the very
life blood of the spiritual constitation,—and it
implies faith, prayer and an experimental
knowledgo of Jesus Chriat as the Saviour of
sinnors, and it domands special and direot
energy oun our psart to grasp snd hold it, bacanse
it is what wo cail common and familiar,—
guppose the thought of God is the warp and
and woof of existenoe, then lifo is a hoaslthy
growth and things take their right position,
It matters not thon whether & man is rich or
poor, preaperous and encompassed with all
material solusomoents or in the dopths of adver-
sity with no ontward compensations, his resl
strength, his true life, ara in the intense con-
sciousness to tho core avd centre of his boing of
the thoeght of God, and not in the moere aocui-
dents of time and the world, Saioh a men is
humble and gratefal in days of joy and bright-
ness, stronp and brave in trouble, in trials, in
hours of zloom, and in the dreary drudgery of
irksomae toil, becanse he has the life that ¢ is nid

THE QUALIFICATIONS OF SUNDAY
SCHOOL TEACHERS,

(8. 8. 1. Tract No. 3.)
[ Continued ]

II. Tae PowxR OF voNTaoL., Tais will regu-
late the exercise of godliness, and make you
endeavor to use your graces for the well-being
of your olass.

It includes,

1, Authrity to command obedience.—A class
can never go on right without this, A teacher's
authority must be established, rocognized and
submitted to. This does not lie in loudness of
voice, nor fierceness of look, nor importance of
manner, nor strength of arm, but is more & gift
by which mind tells upon, and ccntrols mind,
by which the teacher’s authority is felt, and his
superiority and right to command, acknow-
ledged. oo

This authority is not to be exXercised in the
way of mere arbitary power, but as a solemn
responsibility for the benefit of the whole olass,
and tho teacher is no more at liberty to relax
his authority, nor to step from his plage, than
to teaeh false dootrine ; for to yield what rightly
belongs to his position, is to set an example of
what is not true, ‘

2, Power to secure order.—Many oan ra'te
themselves obeyed, who oannot manage, and
secure order in, & class, bat this is not less ne-
cessary.  For without order and arrangement
in the most minute detail, there is not thorongh
attention, and consequently the most is mot
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made of the teacher’s time and labor, nor of the
Jesron tsught. It is not at all unusual to see
perfeot obedience individually to a teacher’s
authority when he speaks, while at the same
time there is no order in the olass; but we
should sim at having every child in the right
place, and diligently at the right work, in the
right way,

3 Firmness to maintain authority and order.—
Putting things into shape, is not ithe same as
keeping them 80, Many can do the first, who
oan’t do the socond, This requires sameness of
deportmont, and steadiness uf purpose; ever
remembering partionlar as well a8 goneral cor—
trol, giving attention to every thing, ihe most
minuto. but yot not trifling or wasting time on
any, There must be no relsxation of order
and digcipline, Children ars apt to take ad.
vaniage, and if allowed an inch will -quickly
iako ap ell. Many teachers have no convepiion
how goon & slight deviation from strict order
brings confusion into the whole olass,

4. Observation to direct the least want of order.
—Some teachers aro very slow to observe the
first departure from what is right, and disorder
provails o a great oxtent before they perceive
it at all. This does not always arise from their
not having an accurate knowledge of where
everyihing ought to be, and_what every child
ought to do, for if asked, they will tell, but
from their not having a sharp eye to detail.
Quickness of observation is a very material
thing, snd a good tercher must acoustom him-
self to instruot and observe conduct, at the
same timo,

5. Tact 1o restore order —Some oan do it
without much difficalty, to some it is the
greatest trouble.  Some can do it with the eye,
Some cannot do it even with the voice, but are
obliged 1o stop the whole class, Quickness,
thersfore, should be studied to do it with the
least loss of time; and quickness to do it with
the least interruption to others; for one dis-
orderly olass often distarbs a whole school.

I11. PersoNAL BeEAVIOOR,—This will far-
nigh an cxample to the children, and it is im-
possible to say how much this tells. If it be
true that ¢ the school is what the schoolmaster
i8," much more is it true that the class #s what
ihe teacher is, The smallness of the sphere,
the minute’ ¢ss of the way in which the child-
ren scrotinize 1he teacher, how his every look
and movement produce their corresponding im-
pression on the children, how his tone of voice,
colleatedness of manner, interest in his work,
aye, the vory way in which he opens his Bible :
—how all these things tell, the last day alone
will declare,

It includes,

1. Reverential manner in holy things —The
instrnment used, the Word of God, {s solemn,
ard demsands godly fear. There should be
soberness in all things, but cspecially ip mat.
ters direcily bearing on eternity. God and
Christ snd the Holy Ghoest, death and judgment,
heavon and hell, are not to bospoken of lightly
or carclessly, but with a msnnor that impresses
the children with the feeling that they are
solomn snd awful relities, And you should
never forget a spirit of love in spesking, of
these things., TLe genius of the Gospcl is love,
and the spirit of the teacher should coincide
with the spirit of the thing tavght. You are
teaching the Gospel |

2. Justice.—No child should ever feel that the
teacher has a favorite, and, least of all, that
iteelf is an objeot of dislike, Mischief must
follow. The child is aggrieved, his mind
warped, he has & sense of injustice.  Hence,
thero ought 10 be a strict imparlisl investiga~
tion of 1he little grievances which avire some-
{imes in & class, and justice should be done, as
far as osn be, to sall,  The ohildren not par
tioularly concerned, should see that it is done,
and, if possible, the culprits should be made to
feel go 100, aTd ro child ovght ever for & mo-
mont to feel that it is nc use to app-al to the

teacker for rodress, or that there is ‘any donbt

of receiving justice, should he do so.

Under this head of jastice is included, con
seientiousness in giving attention to each child
in the olass, quick or dull. It is so much
pleasavter to deal with the intelligent and dili
gent, than with the idle er stupid, that the
teacher peeds great self-kmowledge, self
government, and circumspection in this matter,
Likes and dislikes eo quickly spring vp. Im
partiality is so difficult to practize and main
1ain, .

