IT appears that the Churoh Association of
London bave decided to appeal from the judg-
ment of the Archbishop of Canterbury in the
Bishop of Lincoln's case. The hope expreased
in many quarters that the judgment would be
loyally scoepted by all has proved vain,

Lorp HaLirax, the President of the English
Church Union, issued a letter to all the distriot
anions and branches of the Union, in which
he said : ¢ it will be more than ever the duty
of members of the Upion to discourage in the
future no less earnestly than they have dome in
the past any attempt to force unaccustomed
ritual on unwilling clergy or congregations,’

Oxronp is losing Professor Sayce, who pro-
poses to reside in Egypt that he may prosecute
his studies there continnously, He will be
vory much missed, but it is reasonable fo hope
that we shall profit by his voluntary exile,
Professor Sayoce has already lefs London for
Egypt, where he is expected for a time to live
in & dahabieh, which he is to have built for him-
gelf on lines that will provide room for a guod
library,

Ox entering the pulpit on Sunday morning,
November 3uth, the Rev, R. P. Wilcox, rector
of St. Mathew’s, Ardwick, Eng., stated that, in
deterence to the judgment of the Archbishop
of Canterbury’s Court in the Bishopof Linco!n’s
case, the clergy of that Church would dis-
tontinne makipg the sign o! the Cross at the
invocation of the Trinity before the sermon and
at the benediotion. Farther, the Manual Aots
during the Prayer of Conseoration would
honc.forth be performed—as there was no
reason why they should not be—so as to be
visible to the communicants. 1n accordsnce
with this latter annonncement the celebrant at

the Holy Communion (the Rev. A. J. Sacre),
while adbering generally to the Nastward
position, when he came to the words of institu-
tion turned balf round, facing north, and did
the Manual Aots in full view of the congregs
tion.

Birgor BrokwirE.—The Right Rev. Jobn
W. Beckwith, Bishop of Georgia, died at At-
lanta on 21st Nov, last, Bishop Beckwith was
born in Raleizh, N.C., Feb. 9th, 1831, ordained
Deacon in 1854, and priest in 1855 ! Bishop on
April 2nd, 1868,

Trx Woman's Guild, of Trinty Church, New
Orleans, have just placed in the church & re-
markably beautifnl memorial window to the
late Bishop Harris of Michigan, who was
formerly Rector of Trinity The vignette re-
presents Christ blessing the children, That
particular event in the life of the Messiah was
seleoted because Bishop Harris was much de
voged to children, and was deeply interested in
Sunday schools,

Taz Bishop of Oasory, in a letter from Bath
addressed to the Kuk:ny Moderator, gives &
most interesting acoount of the discovery of
the real fPool of Bethsheda’ The Bishop
supplies full details sent to him by & relative,
Mr. Gilman, U.8. Consul at Jerusalem. The
story of the discovery of this famous pool after
80 many long ages is indeed & most remarkable
one, The remains of an anocient church were
found immediately over it, which confirms cer-
tain traditions handed down from the Fathers
and ancient historians,

Tae last aot has just taken place in con-
nection with the noble work which the Rev.
A. R. M, Wilshere has beeh doing for 80 many
years among the lepers of Robben Island, near
the Cape of Good Hope, and their faithful
pastor and friend has lelt the flock which he
has #o long shepherded. He has not gone
willingly from the suffering people, but becanse
bodily infirmities have made it impossible for
him to continne his work among them. Under
these oircumstances he has resigned his office
of chaplain on the island and has retired into
private life, amid the prayers of his people for
the alleviations of the affistions from which he
suffers,

A LALGILY attended gathering of the British
colony at Paris has been held in the throne-
room of the embaesy, with Lord Lytton in the
chair, the ocvasion being the presemiation of
the sum of £600 and & splendid silver service
to the Rev. Howard Gill, who has been trans
ferred from the Embassy church in Rae
d’Aguesseau to the rectory of Tanbridge. The
subscribers to the testimonial sre people of all
religions, who are anxious to pay & tribute of
respect to the popular pastor avd tho founder
of the Viotoria Home for Aged and Destitute
British Subjects whose lives are spent in
France. Speeches were made by Lord Lytton,
snd the proceedings, which were enthusiastio,
olosed with a vote of thanks to his exce.lency.

nguu' Dax in the primitive church was
observed like Sunday avd was precesded by a
solemn vigil. To this vigil is due perhaps
the importance .given now to the keeping of
Christmas Eve, even by those who ignore
the Church’s teaching on this and kindred
subjeots,

At this time it was the custom of our ances-
tors (and one still practiced in many parts of
England) to turn night into day by lighting
immenge tapers made for the occasion and
oalled Christmas ocandles, and the burning of
the Yule log, or the Christmas block, as it was
variously termed. These illuminations, which
have come to be expressions of festivity and
viotory, were doubtless first used as religious
symbols, and were typical of Christ, the Light
of all lights, who came into the world at this
time, Making bright the whole house, and
giving a tone of comfort and good cheer, it is
not to be wondered at that the Christmas
candles and Yule bloocks came fo be regarded
a8 harbingers of good fortune, and to form the
nucleus about which is associated & host of
8 .perstitions:

Che Yule blocks were great logs ount from
large. trees, which required the strength of
geveral brawny hands and arms to roll them
into the wide, open fire-place.

The decking of houses and Churches with
evergreens is of very anocient origin.

Our pagan ancestors were aconstomed to
strew their homes at this season with boughs
and vines, to insure the favor of the syivan
spiriis by affording them a place of resort,
where they could remain, unnipped by frost
and oold winds, until & mild season renewed
the foliage of their own abodes. The Christians
who persevered in the oustom, did it with an
entirely different spirit; they looked upon the
ivy, holly, box and mistleroe &8 80 many
figurative expressions relative to Christ, the
branch of righteousness, :

The playing of the “Waits,’ during the
Yule tide is an institntion still maintained in
Englacd, partioularly in the northern and
midland counties. The practice may be traced
baok to the time of the minstrels, or musioal
watchmen, altached to the households of kings
and nobles, whose duty it was to parade an
assigned distriot, for the purpose ol musically
indioating the hounrs of the uight.

% Waits,” or * Waights,” were included
among tho minstrels in the service of King
Edward 111, These played on the hautboy,
whioh, sccording to Dr. Busby, was also
termed Waight. Ip the following reign their
duties were. very definitely defined In the
“Liber niger domus Regis, thus; “A wayrE
that : nightely from Myohelmas to Shreve
Thorsdave pipeth watche within the oourte
fowre tymes; in the Somere nightes three
times, and makythe BN GAYTE at every cham-
bere, doar and offyce as well for feare of
pyokeres and pillers.”

The popularity of carol-singing appears to
have been so universal in the days of our
English avcestors a8 to have been practiced by
the pessants, the olergy and the throme.
Bishops oaroled at Christmas among the
olergy , snd Henry VI,, in the third yesar of
his reign, kept his Christmas at Greenwich,
where, after the King's first course, the dean,
snd those of the Cbapel Royal, “sang a carol "
On Christmas days, formerly, varols were sung
instesd of psalms, the whole congregation join-
ing, the clerk olosing by wishing all present a
Merry Christmas and a happy New Year.
The Welsh seem to havaindulged in a practice
of carol-singing even to & greator extent than
either England or Ireland (the custom being
urknown in Sootland), for they had Christ-
mes, Winier and Sommer osrols.

