Tax Archbishop of York, Eng., the new

when both the Upper and Lower Houses will
meet for that purpose.

The Chippews Christians of Red Lake, Min.
nesota, have sent a contribation to Bishop
Hare *for their Christian brethren amongst the
Sioux.! Bisnop Hare writes : ‘As the Chippe
was and the Sionx were in the past from time
immemorial bitter enemies, this fact of Chris-
tisn sympathy and help is noteworthy.

A nARGE number of Irish Churchmen are

apxious that the Church Congress next year
shull take place in their country, at Dablin,
Belfast, or Cork., 8uveh an arrangement, it is
thought, wounld afford an opportunity which
could not be had iz any other way for discuss—
ing many imporiant questions with regard to
the Church of Ireland.

IT is said that the 36,000 workers, ordained
and ]ay, in non-Christian countries, 30,000 are
converts from Puganism and Mohammedanism,
Bo that out of those who have been brought
- from heatheniem and from Islam thero are sup-
plied today from five to six times as many
wor kers as all Christendom furnishes to evan-
gelize the dark places of the carth,

Tax Rev. Christopher George Barlow, vicar
of 8t, James' Pro-Cathedral, Townsville, Eng,,
has been chosen Bishop of North Queensland,
in sucoession to Bishop Stanton, who took him
out from England in 1880. He was only
ordained priest in 1882, so that presumably he
is little over the canouical age for a Bishop,
He is & moderate High Churohman,

Durixe tho thirteen years he was Bishop of
Rochester, Eng., Dr. Thorold received upwards
of 100000 letters, laid bands on b31 Deacons
and 648 priests, snd confirmed 137,642 Iay
folt. He consecrated 62 new ochurches, re
opened 40 that had been restored, and foraed
bl new district parishes, while college snd

gckool missions have been planted in all parts
of South Liondon, in what has been called * the
diocese on wheals,”

Da. Maaex, the new Archbishop of York,
Eog., will bo the one hundredth bolder of the
See. No other diocese of tha Northern Pro
vince has had so many Bishops. In the
Province of Canterbury, however, St. David’s
has had 117, Norwich 105, and Worcaester 103
Bishops respectively, London, sinco the time
of St. Augustine, has had 106, but previona to
that, when i. *7as the Metropolitan See of Eng-
land, it is said to have bad sixteen Archbishops,
which will make it facile princeps D¢ David
son, the Hleat of Rochester, also oompletes
the * century” of Bishops of that dioosse,

GEnERAL MoRaAN, the commissioner of Indian
affaira in the United Stutes, used theso note-
worthy words in a recent report in reference to
thf Indians in general: ‘While not desiring to
conceal the defects of the indians, or desy that
they have sometimes been wantonly orne),
that they have shown a laock of many sterling
qualities and an abaence of the progressive
gpirit which characterizss the Anglo-Sizon, I
caonot refrain from expressing my profoand
conviction that if we had saffered at their hands
what they have suffered ut ours, we would have
been neither 80 patient nor so forbearing as
they bhave been,’

bers of the Haoglish Churck Union on Tuosday
pight, March 3rd last, at the Church House,
London, to hear Mr, W. Monirie Robbins give
an address on the new Brotherhood of 8t. Paul,
of which he is to be the  Superior.” It ap-
pears that the looality chosen for tho operaticns
of the new orgauisation is Lisson grove, which
was described as one of the mo-t vicious and
degraded psarts of London. The community
lite is to vogln on Haster Hve, bu- it was not
stated how many * brothers” had joined. The
exterior work of the Brotnerbood will bo street
presching, mission preaching, visiting the eick
and poor, hospital and workhouses, and similar
work,

Tux Rev. the Marquie of Normsanby has been

appointed by the Crown to the Canonry of
Windsor, Eng., in the room of Canon Creighton
(Bishop.designate of Peterborough). The
noble Marquess was, when Earl of Malgrave,
admitted to Priest’s Orders by the Bishop of
Durham in 1871, The following year his
brother inlaw, the Barl of Kilesmere, appointed
him to the vicarage of Worsley, near Man-
ohester, where he remained antil the death of
bkis father, when he resigned the oure. Since
then he has hbeen for a short time the British
Chaplain at San Remo, He is well knowa a8
s oonductor of missions snd retreats, but ill-
health bas of late years forced him to rasign
much of work in England.

JoaN WusLey remsined 8 Charchman
throughout his whole career. ~As Green says:
“To the last he clung passionately to the
Church of Eogland, sand looked on the body he

'had formed as but a lay society in full com.

munion with it,” On Sunday, 27th January,

1790, Wesley wrote in his jonrnal, * I preached
in St. Luke's, our parish church, to a very
numerous congregation, on ‘ The Spirit aud the
Bride say, come.’ So aro the tables turned
that I have now more invitations to preach in
ohurches than I can acoept of.” On Sunday,
24th Ostober, 1790, five months before his death,
the last entry made in his journal states, "I
explained to 8 numerous cougregation in 8pital-
fields Church the whole armour of Gad. 8t.
Paul's, Shadwell, was still more crowded in the
afternoon, when I enforced that important
truth, *One thing is needfal'”—ZEvangelical
Churchman.

THE JAPANESE CREED.

“The Holy Spirit, who with the Fathor and
the Son is worshipped and glorified, reveals
Josus Christ to the gorl, and without His grace,
wan being desd in sins oannot enter the King-
dom of God, By Him tho prophots Aud Apos.
tles and holy meu of «ld were inspired, snd He
spesking .in the Soriptures of the Old and New
Testaments, is the supreme and infullible judge
in all things pertaining to faith and living.

“ From theso Holy Soriptures the ancient
Charch of Christ drew its Confession ; and we,
holding the faith onoe dulivered to the sainte,
juin in that Confession with praise and thaakas-
giving i—

“I believe in God the Father Almighty,
Maker ot Heaven and Earth;

“ Apd in Jesus Christ His only Son our
Lord ; who was conceived by tho Holy Ghost,
born of the Virgin Mury; suffered under
Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and baried ;
He descended into Hlades; tho third day He
arose again from the dead ; Ho mscendel into
Hesven, sand sitteth at thoright hand of God
the Father Almighty ; from thence He shall
come to jadge tho quiok aud the dead,

I beheve in the Holy Ghost; the Holy
Catholic Church, the commaunion of aaints; the
forgiveness of siug; the resurrection of the
body, and the lifo everlasting, Amon,"—2rith
Ecclesiastical Gazetle,

THE OFFICIAL YEAR BOOK,

——

The Official Year Biok of the Church of Eog-
land for the onrrent year gives a most encourag-
ing report, From a mass of statements and
statistios, ominently trustworthy, there may be
gathered some iden of what is going on notonly
in the Established Church bat also in the Scot
tish Episoopalian, the Irish, and American
Churches, Take for instanoe voluntary offorings
alone: it will be surprising to & good many
people to learn that on church’ building and
restoration there has been expended in about

five yoars something like five millions, The
snm contributed for the endowment of benefices
within the same period came upto nearly six
hundred and fifty thousand ; for the building
of parsovage houses four hundred and fifty
thousand has heen raised, and for barial grounds
ninety four thousand, Thusthe total amount
contributed by voluntary benevolence to this
depurtment of Church work dwing these five
years touches very closely upon six millions
and & half. Not less noteworthy 1s it that
among the Lﬁlaoes most conspicaous for the
liberality with which the Church’s wants have
been eupplied are some of our largest manu
facturing towns, such as Birmingham, Bristol,
Bolton, Leeds, Manochester, Notlingham and
Bhcfield, Attoution is epecially directed to the
fact that the above sums have all boen ‘devoted
to the boilding,, enlargement, and resioration
of churches, pursonage houses, and schools, and
the endowment of distriote,’ If we take into
aocount the money given for the annmal main-
tenanco of Church work the sum total would,
of course, he muoh larger, Tarming to the
work of education and Confirmation, we fied
that tho number of candidates for Confirmation
has inoressed steadily, though slowly, sinoe
1884. In that year the total for ail the diocese
in Eogland and Wales was about one hundred
and ninety eight thousaud. In 1889 there ware
two hundred and twenty five thousand, The
inorease from year to year has been from five
to geven thousand, the largest advance havieg
boen made in 1888, On Church schools and
training colleges the volantary expanditure
during the last twenty years exoeeds the whole
amount contributed during the previous fifty
nine yesars. The statistios referring to the
Churoh of Ireland show that voluntury contri
butions have increased from £137 000 in 1885
to £170,000 in 1849. The genersl conclusion
whioh wo sro warranted in drawing irom the
contents of the Year Book is that the Charch of
England is rupidly growing in popalarity and
favour.—Family Churchman.

OURCONFIERMATIUN CLASSES~
PRAYER.

