TuEe Provineial Synod of Cansda meets
on the 8th of September, in the City of
Montrenl. Twelve clorical and twelve
lay delegntes have been eclected from
cach of the Dioceses of Nova Scotin,
Fredericton, Quebec Montredl, Toronto,
Huron, Ontario, and Ningam, making
192 in all; 96 of cach order. While the
Diocesan Synods correspond to cur Loeal
Legislaturos, the Provincial Synod cor-
respands to the Senate and Houee of
Commions. The Upper House comprises
the Bishops undar the Presidency of the
Metropolitan, dnd deliberates by itself.
The Lower House is composed of the
clerical and lny delegates who deliberate
by themselves, and it is presided over hy
o Prolocutor chosen like the Speaker of
the House of Commons, on the assemb!-
ing of the Synod. All propositions
must be concurred in by both Houses.

As both the editors of this paper ex-
prect to ba present as representatives from
thoir respeciive Diocesos, we shall be in
a position to give our roaders full reports
of the proceedings. '

The subject that I have busn requested
to speak upon to-night, “ The Training
of the Young,” is undoubtedly one of
the most important, as well as ono of
the most difficult parts of a clergyman's
work. Itis of great importance because
we are dependant upon the children of
to-day for the men and women of the
future; and we cannet but bs thankful
to Almighty Gop, that the training of
the youny is rocoiving at the present day
a groat deal of careful considerntion.

Now, My Lord, whatl have to say to-
night can only bo gathered from the
expericnces off the prst six yearsin a
country Parish, where, of comse, difticul-
tios in the way of parochinl organistions
for the young, are far greater than in
towns and villagea.

Doubtlees, there are many of the
older clergy leré who ‘weuld be far
better able to spenk on the subject, than
I can possibly be, having had more
oxperience, S

now an acknowledged institution in

Sunday School teachers, T sery much
doubt, if, in o large number of cases, the
children receive that dogymatic instruction
regarding the faith, thal is so necessary,
it they are to become not only Christians
Fut zealous and  devoted members of the
Chnrch of Tagland. Ab any rate it is
of great importance that the clergy
should personally bécome- acquainted
with the children of their congregations;,
and arrange fer some means.of definite
Church teaching: for unless - the young
have a clear understanding of the claims
the Church has upon. themi, they can
hardly be expected to ongnge with any
degres of interest - in Missionary or
Church work. U v

Now, My Lord, the first thing to he
done in regard fo- the training of the
young, is to win-their confidence nnd
nffection. How is this ‘to be denet I
have known children- to run half a mile
round a, back street, rather than’ meet the
Parish Priest, and-tremble whensver e
spoke o them, Why -was -this1 Be-
cause the sublime truths of religion ware
placed befove tho childness with hareh-
ness, and they were driven-into certain

never do-any good.- The way’to win the
love of the youug is to ghow them that
religion is-not’s thing of gloom ‘and sad-
ness; but of joy, and: that, being » Chiris-

Now this peint being gained, what js
the best method for imstruction amd
organization 1 Thera is little doubt that
organization of some kind is needed in
order to keep the children together nnd
give them an interest in the work, There
13 0e great dithiculty that appears in
couuwry DParishes, almost insuperable,
and that is, the mixing of the sexes. We
know that in Engknd it is mrely that
we meet with any classes for boys and
girls both, but on this sideof the Atlan.
tic, the customs, which cannct but ba
regarded as a very had one, prevails, of
instructing both together. Of course the
result is that plain speaking has to be,
to n great extent,,if not totally, sacrificed.
Wherever it ia practicable, it would un-
doubtedly be o benefit to organize the
girls and boys separately.

Some 12 years ago, in St. Mary’s,
Hull, England, of which Canon Seott, of
York, is Vicar, and with which Church I
wis then asa layman conuected, a hrother-
hood was organized, cailed the © Brother-
hood of St. Andrew.” I wag glad to
hear, only a shert time #go, that the
Brotherhood was still in existence, and
in » flourishing condition. The idea
originated with the Senior Curate, the
Rev. C. E. Cockin. It was secn that the
boys passed from the Sunday School
into the Bible Class, from the Bible Class
into the Confirmation Class, were Con-
firmod, and then, to n great extent, the
Church  lost sight of them. This
“ Brotherhood” was especially for the
purpose of holding them together.

