Ix Omaha, Neb., a clergy house is being
built at a cost of $5,000 for the Associate Mis-
sion Priests,

A Chapter of the Brotherhood of St. Andrew
has been organized in connmection with Grace
church, New York.

Sr. John's church, Springfield, West Mis-
rouri, was consecrated on St. Mark's day by
the Bishop of the Diocese.

TuERE are said to be 40,000 Italians in Phila-

delphia, for whom the Church of Rome has
only provided one church, with ono priest and
an assistant.

A special meeting of Churchmen of the Dio-
coso of Chicago is to be held on May 23rd in the
(irand Pacific Hotel, in that city, on the subject
of “ Church Extension.”

Cunist CuurcH, Montpelier, Vi., on¢ of the
oldest and most conservative parishes in the
State, will introduce 2 vested choir of men and
boys on Trinity Sunday.

Tur 70th Anniversary of the fonnding of Ho-
burt College was celebrated on the evening of
Ascongion Day by the Alumni of the College,
their {riends and invited gnests.

Tuk Ponnsylvania Bible Society, the first
formed on the Western Continent, Bishop
White being the first President, celebrated its
68:h Anniversary on the Ist of May instant,

Tut Bishop of Carlisle, an old friend of Sun-
day schools and of the Institute, presided at

the anniversary meeting in the C.E.8.5.1., held
in Exeter Hall on the evening of Tuesday, May
8th,

Bisuor PoTTER, in the afternoon of May 5th,
assisted at the opening of a new Academy and
Home for Ship Builders on Fordham Heights,

X.Y., built and endowed by Mr. Wm, Webb at
8 cost exceeding $2,000,000.

Ox the festival of St. Philip and St. James
the Bishop of Nebraska consecrated the beuuti-
ful little church of St. Augustine of Canterbury,

in Do Witt, this being the twenty-eighth church
ho has consecrated in his Diocese in the nine
and one-fourth years of his Episcopate.

ToE Ohio correspondent of the Southern
Churchman says : * What a good thing it would
be if all Episcopal Churches could organize sur-
pliced choirs ; the idea does not involve matters

of doctrine, and the feature is so dis'tinctive
that people are invariably attracted by it.”

Tue fifty-first aoniversary of the Church of
England Sunday Sohoo! Institute was observed
in London on the 7th, Sth and 9th of May, a
festival service being held in St. Paul's Cathe-
dral on Monday evening, May 7th, at which
tho Bishop of Wakefield was the preacher.,

Dr. Lancerorp, Secrotary of the Board of
Missions of the P.E. Church, at a recont maet-
ing in Philadelphis, stated that during the first
seven months of the fiscal year, from Septem-
ber last, the contributions to missions wore
larger than for the corresponding period of last
year,

It was announced at All Suints’ Cathedral,
Milwaukee, on the last Sunduy in April, that
the cancelled mortgnge on the Western half
of the Cathedral property was that day placed
in the alms’ basin at the offertory. This
mortgage, originally 810,000, was put upon the
property 19 years ago. The total value of the
whole property is now c¢stimated ut from §15/,-
000 to $200,000.

Tue debates on “ Lay Ministration” at the
recent sitting of the York Convocation showed
that the clergy were not eagor to extend the
privileges of laymen in regard to the conduct of

sorvices in consecrated buildings, and that tho
laymen themselves wore not anxious to take
advantage of the extended powers which the
Bishops in the northern province were willing
to confer upon them,

Az Grace church, New York, thonew vested
choir began its duties on Asconsion Duy. It
is under the managoment of Mr, J. Holfen-
stein, A free parochial school for the chair boys
has been established in connection with the
vested choir. A good secular education will be
given, It is also determined io bave a popular
night service, when seals will be free to all
comers, This, with other services, will cause
worship to be held aimost continuously during
the hours of every Lord's Day.

St, John's church, New Decatur, Alabama,
vecently received, as memorial gifts, a new set
of altar, pulpit and lectern cloths, in white and
gold, bearing a design of Easter lilies and tho
I1.H.S. Another memorial was the silver offer-
tory plates heavily and finely chased, and a
third presentation consisted of a brass altar
Cross bearing the words * Easter” and “ Thank
Offering,” presented by Mr. and Mrs, Bidd on
the recovery of their little daughter. The
children of the Sunday school presented two
handsome brass vases and an altar book rest.

PreBENDARY REYNOLDS, in his report on the
religious teaching in the Diocese of London,
states that due prominence is not given to the
work of the First and Third Persons of the
Holy Trinity; that there is & waat of consecu-
tiveness in the teaching, arising out of present-
ing isolated bits of Scripture and theology to
the total disregard of their natural connections;

that undue prominence is Iaid upon preachin

a8 though religion meant little 520 ﬁmn hea%—’
Ing sermouns; and that fulse views are presented
of our Lord’s life and work b giving children

the improssion that they both closed with the
Crucifixion.

Tae Massachusotts Church Union has passed
formal resolutions protesting against the dose-
cration of Christ church, Boston—and of all
consecratod churches—to the purposes of a
public hall, and calling upon conservative

Churchmen 1o resist overy tondency to divert
our Chureh buildings to any other use than that
of the public performance of the services of the
Church, and the purposes of private devotion.
The action which called forth the resolutions
was the holding of a meeting in Christ church,
Boston, in Avril, 1894, at which a Layman pre-
sided, and patriotic speechos woro made com-
memorating cortain national events of a con-
tury or more ago,

A Leaguo of Prayer has been formed under
the patronage of the Bishop of Wakefiold, The
objects are as follows :

“1. To emphasizo the fact that prayor is the
strongest weapon of Church defenco. 2. To
unite all who love and honour the Church of
ngland in 8 band of intercession, relying on
St. Matt. xviii,, 19, 3. To give every Church-
man, rich and poor, somothing to do overy day
for the Church, 4, To utilize the spiritun{holp
of that vust army of aged, sick, blind, and deu,
who, cut off from an active share in Church de-
fence, may yet, by their prayers, do much to
win the victory, 5 To help the active to
realiso that work for tho Church is only really
effectivo where strongthened by prayer to the
Head of the Church,”

A specimen of the *religious knowledge'
imparted at the Board schools under national
control in England is given by Mr. Coulthard in
the May number of the Churck Sunday School
Magazine, as follows:

“ Let me give an illustration of the nebulous
hazo of religious ignorance which it is possible
for a child to acquire in a Board school. I have
just had & private interview with one of my
would-be Confirmation gradustes, a girl of
seventeon, of average intelligence, whoae
parenta are anxious she should be confirmed, as
sho also is. She hus been taught av a Bonrd
school which stands exceptionally high in the
matter of religious teaching, Hero is an ac-
curate resume of part of the conversation:

“Now, I want to ask you about the Hol
Communion. What is the Holy Communion 7"
After some hesitation: ‘ A meeting.’

“ Woll, where is the meoting ield?” ‘In
church.’

“We'll call it a service, then. What do we
specially do in that service?” ‘Pray.’

“We do that at all services, What do we
sEeclally receive 7’ After great bhesitation
there was an indistinet mention of wino,

“ Yes, we reccive bread and wine at the Holy
Communion, Why do we?' No answer.
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“Who gave ug the Holy Communion
‘God,’

“ Woll, but who first instituted it 27 Bl

“Burely you remomber it was in the New
Tostument., Who gave it to us?” *John the
Baptist.’

“‘Tell me where in the Bible you would find
anything about the Ioly Communion?” *In
St. John's chapter,’ (sic.)

“ We do not call it St, John's chapter. Here
is o Bible. Find mo the place. Nevor mind
tho chapter, What is the puart of the Bible
called you havo turned to now? 3t. Johns
what ?° ¢Sl John's Iipistle.’

“ No, St, John'’s Gospel.  You have heard of
the Gospols, haven't you? Ilow many Gospels
are thero 7" ¢Six," and so on,

If this is tho stute of knowledge of one
anxious to boe confirmed, and to learn, what
must be tho state of those who, with their
parents, are uttorly indifferent o religion!

THE NOTE OF SANCTITY IN THIS BN i-
LIS CATHOLIC CHURCIIL

Our Lord Christ suid to His Apostlos that
they would sit on thrones judging the twelve
tribes of Iseuel, Thoe Catholic Chureh is tho
Spiritual Isruol, and extended throughont the
ages, and all over the world, tukes within her
fold o great multitude of all nutions and kind-
rods nnd peoplos and longues.  In the Budy
Mystical of Christ are mnny members; in His
Kingdom are many provinces. The Church
doos not annihilute ditferences of human char-
acter, whother individual or nutional, but dis-
plays in thom the unily nnd fertility of her di-
vine lifo, sunctifying, moulding and ompioymg
thom to wanifost s manifold grace, Who
dwells within hor broust,  Evoery portion of the
grent Vinoyard of Christ is holy ground, but
not ull purts thoreof have the same reenery, notv
is tho fruit doveloped without variety of cul-
ture and i own specializol virtnes,  Spoiking
gonorally, tho Bustorn Christinn han character-
intics which differ trom the Western ; the lSng-
lish is not quite like either the Latin or the
Grock.

