TINNEVELLY,

Wa close the account of Tinnevolly by
somo exiracts from a - paper read by
Bishop Sargent before the last South.
Indian Corference, held .at Bangalore,
In this paper the Bishop rteviews the
work of the Church Missionary Saciety
in Tinnevelly for the last 20 years. Ile
says:—

i is with deep feelings of thankfulness
to tho heavenly Master Whore work we
have in hand, that T proceed to furnish
a puper on the operations of the Chiurch
Missionary Society. in Tinnevelly in con-
linuation of the narrative presented by
me to the Missionary Conference at Ota-)
camund in April, 1858,  Twenly years
have flown sines then—twenty years of
toil and labour, care and trial, ploughing
and sowing. But though thore has been
much in this interval to dissppoint; there
is, on the wlhole, much to encotrago and
cheer us. Progress is ‘more or. less evi-
dent in almost every dcepariment; and
though perfection is ot 'to be expected;
yet our aim in avery effoit is, in Gob's
name, ditected that way. A compariscn
of the present condition of things with
matiers ps they stopd when the South
Indian Conforence last met, shows that; as
regards numbers, we .have now nearly
double what we had then, e
_-One thing ehesrvable is the dimination
of our Eurepcan labourers. . In' 1858
there were fourteen; now - there are only
five - missjonuries, - -The ~question arises’
Is thia a matter for ‘congratulation? *Is
it'amove in the right.directiont We
may -in. reply. say, first of “all, that we
thank Gon it has not arisen from:lack of;
funds, or lsck of men.on the part of the
Church Missionary Sociely; and, secondly

This
Church Council meets every threo
months, There ie also a Church Com-
mitles formed in every pastorale, com-
prising the pastor and as wany laymnen as
the extent of his work rendora necessary .
These local Committees ' meet overy-two
or three monihs, and- acl - aubordinatnly
to the Church Council ; and theso Coun.-
cils are again subordinate.to the Provin-
cial Couneil,. which moéts once n year at
Palamecottah. 1 think these Commiteos
and. Conneils have greatly benefited our
work, eapecially in tedching our converts
somethinz of self-zovernment and self-
support. -A more correet view of -the
personal responsibility of our converts
is now held than ever was held before,
and every one that now proposes 0 bo-
come a Christian does s0 in : the full un-
derstanding that le- muat, according 1o
his circnmatances, held to - support “ his

In fact, it includes
so much that is of value and importance
in life that it may almost be said that,
i propottion fo its power, does the man
obtain his manheod and the woman her
womanhood. The ability to identify
self with the highest parts of our nature,
and to bring all the lower parts into
subjection, or rather te draw them all
upwards into harmony with tho best
that we know, is the one cential power
which supplies vitality to all tho rest,
Uow to develop this in the child may
well nbsorb the encigy of overy parent ;
how to cultivato it in himself may woll
employ the wisdom and onthusinsm of
evety youth,

Yet it is no mysterious or complicated
path that leads to this goal. The habit of
self-contiol is bLut the accumulafion of
continued acts of self-denial for a worthy
object ; it is but the repeated authority
of the reason over the impulses, of the
Jjwlgment over the inclinntions, of the
sense of duty over the-desires.

1le who has acquired this habit, who
can govern himself intelligently, without
offott, and without any fear of revolt from
his appetite and passions, has within
him the source of all real power and of
all true happivess. Tho force and
energy which he has put forth day by
day aud hour by hour is not exhausted,
nor even diminished; on the contrary, it
has - increased by use, and has become
sirouger and keener by exercise ; and,
though it has already complcted its work
in tho past, it is still his-well-tried, true
and powerful weapon for future conflicts
in higher regions.

