Julia had the free wings of Cana-
diun society; her sisters had been brought up
under anivon  rude of submission to their
mother,whose strongest point of character was
her love of power. The two younger givls had
heen thoroughly disciplined by modes of pun-
ishment iuflicted in the presence of their gov-
crness, by theiv mamma. ‘Phat lady had writ-
ten in the coluims of the Lady's .}:)urnal full
descriptions of the process, and the ¢ leather
thongs ™ with which it wus to be inflicted.
Her daughters had never attempted resistance,
had they done so she would have summoned
an ample array -of obedient English servants to
overpower them.
