LoweRrR Canapa.—'The accounts of the civil war in
Lower Canada are so varions and cont’icting that we find
it dificult to rscertain the truth.  In our lust it was stated
that Col. Wetherall bad been repolsed with the loss of
300 men—on Monday, slips of paper were scattered in all
directions anuouncing that the insurgents had beea defeat-
ed at St. Charles, and that 1200 had been kiiied and 700
made prisoners. Later accounts, however, render it cer-
‘tain that the royalists were victorious. ln the absence of
any dotailad official report of the capture of St. Charles,
few persons, we presume, give full credence to the dif-
ferent statements of the Canada papers as o the number
of killed and woaonded, on either side, in the battle. To
us they appear very contradictory. For instance,the Cana-
dians are said ‘1o have fought like tigers,” to have made a
“most determined resistance’-with :nany other expressions
laudatory of their bravery and valour, and yet almost in
the same paragraphs, they assert that only 5 or6 of the
Jroops were killed, while on the part of the rebels nearly
300 were destroyed, and 40 or more made prisonars.
Now this certainly doe= not appear like tiger-fighting, de-
termined resistance, etc. etc. As far a8 we can uaravel
such intricate and perplexing accounts, we wish to set be-
fore our readers the simple truth and nothing but the truth.
But when the labyrinth is so inveived that we canoot find
our way through it, we shall then as far as our limits will
sllow, and when we can obtain them, present our sub-
scribers with the statements of both parties, and leave
them to judge for themselves.

‘T'he attention of the troops waus now di-
rected to a large stone house of three stories, near the en-
trance of the villaze, which was strongly barricaded and
gurrisoned, and from which a most galling fire was kepl up.
The howitzer was brought to bear upon it, with very con-
siderable efiect, but 1nfortunately was not found sutlicient
to render it untenable. ‘Towards half past two o’clock
the ammuaition of the troops and artillery was nearly ex-
pended, aud it becawe necessary 1o retreat.  Since an
early hour in the morning the men had not tasted food.
In the course of the march a large proportion of them had
lost their shoes, and actually cawe into engagement bare-
foot.
