THE LAND QUESTION OF IRELAND.
(FROM TIMES EPECIAL COMMISIIONER.)

No. 7. .
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The line from Clonmel to this place, by Limeriek,
diverges from the vailey of the 8air aloog uplanda of
no grest interest until you reach the little town of
Cabir. Here it touches the extreme elopes of the
Galties, and, crossing the valley of Aberlow, ruos for
miles westward through the Golden Vale. As you
advance into this magnificent tract the bounty of
Nature seems to increage in proportion to the remisss
nees of man; the noble pastures become more rich,
the signs of good husbardry g=ow less frequeat, No
estate from the Limerick Junction to Limerick can
be compered to that of Lord Deity as regards the
external pigns of prosperity ; the character of the
country is that of marvellous but undeveloped ler-
tility, the broad expanges of radiant verdure are ill-
fenced, il'--quered. and oot balf-draiced and there
is a marked deficiency of good farm buildings. As
you draw cloze to Limerick the usual influences-of a
Jarge city mako themeelves felt, caltivation appears
more cireful and trim; you pas3 enclosm:as and
market gardens, and the ecene is animated with more
traces of ipdustry. Torwiog frcm Limerick to the
north-east, tho train peneirates the low linds between
the Shannon acd the high mounlain range that
divides Tipperary into its two Ridiogs; and, after
gaing through a district traveraed by streams descend-
ing to the great river, and in places extending into
wet flate, yon reach a fine wide plain, surronnded oy
hills, from the centre of which rize the low roofs,
roand tower, and steeples of the town of Nenagh.
Thie place ia the capitsl of the North Riding of
Tinperary, yet does tot differ in any respect from ike
orfiinary small conntry towns of Muuster. It is com-
posed of the usual main atrest of plaln square houaes
with slated roofs, intersected by streeta of the same
kiod edged on all pides with lapes of mud cabing;
and, ag often is the case with towns in Irela-d, its
most conspicnous public buildings beeides rather a
pretty Court-bouse and s qusint old bastion, lately
repaired and known by the name of the Round of
Nenagh—are the large union workhouss, the gaol,
snd the barracks. The trade of Nenagh is wholly
confined to agricuitural produce sod rgtail com-
modities, aud the place haa rather a dec:nymg agpect,
The population, as has been the case with tbe jnland
towna of 'reland generally, hit declined between
1851 and 1861 from 7,343 to 6 282 gouls, .

The country round Neuagh for several miles pre
sentn a great variety of featares. The plain, of which
the town i8 the central point, i & broad and geaerally
fertile tatle-land, here and thers swelling into gentle
eminences, and spreading out into five corn land and
pasturcs, interspersed with farm houres acd country
weats, The landscape is pleasing, traoquil, and rich -
gsigna of wealth and good caltivation are numerous;
the breads of cattle and horses are excellent; many
of the homeateads, roofed with the thick, dark slate
pecaliar to the neighbourhood, are well bailt; and
the crops, ripening under the August sun, give a fair
promlye of an abundant harveat. This tract though
very inferior on the whole in fertility to the Golden
Vsle, contains, neveriheless, much vslgnble land ;
and, 88 a great part of it 18 }aid out Iu tillage, it has
the look of induatry that in most places belongs to
an agricultaral diatrict. All around the horizou is
closed by billa in frregular maeses at ccnsiderable
distances, a range to the south, orowned by the higa
Keeper, being the boundary between the two Ridings,
while the Dnbarrows ehut ont the Shannon to the
weat j to the north rises the cone of Knocksbegowns,
and the far Slieveblooms spread their line eastward.
As you approach the slopes of the nearer mountains
the 1and becomes more poor and thin, flocks of sheep
replace the cattie in the valley, stone crops oat of
the half-enclosed fislds, good f(arm-touses become
jnfrequent, and the whale ecene has rather a barron
aepect. When, however, at the little village of
Portroe youa aross the extreme sdge of the Duharrow
range, and descend into the lowlands beneath, a
most beautifal landscape gladdens tbe sight. Tue
broad Sbapaon at thia point has expanded into &
vast brimming mere, between heights that incline to
the water and end in terraces and baoka of green,
crowned with wooda and formed into parks and en-
closures, from which rise the roofsof many a fize
wansion. From this, its southern and most picture:que
limit, Lough Derg stretches in breadths of gray be-
tween iglets and eminences nortbward, aod the whole
scene, with its blanded features ot sublimity. richoess,
and fine culture, is only surpassed by that of Killarney,
I visited the possessor of one of tbe handssmest
placea on the Tipperary side of the lake, and was
charmed with the almost tropical vegetation, peou-
liar to s few favonred apots in Ireland in our northera
climes. The holly, thearbutus, and the rhcdodgu(}ron
grow here to the sime cf real trees; aud as if in a
garden of the Heaperides, the golden fruitage of the
orange and lemon treeg, planted out on 8 turf of
exquisite green, mellewed in the warm, moisl, and
prolific air. . .

The soclal economy of this neighbourbood does not
differ in many respecta fram that of most other parts
of the country. Farms vary in size from 200 to 10
and 15 acree, Irish measure— that is, comp.red to
English, about three to five—and are fairly divided
between pasture and tillage. Some fsrme ere ex-
ceedingly well snltivated and have excellent h: me:

a3 good ; a large prop.riion have s slovenly appear-

g thepkirts,
of the moud'aing, -.Agricultura) wages, whichat the
time of the Devon Commiesion did not exceed 43.8
week, and were even lese, now range from 63 to 10s.;
farm eervants- livicg - with tbeir e€mployers; receive
from 10l to 141 a year. and ‘thejr food; and, owing
probably to tho demand for labcur in the: slate
quarrier,. [ heard fewer complaioté ;on this head than
wiien I wans at (Qlcomel. - Oz'shzirbcle, the enndi-
tion of the. agricultural labourer at tbe preseat time
i3 reagonably good ; he appears ‘tolerably well. alad
and fed; aad the jmmense emigratioo of this class
which has oceurred during the last 20 years.in this
ard otber parts of the conuury is fagt dimivishing,
and will saon, probably, ceass. The rent of Iand in
the days of Arthur Young varied from 10s. to 253.
thedriah acre ; stthe period of the Devon Commission
it bad risen to from 16a. to.B53.; it bas only very
alightly advanced ; and, followiug thi proporiion I
have before made, I hava no doabt that 1t i3 now less
brréensome that it was 25 or 93 years ago. Although
differing in a few particulars, the landed system of
thia neighbourhood j#, vevertheless, essentially the
same a8 that which prevails throughout the ccuatry,
and is attended by the samo geveral coracquences.
The great majority of the owpers in fee are Proteat-
ants, the mass of the farmers being Roman C-tholies,
and thie circnmstance, no doubt cruses a certain
amogat of socia! antagonism. The fow Roman Ca
tholic proprietora, however, that are found ars not
more liked than their Protestant equals ; indecd,
a>me who bave bseo introduced through the opera-
tion of the Landed Bitates Acts were described to
me as being very uopopular. Absentesism prevsils
to a considerable extent, and iz accompanied by the
usual results in gerving the occuapier from the owner
of the soil, though Bome of the absentes estates are
administered npon sn equitable syatem. A large
number of moderateaized estates occurs in this neigh-
bourbood than clsrwhere; the owners of them are
naually resident, and eome sre certainly good land-
lords but [ have beard several coodemned as unjust
and grindiag, and not afew, I believe, are embarraszed

