Wicklow, you proceed inland into a country of bill
ard valley pictoresqaely yombined, with s lofty rence
in 1he ne-r distance, and you again meet farms of all
sizes and kinde, and frir mareions with nobie parks,
with him'ets oceasionslly, of mul eabies. As yeu
advanca yru gn through an encbratiaz regisn of
lowlands. flowing with gentle sireams, that divide
rerraces of woeded eminences, and eyr and mind feel
the suttle charm of a sc¢pe sacred lo the mnse cf
Maore, the long and gelicious viata of the Vals of
Avcen, At Arklow the gea i3 again eenn bresking
in foaming rollera on that dapgerots coeat; and
thence the line turpa miand sgsin, and follows a
tract of tuble land, here and there doited with country
seats, and siged by masses of bold hills, but without
features of peenliar interest. At last you reach the

Az my habit is, I have visited the country argund
Eoniscorthy for several miles, and I bave been, on
the whole, mach plzased with 1t. It ia for the most
part an upland tract; swelliog bere and there into
gootle hillg, and at points- closed in by ranges of
mountaing, and it is falrly divided into pasture and
tillage. The land i3 usually rather thin ond hght,
except in the fertile valley of the Blaney, where it
forms admirable meadows and paatures and along
the grasay snd’verdant banks of the different affluents
of that river. In the peighbourhood there are some
fine seats Castlebero eapecislly, that of Lord Oarew,
being a rare specimen of good twste and eplesdour;
and the farms are of all classea snd e139¢, the farm-
steads being notiseldom excellent brot ozcapipnally of
an inferior character. "1 do not, however, at present
intend to describe this neighbourhood at uny length,
for it respmbles generally that of Wex’ord, and in
my next letter I hope to give a to'erably exact nod
full eccoaot of the social organizstion of the entirs
conaty.

Ennis-
corthy is a thriving little town ; 1t has the look of
prosperous indusiry ; it abonnds in substantiel slated
honse3; its inhahitants nre rema:iksbly orderly and
coutented ; and if it h«g some rows of jngly mud
cabing, it is beciuse theze spots have not yat felt the
good inflaence to which it owez 8o much. A tract
on either aido of the place stiikes the eye atence 23
singulerly civilized, ra presenting markedly the signs
of comfort, of good cuitivation, of rural wealth, ag
being distingunisned fiom the tracts around by the
excellence of the homesteads, the peatness of the
fields and tbe} evidencea of succersfal {husbandry.

