CHAPTER XIII.— CASTELF.DARDO.

Tt was the 18w of September of the year
1860. The martyrdom of the heroes of Castel.
fidardo was approacling. The commanders of
the Papsl troops bad determnsd, after mature
consideralion, to make an attempt to break
through the enemy’s forces on the side towards
the sea, in order to make their way from Loretto
to Ancona.

Tt was toe oaly chance left to them, and there
were shil many obstaclesin the way. The river
Musone rises amid the bills to the north of Lo-
retto, ard fiows southward towards the sea, after
baviog received the waters of a little rivulet
called the Aspio. Both tbe Musone and the

¢ But this was not all ; the Papal bigot bad
apoken so well and so much that he persuaded
Victor to bear him company., And Morren, the
old philosopber, agreed to bis eon’s determinalion,

gium aad to return to my own country,in order,
if possible, to stab both the dreamers to the
beart. .

Narrow va'leys, deeply overshadowed by trees,

Lie on each side of the Musone, and near the
junction of the two rivers a plain of about three
miles 10 exteot divides tne hill of Castelfidardo in
two ; the vale of the Musone Iping on one side,
and that of the Aspio on the other. Oa the
west, over agamst Lioretto, lie the Cascine and
the Crocette, where the battle raged most
fiercely.
The whole neighborhood around Lioretto
pow swarmed with Piedmontese. Oa the
aide of Camerooa, they commanded all the hull-
tops and filled all the valleys. They bad taken
possession of the bridge over the Dlusaae, where
their batterier prevenled al! access.

At about balf-past etght in the morammg, the
first column of the papal troops began its march
vnder the command of General de Pimodan.
The second followed at mine.

The right baok of the Musone was not occu-
pied, De Pimodan and bis brave followers soon
crossed the river; and no sooner was the last
piece of artillery jodged on the otber siude than
the Genperal commaoded bis men to take posses
sion of two fams occupied by the Piedmontese
on the beight of Castelfidardo. With the im
petuous speed and the irresistible force of light-
ning, the Zovaves, with a buadred Trish and the
vanguard of the Roman chasseurs, rushed upon
the enemy’s bersagleri ; the bullets raned upon
them, but the brave fellows finched oot, They
fell upon the Piedmontese columy, beat them
back, and took a hundred prisoners,among whom
was ope officers They placed twa pieces of
cannon on the bill to defend their position from
passible attack, and plented two howitzers, under
the command of L:eutenapt Daudier, before the
house.

Four caouons and two howitzers of the bat-
tery of Richter, were pow placed upon the
height, from which Colone! Blomenstile directed
a murderous fire upon the enemy, while Daudier,
by ins courage and military skill, made up for the
deficiency of the Papalartllery. Captain Rich--
ter bad been wonnded by a ball, yet he would
not forsake his post.

IRISH INTELLIGENCE,

Their
refusaf to identify or prosecute such peraons ehoald
bs ascribed to one of two csuses —either they sym-
patbized with the offence, or they were terrorizad.
Their eyrapathy might be with the refusal to pay a
rent over the valuation, but their sympatly conld
searcely be with peraons who compelled them to pay
money. He thought in that case the refusiog or
dacliniog to prosecute could ouly be sacribed to tha
tercorism that prevailed in the county, and which
cramped the admipiatration of the law. There were
no laga than 92 threatening letters  Most of these
bad reference to dealiogi in land, and sll strock at
the intimidation of agents azd ownera of property.
But sll wers not confined to land, as he ¢onld
show by instances which he got from the Connty !n-
gpector's report., Que man was threatensd with
death if he tock ont a publican’s licence; azother
man, a teacher, was threatened if he did not leave
s National school ; another man wag threatened with
death if be did not leave bis employment; another if
he bought potataes ; anather if he did oot turn away
certain ot his mill girls; n lady of high birth was
threatened bocause she gave chacity to ons class of
persoas and not to snother at last Christmae; av-
other for not assisting some person ; anoiher for pot
making amends to soms neighbour; one was gent to
a parigh priesf, threatening him if ke did pot marry
some young pecple ; and another was gent to a per-
gon threatening him if he paid the priest until a new
chape] wap boilt. Ih many of thess cages, b bad
09 doubt, the writers bad no iantention of carrying
ont these threats ; they might not bave contemplated
over what they were doing, a3 disclosed by the lan-
wuage contained in the mismives described by bim.
Awmopg the heavy liat of undelected crime there were
two cases of fring at the 'person, three of houses
fevelied to prevent the owsers living in them, five
bouses fired to intimidate occupants, three cases of
breaking down walls, and one cage where pioughs
wers taken from the harses aad broken.'

