ROME.
(From the London Tablet of 21th Sept)

In the absence of any Roman lIetter this week
(the usual communications from our own Corres-
pondent and the Roman journals not having reached
us), we must coufine ourselves to giving an abridged
history of events, and other cxtracts from the
Catholic papers of Italy.

THE ITALIAN CABINET AND ROME.

The Unitu has the following article on the policy
pursued by the Italian Ministry in reference to the
wman question :—

« It is difficult to refrain fromi indignation when
one looks at the duplicity of the declarations made
by the Italian Government, in the Chamber at Flor-
enee, on the subject of the Roman occupation.  On
the 19th of August last, Visconti-Venosts, the Min-
ister of Foreign Affnirs, told the Deputies that cven
ir there were no Convention of September, the Ro-
man State ought to be respected “in virtue of the
common law of nations.'”

Again, on the 24th ultimo, he made the following
declaration in the Senate, (we quote from the Flor-
entine Hanserd) :—

“Visconti-Venosta. The honourable gentleman
(Giotto-Pinta) nsks we if I am prepured to transfer
to Rome the Department of Foreign Aftairs. T ask
him in reply, is he prepared to advise such a course ?
T3 he prepared to go there with a violent and im-
mediate invasion ; is he prepared to rolve the Ro-
man question Dby taking action of a decisive
character forthwith: action perhaps involving
violent and Bloody conquest 2 I may tell the hon.
Deputy that such & course must have at least two
very serious inconveniences ; it is in contradiction
to our declared policy,and it places usinantagonism
with the public opinion of the whole of Europe
[L'inconveniente di porre contro di noi P'opinione
di tntta U'Burepa]. There is no one I am sure in
this House who is prepared to urge such a course
upon the Government. The difficulties with which
the Roman question is besct,are real, and insepar-
able from it, the concurrence of many conditions is
needed to ensure a success that shall be lasting 5 we
must not commit the country to a policy of chance
—u policy subject to events which we are unabic to
direct or to foresee.”

It was five days after the utterance of these senti-
ments—namely, on the 290th of August—that Vis-
conti-Venosta addressed to the diplomatic, represen-
tatives of Italy abroud a circular, in which, amidst a
mass of ofticial verbiage and bitter charges of nis-
government and other delinquencies agrinst the
Holy See, he announces the intention of his Govern-
ment to repudiate the Convention of Septembor,
and to occupy the Roman States. Another diplo-
matic circular, dated the Tth inst, followed, more
clearly develaping tlic intentions of the Florentine
Cabinet ; and on the 11th the following announce-
ment appeared in the Opicial Gazstte :— The King,
upon the proposition of the Council of Ministers,
has this duy issued his commands to the army to
enter the Roman provinces.”

THE 3UMMONS TO THE POFE.

On the Bth instant Signor Lanza, the Italian
Prime Minister, addressed to Signor Ponza di San
Martino a letter, informing him that he is charged
by the King of Ifaly with a letter to the Pope, “in
the solemn moment. when the King's Government
is called upon in the intercsts of Italy and of the
Holy Sce, to take those measures which are neces-
sary for the security of the national territory.” Af-
ter a great deal of the usual cont about the Italian
Government’s anxiety to secure the apiritunl inde-

pendence.of the Holy See, the document concludes
thus ; ¢ Your lordship will take care to represent’ to
the Holy Father how solemn is the present moment
for the future of the Church and of the Papacy.
The Head of Catholicity will find in the Italian
populations o profound devotion, and will conserve,
on the sanks of the Tiber, 2 See honoured and in-
dependent of every human Sovereignty. His Ma-
jesty addresses himself to the Pontiff with the affec-
tion of & son, with the faith of a Cathelic, and with
the soul of a king and an Italian. His Holiness
will not repel, in these times so threatening for the
moat venerated institutions and for the peace of
pations, the hand which is loyally held out in the
name of religion and of Italy.”

