[Sonnet on the Rock of Cashel, writien forty years ago
by the late Sir Aubrey de Vere.]

The Rock of Cashel is the grandest ruin in
these kingdoms. In the midst of the rich
champaign county of Tipperary, stretching
away from the hills of Kilkenny to the Galtee
Mountains, and' from Slievenamon to the Devil's
Bit, the Rock of Cashel, crowned with its
noble ruins, stands out to the eye the most con-
spicuous object in the plain.  To the student
of Irish history how deeply interesting is not
Cashel of the Kings and of the Bishops, iden-
tified as it is with the glorious memories of the
country as with the story of its misfortunes.—
When Irishmen revert, as they may with justi-
fiable pride, to the virtues, the wisdom, the
valor of past ages, they will point to the saints
and sages and heroes whose names are linked
for ever to the traditions of the Rock of
Cashel. Some of the events which took place
upon the old Rock, or under its shadows, werc
not of merely local importance, but were felt
throughout the land long after their oceur-
rence, nor even at this distance of time is their
influence altogether unfelt.  QOn the Rock of
Cashel the Kings of Munster had their royal
palace, und on its summit they used to be
crowned. There, too, S. Patrick Dbaptised
King Acngus, and there Cormac Mac-
Cullenan wiclded the voyal sceptre and
the archicspiscopal erozier of Munster, —
Briun Boroimhe fortified the Rock. Cormac
MacCarthy, King of Desmond, crowned it
with the beautiful Norman ehurch calied Cor-
mac’s Chapel, aud Donald OQ'Brien, King of
Limecrick, added the noble cathedral now in
ruins, within the walls of which the fimous
Synod of Cushel wascclebrated in 1172, When
the Normans were defeated in the battle of
Thurles, Stronzbow encamped near Cashel
about a centwry ind a half later Iidward Bruce,
brother of King Robert the Bruce, marched
with his army from Limerick to Cashel ; 300
years later again Hugh (’Neill, Earl of Tyrone,
after making 2 pilgrimage to the Monastery of
Holy Cross, met the Earl of Desmond at the
gates of Cashel; and at the commencement of
the great civil war in 1641, Philip O'Dwyer,
of Dundram, took the city, which, with its for-
tress, was for years held for the Confederacy
of Kilkenny, Sharing from age to age the vary-
ing fortunes of the country, Cashel possesses
for the student of Irish history a national im-
portance ; and, if the historie renown of Cashel
awakens the student’s and patriot’s liveliest in-
terest, certainly the pile of buildings, civil,
military, and ccclesiastical, towering from the
summit of the old Rock on a site of surpassing
grandeur, the cathedral, the Teampul Cormaie,
the regal palace, the fortress. the round tower,
all form a group of ruins which must strike the
eye of the architect and the man of taste as
;me with few rivals in this or perhaps any other
and.

“Shall thesc noble monuments of other days
remain for ever in ruin? We hope not. Re-
ligion, patriotism, love of the sublime and
beautiful whether in art or nature—cverything
dear to us forbids the thought. 'fhe commis-
sioners appointed under the Irish Church Act
are empowered cither to preserve these build-
ings as monuments at the public expense, or to
sell them, Who would think of condemning
them to remain in a ruinous state, till at no
distant day the hand of time should have de-
stroyed the last vestige of them? Rather who
would not wish that the noble eathedral should
be restored for public worship, and that the
voice of prayer and praise should once mere
rise up from beneuth its vanlted roof ?  Hence,
a committee of noblemen and gentlemen, with
the Archbishop of Cashel as .chairman, has
been formed with the view of purchasing the
platean of the Rock of Clashel from the Church
Commissioners, restoring the eathedral for
public worship, and preserving King Cormac’s
Chapel, with the other historical ruins, from
utter decay.” ‘

