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FATHER BURKE'S LECTURE

1N ANSWER TO

“Froude’s Last Words.”

From the N. Y. Metropolitun Record.)

Ou Tuesday ovening D2cember 17th, the
Brooklyn Academy of Music was again liter-
ally jammed to hear Father Burke's final ar-
gument in answer to Mr. Froude. The sub-
jeot was * The Last Words of Froude.” The
lecture below will show how ably and ther-
oughly the Reverend I'ather finished the dis-
oussion and the falsifier of Irish history and
character. The leoture was given for the
benefit of St. Mary's Hospital in Dean street,
and must have realized a very large sum, as
the immense cdifice was filled te its utmost
capacity, hundreds boing compelled to depart
without udmission,

On the stage werc very wmany prowminent
clergymen and citizens, among whom we ob-
served the Right Rev. Bishop Lyuch, of
Charleston; the Rev. Fathers Uorcoran, Le-
ocuf, Larkin, Taff, McDonell, Cassidy, Me.
Guire, McGuinness, McShay, Nevin and Me
Qarthy, and ex-Gov. Lowe, of Maryland, Hen.
Wm. E. Robinson, Cornslius Dever, sy,
Judge Pratt, ITuxh MeLaughlie, Esq., snd
Robt, A. Furey, Ksy. Father Burke spoke
as follows:

Lapies AND GENTLEMEN: I need vot tell
you that this world in which we live is a very
changeable world. We have seen s0 1nuny
changes ourselves in our own day that we have
learned to be astonished at nothing. We have
seen but a few years—only four years ago
France, reputed the bravest and the most pow.
erful patien in Burope, to-day France is down
in the dust and there is not one thut is poor
enough to do glorious France homor. So in
like manner a few years ago, when Lord Pulm-
erston was at the head of the English ministry,
Englund was considered one of the most influ-
entlal and one of the most powerful nations of
Europe : und to-day we seo how things ars
changed. In our own time we remember,
whenever England had any argument to state,
any theory of a national kind to propound, any
cause to defend, she sent her fleets and she
sent her armies. Even as lato as 1853 she
bad an argument with the Emperor of Russiz,
and she sent her fleeta and armies to discuss
the question at the point of the sword. Lator
atill, a few moanths I may say ngo, she had an
argument with the Emperor, a3 he was called,
of Abyssinia, and she sent her army there. to
try couclusions and to reason with him. To-
doy, my fricnds, she has a2a argument with
1reland, and instead of dobating with Ireland
by sending some Cromwell over there nt the
head of an army to argue with the Irish, with
the bible in epe hand and the sword in the
other, she sends over to America a talking man
to talk it over. (Laughter.) She reminds
me in this of & man who was cnoe in Gelway

o had a guarrel with a friend of his, and he
went and he tried to settle the quarrel tairly
like a man, and be got a good trashing.—
(Laughter.} Axnd when he got ap after being
knocked down several times, he said: “ T see I
am not able for you, but I'll tell you what I
will do. My wife has the dovil's own tongue
and I would like to'let ber at you." (Great
laugbter,) Fingland has tried issues with my
pative land for many a long eantury; for 700

cars on the national question, or 360 years on
the still more important religious question. On
the religious question England Las been beaten,
and on the national question, although we have
nat yet triumphed, she has never been able to
knock the nationality out of Ireland. (Great
applause.) So what does she do my friends?
The days are past and gone when che could
send her Cromwell or her Willium of Orange
1o Ireland, and to-doy she has nothing better
to fall back upon than to send an Englishman
‘over to America to abuse us——(laughter)—to
try and make out that we are the most ungov-
ernable and the most God-abandoned race on
the face of the enrth, ' So he comes and he de-
livers his message. When first he came he
told the people of America, if you remem.
ber-—you all remember it as well as I do—
that he intended, as fur as he ceuld, to justify
Englund’s treatmeat of Ireland; and aconse-
quently, that this was his intention, is clearly
manifested by the simple fact that he has gone
into the hiatery of the whole relutions between
England and Ireland. He has gone through
them all; he begun with the Norman invasion,
and he came down to the gre&ont year, for the
sole and avowed purpose of whitewashing Kag-
land ag far as he could, and make out that ghe
was net 50 bad as people were inclined to’ be-
lieve she was. Aund when he was met on this
great issue, my friends, Mr, Proude turns
areund and says: * Youare slightly mistaken;
T don't want a verdict from the American peo-

| ple to justify England, to put England inthe

confessional and make her kneel down.and get
a" plenary absolution for ‘all’ that England' did

to Treland. That is ‘not my  intention-at-all.

