so that no escape, however dangerous that might
have been, could ho effected in that way. . The
other four advanced in the opposite direction, and
two of them seized the laggage-man, named Mont-
gomery, and first gagging him with a sort of wad
previously prepared, securely tied him, throwing
him onthe floor of the car. The other two des-

eradoes attacked the express messenger named
Dundon, in the employ of the American Express
Company, who, upon offering what resistance the
circumstances permitted, was knocked down, and
also gagged and bound. The men thon searched
bis pockets, and found the key of the iron box in
which the valuable packages were depodited, and
had no difficulty in possessing themselves of the
whole of them. The train proceeded towards the
city at a more than ordinary rate, and, as usual,
upon approaching the numerous switches near the

junction of the Great Western and the Toronto,
Grey, and Bruce, Railways, slackened speed, when
the ruffians who had committed the outrage jump-
ed from tihe car and escaped.

Snch was the account given by the two men,
when, upon the train reaching the Queen's Wharf,
they were discovered bound and gagged, lying on
their backs. On examination of the car, it was
found that the bell-rope liad beene ut between the
car and the engine, which must have been donc by
the four men on the front platform beforeentering
the car, thus effectually preventing any alarm be-
ing given te the engine driver by the express nian
even if they Lad net been se speedily overpowered.
The place at whicih the miscreants alighted was
near the barracks, a place which would afford thora
a good opportunity te escape. The amount stolen
is variously estimated at froin $60,000 te $200,000,
but from careful enquiries it is probable that the
total will le something short of $150,000. No in-
formation of a defluite character on this point
could be obtained froma the Express Company, or
from Dundon, vho had evidently been cautioned
but froin a statement made by Dundon wlien
releasel from Ihis bonds there can be little doubt
that the latter amount willi most nearly approxi-
mate the actual loss sustained by the Company.

When the train arrived at Union Station the ex-
citement anong the passengers, when the facts be-
came known, was very great, and severalgentlemen
proposed te back along the track and institute a
search foithe robbers, but upon reflection tie iln-
utility of this course became apparent, and the
idea mas abandoned. The anxiety that the thieves
should bc arrested, however, was not abated, and
several volunteers started for the police stations,
se that in a fuw minutes the detectives were onthe
qui vire, and several of them proceeded a once to
the westén part of the city, and every precaution
was taken to prevent escape. Telegrams ere sent
ta the authorities in the various towns and villages
in the vicinity of the city, that strangers might bZ.
watched, and Col. Shaw, the American Consul,
who showed considerable vigour in the matter,
telegraphed te the United States officials te use
every effort te prevent escape over the lines.

There are sone portions of the accouit as stated
above mhicir might bu saore fully explaincd. The
car in which the robbery was effected is one of tie
ordinary baggage and express cars, placed next to
the engine. These cars are generally divided into
two sections, one for the Express Company and the
other for the ordinary baggage. la this case the
portion allotted te the Express Company ias for-
ward, extthe engine, and the portion used for
baggage in the rear. It would be interesting te
know, therefore, how four men could gain. access
te the front platformi of that car, eut the bellrope
with nothing te which to attach the forwrard piece, i
remain there long enougi te attire theinselves in
ihite goins, and open the door and enter the car
without the engine driver observing anything un.
usual. Tien again the baggage car is, almost with-
out exception, used by the brakesman between
stations, and it is a meore uatter of fact that, espe-

£ially.ç in the evening, they go there te smoke and
chat, notably the brakesman w bo has charge of the
front car. ln this case, no person entered that car
froim the tiime of lcaving Port Credit until the ar--
rival of the train in or near Toronto. Then, again,
it is usual for the conductor te go into the baggage
car to collect tickets after leaving Port C redit, as
passengers frequently go there te smoke and chat.
In this case hoecould net have done so, or the rob-
bers' would have been prevented from carrying out
their plan. Thse are thoughts which the facts as
stated by the persons interested naturally suggest,
though tiey may be open te very satisfactory ex-

planation.

apposition been presented, tire result wouid have
been tirat net on>' robbery but murder would hareo
biad te bo roerded as eue af tire crimes perpetrated
lu tis daring routure.
