He alone
of all liberators has triumphed by moral force.
He fought the good fight for hberty manfully and
well but his struggle was bloodless. Nor did he
descend to the petty devices of the politician ;
Working for an honourable end, he worked in an
honourable manner, and no persuasion could in-
duce him to deviate a single hair's breadth from
that path of scropluous rectitude whickh he had
marked out for his feet. to follow. He loved the
end for which he worked and prized it highly but
he would have esteemed it too dearly bought if
purchased at the price of the smallest sacrifice of
principle. He was indeed the living impersona-
tion of that ideal man of whom the Roman poet
wrote :
“ Justum et tenacem propositi viram
Non civium ardor prara jubentium

He being such a man, the centenary of his birth
should be celebrated not alone by those who pro-
fited directly by his labours, but by all who
hold virtue in esteem, and who wish to see our
public men not politicians but statesmen, not
partizans but patriots.

Our rejoic-
ing is over thebirth of one who achieved atriumph
which cost nothing but determination and per-
geverance ; a triumph, which, if its immediate
results havenot been so striking- as those of the
American Revoluton, nevertheless marks a greater
epoch in-the history of human liberty, for it proves
the immense power of right when'championed by
nanght but intellectual a'brhty and indomitable
perseverance, even against the most powerful Em-
pire of the world. Such a triumph isa triumph in
which all should rejoice. The man who achieves it
is a benefactor not of one people alone but of his
kind,

Let us then go about this celebration with a due
sense of the important event we are about to com-
memorate, Let us endeavour to show in a fitting
manner our esteem for O'Connell, that man whose
name, if ever the history of ourage be impartially
written, shall hold first place on the list of her
patriots and lovers of true Hberty, just as certainly
as the name of our present Pontifi, Pius I1X., sha]l
rank first among.thay hisher order of men, the

THE ARCHBISHOFP OF TUAM.

We take the following brief biography of His
Grace the Most Rev. John MacHale, the patriotic
Archbishop of Tuam, from the London Tablet
.turnished to that paper by .its Dublin correspon-
dent :— .

«His Grace is one of the most remarkable Pre-
lategin Christendom. Born at Tobernavecen, on
the south-western shore of Lough Conn. under
Nephin, parish of Addergoole; diocese of Killald,
in 1789, he is now 86 years of age; yet: the Arch-
bishop appears to be in the enjoyment of a5 unim-
paired intellectual faculties and bodily activity as
he wasin the prime of manhood. Buta few days
.agd his Grace presided at the obsequies of the late
Bishop of Achongy, who was nearly his own age
but not balf as longin the Episcopate. He hag
never had a coadjutor, and performs all the duties
of his extensive diocese with activity and energy,
baving onlylately administered Confirmation in
the island parishes which are in those cyclades,
as Arran end Clare, that gem Clew Bay and the
western coast. The Archbishop of Tuam is three

ears an older man;and many ycars an older Bish-
op, than the Holy Father. After a brief education
of only two years in Castlebar he ecntered May-
‘nooth College on the 20th September, 1870, at the
age of 18, in the second lass of humanity, a_nd such
was the diligence and ability that he displayed
that on Dr. Delabogoa's health failiug the Rev.
John MacHale, then 25 yearsof age, was appointed
fecturer under him in dogmatic theology on the
30th of August, 1814, and on the 21st June, 1820,
be was appointed successorto Dr. Delzhogua in
that Chair of Theology. From 1820 to 1825, when
he left Callege, he published his celebrated letters
signed ! Hierophilus,’ some of which were ad-
dressed to the English people, some toMr. Can-
ning, sud some to Dr. Magee, Protestant Archbisk-
op of Dublin. These letters, like those of the
gome period by Dr. Doyle, Bishop qf Kildare and
Leighlin (signed J. K. L.), coused intense excite-
ment. Some of them were answers t0 the Rev Dr.
Phelan, Fellow and Professor in Trinity Oollege
(an apostate), who published several highly offen-
sive pamphlets under the name of Declan, snd to
snother apostate Rev Mortimer O'Sullivan to whom
Moore devoted many of his satrical poems. Someof
the letters ave against the Bible societies, the pro-
selytising . schools, and the New Reformalion, as
was called, then opening. But perhaps the most
remarkable topic discusssed by him is the dises-
tablishment and disendowment of the Irish Pro-
testant Church, many yesars before Catholics were
emancipated, and nearly half a century before7 the
Trish Church Act of 1869 was passed. Dr. Wald-
von, Bishop of Killals, being infirm, desired 'a
coadjutor, and fortwo er three years urged the ap-
pointment thereto of Professor MacHale, of -M-“YT;
