The prayers preceding thesacrifice were begun.
The people assisted with feelings of the inest pro-
found devotion. Thanks were offered to God for
the peace which the Church of Africa enjoyed, and
for the progress which the Goapel had made among
the Gentiles. Prayers were said for those other
Churches that had suffered persecution, and were
srill suffering from the penalties of cruel legisia-
tion. They prayed that those who were called
to profess the faith, might do it fearlessly, and that
they might have the fortitude to suffer death rather
than offer incense to the Gods. They prayed like-
wise for the poor infidels, that they might Jfinally
open their eyes to light and abandon their super-
stitious ways to enter the fold of Jesus Christ ; that
tue Csars who were victorious over the barbarinos
that threatened the Empire, should full conquercd
and repentant at the foot of that cross which for
two hundred years they trampled under foot in
their blind and impotent rage. Severnl were then
admitted as catechumens. The time now came for
the offering up of the real sacrifice. A venerable
dignitary, preceded by Optalius, the Bishop of Car-
thage, now approached thealtar. He was old, and
his decrepit form showed that he had experienced
the infirmities of age. His hair was long and
snowy white, and fell in large patural curls down
his shoulders, Hecarried in his hand a crosier,
which, while it served to support his enfeebled
body, indicated the dignity of his pastoral ofiice.
His countennuce was mild and benevolent. It bure
the expression of profound piety, and the marks of
a vivid faith were visible in the brightness and
loving anxiety of bis eyes as he turned them up-
wards in prayer. The sacrifice went on, and many
approached the sacred altar and reccived from his
vencrable hands the sacrament of love.

But, who was this aged Priest ? No one had seen
bim before at Carthage. He wore the pallium, the
symbol of high rank in the hierarchy of the Church.
The solemnity of the service had stifled for o time
all sentiments of curiosity but once it was finished,
all were naturally anxious to discover who he was.
He addressed them in o few words on the impor-
tance of salvation, but modesty forbade him to
speak of himself. It was Narcisse. He had been
born in the third century of the Churcli. While be
was a child, he had listened to the accents that frll
from the lips of the Prophet of Patmos, He had
conversed with the immedinte successors of the
Apostles, with St. Clement, St. Polycarp, and with
St. Jgnatius of Antioch. He had heen crlled to
witness the martyrdom of St. Pollius of Lyons. He
had tendered him consolation in prison, and had
watched with him to his latest hour. At the time
to which we refer, he had already attained his 112th
yenr. His parents had been christened, and he was
necessarily brought up in the love of virtue, He
was, however, left an orphar at an carly age, but
he bad already scquired a taste for learning, and he
spared no effort’ to study the doctrines of the
Apostles, He had a natural aptitude for acquiring
knewledge, and under the influence of those bril-
liant lights of the Church, he became an sble de-
fender of its dogmas, and was regarded as & formid-
able opponent of the stronghold of Pagunism. Na-
ture hed marked him aut as her favorite, and had
Javished upon him the gifts of a pleasing cotnten-
ance and & graceful fizure. The mild but firm
glance of his brilliant cye, could not but com-
mand respect at the same time that it won its way
to the Leart and clicited the deepest sentiments of
affection. Iisforehead wnshigh, and would have
borne the expression of pride, but fur the sweetness
of the smile that ever played upon his lips. It was
in this latter trait that the qualities of his soul were

God bad destined him to a nobler position
in his Church, and called Lim to responsibilities be-
fore which bis timid nature would have shrunl with
fear He was elected Bishop, despite his remon-
strances, and he now began to fill the chair which
had been formerly occupied by thu Apostie St. James.

life which he coveted not, and which, in any case,
was well nigh extinct. From his earliest years,
Narcisse had cherished within his bosom like &
precious gift the sacred virtue of purity, He had
scen the world, nnd had been surrounded with its
enticing scenes, but he heard the solig of the Syrens
without beirg seduced to their fatal shore. He was
old, and it was impossible that tcmptation should
obtuin the mastery over his heart. Tt was still
with.n their power to harm bim  The past offered
them a wide field upon which they mizht labor to
tarnish his character and drag from his brow, in the
esteem of the people, the aureola of purity which,
up to the present time, bad borne no stuin to cloud
the biilliancy of its gems.

There was a woman living at this time in Jeru-
salem. Her life was dissolnte and her name was a
scandal to those who knew her, Shelived in luxu-
ry. and Javished upon her vanity the gold that was
thrown at her feet by the lascivious crowd. Obe
day, from some motive unknown, she repnired to
the house of the Bishop, to ask the favor of doing
public penance and ot being admitted to baptism,
The predecessor of Narcisce lived there at this time,
She succeeded in ber demand, and was reccived into
the number of those whom the Church supported
with alms.

Whence came this woman? Her accent and
manners were foreign. Where were her relatives ?
Where was Ler courtry? No onc could sny. It
wus simply kuown that she had come to Jerusalem
in ull the beauty of her youth, accompanied with a
crowd of slaves that trembled befere lier as they
would before the tyranny of a barbasous queen ; that
she had rented in the most faghionable quarter of
the town a beautiful dwelling, which since became
the rezceptacle of the licentious of the city; that she
had ever held in contempt, and iosulted by her
blagphemies, tha Church of Jesus Christ.

Is this all that
is left thee fov thy old age ? The bread thou hast
tn eat must indeed be itter, for itis the brend of
the poor, the price of lies and hypoerisy. It is use.
less to deceive wg by fulse protestations, for in thy
heart thou hast never abjured the religion of thy
fathers. Thon art Christiun only in name. Lvery
one says it, and the Bishop believes it, and, if 1
misteke not, he will refuse thee for the future the
bread that enables thee to live. What wil be-
come of thee ¢ But, listen : if thou derirest, thon
canst have the means of going back to thy country.
Thou canst then bave slaves to serve thee, and
canst profess freely the religion in which thon hast
been rexred from thy infapcy. Consent to do us a
favor and all thy hopes will fall short of the pleas-
ure that is in store for thee " .

