DBirmingham Un-
jons, Bristol riots, Reform, Repeal, Leinster and
Bar Declarations, political duels, monster meetings,
Ministerial Coercion Acts, Viceregal proclamations,
&e., &c. These were the days, too, when the French
Revolution of July stirred up from its depths the
spirit of popular discontent throughout tkese is-
lands, &c.
# In the midst of this bitter and widespread dis-
content,”says the writter in the Gentleman's Mag-
azine, " the  Horn Book’ appeared in Dublin, and
was followed shortly after by the Comet newspaper.
The ¢ Comet Club’ numbered not more than a score
of the patriot satirists of Dublin. They werea very
youthful band. With three exceptions they were
under five-and-twenty years of age, and some were
not more than eighteen or nineteen, John Shee-
han was the youngest of the Comets. Joban O'Cal-
laghan and Hugo Jones were about one or {wo-and
twenty. The former, one of the first Irish satirists
uow living, with the exception perhaps of Dr. Mad-
den, published the ¢ Green Book ’and the ¢ History
of the Irish Brigade’in after years; and the latter
an excellent metrical translation of ‘the ¢ Odes of
Horace!  Thomas Kennedy, who wrote under the
signature of ‘ More, was about the same age.” - His
benutiful little peom on the ¢ Uninscribed Tomb,”
first published in the Comef, has since found its way
into a French work, and being incorporated ioto
tbe history of the time to which it refers. The con-

ings of antipathy, and. whoso, only. ‘intelligible op-
position to the Home Rule movement.is that it is
Irish.. Or can It:be that English statesmen confess
that what has been ‘done .;y. Canadians cannot be
done by the Imperial Parliament—the inheritors of
the.genius of Alfred, of Edward—the possessors of
the -Roman code—and the builders of a Constitution
which its friends claim to be the most perfect that
the world has ever seen ?

Eanty Scorrisy Hisrorry—LEoTURE BY THE Alan-
¢u:s or Bote.—Las week the Marquis of Bute de-
livered the first of a series of lectures which are to
De given in the Kingarth public achool during the
present winter. Kingarth, as our Glasgow corres-
pondent writes to us, is not far from Mountstewart
house, Bute, the residence of the Marquis, one of
whose titles i8 Viscount Kingarth. The school-
room was crovded on the oceasion, and the chair
was taken by Mr. W, Barr, of Kcrrylamoant,

In his preliminary remarks the Marquis said that
in the course of the Christian centuories, which now
amounted to 18, there were some which stond out
as particulnrily distinguished. Although we lived
in it ourselves, it could hardly be denied that tho
ninetcenth century was without any parallel in
mechanical works and discoveries. Probably it had
done so much in that way as to make & mark upon
the face of the world which would not be effaced as
long as civilization existed. If thuy looked back
fur three centuries, they came to the 16th, morked,
if not actually by the discovery, at any rate by the
general dissemination of printing, which had
changed the whole social order, and perhaps the
moral order also, by the great commotion of which
the chief ontcome in this country wasthe Reforma-
tion. Again, if they took the semec interval of
three centuries they ‘came upon the 13th, an age
whose work and icstitutions had, as far as t'me had
yut allowed of A comparison, been more enduring
than those of any other conntry ; particularly of
this country, where we had esraped being swept by
the storm of the great French Revolution ; it might
almost be said that in some mattera which serround
us most closely; we live in'the work of the 13th cen.-
tury more than in our own. It was in that century
that the firit House of Commons was ‘assemb-
led st Westminster, It was in that cenlury
in which there was aroused throughout the.whole
of Europe the study of the Greek philosopby whick
was brought in by the extraordinarv intellectual
brilliance of that time, Even in mechanical mat
ters, it was admitted that the thirteenth century was
thas which attained the very highest excellence in
art which had ever existed in the West. Ofthe
immense activity which was displayed, and the
stronghold which both in Christianand non-Christ-
ian Lodies its worka still retained, it was unneces-
sary to speak further. That great age was marked
in Scotland by an emount of prosperity, which, ac-
cording to Burton Jhe latest of our historiuns, was
probadly never erjuyed from that time until the
present century ; and the close of the thirteerth
century was characterized in the history of Scotland
by the most stirring events which their history
ufforded. The death of Alvxander IIL in 1284
ushered in the peried of the war of independence,
which was closed by the battle of Banuockbarn in
1314. The noble marquis then entered into a min-
ute survey of the grounds upou which the various
claimants to the throne—who came to the front on
the death of Alexander IIT.—rested their cause,
giving the genenlogy of the chief competitors, and
reading some interesting translations {rom a num-
ber of old documents which had never been pre-
viously translated : documents which, it came to be

the true basis upon which all history rested. He
described more particularly the competition which
took place between John Baliol 2aud Bruce for the
Crown, and pointed out that there was one feature
which was characteristic of ali their claims,—they
were quite willing, it Edward declured in their favor
to hold Scotland as fief from the King of England,
He showed, however, that but little blame attached
tu the majority of the claimants on this ground, on
account of the fact that they were cither of French,
Euoglish, or Irish extraction. Coming to the inter-
esting scene which took place at Berwick-on-Tweed,
at which the contest wos decided in favor of Buliol,
the noble lecturer read & translation of a document

giving nn officiul narrative of the proceedings and |,

an elaborate series of reasoms for the preference
which was given to Baliol's claiws, 08 compared
chiefly with the grounds on which Bruce urged Lis
pretensions to the kingdom. This document
brought out the fact that the chief objection to
Brucu's claim was his application, made shortly
previous to this occasion, for a third of the king
dom. As, however, the King of England considered
that it would not be conducive to the prosperity of
the people to apportion out the kingdom into three
parts, Bruce'a application . was rejected, and Baliol
was declared the successful comuetitor as. the most
direct heir to the throne, The Marquis thon Lriefly
alluded to the enthronement of Baliol, at Scone
He concluded by describing the steps which Edward
took to.secure the .dependenocy of Scotland, nnd the
readiness which Baliol dlisplayed to satisfy hisaims
in that respect. : : ,

