vored. DBut even here, it would be necessary to
proceed with the utmost caution, or a wealthy man
would have mare children charged upon him when
dead than ever truly belonged to him while living.
We wish the strang reasons for Marriage as it is
—for its obligations, limitations, and indestructibility
—were more generally set forth from the pulpit and
through the press than they are. The habit of re-
garding all institutions from the stand-point of indi-
vidualism, and of judging each, not by its intrinsic
character and average results, but by the exceptional
biardships it induces, has led to suggestions even from
well-meaning and pure-minded persons, of changes
which would relieve a few persons {rom unhappy en-
gagements at the cost of weakening, if not upheaving,
tie entire social fabric. Marriage honorable and
honored—Marriage sacred and ending only with life
—this is of far-greater social moment than the relief
of a few unhappy married persons from obligations
too hastily contracted and responsibilities culpably
tncurred.

LETTER OF THE ARCHBISHOP OF TUAM.

St. Jarlath’s, Tuam, Jan. 15, 1853.

My Dear Mr. Moore,—As you are anxious to
have my opinion on a grave question of morality [
give it you without any hesitation. At the same time
allow me 10 express some surprise at your consulting
on a clear case of conscignce whieh, when stripped of
all the other relations of policy or expedieney, or pri-
vate interest, or propheeies of increased good or pro-
babilities of qualified evil, with which it is sought to
obscure and confound it, is too clear for. debaie or
conflicting decisions. With all those extrinsic private
or public relations 1 have no concern. I have ouly to
deal with the obligation of faithfully fulfilling lawful
and honest covenaats, freely and deliberately entered
ino, by diflerent parties, and so precisely and expli-
citly worded as to leave uo room for misapprehending
their meaning.
Or the strict and religious obligation of fidelity to
such covenants there can be no controversy—an obli-
gation the more sacred and bindingin proportion to the
numbers committed to such engagement, and to the
magnitude and sacredness of the interest which they
involve. Dissolve the binding power of such contracts,
and you loosen the firmest bonds by which society is
kept together. 'F'here is now no question about the
prudence or imprudenc of having contracted those sn-
gagements that were honest and legitimate. There
was perfect freedom-to adopt or decline them at the
time ~f treaty, and if one party should find them ra-
ther incenvenient to be observed, that is no reason why
they should be released from their observance to the
injury of the other contracting parties, to whom they
bound themselves by w strietly reciprocal obligation.
If the proposed pledge should appear hard or incon-

- venieat, then the honest course would have been re-

spectfully to decline it, rather thun oceupy the place of
others who would be ready, in return lor their share of
the benefits of the contract, to fulfil all the correlative
obligaticns which it imposed ! ¢ For an unfaithful and
foolish promise displeaseth God, and it is much better
not to vow, than after the vow not to perlorm the
things promised.’ e
If, then, it is displeasing to God not to perform the
things promised, we cannot be patrties to the violation
of such promises, onthe obvious principle of the Apos-
tle, who tells us that those sin not enly who do the
evil, but, they, too, who consent to its infliction. This
is the clear and simple doctrine taught to every
Catholic child in his infancy, which grows and ex-
pands with his maturer years, if his wmind be net per-
verted by false political maxims. I is this simplicity
of the Gospel, so much opposed to the cuaning and
crafty wisdom of the world, that makes the Catholic
people of Ireland be filled with astenishment at those
violations of promise and breaches of solemn contraets,
which the votaries of political expediency treat with
levity and derision. )

It is this confidirg disposition, the fruit of the
sound teaching of their holy religion, that makes the
people so hopeful and reliant on solemn promises, not-
withsidnding the frequency of the instances in which
that confidence has been betrayed. It is a glorious
attribute of our people, surviving every process by
whieh it has been sought to destroy it, believing in the
integrity of others, because truth is aduty, and because
they have not yet been reared and disciplined in the
school of pelitical deception. :

