RELIGIOUS PARTY NAMES.
A dictionary of party names would Le vastly in-
gtructive. It would certainly prove that there is
much in a name ; that the prosperity and length of
life ot many movements have depended largely on
the names which were attached to them ; thatsome
causes has been made, some squashed, by the feli-
city or infelicity of their names. Thisis true in
politics, in social chavges, in fashions; but it is es-
pecially true in regard of religion—or, rather, in re-
gard of all heresy. Take such a word as “Protes-
tant,” which has managed to live heartily since the
time of the Diet of Spires, and which still shows a
power of vitality that promises good life for the
fature. How comes it that such a horribly ugly
word “should have attained to such a splendid lon-
gevity? We suppose the reason to be that to “pro-
test” is very easy ; itisalso very gratifying to pride;
it is, moreover, consistent with almost infinite ig-
norancy, aad commits Protestants to no particular
belief. If:it means anything at all, it means that
the Protestant protests against s idea of Catholi-
city ; not against what the Catholic Church really
is, but against what he imagines it to be. Not one
Protestant in a million has had a reasonable esti-
mate of the teachings of the Catholic Church; in-
deed, it is impossible for any one who is not n Ca-
tholic to understand the Catholic faith., But be-
cause it is a splendid thing to “protest—and, also,
the wery easiest creed in the world—therefore, the
word Protestant has continued to be popular, and
will probably last out this century.
Certaln nicknames have been fatal to their causes;
but “Protestant’ could not possibly be one of them.
Take the word "“Puseyite,” which quickly died out;
because the habit of afixing sn individual’s name
toa school which was presumed to be “Catholic”
was too inconsistent to Le continued. “Puseyism”
died within twenty years, Its name killed it.
“Tractarianism” was another word of the same
class, which had not life in it to endure. “Anglo-
Catholic” was too ridiculous to take a hold ; for the
ides of n man being an insular kind of Catholicwas
felt by cvery body to be nbsurd. “Anpglican” is,
pirhaps, a good word; not committiog its patrons
to anything definite, and, therefere, likely to see a
long life. “Ritualist” must be doomed to a very
short career; for it savors of sticking to forms and
to formularies ; and such things are unreal to the
goul. Yet all these words arc but feeble compared
with the word “Protestant” which, besidesincluding
all the schools we have named, bus a glorious pug-
nacity of its own.
Let us take the low church names; and first
“Eivangelical.” This was a bappy invention. You
have only to say that you are Evangelical, and of
course it must follow that you ar2 so. The Protes-
tant theologian who first hit on that word deserved
the fond praise of all Protestants. Itwassocapital
a word that it has braved scores of party changes,
and is cven now dying hard amid the respectful re-
grets of those who believe in good names. *Bible
Christian” ia a trifle too pretentions; for every one
knows that a so-called Bible Christian is one who
makes his bible for himself, and who would no more
permit interference wtih his “'views” than he would
suffer a real Papist to instruct him. So “Bible Christ-
ian" has been relegated to the sphere of half-educa-
ted or ephemeral gects, and is secretly lau_g!.led at
even by those who assume it, a8 being- deliciously
evasive of creed. A similar fate awaits the “serip-
tual person,” who is only scriptual as far as Scx.'ip-
ture agrees with him, and btends its own meaning
to his.

The class of words which have been invented by
Protestants, to cast discredit on the Catholic relig-
ion, are ingenious in their simple vulgarity ; and
this is their only real merit, * Popieh,” though in-
tended tomean the same thing as Papal, is really o
very different word indeed ; and “Romish,’”’ though
designed but to signify Roman, is equally in bad
English and in bad taste. Thesc words have serv-
ed Protestants a good turn. Give a cause a ridicu-
lous name, and the common mind is content to de-
spise it; hence a religion which is “Popish” and
“Romish” is assumed to be positively imbeoile.
Not one person in a thousand really thinks for him-
self, or judges n cause by 1ts merits ; and the Pro-
testant mind has been poisoned for centuries by
this burlesquing of grod Epglish words. The
4Ppopieh religion” and “Romish priests” have been
by-words of ridicule and contempt; whercas, the
hPapal religion! and “Roman priests” would have
saved much bad English and bad faith.

