It turns up
in all shapes and at all times, © Now in Parliament,
upon some question relating to legislation affecting
Catholics; now in that portion of the _press_which
considers its mission to be the gloqﬁcntion.of P.ro-
testantism ; still ofteneria the pulpit, where depict-
ing the horrors of Romanism i3 another way of
preaching the.Gospel of Christ; and oftener still
with the anti-Catholic coutroversialist, who con-
tinues to utter it as confidently as the mathema-

A short time ago in the
columns of s Cardiff paper there appeared a serics
of articles in which the editor, replying to some
able vindicatory letters of the Rey. Father Williams,
of Tredegar, on this subject sought to establish the
truth of the statement. The effort wasn piece of
tenth-rate special pleading. The editor, in contro-
versy withu Church of Eogland clergyman, had
made the statement to begin with, had been taken
to task by Father Williams, and, assuming that he
must be gorrect, and Father Williams wrong, pro-
ceeded to array the facts supporting l_xls theory,
ignoring every fact which told against it. Adopt-
ing the same principle, we would undertake to
tt prove” anything. As sn illustmtion : Supposin
the question were whether there were more tilegitl-
mate births in Catholic populations than in Pro-
testant populations, and we took from the whole of
Europe three tewns with a view of showing the
comparative morality of the people of the two
religions ; and supposiog we were to take, say,
Glenmaddy, with a populstion of 20,000, Newport,
with a population of 16,000, Scariff with a popula-
tion of 14,000, Castletown, with a population of
14,000, or soy one of the many registrars’ districts
in Ireland, in which according to the Eleveath An-
pual Report (the latest irsue} of the Registrar-
General, not o single illegitimate birth occarred in
1874, and compared one or more of them with
Aberdeen, which bas a population four times as
large as the Glenmaddy district has, aed which, ac-
cording to the latest report of the Registrar-General,
could boast of over 300 illegitimate births in 1872,
would it not be said that we were cither not in pos-
seesion of figures which we should have had, before
entering upon the discussion, or that, having other
figures, we dishonestly kept them back because
they would not tell so much in our favour as thoss
we published. Yet, in order to prove his case, the
editor contented himeelf with naming three towns,
the figures for which seemed to suit his purpose;
and, even then, gave them from such a source, that
it was almost impossible to verify them. We men-
tion “ hig editorship” only to show how useless it
is to argue with such controversialists, to dismiss
him from cur programmes, and to address ourselves.
to the facta. But, again and again, such statements,
if not the very same, will be repeated and repro-
duced, and hundreds of men, whose mission and
calling it is to discredit the Catholic faith, will
quote them with a view ef perpetuating the fiction
that Cathollc populations are not as moral &s
Protestant populations, It is the knowledge of
this that induces ug to endeavour to provide the
aantidote.

When we declare that, so far from the statemont
being correct, tho exact converse is the case, it may
be asked how it is that the untruth is so readily
accepted in this country ? We can only offer one
justification for the English people in receiving
unquestioned the slander of & faith which, for eigh-
teen conturies, has been seeking to civilise and
humanise the world, In some of the great centres
of industry in this country, the number of Catho-
lios who come within the jurisdiction of the magis-
trate are greatly in excess of their share of the
population. We shall not undertake to satiafy any-
onc but ourselves that, much as we deplore the
truth, it is not a disgmce to the Catbolic body ao
much as it is a disgrace to the exterminating policy
pursued for so many generations in Ireland, and to
the English whojwhen the people they were oppress-
ing came hither for the bread which was denied
them upon their own soil, met them, whenever it
was posgible, with the declaration that “No Irish
need apply;”’ and, having confiscated their wealth
in their own Iand, did all that was poseible to drive”
them into ths elums and haunts of vice in our great
towns, and to convert them into a class whence
come the unfortunates, who for dronkenness, or
dishonesty, or crimes of violence occupy our gaols,
And when they wore safely landed there, what was
done? Uatil lately in our great towns (even now,
throughout a large part of the country), the Catho-
lic, the moment ke or she fell, was cut off from the
only influence capable of effecting a reformation.
‘The census is not yet taken wbich will justify this
theory to account for the e¢xcessive percentage of
Catholics among prisoners in such places as
Glasgow and Liverpool. It is from the poorer
classes such prisoners come, because the poor
arc exposed to the temptations which lead to a con-
flict with the authorities. If we could have & census
of the population in London or Liverpool of every
family which bad an income of less than two shill.
ings per week:per head, the respective numbeis of
them belonging to the Catholic and Protestant
denominations, and of proportions of the two who
go to prison, there aro some of the Protestant
Pharisees now boasting that they are not as other
men who would hide their heads with shame at
sight of the virtus of the abjectly poor Catholics
who are virtuous in spite of the temptations that
surround them, because they are true to, and under
the beneficent intluence of, their faitk, Until that
census is taken, our theory can only be an assmnp.
tion ; in the meantime, the statistical and undeni-
able fact remains to be, to our mind, the only justi-
fication which the thoughtless reader or listener
can plead for accepting astrue the falsiied and
manipulated igures which are constantly going the
rounds. . .

Thers,is one way ia which we can establish such
a test ag that which we maintain is necessary to
vindicate Catholics from the unworthy reflection
cast upon them by their enemies, This may be had
from the workbouse returns of paupers in various
towns of the different nationalitics; Those are not
an unerring, but they may be accepted by any fair
mind as a reasouable, guide. Far be it from us to

gay that poverty in a crime, however much we may
be induced by the system of dealing with it in Eng-
land to think it so; but what we maintain is, that
it is the poor a8 & tule who are exposed to fempta.
tion, the poor who fall, and the poor who find their
way into‘eur-gaols, Wherever there i & large pre-
ponderance of Catholics among. the poor,.it i8 only
natural to. expect that the Catholics will be ina
majority among the. prisoners.

THE CARDINAL ARCHBISHOP OF
WESTMINSTER ON THE STATE
OF EUROPE.

