During the previous week
a distressed (brodloser) travelling skiuner's compa-
nion, iho wished to entlist as a soldier, was arrested
for trant of regilar legitiniation papers (passport).
TIis man carried about uin a small and a larger pis-
tol ; but neither tiere loaded and the man im so far
as can be ascertained at present, came mito possession
of these iveapons througi sheer accident." ,

The Catholic motion for an address to the ingr,
praying iim to order the recal of certain ministerial
instructions of last- year, for lte better preservation
of the peace atI "stations" held b> Jesuit Missiona-
ries, 'ant circumtscribing tlie liberay of vistit'ing the
Coliegium Germanîicumîu, or any forteignt educational
establishiment condnîcted by Jesuits, iras brotuglt on
Saturday, Feb. 12ti, and, after a very animated de-
bate of imore than seven liotrs, iras rejected by a
najority of 175 to 123. This motion affords the

SWITZERL AND.
TiHE CAPUCHuiNs oF TiciNO AND UiE AUSTRTAN

GovERNN.-" Wlhen lie Capuchins," says the
Zurich Gazelle, "iere driven out of Ticino, the
Austrian government addressed a note ta the autho-
rities of tliat canlon, requesting that the Capruebins
should eiter be reinstated in their convents or aillow-
ed a pension for liue. T'he Ticino government re-
plied tlat it ias willing to allow them a pension
during tiree years. Tie cabinet of Vienna tlien
forwarded a second note, in which it no longer insist-
ed on the reinstatement of the Capuchins. Subse-
quently, a tiird Aust'ian noite was received, enciosing
a series iofinstructions, drawn up by the revolters,
which were circulated along the frontier. A fourthb
and last note charges lthe canton of Ticin iwith liav-
ing- fomcnted Ite revolt. It further announîces the
expulsion of the natives of Ticino fron Lomnbardy,
and askis that tlIe political refugees should be removed,
fram the canton."

TheM 1111an Gazette publishmes the following pro-
clamation froi the military commandant of Lombar-
dy :-
