have been presented an instance of what they an-
ticipated as the result of theicr policy. The most
zealous sud anti-Popery member of the Irish House
of Commons in 1790 was Dr. Duigenan, who is
thus described by the Protestant historian Froude:
—¢ Sprung from the old stock of the O'Dewgenans,
born in & mud cabin, Catholic of the Catholics,
Itish of the Irish. Edacated at a hedge school
(Catholics had no others) and designed for the
Priesthood, young Duigenan had caught the eye of
a Protestant clergyman, who introuduced him into
a grammer school, Thence having changed his
religion and modified his name, he found his way
to a fellowship at Trinity College, and thence to
distinction at the Bar and to .Parliament,”. Now,
whatever may be the opinion entertained as to the
policy of Dr. Duigenan and those with whom he
acted, it was at all events whatdeserves to be term-
ed the policy of statesmen. A people who could
not be trusted with power were to be governed
avowedly by the sttong arm, and that was the Orange
policy. What were its results ? People who were
prohibited by law from having arms, broke into
houses, murdered the occupants, and seized the
arms, and for years things went from bad to worse,
until the breaking out of the rebellion of 1798,
which was suppressed, after frightful attrocities on
both sides, in a great degree owing to the vigor of
the Orangemen, which it must be admitted has
always been displayed on occasions of emergency.
After tho suppression of the rcbellion, there was
for a number of years ¢ Protestant aseendency ;” in
full power ; but England crippled Orange infiuence
Ly the Union, which brought Irish politics under
the supervision of a House of Commons freec from
the prejudices of men like Dr, Duigenan, ¢ Catho-
lic Emancipation,” or the admission of Roman
Catholics to seats in Parliament became one cf the
prominent political questions of the day, and
during many years Orangemen on one side and
TRoman Catholics on the other fought the battle
with a bitterness that can better be imagined

than described, In 1828 the Catholics
obtained the victory, but they had no
reason to thank those who had fought

them to tho last with the same determinaiion that
they have always exhibited. This battle having
been gained, new issues wero raised, the most im-
portant of which was the disestablishment of the
Irish Protestant Church. Again there was a pro-
tracted conflict which has only terminated at a
very recent period. This Irish quarrel has lasted
for centurics, and during the greater portion of the
time the “Protestant ascendency” party has been
the consistent opponent of every measure which had
for its object the placing of all the subjects of the
Crown on an equal footing of perfect equality. I
have endeavored to state some leading historical
facts drawn from Irish history subsequent to the
Battle of the Boyne, my object being simply to
make it perfectly clear that a party pledged to the
principle of ¢ Protestant’ ascendency”. must be
detested Ly every Roman Catholic. I care not

Protestant informer who could conviet a Catbolic
of concealing his property, could dispossess the
owner in his own favor, The disabilities extend.
ing to leases, to trades and professions, the
temptation - to spiritual dishonesty, was carried
down among the middlemen, the tenant farmers,
the lawyers and the shopkeepers. and the ranks of
the Protestants were swelled by gentlemen and
men of business, who in forfeiting their self-respect
lost with it the sense of right and wrong.”

One more extract relative to Lord Camden’s re-
fusal to accept the proffered Orange aid to Govern.
ment in 1798, just before the breaking out of the
rebellion : ‘ Had Camden’s administration been

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TBE POPE. AND FRANCE. -

' There is no denying the fact, he is looking st
France with no smgll anxiety at preseni. But that
Cardinal Guibert ¢came to Rome for political pur-
poses is positively false. His Eminence, during his
{dterviews with the"Holy Father, and with the
Cardinal Secretary of State, undoubtedly ‘described
the situation of France. But the interviews -between
the Pope and Cnrdinal Guibert, which aré so ac-.
curately reported in the Liberal journals, are in-
ventions. So also are reports touching the recall

Vatican, whose absence from Rome was announeed
as permanent, The Baron, however, has resumed
hig duties, and paid his official congratulatory visit
at the Vatican for the occasion of the Episcopal
Jubilee of his Holiness, while Cardinal Guibert had
already left Rome on the 26th. Thus, also, the pre-
tended interview between himself and the Ambas-
sador passes to the order of figments.

Prince Ousoussoff, the charge daffuires of the
Russian Government at the Vatican, paid o visit
to Hls Holiness on the 236th, and officially con-
gratulated bim on his Egpiscopal Jubillee. He
afterwards visited Cardinal Simeoni, as is usual
when complimentary visits are paid to the Pope.

RECEPTIONS.

