If the obstructionists in the British house
of commons, or “the party of exasperation,”
a8 Mr. Butt used to call them, required en-
couragement to coutinue on the road they
have hewn out for themselves, they have been
meted full measure by the London Feonomist
in an editorial upon the subject of the ahor-
tive session of parliament just ended. « The
session which ended yesterday,” says this sa-
gucious organ, “ will be looked back to with
genuine satisfaction by one section of the
house of commons. The home rulers have
done all that they can have hoped, and far
more than they can have expected, to do.
They bave made the year a little better than
a blank in the matter of general
legislation ; they have driven minis-
ters and members alike into fits of im-
potent irritation which must have given the
bighest satisfaction to those who provoked
them ; they have extorted from the govern-
ment 8 measure which contains the germ of
many future concessions; and they have
achieved all this without any breach of order
which could give a watchful and angry
masjority the opportunity of retaliation which
it was looking for. From the home rulers’
point of view this is an eminent triumph, and
it does not hold out a very pleasant prospect
for future sessions. Every one wha is nota
home ruler will sympathize with the govern-
ment in a contest in which they are engaged ;
but the government take extraordinary pains to
deserve that sympathy as little as possible.
They have been pliable when they ought to
have atood firm. They have lost their tem-
pers when it would have been more politic, a8
well as more dignified, to have kept them.
They have thrown bills upon the table of the
house of commons upon whose preparation
no adequate care had been spent. It Is not
by this kind of leadership that an invasion
like that of the Irish obstructives will be
defeated. To meet them with success the
government must be perfectly clear as to what
it is that it means a measure to contain, and
thoroughly resolved not to allow apything
essential to that meaning to be omitted from
it, or anything inconsistent with that mean-
ing to be introduced into it., Upon a govern-
ment thus equipped obstruction, even its pre-
sent more iugenious form, would make mo
impregsion.” :

« How has the parliament of 1879 been off
for obstruction?” demands the Ezaminer, and

‘thus it makes-Teply: * We can only answer

that it bas had as much a8 the most glutton-
ous obstructionist could desire.” Yea, the
obstructionists have given John Ball a spice
of their quality ; nor have they yet done with
bim. In the coming eession, always within
their rights, they will handle imperial ques-
tions in so masterful a way as to paralyze:

‘parlinment : and when, after the next general |

election,  their - hands will have becomeé
strengthened, - they will compel the British

Some Interesting News About the ¥rish
Eleven who wiil Play at ftontresl om
the 3rd October.

The following account of the eleven is

taken from the N. Y, Herald of yesterday.
THE VISITORS.

The Irish players, who are stopping at the
Brevoort House, are a number of gentlemen
who were selected from different parts of
Ireland during the past summer by Mr. Na—
thanisl Hone to visit this country te mest the
leading cricket clubs of America and Canada.
The names of the visitors are as follows .—
Mr. Nathaniel Hone, captain of the team ;
Mr. Charies Barrington, Mr, George D. Casey.
Mr. Hugh Gore, Dr. Arthur R. F. Exham,
Captain Rowley A. Miller, Mr Geoflrey B.
Hone, Mr. John H. Munn, Mr. David N.
Trotter, Sir George Colthurst, Mi. Horace
Hamilton, Mr. Wm. Hone and Mr. Brougham.
They areall young gentlemen between twenty-
five and thirty years of age, who have come
over here for recreation and a good time
generatly. Mr. Charles Barrington, who is
about thirty years of age, is in churge of the
buriness affuirs of the tourists. He is a brother
of the Lord Mayor of Dublin, and a member
of the celebrated Phbornix Club, of Dublin.
He accompanivs the psrty, as one of them
facetiously put it, “as guide, philoso_pher
and friend,” and looks afier their business
affuirs. Mr. Carey, is about twenty-six
years of age and lives near Dublig,
where he is engaged in manufacturiog
pursnite, He belongs to both the Fhuwnix
and Stoics cricket clubs of Dublin. The lat-
ter consists of past and present members of
Trinity Collegs. This is his first visit to
America, with which he suys he is greatly
pleased. Mr, Hugh Gore isa gentleman of
wealth living in the coanty Tyrune. He is
about twenty-seven years of age, and also be-
longs to the Pharnix Club, but does not play
with the eleven. Dr. Arthur R. F. Exham is
ubeut twenty-five years of age. He Jives near
Dublin, and likewise belongs to both the
Phrenix and Stoics cluba. Captain Rowley A.
Miller is a young man of twenty-nine years,
and an officer of the Royal Tyrone Fusileers.
He is a famous cricketer, and is a member of
the Phanix, Stoics, University-Long-Vuca-
tion, North of Iretand and Omagh cricket
clubs. He has been an expert player
gince 1861. This is his first visit to America,
as, in fact, it is of mll the party except
Mr. Barrington. The Captain expressed him-
self bighly delighted with his first impres-
sion of New York. All the other gentlemen
cowmposing the party are either merchants or
men of leisure, who belong to cricket clubs
in different parts of Ireland. Al of them,
however, are members of the Phanix Club, of
Dublin.  Captain Miller and D. H. Trottex
are two of the Irish twelve who played
agsinst the Boston and Athletic baseball
eighteen at Dublin 1 1874 Miller was
bowled in both innings by McDBride, and
Trotter was caught out by Harry Wright.
Miller took four of the cighteen’s wickets
for ‘twenty-five runs. All the Irish players
are hard hitters and good batsmen, and some
of them are superk bowlers, They began
practice on the 5t George's ground on
Wednesday,during which Capt Miller met with
an unfortunate accident which disabled his
tefh hand, and which will render his playing
to-day a matter of uncertainty. Yesterday
meorning some of the gentlemen resumed their
practice at the same place, and in the after—
noot the majority of the party procr-eded to
Brighton Beach rac-r, and afterwards dined
at the Manhattan Beach. In the evening
gsome of the visitors left their hotel to ac~
cept invitations to dine with frlends, while
others attended Wallack’s and the Grand
Opera House. The team have been given the
use of the Knickerbocker, Union League and
other clubs in the city, audinvited by br.
Leonard Jerome to visit the Coney Island
races on Saturday next, but will be unable to
accept, as they will be engaged in the match
with the St. George’s Club. They are to dine
with the Union League Club on Saturday
night.

MATCHES TO COME.

