the breezy Surrey hills, known as Epsom
powns, thousands if pounde were lost and
,on. The Derby Is the greatest gathering of
every kid et rascality laithe world. The
gambler and the welcher, the pickpocket and
the blackleg, the roue and his victim, the
young man with less brabs than money, in
a word, a marvulous assemblage of people
down froui royaltyI to the starving cripples
who crawl between the earriages to pick up
the crusmbs that fai tfrom the temporary
tatles of the numerous luncheOn parties.
The course is sixteen miles ou the south
side of Logdon, and fron the city is ap-
proached by several roads and railways.
Yesterday overy thorougbfare was crowded
nit erery rallroad strained to its utmost to
take t n psom the thousands who were, by
the lovel y weather, tempted to the Derby.
This great race was founded one hundred
years mgo by an Barl of Derby, who resided
at a magngicent mansion close by the course
called the Oak, thus the two principal races
are called the Derby and the Oaks, and
yesterday being the centennary gave the event
greater prominence. Epsom is asmart coun-
try town of about eight thousand ihabitants,
and simost connected with the metropolis by
a successrion of little villages and streets Of
new houses which are springing up around
London on every hand. -

TER RAcscOURSE
occupies a piece of high table land, a mile
from the town and covering an area of about
two thousand five hundred am.es. It is un-
cultivated, and in Canada would be called
prairie, but here such tracts of untilled landt
are called commons or downs. On the
course thera is a railway station and two inl
the town, and yesterday the crush at those
stations was something terrible. On the
course there I a grand stand, admission to
which le one guinea, a second stand, ad-*
mission to which la ton shillings, and some
hundreds of yards of other stands to which
prices were from five shillings upwards.
Thereis alson printing officeaand police court,
so that unfortunates taken on the course may>
be dsat with ther and then without delay>
or ceremony. The soil il a chalky forma-
tion, and la warm weather becomes llght and
dry, and as yesterday was scorching, the clouds
of white dust was simply blinding. The scone
on the course was Indescribable-no pen
coultd depict It-not even the versatile one
ef Myles O'Rega, the famous writer from
Lachine. Standhifg on the highest poitt of
the hill the sigbt was truly amazing, miles of
canvas tente, thousand t of vehicles of every
kid, costermonger' barrrowi. lbe pony shay,
the open Landau; the country waggon, the
family carriage, the aristocratie four-in-hand,.
ln tact, everything on wheela or drawn by
horse or denkey. To attempt enumerating
the sights would be a labor In vain. Gypsey
women telling fortunes, and Gypey men
playtng cocos nut ahies,. at three shots a
penny; oetting men at their stands sbouting
the odds on every race; poor forlorn looking
men and women selling coirect cards of the
races, names, weghts and colora of the ridera;
nigger minstrels glvlng their entertainmentse
between each race ; bulldog-looking young
fellows, with bullet-heada, flat noses and
short necka, giving sparring exhibitions-
buman animals showing the manly art af
self-defence; girls of the period, in loud
costumes, intermingling with the crowd;
nondescripts of every kind, froi the shoe-
black to the gammon who would, by his ex-
pertuess, leave the dangling chain outlde
while he would make tracks with the watch.

ARE AiVGLICANS CATHOL1CS.

When a leading palper like the Montreai
Gazette endorseas the viewa of the Synod of
Ontario laits censure of the powers that were
for giving the tit le of CatLolics to Cathollcs
lin the census of 1870, and withholding it
from Protestants, we cannot but reckon it as
one of the signs of the times, and hall the
sign as an advance towards religions toler-
ance. There hau been a time, when even
Episcopalian Protestants were not so anxious
for the name of Catholic, and though they re-
retained it l their Credo, through, perhaps,
an excusable oversight, it waasstrictly tabooed
amongst them in all other places. True it la
that there la a majesty and a prestige about
the name Catholic which attracts, and it la no
wonder that our separated brethren are
auxious to regain it. But, in fact, the Pro-
testants of the Church of England have no
better title to the nane Catholic than irregu.
lar skirmsishers like Moody and Sankey. who
are not at all ambitious of the name,1
and prefer being called what t hey are, that ls,1
Protestants against the Cathohc Church.1
They are honest in that respect, at leuat,1
which la more than can be said of their highi
chrrch brethren. If our contemporary, the
Gazette, takes a retrospective glance over his-1
torical.ground it will find that l sla very much
astraY inl its claims for a iltie, which was
disowned by the so-called reformers in the
sixteenth century. Those people gloried in
the name of Protestant, and even to-day, If1
the editor of the Gazette la asked to wear
ln a court of justice as te his religious belief,
he will unhesitatingly annonce himself a
Protestant.