3. Decision of manner and voice —Don’t let
the children stand for one instant in doub!
whether you mesn what you eay or not; but
whether it is in teaching & doctrine, or isening
sn order in the class, let them feel, it 7s, and
must be s51 *If the trumpet give an undcertair
sound, who shall prepare himself to the battle’
(1 Cur. xiv. 8). "Children soox find ont, as the
gayiog is, ‘the length of & teacher'’s foot,’ and
quickly learn whether ycu are in earnest or
not,

4, Diligence.—Let your olass see that you, at
any rate, arecome to work, and mean it, and
that they muet work too. A lapguid, listless
manner, will soon render & class as saloepy as
the teacher,

5. Punctuality.—If the class is to be punctusl,
the teacher must be, This is a habit of the
utmost consequence, not only at school, but
through life, and too great an effort can scarcely
be made to enforce and secure it. However
good a teacher may be in other respects he
mars all by want ot punctuality. Children
don’t know what to expect; they are some
times too soon, sometimes too late; they are
disheartened and discouraged very often, where
they ought to be encouraged.

6. Accuracy in leaching and hearing lessons —
Not only shonld the full number of lessons set,
be exacted, but they shouvid be eaid accurately
intelligibly, and intelligently. How often does
one hoar a collect, or verse of Soripture, repeat:
ed in the most slovenly way; half the words
omitted, half wrongly pronounced, none of it
really understcod, Now to insist on acouraoy
in these points will be a great tronble to the
teachor; bnt let him remember he does no
good without 1. One line accurately and in-
telligenily repeated, is something positively
done right; a grest mavy, bungled through
inaccurately, only leave the mind confused,
even if not still vacant,

7. Neatness.—This applies not only to per
sonal habits, but also to the care of books and
cards. This ig a real domestioc blessing ; telling
in 80 many ways on the comfort of a family,
{bat it carnot be too carefnlly cultivated,

8 Carefulness in speaking.—Not to speak
merely for the sake of saying something, but
only when you have somothing to say.  Child
ren are often worn cut by unmeaning talk, jast
meroly because the teacher thinks it necessary
{o say something, salthough he has taken no
psins to get ready anything that is in the least
degreo worth hearing. Habits of inattention
creep into a olass in this way, but are frequently,
more justiy chargeable on the teacher, than on
the children How important under this head,
is caution in expressing ary resolution. Many
leachers ihreaten what they don’t intend, yes
what they have not power to do; this is soon
discovired; snd there is no greater bar to the
maintenance of authority, or rather, no greater
opening to the contempt of it. The child in
this wuy often wins a viotory, and all because
the teacher foolishly said what he did not mean,
or had not power to enforce: ¢ ¢, a teuchor
will sometimes say to an idle child, ** You shall
say or repeat this lesson before you go home,”
&v. Now he has no power o mske a chiid
speak, and therefore a sharp, artful, obstinate
child may triumph, Only say what you mean
to do and bave power to do. *Ishall keep
you,” &o ; or, “punish you,” &o.; and not

what jou mean the child to do. He may bo

too much for you. And slways express yogy
resolutions conditionally, 0 as to leavs a door of
repentance to the child and yourself.

9 widelity to what you Rave said —If it by
needful to be cantivus what you sav, itis no lesg
80 to keep what you have said  Never retrag;
or go back from any resolution positively ex.
presged, unless there be & sufficient reason before
God; and, if possible, such a reason as the
child can understand ; that is, if you think it
right to explain; bat this is not always desir.
able: to be made to those in authority withont
knowing why, is. often a very wholesoms les.
gon ; and, on the other hund, to allow a child to
feel that the teacher's couduct is opon to dis.
oussion, may be very irjirions. Never relax
in yonr resolutions to spare yourself trouble or
time. L0k your responsibilty fall in the faco,
and endeavor to work it out as before Gid,
remembering the inoalcalable mischief to the
child, as well as to yoar own soul, throagh your
self indnlgence,

10. Kindness and gentleness of manner.—Mako
the children love you if possible; it is yoar
stropgest hold on them. Cultivate an encourag.
ing, ailuring way with them., No onecan tell
how important this is, to littlo children
especially. Mauy are quite frightened, and
their cheracters seriously injaved, through the
want of if,

11. Cheerfulness and eveanes of tempzr.—Lat
the children find you always the same. A capri-
ciong iemper drives them from you; they can
put no confidence in you, and will therefare
never draw towards you, they will be afraid of
you, Children in health are generally inclined
to be bright and merry themselves, aud they
love cheorfulness in others, and shoald fied it,
But if the teacher is one day cheerful, acd an.
other day gloomy; one day kind, even to
indalgence, ani another day strict, even to
severity ; the children can nover be in a proper
frame: and if the teacher find them one day
wild and unmanageable, and another day frozi
into dulness, he shounld seek the reason for this
variation in his own want of eveness of tempor
and deportment,

12,—Forbearance and meekness and self con-
trol.—A hasty temper seldom does any good
with children ; but this is searcely the light in
which the waut of patience and long suffering
should be considered, it is wrong in itself, apart
from its consequences, Yon must never forget
that the teacher comes to the Sanday-ichool
as & professional Christian, and is to be regarded
and looked up to by the children as suoh; aud
whatever advanced Christians may fesl, child-
ren can make but little allowavoe for infirmities;
and to find that the teacher indalges, what they
themselves are corrected for, will be a sai
stambling-block to them. Begsides, the teacher
ought to feel that his example is as valaable, if
not more 8o, than his precept. * Ho thatis
slow to anger, is better than the mighty: and
he that ruleth his spirit, than he that taketh a
oity,” (Prov, xvi 32.)