The term carol was originally used to desig-
nate a song accompanied by danoing, the per-

formers jormipg & ring and baving joined
hands, singing 86 they went romnd; aud in
this sense it'is frequently.alluded to by the old
secnlar poets, But the msjority of the tradi-
tional songs coming under this designation are
of sacred character, the oldest carol being,
according to the bappy conceit of Bishop
Taylor, that “‘sung by the Heavenly Host when
the birth of the Saviour was announced to the
shepherds on the plaina of Bethlehem.” It is
probable that the practice of thus musioally
celebrating Christmas-tide owes its origin to
the oironmstance here referred to, as the
majority of carols allnde to the “ tidings of
great joy;"” and the amoient term Noel, or
Noweil, applied to them seems to bear out the
fact. There is extant a singular old earol by
Anrelins Prudentins, containing twenty nine
verses, which dates from the early pert of the
fourth century, proving that the custom of
oaroling amongst Christian communities is of
great antiquity.

The Christmas pies sre degoribed as long
and deep in shape and gize, in imitation of the
manger wherein the Infant Jesus was laid.
These pastry receptioals were filled with (to
nuote from an old recipe) “ & most Jearned
mixtare of neats’-tongue, chicken, eggs, sugar,
lemon and orange peel, various kinds of
spices,” eto,, ets, At the same period was also
concooted & sort of soup with plums, which
was considered as not inferior to the pies, and
which was known as plam porridge. This
dish formed the basis for the Christmas plum-
pudding so popular to day,

The Christmastree, though peouliar to
Germany, is now of general oceasion through-
out the whoie oivilized world. Originally the
presents were hung upon the tree, bearing the
names only of the favored ones, who found
much of their amusement in attempts at dis-
covering the donmors, The custom of giving
presents at Christmas was doubtless fonnded
on the pagsn practice of New Year's gifts.
The Christmas-box of old contained the bounty
of well disposed people, who contrilfited some-
thing toward rewsaiding the industrious poor
and supplying them with neccessaries.

In Italy the presents are placed in packages
upon a table and drawn for from the Urn of
Fate. Not much of the Christian spirit in that.

Io Norway, there is the sleigh-ride to Church
and the procession of boys in white mantles
bearing & large colored lantern shaped like a
star.

And who does not love to read of one good
Swedish custom ¥ How on Cbristmas Eve, a
sheaf of corn is tied to & pole outside, for the
poor little starving birds. There they remem.-
ber the birds; here, some forget even the
orphan and the widow on this Blessed Night.—
Church News, :

NEWS FROM THE HOME FIELD.
DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Haxtsporr.—We referred last week to the
opening of the new church here, The follow-
ing additional partiocuiars and brief account of
Church work in Hantsport will be of interest
to our readers: For msny years since work
was begun in this little town, there was no

house wherein the few Churchmen here could
worship in & decent and orderly manner. Yot
rather than not assemble to give unto God the
glory due unto His name, the services of the
Anglican Church have been conducted from
time to time by priests of the Angliean Churoh,
Hantsport is as yet part of the parish of Fal.
mouth and has so far depended upon the priest
in charge of it for its epiritual ministrations,
It ie hoped that theday is not far distant when
this part of the Lord’s vineyard will either be
& distinot parish, or else be united with Wolf-
ville, which is now part of the well worked
parish of Horton, In a fow years this no doubt
will be effected.

As far as the writer can learn & number of
oclergyman have been instrumental, in spite of
great temporal difficulties, in keeping alive
the germ of Charch life in Hantsport. About
the year 1874 or 1875 the Rev. Angustus Hilts,
the late Rector oi the parish of Derby, N.B.,
offisiated as often as he could here. He was
followed by the Rev. Professor Wiltoa, late of
King’s College, Windsor, N.S., and Rev, Dr.
Maynard, who conducted services for a short
time The Rav. G. W. Paters, Reotor of
Bathurst, when lay reader at Wolfville, at the
urgent request of a few faithfal Church mem-
bers came to Hantsport about 1883, and held &
few services in the basement of the Methodist
meeting honse, till ordered for some reason or
other to disoontinne, Afterwards no services
were held for about the space of three years.
In January, 1886, the Rsv. John Harrison,
inonmbent of Falmcuth was requested by the
late Bishop Binney to hold services at Hants-
port. He did for & time conduct them in &
publio hall rented from Charohill Bros, On
the hall being refused us, the Odd Fellows
kindly threw open their hall in the same baild-
ing and ever sinoe till the opening of St. An-
drew's Church on Nov. 27.h, the lstle band of
Anglioans have assembied the first Sanday 1o
each month of the year to worship God, Since

Deo, 1886, every effort has been put forth to
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raise fands to provide & more suitable placa of
worship. Daring the first year of the incam
benoy- of the Rav. Charles H. Fullerton build-
jng operations commenced.  The corner stone
was Jaid Oot 24th, 1888, by the Right Rav.
Frederick Courtney, and the Church edifice
was completed Nov, 26th, 1890,

Tano1ER.~A meeting of the Tangier Raral
Desvery took place at Sackville, N.&§, on
Tharaday, Oot. 16th, The ad clerum sermon
was preached by Rev. A, Slipper, Rector of
Eastern Passage, from the text, ‘ God is a spirit
and they that worship him n.uet worship Him
in Spirit and in trath.” At the evening service
the sermon wax presched by Rev. T, C. Miller,
from the text, ' The Fathers have eaten some
grapes, and the children's teeth are set on edge,’
The clergy were bospitably entertained at the
Reotory by the Raral Dean and Mrs. Ellis.
At the meeting of the Chapter & very interest-
ing paper was read on ‘The Marriage Laws of
the Church,” by Rev. H. H. Ball, R:otar of
Tangier, The olergy present were: Rivs, W.
Eilis Raral Dean, E. H. Ball, R A. Heath, T.
C. Miller, and A. Slipper. All present were
much gratified to meet Dr. Maynard, formerly
R:otor of Windsor, who was the guest of the
Rural Dean,

Rw. E H. Ball, the former able Secretary of
the Deanery resigned cffice amid general ex~
pressinns of regret. Rev. R, A. Heath accepted
office as Secretary pro tem. The nextDeanery
meeting is fixed for April 16th, 1891, at Sea-
fort, N.S.

LivespoorL.~The Church in this place now
mourns the loss of two more of its oldest mem.
bers, Feancis W. Colling and Thomas Rees, who

have lately been called hence, almosat together,
to the Churoh in Paradise. Kach had reached
the age of seventy nine years. Eaoch had spent
his years in loyal and devoted membership of
our Mother Church, and each had borne
constant witness to the value of her training
by that life of steadfast.integrity and Christian
practice, which it is our joy to see our Church
80 often nourish and produce,

The loss of two such old and valaed members
together must certainly be felt as a blow by
our fellowship in this place. Yet as certainly
wo must feel when we mee those who have
grown old in the faith passing hence, in calm
confidence and unclouded expectation to be
present with the Lord, that such parting after
all is not & loss to the Church but a completion
and perfecting, in every individasl case, of the
work whioh Christ has given her to do.

Collins was dissolved arld Mr. Collins retired
into private life, For many years he held the
ofice of Clerk of the Peace for this county,

Three daughters survive Mr. Collins, Mrs, H
W. Albro, Mra. T, W. Bpencer and Harriet
Frances, the wife of Frank . Forbes, Euq.,
Barrister, of Halifax.

Mr. Collins was a communicantof the Church
of England, and showed his warm attachment
and love for the Church by his many acts of
generosity as well as by his constant attend.
ance at all her services, At the time of his
death he was one of the wardens of Trinity
Churoh, an «fice which he had previously filled
& number of times.