The faithful pastor will now havoe brought
before his oandidates for Confirmation seversl
important subjects—the solemn vows that are
upon them, snd which they are shortly to se-
knowledgo in their own persons, their confon
sions of the Christian faith, and the obligations
of the Christian life, These great respon-
sibililies require suparnatural assistance for
their due fulfilment; these vows and confes-
sions, this life of Christian daty, cannot be
made and oarried out without help from above,

Very rightly, therefore, does the Catechist, ar-
riving at this point, now say in all earnestness,
“ My good ohild, know this, that thou ar. nut
able to do these things ot thyself, nor to wulk
in the Commandments of God, and to serve
him, without his specisl grace; which thou
must learn at sall times to oall for by diligent
prayer. Lot me hear therefore, if thon canst
say tho Lord's P ayer."

“Speoial grace” is to be sought ‘“at all
times,” for the due discharge of these solemn

obligations * by diligent prayer.” The whole
subject of prayer will thus come onoe more

within the scope of our thonghts, and oppor-
tanity will be taken for pressing home upon
the minds aod hearts of the confirmees the
necessity and importance of prayer, both publie
oud private. Io these days of donbt 1t may be
very desirable to point out first of all the
reasonableness of prayer, and how, the moment
wo believe in the existence of a Supreme Being,
wiser and stronger than ourselves, prayer be
comes the most natural thing in the world;
how it is a universal inatinet found everywhere,
snd has, as in the oase with every imstinet,
an Object. The universal impulse to pray means
a universal belief in the existense of a Supreme
Being to whom to address our prayers, In the
highest sense, laborare est orare, to labor is to
pray, To pray to tod is to set God's will at
work on our behalf. And God has revealed to
us in His word that He desires His oreatures
thus to invoke aund secure the Divine inter

position on their behalf. We are not able of
ourselves to walk in the Commandments of
God, and to serve Him without His speocial
graco, * The covdition of man after the fall of
Adam (a8 Article X, says) is suoh that ho can

wot tarn and prepare himself by his owa
natural strepgth and good works, to faith, and
oalling upon God.” We need, therefore, ‘* the
graoe of God, by Christ preventing us, that we
may have a good will and working with us
when we have that gocd will,” and for this we
must seck “ by diligent.”

“The Lord's Prayer” is now taken as &
typical example of what prayer should be, and
a8 gathering up into itself all possible patitions,
The explanation of it that follo vs in the Cate.
ohism shows how full and all-embracing the
prayer is, First ot sll it postulates the exist
existence oi our Father in heaven. * He that
oomoth to God must believe that He is, and
that He is the rewarder of them that diligently
seek Him." (Heb xi. 6). Next it is a pattern
of pruyor in its uneelfishness. It teachas us
not only to look on our things, but aiso on the
«hings of others, It is in the plural number
thronghout. There is no unworthy or selfish
egoism in it. “ I dosire my Lord God, our
Henvonly Father, to send His grace unto me
uod 1o all people.” This seutence wili suggest
the practios of inlercessory prayer on the part
of the candidates for each other during the
solemn period of preparation that all may be
co-sharers in the same grace on the day of
their Confirmation, The next olanse in the
explanation o the Prayer brings forward the
important sibject of ** vorship” and ‘ due
reverence’ iu the house of God, and reference
oan be made to the Prayer for the Charch Miii-
tant where it tonches oa this subject, It is
from the Confirmation classes that the congre=-
gation of adult worshippers in our churches is
recruited year by year, aud it is therefore most
desirable that some wholesome advice should
now be tendered to them as to how they onght
to behave themselves **in the house of God,
which is the Church of the living God, the
pillar and ground of the truth” (1 Tim. iii, 15).
The parish priest will press home upon his
young people the importance (1) of losing no
opportunily of attending divine worship, and
especially being regular hereafter at the Lord's
Tuble; (2) coming in time before servige
begins; (3) offering up & private prayer for
the Divine blessing on entering the church,
und belore leaving it; (4) joining audibly and
revently in the responses; (6) and carrying
themselves with all gravity while in charch.
remembering always that it is no other than
“the House of God and the gate of Heaven,"
Tho explanation of the Lord’s Prayer wiil also
afford opportunity for pointing out our entire
dependence on God for all things that ave need-
fal *both for our souls and bodies,” and for
‘' protection in all dsugers, ghostly and bodily,”
The explanation evidently suggests that in this

prayer we ask for more than mere bodily nourish-

mant when we g8y “ Give us this day our daily
bread” ; and that the petition has a Eacharistic
element ; that whon we thus pray we agk to be
noarished with the Bread of life, that spiritual
sustenance that we can obtain more fally at the
Lord’s Table. It is also evident that the ex-
planation regards the clause, ** Daliver us from
evil," a3 embraoing in it specially deliverance
from our ever present enemy the Davil, who is
the Evil one, as the ravised version has it,
Such an explanation of this special clanse will
bring to the front the mysterious subject of
evil, the existence of a great spiritnal enemy,
“that old serpent, which is the Devil and
Satan (Rev. ii. 2), the reality of Satanio temp-
tation,  your adversary the Davil, 83 a roaring
lion walketh about, seeking whom he may
devour, whom resist ateadfast in the faith”
(1 Peter v. 8, 9). It may be well also to point
out the reality of the spiritual life that can be
go invaded from without by & great spiritual
adversary, and the need, therefore, of constant
watchfalness, As our ontward and physical
life is threatened from time to time by bodily
sickness, accident, poison, ete., against which
we must provide remedies and protection, 80 is
it likewise with the inner invisible life of the
soul, It is threatened in many ways, and our
great protection must be in evermore invoking
the sopernatural aid of God's grace, and mak-
ing diligent use of all means for obtaining the
ame. The wide subjeot of prayer in all its
bearings is thus brought before the class ; and
it will be well to supplement the instruotion,
firat, with illustrations of the practice of prayer,
both from the Old and New Testaments ;
secondly, with instanoes of invitations to pray-
er and of promises of amsworas to it; and
thirdly, the manner of prayer. how it should be
offered, from tho heart, intelligently, and with
reverence, The fact that our Lord gave a
form of prayer, to be used * when we pray,”
will like be employed as an argument to show
what high Scriptural anthority the Chureb has
for & written litargy,—ZIrish Ecclesiastical Gaz-
elte.

THE SOCIETY FOR THE& PROPAGATION
OF THE GOSPEL IN FOREiGN PARTS,

(From the Church Review.)
This venerable Society has been in existence
for 10 years. It had jts origin in the oclosing
year of the seventeenth century, when Dr.
Thomas Bray, who had been appointed Com-
misssry of the Bighop of London fir Maryland,
was stirred to supply the spiritual waats of
these fourteen oolonies on the coast of North
Amerios, which were then subjaot to the British
Orown. Dr, Beay and his friends ware aided
by the powerful help of Arohbishop Tenson and
other Bishops, as wsll as by the Liower House
of Convooation, then not yet silenced, aud on
June 16th, 1701, Wiilliam ILI. granted & charter
incorporating ** The Society for the Propagation
of the Gspel in Foreign Parts.” It firat ob-
jeots were: * 1. the oare and instruetion of our
own peoplo settled in the colonies; 2. the con.
version of the Indisn natives; and 3 the con-
vorsion of the negro slaves, The first Mission-
aries of the Society, the Rev. George Koith and
the Rov. Patrisk Gordon, sailed frym Hagland
on April 24th, 1702, and landed at Boaston in
North Amerioa oa June 11:h. O:her clergy-
men, schoolmasters, and presents of books were
sent immediately atterwards to the Coatinent
of Amerios, Newfoundland, the islands of the
West Indies, the British faotories at Moscow
and Amsterdam. Through eighty years the
Sooiety tried repeatedly to obiain Bishops, but
in vain, It was the poliocy of the British Gov=
ernment at that time ahsolutely to prohobit the
conseoration of Bishops for foreign parts, and
go far to restriot the growth of the Caarch.
Those American oolonies which now form the

United States were the chief, though not the
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only, scene of the Society’s labours up to the
year 1788, Now that branch of the Church
nembers 2,000 000 souls, under the osre of
seventy-two Bishops, and nearly 4 000 priests
and deacons, :

A’ gimilar progress may be recorded in other
parts of the world, in which the Sooiety started
missions, In the West Indies thers are six
Bishops, 218 clergymen, and three colleges ; in
Canada 18 Bishops and 884 clergymen, besides
geveral colleges ; in Australia thirteen Bishopsa
and 736 clergymen; in India, where the Soclety
began its work in 1818, shortly after the form-
ation of the Bishoprio of Calcutta, thers arenow,
as we bave already stated, 93,000 converts and
over 112 native clergymen; in Africa eight
Bishops and 260 clergymen; in New Zoaland
geven Bishops and 247 olergyman. The same
tale of the onward march of the Church is to
he told of Newfoundland axd the Gold Cosst of
British Columbia and Madsagasear, and even &0
iately as last year missions were atarted in Now
Guinea and Cores.