Meotings wers hald fortnightly in the
Vestry of the Church, and a paper read
cach evening by one of the members
upon seme Church topic. KEach boy
chose a mate, and there were cerfajn ob-
ligations resting upen ench boy regarding
his mate. Thus, if o membor'was absent
from a meeting it becamo the duty of
his mate 1o look after him nnd enguire
the rossun.  If A ember was heard using
bad language, or scen coming out of a
public-heuse e had first to be warned
by his mate, and, upon the sccond of-
fenee, 1o be reported to the Warden.

I'would strongly recommend such an
stganiztion for boys in places where it is
nossihle to separate the sexes, that is in
towns and large villages. Where il
would be impracticable, a Guild, embrac-
ing both sexes, might do good service.
Now, the question may be ssked :—
*“ Why dopart from ths zood 0)d cnstom
of the Bible Class?® Wall, the great
teason 19 thala Gaild, witl afficers efected
by the young ones {Yom smongst them-
selves, gives an interest to it in their
oyes that it would not otherwise possess.

In country Parishes the growth of the
Church rests, to a very large ext_ant, Tam
sorry to say, upon the popularity or un-
popularity of the clergyman, and the
children imbide from their parents, 1n
many cases, the foolish idea that hecause
a clergyman is unpopular, or they happen
to have a personsi dislike to him, the
Church is not any longer to be support-
ed. Itis often the case that the most
earnest and hard-working clergyman will
have some difficulties of this kind {o
contend with, for it is perfectly impos-
sible to please every ono, and the Pme.st.
who tries to do so will inevitably.end in
pleasing no one, like the old man with
the ass. Naw, the important truth can-
not be too soon, or too strougly enforced
upon the young, that the personal eharac-
ter and conduct of the - clergyman cau-

Church. That the clergywan speaks to
them in Gap's name, and that in neglect-
ing the least of their religious duties,
out of personal feeling regarding the
Priest of the Parish, they are insulting,
not man, but Gov.

truths of our Holy Church. TFinally, 1
bave not touched upsén what, must he
the one grent means of enlisting the
‘young ones under the Bauner of Mission-
ary and Chureh work.  “True, hoarty
Consecration to Christ,” a burning love
towards Him who said—* Suffer the litilo
ones to coms wito Mo.” Oufward organi-
zations will do little good, unless the
‘bearts are really given to Gob:

“RITEALISM " 1HE GOOD AND
EVIL OF IT.

A short time ngo, n gentlemnan-of Chel
tenham, England, wrote to the Rev. Dr.
Littledale (the nuther of “Plain Reasous
against joining the Church of Ilome),”
asking corlain questions. The nature of
the inngnires may be gathered from the
letter which Dr. Littledalo wrote in roply,
and which we subjoin, commending it to
candid and thoughtful men, both High”
and ‘“Low.”

My Dran Sig:—I was too unwell yes-
tonlay to amswor your lettor in which
vounsk my opinion of what is called
Ritualism.  Tho question is a wido ono,
and 1enn only sst down the barest jot-
tings of reply.

In tho first placo, thon, I look upon
the prosent importance nnd prominence
givon to Ritualism by ils opponents and
ita defonders aliko as bheing n mero tom-
porary and transitional thing, which will
pass away oro long, leaving tho good and
rejecting the evil, The good L apprehend
is this: Thoro are two main reasons
which induce people to altend Christian
religious assomblies, (a) thoir own edifien-
tion, #. ¢., to get something for thomselves ;
(b} to pay homage publicly to Gop as their
King, i.¢., to give something, namely,
worship. Now, this most important duty
was vory genorally loat sight of as lately
ns my own youth; and in my enrlier
clorical oxperiences I have ministered
to  congregations where  kneeling
to pry wns practically unknewn.
Peoplo did not realizo that they wora
assambled to do honor to a Person, and
that Person one Who had ordained a
very statoly worship for Himself in the

Old Testament, that yol more splendid
Meavenly worship of which the carthly
ritual was but the type and shadow. This
orror has been corrected by Ritualism,
and the truth forced on peoplo’s atten-
tiun, that the chief motive for attending
church ought to be an unsclfish, loyal,
and grateful ome, and that we ought to
give God our best and costliest for His
Servico.