Boelonging, as we do, Lo the Fnglish Catholic
Church, wo should remomber that, when wowsay
that wo boliove in tho loly Catholic Church we
aflirm our luth in that part of it where lies our
inheritanco,  Wo beliove that it is Catholie and
thorofore Holy,  We boliove that God calls us
to be saints, and that the Church of the English
race in & ground whore sunetity is produced,
oqually with any other part of Chiist’s King-
dom,
in tho Ureod, Wo beliove that all the powers
ol snintly lifo, bostewed by Christ upon the
Catholic Churceh, nro bostowod upon ourselves,
and that wo shall be judged in the Inst day ue-
cordingly. Wo should not ignore the tokens off
sunctity olsowhero, mueh loss should we dispar-
ago the holy ovidences characteristic of our
own position nmong the tribes of Israol. Nay,
as wo refleet upon a fow ol them, wo may tind
cnuse to confoss our faith with strongor asaur-
ange, more loving dovotion, deoper sense of God's
goodnoss to us and our owa l'csl)mmibility.

Tirst, 1t is ovident thut the Bnglish Chureh,
with wholo-hearted and pure intention, hokds
the Catholic Faith, Mo hold the Catholie Faith
is to havoe the Mind of Christ and be informed
by Mis Holy Spirit, the Spirit of Wisdom and
I?ndorstmuling, tho Spirit of Knowledge and
Cuounsol. The Anglo-Cntholic Church contends
earnestly for tho Iaith which wax once for all
delivered to tho Saints, seoks to conform to it,
and is continually rising up to its requirements,
No mattor what may boe her practical deficien-

To bolieve this iy essentind to our beliot’

cies and fuilures, they ave obviously accidental
not intentional, and will be remedied according
to the principle of Catholic integrity which
acluates her,

Sccondly, She longs for the visible unity «f
Christendom and most constaut are her prayers,
nntiving her efforts, for that end. In this re-
spect she is distinctive wmid the scuttered fam-
ilies of God’s people. The Birenicon of Dr,
PPuney i4 only one of many tokens of such union
with tho Heart of Jesus, The Knglish Church
has this Spiritnal glory, this note of sanctity,
that from her sounds out upon the scenc of
division und discord the sweet voice of the Spirit
of lave,

Thirdly, She is characlerized by u sturdy
honesty and truthfulness. * God ix light, and
in lim i no darkness at all.” We see in the
Luglish Church this likeness to our Lord more
pluinly than elrewhero, It hay pleased God to
endow the Anglo-Sson rage with o sinealar
love of trath, thut the Cnureh of tuat people
be a shiming light in Christendom.  Her moral
theology does not blend piety with fal-chood,
[fthere isono thing which the Eoglish Christian
knows more thaw another, it is that he cannot
be a liur and please Gold, fler contentim tor
such institutions and prineiples ot religion, as
hive eome o question, has heen on the basis off
truthiul investgation of tacts, and with deter-
mination to abide by those hacts, whatever they
may be, A system ot religions doctrines and
practices, which muv scem plausible 1o the
haman mind, b which wo supported, amd
have to be supporied by forgeries, varbled quo-
tations, concealments and tricks ol sophisiry, is
abhoreent to the English character,  Horein we
touch a rceret spring ot the powerin the Angli-
can Chureh to vally oat of mistakes and errors,
ineurved through frnovance oroppression. This
is the power ot the Resurrcction Lile of our
Lord, manitosted in lhs Chareh, against which
the gates of hell shall not prevail, Ouat of errors
and sins xheis carrfod by the Spiviv of Truath,
who tills horsoul,  Sho lives, she moves, again
fifts up horacht) is cleansed and arrayed ancew
with the robes of sanctity, and that is her de-
vout use of Holy Seripture, the Word of T'ruth,
IHer appeal in faith and morals is wo Holy Serip-
ture, as interproted by Catholie teadition, Iy
no othor partol the Catholie Clinrch is the Holy
Bible read so publicly, so continuonsly, ~o COMm-
prehousively, as in the Bugzh<h Ofice, No vhere
clsu in Holy Seripture so essentially a standard
of thowght, o fundamentilly u formative prin-
ciplo of spiritual and morai fite. Elsewnere,
indeed, individuals exeel in knowledge ot Vv
Seripture but in what pations is sueh know-
fedge 5o tur spread, so free so operative, as
amotye those who speik the English tongue ?
Yetit'to Lo saintly is to by like our Saviour
Christ, then this characteristic of the Charel of
the Faglish is a trait ot Hi< own character, and
a note of sunetity, To this end] St Paunl de-
clared, Holy Seripture is givenamd is profitable
* that the mun of God may be perteet, thor-
oughly furnished unto all good works,”

Fitthly, 1t has ]ch:m(‘ll tind to endue our race
with a special independence of ngture and love
of liberty,  His grace and providentiad ovdering
in the Chareh (o it would appear to us) have
moulded this innate impulse that it may deve-
lopo & remarkable bealth and vigor of moral
action,  Tho Discipline of the Anglican Church
has often been untuvorably contrasted with that
of Rome.  The Roman Catholic has minute par-
ticulars stated and ruled tor the conduct ot his
life, even as to what he may eat, or not eat, in
Lent.  He i tanghi to rest upon an external,
spiritual diroction, to which the more ¢orm-
pletely ho subwmits himselt, the holier and hap-
pieris ho. Such a mothod of dealing with the
soul han both advantages and disadvantages,
1t may be well suited to those for whom it is
intonded, and those for whom it is overruled by
tGod.  But it by no means tollows that our own

freer discipline is not good alio, and better
suited to our national character. The English
Catholic has the same essential principles of re-
ligion, but their particular application is thrown,
in greater degree, upon his own discretion and
responsibility, We beliove that this toois over.
ruled of God, according to His great wisdom,
that in the realm of moral action, His faithtul
my =urrender themselves to Ilim with more
intelligent and sincere desire,  “ An offering of
a free hearb will I give thee, and praise Thy
name, O Lord, because it is so comfortable.”

Sixthly, Another feature of holy life shown
in the English Church is of great significance.
We find therein a sobriety of spirit, suggestive
of exceeding strength, a quictness of deep fecl-
ing, o well-balanced state ot thought, a judici-
ousness of mind and harminy of virtues. In
such way i< evidenced the rrowing seed of that
perfection wherein the soul shall rejoice when
the sons of God shall be made muanifest.  Doc-
trines not according Lo the proportion of fuith
and hysterieal devotions, cults which-come of
disca<ed imagination and spivitual energy of
any kind. which is untrue to the proper rela
tion of the fuculties o1 the soul, overstraining in
one direction or stunting and paralyzing in
another, are foreizn to the nature of Knglikh
Christianity ; and an additional token of the
grace of God wherein we stand,

Some people unwisely look away to other
comditions of the Cutholic Church with unworthy
thoughts of their own inheritance.  An impar-
tinl reflection upon tucts will show them that
the note of sanctity in the Anglican Church is
distinet and clear, having moreover its own
special aml noble characteristics. Our dear
Mother has many sons and daunghters by whom
the Lord hux wrought great glory.  She has a
clowd of witnesses who testify 1o the purity of
her des=cent, In the comfort of her sanctity we
should take warning to be faithful to enr high
calling,, that, in the day when the Lowd and
Judyre Eternal shall declare who are His, and
whoure holy, we may be numbored with the
Saints, F. 1L Stenns,

DEVOTION,

The devotional side of the religious life ix one
that we fear is much overlooked and neglected
by us as i body, Itis not the fault ofour Church
that it should be so; she provides for daily
prayers and has special services for special
seasons ; epecial helps for special wants. There
is whbeautitul passage in one of Froude's Short
Studies. which shows how the Church follows
us with prayer and sacrament through our
whole earthly pilgrimage.