It is the simplé truth that the Land
Lengue is n greater power amongst the
Irich people than Her Majesty's “Gov-
arumont” at the present time, and that
hopes have been excited and resolutions
have been formed which not even
Messrs, Gladstone, Bright, and Cham-
herlain will wish or dare lo acquiesce in.
Lhe certain and inevitable result of ihis
is, that even il Ministers were able to
agree upon a Lund Bill and to pass it
intact, it would but give an impetus to,
and not arrest, the agitation which Mr.
Parnell &0 triumphantly leads. Mr.
Glgdstone’s Irish legislation is doomed
beforchand to utter failure. The Gov-
ernmeunt, by their deliberate and wicked
neglect of reasonable precautions and of
palpable obligations, are causing the loyal
and orderly portion of the populatiomrof
[reland to despuir of the ability of the
will of their nominal rulers to give them
the protection they require, and to put
down treason and rebellion s they ought
to do. Traly thero is one Compensation
or Disturbanco Bill which ought to be
passed_next session ; a bill to compel
the members of the Government, out of:
their own private resources, to compen-
sate, as far as possible, tho loyal land-
lords and honest farmers and Jabourers,
the well-disposed professional men and
tradespeople, nnd  others, whom Mr,
Gladstone and bis Colleagues are allow-
ing to be ruined because Ministerial pride
apd overweening palisanship will not
allow them to confess that they have
made a huge and terrible mistake, nnd
have subordinated the interests of the
empire to the necessities of party.

The death of George Eliot (Mrs. Cross)
hus created & profound sensation amongst
the reading public everywhere. “\Ve
shall not look upon her like agnin” is the
sentiment which is expressed wuiversally
throughout the length and breadth of tlig
land.  Her acknowlsdged supremacy of
intellect reflected a borrowed glory on the
sex to which she bilonged. Who is not
grateful for being beguiled through the
weary hours of mental or physical pain
by the perusal of George Lliot's wonder-
ful mind ereations; and who, too, has
not been more than satisfied at other
times, when, free from ‘iemselves as it
were, the brain and the heart have been
bettor eapable of receiving and adwiring
her marvellous conceptions of ale
character and her keen insight inio the
intricate workings of the female heart in
all situations und under all circumatances.
Women novelists, as a rule, make their
heroes uttorly feeblo or else depict them
as demons. George Eliot wrote of men
as they are, aud created possible people,
Women heve understood themselves and
their natures better after reading the
works which from time to timo were
wrilten both asn surprise and delight to
us.  Still one is obliged to add that
while her writings have the unquestivn-
able stamp of genius, yet they leave on
the mind the sense of & painful want, a
ceriain dreariness of the whole conception
of life. What this want is we uare at no
loss to discover from her writings them-
selves, ‘and it is illustrated afresh in the
story of her life. It is simply the want
of the recognition of having religious
faith as the guiding star of life. A
novel,of course, is not a sermon; and in-
deed, *“George Eliol's” recent novels were
spoilt by too much lay sermonising of a
metaphysical and abstract kind. Dut it
professes to depict life; and to ignore re-
ligion as  the dominant. foxce of life is
virtually to preach atheism of ‘the faghion-
ablo Agnostic type. - It is. notable that
the two great humorists who have passed
away in_our own. generation—Dickens
and Thackeray—whatever their religious
creed may have been, were:.both men of
sttong religious fucling and reverenco for
the Great Maeter.- In.their works thero.
certainly was the something which George-
Eliot, -with not_inferior genius, lacks.

This littlo spot, intoresting both from its
natural features and the charactor of its
people, is probably known te but very
few of the readers of this paper.

A decp and narrow indentation of the
Western Shore of Halifax Harker run-
ning abeut a quarter of a mile inland
forms the cove; an almost completely
land-locked anchorago for 1 essels of light
dranght—theshores themselves little mose
than the hardened coast of our so called

boulder debris of the glacial period—here
and there o littlo patch of meadow, walled
with stone, that hns been wrested from
tho goneral sterility and in summer
forms n pleasing contrast to the curround-
ing wilderness of grey stone.

The popalation of the village is com-
pozed almost eutirely of ieilers of the
gsen.”