and needy.

Theae conditions of the ownership of the soil, thongh
congistent with a certain amount of prosperity, can-
nat, even when viewed by themselves, be pronounced
to be of a good tendency. Turoiog to the state of
the oceupying tensntry, I found it, geperally speak-
ing, the same aa thay in the otber places I visited —
that is, i} is not, oa the whole, unprosperouvs, con-
sidered in B material point of view, but thers isa
great deal to cause just dizsatiefaction, and elements
of gerions disorder are latent. I heard, a3 usual,
some complainta of rack-reats, and instancee, sgs
matter of courss, might be cited; but I am satisfied
that the land is pot, generally rack-rented; with
rare exceptiong reats bave not risen in anythiag like
praportion to prices; sud, as a rule, the farmers are
well off, many of them having good bslauces ia the
banke, the accumulations of years of succesaful in-
duatry, Paseing, however, to the circumstances of
the ocoupier's tenure, [ met, in rather ac aggravated
form, the wha'e train of unfortunate phenomena to
which I have already directed attention. The land-
lords, with very few exceptions, muach fewer thaan in
tbe neighboarho~d of Olonmel, have done very little
in the way of improvement, and almost everything
that during two generations hag besn added to the
value of the soil bas bean the resolt of the libour of
the teoantry. Yet leases in this district ars exceed-
ingly rare, even for the most brief agricultnral terms;
on some estates they are peremptorily refused, snd
that sometimes I believe, mest unjastly; and thus
the class which, in point of fact, has well nigh
created the wealth of thia neighbourbood has no cer-
tain interest in the land in which its capital and
industry have been sunk, is liable to bs extruded
from it at a eix months' notice withnut a shill'ng of
compensation, or may Bes its legitimate profita filched
away by s dishonest increase of rent by the landlord,
Sush a state of things, whatever the cause, is chviously
iojurious to the general welfare, and makea the
tenant & mere dependent, exposed to wrong of every
deacription ; and thongh T am far from saying that
the landlorda bare bave abused largely their enormons
power, [ have been told certaioly of some painfal in-
stances. Thua it has been said that on aome estates
noticea to quit are regularly served every year in
order 1o give the landlords the means of raising the
rate of rent 88 they pleage, and T have been informed
of cases in which 8 w.dowed tenant bas beea for-
bidden to remarry from mere frivolous whim and
caprice ; a reatriction which, if it were in a contract,
wonld be clearly contrary to public policy, being thns
made a condition of ‘eunre, A good deal of coercior,
too, has been practised, even of ate years, at elections ;
and when I add that, precarious as they are, the sale
of farms held at will i3 common, that great prices are
given for these intereats, and yet that the landlords
may extinguish them as they please, this ordar of
thiiga must be described as at least being open to
frightful abuses.

1 aball not at present discusa the question —resers-
ed till I ahall covsider hereatter the ianded syatem of
Ireland £.6 & whole—to what extent these deplorable
anomulios may bs charged on landlords or tenanta in
Ireland, or whether they are not ratber dae to a com-
plication of nnfortunate circumatances. Imust here,
howevar, anticipate an objection that is certain to
ocenr to many of your renders. The greater portizn
of tha Iand of Fogland, probably, is held under ten-
ancies at will merely, and, as thig state of thinga is
not fruitful of evll, why should we suppose the result
to be different In Ireland ? Bat in the first place, a
tenant.at. will in Eogland receives bis farm in good
order from hia landlord, and, as & rule, never ginks
capital in it; the Irigh tenauts-at-will or their pre-
decesgora in moat instances have entered boldings
that were in a rude, uncaltivated state, and heve de-
posited in them the fraits of yesrs of indastry. In
the secord place, the tenant-at-wil! in England is,
spaaking generally, a man of substanes, who can deal
with his landlord at arm’s length; in Ireland be is,
for the most part, & mere peagant, who can seldom
contract on terms of equality. Again, too, the feel-
ing between landlo:d and tenant ia Eagland is more
kindly than in Ireland, and more calcnlated to lead
to liberal dealing; and, above all the taking of land
in England i8 regulated in part by locsl custom and
fn pactby the competition of oapital; in Ireland it is
8till regulated in eome degree by the campetition of
paverty, The cage in England is that of a fair part-
nership in which the partners, if they unite their
fonds in the common stock, do not confusa their
gbares, and atand on a footing sufficiently ; the case
in Ireland is that ot an association, in which the
weaker party is often practically compelled to ox-
pend largely without beiog able to obtain gecurity
for bis expenss, and has nsthing to trust to for are-
torn but the honour or forbearance of the stronger,
whose apparent interest ia tte other way, who ia
sometimas not well-disposed towarda him, and of
whom he is usually the mere dependent. The cases,
therefors, are essentially different; and to apply
principles that, a8 rzspects one, may not be attended
with tangible evil to the other, which i3 entirely dis-
tinst, is falge logie, and, msy be bad leglaiation, I
proceed to give ome or two illustrations of this
vioions system in this neighbourhzod, taking, proba-
bly, a very favourable instance. Cloge to this town
ig the fine eatate of Mr. Staford O'Brien, well known
ag one of the mast popular of Tipperary landlords
and though, unfortunately, usually an sbgentee, liked
by the people and generally respected. Hie'
agent, too, bears & high character, and I do not
doabt haa ever entertained & thought of doing en. in-
tentional wrong to a tenant. I walked on the lands
wes pleassd with them, and entered oasiially ‘into
converpation with the good dame of one'of' the moat
snbatantial occupiers. There was an.excellent slat-