A
copsiderable portion bad been let to middlemen at
low ren's under old leazes; and from the stimuluaof
war prices and of that multipler of mankiod, the
potato, & decss population of small tenants hid ac-
cumutated under these rural ownera. Another part
of the estase waa held under modera leases, at foll
rents, snd the residue, probably a third of the whole,
was in the brods of ordinary teoants at will. The
late ‘Lord Portsmouth baving become insene the
control aud managzment of the estate devolved upoa
the Court of Chancery, in moat inat~nces, to 2 pro-
verb, au unfortnmate trustee of lavded properly The
Receiver, however, Who wWus appointed was a
m=n of 00 commen worth aad ability, and,ued r the
gysrem esteblished by him, the march of improvement
began rapidly. Perceiving justly that solong 48 an
iotermediste owner intervened the proprietor was
ent off fr-m the soil. snd that this partiticn of ic-
teregis b-d a tendency tv mischief of many kinda ha
applied bimself by every maans 'n his power to dis-
encuub-ring the lands ¢f middlemen, and whenever
a Jeasa of this elng3 foll jn ha selected the moat snlv.
ent occupiers, nn° converted ‘hem into tmmedinte
tensn1d baving previons’s coocnraged tham to bnild
and imorove.  Io this way ke gradoally diminished
tbe number of tenures injurious to the estate, and
platited upon it & race of men fitted to tecnme a
progperous tenantry. The prealiar results of his
manAagement, however, are seen ic another dicection
A nntive of Ulster, he encouraged the practice of the
good will of farms, then just bsgioning to grow up
aroond, and he introdaoed the system of tenant.right,
and allowed it to flourish withont restrictioa. Ib-
crensing sums were nald on the tranafer of tanancies,
ag the practice became matured into usage; and,
notwithatanding what some persons would call his
pernicions waste of capitl, the conseqaences of tha
secnrity obtajped were seen in a steadily-grown
rental and ia progperity advancing unchecked. The
licence was extended eganlly to lensebolds and to
tenaneies at-will; and it had becoms well-nigh 8
set']ed custom before the estate left the banda of the
Oourt of Ohancery. The present liberal and ec-
lightened proprieror hag continued = system which
experience bus proved to be of decided advantage;
snd he bas got rid, I believe, of every middlemnn,
and eanctions tenant-right to the fulleat extert, with
thia pecaliszity, that he increases the secarity thue
«cquired by his uwo act, for he gives leases freely
and judiciously. The reaults are visible oa the fare
of the country in social progress and general coo-
teat; the cause i3 8s it were, expressed in the ap
pearsnce of the mud eabins referred 1o, which mark
the gpot where a liogeriog middlewasn hag, I nodar
stand nntil a faw months ago excluded the influenca
of the chiaf lord Nor i3 the beneSe to the owner
less remarkable, for the rental of the Port-month
eatate hag more than doabled witkia balf 8 century.
As | walked over the lande I was foreitly reminded
of that noble chapter in wbich But'er exemplifies, in
an ideal community, the tendenciea of right to create
progperity. Wbat makes tbe aight all the more
strikiog is that Vinegar hill the well known scrne
of & murd~rous corflict in 1798, overlooks this scene
of wealth and trapquility. No accaeir g monuments
rise from the turf whers the victims of that fell
slangher rest ; the ghastly phantems of revenge and
passion hare baen exorcised by the magic spell of
juatice,

Ag in the irstance of the Fingal estate we aaw the
irflinnce of aristoeracy in its most grasious form
upos socisl life, 8o in the instaoce ot the Portsmonth
estate we ged the ¢ f>ota of security nnd justice, Acd
what makes this the mors remarkabls is that this tel
umph hag been achieved, notwithatanding certain n- -
favozrable circumstanees, for the Qouart of Qhancery
is geldom 4 heneficont manager, and thaugh the pre-
gant Lord Portamouth has for some tims paid an an
nual vizit to his Irish estates, where be meets the re-
ception he deserves, the fimily bave baen for cectu
ries ahsentees, and have doxce listle personslly in the
woy of improvement. Here, thea, we bzhold a moat
atriking ex«mple of the conerqacncea of security of
teoure in promoating sccial baprinees and wealth, and
thrt, roo, obtained to a great extent through g:vere
mulcis on the capitel of the tcnsnts, for the sums
p+id in the parchaze of gnodwiil muat be viawed ab-
siractedly in that light. But, oezides that lemszs
hnve bien jidicionsly grantod theee suma have real.
15 boen the p-ice paid for corfirming thorouphly the
tanant’s intereat, knd for candling bim to deal with
bis land wi'h confiderce ; they bave been the cost of
egtablishing & cuptom which, in the ansettled condi.
tion ot Irish tenores, haa the grand result of gnieting
possrasion. In thig instance figity of teoure kas baep
wasured for n long time by the mutual consent of all
partieg interosted ; anc it is very noticeabls that this
hes led, not only to ths wellbeing of the teuante, but
to an extracrdinary rige in the rental. Itiaal very
well for peraons reasoning on tbe mere principles of
economic sclence, without beariog in mind its pos-
tulates, 10 prove that this tenast-right i3 3 mischief,
and that tte cutiay made for gondwiltis in the nature
of a gecond reet, and i3 a deduction from the just
claims of the landlord. Inthe abatract they are un
questionably right; but they forget that their doec-
trines aszume that the tenant enjrys as much gecaritly
without tenant-right as bo enjoys with it, and that,
io the exia'ing circumstances of Ireland, thia npsump
tion i8 wholly without warrant. Pure economic
reagoning, therefore, whish posiulites, for the ap-
plieability of ita rules, a atate of scciety in which
titles and rights noder them are well asgured, does
not apply, in nomberless instences. to the condition
of things we find in Ireland, and the facts relating to
the Porismonuth egtate are a conspicuous il'ustration
of this truath  Economically, the tepantry of this
cstate, baving peid large prices fur the purchase of
goodwill, in masy cases ought to have been compar-
ed with the tenantry ou other estates, on which the
rractice is not sllowed, in a poor or & not progressive
state ; and, above all, the rental ought to have been
reduced by at ieant the interest upon the capital sunk
io giviog these irregular preminms. The contrary,
however, is notoriously the fact ;joot only are the
industry and prosperity of the tenantry in the high-
eat degree ovident, but the rental of tha esta’e has
incrensed at's rate unparalleled, I believe,.in the
peighboarhood  Does this prove that we ought to
skut up our books upon poli-ical ecomomy, or that
the tenant-right must, in the natare of thinge, be a
panacen for the ills of ireland ; Not at all; it simply
proves that the rules of pcRticsl economy are truths
only under certain well understood conditions, as-
sumed in all instonces by the soience ; and that, io
a certsin otate of society, tenant.Tight, espacially if
depcniing on conssnt, may, on the whols, have bene-
ficial reeults, )