The learned Judge observed that he quoted irom a
document the correctness of which could not be ques-
tioned, and Le regretted to say bat eecarity to life
and property bad been rudely shaken He knew not
what wes the cause of this Ismentable atate of things,
and it waa not for him to suggest & remedy. That
wotld corne more legitimately within the proviace of
the Grand Jury, who were Bcquainted with the
cointy and the people. It was a 3tate of things
which called for speedy action, and he was sure it
would claim every sttention from those connected
with the administraticn of the 1aw, wko were bonnd
to protect life and property. If such an upfortonate
atate of things were to continue, those who could
affori to do so would leave the country, and those
who remained wonli live in spprehension of losizg
property or life. His Loxdsbip added:—

' The only consolation be could soggest to tham
wen that on previous occasioos, in other parts of
Treland, the eame dispomtion bad manifested itself
but after a little tims tranquillity wag restored, the
law sugtained, and life and property secured. That
bed oot been done without serious eacrifice acd in-
fringemect of the liberty of the prople. e waggure
that those who were now intrusted with the adminis-
tration of the law, whose patsmount dutr was to
support the law, would not sbrink from their daty o
from sacrifice to restors to life and groperty that
respect, secnrity, and proteclien without which free.
dom could uot exist, and without which constitntional
liberly wonld be worthless. Tbis was sll he bad to
gay to them. The official record lai@ before him
made it incambeat upoa him to sddress these obser-
vationg to them. He confined himself to the official
vecord Isid before him. He did not refer toany
urher but the official record that he received bimself.
The docoment laid before bim by the County In-
spector was & serious dscument. During the oine
yeara that be (the learned Judge bad been comirg
smoog them he never had guch a document before
bim ; he never during that period had to adcress
such obaervationa fo a Gracd Jary, and he hoped he
never wotld have occasion to addresa such observa-
tions to & Grand Jary again.’

Chief Justice Mopahan spoke in terms of con-
gratulation to the Grand Jary of Qarlow opon the
state of their county. Although three or four
threatening cotices bad been served sinee the Jast
Agsizes, the cepes were pob of a very serions cba-
racter,

Mr Juostice Georgs alzo gave s favourableaccount
of tke ptate of Londooderry ic his address to the
Graod Jury. There is, however, 8 good number of
caaes in the calender, and in oze of them a man is
charged with muzder.

Baron Hoghes, in his charge to the Grand Jury of
Kilkenny expresped satisfaction at the atate of the
county, The calendar contaived only five cases for
trial, and those were Dot of 8 heincus character, while
tbe Caonty Inspector of Qonatebulsry reported azly
30 cueen B'nce the 1ast Assizes, s period of eizht
montbe. He regretted, bowever, to fisd that 15 of
the cages were of an exceptiooel matere, Bir were
for burning fox eoverts, une for sending a threatening
latter to the huntaman of the Kilkerny Bunt Olub,
end otbers were for poisening the bounde. He te-
lieved those outrages arose from local asd personal
canees, and did not invelve aoy impntatlion on the
goutry or the people of the connty, orindieste a
criminal organization. They showed a want ot good
feeling  which be trosted would bs oanly tem-
porary.

Judge Keogh dalivered a very brief charge to the
Grand Jury of the county of Monaghan. He stated
that there were not masy bills to go before them,
that there were none requiring eny cbeervation, and
that he bed learat from the Oounty Inspsctor that
the county was in & satisfactory state.