Religion and Ialy! What crimes have been
conitted agninst both in those two names !

The Count de San Martino went to Rome. He
sought an audieuce of Cardinal Antonelli, who con-
versed with him an hour and a half, ‘and promised
to present him to the Pope on the morrow. He also
repaired to the Gesu, where resides his vencrable
brother, the Padre Ponza. But the religious was
out, or was not visible, and, in his absence, the
Count was received by the General of the Order,
who spent some time in conversation with him, and
(we cannot doubt) must have endeavoured to con-
vinee him of the evil and danger of the miserable
errand on which he had come, The day following,
that is, on the 10th of this month, the reception
took place. What occurred at the intervies has
not fully transpired. Of course San Martino pre-
sented his missive. Stripped of conventionalities
its purport is said to have been as follows: ¢I can
remain no longer at Florence. . The Revolution
pushes me onwards to Rome. Rome I must cnter
by fair means or by foul."—When the Re¢ Galaa-
tuomo left his paternal city of Turin, he is said to
have uttered the words: © Andremo al fondo™; “ we
shall go to the bottom.” He seems nearly to have
reached it. The Pope's reception of Sun }Martino
was not prolonged. It is stated to have lasted “two
minutes,” When the Count handed to the Pope the
King's letter, the Holy Father said with great dig-
nity of manner: “In the name of Jesus Christ, I
tell you that you are whited sepulchres.” He then
dismissed his unwelcome visitor. The accounts
that come from Florence about the interview may,
with very little risk, be taken to be fictitious; they
proceed from pens that never have written or can
write truth on these subjects; they are not worth
reproduction in our columns. The Uwier says that
San Martino brought with him 100,000 francs to aid
in securing the success of his mission, The bank
is known which had orders from the Government to
pay the above sum,

DEVOTIONS OF TiF HOLY FATHER.

QOn the evening of the 9th instant, the Pope, who
had probably heard of the arrival of San Martino
with the summons from Victor Emmanuel, went
down after dark to Saint Peter's, He was escorted
only by four of the Swiss Guards; but when he was
seen to enter the Basiliva, several priests and lay-
men who happened to be on the spot accompanied
him. Having centered the church he knelt at the
foot of the Altar of the Blessed Sacrament, and re-
mained a long time in silent prayer with Bis eves
fixed on the tabernacle and his arms extended.
Then he ordered the chapel of the Blessed Virgin
which is shut up by the enclosures forming the Aula
of the Council to be opened, and having entered,
and the persons present being grouped around him,
he entoned the Litanies of the Saints, all present
making the responsesdevoutly. Then, rising from
his knees, he went before the statue of 8. Peter,
placed for & moment his white head under the
bronze foot, kissed it, and then went to kneel at the
tomD of the Apostles, and there said the hymn of
S. Augustine inserted in the Breviary by order of
Pope Urban VIIL. beginning, Ante oculos tuos, Dom-
{ne. He uttered with great emphasis and with deep
emotion the words : Gregem twum, Pastor wterne, non
deseras ; to which those present said the response:
Sed per beatos Apostolos tuos perpetua dafensione custodias.
And the Pope continued : JFrotege, Domine, populum
tuum ad 2 clamantem, et apostolorum tuorum patrocinio
confibntem. Respouse : Perpétua defensione custadias.
The scene was deeply impressive, and reminded
some who were present of the vision of Saint John
Cirrysostome, who heard our Lord speaking to SS.
Peter and Paul, and committing to tlieir especial
charge the guardianship of the Cliristian Sion.

The following is a copy of a letter from 3r, Ed-
ward Blount, the well-known English banker in
Paris, to a private friend in Londou :—

“ Paris, Sept. 13.