“ This movement for the restoration of the
Cathedral of Cushel, and the preservation of
the surrounding ruins, is by no means under-
taken in the spirit- of agarcssion upon the
Protestant  Episcopalisn  Church.  Nothing
could be farther from the mind of the noble-
men and gentlemen composing the committee,
some of whom arc Protestants, nor conld any-
thing be more opposed to the feclings of the
Most Rev. Chairman than a movement cal-
culuated to give just offence to their Protestant
fellow-countrymen. If the old Cathedral of
Cashel should be restored for public worship,
it would naturally, in a purt of the country
almost wholly Ronun Catholic, be for Roman
Catholic worship. It was sbandoned as a
place of public worship a.century ago, when
the Protestant Archbishop Price, having ob-
tained an act of Parlinment constituting S.
John's new church, lower down in the city, a
cathedral as ‘well as a parochial church, un-
roofed S. Patrick’s Cathedral, and transferred
the congregation to the more conveniently-
situated church of S. Johu, There appears
no  probability, then, - that the Protestancs,
especially with much diminished numbers, will
return to. the old cathedral ‘on the Rock; and
so-the only apparent .chance of its being re-
stored for Divine worship. is, that it should ' re-
vert to the .hands of the Roman Catholics.

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IRISH INTELLIGENCE.
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. ADDRESS OF THE LADIks ov IrELAND 10
THE HoLy FaTineR.—The Ladies’ Committee
which had undertaken to organize the Address
from tne women of Ireland to the IToly Father,
met on. Friday the 20d June, in & Kevin’é
Chapel, Marlboro'-strect to present their re-
port and the address for adoption. His Emi
nence the Cardinal presided for a short time
and then requested the Risht Hon. the Lord
Mayor to take his place. The Lord Mayor and -
Dr. White, his private seerctary, liad accom-
panied the Lady Mayoress to the meetine —
His Eminence congratulated the Committeo on
the signal suceess of their undertaking, and as-
sured them that such an Address coming from
faithful Ircland must prove u great consolation
to the Sovercign Pontiff, swrrounded as he is
by treachery and bad faith. The Rev. P,
O’Neill read the report, by which it appeurs
that over 106,000 names have already been
affixed to the Address, and that £2494 ip
money hud been received, which sum reached
nearly £3000 before the wmeeting had termi-
nated. This is a large sum, cousidering that
no cffort was made to colleet it; on the con-
trary, people were told that o small contribu-
tion only would be expected from those who
could conveniently give it. The Address<is
exquisitely illaminated, in accordunce with the
best speeimens of ancicnt Celtic Art, the models

LoYALTY OF IRELAND T0 titx Pore.—
We regret that a remurk made by our Roman
Correspoudent in his letter of last week should
have caused, aswe kuow that it has done, great
pain and annoyance in Ircland —and not un-
naturally, inasmuch asit has been understood,
we cannot but believe, in a sense different to
that intended by the writer.  For to secuse Ire-
land of want of loyalty and zeal for the Holy
Sce would be such utter injustice :nd such
blind ignorance as to facts that we cannot con-
ceive any educated person in Christendom
doing so even in his dreams.  We believe that
our Roman Correspondent meant no more than
to note the fuct that Irclind hud not followed
the example of other countries in sending De-
putations to Rome. But it would certainly be -
very unjust to conclude on this aceount that
‘ Ireland had done little or nothing for the
Pope during the late erisis. It was Treland
that sct the exumple of the movement whieh
hus been growing ever since, by beginning thut
magnificent series of indignation meetings
which were held in the latter end of last, year
throughout the length and breadth of Ireland.

part of the lundlord. If this pewer of deter-
mining the tenancy, and the voluntary eharae-
ter of the usage are retained, it is impossible
that the usage should be legully enforceable in
derogution of the tenure wpon which it is os-
tensibly based. If, on the other hand, the
former incidents of the tcnure and the volun-
tary cliaracter of the usage are rejected, noth-
ing remains but confiseation pure and simple,
which the Legislature has shrunk from pro-
claiming, On the whole, the Lord Justice 1s
of opinion that this elause is so void of sensc
and self-contradictory that it is impossible to
give it uny rational interpretation, The 2nd
section is, we presune, included in the same
condemuution, If this be so, the tenantey
throughout the entire of Irclund must clain
under the 3rd and 4th seetions of the act—
those which create a right to compensation for
disturbanee and for improvements independent
of custom.

Profusdor BRaldwin showed
tluit more than a fourth of all the sugar consumed
in Furope came from beet, Tt was extensively
calfivated in Belginm, France, and Germany: and
from experiments conducted under the best conditions
I had come to the conclusion that it might be cul-
tivated in Irelend with the greatest atvantage. No
less than six millions of acres of our soil  were well
fitted for the production of the root.