,

My intention is, and the verdict I scek is sim-
ply this: There ia a movement going on in
Ireland now called the Home Rule agitation.
* Irishmen,"” he says, « are beginning at home
to say that they have the right to make theix
own laws. They say it is not right nor fair nor
just that the things that could be so well done
at home should be so badly done in London b;

men who know very little about Ireland an

who care less. * Now,” he says, “I oome te
America simply to obtain the verdict of om
Amcrioan public opinion to this effect: that
the Irish don't kunow how to govern them-
selves ; that whatever other virtucs or talents
they muay have, they have not the talent mor
the virtue of self-government; thoy arc met
wise enougl, they are not prudeat enough, they
are noé temperate enough, they are not sufi-
ciently civilized nor sufficiently tolorant to gqv-
ern themselves, and I ask the American people
to send over word to she Irish. “ Now boys,
havesense.”  (Lauglhter.) * You don't know
what is for your own good—you never did acd
Mr. Froude hias brought it home to us. You
may have a great many virtues, nnd he acknow-
ledges that you bave some, but you have no
sense at all.  'We have the sense ond the Eng-
lish people have twice us much semse nad ol
ways had, 28 you have. They know how to
govern you benutifully —sweetly, Leave your-
sclves entirely in their bands and they will
make the finest laws for your own special bene-
fit. They love you like the apple of their eye.
They are anxious to see Ireland prosperoua,
wealthy, rick and powerful ; they ere very
anxious to give you all they bave tlcmselves
nud 3 great deal more. Mr. Froude says:
All you have to do now is to kesp yourscives
quict, leave the Parliament whero it is and
leave the Parliament over there, Let the
Inglish members and the Sootch members,
who liave n sweeping majority—let them muke
luws for you, oud these will be salutary and
beautiful laws for Treland. You don’t know
anything about your own interests and prinei-
ples of government; you don't understand your
own country.” And he expscts Americu, like
an old woman, to scod over this advies to Ire-
land, (Laughter,) '

It is oot with Mr, Froude's facts in detail
so much I have to deal as with the spirit of
the man  In bLis reply to my lecturcs he dis-
tinetly states that he does not seck justification
for Kogland's past conduct, but that he is bere
in America to rouse American public opinion
against the principle, so dear to Irishmen, that
they have and thut God has given them the
intelligence and capability to mako their own
laws and to be goverued by them. (Applause.
He has traced Engludd's dealings with Irelsnd,
and he has traced them, no doubt in a inaster-
ly munner—1I wish to God I could do it half aa
well. (Laoghter.) But,wy friends, through-
out, the leading 1dea of this bistotian, clearly
manifested and avowed by him, is to bring
home to every thinking man in this dand the
conviction that we Irish did not know how to
govern ourselves, He says: “ Thoy buve had
the country in their own handa for oenturies,
and how did they govern it? The chieftaics
were harassing the very life out of the people.
Ireland was divided into factions; and, in-
deed,” he weut on to say, in a manner that
doed not reflect aredit upon the man ; ¢ every
family ia the land had its owa independence
and governed itself. Ireland was divided inte
small factions; each faction hud its own ohief-
tain, nrd every .chiefiain was engaged from
Monday morning till Saturday night, includ-
ing Sunday, in cutting somcbody else’s throas
and getting his people to help it along.” Ao-
cerding to Mr, Froude, it was a miracle from
God that there were n hundred people left in
Irelaad st the time when there were thros,
four, and five millions, What would you aay,
my friends, if I went back to Ireland, or Eug-
land, after my ycar's residence in New York,
and if Ieaid in a public lecture, “Do you
know what life is in New York and Brooklyn ?
Every family is independent, and every father
of o famwily, with his sons, are engaged
day in outting their neighbor's throats, and I will
give you proof of it in their own newspapers,”
They tell me that at this moment there are
eighteen or twenty men in jail in New York
for murder; how in the saloons and drinking
places they stab one another, and they shoot
one another ; they tell us how men are kudoked
down in the stret; how a gentleman faom Ken-
tucky wulked out of his hotel, and sight nor
light of him was ever seen sgain; how the
people are barbarians and savages, « worse than
the red Indians.””