The infamous wretch listened to the proposals
that were made Ler, and consented to defame the
pure name of Narcisse. She swore an onth tothe
Pagan gods that she would nccomplish her promise.
‘The visit of the strangers was thercfor: success-
ful. ‘

Soon after reports were bieard touching the cha-
racter of the Pontiff. They were readily ruceived.
Many who had accepted favars from his hands, were
the first to repeat them and give it as their opinion
that some of what was said was true. It was.re-
ported that his election had not beca valid, and that
ambition alone bad induced him to thrust himself
into dignities to which he had not been called.

The boly Bishop eustained by the testimony of a
good conscience, and the grace of God, heard pne
ticutly those grave accusations which bad been
brought agaiost him by Lucilin. “Woman,” he at
length replicd; “woman! in the name of Jesus
Chirist I pardon thee, The Lord knows my inno-
cence, and one day it will be manifested before all
meu.’ The people were moved, for they could not
doubt the sincerity apd truth of those words that
had fallen from the lips of the vencrable Pricest.
They mised their voices to condemn the perfidious
woman, and were it not for the timely interposition
of Narcigse they would have torn her to picces. But
all was not ended. The three men who Lad suborn-
ed Lucilia to utter those falsehoods were not to be
overcome by this sudden change of public opinion.
They cried out loudly, “T'hat woman tells the truth,
We know that the accusation is true for we have
been to Corinth too.

FATHER MORIARTY’S SKETCH. OF
POFE PIUS IX.

In visting the Eternal City, its magnificent rulns
noble monuments of art, and incomparable temples
of religion, there is yet another sight which moves
our feelings mere and causes an ecstasy of delight
in the heart of the happy beholder—that is, the
sight ofthe great and saintly Pope Pius IX, the
Vicar of Jesus Christ and Supreme Head of the
Catholic Church on earth.

Onelook at that noble, grand,and venerable Pon-

earth--Pope Pius IX,, the most towering figure among
the greatest men of the age, “tanquam cedrus
inter Libanos, quasi cypressus in monte Sion”—‘ as
the cedar-tree of Libanus, as the cypress on Mount

Sion.” Pope, confessor, und martyr, too, he might

well be called, who has sut and ruled in the chair
of Peter longer than any of his predecessors, not
excepting St. Peter himself, Of scarcely more than
medium size, somewhat full in figure, clothed ina
plain but pure white woolen soutane; with a taco
in which benevolence and majesty secm wonderfully
blended ; an eye full, clear, kindly, yet penetrating

and beautiful, silvery bair crowning his noble brow;
surely he presents an appearance that can never

fade from one’s remembrance. Then that lovely

affability towardsall that simple yet charming gaiety
and winniog kindness, naturally gain the love as

well ag the admiration of every beholder,

What a grand central figure he makes in the midst
of his Cardinals robed in scarlet, the bishops in pur-
ple, and the 3wiss guards in picturesque costume;
and he, the Supreme Pontiff, the humblest and plain-
est, yet strikingly grand amongst alll No one,
whetber Protestant, Catholic, or infidel, ever leaves

his presence without being duly impressed with re-

verence for his amiable and august person. He, I

can truly say, is all and even more than my fancy
pictured him, and one in whom all my imagin-
i

ngs were realized—the grand old prisoner of the
Vatican,

So strikingly remarkable in his appearance, tbat
were he, in an assembly of his bishops and cardinals
to wear the eamo robes as they, without any distinc-
tion ¢f color or materinl, I verily believe thate
stranger would naturally single him out as the chief
of the whole illustrious band. His style of conver-

sation is patural, easy, graceful, eloquent, and digei-

fied, and is always food for deep retlection. He is,
in truth, the most impressive of men,

I had the pleasure of visiting the quaint old town
in which he was born, Sinigaglia (the Senn Gallica
of the ancients, which was destroyed in the civil
war at the time of Pompey). It is a town of about
eleven thonsand inhabitants. There he was born,
on the 13th of May 1792. After makiog very suc-

cessful studies at the college of Volterra, he entered
the Noble Guards at the age oftwenty.

Some time afterwards, being afflicted with severe
attacks of epilepsy, he was counselled Ly Pope Pius
VII. to make a pilgrimage to the Holy House of
Loretto, where he was miraculeusly cured, and where
in conscquence, he vowed himself to the service of
God in the ecclesiastical state. Whilst at Loretto,
I saw the rich presents which he bestowed on the
church in thanksgiving for the great favor ob-
tained through the intercession of Qur Lady of
Loretto.

Abandoningthe military profession, he studied
theology under the Jesuit Fathers, and, after his
ordination to the priesthood, he took charge of an
asylum called  Tata Giovanni,” which he most
generously assisted out of the revenues of his own
family estate. He was soon after sent to Chili, South
America, as auditor to Mgr, Muzi, Vicar-apostolic
and Papal Nuncio. Some time after his return to
Ttuly he wes consecrated (in 1827) Bishop of Spole-
to, where he Jabored with astonishing success for
five years, when to the great regret ofall the inbabi-
tants,and against their most urgent entreaties. he
was transferred by Gregory XVI,, in 1832, to. the
important Seeof Imola, of which Pius VII. had
formerly bren bishop before being raised to the
Papal throne, . ) .
In 1840 he wa3 raiscd to the Cardinalate, and in
June, the 16th, 1846, he was elected Pope, and
crowned on the 21st of the same month, Notwith-
standing the nstonishing liberality and almoat ex-
cessive clemency of his reign, he was exiled from his
dominionsin the fall ot 1848, and after an absence
of over sixteen months, he was, to the great joy of
all good Christians throughout the world, restored to
hig throne in April, 1850, through the valor and
devotcdners of the French army.

Although left comparatively in peace for some
years, during which he labored most arduously and
successfully not only in improving and beautifying
the city of Rome, but also in guarding with most
zealous attention the Univeraal Church, his life bas
been. one of trial, sorrow and conflict. Firm, cour-
ageons, and reliant, however, with unshaken trust
in God and in the justice of his cause, he stands to-
day the most venerated and venerable object-in the
living history of the Church—the undaunted Hero
of the Vatican.—Wayside Pencillings.