The London Standerd of Dec, 15t has the following:
~-All sorts of rumors and gpeculations continue to
prevail in the continental capitals respecting what
led to the purchase by England of the Kedive's
shares in the Suez Canal, and the ultimate object
of the purchage. Qur Pariscorrespondent telegraphs
that England has incurred the displessure of Ed-
mond About, and that the French papers approve
of the opinion he has expressed, which may be
sumnied up in the assertion that if France had been
in her normal condition England would never have
dared to purchace the Kedive's shares. From our
Berlin Correspondent comes tho principal points in
an actlcle published In the National Zeitung, which
scquits England of an immedlate design dgilnat
the independence of Egypt, but indulges in gloomy
prospects as to the resuit of the purchase. At lost,
some ot the Hungarian papers have commenced to
discuss the subject, and so far all of them display
unfriendliness towards Russia. OQur Vienua corres-
pondent’s surmise that the Austrian Foreign Offico
was disagreeably surprised at the purchaso has been
cunfirmed by a statement from Count Beust to the
effect that down to the last moment the transaction
was kept o profound sccret, aud that it cven sur-
prised every body in London. In most of the
Ausirina journals pleasure is expressed at Russin's
discomfiture, and a few speak unfavourably of
France. OQur Vienna correspondent also mentions
that so great has been the consternation in Con-
stantinople caused by thenews of the purchase, that
a commtttec has been appointed to make great de-
fensive preparations in case of war.

Christmas, it is impossible to be otberwise than
miserable when scenes of such a saddening charac-
ter as our city prrsents are being cnacted on such
a scale as to plunge thousands in sympathetic
grief, and thousands more in the actuality ¢f physi.
cal want. Itis sad when the Christmas carol has
to be turned into the cry of starvation,

But, for all these drawbacks, we cannot withold
from our friends and readers the accustomed “com-
pliments of the season.” This phrase is on every
tongue. Itls not too much to hope that it finds its
origin or its echo in every heart. From the olden
days long ago, when the wakjog thought of child-
hood was to examine what Santa Claus had given
over night, to modern manhood when, for a few
days, at least, troubles and strifes and animosities
are thrown aside, if not forgotten, in the general
idea of “ peace” and “good will," the Christmas
times have been regarded with social enjoyment and
Teligious observance. Christmas comes to us with
associations of Divine import—the record of Re-
demption is the compliment of the anniversary—
atonement for man's transgression by the Man God
is the lesson taught to all time—affection for His
fellow-man is the loving bequest given by the in-
carpate God. We do not mean to sentimentalize,
nor do we look to the press to usurp the functions
of the pulpit; but if we do not counsel Christmas-
charities, it will give us pride to record their exer
cise. In the festival approaching we hope to sce
the holy influences of the Clristmas-tide made
apparent by promoting munificence and public bene-
volence—setting to work to mitigate the sorrows and
sufferings of the poor.

For,our own part, this
fact, though it may satisfy the most zceptical, by
no means satisfies us, We do not sce apy gul{rantee
of loyalty iu this fact of the connection of the So-
ciety with crowned heads, simply becouse it is just
possible that this counection of crowned heads with
the Society. may have taken place as much ‘with a
view to overthirow the institutions of the country
ag to insure them. Lot us look to Italy, Victor
Emmanuel is a Freemason, and o crowned head.
Now, Victior Emmanuel, a crowned head anda
‘Mason, has overthrown certain other crowned heeds
in order to become head of an United Italy. Was
this loyalty? Certainly not to those other crowned
heads. Wasit loyalty to the institutions of ihe
country ? Certainly not to the institutions of that
country whose institutions he overthrew. Was it
loyalty to the penple ? Again certainly not; as the
Italian people, if their voice was heard, no more
desire Victor Emmanuel for their King than the
Frogs wished for King Log or King Stork. Where
then the guarantee of loyalty ?

But it is not to discuss the loyalty of Freema-
sonry that we commenced this article, but rather to
place Freemsasonry in u dilemma. Masons area
umiled body. o where you will—in Europe, Asia,
Africa, America, Australia-— masons are all the
same—brothers anited in bonds of one common so-
ciety. Ifthere is one boast more than another
which Masons parade before ihe world, it is this
boast of “ Unity” Now if Masons are so united—
s0 ons—how does it happen, that our English
Masons are §0 unlike their Continental brethren.
No one pretends as yet to accuse English Masous
of plotting to overturn our British institutions ; naor
as {ar a5 we know are our English Masons as »et ac-
cused of plotting against the institutions of neigh-
boring countries, But can the sams be said of
French, or Italian, or Ecudorian Masons? We
fear not, if the words of a certain Englishk noble-
man, a Pro-Grand Master of English Masons, are to
be held of any account. At the recent installation of
the Prince of Wales as Grand Master, the Earl of
Carparvon let fall certain notable words. Endeavor-
ing to vindicate the loyalty of Masons he muost
effectually destroyed their wnify. ¢ In some other
countries it has been unfortunately the lot of Free-
masonry to find itself allied with faction and intrigue ;
with what he might call the dark side of politics.”
Now this is an important admission ; important ss
coming from a Pro-Grand Master; and important
for what it admits,  Jn some other countries.”