What, thercfore, is made to our nation a reproach
of weakness, is one of the qualities of which, perhaps,
it has reason (o be most proud, and it would be a dis-
astrons day for the interests of public and private
morality were the people to, {eel no horror for the in-
fraction of soleru promises, orno grief at the conduct
of those who should treat.lightly their obligations.
Theu, indeed, would their lot be hopeless, if they were
insensible to any higher impulses than those which
the world gives; and if they, too, like some of those
above them in station, but below them in honor and
fidelity, were to measure the extent of the obligation
of promises by the scale of personal benetits or priva-
tions. How, then, to guard against future treachery is
now a question, as it was often beflure seriously pro-
pounded. Not certainly by curing the people of their
credulity, for that would be a remedy worse than the
disease, if disease we should call so wholesome a dis-
position. No, but by carrying the reform where i is
most wanted—by raising the standard of public mo-
rality to a level suofficiently lofty for the ideas of a
Christian people, who still believe that grave, and se-
rious, and solemn promises are sacred things, and that
pledges are the property of the Almighty. Whilst
the confiding voter, then, is entirely free from guilt in
his over-abounding confidence, it shonld be shared
among those exclusively who are imnportunate for the
price of their broken promises, and those who, far
from rebuking the candidates for dishonor, or tempting
others to forego their solemn pledges, and ready to
reward them most amply for their violaiion.—1I remain,

Both
Cahill and his assailant were at the time perfectly
sober. He now lies in a most dangerous condition at
the infirmary.

advaneed which will ennble a few shalts to be_sunk,
aund the business undertaken spiritedly. The district
‘is said to contain a vast quantity of iron, and the result
of the experiment just made is very satisfactory.

Honicrve—CounTy Mavo.—A yonng man named
Golding, the son of a respectable widow resident in
Castlebar, expired at the Mayo Infirmary on Wednes-
day last, from the effects of wounds received ina
quarrel on Chrisimas -night.

R. M., and a respectable jury were engaged for two
days in investigating into the facts of the case, who,
after a patient foquiry, ecame te the conclusion of find-
ing a verdict of Manslaughter against @ person named
Plunket, who has been made amenable.

Tue Convier Kirwan.—The Boyer mystery has
been solved. The man died a natural death, and was
interred in the ordinary way, at Killshandra, in the
county of Cavan, These facts have been discovered
by Mr. J. Knight Boswell, a highly respectable solici-
tor of this city. He has oblained a certilicate from
the proper officer of the parish of Killshandra, to the
effect that William Boyer Blake was iuterred there in
the month of. November, 1841. It can be proved thai
.this man was. the identical person of whose murder
Kirwan'is now accosed, Hetook the name of “Bluke,®
it is stated, for the parpose of concealing hintzell from
his wife. The magistrates of the head office of police
have refused to accept this cestilicate as evideuce, in
the present stage of the chzrge; but Major Brown-
riga, one of the chiefs of police, gives it publicity.—
It 15 siid the police have discovered more human bones
buried withiu the precinets of the residence formerly
occupied by Kirwan, and, of course, rarzor at once
identified them as the remains of Boyer.

GREAT BRITAIN.