The Vatican Coun-
cil has settled that question. Since every Catholic
who is not an Ultramontane—that is, who does not
believe in the Vatican dorma—is excommunicated
by the act of his unbelief, there is no need to per-
severe in a quibble which has lost all pretext and
all sense. ]

Nicknames will always be employed to cast ob-
loquy on those whom we dislike ; but it is time that
this feolisk word “Ultramontane” was obliterated
from respectable writings, It reslly has no mean-
ing ; and Protestants know it has no meaning; and,
therefore, it is not educated to use it. No doubt it
is very difficult for Protestants to acknowledge the
unity of the Church; for in that acknowledgmentis
their self-condemnation; and this is extremely dis-
agreeable.  Yet since the factis so glaring, the af-
tectation of not seeing it can only make matters
much worze ; for every one understands that the
word Ultramontane is but the affectation of ignor-
ing the truth, As the T¥mes confesses, the *distinc-
tion is not logical ;" it is, indeed, simply nonsenti-
cal; and it is time that it should be put on one
side, as making those who use it seem silly.— Caotho-

“GOD'S POOR.”
FLOWER GIRLS OF LONDON—IRISH AND CATHOLIC—=THEIR
TEMPTATION=—'WE NEVER MISS MA€S.”

Thera must in London be upwards of a thousand

girls who earn their livelihood by selling flowers in
the streets. As a rule these girls are Irish,and con.
sequently Catholics. Were it otherwise they would
rarely pass upscathed through the lives of hard-
ship whicl generally fall to their lot, and the
temptations to which they are exposed. The chicf
of these temptations perhaps lies in kindness, these
poor girls are sometimes offered drink—an effer
more tempting, perbaps, then we can easily realizs,
They are already tired out yet must trudge for weary
hours until midnight, before their flowers are sold;
nor will there be any fire to welcome, or supper to
refresh them, when they return to the cellars and
garrets whicn we hardly dare to call by the socred
name of /ome ; and they are shivering, and wet to
the skin ; and the driok, they are told, will warm
them, And thus]perhaps, little by little, a fatal habit
is contracted, in whose train, as we all koow, walk
misery and crime and death. But instances like
these are the exceptions, and will, let us hope, be-
come more and more o in the future. There are
six or more girls to every one boy cngaged in the
flower trade ; and the ages of the girls range from
six to twenty, while the boys are usually much
younger. The flower-gellers rise early to purchase
their suppties at the markets, and with the help of
wire they armange flowers, with marvellous rapidity,
into little button-bunches, which fetch & penny in
the streets. It is estimated that over 100,000
bunches of violets, 200,000 of wall-flowers, and
three times that number of roses are disposed of in
this way every year. ‘
A Protestant gentleman, Mr. Henry Mayhew, who
sowe years ago made many interesting investiga-
tions among the poor of Londop, tells us that he
formed the acquaintance of two flower-girls, sisters
who lived in one of the streets near Drury-lane.
Tbe elder was fifteen and the younger cleven years
of age, and they were orphans. The walls of the
room which along with their brother, a lad of
thirteen, they occupied, wers bare and discolored
with damp, The furniture consisted of a crazy
table and few chairs,and in the centre of the
room stood a large four post bedstead. In answer
to Mr. Mayhew's questions, the elder girl said :

“1 gell flowers, sir, 50 does my sister ; all kinds,
but it's very little use offering any that's not sweet
I think it's the sweetness that sells them. I sell
primroses when they’re in, and viclets, and wall
flowers, and stockr, and roses of different sorts, and
carpations, and mixed flowers, and lilies of the val-
ley, and lavender, and mignonette. We do best of
all with moss-roses—young moss-roses, Prim-roses
are good, for peoplesay: ! Well here's spring again
tyacertuinty ! Gertlemen are our best customers,
I've beard that they buy flowers to give to the
ladies. Ladies have sometimes said: ‘A penny,
my poor girl? Here'’s three half-pence for the bunch!’
Or they've given us the price of two bunches for
one ; s0 have gentlemen. I have never had six-
pence given to me in my life—never, I mever go
amoong boys: I knowno one buf my brother, My
father was a tradesman in Michelstown, in county
Cork. Idont know what sort of tradesman he
was, I neversaw him I was born in London. Mo-
ther was o char-woman, and did very well. She
died seven years ago. I've got myself and my
brother and sister a bit of bread ever since, and
never had any help but from the neighbors. We've
always good health. 'We can read ;" ang thiastate-
ment they proved by producing and reading from a
Catholic book or devotion, I put myself,” con-
tinued the girl, “ and my brotherand sister to school
—the Catholic school. My brotaer can write, and
I pray to God thathe’ll do well with it. I buy my
flowers at Covent-garden on Faorington strect. I
pay @ shilling for a dozen bunches of whatever

flowers are in season ; out of everytwo bunches 1
mule three, at a penoy a plece. We make the
bunches up ourselves. The two of us dose’nt make
less than sixpence a day, unless its very ill luck.
But religion teaches us that God will support us,
and if we mnke less we say nothing. We never
pawned anything ; we have nothing ibey would
tuke in at the pawn-shop. We live on bread and
ter, and sometimes we don't eat a bitall day when
we're oul ; sometimes we take a bit of bread with
38, or buy a bit. Wo never miss mass on a Sun-
aY'”