AN HAISTORICAL RETROSPECT,

The feast of St. Edward tbe Confessor was cele-
brated on the 13th Oct,in the Church of S§. Peter
and Edward, Palace-road, London. His Eminence
the Cardinal Archbishop presided over tlhe cere-
monies. The celebiant was the Very, Rav. Father
Kirk, Superior of the Oblates of St. Charles;
Father Ryder, officiativg as deacon, and Father
M‘Donnell as sub-deacon, The assistants at the
pontifical throne were the Rev, Lord Archibald
Douglas and Father Andrews, Father Lescher was
assistant priest, and Father Keating master of the
cercmonies. The music of the Maes, which was
moet admirably rendered by an efficient choir, was
Weber's in G. After the First Gospel,

His Eminence the Curdinal Archbishop delivered
& discourse on the text from the 11th chapter of the
Apocalypge—* The kingdom of this world is be-
come the kingdom of the Lord and of His Christ,
and He shall reign for ever.” His Eminence said—
The kingdom of God which is hers spoken of is a
kingdom in time—not in eternity, It is a kingdom
«n this earth. I do not undertake to expound the
Apocalypse. The Holy Church has not doce Eo,
and I cannot do what the Church has not dome.
We speak as we are taught. Weare the disciples
of the Church before we are the teachers of the
faithful, and as I know not what interpretation God
in His providence will reveal in these mysteries of
His power and of His judgment in the world signi-
fied by the opening of the geals and the sounding
of the trumpets, I limit what I have to say to that
which is plain and evident. The Church has a two-
fold mission. One part of it is to convert the souls
of meu one by one from & life of sin and unbelief
to a life of faith and of sanctity ; tue other is to
civiliso the nations of the world who are so con-
verted to the light of God. We are Leeping a
festival to-day which draws our thoughts naturally
and almost irresistibly to the action of the Church
in this world, and a3 men might say to politics.
Well, politics are a part of morals, and morals are
a part of religion; 8o they canunot be separated.
This is the festival of King Edward, saint and con-
fessor, King of England, whose reign is written in
tho annals of our history as tliereign of & Christian
prince who held his kingdom from Geod, who said
that he would rather never reign than gain his
rights by bloodshed, and who, holding his kingdom
from God, reigned for the glory of God, for the
effusion of the faith, for the worship ¢f the ever-
blessed Trinity in all forms of honour, for a life of
charity to his pcople, justice among his subjects,
poverty in bis own person, and unbounded alms-
giving—such was King Edward the Christian prince.
I'he monarchy of England was in his person a
Christian monarchy. So I will say it is still, but
then it was a Catholic mozarchy in the. fulbess of
its perfection; and the body of King Edward lies
in tho midst of us to this hour, preserved by the
reveronco of the Eoglish people, and regarded in
loving veneration by all Catholic subjects of the
sovercignty which descended from him. Thatbody
is the object of our Ioving care, although the cus-
tady of it is not ours, as & memorial and a witness
of what the monarchy of England was, and of
‘what the monarchy of England in part still is, and
God grant that it may bo once more in its fulness
and perfaction. This naturally turns my thoughts
“to what may be called the politics of this world,
They cannot be parted from faith, and they cannot
be parted from the duty of every Catholic. “We

three points 1, Itiwas under the power of unlimit-

ed human authority, = The emperors ruled with an
absolute despotic power not only over the bodies
but also over the consciecces of their subjects, A
Roman Emperor wasnot only King but Pontiff too.
There were indeed to be found freemen in the Ro-
man empire. The upper classes enjoyed freedom,
but all below the patrician and the knightly class
were either partially or wholly in a state of slavery
and the slavery of the Roman Empire was such
a8 no heart of man can coceive unless he has read
and studied history. The master had powee of
life and death over his slave. We read in the litera-
ture of Rome that slaves have been scourged almost
to death for disturbing their masters by a cough or
a sneezo or any little accidentin their service. Once
at o banquet a guest said to the master ofthe
house that he had never seen a man die, where-
upon the latter immediateiy caused one of his
slaves to bo'killed before his guest's eyes. Such
was then the condition of man. Man without God
is capable not only of any tyraauy but of any

cruelty. I will not venture to describe, even in
the remotest, the immorality of the Roman Empire,
If any man desire to ses what it was, written by
the Holy Ghost, lot him read the opening of the
Epistle of St. Paul to the Romans. Well the Ro-
man Empire was the colmination of such civilisa-
tion as can be produced by intellectual culture and
philosophy without God, At last it began to wreak
its own chastisement upon itself. In the first three
hundred years, while the Emperors of Rome perse-
cated the Chiistians and slew the Pontiffs, 29 Pon-
tiffs won the crown of martyrdom, and 80 Roman
Emperors died violent deaths, That great mass of
corruption began to die by its own law of dissolu-
tion. For 300 years the Church of Jesus Christ
spread throughout the world, Rising from the lit-
tle spring in the guest-chamber in Jerusalem, the
water went out as in the Prophet's vision covering
the nations of the earth, Thronghout the whole
Roman Empire there was the foundation of new
order. In vaia did the Emperors endeavour to de-
stroy the Catholic Church. Her first work was the
conversion of souls, and her work of civilisation
came afterwards, No sooner was the Emperor Con-

stantine converted tfo the faith than he translated
his throne to Byzantinm, which became Constanti-
nople, because his instinct told him he could not
reign supreme in the city where the Vicar of Jesus
Christ dwelt, The sovereignty of this world gave
place to the sovereignty of the Incarnate Word, and
from that dsy onwards the work of Christian civili-
gation spread from Rome a3 ita centre. I would
remind you that formerly the See of Peter had 23

patrimonies. Now, when we talk of the patrimony
of Peter, we mean that which was robbed the other
dey; but there was a time when all Italy, Sicily, the
coasts of the Adriatic, the cossts of Southern Ganl
and all the Northern part of Africa all belonged to
the Vicar of Jesus Christ as his patrimonies. In all
those patiimonies the Christian law was introduced
and the first germs of Christian civilisation sprang
up. In these patrimonies of the Holy See the first
action of the Pontiffs was the cxtinction of slavery,
as is most beautifully shown in the letters of 8t.
Gregory the Great. From these small beginnings
grew up that Christendom of which we are a part,

which to this day has lingered on, but which is
now turning away from the footsteps of our Divine
Redeemer. In these changes wrought by Christ-
fanity on the kingdoms of the world, we may see
the fulfilment of the words of tke Apocalypse. In
the person of the Vicar of Christ the two-fold offi-
ces of poutiffand king are united, and because they
are united in him they are separated in all others
who bear authority. Alas, I know the story of
Christian Europe shows that kingdoms have been
torn, and rent and tossed, and that the authority of
our Divine Lord has again and again been defied by
kings, princee, and emperors. There have been
periods of time when men suffered bondage, tyranny
warfare, and cruelty of every kind. Although these
things were permirted in the Christian world, yet

the supreme power was consecrated to God, aud the
laws of Christianity were inscribed in the statute-
books of the kingdoms. But now where are we,and
whither are we going? Thrce hundred years ago
the kiogs of the North of Europe essayed and ac-
complished what no man had ventured on before.
They madéthemsel ves independent of tha suprema
Head of the Curistian Church, and claimed to be
themselves supreme. DMoreover, since tbat day
other kinys and princes, still retaining the Catholic
taith have so contended with the supreme Head of
the Christian Church on egrth as to teach their sub-
jects the gpirit of rebellion against themselves.
What do we behold at this moment? There is not