The general receptions of different Roman asso-
ciations, religious, literary and scientific, continue.
The ecclesiastical, literary and scientific academies
of Rome were all assembled in the Hall of the Ar-
raere on the 23d ult, Every academy was repre-
sented by its president and by three distinguished
members, The erumeration ef them will give an
idea to the Yeader of the maternal solicitude of the
Church for the propagation of sacred and profane
lore. The academies were divided into three
clasgses—sacred, literary, and artistic As repre~
sentatives of the sacred academies, the principal
were, the. Theological Academy, the Academy of
the Catholic Religion, that of the Union of St
Paul for the solution of cases in moral theology, and
that of sacred liturgy. The Arcadians, the Tiberine
Academy,'and that of the Tmmaculate Conception
represented the literary department. - The names
of the artistic academies are kknown the world over.
Who has not heard of the Academy of St, Luke, of
the Archalogical Academy of Rome, of the Lyncei,
and of the Virtuosi of the Pantheon?

The address was read by Cardinal Di Pietro, one
of the four Cardinal-Protectors of the 'Theological
Academy. The gistof his discourse established
the principle thatthere is no real science where
there is not virtue, and that science is false which
Las not for its basis religion—a truth inculcated by
the pagan philosophers themselves. He thanked

In this audience, Pius IX. appears as another
Leo X., sarrounded by the best intellects of the
age, In that accorded to the officers connected
with the Secretaryship of Briefs, he appeared
simply as the indefatigable Pius IX. They were
presented Dby the Prefect, the devout Cardinal
Asquini,

THE PAPAL ARMY,

Perhaps the most interceting audience of the
season: was that of the officers of the Papal army on
the 31st, the Feast of the Commemoration of St.
Paul. It was .then that they presented him with
the magnificent ducal helmet and sword, which
were enthusiastically admired in the Vatican Ex-
position.  The helmet i5 of the ancieat form, and
is covered with fine red velvet, most- elaborately
embroidered in gold. It has two side capes, bor-
dored and lined with ermine, which fall down over
the shoulders; while behind hang two smaller ones,
similar to those of a Bishop’s mitre.. The culmin.
ating point of the helmet is topped with one great
pearl. The sword is designed from thiat worn by
Charlemagne. Theblade is of Damascns steel, and
is about three feet in length, "On one side, en-
graven in gold, is the inscription: * o LY, Iont
mazet Regi Anno L ab Episeopali Consecratione Exercilus
Lontificiz duees, superati sed non victi"—(* To Pius
IX,, Sovereign Pontiff and King, in the fiftieth
year from his Episcopal consecration, the officers of
the Pontifical .ormy, overcome, but not van-
-quished.”) The obverse side of the blade bears fac
gimiles, likewise in gold engraving, of the military
medal of Castelfidardo and the Cross of Mentana,
The hilt is cruciform, beautifully carved and
adorned ‘with brilliants. Tho Holy Father had
already admired it in the Exposition, and asked,
with a gort of meditative significance, * Who will
brandish it?” He said now that he was touched
with -the devotion of that handful of heroes who
had offercd him their livee.

The upper part consists of a head and bady,
with arme and trunk resembling the arms ‘and

FroaTing Garoens.—In the Dbeautiful valley of
Cashucre, among the Himalayan Mountaine, lies a
lovely lake called Dal. I'loating about on its gur-
fage, sometimes carried by the winds from one end
of the lake to the other, arc numerous small is-
lands, on which grow the fairest cucumbers and tho
most luscious melons known. "The way in which
these floating gardens are made is vory curious.
All about the main shores of the lnke grow quanti-
ties of reeds, sedges and water-lilies.

Here was. a gross breach of mrlltary law, and
we have not heard of any punrshment followmo
it.. It was an insult to every Catholic ip the
battalion, and ut such a time, itwas an open
chauenae to every Catholic in the crty. It was
war and not peace. It was party. with o
vengeance. What confidénce can we have in
such men? If the story be true, and we make
the statement on the word of one of the Vie-

torias, no censure can be too severe tor the
officers who allowed such a manifestation of
party feeling to take place. We believe that
Colonel Fletcher is very deaf, but there were
other officers around whose duty it was to re-
port any evidence of party feeling in the ranks;
The man who called for « three cheers for
King William” should have been at once put
under arrest, and a strict disciplinarian would
confine the whole battalion to the barracks.

This is a subject we cannot, and we shall not,
allow to drop, and either our informant must
be proved to have made a false statement,
which we do not believe, or else an 1nveetxoauon
should clear the Victorias of the charge. e
could not help admiring the outwardly soldierly
bearing of this hnttnhon throughout the time
they were on duty, but when such incidents

FALSE REPORTS.