During their stay in this country the Irish
cricksters will not bave much idle time, as
thirteen matches have been arranged already
tbat wiil keep them busy up to the latter part
ot October. They go to Syracuse early next
week to play the eighteen picked players of
that city, and on the 19th and 20th they are to
mevt the Staten Tsland Eleven. They thén,
play anotber match at Hoboken with the
United Eleven of New York, and afterward go
to Philadelphia, where they remain a weok.
Their trip then embraces a visit to Canada,
stopping at Montreal, Ottawa, Toronto, Hamil-
ton, Guelph and Coburg to play matches with
the resident cricketers. On their return they

When Mr. C. § Parnell, the present mem-
ber for Menth, was a candidate for the repre-
sontation of Dublin Ceunty in March, 1874,
the following letter relating to him and bis
family was written by the late Rev. Richard
Galvin of Rathdrumn, County Wicklos, and
gent to one of his clerical friends in Dublin,
with permission to read it to any priest of the
county who might wish for information re-
garding the caudidate. We have been fur-
nished with the original by the respected
clergynian in whose possession it remained,
and we believe the document is now printed
for the first time :

Avosraux, Ratuorvy, March 9, 1874,

_ Avondale, lang the residence of the Parnells
in this parizh, is within ono mile of me, aml
the Ligh shertl, your candidate, is one of the
landlords of the parish. I have had the fall-
¢+t opportunity of knowing all about them
thermighly tor the past twenty-seven years.
Ty are allied by blood or warriage to the
principul noble houses of the country. The
mother, who ig, I think, of the royal Stuart
race, was ever noted for her generous chari-
ties to the poor. The fither, the late John
Paroell, as a landlord, or as an agent to his
uncle’s, Sir Ralph Howard's property, was
ever characterized as a humang, considerate,
good landlord. All his tenants here are com-
fortuble and independent, with good long
leases, Here or there I nevet heard a case of
oppression or extermination imputed to him
or to his son, your candidate. As a magis-
trate, grand juror, poor-law guardian, and in
every other public capacity he was highly es-
teemed, no opinion on a perplexing business
more bighly prized than bis. I never heard
for twenty-seven years the slightest taint of
impropriety alleged against any member of
this family or hougehold. I believe yoar can-
didate to be in every way a worthy child ot
such parents. He is a youvg gentleman of
great promise, great shrewdness, and sound
judgment. You may rely absolutely on his
honor and integrity. Such is the decided
conviction of his parish priest, who ought to
know bim well.

Savings in Ircland.

In his report on savings in Ireland Dr.
Neilson Hancock says :—

The class of savings that show the greatest
change in the year are the deposits and cash
Lalances inthe Joint Stock Banks, The unin-
terrupted progress of deposits and cash
balances from £12,967,000 in December, 1363,
to £32,816,000 in 1876, hag since shown a
change for the worse, first the increase of £1,-
056,000 in 1575 was followed by an increase
of only £1,000,000 in 1876 ; this was changed
into a decrease of £69,000 in 1877, followed
by the decrease of L1,00L,000 in 1578, and
now a decrease of £1,554,000 in 18379, So there
have been decreases fur three years in success-
ion. Takivg the nctual decrenses in the last
three years, they amount in the apggregate
to £2,624,000. The falling off in Bank
deposits in 1850 was £433,000, in 1861 ot
£04,000, in 1862 of £616,000, and in 1863 of
£1,422,000, very closely ressmbled the pre-
sent crigis, the aggregate of withdrawals in
thres years was L£2,542,000, only £18,000
more than in three.years now, aud in four
years was £3,075,000, whilst in the third year
of the present crisis we bave reached a
fulling off of £2,624,000. The present
crisis has Leen more acute in the second
and third years, as the £1,001,000

of the country. The losses of the Scotch
trustees in the Glasgow Bank would make
trustees more cautious about any but strict
trustee investments like the funds ; the fall in
dividenas in many companies would make
investors prefer fixed incomes from the funds
or debenture stock, which is also very high
in price.

03 Years 1361-63 being 21501, whilst in the
3 years 1877.79 the aggregate increares
wmonnt to ooly 15454, The increnke in the
total number relioved in 1879 89,192, as com-
pared with 44,722, is no evidence of increased
pressure on the puor, but only of increaseil
charity and humanity of the guardians to the
persons relisved. In 1860 the numbers re-
lieved in the workhouses were 42,262, and in
1876, bufore the commencement of the prisent
crists, the number relieved in workhouses was
41,306, The increase since 1860 has been sl
wmost entirely in outdoor relief; thus outdoor
relicf wag given to only 2,460 in 1860, anud in
1870 to 30,511,
the relicf is best shewn by the treatment of
orphans with their widowed mothers, and  of
total orphans and deserted children.  1n 1850
there were only 274 orphans boarded out with
87 widowed mothers, and there were no total
orphans boarded out under the Poor law ; de-
serted children were then provided for by
Grand.Juries and Vestries. In 1878 thers were
6,744 orphans boarded ont with 1,065 widowerd
muwthers, and 1,757 total orphans and deserted
children boarded out under the Poor law.
The deposits in trustee Savings Banks indicate
chiefty the condition of the artisan
and servant class, und they show a decrease.
The return in this case shows a decrease of
£02.000 in the pust year, following a decrense
of £17,0001n 1873 in deposits in Trustec
Savings Banks, from £2,208,000 in 1878 to
L2,116000 in 1879, This indicates that the
pressure which las allected bank deposits has
uffected the artisan and servant class in the 36
towns where thesavings baoks are gituate. It
will be observed, bowever, that kt the former
crisis of unfaovorable seasons it was not till
after the first year of serious pressure that the
savings of the artisans and laborers were
largely affected, though the effect on these
classes atter the long-continued pressure was
vury serious, leading to withdrawals of £136,-
000 in ’65,and £297.000 in’66, As the Post

Office Savings Bunks are 600 in number, and
the Trustee Savings Banka only 36, the de-
posits in the Post Oftice Savings Banks afford
a wider test of the condition and general state
of the more prudent ofthe classes of servants,
artizans, and labourers generally, There hus
been an increase of only £52,000 in deposits
in Post Oftice Savings Banks, from £1,100,000

in 1878 to £1,152,000 in 1873. The incresse
is only slightly above the incrense of £483,000

in the preceding year, 1878, and is consider-

ably below the average annual increase in the
preceding ten years, £80,000. This result
indicates that the pressure of the two years
has only slightly sffected the large class of
well-to-do laborers and servants, who form a
considerable bodyof the depositors in these in-

stitutions. It is the farmers and the very
Jowest class of laborers who seem to be
most affected by the crisis. Investments in
Government and India stock show an in-
crease of £1,128,000 fullowing a decrease of
£804,000 in 1878, and decreases for seven
years, amounting in the aggregate to £5,118,-
000, This table does not afford the same in-
formation sbout the state of the country as
the table of bank doposita. While the latter
showed no decrease bhotween 1877 and the
last preceding year of xressure (1863)
the investments in government funds has
been showing decreases in many years since
from the great development of railway deben.
ture stock, preference shares, and  other secu-
rities suited for those who used to invest in
the funde only, and there has not been an in-
creage in government stock investments like
the present one since 1857. The statistics ot
investments in government funds have thus
censed to possess the value as & test which

they had when they Were a more generally fa-

The following is a splendid passuge from
the famous speech of Patrick Hency, delivered
before the Convention of Virginia, beld at
Richmond, in March, 1775, On that memor-
able occasion the » Man of the People”
said (— .

« There is no retreat, but in submission and
slavery! Our claims are forged—their
clapking may be heard on the plains of Bos-
ton. The war is inuvitable, and let it come !