Tc mladependent
feeling of the countryila ecldedly nla fvor of
It, whie the regular political hacka are
decidedly against it; but as independent
vlcws are growing eachday, among the outh
and intelligence of the country espclally, we
feu the political hacse wi have to mc
under. We are advoetes of protection as
against free trade under present political con-
ditions, but It it can be shown to l utha a
Commercial Zollverein, sncb as tiat proposed
by Mr. Perrault, vould more couducive
to the happiness ot Canada than either, we
are of the opinion that it should
obtain, and that it will obtai, or the tcmper
of thc people la no guide to their probable
lina of action where material interesta are
concerned. The Globe Is strongly opposed
to a Commercial Union, while the London
Adrertiaer goesi lfor it witI enthusiasm,
under pretence that it would be carrying out
Ilscherisheddeusoffreetrade. The chiefest
objection of the Toronto organ agalmatit is,
that it means neither more nor les than
anaexation, and whether lt comtorta the Globe
or not, Its Conservative contemporary heuartily
agrees with itl n thisinstance quitecordially.
It cannot be that the Globe objects because
the stop would lead to further protection, or
the Mait because it would resault l free trade,
for it must be presmed the writers la those
papers realize the meaning of Commercial
Union IteIs fullest extent. It is, therefore,
anexatlon they are ngtened ot Tic>'ar
aldc fluttenlng vîti aiet>' lest tic luteresta
of England abould suifer. by the propowd
change. If England evinced a tenth part of
the interest lu Canada's welfare that Canada
does in England'a welfare, one might
sympathise with the papers named in
their excitement; but when we remember
that some of the leading statesmen and
jcurnals of England have spoken only quite
recently of Canada and her destiny, and her
going or staying, in the happlest strain
of indifference, one becomes more recon-
ciled to a change and surprised at the state of
flunkeylsm which seems to surround the Mail
and the Globe. The London AIdvertigr,
which appears to be the organ of the Blake
or Canadian National pary, and undoubtedly
takes an enlightened and patriotic stand
on Canadian affaira, scores a point
against the Mail when it says :u Lot
us remInd the Mail of its position ln 1878 :-
c If the National policy la incompatible with
British connection, so much the worse for
British connection."' That, ln fact, was a
bold and manly utterance, and has had, per-
haps, Its effect in making people think that
there are botter thinge in the world than
British connection. The United States bas,
it seems to us, got along remarkably well
without British connection. There are three
positions Canada can take up if lt so pleases
her-preserve the statu quo, become independ-
ont, or throw ln her fortunes with the United
States; and the time las arrived when they
can be discussed lu a calm, sensible manner
without bringing the absurd cry of
treason about the ears of the ad-
vocates of any one o them. It may be
said that there la another, meaning con-
federation of the Empire, but that la so mani-
festly ridiculous, that we may take it for
granted it has been long ago abandoned by
Its father, Hon. Mr. Blake. If British con-
nection is good, let us retain it; if lndepend-
once, lot u seek ILt, and if annexation, let
It come. Whatever is best for Canada should
be the pollcy adopted by Canadians, heedless
of the shrieks and threats of the more politi-
clans who care not what happens so as their
party enjoy the emoluments Of office and
they have a share ln the spoil.

THE STATOS OE THE IRISH 0ALIJOLIC
ELEM1ENT.

There is no use disgulsing the faci, even if
we could, that in thi last quarter of the nine-
teentb century the Irish race has not found
its. proper leve1, though It cortainly bas made
immense progress since lie year of graceo
1829, when ln that part cf tic United King.
dom called Ireland an Ii-ishman, were he a
Catholic, could net aspire te the humblest
position. It la fifty years since tien;i timesa
bave changed and nations have become more
liberal, but even now Irish Catiolics bear tiec
narks cf slavery, transmitted te them by
generations of their fathers who carried thec
chain around upon themi for centuries.