sobool room sand dormitories 1o accomodate
from ihirty-five to forty girls, The general
school room will be 43 feet long by 21 broad,
and there are other olais rooms, The trans.
formation is boing rapidly made, The finaucial
sfiuirs sre under the control of a corporation,
and $26,000 are required to put the Institution
on & firm finaroial basia.  Without any speoial
cffort, no less than $17 000 of the amount has
been subscribed within seven weeks, The cor.
poration propose to erect s substantial bailding
cspsble of accomodativg 100 girla with the
teaching staff. This building will be placed on
an elevation commanding & view of rare beauty,
and abounding in historic mementoes of Aca.
diun life 140 years ago. But nothing will be
done in the building line until an Act of In-
corporatin has been seoured, with a capital of
$50 000. The present arrangements ure ex
pedited in an endeavor to meet what is really a
most pressing demand, namely opportunities
for educating Church girls in & Churoh Instite-
tion, We understand that if the school house
were ready by the 10th Oot., and a thoronghly
competent Ludy Prinoipal secured, the school
would open foll, 80 pumerous are the inquiries
medo, But tho suthorities are wise in basten.
ing slowly. The Bishop of Nova Scotia has
beon intrusted with the scleotion of a Lady
Principal, who is to appoint her own assistants.
The responsibility thos imposed and accepted
is great, and we sre sure that the selection will
bo carefully made and well.

THE PROVINCIAL SYNOD.

Trurspay, Aug. 14th, 1890,
After eervice in {he Cathedral, the Synod met
sgain for business in the College, and went into
Committee of the Whole, to consider propozed

smendments to the Conatitution.

At 11 o’clock the committee reported pro-
gress, the timo having come for tho disoussion
of the messsage of the House of Bishops on the
subject of the Union of the various branches of
the Church of Bagland in Canada,

Dauring the disoussion Dr. Hodgins, of Tor-
onto, arrived, and was invited to & seat on the
floor of the House,

Mr. Wrigley moved, seconded by Rev. J. F.
Pritohard, that the House concmr in the mes-
gago.

fi?ev. Mr. Dawson, of the Diocese of Qa’Ap-
pelle, eaid all were agreed about tho absolute
neaesgity of Union ; the only difference of
opinion was as to how the future government
of the Church would be carried on when the
union was consummated, The preponderatiog
number of tho elergy snd laity of the Synod,
baving been associated with the Dioces of Ru-
port’s Land and the work that had gono on
from this great centroe, naturally looked upon
matters in the rame light as the Motropolitan
and his advisers; but ho asked the Synod to
take a broader view, Those who wore farther
off naturslly looked upon things in a different
light. In the political government there wore
tho looal legislatures and ahove them the Do-
mirion Housa; hefavored a pimilar system for
the Church. He discussed the result of a treble
system of representatives, diocesan, provincial
and general. Tirst, ho epoke of the d'fficulty
of the fixing of the work and the artificial
bourdaries that wonld be established. Secondly,
there would be extra expemnse. There weore
many to whom the expense of the Provincial
Syrod was very considerable; he pointed to
the poor atterdance from some of the more
distant dicooses, If there were threo bodies,
the expenses of the delegates would be increas-
ed. Thirdly, ss to the statoment he had heard
publicly made that the C. M. S, would withdraw
its support if tho provinces were aboliched, he
was against allowing the C.M.S. to control the
aotion of the Church here in smch a matter,
Tho alternative scheme was to have two bodies,
the Diocesan Synods, and, it was hoped, a Pro-
vincial Synod for British North America, at
any rate for the Dominion, The Diocesan
Synode, under the former scheme, would meet

every yesr; ihe Provincial Syncd every three
years ; and tho General Syncd every fiveyears.
If the present provivces were abolished, this
would only be, ha supposed, at the desth or
rosignation of the present Metropolitans, He
objeoted to the length of time legislation would

take if there was & General Synod meeting
every five yeara, When legislation had to bhe
confirmead at & recond session, ten years wounld
be required to legislate on the most important
subjsots. It had been said there was uo prece
dent for abolishing & province; bo replied that
there had heen at one time thrae proviness,
Canterbury, Litohfield and York, in Eogland :
aud at one time there had been an Archbishop
ric in Wales. There were very fow to support
bis position, but he bad thought it would be a
pity pot to put before the Synod the view he
represented, In this diocese 8 committee had
been appointed with instructiors, first to favor
diocesan synod with one provincial synod ; but
if that were impracticable to fall back upon the
plan favored by the msjority of the synod,
which was considered a good one though notso
good as the other,

Mr. Thos. Gilroy, Rev, Mr. Baker and Mr.
Ficher argued, that whilst the Churoh should
be confederated, but the looal self-government.
supplied by the provincial synocds, should not
be abolished. It would be unwise to leave to
& general synod for the whole of Canada the
dealing with exclusively Northwest guestions,
Canon O'Meara agreed with thie, but thought
this point in which they scemed to differ from
their eastern brethren was being too stromgly
accuntuated ; it would be better to dwell on the
many points of agreement between the two
provinces, such as the desirability of there being
& union. Saveral other members expressed like
views, and

Rev. Mr. Pontreath stated that the Lord
Birhop of British Columbia had exprossed
strongly bis prefercnce for the continuance of
tho pre-ent divisions. The British Columbia
dioceses would bave ere this been erested into
a province were it not that the Bishop of Cale
donia could not see his way clear just yet to
sgrooing to the change.

The mation conourring in tho message from
the Housze of Bishops was then oarried.

A disocusgion followed as to whether a ocom-
mittee should bo named, or whether the whole
House shoald meet the delegates; tho latter
oourso heing ngreed on.

A messsge from the Upper House announced
that the House of Bishops had appeinted the
Bishops of Moosonee and Saskatchewan and
Calgary to bo the members of the depntation
from this House to the Provincial S8ynod of
Canads,

Messagen from the Upper House reepecting
changes in the constitution wore discussed at
longth and concurred in, and the Houee then
adjourned until 2:30.

AFTESNOON.