In everything pertaining to the benefit aud
weltare of this town he took a warm intere-t
8nd held the kindly respect of all with whom

he was bionght into contaot, and his death will
be universslly regretted, '

Cantain Raes was born in Liverpool April
21st, 1811, iind was the son of Thos, Rees, who
came to Liverpool fom New Castle Bridge
Glamorganshire, Wales. He married in 1838

Mary Ellen, a danghter of James Henderson,

who survives bim. Captain John R. Rees, is
the only surviving child,

Capt. Ri08 was s member of the Church of
England and had been for many vears & ves
tryman of Trinity Chureh, taklng & warm in-
terest in all matters affecting the welfare of
the Church, He was & man of sterling integ-
rity and beloved and esteemed by all who knew
him, '

previous years. The siauistiosl returns showed
the enrollment was : Boys, 790 ; girls, 1,130—
a total of 1,920, This enroliment was made up
from the attendance of the past six weeks, and
is therefore uot as large as it the whole year
was counted, The average attondance was:
Boys, 508; girls, 727; total, 1,234. The
number of teachers is 43 mule and 198 female,
with an average attendance of .153. The
pumber of officers is 33. The amount of
mouey raised tor missionary ard other purposes
was $147210. The annual report of the
exeontive committee was read by the secretary,
Rov, W. O. Raymond. Extended reference
was made to the saisfactory working of the
programme of proceedinge arranged at the
beginning of the year. A brief summary of
the year's work was given and it was pointed
out that neither the teachers, laymen or
olergy bad attended the meetings with as much
regularity as they should hsve. The report
directed attention to the fact that about nine
hundred ch:ldren professedly belonging to the
Church of England, are not in attendance at
any of the Sunday schools. This state of uffairs
was to be deplored and the committee stated
their intention of endeavoring to secure their
presence in the future. Rufcrence was made
to the deep and sactive. interest Rev. Messrs.
Dobbs, Gollmer and Reid had alwayas taken in
the work of the assoviation, and the hope was
expressed that their successors will be equally
interested. The financial statement showed
the reoeipts lor the yesm, together with a
balance of $13 (56, were $9( 42, and the ex

The morning and afterncon meeetings of clergy
and laity for discussion and business were well
attonded and profitable. The report of the
Becretary of the Asscoiation showed $22 893 58
raised in the Dlstriot during the year, $2 713 57
being for exira parochial objects. Urgent
appeals were made for increased help in extend-
ing the work of the missiona, Opportunities
and opening for Church work were offering in
various direotions, of which through iack of
time and means, not to speak of strength, the
clergy were unable to avail themsolves. Both
men and means were asked for Bishop's College
and School, and Compton Ladies’ College re-
ported & good attendance and encouraging pro-
speots. The sum of 83 600 was raised during
the year towards the fund for the Bishop's
College Divinity House, now approacking com

pletion, but $3 000 more was needed to carry
oat the plan, The service on Tuesday evening
was fairly attended. The Dean of Qiebec, the
Very Rev. R, W. Norman, D.D, preached an
able and scholarly sermon on 8t John 7:17,
“ If any man will do his will he shall know of
the dootrine whether it be of God.” There
were in all seventeen olergy present besides the
Bishop. The attendance at the missionary
meeting on Wednesday evening was very thin.
The Dean ot Qaebec, who had been announced
to speak on ** The Mission in Kores,” was un-
able to be present Addresses were made by
the Lord Bishop, who was chairmsn ; by Rev.
Canon Foster ot Coaticook, and the Rev. James
Hepburn, of Melbonrne, The offerings. were
given 88 usual to the Diooese of Algoma.

But it is
an event of importance in this new country,
and rightly the parishioners of Trinity Church
bave considered that the 50th anniversary of
the existence of this parish or Chorch shounld
be marked by special celebrations. These com.

Trinity” on 8t. Panl street, Rev. Mr. Willoogh-
by, and the late esteemed rector, Rev Canon
Bancroft. About a thousand invitations had
been issned and were very largely accepted. A
very pleasant musioal programme was provided
and admrably oarried ont, inoluding conoerted
pieces by the Orchestra and the Serenaders, a
piano duet by Misses MaoFarlane and Peunell,
songs by Mr, Warner, Mies Jones, Miss Wray,
and Mr, J. T. Barlow, jun, Dauring the even—
ing Rev, Canon Mills gave a brief resume of the
history of the ohureh, pointing out its sncoesses
and trials, He said when he came there he
found fifteen communicants, There were now
507, exolusive of atrangers and ocoasional com-
moniocants, and 470 families regularly attended
the churck. The Bishop and Archdeacon also
delivered short and cheery addresses, after
which the hostesses entertained their guests
with choice refreshments gerved in the chapel.

8t. Stephen's—At the annual meeting of St.

of the Diccese in'its every part, rendered him
—independently altogether of his ability as &
lswyer—a Counsellor whom it will be dificult
indeed to replace, He will long be held in
loving &nd 'grateful remembrance by sll who
had the plessure of knowing him. Dr, Hender-
gon was born in Rio Janeiro, 1821, his father
being sn officer in the British navy, He
studied 1aw with tbe late Houx. J. S Cartwright
and Mr, Robert Baldwin, He was called to
the Bar in 1843. He received his Doctor’s
degree from Toronto University. "Ha had
been a Colonel in the Canadian Militia, Chan.
cellor of the Diccese of Ontario, & very aotive
member of the Diocesan Synod of Ontario,
snd & mwost valoed member of the Provineial
Synod of Capsda; a Bencher of the Law
Society, Measter in Chancery, and 8 Director in
msany companies. He bad been Grand Master
of the Grand Lodge of Freemasons of Qanada,
snd was the present Grand Master of the Order
of the Temple. One of his daughters surviving
him is the wife of the Rev, E. P. Crawford,
M A, of Hamilton. another is married to R T.

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

Toronro —8¢. Albans’ Cathedral.—Muoh in-
terest in this work has been aroused recently

by cards being issued by the Bishop of Toronto
and the Cathedral Chapter for & eeries of At
Hemes at the See House, in order to afford an
opportunity to Churchmen to see the progress
of the work, the choir being now completed
with the eXception of gome of the interior
furpishing.

The appearance of the interior of the build-
ing bas been a great surprise for most people.
who have bad no idea that the Chupter,
hampered for means as it bas sll along been,
could pesribly have sucoeeded in vompleting so
really beautifal & work—one which 1s indeed a
credit not only to the city and Diocese of
Toronto, but to the whole Canadian Church.
On entering the building the feature which
immediately attraots the attention is the open
timber roof earried on two rows of hammer
beams with curved braces, epringing from
columns which rest upon stone corbels placed
at & height of sbout 21 feet from the floor.
The spaces between the principals are con
neoted by aroked wind.beams, the spandrils of
which, together with the spandrils of the
braces under the hammer-beams, are filled
with tracery. The chancel is in apsidal form,
containing seven windows, filled, for the pre.
sent, with oathedral glass of a light yellow
tint, with the ‘exception of ome, for which &
memorial window is in conrse of manufacture.
The ohoir is ightened by six clear story win-
dows, underneath each of which there is a
recess forming & ‘quasi triforium. These re-
cosses are faced with tiles and are areaded in
buff atone with emall columns or shafts of
black Canadian marbie, The olear etory walls
are oarried upon three aaches of buff stone sap-
ported by pearl-grey marble columns, the
capitala of wnioh, in buff stone, are carved in a
menner far superior to anything of the kind in
any other church building probably in Canada,