During these 194 years the Society has raised
and expended something like £5,000,000 on mis.
sions. In 17C1, where there were not twenty
clergymen «f the Churoh of Eogland, there are
now milliors of Churchpeople, over 7.700
priests and deacons, and 1566 Bishops of our
communion.

The primary objuot of the 8.P.G. was, as we
have seen, to minister to our colonists, and this
work is still maintainad in British North Amer-
ica, the West Indies, and Australusia; bat
missions to the heathen are not, as some have
thought, outside its scope, In Asia and Africa
the Sooiety msintains missionaries, catechists,
and readers, supports schoolg, ard contributes to
the building and repair of churches, mission
-houseg, and the circulation of books,

But perhaps the best ides of the Sooisty’s
aotivity will be g<ined by s review of its work
during the last twenty years, This we abbre-
viate from & singularly able srticle, headed
* Widening Horizors,' which appeared in the
Society's organ, the Mission Field, for Deo.,
1889, In the course of this article the writer
says: Taking, therefore, a glance at the work
twenty yesars ago, and comparing it with the
story of to-duy, we find that there was in 1869
1o mention in the annual report of the diccese
of Lahore or Rapgoon, of Japan o: North
China, of Pretoria or of Madagsscar, There
was no work at sll being done in Japan, in
North China, or in F.ji. There was mission
work being doue on & small scale in Lahors and
Rungoon, which formed part of the Diocese of
Caloutts, and there was a feebie struggling
mission on the low lying cast coast of Madagas
car, The Socciety's responsibilities to these
connfries in the present year involve an expend.
itme of nearly £17000; in 1869 probably as
many hundreds of pounds would have met all
demands., Intweniy years the single diooose
of Ropert’s Land has beoome s'x; the Society
has largely helped in the endowment of two,
haes contributed greatly to the endowment of
8t, John's Collegeat Winnipeg and of the olergy
in the original diocess of Rupert’s Land. and
ita annu 1 expenditure in this ecclesiastical
praovince is now nearly £6,000, as againat £275,
in 1869. In that year the diocese of Antigua
reccived £125, and 1ko diccese of Naaeau,
always the least frnitful in all elements of com.
mercisl prosperity, £260. Thus the West In
dies cost the Siciety £376 per acnum, The
Windward Islands, which formed psrt of the
diocese of Burbados, the island of Trinidad,
then grouped in that diocese, and Jamaica, had
coaged to be beneficiaries of the Society's money,
Bat in the next decade the policy of disestab-
lishment snd disendowment was carried out in
the West Indian Islands, To have withheld
promopt and liberal relief wonld have been to
sacrifice all that had been done in the past.
The Saciety helped to endow the dicaeses of
Antigua and Naessau by grants of large sums,
providing for the latter on the death of Bishop

Venables an episcopal stipend for hiasaccessor,
and its expenditure on these ohurches in 1889
is £2.000, as compared with £375 in 1889. Sim.
ilarly, in view of the very interesting evange-
listic work cs:ried on in the diccese of Guisna,
the expenditure has grown from £390 in 1869
to £820 in 1889, In 1873 a grant of £100 was
msde to & eolitary clergyman at Pretoria; five
years later the Society promoted the endow-
ment of & Bishopric, and guaranteed & stipend
to the Bishop until the endowment should be
completed. The dicoese now receives £990 per
apnum. In 1869 the expenditure in the then
divceses of Grahamstown snd Natsl was £7 000
per annum ; in the four dioooses which cover
the same area it is now nesrly £9 000 Ia 1873
a small mizsion, conaisting of two priests, was
gent to Japan, and in 1874 a similar body went
to North China, Little or nothing was known
of the countries snd cverything was a ventaore
of faith, Now theve is & Bishop in Japan, with
a good clerioal staff arounu him. One of the
pionecrs to North China is now Bishop of that
mission, and the Society is spending about
£3,500 per annum in those countries, In 1874
the Society was enabled to secure the conseora-
tion of & Biskop for Madagasoar, whom it has
maintained up to the present time. The Bishop
has now sixteen ordained missionaries, and the
Society's expenditure is £3,200 per annam, a8
compared with £700 per Annum in 1869, When
the Fiji group were added to the roll of our
colonies in 1875, the Society felt bound to take
them under its oaro, and two priesta are now
ministering to the pioneer setilers in those re.
mote islands, In 1¥85 the conquest of Upper
Bormah sdded to the British domircions a
heathen country larger than the United King
dom, with a population of more than four
millions of souls. ‘Lbe Society has missions,
which by comparison with some others may be
oalled strong, at Mandalay and at Shwebo, sud
ought to extend Chriatian stutions towards the
frontiera of China,

THE C M. 8. MISSIONS IN NORTH
WEST AMERICA.

Right across the North American continent,
extending from the northern boundary of the
United States o the Arctic Ocean, and from
the Atlantic Ocean to the Pacifio, lies tho vast
Dominion of Canada. From this must bo ex—
cepted Alaska, which belongs to Amarios, and
the Lisbrudor Coast and Newfoundland, whioch
form a separate English colony. The ares of
the Dominion is 3} million equare miles, and
the population over 5,000,600.

1t may be divided for convenience into throe
perts, viz, (1) Cunada Proper. comprising the
provinoos of Nova Bootia, New Brunswick,
Quebso, and Ontario to the oast ; (2) the newer
provinces of Manituhs, Assiniboia, Alberts,
Saskstche - an, Athabasca, and boyond them,
to 1he north, the North-West Territory ; (3)
beyonrd the Rocky Mountains, British Columbia.
With the eastern provinces, No, 1, the C. M 8.
has no connection; in all the others it is at
work. In No. 2 ia our N.W. Amerioa Misgion ;
in No. 3 our North Paifie Mission. ln this
artivle we have to do with No. 2 only.

The provinces in No. 2 have been gradually
formed into eight dioceses, con.tituting the
ecolesiastical province of Ropert's Liand, ander
the episcopal sapervision ot the Metropolitan,
Dr. Machiay, Bishop of Rapert's Land, Dio-~
ceann and Provinoial Synods are duly held, the
latter at the important oity of Winnipeg.
Rupert’s Land (so oslled from Charles IL’s
cousin) was originally the name for the whole
North ' West Territories ; but the name is now
only used ecclesiastically for the central mother
diooese,

Peopled originslly by Indian tribes unable
to develop the resources of the country, Canada

has been a land of possibilities to many immi.
grants, From 1669 to 1869, exuotly two
hondred years, the Hudson'®s Bay Company
bold a charter of limited sovereignty with a
monopoly of trade over ail tho region drained
by the rivera flaaiag inlo Hadson's Bay. The
eastern provinoecs ware largoly peopled from
France, and for many years u steady stream of
emigranta from Bagland and the United States
has been setting westward to the great corn
and lumbor rogions inland, and on tho Pacifio
ooast, But with nominally Christian colonists,
nowever muoh they msy nood the Gospel, the
Sooiety hai no legitimate conocern. Qar
errund in Canada is to the aboriginal tribes
alone,

The Indian+ evidentlyspring from a common
stook, but branch into two great races, English
Rivor being the recognised bonndury between
them, namely, the Algonquins, of whioh the
Orees and Oj heways or Sotos are tribes ; and
the Tinnes, to whom belong the Chipewyans,
Beavers, Slavis, and Takodh Indians. Tha red
man hes only & remnant of his former great.
ness; in the south he is limited to oertain
‘reservos’ of land, in the nirth his huntiag
grounds are no longer ‘happy,’ and plenty is
rarely his lot. The Eikimo, who are quite
snother raco, are soattered all slong the shores
of the Polar Sea and Hudson’s Bay.

Tho Society's connection with North West
Americs dates from 18522, The Committee
thon commissioned the Rsv, John Weat, & chap-
1ain of the Hudson's Bay Compnuy, to preach
also to the Indians, Ho bogan at Red River
Colony in Manitobs, Thae touching story of
the two Indian lads whom he tsughtis widely
kaown, Ouxe of thom wus afterwards thoe Rev,
Henry Budd, tho oelebratoed pastor of Cumber-
land, and the other the Rov, Jamos Sotteo, still
Iabourin s at Red River.