Ritunlisu is, that unless hold in check-—
which it can be readily enough by plain
teaching, and by plenty of unadorned
Sorvices in Church—it tends to satisfy
peoplo with the more outside of things
apiritual, and to make them consider. the
mero physical pleasure they take in beau-
tiful sights and sounds as & test of reli-
gious acceptanes and piety, and as a sub-
stitute for an active Christian life of well
doing. ’

The rocks on either side are “thus
jrroverence and formalism. Ii will ‘not
do for men to choose either: of thess as
the losser evil of the two, and then en:
courago it. Both must-be stamped out.
But Rituslism is necessary to kill: the
formery jist as personal  religion * inde-
pondentot’ forins, is necessary vo kill the
Iattor.” The -true  Christian thinker will
therefore try to refuso the evil'and to
chaose” the: geod ; and: by ~givinyy: the
question -of forms - of worship its due
place, and no more, in the Church system,

BY THE PRINCE OF WALES.

A Grear Davy

© It is mot at onee that wo realize the
full meaning of the cersmonial of last
week. A little reflection is required to
make us feel how fully it deserves to be
regarded as one of the greatest days in
the history of the Church of England ;
making o new starting point and in-
auguraling a new epoch. It is not more-
ly the foundation of a new Cathedral —
if it were no more then this it wero much
—but it isthe ealling into being of a new
centre of corporate life for a freshly mada
diocess ; the first step in the erection of
o fitting home for' a'living organization
destined to ramify through every part of
the country, and bind together its' widely
scattored and sesmly isolated parishes gnd
pastors -into one body corporate. The
event of last Thureday naturally calls up
the memory of the' foundation of- other
English Cathedrals. - 'We think of Bishop
Poare descending ‘from the- bleak, ‘water.
lags ¢halk- hill ‘of Old = Sarum, - and in
1320 ‘cutting the' d0ds and laying the
firdt-stond. of his'fair’Cathcdial in ‘the

tal Avon; or to'go back to still earlier
times, of Acrhert Losinga removing the
Cathedral of the East Anglians from
Thetford to Norwich; or the transference
of the see of the South Saxon from Selsey
to Chichester; and of Remigius taking up
his Bishop's-stovl from Dorchester on the
Thames, and planting it on the “sovereign
hill” of Lincoln. But, however, these
paralleis are more seeming than real, for
they were but the transference of exist-
ing Cathedrals to- new sites—not the
creation of new ones. To obtain an ex-
act parallel, we must recall the time:
when, in 625, Paulinus began to build at
York “a larger and more zugust Church
of stone," enclosing the little tabernacle
of wood in which Edwin had kept his
tirst Faster; even as the new Cathedral of
St. Mary's, Truro, is destined to absorb
into itself all that is worthy of preser-
vation of the old Church endeared by
the memories of the earliest Episcopal
acts of the first Dishop of Trure.

We mest go back to the day when in
669, Chad, “that man of prayer,” laid
the foundations of Lichfield, and when,
in 681. Wilfrid the ubiquitous—whose
noblest and most lasting works wore ever
the farthest away from his Yorkshire
home—established an Episcopate for his
South Saxon converls  in Ethelwald's
Royal villa at Selsey. The foundation
of Wolls as a Cathedral Ltings us down
a little—- Lut only a little—later, Other
secs have, it is true, been cieated in sub-
sequent times. Ely in the twelfth con-
tury; Calisle nbout the same lime;
Ifenry VIIL's bishopries in the sixteenth
contury ; Ripon and Manchester in the
life time of the elder of us, St. Albang’
Inter still. But all these were formed
rot:nd. exisling Churches—monastic or
collegiato—which formed the nuelous
of the diocese and gave it its mame.
Nevor since Anglo-Saxon times has the
Church of England scen what it saw last
week—tha first stone laid of a new
Cathedral Churel for a newly formed
diocose, destined, we doubt not, to attain
as hoar sn antiquity and to e the source
of as widespread Llossings as those of the
great apostles of our National Ghurch—
Paulinus and Wilfrid and Chad., Al
olseis changed. Lvery circumstance and
surrounding is sltered. But the Church
of Christ remains ever the same—*the
pillar and ground of the truth"—and
working on the old lines, repeating the
same Creeds, administering the same
Sncraments, declaring tho same life-giving
Name, with the samo old threefold min-
istry inherited by her from Apostolic
times, she is—and whatever storms she
may yet be called to pass through, what-
ever outward changes may await her,
ever will be the healing salt and the- pro-
tecting strength of our land. Itis afact
of happiest omon thata prelate endowed
with such marvellous gifts to attmact, to
win, to erganize, to direct, to vitalise and
elevato, as Dr, Benson, should, in Gobn's
providence, have been called to inaugur-
ate so marked an epoch in our Church’s
history.”

COMING EMPTY.

Christ deals in gifts, not in merchan-
diso.