It i3 as tollows ;—

“Christin his twelfth year was presented in
the temple and tirst entered on His ather's
husiness; and the baptized ¢hild, when it has
grown {o an age to beeome conscimts of its vow
and of its privilego azain renews itin full know-
ledgre of what it undertakes, and receives again
sacramentally a fresh gift of grace to tit
forward on its way. In maturity it secks a
companion to shure its pains and pleasures, and
trnin Christ i prosent to conseerate the union
Marriage, which outside the Church only serves
to perprtuate the curso and bring fresh inheri-
tors of misery into the world. He made it holy
by [lis presence at Cana, and chose it as the
symbol to represent 1Tis own mystic union with
his Church,  Kven Saints cannot live without
at timwes some spot adbering to them. The
atmosphere in which wo breathe and move is
soiled, and Christ has anticipated our wants.
Christ was forty davs in the wilderness not to
subduo His own flosh—for that which was
already perfeet did not need subduing—but to
give to repentance 8 cloansing virtue to serve
tor our daily, our hourly ublution, Christ con-
seerates our birth ;  Christ throws over us our
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baptismal robe of pure unsullied innocence’
He strengthcens us as we go forward., He raises
us when we full. He feeds us with the sub-
stance of His own most precious Body. In the
person of his minister, He does all this for us in
virtue of that, which in His own person He
actually performed when »man living on this
earth, Last of all when time is drawing to its
close with us, when lifo i3 past, when the work
is done, and the dark gate is near, bayond which
the garden of an eternal home is waiting to
receive us, His tender care has not forsaken us.
Ho has taken away tho sting of death, but its
appearance is still terrible; and Me will not
leave us without special help at our last need,
He tried the agony of the moment; and He
sweetens the cup for us before wedrinkit. .
We lie down and seem w0 decay, but not all.
Vur natural body decays being the lust remains
of the infected mattor which we have inherited
from Adam ; Lut the spiritunl body, the glorifi-
ed subatance which has made our lifo, uodis our
real body as wo aro in Christ, that cuan never
decay, but pusees oft into the kingdom which is
prepared forit; that other world, where there
is no sin, and God is all and in all,”

This is & beautiful ideal of the Church ; and
not only a beautiful ideal, but thank God an in-
tense und actual reality—and when we see and
know this; when we bolieve and feel it, then,
surely, a corresponding fecling of devotion arises
inour hearts and minds us wo share in these
holy and comforting offices of the Church, which
have been 6o freely and fully provide by her
Great Head for our soul's health.

We take it, therefore, that one great spring
and source of devotion in the mind of clergy-
mian or layman is belief in the reality of the
services in which they unite. A clergyman who
really believes in sacramental grace—aud God
forbid that there should be any who do not—
will surelyadminister the sneraments reverontly
and devotionally, When he preaches it will be
the samme, when ho prays it will be the same,
He will never forgot that he is appointed * to
speak for God to men, und to speak to God for
men,”  And in the same way believing parents
who bring their children (o thefont, and believ-
ing adults who approach the altar, impressed
that from each of these sacred places grace
tlows to them by Christ’s ordinance can hardly
fuil at such times to exhibita revercoce and de-
votion which indicate the faith and love they
feol within., Similarly, us they listen to faithtul
words from the puipit, which arouses them,
strengthen them, or comfort them, will they
exhibit by their demeanour that with Jacob
their feeling is—* this is none other but che
nuse of God and this is the gate of heaven.”

If we, the clergy, wish our people to be rever-
ont we must be so ourselves. It is bard, for
example, for a congregation to be orderly and
decorous when the clergyman is seldon or never
punctual, when he almost tumbles into church
with tossed bair and flushed face, his arms ap-
purently still struggling with his surplice ; when
he is always loooking about him during tho
service, und sometimes is slow in finding his

place, We distinctly remember the oceasion

when the late Archbishop Trench preached
soon after his appoinutment in tho chapel of
Trinity College, Dublin. We remember an im-
portant truth contained in that sermon which
we have never forgotten, and please God which
wenover will forget, but that is nat our presoent
poiat. It was the Archbishop's manner of
reading portion of the service thatstruck us so
much ; as 80 new, 0 Strange, so earoest, 50 de-
votional ; tho sad pathetic utterance, we think
of it still as we think of his sermon; both are
fresh to us after the lapse of quite thirty years,
and as we looic backon itall, we fecl alike thank-
fal for theintellectual lesson of his preaching
and the moral lesson of his praying.
Wo mnst, of course, allow for temperamen

here ; there are diversities of gifts, butreverency

can be cultivated ; and say what we will out’
ward reverence reacts on our inward feolings.
Wo sometimes wonder when we seo peoplo
“sitting, " praying in church, Do tney sit at
home while joining in family prayer; do they
sit while praying in their own chambers? One
would say surely not. [sita vospectful way
for strong men and women in sound health to
pray thus sitting ? - And, 1f sonie ono says, <1t
tho heart be right what does it matter ? we
should be inclined to say if the heart be right
wo shall try to treat God with due respect and
reverence; wo shall not grudge God the adop-
tion of a suitable posture though it may do-
mand the sacritice of some measure of case and
self-indulgence.  We must say that we, too,
often find this argument about the heart being
right very illogically used.  Qurown conviction
is that if the heart be right other minor things
will duly follow, unless thore be some groat
ignorance und prejudice present. A man whose
heart is veally rightin Uod’s sight will not
grudgoe God anysigns of'outward badilyreverenco
he can render Him. e will not ofter to God
« purnt-offerings  without cost ;" he will not
excuse a shabby church and slovenly, irreverent
services with the cry that after all these things
are really nothing, and that it is all o question
of the state of the heart.  One might fairly ask,
are outward decorum, reverence, and devotion
Jess consistont with rightness of heart, than
poverty and irreverence of ritual ?—Irish
Eeclesiastical (fazette.

THE [IOLY GHOsT ACTING THROUGH
TIIE MINISTRY.

Whitsuntide brings before us yeur by yeur a
precious truth, one we are at all times apt to

What hus
lod 1 division has beon the Protestant adon that
the Chureh is merely a voluntary humansociely
secking (iod, and that 1t does not mutter what
form the society takes, or how mauny forms, so
long as men are earnest in their search,  But
this idea is not God's. s ideal is vastly higher
it being nothing more or less than this, gift of
lite and those admitted to it were, viz., The
Gioold Shephered secking Tlis sheep that nre
astray.  Inorder 1o find them He his agencios
at work in the one Great Agency of the Cutholic
Church. He has His graces and mercies to be-
stow upon men. s ordinury method is Lo use
outward means for conveying inward blessings,
acting indirectly upon men through their
fellows. Condeseending to the wenkness of our
human nature. He gives us pledges that grace
is really bestowed. These pledges ure found in
the outward organization and ordinances of the
Church.

God the Holy Ghost is the Lord and Giver of
life. Life inall forms is the gift of the Spirit
of God. *As in the beginuing ' IHe hovered
over the fuce of the waters and fructified the
enarth and the sen so that all forms of vegetable
and animal life were produced, so now he
quickens and vitalises ull things. Vegetables
live because God has given them life ; animals
live because they have received the same great
gift ; Man lives because the Great Quickener
breathed into him the breath of life,  Our souls
live because in the “ both of thenew birth ™ the
Spirit of life endowed them with a life. Ascend
the scale ot life how weo will from the lowest to
the highest, it is God's gift. Truth lives because
itis from the Living God: love lives because it
comes from the God of Love, The Church hus

vitality because it is the Body of the rison and
living Lord, the Sacramonts of the Church have
power and strength and virtue for us becauso
they are lho Chanunols through which the Divino
Life-givor imparts spiritual lifo and continues it
in thesoul. ‘The ministry of the Churchisa
living Ministry because Josus breathed upon the
Apostles saying ** Receive ye the Holy Ghost,”
and on the Day of Pentocost the Holy Spirit
camo upon them bestowing upon them life and
power which they wero to transmit to their
Successors.  In His treatment of Korah, Dathan
and Abirnm (Numbers xvi, 1-35) in their re-
boltion, God showed that He aceopted the High
Priosthood of Aaron, snd the Priesthood of
Lovi's houso, and none were to a¢t for Him un-
less they were duly aathorized to doso.

Every
tribe was to bring n rod with the namo of the
head man of the tribe upon it, Auron’s namo
being written upon the rod of the tribe of Levi,
These rods, twolve in number, wore inid up
over night in the Tubernacle, boforo the Lord,
= and it came to pass that on the morrow Moses
went into the Tabernaelo of witness and bohold
the rod of Aaron for the house of Levi was bud-
ded and  brought forth buds, and bloomed
blossoms, and  yiolded almonds,” (Numbers
xviii, 8). The rod budding and bearing fruit
showed lite. That dead dry stick had no power
of itself to bloom. God gave it life. So the
I'riesthood of Aaron dorived its life trom God,
Korah, Dathan and Abiram wore us powoerlons
to aet for God without ik ¢commission as their
rods were poworless to bud und blossom and
beur fruit, The life in Aarou's rod und the
lite in Anrou's priesthood camo from God the
Holy tihost. Soin the beginning of the Chris-
tiun Disponsation the Apwstolic Ministry ro-
ceivod the gits of lifo and those admitted to it
were ablo 1o show their credentinls by the
health  giving and life giving powors they
possessed,  TheJewish DPriosts in after yours
tracod their authority to  Aavon, Christinn
Priosts traco theira to tho Aposties, Tho Priests
amongst the Jows wero *called " by birth—by
a natural descent in the line of  Aanron, 1o
serve God inthe Tabernacle and Temple, The
Priests of the Christian disponsation aro **call-
cd” by an ordination—by a spiritual doseent in
the line of the Apostles, to serve God in the
Church.