gerious attention. Here is & tenant who 1 actuaily
forced, if he would maintain his wife and family in
comfort, to invest his e1pital in bis' landlord's land,
unleas he chuoses to run the most doubtful chance of
being able to find a farm elsewhere. Ho adds eaor-
mouély to the value of the property, the owner and
his agent consenting ; but he doss not obtain aoy
return, excapt the bare countinanes of occapation,
and for this, being a yearly tenant, he has not a sha~
dow of security. He ia perfectly awre of hig preca~
rious peeition, and would gladly, if he could, be as-
sured & tenure that would restore his outlny or con-
firm bim in the posgeasion to which, uatil compen-
sated, be has a moral claim; but thonght his lind-
lord is an upright man, and is deservedly liked in the
neighbonrhoad, he is besei by a vague tear that, if
he shal} make this equitable request, hemay displesse
the superior he dreads at heart, that he mny give
someé unknown offence, that.he may bring unpleasant
consequences on himself; aod he prefera to remsin
in perilous uncertainty. trusting to “a word that
may be aa good a8 a bord,” but whick ia neither
equally clear or durable, to setking to procure a
gaarantee to which he is unquestionably entitled, bat
the concession of which will, he thinks, be distaste-
ful. Does not such a case throw a light inlo the re-
ceszes of the land system of Irelacd, and ehow how
in its existing condition, it works icjuriously to the
publi¢ good, how it may. generate ill-will, mwistrust,
want of confiderce, and how it may lead to cruel in-
justica? And if such things ere done in the green
tres, what may be done in vhe dry - if caves like these
are of common occurrence on the property of owners
who merit eateem, and who would not actively com
mit & wrong, what may and does happen on estates
of which the owners are of & different charagter, or
are tempted by embarragsments to appropriate what
1n consciencs belougs to otbers? I koow it will be
replied that all this is theory~—that {righ tenants do
not care for leasos, that they actaolly like being ten-
antg-at-will—silly plauaibilities with which igno
rance or self-interest endeavour to set ss’de reason.
[t i3 likely enough that many tenants in [reland in a
siwilar position to the one I bave describod would
never put forward a claim to a lease ; nor shonld I
blame them, if they profesged themeelvea dissatisfied
with an ordinary term of 21 years. Bat, aotwith-
standing some sapient notions to the contrary, liish
DAiurs regembles human patare, It likes reaping
where it 48 own; it preferes security to ruia and
nncertaioty ; and there ia nothing an Irish tenant
crizes in the abstract 6o much as & durable fenure.

The neighbourtood of Nenagh bas been fres from
agrarian orime during several yoars, Yet in this, as
in other parts of the country, the agrarian spirit more
or less provaile, Few landlords won!d, [ think, dare
to proveke it, It sffecta perceptibly the management
of proper'y. There is & curlous equity in this avil
epirit which in most instances ia respected ; the great
object of the popular desire being to retain the occus
pier of land in posasession, but sutject to u not cn-
reasonable rent, it seldom visits with ita vengeance a
landlord who evicta a defaniter fn this respect, but
only those who evict on whst i3 called * title” —that
ie, after a notice t2 quit. This i3 exactly eimilar to
Trades' Union:am  which, like other confederacies,
bag ita standard of right, from wi.ch it does not
readily deviate, snd which assumes the mask of jas-
tice in the commission of crime. Here, as e!sewhere
aa ] wen! am 'ng the peasantry, I heard of vagae de-
manda for*¢ fizity of tenuse,” and wild asgertions to
a kind of right to the soil ; but such expreasions wire
not well defined ; and in most inatances the claim
wad restricted to a tenant right after the eale of good
will, acd to an extension of occupation whieh wonld
give compensation for pastimprovements.

state of indeapendence, or whether it ia the peculiar
coaviction of a class anhappily- during many years
not & litile hostile to Irish landlords, and too prone
to involve them in a Bweeping condemnation.

THE IRISH UNIVERSITY QUESTION.
(From the London Tablel,)

It we had only read the comments which moat of
the daily papers have been making on the resolutions
of the Irigh Episcopate, we should never guess that
the demands of the latter were anything else than
waat the Pall Mall Gazette says they are—* olaims
to regulate all publioeducation in Ireland.” Nothing
lesg conld acoount for all the withering denuncia-
tions of such attempts as these to bring the State
under bondage to the Ohurch. Let na aee what it is
that is snnbbed a8 so hopelesa and impracticable a
demand. The biskops begin by laying down the

OBIXQUIES OF THE LATR LoRD PRIMATE o7 [RELAND -
At Dundalk, on Mondey, the remains of the Most
Rev. Lr. Kieraz, Arclbishop of Armaghand Primate
of All Ireland were ccusigned 10 their last resting-
place in the eprce in froot of the altar of the Blesaed
Virgin in the parcchial Cbarch of St Patrick, attand-
ed by 81l the solemn and imposing splendour of the
ritual ceremosials for the dead of the Oatholic faith.
Dauring the entire of last night the office for the dead
waa intoned 10 the Church of St. Patrick by mem.
bers of the clergy and religions orders of the town,
and from rn early bour this worning the Holy Sec-
oifice was cffered up far the 1epoee of the soul of the
deceased prelate at the several altara. His Eminerce
the Cardiral Archbishop of Dublin, xcc:moanied by
the Very Rev. Mongignor Moran and the Very Rev.
Dr- Contoy, atrived at ten o’clock, when the streets
of Dundalk were crowded by persons making their
way to get places in the church where the obgequies
were to be solemuised On hig way bis Emineaca
was received with the liveliest demounstrations of
welcome, reverence, and regard, by the crowds all
anxious to see the Cardinal, who at one iime was
their Archbishop. A number of the benches were
remosed from the upper end of the nave, and by this
means & lemporsary choir was made, in the centre of
which stood the catafalque draped in black
cloth, bearing the emblems of mortality, and besring
the coffa contsicing the remaine, on which rested
the jewelled mitre and pastoral staff of 1he deceased
Primate. At eleven o'clock precisely the procession
of the clergy entered the church and took their
piaces on the benches at eitber side of the choir.
The elergy having taken their places, the following
prelates entered from the sanctuary and took the
geats prepared for them at the Epistle side of the
chair :—The Most Rev. Dr. M'Gabe, Lord Bishop of
Ardagh; The Most Rev Dr. L-aby, Lord Biaho_p of
Dromore; the Moat Rev. Dr. Whelan, Lord Bishop
of Bombuy ; the Nost Rev Dr. Brady, Lord Bishop
of Pertb; the Most Rev. Dr, Spalding, Lord Arch-
bisbop of Baltimore, U, 8 ; the Most Rev. Dr. M-
Gettigas, Lord Bishop of Raphoe ; the Most Rev. Dr.
Doouelly, Lord Bizhop of Clogher ; the Most Rev,
Dr. Kelly, Lord Biehop cf Derry ; the Most Rev. Dr.
Dorrinn, Lord Biahop of Down and Oonaor; the
¥ost Rev, Dr. M'Evilly, Liord Bishop of Galway ; the
Most Rev. Dr. Nulty, Lord Bishop of Meath. A

The proces-
gion proceeded round the charch and re-entered it by
a side door, near the Lady Cbapel, where a new
vault was constructed to receive the remains, The
Jast prayers having been gaic by the Most Rev. Dr.