The presperity of the Portsmouth estate is mainly
the consequencs of the security obtained by the con
cession of leaces, and th-oagh tsnant.rizht matuced
into enztem.  Yat itis melancholy to reflect that the
law® ot the land refuses nbgolutely to notica thig cus
tom, and that {ts ¢contivuance depends altogelher on
the ecnae of bonor of the lord of the soil. It is ot
long ago that a jadge decliced to allow the valua of
the tenant-zight of soma hounees in Eaniscorthy to
eoter a8 an element iu caleulating the interest of ths
occupier in them ; but though the jury obatinately

measure rests upon the will and pleasura of g sivzle
man ; and thoagh during the life of Lord Porte-
mouth this, moraily, is a golid b1sig, it is, in the pa-
ture of thiogs, perishable, It ia true, indeed, that
Lord Portsmouth hasg added protection-to the costom
by grantiag n very large number of leages and that
the purchassrs of these interes:s bave thus a security
for their tenares better than reliance on a slcgle ex

iatence But, Ia the firat plave, from what [ have
beard, the eums expendad on the Poortsmonth estate
for tecant.right in some instances would not bs re-
targed to thosze who gave them within the period
durisg which they hold, even in the case of consider-
able terms, unless the customs wers to continue ;
and this certaioly would not occur in the ovse of
tarmg of brief duration or of the few exist-
ing - tenancien at will.  Assoming, therefore

tbat Lord Pertsmoutb's gnecesanr ghomld dis-
regard the eatablished usage on the faith of which
these outlays have been made, s certain num-
ber of big ten ntry would ungnastionabiy be etposed
10 losr, and they wonld appeal in vain to the law na
i, stands If the sucoessor, moreover. as would be
bis right, were rudely to violate the now recozniz~d
castom, and to sqheex» out ag be coanld do, by de-
greeg tbe interests that had ariien uoder it itis
obvinng that ke would not only be doing that which
practicilly would be onjust bat that he wenld be
striking & blew at real righta of property tha: would
check wnd blight the welfare of the eatate.