The Grand Jury of the county of Donegal bave
passed the following resclutiou in refereace to the
gtate of the coontry : —

‘ Resolved, - We, the Grand Jary of the county of
Douegsl, assembled at Spring Assizes, 1870, beg to
orge on the Government the absolute necessity of
taking the most prompt and evergetic means to put
s atop to the frightful increase of crime in Ireland,
which, if soffered to contious, must end in the total
digruption of aociety and the roia of the country.
The Grand Jury are of opinion that the Habeas
Oorpus Act shou!d be immediately snarended, and
extended powera be given to the lucal magistrates
and constabulary, with a view to enabling them at
all times to enter and search suepected places for
arms, docomeats, apd peraons. They are also of
opiaion that the number of police ghould ke largely
incresspd throughoat tbe ocoontry, and thst they
sbould be irstrocted to assnme more of a detective
charaster than heretofore,

& practice prevailed in the workbouse of allowiog
children 10 whom paupers gave birth to be commit
ted to the care cf persons who wisked toadopt tnem,
In July, 1864,

eged 24, was a psuper in the workhouse, awaiting
delivery, and on the 16th of August she was deli
vered of a male child, who was regizterel uoder the
pame of Willihme On the 22nd of August two
ladies - one of whom, said Sir Roundell, would be
identified as Mrz Howard—came to the workhouse
nnd srid they wished to procure * & male buby with
biue eyes and light colored bair for adopticn.’ They
looked at various children and fiaally pitched upon
the child of Mary Best That unfortucate young
woman wag very uowilling to resign ber blue-eyed
and Jight haired baby, but the matron of the work-
bionse nrged ber, and the two ladies promiced that
the child rhould ¢ be brought up as a gen'lemao sod
be very woll cared for,’ and finally the poor mother
yielded a reluctant consent, and the two ladies tock
the child swar. Maiy Best goon aiterwards left the
workhounse and went into service. She bad msin-
tained a respectable charac'er ever since; and she
was then preeent to teslify to these facte, ag were
algo seversl persons connected with the workhouse
who bad scen Mra Howard within a day or two, and
who recognized her es the lady who bad taken Mary
Beavs child.

This amszing statement took every ous who heard
it by surprise ; and when Mra Howard's counpsel
turned aronnd to ask her what she bad to say about
it they foupd that their interesting client bad disap-
peared. A messepger wes sent in quest of her bot
fsiled to find her; and on the application of ber
counsel the further Lesring of the case was postpeced
uotil the Ttk iost. The pext dsy, however, lbe
advertigiment from which [beve copied above ap-
peared in the ¢ Times' and continued to appear on
each rubacquent day. It was evident thatshe had
not given %p the figh!, and that ebe hoped to find, or
10 pretend to find,the two ladies who bad really taken
Mary Beats blue.eyed beby. Yesterday wmornivg
was the time 3et for Lhe reaumption of the case ; the
public enterest in the matter had greatly increased,
and all the space to Which spectators were admitted
round the bar of the Houge waa fuliy occupled. Mra,
Howard was preaent ; but the fire that blazed from
her bright eyes betokeped that she bad wrought
berself up to a piteh of demperate determivation.—
The Solicitor General, for Mrs Howard, objected to
ber being examined a5 & witness. The case now
brought ngainat her, asid Le, wss one of the most
seri .ug pature, amotnting 1o a charge of fraud snd
conspiracy, The other side would like to examine
her, no doubt, in the bope of extracting from her to
guit their own purpose. Bat he contended thsta
{prima facie’ case should be meade out againgt ber
before such & course was adoptzd. Tke Lord Ohan-
cetlor, however, decided that Mrs. Howazd must aub-
mit herself to examination, She bad 6worn to the
facts of the birth of the child, and must be crose eX
amined on that testimony. Upon tbis the following
colloquy ensued between M:s, Howard, Lord Chelms-
ford, and the Lord Chancellor: .

Mre, H.— The charge against me is one of perjory
and coospiracy. I shall not open my hips tll the
cbarge ia made out,

Lord Chelmsford — You mast be sworn, and _then
your coucsel can object to any particualar queation.