“ My dear Sir,—[f I havenot written to you before,
the reason has been that I feel it totally impossible
to convey to anylody the state weare in here. The
pust seems like a frightfu! dream ; the present is,
without personal observation, impossible to deseribe,
To-day we have a grand review of at Jeast 150,000
men if not 200,000, the greatest portion Garde Na-
tonal of Paris and Garde Mobile of the provinces.
The former are well clothed, well armed, and look in
fumous order and spirits. The latter ara admirable.
Excercised in 10 days, they have leamnt their trade,
and are far superior in appearance to the regular
roops that leftto mect the Prissians,  They are well
behaved, quiet ; nodrunkenness.  The churches were
full of them on Sunday ; and T have had twelve of
them in my house for the last eight days, and Inever
saw & wore respectable corps, Ther are now all
armed and disciplined.  They have the spirit of obe-
dicnce, which the army lacked completely, Canthey
defend Paris? [ believe they can for some time to
come—and that the Prussians will find them tougher
to deal with than what they have met with as vet.—
Negotiations are going on for peace, but, remember
what I say, the French will not accept dishonorable
conditions. I mean Ly dishonorable, cession’of ter-
ritory or ships. They would rather fight to the end,
and when Paris is lost, retreat to the last fortress
in France. They would pay money, as public opin-
ion acknowledges the last government began an un-
Just war, but more than this ncither the government
now constituted nor any other could make this peo-
ple accept. Indeed, no peace would be lasting if
France cedes territory; forno time would make
cither the present generation or the future sccept the
cession. It would be eternalwar. The Times writes
the contrary ; but I have been forty years in this
country, and know the people better than the Times
or the French people themselves. [ have in general
no overweening confidence in my own opinion, but
from the Leginning of this war my anticipations
bave always been realized, and you may be sure that
what I say above will turn out as I tell you, Now,
what is doing about peace? I believe that the
foreign ambassadors are doing all they can. Our
ambassador, Lord Lyons, knowing, as I do, the
qualities that adorn his character, must be using
every eflort to stop more uscless bloodshed, ruin,
and devastation; but what is our government do-
ing? Has the Queen written to the King of Prus.
sin? What is Lord Granville duing? TDwes he
think that the majority of the English nation will
ever pardon a govirnment which shows culpable
apathy at such a momeut? You way by sure that a
contintation of this war is fraught with danger to
every counstituted government in Europe, and to
nune more than our own. Has France tor the lust
20 years ever been false to England, and will she
ever pardon those who abandon her in her direst
moment?  Let My, Gladstone ponder on thls,  Star-
ring in the provineds is pecessary for singers and ac-
tors, but is it worthy of a Priwme Minister at sucha ;
moment?  Pray pardon me if I pour out my indig-
nation upon yvou. I owe something to thisgenerous
and valiant nation, and if a forty vears' residence in
the couniry can give any weight to my woud, it will
be but a poor return,

#We, the undersigned Inish Roman Catholic clergy-
men and laymen, being registered Parliamentary
clectors, deem it our duty to declare, as follows,
our conscientious convictions respecting the
motnentous question of education in Ircland :—

t . —That education to Le fruitful of goud must Le
founded on religion ; and that non-religious
cducation tends to subvert religicn and moratity
in Catholic youth, Our practical conviction of
the truth of these principles is evinedd by main-
taining over 6,000 boys and youths in Catholic
schools and celleger, at an apnual cost to our-
selves of about o quarter of a million sterling.

4311 —That while unwilling to interfere with the
rights of our Protestant fellow-ccuntrymen, we
claim fur ourselves, as Christian poardians and
parents, representing four-und-a-Lalf millions of
Irish Catliolics, the right—a right with which
we will admit no interfercuce—to give to our
children an education lascd upon and inter-
woven with the religion which we believe to be
true, and cenformable to the teackings of the
Churcl: of which we are membwers,

#111.—'That, our forefuthers having transmitted to
us our religion unsullied, we are determined to
hand it down unsullied to those who will come
after us; and, as for this purpose Catholic edu-
cation is Deceseary, we are determined to use
all constitutional means in resisting, as au en-
croachment on our civil and 1eligious Hberties,
every attempt 1o force upon us, Catholics, uny
svstem of education—university, intermediate,
or primary—which ig nut based upon the Cathb-
olie religion.