‘bishop or bishop of a city, place, or territory, or dcnn
.of any pretended deanery in _Engl_and or Ireland, hot
being the see, province,.or diocese of -an archibishop

Aud wherens no ceclesinsticnl title of houor or dig-
nity derived from a province, diocese, or dvanery, or
from any city, town place or territory within this
realm can be validly created, nor can any see, pre-
vinee, diocese, or deancry be validly created, nor
cAn any pre-eminence or coercive power in reference
thereto be conferred otherwise than under the nu-
thority and by the favor of Her Majesty, her heirs
aud successors, and according to the laws of this
realm; but it is not cxpedient te jmpose penalties
upon those ministers of religion who may, as among
the members of the several religions bodics to which
they respectively belong, be designated by distine-
tions regarded as titles of oftice, although such de-
signation may be connected with the nume of some
town or place within the realm: Be it therefore
declared and enacted by the Queen’s most Excellent
Majusty, by and with the advice and consent of the
Lords Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons in this
present Parlisment assembled, and by the authority
of the kame, as follows: The said Actof the session
of Parlimnent held in the fourteenth and fiffcenth
years of the reign of Her Majesty, chapter sixty,
shall lie and the same is hereby repealed : Provided,
that such repeal shall not nor shall anyihing in this
Act, contained be deemed in any way to authorise
or sanction the conferring or atterapting to confur
any rank, title, or precedence, autherity, or juris-
diction on or over any subject of this renlm by nny
person or persons in or out of this renlm, other than
the Sovercign thercof.

Letters from France announce the probabi.
lity of the speedy ascent of Heari V. to the
throne. The ucts, which under the meaning-
less term of Republicanism, have been perpe-
trated in Paris, Liyons, and Marseilles of late,
deserve not only the stern condemnation of all,
but alse a hearty opposition in a universal ery
for Legitimucy, irom the Christian eivilized
world. e can understand the solicitude,
which is affected for the future of France by a
portion of the non-Catholic (thereby infidel)
press. The advent of Heori V. by Divine
right to the throne, would be the knell of Pro.
testant and infidel dictatorship to Rome. We,
Catholics, seck not to disguise our motives.
We are of Divine right, and therefore we have
po fears for the future of France; nor have we
need of specious words of vapor to conceal our
real sentiments.  Catholicity has glorified
France; Communism—the child of Protest-
antism—Mhas disgraced her. Henri V. is the
representdtive of Catholic France; therefore he
is the representative of the glory of France;
therefore we say, Gop save HEnrI, KiNg or
Fraxce.

Gambetta has been rejected by the Repub-
lioans, as a cindidate for the Assembly, not-
withstanding his declaration, that his views
were those of Louis Blane. Such a declara-
tion does not enlighten us much. Is he a
member of the bourgeoisic or does he attach
himself to the proletaives. Of one thing we
are certuin ; that is, that Louis Blane is 2 So-
cialist.

They lacked the;chivalric-tone
of - old, when' the Lords of England advanced
their country, to a foremost place among the
Nations. 'The = allusions to Canads, coming
from such distinguished noblemen, were simply
ridiculous, We must of necessity, follow” in
the wake of the Imperial Parliament, and ac-
cept the Treaty, and then we eat humble-pic.

Tt would baffle the ingenious malignity even
of the Montreal Witness to show that Roman-
ism is responsible for the degraded moral con-
dition of the Scotch rural—not urban—districts.
In these Catholic Lrish are to'be found in large
numbers, but not so in the rural districts,
whose population is almost exelusively Pro-
testant, and whose moral condition was laid
before the General Assembly of the Free
Church of Scotlind by one of its members,
Dr. Julius Wood, in a document on ¢ The
State of Religion and Morals.” We copy from
the report published in the London Times :—

«Jllegitimacy"—suys this official document—* was
however a dark spot in the moral aspect of the
country” (Scotland). ¥ Every fifth child—the Italics
are our own—-" Jorn in the county of Kirkudbright for
the last quarter of 1870 was illegitimate ; the illegitimate
births being 203 per cent. The next fo it was Banfl
which showed 196 per cent illegitimates, Reports varied
as to the religious and moral condition of farm ser-
vants, but on the whole they were deteriorting as
n class.”