Was the principle of devotion

to the throne so fixed in their minds ? No!—

for at the wave of Cromwell's sword all England

bowed before him, and the Englishmen cheered

him in the day when he out off the hoad of
England’s king, - :

What principle- is there revealed in the phi-
losophy of their history for which that people
were evor prepared to suffer, much less to die?
Now, the whole history of the Irish race, from
the day their history commences down o this
hour, is the assertion of an eternal principle,
no matter at what sacrifice or at what cost.

[Applause.]
The first and the strongest principle that can

govern the heart and the mind and the con-
scicnce of any man, and consequently of any
people, is their fidelity to what they know tobe
the truth and their duty to God. Unless you
admit this religious principle in the mind and
in the codscience of the man with “whom you
have to deal, the fess you have to say to him-—
the less you trust him—the better. Tell me,
my friends, is there a man amongst you who
would place say $10,000 on trust, dependingon
the honor of & man who told you he had no re-
ligious principle - whatever; that he had no
rulesroverning his conscience; that hedid not
care that [snapping his fingers] for religion ?
You would take good care to keep your money
out of his hands.

Treland for fifteen hundred years has held
the Catholic fuith amoungst the nations.  The
Catholic faith hasthrec effects, operating upon
‘the man, and, consequently, upon the people
who profissit. First of all, it acts npon the,}
intellect s a conviction of the strongest kind,
the intellect assenting to its truths; secondly,.

T assert that the Catholic religion alone pos-
sesses this triple influénce over the intelligence,
heart and cooscience of man, and I will prove
itin three words—aithough it does not enter
into the subject of my lecture. = First of all, it
acts upou the intellect alone amongst all relig-
ions. The Catholio religion alone tells a man
what to believe, and tells him that with so much
certainty that he is not at liberty to change it.

He Las no fixed principic of belief ; he has
no real unchanged intcllectual fuith at all; his
mind is like the general bighway where every
traveller can pass along. The Catholic religion
alove influcnees the heart, and I sssert this for
her on the simple grounds that she zlone tukes
hold of the beart of 2 man 2nd fixes it forever
in one form of affection or love; if she calls
that man to the priesthood, she consecrates him
forever to the love of the Ghurch, the altar and
the souls of his brethren..

Docs Mr. Froude tell me or tell America that a
peopie Lhat have stood in the gap. for six hup@red
years, faithful to the first principle, the religious
principle, the principle that includes.every other
form of virtue and principle, and which, if & mun is
faithful to it, will make him honest, npright, faith-
ful in his commercial, domestic, civil and national
relations—does this man mean to tell me that a
people that have never shown that fidelity of prin-
ciple, cither to faith, country, or king, are fitted by
the Almighty God to govern and to make laws for
such a people as the Irish?- (Applause) It is
worthy of remark, my dear friends, that even their
loyalty to the Ling thcy carrivd, as Catholicg, into
their relations of life. Where were there s people
so loyal even to the kings who were unjust to them?
I scarcely mention it to their praise—I scareely
look upon it as praiseworthy, but I must say it.
Whenever England revolted agninst ber king, Ire-
land stood by acd said, “I will not change; if he
was my king yesterday, he's my king to-day, and I
will be faithful.” Charles'I. was king in Trcland;
Eugland rebelled ngainst him; Parlisment rosc
against him, but Ireland came out Jike onc man
and raid, # This rean hias done nothing to forfeit my
allegiance. I will not give up my loyalty. James
fled from England,and the Eunglish people said,
# Well, let bim go. (Dear knows they were right.)
But poor, feelish Ireland, strong in the principle of
loyalty, (strong on principle) suid, I will fight for
him ; he's my king; if he was my king yesterduy,
nnd I was obliged to abey him, why shall 1 nat obey
him to-day?” 5o they took him, fonght for him,
bled for him profusely. I mention this ouly toshow
you that Mr. Froude's argument agninst Ireland's
right to self-government is bused on the Irish want
of principle, and to gather up his assertions from
out the history of England, and I {ling them into
bis face,and I tell him to go home with them.
(Great applause.)