Ifany one doubt the truth of this assertion, we
have only to refer him to a recent speech of Mr,
Dissaeli, the present Premier of England, delivered
at the annual banquet of the Lord Mayor of Loodon
on the 4th inst. Thaterratic statesman, for the time
 buing at least, is supposed to control the policy of
the British Government,.and to reflect the opinions
not only of the Qneen and the aristocracy, but of the
majority of the populas branch of Parliament.. His
remarks on that occasion, as is usual at such periodi-
cal festivities, were understood to ‘be a rcview of the
acts of the Ministry and-a foreshadowing of its future
course. Alluding to Lreland, he is reported to have
- said ¢

% For some years it has been necessary to govern:
Ireland by laws which,.so far as the persopal rights
of the subject are congerned, are manifestly and
avowedly a deviation from the principles of our
Constitution. Now, all these laws were about to
expire when we acceded to office,and we bad to con-
sider what, under the cir¢umstances, we should do.
Ireland was tranquil—tranguil, as some-would say,
and perbaps justly say, in consequence af this ex-
ceptional legislation ; but it was tranquil. It was in
the power of the Government to have taken advan-
tage of that condition ef affairs. They might have
exempted themselves. from that odious position of
acceding to office and: recommending cgercion bills.
for a great portion of her Majesty’s subjects. No
doubt they could have lightened their labors, no
doubt they would have gained, especially in Ireland,
a transient and feverish popularity ;. but that was
not the view which we took of our public duty.
(Cheers.) We examined into that case with the ut-
most deliberation, and. with no other desire, L am
sure, but to do our duty to our sovereign and our
country, (Cheers.) Wae believed tkat the tranguil-
ity of Ireland could not be secured without measures
of an exceptional character—that they should secure
at least two great results—the protection of life and
property, and the due administration of justice.
(Hear, hear.) We believed that these laws, if re-
newed, would effect these objects ; but we thought
that these laws, at the same time, involved many
questions which it might be expedient not to revive,
such ag the restrictions upon the public press ; there-
fore ourg was a measure which, when we brought it
forward, was 8 measure of necessity, conceized as I
said, in the House of Commous in a spirit of carcilia-
tion. (Cheers.) I do not blame any Irish gentleman
in the House of Commous for opposing our measures.
It was a fair occasion for bim to offer oppositica to
a Government which proposed exceptional legisla-
tion for that which, I hope, willsome day, and even
soon, become in feeling and interest, as well as in
law and state, part and parcel of the United King-
dom. (Cheers) DBut you must feel at once that
this was no ordinary struggle. Considerable time
elasped, but the resalt ie this, that we did pass a law
adequate to the occasion, which has secured the
trauquility of Ircland for years, and when it ceases
its temporary but prolonged existence, we may hope
that the Government which then exists may pot
have to ask Parliament, from the beneficial results
it has nttained, to continue such exceptional powers.
(Checrs.)”

Now, strip this extraordinary statement of its di-
plomatic verbiage, and reduce its cautious circum-
locutory phruseology to common-sense language,
and what does it mean ? Simply this. Under the
pretence that Ireland was in a disturbed condition,
the ministry of Mr. Gladstone introduced a vile,
slavish, and tyrannical Cocrcion Act, disarmed the
people of Ireland, and suspended the great’ writ of
bnbeas corpus in several districts. These arce the
measures that are * manifestly and avowedly a de-
viation from the Constitution,” according to the
Premier,  The Irish people, still rome five and a
half millions, thus deprived of the benefits even of
English law, despoiled of their natural weapons of
defence, and left the prey of hireling spies, magis-
trates, ard policemen, remained patient and refused
to be goaded into insarrection by such accumulated
insults.

Irisn FrigspLy SocieTizs.—The Registrar of Friend
1y Societies 1n Ireland bas farnished his report for
last year, in which he states that ducing 1874, te-
turns were received from 312 societies giviog benefit
in sickness and for burial, ‘I'hese Teiuins give the
total namber of members as 35400. The total re-
ceipts for the year were £45,399 ; payments in sick-
nese, £6,072 ; and at death, £6,703. It took £6,523

to manage these societies, while the amount divided,

among the members at Christwens was £13,126, the
Dbalance to credit at the end of the year being £21,-
114.

The Irisk Times of the 10th ult., says of the crops
in armagh :— The crops of all kinds around here
look remarkubly well, but it is much feared that the
recent heavy rains may occasion some injury to
them all with the exception, perbaps, of manogolds
and turnips, which, or the other hand, will, no
doubt, be much benefited by them. The turnips
and mangolds on all sides look remarkably well, but
it 15 feared that the much dreaded blight has made
its appearance among the potatoes in this locality,
In many instances the stulks bear unmistakable
signs of it, while the tubwrs in some cases are plain-
lyaffected. They are beingdaily gold in the market
here so low as 4d. per stone.”’

Mr. Wilson, of the Belfase Morning News, died in
Belfast on the 10th ult. Mr. Wison was a Press-
man of grent ability, and his letters in the weekly
edition of the paper over the non de plume of # Barney
Maglone” were able and bumorous, He wasan able
and versatile writer, but the produictions for which
he was best known were his letters to his “ Cousin
in Ameriky,” in which, with humor and originality,
he gave his weekly Teview of current events, Mr.
Wilson, who was a man of varied accomplishments,
also contributed at one time and another some charm-
ing items to the ballad poetry of the country. On
the 7th ult., Mr, Wilson returned from Dubliz,
where ha bad been attending the 0'Counell Centen-
ary, For many years he had been connected with
the Press of the North of Irclazd.

Three year
old heifers, £14 to L£17;two yenr old heifers and
BLullocks in good condition, £13 to £15; and year-
lings, £4 105. to £5 154, ; sucking calves, 20s. to 30s.
Wethers from 50s. to 55s., or about 84d, on foot;
ewes, 455, to 508.; and lambs, 308,10 365, Fat pigs,
563, per cwt, and porkers about the same figure;
boniams, 188, to 25s. each.