On last Friday afternoon o large unumber of in-
fluential Irish Catholic gentlemen forming deputa-
tions from St. Patrick’s, St. Aun's and St. Bridget's
congregations, waited on the Rev. Father Dowd.
the respected pastor of St. Patrick’s Church, and
presented Lim with an address.

The deputations were headed by the Hon. Thos ..
Ryan, Sepntor, who acted as spokesman; Anthony
Brogan, Esq, N.P. being the Secretary, Before
reading the Address Hon. Mr. Ryan stated that
the matter was o spontancous one on the part of
the people—in a fow hours over a thousand sig-
natures had -been obtained ; he hoped this manifes-
tation would be plensing to the Rev. Pastor, who
was so widely esteemed and so sincerely beloved.

He then read the Address as follows

7o the Reverend Father Dowd :—

Beveasyp Farren Dowp,—We the undersigned
members of the congregations of St. Patrick’s, St.
Ann's and St Bridget's hereby express our gincere
sorrow at, and disapproval of, the action lately
taiien by the St. Patrick’s Socicty of Montreal, in
relulion to the obscquies of the late lamented
Fathers Murphy and Lynch.

Mindful of the inestimable Vlessings that have
accrued to the Irish people of this city through
your indefatigable and self-sacrificing ministrations,.
we deeply deplore that auy Society, claiming to
represent the sentiment of the Irish Catholic popu-
lation of Montreal, should be found nawilling to
accept the explanation made by you, in connection
with a matter exclusively ecclesiastical, and affecting
the discipline of the Church, in Montreal. For our
part, we desire to express our humble approval of
that explanation, which we think ought to be satis-
factory to every well-wisher of our respective
congregations, and is endorsed almost without ex-
ception by the Catholics of this city.

The Rev, Father Dowd, who was visably aftected,
replied as follows :— ‘ :

GanTiEMes,—Your. declaration so promptly al-
firmed by -the signature of hundreds of our repre-
sentative Irish Catholics of St.Patrick's, St. Ann's,
and St, Bridget's. congregation, .consoles me more
than I canexpress. In thus disavowing and con-
demning the un-Catholic action of. the St. Pat-

"Diie unfortunate Notice nssailed in the most pub-
" lic manner religious interests of the gravest impor-
tance, It threatened the peace of .our Catholic
body in Montreal with the introduction of division
and rancour; it threatened to: disturb the very
Tappy relations that have elwaye existed Letween
the pnstors and their flocks in the differena con-
gregations in the city ; and, 8sa crowning wicked-
pess, it Gtepped into ihe sanctuary and dircctly at-
tacked the Jiberty of our Holy Church to carry out
her own laws and her own' discipline, with the en-
tire independence of lay dictation, whether that
dictation came from & government or from a mob,
fom an individual or from a society. .

I examined no man's motives, and I would be
happy to believe that the author ofthe Notice was in
a positiea to justify his motives before the Searcher
of hearte. But Imust deal with a public document
on its own merits. It is self-evident that the Notice
in question is chsrgeable with,and carefully arrang-
ed to produce, all the grave evils I Lave pointed out.
‘What, then, was I todo? Could I remain silent
without betraying soms of the most sacred duties of
u faithful pastor—the maintaining of a holy peace,
and the repelling of any profane invasion of God's
Sanctuary ?

I am blamed for not having given advice in pri.
vate, But the offence was public, and the evils that
menaced could not be reached und prevented, ex-
cept by public warning. .

1 am also blamed, though iz a passing way, for
not allowing more liberty to those over whom it is
my happinecss to have pastoral charge. I scarcely
koow how to view the charge. Itis so genmeral
that it evades refutation on any given point. Yet
it seems to be malicious, and intended to
makean injurious and, Iclaim, an unjust impres-
sion, :

In what have I, during my long career amongst
you, interfered with any man’s rightful liberty? I
have always ignored politics, not only in my official
relations with you as your pastor, but even in my
private iniercourse. .

I could mot, if I wovld, interfere unduly with
your religious liberty, for I have no control or dis-
cretion over the rules and laws that govern and
gecure that liberty. If you claim liberty to violate
the laws of God and the precepts and rules of His
Holy Church, I cannot give you that liberty. I
cannot allow you to deny your faith for any world-
1y purpose or advantage imadinable, because God
forbids you to do so ; ncither can I allow you to
sow discord amonrg brethren, for the same reason.
In all sueh matterzaffecting your religious lberty,
I am but the guardian and not the legislator.
Could my acting the part of the unfaithful guar-
dian profit in any way either my accuser or any
body else.

I desire to say but little on the part taken by the
St. Patrick’s Society in this sad proceeding. The
Notice was published without any requisition, This
js now admitted. So far the Society had no re-
sponsibility. But the Society sustained the action
of its President in having published the Notice.
Here the responsibility of the Society begius.
It takes upon itselfall the culpability of that ua-
happy Notice, and consequently all that I have said
of the Notice has to be put down to the count of the
Society. .

I wish to spare the 8t. Patrick’s Society, ns far ng
the interests of justice will permit, were it only oo
account of the good old pame it bears, Were
Montreal alone concerned I would not think
itnecessary to take the slighsest notice of any-
thing coming from it; for you know as well as
1 do how thatpoor Society has fallen. For some
years past it has ceascd to represent us in any

respect. It is the smallest of all our Irish societies,
and the few respectable men who still leave their
names on its roll seldom or never attend its meet~
jngs. They cling to it in hopes of its reformation,
and through love for the venerable old name. The
St. Patrick’s Society at the present time is and has
been for some years, the fiction of a hational society,
which selfish and unpatriotic men have used for
their own miserable purposes,

Gentlemen, I state this to you en this occarion
not to inform you of something you did not know,
but to guard those who do not live in our city
against the errer of supposing that the St. Patrick’s
Society of Montreal represented in any way
the sentiments of the Irish Cathelics of Montreal.