‘Buaxise oF THE SAINT Grorcs.~—By the arrival of
the General Steam Navigation Company’s steamer Sir
Edward Banks, which brought over three of the sur-
vivors of the emigrant ship St. GGeorge, we give the
details of the abandonment of that ill-fated vessel.
What renders the catasirophe more shocking is, that
the whale of the unhappy beings who perished were
women and children. The vessel sailed from the
Mersey on the 24th of Nov., taking out 141 emigrants
for New York. With the exception of four, the whole
of the emigrants came {rom Irelaud. She was well
provided for, carrying a fire force pump, besides a new
life-boat she had Torr other boats sufficient 1o hold the
entire ship’s company and passengeis. The vessel
would be abont 1,200 miles south and westward of
Cape Clear, when smoke was first discovered. It
seems that no fire wasobserved atall, the vesse! being
enshrouded in thick and stifling smoke. When the
Orlando came in sight, the first 1wo boats that left the
ship coutained Captain Bairnson and al} the crew with
the exceptiou of tive hands. They heard that the
reason of Captain Bairnson and hisofficers leaving the
ship was to fucilitale the transit of the bouts with the
passengers to the Orlande. He never returned. At
thie time Captain Bairaston and his officers 100k to the
boats the passengers were crowding the main rigging,
expecting to be taken in them, but none wete allowed
to go. In about an hour and a half they saw the life-
boat returning to the ship, but on approaching within
half a mile ot us, those in her beckoned to round the
ship again to get closer 10 the Orlando, which they did,
and bore on far about half an hour, when she hove to.
During the successive trips of the life-boat on the first
day of the disaster, the people had, so terrific was the
rolling of the Si. Ceorze, to watch the boat’s rising on
the top of a wave inorderto jump in. Two lost their
lives in the attempt.  After the fifth trip no oue was
left on board that conld manage the vessel. Two other
trips were made after this. The Orlando had two boats
but it was not safe to launchthem. She remained by,
but had no communication during the night, aud the
storm raged more foriously. Atdaybreak, the follow-
ing morning, Captain Bairnsou asked who would vo-
lunteer to go off to the St. George to save the lives of
the passengers. Off they went, and ia the {course of
an hour and a half sveceeded in getting “alongside.
Still there were no means of assisting the passengers,
and the only chance for them to reach her was to
jump, but fear and terrar seemed to have seized tham,
Several missed the boat and were lost. No one was
saved who fell overboard. The boat made several
trips before night, and on each trip brought away some
of the passengers. Captain Bairnson never left the
Orlando. He urged those who went off in the trips 10
save the poor creatures, to tell them for Gad’s sake to
jump in, it was the Jast lime thal the boat would come,
and there was no hope of saving them. Captain
Bairnsen would have gone off, but the crew objected
to his going. The poor creatures who were lelt con-
sisted entirely of women and children—on calling over
the names of those on board, some fifty were ascer-
tained to be missing. They never atlerwards saw any-
thing of the St. George. The next marning Captain
Bairnson, who was in a dreadful state of mind, called
the men logether, and asked whether any of them
would volunteer to risk another attempt with him to
rescue the unhappy creatures, adding that it was a
horrible thing to abandon the wreck while so many
poor things were on it. None would volunteer to go,
every one being convinced an attempt would prove
fatal. Captain White and Captain Bairnson, with the
officers of each vessel, held a consultation as to the
best course to be pursued, when it was agreed that
they could do no more towards rescuing those on board
the wreck.—John Starr, one of the passengers com-
plaius bitterly of the conduct of Captain Bairnson. He
says, ¢ Had he remained to direct the terrified pas-
sengers in making their escape, the whole of them
might have been saved. T don’t think that the boat
macde altogether more than twenty trips. I am posi-
five it was not sixty-four, as has been represented ; it
was impossible for it to have done so, in consequence
of the distance of the two ships from each other. Ido
not know why the Orlando wis kept so fur off, except-
ing that it was feaved that the St. George would blow
up.

Scorcw Marriaces.—In arecent case at the West-
minster Police-court, involving the validity ot a Scotch
marriage, a Mr. James Law said he was acquainted
ed with the Scotch practice, and gave it as his opin-
jon that the marriage was legal: that a man in Scot-
Jand was often married without knowing it; that a
sweep or apple woman might perform the ceremony,
and it would still be a legal marriage, if the two per-
sons declared themselves man and wife § and that it
would be equally legal if the bride and groom were
drunk, provided they could say « Yes” and « No.

THE QUESTION OF CAPITAL PUNISHMENT.
(From the Times.)

~We must say that the state is gery unsuccessful in

the atlempt to inspire the wholesome apprehension of

blood for blood. Murders of the most open and atro-

cious character are almost daily perpetrated on the

‘deliberate calculation of escape. What with techni-

calities aud what with palliations, a loophole, it is
thought, will mest Likely be found. The murderer,
after hearing his awful sentence, returns to his cell
with scarcely less expectation of life than when he
left it for his trial, aud’ does not give up hope as long
as the breath is in his body. The examples we shall
give are the most recent.  Horler murdered his wife
in the most cruel, treacherous, and open way. The
usual plea of insanity preferred by his counsel had not
a shadow of proof, and there was no alternative bat to
find him guilty, to sentence lim to death, and carry
that sentence into execution.  Yet we read in our own
columns i— :

s Notwithstanding the desperute and aggravated cha-
racler of the crime, 1t would seem that ihe miserableman,
almost to the very last howr of his existence, wos actaat-
ed by an opinivn that his life wonld not be laker, and he
frequenily expressed an opinion that he should cither be
imprisoned for life or transported; and in the latter case
ke evidently anticipated that he should e very much het-
ter off, as he said he had no dovht tha! he “should soon
ohtain a fickel of leave, und that he should eventually be
completely resloved to Liberty in a counivy wheve he might
have a good chunre of bettering his condition.” A