Never nuss Muss. What & secrot lies in these
words ? And from what we have ourselves witness-
ed of the labors of the Catholic clergy in.the dis-
tricts where flower-girls mostly dwell, we cherish
a hope and expectation that this sscret will ere

MaRRiAGE OF Ths Marquis of Oauoxpe.—The an-
nouacement of the approaching marringe of the
Marquis of Ormondc has been received with a great
and general interest, It is impossible it could be
otberwise, connected as this noble family have
been by the tivs of property, anclent rank, and 500
years' residence with this city, where their stately
residence, like n sentinel on the wall, has been, in
time of war and tumult, the chief bulwark, as it has
become in more peaceful times the clief ornament
of the city, In the year 1391 the third Earl of Or-
monde became possessed of the Castle of Kilkeney,
previous o which the principal strongholds of the
family in Ktlkenny or Ossory were the castles of
Gowran, near this city, and Granny, or Grandison
Castles, near Waterford, as were the castles of Cur-
rick and Thurles, in their County Palatine of Tip-
perary, or East Munster, or Ormonde. During all
these ages the kindly race of Butler have been to
the inhabitants of this city tkeir landlords, or rro-
tectors, or patrons, or friends. The hereditary
office of chief Butler of Ir:land, from which the
family name is derived, was conferred in the year
1085, and so continued until 1810, when the Mar-
quis Walter, great uncle to the present possessor of
the title, sold the Rutlerage and Prizage of Wines
to the Crown for £216,000, since which the desig-
nation of the Office has been “ Honorary Chief But-
ler of Ireland.” Toattempt a detailed account of
this family and vicissitudes would look less likc a
family hirtery than a history of Ireland, with which
for seven centuries their names are so intimately
connected, It is enough to eay that different mem-
bers offit have governed the kingdom, made trea-
ties, commanded armies, suffercd defeats, and ob-
tained victories. The second Earl of Ormonde was
great grandson of Kdward I.  Queen Elizabetk was
great-.granddaughter of the seventh REarl. The
much-abused Act of Settlement ¢in the estimation
of statcsmen a most healiog measure) was the work
of the great duke, The holder of three Irish Peer-
ages, of respectable antiquity, bearing the ancient
name of Butler, acknowledge the Murquis of Or-
monde as their chief, and thirty distinct creations
of peerages, including all its orders, have been made
by the Crown in favor of the male descendants of
the first Chief Butler of Ireland ; a fact, we belicve,
without parallel in the annals of the British Peer-
age. The Grosvenor famlly, with which the Mar-
quis is about to be conrtected, is of high antiquity,
though ouly cnobled in the reign of George III,
were baronets of an carly creation, and in posses-
sion of wealth for many generations. The present
head of the family has attuined the highest order of
the Peerage, and is believed to be the wealthiest of
the wealthiest aristocracy in the world. Their cor-
nections, without getting much outside the line of
nenr consinship, would include almost a moiety of
the pecrage of the three kingdoms, and are duly
chronicled in the books of Burke and Dodd. We
understand the marriage is fixed for the first week
in February,~Kilkenny HModerator.

Some very disagreeable revelations asto the man-
nes in which physicians’ prescriptions are made up
are contained In a report by, Mr. Allen, the borough
aunalyst, at Sheffield, giving the resalt of an experi-

ment lately tried with the view of testing the ac-

curacy and houeaty of druggists. Various prescrip-
tions, each includiag a full dose of some costly
remedy capable of ready and accurate estimation in
a mixture, were presented to certain druggists. A
series of three samples in which 120 grains of iodide
of potassium were prescribed were found on araly-
sia to contain 122, 120, and 76 grains respectively.
Of three samples, which should ‘have contained 16
grains of sulpbate of quinine, one contained oaly’
9} graivs. Another sample, which shvuld have con-
tained 40 grains of sulphate of quinine, had but 30
grains. Of twelve samples of glycerine only five
were pure and of the standard strength, .