& kingdom which is not separated from the unity

of the Church. All the nations are only partizlly
in conformity with the laws of Christianity. In

education, what is called the seculsr teaching is
the only care of the Siate and statesmen, The king-
doms of the world are returning once more to that
order of naturs from which they were redeemed,
and we see at this moment that they are prepar-
ing themselves for warfare and collision, They have
no tribunal to appeal to, no common law to bind

them together, Force is the only arbitration to

which they can refer their disputes. The noble and
majestic fabric of Christendom is dissolving away ;

unless God 1ntervene by a miracle once more as in

the begioniog, it has no future. These thoughts
are not out of place on the Feast of St, Edward the
Coufessor, who was a symbol of the unity of Eng-
land. In him it reached its highest point. After
him it begnn to be overcast, and gradually to de-
oline uuntil the great disruption miscalled the Re-
formation rent England finally from the unity of
the Catholic faith, At the present day the duty was
incumbent on every Catholic conscience of with-
drawing from cvery men, or congregation, or as-
gembly of men who byeathed resistance to the con-
stituted authority ovér us. Peaco is the tranquility
of order. Where there is no order there is no peace.
Let us pray for the whole Ohristian world, for its
whole bead is faintand its whole heart is sick. The
danger to be apprehended from anti-Christian edu-
oation is very great ; but it may even yet be averted
if men are in earnest and inflexible, There is now
no moral head in Christendom, and princes are
tosged to and fro according as the popular will in-
clines, That majestic throne on which the Vicar
of Jesua Christ once sat'they,have dope'all that lies
in their power to undermine and desiroy, but that

RUSSIA AND ENGLAND.

———
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Tne Excrsn Premien Dexouxcep As  * TraRFICKING
FoR Moxgy.”

The following is the substance of an article from
the Golos, a Russian journal, which, according.tfo
the Times, is read by the educated and influential
clagses ;==

“For more than a year the world has been
watching with alternate apprebension and astonish-
ment the policy ofthe English Tory Cabinet in the
Eastern Question, The journals cf all countries
bave been at & loss to divine the object and to
understand the method of this policy. The parti-
sans of Mr, Disraeli represent him as & mysterious
sphinx and as too deep and too cunning a genias to
be comprehended by ordinary men, His opponents
on the other hand, while they likewiss regard his
proceedings as incomprehensible, describe him asa
Minister full of caprice and unworthy of his place
at the head of the British Government. As to dip-
lomats, they really do not know what to do with
this enfant terrible, who tears all their designs to
tatters, and has nothing to offer in their stead. It
ought to be cbserved that the members of the Dis-
raeli Cabinet are too well disciplined to inquire in-
to the sublime secrets of their Jeader, and are only
the tools of a policy which they do not care to
fathom. Since the day of their admission to tho
Cabinet they have been ordered to scream at the
whole world, and to try and convince everybody
that the Tory Cabinet are mppointed to exalt Eng-
lish power and lift it up from the degradation con-
sequent upon the prolonged rule of the nop-inter-
vention theory proclaimed by the Whigs. This
mot d'ordre was very cunningly devised by the first
English Premier of Hebrew cxtraction ; it gave the
Cabinet Ministers something to do, and it diverted
their attention from what their chief desired to kecp
to bimself. Even Lord Derby, the most eminent
member of the Cabinet, fell into the snare, and was
go completely carried away by Mr. Disraeli’s appeal
to his ambition that he became a mere instrument
in the hands of bis chief.

* Having thus shrewdly arranged the working
order of his Cabinet, the Premier proceeded to carry
his pre.conceived programme, Intent upon draw-
ing the English nation after him, tha phlegmatic
and apathetic character of his countrymen made it
necessary to get up some extraordinary excitement.
For the clever, e2stute Hebrew this was a good op-
portunity to show himself a true chip ot the old
block., Asa beginniug, a scenic effect was got up
in the form of aroyal visit to India. What had
never before occurred in the annsals of British-his-
tory, the Prince of Wales went to the East, where
he was raised to the rank of s Native idol, the
Queen, his mother, being at the same time elevated
to the Imperial dignity. The scheme, which was
to produce a startling effect upon the loyal senti-
ments of the English, succeeded perfectly. The
nation applauded the genius of the Premier, the
members of the Cabinet basked in the reflected rays
of their chief's glory, and the Royal Imperial fami-
1y were right glad at their own rise in the world.

t Having thus acquired a firm footiog, Mr. Dis-
raeli passed on toa second theatrical coup de-matn.
He bought up the shares of the Suez Canal, repre-
sentiog this achievement as an act of profound po-
litical sagacity, beneficial to the vital interests of
the British nation, The sensation produced by this
business stroke had hardly subsided when the Sla-
vonic question very opportunately arose.

“ The feats of the Tory Cabinet now became more
marvellous than ever,and last June reached their
acme. Disraeli Beaconsfield, with uncommon auda-
city, by the single stroke of the pen and twenty
ships, neatralized the action of three European
Powers possessed of three millions of bayonets.
The thing was done 50 adroitly and so boldly that
the Powers did not use their might, but left the
Christiars whosolicited their rssistance to struggle
on as best the could. Since that time four months
have ¢lapsed.

 Toa simple mortal all this is absolutely incom-
prebensible,  Considering that Disraeli-Beacons-
field has no troops to speak of at his disposal, and
that his fleet will not avail him much in solving
the Continental question of the Slavonians, it is
difficult to understand why the weakest of the Pow-]
ers should be allowed to play such a dominant
part. The thing was so very extraordinary from the
outset that it paturally engeudered the wish to
peep bebind the scenes and discover the why and
the wherefore. -

‘ From the mass of surmises and suppositions,
some of which have appeared in the press, while
«thers have not, one solution of the riddle stands
out prominently. It isa strange, wild rolution, but
according to the verdict of public opinion, it is a
very possible one, and perfectly in accordance with
Mr. Disraeli's character. The Tory Premier, it is
contended, simply aims at using his power to get
all;thc money he can while in office. For this
purpose a triumvirate i3 sald to have been formed.

If you wish for an
early success to your endeavours you must enlisé
the sympathies of our brethren across the water, and
at no time have you had anything like as good &
chance ot doing so0as you have now, The agri-

passed. The ceremony attracted a considerable
gathering of the citizens, but the proceeding was
not wade an occasion for ventilating politics. Mr.
Butt, acknowledging the compliment, confinet his
cbservations to the simple history of the bill, The
casket in which the certificate was coclosed was
manufactured by Messrs. J. R, Ryan & Co,, jewell-
ers, of College green, 1t isan oblong cofter, ten
inches by five deep, of Irish bog oak, carved in
high reliof, with tloriated tracery,after the model of
an ancieat Irish shrine, and clasped with heavy
mountings in silver-gilt. The casket is lined with
viclet velvet, and studded outside by a double cor-
don of malachite, crystal, and amecthyst. Its best
ornaments, however, are two ¢xquisitely cut minia-
tares In onyx inserted in the lid--one a portrait of
0'Connell in carly manhood, and the other a deli-
cately traced copy of the illustrious Grattan, hoth
models of lapidary art. On a broad plate across the
lid is engraved the text of the resolution of the
Council, tendering Mr. Butt the city's freedom, with
the names of its proposcr and seconder. The cer-
tificate is on vellum, and handsomely illumibated
by Mr. Hopkians, 7 Great Brungwick street. It benrs
the crest of the hon. member for Limerick and the
civic arms in colors.