Ou last Saturday week what purported to
be an authorized report of the proceed-
ings which twvok place at a meeting of
the Irish Catholic Union appeared in the
Star, Doubting the authenticity of - this
report, . we did-.not publish it. The re-
port was copied from the Star into the Wit-
ness, where it appeared under the knowing
heading of ¢ A nut for the Editor of the TrRUE
Wirxess to crack.” We heard from many
sources that the report was not true, and in our
last issue we called the attention of the Cath-
olic Union to it, without offering any opinion
of our own, In reply we received the follow-
ing letter :— ‘

. Moautreal, July 27th, 1877,
To the Editor of the Trur W1TNESS,

Daar Sir,—In the Troe Wirsess of this week the
attention of the Irish Catholic Union is called to a
report of procecdings published in the Saturday
edition of the Star, which purportod to be a resume
of what took place at a meeting of the Union the
previous evening.

Now, Sir, the facts of the caso are as follows:—
At that meeting of the Executive a resolution was
passed tendering a vote of thanks to the Council
for the very efficient manner in which they had per-
formed their Quties during the passed year. This
was done becanse it was the last time the Council
aod Executive would meet, and besides it is what
is done overy year in all the societies. In order
that there can be no mistake, I wish to state that
the Montreal Irish Catholic Union have the ut-
most confidence in the mauagement of the Trus
Wirsess, and fully endorsed every line and every
sentence that appeared in last weck's issue.

The Montreal Fire Brigade is composed ot sixty-
two (62) men, including three (3) chiefs. Thereare

Mnking a -total of 33 Protestante to 26 Catholicr,
There was six men killed at St. Urbain strect fire,
five Protestants aud one Catholic, Their places were
filled by six Protestants. Since then the brigade
has been strengthened by four men—two Protes-
tants and two French Catholics.

The first vavancies in the brigade have been ap-
plied for & long time ago by respectable Catholics,
but Protestants; whose applications have been sent
in from two to four weeks, had been accepted.

Several Catholic applicants have asked Alderman
MeCambridge why their applications wers not ac-
cepted before others of a much later date, but could
get no satisfaction. It is evident that Catholics
have no show to get in the brigade, there being a
ring between the two Protestant chiefs and the Pio-
testant guardians of the brigade.

Catholics are put aside in this as in every
thing else, Catholics apply and are refused,
Protestants apply and are accepted. This is
too bad. It is working more mischief than
the authoritles are aware of. It is making a
war of creeds in our city. And we are asked
to be silent all the time. We must rest and
be thankfal. The true friend of peace and
order is the man who will redress grievances
and not hide them. But the Catholies of
Montreal are awakening to a sense of their in-
sccurity on the one hand-and to their at-
tempted ostracism on the other. Welope that
some of our friends will interest themselves in
this Tire Brigade question, and now thas four
new engines are about to be added to the De
partmient, we shall expect that one-half at least
of the twelve men who may be required, will
be Catholics.

THY CAMPBELYL CASE.

The assault on the house of Mra, Campbell turns
out just as we expected. The Guzette in the most
reckless manner almost manufactures the sensation
on the strength of its respectability, the affair is
telegraphed all over Canada, aud next day the Star
came out with almost a flat denial of the wholo
affarr, After this one would think the Gazette would
enquire and explain, but no, next morning it is as
reckless and untruthful as ever, ogilding its airy
sensations upon a fabrication,

THE RECENT TROUBLES IN THE
CITY.
Stk Fraxcis Hixexs's LETEsr.