The war i8 actually begun. The next gale
that sweeps from the north will bring to our
ears the clash of resounding arms. Our
brethren are alresdy in the field.

Islife 80 dear or peace so sweet as
to be purchased at the price of chains and
glavery? Forbid it, Almighty God! I
know not what course others may take, but,
as for we, give fne liberty or give me
death.”

1n the first place, the
principal fish caught by the Americany is the
cod. Now, iuside the threc-mile line off the
Canadian shore thte cudfish is scarcely worth
the catching. It is very small and could not
find & market bere at all, The fishing is al}
done thirty miles outside of the line, The
Canndians, however, go out in thetr little
puntsand catch fiiteen or twenty of thess small
fikh and then call it a good day's work, The
Americans, however, want to comso inside the
three-mile line to catch buit,and thisbaitcannot
be caught every day in the same place. In fact,
some days it canuot be caught at all; for the
fish used for baiting the traps and seines is

ba found. Now, the Americans go inside the
line, thfow out thelr scines for bait, and be-
fore they can begin work in earnest the infu.

The curtain has fallen after the fourth and
second last of the five act drama the politi-
cians are playing in Quebec. The Hon. Mr.
Chanvean has resigned and the denouement can-
not be postponed much Jonger ; we shall soon
hear, therefare, either of a coalition or a dis-
solution, or perhaps of both in succession.
Coneervatives of this city who should know
the secrets of their party and the intentions of
the Lievt.-Governor,who of late has become
something more then a figure head in the
Province, predicted & month ago, that there
wonld be a coalition in which their
side should bave =a controlling in-
fluence, and, notwithstanding that {he
Reform  organs scouted the ider, recent
developements tend t» show that the
were pretty nearly right, The Guazette and
Ierald of this morning mentioned a coalition
editorially without the slizhtest sign of pas-
sion, We are, besides, informed on excel-
lent authority that Lefore another week we
shall bave a Coalition Government in power
at Quebec, consisting of four French Cana-
dians, two English-speaking Protzstants and
one Irish Catholic, with the Hon, Mr. Chap-
leau at its hend.

general, much to the profit of the country
and to the increase of happiness in thousands
upon thousands of poor families. Ladics
should inaugurate the movement themselves,
as the reform would ultimately redound to
their advantage. At the present time many
an accomplished girl, capable of managing a
home and making a husband happy, has to
remsain single for the renson that a man of
small salary is afraid to ask her in marriage.
This state of things is not confined to a par-
ticular class, it extends through all) the man
of two or three thousand dollars being as too
poor for this reason as he of five hundred a
year. DBut there ara other reforms besides
those ot dress, and just as necersary—that of
funerals, for instance. Gorgeous funeral
corteges, cofling, hearses and crape are ruin-
ing thousaunds, or perhaps sombre ‘is the bet-
ter word. People who can ill-afford it, must,
when a member of their family die,
ruin  themselves in  expenditure, and
plunge  heudlong into debt. Crape
gloves, carriages and the other para-
phernalin of a funeral, not including the
legitimate undertaker's bill, cost large sums.
Then look at the sums lost by absence from
work or business, Some men are so good-
patured, so kind-hearted, especially Irishmen,
that some friend of their's dies every other
day and they spend half their time at fune-
rals, The Catholic Bishop of Buffalo, in a
sermon of a few weeks ago, condemned extra.
vagance at funerals in the severest terms, and
even went 50 far asto mention the number of
carringes to which they might be restricted.
‘I'ne expense of marrying is also growing
more enormous every day. Mnany a young
man and woman who love one another, and
would be happy if they were allowed to marry
in a modest wuy, remain single, not because
they cannot find the means to live atter, but
that they cannot stand the cost of the preli-
minaries before marriage.

-B12,—The parish of 5t. Joseph.of Hunting-
don, though large in territorial: axtent, does
not contain a rich or numeroua: population of
Catholics.

‘*ILike the cernlean arch we see,
MaJestic in its own simplicity.”
Messrs. Bourgeauand Leprohon of Montreal,
were the architects. The contractor, John
Dinneen Esq., of Huntingdon, has certainly
accomplished bis work in a manner that re-
flects great credit on his-energy and judgment.
The high altar, with its forest of little spires,
is a perfect gem of art; it is the only part ot
the work that is lavishly ornamented. A
spow-white recumbent lamb, typical of « the
Lamb shain from the beginning of the woetld”
reposes in front of the altar, while round him
and above him, the blaze of heavy gilding
contrasts strikingly with the brilliant white
ground color of the alter. The pews, as well
ag the grand altar, were constructed by
Daniel Boyd, Esq. of Huntingdon, and it is
but faint praise to say that he executed his
work to the perfect satisfaction of every one
concerned. The 27th it wasthe day select-
ed for blessing the new -church, and offering
up within its walls, for the first time, the
Great Sacrifice of the new law. The day
proved to be as beautiful as the occasion was
joyous. Wken the appeinted hour arrived,a
vast congregation had gathered, among them
being many non-Catholice. The clergymen
present—in addition to the pastor of the
church, Rev. Felix Weods—were, Rev. Ed-
mund M. De Pauw, D.D,ofChateauguay,N.Y ;
Rev. Father McNally, of Fort Covington, |
N.Y; Rev. Father Tourgeon, Trout River

Lines; Rev. A. Vinet, S5t Aricet; Rev. J. B.
Cousineau, 8t. Louis De Gonzaga ; Rev. 8. 0.
Perrault, St. Stapislans De Kotska; Rev. T.
Chagnon, 8t. Clet; Rev. U. Thibaudean, St.
Malachie De Ormstown ; Rev. W. Seers, St.
John Chrysostom ; Rev. T. Archambault, St.
Patrick of Hinchinbrook, and Messrs. Dupuis
and Roix, ecclustiastics. Rev. A. Vinet per-
formed the cermony of blessing the church,
the whole congregation following in solemn
procession. The stoled priests, the bare-
headed multitude under & blazing sun, and
the tide of vocal melody borne away on the
breeze, constituted altogether a scene of
beauty and religious happiness that will not
be soon forgotten by those who had the
privilege of taking purt therein. Rev.J. B
Cousinenu nextcelebrated grand high Mass,
and at the conclusion of St. John's gospel,
Father McNally ascended the altar, and
preached a most learned and eloquent sermon
appropriate to the occasion, dwelling chiefly
on the boliness of God's house, because the
Incarnate Word bad condescended to make it
His abiding place. Any compendium or out-
line of the discourse would only detruct from
its general wnerits. The rev. speaker was
listened to throughout with breathléss atten-
tion, and while he denouuced sin, praised the
beauty of the house of God ; extolled the In-
finite power and mercy of IProvidence, or
proved triumphantly the reality of the great
Euchaiistic sacrifice, the feelings of his av-
dience went along with him, for he possesses
in a rare degree rhe true gitt of oratory. Im-
medintelv after the cougregation had dispera-
ed, the invited guests, numbering eighteen,
sut down in the parsonage to a sumptuous
banquet, ordered fur them by the generosity
of the rev. pastor of the church. The guests,
in addition tothe clergymen abnve enumer-
aterd, were, Messrs. Willinm Hal’, Jo n Duruin,
and Richard Finn, trustees, w th their secre-
tary, William Fraser, jr; Musrs. Martin
Curran, Francis Tessier, and Beruard Durnin,
wardens, and Mr. John Dinneen, contractor.
After ample justice had been done to the geod
things prepared for them, ard the events of
the day joyfully discussed, the party separated
thanking God that apother temple had been
opened where the prayers of the truly peni-
tent would be heard and answered. The day
must have been a proud and happy one for
the trustees, who have robly discharged the
duties of their office for nearly thirteen years,
at much personal inconvenienc: and pecu-
ninry loss.  But above all parties concerned,
TFather Woods must rejuice at the happy ter-
mination of the work. If Father Gagnier
was the David of the work in commencing it,
Father Woods was the Solomon in corrying it
on, attendiog to every detail, bringing it suc-
cessfully to completion, and opening it for
divive service.  Mauy things are yet to be
done, but his priestly heart is comforted by
the thouzht that no debt habgs over his
beautiful church, and for this the people of
the parish deserve their meed of thanks.
Were I to write their eulogy, I would proud-
ly point to the new building and say, ¢ The
people of 8t. Joseph of Huntingdon have paid
for these, and brought to the service of their
Maker a free gift, unencumbered by deht or
mortgage.