In tic UTnited Kingdom an Irish Catholic
has very little show, to use an Ameoricanism,
and though the colonies are more liberal,
Brilli injustice, prejudice and igotry have
thieir effect. It la truc thaât until lately Irishi
emmigrants, through causes over which they
had ne control, vore not as enllitened, and
hen ce not as capable et fillinghigh officesinu thec
State as those cf other nations, but even if

According as science advances wit and
humer recede ln proportion, and when science
bas developed itself to such a degree lhat it
will almost burit with perfection, it la pi-
bable the world will b. as dull as it is aen.
lightened, the two adjectives being by no
meaes paradoxical. It i not that w are not
painfully striving after wit, but that like the
art of staining glass Windows, It la a lest
one. Yeu can scarcely pick up a newspaper
that has not a columu dedicated to 'It and
humor, or sparks, or flashes, or some other
name equally pretentious, but when one
reads the over he fids the Items old friends
ln filmay disguises, every one of which he has
seen belore somewere or other, that le to say,
If It la worth anything. If we have not as
much of the genuine article served up to us
as our ancestor, it lu ant for want et writers ;
the Woods are full of them, they are as thick
as the leaves ln Vallambrosa, and each re-
spectable daily Ia supposed te possess a
humorist ail its own. Nevertheless, It would
take an Industrious man a whole day te glean
one good thing worth telling at a dinner
party ln a pile of newepapers, except what
bas been astolen. People have not now the
same time te malte up a bon mot, they are
too busy making up their accounts.

The Irish at one time enjoyed areputation:
for wit, but it bas long since fied their
country, the successive famines chased it
across the Atlantic. Nine,.nine hundreths
of the Irish wit one sees in the newpapers
attributed toIrishmen,lu invented for them by
stolid Anglo-Saxons. It istrue the Irish did
turu out some of the most brilliant wits in
the world, suai as Dean Swift, Sheridan, Cur-
ran and O'Connel], men who gave her the re-
putation whIch made her famous, but that
thîng la all past and gene, and if we are te
credit Mr. Redpath, the Irish are now
the moat serions peoplu ln the world. It
would be indeed a Wonder if they were not;
as a general rule, despair and starvation are
not strong incentives to wit. The French
have been always famous for their esprit, an
attributl for which their language, their cli-
mate and the Celtic race to which they belong
eminently qualify them. In defeat or
victory, under the jaws of the gallotine or
basking in thesmiles of fortune,the lightheart-
ed Frenchman will throw out his jeu desprit,
and fartunate ls he if he can get off soma-
thing Worth while. Bat, perhaps, the
most comically absurd people on the
globe, for a certain dreary attempt at

humor, are the English. It is true they can
boast of Sydney Smith and Jerrold, though
the latter was no great shakeos, but on the
whole the Englishman la not.a wit. Alas h

alas .h e la far from Il, uad when ho essaya te
Indulge ln it he merely makes himself ridi-

culous. And yet this singular people bas
comic journals called Punch and Fun and
Judy. Poor, venerable Punch, it does not
know it, but it is aone of the most melancholy
instances of a witty paper on record. Its
staple consists In conversation between ser-
vant girlss- ad their mistresses, and old
gentlemen with umbrellas and amall boys.

Johnson, who expected au attack during the

The patriots, led by their Commander-in-
Chief, Beaucbamf' Bagnal Harvey, a little

and bis flag of truce approached the outposts.
TIe plan of .attack, whlch had been agreed
upon the evening previous, was also rendered
aegatory by this afterthought of the command.
ing eficer. By this plan the patriot columna
of attack were to operate against. three dis-
tinct portions of the town at the same time.
Whether this arrangement was made known
to the troops or fot we have no means of
ascertaining, but at ail events it was not car-