The sitt ng having been opened with prayer
by the Secrecary, the followiog message from
1he House of Bishops was taken up : The Honse
of Bishops sgrees to the following resolution :
That all committees formed by this Synod shall
be catled together by the convener within two
months alter the meeting of the Synod, and
that such meetivg shall fix the time for the
gecond meeting if nooessary, and that at least
a fortnight'’s notioe shall be given of all mest-
Inge of ruch committees if possible,

After diecussion the message was concarred
in, on motion of Rev. Mr. Baker, secconded by
Canon O'Meara, with smendments substituting
‘ gix months’ for * two months,’ and adding at
the end of the resolution the words, ‘ oxcept in
the case of committees held during or within a
weck after the session of the Provineial Syrod.’

The Houee of Bishops sent down a resolution
adopting the report ot the committee on Canons
snd naming the Metropolitan and the Bishops
of Qa'Appelle and Suskatchewan and Calgary
88 1he committee of that Honse. The Honse of
Delegutes cononrred, on motion of Rev. Mr.
Pentreath, socended by Rev. Mr, Cowley. An
amendment, moved by Rev. Mr. Baker, propos:
ing to omit the oath of allegiance and tempo-
rary oath for olergymen coming from the

United States was lost,

- T "was resolved that a committes on Canons
be app inted, and that Canons 2, 4 and 5 be
referred to that committes

A message from the Uppar Bouse announced
that their Liordships were prepared to anthorize
for use alternative sentences aund lassons and g
prayer specially appropriate for the burial of g
child. Also that it had received and adopted
the report on Indian missions ; requested the
convener and finaunoial secretary to compile &
statement out of the reports received; named
the Bishons as its commiflee; and asked the
House of Delegates to nominate a committee of
its memhers to act with the Bishops, The
Lower Honse voted aonourrence.

Regolutions expreasing the loss snstained by
the removal by death of the Ven. Archdeacon
Cowley, Hon, John Norguay and C. J. Brydges,
B:q, having been adopted by silent standing
vote, the house resumed consideration of tho
proposed amendments to the Constitation; the
resalt of the action of both houses being tho
adoption of the following amendments of the
Constitution, That VI, ‘“Appointments of
Bishops,” read as followa :

VI. Ip case of the vacancy of a Seo of this
Beclesiastical Province such & vaocanoy shall ba
filled as follows :

a Hlection by Synod: When the Socretary of
any Diocozan Synod has cortified to the Metro-
politan, or to the Sserotary of the Provincisl
Synod that there are at the time of the vacancy
at least twelve Clergymen iu the Diocese in
Prieat’s Orders, who are supporfed either by
endowment or by their congregations, the Bish-
op shall be eleoted by the Synod of that D-ocese,
subjact to tho eleotion being confirmed by the
Metropolitan and two other Bighops of the Pro-
vince, The Chairmap or Secretary of the said
Synod shall trausmit a certificate of such
election to the Metropolitan or tho Secretary of
the Provincial Synod. Notice of such elestion
shall then be sent by the Metiropolitan or the
Secretary of the Provincial Synod to the Bish.
ops of the Province, Any Bishop objecting to
guch election shall send his objection in writing
to the Metropolitan. Such objections ahail be
on some one or more of the following grounds:

a, That the porson elooted is not fally thirty
years of age.

b, That be is not a priest in Holy Orders of
the Church of Epgland or of some branoh of the
Church in full communion therewith.

¢, That he has either directly or indirectly
secured or attempted to sacuve the offise by any
improper means,

d, That ho is guilty of any other crime or
immorality. ‘

¢, That he teachos or holds or has, within
five years previous to the date of his electiox,
taught or held anything contrary to the doctrixe
and discipline of tha Church of Eagland.

If within thrce months from the sending oat
of the notices the Metropolitan hae received
notice of objection, ho shall summon the House
of Bishops to meet within four months to con
gider these objoctions. Thé Bishop shall send
by post a true copy of such objsctions to tho
porson so elocted at least twenty-oue days
previous to the mecting of the House of Bish-
ops, and shall notify him of the time and place
of meeting. Tho decisiocn of the House of
Bishops ehall be final,

b, Appointment by missionary society.—Ia
the case dioceses not having twelve such olergy,
and whose Bishops are wholly or mainly sup-
ported by any Missionary Society, and in which
& mejority of the elergy are missionaries of that
Society, wholly or mainly supported by it, the
selection of such Bishop shsll rest with that
Sociely, after consultation with the Metro-
politan and at least two other Bishops of tho
province. The appointment must be confirmed
by the Metropolitan and two Bishops of the
province,

¢, Appointment by the Archbishop of Canter-
bury.~In all other cases the selection of the
Bishop shall rest with the Archbiehop of Can-
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terbury, whe ghall previouely comsult with the
Metrepolitan and two at least of the Bishops of
the Provinoe.

The Bishop of Rupert's Liaud is Matropolitan,
and the Diocese of Rapert's Land is the Metro

olitan See; and on the vacancy of the See it
ghall be filled as follows: Two names shall be
chosen by the Synod of the Diocese of Rupert's
Land, of whom the House of Bishops shall
gelect ove who shall be Bishop of Rupert’s Lund
and Metropolitan,but subjsot to sub section (3)
of section VI.

Purther, that1X,, * Consecration of Bishops,”
rend as follows :—

1X. After due election and confirmation of
the Bishop E'ect, or nomination of the Bishop
Designate, and confirmation in the oase of
nomination by a missionary society, tho Metro-
politan shall, with all convenisnt speed, proosed
to congecrate him, For this purpose he may, if
necegsary, call in as one of the consecrating
prelates, & Bishop from any other ecclosiastical

rovince in 1he Dominion, or from the Protest-
ant Epircopal Church in the United States;
provided that & consecration may take place in
England, should circumstances in the opinion
of the Motropelitan render such a step desirable,
and should his Grace the Archbishop of Cante:-
bury be pleased to make the necessary arrange-
ments.

Bofore congecration the Bishop Eleot, or Bish-
op Designate, shall in private make the follow-
ing declaration and tske tho following oatbs,
and subsoribe to the eame in prescnce of the
Metropolitan or the Archbishop of Centerbary,
as the case may be:

1, The Oatk of Allegience, as in Canon 1.