A portion of the face of the arcade above the
four principal columns is also richly carved in

snels, and at tha junotion of the hood mould-
1ngs of each arch there are bosses carved with
the figures of the four Evangelists. The eapi-
tals, eight in number, are partly in conven-
tional early English foliage and partly in
natural folisge, each one displaying a different
kind of fruit; and the ocapitals of the wooden
columns, above referred to, as sapporting the
roof, are richly carved, each one representing
a different flower. The walls are tipnted a
light green enriched by an ornamental friezs
below the cornice, bnt not otherwise decorated ;
the lower parte of the walls to & haight of
sbout iwelve feet are to be tinted in terra
cotta, The floors, excepting the side aisles,
are t0 be of terra cotis tiles, which &re being
manufactured by the Toronto Presred Brick
and Terra Cotta Company at their works at
Milton. The building is lighted at present by
gas, but there are extevsive fittings for inoan-
descent light which will be introduced when
required, The choir is to be put in & proper
oathedra]l arrangement without waiting for any
forther extension of the bmilding, the stalls
1o be placed in position as if the whole building
were now completed. Some of these stalls are
in course of construction, but for s good nom-
ber there are no furds as yet provided, and the
preparation of the choir for actual use may
congequently be delayed. As a temporary ar-
rangement, the aisles are to be used, ove as 8
vestry and organ chamber, and the other as a
library, which will be immediately fitted up
snd used for the Dioceran Library, now ocon-
taining about one thomsand volames. The
Saorarium will be approached by stone ste,s,
aod the altar by marble steps. The length of
the present building is appraximately 90 feet
ontside and Kb feet inside; the width of chancel
is about 40 feet snd the side aixles are each
about 45 feet by 15 feet, making the {oial
width of the choir about 70 feet The probable
length of the completed building will be 250
feet, width 70 feet, and within in transepts 100
teat.

The oathedral is essentially gothic in its
treatment. The roof is dosigned in the per
pendicular style, and the rest is of the early
Englisb and decorated charaoter, freely treated,
thus showing that no servile following of any
one atyle is necessary in order to produce & fine
effect.

The plans, design, and superintendence of
the work has been entirely in the hands of Mr,
Windeyer, the well-known ecclesiastical archi
teot and this specimen of his work puta him in
the very front rank of Canadian architects.
The contractors are for mason work Mr. John
B. Waison; for oarpenter work Mr. 0. M, C
Hubble, and the carving has been executed by
Mr. Thomas Mowbray, all of whom have done
their part in a most eatisfactory manner. The
cost of the peesent bnilding, exclusive of atalls,
is shout $55,000. The site cost §10,500.

tion, The Province, during the next three
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years, bas not--only to be adjusted to the
. General. Synod lately, set. on foot, bt is likely
to ne-much.chaoged internally through resigaa-
tions of some of the other Bishops, rumored to
take place at no very distant date, and throngh
the development and eeparation of the two
Dioceses of Saskatchewan and Calgary.
. These, in addition to those personal motives
by which. we have become affectionately at-
tached to your Lordship, make us desire most
. earnestly the acontinuance of your watohfal
.guidance in thie Diocese and of your helpfal
" counsel in this Province,
. We think there may be much work not
properly connected with the Hpisoopal office,
a8 in supplying vacant missions or in keeping
Diooesan accounts, by relief from which the
toil might be considerably lightened, and thus
your Lordship might feel mere willing to con-
tinue your valuable labors in the supervision of
the Diooese.
THE BISHOP'S ANEWER,
- Dear Brethren of the Olergy :

I feel most deeply I can assure you, the very
great kindness ‘and depth of affection that
prcmpted the address that I have just received
from you. When I spoke as 1 did, in the
words to which you sllade, st the Symod, it
wss a8 you will remember, in immediate con.
neotion with the smbject of the Income of the
Bishopric. I thought it necessary to inform
the Diocese pluinly that the movey hitherto
devoted to the general purposes of the Diocese
might have to be withdrawn, and that 1did
not wish to saddle my successor with the dif-
fioulties that would arise if he had to do this
suddenly. This was my ohief reason for aay-
ing what I did, more than any determination
to resign my charge at once. Indeed, wkat I
said afterwards as to withdrawing from the
common fand one quarter of the sum annually,
till the whole was withdrawn, implied that I
was not contemplating my resignation taking
place for two or three yeurs.

I confess, howover, that I do feel that it
would be for the advantage of the Diocese that
it suounld be placed, before very long in uther
hands. 1 consonted to come here as Bishop
under vory epecial oircumstancos, and for a
specisl purpose. That #pacial purpose has, I
trust and beliove, been to & very great extent,
" it pot ontirely, cffected, The endowment of
the Sce has been raised, and nearly every dis-
trict ¢an now help in some messure towards
tha support of its clorgyman, The Dicoese
generally is now in a position to bs worked in
& similar mannor to other Colonial Dicceses,
snd many would now be found willing, and far
more competent, to carry on the supervision ot
the work.

You kindly hint that thore is much work
not ncoessarily connccted with the episoopal
office from whioh I might be relieved, and
that “thus the toil might be considerably
lightened.,” Though I certainly do feel that [
am not as well able to carry on the work as I
waB, or as & younger man might be, I hope I
do not shrink from any work that I feel I aan
profitably carry on. Did I do so, I should be
amply rebuked by the example of several
otver Bishops in this Province, who, older
than myself, are actively engaged in work far
more toilsomo and full of hardship, But there
is nothing I dread more than to retard work
that might be more effactively done with more
energy and powor at the head. And the grow-
ing work of such a dioocese as this' eminently
requires one to guide it who is in the fallest
possession of youthful energy and zeal. No
one, probably, is able to judge when those

owers bagin to alacken so well as oneself.

esides, there wiil shortly be opened ap in the
Diocese the need for other kind of work, for
the oontrol of which others would be, I know,
more fitted than myself.

The wider matters of the organization of the
Charch in this Province, and in the Gancral
Synod that we trust will meet in three years,

are of the greatest and deepest interest to me,
as [ think you know, and it will always be &
pleasing remembrance to me that I was
allowed to take some little part in the inangn
ration of & movemwent that I trast will make
the Churoh in this conntry stronger by uniting
ita varions members in one daly orgsnizid
body—but the welfare of this Diocese must be
my firat consideration:

I know, indeed, that in one respect my
position here is to be envied, and for which I
cannot be too deeply thankful, Few Bishops,
I think, can have the pleasure of working with
clergy more thoroughly and entirely united in
sympathy and brotherly affection, I have al-
ways found even my wishes, when expressed,
followed readily and gladly. Ii there is one
thing that would constrain me to continue in
the work to which I bave been oslled in spite

of all fesling of shortoomings and growing in-

sufficiencies, it wounld he this tie of affeation
that binds us 8o closely together as workers in
& common cause.