Rid River wazs adopted as the first atation in
1323, and the Rov. David Jones was tho first
gent out a3 missionary 10 the Iodlans, An
attempt was made, by meane of an Indian
Settlement, to reolasim the Indisna from their
waudering life, The ficst farrow was plonghed
by the Rev. W. Cockran, and by him the firat
seed corn was sBown, but out of an encampment
of two handrod Indians only seven could bs in-
daced to attempt cultivation, and even those
oould not bo relied on, It was then the firat
cottages wece buiit, the man who helpad bear~
ing the name of ‘Cantbal,’ beosuso in & time of
searoity he had dovoured ning of his own rola-
tions, Whaen the first barley was ripo, four ont
of tho seven farmers oonsumed their whole
produce at & sitting, To tbis day the same
luck of thrift und self hold is apparent smongst
the Indians, oausing snxious onre to those who
try to help them, 8i. Powor’s Indian Set:lement
is now & familiar nsme in our roports, and has
grown into & well-ordered (.hristian com-~
munity.

In 1840 the young Indian, Hoory Budd, was
sent to the neighbourhood of Camberland
Honse, 60¢ milea from R:d River, and there
the first Buropean missionary was the Rov. J.
(aftorwerds Archdesicon) Hunter. The work
was 80 blessed that in 1872 thero wis not a
heuathen Iandian left.

Stations were founded guccessively at Nopo~
wewin, farther up the Saskstohewsn ; at Moose
Lake ; at Fairford, for work amongst tho
Sotos ; at Fort Pelly and Touchwood Hills,
centros for evangelising the Pluin Indians ; and
at La Prairie, Wostbourne, Scanterbary, and
Islington or White Dog, More to the north,
smongst the Chipowysns, Stunley, on Euglish
River, became s centre of worlk, as Cuwber-
lacd House had previously boen, In 1850
the first Indisn clergymun, Henry Budd, was
ordained,

In 1849 Rupert's Land was erected into a
diocese, Dr. David Anderson was sppointed
the first Bishop, and had jarisdiotion for fitteen
years over the whole of the North West Terri-
tories, The number of clergy then was but
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five. Whan Dr, Machray, the present Metro-
politan, became the second fishop, in 1865
there were thirtoen Buropesn missionaries, six
native and country.born olergymen, and b 000
Native Christians, of whom nearly 1000 were
communicants, The one diocese at that time
extended from Red River to Moose Fort, 1,200
miles tu the east, and 3,000 miles to the north-
west,

In 1872 this vast territory was divided into
the fonr dioceses of Rupert's Land, Moosonee,
Baskatobewar, and Athabasoa, In 1883. at the
Provincial 8yncd of the Charob of England in
Rupert’s Land, the huge diocese of Muckerzie
River was separated from Athabases; in 1881
the diccese of Qu'Appelle was formed ont of the
diccese of Ropert's Land axd Saskatchewan;
and in 1887 the diocese of Sarkatchowan was
further subdivided into Saskatochewan and
Calgary, and the diooese of Selkirk was formed
in 1840, The C. M. 8 farnishes the episcopsl
stipend for three of these dioceses, namely,
Mooronee, Athabaeca, and Mackenz'e River,
the Bishops of which ware, and indeed still are,
missionaries of the Society. In the remaining
diocese the stipend is drawn from other souroes

DIOCESE OF HURON.

W.A.M.A—The annusl meeting of the
“ Womon's Auxiliary Missionary Assoociation”
waa held in London on the 10th, 11th and 12th of
March, The attendance of delegates from the 70

parochial branches was large, and the business
transacted was of a most satisfactory and
encoursging nature, as shown by the various
reports of tho Secretaries, Treasurers and
Committees. That from the Dorocas braich re~
porting & very large amonnt of work done by the
various branohes and forwarded to Algoma and
N. W. Missiops was most gratifying as showing
the gand work being doneby the W.A.M A, The
afternoon session of tho 11th was oocupied in
receiving the reporis of offieers, election of
cfficers, and the reading of papers by Miss
Woeir, of Brantford, Miss Wilson, of Toronto,
and Mrs. Cammings, Sec, W.A.M,A. Toronto,
who delivered able addresses on the work of the
W.A.M A,

The Missionary meeting held in Victoria
Hall in the evening was largely attended;
owing to the illncss of the Bishop of Haron
the chair was taken by the Bishop of Saskatoh-
ewan, who with Archdeacon Phair, of Winnipeg,
guve most interesting addresses on Missionary
work in the great North West, The Rev. Mr,
Matthews, of Huron, also spoke of work in the
foreign micsion field, A liberal collection was
taken up.

The morning of the 12th was devoted entirely
to business, and receivivg the report of the
Committee sppointed at the last snnual meet.
ing, to consider and recommend some schere
for the future working of the education of the
children of missionarios, as endorsed by the
last triesnial mecting of the W.A.M.A. at
Montreal, A great deal of interest was centered
in the reception of this report, as from time to
time & good deal of opposition bad been raised
against accepting this as s branch of the work;
this evidently haviog arisen from & misunder-
atanding 88 to the purely voluntary nature of
the work, and an impression formed by some
that the Bishop of this Diocese was opposed 6o
this work. Such has certainly never been
publicly expressed by him, bat made use of as
an argument against the scheme by its oppon-
ents, However the following extracts from
the report of this Committee should set all
doubts at rest as to the practioability of the
scheme being cartied out eventuslly, without
trenohing upon the funds appropriated to other
branches of the Auxiliary’s work, Great eredis
is due to this Coramittee for their valuable
report, showing that this very impo:tant
quaeation has received their most carefal and
earnost attention, and will no doubt commend
itself to the various Diocesan Branches, to
whom a copy will be submitted, for their con-
sideration, ’

The report sets forth first the great encour-
agement met with in the promotion of their
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work, not only by Dioocessn and Parochial
Boarde, but also by numerous private indivi-
duals leading to the gonclusion that by judicious
management in the futore development of this
educationsl scheme, it will eventually hecome &
successful branch of the work of the W.A.M.A,

As 8n oulcome of this work the Committes
report that there are at present some nine
ohildren of mirsionaries for whom provision is
being made in various Dioceses by voluntary
subsoriptions, without interfering with other
objects of the Asscoiation.

Ttese faots have led the Committee to believe
that the time has come when somo scheme
may {airly be proposed for the future workisg
out of this edncational plan; but they very
judiciously advise not to press the matter pre-
matorely forward; as to make it & permanent
institation of the W.A .M, A, it must take time
to fally develope it.

The following are the Committee's sug-
gestions for the future working :—

1. That the object shall be to eveninally
establish 8 home—the same to be under the
management of & Central Bosrd—appointed by
Dioceses or by the Triennial meeting.

2, The same to be supported by voluntary
subseription, or donations from branches, that
may not interfere with other missionary
objeots,

3 That & Committee be appointed to further
thie objeot in esch Diocoese, all contributions to
be paid to Diocesan Treasurers, o an ednoa~
tional eccount, game to be paid on order of
Diocesan Boards to the General Beard of Man-
sgement when established.

4. Diccesan Boards to report annually to the
Board of Mansgement, and this Board to the
Triennial meeting, Many other matters of
detail are carefully provided for.

Until this work is suficiently advanced for
the organizing of the Home, and the formation
of a General Board of Mansgement, the Com-
mitiee recommend that as an interim matter
the W.A . M.A. of the Diccese of Huron take
the initiative in this movement snd suthorize
their eduncational Commi‘tee to commence the
work on the proposed basis, with the view of
gradually developing it, until euch time as a
General Board is established, when the work so
far inangurated by the Huron Committes could
be banded over to the future munagement.
This interim committee to be under the control
of the Diocesan Board of Management. After
considerable dircussion for and sgainst the
adoption of the Committecs report it was ac-
cepted.

A little nuoleus of & home is slready formed
in London with two obildren, :oxne so far pro-
vided for by contributions to Mrs, Boomer, the
other to be previded for by the W.A.M.A of
the Diocere of Quebeo, These are under the
oharge of the Mitses Penney, who from their
qualifications and bigh testimonials sre well
titted tor the work,

Thus far this work bas progressed most
favorably and when the objeots and proposed
methods of working become more nnderstood
it will no doubt be cheerfully accepted as a
part of the work of the W.A.M.A.—Cox.

LunpoN.—His Lordship the Bishop of Huron
has been laid up with diptheria for the past
couple of weeks, Prayers were offered for his
recovery in eeveral of the oity ohurches on
Thuredsy. Thrzough God’s mercy, His Lord-
ehip is getting on well, and his medica] attend~
ant hopes that he may soon be completely
restored.

Much us
I love my little ones I was glad to be sbie to
leave them in England (at the C. M. 8 Home),
where in addition to the advantages of cduca-
tion their surroundings and contact with good
people would under God’s blessing tend to fit
them for a place in the world where they
might be ugeful, I was asked not long 8go by
s clergyman who bas s large fawily whether I
conld not help him to get & young lady out
from England who would be able 1o aid in the
education of bis children. I felt thut much as
I should like to help him, it would never do to
ask & yonng lady to go into the wilderneas to
underiabe s work of tnnt sort feeling it was g0
different from resl missionary work and that
she would be 8o much slone, The thing would
never answer. After 1 had this interview a

young lady from Winnipeg was found who
kindly went, but she did not stay long, sud
even a8 it was the self denial was great.