Sonme objecet to the use of the word * Priest,”
[Tere we aro not concerned with namos or men,
our object is to magmfy an office.  The Jewish
ministry und the Christinn hoth contre in Christ
Jusus,  The Incarnation is the fulerum upon
which both move, Allthe Sacritices of the Jow-
ish worship drew their virtue from the great
Sacritice of Jesus upon the Cross, All the virtue
of our worship comes from the samo source.

ORDINATION AT OAKVILLE.

On Tuesdsy, the 15th, the Bishop of Niagara
held an ordination in St. Jude's Church, Oak-
ville. This flourishing town may be called the
garden town, as St. Catharines is the Garden

City. There are many handsome residences in
gvery direction, surrounded by ornamental
grounds, trees and flowers being in full bloom.
The cburch 18 very tasteful in its style, as well
as commodious, and has a substantial brick
school house counected with it, in which there
is a large stained glass window with a full
length portrait of the Queen. There were sev-
eral clergymen present with the Bishop. and
Archdeacon Dixon, including Canon Worrell,
the rector, Canon Dumoulin and the Revs, F.
Dumoulin, Farthing, Irving, Geoghegan, Mig-
not and Fennell. There was a large congrega-
tion, also, many laity from town and country
being present. The clergy came in procession
from the school house, singing a hymn, and the
servico commenced with the sermon by the
Archdeacon, on the text, “They continued
steadfustly in the Apostles’ doctrine and fellow-
ship, and the breaking of bread and the prayers.”
The Archdeacon showed that the English Church
and its various branches throughout the world
professed in all their vital force and efficacy the
doctrine, fellowship, breaking of bread and the
prayers, which cheered and sustained the mem-
bers of the Primitive Church. Inhis address to
the candidates, he pointed out tho perils to
which the Church was exposed, in those latter
days, from the open attacks of infidelity and the
more covert assaults of what was called the
higher criticism. Hoe dwelt also on the anomia
which was sweeping over the earth. Lven our
own Mother Country has felt its influence in
Church and State, and is now threatened by it.
It is incarpate not only in

“ Men loud agninst all forms of power,
Unfurnished brows, tempestuous tongues,
Demanding all things in an hour—

Brass mouths and iron lungs,”

hut also in men of culture and social position.
He closed with an earnest appeal to the cun-
didates on the duties of the Sacred Ministries to
which they were to be admitted. Thon followed
the presentation to the Bishop of Mr. Woodroofe
and Mr. Ballard for deacon’s orders, and the
Rev. Mr. Garden for priests orders, The im-
pressive services of the ordinal were then pro-
ceeded with, several of the clergy uniting with
the Bishop in the laying on of hands on Rev.
Mr. Garden. The musical portions of the ser-
vices were ‘very well rendered by a highly
trained mixed choir. The church itself was
most beautifully adorned from door to chancet
with white flowers, while the latter was radiant
with white roses, lilies and hydrangeas. In the
evening there was u Confirmation and the Bish-
op addressed the candidates with fervid ely-
quence. The attendance was very large.

No such act has been or can be produced. The
Church of Eugland vomoved the jurisdiction of
the poutift, but did not soparato from his com-
munion.”

The prosent position is not that the Church
of Fngland soparated al any timo from tho
Church of Romo, but that the Church of Romo
has withdrawn communion with the Churel of
Fngland. This is putting tho shooon the other
joot, or tho snddle on the other hurse, Wehave
it on tho authovity of Lord Chiof Justice Coko,
of Queen Elizaboth’s timo, that in 1560, aftor
tho Reformution, Pope Pius IV, sont his Nuncio
10 England oflering to sanetion all the changes
in tho Eunglish Church, including the vevision
of the Liturgy, the translation of the Serip-
tures into tho vernacular, and the appointment
of * Protestant™ bishops, if ouly his supremacy
might bo rocognizod. This statoment was made
at the Norwich Assizes in A.D. 1606, Coke
added, “ I have often heard from the Quoon's
own mouth, and 1 have frequently conferred
with noblomen of the highost rank of the State,
who had seen and read tho Popoe’s lettor on this
subject, as 1 havo rolated it to you. And this
is true ag 1 um an honost man.”

This ovorture of the Pope not succeeding, o
vory different stop was taken. 1n 1670 Popo
Pius V. issued his Bull, Regnans in excelsis, in

which he excommunicated Queen Elizabeth,
declaring her throne vacant, absolving all her
subjects from all allegiance to her, and com-
manding DPapists to hold aloof from the Re-
formed worship. Thus the Roman_Catholic
Church started a schism in léngland, and to-
day is known as tho ‘‘ Italian Mission"” in Eng-
land.

[ would just like to refer to two very re-
markable incidonts, both of modern times, and
bearing in different ways upon the relution be-
tweon the Church of lingland and the Church
of Rome. Tho one is a legal proof of the con-
tinuity of the Church of Englund, while the other
is n strong admission of the Roman Catholics
regarding the endowmonts and properties of
the Church of Iingland,

In the time o Alfred tho Great a lease was
exccuted from the Church to the Crown of cer-
tain lands, or a cortain piece of lund, to be used
for militury purposes for the term of 999 years,
This leaso oxpired in the spring of 1884, and
the estale reverted to the Church of England as
the party which huad leased it. In law, on the
oxpiration of a leuse, the property reverts to
tho original owner, or lessor, or legal heirs, and
this property, which was leased about the year
885, over GO0 years before Henry VILI was
horn, falls into possession of the Church of Eng-
land,  This fuct is an absolute demonstration,
and will furnish & kind of argument for those
who will not understand ordinary Church his-
tory, und assort thut the Church of England is
a croation of [lenry VIII

Thore are also not wanting many persons
who boldly assert that the lindowments and
possessions of the Church of Engiand are the
lnwful proporty of tho Chareh of Romo, and
wero ttofen from her at the Reformation.  Tho
ubove incidont is a logal proof to the contrary,
bnt we have an admission 10 the same effect
from tho Roman Catholics thomselves,

[n 1826 the Roman C.tholic Bishops in Eng-
land issued an Kxposition of Faith called * De-
cluration of the Catholic Bishops, the Vicars
Apostolical, and their Coadjutors in Great
Britain” (London : Keating and Brown, Duke
street, Grosvenor Square, and Paternoster Row,
1826), wherein these words occur: “ British
Cutholics are charged with entertaining a pre-
tended right to tho property of the Established
Church in England. Wo consider such a charge
w be totally without foundation; wo declare
that wo ontertain no pretension to such 4 cluim.
Wo rogard all the revonues and temporalities of
the Church listablishment as the property of
those on whom they are settled by the laws of
the land,  Wo disclaim any right, title, or pre-
tension with rogard to the sume.”

In viow of'the fact that the Dissenters gener-
ally consider that the Endowmonts of the
Church of England belong to the Roman
Catholic Chureh, it might be woll to ask if their
object in sceking to disendow the Church of
Bugland should be obtained, whether they
would return the property to those they con-
sider the rightful owners, or whether they
would prefer to divide the spoils among them-
solves! Tho prosent cry for Disendowment
might bo promptoed by & mistalken honesty or a
not mistnken greed and avarice,

WELSH DISESTARLISIHMENT.

Church Bells,

The Disostablishment storm is {airly upon us,
The vultures have been hovering around for
many months past, and now, scenting their
prey, have swooped down, ready, to gorge them-
solves with the spoil when the right moment
shall have arrived. The moment of foasting,
however has not come yet. Asyet the pleasures
of tho Welsh Liborationist party are plensures
only of hope. Two evenings have boen spent in

the House of Commons in discussing Welsh dis-
ostablishraent, Mr. Asguith has introduced his
Bill ; Mr, Lloyd-George has supported it ; Sir
Michael Hicks Beach, Sir RicharGé Webster,
Viscount Wolmer, and Mr. Balfour have vigor-
ously opposed it ; finally, it has been brought
in and read a first time. According to theprovi-
sions of the Bill, the Welsh Church funds are to
be given ovor partially to the parish councils
and partially to the county councils, in aid of
the rates. ‘Glebe-lands and burial-grounds are
to be vested in the former, while the titho rent-
charge will be collected and appropriated by
the latter, The Commissioners, who are to be
nominated for the purposes of carrying out the
work of disestablishment and disendowment are
to rotain the control of 2 central fund created
by the absorption of the episcopal and capitular
revenues, and are to apply the proceeds, after
paying their own salaries and the other ex-
penses of their office, to objects in which Wales,
us 2 whole, is interested, and mainly to technical,
and higher education,’ The life interests of the
clorgy, as drafted in the Bill, ave far lesa favour-
able to them than in the case of the Irish Church
Disestablishment Bill. Cortain interests ave to
be preserved for the individual officers and in-
incumbents in possession, but there will be no
provision for the capitalisation of their incomes
for the bonefit of thedisestablished Chureh, It
has has been well put thus :— * The Church, in
fact, will be sent udrift with no means of arrang-
ing for the future maintenance of her organiza-
tion, evon by the voluntary sacrifices of her
clergy. Tk chief property she will receive will
be the fubrics of the churches and the parsonage-
houses, of which by far the grenter part have
been provided, as Mr. Asquith acknowledged,
out of private resources. Cathedrals and
opiscopal and capitular residences will romain
in the hands of the Welsh Commissioners. But
the cathedrals, though rogarded as “national