—1t will be gratifying to know that the aepulchral
wmemorial to the late Oardinsl is approaching com-
pletion. The design embodies the weli known con-
ception of ana tar tomb, with a recumbent fall-length
effigy of the deceased resting upon it. Itis con
structed euntirely of d:fferent @)lored marbles and
alabaster, Tn the centre of each side is a niche, the
ose coutaining A sitting figure of St. Thomas of
Canterbury the other St. Cbharlai Borcomeo. Lateral
to tkem are panels sculptured in deep relief: the
first containg the Oardinal receiving the toosare ;
the sscond, his investiture by the Pope with the
pallum as Acchbishop of Westminster ; the third
the Synod of Qscots held after the ra-establisbment
of the bierarchy : the forth displays twe Oardioal
weking his final profession of faith on kis death.bed
in presence of bis canong. The panel at the head of
\be tomb cortains 8 figure of St. Nicholas with the
three children, and in that at the feet appear the
arma of the See of Westminster impaled with thoge
of the Qardinal himself. All these sculptures are in
white statasry marble. The efigy is also being
worked out in tbe sa:e material. The Qsrdinal is
favested in full pontificals, his mitred head reposing
oo & cushion with an angel on either side, and be-
n_eath kis feet crouches a dragon out of whose mouth
rigeg the archispiscopal croes, Tbhe figures and the
whole of the groups are the compositiona of Mc. Joha
Powell, of Birmingham, and Mr. Welby Pugin is the
author of the architectaral portion of the work.

The insurrection at
Byar also continues, ‘Two Republican bands i
Catelonia and Aadalusia have been beaten by the
natwonal troops. The Cortes bas given the
pecessary authonty for the prosecution of the
seventeen Republican deputies who bave partic-
pated in the rebellion.

Lonpon, Oct. 16,—Late advices bave been
received here from Fernando, Po. A volcane
ia the Cameron Range, on the mainland, near
that island, was in an active state of eruption.
The war pews from Paragnay 13 important, Pre
sident Lopez was still being pursued. He had
arrived at San Estaivalus, and it was thought was
trying to reach Bolivia.

Curcaco, Oct, 16.—Two trains on the Chi-
cago, Burlington aud Quincy Railread came 10to
collision on Thursday mear Canton, and were
badly smashed, The engaeer received fatal and
a lady eerious tnjuries.

PROTESTANT SACERDOTALISM, — Not m
Ireland only, but in Scotland as well, a great
movement is going on in the bosom of the epie-
copal Protestant decomwations. Io Ireland, as
our readers know, and 1z consequence of the frish
Church Bill, the members of che disestablished
Protestant church, are cailed upon to meet and
reorganise themselves, This of course 1nvalves
the necessity of determinmg the creed, or future
conditions of membership of the to-be-created
cburch, which the State shall recoguise in a
corporate eapacity. Probably laity as well as
clergy will be 1avoked to determme these con-
ditions,

The Protestant episcopalians of Scotland are
also moved ; and the laity of that denomination
are to be admitted to take part in the delibera-
tions of the society—with one important excep-
tion however : —They are not to vote upon any
question affecting doctrine.

Hereupon the question is loudly asked by our
Protestant contemporaries : —¢ Why s not a
lagman to vote upon doctrine ¥’ and reafly, upon
Protestant principles, we see not bow any rational
answer to such a question can bereturned. For
regarding Protestantism as a protest agaimst
sacerdotalism, which indeed m a great degree it
was, there should be amongst its adherents no
distimction of orders—lay and cleric. According

to the Protestant theory all without exception
have an upction from the Holy Oge, and koow
all things : ‘all are alike members of a umversal
priesthood : ordinstion, or laying on of hands, con~
veys no supernatural powers or privileges: and

‘as all know all'thiogs, there 1 therefore no need
of teacher. or. mumster of: any ~kied, - Tewill be
‘obae_rved ‘that'i we. are - ﬂ§|ng ‘the 'w"'e:fy" words of
Protestants !b'éméél_ves .when protesting against
the sacerdotal prétensions of Rome; aad that the
argument is not our argumeut, but that of our
opponents. . : B
The oaly grounds upon which any. dstmection
betwixt lay and clersc can be logically defended

| are these :—T'hat all do not know. all things, that

therefore lsome need to be taught; and that
therefore there must be some divinely appointed
teachers. But as sgawst Catholics and ther
argument, from the necessity, to the existence of
a divinely appointed, and therefore divinely qua—
lified or infallible body of teachers, Protestants
mvariably cite the words of St. Joho, in the first
epistle geoeral :— -

“ But ye have an unotion frcm ‘he Holy Ooe and
ye kvow sll thiogs. 11, 20
. '*But the anointing which ye bave received of bim
abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach
you'~Jb 27,

Whence the Protestant conclusion is fatals
not only to the Catnolic theory of an ecclesia
docents, but to the pretensions of all Protestant
ministers, teachers, or preachers ; since £f their
bearers “know a// things,”and have no “need that
any man teach them,” what need can there be of
ministers, preachers, or religious teachers of any
kind? Every Protestant pulpit, every Protest
ant sermon, every Protestant minister, is a stand
1ag living protest against the interpretation which
Protestants put upon the words of St. John.