In
the second place, the rollapse of progperity which
follcwed the war, and which contioued in [reland
dorlog many years, had a rescit of exactly the same
kiod ; landiords, ever hopirg for the retara of good
timee, were disinclined to fefter their properties by
giving intereats that, in the actutl state of the mar-
ket, would yield enly emall rents, In the third
p.lace, the wonderful chanpes that have occurred
#ipce 1846 in Ireland have been adverss to the con-
cesslon of leages; lardlords have paturally hesi-
tated t3tie themg=lves down when society was in o
state of gradual revolation, Al these causes, how-
ever, ate but trivial corapared to ‘he paramoust
cange which bas oan traly indicated by Lord Ports-
mouth. Before the grast eripis of 1828 29 the ten-
antry of [reland ~then but slowly emerging from the
Blate of gervitude in whioh ceuturies ot misrule snd
oppression had left them —voted ususlly in accord-
ance wilb their landlord's wighes —at least consented
to be driven like sheep to the polling-booths at their
supe:jors’ mandates. But since the time tbat the
Qlare electicn broke down permnnently this unjast
ascendacey, and A manlier goirit Lss grown up
amorg the people, this state of thiops bag by de-
greea changed ; and in by far the proater part of
Ireland the autocracy of tholsndlords has pissed
away. Thisg order, bowevar, bave not unuaturally
—they have really bad much provocation to besr —
endeavoured to maintain their woring authorily;
and, beyond all guestion, the expodient they have
employed has'been & genctal withholding of lenses in
order to keep their tecants in suljoction. Lord
Portamouth asserted what is potorious to everyona
who haa studied tbe subject, tant ¢ for political eaures
Trich landlords in too many cases refuse to grant
leases’ Tam ata los3tlo comprohend how a brother
peer skould have ventured on a fat contradiction.

That there can be no doubt as to the Aprsrh’s
meaning 15 plain from this, that be was timsel f
uomarried ; and that 1o his first Epistle to the
Corinthians, c: vii. v. 7, he cxpressly says that
w this respect he would to Gad that all mer
were even hke bimself, It would not be easyto
exptess 1n more forcible language the supertority
of the celibate over the married stale, thougl
the fatter 1s honorable.

Mr. Cumming also desires the Council to en
lighten him as to why it 1s that St. Paul 1n his
Epistle to the Romans makes no allusion to St.
Peter, though be sends his greetings o numbers
of Christians in that City? We do not need
a Couneil to explain so sizmple a matter, as our
ten year old schoolboy will suffice for such an
easy job. St. Paul writing 1o the Chnstians
of Rome, which city he bad not then visited.
though the faith of its Christian population the
converts of St. Peter was celebrated through
out’ the world, naturally enough sent bis saluta-
tions to those of the said couverts with whose
pames he was familiar : but as we also know tha
St. Peter did not always reside n the Tmperial
City betwixt the period of his first wisit m the
commencement of the reign of Claudiuis—and the
time whee the Epistle to the Ramans—A.D. 58
was wniten, \he silence of St. Paul 15 eanly ac-
counted for on the hypothesis. that, at the date
indicated, St. Peter was not in Rome: especially
since by a decree pubhshed i the ninth year ol
Claudius, all Jews, and St. Peter was a Jew,
were banished from the City.—Ats. ¢. 18 . 2.

If the above illustrate the sillingss of the ob-
jections raised by men like this Great Tribulation
Cumming, the following critcisra on the closing
scenes of the Coencil of Trent ilustrate their
dishonesty, and wiiful misrepresentation of his-
tonical facts.

The passage begms in this wise : —

' The final vote related to the confirmation of the
Council by the Pope. The membera then presen'
felt it waa exp sing the whole fabric to grava disa:-
ter if ther called in ope icfallible to authentieate
and give force to another infellible. If the decrees
were as they alleged, infallible, the Pope couid nct
meka them more §0,”

The dogmatic decrees of a Council have ro
more Yinding force on the conscieaces of Catho-
lics until they bave been coufirmed by the Pope,
than an Act of our Calonial Parliament has the
force of law until st has been sasctioned or al-
lowed by the Queen, or Her representative.
There 1s no Council, there can be no Counci!
without the Pope: and there are not therefore
two infallibles, but only one infallible authority :
to wit, the Bishops united with their head, the
Pope.