Mre, H.—No power cn tarth shall make me
speak,

p’rhe Lord Chancellor—You had better consider
this. We mnst commit you if you refuse.

Mra, H.— My mind is made up. I won't besworn.
You can do with me what you please.

All persuasion and threatening proved ineffectual
and the lords therefore commitied Mra. Howard to
the custody of the ¢ Black Rod'— Sir A, W. Olifford
—who, with great state, conducted ber o 8n antee
chamber, and placed her uoder the charge of scme
of hiz mipions. Mary Best wasthen called a8 a
witness, and told the s*ory which Sir Roundell Palmer
bed already related. She fully indentified Mrg How-
ard as the Jady to whom she bad resigned ber blue-
ejed baby on the promise that it should be brounght
up like & gentleman and receive a first-class educa-
ticn. Mra Hcward promised her some moncey, bt
she pever received any. The saperintendent of the
iying-in ward, and one uf the purees, rlso testified
that Mrs Howard was tbe Jady who took Mary Besi’s
baby ; but an examination cf the workhouee books
threw some doubts npoa the accuracy cf tbeir siate-
ments,

The Solicitor-Genera! then stated that Mrs, Howard
thought she wonld be able to prove that

acd that Mary Besv's bady had been, in fact, tuken
by two [rish ladies, who were now in Aastralia. In
reply to the advertisement mentioed, a letter had
been received frem B very respectable pergon io
Boologne, who siated that be knew of these facts,
and that Mary Best's baby had since died. Their
lordships congented to adjourn the farther heariog
of the cage for & week, in order that inquiries might
be made a3 to this new testimony ; snd tbey informed
Mra. Howard that sbe wonld be discharzed on the
payment of the fees, She replied that she had no
money, and wag suing ‘ia forma panperis,’ and €0
ghe still remaine in castody of the Black Rod.

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NEWS OF THE WEZK.

The Land Bl is makmng uts way slowly
through Committee 1 the House of Commons ;
as yet oo important amendments, aff2cting the
principle of the measure bave been carried. The
Crime Prevention Bill bas gone into operation,
and already one journal has been suppressed for
aublisbing seditious matter provoking o a breach
of tte peace. There 1s nuch excitement on
the subject, much angry denuociation of the
government, and a fresh impulse bas been given
to emigration. The prospects of the couotry

are ool encouraging.

Rumors are agam aflaat concerniog the failing
health of the Freanch Emperor. Strikes, the
precursors too often of revolution 1o Fraoce, and
symptoms of the social agitation that prevails
there, are reported from the mining districts,
and as baviog broken out amongst the operatives
of the iron works. This forebodes mischief, for
it must always be borne in mind that 10 France
the questions which agitate the public mind are
ot political, but social. We hear no more of
Prince Pierre Bonaparte, and ali interest in the
man bas died out.

Spainis in a bad way, and po iscue from its
present troubles preseats itself. la TItaly the
Ganbaldiaps are said to be busy conspiring
azainst the peace of the country, and the indes
pendence of the Papal States. Victor Emma-
nuel will no longer serve their turn, aod will
probably be cast aside as a broken tool, that has
done all the work that could be got out of it.
At Rome all was quiet,and the Council was
pursuing its labors; for particulars we refer
the reader to our extracts from the Vatican.

Thbroughout Canada the news of the murder
of Scott by ovder of Riel has aronsed a bitter
feelng of wdignation against the Dictator.—
Dur authorities are 1o perfect accord on the sub
ject with the Imperial authorities, and their joint
action may be looked for as soon as our long
dreary winter s farly over, Some faiat signs
of Spring bave already manifested themselves,
aod the mass of ice and snow which bas been
accumulating for the last six months 1s slowly
melting away. In consideration of the mildoess
of our winters,and the superabundance of wood, it
s now proposed to put an additional duty on
Toel, The duty on coal is to be rased; this
news will of course be beiled with delight br the
shivering masses of Montreal, who as we all
%now never suffer from cold, and to whom fuel
38 by no means a necessary of life.