ADDRESS OF THE II0M7 GOVERNMENT ASSOCLATION,
To the People of Trdand.

« FeLLow-CovntryyEs—"The time is come when we
think it our duty publicly to address you, aud invite
yaur co-operaticn in attaining the object which we
are assoctated to promote.

« That object is the restoration to Ircland of that
right of desestic legislation, without wiich Ireland
can never enjoy real prosperity or peace.

W have resolved with one consent to ask {hnt res-
toration. .

We have also rerolved to accompany this with a
proposal of snch a Federal Union Letween the three
portions of the United Kingdem as way still com-
bine than into one Imperial State. We are sure
that in xuch a unien there is nothing derogatery to
the dignity or inconsistent witly the frecdom and
welfare of Ireland, On the contrary, we believe
that such & Federal arrangement ought naturally
to bave followed the assation of Ireland’s indepen-
dence by the Volunteers of 1782, If such an ar-
ranganent had been entered into, instead of the
destruction of the Irish Parlinment, we are persuaded
that Ircland would be now a free, & happy, aud &
contented country.

«The time is favourable for pressing such an ar-
rangement on the English Parliament and govern-
ment. 'U'wo years ago they desired to wunite into
one dominion the North American provinces of the
British Crown. The course faken in the statute
which eflected this was to leave to each province its
own separate parlinment for the management of its
own afluirs, and to establish for the dominion at
Y..ze, one united parliament, to which each provinee
gends its representatives,

4 In this statute we bave the recent and remark-
able admission of the principle, that where it 13 de-
sirable to combine two separate countries into one
state, that combinatien aught to be effecied withont
the destruction of the separate government and pur-
linment of each. ’ .

uThis is just the principle which we contend
onught to be applied to Ircland. The cxample of the
Canadian Dominion is sufficient to establish that
there is no inconsistency between a union of two
countries in one parliament, and the preservation of
loeal self-government for ench, .

“We do not undertake to fix the limits of the
potwer which onght to be assigned to an Impe_nal
and an Irish Parlirment. Wehavein onr resolutions
indicated the brond principles npon which the divi-
sion of power should be basedy Itis easy to find
‘abundunt precedents and examples, not only in the
incorporation of Cannrda, but the Federat Unions
existing in every part of the world, and under every
form of government. All we now assert 1s the great
principle that Ireland needs a parliament of her
own, and that this parliament ought to have the
management of Irish affairs, while we are willing to
concede to & combined parlinment all powers that
can be shown to De necessnry to maintain the inte-
grity and unity of the countries.

The time is not come foroffering the complete

with the authority of united Ireland, At present we
invite the adhetion of all who are willing to co-oper-
tte in the generul object of obtaining for Irclard a
parliament of our own, When our Association be-
comes strong chough to recommend such o step, we
Ppropote o invite our countrymen to meet in a gen-
cral Conference finally to settle on the details of o
plan such as Ireland may present for acceptance to
the English Parliament and Ministers.

“We have pledged ourselves that we seek nothing
revolutionary, We desire the restoration of the old
institutions of Sovereign, Lords, and Commons of
Ireland, & Constitutivn under which, we believe, the
Pprerogatives of the monarchy, the rights of property,
and the privileges of the people would be all equaliy
Fecure,

“We cannot at present propose the exact frame-
work of an Irish Louse, This like the plan of o
Federal Union, should be the work of the propesed
Conferenre—a Conference in whicl nll classes of the
Irish nation should be fully and adequately repre-
sented.