These be it remembered are the formal ut-

terances of the Free Church of Scotland itself,
not the forgeries of enemies of  Protestantism ;
and such awful revelations of the gencral im.
morality of a Protestant country should cer-
tainly suggest to our evangelical contemporaries,
the propriety of reticence, or, in scriptural
phraseclogy, «“of drawing it mild” when en-
larging upon the debasing influences of the
confessional, the soul destroying effects of
Popery, and when holding up to reprobation
the immoralitics and short-comings of these
horrid Irish Romanists. We subjoin some
editorial comments of the London T'ines on the
peculiar or characteristic viees of Calvinistic
Seotland—drunkenness and unchastity :—

It is part of the political good fortune of Scotland
thas the relations between Church and State, which
50 long embittered the Irish question, are now al-
most excluded north of the Tweed from the sphere
of public controversy. The two great religious
bedics which divide Dbetween them the spiritual
dominion over the Scottish natien are in the habit
of holding the annual sittings of their General As-
scmblics at Edinburgh towards the end of May. We
report elsewhere the proceedings of these influential
Ecclesiastical Parliaments for the present year.

Both the Established Church and the Free Church
have placed upon record a sad confession of moral
delinquencies with which the ordinary influences of
religion have proved inadequate to cope. The Gen-
eral Assembly of the first-named body received the
Report of a committee on intemperance, which tra-
velled rather ount of the obvious track to deplore re-
cent alleged revelations of dipsomaniac  habits
among the higher ranks of society—a development
of vice which, whether real or imaginary, is not
likely to comc wiler the cognizance or to be sub-
ject to the control of Ministers of the Church of
Scotland. The General Assembly of the Free
Church chose a more pertinent subject to deal with
in a Report on ¢ the State of Religion and Morals,”
presented by Dr. Wood, of Dumfrics, which recorded
at once the commencement of & religious revival
along the enstern coast of Scotland, and the preva-
lence of mora} degradation apparently beyond the
reach of any such partial and spasmodic movement.
While drunkenness iz acknowledged to Dbe more
than ever destructive, sexual immorality in some
Scotch countiex has attained an unparaileled preva-
lence among a peaceable and religious community ;
in Kirkcudbright the proportion of illegitimate
births is more than one out of five, in Banff it is
barely a fraction less. Attention has been prinei-
pally directed to the condition of the agricultural
labourers, who, wretchedly housed, and herded
togetlier for reasons of cconomy, are “ deteriorating
asa class.” It is somewhat melancholy to note
that the Churches have no practical remedies to
offer. While the Established Church amuses itself
with specnlating about the increase of tippling
among fine ladics, the Free Church passes by the
testimony which shows the prevalence of intemper-
ance and immorality with the trite observation,
“ on all hands the Wlighting influence of worldliness
is but too apparent.” We cannot easily connect the
provcd deterioration of the labouring classes with
#the luxurious style of living of the present day.”
It is not luxurious nbodes, or plentiful meals, or
gay dresses which have given the peasants and
working people of Kirkeudbright and Bantfshire
their unenvinble pre-cminence in the statistics of
vice,

But for which the so-called ¢ Churches have
no practical remedies to offer.”” How should
they have any such 7 The sacraments are the
divinely ivstituted channels of divine grace, by
the aid of which alone man can suecessfully
resist and overcome the world, the flesh, and
the devil. Now these sacraments, with the ex-
ception of baptism, no Protestant commiunity
can offer to its members ; is it then to be won-
dered at that they sink to the morul condition
of the Gentiles in the days when Christ came
to earth to redeem man, and restore him to his
lost estate !

GABRIELLE ANDRE: An Historical Novel—
By S. Baring Gould, M A, - Messrs. Daw-
son Bros., Montreal,

« There is,” says the author in his preface,
“ a side to the history of the French Revolu-
tion which is too generally overlooked—its
ecclesinstical side.” It is his object to give his
view of this side.