The Irish pecople have shown the four great at-
tributes which entitle a people to self-government,
viz.: they not enly bave love of jurtive und obe-
dience of law, but they love the law that they hold,
provided it be a just and natural law ; they let it
sink inte their lives ; they are willing to conform
all their actions to it, and their love for good law is
only recond to the love which they bear to their
religion. And this I shell prove For four hun-
dred years England strove witk might and rmuin to.
chunge the laws of Ircland and she failed. From
the year Strongtow landed in 1169, until that year
in the sixteenth century when Henry VIIL was pro-
claimed King of Iveland, after many hundred yenrs,
the Irish people, in spite of all the efforts of Eng-

threy were right, T tell you, my {riends, that there
is one portion of Irish history whieh is not sufficient-

the Pregident .of the United States, who is clected
for four yenrs. )

Tell
ug who he is and we will put bim in the Presidential
chair and make him for the time being the supreme
.magistrate and ruler of the land, If you go back
amongst the'ancient nations you will find nothing
like this antil you come npon the ancient Coltic
Constitution of Irclnnd. There, my frionde, will
you.find the vory model and type of that glorions
government. which-Washington, Jefferson and the.
other Lieroes of your Revolutionary war established
for the happiness of this land, '[Applause] 'They
found the modcl'of the American Constitation in
the anciemt Cultio Constitution of Ireland.  The Innd
-wag divided into five great portions and each portion
was recogdized 88 an indepecndent State. Munshr,
Connanght, Ulster, Leinster and  Meath, perfectly
indeperdent one¢'from the other. They were gov-
crned by prest chieftaing who were elected by every
man in the land. - Every man had a voice nnd vote,
The tribe clected their-chief ; the tiibe elected the
.man who was to -succeed th¢ clieftain, and these
five great nations or tribes cnjoyed on. the Dema.
cratic principle their State rights and 8tate indepen-
dence.

I asserted, not
upon my own authority, but I expressly said that I
heard men say that there werc probably fourteen
millions of human beings of Irish descent and Ivish
blood in this land of America, making up the account
of the millions that went from Ireland. I assertud
that perhaps there were eight millions of pcople who
came to this country.” Mr. Froude totted the eight
up to fourteen and then made it twenty-two. That
hiad not entered my head, but he was kind enough
to lend mc the nse of his brains, Then Mr. Froude
eame ont with his account, and secording to him of
all the millions in America there ate only four mil-
lions zltogether with o drop of Irish Llood in their
veing, Well, perhaps, I overshiot the mark a little,
but I protest to you I do not think I did. I thigk
that if all the men, women and children of Irish
descent were put together, men would be greatly
surprised to sce how many. millions they would fold
up. Friends, we were in Ircland only nine miilious
and 3 quarter iz 1846 ; there is not half that number
in Ireland to-day and there has not been for some
years. It is acknowledged that one and a balf or
two millions may have hieen sweptaway by visitation
of God by the-ternrible fumine or pestilence that have
ensued, bat still you have to acconnt for three @r
four millions that must bave emigrated, gone some-
where,  Where are they then7  Sinee thu year 1847
every yoar hundreds of thousands have been sent
out to Amecrice. They must be found somewliere.

lies, tea. . It was only the other day I got a letter
from an eld school-frllow, a play-mate of mine, who
came to this country some years ago, In his letter
he snid : * Dear Father Tom : Glad to hear you are
wetl ; T married since I rame to America and there
are eight of them onthe floor” [Laughter.] Tt has
Leen &lmost proved Ly statistics published in an
Irish journal it New York this very wenk, that there
must be at least some twelve millions of Irish des-

Parlinment of England robelled against the King,

the Scots rebelled against the King though
lLie was onr of (heir own countrymen, and

there was Seoltish blood in his veins, and the Frish
people rose in the name «of the King, and demanded
of him as a roward, literally and traly, I can call it
nothing elee, lenve to Jive in their own land and
exercise their own religion ; and the king promised
he would give it, and the promise was called the
“praces of the king.” A ceitain Trish nobleman,
Sir Phelim O'Neill, headed that rising, and he pro-
duced a docmment purporting to be signed and
scaled by the King of England,and he told them
that he had atthority from the king to call upon
them to riee. That docnment was forged, like many
another document. It was as great a forgery ar the
Gull of Pope Adrian, pretending to give Ireland to
England ; as confourled a forgery as was ever com-
mitted. Sir Phelim O'Neill, when dying, acknow-
ledged that the docement was a forgery. Bt the
Irish people bulieved him when he said it wasa
genuine document, and they arcke in the name of
the king, and Froude calls it a rebellion because it
was a forged document. Buppose some - one brings
n check to you, aud says, * Will you cash that for
me? Ttisall right” You think it is all right, and
cash it. But un presenting it at the bank the Lank-
er takes you by the thront and calls you a thunder-
ing robber ; that the check is a furgery. You say,
“1am very sorry. I am the sufferer. I have lost
wy money. Don't call me a forger” Yet Mr.
Froude callg it & rébellion because the document
was forged, atd he quotes as his authority “that
thirly-eight thousand Protestants were slaughtered,
Sir Jehn Temple,- Now, Mr. Froude knew  very
well, when quoting that authotity, that there was
another English autharity who saye there were two
hundred thiousand Protestants killed, and that was
Sir William Petty. Mr. Froude quotes Sir William
Putty in scveral cases, but he does not quote him
for the two hundred thousand, but pares it down to
thirty-cight thousand.