The Jrish Times of the 10th ult,, says of the crops
in Carlow :—* The weather for the past fortnight
has been extremely favorable for harvesting. The
hay has been saved with a slight exception of very
early meadow, the major portion having regained
its stature and feeding properties. Nothing to equnl
the absolute destruction of bay crops in England
and France has occurred io this country, The effect
on the grain crops of the recent fine weather has
been most reasssring. Corn, barley, oats, and all
other descriptions havo filled in the ear, aod ripen-
ed in the straw, and, in this respect, the harvest
promi~es to be bouatevus, Cereals, which  were
sown 50 largely in the counties of Carlow, Wick-
low and Wexford, wore  extunsively benecfitted by
the rain, and are now in beautiful condition ;.and
it mny-be ndded that all late meadows are safe, well.
cut and preserved, and the after math very promis-
ing. For afew days past eome insignificant signs
of potato blight have been exhibited, but the tuber
is firm, and if the weather continuce fine, will con-
tinue to be unaffected and very abundant. No ap-
pearance of any strongly diseased potato has yet
Dbeen manifested.”

The Irish Times, of the 10th ult, says: “ We re-
gret to stats that the prospects of the approaching
harvest are not go promising in' the growers’ favor
as.anticipated two or three weeks ago. The cereal
crops bave grown and perfected immensely, and
fair weather only was-necessary to insure a goodly
harvest. But the continuous rains are 'blighting
the prospects, and the downpour is ro heavy, fitful
and destructive, that grave rcasons for bad results
arc apparently well founded.” But for the untoward
weather influences, all kinds of cereal crops are in
cupital form. The ears of wheat and ‘barley aro
well doveloped, and oats are overhanging: their
straws superabundantly, Huy is heavy, swout, and;
in all respects, well conditioned.. It will be one of
the most remunerative yields known for many
years ; and, if fino weather sct in, the tiller of the’
s0il will have cause for rejoicing., Fruit is not
Plentiful, but there is sufficient for all ‘purposes.
Tha cattle disease cxists, but not to sny alarming
extent ;'and the supervision exércised is sufficiently
organised to render any disregird of the provisions
of tho Acts in forco practically‘impossible,” @ ™

Wiuar Foreiosers wiLL THINK OF THR CENTENARY.
—Every where I hear people asking cach other—
what will our late distinguished foreigh guests
think of the Centenary? My idea is that on the
whole they will go away favourably impressed
towards our people, Since Friday last I have
pondered setinusly over the whole affuir with that
earnestness that befits a man whose words in the
columas of the United Irishman will go forth to
thousands of his countrymen, and either do good or
effect mischief according as his opinions are gaided
by wisdom or otherwise.

W Iersn ProsperiTy.’—The official of # abstract”
statistics for Great Britain and TIreland bave just
been published, They furnislt a valuable summary
of Trade, Commerce, fiscal, and agricultural matters,
and are purticularly interesting to the Irich people
as elucidating, by the test of experience, the theory
of Irish prosperity, of which the world has beard so
much from Castle officiuls, and Wbhig and Tory
placemen and their tail of hungry expectents. The
figures furnished Ly these returns speak more elo-
quently than words, and we, therefore, leave them
to tell their own tale, and our readers to draw their
own inferences fromn the picture they present. Here
is a parallel picture of prosperity in Ireland and
England, which we commend to the critical study
of all, whether English or Irish, who are interested
in the progress nnd prosperity of the nation. From
"1867 to 1874, the area under corn crops in Great
B:itain increased Ly 146 710 actes; while during
tho same period the area decreased in Ircland by
214,192 acres. The green crops ia England, daring
the same period, increased by 83,107 acres; while
the same crops in Ircland decreased by 78,990 acres.
Ireland is, in fact, out of cultivation, and going into
wrass and waste, in pursuance of the system of which
Ca:lisle was the apostle,and of which agricultural
shows are to-day the perpetuators. ‘But surely one
would suppose that if agriculture goes outand grass
increnses, thereshould be a corresponding increase
in cattle. What do the figures say on this head!
Horses in Great Britain during the four yeare from
1870 to 1874, increased by 57,289; while during the
same period the number of horses in 1reland decreas-
¢d 5,675. These figures refer to horses kept for
agricultural purposes and breeding. Cattle in Great
Britain from 1870 o 1874, increased by 1,132,457,
In Ircland there was an increase in the same period
0f 405,135 (the only instancein which increase of
any Irish production appears in the statistics).
Take, for iustance, sheep, which are at the same
time the easiest kept, nnd one of the most profitable
productions of the farm. In England, sheep in-
crensed from 1870 to 1874 by uemtly & mlll}on
and & half; while in Ireland during the same pengd,
there was a decrease of over nearly 400,000, ligs
decroased in both coutries; the decrease in Ireland
being from 1,600,000 to 1,096,404, Thus we see

The Journal of the London Statistical Society fur March,
1874, contains startling tigures in regard to national
debty, especially their great incrense within the last
twenty-five years, Itsays: “The total of national
debts in 1848 was about £1,700(00,000, or $8,500,-
000,00¢, reckoning & pound sterling to be five dollars.
In 1873 the amount was about £4,680,000,000, or
$23,400,000,000, showing an increase in twenty-five
of £2,980,000,000, or S14,5 00,600,,00. Up to 1860
the national debis were chiefly in Burope, and from
1348 to 1854 their average increase was at the rate
of about £20,000,000, or 100,000,000 per year
From 18535 to 1860 the rate of increase was £350,000,-
000, or $250,000,00 a year. After 18G0 cume the
American civil war, the Prussinn-Austrian war, and
the French-German war, leading to an immense in-
crease of national lcans in America and Eurcpe, A
general epidemic of bortowing for war purposes and
for improvements set in among the natious all over
the globe, Capital accumulated rapidly, and the
nations rushed inrs borrowers, and thercby as ra-
pidly increased their indebtedness, Somo borrowed
for war and others for public works but they all
borrowed, The average iccrease of national debts
from 186! to 1873 was at the rate of £200,000,000,
or $1,000,000,000 n year. The same rate of io-
crease continued for the next twenty-five years will
carry up the national debts of the world to £10,007,-
000,000, or $50,000,600,000, on which the annual
interest at five per cent, would be £570,000,000, or
$2,500,000,000. This intercst liability each year
would be equal to the present aggregate public re-
venue of all the States of Europe nud North America.
The annual interest on the present amount of na-
tional debt, at the mate of five per cent., i3 $1,070,-
000,000, sbout onestenth of which is paid by the
United States. The only way in which a nation
can acquire the means to pay either the principal
or interest of its debts is by taxing the people.
The people have to bear the whole weight of the
burden. Huge national debts, therefore, mean
heavy taxation long continued ; or, if the nation be
wenk, and its governwent uncertain, such a debt
often means bankruptey, revoluiion, and finally re-
pudiation, The theory that a national debtisa
blessing may Le stt down for & grave mistake in
finance. It may be a necessity, as the least of two
evils ; but it is in itself always an evil to be avoid-
_ed if possible. There is but.one way of payiog it.
and this is by taxatlon, which1ssimply a legal way