A remedy for this uncreditable state of things
is called for, but thisis not the occasion to suggest

what that remedy should be. Take the matter into
your own serious consideration for the hounor of
St. Putrick and the credit and peace of his children
in Mentreal,

In conclusion,gentlemen, I need hardly assure you
that throughout this painful business I have been
sctuated by a single desire of discharging my duty.
That duty bat been a trying oue, for in causing,
though unavoidably, others to suffer, I suffer much
more myself. My whole pastoral charge is dear to
me—very dear indeed ; but the emring have the
Inrgest share in my thoughts, in my solicitude nnd
in my poor prayers, The evil attempted to be done
in our midst is now exposed and provented ; let
us hope that they who bave offended, T trust
unwittingly, are sorry, and that a repetiton of the
pest will be spared us in the future,

I thank you gentlemen, for having so promptly
and so wisely vindicated the good name of the
Trish Catholics of hontreal ; and I thank you again,
and from my heart, for your great kindness to my-
self on this as on every former occasion when,
in a passing dark hour, I needed your affectionate
sympathy.

IRISH HOME RULE.

The monthly meeting of the Montreal Brauch of
the Irish Home Rule League was held on Tuesday
evening, the Tth inst ,in the hall of St. Pa_tnck'a
Society, Edward Murpby Bsq, President, in the
Chair,

The minutes of 1ast meeting were read and con-
firmed. .

The President on opening the meeting referred
in a tone of deep feeling and at some length, to the
late disaster, which deprived our Citizens, Religion
and the Irish race generally, of the services of the
\eloquont and learned Father Murphy and his friend
Father Lynch. Thatdreadful calamity had created
a most profound feeling of sorrow in the breasts of
all the citizens of Montreal, irtespective of creed. He
said he did not remember any misfortune that was
50 deeply felt, that in the streetsand business places
of the city, ho was pcrsonally condoled with by
merchants and other gentlemen in the loss the
community had sustained by the death of the
gifted and lamented Father Murphy ; many of these
though Protestants, hud attended his lectures and

learned to appreciate his gentlemanly style, for |-

‘though firm and unflinching, be never said anything
to offend those differing from him ; they might not
agree with some of hig conclusions but they admir-
ed his wonderful eloquence, learning and ability.
It was a source, lie. might say, of melancholy eatis-
faction to think that neither of the two Rev, gentle-
‘men could have sufferedlong as fromall he was
able to gather they were suffocated almost instan-
taniously.

ings bad been held in different parts of the country
during the last two months, all of which were large-
ly and influentially attended, sprited resolutions
wery adopted at all of them affirming the National
demand for Home Rule, Amnesty, &c. Some of
these meetings were held in Dungannon, Lurgan
and other places in the North, clearly proving that
the apirit of '82is reviving in Ircland. The Home
Rule League in Dublin bas also been doing good
practical work, having held weekly meetings dur-
ing the fall, he mentioned a couple of cases;j—ou
the the 26th Qct., Mr. Mitchell Henry, M.P,, ina
speech of great puwer and research on ¥ the financial
thjustice done Irelandby England” proved beyond a
shadew of doub, that Ireland is anoually robhed of
three and a balf millions of pounds sterling, all of
which goes to enrich the Eaglish Exchequer. Dr
Ward, M.P,, at the meeting of 16 Nov., exposed the
injustice done Irish Fisheries by the Government,
in consequence of whose neglect the number of men
engaged in the Irish Fisheries was reduced from
113,000 in 1846 to 27,000 in 1874! and the fishing
Boats reduced from 20,600 in 1846 to 7,000 in 1874 !
these will suffice to show that the leading men of
the Home Rule party are working up their case for
the next mecting of Parliament.

To give some idea of the great progress national
opinion was making in Ireland, he referred to the
vigit lately made by Mr. Butt to Trinity College,
when the students gave him an ovation, and on
leaving the College they (the students) took the
horses from a carringe and themselves drew the
Home Bule leadcr through the streets to his home.

When it isrecollected that the “ Trinity Boys’
were wont in days past to take King William's statue
under their special proteztion and decorate it every
12th of July, their action in the present case is very
sigpificant.

He said he was happy to state that Isaac Butt is
now recognized as the Home Rule leader. In
Tuam, at the great Home Rule meeting held there
on the 21st Oct,, over which His Grace Archbishop
McHale presided, that great and venerable prelate
proclaimed Isaac Batt the Home Rule leader, de-
claring that the “mantle of O'Connell” had de-
scended on his (Mr. Butt's) shoulders, and this has
been ratified by the Irish people.

Another cause for congratuination was the election
of a town councillor for Liverpool on the Home
Rule ticket, Mr, Connolly having beaten his Eng-
lish oppouent by an overwhelming majority, though
Liberals and Conservatives leagued against the
Home Ruler. Taking all these facts into consider-
ation, they had much to cheer and encourage them
to perazvere in the work.

Mr, Murphy concluded by saying that it would
be their duty to pass a resolution expressive of their
profound sorrow at the late calamity which de-
prived them of Father Murphy and his companion,
Father Lynch, and he believed that his friend, Mr.
Currap, would present suck a resolution for adop:
tion,

Mr. J. J. Curran snid his emotions were too deep
for utterance on such a solemn occasion, and his
hearers would readily understand the reason why.
As the President had remarked with feeling and
truth, it was long since a misfortune causing such
zloom and sorrow had occurred in the city of Mon-
treal. He could scarcely yet realize the full force
of that micfortune, which soatched from their
midst the gifted and eloquert clergyman, such an
able defender of the Church, and such an ardent
lover of his country, both of which mourned the
almost irrepurable loss they sustained in his death.