In fact, it appears that Horler, who could butcher
his young wife in 2 horrid manner, had him=elf the
greatest possible horror of death.  Phat was the sole
molive at all sufficient to restrain him from erme. A
short servilnde in Australia, winding up with a trip to
the ¢ diggings,’ was the vision of happiness that illn-
mined the gloom of his cell, and made him spure no
effout to get his sentence commuted, He sent al} the
prison authorities, sheriils, depaties, Chaplain, and all,
with « long petition, drawn up by himself, 10 Lord
Palmerston, who very properly let the law take its
course. But life was all that this destroyer of life
seemod to care for, except that, like otlier craven
wretches, hie had no less dread of pain than of death.

¢ From the very first the wretched man appeared to
entertain the ntmost fear of death, and this feeling not
*only related to the dread of the loss of existence, but
to the budily pain he expected he should have to un-
dergo, aud those who were about him say that, in their
long experience, they do vot recollect ary case where
a prisoner entertained such a dread and horror of capi-
1al punishment, and 1t was evident that no punish-
raent, however dreadful, conld have been suggested
that the wretched man would not have williugly sub-
mitted to, so that his life was spared.””

Nay, the ruling passion proved strong even in death,
for when the bolt was drawn,

¢ 1t would seem that even at this moment the cul-
prit was aetuated by a desire to struggle for his life,
as, at the monent the drop was let {all, he made a
spring as well as he could to the side, and had nearly
succeeded in placing his foot upon the edge of the
flooring, besides an ineflectual attempt to raise his
hands and seize bold of the tope.”?

James Barbour, who took a friend out walking, and
killed him for his money, exhibited jus! the same in-
difference to every other consideration but the hope of
life. Inspired by this feeling, he systematically de-
nied his crime to the last; wrole letters to his rela-
tions and {riends protesting his innocence ; remarked
flippantly that the condemned seimon ¢¢iwas a very
impressive discourse, and very good for those to whomn
it might apply ;* declared that <he knew himself
best, and bad made his peace with God ;*? asked for
prayers and hymns, still keeping up the tarce of in-
nocence ; and only at the very last, when the Chap-
lain in answer to his question, told him there was
really no hope for him, confessed, ¢ Well, Sir, [ am
guilty ; and afterwards added, <« I am the ouly guilty
person.” MHad this man been reprieved we should
never have lad a confession, and many wonld have
believed him innocent. The certainty of death made
him confess, as it would undoubtedly have prevented
the crime. There have been so many instances lately
of men brazening it out, and getting off hy pushing
their own assertions against the whole world, that the
success of such criminals cannot but have a bad effect.
It appears to be forgotten that when a man has an
ignominious death hanging over his head, the love of
life takes almost exelusive possession of his mind.
There is nething he will not do or say for it. If he
could murder, rob, and lie before forthe sake of money
or revenge, how much more will he lie to any extent,
and with all the art in his pawer, to suve hisown life ?
Till within two hours of his death Barbour was utterly
impenitent. Both Hotler aud Barbour illustrate the
desperate efforts that men will make to avert from
themselves the catastrophe they have been ready to
inflict upon others. This wholesome terror has been
much abated of late, and we do not wonder at it, lor
the convict has only to retain a clever attorney and
zet a few silly philanthropists to 1ake up his case, to
deny his guilt stoutly to the last, and to write letters,
meditations, and verses declaring bis innocence, and
respite, reprieve, commutation, and perhaps pardon,
are sure to follow in regular series.

Tue 8t (Rovan lrisgy Hussars.—A fracas oc-
curred in Nottinzgham betweern a number of mechanics
and a party of the Sth Hussars on Sunday evening last,
which, it is feared, will terminale in serious conse-
quences. A vast amount of contradictory evidence
exists as to the origin of the disturbance, but the fol-
lowing, we think, may be relied upon:—It appears
that on Sunday evening lasta party ef the Sth, amount-
ing to about thirty, met at their house of call, the
Milton’s Head, Derby-road, and were quietly spending
ibe evening, as usnal. A soldier, much fintoxicated,
came out of the street into the public-house. The
Landlord, perceiving his state, very properly advised
the man to retarn to barracks. The solier, however,
persisted in entering, and, instead of joining his com-
rades upstairs, walked into a voom fiiled with other
company. In a very short time high words arose,
and some of the men who were present state that the
soldier challenged any one of them to fight. Upon
this a general row commenced; the soldiers occupy-
ing the upper room came down 10 assisttheir comrade,
and in a short time the honse was cleared. ' It was
then found that the intoxicated soldier had received
some dangerous wounds. The crown of his head had
been laid open by a fender, which had been used in
the affray.  In.the course of a couple of hours a cab
and an escort were sent for him, and he was conveyed
tothe barrack hospital. - Thiesavage attack so eniaged.
the men of the 8th that on Monday evening upwards