ExicraTioy Rerosys.—During the past twelve
months the emigration from the Mersey shows a
falling oft, as compared with the year 1874, of
33,903. The total number which left the Mersey
‘during the quarter ending December wns 12,132,
and of these 7,952 were English, 90 Scotch, 932
Irish, 2,565 foreigners, and 593 whose nationality
is not given. These figures show & decrease as
compared with the corresponding quarter of 1874,
of 8,500, In December the number of emigrants
sailing from the Mersey, was 2,270, and of these
1,008 sailed under the terms of the Emigration Act
to the United States. Not under the Act there
sailed 1,059 to the United States, 26 to Africa, 8
to West Indies, 42 to Nova Scotin, 25 to Victoria,
34 to East Indies, and 68 to South America, which
shows a decrease as compared with December in
1874, of 1,192,

Several forelgn naval powers, srys the London
Standard, are directing their attention to the prac-
ticability of establisking tclegraph stations in mid-
ocean, by which messages can be sent from any
part of the sen along the line of the cable to the
terminal points on shore, and wice-versa, so that
communication with iron-clads, mail steamers, and
other vessels,when out at &ea, may Le established.
The invention consists of a Lollow sectioaal column
with a base-plate attached by ball and socket joint,
which column islowered into the waterand anchor-
ed rigidly to the ground. The branch cable is coup.
led to the main cable, and carried along the column
to the surfuce of the water, to be there connected
with instruments on Loard the vessels. By this in-
vention it is proposed to control naval and strate-
gical movements, while a ship in distress could
communicate her exact position and the nature of
her disasters, and thus procure assistance.,

The Leeds Mercury snys in its review of last
year:—Our Colonies generally continue their steady
and healthy growth, though they, too, are not free
from the delusions of Protection.  Canadu, however,
bns had a year of severe trial.  Her two great lines
of railway show a heavy decline of traflic, and ler
commercial fuilures reach a serious total. She is
vigourous cnough to maintain & large and sound
trade if she will but restrict it within due pre-
portion to her capital, and if English merchants
and manufacturers will not conmtinue to spoil her
by granting credit for six months (aud ofwn lon-
ger) to men whom, at home, they would not trust
with half the amounts for six weeks, We regret
her failure during the past year to give cextension
to her trade with her great neighbour, and we
believe lso with ourselves, by her proposed Treaty.
We trust that her efforts in that direction may
soon be resumed with happier prospects of success,
unlegs they be rendcered ncedless by the spon-
taneous alieration of the United States tariff. In
the meantime she is doing well not to retard the
improvements in her water carriage, She lhas
perhaps, uncqualled facilities in this respect, and
her right use of them is & most important clement
in her prosperity.

~An extraordinary occurence was brought to light
at an inguest held on the body of a man in South
London, Ina workroom where many young girls
were at work a mouse suddenly made its appear-
ance oa a table, causing, of course, considerable
commotion and a general stampede, The intruder
was seized, however, by a young man who happened
to be present, but the mouse slipped out of his
band, and, running up his sleeve, cume out between
his waistcont aud shirt at the neck. The unfor-
tunate man had his mnouth open, and the mouse,
on the look-vut for some couvenient place of
cincealment, cntered the man's mouth, and he, in
his frightaad surprise, swallowed it. That a mouse
can exist for a considerable time without much air
Las long been a popular beliefand was unfortunntely
proved to be a fact in the prescnt instance, for the
moust began totear and bite inside the man's
throat and chest, and the result was thet the un-
fortunate fellow died after a little time in horrible
agony. Scveral witnesses corroborated the above
facts, and medical testimony as to tho cause of
death having been given, a verdict of “‘acciden-
tal death” was returned.

Children of tender
Yyears, some of them mere infants,- drinking them-
selves to death on whiskey. left lying about by be-
zotted parents ; accidents, many of them fatal, of all
sorts and kinds and degreee—fractured skulls broken
limbs, bodies smashed up into pulp ; unconscious
infanticide committed Ly drunken mothers; sudden
deaths from the poison of an overdose of whiskey ;
fights without end or number, assaults more than
c+n be reckoned, brawls in the streets, and vhe use
of the kpife. These facts do not refer to Glasgow
alone, but to the various parts of Scotland as well,
and it is quite plain tbat the ¢ celebration” of the
New Year is in only too many places a simple abom-
ination. If these be “ imported vices” as our cor-