Indeed so formidable
is the pumber of desertions that no more military
prisomery cau for the present, Le received at Mil-
bank Convict Prison,which is 8o crowded, and sold-
iers, sentenced by caucts-martial, are now sent to the
various county jails.—Dublin ITrishman, Oct, 28tk.

Poisoned ay Vaccmation.—At Liverpool, inquests
have been held on the bodies of two children who
had died after being vaccipated. About three weeks
ago the children were vaccinated by one of the pub.
lic officialg, but they afterwards became i1l and died.
Several doctors were called, and testified that the
cause of death was acute blood poisoning, the result
of the processes set up by vaccination. The jury
found that the vaceination had been skiflfully per-
formed, and from good sources, but there was no
evidence to show what were the precise causes that
led to the blood poisoning,

A robbery of jewellery, valued at 4,000/, wag ef
focted during the transit of a lady’s jewel-case from
London to Barton, Warwickshire. The jewels
belonged to Miss Dickens, the deughter of an officer,
who wasabout to proceed to India. The jewels
had been deposited with a London jeweller for
satety, and were sent by him in n box as an ordin-
ary parcel, addressed to Miss Dickens's residence
at Barton, by the train from Paddinton, On arriv-
ing at Moreton-in-Marsh the box was sent hy the
regular parcels carrier to Barton. When the box
was opened all the jewellery was found to have
been abstracted.

The Suffolk District Medical Society sent out
four hundred circulars 1o medical practitioncers with
a view to ascertain the opinion of the profession
on the alleged danger of permitting public funerals
of persons who bad died from diptheria. ['wo hun-
dred and thirty-nine answers wure received, of these
143 writers express a belief in the possible danger
of contagion at suce funerals; 17 beliove that thero
is danger from funernls in the lLouses of the de-
ceased, but none in churches; 29 consider that in
the present state of knowledge there is no justifi-
cation in prohibiting public funerals; while 8
record the circumstances which occurred in their
own experience confirmatory of the propogition
that peril muy ensue, but the testimony these Intter
advance is not quite satisfactory. T'he society, after
due considoration, recommend that funerals at the
bouses of those who have died of dipthieria should
bo private, owing to possib!e exposure to tha poison
of the disease.

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

Earl Reaconsfield in assuming the robes of the
nobility bas not assumed ita dignity, but remains
atill boastful, flippant Disraeli ; at the Lord Mayor's
dinner ia London he must parade the effect which
the firm attitude of the British Ministry bashad in
frightening the Russian Bear; in two hours the
answer came from Moscow sharp and ringing ; there
the Emperor in answer to a deputation of Citizens,
declared that Russia would maintain the demands
made upon Turkey. Non-acquiescence would com-
pel bim to take up arms; he reckoned upon the
support of his subjects. ‘The time, so soon after
Disraeli’s boastful speech, st the moment when
Turkey had yielded on every side, the place, Mos®
cow, the Holy city of the Empire, the Emperor's
own words, all indicate that war is decided upon,
and that it will be a religious war. The hatred
which the Tartar bears to the Turk, the mission
which Holy Russia nssumes, as providenti-
ally confidéd to her, will make it » war
to tbe very death, For twenty years Russia
has been preparing, and Eopgland, alone to-
day, will meet another foe than the one she en-
countered at Sebnstopol. DBetter woald it be for
England and the World to hurl the Turk back to
the deserts of Asim, and establish independent
Christian States on the Adriatic, tho Mediterranean
and the Black Sea,thus taking from Russia her
main excuse; but then lies the danger, there the
difficulty. The descendant of Peter the Great has
always sovght to establieh his spiritual supremacy,
and it is from Constantinople that he wishes to
wield its power; War has never deterred him, his
unrelenting persecution has murdered thousands of
Catholics as fiully as over did the Moslem it
has fallen with a heavy blow upon Protestants
themselver, occasionally; he is no friend of liberty,
civil or religious, and true Christianity has as little
to expect from his barbarian fanaticism as it ever
gained from Ottoman fury.

In Germany the May Laws are still in operation,
convents and colleges are closed, nuns and priests
are exiled, Liberalism is still potent emough to
crush Liberty.

MEETING OF THE BAR.

Prorosep CuaNces—No CeENTRALIZATION!

Though suggesting many useful chaoges, the
resolutions lately passed at the Meeting of the Bar
of Moutreal, seem to have been prepaved with very
little care ; they certainly suggest some very im-
practicable amendments to the law. How do our
learned friends think it possible to have six meet-
ings per annum of the Court of Queen's Bench,
Crown side? - How would our Grand Jurymen like
to be called away every two months from their
usual avocatipns? Who would estimate the losa to
Petty Jurors from such a system? We should rather
endeavor to shorten the time which those unfortu.-
nate members of the Community are compelled to
devote to the public service, An easy mode to do
so would be for the Sheriff to cell four, five or more
panels, in order that each member of the Jury
would not have to remain more than one weck from
kis business. But the most objectionable of those
remedies is the proposal that all the judges should
reside either at Montreal or Quebec. This would
be increasing to suitors the costs of litigation ten-
fold, What! an unlucky defendant would have to
come all the way to Montreal or Quebec four or five
times to look after his casa ; he wonld bave to bring
kis witncsses with him, and pay their travelling
end hotel expenses ; in many cases such expenses
would ruin even & wealthy man. We must coun-
sider that suggestion was thougbtlessly brought
forward ; we would not suppose for a moment that
our learsed friends of Montreal had their owr in-
terests solely in view in thus forcing all the litiga-
tion of the country into their own offices, This
proposal moreover contains the germ of still greater
evila, Centralization is one of the worst tendencies
of 8ur age; it has crushed the energy of Provinces
and cities in Europe ; it has made the great centres
hotbeds of disorder and revolution, and has been
also the main principle relied upon by tyrants and
oppressors ; where it has prevailed, liberty has been
extinguished, individual energy has been destroyed,
talent and ambition has been directed to but one
end, and in consequence variety has been lost, and
a universal dead level established, One of the best
measures of past legislation was the very decen-
tralization system which the Bar now seeks to de-
stroy ; the country must arise and prevent such a
consummatlon, There is one nuieance which
sbould be abated, and fortunately it Iies within the
power of tle Bar to lay its evil consequences, it is
to put a stop to the endless delays which impede
the Chariot of Justice. It is very true professional
courtesy should not allow lawyers to take advantage
of every mistake a confrere may commit, nor would
it be possible in practice that lawyers should be
always ready to proceed with a case as soon ag the
delays forseen by law shall bave elapsed ; but it
is not professional courtesy but rank injustice to
allow a case to be dragged from term to term
for no other reason than the dilatoriness of the
opposing attorney, until a client’s patience or purse
is «xbauscted or until a defendant has had time to
do away with all his effects. Thir, gentlemen, is &
reform that you can effect without calling in the
assistance of the legislative Iopiter; let us hear no
louger the Judges indignantly rebuking you for
your delays, or else we will suggest a meeting of
your clients to protest againet your neglect.