I have endeavored to convey to your readers the
eause of what people, who ate ignomant of facts,
believe to be an unaccountable hatred to Orange-
ism onthe parf of Irish Roman Catholics, and I
sball now advert to the introduction of Orangeism
ioto Canada. IfI am not mistaken, it is about
fifty years since Orange lodzes were first established
in Upper Canada, now the Province of Ontario, It
is a singular fact that although the Canadian lodges
obtained their warranta {rom Ireland, no attempt
has ever been made, so far as my knowledge ex-
tends, to give effect in Canada to the fundameutal
principle of the order, viz.,, “Protestant ascend-
ency” On the contrary, the members of the
Orange society became first known as a power in
the State by lending their aid to the old Tory party
of Upper Canada in the great contest for the estab-
lishment of “ Responsible Government.” Those
acquainted with Canadian history must be sware
that the most active Supporters of Responsible
Government, both in and out of Parliament, were
Protestants, and although the majority of Roman
Catholies acted with tbe Liberal party, there was a
sufficlent number of influential Catholics on the
other sideto prevent the introduction of the re-
ligious element into the controversy. On several
occasions the Orangemen took #n active part in the
political warfare, breaking up public meetings by
violence and exciting a wvery strong prejudice
againgt them in the minds of the Protestant as well
as the Roman Catholic Reformers. .Tn October,
1839, a meeting of the inhabitants of the County of
York, convened {o cousider the :Earl of Durham's
report, was dispersed by a body of men consisting
chiefly of Orangemen, armed with pistols and other
weapons, The meeting consisted almost exclu-
sively of Protestants. I have before me a list of a
committee of 25 appointed to procure siz-
natures to the address to Her Majesty, and thero ir
only one Roman Catholic name among them, I
mention this, not at all to revive the old quarrels
ot nearly 40 years ago, but to establish the fact
that Orangeism was inatroduced into Canadanot
with the view of establishing " Protestant ascend-
ency,” but to oppose areform, the advocates of
which were habitually charged with disloyalty. I
am charitable enough to believe that those who
joined the Orange Lodges really believed thattheir
opponents were disloyal, and that in resorting to
the violent measures which they adopted they were
merely acting in accordance with the principles
which they had imbibed from infancy, and which
led them not to tolerate free discussion. So violent
hnad been the conduct of the Orangemen during
eight or ten years priov to 1843 that in that year
Mr. Attorney-Genersl Baldwin submitted to Parlia-
ment two bills—one to prohibit party processions,
the other to discourage secret societies. Both
bills passed the Council and Assembly, but only
oune, that against party processions, became law,
tho other having been reserved bs Governor Sir
Charles Metcalfe. The Patty Processions Act was
carried by 45 to 9, and of thesc 43, 20 were Protest-
ants and 16 Roman Catholics. It may well to men-
tion that Mr. Baldwin, with the concurrence of
his colleagues, was most anxious to follow the Enc-
lish precedent of 1838, aud to proceed by an ad-
dress to the Governor requesting him to disconrage
secret sooieties. Sir Charles Metealfe, who would
bave much preferred taking no action whatever,
was unwilling to commit himseelf by answering an
address, and accordingly suggested legislation. The
Ministry yielded the point very reluctantly, not
being apprised by Sie C. Metcalfe of his intention
1o reserve the bill. It was carried through both
houses, but haviog been reserved never became law
In the year 1851 the Party Processions’ Aot was
repealed,-and-it is very important that Orangemen
should bear in mind the circumstances of that
repeal, A bill having been introduced for that
purpose, the Government offered ro opposition to
it, and did not Even divide the House on the second
reading a division was taken, merely that those who
retained their old opinfon might have an oppor.
tuvity of recording their audherence to them. The
division was 38 to 16, but of the 38, 18 wers sup-.
porters of the Government, and of these no less
than ten French Canadians and Roman €athollcs,
among whom were Mr. Tache, Mr, Drummond and
Mr, Cartier. I acknowledge that I voted myself in
the minority of 17 with Mr Lafontaine, and some,
others who had beeu parties to tne Act which was
to be ropealed.  We, however, gave silent votes?
without attempting to obstruct the measure, which,
it was hoped, would allay the irritation which had
been created. Since that thme Orangeism hags been
extended throughout Ontario, aud to some extent
.in the Province of Quebec, Assuming thai I am
correct in belleving that Cunadian Orangemen
hav2 wholly abandoned the fundamental principtes
of their Order, then I must confess that I fall to
comprehend the object that they seek to attain, for
they no longer act in concert in the political ques-,
tions of the day. I havelooked through the sermon
of Mr. Doudiet who cannot be 8o igaorant as to be.
‘unaware that tho hostility to Orangeism-is. founded.
on its leading principle of # Protestant ascendancy,”