Notwithstanding the varlous ramors. of
conlition, and the apparently semi-official
pominations of certain -gentlemen to port-
folios by many of your contemporaries, you
mmay rely on it that stch stories have not the
slightest foundation in fact. Therebas beenno
attempt at coalition, nor has there transpired
anything whatever that would indicate the
future course of Mr. Joly, There is, indeed, a
strong feeling gaiaing ground among very
many of the Premier’s friends that his safest
and most honorable courge under the present
circunistances is - to ask for a dissolution,
and call upon the people for their verdict.
It is their belief that he will be returned
by a large majority, an opinion in which
several English speaking Conservatives coin-
cide. The conduct of the Opposition has been
of a character to repel the better class of Eng-
lish speaking Conservatives, and Mr. Lynch
may be considered to have, to & certain extent,
made himself the representativeof those Con-
servatives who decline to associate themsel ves
with men whose whole policy of opposition
is comprised in efforts to brand the members
of the Government as commen swindlers.
Respectable men naturally shrink from
entering the lists with antagonists who
consider it within the limits of honorable war-
fare to cover an honest man’s reputation with
the filthy slime of accusations that no Com-
mittee of Investigation canever entirely re-
move. It is pititul and a cause of shame te
every honest citézen to read in the daily jour-
nals charges and countercharges by Liberals
and Conservatives which must go far to im-
press strangers with the idea that a Cabinet
of honest men in this Province is
teyond the rauge of possibility.

Parnell sund the Meeting of the Home
Rulers—Ireland's Choico—Probable Ine
crease of gbstructioaist Members.

DuBLIN, August 24, I879.

T+wo nights ago the home rule league held the
meeting whichis usually held each year soine
time after the close of the parliamentary sesslon.
and which serves as asort of annual parade of
the friends of the cause The meeting last
Thursday was above the average gatherings on
such occasious. The moment wasofexceptional
importance and interest. There is o widespread
feeling that Lord Beaconsfield 13 astutely con-
templating another trick and purposes dissolv-
{og parllament before the time comes round for
the next session. Now, {n more ways than I
could explain within reasonable compass, the
populsr party In lrelund are very ill prepared for
the electoral struggle There is practically no or-
gxaoization. The varlous collisions which have
occurred during the past couple of years have
allenated so widely men belongliog to the dif-
ferent sections that I am quite sure some would
much prefer the return ofan out-and-out tory
as member for ‘A constitnency than that of a
liberal or home ruler not beloneing to thelr own
way of viewing things. It {s, then, not merely
desirable, but quite necessary, that the heads of
the hume rule party sball look carefully about
them,draw tighter the bonds ot disclipline, infuse
more energy amnd coursge into the timlid, per-
sunde the overcautlons 1o adventurs a llitle,
and, above all, to put an end 10 the sulcidal
quarrsls which, as usual, threaten this Irish
movement with disraption. If theyare not ac-
tive and wary their polltical cnemies will us-
sureuly stea]l a march on them. and instead of
galniog fresh seats they will losesome of those
tiiey already hold.

GREETING TO PARNELL,

But for the bulk of the audience the interest of
the proceedings on Thursday night lay not with
arraigemenis concerning the probable general
electlon, but with the appearance of Mr. Parnell,
This gentleman, it wiil e remembered, is never
very favorably looked upon by the moierados
among the homerulers. Quite lately he set him-
sellin direct antagonism to these worthy people
bf setting up for Ennis a candidate of advanced
views tn opposition totne declared wishes of the
local bishop and his clergy. The Freeman's
Journal, which always aims at writlng in the
way most pleasant to the clergy and most agree-
ableto *prudent” men among the popular party,
denounced Mr. Parnell in the strongest lan-
guage for his conduct, A few duys later came
ull the scaudul concernlug cert+in mleged ex-
pressions sald to have been used by Parnell of
some of his colleagnes and which were the re-
vers# of complimentary, Allthrough the iatter
weeks of the sexs-on dark hintswere belng cir-
culnted to the effect that Parnell and his small
band of obstructionists were doing limense
mischief to the br.terests of Ireland by their reck-
less opposition to Jovernment menasures inthe
liouse of commons. It was even said that the
eountry must spealkk ont and uamistakably tell
Parncll and his frlends that they must not be
Indi-criminate or uncalculating {n rheir ob-
structlve tnetics. The Dublin meetlug wus the
first popular assembly Puarnell had attended
since thosedark hilots begen tobe eurrent. It
wus AR representative and respectnble a meeting
as ever asseinbled In the Rotundn since the conmi-
mencement of the home rule ngliation. Tne
proportion of “moderate” men present was pro-
bably the majority. The chalr was fllled by the
member for Dublin, Maurtce Brooks, who while
lord mryor visited New York In 1874 with the
first batch of Irish riflemen that shotat Creed-
moor. Brooks was a friend of Butt, a cautious
man, the very reverse of friendly to violent
thoughts or lunpuave and not a particular
admirer of Parnell.

Tne resclution which he
proposed reenmmended the people to **return an
tncreased number of honest and sctive home
rule members pledged to Act loyalls together na
an Independent Irish_purty, regardiess of whig
or torv inauence.”

the capital of Afghanistan and the Indiap
border is said to be well stocked with Russiag
emissaries and Russian monsy. Although
that portion of the British army in Iudis
which is composed of native Hip.
doos appears anxions to be led against
the Afghuans, their enthusiasm i8 regarded ag
much too great to be natural and genuige,
They are, therefore, ohjects of suspicion, ang
their conduct is closely watched.

with gloomy forebodings to the great Sepoy
revolt in 1857-1858.