ied into execution, for the treacherous shoot-
ing of the bearer of the fiag of truce so exas-
perated the division that lay neareet the
'Three Bullet Gate, that they rushed on to the
ssult without waiting till the other two had
arived at their several poste of action; thej
latter not only did not proceed, but were
beized with a pauc, and went off la ail direc-
tions te their several homes, learning as they
vent along the tidings of a total defeat. This
strange conduct was chiefly owing to the
example of one of the division commanders,
awho without the least effort to answer the
intent of hiesappointment, turned away from
the action and rode hastily homeward.'
Comment is unnecessary. Not one-fourth of
the men who encamped on Corbett Hill the
evenng before remained to participate in the
action, so that even the division that com-
ienced and afterward continued Ihe assault
was by no means complete, numbers of those
Who constituted it having also abandoned
their stations, which were far from being
adequately supplied by such of the panic.
atruck divisions as had the courage and re-
solution to join ln the battle then going on
iercely forward. From this it will be aseen
that whatever the patriots accomplished in
the onset was entirely owing to individual
courage and intrepidity. They first dislodged
the enemy from behind the walls and ditches,
where tbey were very advantageously posted
ln the outskirts of the town, and repulsed
soveral charges of the Royalist Cavalry with
considerable lose, Cornet Dowell and twenty-
seven men of the Fifth Dragoons having
fallen in the first onset by the bande of these
brave pikemen. The military were drnven
bock to the town through the Three Bullet
Gate, hotly pursued by the victors, who
ucarcely took time to equip theamselves with
the arms and cartridge boxes of the slaughter-
edsoldiery. From streetto streetthe enemy
were driven until they reached the market
house, where the main guard were stationed
with two pieces of artillery. After a short
but desperate struggle the soldiers were
driven clear ont of the town and over the
wooden bridge on the Barrow, into the
County of Kilkenny. The maIn guard, how.
over, stl.l held possession of tire market bouse,
and a strong detachmrent of the Clare iliitia,
under Major Vandelenr, also continued to
2naintain their post at Irishrtown, the princi.-
'pal entrance to Rosa. Lord Mountjoy,
Colonel of the County Dublin militia, feulu n
thre first gesault.

When the Wexford men had thus, by their
indomitable bravery, obtained possession of
thre town, in an evil hour, being withourt the'
control of competent officers, they gave thoem-
selves up to> drink and plunder, on which they
became su inutent that they neglected to fol-
low Up their hard won advantage by pursu-
mngitre enemy over the brIdge. The latter
were inx full retreat, intent only on reaching
Waterford, when, perceiving they were not
pnrsued, and probasbly guessing tire reason
why, they hralted on the Kilkenny aide of tire
bridge, and, powerfulily instigated by thre
spirited exhortations of two brave yeomen
named McC.ormick and Deveraux, they re-
turned te the attack, and soon compelled tire
disorganized revellers to fly out of thre town,
of whiichr they had thon held possession for
some hours. Having been partially sober-
ized by their hasty retreat, the gain retux'ned
to thre attack, this time led by a young hero
of 13 years of age and but little for his age,.

aif the town blazed in tremendous conflagra-

ation, and te crown their ilsfortunes the peo-
ple suatained an irreparable loss when their
intrepid and dashing leader, John Kelly of
Kiilan, received a wound In the ieg, which
put an end te hie career of victory. Paralyzed
by tholoss of such a man, at such a criticali
moment, and no longer able to withstand the
havoc of the artillery, the patriots sounded a
regular retreat, bringing away withtem a
piece of cannon taken in tie course of the ac-
tion.

Than those
latter no braver men of Irish race ever g&ve
up their lives on the battle field; not even
the men who, in their shirts, swept the troops
of Eugene from the ramparts of Creniona; or
those beforeiwhose charge Cumberland's cl-
uma meited as'ay on tire siopus of Fontenoy.
Nor have any exhibited more sublime heroism
than did those uîndisciplined peasants la the
streets of Ross, on that memaorable 5th of
June, 1798.

Oh I that these "boys of Wexford" had la
their midst the gallant Lord Edward, who,
during that eveutful week, was gasping away
hiis yonug life in solitude and agony, la a
dreary ceil at Newgate. Had he such men t'
lead, the Wexford campaign of 1798 would
have terminated very diflerently to what it
did.

manured with green sand mari produced at the
rate o'f 85 cocks.