2, Tho Oath of Due Obedienco to the Motro-
politan:

In the name of God, Amen, I
chosen Bishop of the Church and See of

ﬂg nuafags m{d promise sll dme reverence and
obedience t0 the Mbuvpiican of Ronart's Tiand

srd his successors as Metropolitan, so help me
God through Jesus Christ our Lord.

3. The Decolarastion and Submission to the
Provincial and Dioceean Synods, as in Canon

Before proceeding to consecrate the Metro-
politan ghall cause to be publicly read in the
church where the consecration is bheing hald,
duly attested certificate of the electiun, or nom-
iration of the persons therein named, to the
cfice of Bishop, and shall stute that no valid
canonical impediment to his consecration exists,
Such certificate ghall thereupon be placed on
record, .

During the afterncon tha Rev. Canon Part
ridge, of Nova Scotis, and Dr. Davideon, Q.C.,
of Montreal, arrived from the East, and baving
cntered the room, they were introduced by Rav,
Mr, Pentreath, and cordially invited to seats
on the ficor of the House.

The usual votes of thanks wore passed.

The Synod adjourned until Monday morning.

The Synod met at 10 a.m.; the Prolooutor in
the chair,
Several messages were sent up to the Houso
of Bighops,
A Finance committes was appointed, consis$

ing of Canon Matheson (convener), F. H. Math-
eEV:]aon, H. 8. Crotty, James Taylor snd A. F.
en.

The committee on Missionary work was re-
appointed, substituting 1he name.of J, Wrigley,
E:q., in place of the late C, J, Brydgos.

Tho House of Bishops anncunced its concur-
ronce in feveral messages from the Lower
House; and its adoption of the report of the
Corference on union, asking the concurrence of
the Heuse of Delegates in this action,

Canon O'Meara moved the concurrence of
the House of Delegates in the message regard-
ng the report of the Conference.

Rev, E. 8. W, Pentreath expressed his thank-

fulness for the decision arrived at, while at the
game time he thought the principle of propnr-
tionate representation s most vicious one. Ha
found that under the scheme adopted the eight
Dioceses of Canada would have sixty mombery,
vhile the eight diocesos of the Northwest would
have only twanty members.

Caron O'Meara proposed adding at the end
of the report a suggestion that the voting in the
General Synod be by dioceses,

Mr. Gilroy said this was the only just ground
on whioch the future proceedings of the Synad
conld be carried on, He had voted in the Con-
forence for larger reprosentstion to the smaller
dioceses, but had afterwards supported tho
alher plan on hearing the representations as to
the expense.

Dean Grisdale was not in favor of propor-
tionate representation. Ho bolisved every
diocese should be the cqual and peer of any
othor simply as a dioocse without roference to
population or wealth, He thomght that in the
reference to the ecolesisstical provinces aund to
tho dioceses there wonld be protection afforded,
He quoted, as appropriate to the occasion, the
concinding words of the Paalm for the day,
“ Prosper thou the work of our hands upon us;
ob | prosper thou our handy work.”

The motion was earried by s riaing vote.

A message from tho House of Bishops relating
to constitutional changes proposed in viow of
the projected schemo of Church union was taken
up clanse by clanse and considered at length.
The Houee found difficully in concarring in the
cugeostion of their Lordships, that the words,
‘ His Grace, the Archbishop of Cauterbury be-
ing Primate” bo omitted from a clause con-
taining them, and the words, *“ The primate to
be appointed by the General Synod,” adopted
instead of them.

Also in the propossl that the words ¢ Tho
Church of England” be changed to * the
General Synod  in a paragraph commencing

w1k ¢t Dunwidad that nothing herein contained
shall prevent the Church ot this pruvince from

accepting any alterations in the version of the
Bible, or the formularies of the Church, which
may be adopted by the Church of Eaglaud, or
for racommenning for use in this province any
prayer or form of prayer drawn up by the
House of Bishops for any special objact not
provided for in the Book of Common ¥rayer.”

After some discussion u# conforence was had
with the Upper House, and sfter further dis-
cussion the constitulional changes provided for
by tbe report were then voted on separately by
orders and carried.

The most importsnt provisions, in addition
o those mentioned, are the following :

“ The function of the Genoral Synod shall be
to deal with all matters affecting 1n any way
the general interests and well being of the
Church within its jarisdiotion, provided that no
canons or regolutions of & ocoorcive character,
or involving penalties or disabilities, shall bs
operativo in this ecclesiuatioal provinee until
sccepted by the Provincial Synod; provided
algo that the ereotion, divis'on or re-erection of
dioceses, and the appointment and consecration
of bishops within this province shall be dealt
with by the Provineial Bynod.

“The function of the Provincial Synod shall
shall bo to deal with quostions of ¢ommon in-
terest to the whole provinee,

* The fonctions of the Diocessn Synod chall

be to maxpsge the sffairs of its own diovese.”
It was further provided that if the Metropoli
tan is absent or incapacitated, or the office is
vacant, thea the senior Bishop by consearation
shall convoke and preside over the House of
Bishops; also that at the request of any two
Bishops, the sonior Bishop whose reaidence ia
within telegraphic communication may ba re-
quired 1o call a meeting. At any meeting of
the House of Bishops, whether as 8 court or
otherwise, the senior bishop by coumseoration ig
to take the place of the Metropolitiar in case of
his absence. ‘

Oa motion of Canon O'Meara, seconded by

Mr. H. 8. Crotty, it was rosolved that wheress
the principle of proportionate representation
has been adopted by the general Conforenoce,
and whoreas partly with & view to the redus-
tion of expense this Synod largely promoted
the adoption of this principle although &p-
parently opposed to the interest of wmany
dicceses of our provinco; therefors this Synod
is of opinion that the goneral Synod should
make provision for a vote by dioceses when
duly called for.