I can, however, only promise you, at presont,
that your kind words shall have my most
earnest and prayerful consideration; and I
would ask for your earnest prayers that I may
bo guided in my judgment by the Holy Spiritzo
that I may determine to do only what shall be
best for the future welfare of the Holy Church
in this country.

embracing & scheme Certainly money should
not be freely subscribed until the responsibility
of managing the detaile is in the hands of
more than one individual, however worthy
and remarkable a philanthropist he way be,

It is sometimes said that the Church of Rome
has cessed to persecute, and has fallen in with
the gentler moods of these modern days, We
wish we could believe it. Our readers will
romember a correspondence in these columns
a short time ago in copnection with an article
which sought to minimise the horrors of the
massaore of St Bartholomew, or st least to put
them down to the bad spirit of those rough
days when men little understood the prineiples
of toleration on either side. Bat, as was
pointed out then, Protestants have since con-
fessed they were wrong in perseouting, and
have acknowledged, with shame, the hurninga

and tortures of former times, but when or
where has the Church of Rime dove the same ?

Drummondville, 5th Deo, 1890,
THE CHURCH THE HOUSEHOLD OF
FAITH,

To the Editor of the Evangelical Churchman :

S18,—As & layman, and one who does not
pretend to be versed in theology, I read with
mmerest Dr. Sheraton s address on the question,
* What is the Churoh of Christ?’ as published
in the late numbers of your paper, hoping that
it would throw ~ome light mpon the essential
nature of ‘the Holy Catholic Church,’ as
rererred to in 1he Apostles’ Creed, and how it
was to be recopnized in this world ; bat I must
confess to & feeling of disappointment ia this
respeot, a8 I find that Dr. Sheraton practiocally
denies the existence of any soch visible Church
on earth, bat refers us to the invisible Church
a8 the only true Charch, and ho cites, among
others, Bichop Jeremy Taylor, ~here he says :
' The iovisible part of the visible Church, that
is, the true servants of Christ oniy are the
Church.’ I say practically, for of cvurse Dr.
Sheraton is bound to admit that ‘all the Pro-
testant Confessions maintain that the Church
has visibility, that it manpifests its unseen
fellowship by meunos of visible ordinances.’
Bat then he says: ‘ There is but one Uhurch,
and to it belongs the attributes both of visibility
and invisibility,’” It seems to me that the
fallacy that, in my hnmble opinion, appears to
ran throaghout his address arises from the use
of the word ‘Church’ as though it always
expressed one and the same idea, though in
reality it has both a real and 'a figarative
meaning, and it is only in the latter sense that
it cau be applied to an invisible Church. Dr,
Sheraton has oorrectly encugh defined the
word Church as ‘a religious fellowship, 8
sooiety, compsny or brotherhood of men,
standing in certain defined relations fo God, as
revealed in Jesus Christ,’ but, I would ask,
how can we apply that definition to the invis-
ible? Where are the certain defined relations
to God in the invisible Church? Are we to
limit the grace of God in this respect? The
invisible Church, a8 I nnderstand it, is or rather
will be, composed of every individual of every
age, clime and oreed, who by a saving faith
has been or will be accepted by God. Bat it is
not for us to attempt to define this saving
taith or to limit the power of God in_ this
respeot, It is a matter that oan be decided by
God alone, a8 he alone has the power of jadging
rightly the motives that inflaence & man's
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words or sctions, Had we now the power
that St, Peter appears to have had of judgiog
gubjectively, 8s in the case of Auanias and

Saphirs, we might perhaps be able to form &
visible community of the invisible Church here
on earth, bat even in that casel am afraid that
the minister who should take upon himself to
exeroise that power in the way St. Peter did
would almost certainly lay himeelf open to the
oharge of Sacerdotalism. As a matter of fact,
however, we have now no such power. We
are 80 oonstituted that we can only jadge of
our fellow man by his words and actions, and
in order to form & religious fellowship or
gociety we must rely on oertain external
observances and professions as a preliminary
to joining and remaining 8 member of such
gociety. Of course, we all know that such teat
must in this world necessarily be very fallible,
but we are bound to accept it for want of &
better. If these views are correct, it seoms to
me that Dr, Sheraton is in error when he says
that there is but one Church in the world,
which includes both the visible and invisible
Church. Strictly speaking in & literal sense
the invisible Church has no existencs in this
world, and is, in faot 8 contradiotion in terms,
as the very essence of any organized society
consists in the members being able to recognizs
one snother, either personally or by some out-
ward signs; but until such time &s we are able
to read the inner thoughts of our fellow men
it in manifestly impossible that we should be
able to recognizs witA certainty in this world a
merely spiritaal Church, We may have a
strong oonviction and a firm hope that an
individual does belong to such invisible Charoh,
but we eannit have any ocertainty of the fact.
That is & matter that is known to God slons,
No one csn deny that Judas or Asanias and
Saphira were up to the time of their fall, to all
intents and purposes, members of the Christian
Charsh, but we have no reason to believe that
tltimately they belonged to the invisible
Charch. I would submit, then, that it is &
mistake to consider the invisible Charch and
the visible Church as one and the same. The
invisible Church ig & purely spiritual Church,
in which we do not definitely beeome members
until we huve left this world or until we have
been finally accepted by God. Whereas the
vigible Charch is simply an orgavization for
this world with a view to' prepare man for
membership in the invisible Church, but with-
out being able to guarantee that each indivi-
doal member will be so received into the
invigible Charch, as that mast depend upon
the apiritual atate of each sach membar, about
which the visible Church can have no eertain
knowledge apart from the mere professions
and aotions of its members; and yet, so long
a3 sny membsr conforms to the rules and
regulations of smch visible Charoh, he must
necessarily be oonsidered a member thereof,
although, as in the oase oi Judas and the
others already cited, he shonld not finally ba
accepted. Or, in ,other words, the invisible
Charch oonsiats solely of those who shall have
been fiaally acoepted as members thereof after
they shall have left thia world, while the vis-
ible Church is merely & probationary organi-
zation for the purpose of retaining and adding
to the number of ite members and of leading
them while in this world into the way of sal-
vation, The one is the end, while the other is
only the means, and in my humble opirnion it
is & mistake to osonfonnd two sach different
organizetions with one another, as D¢, Sheraton
does when he says: ‘ Thus the Catholic Church
bas no existence apart frem believers.’ And
yet, strange to eay, the deduction thst Dr.
Sheraton draws from his numerous suthorities
oited in the sppendix is: — * That our re-
formers and divines clearly distinguished be-
iweer the Church vimble and the Charch
invisible.’ How he can make this deduction
acoord with his statement of the non-existence
of the Church apart from believers I cannot

understand. Of courase, every one will aimit
that the meaus to be adopted shuuld be in
accardaunce with, or, at all events, not opposed
to the rales set forth in the Holy Horiptures,
aund therefore all we have to do, in considering
the olaim of any Charoh to be considered as s
duly organizad Christian Charch, is to compare
their rales and regulations with those that are
presoribed from the earliest times nnder the
Apostles, and it is on this poiut that I found
Dr. Sheraton’s address disappointing.