I think the eolution of this problem is to
move the ohildren to some place where they
oan be taught much in the same way that one's
own ochildren are taught, and any one can ask
themselves where and how would I like, to
tave my ohildren taught ?

@. H. Tovey. The subject ochosen was* Whay
I Becsme & Caurchman,' and the leoturer vx-
plained that it was hig desire to help others
who possibly might feel the same religions
difficuitiea which troubled his own mind beforo
he became & member of ‘ the Baglish branch of
the Catholio Church.’ Desoribing the Catholio
Churoh as cousisting of three groat branches,
Eastern, Italian and English, the lecturer said
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he wounld reserve for another ocoasion the res-
sons why he joined peither the Eastern nor the
Tialian, but conteated himeelf with the state
ment that be became an Moglish Catholic be:
cause he was an Englishman. The lecturer
then said, for ths purpose of his lectaro, he
must speak of the great body of Christians as
divided into the Catholic Church on one band,
and thoee who diesented from her on the other,
snd desoribed his attitnde towards Nonconform-
ists 88 one of the most cordial friendship, at the
somo time maintaining as & Churchman'’s plat-
form that their diterences were on guestions of
vital principles, and if either were right the
other muet be wrong ; 1t was not a mere ques.
tion of liking ope form of worship, building or
minister better than avother, bat one of two
conflioting principles, Tho lectnrer went on
to describe some of the causes he felt for dissat-
isfction with his position ss a Nonconformist,
maintaining that Paritaniam wae impracticable ;
Dissent was uncertain both as an essentisl
negation, and in the misuse of private judgment
reeulting in a fearful downward grede to ulti.
mate disintegration. Mr. Tovey then enlarged
upon the unhistorical and inconsistent position
of Dissent, requiring in the ordination of its
ministers & certain succession of authority, bnt
only & succeasion that depended upon man for
its origin; while the Catholioc Church mado it
a point of the first importance that the
‘ucession of sauthority whi h is given to her
ministers must originate from the apostles
themselves, There is no trace of any other
m thod of handing on this essential authority
either in Scripture or early Church bistory than
that which is known by tha name of Apostolic
guccession. The lectarer then turned to ex:
amine the claims of the Churoh, and professed
to have found them satisfactory in tarn on, the
grounds of authority, primitiveness and Catho
lioity, and concluded with a strong appeal to
all who were true and earnest Christians at
heort to promote to the u'most the fulfilment
of the Suviour's prayer that‘We may all be
one.’

Mr, Tovey anpounced that he will commence
a new sories of leotures on Friday, March 13th,
on the History, meaning and Ritual of the
Prayer book, and invited any adults to attend.

Bat
in this extremity God came to tha resons, He
loved—yes—so loved the world that He gave
up His only Son, the Lord Jesus Christ; and
i{e came and took our place. In His own
person, His own self bare oar sins in His own
body on the trea—on the orcss. Thus it was
that Christ ornoifisd boocame the great central
{aot of the Gospel and His death the power of
an endless Jife.

How improssively this ieaches us that being
dend to Bins we should live nato rightesusuness.
For by His stripes wo are healed—by His death
we are made alive,—Parish Visitor.

THE MORAL MIRACLE.

We do not wonder that the centurion was
compelled to tho exolamation, ¢ Certainly this
was & righteous man " ; or, accordiog to Mark,
that the centurion, when he saw that He so
gave up the ghost, said, * Truly this man was
a eon of & Gad,”

The centurion was used to soenes of blood.
He had feon muny 8 man die on the field of
battlo; He had seen tho gladiator die in the
arena, Ho had presided at the death of many
& male malefactor; he had conduoted the exe-
cution of many a pretender, many s olaimant
of royal antbority. Every now and then s
revolt would arise, and some pevson like The-

udas, or Judas of Galilee (Aots v., 36, 37), or
the noted Egyptisn (Acts xxi.,, 38), wou'd
arouso the oxoited populace with the hops of
naticnal emancipation. The insurrotion would
be put down; and the morciless Romun gov.
ernmont wounld ex:ingaish in blood the last
sparks of the revolt, and the roads wonld be
lined, as after the suppression of the revolt of
Spartaous, with orncified rebels,

It was not an unsual thing for the centarion
to see mon meet death with the bravery of
stoicism, with the insersibility of ignoranocs,
with the resolation of despair, with the grim
enduranoo engendered by hatred. Bat here was
a man, evidenily of refined und tendor spirit,
who had inspired uffoction in the hearts of the
humble men and wemen who stood near the
oross ; & man from whose countenance purity
and berignity rayoed forth, s man who evidently
did not foar death, aod yot who met the enemy
with anything but inseneibility; who, forgetfal
of His own sufferings, gave His last moment to
thoughttnl provision for His mother, to words
of peace and chear to the peaitent at His side
and to asking Irom God forgiveness for His
murderers,

This was & miracle more startling than the
healing of the lepor and the raising of the dead,
4 moral miracle; sud the voice of humanity
has agreed in recognizing iu the life and char-
soter and death «f Jasus what Prof. Sshurman
finely oalls ** & benign miracle,” If there were
not other well attested miracles, yet the char-
aoter of Jesus of Nuzuareth, as shown in His
inflnence and in His words, would be an ade-

quato_attestation to the divine origin of the
New Testament.

Other men have partaken of the greatnaess of
their times and their nation, Usnally, & zreat
man is but the greatest among many. Wash-
ington, Luther, Lincoln, each was the centre
and the eummit of & group of men. Bat this
man of obsonre parentage, with no advantages
of educat.on, of 4 nation narrow-minded, sordid,
in an age of baseness, towered as an obelisk
riges in perpendiocular loneliness from the wide,
desert expanse, And to suppose that such a
charaoter was created by the Evangelists is to
suppose, not only & miracle, bat an impossi.
bility.

Whon some gentleman in France, who had
invented a religion, was complaining to Voltaire
that he could not get his religion accopted,
Voltaire said : ** Suppose you.should try the
experiment of being crucified and raised from
the dead on the third day.” Or, we might add,
Suppose you try the experiment of living such
a life and dying such a death as did Jesus of
Nazareth —Ezchange.

This the day of oar Lord's resurrection
aud the esrnmest of our own, the chief and
sovereign of all the festivals of the Church, is
oalled by St; Chrysostom * the desirable feast

of our salvation, the foundation of our peace,
the ococasion of oar reconciliation to God, the
destruotion of death, and our victory over the
devil.” It is & day of rejoicing with holy,
spiritual joy. * Lt us keep the feast” above
all by doing our duty to God in receiving with
deep gladness the precious Body and Blood
offered to us in His Holy Sacrament, and then
by showing forth our joy in words and deeds of
kindness to all aroand us,
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RASTRERTIDE,

Esster wags, in the primitive Churvh, the
privcipal season of the three—Epipbany and
Whitsantide being the others—which were
solemnly dedioated to the administration of the
Sacrament of Baptism. For one week, 1ill the
First Sonday after Haster, the newly baptized,
who were in those days very often grnwn-up
people, wore their white robes, On that San-
day, known by the name of  the Lord’s Day in
white,” the white robes were taken off and laid
up in the church. Every day in the whole
week was & holiday and a holy day, spent in
gober, happy rejoicing, in frequmenting the
daily services, and in prayerful recoliection
that they, through God’s goodness, have been
made Christians,

The same kappy spirit was infnsed into the
whole period between Easter and Ascension.
It was considered a time of holy joy and exalta
tion, Harly writers tell us of & habit naual at
this season : as the Christians prayed, they
stretched their arms beavenwards, their hands
upraised, snd their eyes looking upwards, as if
wishfal to rise and he with their riren Liord,
The babit is no lopger practised, bni the spirit
which lived then may still live among us if, as
goed Church people, we notice how the Collects,
Epistles, and Gospels for all the Sundays be
tween. Easter and Ascension are intended to
encourage us to look upward for help in our
earthly work till that happy time comes when
we shall, “ see Him as He i8,"—Selected.