monuments,” are to be used by permission of
tho Commissioners for Divine service, al the re-
quost of tho Church body. Private benefactions

to the Chureh since 1703, the date of Queen

Anno’s Bounty, are left untouched. All the
rest of the Church property in the area com-
prised in the Bill will pass, on the expiration

of existing lifc interosts, to the parish or town

councils and to the county councils.’ Loudon

was placarded with nowspaper bills last week
announcing in giant type, ¢ Welsh Church funds
go to the relief of tho poor. The sentonce is

significant of the way in which the public are

gulled, or aro attempted to be gulled. The poor

are not, as n rule, heavy ratepayers, even if they

pay vatos at all.  Ifsix Welsh Churches woro

disondowed, the poor would not benefit to the

extent of & threepenny-piece. But the cryis a

good one to catch votes with, nevertheless, and

therefore it may sorve a political purpose.

By far the most bittor spoech on the Govern-
ment side of the IHouse was that delivered by
Mr, Lloyd-George. It is generally wiso to read
carefully tho utterance of thoso with whom we
are at variance, and we have accordingly read
Mr. Lloyd-George's speech, But he has sur-
passed himself,  Sometimes artistic effoct may
bo produced by laying on colour thickly, oven
with a spoon, but it can never avail to throw it
ou the canvas by pailfuls, Mr. Lloyd-Goorge's
colouring—i, e., his abuse—uwas administored by
pailfuls, ¢ It was a Church whose whole history
had been oneof implacable warfare against Wolsh
nationality, and gross neglect of its spiritual func-
tions.! The best of such a statement is that no
one will by any possibility belisve it. Again,
after fiercely attacking the Church in Wales for
its lothargy in past days, ho nest proceeded to
attack it for its reformation and activity in re-
cent years. ‘ Nonconformity,' said Mr. Lloyd-
Goorge, ¢ has provided for the spiritual wants of
the people : it has its chapel in every glen and hill-
side. *Why, if' a public school boy were to
mako such a statement to his form-master, he
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would be deservedly birched for talking such
rubbish. Let us take one instance to show that
such generalities are entirely mizleading. The
dioceses of St. Asaph contuins 203 parishes,
Inninety out of thisnumber Nonconformity provides
no resident minisier. The fact is, Nonconformity
does not and ecannot provide for tlie entire wants
of the people of Wales, and what is more to the
puint, Nonconformity is not called upon to do
so, for as the Bichop of St. Asaph says—and we
confess 10 a weakness for believing him rather
than Mr. Lloyd-George—* according to their
own showing, the Welsh Nonconformists
number less than fifty per cént, of tho whole
population of Wales.’

What are Churchmen to do 2 Why, prepare
for battle, Get up the case ; induced people to
find out the truth, Thousar:ds of persous thinl
that the Churchmen of Wales are a mere hand-
ful of peoplo, that, the cau-¢ is a lost cause,
that it is of no use to fight. Lot such be inspir-
ed to action by the closing words of Mr,
Balfour's speech in the louse of Commons,
*Thix is one of those causes,’ suid he.* in which.
if we ure to be defeated, 1 would rather perish
with the side that loses than triumph with the
side which is victorious. [ suppose weall at-
tetipt to gauge and estimate the forces which
are silently at work monlding the future of
society, and I cannot help feeling--thouwh |
may be wrong—that they are on our side, 1
believe now that the prospects ot Church Estab-
lishment, even in the face of this Bill, are far
brighter than they were o generation ago, |
think a new spirit is springing up. The demo-
craey. which is slowly moulding tor good or for
evil the creed on which it will attempt to ruide
the destinies of this country, is not, as | think,
in harmony with tho kind ot specch to which
we have listoned to-night, or with the ideas
which lie behind those speeches. | believe that
they hold, as I hold, that for the welfiure of the
community, this standing witness to great
spiritual forees in every parish in the country
ix o vital necessity, und that they will notallow
the machivery by which these great objects are
to be carried out to be impaired either o satisly
the greed of a too-cconomical rale-payer or to
satisfy the envy of rival Noneonformist scets,’

TWO NOTABLLE NAMES.

AUGUSTINE AND BEDE.—(May 26-27.)

Twin stars in the galaxy of Men of Light,
who have been the glory of the Chureh, in every
age, these names are brought together, by de-
sign, in tho Calendar for May ; and yet no con-
trust could be more complete than that pre-
sented by the fiery, cager selfassertive temper
of Augustine, and the sweet, calm reasonable-
ness of the Venerable Bede.  The two men ~cem

W occupy between them the whole area of
Christian Lafe—Action and Thought. 1In the
leader of the Italian Misrion of A, D. 506 we
have a personiticution of the daring argressive.
ness and holy eourage which the Fuith inspires,
t~ well as that pious sabrilty and readiness of
tesource, which has ever marked the missionary
policy of the Roman Church, as shewn in the
Nual pomp ot” the procession which first at-
tructed and then converted Kthelbert, the pre-
servation of the heathen temples and their con-
version into Christian Churches, by aspersing
the walls with holy water, putting up alturs,
aml placing holy relics and symbols where be-
fore stood the images of the divinities of the
bagans; and by the order of Gregory that the
great idol feasts of the Saxons, shruld be ob-
served only on Christian holydays und in a
Christian tashion.

_Founded by the Apostle Paul, probably after
hi> tirst imprisonment at Rome (A. D. 63);
testitied to us a living and growing institution
l‘} l‘cx:tulliun and others in the Ilnd and 111
Centuries ; yielding up its offering of Martyr

and Confessors in the Diocletian persecution
(A. D. 303); cherished by Constantine himself,
vound to it by ties of blood, and represented by
her Bishops at the Councils of Arles A, D, 314,
Surdica A. D. 347, Ariminium A, D. 354, tl¢
English Church we find was thoroughly or-
ganized and settled long before the dawn of the
Vith Century.  The retirement, from Britain, of
the Ruman authority early iu the Vth Century,
left the Christian population open to the rav-
ages of the tierce and untaught Saxons. The
power of the Church went down before the on-
ward sweep of this wave of barbarism, and at
length Christianity found a refuge among the
Mountains of Wales, abandoning the open coun-
try to its pagan conquerors, It was, however,
ouly in A 1. 387 that Theonas, Bishop of Lon-
don, and Thadiocus, Bishop of York, retreated
from their Sees; and they were both living in
exile in Wales, when ten years Inter Auvunstine,
and his forty companions landed on the Kentish
mar=hes (o ro-Christinnize England.

Of the early history of Augustine, the tirst
Archbishop of Canterbury, and the Apostle of
South-Eastern Britain, nothing is known prior
to his selection for this particular mission. 1t
is nucertain whether Gregory wits wwire of the
existence of a Church in the islunds of Britain,
at any rate he acted asif ignorant of the taet,
and the troudles of his faithtul and devoted
cmissary, when brought face 1o fice with the
represematives of a National Church, already
tive centuries old, were chiefly due to his at-
tempt to enloreo a supposed supremacy, in
things spiritual, over the whole country.  Strife
en=ued, and the result was a compromize, some
etfeets of which wo see in the facts that he him-
self’ was conzecrated 1o an entirely now ree
(Canterbury) and not to the provineial capitals
of London or York, thus recognizing the elaim
of the older race of English Bishops, and that
the Liturgy of the British Church as well as
the Ritual [of which the Eastern Church
through the Gallican use was the fountain and
spring} were left practically unchanged, [Hence
the = Sarum use’| a conformity with Roman
rites not being insisted upon.  The devotion of
Augustine met with deserved snecess,  Kent
was re-won for Christ, and Ethelbert, alter his
conversien, during the remaining twenty years
of his lile, was a true helper and “nursing
father” of the Church. On one oceasion St,
Augustine is sakd to have baptized 0,000 per-
sons in the viver Swale. A murked change
passed over the social life of the Anglo Saxon
prople, who were brought ander the influence
of this opportune Mis=ion, No one can doubt
the carnestness of this true benstactor of the
Bogli=h race, ov fuil to admire the eloguence
and sincericy with which he pleaded the holiest
of causes in the ears of  his pagan auditors, or
the completeness with which he gave his life
and his tlents o plant the Cross in the lad
(f the © Angles.””  He seemed however, o Tack
an essentind clement of true greatness, in that
he tailed to appreciate the value of the Ancient
Chureh, which he foun:l already rooted in the
soil. Mo w man of polished education, accus-
tomed Lo un exact ritual, the ways of the Ol
British Church no doubt presented features
which were not pleasant, as the Churches of
Abyssinia or Syria, or the Copts, for instance,
present (o us today, Adopling a method of
treatment the exact opposite to that pursued by
his wise and loving successor, who tills the chair
of Canterbury Lo day, in his Mission to these
deeayed Eustern Churches, Augustine was hursh
in his judgments of defeets, and arprogant in his
methods «f dealing with them, and so lacked
perhaps the larger charity which * beareth with
all things"” 1t wus wels that he leaned chiefly
for guidance as to hi= policy indealing with the
various “uses” of the local churcies, upon the
larger and loftier mind of Gregory, whose coun-
sel was thus expressed, * Choose, then, from all
Charches those things which are pious; right,
and religious, and collecting these as it were in

a vessel, pour thom forth on the tables of tho
Angles, to bo their custom.”