The question therefore now acquiring practical
mmportance in Ireland and Scotland as to the
right of the laity so-called, as well as of the
clergy so-called, to vote upen questions of doc-
trioe, sirs up the question which underlies the
Catiohic and Protestant controversy. Obn Pro—
testant principles one man has just as much right
to determine a question of doctrine as bas aoy
ather, for he knows all things, and has no need
that any man should teach bim. Oa Catholic
principles there is i the Church an order en-
dowed by, and io the Sacrament of Ordination
with special, or superoatural powers or privi-
leges to teach: and another order whose duty it
is to listen to, learn from, and obey, their spiritnal
teachers. The practice of the Catholic Church
1D restricting the right of voting upon, or deter-
mining questiony of doctrine, is 10 barmony with
its theory ; but the practice of Protestants, in
refusing 1o any of their brother Protestants the
right to determine all such ‘questions, 18 absurd—
because directly al variance with therr boast that
all know all things, acd that ell are equally priest8
or members of a universal priesthood.

The process of depopulation 18 not confined
either to Ireland or Lower Canada. The great

‘economic |aws, over which man has no control,

which compel tke emigration of the Irish and the
French Canadians, are in force in the United
States, and with the same results. To ths ef.
fect we quote the V. Y. Tablet.

The writer points out that under our present
industrial system, small proprietors, and small
manufacturers have a tendeocy to disappear:
they cannot compete successiully with the large
proprietors, and wealthy capitalists, and there-
fore they throw up their small farms, and aban-

The emall farmers in
the older States, unable to compete with the larger,
or to maintain a respectable standisg by the aside of
those who have acquired wealth in trade, commerce,
and manufactares, have sold out and emigrated to
the new Btates and territories. The raral population
of tbe State has been gradually decreaging, not r:-
latively, but positively for the laat thirty or forly
yeara. Agricaltare like business, ia every year fall-
ing more and more into the hands of capitaliets,
while the mass of laborers at wagss are Increasing.”
—N Y, Tablet,

From the observation of the working of the
economic laws at work in the U. States as weli

as 1a Ireland, the writer concludes that: —

¢The small farms in Ireland, if owned by their
cultiva'ors, would soon be bought np and consoll.
dated, and their owners be obliged to emigrate to-
morrow, or next day.”

The writer 10 the N, Y. Zablet thus clearly
sees, what so many fall to perceive, that the con-
solidation of land in the bands of a few wealthy
proprietors 18 the result, not of feudalism in any
manner, but of the * present industrial system™
which invests capital with such tremendons
power : and aga:nst which the small proprietor,the
small farmer, or the manufacturer on a small
scale, stroggles in vain. It is this fact, patent to
all iutelhgent observers, that forms the staple of
the arguments of tbe Socalists against ¢ the pre
sent industrial aystem.”

In visiing the holy place of which we bave
just rapidly given you a deseription, and cn con-
templating with deep emotion this battle—field, a
very natural desire possessed us > that of knowing
something of the lives of these valiant soldiers of
Jesus Cbrist, together with scme details of their
beroic deaths. To this eed, we have, as well as
we could, examined hisiory, consuited traditions,
and read through old aonals, to arrive at a know-
ledge of such facis as would interest us. We
dewired 1n making these researches, to obtain a
good knowledge of these generous children of the
Church militant, so that we might be able, whilst
loving and wnitatiog them aurselves, to wnduce
you also to love and imitate them with a holy
ardor and a noble emulation. Behald, then,
what we have been enabled to learn, on recur-
ring lo these various sources.

It was m the year 300 of the Christian era,
under the Emperors Diocletian and Maximian,
that St. Zeno and bis companions suffered mar
tyrdom. Those cruel persecutors of the Church
bad sworn, in their sacrilegious hatred, to anni-
hilate the Cbristian name. Aware that there
were many Christian soldiers, they desired to
koow who they were, in order to compel them to
renounce their Religion. They theretore com-
wanded, that io all the Roman Legious, then
scattered throughout the world, there should be
held a great festival in honor of the false gods, in
order that all the soldiery should be compelled to
offer sacrifice o those gods of the Empire.

This was a sure means of ascertaising who
were the Christian soldiers dispersed through the
various Romac legions. For all who refused to
take part m that abommable sacrifice, were
koown as the disciples and adorers of Jesus
Christ. They were consequently all arrested,
degraded, and disarmed ; which was in 1tself, for
brave men, a stigma of disgrace. They were
then loaded with chaips, like malefactors, con-
ducted to Rome, under a strong escort, and
there, against all military laws, which ensured to
Roman soldiers honorable privileges, they were
reduced to the rank of slaves and condemned to
hard labor 12 thoze ¢ Thermes,” of which the im
mense ruips are slill to be seen in Rome, and
which are known by the name of * Thermes of
Diocletian.”

The construction of these * Thermes” which
cost 80 much tears and blood, lasted for seven
years, notwithstanding the incredible numbers of
workmen employed upon them. When they
were completed, new attempts were made to
compel these generous soldiers to deny the name
of the Lord Jesus. But far from sbewing them-
selves dejected by the long and severe labors hy
which they bad been so long oppressed, they
showed themselves firmer than ever 1 Lhe faith,
Their great pumbers geverating fears, lest they
sbould stand on their defence, (which however
was not to be dreaded), they were all condemned
to be bebeaded at the same time, and led, through
the « Trigemine™ gate, to the place of execution,
called as we have said before' the * Fountan
which ever runneth.” :

It is narrated by some authors, that previous
to their decapitation, they were submitted tg
borribie tortures, which is well worthy of beliet,.
for the courage of so great a number of brave
soldiers could not fail to nfuriate their persecu—
tors. Thnus, whilst they were cutting off the

waiting to. be led fo the 'pléce'- of - execution.—
‘Toese chdins my atill b’ secn. attashed “to” the.
.prison_walls, withn which they. were coofined, up:
‘to the fatal- moment. " A portion of. theze chaing
will be seen amongst the Relics you are- gotag Lo
receive. 'These sacred hinks shall be carefully
kept for exposure to your veperation. -~

Awoiig ihat muliitude of corfessors of ibe
faith, there were some who were: pierced with
swords and daggers, or had ' their legs broken,
whilst others were mutlated by baviog their
bands and feet chopped off. Some were sus-
pended by the arms and obliged to breathe a
thick smoke, which ascended from under them;
asd were made to undergo, at ibe same time
other very cruel tortures. Lastly 1o order to
augment and prolong the sufferings of others,they
were burat at slow fires.

Thus finished therr courre those ten thousand
two hundred and three Christian soldiers, of a
seven years long wartyrdom passed in building
the * Thermes of Diocletian.” Through all
that time what acts of heroic resignaticn, of
mildoess, and of patience must they not have
shown? What fervent prayers did they mot
send up day by day to implore the mercy of the
Lord? What oblations did they not offer to
God, 10 immolating themselves thus for kns love
and the bosor of bis holy religion’?