Secondly as to the malter of fact:—The
Council of Trent did 1n tts 25th and last Session
4th December, 1563, vote pubhicly and uvani-
mously that the confirmation of ifs decrees by the
Pope be asked far by the Legates of the Holy
See. Whereupon on 'Wednesday, 26th Janu-
ary, 1564, on the motion in consistory of Car-
dinals Moronus and Simoneta, the reigning Pope
Pius 1V, did conrm them in the following

words,—

 Qoofirmaniug, atque ab omnibua Christl fidelivos
recipi, inviolabiter observari, mandamus, in nomine
Patris et Filii, et Spiritus Ssncti. Amen.”

Then, and not before, and 1o virtue of this con-
firmation, did the decrees of the Council of Trent
become binding on the consciences of Christians.
So much for the assertion—That the Council of
Trent did not invoke the confirmation by the
Pope of its decrees. Dr. Cumming.with b3
usual disregard for {acts, then pretends that the
following compromise was agreed upon hy the
two ! infallibles—ihe Pope and, the Council.

' Confirm the deciees but ordain that no one ghail
bara the right, or ought ever to entertsin the thonght
of interpreling them (the!decrees). PiuilV. waa de-
lighted with this resclution.”” .

The only reply that this statement requires is

this : That whilst by bis Bull Benedictus Deus,

were every one to deem himself at hberty to inter-
pret these decrees according to bis caprice, he for-
bid any such wterpretations to be put forth, with-
out his sanction or authiarity, reservingto himself
and 1he Holy See the right of interpreting them,
should any disputes as to their true meauing arise
—the Pope did crder that a full and authortative
wterpretation of the suid Tridentive Decrees be
prepared by competent theologians : which work,
wheo completed, and approved of by -the Holy
See, was given to the wo;ld‘under the title of
the * Cateckism of the Councid of Trent,” a
work that has been translated into all thie lan-
guages of the world, io accordance with a decree,
ot the Council uself Sess. 24,4. 7, wiich had
irself brbylded'béfoi'gha,nd for the roferpretation
and explanation of its teachngs. So thoroughly
was 1he work accomplished that, thouph meo
may dispule zs (o the truth of what the Council
of Trent teaches, there have never been acy
doubts either amongst Catholics or DProtestants
as to what it teaches, so plain isits language, o
lucid are the commentaries therezpon of the
Czt:chism which contains the authoriszd inter-
pretation ot its teachings.

We should but weary oucr readers were we
to take up one by one all the absurdities and
untruths of the cntic ot the Council of Trent:
we have dope enough to show how false m fict,
tow weak 10 argum=nt are bus eriticisms.

In the Montreal Witness of the 3rd 1mst.,
we fiud the following parsgraph which we must
confrss someswhat startled us :—

“ We do not see taat any of the speakers st the
‘epant right meetioge in Irelsnd are half so truea
lent 88 our own TRUe WirNess. That veracinus
jrurnal bas over and over ag4in ioformed ug that the
Irizh people will be satisfied with pothing less than
the land of Ireland for the people of Ireland, the pre.
seot proprietors beiog mersly robbers, or the repre
santativea of robbere, whoge title no length of pos
sesslon ¢sn render grod.”