There are reports that another attack upen

" Canada by citizens of the U. States, 13 being
orgamised. Huntingdon and St. Albans are in.
dicated as the points menaced. How far this
outrage is encouraged by the goverament of the
U, States, and whether 1t will tolerate this
wiolation of the laws of nations and Christian
eivilisation, we have yet to learn. Tbe Volua-
teers are beld in readiness to meet the attack.

Paris 1s in a very disturhed state. The ten
ants are called upon by placard to pay no more
rents to theiwr landlords, and to be ready for a
general turn out on strike.  The authorities are
on the alert, but sertous disturbances may yet
grow out of this French Tenant Right agitation.
The latest news from Spuin reports a fresh in-
surrection at Barcelona.

their ivfluence. The Monotbelites, as the *Moude?
pertinently observes, said to Pope Hononus ¢
¢ Why should you defioe whether there be one or
two wills 1 Jesus Christ 2 1t 15 not ¢ opportupe.’
Silence will be the surest safeguard agatost pew
divisions.” Uufortunately Honorius adopted that
view, and error spread, thipksto his * silence?
apd after twelve centuries stll ravages the East.
+ The language of the Gallicans at this day,’ says
the ¢ Monde,” * is exactly that of the Monothe-
ltes: ¢ Why defive the supreme autbority o
the Church ! We bave hived thus far without any
deSaition ; 1t is ioopportune.’ And would peace
really result from the silence of the Pope ?
Would divisions be healed? What did the silecce
of Honors produce? The liberal Catholics in
all parts of Europe only wait for the failure of
tbe Council to become bolder tn their preten
tions, and to substitute thewr modern ideas for
the tradition of tie Church., By the seductive
word liberty they begmle youog peeple, and dis-
turb simple minds  The silence of the Church
would be mterpreted in their favour. If the

chiefs of the party persist in their arrogance, the
mass at least who are resolved zot to separate
from tbe Church, aod are only deceived, would
return to the fold. The hstory of Honorius,
which our adrersaries use against us, is full of
wstiuction. Hooortus was censured for baving
left trutb 1w captivity, Tae Jid noterr ip the
teaching of the faith, but yielded to perfidious
counsels. 'There 1s aothing 50 ¢ opporiune’ as to
stop a schism to 1's commencement. . o ,
Pus IX. wmlil not favour Gallicabism by bis
oegligence 10 condemowng it. The B:skops
assembled in the Vatican will pot incur tbe res
proach of havieg kept silecce. They will not
fomcot by neglect a sect which 13 already formd
ahle.’

Txe Guisorp Case.—This cace, Cestined
to be one of the causes celebres of Canada, bas
already been discussed and argued at great length
before M. Judge Mondelet, whose decision 1s
aoxiously luoked for, and may be expected in a
short time. [En attendant we propose o say a
few words to our readers on the subject.

The cuse originated in this wise The de-
ceased, Joseph Guibord, a wember of a virulent
anti-Caiholic society, L’ Institut Canadien, and
as tach coodemoed by tbe Church, died suddenly
in the month of November last. As a member
of I'Institut he had for some years been ex
cluded Irom participation in the sacraments of
the Church ; and having never made his Paschbal
commupion, bad necessarily fallen under the
condemnation aad sentence of excommunication
pronounced by the Council of Lateran, and af-
firmed by the Council ot Trent, Sess. 13, against
al! who do not communicate at Easter.

His friends demanded that, n spite of this well
koown, this long established and upiversally re~
cogmsed law of the Cuurch, his body should
receive ectlesiastical sepultvre—in the sense of
being la1d in that part of the Cemetery reserved
for those who die members of, and 1p actual
commusion with that Cburch. Tbis demand the
ecclestastical authorities refused to comply with :
but they offered to give the deceased civil buria)
10 that part of the cemetery n which are depo
sited the bodies of unbaphizad children of Ca-
tholic parents, and of siopers who die usrecons
ciled with the Church, The present action 1s
brought—nomioally by the widow of the de-
ceased, virtually by the Institut Canadien—to
compel the ecclestastical authorities to grant
ecclesiastical sepultare to the said Joseph Gui-
bord,

Two questions, and two only, are at issue:
ooe of law, the other of fact,

The question of law 1s this—* Has any ones
pot being at the time of bis decease, a member
of, or in communion with, the Cathohic Church,
a civil right to ecelesiastical sepulture 7

The question of fact 15 this—‘* Was the de
ceased Joseph Guihord, at the time of hia de-
cease, a member of, or in communion wth, the
Catbolic Church?”