“ We cannot too strongly or too emphatically dis-
¢laim any purpose or obiject of any religious asvend-
ancy or any atwick upon the property or rights of any
one. We do so distinetly for cach uud every men
who is a member of our body. There is pot vne of
us who would not e ready to adopt the principle of

' somve of the American States, which declares jta

fundamental and inviolable part of the Constitution
that religious equality shall forever be preserved.
There i= not one of us who should not assent to the

are taking place in Italy.  The lrench of & solaun
treaty and the wsurpation of the territories and
govereign rights of the mest ancient and venerable
line of Princes in Christendom, wlio have held so
great a place in the religion, the listory, the civiliza-
tion, and the public luw of Europe and the world,
demand from every stutesman the gravest consideri-
tion, But the consequences of this aggression are
still mor2 importaut,  The Sovereign Poutiff] axs the
head of the Roman Catholic Churely, holds spjrituat
authority over & inore or less numerous population
in every country in the world. For this reason it
bas always been held as an axiom that he cannot be
the subject of any Sovereign or State, and the most
eminent British statesmen have considered the in-
dependence of the Holy  See, which excrcises religi-
our influence and spiritual jurisdiction over inillions
of British subjects, w material part of their policy.~
That independence is now compromised and endan-
gered, What will be the result of the present com-
plication I will notattempt to discover; but I main-
tain that it is o duty which Iler Majesty’s Govern-
ment owes to the country in general, and especially
to Ircland and to all Her Majesty's Roman Catholic
subjects here and in the coloniul and other foreign
pussessions of the Crown, to see that the indrpen-
dence of the Holy See is fully and abisolutely se-
cured.

It wax wlded that a pre-
miutg of L5 “included evervthing” There was
little room for doubt that these advertisements af-
forded a cover under which illewitimate children
were sceretly disposed of.  Infunts were constantly
found dead by the police nnder railway arches and
in other waste places, particularly in the routh of
London; and at the beginning ot this yvear such dis-
coveries becume painfully numerons, At length n
Sergeant of Police, by answering an advertisement
in the character of & parent who wished his child
adopted, traced the sister of the woman Waters to
the house in which they lived,  He had at the same
time discovered the mother of an infunt recently
“adopted” by these woamen, This combined evi-
dence Las ennbled the proseeution to prove that the
death of the child, whirh subsequently ocveurred,
was due to its wilful maltreatinent by Waters.—
High pruise is due to the Sergeant for the service he
has thus rendered, and we are glnd to sce he was
yesterday thanked and rewardeld by the Lord Chief
Baron. There was no legal evidence to convict
Ellis, the gister of Waters, of complicity in the
crime of murder, thongh she is no less morally enl-
pable thun her sister.  She was, however, convicted
of conspiring to obtain maoney Ly filse pretences.
For this offtnce she was liable to peoal servitude ;
but the Lora Chief Baron, with a leniency we are
utlible to apprecinte, hus only sentenced her to hard
Tubor for 18 months.—Tiacs, 27th alt.

the zealous parish priest of St Leonards, whose at-
tendunts offered her holy water, and conducted by
him into the sinctuary where two handsome chairs
had been placed for her uee and that of Ler son.—
The Empress, whose extreme gentlenessand modesty
of manncr excited general sympatly, appeared fora
moment unwilling to receive any mark of honor,
bhut as Mr. Foy persisted, with excellent taste an
judgment, in showing respect to one whaom only the
meanest of men could insult, as certain French and
English journalists now do, in her hour of sorraw,
the august lady, yiclded to his withes, As there
happened to be solemn Exposition of the Blessed
Sacrament, in thanksgiving for the recen Dufinition,
and to oliain the return of peace, the sunctnary and
the altar were besutifully decorated with flowers.—
It is also worthy of obscrvation that tlds was pro-
Lally the only church in England in which, by the

that they hold the same positions as these which

they held about a month ago; but then it is
hinted that they are willing to lend a favorable
ear to propositions for peace, and that the inter

vention of the other European Powers would no

now be repudiated. The Prussiansin short are
in a very delicate, if not dangerous position, if
the Parisians manage to detain them before the
walls of the City for a few weeks longer. The

autumn is advancine ; cold wet weather is af]

“hand ; and disease, dysentery and typhoidic]

fevers, added to hard work and short provisions
will be powerful allies to the Fremch. The
Prussians ought to be glad, if after a three
month’s war they be able to dictate the terms
of an honorable peace, beneath the walls of]
Paris.