This view is that of one who apparently is
an Anglican, discontented with the relations
actually existing betwixt his seet and the State,
and with the abject subserviency of the former
to the civil magistrate. He strangely therefore

lauds the so-called Constitutional Church, of

France‘which the National Aésémﬁj of 89

tried to set up, and which in a few years col.
lapsed, the majority of the so-called Bisheps
| and clergy of whom the’ vile thing was made
up, formally renouncing at the bar of the Con-
vention, the religion of Christ, and surrender-
ing such spiritual authority as they possessed,
to the civil power from whence they had re-
ceived it. It is indeed passing strange, that an
Anglican of High Church proclivities, and a
denouncer of Erastionism should see aught te
laud in that the Erastian, and most contempti-
ble of all State established religions that the
world has seen since the overthrow of Paganism.

His heroes, for he has two, are the Abbe
Gregoire the “soul” of the Constitutional
Chureh, and = priest of the name of Lindet,
who bullies his bishop, and reads Jean Jacques
Rousseau. Of course such a man apostatizes,
and accepts a government situation as bishop
in the constitutional church which the National
Assembly created. The trials of this exem-
plary priest form the subject matter of Mr.
Gould’s novel interspersed with scenes of the
great Revolution, interesting in themselves, and
out of which the author might have composed
a good story, but which he hus marred in the
telling.

Abuses there were in the Church in France
before the Revolution ; unworthy men were by
the Crown often appointed to posts of dignity,and
raised to situations which they were unworthy to
hold. But this wasowing to the influence of the
lay element in the government of the Church,
and to its jealousy of, and resistance to Papal
authority. The reform that the Church
nceded was one which should have purged it of
its national and Erastian taint, and brought it
into closer connection with Rome, and more im-
plicit obedience to the Pope, for just'in pro-
portion as any ccclesiastical organisation sc-
cedes from Rome, it becomes corrupt, and in
aiming at being ¢ National” so it ceases to be
Catholic. What the Revolution did for the
Church in France was to release it from one
form of State influence to subject it to another
and more degrading form—a form which made
inevitable that which under the «ncien regime
was only occasional—to wit, the filling of high
ecclesiasticul offices with the very worst mem-
bers of society. This the author recognises, and
thereby he pusses sentence of condemnation on
that vile mockery of the Catholic Church
which the Revolution tried to set up. For in-
stance in speaking of the practical results of
making the offices of parish priest, and bishop
elective by the people, he admits that « those
who had most power in the clectoral college
were the men of advanced philosophic opinions”
i.e. Voltairians—¢ whereas these with deep re-
ligious sentiment were nowhere.”—p. 198,
The result may be imagined. The vilest crea-
tures of the Regency and of the government of
Louis XV. were not so vile as those who were
raised to ecclesiastical office in the Constitutional
Chureh by the most sweet voices of an infidel
demoeracy. We cannot therefore conscien-
tiously commend a work written in support of
a most dumgerous theory—to wit, that the
safety of Christianity is to be found in demo-
cracy, and in the overthrow of the central,
monarchical anthority of the Pope.

Thus cnded a year which has been more
prosperous than any of those which have pre-
ceded it. One hundred and sixty-one boarders,
besides one hundred and sixty day-scholurs,
have been received since lust September; and,
at the end of the scholastic year, the number
of boarders was 30 per cent. greater than last
year. This success is all the more remarkable,
if we consider the peculiur difficulties with
which this institution has to cope. The
balance is almost even between English-speak-
ing and French-speaking boys; so that every
teacher must be conversant with both languages,
—and though French is the language of the
clagsical course, still in many of the Latin
classes all important matters must be explained
also in English. The difference of nationalities
might, with less careful management, have been
the cause of ill-fecling among so large a number
of boys; but, thanks to the good spirit infused
into them, the events of the past year have
teken quite an opposite course. The St.
Patrick’s Society, and the ¢ Societe St. Jedn
Buptiste,” hold grand meetings on and before
their respective festivals, and cach time there
was at least one representative of the other na-
tionality who was honored with a place in the
councils of the youthful nution. This cordiality
was so remarkable that the Irish representative
who spoke on the feast of St. John the Baptist,
did not hesitate to assert that he had never
heard during the past year a single expression
indicative of antagonism between the two
races.