PASTORAL LETTER OF MGR. DE MONTREAL,
ON THE FORTY HOURS OF 1872-13.

Texatics Bouvrerr, BY THe GRACE ¢F Gop, AND OF
T8 ArosTonio Sz, Bismor or MoxTnmal, &¢., &0.

To the Clergy secular and regular, lo the Religious Com-
munities, and all the fuithful of our Diocess, ealth
and Benediction in Our Lord,

Since the institution of the Forty Hours,
Our Lord im His infinite goodaess has been
pleased N. T. Q. F. yearly to make the tour
of the diocess, passing from town to town,
parish to parish, from one religious community
to another, to evaungelise souls, and to run after
the wandering sheep of the fold of Israel.

Everywhere He shed the benefits of His
love, snd His presence is marked by great
wonders which announce the presence of a God
as good as He is powerful. For sinners are
converted, the just fortified, the lukewarm re-
animated, the weak strengthened, the afflicted
consoled. Must we not thence conclude that
this incomparable Master works to-day in the
¢ Worty Hours" as during His mortal life He
worked when passing through the towns and
hamlets of Judea? The same virtue that then
went out from His adorable person visible to
men, docs jt not to-day breathe from His divine
body hidden beneath the sacred host ?  Virtus
de illo exibat, et sanabat omnes.

Thus, N. T, C. F., a happy experience has
taught you that the Forty Hours ure indeed
times of extraordinary mercy; tempus accepta-
bile, veritable days of joy and salvation, dies
salutis, It is then with you that with the
close of each year joy see them return, and
that you prepare yoursclves with all oare for
the great solemuity so as to share plentifully in
the precious advautages thcreunto attuched.
We have then nothing to say to you, to engage
you to celebrate piously the Forty Hours, since
you bave already acquired that holy custom.
.Still We will not let pass the ordinary epoch
of the opening of the Forty Hours for all the
Diocess without lifting up Our voice to speak
with you about these holy exercises, For this
purpose We are about in this Pastoral Letter
to pause and consider the touching ceremonies
observed in this great solemnity, For, to pious

sares of grace, beneficent clouds which distil
their celestial dew into hearts well prepared,
never drying streams flowing with milk apd
honey, that is to say with abundance of spirit-
ual sweetness, May this instruction be as the
sounding trumpet that announced to the Jews
the return of the great national festivals and
supply the place of the Preacher. For as you
know during the Forty Hours Qur Lord alone
is preacher. Thus you will listen in the in-
terior of your souls with attention; for He is
about to speak to your hearts, and to draw you
to Himself by the ravishing speotacle of the
holy ceremonies. - )

Now all these pious ceremonies have been
instituted by the Churck to teach that Qur
Lord should be honored in the Most Blessed
Saorament as our God ant sovereign muster,
28 Our Saviour and Resdeemer, as our father
and friend, as the companion of our voyage in
the pilgrimage of life. It will then be easy in
the contemplation of these augnst ceremonies
for us to be penetrated with the religjous sen-
timent that should animate all in offering to
the King of Ages, to this ‘God invisible becanse
hidden in His adorable sacrament, all honor
and all glory. Regi saculorum immortali et
invisthill soli Deo_honor et gloria in secula
seculorum. Amen.

We will enter then into the spirit of these
hely ceremonies and try and seize their mean-
ing, so that they may be as it were the sym-
bols of our faith, the images of our piety, the
teaching of our religion in the pious practices
which we have to pursue, to honor, glorify and
love Qur Lord Jesus Christ in the -adorable
Sacrament, the most wonderful invention and
the most incomprehensible work of His Love
towards men, :

OF THE RINGING OF THE BELLS.