which must exist when jeurnalists go out of their
way to cater for it. That crimes of violence are
frighttully on the incrense admits not of a doult.
There is scarcely an ussizes in England at which
there is nut one or more cases of Wilful Murder, In
Durham last week there was o triple execution, one
of the poor wretches being a womun. In Liverpool
there are seventeen cases of murder and manslaugh-
tex at tho present Assizes; seven Leing for the
capital offence ; and the number has been for some
time increasing weekly. Our columns fromf week
to week show that throughout England murder is
everywhere on’the incrense. Suicides, poisonings,
outrages on the person, and brutal and violent
crimes Leyond number are among the occurrences of
every day life, se familine that they call forth no
cry of horror from the heart of the people. This is
the worst feature of the social condition of the peo-
ple. How wou d our fritnds, who are coatinunlly
impressing on the Irish p :oplo the beantics of Eng-
lish civilization, like to see them civilized up to the
standard which these facts indicate ?7~—United Irish-
mon, Liverpool.

A Honmmur Crive.—The London Times gives an
account of the trial at the late Manchester assizesof
John Stanney, aged 22 years, who was charged with
throwing oil of vitriol on his wife. The prisoncr
and his wife had been married for a year, and lived
at O!dbam ; and it appenred that from five weeks
before the offence was committed up the very
dny previoug to it, there had been some jeal-
ousy on his part, and that on one occusion he hud
told her that * he would mke her so n8 no one
would logk ather by throwing oilof vitrinl upun
her”” Upon the dny in question (the 15th of Muarch
last) the two wers together in the house, and the
prisoner, who had purchased the oil of vitriol about
an hour before, went into a back kitchen and poured
it out inton basin. He then returned, and put his
arms around his wife's neck, upon which she mised
her fuce, thinking he was going to kiss her. o
then pourcd a portion of the liquid on hier forehead,
and when she began to struggle got her down on
the flor, and trivd to pour it down her throat, say-
ing, * Whoever has you, shall have you both cripple
and blind.” She succceded in preventing him from
pouriog more than a very small quuntity down her
throat, but he dashed the remainder in her face aud
ran out of the house, The victim of this diabolical
outrage wag in danger of death for some time, and
when in the box presented a most shockivg and
painful appenrance. Before this occurred she had
becna comely girl. When beforo the magistrates
the prisoner said, It was ber own fault; ho Ind
told her hundreds of times about speaking to Helsby
and she had said she would speak to him. He then
told her that-he would throw oil of vitriol on lher
and cripple her, and she replivd, ¢ the sooner the
better,’” The defence was that the prisoncr bought
vitriol to frighten his wife enly, and that it fell vpon
her acaidentally. The jory found the prisoner guilty,
and he plended guilty to a previous conviction of
felony, There was also against him o charge of
horse stenling, Heread 2 long statement. His Lord-
ship said that he was possessed with the conviction
that the prisoner wasa man given up to the most vin-
dicative feelings. It wasthe most painful spectucle ho
ever recollected secing fnn court of justice when
the poor woman got into the witness box, and ne
one could entertain the slizhitest sympnthy with the
prisoner, who, in the statement which he hnd
read, had not expressed the slightest contrition, He
sentenced bim to prunl servitude for life.

3he
informed her husband of Schneiders conduct;a
scuftle ensucd between the two men, Patchence full,
stabbed mortally by Schneider. dward Juneg, n
mate on board of the British rhip Coldbeck, on the
24th of April last, the ship being ncur Cape 1lorn,
ordered an able seaman, Edward Cooper, to do some
work connected with tli: munagement of the vessel,
Cooper refused, and when Joncs remonstratid,
Cooper drew a revolver and shot him through the
heart. Asthe hulk Kent lay in the river Bonny,
on the West Coast of Africa, Lawrence Harrington,
captain of the hulk, was standing close to the side
of the vessel, speaking to the captain of the stcam-
ship Bonny, which was alongside, but a little dis
tance. John Armstrongchicfmate of the hulk, came
behind Captain Harrington, seized him by the waist,
and pitched him over the side of the hulk into the
sea. The captain never rose to the surface. Itis
supposed cither that he was stunned by his hend
striking against the edge of the hull's boat, or that
he was seized and devourcd by sharks, which swarm
in the river, Qa Saturdey evening, the 8th of Muy,
two men named Michael M'Mabon and Michael
Jennings, were playing at pitch and togs. M'Mahon
lost two shillings and=became irritated, challenged
any one to fight him, No one accepted the chal-
lenge, and then M'Mubon drew his knife, and, tura-
ing sharp around, stabbed Jennings, who had given
him no provocation, straight through ' the heart.
These are the cases which will be tried, "Therc are
two other murders, the perpetrators of which are not
yot made amenable to justice. A month since, a
boy, 11 yenrs of age, was found savayely murdered,
Iring among some shrubs in Aufield Cemetery.

In addition to this heavy calendar of ‘capi-
tal crime, there are two cases of manslaughter, four
of wounding, seven of burglary, ane of forgery, one
of perjury, and there are 16 persons charged with

Their
alleged rearons for demnudivg a raise are that they
are 5o interfered with by convict labor, and that
there nre so few working days in the year that this
action is rendered necessary to enable them to live.
So far, the employicg firms have all refused to nc-
cede to the terms proposed, and, unleas semething
unusual happens before next Mounday, the stone
yards will oll be deserted, and work will be nta
standstill. Ttis probsble, however, that the strike
will be short-lived, and will end as did the attempt
two years ago—Iin tha men resuming work at the
old wages. Messre, Sindlinger & Lawser have -ad-
vertised for non-union stone cutters. o

THE GUIBORD CASE.