[The resolution of sympathy was published last
week with the resolutious of the other Bocicties.}

Out of respect for the memory of the deceased
gentlemen, on motion the meeting then adjourned
without any further business being transacted.

THE LATE MR. JAMES LYONS.
Oxstow, Nov. 30th 1875,

To the Editor of the Tror WITNESS.

Sir,—-Your issue of the past week brought the sad
tidings of the death of a young gentleman named
James Lyons, connected with the Gazette,

‘Tle late Mr. Liyons was a youth who ata very young
age (before his tecns) became counected with the
Limerick Reporterund Tipperary Tindicator published
in the city of the * Violated ‘Treaty.”! He felt com-
pelled at this very early age to apply for employment
to minister to the wants of a Mother and young and
belpless family. Having lost a respectable Father,
and being the eldest he called himself, childlike, un-
accompanied by any person, and got employment
and thereby became the chief support of a Mother
and & young family.

Mr, Lyons, though little known in your City has a
large circle of respectable friends in the country of
bisbirth. His Uncles were the late Ilevds. Thomas
and Jeremish Clancey of the Parish of Kilworth,
County of Cork. Both these Revd. gentlemen were
educated in the College of Muaynooth, where they
rose to distinction for many ennobling qualities;
the former by his great piety and talent, being plaved
in the Bunboyne Establishment.

Unfortunately for both, these Revd. gentlemen,
they completed their education at a very inauspi-
cious period in the history of their Country, in the
memorable year, of 1847; when famine, fuver, and
the Whig Administration under Russell, strenous-
ly competed to decimate and exterminate tire brave
Irish people. Both these Revd. gentlemen, obey-
ing the call of duty and fearless and indifferent of
the .consequences, launched themselves into the
abyss of death, and soon fell victims, both within u
short time of each other. The late Mr. Lyons had
still another relative and not the lenst in distinc-
tion, & grand uncle; the late Revd, W, Casey, P.P,
of Marnhull, Dorset, who died only a short time
gince. This Revd. Gentleman's panegyric appeared
a'short time since in the Lomion Lablet.

Immediately after leaving the College of Water-
ford where he completed his education, hewas ap-
pointed chapluin to one of England’s Nobls Dukes,
one of the Talbot family, loug siare dead. He sub.
sequently got charge of the parish of Murnhull,

Dorset, where he lived nearly & balf century, was
the associate of a numerous circle of the English
nobility, particularly the families of Arundell and
Norfolk,

The late Mr, Lyons was young and liad not got
time to make his mark asa journalist, Had he
been spared to enjoy life to un average period, I
haveno doubt he would do honor alike to the
Country of his birth as well asto that of his adop-
tion, .

The few productions from him which appeared
in the press, breathedan ardent love of Country,
rarely fonnd in any but those who are tkroughly
reliable and honorable. C.

My it please your Lordship,—We the undersign-
ed, members of the Conference of St. Vincent de
Paul of Notre Dame, Lindsay, beg to approach your
Lordship with sentiments of dutiful obedience and
filial affection as the Chief Shepherd which our
Holy Father the Soverelgn Pontiff, has in his cle-
nency and care chosen to preside over the flock
of which we have the happiness of forming & part.

For your Lordship's information we beg to state
that our Conference was first aggregated in 1871,
commencing with twelve members, and although
during the four years of our existence we have not
increased our numbers very materially, yet wo be-
lieve we can conscientiously say that our humble
endeavours to relieve the needy and distressed
poor, bave been]proportionably appreciated, still we
are obliged to confess, that the aid we have render-
ed to such, has fallen far short of what we desired.

From such information as we have casually
gathered the calls upon us for relief up to the pre-
sent time have not been so numerous as has been
the case on similar institutions in other townsin
the Province having corresponding populations to
that of Lindsay ; but we are constrained to sy that
our judgment at present leads us to believe that wo
shall have to provide fora greater amount of poverty
during the approeching winter (and which portion
of the ycaris the greatest season of want) than in
any previous one, and therefore humbly and praver-
fully solicit your Lordship’s Episcopal benediction
upon our feeble endeavours to relieve the distress
which we expect to Liave to cncounter ; and also
most respectfully ask your Lordship for such advice
and suggestions us may seem to your Lordship ad-
visable,

Shortly after our organization we had the happi-
ness of waiting upon your late lamented and vener-
able predecessor, aud although his paternal instrue-
tions and kind words of encouragement have not
been forgotten, we still feel the necessity of the
guidance of those invested with authotity in the
Church.

The Divine Head of the Church has assured us
that ¢ the poor we shall have always with us,” and
these words coming from such authority leads us
to see how much it behoves us as members of the
Society to which we have attached ourselves, to be
vigilant in our vocation with firm faith in the pro-
mises of Him who has also snid, ¢ he that giveth a
cup of cold water in my name shall not loose his
reward,” therefore knowing that if we truly seck for
the grace that cometh from above and study closely
the life of that great friend of humanity, the Holy
fouader of our Society, and deligintly act up to his
rules and maxims, together with the valuuble assist-
ance which our much beloved Pastor, Father Staf-
ford, is ever ready to aftord us, und these coupled
with your L.ordship’s prayeifnl aid, we sec no rea-
son why we should fuint by the way, but rather take
Courage, Prudence and Perscverance for our motto;
although we have to confess that our present pecu-
niary resourcesare very low and that we cannot
avoid realizing the fact that unless we adopt eome
scheme aside from our ordinury weekly collections
our Conference would {aii to be true to its mission :
upon any frasible and legitimate scheme or plan
tuat may be devised for adding to our resources weo
humbly beg your Lordship's blessing and also your
prayers for our mutual and united co-operation, and
that the Almighty may give us the light, the zeal
and the prudence needflto nccomplish the task,
and the best means of promoting the work gener-
allyin which the goodness of Providence bas per-
mitted us each to have an humble part.