of twenty, armed with short bludgecns, came into the
town in search of theiropponents,” In thisthey failed,
none of the belligerents making their appearance.—
The matter, however, did not rest here, for on Wed-

multitudes, and appeal to popular prejudices against
what yon think corrupt doctrine, how is it wrong fur
ns to employ the machinery of our Christian Jaws
against heretical propagandists? , .. ..... The
truth seems to be that the lriends of religious liberty
in Tuscany are not always its advocates at home.
The benevolent travellers, who would scoth the sufler-
ings of the Madiai by their sypathy, have shown no
backwardness to procure for the objects of their own
dislike an equally intolerant treatment a¢ the hands of
bigotry and faction on English ground.””—~ Gua: diun.

. FRANCE. o

e Frexc EMPEROR AXND THE ALLIED Pow-
grs.—Daris, Jan. 18.—I know not how far you nay
be informed of the danger that existed, at the com-

wmencement of this month, of, at least, a- continental
wae. I shall take leave, therefore, to acquaint you
with the particulars. L

You are aware that the three Northern Powers
delayed theic negociations of “the Impire” of
I'rance purposely, to reader impossible the presence
of their representatives at the reception (levees) at
the Tuilleries on New Year’s-Day. This studied,
vet stupid, incivility had its éffect in predisposing the
the mperor to dissatisfaction. At length the Min-
isters of Iussia, Prussia, and Austria announced to
his Majesty their reception of letters of credit, and,
as usual, communicated copies of their instructions,
wnd of the communications to be.made to the Empe-
ror. Tinding that those communications were defi-
cient in several peints—for exumpie, that they did
not contain the word * sive,” nor that of ¢ cousin,”
or  brother,” and were otherwise significant of dis-
wourtesy, as 1o his sensitive mind appeared, his Ma-
“esty called for his Secrelary for Foreign Affairs,and
desived that he demand that those comnunications be
revised, and the omission to whieh he referred, be
supplied 5 and that if this were reflused, he should send
1o the ambassadors their passports. T'le Imperor
further instructed his Minister (M. Droulin de Luys)
10 acquaint the whole of the corps diplomatique in
Paris with these orders, with the exceptions of the
British Ambassador.

M. Droubin de Luys—a very able, discreet Min-
ister—remonstrated with his Majesty, and ventlured
to altempt dissuadizg lim from this vesalve; but the
Empevor was immoveable,  T'he Minister withdraw,

Being a person who (deservedly) holds a high place
in the Emperor’s esteem, M. Droubin de Luys de-
termined on risking his depleasure, and on attcmpting

to obviate a situation so unpleasant, and possibly so
Jdangerous as would result from a proceeding so ex-
treme as (in point of fact it won!d be) the expulsion
of the ambassadors of the highest powers on the Con-
tinent [roin France, he, therefore, communicated the
Empevor’s will, not to the Ministers of the minor
states, as ordered, but previously to him whom his
Majesty had specially excepted {rom such comimauni-
cation—TLord Cowley.  The latter immediately sent
by espress to his Government this impuitant menac-
ing intelligence, and desired instructions in the event
of the withdrawal or removal of lis colleagues of
Russia, DPrussia, and Austria.  Xe received in reply
an order to demand his own passport, should the Em-
pevor’s threat in respect of the Ministers of the three
northern powers be carried into execution,

With this order Lovd Cowley acquainted M.
Droubin de Luys, who immediately sent for the
Count de M———, whose influence with the Emperor
is all-powerful.  They repaired together to the Tuil-
leries, and being admitted to an audience succeeded
in prevailing upon his Majesty to accept the recog-
nition of TRussia, Prussia, and Austria it the terms to
which he had-objected.