The annual refort of the State Salt Inspector of

Michigan shows a decided incrense in that branch of
productive industry. ‘l'he total nmount of salt in-
spected in the State during 1875 was 1,081,768 har-
rels, or 5,409,325 bushels. From tho statistics of
the Michigan works it is evident that they were not
run at muck more than half their actusl working
power, rince there are nincty-cight salt blocks, and
4,371 solar salt covers, having an aggregate cupacity
of 9,000,000 bushels. Therepoits of the Michigan
works during the past six years show, with onc ex-
ception, a steady increase of the product. In 1867,
2,003,272 bushels were manufactured ; in 1870, the
production was 2,486,408; in 1871, 2912,700; in
1872, 2,879,024 in 1873, 3,293,381; and in 1874,
4,107,916 bushels.
Michigan, Rhode Isiand, Wisconsin, and Iowa
are the only States which have abolished the gal-
lows. Minnesota, Illinois, and Louisiaca forbid
cupital punishment, unless the jury unanimously
recommend it. New York and Indiana have two
degrees of murder, ouc punishablo by death, the
other by life imprisonment. A person indicted for
murder in the first degree may be found guilty of
murder in the second degree, which is punishable
by imprisonment for life. Maine, New Hampsbire,
and Knansas send the convicted murderer to State
Prison for onc vear prior to execution, after which
it is optional with the Governor whether he will or
not issue the death warrant. As a result, so long
as the prisoner is well-behaved, o warrant is very
rarcly issued.

The work of retrenchment in tho divection of
millions was inaugurated in tho Ilouso Committee
on Appropriations, where the items of expenditure
for the legislative, exceutive, and judicial branches
of the Government were reduced largely. The sal-
ary of the President, afier March 4, 1876, was putat
$25,000. The snlaries of Senators and members
are reduccd 10 per cent., and three officers of the
House are abolished. The salaries of all ofticers of
Congrees are not only put down from the increase
of last session, Lut are reduced 20 per cent., as are
all the clerks and bureau officials in tho various
departments. A sub-Committec of the Appropria-
tiong was appointed to confer with the Senate Com-
mittee regarding these reductions, which are esti-
mated at $5,000,000. The Military Comittec also
had a meeting on Gen. Banning's Bill to reduce
the pay of the army.

Ontruary.—DEeatii of tie Rev. James O'Lrary,
D.D.—The Rev, James O'Leary, D.D., n gifted and
learned Irish-American priest, many of whose lec-
tures and discourses have appeared in the columns
of the Irish American, died in this cityon the 224
ult., after a lingering illness. The deccased, who
wag well known as the author and translator of &
number of valuable works, snd for his strong Irish
national feelings, had been for m short period as-
sistant pastor at St. Josepl's church, Sixth avenue,
from which his funeral took place on the 24th ult.
A solemn Mass of Requiem was cclebrated over his
remains, a large number of clergymen arsisting and
the laity being well represented, The Rev. Sylves-
ter Malone pastor of the church of Saints Peter and
Paul, Brooklyn, preached the funeral oration, dwel-
ling in a special manner upon the intcllectual at-
tainments and simplicity of charater of the deci ased.

“Damy AN ImsustanN."—A strange case of sudden
death occurred recently in the 9th Ward, New York.

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NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The Ritualists have been attracting, attention in
%he religious world; a programme ot conciliation
with Rome, was said to have been signed by one
hundred clergymen and 250,000 of their congrega-
tions. The moment this got abroad Rev. Mr,
Mackonochie, the veteran leader of the extreme
Ritualists,—rector of St. Alban’s, Brooke st, Hel-
born, London, sent & virulent disclaimer fo tho
papers, signed, it is said by another hundred clergy-
men, who denied any sympathy with the movement
declaring the basis for such a negotation impossible,
until the Vatican decrees, are retracted and repealed,
with as much formality as they were promuigated.
They will wait awhile.

The Protestant papers however, lay great stress
on the rumor from Rome, that Cardinal Manning
conceived the iden of leading a great number of
those victims of Protestantism, to the pale of salva-
tion by conceding certain previleges. It is asserted
that the Cardinal went to Rome to defend this
scheme, but the Congregation of Rites opposed it ;
that even still some representations of the Cardinal
are before the Holy See and referred formally to the
consideration of the holy Congregation. :

Our Anglican friends are in a pitiable plight,
especially since the recent decision of Lord Penz-
ance in the Tallastone Ritual case; it has been de-
clared, the cross, the Stations of the cross, and soli-
tary commaunication, are illegal.

Indications of a speedy eruption of Mount Vesu-
viusg are steadily increasing.