EXTRAVAGANCE IN CITY EXPENDI-
TURE.

A Rexgpy.—~-THE Finasce CouMirrRe.

Among the worst features of our municipal sys-
tem of Montreal, the worst of all in our estimation
is the existe nce of Committees, This patcelling out
to different members the care of onc or more par.
ticular departments has been and still coatinues to
be the source of 1hugh of the extravagance and its
spectre.-like rosults to which we have suddenly
awakened, Itis dividing and subdividing there-
gponsibility of each alderman and consequently
diminishing his sense of duty. Placed at the head
of a committee ora. member of it, an Alderman, if
he have any ambition with his sense of duty,i'm-
mediately endeavors to make his Committee and
hisdepartment s cfficient us possible,  He is well
aware that should any'complaints arise, the public
will immediately find out in whogs Department the
fault occurs, and with all the uareasoning rush and
vivacity which distingushes usually tha$ not over-

intelligent nor moderate Judge, Public Opinion
will blame, unreasoning and unrensonble biame will
be cast upon-his‘shoulders, a storm will be raiséd
around him, the #énsational papers, whose stock in
trade is strong: langnags, vitaperation, exaggerafion
sud the spreading,of..numberlese fierce accusations

officer, . To avoid all this and- 1o - gain - popularity *
an Alderman naturally endeavors to make his de-
partment as efficient as possible ; to do so, & call
must be made upon the Treasury ; and when every
member i3 actively cngaged in tugging at the purse
strings, it is but in the natural order that much
unnecegsary, much useless expenditure ‘should be
incurred. This is the real state of things in Mont-
real ; any citizen who bas taken the trouble to fol_
low the doings of our City Council must be con.
vinced of the fact. In these observations, our citi-
zeng, if far searching will find another fact ; that the
funds of the city are principally used by th® Com-
mittees whose members are the most energetic ; ex-
amine the different expenditures, then look over the
names of the Committee men and a key will be
found to explain many facts which seem anomalous
in our accounts, Another fact to observe in the
same copnection, isthat many quarters of the city
have more money expended for their benefit than
other, the same key will go far to explain thediff-
erences found. Do we blame the members of the
Conncil for this over zeal, not in the least ; we can-
not expect them to be perfect ; we cannot expect
that they would be so self oblivious as to sacrifice in
{avorof less energetic members their own interests,
and popularity as popular men. They are doing
their best to arrive at perfection, and as all of them
in the measure of their capacilies, are aiming at
the same end, and as that end cannot be attained
without expenditure of money, many unnecessary
projects nre undertaken with much useless or im-
prudent expenditure. There is no control, no system
to guide the Council-as a body. 1t was supposed
that the Finance Committee would be a check and
a balance between those continually swaying ele.
ments, How could sach an expectation be enter-
tained when the Finance Committee itself is com.
rosed of many of those very men whose interest
it is to avoid this conirol. When money 15 re-
quired in the departments, under the present
system, to obtain it, it is only necessary for two or
more members of the Finance Committes who de-
sire such monies for their particular departments,
to mak® a combination together, and to agree that
each one will obtain the amount he may desire and
thus unanimity is secured for all demands. Such
combinations are matters of daily experience in all
representative bodies, are matters of history in
every country, and we do not think we are casting
apy insinvation sgainst our worthy Aldermen if we
say that we do not see how our City Couacil can be
exempt from them. Reason and experience teach
us the lesson; our financial position tells us how
disastrously the system has worked in our midst.
Reason and experience teach us the remedy., We
must have a confrolling body over our finances, re-
sponsible to the citizensand to them alone, and that
they may bear that responsibility untrammelled by
any possible outside influence aad independent of
every personal consideration, let the Finance
Committes be composed of men unconnect-
ed with the other Committees; whose sole
care consequently should be the proper ad-
ministration of the Finances, the most efficient
mode for the colleciion of the taxes, and the most
judicious and economical expenditure of our r2-
venues, By it, in obtaining careful administration
and judicious management, we would at the same
time have unity in all measures affecting our public
concerns, one interest would not be unduly fostered
at the expense of another, there would be system
in our City Government, and system wounld already
be a great check npon extravagance; then we could
kope to repair past blunders and not fall into new
oues ; aud while we could boast of one of the largest
and most rapidly improviog, we conld also cor-
gratulate ourselves in having one of the best gov-
erned and best administered of the Cities of the
New World.,

thusiasm are wild councillors; their possessor car-
ried away by his feelings and imagination never
truly understands the true merit of his principles,
he cannot sea where they lead, nor the road which
they open to his hurrying footsteps, any obstacles
to his plans he cannot conceive, any argument
againet the truth of Lis theories be does not con-
gider possible. This ¢xaggeration in which he
clothes them hide in a wealth of imaginary quali-
ties, whatever of truth they may contain, his poeti-
cal descriptions, bis wild statements aund illogical
reasonings deter sober-minded men from even con-
sidering his systems. To the practical man in.
deed it is ofter a sufficient argument to see a ggb.

The remains of this distinguished prelate were
consigned to their last restion place on 'l:uesday
morning. From Friday to ‘Tuesday morning the
bodg—clothed in canonical vestments—Ilay in state
in the sitting room which the deceased had always
occupied, and were viewed by hundl:eds who came
to tnke n farewell look at the faca which had so often
shed comfort and happiness io inany a houeshold.
The room was entirely draped with black cl_oth,and
was lighted by several wax tapers. Extensive pre-
parations were made fu the church for the funeral
ceremonies, The several altars, all the chandeliers,
the gallery and the pillars were covered with black
cloth which gave a sombre sadness to the edifice,
and impressed everyone with the awfalnesrs of the
end which we must all come to- The immense con-
course of people and array of clergymen on Tues-
day morning was asplendid testimony of the esteem
and regard which was entertained for the deceased
by all parties. :

The funeral and church service ia admirably de-
geribed in o letter signed ¢ An Observer” which we
give below : .