delusion. "I'have no doupt that the articles"in the’
Trur Wirnees bave caused much irritation, and.
that the defiant tone adopted by that journal is not
calculated to allay-the irritation which exists among
Protestants generally owing to the unexpected out-:
rage en the:12th instant. Itis, however, a mistake,
to Imagine that the editor can intensify by any
language of his own the feeling against Orangeism
which has provailed among Irigh Catholics univers-
ally since the firat establishment of the - order, and
‘for more-than & century:before ‘against those who
entortained: Orange principles. It is desirable in
my opinion, thaf it should beclearly understood by
the Protestant population of Montreal, including
the Orangemen themselves, what will be the inevit-
-able result of the - threat which they have held
out- to fusist on: the celebration of the 12ih
July in Montreal. ‘Instead of hazarding any con-
‘jecture of my own on the subject, I would implore
my Protestant fellow citizens to study Irish history
from 1790 to the Union with Great Britain in 1800 ;
and to ask themaeives if they: wish that they and
their Roman Catholiy fellow-citizens should . enter-
‘tain towards one another the' feelings: which
animated the Orangemen and Catholics “of Irelind
during that period. I own thet I have read with
indignation that at a meeting of Orangemen in the
city of Toronto, a foreigner from Buffalo in the
-United States was not only permitted but was
encouraged to declare that foreign Orangemen
would come to Montreal next year to form part of
an army of 20,000 men which has been demanded
by the Orangemen of Montreal, This foreigner waz
selected to read the demand for aid, and took it upon
himself to'pledge that it wounld be afforded, and I
have not noticed any condemnation of his conduct
in the Toronto newspapers. I know that the duty
of the Dominion Government will be, and I can
hardly doubt that it will be reminded of it during
the next session of Parliament. - If any foreigners
dare to pollute the soil of Canada, whether ihey are
Orangemen or Fenians they must bs met on the
frontier and bedealt with summarily. The United
States. Government, moreover, should be warnea of
its duty to Great Britain should any of its citizens
conspire to perpetuate such an outrage. My sole
motive for addressing the publlc in your columns
ts because I have mo confidence In the suggestions
which have been very -generally made with the
object of restoring harmony. Those suggestions
have been thaprohibition by law of all processions,
Personally I should rejoice at the abandonment of
processlons of overy description. .I shall, however,
state the reasvns which lead me to think that it is
unadvisable to attempt such a remedy. The
national processions are harmless and oaly annogs-
ing inasmuch a8 they occupy the streets, and in-
‘volve a day's idleness to a great number of labourers.
The processions which really cause any annoyance
to Protestants are the Roman Catholin processions,
which are certainly not intended to give them
offence. I persume that in point of fact they do
not give any annoyance whatever to the great
majority of Protestants, but I can readily conceive
that to Orangemen, and those who sampathiza with
their views, itis wexatious to find that the religious
processions of Roman Catholics are not prohibited
by law, Is it probable, however, that the Legisla-
ture could be induced to pass a law to prohibit such
processions? I feel assured that the answer must
be in the negative, and the Orangemen must be
awarey, from their own feeliugs, that it would be an
unwise course to agitate for a law on the subject.
But I have a farther objection to legislation. It
has been tried already, and the Orangemen have
refused toobey the law., The Orangemen are fond
of charging Coman Catholics with owing a divided
alleginnce to the Queen aund to Pope, but lay them-
selves open to the charge of owing a divided
allegiance to the Queen and to the Qrange Society.
Itis the imperative duty of loyal men to obey the
law, but Orangemen have not obeved any law for.
biddiug them to march in procession with banners
and badges. After the experience of the past,
I look on it as quite vseless to legislate against
Orange processions, I may add that legislation
agalnst processions in Ontario would be
wholly impracticable. Can, then, no remedy
be found for the impending evil? DBut one, in
my judgment, which is to revert to the state of
things which exiated two or three years ago. I
shall not enter om the quegtion of the legality of
the Orange Lodge which has been raised of lafe.
It is a most remarkable circumstance that the ex-
istence of SirJohn Colborne’s ordnauce, framed
probably by Sir James Stuart or Mr, Attorney-Gen-
eral Ogden, seems' to have been unknown to Cana-
dian politicians a few years after its enactment It
is most fortunate for the Orangemen that such was
the case, as, in all prohability, it would have been
extended to Upper Canada in 1813 with very little
opposition. For my present purpose I prefer ac-
suming the legality of the societies, and, ns & con-
sequence, their right to walk in procession. It is,
however, by no means necessary that meu should
exercise all their rights, and Orangemen {n Mon-
treal may faitly ke called on to adopt the policy
invariably followed by the Irish Orangemen, for
whom, at Jeast, they profess respcet.  Now, that
policy has been nerver to celebrate the 12th July in
cities or towns where the great majority of the
citizens are Roman Catholics. Canadinn Oraunge-
men should no more think of celebratiog the un-l
niversary in Mountreal than Irish Orangemen in
Dublin, Corlr, Limerick, or Waterford. Though I
should not presame to call on Orangemen to adopt
o course that is not sauctioned by the practice of
their own order, T venture to hope that most qof
them will have some regard for the opinion of their
fellow Protestants. Now I learn from the scrmov,
of the Rev. Mr. Doudiet, as well as from thespecch
in Toronto of a Montreal Qrangeman—that the
Lodges were much aggrieved by the refusal of the
Trustees of Protestant churches to grant their use
for an Orange service on the 12th, " “Mr. ‘Doudict
says, “Every oné™asked for was refused if the con-
templated procession, which we have the un-
doubted right to make, took place” A stronger
Indication could hardly be given of the Protestant
sentiment of Montreal. It {s.a singufar. circum-
stance that I have not observed that the Orange-
men have had a service in Church with a violent
anti-Popery sermon anywhere but in Montraal. 'In
Torento they wont to the Park and bad speeches,
-and the day was observed ‘elsewhere in a. simflar
manner, I would earnestly advise all Protestants,
but especially the Protestant clérgy of Montreal,
who must exercise a large inflaence over their
flocks, to use it for the prevention of Orange ‘cele-
brations in Montresl, It is admilted that thess
.can ‘Ouly be observéd successfully with the aid of
‘strangers frou Ontario cities. Commnion sense and
Chbristian charity ‘shonld teach. those who are
anxious’ to ohserve the day, to go to the places
where Protestants .are in thé majority, as one’ of
their number'went to Toronte, ' I regret very much
to find thatan o?iujojn prevalls among somé Roman
Catliclics that the ‘Protestant clergy. are insincere
in ‘.thei:“dpposltlon,,té._Ovi"l,inge processions and that
they secretly encourage them. .