Itis believed pre-
parations are making for an advance in suffi-
cient force to pursue the Heratee regimonts.
It is stated that Gen. Stewart will have so-
preme command of operations in Afghanis-
tan.

Loxoox, Sept. 13th.—The feeling at Herat
exerted and promoted by Russian influence
is strongly hostile to the English. Yakoob
Ehan hias informed the Government of Can-
dabar that in all matters of ofticial action he
must tollow the advice of the Epglish Com-
mandant at that point. The Jabar Khels, a
hostile tribe of Afghaus, are engaged in mis-
cellaneous plundering of the defenceless por-
tions of the country in rear of Jellalabad. The
British are determined to occupy Cabul with
or witbout the Ameer's copsent, although
he bas not as yet manifested any hostile sen-
timent. The report of the Ameer's death is
not coufirmed by the latest despatches.

The Times points out that the Government
of India is systematically concealing news
copcerning military inatructions. All that is
certain is that a plan of operations success-
fally followed last aniumn will be repeated.
1he Yiceroy of India telegraphs a sketch of
the military arrangements under date Septem-
ber 11th. The troops are advancing to occupy
Dakka. The Guides are pushisg on to
Bazawal.

Three columns will follcw the same routes,
starting, however, from the scientifi: frontier,
instead of from the cantonment which in 1878
marked the bouncary. The Khyber aud the
Candaliar columns will probably be mainly
coutined to muking demonstrations und hold-
ing maraudiog tribes in awe. The troops of
the centre column are at this moment being
pushed up from Kohat to Ktruram, so that in
a few dnys we may expect to hear that the
whole force now in the valley to the east of
Peiwar has been transferred to the western
slope. When ouce the position of Shutar-
gardan Pass has been occupied in force, and
rendered impregnable, a forward movemeut
will be made to Rushi, about fourteen miles
distant. Provisivns of all kinds are to Le ob-
tained around Rushi, and it will probubly be
converted into sn exiensive depot.  Major-
General Roberts’ subsequent operativns must

in the aggregate depend upon the temper of
the hill tribes, and the news he may receive
from Cabul. If the bill men co-operate
with him, or even remain neutral, a rapid
advance with a small force 18 feasible;
if, on the contrary, the current rumors
are true, and the Ghilseas and others have
joined the revolt, Gen. Roberts will be com-
pelled to hold the chain «t communication in
great force before venturing to advance.

THE LATE BISHOP O'BRIEN.

The Month’s Mind-—Eloquent Sermon By
Bishop Walsh,

We take the following extract from the
magnificent sermon of His Lordship the
Bishop of London, from the Kiugston News:—

This morning the Month's Mind, in memory
of the late lamented Bishop O'Brien, took
place at St. Mary'sCathedral in presence of a
large congegation, who seemed deeply inter-
ested in the proceeding. Many Protestants
occupied seats in the church, The altar was
covered with black cloth, all the ornaments
being removed. The episcopal throne was
draped in black, and black cloth hung in fes-
toons from the ceiling of the sanctuary. In
the middle of the sanctuary was placed & bier,
on which were placed the mitre and crozier
of the departed Bisbop. This was surrounded
with flowers, and lighted candles. The fol-
lowing in a list of the bishops and priests
present and taking part in the ceremony :

At the propar place the Bishop of London
ascended a temporary pulpit erected in front
of the ultar rails, and delivered the funcral
sermon. His text was taken from St. John
xi. 21-26—-~#And Martha suid to Jesus, Lord,
it thou hadst been here my brother bad not
died, but now also I know that whatsoever
thou wilt ask God will give it thee. Jesux
said unto her, Thy brother shall rise agnin,
Marthe saith unto him, [ know that he shall
rise again in the resarrection at the last day.
Josus said to her: Iamn the resurrection and
the life; he that lLelieveth in Me, although
he be dead, shall live; and overy one that
livoth, and believeth in Me, shiall vot die for-
ever.”

A beloved bishop, a more than a brother, a
sincere and affoctivnnte father, in whorse large
and lovi g heart each member of this diocese
had & piace, has been stircken down by death
and torn from amongst you in a manoer the
most distrearing nud appalling.  In the midst
of s years of uscfuluess, in the full pos—
gession of Lis great intellectunl faculties, in the
prime of a vigoroud manhood, with all the
promise of many years of labour and of use—
1ulness Lefore him in the episcopate of God's
Church, your late distinguirhed and beloved
bishop was stricken down by a lightning flash
in a place not his own, and be that had left
you full of lifo and vigour and hope to enjoy
a few weeks of relaxation, is brought back a
lifeless corpse amid the tcars of hin bereaved
children and the griof unutterable of his
widowed and sorrow-stricken diocese. Oh,
surely this is & mystery of rorrow calculated
to smite the stroogest heart with awe aud to
overshadow the whole diocese with gloom
and monrning ; surely it is not to be wonder-
ed at that the children of the diocese, the
laity and priesthood, should have been plunged
in grief; thut their cry of heart-broken agony
should have been heard all over the land, and
that the widowed Church, like anotber Rachel,
should lLave wept Dbitter tears because her
good unddevoted bishop was no more, because
death, with the cruelty and savage ferocity of
a wild beast, suddenly and stealthily sprung
upon him and destroyed him in the midst of
strungers and away from friends and home.
He who consoled the wisters of Lazarus and
dried their tears—Gaod alone could soothe
such & sorrow or could bring a ray of hope
and comfort into the darkness of such a sad
bereavement, of such a profound grief. The
poor humau heart, in the midst of such a trial,
naturally exclaims, 0 Lord, if thou hadst
been there, our Father and Bishop would not
have died.” And the holy Church of Gud, on
the duy, of the funeral and on this day of the
Moath’s Mind, says to you in words similar to
those addressed by our Lord to the sisters of
Lazarus, # My children, why weap you, your
bishop will viae again.” Christ .ig the resur-
rection and the life ; He destrayed the empire
of death, and your bishop, though dead as to
the life of the body, is living with the Im-

mortal Jife of the scul, and be, with soul and
body, will one day riss into glory and hap-
This i8 your hope. and the solid
foundation of vour consolation in the midst
of your great affliction. The lessous taught by
the death of Lazarrs and his resurrection are
taught us all by the death of your bishop;
first, that death is certain, inevitable, and for

.the most part that it comes unexpectedly;
and secondly, that it-is not witkout hope;

Speech of Mr. Charles Stowart Parnell,
‘ M.P. :

The following speech was delivered by the

Bember for Meath, in Dublin, on the 25th
Angust: Co

Mr. Parnell, on rising, was greeted with a
tremendous ocutburst of cheering, the entire
audience rose to their feet, hats were waved,
and the applause continued for a couple of
minuates. He said—>Mr. Chairman and fellow-
countrymen, the resolution which I have to
propoze reads as follows :—

«That the League emphatically calls upon
the people of Ireland to prepare without de-
lay for the approaching general election, a8
the success of the struggle for self-govern-
ment will mainly depead upon the return of
an increased number of honest and active
Home Rule members, pledged to act loyally
together us an independent Irish party, regard-
ess of Whig or Tory influence, and determin-
ed to use every constitutional means to obtain
our national rights.” (Cheers.)