The warmest and best thanks of the Houxe
woro tondered by a rising vote to the ladies of
tho oity Ohnrchee for their kindness and
ocourtesy during the session. Thanks were also
given to Cuanon Matheson and Mr, Jamos
Taylor, the seoretaries; and Rov. J. P, Sargent,
the messengor ; to the prolocutor, Doan Gris-
dale, and to the deputy prolocutor, Canon
0O'Mears.

The business being conclnded, the Bishops
entered the room and the Metropolitan, after
making a formal deolaration of the aots of the
Synod pronounced the Benediction.

al OAUSES OF WEAKNESS,

Probably in nine cases out of ten where a
Puarish is struggling for existonoe, the fault is
mainly laid upon the Roctor in obarge,
Clergymen come and go, snd to each is attri-
buted some fuult that has served to retard the
success of the Parigsh.  Each successive Raatar
is expected to infuse new life into & dead or
dying Parish, and to accomplish alone and un-
aided such results as will put the Parish upon
a firm basis. Baot the samo old struggle is
repcated, and oftontimes sosrcely a year passos
ero 8 resignation is sent to the Vestry, 1o"be at
once accepted, bocause, ‘the Parish is not
prospering under our present Reotor, and
porhaps we will now be able to get a man who
will build us up.’ If speoific charges are made
they aro usually against some peouliarity of
oharacter, which is supposed to neutralize all

- the good traits of the man.  But if the unsuo-
cessful and dizcoursged Rector is avked his
view ef the cause of failure, he will probably
attribute it to & lack of general ao operation on
the part of the people. And we would ask if it
does not soem entirely reasonsable to suppose,
that if en honest, capable, earnest map, not-
withstanding & few unimportaat idiosynerasies,

wero generally and heartily seconded in his

'|is addreesed to Clergy and Laity,

Parish work, there would nnt more frequently
be success where failure is now witnessed ?
Oar proposition is, that
THE OHUROH'S WORK

is to be done by the Laity equally with the
Clergy. Let us understand, humanly speaking,
of what the Church cousists. 1t has two com-
ponent parte; it is composed of Clergy and
Laity, of Priests and People. While in one
sense all its members may be spoken of as con-
stitating a royal priesthood, yet for its
priscipal object and work the Church’s com-
ponent parts must consist of Clergy and Laity.
For there cannot be a Church composed of
either part alone. They are as inseparable as
the two great commandments, love to God and
love to man, or as the two prime factors of
salvation, faith and works, Such being the
composition of the Church, we must necessarily
undersiand tho purpose of its existence, These
purposes may be classed under the three general
heads of TracminG, HELPING and WorsBIPING.

TEACHING.

As theso three duties are the work of the
Church as a whole, the obligation and respon.
sibility of doing this work does not and csnnot
rest upon either part of the Church alone. To
teach, to help, to worship, and undoubtedly the
duties of the Clergy, Bat ig it, can it be, more
their duty than the Lisity’s? The Clergy have
irdeed vowed before the Altar to forsake
and eet aside all worldly cares and atudies, and
to give themselves wholly to their racred
duties. But the work is & Church work, because
the Church is the light to lighten the world,
and therefore the divine command, ‘et your
light so shine before men,’ is & command that
True, it is
writ{en, ¢ the Priest's lips should keep know-
ledge, snd they should seek the law at his
mouth; for he is the messenger of the Lord of
Hosts But a8 often as it happens, as it did in
the reign of Ara, king .of lauravly “that the
people are left without the true God through
ignorance, left withont & teaching priesthood,
left without clearly defined exposition of God's
laws, it necessari y follows that God forrakes
those by whom He is forsaken, snd sin, snd
crime, and moral and religions anarchy pre-
vail. If the confessédly growing turpitude of
business, social and politioal life in our times,
is appalling to devout and thoughtful minds,
we do not hesitate to say that it is equally as
appalling to witness the weakness, the timidity,
and the time-serving cautiousness with whioch
tho Church, as & whole, attempts to rebuka it,
or oven stands in shameless silence before it.
Tho Priest’s lips should keep knowledge, in-
deed, and the law should go forth from his
mouth, for he is especially the messenger of the
Lord of hosts, But will any one dare tu say
that the Laily are exempt from keeping the
law ? or from the duty of knowing it and en-
foroing it upon others? Will any one dare to
say that the Laity, Christ’s own brothers, sur-
named with His name, are not in equal measure
rerponsible for the dissemination of a know-
ledgo of Gud's law, and for its enforcement in
business, rocial, apd political life?

THR BREEPONSIBILITY

is not that of the Priest alone, It is on the Churoh,

and he is but & part of the Church, and is to do
but & part of the Churoh's work. A report on
Lay Helpers in the Journal of the Diocese of
Long Island for 1885, says: ¢Here is the root
of the matter, When cur Laity are willing to
acknowledge the respontibility of their own
vows, to fight and serve in the causo, then shali
we have a band of Lay Helpors whose power
for good it were impossible to caloalate. ~ Will
not the Laity veocognize the datics and vows of
the royal priesthood into which they have bsen
oalled ?

It is 8 safo guard in any inquiry cosncctcd
with religions questions—the declaration of St.
Paul, “now we know in pari.” After sll the

vain beasting of natural philosopby, what has

memories and making life not one with brighter
or more hopeful, As far as men have gone as
yet our partial knowledge only makes our
janorance look blacker, as some vast buildings
geen in & way by the faint light of night be-
comes utterly black and awful if you light one
candle in it.  Truly “we know in part.” So,
too, with our knowledge of ourselves, What
arowe? How do we know ? 'What are our

owers? How are they exercised ? If outside
pature is vast and awful as we try to look close,
wo curselves are the greatest puzzle of all to
ourselves 88 we think of ourselves, But through
the darkness of nature comes & brightness of
most true, most real, flashing out with glory,
while all around is dark: that right is good,
that truth is good, that love is good, this is the
witnees of our hearts; the voice that speaks
with an absolute command within ug; a voice
not a8 of opinion which one man might hold
and snother refuse, but as of a Spirit—of the
Spirit which, a8 th e wind, with the samo force,
with the same uiter independence of man's
ways or man’s wishes, * bloweth where it
listoth, and thou hearest the sound thereof and
canst not tell whence it cometh.” So is man,
born of the Spirit.