What, then, are the essential characteristios
of the vigible Church of Christ, or, as it is
othorwise called, the Catholic Church, as set
forth in Soripture? PFortunately the writers
in the New Testament are sufficiently explioit

as to the organization and prioeiples govern- |

ing the primitive Church to enable us to form
8 very fair general ides of its constitation, In
the first place, we find that the Church was a
theocracy under the supreme headship of our
risen Lord, but, as was necessarily the oase,
subjeot to the control of haman agenocies while
in this world, That it included all those who
professed a belief in the one Lord, ope Faith and
one Baptism, That many of its members
were, ad might have been expeoted, full of
imperfections, in some cases to snch an extent
that they had to be expelled from the visible
Church, That as soon as the converts at any
one place became suffisiently numerons, they
were organized into communities, and an elder
or overseer spacially ordsined by the Apostles
for that purpose was set over them. That
these seversl communitiea or churches were
under the direct supervision and control of an
Apostle, or of some one specislly ordained by
the Apostles for that purpose. That when
any grave difficulty arose with respect to
ritual or dootrine, as in the oase of the ques-
tion of Circamoision, it was referred wo &
General Coanoil of the Chorch, composed of
the Apostles end elders, and the decision they
arrived at was promulgated and besoame obli-
gatory on sll they churches. That the Aposties,
by letter and otherwise, explained to the
ohuorohes at great length the doctrines they
were to adhere to and, also warned them
aguinst the an of Sohism and Seotarisnism,
and at the same time impreesed upon them
the necessity of following & highly moral life,
under the penalty of being excluded from the
brotherhood or Church, ar, in other words,
exoommunoicated. That in so writing or
speaking, the apostles always made it appear
that they were clothed with fall sathorivy so
to control the Cnaren, and frequently exhorted
the Church members to be obedient to those
in suthority over them, and to those ordained
to rale over them in the churches.

As to the organizaiion of the seversl
churches, we ficd that it was Christ's will
that there should be Apostles, Bishops, Pro-
phets, Pastors and Teuchers, in addition to
which Deacons were also ordained by the
Apostles for the purpose of ministering to the
needy.

With respect to the ritual, it was not to be
expeoted that at this early stage of the Church
these writers should enter very fully into mat-
ters of detail, bat we are told that the Chrie-
tians assembled together on the first day of
the week, with breaking of bread, and that
their services consisted of psalms, hymuns.
prayers, supplicaticas, intercessions and thanks-
givings, and that they were to hold fast the
dootrine of Baptiem, Laying on of Hands, the
Resurrection of the Dead and Eternal Judg-
ment, and that in matters of discipline they
were far strioter than in the churches of the
present day.

In thus giving my impression of- the primi-
tive Church as derived from the New Testa-
ment, I do not pretend to have studied any
theologioal treatise on the eubject, but have
merely made use of my own jadgment when
reading the New Testament, in the eame way
that I would in the case of any other work,

If, then, the foregoing description is any-
thing like correot, I must say that I do.not see
where Dr. Sheraiwn ohiiined the highly indi-
vidualiged ploture of the Church whioh he has
drawn, It may be in agcordance with some
of his authorities, bat it certainiy does not
acoord with the pictare left on mv mind after
reading the Soripture acconnt. To my mind,
it seems that the primitive visible Ohurch was
a highly organized body, and did not consist
simply of separate individuals. In faot, indi-
vidualism carried to an extreme has & tend-
ency to dwarf and even to destroy some of the
most {mportant of the Christiac virtues, and
in order that a man should become & fully
developed Christian, it is necessary that he
ehould go through the training which can only
ll;e obiained by belonging to such an organizad

ody.

Icy is true that the object of the organizstion
is the salvation of the eouls of the individual
members (although when they jiin the invis.
ible Charoh sach organization may be found to
be unnecessary),. and for this reason the Epis-
tles of the Apostles are addressed te the mem-
bers of the congregation as wall individaally
as oollectively, as in & modern sermon.

The faot is, it appears to me that at the
time of the Reformsiion the reaction against
the corruption and tyranny of the Roman
Church was such that the Reformed charches,
a8 perhaps was very natural (with the excep-
tion, howover, of the Auglican Church), went
into the other extreme, and depsarted altogether
from tho prinoiplos of organization laid down
in Soripture, aud practioally, or rather, I
should say theoretically, declared that no one
ever in this world was authorized to intervene
between the individaal and his Redeemer, thus
virtually rojacting ail grades of suthority in
tho visible Church, By almost a miracle the
HEoglish Church was saved from thia exooss,
and was satisfied with reforming the abuses
that had crept into her system, while atrictly
adhering to the privoiples that governed the
organization of the historioal primitive Charoh,
and it wonld be & mistake in my hamble opin—
ion for us st this late day to accept principles
of Church Government as in accord with thoso
laid down in Soripture. How the different
sects that siroo the Reformatiou have separated
from the principles of the primitive Church
through the inflaence of some favorite leader,
guch 88 the Lutherans, Calvinists, Brownites,
Wesleysans, &o., can regongile their action with
the words of St. Paul when ho rebukes the
Corinthians for saying, * I am of Paul, and I of
Apollos, and I of Cephas, and I of Christ,’ is I
maust confess diffiouls for a Jayman like myaelf
to undorstand, or why Dr. Sheraton should
ooupsel that we shouald enter into closer com-
munjon with him? Again, why does Dr.
Sheraton completely ignore the Roman Catho-
lia Church. Ii may ba that he may copsider,
as we all must do, their system hurtful and the
dootrinal tesching of what he styles the Ro-
formed Churches as better adapted for bringing
the individaal into & atate of salvation, bat
sarely he does not mean to infer that there are
no members of the Roman Church who belong
to the invisible Church of Christ. If we jidge
them by their faith and the fruits thereof we
are compelled to admit that there sre many
consistent Christiavs to be found in ihat
Church, Indeed I am almost inolined to say
even more than in some of the Reformed
Churches.

Of course I may be all wrong in my views,
and the conolusions I have drawn from them
through lack of & deeper study and knowledge
of the sabjeot in whioh case I would only be too
happy to bhave my errors corrected; bat I
thought it might be interesting to the Olergy
to know the views held by at all events some
of the laity on this very imp )rtant matter,

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THE LINCOLN JUDGMENT,
QOPINIONS OF THE PaEmas.

The Family Churchman, London, England.

Tux Archbishop of Canterbury delivered his
long expeoted judgment in the Lincoln case on
Friday last. Deep imterost and anxiety had
long been centred on His Grace's decision. It
bas now been delivered, and, so far as we &re
able to judge, has been received with mingled
fee ings. But all parties are unanimous in
recognizing the fairness, ability, ard profound
resesrch displayed by the Archbishop. Broadly
sposking, it is & verdict for the Bishop of
Lincoln, and we are glad to hear that person-
slly the Bishop will conform to it. Bat if
peace is to be established, it ought to have &
-muoch wider application. It shouid apply not
only to the Bishop of Lincoln but to every

Bishop and priest within the Anglican Com-
mupion. And in order to determine this it
shonld be affirmed that the lie of limit laid
down in this judgment should form, for the
. future, the maximnm of ritnal at Divine service.
But whilst ibe limit decided upon should be
regarded as the maximum, it would be ridicul-
ous to expeot Evangelicals to “level np ” their
gerviees to that limit. No one wounld suppose
that .the Rev. H, W. Webb Peploe will feel
himself oalled upon to have * altar lights,” or
that the Rev. H. C. G. Modle will adopt the
eastward position, It is not necessary that
they should, The Archbishop’s judgment goes

to ghow thatthese things are permissive, but
not obligatory, . , .

We bheartily wish that the controversy had
ended with the judgment. But we bear, on
undonbted authority, that the promoters will

v appeal to the Privy Council: In viewing the

tremendous interesis involved, though we
besrtily deplore litigation, we do not see that
we can complain of it. The Archbishop, who
is admittedly a judge of First Instance only,
has over ruled previous decisions of the Privy
Council on more than one important point.
He copsiders himself justified in doing so,
because he has discovered new light upon the
questions at issue—new light whioh, the pro-
moters suppose, had the Privy Council bad it
before them, would have led to a different
decision by that tribunal, It is needless toray
that questions are involved in the Bishop of
Lincoln's case of the highest legal importance;
and the promoters claim that it is not enough
to have these matters decided by a mere appeal
{o history. It is essential that they shomld
have the judgment of trained judicial minds
upon the interpretation of that history. The
Archbishop has, in one instance, based his
decision upon what has been the usage, but it
is essentially a question for lawyers, they
claim, a8 to the effect of usage in determining
the legality or illegality of any practice.