It is to be noted that the divine ides embodied
in Easter ie grand, not because it is nataral, but

beoause it reverees tha ideas born of experience
and obeervation. The only vature we know of
ourselves is that which expresses the result of
man’s gin, and in thet nature desth only appears,
immort: lity has no place. Ruster comes to
tell us that there is a better idea than that
which nature gives. It reverses experlence.
It adde to our krnowledge. It opensthe door
to & new oconceplion of iime and eternity.
Flowers and natural tokens that winter’s sleep
i over, are usefn] as types and illustrations of
our joy. They prove neither immortality mor
the mode of eterosal life, Hence it happens
that viewing the season mstheticaily, rather
t1an as & faot this age recognizes the feast more
than ever before, but believes in its essential
faot less than did any preceding period of Chis-
tian life. Reasoning from type and beaaty
back to truth produces afalse conception ol the
divine revelation ; when the trane mode, of
basing our joy on the fact God has declared,
would make our flowers types and embloms,
not teachers or foundations of dootrine,

Immortality, ae Christ revealed it was aun-
known till Jesus srought life snd immortality
to light by the Gospel ; immortality is not the
inheritance of sin stained man, rave as imparted
by Chbrist, and possossed by upion with Him.
The Soriptare edmits of no other interpreta-
tion yead literally, The death that passed upon
Adsm remains with man as his only sure in.
heritance ontil the life eonferred by Christ is
imparted to him by & pew breathing into his
nostrils of the bresth of life,

Immortality being the gift that Easter com-
memorates, the mode of immortality maust be
that revealed in Christ, and that immortality is
barmonious with that of the first creation, when
the perfect man had a body us well assoul,
Easter then does nct merely confirm nataral
type and the spirit’s yearning, but confers a
new gitt upon the world, which satisfies and
adds to botb, Immortality and the Resurreo
tion, in some gente litersl, of the body are
hence bound together. The dootrine of the
aoctual Resurreotion denied, means an annul-
ment of the only immortality that rests on
proof. The conception of renewed life, merely
a8 that spromting from the seed, compels the
belief, in completed immortality immediately
consequent upon death, and destroys the whole
teaching of revelation and substitutes & barren

hope, for & proven fact. Immortality rests not
on & natnral, but & revesled basis, and life and
immortslity are poesible, so far asany evidence
exists, only in and through the resurrection of
the body.

All the difficnlties, which & reasoning (not a
reasonabie) faith finds in the acceptance of this
dootrine, rests on & a priori arguiog upon tho
properties of matter, The diffculty is mot
soceptance of the fact, but in understarding of
the thow.’ To that form of ariticism, the apastls
of old answered, ‘Thoa fool,’ the reprodunotion of
nature involves as great & mystery; he did not
say the resurrection is identical in kind with
that reproduction of repeated life. Sinoe all our
eternal hopes are bound up in that dootrine of
immortality ; siace the mode of the proof was
in and by tho resurrection of the body ; since
the first resnreotion was contrary to nature as
wo understand it; snrely we ocan accept the
iruth, aud not resson upon tbe mode, leaving
the way of acoompliskiing the result to the God
who, restrained not by the impossibility in the
first instance, will find no barriers to Hia will,
such a8 we in our petty wi_dom suggest, when
He determineth to comyplete the promise in the
everlasting result, :

Grasping the conception of the season in its
literalness, we will find it indeed lovely and re-
joice in the harmnny of the spring time with its
joy. Observing it because poetically ‘lovely,’
and romantieally ‘ceasonable,’ we will des roy
onr hope, and lose our certainty, and gather a
conception of the dootrine of immortslity as
false, a8 the theology of those to whom Milton
is an inspired teacher, or to whom the poets
and responding sentiment replace the Church
g4 the imparters of thedootrine of divine truth.

ADHERENCE T0 THE APOSTOLIC
SUCCESSIONTHE SAFESTCOURSE.

pe———

We, who believe the Nioene Crecd, must
soknowledge it a high privilege that we belong
to the Apostolic Church. How is it that so
many of us are, almost avowedly, 8o ocold and
indifferent in our thoughts of this privilege ?

Our languor cannot be accounted for by the
want of cxprese scriptural encouragoment to
the notion of a divine ministerial sommission.
For Soripture, at first sight, is express, whether
wo take the anslogy of the Old Testament, the
words of our Lord, or the practice of His
Apostles, Tho primitive Christians read it
acoordingly, and cherished, with all affectionate
roverenco, tho privilege which they thought
they found thore, Why are we so unlike
them ¢

I fear it must be owned that much of the
evil is owing to the comparatively low ground
which we onrselves, the ministers of God, have
chosen to occupy in defenceof our commiseion,
For many years we have been much ia the
habit of resting our claim on the general duties
of snbmission to authority, of decenoy and
order, of respecting precedents long established,
instead of sappesling to that warrant which
marks us, excluwsively, for GODS AMBAS-
SADORS,

Wo have spoken much in the same tone a8 we
might bad we been mere laymen, acting for
ecolesiastical purposes as a professional choice.
Waiv'ng the question, ‘Wss this wise ? Was it
right, in higver respeots? I ask, wsas it not
obviously certain, in some degree, to damp and
deaden the interest with which men of devout
minds would natarally regard the Christisn
ministry ?  Weuld not more than half the
reverentisl feeling with which we look ona
church or oathedral be gone if we cessed to
contemplate it as the honse of God, and learned
to esteem it merely &s & place set apart for
mora) and religioue instruction ?

It would be going too deep into history to
enter now on any statementof the causes which
have led, silently snd insensibly, almost to the
abandonment of the high ground which our
fathers of the Primitive Church, { e,, the bishops
and presbyters of the firat five centaries took,
in preferring their claim to csnonical obedience.
Ror the present, it is our purpose to urge, on
plaiu, positive considerations, the wisdom and
duty of keeping in view the simple principle
upon whioh those fathors relied.

Their prinoiple, in short, was this: that the
Holy Foast on our Suviour's sacrifice, which all
confess to be ‘generally necessary to salvation,’
was intended by Him to be constantly conveyed
through the hands of commissiontd persons.
Exzcept, therefore, wo can show such a warrant,
wa capnot be sure that our hands convey the
sacrifice; we cannot bo sure that eouls worthily
prepared, receiving the bread which we break
and the oup of blessing which we bless, are
pertakers of the Body and Blood of Christ.
‘Except ye eat the flash of the Son of man snd
drink His Blood, ye have uo life in you.'¥
Piety, then, sud Christian reverence, and sin.
oore, devout love of our Redeemer, nay, and
charity to the sonls of our brethren, not good
order and cxpediency only, would prompt us,
at all earthly risks, to preserve and transmit
the seal and warrant of Christ.

If the rules of Christisn conduot were founded
merely on visible expediency, the zeal with
which those holy men were uged to maintain
the Apostolic succession might appear a strange,
unacoountable thing. Not so, if our daties to
our Savionr be like our duties to & parentor a
brother, the unalterable resnlt of certain known
relations, previous to all oongideration of conse-
quences T Refloct on this and you will presently
teel what & difference it makes in & pious mind
whether ministerial prerogatives be traced to
our Lord’s own institation or to mere voluntary
ecolesisstical sr:angement, Lot two plane of
government, as far 88 we can see, be equally
good and expedient in thomeelves, yet if there
be put a fair probability of the one rather thun
the other proceeding trom our Bleseed Lord
Himaell, those who love Him in sincerity will
know at once which to prefer, They will not
demand that every point be made out by in
evituble demonstration, or promalgated in form,
like & stato deores. According to the beantiful
expression of the Psalmist, they will consent to
be ‘guided by’ our Lord's ‘eye’ ;] the indications
of his plessure will be enough for them, They
will state the mutter thus to themselves : ‘Jesus
Christ’s own ocommission iathe best externa!
s«curity I canbave, thatin receiving this bread
and wine I verily receive His Body and Blood.
Bither the bishops have ihat commission or
there is no euch thing in the world, In pro-
porti m, then, to my OChristian auxiety for
koeping &8 near my Saviour as I ean, Ishall, of
oconrse, be very unwilling to separate myself
from Episcopal communion, And in propor-
tion to my charitable oare for others, will be
my industry to preeerve and extend the like
cons slation aud security to them,’

Consider the analogy of an absent parent or
dear friend in another hemisphere, Would not

such a one natarally reckon it one sign of sin-
core attachment, if when he returned homs he
found that in all family questions respect had
been shown especially to those in whom he was
known to have the most confidence ? Would
he not be pleased, when it appeared that his
friends had not been mice, for inquiring what
express words of commaud he had given, where
thoy had good reason to think that such and
such a course would be epproved by him ? If
his ohildren and dependents had searched dili-
gently, where, and with whom he had lefs
commissions, and, having fair cause to think
they had found such, had scrapulously coeform-
ed themselves, as far a8 they oonld, to the
prooceedings of those so trasted by him, would
he pot think this & better sign than if they had
beon dexterous in devising exceptions, in ex-
plaining words of trust, and limiting the pre-
rogatives he had oonferred ? :

Now certainly the Gospel has many tndica-
tions that our best Friend in His absence is
likely to be weil pleased with those whodo
their best in sinocerity to keep as mear to His
Apostles a8 they oan. It is studiously resorded,
for example, by the Evangelists, in the account
of our Lord's two miraculous Feasts, that sll
pessed through His Disciples' hands (His
{welve Disoiples : a8 is in one instance plainly
implied in the twelve basketeful of fragments).
It is true that minnte ciroumstances like this,
in a parable, or symbolical act, must be reason-
ed on with great cantion, Still, when we con-
sider that onr Blessed Lord took ocoasion from
this event to deliver more expressly than at
any other time the dcotrine of communion with
Him,* it seems no unnatural conjeoture that
the detaila of the miraole were so ordered as to
throw light on that dootrine.