But Augustine is rightly honored in being
regarded as the Missionary of South Eastern
Anglin, and an Apostle, under God, for the re-
kindling of the light of Christianity in tho home
of our fathers. 'To him the Anglican Commun-
jon owes a debt of gratitude, and the groat and
illustrious Seo of Canterbury, and the restored
Monustery once his home, und*now the Mission-
ary Collego of the Church of England, are
fitting and abiding monuments of his zeal.

The story of Bedosupplies the contrast which
reveals ** thodiversitivs of gitls” working by the
“Sume Spiric”"—the strongth and mystory of
the Christian Lifo.  Theseclusion of the cloister
wus tho life-long and congenial home of the bio-
erapher of Augustine, and the most distin-
guished scholar of isage. Intho quiot sheltor
of the Monastery of St. Paul at Jarrow, while
tempest of barharic strife raged thronghout the
land, Bede consecrated his life chiefly to sacred
literature, o gave us homilios, lives of saints,
hymns, epigrams, works on chronology and
grammar, and comments on the Old and New
Testament, (A D. 674-785).  1lis Feclorinsti-
cal History ot Fngland supplies almost all the
information we have of the anciont history of
the country down to A. D, 731, and was truns-
Lated into the Anglo-Suxon by no less honorable
a band than that of Abred tho Great,  Augus-
tine was the converter of the Suxons, Bede was
their instructor. Io was the great school-
master of the Anglo-Suxon race, At soven
years of age he enterod the Monastery. At
nineteen he wus ordained Doacon, and at thirty
he was advanced to the Priesthood,  Hodied at
the age of sixty on tho eve of the Feast of tho
Arcension, A. D, 735, His last words were 1
have u desire to depart and bhe with Christ.”
As a rosult of the lubors of this devoted sorvant
of the Lord the Anglo-Suxon Church was the
most enlightened in lurope, and greater know-
ledge, purer doctrine, and higher morality wore
to be found in it than anywhere on the ¢ontin-
ent.  His writings arestill day by day instruct-
ing the wholo of the Wostern Church. The
names of Augustine and Bode are living names
to-day wherover the Anglican Chureh  las
spread and taken rool, and they huve ench loft
a mark of their individuality and power upon
our branch of *the Body of Christ"—tho ono
Catholic and  Apostolic Church, which no
lapse  of time rcemy likely  to  offace,
Among the several lessons which the mem-
orinlx of these men supply is this—There is
roony in the Church of God, and need also, for
the lion heart and the tender of soul, for the
during doer, and the placid thinker, for the ag-
gressive worker, and the med:ta-ive tompor, fur
the *lion and the lamb"—for have we not the
true word of prophecy that in tho fold of Christ
these shall both lie dowa together, and that
littlo ¢hild” (the Spiritof the Holy Child Jesun)
shall lead them?

EDITORIAL NOTES.

AvL our English exchunges for tho first week
in May dovote much epico to the Act lately in-
troduced into the Knglish House of Commons
for tho Disestablishment of the Church in
Wales, and thoy spenk with one voice, and that
u strong und certain one, in opposition to the
iniquitous Bill: introduced Lo serve mero party
purposes nnd to ondeavonr, as wo believe, to
uphold a falling Government. It seems astound-
ing that in this 19th contury of the Christian
ern, and in the Parlinmont which, of all govern-
ing bodies in tho world, has boen regarded as
particularly distinguished for ita rocognition of
woral principles, and in a Nation, whoso boast
is the Biblo and its tenchings, it should bo pos-
sible, oven in the interests of purty, Lo intro-
duco and altempt to carry through n moasuro
whose chief characteristic is that of unlimited
spolintion; and that, too, of the unciont Church
of Walos. We have boforoe this veferred to the
outspokon decluration of his Graco the Arch-
binhop of Canterbury, that in caso of such an
attempt being mado against the sister Churoh
in Wn‘ou, the Bnglish branch of it would not be
tound wanting in rising to its dolence. Already
his Graco hus ovidenced the truth and oarnost-
ness of his words in more ways than ono. The
matter was brought up again in both Houses of
the Couvocation of Cantorbury last month,
whon a motion was adopted, moved by the Lord
Bishop of London, and scconded by the Bishop
of Chichoster: “That this louse decires to
convoy to the Bishops, Clergy and Laity of the
Church in Waloes their assurance of their warm.
ost sympathy with thom in tho prosont crisis,
Phat this Houso plodgos itsolf to do its utmost
1o resist tho attack now mado upon the Church.”
The rosolution was adopted unanimously, and
aftor somo strong and convincing statoments
by the Bishops of St. Asaph and Llandafl' in
contradiction of the falso statements made,
both in and out of the House of Commons, in
regard 1o the position of the Churoh,

Tae Bishop of St. Asaph saidthey were told
that Wales was a nation of Nonconformists.
The figures quoted in support of this statement
included members, casual hearers, children, and

even infants, and then only amounted to forty-
seven per cent. of the population. Fifty-three per
cont. had to beaccounted for, and whilst he had
pever said that these were all Churchmen, he
urged that an official census should be taken to
show what the percentages actually were,
Thore were, he contended, the strongest
grounds for disputing the assertion that the
Church in Wales was in a hopeless minority.

Tae Bishop of Llandaff said that out of 150,-
000 voters, 65,000 gave their votes in favour of
the “ Establishment,” and therefore tho ‘* small
minority” was reduced in the proportion of
three to two.

Tue Bishop of Trurosuggested that a spocial
prayer ot Office should be issued by the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, to be used regularly in
churches, and privately, to the effect that it
should please God to guard The Church which
Ho Himself had founded. Secondly, that there

should be a public fast; and, thirdly, that it
might bo possible to have sermons dealing with
the spiritual and moral result of the proposed
Act, and with its eftect of robbing the poor of a
great amount of their spiritual resources,
preached throughou. the Province,

Tug Bishop of Gloucester and Bristol de-
clared that all the support which could possibly
be given by Christian Brotherhood to Christian

Brothorhood would bo given by the Church of
Kngland to the endangored Church of Wales.

Tug Church Review accounts for the absence
of that subtle thrill which passes through tho
community when a great mensure, involving
tho interest, porhaps, of hundreds of thousards,
iy introduced in tho Parlinment (such as this
Wolsh Disestablishment Bill) * by the convic-
tion which everyono holds, that the Govern-
ments aro not evon 4 little in carnest about the
moasure,” “ Thoy regard it merely as a sop
to Corberus, Mr. Lloyd George's mouth must
bo shut or he will alarm tho wkhole neighbor-
hood, and porhaps bite the ministry if it should
got within the length of his chain. It will not
puss, and it is not intended o puss,” . . L,
“7T'his year sho (The Church of England) must
spenk at overy centre of population and raiss
such a phalanx of fosling as no Cabinet that
evor oxisted would daro to oppose. . . . .
livorywhere the clergy . must lot poople
know that tho State never gavo the Church her
Cuthedrals, parish churches, parsonage houses
and tithes, and that the State has no moral righ:
to tako all or any of thom away from her”; and
it closes its note with these words, in italics,
‘““and if Churchmen choose, it never can take them
away.” 1t also devotes a column and a halt of
oditorinl matter to the sumo question undor the
titlo “ BLuNDER AND P’LUNDER,” pointing out
that “ the moasure was such an unmitigated
picce of robbery that no one who had a right
concoption of the difference betwoon meum and
twwm need for n moment have hesitated, into
which scalo to cast his voto.” And it concludes
tho article with these outspoken words, ** we
beg . . . to call upon all Churchmen, without
respeot of political party, to uuite in a combined
eftort to give the Government to understand
that England as tho predominant partner will
not sufter her Church thus to be torn asunder,
piecomenl; and that we Lnglish Churchmen
will not quietly stand by 1o see our elder sister
bludgeoned and robbed, to keep a political party
in office.