Oa contemplating this holy place, bathed with
so much blood, and recallhng the great combat
fought ou this battle field, which lies before you,
it is impossible oot to give way to indescribable
emotion. It is here, we exclaim, in our nmost
besrts; that ten thousand two hundred and three
soldiers bave fought unto death to preserve their
faith. Alas! Are there not so many amongst us
pow who sacrifice it for a vile interest !

It is here that they triumphed agaiost the
world and bell leagued against them. Ah /! tbere
are so many Christians now-a-days who give
themselves up to that worldly spieit which the
gospel repraves and curses! Here they washed
their roYes in the blood of the Liamb to attamn to
the sojourn of the blessed. Alas! how many
are there, who, forgetting their baptismal pro-
mises, abandon themselves te the most criminal
excesses! It is on this spot that the Liord has
tried them, as gold is tried o the furnace.—
Alas! bow many will end:ire notlnog for the love
of Jesus Christ! It is here that they shed thewr
blood for the Lord, that they loved Christ
dyiog for hin, and baviog all but one misd and
oue faith, have merited those dazzli.g crowus
which now enctrele therr majestic brows, Alas!
these beautiful and admirable examples which
our bretbren in Christ gve us awaken o our
hearts but little Christian feeling. The happi-
ness which they have so dearly purchased, moves
us not much, We are ever looking earthwards;
-and the Saiots who ascend to heaven, by therr
immolations, and dying sacrifices, can no longer
reanimate our courage, or witbdraw us from our
languors to the service cf God.
8.—Virtue of the Relics of St. Zeno and his

companions,

Atter the dreadful slaughter just mentioned,
the bodies of tliese ten thousand two hundred and
three martyra were hurled into one common pit,
which was then carefully closed up, 10 order that
their holy bones might neither be profaned nor
stolen,

This cemetery, so rich w relics, forms, as we
have already said, a part of the sanctuary or
crypt of the Church of Scala Ceelhi.  There,
anoually, on the 9th of July, the auni
versary of the glorious death of thote gen
erous ma:tyrs, a pious concourse of Roman pil

grims assemble to implore the help of so large
a oumber of protector®

Now we should bere notice, this Divine Pro-
vidence which 15 so admirable m its relatioos
wilh 1ts Saints, allows some of them to remain al-
most unknown to the faitbful, duriog a longer or
ghorter time. But when the moment fixed in
the councils of the Almghty arrives for revealing
to the world their eminent sanctitr, He prepares
all thiogs, with amicable order, so that they may
be invoked, and that the example of their virtue
may shine hefore the eyes of the faithful called
-more especially to honor them ; and that thewr
Relics may be transported to various places and
serve as Insirumenis o astomishing wonders
wrought in favor of those who coofide in their
powerful intercession.

If such be, as we do not doubt, the order ob-
served by the Almghty, for the glorification of
his Saints, we may firmly hope, that the transla-
tion of the Relics of St.Zeno and his com-
panions which we send you, will be accompamed
by wonders that will shew the faith and excite
the confidence of the faithful. For 1t canoot be
doubted that God is pleased to scatter his gifts,
(even the most excellent), and make them known
to our distant country, that they ray be honored
in an especial manner.

The first new parish formed in our
diocese shall be under the mvocation of Samts
Zeno, Tribunus and thew eompapions, 1n order
that the memory of those devoted soldiers ol
Jesus Christ may be held in special benediction
on the spot which shall have been chosen and
that their names be daily invoked there until the
end of time.

Fourthly. Moreover, we propose to beg of the
Holy Fatber the necessary powers, in order that
the office of those holy Martyrs may be annually
celebrated, on the 9th of July, and Mass said in
thewr hoaour, if, as we hope, devotion to these
good Saints spreads everywhere, and takes root
1o all bearts.

Fifthly. We exhort all those who have any
special grace to obtain from the Lord, to ask 1t
through the intereession of these ntmerous and
glorious martyre, and to perform, in their honour
povenas, triduums, and other work of charity and

iety. .
d Sixthly, One of the chapels of the Cathedral,
which we 1otend to erect as soon as posmble, will
be dedicated to St. Zeno and his companions,
Martyrs, and everstiing will be dove to extend
and maiataia devotion towards them in our eity
and diocese.

Seveathly, Inorder that the Capadian Zoxzaves
now at Rome, and (hose who may arrive there to
support the Ponufical Army, may always remain
under the protection of those generous soldiers of
Chrst, we destine for each of them 2 Relic of
these holy patrups, which each one can wear
round is peck, in order to guard agamnst all
dangers threatening their innocence or lives.

Eighthly. We exhort you all to join alms-deeds
to your other pious works, i honour of these
powerful protectors, in order to repder them mare
efficacious. Ifor this purpose, we desire that
collections be made, whether at the processions
or other exercises of piety which may take place
to honour these soldiers of the Lord.

Thuese various collections are to be devoted to
a work, peculiarly dear to the heart of the Holy
Father. 1t 13 necessary to tell you that the
establishment of ¢ St. Pauls without the walls ”
is at present 1n a very sad state. It is deplorable
when we reflect that the place is one of the most
celebrated in the world, for 1t was there that the
Apostle of sbe Gentiles consummated bis sacrifice,
and ended bis earthly and Apostolic life ;—there
also where St. Zeno aod his 10,203 companions
swam 1a their blood in their faith’s defense.

The Hely Father, moved at beholdiog the
delapidation of that old monua2ent of our faith, 1s
trying to find the means to repair it and restore
it toits ancient splendour, For this parpose, he
bas placed there a colony of Trappists under a
holy Abke whom we bad the pleasure of meeting
some years ago in Montreal. These good Monks
devote themselves as usual to the bard labours of
the fields, and boldly expose themselves to the
contraction of those pestilential fevers, which are
frequently mortal,

But the Holy Father, deepoiled of bis terri-
taries, cao ouly encourage them with his biessing.
So they require the aid of the public, and as they
labour for the restoration of an eatablishment
which 1nterests the whole world, it 13 only just

« that all shoutd contribute to their assistance.

‘We have visted them often, and can attest,
that they are very poor, and consequently lve
poorly, We have made that a small offering
only enough to show them our good-will. But
you will suppliment by your contributioas what
your bishop had not to give, and thus do credit
to the wealthy and populous diocese of Montreal,
which we trust will not be the last to assist 18
this wark of zeal, charity, and piety.