We challenge the Witness to cite any ane
passage wherein the TRUE WITNESS, speakiog
of the Trish Liand Question, Las used ¢ truculent”
language : wherein it has ever called m question
the legal validity of the titles on which the pre-
sent landlords of Ireland hold their property : or
wherein directly or indirectly 1t has ever em-
plojed language that, taken 1n coapection with
its context, can be so inferpreted to bear the
constraction that the T¥itness puts upon it,—
And we pledge ourselves, should the Witzness be
able to produce any such passage, publicly and
farmally to retract it, and to express our abhor-
repce of its sentiments, sincet would be 10 direct
opposition to our wiews. Itis indeed strange
that whilst the True WiTnNess has been in
some quarters and culy the other day, Cenounced
as 8 Scotch advocate of Irish Landlordism, 1!
should by the Witness be accused of advocating
extreme opinions which it has always, to the best
of the editor®s ability openly condemned, as re-
volutionary, and savouring of rank communism,

It is true that we hsve always insisted that
Mr. Gladstone’s Ciureh Bill would pot satisfy
the pecple of Ireland, since the principal cause
of Irish diseffection was to be found 1 the Land
guestion. We bave in this simply stated a fast
thus recognised 1 the Evening Telegiaph, a
thoroughly Conservative journal ;—

“ From the teiegraphic news as to the sfate of re-
land, It now appears more than ever olear, that the
cburch reboery act of last se3sion bas Jad oo effact
in bricging aboat the pacification of lieland.”—
Evening Telegraph, 3:d inst.

As a matter of iistory we may bave asserted—
azd if we bave not, we assert so now~—that much
of the property now held by the actual lapdlords
of Irelind was obtamed originally by force of
arms, by iniquitous confiscations, by the wholesale
banishment of the native and lawful proprietors,
and by mesns of the operztion of the old Penal
Laws, now repealed ; but whose disastrous ef-
fects survive 1n the unhealthy sceial conditions
of Irelapd generated by impolitic and immoral
legislation, But that the validity of titles, though
1a therr inception ‘bad, should be after centurieg
of prescription called io question, we have never
s0 much as wsiouated. We do not believe that
a wrong dope n {he sixteenth and seventeenth
centuries can be set right by a wroog done n
the nineteentb century fo the legal holders of
property whieh bhas fallen into ther hands by in-
heritance or purchase ; and who are neither mo-
rally nor legally responsible for the wicked acts
of Cromwell, of James the first, or of Elizabeth,

We have given the views of the several par=
ties m Ireland on the Land question, to the best
of our abilities, fairly and impartially : quoting for
that purpose the language of the Dublin Irish-
man on one side, of the Lordon Tumes, and of
Lnglish conservative papers on the other side.
We have never ventured to bazard an opinion of
aur awn as to how the question should be dealt
with, seeing that it 1s a question so dificult—1the
most difficult with which a Brnitish Legislature
has ever had to grapple: but we bave expressed
an ardent hope that, whilst 10 all cases the rights
of property are religiously respected, the griev-
aaces of the Irish tenants—and they sre many
and great, as the Z%mes, as Mr Gladstone admit
—may be removed ; and the cultvator of the
soil may be secured ‘against rack: renting, capn

‘ctous evictions, and the, nisk of having the labor

force the performance of the former, as well as
guarantee the enjnyment of the. latter, - /This,
under the old ‘feudal tenure, was'to a considerable
degree. accomplished: but under the modern
comumsercial system which has supplanted tlie ofd
feudal system of tenure, the rights of .plroperly
are aloge considered, or dealt with by the legis-
lator, and ita duties. are peglected . We have
therefore contended that Free Trade principles
—1kal is « Buy in the cheapest, sel} in the dear
est, market” wi'h unlinited compettion, as ap-
plied to the sale or {etting of lund 1 Ireland;would
oot redress the grievances of which Iri-b tenants
complain, but would ratber-aggravate them.