The first question, that of law, 13 well answered
by the Evening Telegraph of the 8th instant,

as follows ;—

¢ If Gnibord died nut of the pale of the Ohurch of
Rome, he has ro more tight to be interred in the
Romsan O-tholic comotery than the writer of thece
lines wounld have,”

T'ns answer will we think commend itself to
all. Remains therefore ooly the question of

Church at the tune of his decesse 7 o

Who is to decide 7 This question of fact 1s
purely a spiritual question, and therefore belongs
exclusively to the domaio of the spintual judge.
The latter replies, that the deceased Gubord
was pot, at the time of i3 death, n communion

-with the.ecclesiastical ' body of which be- is the
moutbpiece, The civil Judge is iovoked to de-
clare’ the contrary: m other words, to de-
termine the spiritual status of the deceased !}

- For be it remembered that there 15 no dispute
as to the latter’s civil status, or lis civil rights
thence accruing. No one coatests Guibord’s
civil right to a ewil burial 10 the cemetery : al]
that the ecclesiastical uuthonties contend for is
that they be not compelied to give ecclesiastical
burial, 1 a particular part of the cemetery, to the
remains of one who died outside of the pale of
tbeir Church.

The cause was pleaded on the 17:h ult., and
the discussion was coatinued for many days, Oon
the part of the Institut Canadien it was argued
by its advocates that the old penal laws of tte
Plantagerets, aod tbe Tudors were tn force m
Canada ; aad that therefore no seatence of ex-
cowmuoication was valid, ualess ratified by the
civil power, In the name of Civil and Religious
 Luberty the sanguinary codes nf Henry VIII.

MBI, Jette, Cassidy, and Trudel appeared fo:

oot lay belore our readers their masterly replies.
Tins the limited space at our commaend forbids ;
but we take this opportunity of expressing our
admiration of, and gratitude for, the manger n
which they repudiated the slavish principles of
Gallicamsm or Erastianism, and vindicated the
{uncamental principle of religious hberty : That
is to say, the absolute indepeadence of the
Church, witkin ker own domain, of the State or
Cunil power,

The pleadiogs concluded, the learned Judge
took the case in deliberation, and his judgment
may be looked for about the begianig of pex;

This is ao outhoe ef the Guibord case, as far
as 1t has yet gone. The reader acquainted with
Freuch ecclesiastical history of last century will
uot! fail to notice the coincidence betwixt it, and
the cases which grew out of the disputes beteixt
tbe Junsensstic Parhament of Paris, and the re=
ligious autborities of that City about a hundred
and twenty years ago. The great princple and
interests at stake are the same in Montreal in
1870, as 10 Paris in 1750. Then the Ciwil
Power pretended to have the right to order priests
to admimster the last sacraments of the Church
to Lhose to whom absolution had been refused,
because of their refusal to submit to her disci-
plive. As the Church ultimately came out vic~
torious from that coatest, 80 we bave no doubt
that, 10 the case in which we are more imme-
diately interested, a like result will lollow : and
mthout the slightest uneasiness therefore we
await the resuit. We do not pretend that our
judges are infallible : but we have full confidence
in their wtegrity,in the honesty of their intentinns
and in the good sense of the commuaity : the Pro~

DEDIDATION OF THE OHURCH OF ¢ NOTRE
DAME DU BONSEOOURS,” HUUL, P Q.

Sin,—With your kind permission, 1 will now

Ioteresting ceremony which lately took place in
the village of Hull. A3 most of the readers of
llfe Truz WiTness are well aware, this thriviog

Bridge, The Catholic iobabitants are for the
most part French Canadians, who may well be
proud of the beautiful Church just erected in
their midst.