The accounts of battles that we receive by,
cable, are very conflicting. On the 14th we§
learnt that the Prussians were in possession off
Orleans, and had driven the French beyond}
the Loirc; and on the 15th it was reported
that the Prussians at Orleans had surrendered
to the French with all their artillery. What

bardment of Paris. General Trochu an able

Charles Francois Baillargeon, Archbishop of
Quebec.

M Thursday of last week, the 13th inst., at abou
half-past five o'clock in the afternoon, to the
deep regret not only of the Diocess which fo
fiftcen years he has governed so wisely and so
well, but of all the Catholics of the Province.
The deceased was born in a parish about 30
miles below Quebec on the 25th of April, 1798,
and was consequently at the time of his decease}
in the 73rd year of his age. He at an early

THE FRANCO-PRUSSIAN WAR.

Brru, Qct. 12—The official account of
the surrender of Strasbourg is just published
here, By the capitulation 1100 guns of all
gorts, 12,000 chassepots, 3 tons of ammunition,
50 Jocomotives of the Paris and Strasbourg
Railroad, which had been collected there, fell
into Prussians hands. Carpenters, masons and

. other labourers of the city, have been compelled
to repair the fortifications. Late advices hgve
been received from the army besieging Moise.

Up to Thursday last_the Prussions had burnt
all the small villages in that neighborhood and
exéceuted 150 peasants for carrying on an illicit
warfare,

Bazaine's soldiers were said to be greatly
dissatisfied with the situation, and had coun-
selled a surrender.

'TOURS, Oct. 12.~—Garibaldi will not take the
feld at present. His health is quite delicate,
and he will require s season of rest before en-
gaging in active operations..

Deatan oF Rev. Fatner Micmaen Wausn, — The
fell destroyer in our midst hasalready stricken down
one earnest laborer in the Lord's vinevard.

During his arduous labors
in Inwa, he had succeeded in building n church
under the invocation of St. Michael, when, as we
bave said, ill health forced him to seek a milder
climate. He died at the age of forty-five—XN. 0.
Moruing Stary Oct. 2.

A telegram announced the death on the 12thinst,
near Lexington, Va, of General Robert E. Lee, the
celebrated commander of the confederate armies
during the late American rebellion. His death was
caused by congestion of the brain, He was beorn in
1808, and was over 62 ycars of age. e came of a
military family, one of the first in that State of
proud families ; his brother being Gen. Henry Lee,
a companion of Washington. He was cducated at
West Point, and in 1829 reccived his commission as
second lieutenant in the Army. His promotion was
compuratively low in the times of pence; but he
went o Mexicoin 1846 &s Chicf Enginecer of the
Army. He distinguished himself by his Lravery at
Cerro Gardo and othér battles, and for grllantry at
Chopultepee  was promoted to a Coloneley,
The Mcexican war over he continued on
the Roard of Engineers for five years,
when he was  appointed  Superintendent
of West Point, a position for which he was well
fitted. He remained here three years, when he was
made Lieutenant-Colonel of cavalry, and received
the Coloneley in March, 18615 and o month after
thrgw up his commission, and gave ndherence to the
Confederate cause. He was appointed Commander-
in-chief of the forces of the State of Virginia; and
generally commanded the armies of the Confederacy
‘which during the civil war made that State a battle-
ground. By his skill and bravery he long held out
against the Northern forces, but was compelled in
time to subcumb to General Grant,