Six dramatic entertainments were given dur-
ing the year, with a view to * teach the young
idea how to'" speak. The first was half-English,
half-French ; the second Freneh, for Meurd:
Gras; the third English, for St. Putrick’s
Day ; the fourth, French, as a compliment to
the Archbishop of Quebec; the fifth and sixth
took place on the 23rd and 27th of June.—
“Les Enfunts d’Edouard,” by Casimir Dela-
vigne, was played on the 23rd, with a perfeetion
which one could not reasonably have expected
from boys. During all the third act, the au-
dience were literully breathless with compas-
sionate interest and feartul sympathy for those
poor victims of the Tower; and when the cur-
tain dropped on the assassination scene, two
or three young ladies fainted through fright.—
The seven actors in this drama were all re.
markably successful; but the two children,
(Achille Dorion and Louis Belanger), with
their uncle, the Duke of Glocester, (Ulderie
Beauregard), were the eynosure of cvery eye.
Beauregard, who has just completed his second
year of Philosophy, did full justice to the
genius the author has displayed in his character
of the villanous, double-tongued Regent. The,
actor won for himself the admiration, and for
the man whomghe personified, the detestation
of his hearers. We were especially pleased
with the correct pronunciation of all the per-
formers, and with their skilful handling of the
Alexandrine verse.

Ou the 27th, the audience was not as large
as it had been on the eve of “La St. Jean-
Baptiste ;” but, if we may judge from our own
impressions and those of our friends, the play
was admirably conducted. The acting was not
so perfect as in the Freneh drama, but, on the
other hand the general tendency of ‘¢ Puners-
tius, or the Boy-Martyr” was more elevated,
and more apt to teach precious lessons of mo-
rality. Notwithstanding the great number of
performers (ninetcen speaking characters), the
chianges of scene were fuultlessly exccuted.—
Devlin, as Sebastian, Harker, as Pancratius,
Magee, as Fabiolus, Purcell, as Syrus, were
quitc up to the mark. McKinney's acting,
though energetic, was at first not quite natural
cnough. Monseigneur Pinsoncault patronized
this exhibition of scholastic prowéss, and had
the pleasure of hearing his nephew declaim
Calpurnius’s absurd history of the Christians,
extracted verbatim from ¢ Fabiola.” The
comic scene between Marron and Turley, in
their respective parts of Corvinus and Herman,

Porare Bre.—The Windsor Record und Juurnal
says an experiment was made a few days ago with
carbolic disinfecting powder on some potatocs which
were swarming with the pests. The powder was
only put on twenty hills and cleared them at once,
though the remuining hills continued to swarny with
the bugs. A correspondent of the Toronto Leader
gives the following remnedy as being very efficneious
—Mix carbolic acid (phenic acid) and water in the
proportion of 1 winc-glassful of carbolic acid .to a
quart of water, and sprinkle the tops of the potatoes.
The leaves, it s said, will not Le injured by the mix-
ture, Ubjections have heen made to using Paris
Green to kill the bugs, on the ground that it may
injure the whelesomeness of the fruit, but we huve
brard of no bad effects arising from the use of it.
Others object to the use of carbolic in any form, as
damaging to plant life.

In the neighbourlivod of Dunaville, the Gazette
learns the wheat crops, expecially fall wheat, pro-
mise to be almost unprecedented.  The spring crops
generally suffered severely from the want of rmain in
the carly part of scason, but the recent copious
showers have been of great benefit, and the farmers
are now by no means so despondent as they were a
few wecks ago. The hay crops appear io have
suffered the most, and will searcely be an average
crop.

Boncaverox, OxT., June 26.—The Colorado potato
bug made its appearance in the west end of the vil-
lage yesterdny afternoon in swarms, They at once
settled on the potato vines, and in the course of an
hour the vines were covered on the under side with
eggs. Before 10 p. m. the eggs were hatched, and
the bugs commenced to craw] sbout the leaves,  The
swarm came in a hody, and in such numbers that
they were at once noticed.

The Woodstock Ieview says, that in Oxford many
farmurs have alrendy commenced cutting their bay
crop, which it regrets to sny will not avernge over
onu-hnlf the usual quantity per acre. The grain
crops have been materially injured by the continued
dry weatlier, but should the balance of the season
turn out faveurable, an average yicld of grain may
yet be looked forward to. From the very acceptable
showers received during the early part of the week,
& vast deal of benefit will acerue.