The Forty Hours both in the towns and
rural districts, are heralded by the . joyous
sound of the bells of the church in which they

are to take place. The blessed sound of these

souls they are sacred symbols. that enclose trea-

bells takes amongst Christians thoe plaee of the
sounding of the trumpets that proclaimed to
the Jows the feasts of their pation: canite
tuba in Sion. Summoned by these sonorous
instruments thoy met together in the holy place

So the Church when blessing the bells fuils
not to warn her ohildren that ono of the sacred
ends to which they are destined it the summon=
iog of the faithful to give to God due honors,
Ut per illarum tactum fideles invitentur ad
premium. But N. T. C. F. what are we to
understand by thie premium, this reward here
in question except that true devotion, the af-
fectionate sentiment of a lively faith; the deli-
cious peace of & good conscience, in a word, all
thosa emotions and interior delights which cun
only be known by tasting them.”

His Lordship in like manner proceeds with
an explanation of the ceremonies cmployed
during the Forty Hours Devotion to the B.
Sacrament ; and insists most seriously upon the
amende honorable, or reparation to be made by
all the faithfal to Qur Dear Lord for all the
outrages and insults offered to Him by here-
tics, snoers, and worat of all by bad Catholics,
whose offences are of all the most malignant.
On this head ocur beloved Bishop addresses his

people as follows :—

“ The main object of the Church in the institution
of the Forty Hours is to engage her children te
make,reparation for the outrages which. Qur Lord
receives in the sacrament of His love.

“ Alagl He is daily inauited by the impious whe’
to such lengths carry their fury as to trample under
foot the holy species ; by heretics who obstinately
refuse to believe in the real presence in this vener-
able sacrament ; by bad Catholice who reccive it
unworthily ; by upgrateful Christians whe prefer
rather to yield to their shameful passions than to
correct themselves of them, so as te render them-
selves worthy te receive it ; by ungrateful men who
display towards Him distaste, or indifference.”

To excite us the more to this duty of re-
paration the Pastoral bids us—

« Consider carefully what is passing in the world,
and to observe the fearful ills prevailing every-
where. Alas! Cur Mother Holy Qhurch more than
ever is in suffering. Our holy pontiff, Pius IX is
still a prisoner in his own palace. The nations
rage, and the people conspire vainly against the
Lord and His Christ, The gates of hell move and
open with great tumult; from the pit arise swarms
of locusts, that is to sny moustrous errors which
darken the intellects of imprudent men of whom ro
many will follow only the false lights of their be.
wildered reason,

% Everywhere is God blasphemed, religion insult-
ed, justice opprossed, impiety triumphant; whilst
the shameful vices of impaurity, libertinage, and
drunkenness overflow -as & flond. Luxury, vanity,
pride, and every kind of exccss extend their ravages
everywhere, nad corrupt all society. .

#The entire world is as it were ona volcano; and
the Internationu! dragging in its train all the damn-
able secret socicties, is waiting the moment to let
loose on nll governments, the frightful monster of
revolution, to overthrow them at a given time,
“And whilst.in atient of this dread catastrophe,
forescen and dreaded by all, from one end of the
earth to the other devastating scourges make them-
selves felt, Here large cities fall a prey to fire;
there tle sea is lashed to fury and swallows up mul-
titudes of vessels. Rivers overflow their banks car-
rying everywhere terror and death; contagious
diseases show themselves with symptoms that ap-
pnll our nuture ; rumors of war give reason to dread
that al! nations will soon be at death stroggles with
onc another. and that human blood will Aow in
streams in all parts of the world.

“Such, N. T. C. F., are the manifold evils which
should engage our attention during the Forty Hours,
and chiefly whilst making humble 1eparation to the
B. Sacrament.  Let us try and divert by our prayere
our sacrifices, our fasts and alme, these lamentable
calamitics. With this intent let us offer all the ex-
ercises made during these days of benrdiction,”