We canunot but deplore the scenes that occurred
in front of the Catholic Cemetery on Thursday
last, when it was attempted thercin to bury the
mortal remains of Guibord, Iate of the Institut Ca,
padien. A noisy and violent crowd barred the en-
trance to the Cemetery, and proceeded to such acts
of violence that it wns decmed prudent to return
with the coffin to thc Protestant vault. For this
violence there can be no excuse, religion is neither
profited mor homored thereby and the Catholic
Church does not requirc the aid of rowdies aud
stonethrowers. We, therefore, as Catholics, con-
demn without reserve all attempts to oppose by
physical force or threats of violencethe carrying out
of the judicinl sentence in the case of Guibord.

At the same time, and without pretending to pal-
liate the conduct of the ricters, we cannot but cen-
sure the conduct of the friendsofthe decensed—

voke strife, by appealing to national and religious
prejudices. As an instance of this we cite the facts
that the coflin of Guibord was enveloped in a Brit-
ish ensign, What does this mean, snys the Montreal
Gazette very pertinently the answer is obvious, the
intent was tointroduce the national element into the
Guibord affaic and to appeal to national prejudices
against French Canadianism No other interpretation
of the display of the British Flag over the corpse
of Guibord is conceivable, and that display was in-
tended to be an act of defiance to nnotker national-
ity. That this justified the violence we do not
pretend, but, to a considerable degree it accounts
for it.
Of course the Montreal Witness—it wouldn’t be
the Montreal Witness if it didn’t do so—boldly as-
gerts that the ecclesiastical authorities of Montreal
not only connived at,but incited to,the riots which
all Catholics deplore. Now, the fact is as our read-
ers will see from an article which we copy below,
from the Montreal Gazette, that the impugned eccle-
sinstical authorities, the Bishop of Montreal to wit,
and the Cure of the Parish having had hints that
violence might be anticipated on the occasion to
which we refer, wrote to the civil authoritics ad-
vising the timely cmployment of the police, If
this advice was not taken it is surely most unjust
to blame those who tendered it as having been
either actively of passively parties to the riots.
Up to the time of going to press we kuow not
what steps have Lecn taken to carry ount the burial
of Guibord ; even the date is uncertain ; but it is to
be trusted that when again it is sttempfed to re-
move the remains they will be attended with such a
display of force as shall make even the semblance
of resistance impossible. We here give the article
from the Montreal Gazette to which we bave refer-
=d above.

(From the Montreal Gazelte,)

The Witnesslast evening commenting upon the
unfortunate proceedings of Thursday last, on the
occasion of the attempted burial of the remains of
Guibord, and referring to the Roman Catholic
n.utboyities, saya: “In positively declining to do
anything more than the law rendered necessary,
the Seminary authorities would have had our sym-
patby.” There isno doubt that thie sentence cor-
rectly interprets the general sentiment in relation
to this matter. And it is worth while, therefore, to
seo what thelawdid render necessary, The judg-
ment of the Privy Council ordered that a writ siionld
issue to tho Fabrique, “ commauding them, upon
application being made to them by, or on bebalf of
the Institut Canadien, and upon tender or payment
to them of the usual and necustomed fees, to pre-
pare, or permit to be prephred, a grave in that part
of the cemefery in which the remaing of Ryoman
Catholics who have received ecclesimstical burial
are usually interred, for the buria! of the remains of
the said Joseph Guibord, and that on such remains
being brought to the said cemetery for that purpose,
ata reasonable and proper time, they do bury the
sald remsins in lhe said part of the said cemetery, or
permit them to be buried there.” It is true that
the order served by Mr. Doutre, went further, and
demanded that the burial should be with the cus-
tomary religious services, and threatened future
legal proceedings in the cvent of this not being
complied with. But this domand wasin excess of
the judgment of the Privy Counci!, and was of uo
more effect than if he had required all the gentle-
men of the Seminary to stand on their heads during
the performance of the ceremony. The judgment
itself required the Seminary simply to prepare or to
permit to be prepared a grave in consecrated ground,
and to bury, or permit to be buried, the remains of
the late Mr. Guibord in that grave. And’ acting
upon their duty, as laid down by our evening con-

of the judgment, they surely are entitled to exemp-
tion from the kind ofattacks that are being thought-
lessly made upon them. We point these facts out
because there never was & time when it was more
necessary that men should exercise a cool judg-
ment, and that all geod men, at whatever altar
they may worship God, shall unite in preventing
this case becoming a religious war in this com-
munity. The ecclesiastical authorities have shown
their willingness, however much their feclings may
be against it, to obey the authority of the judgment
of the Privy Council. The resistnnce has come
from & mob, and with that fact, without reference
to thereligious sentiment that may huve prompted
it, we have to do. We cannot afford to allow a mob
of whomsoever composed, to interfere with the ex-
ccution of an order of the Courts. Every man's
liberty depends upon the maintenance of respect
for judicial authority and for that reason this order
of the Privy Council must be executed. But it
should be executed not in a spirit of religious ran-
cour, and the attempt to arouse such rancour isa
most cvil one, caleulated to do great mischief.
The failure to enforce it on Thursday was due to the
neglect of the civil authorities, who, warned of
possible dapger, ncpleeted to provide against it.
It is for the civil authoritics now to repair their
own injury ; and every man who values the peace
of the community, will render his aid in securing
the enforcement of it without public disturbance.

It is a fact that few will be inclined to doubt that
Our Savivur did not come dowa to found a religion
whicli was to confur material happinesa in this
world. No, he preached quite a different doc-
trine, and by word and example taught his follow-
ers that * His Kingdom was not of this world,"
The Protestant evangelizer would seem however
when pointing with exultation to the might and
wealth of England, and with scorn to the poverty
of Spain, to forget the sacred teaching of the Re-
decmer, or to ignore it. While not wishing to be
aggressive in our remarks, we cannot avoid saying
that there is morc of materialism and love of
wenlth, ns o means to worldy comfort attaching to
the Protestaut religion per ze, than to any one we
know or have heard of.

A WORD OF REPLY.