Beingdesirous of increasing our membership we
are prompted to take a farther liberty with your
Lordship and respectfully ask you while here
amongst us to publicly invite from the Altar some
additional recruits to join us, cither us active er
lonorary members feeling assured that your Lord-
ship will appreciate the sentiment that guides uas
in nddressing you this hunble request and in the
hope that you will favourable receive it.

In offering you the homagoe of our gratitudeand
profound rtespect we joyfully congratulate your
Lordship upon your elevation to the Episcopal
Chair of this extensive Diocese, nnd if, in entering
upon the Administration of its temporal aflairs
your Lordship has found that any heavy burden,
pecuniary or otherwise, has been laid wpon your
shoulders, we sincerely aud prayerfully trust that
the same may be spcedily removed through the
liberal and timely coutributivasand aid of your
spiritual children,

Whenever your Lordship may have occasion to

The people of the mission, acting on the sugges-
tion and encouragement of their zealous.

Munpers 13 FrRaxcs.—A married woman named
Boyon has been condemned to death at the Lot
Assizes for murdering ber seven children and a
graadchild by pushing uncedles into their bodies,
Shen had ten children, seven of whom died under.
twelve months old, but it was not till the death of
her granddaughter that an investigation was made.
Her apparent motive for this last crime was that
the child might die before its father, whowas in a
desperate coadition, and that she might thussecure
part of his property, to the prejudice of her daughter
in-law, whom she detested. When asked how
ghe came to think of sticking needles into her child-
ren's bodies, she said that at the public-house she
kept there was one day a conversatioa on infanti-
cide,and it was said babies did not suffer when
murdered in this way. The jury in this case could
discover no estenuating circumstances.

Actiox AgansT Paisce Naroueox.—The Civil
Tribunal of the Scine hasjust given judgment in a
suit brought by M. Dardel, a forage dealer, against
the Prince Napoleon for 7,084fr. due for oaths, hay,
&e., supplied fur the horses of his highness duriug
the viege of Paris,  The decision of the court was
that, seting that the goods were sent-to Huhert,
bead of the Princy’s stables, and that regular receipts
were given; that no proof wai furnished that Hu-
bert hiad ceased to be in the Prince’s employment
on the 15th Septemnber, 1870, bat, io fact, that the
contrary appears from the document produced—
this having been the case, as he received certain
surs after the riege, either as salary or gratifica-
tion, and was afterwards charged to sell the horses
on behalf of the Prince ; thatas the prices charged
are not excersivc, the offerof 1,100fr. as a settle-
ment of all claiins was insufficient, and in conse-
nuence the def:ndwt was condemned to pay the
whole sum claimed and all the costs,

Conpexvation OF A Frexcy  Murperess.—The
Dagly News correspondent writes :~Sophia Gautier,
a wealthy innkeeper at Bourg, has been condemned
to death at the Cabors Assizes for having success-
fully murdered seven of her own children and a
grandchild, by stickiog darning needtes into their
intestines. Tu trying to Kill the prandchild to pre.
vent its mother inheriting from it Lier sou’s fortune,
she drove a long nzedle into its heart, but she had
already driven three others somc hours previously
into its abdomen. The suddenness of the unfortu-
nate infants death in the grandmother’s arms
arousing suspicion, a postemorlem examination was
held, and the crime was discovered and confessed.
In prison the woman stuck three threaded ncedles
iuto her breast, one of them was extracted with dif
ficulty. She says that others are yot in her body.
The murderess is described as a thin, viperish little
woman of forty-twe, expressing herself with & cer-
tain elegance of diction.

diers. Now asthe recruiting law provides for the
army and its reserve a little over 1,200,000 men, it
follows that, in addition to the above, there are
nearly 300,000 men available for the 57 batter-
ies of dismounted artillerymen, and the 57
companies of the artillery train, and these are ex-
clusive of the Algerian troops, consisting of 25,00
soldiers,

The naval army comprises the crews of the fleet,
aud the marine artillery and infantry,

Ip the preface to the naval estimates the Minis-
ter states that in 1876 there will be 97 vessels in
commission manned by 23,000 seamen s&nd murines
and that there will remain available a spare force
of 18 vessals fitted out but not commissioned, and
78 vessels in the reserve. In case of war the
French navy can take the sea with a fleet of 28
ironclads, 62 coast-zuard ghips, 34 cruisers, &, with
45,000 seaman, recruited by the fnscription Maritime
and by the unfortunate conscrits who draw low num-
bers, in case of need.