Many persons will express surprise at this incon-
sistency 3 but when they shall recollect the Tmperor’s
saying, that ¢ L’Empire c’est la paix”—that war
with Austria, Russia, and Prussia, and possibly with
England, might be the consequence of Lis adherance
of his original determination, they will adnit that pas-
sion and a hastily {ormed resolve should give way be-
fore reflection, sage advice, aud consideration for the
nation over which he has been called to rule,

Not ene titile of fear entered into the Emperor’s
motives for swallowing 1erms to which he he had ob-
jected, The indignity which he saw in the omissions
of which he complained, and which had been the re-
sult of calculation, and, if you will, of combination,
was not, in fact, merely personal to himself. Tt was
ofered to the French nation, by thirty-nine-forticths
of which he had been elected.  But although fecling
keenly the personal insult conveyed in the gratuitous
and sifly impertinence of the coalesced sovereigns, he
suppressed his jndignation, through consideration for
interests hie was chosen to wateli over 5 and, with a
manlibood that does kim honor, recalled bis objection
to the affront contemplated by the imperial and royal
triumvirate, apprebensive that if war were to ensue
from it his enemies weald ascribe it to wounded
amowr propre only.

Such is the amouint 6f the communication I have
received from a guarter in which I have implicit con-
fidence.

I will candidly conless, nevertheless, that in the
present sitvation of the public mind in Germany, the
conduct of Austria and Prussia in the alfair secms
incredible. Not because that they manifest hostility
to France and a Bonaparte, but that those powers
should allow themselves (Austria especially) to be

duped by Russia. Sure in her position, rendered by
the frightful nature of ber climate almost insular,
Bussia would brave all the chances of a war kindled
in Western Iurope, certain that, ferminate as it
might, one advantage to herself would result—the
exliaustion—at least weakening~—of the power of
Germany. Her vulnerable point— Poland—might
incommode her in a general war, for France would
proclaim the propagande almost of necessity ; but
the Poland of 1853 is not the Poland of 1793, nor
the Poland of 1807, nor even the Poland of 1830-31.
She has been drained of her purest blood, the no-
blesse (grande et petite)—for it was the noblesse
who always struggled for the mdependence of their
country—the people being only their aids in that
heroic proceeding. Poland has been crushed and
colonised, and she has been more than onve deceived
by France, and would consequently he less formidable
in insurrection or revolt than at other periods. Hence
Russia would run lessrisk of positive loss, even in
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case of the complete triutnph of the French over the
coalition, than Prussia or Austria, while she would,
by her new, interference in Germany be advancing
her grand- principle, the absorption of the -Danubian
provinees of Austria, the Principalities; and finally
Turkey, préparatory to her meditated conquest of
India. .o

Austria and Prussia have, ‘however, displayed, at
comparatively recent periods, so much blindness and
folly, that many persons will feel wo surprise at tins
new proof ‘of imbecility on their part ; but that the
British Government, in the present temper of the
British nation, should evince a disposition to enter
upon a new crusade sgainst France, without even the
Quixotic pretext forit by which the last one was
sought to be justified, scems incredible. T feel inca-
pable, therefore, of believing that the rumored in-
structions of Lord Aberdeen to Lord Cowley are
correctly described.

That the Emperor of the F'rench should commit
himself, and afterwards recede or retract, is contrary
to anything that we know of his character ; yet that
hie lias done so T am assured. In yielding to the
counsel and advice of (he persons above named, lie
has, thevefore, established a new claim to credit for
geverning powers. Lis abuegation and self-denial
are admirable ; for he knew that had he appealed to
the nation, in the circuinstances, France would have
risen as one man in defence of bher independence and
her honor.——Cogrespondent of Dublin Lelegraph.

Phe Monitenr contains a long, bitter, and elabo-
rate avticle on the commentaries made by the Yng-
lish and Belgian press upon the rights of the new
French Lmperor, forgetful of the services he lias
rendered to public order, and &t a time when the
Governments of ISurope are endeavoring to maintain
amicable relations between the diflevent countries.
The excesses of those journals, the writer in the Afo-
piterr maintains, show how muclh it is for the repose
of the world, and the general prosperity, that T'rance
shonld be presided over by the wisdom which now
soverns the state. Whilst acknowledging that the
excesses formerly indulged in against the Emperor
are becoming more rare, it is stated that the English
journals, which are the most hostile to the new ordc_r
of things, cannot resist the evidence of facts, and their
language is consequently becoming wore measured
and more worthy. There are still some, Lowever,
who exhaust their vocabulary in abuse of the Impe-
ror and prove that they are hostile to the true inter-
ests of their country, by the excess of their hostility
and abuse.