As asign of relaxation in the persecution in
Germany, Cardinal Ledochowslki, Archbiskop of
Gnesenand Posen, was relessed from prison ; he
8 allowed to remain in Berlin, but not to return to
his Diocese. The Government notwithstanding
its pretended clemency, is wincing under the mani-
fest failure of the Falk laws. However, sad acts of
persecution and injustice, are permitted in the Pro-
vinces.

It was announced in London that the Princess
Beatrice is engaged to the Prince Louis of Batten-
berg, son of Prince Alexander, brother of the grand
Dake of Hesse, and a Field Marshal Lieutenant, in
the service of Austria, He has not yet reached his
twenty fourth year and is at present with the Prince
of Waleg in India.

In cage that Rome wonld not recognise the validity
of our orders, would the Church of the Vatican consent
to a conditional re-ordination ; the Holy Father
grantiog a dispensation, permitting those who arc
married to remain in that state, whilst those un-
married, should remain celibate ;—cclibacy being’
the rule of the future?

#The petitioners furthermore desire to preserve
the national character of their worship, with the
exception that the Mass should be gaid in Latin,

« If these concessions be granted, the petitioners
will separate from the established church of En-
gland, aud form an English United Church, re-
cognising the Holy Father as the Head.”

In deep -rtfelt sympathy we recognise the
dilemmsa of those candid Ritualists. They feel they
are broken branches torn from the tres of life, sink-
ing daily into greater separation and decay. For
years they hoped by decking thore rotten branches
with the verdant leaves and dress of the flourishing

THE CONBCRIPTION IN ENGLAND.

- The war-cloud that has been for somé time past
darkeniog the political horizon of Europe, bas
shadows for the English nation, deeper. thaun-is
generally believed. Itis possible in a few months
the whole of Europe may be emibroiled in ono of
the .blébdieat wars that stain the anoals of -buman
strife; and Eogland dragged unwillingly into the
males, may have to fight for her very exlstenceasa
pation, For the first time in her history her states-
men look out from their watch-towers with tribula-.
tion. Time was when stalwart legions would
spring into being at a few sounds of martial airs
from drum and fife. This was before famine had
decimated, and misgovernment exiled, the Irish
race.” The cabins that studded the bill-side, swarm-
ing with & hardy and martial race, are.ruing.—
Bullocks and sheep browse in large fields, that
were wont to ring with the merry laugh of tl:e har-
vest. An aged father remains to brood mear the
tomb that awaits him, over the misfortunes that
drove his able-bodied sons to the far West. The
ginews of war are gone and Eogland is forced to
study the feasibility of conscription for the army of
the fature. Yet conscription for England bristles
with difficulties slmost unsurmountalle. In 'alj
the large cities of England, there are tens of thou-
sands of Irish. Are they to be forced into the
British ranks? They are no longer to be trusted
whben enlisted in the old soil—will their short
sojourn i tie land of their persecutors make them
forget tbe injuries of the past, and help to keep
in power the nation that would trample on them,
if chance offered, and chain them more firmly to
their impoverished condition ? Then, if the Irish
refuse to be forced into the ranks, will the Govern-
meant except them? Will the English workman,
when he sees a hundred tbousund exempt in Lon.
don, the ssme in Liverpool and Manchester, will
he calmly consent to be taken frem his employ-
ment, from his wife and children, the victim of that
effcte legislation that has robbed the country of its
sinews of war—its stalwart Irish sons?

The leaders of Irish opinion are watching the
course of this momentous question: it will pro-
bably be in debate the turning point of the great
Home Rule Question.

SACRILEGE IN MONTREAL.

0 you who
come into this city, and pass by this way, in which
the Lamb of God, full of mercy and sweetness, al-
lows himezlf to be imolated and held up to mockery
by the hands of an apestate and sacrilegious priest,
see if there be a sorrow equal to wmine!

¢ O daoghters of Sion, holy religious souls! seize
your mourning gerb, and let your mournful wailings
be heard, forthe blood of the inzocent victim, has
been shed in profane places; his sacred flesh has
been trampled under foot; bis heart which loves
men so much, has been pierced agnin, crowned with
thorns, and covered with reproach. ' 7The world
knew him not, iis own received him not?’’