Sia—Being among those who were in attendance
at the large faneral of the late Very Reverend George
A. Hay, Vicar-General of tbe Diocese of Kingston,
permit me to give a short sketch of the imposing
ceremony of that sad occasion, and a synopeis of a
portion of the sermon preachcd by tle Very Rever-
end Vicar-General Farrelly of Belleville,

Although the day turned out unfavorable, being
clondy and wet, when I arrived at St. Andrews,
which was an hour before the commencement of
the service, a great multitude of people were thero
from the United Counties, including some from a
distance, and many leading Protestants, to pay their
lnst tribute of respect to the great lamented dead.
The church was draped in black suitable to the oc-
casion,

At about & quarter of an hour before the timeap-
pointed for the Requiem Mass, His Grace,Archbishop
Williams, of Boston, arrived accompanied by an at-
tendant priest, which pleased all to see that a per-
gon in the exalted position of the Arclbishop, &t &
great inconvenience to himself would come all the
way from Boston at such short notice to do honor
to the remains of the late Parish Priest of £t. An-
deews, 1do not know the exact number or the
names of the clergy present but I believe their num-
ber was about twenty-five including, besides the
Archbishop and Vicar-General Farrelly the following
reverend gentlemen :—Fathers Dowd, Hogan, and
Leclair of Montreal, Fathers McDonald of Lochiel,
0'Connor of Alexandria, Masterson of St. Raphaels,
Gauthier of Williamstown, Murray of Cornwall,
Duffus of Finch, Meade of Morrisburgh, Murray of
Kemptville, Corbst ard Williams of Kingston,
Twomey of Centerville,Walsh of Hogavsburgh, Mar-
cx of St. Begis, Chisholm of Perth, Sprat
of Wolf Island, McCarthy of Brockville, Fox
of St. Andrews, Clune of Smith's Falls, and many
others whose names I did not ascertain. Itwas

Blshop of Kiogston, wes unable to be present
through a severe nttack of illness.

At about ten o'clock the remaing of the deceased
euclosed in a metalic casket, preceded by His
Grace the Archbishop and Clergy in their clerical
robes, were borne by pall bearers; composed of mem-
bers of the parlsh, and taken into the sanctuary of
the church. Whils the coffin was thus removed the
solomn chant of the clergy, used on such a rare oc-
caslon, amidst the mournful totling of the bells
of the two chuschey; could be‘hieard swelling in the
alras they neared, ot

Shortly after the remains were taken to the sance
tuary, that favorite friend of the‘deccaged, the ven-
erable Father Dowd, assisted by Father Gauthieras
deacon and Father Leclairas éub-déacon’ commenced
the celebiation of the Requiem Mass.. The cheir,
aesisted by peals of the: organ,’sdng daring the cére-
mony, and the earnest'and‘digiified inanner of the
celebrant and an cocasion*so’mournfil '‘¢ould not'do
g&;;wha than exdite thoie present to pious consid-
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ing for his parishioners in heaven. Ha stated that
another link that connected the present with the
early settlement of the church in Ontario had gone
in the very Beverend Dr, Hay ; that for over forty
years the deceased wag connected with the church
in Ontario. He alluded to the founding of the dio-
cese of Upper Canada (now Ontario) by that great
man the Right Reverend Bishop McDonell when
he had only two priests to work with him in his vast
diocese, and connected with fhe name of the last
named prelate, the Reverend William P. McDonell,
tke Reverend William Fraser the predecessor of
Doctor Hay, the late Vicar-General Angus Me-
Donell and the now only one living among them,
the Very Reverend John McDonald, Jate of St.
Raphaels, He touched upon the hardships Bishop
McDonell and the reverend gestlemen endured in
the early settlement of the church in Ontario, and
particularly remarked thet the late great deceased
always stood high in the estimation of his bishops;
that on difficult questions he was always consulted
by the several Bishopa who pregided over the dio-
cese during bLis long priesthood, and that they
showed their appreciation of him in successively
raiging him to high diguities in the diocese. He
also drew their attention to the fact how much he
was esteemed all over when the highest dignitary
of the church in the diocese of Boston, Archbishop
Willilams, would come at sach great inconvenience
to himself so far to pay the last tribute of respect
to the remains of the good Dr. Hay. Ha also told
them that only at the strict direction of his phy-
sician, the Right Reverend Dr. O'Brien, their Bish-
op, was absent through illness.

After the sermon was over the last that remained
of the late venerable pastor of St. Andrew’s was de-
posited amid many a tear with the remains of his
predecessor in the vault built for that purposs under
thealtar of the blessed Virgin.

QUEBEC LEGISLATURE.
Oresine Crrewovisy.—TuE Spesch.

The second scssion of the third Parlinment of
the Province of Quebec, was duly opened on Fri-
day, 10th November, with the usual formalities.
The majority of the members of both Houses had
arrived in town and were present. Asexpected
the ceremony was restricted to the mere appenrance
of His Excellency the Administrator, Chief Justice
Dorion, and the civil and military staff of the
Lieutenant-Governor. A guard of honour from B.
Battery, under command of Lieut.-Col, Strange, was
present with their baod, in front of the building,
and an escort of the Provincial Police lined the ap-
proaches of the Legislative Luildings. About
three o'clock the usual salute from the Citadel an-
nounced the arrival of His Excellency the Admin.
istrator, who was received by Lisut.-Cols. Strange,
Duchesnay aund Vohl; Paymaster Forrest, Major
Colfer, Lieunt. Dean, of the Lancashire Militis, Ma-
jor Amyot, Lieut.-Col, Turnbull, Capt. Frenette, &c.

Amongst those who occupied seats before the
Throne were Judge Taschereau, habited in the scar-
Tet and ermine robe of the Sepreme Court; Arch-
bishop Tascherean, and Vicar General Cazeau ; Sen-
ators Letellier and Baillargeon, Judge Tessler,
Owen Murphy, Mayor of Quebee; Judge Doucet,
Judge Wilfred Dorion, Rev, Mr, Housman, Rev. Mr.
Lagace, Rev. Mr. Hamel, &c.