The simple question for solution is whe-
ther it is,or is nat, cxpedient for Montreal Orange-
men to celebrate the 12th of July.: My conviclion
is that they ought to imitate their brethran in
Dublin, Cork, and other cities similarly sitnated,
and if this be the prudent, and, I may add, the
Christian course. the Iate unfortunate occurrence
shaould not be allowed influcnce them to take a
difierent oue. The bitter feellngs wnich subsist at
present witl subside in the course of time. I depre.
cate ali attempts to throw ¥ personal responsibility”
on any but the perpetratora of the crime which has
been rommitted, and which muat be dealt with
according to law. The Orange lodges have oo hesi.
tation in throwing the rosponsibility on the Mayor
of Montreal, and His Honour, I have little doubt,
as well as many others, would throw it on the

‘Orange societies. The Mayor is chiefly blamed by

the Orangemen for not acceding to o request that
he would afford protection to their procession at a
time when it wss contemplated, and when they
secmed to have known that it would bLe interfered
with, I did not believe that public opinion was
ngainst the Mayor with regard to his decision on
that demaod. There was, I own, great anxiety as
to the couseqnencer,and almost at the last moment
a meeting of certain officers of societies was sum-
moned, with a view to bring inflaence to bear
against the contemplated procession. I own
that, in my opinion, that meeting was a mis
take, although I am persunvded that it was
held with the best intentions. [ have no doubt
that the Roman Catholic zentlemen would have
acted more wisely by abstrining from all interfer-
ence in the matter. By taking part they were held
to have incurred a responsibility for the coaduct of
their co-religionists, and have been actually charged
with the violation of a pledge when they did all
in their power to preserve order in the clty. I
admit that it isnot an ‘casy mntter to persuade
Orangemen to give up the ribands, the flags and
the tnnes, but il Protestants could not persuade
them to do so, Catholics would have little chance,
What I deplored during the anxious period which
preceded the 12th was the apathy of the Protestant
clergy of the city. I hoped that their influence
might have been snccessfully used to prevent the
celebration, As matters turned out, the final
decision wasarrived at too late. I doubt much
whether it wns generally known that the proces-
sion had been abandoned, for the crowd gathered at
the Orange headquarters in St. James street ovi-
dently expecting tho Orangemen to come from the
samse place as the previous year. I am satisfied
that ibere wus, and is,n general opinion that an
efficicnt police force, such as could oasily have
been made available, would have preserved ths
peace. Iam not uncbaritable enough to impute
bad motives, more especiallv when there is mno
grouad for charging the Mayor with auything be-
yond an error in judgement. Ie was aware that
thero was to be no procession, and he probably
never beforehad to deal with a 12th of July
diffienlty. However, there is no disputing the fact
that had the police been on hand for three or four.
hours the crowd would have been dispersed with-
out doing harm, and all the bitter feeling of the
last fortnight would have been avoieed, After the
unfortunate event there was a general leeling that
thero ought to be no interference with the arrange-
ments for the funeral, The Orangemen determined
on making a demonstratian that has excited fe~lings
among the Roman Catholics thut I earnestly hope
will soon subside, I do not join in the condemna-
tion of the True Wirsess, becaunse I believe that
the editor of that paper has not much, if at all, ex-
aggerated the feeling against Orangemen on the
part of his countrymen. He does not pretend to
express the oplnions of Protestatts, but those of
his own race and religion, and if he has expressed
them truly, surely it is better that we should know
what they are. He has threatened the employ-
ment of physical force, but so bave the
Montreal Orangemen who have named 20,000
men as the’ contingent required. The gque-is
one at which two can play,and the lovers of peace
should condemn all these sppeals, no matfer from
what party they proceed. 1 leave the subjectinow
to be considered by those who alone .canr employ
influences in the proper quarter, and I -eardestly
hope that the citizens of Montreal may- not
bave to sufler the consequences of the Irisb penal