Now this resolution 15 & very important
one. From timoe to time efforts bave been
made to obtain for Ireland a really independ-
ent and 2 really honest Parliamentary party.
It has ulways been easy when the Couserva-
fives or Teries were in power to get such n
Parliament.

measure into a really good and uszeful mes-
sure (cheers). I could ot succeed in per-
svading them to adopt my view, bat I admit
to the fullest extent that this is all o matter

of opinion (hear, hear), uwnd that the rest of
the partv—the mujority of the Irish mem.

bers—were as much eutitled to tuke the oppo-
site opinion from mine ns [ was to tuke the
vpposite opinion from theirs.

A Voice—No, they were wrong, and cheers.
Mr. PansEiL—Well, 1 am certain that the
Government were in kuch a position at the
end of the session that we c¢nuld have forced
them to have made that Uwiversity vill a
really good and usetul mensure. We did not
force thew. The purty decided that they
could wait until next year. Wa are going to
wait until next year (lunghter). I hope we
will do better than we did this year; but
only wish to express here publicly my opinion
that by being a little determined we might
have made thut mensure as good 8 meascre
in proportion as was the intermediate
education act of last session.

Now,
all I can say is this, that I beliove we
bave the power, as long as the Irish
members go to Westmiuster, to make aoy
Giovernment, svhether it be Whig or whether
it be Tory, yicld our just demands, and
yield the greatest and most necessary
demand of all--the legislative iadepend-
ence of Ireland (cheers). I don't wish to
friighten the Whigs too much (langhter). 1
bave heard that the Marquis of Hartington s
under the impression that when he gets back
into power we will treat him to a little of the
rame physic that we are now treating the
Tories to. Dnt this {s all a mistake on the
part of the Marquis of Huartington, because
whenever his friends get into power we will
have a much easier and much quicker and very
much more efficacious method ofreducing them
toorder (laughter).

Of course, it is
our duty-—the duty of those men who believe
and think with me—to do our very best until
we are beaten.

—(# voice—You will)—it will be our duty to
give up parlismentary agitation altogether

The Archbishop of Toronto on the Lough
Derg Pligrimage.

We have great pleasure in laying befors our
readers tbe second letter of His Grace the
Archbishop of Toronto on the Pilgrimage to
Lough Derg :—

St. Brigid's
Station,  with - its crucifix In the centre; and
recites three Our Fathers, three Aver, and one
Creed, whilst going round the station on the
outside. Arriving at the entrance he kneels
down and repeats -on his knees the ‘same
prayers again. He stands up, and then walks
round the cross, reciting again the three Our
Fathers, three Hail Marys, and the Creed. The
three inside circles being completed, he kneels
again opposite the cross, and recites the same
prayers, The same number of prayers are
recited at the six other stations; ther the pil-
grim proceeds to the lake, near where St. Pat-
rick kneeled on a rock in the water praying that
the faith of the Irish should never fuil. The
pilgrims are not now permitted to follow his ex-
ample in this; but at the water's edge they
recite five Our Fathers and five Hail Marys,
standing, and the same number of prayers on
thelr knses. They then return to St Patrick’s
Cross, whence they had commenced, and re-
cite one Pater, one Ave, and a Creed, and
finish by reciting five decades of the Rosary.
1 noticed the pilgrims going to the lake, after
sach station, and bathing their feet, hot
enough, I presume, after an hour and &
quarter’s walk on the rough and rocky paths
of the stations. I noticed some of the rocks
around the stations, upon which all had to
step, black and oily from the sweat of the feet
of innumerable pilgrims. Those exercises of
the stations reminded me of the Armenian
clergy whilst reciting Vespers in the great
monpastery situated mn the Bay of Venice, so
that these circuits round the stations seem to
be of eastern antiquity. St. Juhn Climacus,
in his book # Ladder of Perfection,” describes
the penances done in what was called “the
prison” of a certain monuastery as most Se-
vere, but I think not much more so than those
performed on the Island of Lough Derg.
‘The penitential exercises of the station which
we have described are repeated three times a
dey—morning, noon aud evening.  The pil-
grims, beeides, assist at several Masses each
day, with ar exhortation; then, at 12 o'clock,
all make a visit to the Blessed Sacrament.
The priest recites the prayers, and usually
gives a short instruction. At 6 o'clock
they assemble again in St. Patrick's Church,
when the evening sermon is preached, fol-
lowed by the Benediction of the Most Blessed
Sacrament. The pilgrims spend the whole
pight in what is termed the  prison,” St.
Putrick’s Church being ured for the purpose.
They spent their time in making the Stations
of the Cross, singing bymas, reciting the
losary and other prayers, and spend much be-
sides in meditating on the malice of sin, the
hatred which God bears it, aud its punish-
ments. When morning has fairly dawned
they leave the prison, wash their feer and
head in the lake, and are pormitted to taste a
little of the water in the hollow of their hands,
‘They require this little vefreshment, as the
hent of the prison and the watching all night
and reciting 50 many prayers is most fatigtl-
ing. DBut the pilgrims come to the island to
commute, through tbe mercy of God
aud the indnlgences of the Church, the
puins of purgatery for this tewporal suffer-
ing. Formerly during the night an exborta-
rion was given on the great truths of eter-
nity. The pilgrims used to be so often and
much excited to contrition for their sins that
their s9bs and cries, which were contagious,
distressed too much the whole island, and on
thataccount the ¢xhortation was discontiutted.
The priests on the island hear confessions the
whole day and far into the night. The Bishop
of Clogher, during the anununal retreat, ap-
points a certain pumber of his priests to at~
tend as confessors during the station. Oneof
them he appoints as prior, who is his repre-
sentative un the island. His lordship often
attends himself, and works like any of his
priests. After the commucity Mass each
moraing one of the priests is comwisgdioned to
bleas beads, crosses, and medals, to invest in
all the scapulars approved ot by the Holy See,
and to impart all the indugzences mttached,
All these religious objects can be procured
very cheaply on the island. The ordinary
pragers recited during the stations are more
numerous than at any other pilgrimage I ever
heard of. I counted them, and I believe I am
accurate when 1 say that 321 Our Fathers,
615 Hail Marys, and 92 Creeds are recited
each day The Irish were always noted for
their great spirit of prayer and mortification,
and when we consider that ull these stations
are performed cach day before the pilgrim
takes a morsel of food or drink, we may form
ramu idea of the pendinces done and the fer-
vor requisite on the island. Pilerim+ have
assured me that they felt very little inconve.
nience from the fast or any of the other pen-
ances. Theold adage came to my mind that
#Love lightens Iabor,” and what was gaid of
St. Lawrence, that the fire within wasstronger
than the fire without. There are a few cabins
on the island for the accommodation of pil-
grims, but these are inadequate in every rense.
Mapy never enter them, but when they are
overpowered they snatch =& little sleep
wherever they can—often on the rocks and
grasey mounds of the island, which after all
containg only about an acre. They say that
they never get cold or receive any ivjury
from the wet or exposure of the place. A
large and commodious lodging-house is about
to be erected, which,indeed, is badly nerded.
Many come delicate enough to this retreat, I
am told, and return home heslthy and rejoic-
ing, and always resoive to come back again,
1 tound a great number who had performed
this pilgrimige seven and eight times. Some
said that they came regularly for many years
past. There were five from America making
the station with us, and we sre told that some
come in almost every bost. We thank
God that there is one place on earth
where the primitive spirit of penance
remains, and the one idea of following Christ
along the thorny path which leads to
heaven dominates. The fervent counte-
pances of the pilgrims, their ages and condi-
tions of life, and the alacrity with which they
performed the paintul duties of the station
raised me up, and made me despise my own
pusillanimity, and encouraged me to perform
my station. I could not do more than go
round the station once eachday. It occupied
me one hour and a half, though the young
and nimble can perform them m one hour and
& quarter. The bishop commuted the other
two stations to preaching and hearing con-
fessions,  which I did willingly. Some pro-
louged their stations for six, and even for nine
days, fasting all the time, 1 knew from ex-
perience thst life on the island is exceptional.
One dnes not feel as usual; he forgets the
world and its cares, and tears nothing. One
gentleman told me that if he got his feet
wet, and did not change his stockings very
soon, he got a sore throat; but geeing
the others barefooted, he took off
hia shoes, and performed the penances of
the whole day, without the slightest incon-
convenience. I think' that all this, if not
miraculous, {5 at-least an especial dispen-
sation of Providence, to preserve in some
degree the primitive spirit of lrish faith and
Irish mortification.” The water of the lake is
also ‘exceptional, if not indeed miraculous,
It is largely impregnated with iron from
many springs that enter it, and tastes very
agreeably when boiled and taken hot. Other
water would excite nauses in this condition,
The pecple have great faith in the @ wine,” ag