The Sacrament of the Lord’'s Supper is just &
partof that mighty system of the Spirit, that
uneeon world that thus olaims our whole being.
In that unseen world the Father has placed the
Jon. * He is before all things, and by Him all
things consist’—everything and _everybody

Adam in the world that all men might have a
given, appointed, solemn way of joining them.
gelves to that life giving body of Christ, Who
said Himself, that ¢ except we eat the flash of
the Son of Man and drink His blood, we have
no lifo in us.” It is true that God does many
things for us in Holy Communion which we
don't understand. If we know only in part
about tho commonest thingr of our every-day
lifo—things that we have to do with each mo-
ment that we live, is it likely that we shall
undorstand all the working of the Spiri,
though in some way He epeaks with such &
truo, such & commsanding voice? Mystery
there will ever remain, It is part of our being
to be creatures to whom only a part is oid,
Thoe discipline of our life—nay, the truest glory
of beings made such as we are—consist in this
s:us0 of mystery—this half knowledze—this
knowing only “in part.” We must then wil-
lingly, gladly, even cheerfully accept any
mysiery that may be proposed to us by God,
I'don't know that He has honored any other of
His creatures with such & dignity; not the
Liwer animals—they sre not conscious of
lanorance, bave no sense of & half-hidden truth,
It had been our glory transferred to them if
they could bave framed the word Mystery,
Not, [ think, the apgels; they admire the
ereation—then “all the Sons of God shouted for
10y"; but sinve the mew spiritual creation in
Christ began, the angels are only messengers,
desiring to look into what they bring as a mes-
fage Itis our glory, them, to receive this
Holy Sacrament a3 & mystery, If it were any-
thing else we might be held to doubt whether
1t had come from God at all, but being & mys-
tory it falls exaotly into that general dealing of
God with us which we know otherwise, And
I would desire to insist on this, because our
lemptation is great to rebel against mystery.
We think that it is s lowering of us to ask for
balief in & half-hidden truth, and people on this
Side and on that beg the Church to part with
the dignity of that Holy Mystery and toreduce

“ibat Divine and ocomfortable thing” to a
thing either of the senses or of the understand.
ing, Some say Christ wished—nay, com

manded—don't you hear His own words—
“This is My body, this is My blood" ?—that
men should—hundreds, thousands, millions of
times, in all sorts of places and times of the
world’s history, on to the Last Day, in thou

sands of places at the same time—change bread
and wine into His body and blood, so that that
body should leave the realm of spirit and come
at altars into this world of sense—a miracle to
be repeated as often as priests choose to repeat
it. Thus & mere earthly wonder is substituted
for the Heavenly Mystery, and while the priest
in words says “Lift up your hearts,” by the
teaching of his Charoh he says, Bring Christ
down again that you may have Hira on earth;
instead of you, by faith, reashing out into the
world of spirit, he says bring Christ down and
bind Him for a time upon the altar. Oh God,
gave us from thus dishonoring ourselves and
from thus dishoro:ing Thee! So do men try
to drag dowo the Church’s belief, as bad com-
panions strive to lure away an innocent young
man or yourg womsan from & life of purity and
truth, And there are other bad companlons,
100, who will not allow the dignity of a holy
mystery to the Holy Commuuion, These are
they who say that Christ left this Sserament as
a memorial tc make people remember His
death upon ihe Cross of Calvary 1900 years
8go, As s dying man gives little keeprakes to
thoee around his death-bed, knowing that even
a small thing will stimulate the memory, so
did Christ give the bread and wine, only to re

mind us of what is past, as the sacrifice of the
Jews pointed on to what was to come. You
gec at once the temptation—a temptation as
old as Mother Eve: you can understand all—it
is only your memory, not & spiritual part of
your nature st all, and the bread is only bread,

Rot & heavenly sPiritual thing at all, Oh!
esus, 18 1t this Lh&L tuon vrould ircat Thea—

Thon that didst, when Thon hadst overcome

40 sharpness of death, ‘open the kingdom of

Heaven” ! —art Thou thus to be shut out of Thy
kingdom, svd made take a place mith any one
of Thy marty!s whose memories we cherish ?
Not so can we treat our Lord. We do not
oreate Him afresh, as it were, on the altar, that
afresh He may be offered again and sgain as
long as the world lasts, thus bringing Him
under the dominion of time and space. We do
not push Him out of His kingdom and fee! the
cold winds of nineteen centuries blowing be-
tween His Cross and us. But ss the eleotric
wire bears its messages for us truly, aod we
know nothicg really about it, so does the sacri.
fice of Calvary, once offered, remain as an
eternal thing in the world of spirit—ever
fresh; and so has Christ given us the Holy
Communion, and pledged Himself that as often
a8 we do these things, *“the cup of blessing
which we bless is the Communion of the Blood
of Christ, the bread which we break is the
Communion of the Body of Christ,—The Family
Churchman.

H.C,,
A.C. A Hall 8.7, snd some of the loading
laity of the Church in the U.S.; amongst them
Hon. Seth Low, President of Columbia College,
N.Y., and James L, Houghteling, & q, of Chi<
oago. To the latter is owing much of the
success which has attended the Brotherhood of

St. Andrew.

Tan subjects too to be disoussed are most
praotical, For example wo find the following
topics mentioned : Conflict of Intercsts in a
Young Man’s Life ; The Brotherhood Ides, [a]
Sons of one Father, [b] citizens of one King
dom, [¢] Brothers one of snother; Laymen
in community ; Christian Manhood: [a] in the
Home, [b] in the State, [¢] in The Church;
The socisl orisis of The Church’s opportunity.