Whatever may be the finsal issne of this most
unfortunate litigation, the judgment must com.-
mand the most grateful scknowledgments, in
respect alike of the spirit which it displays,
and of the profound and lsboriouvs learnming
which it has contributed to controversy. Iis
spirit is worthy of one who, in its own words,
has * wider duties towards all parties con.
cernad than those of other judges.”

Tax Times remarks that snbstantially the
Primate’s decision is in favor of the Bishop of
Lincoln, who, our contemporary thinks, is
little likely to carry the matter further. He
has obtained what his friends have so long
desired, the decirion of & distinotly ecolesiasti:
oal tribunal. What will be the nltimate issues
and bearings of a jodgment which places in a

new light the relations of archbishops to suffra-
gons, which discusges in a novel spirit contro
vereies on which multitndes feel strongly, it is
premsture to determine; it will be necessary
to retarn to more than ome point in the
juidgment. But it is only simple justice to
recognize the pains taken by the Archbishop
to elncidate difficult questions of history and
eoolesiastioal usage. ‘The judgment is valoable
and opportune, if only because it is manifestly
mesant to be & message of peace, & decision to
which no party in the Church will have
reascn 1o look back with unholy exultation or
with bitter regret,

The Standard observes that the judgment, on
the whole, is & High Church judgment, and
seema to relieve Dr. King from the embarras-
ing position in which he might otherwise have
been placed. Bat the decisions upon esch
point areso strongly fortified, and bear evidence
of such eXhaustive investigation, that it is
unlikely that any one of them would be
reversed, QOar contemporary sincerely hopes
that the aanthorative judgment now delivered
by the head of the Evglish Church will not be
unnecessarily disturbed, and that the olergy
themselves will not provoke further litigation
by negleoting its admonitory statements, It
is no secret that hundreds of olergymen have
been doing what the Arobbishop declares to be
illegal. ill they have the wisdom to desist
now that a purely ecolesiastical tribunal has
spoken its mind, or are we to look for further
mutiny, to be followed by farther prosecutions,
till the strength of the Church ot England is
exhausted, and she falls & prey to her own
internal divisions ?

The.Daily Telegraph observes that the deoi-
sion is reslly in the nature of a ecompromise,

It deoides for the Bishop on some points, and
against him on others, ' The Archbishop and
his: oourt..are to be congratulated on the
impartiality with which they have awarded
praise and blame, and on the spirit of modera.
tion and tolerance whioh is discernible in the
language of the judgment, It is to be hoped
that this spirit will also animate those who are
oalled upon to obey the ruling now given,
With respeot to the attitude of Bishop King
there seems to be no good ground for suppos.
ing that he will now refuse to acknowledge
the . judgment of the Archbishop as binding
upon him,

The Daily Okronicle regards the judgment as
practically an aocquittal of the Bishop of
Lincoln, for no monition or inhibition is pro.
nounced, even in respect of the three issues
adjudged against him. Indeed a remarkable
feature of the judgment is that there is nothling
to appeal against, one way or the other. It
may be that these decisions, by effectually
ohecking ritns] prosecutions, will lead to an
era of * peace ” in the Churoch of England,
That is not an undesirable end from the point
of view of the public ; and if it lead to further
considerations of the relations which exist
between Charch and State, neither the one nor
the other will suffer.

Church Bells, (London): The Archbishop
baa given his judgment in the Bishop of
Lincoln's ocase; and how glad all wise and
religions people would be, if or both

gides men would listen fo and take to heart
those passages of fatherly and Christian advice
with which the judgment oloses. The Arch-
bishop deprecates that epirit of suspicion, of
prying, of want of consideration for others, of
extreme insistence upon our own views and
tastes, which have led to this deplorable con-
troversy. The Eoglish Church Unien and the
Church Association alike have mach to learn
from these sober counsels. The day is past
when an absolute uniformity is possible ; and
to desire what is impossible may oamse
immense trouble snd annoyance, and is the
vainest thing in the world. It is hoping
probably against hope that the exiremists on
either side will - entirely accept the Arch.
bishop’s admonitions and restrain themselves
into order ; yet we cannot but beliove that bis
Grace's words must have some effect, some
widespread effect, upon most serious religious
people. Nor is the counsel with which this
jadgment concludes the counsel only of the
Archbishop, it may be taken as that, too, of
the Bishups who were his assessors in the trial.
To treat it with contempt or carelessness is to
show oneself headstrong and self opinionated
to & degree ; and one cannot but trust that if
men will only weigh it dispassionately, they
will be induced to see how vital a thing it is
both for personal religion and the welfare of
the Church, to pray God for grace to see things
in proportion ; to be saved from becoming 8o
absorbed in this point or that of dootrine or
practice, that they lose all sense of things as a
whole, and becomereally diseased and obstruc.

tive.

Irish Ecclesiastical Gazeite: It is not at all
likely that any Court the Church Association
may now appesr before to upset these decisions
will see its way to rule in opposition %o 80
high an ecoclesiastical anthority, and against &
judgment so ocarefally and learnedly pro-

pounded. It would be a matter for the deepest
thankfulness to the Divine Head of the Church
if this judgment should prove to be of the
essence of 81 eirenicon, and if all.parties would
be prepared to abide by it loyally. Time will
show if this is too much to hope for. Regard-

ing the whole pronouncement of the Arch-
bishop, which, with one solitary exception
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was likewise that of sll his assessors, we think
it may well claim to be regarded as & common-
gense judgment.
Not the lesst valuable part of the Arch-
bishop’s judgment are the four independent
aragraphs at the end of it—words of .sound
Christian sdvice, founded on the case that may
well betaken to heart by all parties alike in
the Church.

The Church Review :

The most salient feature in & judgment which
wes remarkable in many ways was the line of
independence which the Primate took with
regard to the Privy Council decisions, He
acknowledged their existenoe, but did not in
the Jeast allow himself to be bound by them.
There is &n erormous value in this attitude
which his Grace sssumed, and we may even go
go far as to say that it was providential, *

* * * 0% The thorough-
pess of his investigations rhowed sability of &
very high order, and though we must natarally
give a good deal of credit to the Bishop of
Oxford for the historioal researches whioh were
brought to besr upon the subject at issue, the
hand of the Archbishop is visible throughout,
and his genius is impressed upon every para-
graphin the judgment, Even in those places
where we cannot quite agree with his conolu
sions, we are bound to bear testimony to his
patient consideration of the evidence as well as
to the originality of his methods.

STORMS OF DOUBT.