But not to dwell on what many will question
{although on dooile and affectionate minds it
must have its weight), what shall we say to
the remarkable promise addressed to the
Twelve at the Paschal Supper ? “Ye are they
which have continued with Me in My tempta-
tion ; and I appoint unto you s Kingdom, ag
My Father hath sppointed unto me ; that ye
may eat and drink at My table in My Kingdom,
and sit on thrones judging the twelve tribes of
[srael’t This much no one will hesitate to
allow, concerning this Apostolic Charter : that
it bound all Christians whatever to be loyal
and obedient to Christ’s Apostles, at least as
long as they wereliving, Anddo not the same
words equally bind vsand all believers to the
world’s end, so far a8 the mind of the Apostle
oan yet be ascertained 7 Is not the spirit of the
enactment such a8 renders it inoumbent on
every one to prefer among olaimants to Charch
aunthority those who can make out the best
title to & warrant and commission from the
Apostles ?

I pass over those portions of the Gospel
which are oftenest quoted in this controversy—
they will ooonr of themselves to all men—for
it is the objeot of these lines rather to exemplify
the ocoasional indications of our Lord’s will
than to cite distinot and palpable enactmenta,
Oa one plave, however,—~the passage in the
Aota, which records, in honor of the first con~
verts, that ‘they continued steadfastly in the

"Apostler’ dootrine and fellowehip’—one question

must be asked. I3 it really credible that the
privilege so emphatically mentioned, of baing
in communion with toe Aposties, ceased when
the last Apostle died ? If not, who among
living Christians have so fair a chance of enjoy-
ing that privilege &8 those, who, besides purity
of doctrine, are osreful to maintain that Apos-
tolic Sauccession, preserved to them hitherto by
a gracions and special Providence ? I shoald
not muaoh fear to risk the whole controversy on
the answer which & simple, unprejadiced
mind would natarally make to these two ques
tioms.

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Observe, too, how often these principles
which are usually called inecorn, High Churoh.
manship, drop, as it were, incidently from the
pens of the sscred writers, professedly employ-
ed on other subjects : ‘How shall they preach
exocept they be sent?—'Let a man so acoount
of us, as of the Miniaters of Christ, sud Stewsrds
of the mysteries of God'—‘No man taketh this
honour to himself* bat he that is oalled of God,
a8 was Aaron.’ Is it possible for anyome to
road such places as these with & fair and clear
mind, and not to perceive that it is better and
more seriptural to have, than to want, Christ's
epecial commisaion for cenveying His word to
the people, and for consecrating and distribut~
ing the pledges of Hie holy Sacrifics, if such
commissions be any how attainable- -batter and
mors sdriptaral, if we oannot remove all donbt
at least to prefer that communion which can
make ont the best probabls title to such com-
maission ?

Why then should any man fear or hesitate
boldiy to assert the amthority of the bishops
and pastors of the Church on grounds striatly
soriptural and spiritaal, as bringing men nearest
to Corist onr Saviour, and conforming them
most exactly to His mind, indicated both by
His own ocondact, and by the words of His
Spirit in the Apostolic writings? Why should
we not seriously endeavor to impress our people
with this plain truth : that by separating them-
selvea from our communion, they separate
themselves not only from a decent, orderly,
nseful society, but from the CHURCH WHICH
HAS A RIGHT TO BE QUITE SURE THAT
SHE HAS THE LORD S BODY TO GIVE TO
HIS PEOPLE ?

Nor need any man be perplexed by the ques-
tion sure to be presented and oconfidentially
asked: ‘Do you then unchurch all the Preshy-
terians, all Christians who have no bishops ?
Ara they to be shat out of the covenant, not
withetanding all the fruits of Christian piety
which seem to have sprung up not scantily
among them ¢ Nay, we are not judging
others, but deciding on our own condnot, We
oannot communioate with the varions denomi~
nations, as neither oan we with Romsan Catho.
lics ; but we do not, therefore, exolade either
from salvation, ‘Necessary to Salvation,’' and
‘necessary to Chureh Communion’ are not to be
need as convertible terms, Neither do we
desire to pass sentence on other peraons of
other countries ; but we are not to shrink from
our deliberate views of truth and duty, beocause
difficulties may be raised about the cass of such
persons ; any more thun we should fear to
maintain the paramount necessity of Christian
belief, beonuse similar diffisulties may bs raised
about virtuous heathen, Jews, or Mshometans.
To us such questions ure abstract, not practical ;
and whether we can answer them or no, it is
our business to keep fast hold of the Churoh
Apostolical, whereof wo are actnal members ;
not merely on civil, or ecolesiastioal grounds,
but from real, personal love and reverence,
affectionate reverence tc oar Lord and only
Saviour, And let men seriously bear in mind
that it is one thing to slight and disparage this
holy Suncoession where it may be had, and
auother thing to acquiesce in the want of it,
where it is (if ¢ be anywhere} really unattain-
able,

Moreover, it is obvious {hat, among other
results of the primitive dootrine of the A postolic
Buooession, thoroughly consider-d and followed
up, it would make the relation of pastor and
parishoner far more engaging, as well as more
awfol, than it ie usually considered at present.
Look on your pastor as acting by mans com-
mission and you may respect the anthority by
which he acta ; you may venerate and love his
personal character, but it can hardly be called
a religious veneration ; there is nothing proper
ly sacred sbout him, Bat once learn to regard
him as ‘the deputy of Carist, for reducing man
to the obedience of Gud,’ and everything about
him becomes changed, everything stands in &

pew light. In public and in private, in ohurch) and possible repining, we ses that our nsefal

and at home, in consolation and in censure, and,
above all, in the administration of the Holy
Sacraments, a faithfol man naturally oonsiders,
‘By this Hiz me:senger Christis speaking to
me ; by his very being and place in  the worid
he is & perpetnal witness to the truths of the
sacred history, a perpstaal earnest of Commu.
nion with our Lord to those who come daly
prepared to His Table,’ In short, it must make
just all the difference in every part of a clergy-
man's duty, whether he do it, and be known to
do it, in that Faith of his commission from Christ,
oF 1o,

For the present, let the whole matter be
brought to this short issue, May it not be said,
both to clergy arnd laity: ‘Pat yourselves in
your children's place, in the place of the noxt
generation of believers, Consider in what way
they will desire you to have acted, supposing
them to value aright (as you must wish them)
the means of communion with Christ; and, as
they will then wish you to have acted now, 8o
aot in all matters affecting that ipestimable
privilege,”—Tract for the Times, No. I1I.

Sirely a sorrowful rest, and yot it was & rest.
Their Lord was dead, He whom they had so
faithfully followed and ser-ed, trusting that He
shonld deliver Israel, had been Himself deliv.
ered into the hands of His enemies and had
been by wicked hands crucifisd and slain with
every aggravation that malico snd oraelty oould
suggest. Buat all was over now. He could
suffer no more, By favor of the Roman gov.
ernor, His body had been given to His disciples,
who had laid it in the tomb with such hasty
observanoe as the time admitted. There was
gtill much to be done, however, hefore His
friends could feel that their Master was properly
shrouded for the grave, and for these last rites
the faithful women at once made due prepara-
tions,

Bat an obstacle was in the way—one not to
be removed, sinoe it was of God's own planting,
The next day was the Sabbath, on whioh no
work must be done. The commandment was
paramount even to their care for their friends,
sud they dared not set it aside. They rested
the Sabbath day. Doubtless their thonghts
went often to that new tomb as they reoalled
the words and aots of their Master, and perhaps
the thought ocourred to them that He who had
called Liszarus from a like death chamber after
he had been dead four days, might also break
the bonds of death for Himself. Hud He not
eaid that the Son of Man should rise on the
third day ? They had not understood the any-
ing &t the time, but I canuot bat think it muat
have come back to them on this Sabbath day
of waiting with a suggestion of a brighter day
to come. The very first hours of the next day
found these faithful souls at the sepulchre.
Their oares were no longer wanted, The Lord
was rised fliieed, His glorified bidy had no
need of their spioes and ointments,

Bat does anyone think these cares were
wasted ? No indeed, The perfame was as
sweet t0 Him for whom it was meant, and I
think, when He entered that house vhere the
disoiples were sssembled, His eyo may have
rested lovingly upon their unopened vases of
ointment,

It has happened to many a Charch worker to
lay out and perhaps begin upon a work for the
Liord whioh seemed moast nseinl and even nead.
tul, only to be stopped short by some of these
obstacles which we term provident al—by oar
own illness, perhaps; or that of a friend, by
some call to home gervice whioh nses up all
our time and strength ; and with deep regrer,

plan muost be abandoned or left to another, Or
—harder still—thers are those to whom we owe
cbediencs whe do not see as wo do and who
atand {n the way of accompliching that on
which our hearts have beon set —and 80 we find
our labor, as it seoms, thrown away.