Toe FamiLy CnurcamaN of London, devotes
considerable space to the Bill, and to the action
taken in opposition to it. It characterizes the
Bill as * monstrous,” & plan of “spoliation and
robbery;” declares that the Church in Wales
is not in the minority as compared with the
Woelsh sects, and that if those who go to no
placo of worship at all, are left out of computa-
tion fully one-half of the Welsh electorate are

opposed to the movement, and it closes its arti-
cle as follows: “The Church has increased
daily in the number of her adherents; she is
doing her duty bravely and well; her clergy
are unpaid and overworked, even as things
stand at present. To.reduce them to beegary,
to cripple the energies of this vast organization
for good, is an injustice which the English nation
should never tolerate.”

Tue Enxagrisa CivrCHMAN (extreme Kvangel-
ical) though apparently leaning to some action
of the kind, which might, it thinks, further its
peculiar principles as against Ritualists and
High Churchmen, nevertheless spoaks of the

Bill as one really aiming at the Digsestablisment
of the Church of England, and concludes its ar-
ticle as follows: * This confiscation of ecclesi-
astical property rests, in the estimation of Mr.
Asquith, upon the broad principle of justice!
Similarly justice was invoked to sanction the
spoliation of the Irish Church, as it will be in-
voked upon future occasions, when robbery
must be legalized to promote party interests.

. . . As ho states his case his eloquent perora-
tion resembles too closely the address of & band
of highway-men to a lonely traveller, “ Youare
nne, and wo are many; your purse is heavy,
ours is empty. Give us your money !”

Cuurcn BELLs commences its article in re-
gard to the matter as follows: ¢ The Disestab-
lishment storm is fairly upon us. The vultures
have beon hovering around for many months
past, and now, scenting their prey, they have
swoopod down, ready to gorge thomselves with
tho spoil when the right moment shall have ar-
rived.”

Wo quote its editorial references at longth in
another portion of this issue, In its notes on
“ Passing Fvents" it declares the Welsh Dises-
tablishment Bill will be tought line by line, by
the Churchmen inside the Houdse of Commons;
Church peopls outside the House will, we are
contilont, do all in thoir power to supporl
them,

THE TITLE “CATHOLIC.”

The word Catholic, as its otymology shows,
was of Greek origin. It is compounded of two
words ( Aata and olos), and menns, literally,
“on the wholo,"” or, as applied to the Chureh,
“ Universal.,” St. Cyril, Patriarch of Jorusa-
lem, before the middle of the fourth century,
and Alexander, Patriarch of Alexandria earlier
in the same century, both used it. Tt probably
came rapidly into use throughout the Church
after the second General Council, held in Con-
stantinople, 381 A.D., which gives the whole
article as follows: “In One Holy Catholic and
Apostolic Church,” ‘

Catholic was used commonly as one of the
names of the Church from the time of the first
General Conneil, held at Nice in Bithynia 325
A.D,, though it does not appear in the original
Creed of Nice. It designated those who ad-
hered to the ancient faith as defined at Nice.
They called themselves Catholics, but named
the heretics after their most prominent leuders,
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—eg. Cerinthians, Marcionites, Montanists,
Arians, Nestorians, Eutychiaus, etec.

Catholic was not long coming into all forms
of the Creed, and became a significant and dis-
tinguisbing title of the Church in common use
both among Greeks and Latins. It was and
gtill is accepted as one of the four notes of the
Charch.

« The Body of Carist,” from its very nature
and constitution, was, is, and ever must con-
tinue, One, Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic. ONE,
as being the organic body in mystical but real
union with “ Him Who is Head over all things
1o the Church ;” HoLvy, as the depositum of the
truth and dispenser of tho Sacraments, by
which holiness is begun, nurtured and increased.
CaTHoLIC, a8 sent into all the world to preach
the Gospel, to baptize and feed with the
« Bread of Heaven” every one, and all who
would be saved; and, finally, ArosToLic, as
built upon the foundations of the Apostles and
Prophets, Jesus CurisT Himself being the chief
corner-stone.”

The word has been sadly misused in the
course of history, and most signally by the as-
sumptions of the Roman Churct, 1o very early
times the Bishop of Rome was accounted one of
the five Patriarchs of the Catholic Church, each
one oftlcially equal to the other. These Patri-
archates differed in numbers and influence;
those of Rome and Constantinople being the
grentest. Indeed, so long as Christian emperors
ruled the Roman Empire, from the throne in
Byzantium, tho See of Constantinople was the
chief in power, though on account of the dig-
nity of old Rome, a kind of respectful priority
was aliotted to the Roman Bishop. Still the
sssumption of the exclasive right to the name
Catholic was never made by Rome in early
times, and is not yet even incidentally con-
tessed, much less allowed, in the East. Inci-
dentally it has come ioto common use in the
West, so that sectarians and the world call the
Roman Church Catholic; but no careful and
well taught English or American Churchman
over gwves her that ancient, significant, and
almost sacred title,

Although the Continental Reformers did not
take the term Catholic to themselves, yet the
Church of England and her daughter, the Am-
erican Church, have adhered to it most tena-
ciously, It sets forth their claim to oneness
with the primitive Church. Itis the sign, war-
rant and assurance that their Ministry is de-
rived in unbroken descent from the Apostles;
that the Faith they promulgate and bear wit-
ness Lo is the one Faith which bas been from
the beginning ; that the Sacraments they ad-
minister are CHRIST's own, wherewith He is
ever presont to bestow specially the grace He
attached to each; and that the Hory SpimrrT
continnally indwells Her, making Her witness
aceeptable and Her ministrations effectual,

The term Catholic is so set forth among the
gems of truth in the Creed that it demands
solomn use. They who make it & designation of
party either do not recognize or feol its devo-
tional significance, or do not perceive the full-
ness of its meaning, It may be contended for
carnestly when denied us, as even the very
Name of our Lord may be; but its ordinary use
is a devotional one. When spoken it should
bring up in grateful souls the rich and dear
consciousness that

“ Living saints and dead
But one communion make,
Al join in Curisr, their living Head,
And of His life parteke.”

The ancieat, though not primitive, applica-
tion of the name Catholic to the Church, and its
universal use for more than fifteen hundred years,
have induced the desire, which has been often
warmly expressed on the floor of General
(Convention, to exchange the title of the Am-
erican Church from the present '‘ Protestant
Episcopal” to “The Catholic Church in Am-

erica.” It is argued that we do not weakly
protest against Rome, but that we firmly and
resolutely reject ber un-Catholic assumptions.
It is said that * Episcopal,” as a distinctive ap-
pellation, may be interpreted us a negativo con-
fusion that the Episcopacy is not essential to
the legitimate propagation of the Church.
However the controversies about the name may
fare, it is at least a fact that the American
Church is, as the Creed she recites sets forth, a
true and unsevered outgrowth from the stem of
the One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church;
and that she has the right, whother she exer-
cise it or not, to call herself by the old name,

Her children are not disposed to loso the title
to their own legitimacy. The growing know-
ledge and serious appreciation of the fact that
they are born through and nurtured by the
Bride of Cmrisr, is causing a wide and deep
perception of the value of their Catholic herit-
age. They are more and more accounting the
Chureh as in truth Catholic; and thereby per-
ceiving more intelligently and.feeling more pro-
foundly their common union with all the early
and late Christians, in life or death, who are in
the immortal Catholic Church, of which CrRisT
was, is, and ever will continuo the Living
Head.— Church Cyclopeedia.

NON-EPISCOPAL ORDERS.

When the Churchis consured for denying the
validity of non-opiscopal ordors, it might be
useful to enquire just what is involved in this
denial ; whother, after all, she denies anything
which is claimed for such orders. What is
monnt of course is this, that she does not grant
that those who have not had episcopal ordina-

tion have received the powers which she claims
for her own ministry. But docs any one assert
that they have?

In the first place, the Church claims that her
ministers are priests, The most superficial

lance at the form or ordination shows this,

he title is ** The Form and Manner of Ordain-
ing Priests.” The preacher of tho occasion is
directed to show how “necessary” the priost-
hood is in the Church of God, The solomn
words pronounced by the Bishop over the hoad
of the candidate are a most weighty testimony
to the beliof of the Church regurding this mat-
ter: “ Recoive the Holy Ghost for the office and
work of & priest in the Church of God, now
committed unto thee by the imposition of our
hands. Whose sins thou dost forgive they are
forgiven, and whoso sins thou dost retain they
aro rotained. And be thou s faithful dispenser
of the Word of God, and of His holy sacra-
ments," etc.