1t 1s with heartfelt feelings that we bless yon
all, m commendwog ourselves to your constant
and fervent prayers, that 1t may please the Lord
to assist us constantly during this long journey,
which pever ceases to be painful to us, since 1t
separates us from you, We comfort ourselves
by devoting to your spiritual benefit all the time
we must pass in the Holy City, where there are
80 many spiritual treasures to draw from for the
edification of Christians. '

Believe then that we are of all of you, the very
humble and devoted servant.

8T. ZENO.~TRANSLATION OF THE RELIOS.

Oa Sunday last the relics of St. Zeno, lately
received from Rome, were deposited 1o the
Bishop’s Church, with mposing and magmficent
services of the Roman Catholic Church, - This
was the first ceremony of the kind in Canada,
aod perhaps there never were sach immense
crowds at any religious. demonstration-m this
city. . i

The relics were in the beautiful little church
of Notre Dame de Bonsecours, * Here morning
service was said, ia the presence of a large coa—
Eregation, . There - were. :also<immense crowds
outaide the church, and " when' the procession left

sty portals at two o’clock m the aftersoon, it hat

‘considerable difficulty in getting through. Still
everything was orderly, and respectful. A large
force of police was on duty, ' L

The relics were carried w a chasse ercemented
and covered with gold. The chasse was carried

on the shoulders of {our priests, and from the

Bishop af Sandwich (Oat.) and Pittsburgh (Pa.)
headed the procession, which was a very long
oge. All the religious societies in the eity jomed
it, carrying baoners and Hags. There were also
several bands of music. Many carried palm

THE PARISH CHURCH.

A temporary altar bad been placed at the main
entrance of the Parish Cburch, and the relics
were placed upon 1t.

The Place d’Armes was crowded, aod from
the wisdows of buildings hundreds of people wit-
nessed the spectacle.

The Rev. Father Martineau addressed the
crowd in French, calling attention to the magni-
ficent spectacle, and saying that the remains of
these noole martyrs were wortky of thewr homage.
Cesar bad triumphed for a time, but these men,
bus soldiers, the martyrs of the Church now tri-
umphed in bis stead.

Then the Rev, Father Langcake, S.J., ad-
dressed the ascembly as follows':s—

Wherefore this beautiful spectacle? Where-
fore these crowds? Why those banners that
are floating in the air, and why are these merry
bells pealisg? My brethren, this is a great day
in the year 1869 ; 1569 years ago those very
bones that are now lying on that altar were living
men.
diers upder the command of the noble Roman
Zeno, who was their Colonel. There were
10,203 Christian soldiers with bhim. And where-
fore are their bones lying on that altar? Be-
cavse, my brethren, whilst they were soldiers of
Ciesar, they were much more soldiers of Christe
They were true Christians, and they knew hcw
to shed therr blood for Christ, Yes; 1369
years ago; 300 years after Christ, when the
tyrants Diocletian and Maximian raled the world,
there were Christians to be found everywhere.
They had peuetrated the army ; they bad pene-
trated to places of honor and trust. But there
were those who were their enemies, and it was
ordered that (ncense must be burned before a
statue of Jupiter, and thus the Christians would
be found out. When the order came to the
noble Zeno, he said : $No, I sacrifice to God
alone ; 1sacrifice not to Jupiter, nor to the Em.
peror.’ ¢ Away with him’ was the order, and
Zeno with his companions were condemned to be
slaves. They were disgraced as soldiers and as
citizens, for as Romao citizeos they bad a right
to be treated otherwise, But the disciples of
Christ would triumph in the end. They were
carried to Rome. There beside the capital of
the world is a little fountain ever flowing; there
18 a little hollow throvgh whick runs a httle riva-
let from the fountan; and there these noble
martyrs of Christ shed their blood. For seven
long years they had been tortured, their sweat
bedewed the greund. It was several years since
they would not sacrifice to Jupiter,—since they
wauld not deny their faith. So they are led to
execulion ; Zeno and his officers, his captains
and s lieutenants aed 10203 men were one
aflter the other butchered, their btlood rumping
into and swelling the rivulet. 10 203 Cbristians
suffered martyrdom that day ; 10 203 martyrs of
Christ were added to the ymmeanse host that reigns
m eaven. Therefore, my brethren, 1,569
years after, we 1n far off Canada, many hundreds
and thousands of miles away from Rome, where
those boly martyrs died, are assembled before
their throne. 'We koow, my brethren, there are
maay non Catholics here to day. They think
we adore these bones, that we look upon them
as bewmg divine. We do not. We respect
these relics of men—of Christians who shed
their blood for Christ. Ia this city there are
goeers from nop-Catholics, and. I say it fear-
lessly, even from Catholics. These know not
what they do. I know that when they beard
that a procession Was to take place they
laughed st the idea of carrying dead men's
bones. DBiethren, there lie the bones of 1he
dead men, the boues of men who fought
the Roman army, wko were Chrishans and
shed their blood for Christ 1,569 years ago.
And pow we have these relics we respect
them as the remaios of noble, penerous
men. We passed a few minutes ago in this
procession the statute of Nelsoo, who was
the glory of the Brtish Navy, Well, let bim
be the glory. But his private cbaracter was
no glory at all if we look at it. But as the
glory of the Navy we can respect bim, aod if
we can re<pect his statue, and the relics of such
men 33 Nspoleon and tbe Emperor of Russia,
we surely can ask you to respect the chains of
these Christian heroes, who were the truest
heroes, as they gave therr blood tor Christ—
those noble martyrs who shed their Mood by the
httle lowmg rivulet. Of those who do ot re-
spect them I will say it 19 because they don’t
know any better. Isay as Christsaid ¢ Father
forgive them for they know not what tbey do.”
You who are not aware of these circumstances
may scoff and sneer. But I ask you to respect
the lives of these martyrs, respect tbe chains of
these noblemen.

Afer this discourse the officiating Bishop -
toned the magnzficat, the immense multitude re
sponding. Toen a hyma to Mary was sung.—
The procession then resumed its march.

Politics are for the moment somewbat ve
glected i France, public attention being algios .
exclusively directed lo the circumstances of th:
shocking murder of x or seven persons at Pan
tin, near Panis. the perpetrator of which is now.
1o custody. The -health of the Empe_ror con
tinues to improve, but many speculations are
made as to his wtentions—an abdication 1o favor
of his.son being antivipatec by many, while the
reactionary sigos and the eoup d'etas which tbe
Emperor has been accused of contemplating are
becoming discredited. The Ministerial journals
publish rather violent articles against the sup
posed intention of the Baden Goveroment to cede
that State to Prussia. General Fleury has been
-appointed Awbassador to St. Petersburg. -

Times.