To those who at any lime may bave bonored
the True WiT~ESs with a perusal, this ex
planation, this disclaimer of the aboumnable views
wttributed to us by ke Witness ~- views which
we repudiale, which we ablior—is, we know, un
pecessary, Dut as there are many who form
their estimate of the True WitnNess from what
the otber Witness says of it, apd as we should
be loth to have it believed that a journal calling
itsell Catholic, and professing to speak in sub-
jection to the teaciings of the Church, should
bold, or advacate hberal, demacratic, revolution-
ary, or communistic opatens—all of which we
hate as we do the devil himself—we demsnd 25 a
right that the Witness do one of two things,~
Evber that he quote our very words, together
with their contezt, which are justly obnoxious
to the reproach of “ truculent,” and susceptible
of the revolutionary snterpretation that our con-
temporary puts upon them; wn which ease we
promise to retract them, as uaworthy of a journal
which piques itself upon being Catliolic, Loyal,
Couoservative, Tory if you will—for God forbid
that we should be ashamed of bemng called a
Tory.

epochs. We will tell the story as shortly and
as incfiensively as pesuble,

A man aod wife 10 New York lived, as is too
often the case, unhappily together. A "third
party, now deceased, made love to, and seduced
the mife, with the promise of obtaining for her
a legal divorce, which promise 1t seems be ful-
filled. The indignant and drusken husband —for
it seems he was drunk at the time—shot his un
faithful wife’s paramour, who lingered for about a
week, and expired a day or two ago, So much
for the Adultery and the Murder part of the busi-
ness: and here then the Blasphemy 15 most ap-
propriately brought in,

Shortly before the wounded man expired, be-
ng in articulo mortis, there was enscted at his
bed-side the blagpbemous farce of a marrizae
between bim and the unbappy woman whom ;e
had seduced, whom he had detached from ker
real and living busband, and with whom his con-
nexion had been simply mortal sin, *  The chief
dramatis persone w ths bideous comedy were
the notorious Protestant mirister Mr. Henry W,
Beecher, assisted by .another minister of the
pame of Frothingham ; the other parts were well
and appropriately filled by tbe Hou. Horace
Greely, and other friends of the dying man, and
the relations of the unbappy woman, God Him-
self was, n the course of the piece, deliberately
invoked, and outraged by prayer. Yes, by
prayer ; that He the Holy One would bless His
creatores then deliberately violating His law by
coutractiog an adulterous union. Nay, the
aforepamed reverend mimsters of God, as they
style themselves, stll more blasphemousiy ven-
tured to thank God for the adulterous ipter—
course that bad previously existed betmixt the
gmlty pair. Scarce would we believe it, but
that we find 1t related “editorially by the Glabe,
whose editor, though not very thin~skinned, and
not. extreme to mark what i1s done amiss by such
eminent Yackee non-Catholcs as Ilenry Ward
Beecher, and the Hon, Horace Greely, canaot
in this case conceal bus disgust at the whole pro-
ceedings.

THE PATRIARCH OF CONSTAI\‘TL\’OPLE, AND
THE PROTESTANT ARCHB:sHOP oF Cyprgp.
BURY.—The latter, as representing the Proest.
ant Church of England, has been coqaetiiog with
the Greek DPatriarch as representative of the
Oriental schismatics, in expectation of obtaining
from the Patriarch a recognition of the Carholje
status of the Anglican Protestaut Establishmen,
For this purpose it seems that a cony of the
Anglican Prayer Book, and a report of the Pag.
Aoglican Synod at Lambeth, were forwarded 1o
the Patriarch, whose rejomder is now published,

We doubt if that reply will please the Angl-
caus, since, i plain, even \f i polite termé, it
taxes them with heresy, with novelties, and
sbandonment of the old Catholic Faith—with re.
gard especially to the Iucharist, to the number
of Sacraments, Traditian, the wfallible authority
of the Councils of the Church, 20d the lovoca-
tion and cxltus of the Samts, These thinos
tbrow the poor Patriarch lo suspense, and mal:e
him doubt as ta he propriety of recognising 1
th2 Anglican Establishment, a branch 1 aoy
sense of the Catholic Church. It is, as he sees,
esseatially a Protestant mstitution.  Here is
that portion of the Patriarch’s letter wherein
these bis views are respectfully communicated to
the Anglican official : —

(p. 592, Art. 12) * As .he Charches of Jerusniem,
Aleracdria, end Avntioch have erred, sn algo the
Ohburch of Rome bath erred, not ooly in their liviog
and manner of ceremonies, but algo in matters of fuith,'
deprlve_s the Eastern Churches of the arthodoxy sud
perfectinn of the faith — (let us be permitted to say that
accusations of our neighbours are out of place ina
diatinguished Coufession ot Faith)--these atatemeats
throw us joto suspesse, g0 that we doubt what we
are to judge of the rule of Anglican orthodcxy.”