Despite the gloomy predictions of farmers, the
Almonte Gazetle shys there will be at least an average
bay crop upon good bottoms. Grain, although
spotted somewhnt from an imperfect braird, owing
to the peculiar wenthor during secding time, bids
very fairly, while there has been fully an average
breadth sown. Clay land suffered a good deal dur-
ing the drouth, but where in good tilth, are rapigd-
ly overtaking the season. Root crops, although
rather Inte, are healthy and premising,

AxomiEr PEst—A correspondent writes :—% In
your last week's paper 1 see terrible accounts of the
potato Leetle. It don't frighten us, because the
grasshoppers we have by the bushel are so much
warse than they (the becetles) can be. The loss of
the potato crop is smull, indeed, ta what grasshop-
pers can do.  West of Simeoe for twelve miles, and
ns far south as Lake Kric, there is scarcely a patch
of clover left.  Wheat is stripped of every leaf ; and
wlien the wind blows we have fields of waving grain
and grasshoppers from three to seven on a head.
They are not more than half grown, and as yet their
wings are not developed. Our pasture fields and
rordsides are bure—not even thistles and weeds lLeft,
with the exception of the sorrel ; and like an invad-
ing army, still they come, worse than the Fenians,
for you cannot{drive them back. By digging trenches,
which are soon filled hy them, we get rid of some,
for they cannot get out ; and & curious sight it is to
sce several bushels in a pit, reemingly trying to
scratch each other's eyes out, But still they come.”

Since the for"y.) vote of the Assembly re-
moving the “agabilities of the Bourbons, nothing
further *p the way of re-establishing 2 monar-
ohi%ua] form of government has been done,  The
* alesire to but up with any form of Government
—=even that of M. Thiers and his visionary
Republic—auntil such time as the commerce
and industry of the country will be re-estab-
lished upon something of its old footing, seems
to be gaining ground, notwithstanding that 81
Republican deputies have signed an address
condemnatory of the late procecdings of the
Monarchists, There is no doubt that tran-
quillity is the most absolute need of Fraunce at
present. Her national debt has been increased
in consequence of the expenses of the war and
the Prussian indemnity by £350,000,000.
There is also a deficit in the treasury, owing to
the stoppage of business and consequent non-
payment of taxes during the war. To meet
this, a loan of £400,000,000 has been proposed,
" and additional taxes to the amount of £15,000,-
000 are to be levied annually, to pay the in-
terest upon the loan. Enpormous as is this
additional burthen upon the people, there can
be little doubs that; it will be borne eheerfully
provided no eivil discord or political intrigues
interfere to clieck - the progress of commerce
and industry. The remains of the murdered
Archbishop have been interred with great pomp
and demonstrations of public sympathy; and
the trials of the capturcd Communist lcaders

are proceeding.

Tue Seikir or DMARTYRDOM, — Another
touching incident is recorded by the Jowrnal
des Debats. M. Guerrin, a member of the
Coliege of Forcign Missions, was confined in
cell No. 22, the nest eell, No. 21, being occu-
pied by a layman, married and the father of a
family. During the night following the mur-
der of the Archbishop, the Abbe Guerrin ob-
served to his neighbour that it was improbable
that any pains would be taken to establish the
identity of the prisoners about to be executed,
and that as lic himselt’ was in the dress of &
layman and had let his' beard grow, it would
be very possible for him to take the place of
the other, if the name of the latter should he
called for exceution. His owa life, he urged,
wus comparatively unimportant, and his death
would be merely an antieipation of the martyr-
dom to which he looked forward in the future,
and which he had already sought in China,
whereas the life of his neighbour was most im-
portant to his wite and children. It is almost
needless to say that the offer wus not accepted,
though repeatedly and perseveringly pressed
with the most perfeet simplicity, as though
there were nothing but what was most natural
aud ordinary in the sucrifice proposed. It was
fortunately not called for, for they were de-
livered after the Hight of the Commmune, and
M. Guerrin will earry back to the Hotel des
Missions Ktrangeres a fresh illustration of the
spirit which brings forth the fruit of martyr-
dom.