His Lordehip concludes by prescribisg the
exercises of devotion during the Forty Hours,
reiterating the regulations previeusly in force,

lishment is a sufficient reason for Dr. Geulburn
to separate himself from the Church of Eag-
land. For of two things ene, Either Dean
Stanley is a true Christian, or he is not. Ifthe
ie, why should Dean Goulburn refuse to occu-
py conjointly with him the sitmation of Select
Preacher ? If he is not a true Christian, bow
can Dear Goulburn reconcile it te¢ his con-
Ecicmce, to remain a member of, and to hold
high office in a Church, which not only toler-
ates within her fold, but advances to her high-
cst offices of trust and dignity, men who are
not true Christians? This argument cannot
fail to present itself forcibly to the minds of
many of these gentlemen who consciemtiously
opposed the nemination of Dr. Stanley; and as

trust amd regponsibility as that of Chief Commissioner

of Emigration by the Government of Ontarie. We

fancy onr Roman Catholic fellow subjects in that

Province, who have recently been the subjects of a

good deal of political coquettry by their former

traducers, will be able to appreciate the conduct

of & Government, which, with its eyes epen, com-

missions a gentleman to brand them throughout the

United Kingdom as “a priest-ridden, degraded crew

of papists,”

We agrec with the Gazette that * the most
perfect religious liberty prevails in every part
of the Dominion of Capada;” which in this
respect stands out in striking contrast with
Germany, Italy, and Switeerland. The praise
of Canada is in fuct the strongest condemnation
of the last named countries. For the rest we
think that the appointment of this Rev. Mr.
Crook—if the language attributed to him by
the Gazette be correctly reported—is a wanton
and intolerable insult to the Catholics of the
Dominion; and we thank our contemporary
for culling attention to it. If the entento cor-
diale now happily existing betwixt Her Ma-
jesty's loyal Protestant and Catholic subjects
in Canada, happy in the full religious liberty
that all enjoy is to be maintaiaed, such appoint-
ments as that which the Guzette condemns
must be put a stop to.

A strange story of cither imposture or dia-
blerie comes to us from Nevada, and is alluded
to with his usual good faith by the Montreal
Witness of the 21st Dec., as a ¢ Romish Wonre
der,’ 28 onc of “ Romishk Delusions,” as if it
were countenanced by the authorities of the
Catholie Church; the truth being that their at-
tention having been called to the circumstance
by the strange npotoriety it had obtained, they
instituted enquirics on the spot; and that, the’
they have pronounced no definite seatence
thereon, they have plaialy given their people to
undcrstand, that the story of the apparition is
either a tale of diablerie, or a fraud—in either
case a thing to be treated with contempt by all
Christizns.

The story is to the effect that a certain Agnes
Donough, a young girl, pretended to have bad
a cowmunication from her decessed futher,
who was in purgatery, snd who is now in hea
ven. It is certain that the story created much
excitement in Nevada; the Bishop of the
Diocess instracted onc of his priests, the Rev,
Father Manogue, to inquire into the matter;
the priest did so eaquire; and as the N. Y.
Freeman tells us, made his report to the Bi-
shop, in which, “ while admitting the facts of
the apparition, rappings, &c., he holds them in
very selutary contempt,” whether they be, as
some think of diabolic origin, or whether, which
to us seems the more probable, the phenomena
are but the tricks of a clever and unprincipled
girl.

So tar then from the thing being a ¢ Romish
Delusion,” or a ** Romish Wonder,” it is one
which the Oatholic authorities and the Ca-
tholic press have done their best to discredit
and to hold up to public contempt. There are
many Catholics who believe in the supernatural,
or rather infra-natural origin of the phe-
nomena of spiritualism, and much may be sard
on this side of the question ; but whether of
diabolie or human origin, all Catholics entertain
for them a feeling of sovereign disgust. Itis
thus the N. Y. Freeman, of the 21st Dec., cri-

ticises the pretended apparition at Nevada:—

“ Wc are surprised at the attention excited in
various parts of the country by what we published
two wecks ago. Such thimble-rigging deviltries as
these in Nevada are mot of such rare occurrence.”

It is thus clear that the Romish clergy and
press so far from encouraging the delusion are
doing their best to discredit it, and make it
contemptible.