The Star of the 30th ult, did us the honor of de-
voting & leading article to the criticism of some
remarks we had made on the relations which should
exist bietween Irish and French-Canadinns. To
our contemporary's criticism we make no objec-
tion; we think the spirit in which it was written
was meant to be fair, and with fair criticism from
any source we find no fault. We write thesc lines
merely to answer two objections which the Star
makes to our article.

First, our contemporary calls our attention to the
fact that we said that “he who is not the friend of
Catholic advancement in this country deserves not
the friendship of the Irish in Canada,” and from
these words he concludes that we mean that no con-
scientious Protestant descrves the friendship of in-
dividunl Yrish Canadians, Now:it seemsto us that
to any one who has rend our article, it must be
evident that we had no such meaning. What we
meant to say—and we do not sec how any other
interpretation can be given to our words read with
the context—was that such persons do not deserve
the friendship of the Irish as a body. And, asthe
Star itself admits that these persons must neces-
sarily be conscientiously opposed to Catholicity:
how can it axpect that the Irish people, who, as a
race, are essentially Catbolic, should Ve friends
with the avowed enemies of Catholicity ? Surely
if # Protestants who are philanthropic enough to
love and respect both Irish and Frenck Cana-
dians,"—and whom we may assure our cont¢m-
porary Irish aund French Canadians arc philan-
thropic enough to love and respect as individuals,
—Delieve, as the Stay snys they do, Protestantism
to be better than Catholicity, and consequently op-
pose the advancement of the latter, it is asking
rather much of us who bolieve Catholicity to be
better than Protestantism to require us to offer them
our friendship as a body, and to connive at the op-
position by being friends with the opposers.

Our words in this regard scemed to the Star in-
tolerant, and showed neither * patriotism nor
liberality.” The fact of the matter is, Catholics
and Protestants differ so completely on matters
which are too important to admit of compromise,
that it is imposgible for them to be tolerant of each
other's principles, Thai isa species of tolerance
that we ask of none, and profess to practice towards
none. The species of tolerance we do endenvor to
put in practice, and whick we expect from others,
is that Christian charity which teaches us that we
must none the less love our brother because he
has fallen into error; but there is n vast differencé
between loving the brother whom error has
blinded, and loving or -tolerating-the error which
blinds him. Of all individuals who are sincere,
however crroncous their idens may seem to us, we
are lolerant; but we would consider that we did
anything but our duty were we equally tolerant of
those ideas themaclves, As. for the patriotism of
our words wc fail to sce that it shows lsck of
patriotism on our part to tell our Irish readers not
to bestow their friendshipyon a class who by their
own showing, opposc, and feel bound in conscience
1e oppose that which we as well as those readers
believe to be the greatest blessing which conld be
granted to our common country, the universal
spread of the Catholic Religion.

overby the Archbishop of that Province, and
attended likewise by Thcologians, lends of
Religious orders, and seminaries, as consulters,
but not as judges or definers,

The fourth are the Diocesan Councils, or Synods,
composed of all the Priests having care of souls ofa
diocese, presided over by the Bishop, (Ecumenical
Councils alone have the power to define articles of
faith or morals, about which there might be any
dispute. National and Provincial Diocesan Synods
are convened for the purpose of promulgatiog doe-
trinal decisions of general councils or general laws
of discipline, or establishing remedies for any local
evils, or supplying local wants.

Our Provincial Council will, tberefore, make no
decrees concerning faith ; but it will be occupied in
reviewing the present condition of the Catholic
Church in Ontario, to see if the spiritual wants of
the Catholics, spread in some places sparsely over
this vast Frovince, sre attended to, whether there
are priests and chuorches or stations adequate to the
requirements of the people; if the education of the
youth is such as to cause no remorse or uneasiness
in the minds of Catholic parents or pastors ; if suffi-
cient provision is made to foster in youth those
seeds of divine vocation for the sacred ministry,
absolutely necessary to maintain the faith ; without
a true priesthood, a Catholic people cannot long
survive. Again, it will be the duty of the Bishops
to remedy any abuse that may spring up, occasioned
by that constant warfure with the world and its
cvil principles ; if there be o stagnation of spiritual
life, which begets indifference to religious truths;
if the services of the church in the administration of
sacraments and delivery of the Word of God to the
people, both by word and goed baoks, are all that
could be desired ; and the lives of the (I -tgy and
p2ople in keeping with their high vocation; if pro-
vision be made for the poor, tor the infirm and or-
phans; in fine, arc any efforts left undons whereby
souls mny be saved ; if it is true, as it is, that the
Church of Christ is like to the field of wheat, in
which tarcs and weeds intermingle with the good
seeds, or like the net dropped into the sea, into
which is drawn all kinds of fishes; but yet the pre-
cess of assorting, cleansing, and purifying must Le
constantly carried on. “The fan must be in the
hand to cleanse the floor and gather the wheat into
the barn” (Mat. fii.) Modern errors must be
opposed nnd combated. In our Councils no new
rules are to be made. Tho Church is not of te-day,
or yesterday. The old canons are to be revived 2a
far as our wants and the circumstnnees of this buw
country demand. Religious honses and congrega-
tions are to be seen to, that the primitive rule ard
discipline be observed. The Conncil must not
either confine its solicitude to the wants of the
people immediately under its care. ‘The true Gos-
pel is to be brought to the doors of those who do'
not openly profess the Catholic religion, multitudes
of whom, we trust, are Catholic in heart. They im-
plicitly moke an act of faith in all the teachinge of
Jesus Christ our Lord ;.but alas, when they come to
make an act of explicit faith in particular doctrines,
then they fail, and explain away the very life of the
doctrine, because they were thus instructed from
the truth, - How many good souls are weary, tossed
about by every wind of doctrine. Let them pray
und act courageously, despising the cowardice of the
slaves of the world, the fiegh, ov thedevil.  Let them
seek God, and they shall find Him, provided they
seek him with humility and sincerity. The Counci,
therefore, has a great and divine work to accom-
plish ; but.it has the promisc of. the assistance of
the Holy Spirit. It the Spiritof Godis with two or

. NEIGHBOUR,

Although neither jocose lies nor officinl lies ren.
der the soul as culpable before God as injurious lies,
they arc nevertheless greatly to be condemned.