august Head of the Charch is simply a prisoner in
his own palace of the Vaticap, the Italian Bersag-
lieri ars quartered under the very shadow of the
Piazza of St. Peter’'s. 'The religious houses through-
out Italy are soppressed, and the priests are con-
demned to pay one franc per day to the govern.
ment for offering up the Holy Sacrifice of the Aass,
and ar¢ only exempted from this inquitous tax on
producing a medical certificate that sickness (and
this alone) prevented them so doing. The poor
monks are despoiled of their Jands, and are allowed
o miserable pittance quite inadequate to their sup-
port. The name of God is prohibited to be men-
tioned in the public schools, and blasphemy in the
public press reigns supreme. Some idea may be
formed of the state of Rome from the fact that the
paper, La Cupitale, which is howled nightly along
the Corso, and eargerly bought by thousands, re-
cently drew a comparison between our Dinlne Lord
ard Garibaldi, aud gave the preference to the lat-
tee. A short time ago, also, in Milan, there was
exhibited a travesty of Guido's ** Ecce Homo,” when,
in place of our suffering Lord, Italy was depicted,
crowned with thorns, and thus blasphemously ap-
pealing to the sympathies of those whose motto is
% Death to the Church!? The very stations of the
Cross are now burlesqued and Victor Emmanuel in
these pictures takes the place of our Divire Lord,
nud is represented as undergoing the horrors of the
Passion by the hands of the priesthood. The Church
is undergoing a persecution, the like of which she
has never seen—the blood of martyrs has ere now
flowed in torrents, but thoaim of her enemies is now
not to kill the body, but the soul !

I paint no fancy picture—these are facts which
I myself bave seen, or gathered from the most reli-
able authoritics, Italy is now simply a dependency
of Germany-—Berlin inspires Ler actions—she is but
one of the Fanfoceini which dance tothe strings
which are held by Germany.

I know from undoubicd autbority, that the ques.
tion of the seizure of the catacombs by the Italian
G:v.rament, was referred to Berlin, and the reply
was *not to interfere with the existing state of
things.” The resulf of the meeting lately at Milan
of the Emperor Willian and Victor Emmannuel, was
the announcement by Minghetti (tLe former Min-
igter of the Holy Father) that he was about to
bring before the Italian Parliament g Bill, whereby
the inferior clergy might bring actions against their
superiors, and the people have the appointment of
their owu clergy. I may have occasion in another
paper to refer to the grievous taxation which weighs
down so heavily upon the people, and to the finan-
cial condition of the country--these are matters of the
greatest importance.

But the moral that we may deduce from this de-
plorable condition of our poor persecuted Church
is the necessity to show ourselves now more Cath-
olic, more Roman Catholic than before—to petition,
to memorialise; but, above all to pray that the
clouds which darken the horrizon, may be speedily
dispelled, and that the Church may shine out bright-
er and more glorious than before.

And bow should I speak of thatsainted head,who
though despoiled of his temporalities, is yet the
greatest monarch of the world. Our supreme Pas-
tor Pope Pius 1X7 As Igazed upon Him and
thought of the heavy weight of sorrows which be
had to bear, the words of Shakespeare, puts
into the mouth of the Duke of York, when
describing to his Duchess the griefs of King Richard
came before me—

« No joylal tongue gave him his welcome home:
But dust was thrown upon his sacred head,

Which with such gentle sorrow be shook off—

His face still combating with tears azd smiles,

The badges ¢f bis grief and patience—

That had not God, forsome strong purpose, steeled
The hearts of men, they must perforce have melted,
And barbarism itself have pitied him.”

France, I believe, will yet show her right to the

TRE VEBDICT.
The jurors empanelled te enquice into the origin
of the fire, which destroyed Lnjcunnesse's hotel,and
was attended with such snd results, met Friday
afternoon, 17th inst., towards four o'clock, and
signed their verdict. ’
The address which Mr. Mousseau, .C, made to
{he jury on the dny preceding, was as follows :—

AMr. Coroner, Mr. Foreman, and Gentlemen of the Jary :

You have devoted four days to the discovery of
the causes tbat Jod to the sad catastrophy which
occurred at Savlt-nu-Recollet. The proof, which is
very simple and very clear, establishes the follow-
ing facts :—1st. That Lajeunesss had on the second
story of his hotel a machine producing gas for light-
ing purposes by means of an oil called gasoline, an
explosive material, also very inflammable and ex-
tremely dangerons in its properties, owing to the
vapor which escapes from it constantly, as the ex-
planations and experiments given and made by
Messrs., Aubin ond Lyman have incontestably
shown, 2ndly—This apparatng was placed in a
room-above the kitchen, in which there was a large
stove almost continually burning, and in which
particularly there was a good fire on the evening of
this disaster’; the flooring of this room was of wood,
thin, and shrunken, owing to the heatcoming from