Two labourers residing at Berey, and employed at
the railway de ceinfare, bave been arrested in & pub-
lic house at Saint-Maudé, on Thursday, for using
seditious language.

The father of the Countess of Montijos had, T believe,
been linglish Consul at Malaza at the period of her
martiaze. FHer late husband belonged 1o one of the
must ancient of the noble houses of Spain, aad was re-
lated to the family of the Duke of Frias, the repre-
sentative of the ancient Admirals of Castile, the Duke
of Hifar, and others of the highest rank, and the house
claims relationship with the descendints of the ancient
kings of Amagon.  The mother of the future Empress
is first Lady of Honor to the Queen of Spain, and isa
member of the Royal Order of Noble Ladies of Marin
Louisa, to which most of the females of the Spanish
aristocracy of the hizhest class belong. The Countess
of Montijos’ eldest daughter—she has, I belicve, but
two—is married to the Duke of Alba and Berwick,
who has also inherited the dueal title of Linares. The
present Duke of Alba is not descended from the cele-
brated Alba of Philip II. The family name of the
latter was Toledo. The present duke descends {rom
Marshal Berwick, the victor of Almanza, inthe war
of succession nndertaken to establish the rule of the
first Bourbon who reigned in Spain. It 1s unnecessary
10 say that Berwick was the illegitimate son of James
1I. by Arabella Charehill, and the sen-in-law of the
Countess of Montijos is allied, consequently, to the
noble French family of Fitz-James. He signs his
name, [ believe, James Stuart, Duke y Berwick, y
Alba, y Linares, and quarters the royal arms of
England. The Couutess of Théba possesses coasi-
derable personal attractions, but more in the siyle
ol Bnglish than of Spanish beanty. Her com-
plexion is transpareiitly fair, her features regular
and yet full of expression. She is of middle stature
Lor a little above it, with manners extremely winning.
Her education is saperior 1o that received generally
by Spanish women who do no truvel, and she is said
1o be what the Spaniards terin graciosa, the French
Spirituclle.  Her paternal fortune is, without being
considerable, yet snitable to the rank her family holds
in Spain—that of Grandees of the first class. Her
mother, the Countess of Mentijos, has for years been
at the head of the haut ton of Madrid; and her hotse

has, 1 believe, on tnore than oue decasion, been -hon-
ored Dy the presence of royalty; and those whoare
acquainfed ;with Spuanish manners well know that
snch an honor, from its rare occurrence, is the most
appreciated in Spain.  Formerly it was the custom to
suspend a cham across the doorway of the house the
King had visited, anlthe hanghtiest Hidalgo of Castile
pointed to that most expressive symbol of devoteduess
with pride. The receptions of the Countess of Mon-
tijos at Madrid comprised all that }vas most select, and
the most distinguished in rank and eminence in Span-
ish socieiy. T have been invited to the Condesa de
Montijos® fertuliu was considered as a sort of passport
to all other society in Madrid. The English particu-
Jarly, were always made welcome at her house, and
for the last fourteen or fifteen years few English gen-
tlemen, who have visited Madrid, will have forgotten
these receptions, The fumily was went 1o quit Mad-
ricd during the hot season, and generally passed the
summer at Biarritz, or at some other walering-place
in the South of France.