He is now of uge to be admit-
ted to Oxford, Lut it was preferred that he should
study at Chislehurst the bigher branches of educa-
tion. After lunch the Prince rides out; he has
threc saddle-horses, and amongst them Heros, the
well-known sosrel of the Emperor. Sometimes, in
tine weather he walks out with the Empress. Two
or three times a week be goes to London to take
Tessons  in fencing, which is his great amnsement ;
Lie also praciises at home with Count Bussapo.
Without being attached to the British army he oc-
curionally takes part in the drill of a battery of
artillery to which some of his Woolwich corarades
belong ; it is asete for them when he goes to Alder-
shot. IfI stated the Prince said nothing about

Thera gecms to be money enough to spond for
holiday gifts, fine clothes and amusements, but
none for the poor creditor. This is not as it should
be. The community in which such things can be,
needs a moral tonie, It is not right, not decent,
not honest to kesp people out of moncy that they
have earned.

Ne real-
Iy honest man will owe money that he ought to
pay when he bas the money to pay with, or spend
money for things he can do without by o sacrifice
of s tastes or desires when he owes to others, If
all who can pay would do so, instead of shirking be-

Journal of Chemistry : Mutton "suet, 2 ounces ; bees-
wax, 6 ounces; melt and add sugar candy, in fine
powder, 6 ounces ; soft soap, 2 ounces; indigo, in
fine powder, half ounce; lampblack, 24 ounces.
{hen thoroughly incorpc_»mted, add turpentine,
quarter ofa pint, and pour into pots and tins.

Slops from the kitchen can be run upon a heap
of dirt, which may be occasionally ghovelled over
and changed after it has absorbeq a good d_eq.l of
filth. It is then well worth removing usafgrtlhzer.
1t is better than running under ground a pit where
the odors generally find some way of escape,
often into the kitchen on account of some defect or
stoppnge of the pipes,

The Practical Farmer, speaking of a wa.lsh for
bodies of fruit trees, recommends the following :—
« Ope ounce of copperas to eight or ten xza.Ilo_ns of
water forms & good wash, and is adviged for trinl as
a preventive against blight. One pound of bleachers’
sodn and one gallon of water forms a w.raah that
cleans off all insects and leaves the trees with fresh,
young-lookiug bark.”

Marzrse Inon Toors.—The following very simple
dircctions for marking iron tools is taken from
Seribner's Monthly: “To mark your tools, warm
them slightly, aud rub the steel with wax, or hard
tallow, until a film gathers, Then scratch your
pame on the wax, cutting through te the §tee1. _A
little nmitric Acid ponred on the marking will
quickly eat out the letters. Wipe acid aud wax
off with a hot, soft rag, and the letters will be
gecurely etched.”

How ro Presgrve Ssioxgn MEears.—Take ground
Dblack pepper, the finer the better; wash sll the
mold or soil off the hams or beef, and while they
are damp rub them thoronghly with the pepper.—
Two pounds of pepper will kecp. thirty pounds
of meat free from flies or _Insects ot: 0:11
kinds. After being thus treated it can remain in
the smoke-house, ot wood-house; and not a fly will
approach it. It also improves the flavor of the

meat.

Cure ror Love oF Liquor. — At a festival at a
Reformatory Institution, recqntly,.a genthman
said, of the cure of the use of intoxicating drinks:
« T gvercame the appetite by a recipe given to me
by old Dr. Hatfield,one of those goed old physxcii_ms
who did not have a percentage from a neighboring
druggist. The proscription is simply an orange
every morning a half hour before breakfast, *'Take
that," suid the Doctor ‘and you will neither want
liquor nor medicine’ I have done so regularly,
and I find that liquor has become repulsive. The
taste of the orangs is in the saiiva of my tongue,
and it would be as well to mix water and oil as
ram with my taste.”

Trg CoNsuyprTION OF AN ORDINARY LirETINME.—Our
young readers have a big task before them, if this
calenlation of the amount of fuod eaten by a man
in half a centary, be correct; but they necd not he
discouraged and should take things leisurely. He
would have to climb a good-sized hill to over-
Jook the articles, for they comprise 30 oxen,
200 sheep, 100 calves, 200 lembs, 50 pigs, 1,200
chickens, 3,000 turkeys, 193 pigeons, 140 pounds
of salmon, 150 pounds of other fish, 30,000 oysters,
6,443 pouuds of vegetables, 244 pounds of butier,
24,060 ergs, 44 tons of bread, 3,000 gallons of ta
and coffee, besides tons of fruit, barrels of sweat-
meats and hogsheads of water,