His mode of procedure shows him to_be a shrewd,
sensible, and practical man, and his description
of Missouri can therefore be relied on as correct.
He did not take his family but went alone to spy
out the land. He did not, on his arrival there
throw himself into the bands of the resident lnnd
agents, to be driven behind a spanking team to get
gl}mpaes of the country, while his ears were filled
with lying tales concerning it; but he chose to
travel on foot, examine the soil for himself, and
learn the experience of the farmers from their own
lips, The country is a high table land, sll rock,
the water, according to the agents books, being
“ very clear,” because there is mo soil to sully its
purity. It cannot, however, be got by digging, and
many who have sunk wells, have been forced to
abandon the ““dry holes” and return to the hill-gide
springs for their supply. The timber consista ex-
clusively of scrub oak, a mere shrul, the top of
which can be almost reached by an average-sized
man, In a day's ride aiong the Iron Mountain
Railway Mr. Dennis declares he * could not see
the makings of a farm.” The settlers themselves
declare that they cannot raise ten bushels to the
acre, the general average being five or six bushels,
The barley and oats raised wounld not sell at all in
Canada, and corn is the only crop that can he raised
He ounly found two farmers who expressed them-
sclves satisfied, and one of these a few years ago
had good cheese factories in Ops and Maripesa, and
could then drive about in his carrriage, while now
he has to be satisfied with a *¢prairie schooner.”
The grasshoppers bave laid their eggs there very
thickly, and in consequence the scltlers have
just finished sowing their wheat, to save it from
being devoured. Some think the frost will kill all
the “hoppers,” but those of great experience de-
clare that a crop of the hungry creatures will be
hatched out in the spring sufficient to cat the
country up. Desides these drawbacks fevera
abound, and ague isa guest in every household.
There are no educational or religious adventages
and the effect is seen in the aspect and manner of
the people. Mr. Dennis attended a “spree” at
which were gathered a great number of prairie
residents, put he declares half-a-dozen young folks
here would have made more fun in a few minutes
than the whole crowd of diepirited and dejected
country sidesettlers could dream of, He saw num-
bers of Canadians who would return if they counld,
but have invested their all, they must make the
best, or worst, ofit. Mr. Dennis asserts that he
could now, with the expenditure of less money
than it would take to settle in Missouri, go and
locate a Government grant in Muskoks, and, with-
out putling a hand to it himsgelf, get it cleared
and ready for cultivation, with the certainty of
having land fit to live on nod work instead of going
to a place where physical, mental and morsl star-
vation is the surc fate of the unfortunate who
settles. He says our conntry may be colder, but
it is healthier, and better in every way that can
Le imagined.

Tug Canaba Pacieic Raiwwway Live—The Canadn
Pacific Railway Locations, just completed for a dis-
tance of severalPhundred miles west from Thunder
Bay, are very favourable with light grades and
curves, and can be (with the exception of 30 miles)
built at a comparatively moderate cost; and as
easily built as any division on the Northern Pacific
was. The one hundred and odd miles recently let to
Messrs. Purcell & Ryan is being prosecuted with
vigour, and unlers delayed Ly a tunpel (the only
one east of the Bocky Mountains) will be complet-
ed long before the date fixed by their contract, The
remaining 300 miles to Red River can be built in
18 months. From Red River to the Rocky Moun-
tains can be constructed at the rate of 250 miles
per annum.

eye with a heavy walking stick, which felled him
to the floor. He was afterwards placed in the dark
cell with his feet shackled and his hands tied to a
ring bolt in the wall, which kept him in a standing
posture, so that sleep wasimpossible. He wasthen
st breaking stones, though the wound over his eye
had developed into a dangerous kind of erysipelas,
stopping up his eye and cnusing 2 painful swelling
of the head, arms and shounlders. He fell down un-
conscious at his work and after a time was allowed
medicat attention, the doctor remarking that any
further delay would have proved fatal to him. A
lunatic named Lewis was beaten over the back by
Stedman with a key a foot and a-half long and one
and a-half pounds i weight, for making an outery.
The blow was 80 heavy that the key was bent. 1'his
cruelty failing to stop the madman’s cries, he wag
gagged, Subsequently he was removed to the Lon-
don Asylum the wounds on his back being at that
time plainly visible. Another convict named John
O'Shaughnessy, for using some offensive language
was chained up in a standing posture for five days
and nights, his toes at the time being powerlessirom
having been frozen before bie entrance into prison.
His only respite was for a few minutes three times
8 day in order to receive a meagre allowance of
bread and water. When he was finally released
from this position his wrists and ankles were terrib-
iy swollen and he was unable to walk. Among
other allegations are that the prisoners were com-
pelled to work at stone-breaking while sultering
from typhoid fever, which raged in the prisona few
months ago. There are a number of other charges
of cruelty to prisoners against Stedman. Capt.
Prince, the Warden, is charged with having been
frequently sesn drunk by the guards and priseners,
and with using prison labor for private purposes.
Complaints are also made of the impure food serv-
ed up to the prisoners. The publication ofr these
charges has caused & good deal of excitement in the
city.

seized at the frontier, ordering an immediate rising,
the Government decided to act, and has arrcsted the
principal persons implicated. Among them are
Generels Merelo, Arazeo, Palmo and Avosta, who
will be punished according to the provision of the
military law. Several civilians, formerly Federal
deputies, have also becn arrested. Some of the con.
spirators have taken to flight.

Deatit oF Carpival ANrtoneill—His Eminence
Cardinal Antonelli, the Pope's Secretary of State
and most trusted Minister, expited on Monday of
l1ast week. The news of his death was hardly un-
expected, inasmuch as the deceased prelate had for
gome time past been reported to have been ailing,
His removal can scarcely fail to prove a severe blow
to the Holy See, of which he has been an unflinch-
ing supporter, and a faithful prop for so many years.
TUnder the late Pope Gregory XVI. the Cardinal
held several important posts, and in 1847 was raised
by the present Pope to the dignity of a Cardinal
Deacon under the title of St Agatha. While
virtually the Prime Minister of the Vatican, direct-
ing the transactions and controlling theintercourse
of the Roman See with the outer world, he held in
addition numerous important offices about the.
Papal Court, Awong these were the Presi-
dency of the Council of Ministers, the Pre.
fecture of the Sacred Apostolic Palace, that of the
Sacred Congregation of Loretto, and of the Consulta,
In all matters relating to the Papal See, he held,
after the occupant himself, the most conspicuous
position,

Tug Famisg v Ixpia.—Tho prospects of the
crops in Bombay become daily moregloomy. Says
the London Zimes—The districts of Kbandeish,
Nassick, Admednugger, Poonah, Sholapore,Kaladgi,
and Dbarwar, containing a population of nearly six
millions, are threatened with severe distress. The
local Government estimated that over 200,000 per-
sons must be relieved in three districts alone. It
js stated that'the Monsoon crops have entirely fail-
ed, and the absence of rain prevents the sowing of
the Tuppee aud ‘winter crops. The collector of
Poonah reports that not a single blade of grass is
visible for miles, ' The tanks and rivers are drying
up; the cattle dying of starvation. The collector
of Sholapore gives a still worse report. The Gov-
ernment has opened relief works, and in employing
people in excavating tanks and making roads. It
jg stated that the Bombay Government hag asked
the Sopreme Government to sanction the im-
mediate commencement of the Dboond and Mun-
wae Railway, which will connect the northern and
gouthern branches of the Great Indian Peninsula
Railway above the Ghauts, and grcaily shorten the
route between the Bengal nnd Madras presidencies.
This line is important in itself, and, as it passes
three of the most severely suffering districts, will
serve admirably for relief works. XKurnool and
some other Madras districts also complain of a
deficiency in the crops, but no particulars have
yet been received regarding the extent of the fail.
ure. Throughout tha remainder of the country the
harvest prospects are excellent, though heavy rain
did some damaye in Allahabad and Midnepare,