A Missionary FROM THE NORTH-WEST.

GEN. JAMES SHIELDS SAVES THE
LADIES.

One of the thrilling episodes of the Mexican warj
which ig not found in auy of its histories, is that
of the rescue of an English family from the city of
Mexico, before the capitulation, by a decachment of
American soldiers. The city had been invested
some time, when n refugee one night entered that
part of our lines which Gen. Shields commanded.
Hc wasan English boy,and, with his mother and a
sister just arrived at womanhood, occupied ahome
in tbe capital nt the time of the investment. One
of the 1awless guerilla chiefs, who held the people
in terror, had conceived a violent passion for the
sister, who repulsed his advances, and ho had de-
clared 1n hisrage, that unless she coneented to bis
proposals on the following morning ho would carry
her off by forco, and cause her mother and brother
to be execuled. The lad, inthe extremity of his
terror, had made his way out of the cily past the
gentinels and the lines, gained the American camp,
and now besoughtthe general to save his sister and
mother, The ardent soul of Shields (who was then
but 37) was fired at the thought of the miserable
fate awaiting these lapless ladies, and, without
communicating at all with headquarters (where
flat refusal would have been cortain), he formed a
plan for their rescue. To call it ragh, Quixotic, or
dare-devil, would be bnt thefruth ; the best de-
fence of his proceedings of that night is that It was
& brave iden and that he succeeded perfectly,
where disaster would have ibsured bis dismissal
from the army, ° R

. He had about four hundred picked men of his
command detailed, and, after quickly informing
they what he .proposed to do,. he found every man
eager for the adventure, - Putting himself at the
head of the little column, he silently left the Ameri.
can lifes, and favored by the darkness of the night
approached close to the walle of the city without
discovery. The sontinrle could be plainly seen on
walls, and thecry, * Sentinela alerte!” was heard as it
passed from mouth to mouth. Gnided. by the lagd,
the party scaled the wall at a favorable place, and,
geizing two or threo of the astoniched sentinele,
descended iuto the city, and quickly made their
way unopposed through the streets to the house to
which the lad guided them. The boy ran in and
informed the ladies that deliverancé had come;
they hastily collected a fow valuables and articles
of wearing apparel in a bundle, and placing the

‘When..the temperature was 800 Fahr. and
milk soured in from 20.to 22 hours, one part'of
Boraclc acid, adder to 500 parts of milk, caused it
to remnin- sweet~50 hours. - Agnin,-he found that

{ one part of Boracic acid, added to 1,000 parts of

milk by weight,: kept it sweet for a space of 50
hours, when the temperature was 720 Fahr, When
applied. to milk warm from the cow, it kept it
sweet and sound. twice as long as wilk not treated
with it. No injury obtains o the milk in using
one part of Boracic acid for 1,000 parts of milk.
Boracic acid, he stated, was not poisonous He had
partsken of milk fhius preserved, and no harm rc-
sulted from ‘the ‘taking .of such milk into the
stomach, These experiments of Prof. Caldwell will
be of interest to those who are looking for some
means of preserving milk in hot weather, and if, ns
has beeun stated, no injury results from using Bor-
acic a$ the rate of one pound to the 1,608 pounds of
milk, its use must prove a very valuable discovery,
—Rural New Yorker,