tions.  St. -Patrick knelt in'it' for hours to-
gether, and there prayed so  much for
the faith of Ireland that they' believe it
possesses a virtue capable of werking won-
ders, I would advise dyspeptic people to come
here and live on the oaten bread, drink plenty
of thé water of the lake, and perform at least
soma of the religious exercises ; and if they
are not vastly improved in three days they
can leave, and blame me. Persons can gain
the Indulgences. granted by Popes to this
fanctuary as at other famous pilgrimages, by
confession, commnunion, and theususl prayers,
but of course they cannot expect to gain all
the graces attached to the penitential exer—
cisegs without performing them in full. I
lound very illustrious names on the registry
book of pilgrims kept here.

Many distinguished prelates of the Irish
Church bave visited this island in latter
times, from the Primate of Ireland, who made
his annual pilgrimage bere for many years,
down to the lowest order of the hierarchv.
During the present year's station it was
visited by the Archbishop of Cushel, the
Bisbops of Elphin and Achonry, and several
worthy members ot the gecular and regular
clergy, who all proclaimed themselves deeply
moved and edified by the scenes of the place.
Tt contributes greatly to the fervor of the
pilgrims to feel that they are walking on
paths moistened by the sweat and tears
of thousands of saints and millions of
penitents from the time of St. Patrick.
Father O'Conpor bas rendered grestservice to
faith and fatherland by bis charming book on
Lough Derg and its pilgrimnges. It is pub-
lished by Dollard, of Dublia, and can be ob-
tauined from any bookreller. I am bringing,
as an offering to our Holy Father, four souve-
nirs of Lough Derg—Ist, the book of Father
O'Connor; 2nd, ashamrock to be planted in
the Vatican gardens; 3rd, a piece of oaten
bread; and 4th, a little of the lake water, to
show his Holiness the food used by
the pilgrims whilst performing their stations,
and that only once a day, in the evening, like
the Fathers of the Desert. Qur departure
on the fourth day, was one which spoke deeply
to our hear's. Muny of the pilgrims bad tully
dresced themselves even to their shoes;
this was the sign that they had finished their
holy work on the island. All appeared in
good health, Lut bore on their count¢nances
the expression of great interior devotion.
There was quits a rush to get on our boat, but
the singers by a special arrangement were
first let in. The boat was weighted to the
water'r edge. The Bishop of Clogher, from the
boat’s deck,pronouuced hissolemn benediction
on those remaining behind; then we fol-
lowed. The people kneeling on the shore,
with uplifted hands and tears of devotion, re-
ceived our parting blessiogs. When the boat
moved off from the shore, Father Q'Connor
intoned the pilprim's farewell hymn, which
the choir took up with great ferror. Then
His Lordship Dr. Donuelly commenced the
Muyniticut, which was sung in two choirs, the
rplashing oars appearing to keep time with the
music Ihadsome blessed medals,which I dis-
tributed to my fellow parsengers as souvenirs
of the pilgrimage. standing the while with
my back to the old boathouse, to prevent
being surrounded znd carried off my teet. 1
succeeded in giving to all with some incon-
venience, but at the time with great pleasure.
On! what simplicity, fervour, and reverence
for the clergy. Thaonk God our good people
don't leave this behind when they come to
America.

T must not forget to say that I prayed most
fervently at the holy shrine, and offered up the
Holy Sacrifice of the Mass for the people of
the dincese of Toronto, and erpecially for
those who are my co-laborers in the salvation
of souls. The vame [ shall do in every other
holy place.

AGRICULTURAL.

Care of Cown,

Among the many Influ-nees that aftect the
quality uf butter are the food and rhe tregiment
of the cow., These are the first things 1hat de-
mand attention. Of course no observing mnan
wlll deny that ~omethlng aepends on the breed
of the cow. Some cows ire better for batier than
oihers, These should be chosvn. Buat it is equally
certuin that, with the same cows, betler results
can be realized, If proper attention be glven to
thelr condition, treatment and food.

Acow lean for the wint of proper and nourish-
Ing foo4, cannot furnish richness 1 milk, and
richness (n the milk goed tar toward producing
butter good .of flavor, The sanie cow, with
plenty of nourishing food, will give milk 1m-
proved bothin qualitv and quuntivy. Generaliy
tarmers and dairymen attempt to keep a larger
namberof eows than they ecan supply food for.
This §s & mistake that should he guardedm ainst,
Juns s the grent mhk and butter month. Its
tender, sucenlent grass I~ the best food, and con-
tains the most mitk producine elements. The
neares approach that can be made during the
restaf the year to th's grads in the substiiule
5 ovided, the more will the butter be 1 ke the
utter ofJune, When the cowsure kKept ln the
stable,or fed morethan they ean get (romn the
pasture, they sheald be fed on cornfodder or
£ AsH cul before ft etk old, and s stalks become
woody and have lost their Joiey substanee Corn
meal with equal parts of oat meal, or corn mealk,
and shorta, orequal parts, 1 nkesngood feed for
cows giving milk. They should never be driven
hurrlediy, nor allowed to lie outin the enid. He
who gets the most milk of the best quality,
makes poix of hiis cows; he will allow no harsh
tveatment that tends 1o make them timid ’nd
nervous,

‘SPEECI BY ME. BLAKE.