CaURcE SeHOOLS PoR GiaLs.—We learn with
much pleasure and thankfulness that the scheme
for opening & distinotively Church School for
girls at Windeor, N.8,, is working well, and
that there is a prospect of the school going
into operation at an early day. The need of
such sn Institution was undenmiable: indeed
Churchmen throaghout the Hoolesiastical Prov-
ince bave been too negligent in regard to mak-
ing due provision for the education of girls in
partionlar. In gevcral of the diocesos included
in that Province excellont Boys schools have
been in existence for yesrs doing admirable
work, and leaving an imprees ineffucoable on
the rising generation of the male sex. Amongst
such institutions may be namod Trinity College
School, Port Hope, Dlocese of Toronto ; Bishop's
College School, Lennoxville, for the Diooeses
of Qaebeo and Montreal ; the Oollegiate Sohool,
Windsor, N.S. The Diooese of Toronto also
rejoices in the possession of atleast two excel-
lent schools for girls, viz.: Bishop Strschan
School and St, Hilda's College, Toronto: of
both which Toronto Churchmen may well bo
proud. In the Diocese of Qaebes, Complon La-
dies’ College has, under the managemont of Misg
Prince, taken & new start, and promises well;
but in that of Montreal, the only school for
girls possessing anything of a Diocesan charac-
ter—Dunham Ladies' College— has for yoars
been anything but & success: and in the gresat
Commercial Metropolis of Monireal no diocesan
sohool is to be found. This was the case also,
we beliove, in tho Diooeses of Nova Scotia and
Frederioton, Surely it is time that this state
of affairs should be remedied ; unless, indeed,
The Church is content to relegate to private
and individual effort, one of the most important

of her duties, Exoellent private schools con-
ducted by Churchwomen have cxisted and do
exist in many places, ¢.g. Miss Machin's School
for Young Ladies at Qaebec City, than which
probably no better exists, and which we fear ia
not appreciated a8 it ought to be; that of
Miss Symmers and Miss Smith, Montreal; but
these have their own peculiar field, and do not’
aim at filling the place which a diocesan instita-
tion shonld oooupy. :
There are slso Boyaschools, not diocesan doing
ood work, ¢.g.. St, John's School, Montreal ;
ishop Stewart School, Frelighshurg, both
under control of ekilled educationists. But the
Church needs larger institutions conducted not
go much for revenue produsing purposes as for
that of giving & good sound education at the
lowest possible cost, 50 as to compete with the
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great institutions of the Roman Qhurch, con-
duoted by Sistors, and whioch yearly are draw-
ing to themeelves kundreds of Protestant girls.
Any effort tending in this direction we hail
with much satisfacticn, and we trust that every
guccess may attesd that now being made in
Nova Sootia.

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TEMPERANCE COLUMN.
RECLAIMING DRUNKARDS.

The question * Whatshall be done
to reclaim drunkards ' is everywhere
being considered with apparently
little prospect of being answered,
especially as regards the trea'ment

of drunkards that come wunder the
Jew and are arrosied for intoxication
in a public place. In England this
subject bhas commanded atfention
during the past twenty years, and
80 long ago as 1872 a select commit

tee reported ‘that there is absolute
inadequacy to check drunkenness,
whother casual or otherwise, in
oxisting lews. render'ng it des’rab’e
that fresh legisiation on the subject
should tale place, and that the laws
should be more simple, uniform and
stringent,’ Aleo, ¢ that sma'l fines
and short impr.eonment have proved
ulterly useless, An article on this
vital subject bas latcly appeared in
the * M'gaion Nows of the Archdea

coory,’ New York in which sugges

tious are made in referenceto beiter
legislation in the mattor. The first
defcct, it is argued, in our present
laws 18 that with mouney freedom
from imprisonment may bs bought
as often as the drankard iy brought
under the law, Thus the wealthy
offender; or any one who can coni-
mand the money, can buy immunity
from imprisonment. If after the
first offence the privilege of psying
a fine wus taken away, and theonly
punisbment was imprisonment, it is
suggesicd that an iniroduction to
good influences might result n such
persons being induced to sign a
pledge.

The remedy soems to be a systom
of commulative senionces

Tor the first offonce the usual fine
or imprisonment.

For the second offence the option
of a fine should be taken away. If
o year of sobriety followed the first
offenco, it should be considersd in-
frequent and treated as a first
offence.

Ifor tho third offence, if repeated
within three months of ihe second,
the ponalty should be imprisonment
for thirty duys,

For the fourth oflenco, if within
three montbs of the third offenco,
the punishment should be 60 days,
and go on at o gradual increase of 30
dnys with every added offerce
within threo months of the preceding
offence until the term ¢f ymprison-
ment becomes Bix months, wlen the
offender should be promounced an
bab.tual drunkard and treatod as
such,

This compalaory absence would
not fail to bave « most beneficial of-
fect upon the delinquent, united as
it would bo with the moral and phby.
sical advan‘nges of pris.n life, not
tho lesst among which are regularity
of sleep and diet, Moreuver, one
of the ineidental advantagos to the
communily, from a moral atd social
standpoint for & time at least, is the
suppression and removal from the
neighborhood of an evil examyplo,—

LIBE R ALITY OF HEATHEN
CONVERTS.

We have just now another strik-
ing instance of the faot that the

gifts of the converts from hesthen-
ism for the work of the Lord put
to shame 1the ocoptriibutions of
Christians in betier circnmstances.
The converts on Aneityum, one of
the New Hebrides Islands, volan.
teered to give the price of this rea-
son’s crop of cocoanuts, for the
purpose of roofing two churches
with corruga ed iron. The coprs,
which is the dried fruit of the cocoa-
nut, is the chief sonrce from which
these islanders obtain their foreign
goods, such as clothing, ironware,
tes, sugar, rice, eto, These Chris-
tians sgreed to use for this purpose
all their copra for six months, so
dispensing with the comforts, not
to say the necessaries of life. In
this way they gave twenty-six tons
of ooprs, valued at $57¢. While