And ibere are inward storms of diffienlty
and doubt a8 to religious truth. In days like
ours, when every other magsazine in & reading-
room or on & drawing-room table may tell
us in scarcely veiled, but very oultivated, lan
gusge, that our faith in rur Lord and Saviour
is without foundation, we cannot be surprised
that this trial pregsses sorely apon many minds.
Sometimes, no doubt, these doubts are wel-
comed: men do not wish the faith to be true
for reasons of their own, and so, when difficult-
ies present themselves they find a ready sym-
pathy when the stern facts of revealed religion

bode no good for conscious disobedience to the
laws of God. And sometimes, 100, men bring
doubt upon tvemselves, like ohildren who play
with hot embers upon a hearth until their
clothes oatoh fire, They know little or nothing
of the world of thoughts to which these doubts
Gsicng ; they are excited by their novel and
biillinat appearance, sud thoy havs no adequate
idea, and therefore they have no no adequate
distrust of their own powers. It is no wonder
that they fall ont with the Bible and the Creed ;
they have invited their difficulties and have no
reason to complain. Bat there are cases (and
of such I am thinking,) of & very different
kind, where good and faithful believers are ex
posed, through oircnmatances which they can-
not control or modify, to trials of 1aith which
press them very sorely, A young msan has
come. up to & great office or house of business
in London, and he hears, for the first time, and
he cannot help hearing, truths called in question
which are the principles that have hitherto
sbaped his life. Or a young woman bronght
up in & Obristisn home (this, again, is no
lmaginary osse,) is obliged by circumstances to
make her living 88 & governess, and she finds
herself in a clever family wherereligion is only
referred to, to be made the subject of epigrams,
whether jooular or mslignant. She is at a dis-
advaniage, social as well ag intelleotnal ; the
storm of polite critioism, ard of elegant inveot
lve directed against all that she holds most
dear, moat saored, beats pitecusly upon her ;
ench act of sooial intercourse, each meal, each

walk, each drive, only exposes her to new
asgaults on her fsith, She has no sympathy
with her sassailants, she resents in her inmost
soul the dishonor which is doné to that blessed
Master, in whom she finds all that makes life
tolerable; she finds it difficult sometimes to
keep a tight hand upon herself, upon ber tem-
per, and to refrain from saying things that
would wound or exasperate; and etill the
storm and the wind beat on, and she feels at
times as if she must lose heart, as if in an
atmosphere 5o cold, so bleak, 8o biting, &s that
in which she ig forced to live, she muast at last
give way. Let her persevere in the faith; in
some way in which she discerns not as yet the
wind and the storm as fulfilling God's word,
Let her think of the Israelitish maiden in the

house of Naaman the Syriap, t0 whom it was
given to do & good turn to her Pagan mastér.
Lot her remember Esther at the heathen court
of Persia, who lived on in faithful silence till
the day came when he conld.save her country-
men from the vengeance of their enemies,
Lot her refleot on the condition of many and
many s Christian slave in Roman households
in the firet ages of the Church, who witnessed,
whether she would or not, the vilest infractions
of the law of Christ ; who listened, whether
she would or not, to the most blasphemous
attaoks npon the name ‘and honor' of the
Redeemer, but who lived to bring & mistress
or s master before death in deep and lowly
penitence to the feet of the Crucified, that they
might receive remission of sins and an inherit-
ance among them that were.sanctified through
faith that is iz Him.

There are, no doubt, souls that are exposed
to fierce intellectual ‘rials becsuse in no other
way, it seems, would they or could they lesrn
the patience, the courage, the humility, the
self distrust which are so essential to the Chris
tinn oharacter. There is, no doubs, a dreadtul
rigk lest the violence of the storm shonld wear
them ont, and they should sink disheartened
ard lie down sand die; but the struggle need
not be given up in any case; and God's grace
is snffivient for all who will, eince His strength
is made perfeot in weskness, Mach, indeed,
depends upon the issue of such struggles as
these; for whenever the storms of life beat
upon us, and when we think of that last one
which will probably precede and accompany
our passing hence, those solemn words of our
Lord must recnr to us which He uttered at the
end ot His Sermon on the Mount.—‘* Whoso-
ever heareth these sayinge of mine, and doeth
them,” eto. So it is ever in the spiritnal world.
Loyalty to known truth is the warrant of
endurance among all the trials that may await
us ; that endurance which transforms the very
fiorsost blast into tender fulfilment of God's
word of promise to those who are the special
objeots of His love.—The Church Eclectic.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Another of the freaks of Mr, Mercier, the
Premier of the Province of Quaebec, has been
presented to the Ligisiature at its present ses-
gion in the form of & Bill extending the right
of foreible - expropriation to Koclesiastioal
bodies, whether Rymanists, Catholic or Pro-
testant. It presents & principle which destroys
the tenure of resl estate, and if carried would
be proof of the utter demoralization and en-
slavement of the non-Roman population. The
Romish hierarohy is the only orgsnization
which would not blush to exercize such &
tyrannous privilege against the birthright
independence of every British subjeot. -As
with the $60,000 bribe in connection with the
Jesuits' Estate outrage; 60 here again the same
doft hand is striking & blow at the liberty of

the people under the feint of equal concessions

to all. 'It remaing to be seen the depth of
ignoble subserviency to whioh thoge who rejact
Papsl pretonsions can by arrogance or cajdlery
be reduced. The Churoh of England should be
in the van of defence against unscrapulous
politicians.  We would sound the slarm in this
Province of Qnebeo, and would invite observi-
tions and cc—operation from unenthralled eiti-
zena throughout the Dominion. If we would
soorn the offer to confer upon us equslly a froe
license to deal in intoxicating liguors. in like
manner we soorn the pinister offsr which
would pretend to give us a legal right to vic-
late the Tenth Commandment.

Ir would be interesting to know what Prot-
estant body petitioned for the enactment of a
law anthorizing it and all other such bodies to
appropriate to itself the property of its neigh-
bors, under the guise of expropriation. If no
sach spplication has been made, Mr. Mercier’s
extreme consideration for and anxiety to bene-
fit those whom the Chaurch (which bas granted
him the right to bave a private altar in his

own house) regards an heretics aad outcasts is
gomewhat pecaliar. What is the sinister mean-
ing of this aot of such & true son of the Church

of Rome ?

The utter indifference of Protestants in the
Provinoe of Q1ebac to apything and everything
which endangers their rjghts snd privileges
might wel' embolden Mr Mercier to proceed
to etill greater lengths. He found a Council
of Publio Instruction willing to accept the
bribe offered in connection with the iniquitous
Jesuits Estates Act, He has intimated, as wo
are informed, that the power of the Govern-
ment over the appointment of the Iuspector or
Inspeotors of Protestant Schools is to be stil
more absolute than that of merely rofnsing to
confirm the appointment made by the Protest
ant Committee of such one as it thinks fit, and
he has intimated that the appointment of the
Medical Saperintendent of the Protes tant Hos-
pital for the Insane, lately opened at Verdun,
must rest absolutely with the Govsrnment, and
has declined we believe to give assurance even
that the person so appointed shall be a Protes-
tant; and that too in face of the terms of the
Aot of Incorporation granted by the Logisla-
ture of Quebeo, authorizing the Baard of G.v-
ernors of that institution to appoint mediocal
officers, apothecaries and others. The appoint-
ment of Medioal Superintendent virtually car-
ries with it the entire contrel of the internal
administration of the Hospital. Yet bardly
any resistance is made, Indeed & gection of
the Board of Governors aotually proposed to
transter the whole property to the Government
exprossing the hope that its Proteatant charac-
ter might be preserved. Great is jtheir faith
assuredly. (1) Luckily the proposal bas been de-
olined, bat the resolution as to 4pp 1'ntmeat of
Medical Buperintendent remaining with the
Government is adhered to, Does not this in—
difference afford additional evidence of the evils
of the unhappy divisions which exist in iho
one Body ; whilst the Church of R /me acts as &
upit, the various Protestant bodies, disconneot-
ed and d scordant, cannot unite even in defeace
of righta common to all ; and as & consequence
ave treated with contempt by the leuders of
both political parties in the State,