Bat is it veslly thrown away ? By no means.
If onr plans have boen for our Lord's glory and
the goad of His Church, He will acoept them
as proofs of our love, aod though, liko the pats
of ointment, time or ocironmstances may have
made them impossible or useless, they are atill
fragrant aod aoceptable to Him, Not the
gmalleat effort ever mude for Him whom we
gerve was evar wasted or lost, though to men
it may remain forever unknown. * God is pot
unrighteous to forget work and labor that pro-
ceedeth of love, which Jove ye have shown for
His name's sake " (Heb, vi,, 10.)

ON READING AND PREACHING.

‘‘Grace is grace, despite all controversy.”

Controversy should be studiously avoided,
for it may be seriously quostioned whother any
permanent good is derived from pulpit contro-
versy. A olergyman in his pulpit is privileged,
and men ocannot, even if they would, roply to
him there. Hence the preacher who indulgos

in oontroversy very ason scquires an nnenvisble
reputattion, Countroversy doos not induoe to &

life of holinoss, and peace, and love, It gives
mon of the world opportunities of writing

bitter things ooncerning religion, and of vent-
ing their saroasm is such a way as—

‘Doth this man serve God 7’ ‘Why ask you ?
‘He speaks not like a man of God's making.’
‘It it be possible, a8 much as lieth in you, live
peacably with all men.’

Yet the clorgyman should be ready and able
to hold his own, He represonts a oause-—and a
cause that is constanuy being attacked, Itis
his part, therefore, to defend the cause, And
it is quite within the scope of these articles to
mention this matter, Iu preashing in gonoral,
or in defending the oitadel against tho attacks
of foes, the minister should constantly bear two
things in mind. First, those to whom ho
ministers, and those who differ from him, are
men ; and, eecondly, that he himeelf is also
human, Therefore, in dealing with cases of
resistance to the truth, a kind and sympathetic
manner and gontle bearing will be of the ntmoat
sorvice, There in no reason to lot go the hold
of manliness ; tho only nied is todisplay manli-
ness in tho best possible manner. Troe manli-
ness is of groat valne, “To have a persistency
without pertinacity, determination without
obstinacy, parpose which is never partisan,
and principle which i3 never prejudico; to
giseriminate without being antsgonistic; to
caoose without being unjust; to love without
hating—this isthe fuirness, this is the equipoige,
this ig the irinmph of the troo man.’

‘Speaking the truth in love,’ ‘The truth,
the whole truth, and nothing bai tho truth,’
but in love, That is the secret of Auccoss,

Musioal 8 eclness of voice, fluonay of spoech,
vast stores of knowledgo, groat power of word
painting—thess sre good intheir way, and
needful for a olergyman who wouid be eminent-
ly suocesfal, Battheso are not all, Like the
statae as it Jeaves the hands of the scalptor, be
it ever a0 good & representation of its subjoot,
it yot lacks one thing. It wanteth life ] So,
too, mast he who would bo snocessful in the
ministry be filled wilh the life given by the in-
dwelling of the Spirit of God. Otherwige, ho
may find that some brother whose speoch is
slow, whose wit has no sparkle, whose know-
ledge is very limited, whose tounes aro sonorous,
whose general aspeot is the reverse of charming
—yet whose life is one continnad aot of spnse~
oration to God—is far more sucoessful than
himgelf. And in the soul ofthe faithful clergy-
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mav ‘prayer’ will hold sn important place.
‘Nothing without prayer) He .ill pray to
be guided us to what to preach about, His
sermons will he composed in the spirit of prayer
and they will be preached, accompsanied by &
prayer that the seed sown may bring forth
fruit, to the honour and glory of God.

Buch & man will seek to develop to the full
the talents entrusted to his care by an almighty
Providence, He will ‘stir up the gift’ that is
in him. And such a man will succeed in bring-
ing many gons to glory, and will endure to the
end.

He will labour more abundsntly than they
all, ‘yet not he, but the grace of God in him,’

THE BISHOP OF SALISBURY
ON ABSTINENCE.

Preaching at the Chapel Royil,
St. James’, on Sunday week, the

Bishop said : There are times in the
history of the world and of the
Church when abstinence from certain
things, in themselves intocent or
irdifferent, become a matter of con
seience in which very largo numbers
of porsons are concerned The ox-
ample of the Baptist stauds ever side
by side with that of our Lord, as the
example of o churacter suited to an
emergency, and suited to the influ~
ences of # paiticular luxurious and
solf-pleasing age. Such an age is
our own and if woe recognize thal
such abstinenca is nob religion, buta
means of promoting religion, there
is no time 80 fit 28 tho beginning of
Lent to rewembor it as a practical
thing. Nuow, it we ask ‘What is
the groatost of those mountains of
sin which stop the way of the com-
ing of the kingdom of Christ—
what is the deepest of the valleys
of waste that requires to be filled
up'? wo must reply: ‘The sin of
drunkonness, tho waste caused by
needless, even when rot excessive,
indulgence in strong drink.! We
do not forget other rins that frum
timo to time huve become epidemie.
and are always ready to burst forth
inte prominouce and some of which
are ot this time speciaily pressing
on the conscience of our country;
but as thers is no commaen vice which
80 robs the individual soul of reason
ay drunkonness, 8o there is no hab.t
which leads to such upseasonabls
warto a8 that of drunkenness Last
year wo are told, in 18Y0, there was
spent in this United Kingdom of
ours, under this head, no less a sum
than close upon one hundred and
thirty-nine millions and a half of
pounds sterl ng—one fifih, I belisve
of the Nuti.nal Debt, one twolfth of
tho whole estimated income of all
orsons of all classes in the kingdom
This is the highest sum spent in this
way sinco 1878, When we think,
doear brothren, orlry to think, of this
we may well ask: Is it not in ac
cordance with the wisdom of God
that wo oursolves should practice
strict solf demial, and partind oriotal
sbstmence in this maiter, especially
ot this season of fasting and humilia
tion for sin ¥ Chrisy has taught ua
tho great truth of the rol gious im
portance of rocial intorcourse, of
loavoning tho world by the fiee con
tuct of good and bad, of rich and
poor, of learned aud unlearncd. as
fur ug such coniact can take place
without danger to innocence of life.
What is 1t that mukes such gather
ings d.fticult, rare and costly ?
What is it that makes the inter-
course, espocially of the pcor, with
one another so dangerous? It is tho
danger to reason und the wuste of
money from the u:o of strong drink.
Tt is this that ruins many of the most
quick wittod and lovable, this that
hardens and brutalizes the strong
this 1hat paralyses those of finer
mould, that this is an incentive to
singlo acts of crime, that this alone
ousbles tho slavosof vice to continue
in their courss of siu by vvercoming
tho last struggles of a reluotant seu

expressive phrase,
guards and watchmen from the tow-
ors of the soul,’ and leaves scope to
all the evils to which the heart is
natnra'ly inclinod, and on which the
unreasoning will is set. It is this,
we might almost say, that makes the
grent question of pauperism almaost
imsoluble. Let us not say, ‘Because
there is no temptation to myself or
to my immediate neighbor, therefors
it is not worth while.” * Who is my
neighbor ?’ Christ bids us ask our-
welves, If we shut ourselves up ina
narrow circle, we may well be free
from immediate contact, but there
are always servants in a household
with special temptations, and even
in persons who seem quite outside
temptation there is found from time
to time a terrible weakness which
may ond in bringing blight and
trouble to a whole neighborhood, or,
at any rate, 10 a whole family and
cirele of friends. But, above all this,
Christ teaches us that our neighbor
is not our own ocircle only, Iif we
follow this example of free inter-
course with all, as far es it may be
done, we shall soon find neighbors
enouzh who may be influenced for
good by our abstinence, especially if
they know that it is from no false
idea of exaltation of ascetioism into
the place of religion, no desp:te to
the creatares of God, but even out of
pure lovo to our brothers and sisters
in Christ Jesus, a sacrifice promoting
the coming of His kingdom.—Irisn
Heclesiastical Gazette,