Turning over the pages of the Prayer Book
wo discover that only a priest can pronounce
Absolution, and that he only canadmit men to,
or oxclude them from the Holy Communion.
Now the point is this: the Church asserts that
the ministors of the other Christian bodies are
not priests. But they themselves would be the
firat to repudiate any such character. Thorois
agresment between us on this point. The
Chureh again denics that it can be said of the
denominational minister, that ‘whose sins he
forgives they are forgiven, and whose sing he
retains they are rotained,” or that he has power
to pronounce Absolution to the penitent. Very
well, ho denies it himself as emphatically a8 any
one. Further, it is denied that such a minister
has the power of discipline, of admitting to the
Lord's T'able or excluding from it. We believe
that this too is claimed rarely if at all. It is
gonerally exercised, if' we are not mistaken, by
a congregation or eociety, or else by a commit-
teo of chief officers. [t cannot be said thatany
injustice is done by refusing to men & character
which they do not claim, or functions which
they have no wish to exercise. )

As for the function of preachixg it may easily

bo admitted that in ono sense any Christian has
the right to preach the Gospol. Ho does so by
bis lite and conversation,in his daily intercourso
with his fellow-men ; he may, on oceasion, do so
in a more formal way as n speaker to the mul-
titude. The Church iu no way quostions that,
She even rojoices that the Gospel is proached no
matter by whom, or where, or under what cir-
cumstances. If it be a maimed or imperfoct
Gospel, a Gospel mixed with much of error, a
preaching which has its starting point in “onvy
and strife,” she may say, with St, Paul, ¢ Not.-
withstanding . . . Christ is proached; and I
therein do rejoice, yea, and will rojoice.”

But preaching by authority is a differont
mattor, The Catholic Church, of which the
Episcopal Church is a part, has a faith which
is permanent and unchangoable. She i8 bound
by the conditions of her being to teach this
Faith and none other, to teach no more and no
less. This then is primarily a function of the
priesthood. If they are faithful to their vows,
vows assumed under the most solomn circum-
stances, the peoploe aro assured that what they
hear from the pulpit is not matter of individual
opinion, private views, but the teaching of the
Church. And thoy are entitlod to this security.
In so far, therefore, as the Church gives her
officia] sanction to others besides her priests to
enter upon the function of teachers, she oxacts
guarantoes, imposes conditions, and thus grants
a formal license, Sho cannot do otherwise, 8o
long as she regards rovealod truth as she has
received it, to bo an inviolable trust with which
she cannot play fast and loose. It is just hero
that there arises thoe insupernble obstacle to
that interchangoe of pulpits which has recently
been the subject of discussion, i

When the position of this question about the
validity of orders is curofully examinod, it may
appear that it is not the Epikcopal Church
which doniex tho orders of other Churches for
all that they themselves claim, Thoey aro com-
missioned, in somo way or othor, by an inward
cull of which no one can know anything except
tho recipient, or they are empowerod by the
socioty to which they belong, or they huve been
ordained by a body of miuisters; and for what?
Simply to be proachers and lenders of devo-
tional exercises (though wo bolieve itis not hold
that this lust is an exclusive prorogative of the
minister,; We do not deny any part of this,
nor gdo wo assert that opiscopal ordinntion, or
indeed any ordination, is ahbsolutely necossary
in order to entitle n man in somo sort to preach
the Gospel.

The real difliculty is that our brethron of
other denominations do not acknowledge our
orders for what we claim them to Le. Of
course they do not acknowledgo that u Bishop
has the special functions which consocration
professes to confer, for thoy do not acknowloedgze
the oftice of Bishop at all. Wo do not gay this
by way of roproach. It is the simple statoment
ot a patent fact. [f it were not so, more than
ono soct would never have come into oxistence,
for they owe their origin chiefly to their rojec.
tion of the episcopute. Ncither do thoy ac-
knowledge that our clorgy of the socond order
are priests, or that they huve the functions
which the Ordinal professes to hestow, for they
deny all priestheood except the priosthood of the
people, and they repudiate the idea that the
words “ Whoso sins thou dost forgive they are
forgiven,” otc., can lawfully be pronounced to
any man, though our Lord uttered them to His
Apostles, On the whole, then, it will appear
that the Church'’s position is the more liberal of
the two. She does uot dony 1o the ministers of
other denominations anything they really claim
for themselves ; but they do deny to her minix-
ters what they claim. What wo are asked to
do in order to bring about union is to treut
opiscopacy a8 a thing indifferent and to give up
our claim to a priesthood. To this end we are
to begin by abolishing all safeguurds agninst
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the preuching of erroncous and strange do'c-
. trines in our.pulpits, The more the matter 1y
examinel, the more clonr it hecomer that what
in demunded of the Kpiecopal Chureh is not
even compromise; it is surrender.—The Living
Church.

To all this thero
i no sort of objection to bo made,
On tho contrary, such elements in
the nutional character are likely to
produco stability in  the future
Church, Novertheless, in these carly
drys such a spirit of independence
might lend to grave mistukos on the
purt of those who are still babes in
Christ.  And tho danger is terribly
incrensed whoen it I8 remembered
thut among other missionaries work-
inge in the country ar¢ numerous
Unitarians, and that among Kuro-
pean books  reproduced in Japan
thero is n lurgo propottion of infidel
or wsomianfidel liternture, It iy,
theyoforo, not a little oncouraging to
find Archdoacon Shaw writing thus:

The principal English papor pub-
lished v Japan [tho Japan Mail)
thus writes:

" Yentorday afternoon almost the
whoels British community of Tokio
arsonblod at the British Legation to
bith furywell to Avchdencon Shuw,
Honorary Choplain of the Legation,
and Mex, Shaw, who with their fam-
ily arv about to procoed to Bngland
The Archdencon during his long so-
journ of more than twenty years in
the Jupanose capital has wen the re-
speet and aftoction of all his fellow-
conntrymen, a8 woll as of'an immense
civele of Jupnnose, and he enrries
away with him tho most carnest
wishes for his happinoss and pros-
perity. It would bo idle to atiempt
to speak adequately of the noble
worlk of uuntiring bonevolonce and
charity accomplishod by tho Arch-
deacon and Mres, Shaw during their
long residence in Tokio. Thoy have
doue as much an it was possible to
do in the causo of Christinnity, and

for the sake of that cause we heartily
hope that their return to the scene of
their lnbours will not be fur distant.”

Again, the principal native paper
published 1n Japan (of course hea-
then), ag transluted by Rev. J. Imai,
HAYH :

*Mr. Shaw has lived in Tokio for
more than twenty years, during
which long time ho has delighted in
religious works as if it were one day.
Ho has corrected errors, comforted
the poor, and bis life during those
years has indeed been an example to
all priests. His gentleness is well
known to alt, Wlo does not adimire
his virtues ? His wife, too, is loved
und respected by all who have met
her, whether foreignors or Japanese,
and sho has been a great help to Mr.
Shaw in all nis work. There are
great nnmbers of Jupanese who have
beon instructed ard influenced by
Mr, and Mrs. Shaw in their faith,
and who will never forget their kind-
ness and virtue. And thero are a
vory large number of Japanese, both
Christins as well a3 others, who ad-
mire, respect, and love Mr., Shaw
and his family, and who feel deep
sorrow for their departure,”

Such praise coming from a heathen
or non Christian paper for a Chris-
tinn missionary is almost unique, and
is 0 good protest agminst those who
aro nlways belittling tho work of
MISBIONIUTICS,

A most affecting address was pre-
sented to the Archdencon by the
Christianr of sixteen Churches and
congregatious founded by the Society
in tho Tokio distriet,

1 know
vory woll that there is u bad oxample
ot Lo our ycung people by, hundreds
of their seniors 1 this
Ieneeling ; but lot us remember tho
warning @ Whosoover shall be
awshumod of Me . , . of him shall
thoe Son of Man bo ashamed.”

A Lo juining in the rosponses and
in thesinging, 1 greatly fear that
unlesy wo huve been proporly trained
to “opoen our lipy” in our youih
wo shull find it diflicult to begin
whon we havo grown to man's ostute,
What a chilling offoet in praduced
upon one who has beon used Lo henr-
ingr Lthe congregution repount the re-
spouses, nat in w whisper, but undi-
bly, it he happen o attond a chureh
whoro thore is o large congregation
bending forwurd in the atitude of
prayer, but whore the 1espousos can
be bost doseribod a8 s fmang a vory
fwint murmur! 1 wish tho clorgy
would spesk out on this subject, anu
that they would do it frequontly and
rogularly  until there 1w nothing
further w bo dosired.

A roveront bhearing is also sbso-
lutely essentinl in tho houso of God.
W hispering, l:m;];hing, staring at our
neighbours, or looking about us to
sto who is coming in, are all otfoncon
against reverency, and should nover,
undor any circumstances, bo indulg-
ed i,

In addition to answoring the re-
sponses and joining in tho singing,
wo should liston must attentively to
thoe Wonl of tvod whon it is read
out to us, us wall as to the sermon,
whioh is pronched by God’s author-
ity. Thore should be no uunscomly
rush to got out of ¢hurch the mo-
ment tho last word is cut of the
clorgyman’s mouth ; but rather, a
stillnoss for a briof spaco, in which
wo may pray for a blessing upon all