The continued delay in convoking the Freneh
Chambers causes much dissatisfaction, but a pro-
position that bas beec made for the members lo
meet oo October 261k, mith or witnout the Im-
perial invitation, has not been very generally fa-
voured. The Minmsterial journals intimate that
the Corps Legislaif will be summoned in No
vember, and that 1o the meantime the Govern-
ment 18 considering 1mportant measures to be
submitted for dehiberation. The appomtment of
Gegeral Fleury to St. Petersburg Tmbassy i
regarded as significact of a desire to 1mprove the
relations with Russia. The Pantm tragedy still
engages the attention of the Parie public, but the
body of the elder Kinck has not yet been dis-
covered, An extensive fire, cavsed by the ex-
plosion of petroleum, bas destroyed a large num-
Yer of vessels in the harbour of Bordeaux.—]h.

Bordeaux, Sept, 29.—A tremendous fire
broke out bere last evening at 6 o’clock, which
ariginated n_the sndden explosion of a lighter
Iaden with petroleum. T'he lighter was Iying at
anchor in the barbor nesr Lormont. The pe-
troleum casks, wafted by the tide, commumcated
the fire with frightful rapidity to the vessels
moored to the quay. The conflagration lasted
the whole night, and between 20 and 80 large
vessels were destroyed. The amount of the loss
1t is as yet impossible to estimate with anytbing
like certamty. Two men fell inlo the water,
one of whom was drowned. The Prefect, the
Mayor, the Captan of the Port, and all the au-
thorities superiatended the means adopted for
subduing the James. The Minister of the In-
terior bad leit Bordeaux just one hour before the
explosion.

Paris, Sept. 30.—Articles s the Mumisterial
journals declare that the Government bas resolved
pot to yeld to the violent mepaces of those
newspapers which demand that the Chambers
shall be ccovoked on the 26th of October. The
convocation will pot be held in October, but
probably some time in November. lo the mean-
while the Goveroment 18 preparipg several im-
portant Bills which will be laid before the Cham
bers, A telegram from Madrid states that a
commission composed of 13 deputies of the
Spamsh Cortes will be appointed to drawup a
report on the candidature to the throoe.

The Journal Offiziel of this mornirg publishes,
an Impenal decree revoking the provisional ap
pointment of M. Forcade de la Roquette as
Mnister of tbe Iaterior, aod peimanently appont.
g him to that cffice. The Droit considers that
various signs se2m to pownt at Traupmano as the
Bole designer of the murder of the Kinck family,add-
ing, however, that it is not known whether he per-
potrated the deed alone. Daring the night a fire
broke out in the Hippodrome.

It {s stated that the latter
after leaving Tarragona wag defeated whi'e retiring
through Andalegea, Seventy -of his men were killed
and the rest dispersed. A number of the Republican
journals published in the Provinces bave been sap-
pressad oy the local authorlties for incitiog. Daputies
ro the Qortes, composing the Republican minority
have abgented themsslves from the Qhamber, and
meny of them are sapposed to be concealed io the
city or vicinity. There is & rumour that the Govera-
went intends to arrest them nnder aothorily of luts
act guspendiog individual rights. The committee
appointed by tbe Oortes to enguire lato the coudact
f the Republican Deputies in the present lnsurrec-
ion, hag reported ; They recommend that a vote of
cengnre be passed against them. .

The Republicad ministry are for leaving thair ceata
ic the Honse and declare that legal proceeding shonid
be commenced against the Deputies who have taken
4n aclive part in the rebellinn. Tha Jorles bas pase-
ed a vote of thanks to the Deputizs of Lias Feinag, in
Cuba. Deputies from Porto Rico bave sppeared in
the Qortes. Oae of their first rots was to present 8
demand for colonisl libarties and reforms. This
guve rise to an interesticg debate. Deputy Arbza
alluded to the unawearing fidelity of the colony of
Porto Rico, and declared lhat its nnion through lIove
with Spain won!d be greatly streogthened by the coa
ferring of the liverties atked. Gen. Prim said the
Government was disposed to employ every meaos to
promote the interests of that colony. Deputy Val-
lin claimed far Quba all the liberties she ooght te
have after the rebellion shouid be qaelled.

The Epoca of to-day published & synopeie of the
reply made by Minister Silvela to the note of Gean.
Bickles. Senor Silvela saya: Reasons dictated by
national dignity prevent the acceptance of foreign
mediation io a domestie affair, The intimations made
by Gen. sickles are received with the gool will
which one nation owes to another, snd with which
it is bound by ties of amity.

PRUSSIA,

Beruiy, Sept. 28,—The Areus Zerfung publishesin
telligence frcm Qenstantinople astatiog that the
differences between the Porte and the Viceroy of
Egypt have beon almost entirely arranged, through
the mediation of the Great Powers, At the present
time there is but one point of disagreement, and that
will probebly be soon arranged,

Sept. 29.—The Jrowa Prince of Prussia will leave
here on the 3d of Qctober for Biden-Baden. From
thers be will proceed to Vienna to visit the Emperor
of Austria. Prior to his jrurney to Egypt be will
gpend geveral daya in Conatantinople, and will travel
thence by Asia Mioor and Palestive. Couat Bismarek
will not retero to Berlin for the opening of the
Pruesian Diet. The Extradition Treaty between
Ruesia and Prussia expires on the 23 of October.

8 'tious light iu which the magsacre is viewed by the
French Mioistera at Pekia.

for ali eternity, It was aleo called = land of misery,
where no order reigns, withont comfort or consola.
tion. Ifthe Egyptian plague of darkness was Bo
terrible that when two persons met together in the
corridor of a house, they were startled at the
ghostly appesrance of each other, what mus!
be the borror ‘of tbat land of misery, where the
devils perpetunally brandished their weapons of
torture in the faces of sffrighted sinnera? Hell
wag also described in the Scriptures as the ' wine-
press of the fary of the weath of the Almighty God.”
These were the general oztlines of the dessription
of hell given In ke Scriptures, TEke bodies, a8 Well
08 the souls of the damued, would go there after

ike repurreal’oa, Almost all the eios that men come

mit in thia life, they commis by the iuetigation of, or