We do not wonder at (he reluctance of the
Greek Patriarch to admit Anglican orthodoxy,
when he sees that the liturgy of the Church of
England expressly repudiates the wfallibility,
and 1n consequence the existence, of an ecclesia
docens ;  since 1if there be on earth a body with
authority from God to teach, in its teachings
that body must be fallible, The ¥ rule of An-
glican orthodoxy” 1s simply the Protestant rele
cf private judgment ; and it is the adoptioa of
this rule of faith, no matter what its results,
that determines its essentially Protestaut, or asti-
Catholic character.

Coumon ScrooLs or Oxrario.—Now that
every ooe is talking schools and school law 10
our Province it may uot be without interest to
many of your readers to hear the (act published
that there 18 more * elasticity’® in the common
schocl law than people are generally aware of.
It is not generally knowa that the * Romao Ca
tholic Cathechism” may be taught mn the com
mon schools, and yet such is the fact. Tn com-
mon school sections ic which the majority of the
Trustees are Roman Catholics, they can adapt
a resolstion fiswg the hour for the openmng of
school at half-past nine a.m.,if they choose at
ten o’clock in the moraing, and oblige the teacher
to teach the Catholic children their catechism
from 9 o’clock I half past moe or 10 o’clock,
or any other hour they please. The Trustees
are oot bourd to have school kept from nine a.m.
till four o’clock p.m. ; they are bound not to have
schoo! open longer than between these hours, but
they are free to open or close any where between
those hours.

There is another privilege Cathol:cs ought to
avail themselves of, and that 1s to procure Catho-
lic books as prizes for their children from the
Departwnent. The R. C. Separate Schaols are
allowed the $100 per cent equally with the
Comneon Schools, In the Common Schools the
last Report shows about 50,000 Reman Catholic
children recetving education. In 1521 schools
prizes have beea distributed in the last year, and
it the Catholic chiidren 1n those schools bave not
recerved Catholic books as prizes, it is co: the
fault of the law, nor of the admnistra
fien of the law, but solely and siogu
larly ot the Romaa Catholic parents who neglect
to ask the Trustees to procure such prizes.
The money of Roman Catho'i s goes for the
purchase of prizes, and to [orm the government
equivalent. There are plecty of the best and most
carefully chosen Catholic works always at the
Department, even the Dosay Testament at so
low a price as 21 cenls a copy ; and if the Trus-
1ees would ask for Catholic bocks for Catholie
children, and P.otestant books for Protestants,
they would be forwarded n separate parcels

ing for a few years i Quebec, his desire for the
quietede of a country hfe drew his attention to
the rural districts,.and he finally determined to
take up bis residence b this village. He imme
diately entered info partnership with Thomas
McCord, Esq., son of the late W K. McCord,
and entered upan the practice of the law, and
step by s'ep, surely but wonhtrusively, he ad
vauced towards the front rank of the profession.
He died at the age of thurty four vears—an age
at which a lawyer 15 suppnsed to have merely b
gun to become familiar with the diffiult science
of the Law, [Ile had however attained the full
powers of a rare legal mmnd. He was gilted
with an excelleat memory, which made his read
15g permanently profitable to him, and s know
ledge of precedents extensive and correct, Hic
mind was of that calm, deliberate tone and tem
perament which 13 best situated to the acquire
ment of an exact science.