Epuvcarion v FRANCE—As soon as the
French Legislature is able to scttle down to its
work, perhaps the most vital question which
must occupy it is that of primary ecducation.
Tt is, therefore, only natural that the Catholic
journals should reproduce at length the joint
Pastoral recently issued by the English Episco-
pate.  We have seen, written in bleod and
flame, the lust word of a civilization nunrtured
on Secularist principles—of a populuce from
whose education, if education it can be called,
God and religious sanetions have been banished.
It will be for the France of the future to de-
¢ide whether the Christian education of the
the lower classes is to be encouraged or ham-
pered. The whole law on publie instruction,
but at first prineipally the clauses bearing on
higher education are to be reported on by a
speeial commission, and among the naes of its
members are those of the Duc de Broglie, M.
Paul Besson, and M, de Coreelles,

Tne FreNcit AssEMBLY.—The Assembly
at Versailles is beginning scriously to take in
hand the work of reconstruction. It hus
.already decided on compulsory service for the
army without the system ‘of substitutes,
although M. Thiers was strongly for retaining
the latter. Apropos of the suppression of the
National Guard, public attention has been
dirctted to an opinion of Mirabeau's very un-
favourable to such an institution, as being a
danger to the State.  The committee appointed
to consider the conduct of the Government of
Nutional Defence has reported in fuvour of a
full enqyuiry, which General Trochu claims; as-
serting that, if' he and his colleagucs have
failed, they have « right to a verdict of «ex-
tenuating circumstances,” an admission against
which M. Arago strongly protests.

Panis Conyunists.—M. Alphonse Duudet

- publishes some ‘sketches in tlie Soir of the
principal Paris Communists as they used to ap-
peur at the Cafe de Madrid before the present
revolution gave them a Ruropean celebrity.
This cafe, he says, was the head-quarters of
the literary und artistic Bohemians of the city.
The appearance of a new journal or novel, the
opening of the sulon, & quarrel between two
poets, a petit duel 1n the island of St. Ouen
avec effusion de piguette—such were the great
cvents of the place.  As for polities, they were
but little talked of, although the celebritics of
the Commune were among the most assiduous
frequenters of the eafe; but these young men
looked like anything but dictators, and they
seemed themselves to have no aspirations-in
that direction. Valles, sipping his absinthe,
chatted, laughed, end looked about for types
for his book Les Refractiives. He had talent,
but his mind wanted clasticity and imagina-
tion, and his vocabulary was very limited, the
words ¢ flag, rags, and bayonets” coming up
at every moment to give a false sparkle to his
phrases. At the same time, he had " ¢ great
individuality of stylé, a' certain joyous ferocity,
* & wip of his own, and u sufficient knowledge of

toa

was unhappy, and who bears a grudge to man-
kind begause when he was little he wore ridi-
culous clothes made of his father’s old coats.”
Next to Valles used to sit the stout  painter,
Courbet, “a conventiona peasant puffed up
with pride and Dbeer.” Vermorel, “a
tall, thin youth with spectacles”’ walked
about distributing copies of his first
book. Paschal Grousset, ¢ a curled dandy,
with that deplorable gift of writing and
conversation which is called facility,” did novels,
chronigies, and seientific articles for the Figaro,
and aspired above all to make a noise in the
world,. Further on, in the midst of a group of
admirers, might be seen Delescluze, ¢ the Hadji
of demoeracy,” just returned from . Cayenne.
« Delicate and nervous like an  Arabian horse,
he reminded me, with his profile like a cameo,
his feverish gestures, his fanatical blue eyes
looking so young under their white laslies, of a
chief of Abd-cl-Kader's regulars whom I knew
in Algeria.” Finally, after Rochefort had found-
od the Marscillaise, the cate was inundated by
a crowd of students, improvised journalists,
and Republican pedants, wearing St. Just cra-
vats and Robespierre waisteoats.  Such ave the
people, concludes M. Daudet, who have for the
last twelvemonth attempted to lead Franmce.—

RevonsTioNAry Prors, — The defeat of
Compunisia in Paris has had its effect in Italy,
and it is not unlikely that the remmants of
those of the party who have cscaped from
I'rance will make some attempt here.