We arawell pleased to see that the Montreal
Gazette does justice to the Director of the Ca_
tholic Deaf and Dumb Asylum, M. Belanger,
as having first itroduced the novel system of
articulation into Cunada:— :

as to tho number of the house, and that on the
first floor I should find the petitions,  Ascend-
ing adeserted staircase, I passed through two
or three little rooms which seemed to be “the
dirty little antechambers of a quack doctor, and
finally found a Jewish-looking little man who
might have passed for the quack doctor him-
self, cxcepting thdt he had a pen behind his
ear, which gave a commercial cast to his coun-
tenance, and suggested that he was more proba-
bly in the old clothes line. He asked me whe-
ther I had come to sign the petition, which I
observed contained about forty or fifty signa-
turee. I declined, which 'seemed fo excite his
suspicion, and I felt that be was scrutinizing
me narrowly. This was at half-past three in
the afternoon, in the most democratio arrondis-
sement in Paris, and this was the result of an
bour and a'half’s signing. I expressed myself
astonished. .at its magnitude in tones of deep
sympathy, and took my hurried departure to
avoid farther questioning ; but, considering all
the agitation and- fuss which have been made,
and that there are only thres public petitions
lying for signature in ail Paris, I expected to
see eager crowds and a very different kind of
demonstration from that which was made by
the gontleman in ' charge of the dooument, and
who seemed to be rather surprised at any body
coming at all. However, T hear that they bave
got thirty-five thousand signatures'in Paris al-
together, though where .and under what cir-
cumstances they may have been obtained I can-
not imagine.—From Times' Special Correspon-
dent, ' N .

GERMANY. :
BrrLIN, Dec. 30.—The journals of Konis-
berg and Posen bave been threatened with im.- -
mediate confiscation if they publish the insult-
ing references to Germany in the recent Papal
allocution.
The Charge d'Affaires of the German Go-
vernment at Rome will probably be instructed
not to attend the reception of the diplomatic
body of the Pope on the 1st of January, on ac-
count of the allocution.
There arc now in Germany twe sects of new
Protestants the ¢« OQld Catholics,” and the “Pro-
testant Union,” Professor Blunschli is the
Dollinger of the Protestant Union. The Pro-
testant Unionists go much farther and have
much better prospects than the Qld Catholio
Brothren, Their croed and new doctrines are
more suitable to the German Liberals, as they
rest, though they do not speak it out openly, on
new 'apostles, like Strauss, Renan, and other
heroes of modern anti-Christian science. Old

The majority of the houses have porous
ceuspits into which excremental matters are cast, the
liquid portions soaking into the earth 'beneath the
foundations of the buildings. The canals which in-
torsects the city are grert ‘open sewers, and at the
samo time sources of watcr supply to a portion of
the population. The amount of filth deposited in
these canals Is 5o great that the authoritics, it i8
said, are afraid to disturb it for the purpose of re-
moval, lest the attempt- should catse a pestilonce.
There is no pretenco of drainage in the city, and the
drinking watcr is almost universally most impure.
The Hussian authorities are now fully alive to the
existence of thesc evils, but it is to be regretted
that they do not deal more energetically with them.

Rossia axp Tee Houy Sge.—Many of our English
journals have lately filled their' columns with ex-
tracts from the Russian press, by which it would ap-
pear that the most friendly relations cxist between
the Government of the Czar and the Holy See. This
is not truc, and although the accounts aro particu-
larly amusing to the better informned they aze likely
to mislead the unsuspicious and the ignorant. About
two ycars ago the Russian Government was anxieus
to enter upon friendly terms with Pius 1.X, but be-
foro any amicable arrangements eould be made, his
Holiness insirted on his right to elect and approve of
the Bishops nominated. This the Czar was unwill-
ing to accede to, ns many of the bishops nominated
were mere creatures of his despotic will. Accord-
ingly, official communication was broken off, and so
the matter reststo the present day. The ounly gaio
was, that five or six dbishops, elected by the Pope,
were allowed to govern their diocescs, whilst many
schismatic bishops were appointed by the Czar but
ncver approved of by the Holy Sce. The same
journals have constantly repeated than an agreement
had been concluded with the Sovereign Pontiff and
Czar, to the effect that the Russian language should
be used in the Church services. This is to-
tally untrue, The Pope has not forgotten that in
1633 the substitution of the Russian language was
the cause of many Greek Catholics entering the Rus-
sian Church, ~Agzin we aro told that a Papal Nuncio
is to be appointed at St. Petersburg. Thisis alson
pure invention. It is true that during the last Polish
insurrection the Czar made proposals to the Holy
See to send 3 Nuncio to St. Petersburg but the pro-
position came to naught when the insurrection wae
quelled. In conclusion, the fabricators of lies assert
thatan cnvoy has becn accredited to the Holy Sce by
the Rusgian Government in the person of M. Kap-
nist.. This is false; for though M. Kapnist igin
Rome at the present time, and on intimate terms |
with the members ot the Papal Court, he is there in
no efficial capacity. -