Jocose lies are such deviations from strict truth,
as without injuring our neighbour's character are
told in order to amusc. Of these lies St. Austin
Bays— They are not grievous sins, but they are not
without vin)’ They are at leasge such sins, Christian
soul, as every Christian who has the slightest love
for God ought to avoid with all his rtrength.

To understand that jocose lies are sinful it is suffi-
cient to remember that they arc contrary to truth,
Now the properties of truth ace gravity, simplicity
and usefu!ness, Agninst cach of these propertivs
ihe jocose lic offends. The jocose liar invents his
lic in order to emuse his companions. For want of
news, be invents news and passes them off upon his
friends with an assumed scriousness, and
appestance of truth. Asking a fish he gives youn
stone.  Without staying to look at the unkindness
and want of charity in all this, we will look only
now at its gravity, This jocose lying then, this
inventing of news, this legerdemain in palming off
upon ones fricnds this bogus truth, is there any
Cliristian sobriety in all this ? Bat are we then to
be deprived of all amusements and all pleasure ?
No, Christian sonl, assuredly not. If the Apostle

8t, Paul bids you * Be sober and watch !’ he also
bids you “ Rejoice in the Lord again I say rejoice.”
But remember your rejoicing must be “in the Lord ;”
and how con it be “in the Lord” who is “the way,
the (ruth and the life,” if it be agaiust ¢ruth ? Theve
are thousand- of honest amusements and innocent
pleasures. Why then throw them aside for those
which offend, no matter in however small & degree
against that truth which has its fulpéss and its be-
giuning in God 7 I would not doprive you of amuse-
ment but of unchristian amuseménts, I would not
deprive you of pleasures, but ofdishonest pleasures.
Rejoice, again I say rejoice | Lut rejoice not in lies
which being untruths are an insult to the God of
Trath. .

Jocosoe lies are contrary to that simplicity which
knows not fraud vor deceit. Simplicity treats every
aan as its equal.

him serious insult, but you avoid giving him the

slightest insult ; nay youn avoid offering bim any

offence whatever. And if this is the effect of your

love for creatures, what ought to be the eflect of

your love for God # Nor is this all. Not only does

love teach you toavoid all even the slightest insult,

it teaches you to testify your love by the most re-

spectful and considerate behaviour possible; 1t

teaches you to consider the feeling of him you love

in every action even the most trivial of your life,

How then can rou say that you have any love for God

how can you say that you value his csteem, whilst

you are guilty for poor pastimes sake, of uttering

words which will be an insult to his eternal truth?

You utter them witout hesitation—without remorse

and for what ? To amuse, and this you call your

love of God. Alas, Christian soul, Jearn will this

trath, true love of God does net ask itself what sia

is venial, and what is mortal—its sole care is to

avoid all sin whatsoever, That jocose lies are sin-

ful, ought alone to be sufficient to deter a Christian

from them ; that jocose lies are displeasing to God,

ought alone to be sufficient for the soul that loves

its God.

And not only do your jocose lies teach the world

your want of love for God, they teach it also your

ignorance of how great and good and amiable, how

worthy of konor and respect he is. This jocose lie,

tho' as you say only ¢ veniul sén, is nevertheless an
insult to the infinite mujesty of God ; nn insult to

his infinite goodness and mercy, which demand our
utmost esteem and homage. And is it small indeed
because itis venial? Oh surely not. No insult
however slight against so great o God can ever be
small. And why indeed is it venial ? Nt because
it is small but because God’'s mercy is great; not
because it is small but because Christ’s dcath was

terrible ; not beeaase it is smadl but because Christ's
redemption isinfinte. Is thisthen the reason why

you look on venial sins as trivial—because God is
so good and merciful—because Christ died so cruel
and powerful 2 death? Surely not C. §,, that would
indeed be an abuse of God's mercy and goodness;
—that would indeed be a crucifying again the Son
of Man—that would indeed Le to cast sncers and
jibes at the foot of the Cross. No! C.8,, no sin is
small, ro lie is trivinl. A jocose tie though venial is
a greater evil than would be the distruction of this
carth, that heavens and the whole universe. It
may not indeed condemn you to hell, if that izall
you seek, but viewed in the majesty and powernod
wisdom and goodness of God—it is a greater evil
than man’sintellect will ¢ver in this world be able
to fathom.

You call it trivial, because it is venial or pardon-
able. Oh base ingratitude! Because God is good,
you arc evil—because God pardons you transgress ;—
because Christ was insulted on the crossaad still
died for his insulters-you insult him on the strength
of his death,

But you say, our jocose lies injure no one, Yes!
jocose linr they injure him who is least interested
in them, they injure yourself and they injure you
in what is most yourself, your soul. Not only do
they iosult and dishonor God, they stain and soil
yoursoul with the most abominuble of all filths,
the filth of sin. What! you hesitate to enter the
company of men with your face Legrimed with
soot or dust—yon fear to walk the streets without
your face wasbhed carefully every day, lest men
ehould point at you,and say, ““there goes a Barbar-
inn, and yet you hesitate not to allow your soul to be
begrimed and soiled with the dustand dirt of veni-
al sin. You hate to sce your face all freckles—you
would mourn to see it covered with blotches and
scars; nnd yet you allow the blotches of venial
sin to cover your soul,and hardly deem them worth
the looking at.

And “countemn not small things,’ Christian soul,
This great world of oursis made up of atoms so
small and light, that when the wind catches
them, it blows them in our face and Ulinds
us, And yet light though they are, they make up
& world, so vast, that naaght but the hand of God
canmoveit. The ocean is made of drops so light,
that their weight is inappreciable and yet how
great an ocean, how deep and boundless they make.
Ifyou dunot fear jocose lics eays St. Augustine when
you weigh them—tremble at least when you count
them. Yes, C. 8, alas haw numerous they are and
what a harrid mass they present to the eyes of fuith
the soul all blotched and pimpled—one mass of
little sores. The simple sting of a musketoe will
not cause death and yet the mighty ox and still
migltier elephant of Central Africa lag often to
succumb to their united effects.

Couxr Gerucrowsgl,—On 3rd August Count Age-
nor Goluchowski, the Stalthalter, or Provincial
Governor of Galicia, died at Lemberg. He was born
on 8th February, 1812, and was appointed to his
late office in 1849.