The fire' was discovered by Napoleon La
jeunesse on reaching the door of the room with his
light and his pail three-quarters- tull ot gasoline ;
he left at the very door both the pail and the light,
and ren to give the alarm and ask bis father to en-
deavor to extinguish the flames; the latter, how-
ever, was too late, The destroyiag element, fed by
the gasoline contained in the pail mentioned,
spread as rapidly as lightning—as a “tongue of
flame,” to use the very corrcct expression of one
witness—Tessier. Napoleon, driven back by the
fire, ran down stairs, in order to save his wife ; the
fire had preceded bim, and was met in every part of
the same time. G6th—That the fire could only bave
broken out in the room where the appartaus in
question was placedand could pot have teen cauged
otherwise than by the ignited gasoline; every per-
son in the hotel—the guests as well as the mem-
bers of the bouschold—was perfectly sober; there
were no lights on the second storey, and the gas
was completely shut off by Napoleon before he
began to fill the regeptacle with gasoline; several
persons bad retired to bed—ihe two pilests,
besides Mme. Champngne, Mme and Mile. Lajeun-
esse, and Hormisdus Lojeunesse. These are all the
facts, grouped together briefly sud as faithfully as
possible—now where lies the blame? to whose im-
prudence, avd to whose negligence, do we owe this
fire, so disastrous in its results ?—the blame rests
no where in particular, becaase a portion falls every-
where. The law prohibits uader certain circum-
stances,and regulates the sale and storage of gun-
powder ; gasoline certainly requires iu a greater
the attention of our legislators; and the storage
of gesoline in such considerable quantities—
as the evidence has revealed in connection with
this fire—in private houses, and still more strictly
with regard to hotels, should have been long since
prohibited. The trade in, the use, and the storage
of gasoline, being neither forbidden, nor properly
regulated, we find that one Mr. Young, who cither
in consequence of ignorance, or in consequence of
a detire to vaunt the excellence of bis words, has
represented it to be slightly dangerous, and resem-
bling coal oil in its character, telling Lajeuncese,
Sr., that he could enter the room where the
machine was kept, with a light; and these cir-
cumstances, it is not astonishing that Napoleon
Lajeunesse is found to have carried gasoline as if
it was water; but all this is simply monstrous, and
deserves on your part energetic remobstraoces ;
while the motives for your interference in this
matter are particularly urgent, Not alone has this
fire cost Lajeunesse & very considerable sum, but,
moreover, an old lady, the mother of Mlme. Narcisse
Lajeunesse, whom the devotion of her grandson,
H Lajeunesse, could not snatch from deatb, and
three lives have in consequence beeu sacrified—
two priests, young and talented—one of whom bad
already made bis mark in the literary world, and
in the rank of clerical orator, having met pre-
mature deaths by instantancous suffocation. The
extremely painful circumstances connected with
these tragic deaths, so precisely related by H.
Lajeunese, explain this deplorable calamity, render.
ing unecessary a defence of the pure and unsullied
(or blameless) characters, as well as the sobriety of
these two illustrious priests, who had retired about
half an hour, sleeping their first and last sleep,
when the fire broke ouf, leaving the door of their
room open, They were first immediately suffocated
by the flame and smoke suddenly entering the room
throngh the bar kept on the second storey, and
open on both sides, on two passages, receiving on
the one side, belching volumes of flame, coming
from the room in which bad been kept the gas
machine, and communicating them on the other
side to the passage leading to the open door of the
room occupivd by the two unfortunate deceased
goctlemen,

Such are the facts, and such the appreciation of
the facts, which it is your duty to cxamine carefully
before making your report.

VERDICT.

The verdict is appended :—

We the undersigned jurors, convened by Joseph
Jones, Coroner for the District of Montreal, for the
object of mquiring into the origin of the fire which
burned and destroyed, on the fourth day of the
month of December, in the year of Our Lord one
thousand eight hundred and scventy-five, a building
the property of Narcissc Antoine Raymond dit La-
jeunesse, and occupied as en hetel, being and situate
in the Parish of Sault au Recollet, in the District
of Montreal,do respectfully report:—

That Narcisse Antoine Raymond dit Lajennesse

had on the second flat of his house and hotel, an ap-
paratus for preparing an jlluminating gas from 2
certain fluid called gasoline, of an explosive charac-
ter, very inflimmable, and extremely dangerous
from its volatile nature, as explained and illustrat-
¢d by experiments made before us by Messrs, Aubin
and Lyman.
- 2nd. Tbis apparatus wasin a room immediately
above the kitchen, where a large cooking stove,
almost constanily hot, and in which there wasa
large fire on the night of the conflagration ; that
Lard wood was used for this cooking stove ; that
the flooring of this room was of board, which had
shrunk by the excessive heat of this cooking stove,
and had av cpening through which passed a gas
pipe fur lighting the kitchen, which opening was
larger than the gas pipe. .

3rd. This gas spparatus had been put up by Mr.
Young, who is the proprietor or agent of these
machines, who was cogoizant of the locality of the
room in which he placed this apparatns, aud as to
the mode of using this apparatus, ond who, himself
on a certain day, after having put up this appuratus
nssisted Nareisse Lajaunessse iu illing the curboni-

That this state of things existing is rurprising,
and demands at our hands the strongest censure and
our earniest representations to the proper anthoritics
for immediate interveniion.

]_.\Tot only does this conflargation cost Narcisse
Lajeunesse a large sum of mouey, but the loss of
threc human lives was the resalt of it ; two young
and distinguished priests, onc of whom bad aiready
attnined a well renowned fame in the world of let-
ters and as a pulpit orator, were prematurely cut off
by iustantaneous suffocation.

The painful circumstaaces attending this tragical
death, o correctly described by Hormisdas Lajeu-
nesse, explain this lamented catastrophy, without
any defence being needed at our hands as to their
sobriety and character. Tbhey had beer in bed for
about half an hour, and sere ia their first and lact
slecp.

Having left their bedvoom door open, they were
the first who were immediatcly suffocated by the
dense smoke pouring inte their room. The Lar on
the second flat opened on the two passages, receiv-
ing from one side the volumes of flimvs and smoke
emitted from the reom contaiving the apparatus,
and driving it to the other side into the passage
leading into the open bed-room of these two unfor-
tunate gentlemen.

Weare pf opinion that the proprietors ef ¢the hotel
did all they could tfosave life under the circum-
stances ; and considering the fearful rapidity of the
conflagration, it was impossible to save the Revd.
Fathers Murphy and Lynch, and the old lady, Mad-
ame Champagne.

Before closing the report the'atiention of the jury
has been calied to a statement of the Hamalton Times
relative to the reverend gentlemen who perished in
this disastrous fire, connecting thewm with gross im-
propriety on the occasion. The concurrent and un-
animous testimony of the witnesses examined proves
such charges to have no fouvdation whatever, and
the jury take this opportunity to condemn in the
strongest manner possible the publication by the
Hamilion Times of a charge so utterly at variance with
the fuacts, and so calculated to wound the feelings
of relatives and of the community, nmongst whom
the deceased reverend gentlemen were held in the
highest respect and esteem,
Joezpn Joxks, Coroner.