The tradition of Spaiu is, that the family
of Guzman was founded in Spain by an English knight
of the name of Goodman, and whofought in the Moor-
ish wars. 'The letter D is pronounced in Spain witha
lisp, something like S—heunce the name of Guzman,
It is not the first time that a member of the illostrious
family of Guzman mounted on a throne ; in 1633 Doua
Luiza TFrancisca de Guzman, danghter of Den Juau
Peres de Guzman, eighth Duke of Medina Sidonia,
martied Don Johu, then Duke of Bragauza, afterwards
King of Portngal, the fourth of the name.  The Conn-
tess of Montijos, mother of 1he future Jmpress, is of
Scotch extraciion. Her areat-great-graud-father per-
ished on the scaflold in 1745 in cousequence of the
part hetook in the rebellion in favor of Charles -
ward. His son emigrated, and seitled at Ostend ; 1he
family afterwards passed into Spain, and settled in the
south, where the Conntess’s father was residing, when
the brother of the Count of Montijus (the Count of
Théba), whose name isollen mentioned duving the war
of independence, married her, and some time after
suceeeded to the title and estate of bis elder brother,
who died withont issue. It jsthe etiquette in Spain
that a arandee cannot marry without the assent of the
sovereizn, and it must be shown that the lady he in-
tends marrying is pure in blood, that noue of her an-
cestors ever exercised a degrading profession—in a
word, that she is noble for a certain number of genera-
tions. The same condition is regnired from military
men, and the certificates proving the fact are denami-
nated the limpicza de sungre or cleansing of ihe blood.

peared {rom certificates produced from Scotland that

she belonged to the family of Xirkpatriek of Closburn |

(not Glasburn), and that her ancestor had been created

! PRUSSIA.
The Government had found it necessary in {he !
course of last year to eall the attention of the pro-|
vincial authorities to the ageney of Catholic mission-
aries in localities where Protestant populations had
the preponderance, and to point out that where their
public preaching was of a nature of itself, or by rea-
son of the attendant ciremmstances, calewlated to
cause @ hreach of the peace, or where in any way
a political or social misdemeanor was thereby com-
mitted, the authorities were required to interfere 1o
prevent such occurrences, even, if necessary, by for-
bidding the missionaries the spot.  Further, the Go-
vernment had found reason to refuse a student of di-
vinity its permission to visit the Collegrum Germsni-
cum at Rome (which it was empowered to do by an
edict of the late King), and in gencral to refuse to
Jesuits and other clerical persons who had studied in
Jesnit establishments permission to take up their
abode in Prussia. The motion made by the Baron
von Waldhott is for an address to the King, petition-
ing him to reverse thesc orders, on the ground that
the first of them is in direct conlravention of the
12th article of the Constitution, which guarantees
the freedom of religious confession, the right of as-
sociation for religious purposes, and of meeting for
domestic and public religious exercise ; and that te
edict of the late Xing, which was made the ground
of action in the second order, has been virtually re-
pealed by certain articles of the Constitution quoted ;
and furthermore, ihat Ministers liad themselves
adopted this view ia their own instructions (o the pro-
vincial authorities on a previous occasion.  The mo-
tion issigned by 73 Catholics and backed by 13
Polish members of the same persuasion, and if (as
there seems some chance) the Leflt side, of about
100 strong, and any portion of the Right side and
the Bethmann-Hollweg party should join them. they
would be able to carry it against Ministers.— T'imes.

Clark they cilled to the slave, inlorming him
that he would shoot him the next morning,  The ne-
aro, it seems, did not heed the warning, for while
splitting rails the next day, he was deliberately shot
by his master.

AN AcT To PrevENT GRants or Devises 1o Ec-
cLEs1asTIicaL OFFICERS FROM  VESTING IN TUEIR
Svcenssors.—dr. Babeoek, (Whiw,) of Baflide, has
tutroduced into the Senunte a bitl whiel reads as fol-
fows :—

#Sce. I No arant or devise of real or personal
extate Lo, nor auy trust of such estate for, the benefit
of any person and his suceessors in any ecelesiastical
office, or to or for any person, by the designation of
any such office, shall vest any estate or interest in
any suceessor of snch person,

 See. 2. This act shall take eflect immediately.”

The foregoing is the {orm of a bill now before the
Serate 1n Albany, introduced by Mr. Babeock of Buf-
fado. It is understood on all skles as a blow aimed at
the freedom of our religion and the civil rights of its
mentbers, 1t has been worded with uo little care
atd under the appareat shnplicity of its phrase com-
bines insiduously the malice of two recent acts passed
by the intolerant British Parlinment against Catholies

the Charitable-Begnests-Act. We hope that reman-
stranees from every city and village and distriet of the
State shall be poured iuto the Legislature from day to
day against this stealthy and nefarious act,  The peo-
ple must be jealous of any interference with either
their civil or religtons rights.