Ay InporyaNT ExpERIMENT.—A new steam engine
was recestly introduced on one of the Loudon
passenger railways as o substitute for horse-power.
T'he nccount says: The cagine was entirely en-
closed, and presented the appearnnce of a dim}u-
utive car in front of the regular tram car. During
the experiments & number of handsome cabs were
driven by tho side and in front of the engine, the
horses not being at all frightencd by it. The ad-
vantages claimed for the use of this new cogine
over the present system of traction by horses were
—a gaving of £300 per annum in the working
expenses of each car; nn increase of speed when
desirable ; a more perfect contvol for stopping ond
starting than at present; and that at each ter-
minus it can be disconnected and brought to the
front of tho car in less time than that taken
by horses, The trials were considered very satis-
factory. :

Or A Cup or Corrse.—It bas been truthfully said,
that cven in these enlightened days, a.nt_l-in the
land most blessed by the influence of civilization,
there are thousand upon thousands of persons boin
into the world who live long lives and then go down
iuto their graves without ever having tastedn good
cup of cofiee, There are many reasons for this, and
the principalone, of course, wust_be that few pet-
sons know how to meke good coffec. And yetthere
have been thousands of recipes and directions pub-
lished which teach us how to make good ccffee by
Loiling it; by confining the cssence and aroma; by
making it in an open vessel; by steeping it; by
clenring it ; by not clearing it; by grinding 1 fing;
by grinding it coarse ; and by many other methods
opposed to each’other aad toall these. Now we do
not intend to try to tell anybody how to make good
coffee, but we just wish to say n word about the
treatment . of the cofiec afterit is made, Andon
this treatment depends its excellence, brew it as
you may. ‘The rule is simple: never decant it.
Whatever else you do about it, bring it to the table
in the vessel in which it is mado. "A bandsome urn
or gorgeaus ¢offee-put is the grave of good coflee,
Of course, ifit 1s a consideration more desirable to
hiave the pot look well thar to have the coffee taste
well, we have nothing more to say. DBut when hot
cvoffee is emptiod from one vessel info another, the
kitchen ceiling generally reccives that essence-
lacden vapor which should have found its way into
the cups. When the coffee enters them it should
find the milk or cream alrendy there. Byobserving
these rules, ordinary coffee, made in almost any way,
is often very palatable indeed.—Seribner.

A Caxspiay way oF Packive Rein Borrar~The
method given below wus communicated to the
Canadian Farmer Ly a produce merchant of Mon-
treal ;=1 offer the following directions to my
friends, which, if folly complivd with, will enable
them to realize the highest market quotations for
their butter, instead of the lowest, as is most gener-
ally the case, which is not the fault of the consig-
nee. 'There is nothing 8o unsalable as badly-pack-
ed butter; but, oo the contrary, if packed nicoly,
it sells readily, and generally from two to five cents
per pound more than the same quality packed solid
Infirkins. Uso none but the very best now barrule,
and be sure that'they nre not burnt or dirty inside.

The end you intend for the head -you shounld‘turn | °

down; and take out the boltom head,and-outa
piece of fine white muslin, the eize of the hend of

*

the" barrel (which will be the head whben open).
Commence to pack your finest and smallest rolls

first, being sure to pack each roll on:its smallest |

end. Be careful to select rolls that will pack shug,
so that there will be no space for the rolls to shake
about. Continue packing in this way until the bar-
rel is-almoat full, then shake the bartel well (to set-
tle the rolls) and then fill it as snug as possible, In
packing the last one ot the layers, pack all of the
rolls on-their ends if possible; but if there i8 no
room, it will not matter if they are packed on their
sides, if they will pack snugly and meke a full bar-
rel. The object is to have the rolls close and tight,
so that they will not shake and break. Each roll
must be wrapped 1n a piece of white muslin or
‘cheege capping; be sure.and have it large enough
to cover the roll entirely. The muslin should be
soaked in strong brine before using it, and put on
the rol! wet. It is-impossible to send rolls to mar-
ket in good order without wrapping them in mus-
lin, and no matter what the muslin will cost, it will
more than repay the outlay in the increased price
the rolls thus packed will bring. Before hesading
up the barrel, pour on two quarts of strong pickle,
Cover the last layer with"a piece of muslin in the
same manner as vou did the head. Nail up the bar-
rel. Be sure tudrive three nails into eack hoop.
Then turn the barre]l over two or three times, 50 a8
to let the brinc you have poured in work between
the rolls. Mark the top in plain letters, * Roll but-
ter? aleo the gross weight, together with the tare of
the barrel, address of the party to whom you send
it, and the initials of the shipper. Rells should be
made ir the oblong shape, and not weigh over two
or four pounds.”