Tug FirsT Turkist PARLIAMENT.—In the first week
of December the first Parliament of the Turkish
Empire will assemble at Constantinople, and a pro-
visional decres Las just been issued for the election
of its members, The Allgemeine Zeltung gives some
interesting details of the organisation of this body.
It will be called thoe Medschliss-i-Umumf, or fGener-
al Council,” and counsist of two chambers. The first
chamber will Le chosen by the Turkish populations,
of whatever origin, and the qualifications of a can-
didate are that he must Le a Turkish subject of good
and unstained repute, at least 25 ycars old, pever
condemned for any infamous offence, and the pos-
sessor of lacdad property in thejprovince where he
resides, This chamber will consist of ¥ at least’’ 120
members, and its sessions will last from December
1 to February 28, the Sultan having the power io
prolong it. One.third of the members must go out
each year, 50 that the chamber shall be entirely re-
newed every three years, The name of this chamber
will be the Medschliss-i-Mobussen, or Chamber of
Deputies. The second chawber, the Medschliss-i-
Ayan, or Chamber of Maguates, will contaln not few-
er than 36 nor more than 50 members. ‘These will
be named by the Government, and this bouse will
poseess the power of revision over the acts of the
lower ckamber, with which must originate all finan-
cial measures, sund which must be consulted in regard
to a1l decrees and ordinances of the empire, The ex-
penses of the deputies up to the capital must be de-
frayed by their constituencles. They will be mala-
talnd by the Imperial T'reasury while at Constantin-
ople, and sent home at its expense, ard gach mem-
ber will recelve 8,000 piastres, being six * purses,”
or about $125 a month as pay. As soon as two-thirds
of the members reach Constantinople the Govern-
ment will declare the Parliamen! opened without
waiting for the rest. ) -

'To measure corn in the crib, two cubic feet of
sound, dry corn in the ear will make a bushel of
shelled corn. -

To find the quantity of shelled corn in a erib,
measure the length, breadth, and height of the crib,
inside the rail ; multiply them together, and divide
by two ; the result is the number of bushels of shel-
led corn in the crib.

To find the number of bushels of apples or pota-
toes in a bin, multiply the length breadth and thick-
ness togetber, and divide this product by eight,
pointing off one figure in the product for decimal.

To estimate the amount of hay in a mow—Five
hundred cubic feet of ordinary clover and timothy
hay, packed under ordinary circumstances, and set-
tled three or four months, will make a ton,

Clenr clover is much lighter, and requires nearly
seven bundred cubic feet, Red top is lighter still;
and timothy cut ripe is heavier than when in blos.
som. Of course much depends upon the quality and
packing of the hay, The government standard re-
quireg a cube of seven and one-half fuet for a ton;
this gives about 400 cubic feet.

To find the number of pounds of hay in & stack,
multiplying the area of the base by one third the
perpendicular height, gives the cubic feet. This
rule applies to a perfect cone, tapering gradually to
a point; for irregular figures, no rule can be given,

To find the contents of a barre], add dounble the
square of the bung diameter to ths square of the Lead
diameter, and mulliply by the diameter of the head
of the cask. Divide this by 1,077 for ale gallons of
282 cubic inches; or by §82 for wine gallons of 231
cubic inches.

well filled. A series. of experiments lately made |-

by Dr. Gustav Marck, of Germany, shows results
which go far to disprove the correctness of the’
common belief, The experiments in question were
made on beans and peas only, aed show pretty con-
clusively that, so far at least as these two plaunts
are concerned, large seed produces more and bet-
ter peas, stronger and healthier plants, in general
superior to those grown from smsll seed. 1t would
be an interesting experiment to try the same mode
of comparison with wheat and corn. The cx-
periment of planting small polatees for com-
parison with large ones, has often been tried
with varied and conflicting results ; the general
conclusion from all these seems to be that while
plenting small seed potatoes makes no dimination
in tho first crop, if the plan be followed for several
years deterloration is certain—2Nebraska Patron.

Stantt Frooms.—Mr. J, Wilkinson, o rural archi-
tect of much experlence, bas hit upou the follow-
jng plan for improving the construction of stable
floorg: The floor is made level, fore and aft, but
having & gentle slope from each of the two sides to
the centre, or half the width of the stall. The
planks are laid crosswise, inclining to the centre,
leaving an opening between the ends in the centro
just wide enough for the urine to drain through ard
into a metal gutter under the floor, which conducts
it outside the building toa hogshead or to the
msanure pit. ‘This prevents it from being absorbed
in the bedding, which otherwise, is wet, fetid, and
uocomfortable to horses. The cleanliness of th's
arrangement of floor, over every other, should ren-
der its adoption universal. The little slope in the
floor is another advaniage a8 it admits of the anim: 1
lying os he always does, where he can, in pasture
fields, i.e, with his back up the grade. Then the
floor, being always kept dry, makes a good bed for
the horse, withount litter, during the summer
months, begides being cooler and freer from the
ammonia which the latter exhales.—Zur/ Field and
Farm,

It is a great mistake to waniio see-a
horse on the move all the time. You can learn
iwice as much about & horse standing still as while
moviog.  Far better back a horse than £ee bim go
forward ; for if stiff, there is where he will ghow it,
and that is what will tell on his shoulders, if they
have been hurt at any time. If you wish to buy,
ride the horse yourself, for the owner knows' the
gait that his horse moves best in, and you can tell
the motion of the horse, if you are on him, whether
there is anything the matter with his travel or not.
I could add more if I thought necessary.—4m,
Farm Jotirnal.

Varve or Parsxres.—The value of parsnips for
feeding purpdses has heretofore, by many farmere,
besn underestimated. By refcrring to Schenk’s
# Gardencts’ Text book” we sce it stated that the
parsnip, has many valuable qualities which com-
mend i to both farmer and gardener. Hogs and
bullocks are fattened upon it in a very short space
of time, and the flesh is considered of superior
flavor ; while in cows it produces an extraordinary
yield of milk, having & rich color and affording
butter of excellent quality. The culture of parsnips
is largely extending in France for cattle feeding,
and asan ordinary garden vegetable it is also in
great demand. The goil that suits beet will satisfy
parsnip. When the plants are five and_fifteen in-
ches high, respectively, they are weeded and hoed.
The leaves are cut in the month of September, and
allowed to fade for twenty-four hours before being
given fo the cattle, The roots can be taken up
during the winter a8 required ; frost does them no
harm., The ration is sixteen pounds, three times
a day, and the soots are cut. When given to the
pigs, they ought to be cooked. In the west of
France the parsnip replaces the oats for horses, and
belng nutritive, all animals quickly put op flesh
when fed on this root, Vick, in one of his cats-
logues, says that for feeding cattle no root is supe-
rior to the parsnip. In the Island of Gurnsey a
few years ago—and perbaps the same state of things
still exist«—pigs and cattle were almost entirely fat-
tened on this root, We have always thought that
Canadian farmers did not renlize the value of this
root. One great advantage in raising this root is
that it can be left in the ground and dug in the
spring, when needed.