Dosr ror Anmvans 15 Wister.—The almost indis.
pengible necessity ofan ample supply of dust for
‘animals in winter, is understood by very few
stock growers. All sorts of animals delight in a
dust bath. Chickens who have easy and continual
access to it will never be troubled with vermiun,
cither in their houscs or on their bodies. Cattle
delight to stand in a dusty road, scraping it up
with their fore-feet and flinging it all over their
backs, The cheapest and most effectual cure for
lice on cattle is to scatter  guart of perfectly dry
dust along the spine, from the horns to the tail.
In wilnter, when they cannot get it, many animals
become covered with vermin. The writer has a
rain-tight wagon shed, with stiips eight inchea
wide nailed cloge to the ground on three sides, into
which balfa dozen wheelbarrow loads of dust are
placed -every Fall, Here the poultry delight to
wallow and roll in the sun. Itis also kept and
used on all the other stock at stated intervals, and
no vermin of any sort is seen on any of them.
This is at once the most certain remedy for these
peets, while the stock thrives by being supplied
nith what they crave, and what in a state of
nature they would surely supply themselves with,
but which'they cannot when restrained and tied up
in yards and stables.—Prairie Farmer.

Carr Rearixg.—Here we encounter & perplexity
the solntion of which igyet to be discovered. Our
Aytrshires have brought us two nice heifer calves.
If weare to get up a herd, these must be reared.
We find that breeders of prizs cattle give their
calves full posseseion of their mothers, und some-
times have recovrse to a supplementary cow. No
wonder so many prize animals, pampered from
birth, are good for nothing except the show ring.
We don't mean to farm on any such prizeiple,
Fancy stock aud fancy prices may do for apecula-
‘tord”in Shorthorns, but what we want is good,
square cattle-breeding, such as is practicable to the
ordinary farmer. Well, we wish to give our Ayr-
ghive helfers & fair chance to develop into well-
grown, healthy cows, acd we wish also to do it so
that it will pay. Thereare various methods of
half-starvisg calves on skim-milk, hay tea, etc.
These must both stiut and stunt the young things.
To feed them adequately and yet get a share of the
milk, is the difticulty. So far, we are trying the
plan of keeping the calves apart from the cows,
letting them euck morning and evening, and milk«
ing what we can at sucking time. Old farmers tell
us the calves will monopolize more and more of the
milk, nntil they getit all, and then the cows will
not “give down” when we want to wean the
calves. At present wo have pinned our faith to
the following prescription in ¢ British Husbandry,”
vol. 11,, poge 412: “Ifthe weather be fine, the
calves should be, withina fortnight orthree weelks,
turned out daily in the orchard, or somec well
sheltered enclosure of sweet herbage, and as it will,
in the course of ten or twelve weeks, have acquired
some relish for the pasture, it may be regularly
weaned Ly gradually diminishing the quantity of
milk, and then substituting the skimmed for the
new.”  After a trial of this method, we shall see if
it works reascnably well. Should it prove un-
satisfactory, we must have recourse to some other
plan, -

Muck.—All over the country this material is to
be found ingreat nbundance, Neatrly every farm
b&s more or less ofit, In too many cases its value
js unknown and it is left unused. We have been
particularly pieased wirh & briet communication in
regard to it which appeared recently in the New Jork
Tribune. The writer E, W, Davis, of Oneidn Co,,
N. Y., is veferring to an nrticle by Prof. Law on
the proper material for stable doors for horses, He
says: ‘It seems that all substances have their
disadvantages—stone and brick being cold and in-
jurious to the feet, would rapidly wearlng out, be-
sides soon becoming filled with execreta, contamina.
ting the air,and thus rendering it unwholesome ;
enrtl is said to be the best for the feet but soen
fills with noxious matter. Allow me to makea
suggestion, which if followed, will render any suf.
ficlently hard substance suitable for s stable floor,
and at the same time obviate the objection men-
tioned above and furnish the very best material for
the feet of the horse. My suggestiou is that upon

| stall ‘floorst however constructed, sufficlent dry

muck bo spread to keep feet from the floor and ab-
gorb all urine and noxious gases, Ifdry or nearly
dry muck be spread daily in the stalls the feet will
not be injured by stone or brick floora; wooden
floors will not be worn ont, and the stable will be
Iee kept sweet and wholesome., Not only will the
muck absorb the urine, but it will absorl the am-
moniac odors arising from the freshly dropped dung
that .usunlly pervades npearly all stables. Dry
-pminck is an excellent deodorizer, and can be profit-
ably used In many other places besides the stable.
There 18 another benefit, Horse mantireis very apt
to heat, 5o as to bacome fire-fanged, and in this way
{he manure is wasted. Ifa liberal quantity of muck
be usdd in’ the stables the manuve will heat only
to auch a degree as to-be benefigial ‘and loss will be
prevented. Not ouly: this; but the chango that
takeg'place in-the manuté inddces such a change
in tlie much as converts;it ‘from muck into manure