Hon' Edward Blake then sald ;—May it please
your mce)lenci, 1 feet I should be wantingin
Iy dutv as spokesman for my fellow membears
of the Bar if I did not, with your permission,
thank you for ‘he additlonal gratitication you
have procured us thisday by inducing the pre
sence ofa distinguished statesmen ot the adjuin-
Republic, namely, My, Mecretury Evars
(Cheers.) To my t’ellow-membe--s of thu Bar,
the name of Mr. Evarts has long been fanillar
as that of an eminent jurist, and bis stauding in
the United States as a professional man cannot
be marked 1n fewer words tuan by a reference
t0 some of the great cases with which he hag
been connected. Mr. Evarts wus leading coun-
selin the great State trial of the impeachiment
of the President of the United States, which the
whole world witnessed with so mucn intercst
some few yvears azo. Shortiy atter he was lead-
ing couuset for his connlry in the seltlement at
Geneva by arbitration of the trouble which had
arisen wiih reference to the Alabama cluims,
The genern! opinlon of his ability as s profess-
ional man was evidenced when he wusappointed
Attorney-General of the United States, 8 posi-
tion which had at vorious times been filled by
several eminent men. As a statesman he i8as
distinguisbed as he is a3 a jurist. The address
to which your Excellency hus 50 graciously re-
spanded refers to the fact that the members of
ihe bar have ulways taken a deep interest in the
political history of the couniry. Fo this rule,
Mr. Evarts has been no cxception. He now
holds tne chief office 1n the dupartment of Stute,
a post ntacte jlastrious by such occupants as
Jetferson, Marshall, Adams, and Livingstone,

From the ranks of the two great departments to
which [ have referred have commi «uly been re-
cruited the chief justless of the United =tales
Supreme Court, the most Importuat judielal
Eosttlon to be fonnd among ctvilized nations.

1115 province Is necessarily deeply interested in
the [ife that passes along the other side of the
border. For man)y hundreds of miles our line is
conterminous with thas of the United Stntes. It
is an invisible and hnpaipable line and serves
rather as a means of cominunication than asa
line of demarcatton.

A return of the National Debt for each year
from 1857-8 to 1878-9, inclusive, has been
published as a Parliamentary paper The
total national debt, funded (including stock
held on account of unclaimed dividends), un-
funded, and (capital value of) terminable an-
nuities,on April 1 of the former year was
£839,519,326, and on the same date of the
latter year £777,781,596. The total amount
of stock created for purchase of telegraphs
and equivalent in Consols of the terminable
annuities created on account of fortifieations
and army localisation was £23,864,422, made
up as follows :—Telegraph stock, £10,948,172,
and equivalentin stoek of annuities created
for fortications and army lacalisations £12,~
916,250, The unfunded debt created over
debt paid off and increase of capital iu 1858-
9, occasioned by exchange of Exchequer Bills
for stock, amounted altogether to £23,705,438.
Of this amount, £16,326,300, wa8 in respect
of reproductive expenditure, and included, for
the purchase of Suez Canal shares, Exchequer
bonds, 1875-76, £3,300,000; 1876-77, £700,
000 ; paid off to March 31, 1879, £133,700.
If loans for reproductive expenditure be ex-

Ys=sterday a good business was done at this
market, the offerings being 275 head of grass
cattle, 1,000 good sized lambs and sheep, 30
calves and 40 hogs. About three-fourths of
the cattle wers from 5t. Gabriel’s market,
where there was no demand for them. There
was a fair enquiry for sheep and lambs, and
only fifty were unsold at six o'clock.

This morning 50 head of cattle, 100 lambs
and 20 hogs and calves were on ofter. The
butchers' cattle were of inferior quality,
but there were some prelty fair
milch cows, which were sold at
ptices ranging from $19to 34, One dealer
wanted 40 for a good cow, but no ono was
willing to pay such a price. Butchers’ cattle
are rather more firmly held than formerly, and
we heard of no sales under 3¢ per 1b, live
weight., A few very fine fat calves were
parted with at $5.50, $6 and $7. There is
ouly a moderate demand for lean bogs and the
supply was more thanr sufficient for all require-
ments. Several were sold at from $2.50 fo
5.50 each. About twenty small butchers’
cattle were dispnsed of at prices running as
low as $15 and as high as $32, or from 3c to
4c per lb, live weight.

Hpy and Straw Market.

This market has been rather quiet since
our last, a8 buyers are holding off until later
in the ssason in expectation of obtaining
better advantages when the supply of fodder
is larger and better assorted. Not more than
330 loads have, to all appearances, been
brought to the city since Monday last, a fair
quantity of wnich came in by barges, and was
weighed at Papinean square. Yeatorday was
the best day of the week at the College street
market, about 100 loads of hay and straw
being on offer. -The demand was anything
but good, there heing a number of loads un-
sold at 7T p.m.. In a week or two business
is expected to look up considerably,
ag by that time farmers will De
offering large quantities of first class hay,
which nearly always commands good sale.
Most of the hay at present arriving is rather
inferior in quality. Very little straw has been
sold yet. Large quantitles of bale hay con-
tidue to arrive here, it is mostly beught up by
cattle shippers. Prices :—Best Timothy, $7
to $7.50 per 100 bundles ; common hay, $5 to
$6 50 ; straw, $4 to $5; pressed hay, §8 to
$8.75 per ton ; pressed atraw, $5 to $6.

Montreal Fuel Market.
Beptember 10.

During the week just past no new features

of any great importance have occurred in the
local trade. As the weather gets cooler
householders are beginning to see the neces-
sity of providing for the winter, and the usual
skirmisbing around among coal and wood
dealers has commenced. As yet, however,
business has not improved to any great
extent, and only small lots are being con-
tracted for, large consumers bhaving earlier in
the season stored up quantities of fuel. As
the movement of grain is now 'attamning
larger proportions freights are firm at an
advance, and denlers are only bringing
enough anthracite coal from the United
States to supply the wants of their cus-
tomers. We understand that they have deter-
mined not to lay in their winter stocks until
later, the object being to compel the enforce-
ment of more reasonable rates. In soft coals
there is still a demand for good qualities, but
inferior is not much sought after. Prices are
likely to be higher, as some vessels now en-
gaged for the grain trade, refuse to carry coal
stall from Great Britain this fall. Scotch
steam is rising in value, centracts for larg
lots having been made at $3 60 to $3.80. For
good Sydney coal $300 to $3.25 is asked in
cargoes, but & cargo of inferior sold recently
at $2.60, which was considered very low. A
cargo of English coal has been sold at about
$330. The wood market is in much thesame
position as previously. About 45 barges are
vow at the wharves, and the supply is far in
excess of the demand. A dealer stated to-day
that he did not think prices would advance
much this fall without the vessels were re-
quired to carry grain.
