.2 would give us the name of the Bishop or
the Diocese in whick ke had been ordained
wewould telegraph at our own expense, and
publish the despatch, and if the reply were to
the effoet that he had been a regularly
ordained priest of the Roman Catholic Church
we would not only retract what he had said
of him, but heartily apologize. In reply to
this he said the Bishop would likely telegraph
a lie, ag all priests and bishops would liein
the interests of the Charch, We then asked
him togive us the name of any Protestant
clergyman, or business man, in any town or
village who knew him, and who could vouch
as to his genuiness as baving, at any time or
place, officiated as a Catholic priest. This
he would not or could not do; and in our
mind we began to think that he was con-
siderably of a wriggler. We became
confirmed in this view of the matter
when, in reply to a question towards the close
of the interview, he sald (ke Bishop who
ordained him was dead! To histhreat of com-
mencing a libel suit against us Immediately
we replied that he could commence as quickly
a8 heliked, but we had an easier way to give
tim satisfaction and that was to submit the
matter ot his credentials to any Protestant
Clergyman in Charlottown, in our presence,
and wewould abide by the issme. This he
would not do; and we are mot surprised ;
because we havesince learned that the Com-
mittee of the Presbyterian General Assembly,
at Montreal, appointed to examine his cre-
dentials, were not at all satisfied that he was

I do hereby affirm
to the fact that I was a priest in the RBoman
Catholic Church over ten ycars, My identity
as a Roman Catholic priest was determined
by several most intelligent and respectable
gentlemen before I decided to come to lecture
on this ialand. I, therefors, do not consider
myself under any obligation whatever to he
continually satisefying the stupid questions of
Roman Catholics, who bhate and deny the
truth—counsequently maliciously opposed to
me.
Farnrr Quins.”

This is about the coolest piece of evidence
that has ever been offered to a discerning
public. If the ex-priests of the Independent
Catholic Church of New York imposed, fora
while, on Dr. Fishblatt and other most «iu-
tolligent gentlemen,” it is just as likely that
the genuis who postures as « Father Quinn”
has imposed on the intelligent and respectable
gentlemen who ¢« determined” wupon his
u jdentity as a Roman’ Catholic Priest before
hedecided te come to lecture on this Island.”
The above letter, it appears to us, in a pretty
thin disguise of insincerity,if not of down-
right frand. The number of #I'ather Quinn's”
inthe world is quite large. There are two
Father Quinn’s, for instance, in the Diocese
of New Brunswick. Why did he not give
his christian name ? Whilst ¥ oertifying ” and
vaffirming” a8 to his « identity,” he gives
neither his local habitation por his name.
Wouldn't this bo a pretty piece of evidence to
offer ina British court of justice ? If offered
there he would be laughed out ef court ; and
yet he expects it will do for the greenhorns of
Prince Edward Island. Try agsin, « Father
Quinn,” your first card ¢ to the public” con-
tains a fraud on its face. * Father Quinn,”
after the manner of the quack medicine ven-
dors, who always refer vou toa distant place
for certificates of the wonderful effects of
their nostrums, referred us to % Neil McKay,”
of Summerside. Mr. Nell McKay, we observe,
publishes n letter in the Patriof, wherein he
u gtates that the Board appointed a committee
«of which the Rev. Mr. Warden, the
4 Secretary, was one, to examine and 1eport
«ypon Mr. Quinn's papers. The committee
«wreported fuvorably, and Mr. Quinn's lectures
« ip Stanley street Church, Montreal, were at-
ntended by very many of the delegates to the
« Agsembly. The board having no continued
# gmployment ready for Mr. Quinn in Montreal
# recommended that ho should visit some of
# the more remote sectivns of the Church, and
uwgome of the P. E. I. delegates to the
# Assembly, I, myself, among others,
# jnvited him to visit our field.” This is very
unsatisfactory. Observe the word «favor-
ably.” The italics are Mr. Neil McKay's.
The siznfication of the word so italicized is
that the committee wers not satisfied with
his credentials and thus bears out what we
have learned on good authority, that the com-
mittee referred to were not satisfied with the
proof of his identity as a Roman Catholic
priest. If Mr. McKay stands sponser for
him the sequal will show that he has as-
sumed an amount of responsibility that will
not bring him much credit. His bigotry has,
very probably, added him to the long list of
victims of misplaced confidence. Mr.
McKay says that «¥F. Q" justly refused to
uwgive to the Charlottelown editor his
reference.” We would advise Mr. McKay to
read the advice ¢f Polonius to his son in
Shakespeare’s famlet, He will seo there
that in such cases as “ Father Quian's” he
‘owes it to himself, and not to #“the city
editor,” to give bis references. If he has
been really a Roman Catholic priest wbat can
be easfer than to give the name of the diocese
in which he has been ordained, or if be is not
as great a scoundrel as he accuses thousands of
better men of being, what interest or motive
can he have in concealing it.

The statement that Mr. Quian's [ectures in
Montreal were attended by the many
delepates to the Assembly in that city is no
prool that he is neither a tramp nor a im-
poster. Any mouuntebank may draw a crowd
and impose upon them too. Let bis cre-
dentials be submitted to an impartial com-
mittee of citizens or Rev. Mr. McKay
must bear the consequence of assisting an
adventurer to fleece the people of this
Province out of thelr money by false pre-
tences.

- The blg man was very anpop-
ular with some of his neighboirs, who say
that hé was a bad sleeper, and used to puffand
blow and grunt and grean all through the
amall hours. He was unpopular with the
warders, because it was with the greatest dit-
ficulty he could be got to sorub his cell or
keep his cell furniture clean.

MICHAEL PATRICK RYAN, M. P.

We take the following graphic skeich of
the popularmember for Montreal Ceptro from
the lust issue of the Jfarp, by permission of
its proprietor. The Harp is intent on publish-
ing biographical sketches of prominent Irish
Canadians with their portraits, and although
we have copied two of the sketches, we think
it but fair in future to 1eave to the proprietor
the full benefit of his enterprise :

The stranger who drops into the Speakers,
gallery, in the House of Commons at Ottawa’
and casts a sweeping glance around the daltber-
ative chamber, having satisficd his natural
curiosity in the study ot the marked features of
the prominent leaders of both political partles,
witl miost certainly have his attention rivited
for a moment, by the handsome manly open
countepance, tho bald unrusiled brow, and pre-
maturely venerable head of 1he present member
for Montreal Ceutre, seated a few rows back on
the right band of the Spcaker and eyldentl
following up the proceedings of the HouSe wit
the air of a man bent on attending to hls busi-
ness,

To represent Montreal Centre in the House of
Commons of Canada Is, perhaps, the crowaning
ambition of the care¢raof an Irish Catholic in
the Province of Quebec. Any higher he can
scarcely expect to attain polftieally, whatever
may be hisnapirations. Three French Canadians
and an Englisb-speaking Protestant form the
Lower Canadian Yeprerentation in the Dominion
Cabinet, and * No Irish need apply '’ is the rule
with both political pariies h. the formation of
cablinets from the Quebec section, not if the as
pirant combined the genius and tulent rqui-ite
to place Canada at the head of the nations. That
cast-iron rule crushéd out D’Arey McGee him-
self from ofliejul life and the day that dawped
on Canadian confederation, as effectively wiped
out the Irish Cathollc and bis descendants in
the Frovince of Quebec, from the race for posi-
ilon In the Cabinet Councilsof the Dominion, a8
they weredcbarred from all oflices of honor and
emolument under the penal laws of Ireland.
Time, that cures all evils, or more lkely poli-
tical complications, may remove this serious
impediment, but for the time belng taere seems
to be no help for this glaring ostracism, and the
Irish Catholic in the Province of Quebec stands
In that respect in & position of inferlority 1o
those of his own origln and oreed in the sister
provinces and to men of 211 other religious per-
suasions throughout the Dom'nion. In this fair
city of Montreal, where In former times rellgious
and political rancor were not unknown, things
have graduslly toned down amonegst its inhabi-
tants to the condition of a happy famlily.
Amongst other things the questlon of parila-
mentary representation has by tacit under-
standing been definitely settled. A great cosmo-
polltan abode. embracing men of all origins and
creeds, the three important sections of the com-
munity divide among them the honors of
popular representation. Montreal East i re-
preseanted by an English-speakinc Prolestant,
and Montreal Centre 1s recogn!ized as the speclal
preserve of an Irish Catholic. That the maln-
tenance of this equitable arrangement has been
due, in a great meawsure, to the reif-sacrificing
spirit of Mr. M, P. Ryan we shall demonstrate
in the course of the following sketch, andis one
of the claims he holds to tha everlasting grati-
tude of the people in this city and I’rovince.
The career of Mr. Ryan is one calculated to
awaken the energy and stimulate the ambition
of every yovng Irish Catholle in the commu-
nity. The proud posltion he occuples to-day he
owesto no special smiles of Dame Fortuns, but
to his indefatigable perseverance, high senti-
mentof honor, and unswerving fidelity 1o the

rinciples that have gulded his career through
ife, rn at Pallig, Donohill, Mr. Ryanisro
degenerate son of the bold, frank and flery race
that claims gallant Tlgperm'y &8 its home.
Having recelved, as_he humorously rays him-
self. the cducation that was furnirhed in the
acndemy, where the youths marched proudly
to thelr scholastle exerclses, with slate and
books beneath one arm and a sod of turf under
the other, his father apd family, thinking
that there were good times and broad fields be-
yoryl the deep biue sea, bid a fond adieu to the
land of thelrforefathers, and settled in this Pro-
vinece, in the County of Chambly. in the year
1840. The dull routice of couniry life was not
calculated to ratisfy the ambitious eravings of
2 buoyant heart, and the City of Montreal with
its bhusiling activity soon attraected Mr. Ryan.
Here he opened business in the well-known
establishment, the *' Franklin House,” which
he managed successfully from 1819 until 1858,
sShortly after h s arrival in the city he married
Miss Margaret Brennan, eldest daughter of the
Inte Patrick Brennan, one of the pioneer [rish-
men of the City of Montreal, well-known and
respected throughout the length and breadth of
the Dominion. Mrs. Ryan i8 a lady of more
than ordinary mental powers, and to her great
tact, genial disposition. and manifold but unos-
tentatious charities her husban«d is indebted for
a considerable share of his prestige and ropu-
larity. In 1882, at the earnest sollcitation of his
friends, Mr. Ryan allowed himself to be placed
in nomination for the representation of St,
Ann's Ward in tke City Councll. He was
elected by a couslderable majority over Mr.
Willlamm Rodden, ono of the most popular
manufacturers ther in theelty., Mr. Ryan now
launched into commerce as a provision mer
chant with such marked success that he was
several times elected President of the Corn
Exchange; he berame a member of the Councl|
of the Buard oj Trade of Montreal. and ranked
amongst the merchant princes of the great
Canadlan metropolls. In 1868, Canada lost her
noblest adopted chl d, Thomas D'Arcy McGee.
The election that preceded that statesman’s last
return to Parliament had been condnated with
o bitterness unprecedented in the nalg of
electioneering warfare. The pnssi of the
multitude had not subsided when the tragio
event occurred that sent poor Mecuee to an un-
timely end. Many of the Protowtant popula-
tion with wnom he was agreat favorite, had
registered a vew that no Irigh Catholic shonld
be his successor. Political wire-pullers werc
not wanting who sought to profit by the popular
excitement for {)romotlug their own peraonal
ends, and there 1s gnod reason to belleve that
the Government of the day favared the selec-
tion of a candidute outside the pale of the Irl<h
Carhollic community. The moment was atry-
ing one; haw the tacit understanding ns to the
representation of Monlirea] in the House of
Parliament been then brosen 'hrough 1t 1s im-
possible to say what might have been the result
politically. but in any case it must have proved
disastrous to the Interest of 1he Trish Cathollcs.

Meoting after meeting was held 1o bring for-
ward s candidate; the names of many promi-
nent citizens were mentioned, amongst others
tue present Mr. Justice Doherty, but ithe Pruo-
testant section refused to hear of any uunless
mr. M. P. Ryan. who had most emphatieally
refased to offer himself, should bo the candidate.
No doubt thore who desire to see the Irish pso-
ple deprived of their representation never
dreamt that Mr. Ryan would consent to sacri
flce his business, invalving hundreds of thou-
sands of doilara annually, tor the profitless task
{0 him of sitting in Parliament, avd '‘he late
Mr. Morland, & gentleman of high standing,
was ready in the background to step forward,
witu the whole support of the G _vernment, to
gnatch the coveted prize. Mr. Ryan’s patriot-
{sm had now to stand a severe test. HIig fellow-
countrymen, those who had, with himselt, fol-
lowed the fortunes of the late Jamented McGes,
and thore who ha fought hardest on the other
side. were clustered around him, and responaive
to the sollcitut'ons of clerey and laitv. he con-
rented to nrccept the candidature that he in no
way desired. and which, whilat it preserved the
geat to his fetlow-countrymen and co-religion-
iate, wan destined to be one of the caases of the

reat commereial misfortures that avertnok

Im lateron Thus howevar, wasfinally settied
.the question of Irlsh Catholic repiesentation in
the aity of Mo ‘treal, and so eﬂ‘eonunllff that no
political party, wirhout eourting ines table de-
feat, can afford to trample upon that acknow=-
lerged right. It {3_only just here tn abserve
that amongst the Protestant minpority in the
olestoral division several gentlemen distin-
guished themselves by their etforts to malatain

the ententc cordaile by every means in their

ower. Mr. Peter Redpath, whose name had

epn mentioned as a prospective candidatp, cast
his power7ul infiuence in faver of Mr. Ryan,
and expressed himself de.lghled to withdraw
in his favor, whilst too much pralse cannot be
élven 1o Messrs, Alfred Perry, Henry Bulmer,

, W. Weaver, Colonel A. A. Stevenson and
others for the manly stand they adopted in the
electoral committees for securing to thelir Irish
Catholie fellow-citizens thelr falr share of popu-
lar represeptation. Mr. Ryan wagy, therefore,
erecled by acclamation 1o 1868, and sgain In
1872. In the memorable campalgn of 1874, the
late Mr. Devlin opposed Mr. Ryan, inthe in-
terest of the Reform party, but was defeated by
383 votes. On_a suhbsequent occasion, the seat
having been declared vacant, Mr, Devlin suc-
cecded in carrying the election by a majority of
73, but at the last general eleciion, when the
Liberal-Conservative parly appealed to the peo-
ple with the ¢ Natlonal Policy” as thelr main
plank. Mr. Kyan defeated his opponent by the
gweebning majority of 802,

In Patliament, Mr. Ryan occuples positions
on most of the {mportant committecs of the
House. He seldom spesks. except on questlons
affecting the interest of the people he more
especially represents, and on subjects affecting
the fircal policy of the country, when he com-
mands universal attention and respect. Hls
devotion to his party is well known, but it has
never led him so {ar as to swerve fur one mo-
ment from tho strict path of duty. Un the
New Brunswick school question, (nthe exciting
and bitter controversy on the Manitoban ditl-
culty; in a word., on every occasion where
manly iodependence was necessary. Mr, Byan
showed that by voice and vote he was prepared
to stand by the good cause, let the gonsequence
to governments or political parties be what
they might. When the Norithern Colonization
Rallway enterprise was first brought before the
people for thelr copslderatlon, Mr. Ryan was
appointed one of the Directors, apd took an
active part in popularizing a schemxe thatl was
to do so 1r uch good to the Province and country
at large. Unfortunately, amid his multitud'n
ous occupations, the great finrnclal crisisof 1875
burst upon the commercin! community, and
he, like many others, was forced to succumb to
the Inevitable. He bad, nevertheless, tho satis-
faction of seeing his integrity vauched for by
every publle journal in the community, and
expressions of the greatest regret, werennt want-
fog from all sides at the misfortune that had
overtaken him Subsequently, Mr. Ryan filled
the position of Commissioner of Licenses and
Stamp Commissioner, under the DeBoucher-
viile (Jovernment, both of which otfices were
abolished by the Jolvy Administration. During
1iis long and useful carcer, Mr. Ryan conncet-d
himeelf with many organizations for the moral
and soclal improvement of his people, but with
none more actively than the St. Patrick’s Tem-
perance Soclety, nf which he was Presldent for
gseveral yearr., Many is the weak and erring
man his kind wod lias comforted, and his
noble example strengthened, iz his resolve to
turn over & new leaf, and _adhere to that total
abst'nence which has effected so mneh good
everywhere, but in 1o instance more remark-
ably than amon%sz the Irish people. On many
accasions since his entry iuto public life, Mr.
Ryan's narae has been mentioned in connec-
tion with a seat in the Cablnet, and hia claims
urged by the great bulk of his fellow-country-
men and his many frlends of other nationall-
ties, but the barrier we havealready alluded to
has prevented his promotion, and deprived the
Government and the country of the advantages
of his energy and administrative ability.

THE COMPENSATION FOR DISTUR-
BANCE BILL.

Loxpo¥, August 4 —The vote by which the
Compensation for Disturbencein Ireland bill
was defeated in the House of Lords was not
reached until half-past onethis morning. The
galleries were densely crowded, ng they were
on Morday night also. The announcement
of the Inmense majority against the bill—282
to 51—was greeted with loud cheers. Earl
Cairns, Conservative, spoke nearly threbours
against the bill. The Z%¥mes says he prac-
tically disposed of evely argnment addauced
by the supporters of the bill, and a more
thoroughly dstructive speech has ot often
been detivered in Parliament, The Times
says the defeat of the bill has brought a long
and embittered controversay to a close. Ita
rejection by 8o lurge a majority was folly
anticipated. The speeches in its tavor par-
took of the gloom and langour of over-
shadowing defeat.

Loxpox, August 4.—The 7imes, comment-
ing on the rejection of the Compensation Bill,
says :—Weo do not see how the House of
Lords, entertaining the opinion expressed not
ouly by the Conservatives but by a large
gection of the Liberals, could have refrained
from throwing out a measure of such a char-
acter and presented to them in such o way.
Wae hope that the common sense of Irishmen,
aven though some of them may fvel disap-
pointment at the result, will teach them to
see that no other issue was possible. Agita-
tors may strive to twist the situation to their
own purposes, but they would have done this
in any event, and probably with as much or
a8 little effect. .

The News says:—The defeat of the Bill
puts weapous into the hands of the agitators,
whose movements both sides equally depre-
cate and dislike,

‘fhe London correspondent of the Man-
chester Guardian says:—The rejectivu of the
Bill places the extreme members ot the Irish
party in some difficulty, as it brings them into
active sympathy with the Government, and
the popularity of the Government is likely to
be fatal to drsaffection.

The Fall Mall Gazelte says :—We shall not
have to wait long before the House of Lords
will have reason to consider whether the dis—
advantages of passing the Bill are not out-
weighed a hundred fold by the danpers of re-
jecting it. .

In the House of Commons, Mr. Parnell will
ask Mr. Forster whether in view of the re-
jection of the Compensation Bill he proposes
to employ the constabulary and military
forces of the Queen for the purpose of assist-
ing in evicting tenants whe can be proved
unable to pay their rents owing to the recent
distress in Ireland.

A Dublin correspondeut says that the Irish
papers are not greaily disappointed at the
defeat of the Compensation Bill, because it
wag thoroughly expected.

A olrcular addressed to the Home Rule
members requests thom to attend a meeting
oa Friday to consider the line of action to bo
taken in view of the rejection of the Compen-
gation Bill. It is ancicipated that Parnsl}
.wil), at this meetiog, pronoune in favor of a
plan ‘of agitation thronghout tho Eagiish
boroughs and connties “io favor of land re.
form. Several Radicals have promised to co-
operate. :

END OF THE LONG FASRT.

Dr. Tamuer Trinmphant—Snpplied with
Water Melon ad IH{uitam—His Con-
tempt for the Doctors,

Nrw Yonrx, August 7.——A number of singers
called to give a concert for tho fasting mnn's
amusement, but Dr. Tanner had then rotired
to the nnteroom, and would not come out to
hear them, At twenty minutes of 12, Dr.
Wilson, one of the eclectic watchers, asked
all the spectators to be seated, so far as they
waro ablo to get chairs, and announced that
Dr, Tanner would scon be out, At this time
there wasa dense crowd of men and women
assembled around the enclosure, and Dr.
Tanner's appearance wes awaited with much
excitement. ‘The tables within tho enclo-
sure bore, besidee’ the huge water-melons,
several bouquets placed in wator jugs and bot-
tles, an immenso lonf of bread, decorated with
colored ribbons, several bottids of cordials,
boxes of various kinds of tonics, tin cascs of
prepared food, and a variety of other articles
forwarded to Dr, Tanner by fricnds or by
business firms, Many of the spectators as-
sembled in tho south gallery, from which they
obtained a good view of the sceno bolow.

He then renched fora pench,
and before his watchers could interpose, began
to eat it. He finished the fruit and then
wanlked into the large hall, where he was
greeted with loud cheers. At the same time
a lively air was played upon the piano. Ha-
tering the enclosure, Dr. Tanner seated him-
self on the elevated chair and tock from Dr.
Wark a large beer glass filled with milk. Ho
swallowed its contents ai two draughis, and
remarked with great emphasis, “That's good !”
The crowd again applauded loudly, and re-
newed the applause when some one called
out " Three cheers for the plucky doctor ?”
Dr. Tonner thensald :

The melon, a huge one, was then brought
to bis feet and cut open by Dr. Pellitzer. Dr.
Tanner uttered » grunt of satisfaction as ho
saw the ripe, luscious interior of the fruit,
wodiimmediately attacked it with great relish,
eating pieces of it as he took them up in his
fingers. He was again loudly cheored. Soon
afterwards it was aonounced that Dr. Tanner
was about to leave the ball, which was then
slowly cleared of spectafors.

THE SHIP LABORERS OF QUEBEC.

Thetr Last Move Approved of.

The Norwegian Consul sends thin letter to
the Quebec Chronicle : Sir,—At the quarterly
mecting of the Board of Trade yesterday, it
appears from a referenco to the proceedings
onutered in this days’ issug of your paper that
the nttention of the meeting wug drawn to
the late, as reported, resolution of the Ship
Laborer's Society, practically knocking off
British sailors from working at the leading
of the veseels which is feaied to have the
effect of drawing the trade awny from the
port. Having as the representative of the
countries which apparently suffered most
ander the old rule discrimipating againet

foreign ships, I, during some years,
had my attention drawn to thig sub-
ject, I think T ray, upon very

good grounds, reassure] the trade and
the country at large that such will not be
the casc, and that far from belng injurious,
the late resolutions of the Ship-Laborers’
Society will have just the contrary effect, nnd
it is to the best intorests of the port. Taking .
all things into consideration, ships oan per-
baps at no port on this side of the Atlantic
be loaded cheapor than at this port with the
labor furnished by the Ship Laborers' Society,
and under its present rules. It is a well es-
tablished fact that when under the oid rules
Swedish and Norweignn vceeseld have been
able successfully to compete with British
ships last season, showing n groater propor-
tion of tonpage than at ary earlier time, and
I think it should be apparent to everyoue
that it is to o great extent duo to their in-
fluence upon the mnrket Lhat frelghts have
been regulated as of late years. The now re-
gulation does not in any was alter their
position a3 regards loading expenses, and
I fuil to see why thay should mot here-
after be enabled tocarry awany the exports
of Quebec at the same figure ag blofore.
I may safely say that left alone and given
fair play, they will be able to do even
more and further reduce the rate of freight.
The effect of the new rule of the S8hip Labor-
ors’ Socicty is simply this, to throw thu trade
of Quebec open to ships ot all nations on
equal terms, giving justice and fair play to
every one, and removing a premiam during a
number of years paid by the port of Quebec
and the countiy at large to a few British
ship owmers for honoring this port with a
call. If Britich ships caunot compete with-
out this premium it would apoear it cannot
be in the joterest of the commumlty of
Quebec and Canada to uphold such a syatem.
The argument held forth at the meetiog
that the Quebec laborers feared to be killed
by Norweigiau eailors if they were allowed
to work with them, would seem to be to
such an extent ghaliow and farfetohed as to
be impossible to enter the beliet of any sen-
gible man not blinded by his own purticular
interests.

0 many’ great mgtgnqs, that it
requires considerable effirontery in the l.mmbla
compiler of this narrative of its glories and
its horrors, to present it as the subject of his

icle.
art]la(;t it was in itself so tremendous and fatal
a conflict, 8o destructive and ov-rwhelmingin
its consequences, and it was Bo supreme an
effort, in 80 supreme and wonde_rful A career,
that it will probably be the subject of poem
and essay until time shall have softened the
memory of Waterloo into the dream and
sbadow of Marathon.

At day-broak or the 15th of June, the Em-
peror with one hundred and twenty-thousand
men, in three great columns, took up his line
of Merch upon Brussels. Marshal Blucher lay
with the Prusso-Saxon army, a hundred and
twenty-two thousand strong, at Fleurus, be-
hind Charleroi, twenty-four miles from Nauior,
snd fifty miles from Lord Wellington's head-
quarters -at Brussels. The: Apglo-Belgian
army, under the command of the latter, was
formed of twenty-four brigades of infantry,
and eleven divisions of cavalry, English, Ger-
man, Dutch and Flemish, and was quartered
jn the neighborhood of Brussels, with _the
«reat Tallying point at Quatre Bras ; six miles
on the right of Blucher.

The rapidity and secrecy of the Emperor’s
movements wus such that the enemy knew
nothing of his whereabouts until Prince
Jerome met and routed the Prussian advance
guard under General Ziethen, driving him
throuzh Charleroi, past that town, and back
upon Blucher, who at once took post in order
of battle upon Ligny. )

All th: Emperor's movement had succeed-
ed to his wishes, anl be could now attack his
enemics in detail unless they chose to abandon
their ground and unite at Brussels. Ney was
sent with his division to take possessivn of
Quatre Bras, while the rest of the army at
once attacked and routed Blucher at Ligny.
The cosflict was very desperate and
sanguinary, the Prussians losing twenty-
five thousand men in killed, wouaded and
prisoners, many of their generals were
killed, and the Marshal himself was
thrown down by & charge of cuirassiers,
and trampled upon by their horges, but
escaped notice owing to the obscurity of the
evening. The French lost six thousand nine
hundred and fifty men ; the dieproportion be-
tween these two losses arose from two causes,
viz: 1st, the reserves of the French were kept
out of reach of the enemy’s cannon. 2nd, the
Prussinn soldiers were heaped together in
laige masses on the amphitheatre from Bt.
Amand and Ligny to the heights of Bry. The
balls from the French guns which missed the
front lines struck the reserves, so that not a
single shot was thrown away.

Ney fooled away twenty hours in front of
Quatre Bras, until a division of the English
guards and Alten’s division (the 3rd) came
up, when he was driven back to Prasne, one
and a guarfer miles te Quatre Bras.

Blucher retreated in two columns, and
Grouchy followed with Excelmans’ corps of
cavalty and two corps of infantry, under
orders not to let the Marshal out of sight.
How well he performed this duty the day of
Waterloo proved. The Emperor with the
rest of his army marched upon Quatre Bras,
and the English, who were nearlyall there, or
were coming up fast, retreated along the bigh
roud to Brussels—Wellington having given
orders to that effect so soon as he hajheard of
the affair at Ligny. The rain fell in torrents,
but the French pressed on through Quatre
Bras, and, following closely in pursuit, took
some prisoners, and did much execution with
their light guns, '

At 6 p. m. the weather became too foggy to
jee the Eunglish rear guard, which had evi-
dently been heavily reinforced ; a squadron
of Milhand threatening to charge, the English
unmasked 60 guns, for their whole army was
there. The French army took post upon
Planchenoit with its headquarters at the farm
Cailloux, about three miles from the village
of Mt. St. Jean.

The Emperor-- with sixty-eight thousand
nine hundred and sixty men and two hun-
dred and forty-two guns lay across the high
road to Brussels, thirteen and a half miles
I~ .n that city, having before him the Aunglo-
Belgian army, ninety-one thousand strong,
with two hundred and forty-five guns, and its
headquarters at. Waterloo. Marshal Grouchy,
with thirty-four thonsand men and one hun-
dred and eight pieces of cannon, was sup-
posed to ke at this time at Wavres, but was,
In fact, somewhers else, having allowed
Blucher to give him the slip, and mass
seventy thoueand men within twelve miles of
him. .

The morning of the 18tk became somewhat
clear by 8 o'clock, when the Emperor’s break-
fast wag served up, at which meal his officers
informed him that in one hour artillery conld
mancuvre, thongh with difficulty, The Em-
peror mounted soon after and rode to his
skirmish line, opposite La Haye Sainte, and
after a few minutes reflection, dictated the
order ef battie, which was taken by two of his
generals, seated on the ground.

The aides took it to the differen< corps al-
ready tindsr arms, and who now moved for-
ward, marching in sleven columns. At half-
past ten o'clock the whole movement was
completed and all the troops at their stations.
Ney sent word that everything was ready, and
he only wanted the order to begin. Before
giving it the Emperor cast a last glance over
the whole field, when he noticed in the direc-
tion of 8t. Lambert a dark spot which seemed
to be trees, but might be men, and thosea part
of Grouchy's corps.

They were men, indeed, but not Grouchy’s.
It was the advance guard of Bulow, who was
coming up with thirty thousand fresh troops.
The Emperor, at this intelligence, ordered
Count Loban, with ten thousand men, to keep
Bulow in check, thus loosing, as he himself
expressed it, thirty chances out of the one hun-
dred he had in the early morning.

He then gave the order to engage, and the
great conflict began. Prince Jerome'’s divi-
sion advanced upon Hougemont, whick was
held by a divislon of the English guards with
forty cannon, and charged seven times through
the orchard and grounds of the chateau. The
guards held Hougomont in a manner worthy
of their long and terrible remown. The
French goldiers rendered savage by thelr
great losges, forced their way into the court-
yords, and the struggle about the buildings
was terrific.  Men's hands were torn off in
the gates, and finger bones are still shown
that were taken from the cracks of the doors.
The English, fighting  desperately, were at
last driven to the lofts and upper stories of
the barns and outhouses, and, throwing down
the stone stairways, slanghtered the French

“below, who burned bay and straw to
smoke  them out. So great was the loss in

this particular spot that a well in the court-.

yard was filled with dead and wounded French
soldiers, and groans came out of it for some
days after the battle. The Emperor noting
the obstinacy of the defence sent a battery of
€ight howitzers, which, setting five to the

contest lasted a great part of the day, and the
loss to the Emperor at Hugomout alone was
three thousand five bundred man. .

The English cavalry were not by any means
idle, for Ponsonby’s dragoous and the Scotch
Grays charged the French. with great fury,

throwing their divisions into some disorderin

front of Mt. St. Jéan. A brigade of Milhaud's
cuirassiers were brought up and hurled upon
the English horse, entirely exterminating all
who were rash enough to take.such liberties
in the face of the best cavalry in the world.
A French infantry man who was in this
business tells us that Milhaud's men rode
up the slope smiling grimly through their
gray moustaches and wiping their sabres on
their horees’ manes. No English cavalry ap-
pears to have been used after that until late
in the day, when some squadrons of reserve
horse were brought up and chkarged a lin»
of the French guoard, but then by that time
Milhaud’s and Kellerman’s men were all
dead.

Upon Mt. St. Jean Wellington had, back of
his guns, seventeen squares of the finest in—
fantry in the world. Against these were sent
sixteensquadrons, twelve thous nd unequalled
horsemen, thundering over the guns, break-
ing into and destroying the formations. These
select troops performed prodigies of valor,
but the infaniry could not be moved. They
could be killed, but they were rooted to the
ground they stood upon,

The extreme left of the allied army rested
apon the hamlet of La Haye Sainte, which
was a 8core of stone cottages aud outbuildings
with one street running through the centre.
The force here consisted of two divisions of
Belgian and Hanoverian troops, supported by
‘forty guns. They were,in turn, supported by
three battalions of Scotch soldiers, the flower
of the English army; these were formed
across the head of the street upon the slope
of Mount St. Jean; protected on their left by
the sunken road of Ohain and the forest of
Soigne.

. Ney attackad this position early in the day,
and, after fighting desperately for two hours,
asked for reinforcements. Vandumme’s light
troops were sent, and the Belgians and ITano-
verians forced out with terrible slaughter ;
and an eye-witness tells us that no quarter
was given or asked ; that at one moment the
allied soldiers would drive their enemies back,
and the next a storm of French cheers and
curses would break out, and the street would
be crowded with glittering bayonets and
yellow shoulder-knots of Vandamme. For
four hours this desperate work went on, the
Scotch standing at ease; but the instant tho
green trimmings of the Flemmings were seen
fiytng to the rear, a storm of shut aud shell
fell upon the village, and the heads of the
French column came into action with the
Scotch. There was none of the wild firing
and enthusiasm of the Dutch troops here;
the line of kilts and tartans never wavered,
and their front was covered with a steady
sheet of flame. The attempt to force the po-
sition with infantry was given up, and the
soldiers protected themselves in the court-
yards and burning buildings aa well as they
could, leaving the street clear of all but the
heaps of dead and wounded. A sharp blast
of bugles rang out, and twenty-three hundred
cuiragsiers thundered up the choked defile.
Every horse’s flanks was stretched out in fuil
spring, and every man was settling himself
back in hie saddle to give weight to his
blow. A crash ot thunder came rolling back
on the wind, and then a sound like a falling
mountein. The French infantry came ont,
and, forming, marched forward to cover the
position, and looked with awe upon the bodies
of their enemies ; they lay in the order they
had stood in, ana every man had been slain
with the sabre. The pipers had been cloven
down, with the mouth-pieces of the bag-pipes
to their lips.

The calvary galloped on, and joined the at-
tack upon Mount St. Jean, but the infantry
did little more than hold La Haye Sainte. 1t
was now six p. m. Hougomont bad been
wrested from the English; La Haye Sainte
was taken and the long line of Belgians and
Hanoverians, to the right, was nearly destroy-
ed. Bulow was gaining some ground upop
the left flank of the French, but four battal-
lione of the guard checked him. All the rest
of the army except what was lett of the guard,
unengaged, wus now advanced upon the
English position on the plateau of Mount St.
Jean. Of the seventeen squares, thirty-two
thousand strong, who hed stood upon that
ground in tho morning, eleven had gone, and
it was at this juncture that Wellington brought
up what foew reserves he had, to cover his re-
treat through the forest of Soigne. The at-
tacks of the calvary were growing -weaker,
owing to the immense losses they had sus-
tained, and letters from Eaglish officers tell
us that, at sundown, a kind of fierce, nervous,
eagerness tonk possession of their men ; all
the coolness of the early fight bad disappear-
ed. The condition of affairs was certatuly
critical, and had Grouchy ceme up, a half
hour would have settled the business, but at
seven o'clock a heavy firing broke «utat La
Haye. The troops ot the Emperor were ani-
mated for a moment, thinking .t was Grouchy,
but, instead, the Prussian calvary of Blucher
inundated the field: the cry of “save your-
se:f” was heard, and the rout commenced. A
tew battalions of the guard, stood a long time
around the Emperor, whose officers had to
draw him from the spot, and darkness settled
down upon that awful fitld as the parsuit
rolled miles away. Thus was lost this great
battle; the most fatal to any cause that was
ever fought in the world. The Prussians,
Belgians, and Hanoverians lost, in the cam-
paign and the fight itself, about sixty thou-
sand soldiers, and the English loss on the
field was eleven thousand six hundred men.
No accurate account of the French losses was
ever made, but it is supposed to have boen
about forty thousand in the entire campaign.

But, although we must forget the terrible
carnage in sympathy with that great heart's
suffering, when the cry of « La Garde recele!”
rang over his fugitive army, yet one great and
glorious good came out of his distreas: The
Church, beaten down under the storm of
French infidelity, and meglected and perse-
cuted, when the dream of military glory was
filling all hearts in Europe, rose again {rom
her sackcloth and ashes and again shed the
mild light of a true and pure Christiauity over
a bleeding world. Every shot fired from
Hougomontand Mount St. Jean, agalost Napo-
leon, was fired for her; so the divine wisdom
shapes, events, and the Ohurch triumphed
with the arms of her enemies.

Destruction of the ChilirRn Transe

port Loa. :
PaNaMmA, July 24, —Latestadvices from the
South Pacific bring intelligence of the des-
truction of the Chilian transport Loa (not the
Amazon as previously announced), attended
with torrible loss of lifo, the vessel having
got foul of a torpedo which was let loose by
one of the Peruvian boatsin the Bay of Callao.
Tke affair may be summed up as follows :—
From the time the Chilian fleet had been on
the coast ot Pern, it had been noticed that the
officers and men were partial to fruit and
vegetables, not being always careful to dis-
tinguish between the market boats of neutral
merchant vessels and the consting boats of the
Peruvians, An officer of a Peruvian vessel
hit on the plan to turn this to some practical
account. Procuring a suitable launch, he put
a torpedo into it, and over this placed a false
bottom, resting on springs, kept down by the
weight of the cargo. He then loaded it with
a very choice assortment of fruits, fowls,
turkeys, vegetables, etc., and towing it towards
the blockading squadron before daylight, set
it adritt. All day long the launch floated
about, but the Chilians fuiled to notice it, and
about five o'clock, fearing it would fall into
neutral hands, a boat was sent out to bring it
back. The Loa, seeing a hoat from shore
making towards neutral vessels at once turned
towards it. Seeing this, the boat beat a hasty
retreat. The Loa lowered two boats to fetch
in the prize, and brought alongside the cargo
of fruit, etc,, and thp discharge at once com-
menced. As the weight in the launch was
diminished, the machinery in connection with
the torpedoes was set free, and in o moment
thr.e hundred pouands of dynamite was ex-
ploded. The Loa was almost lifted out of the
water. Every house in Callao was shaken to
the foundations, and every ship in the bay was
shivered as though an earthquake had spent
its fury beneath them. The ship appeared
enveloped in one mass of flame ; suddenly she
=ag geen to sink astern, while the bows went
high in the air. At least 150 men perished.
The only officers saved are the second com-

mander, wounded, the doctor and engineer.

She dealt again, whea
another point was raised, and therenpon en—
sued the most discreditable “ row™ that pro-
bably ever took place between lodies.
Smoking and swearing, the heroines of the
affair hurled every kind of uncomplimentary
remarks at each other for the spaca of some-
thing like half an hour, to the great fright of
such of them as still retained the ordinary
timidity of womanhood. At length the ¢ row”
ended, but 5o great an effect was produced
by it that it was thought necessary by ths
hostess to ask an exalted personage to come
down and play the next night at the house in
order to rehabilitate it and ber, which the
personage was good naturedly pleased to do.
It is right to add that the hostess herself is
said to have acted properly throughout. But
the point is that it is a simple disgrace that
ladies should gamble at all in this businuss-
like and professional manner, that it is doubly
disgraceful that they should gamble as they
do with mere paper, and that it is trebly dis-
graceful  for them to adopt the manners ot
scullery-maids and the language of coal-
heavers. While this scene was taking place
inside the house the crowd were engaged in
killing a policeman onteide, while the doors
were not even shat. It reminds one of the
preliminary scenes of the French revolu-

tion.

Tee fact that in the Counties of Tyrone
and Fermanagh, in which Catholics are ina
majority, there is not one Catholic magis-
trate, is one of the causes of Trish disaffec-
tion ; and no wonder.

remained unscathed. Now, however, We are
informed that. she is to be married to Mr.
Ashmed Bartlett, her gecrotary, and’ brother
of a oleverTory member'of Parliament. It
'has beenasserted that she once declared she
would never marry for the reason thal she
was 80 homely no oze would fall inlove with
her for anything but her wealth, and she kept
her resolution until she arrived at the mature
sge of sixty-six, when she gives her hand or
fortune to a young mau of twenty-nine. The
Baroness is a strong Tory, and much was
made by the Conservative journals lately of
her intention to buy immense estates in Ire-
land and her subsequent change ot mind
owing to the confiscation which would resull
from the Compensation Bill.

Twe young Basha-Bazouks of Teronto were
getting tired of keeping quiet. The world
bad heard nothing of them worth mentionlng
since when, in 1875, they gloriously battered
the head of a Catholic procession ; but let the
world breathe ngain, the heroes are alive and
kicking. They signalized themselves on
Friday night, by attacking a party of Irish-
men, the Emerald Association, we think, who
entertained no more evil intention than cele-
brating the birth day of Daniel O'Conuell,
the emancipator of English, Irish and
Scotch Catholice.

Sach are the Shamrocke when they rise to
their proper level, and such may they long
countinue to fo be, & club whose history the
lacrosse men of the futore will refer to when
they want to point out what can be done in the
way of manly sport by discipline, pluck,
training and endurance.

REJECTION OF THE IRISH COMPEN-
SATION BILL.

The compensation to Irish tenants bill has
been rejected by the British House of Lords
by the very large majority of 282 against 51.
The rejection of the bill will cause no sur-
prise, except that the majority was so large.
It was prophesied by those who wereina
position to judge immediately after its pas-
sage through the House of Commons. Thus
are the Irish people left at the mercy of the
landlords, and thus once more is the House
of Peers placed in opposition to the will of
the country as expressed through a majority
of its representatives. The question of the
existence of such an institution as an Upper
House is therefore reopened, and viewing the
present temper of the country and the com-
position of its 1nembers in Parliament, we
can scarcely come to any other conclusion
than that it will be weighed in the balance
and found wanting. It must appear mons.
trous that & body of men such as the British
House of Peerscan bo tolerated in an age like
the present. They are hereditary rulers of a
great empire, but the authority that gave
them the right to rule did not, and could not,
give them the gift of legislative wisdom . 1t
is absurd to suppose, and in fact their most
enthusiastic admirers do not claim for them,
that the House of Lords asa body is any
wiser than any equal number of men possessed
of a fair education, and yet they inherit the
power of thwarting the will of the nation in
their own interests. Some of the Lords may
be idiots, as some of them undoubiedly are,
but at the same time they have the power of
saying to the representatives of the people,
elected for their legislative wisdom aud know-
ledge: ¢ You shall not do this thing, you
shall not remedy this gross injustice lest it
encroach on our hereditary privileges. It is
our will that such a measure proposed by
you shall not become law.” This has in
effect been said and done, and there were
veople who applauded, and thanked Goda
House of Lords was in existence to check
hasty legislation. Some people are thank-
ful for small favors and some are grateful to
those who kick them. It is not clear, how-
ever, if the people of the United Kingdom are
at present in a humor to stand such nonsense.
A few months ago they elected a Liberal
majority to make laws for them, and the by-
elections since then have shown that the
electors have not changed their minds. The
majority which they elected in order to re-
medy the terrible state of things in that part
of the United Kingdom called Ireland, passed
atemporary measure providing against whole-
sale eviction by landlords, but the lords,
nineteenth-twentieths of whom are landlords,
rejected thie measure by a large majority,
What then is likely to be dome under the
circumstances, for it is absurd to suppose that
the nation ig inclined to submit to thetyranny
of a House which they have not elected ?
Evidently affairs are approaching a crisis, and
wo shall soon see if the prophesy of Mr,
Jennings will be fulfilled. The democracy
and the aristocracy stand face to face and the
question is, which of them will give way. It
is a pity that in such a grave crisis the brain
of the Govetnment is not in working order.
Mr. Gladstoneisill, Butthe pity is mote for
the lords than the majority of the Commons,
for whereas Mr. Gladstone would gain his
point by legislation, it is difficult to see how
the question can now be peacefully settled.

EMIGRATION TO0 MANITOBA.

Comparatively small as is the present
population of Irelund—being about the same
as it was eighty years ago, we—are afruid It
will be yet smaller lefore cmigration is
stopped. It looks, in fact, as if there is about
to be another exodus, although necessarily
upon & somewhat smaller 8cale than that be-
tween the years of '48 and '52. It is possible
that the troubles expected duriog the coming
winter, and the consequent shooting of land-
lords by the scoreand the eviction of tenants
by the thousand, may induce even the House
of Lords to take pity at least on its own and
become more reasonable, but up to this we
see no tangible reason for being sanguine.
What seems to be more likely is that the
Whigs and Tories will unite against the
people, and that though the nnion will have
the effect of ultimately sweeping the lords
trom off the face of the earth which they have
desecrated by their unholy acts, time enough
will have been given them to work their
aweet will on the Irish people 7 ¢ driving
them out of that Conpaught into which
Oliver Cromwell and hie psslm singing
followers were 50 eager to push them. Itis
little use telling a tenant with his roof tree
thrown down and his household gods
scattered around him to wait for & few more
years when the landlords shall themselves
have been evicted. They cannot wait. They
cannot afford to wait and so like millions of
their race they will cross the Atlantic to seek
new homes and spread and intensify the fierce
hatred to British Imperialism which God
knows is strong enough already in the heart;
of Irish exiles. It is sad that the Irish people
have to leave their homes, it is lamentable,
but notwithstanding advice given by good
and honest men they are going, and will go.
There are thousands even now leaving
weekly, but it is next spring the real exodus
will begin if we 'mistake not.

Now as it seems an inexorable fate moves
the Irisk westward why do not some of them
come to Cauada? Let us imagine for a
moment that half the stream of 48 and the
subsequent years, was devoted to this country,
and the result wonld be that we wounld have
to-day a New Hibernia on this side of the
Atlantic, for the Irish and thelr descendants
would ere this in in free unfettered Canada
amount to four millions at least. Four millions
of Irish in Oanada would meaa something, it
would mean a preponderating influence,
whereas four millions in the United States
amounts to nothing but ultimate absorption.
Look at the Irish in the States to-day. There
is not one of them governor of any of the
States, notwithstanding their numbers, there
is not onme of them, or their descendants a
member of the Federal Governm¢nt, nor has
there ever been to our knowledge, although
Carl Schurz the German holds a portfolio.
No matter in what numbers they go to the
States they are absorbed, they lcse their
nationality, and very often their religion.
Bat in Canada it is different. Though a cer-
tain amount of prejudice exists against us
hers, we find our level sooner than in the
United States,and it is very seldom a govern-
ment does not contain an Irish Catholic in it.
Let us speak the truth at once, and say that
Canadians are more literal than the Yankees.
Indeed, were it not for the accurst Orange
element, there would not be on the face of the
eartb a more broadly liberal people than the
Canadinns. But if the stream of Irish emigra-
tion flowed through the St. Lawronce, the
' Irish element would here in Canada not only
not be absorbed, but it would abserb, because
it is a superior race and possesses peculiar
qualities for incrensing, not the least of which
is the virtue of its women.

1t is never too late to mend. Now is the
time to benefit Ireland, to benefit Canada, to
benefit Irish immigrants to an incalculable
extent. We are on the eve of an Irish
emigration. We are on the point of opening
up for settlement a country which, in extent,
fertility, facilities of acquisition even by the
poorest, has no parallel in the world. There
lies Manitoba with its almost countless mil-
lions of arable acres of land—land which
has only to be tickled by the plough to laugh
no abandant harvest. Yonder are hundreds
of thousands of Irishmen looking towarda
the West for homes and shelter, but where is
the intermediary, where is the high priest of
humanity who shall say, “ Whom God in-
tends should join, let us no man keep asun-
der? 'We bave the land, Ireland has the peo-
ple, and now let the peoplecome and setile on
the land. If England or Scotland was pre-
pared to send abroad such a namber of yeo-
men our Government would be on the gui
vive and hnve its agents amongst them, but
being Ixish, it 18 of course different. Per-
haps they do not want Maritoba to be colo-
nizgd by~men from the West of Ireland.
But we venture to assert that if a Coloniza-
tion Nociety was started in Canada for the
purpose of seltling parts of the Northwest
with Irishmen, many and many a rich man
in the old country would assist in paying
their passage. Last winter Vere Foster
offerod £15,000 for the purpose, and doubt-
less other landlords would follow suite if
they saw an effort made to assist. Now,an

c'ﬁri ‘be trustéd by both parties iz what is re-
quired. - As we remarked beforé, we prefer
geeing the Irish remain in Ireland, where

THE IRISH VOTE IN THE STATES.

Speaking generally, the Irish in the United
States vole ithe Democmtic ticket, though
why one is at a loss to imagine, except it
is that the name Democrat has a charm for
Irish ears. But what’s in a name? Not
much in the present instance, for it happens
to be, paradoxically enough, that the Demo-
crats of the great Republic are the aristocrats,
and the Republicans the real Democrats. The
Democracy would never think of electing a
man like Abrabham Lincoln to the Presidency,
even if there was no question of slavery agi-
tating the minds of the nation in 1861. Of
the two candidales in the presemnf contest
General Hancock is an unmistakable aristo-
crat, while Garfield, like Lincoln, js a man
without a name except what he himself has
created, and therefore they more thoroughly
represent what we might term ‘the great
pameless people. Again, the Irish fought
enthusiastically for the Union, and against
slavery, and found their enemies in the
gouthern and some of the northern Demo-
cracy so-called. They went in enthusiasti-
cally for the Union, for they recognized that
a divided republic would give strength to
their natural and hereditary foes, the English
oligarchy, but, neverthaless, they voted the
Democratic ticket all the while,a course of
proceeding which showed plainly that, though
they realized their duty compelled them to
assist the Republicans in the field, their sym-
pathies lay with the Democrats at the polls.
Nor was this conduct as inconsistent as it may
appear. The Irish held the belief that the
north would ultimately win, but they bad in-
telligence enough to understand that it
would mever do to let the extreme Radicals,
or black Repunblicans, who came to the front
and pressed the war to its close, work their
will on the counrtry. In this their wisdom
was made manifest when, after the struggle,
the Radical carpet-baggers tried to grind the
south with the aid of the ignorant but eman-
cipated negro.
went back to their old allegiance, though not
all of them, for, despite assertions tc the
contrary, & great many western Irishmen have
thrown in their lot with the Republicans.
But it may be asked why it it is that the Irish
are attached to the Democracy, or, at least,
why they bave been in times past, for it can
scarcely be supposed that although the name
has a charm it is strong emough to make
people surrender their suffrage to it. We
must fall back upon American history to dis-
cover the true cause of the sympathy of the
Irish element with the Democrats. When
the French revolutionary war broke out one
of the American parties—the Democrats—
sympathized with Republican France, while
the Whigs (now the Republicans) were pro-
English, aud so strong did the feeling grow
that it required all the efforts of the best
statesmen to prevent them takingactive sides
in the great quarrel in which England and
France were the principals. At ome period
indeed the French and American war vessels
collided, owing to the dictatorial tone as-
sumed by the French Emperor, and we may
safely assume that the war of 1812-'13 against
England was as much through sympathy with
France as against the right of search claimed
by England. It was during those times the
Irish rebellion broke out,and that after its
suppression some of the leaders fled to
America. Rufus King, nominee of the Whig
Government, was then the American minister
in London, and, to his disgrace be it said, he
took the side of the oppressorsagainst the
oppressed, thus earning for his party the en-
mity of the Irish at home and abroad whoare
anti-British by instinct. In after times,
when the great emjgration wave flowed across
the Atlantic from Ireland, the same party
furnished the EKnow-Nothing facton, so bit-
terly antagonietic to the foreign element in
general, but to the Irish Catholics in partica-
lar. Thie band of fanatics may be said to
bave decided the American politics of the
Irish ; they became strong and almost uni-
versally Democratic, and marched to the
polls cn masse to cast their votes for Lheir
party, until after awhile the Democrats
thought they were entitled to them by pre-
scriptive right, and that they could treat the
voters with contempt, which indeed they did,
giving them a few petty places now and then
to keep them quiet, but steadily refusing
to recognize them as political equals.
Mengher, and other leaders of the Irish, went
into the war as Democrais and emerged as
Republicans, and after this the Irish vote was
not so solldly Democratic. But it was not
until the candidature of Francis Kiernan for
the Governorship of New York State that the
Irish had their eyes opened to the treachery
of their allles, when they discovered that, al-
though the State was Democratic, Kiernan
was beaten because he was an Irish Catholic,
and certainly lor no other reason, a8 he is re-
cognized as one of the honestest and clever.

$1,000 be expended In puitticg water in the
grounds. An abundant supply of water for the
animals exbibited, &5 well as for the visitors te
the grounds, i8thus assured. Bothin the bulld-
ings and varlous parts of the grounds hydrants
and fountains will be crected, and the water
will flow continnausly.

From the nelghbouring Provinces assurances
are being received of support nud co-operation.
The Government of Prince Fdward Island has
siznifled its Intention to put torth every exertion
to promote the succes of the nndertaking, and
a large numbier ol exhibity are expectcd from
that Province.

Loxpon, August 8.—The Timez says the
troops going to Ireland will be a thousand
strong. A portion of thom sail to-morrow
with reinforcements.

Lonpow, August 6.—Despite the activity of
Enpglish agents in the United States, whose
bustness it is to prevent the exportation of
munitions of warto Great Britrin,ths Govern-
ment is convinced from recent advices that
such importationsare made and that there
have been some beavy shipments to Ireland.
The shipments are made by Irish American
secret societies, organized by revolutionists
in the States, rnd have become so formidable
85 to awaken the Government to action. It
has been resolved to increase the British
military in Irefind, and every effort will be
made to detect and prevent further importa-
tions. Two or three regiments will probably
be ordored there soon, and instructions be
given for them to keep a sharp look out for
the landing or distribution of arms or war
raterials,

LoxooN, August 6.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day in reply to Mr. O’Connor Power
member for Mayo, Mr. Forster, Chief Secretury
for Ireland said the Government did not fenr
a rising in Ireland but that, te give confi-
dence to the well-disposed, small detachments
of troops would be placed in various localities.
Mr. Forster hoped the aid of the military
woltld not be required to assist at evictions nor
for any other purpose. There way not the least
menace in sending of troops, and he trusted the
Opposition,and especially the Irish members,
would not &0 construe a mere measure of pre-
caution which would work a8 much for the
benefit of Ireland as for convenieuce o} the
Government. ‘

Loxnox, August 6.—It is announced this
morning that Mr. Gladstone is convalescing
satisfactorily. This morning’s bulletin re-
ports Mr. Gladstone’s condition as satisfactory
to his physicians, and the prospects are prom-
ising for an early recovery.

A meeting of Home Rulers was held to-day,
when Mr. Parnell presided. The meoting
strongly denounced the House of Lorda for
its rejection nf the Irish Compensation Bill.

Liverroor, August 6.—Tho election for

The London correspondent of the Edin-
burgh Scotsman has been informed that an
Irish member intends to move a resolution in
the House of Commons at the earliest oppor-
tunity, declaring that the direct and indirect
share of the peerage in legislation is far in ex-
cess of its legitimate interest in ths govern-
ment of the empire, and that the time must
come when to redress this prepondere.nce the
sons, brothers, and leirs presamptive of mem-
bers of the House of Lords will be declared in-
capable of sitting in the House of Commaons.

Loxpo¥, Aug. 6.—Colonel Williams, in
command of the Wimbledon Canadian team,
will embark at Liverpool on board the Allan
mail steamer, with the men under his com-
mand, on the 13th inst.

Dunriy, August 9.—Eleven persons have
been arrested on suspicion of being the prin-
cipals or assistants in tho shooting and kill-
ing of the son of Crown-Solicitor Boyd,
and the severe wounding of Mr. Boyd him-
gelf and another son at New Ross. Three of
the arcested are evicted tenants. Reinforce-
ments of the constabulary have been des-
patched from Dublin to New Ross.

DubLiy, August 9.—The murderous attack
at New Ross yesterday upon Mr. Boyd and
two sons continues to be the sole topic of dis~
cussiou to-day. Mr. Boyd was Crown Solici-
tor ot Tipperary, and it was understood that
he had bLeen preparing for issue a number of
writs of ejeectment against tenaots of the
neighboracod. He aud his two sons were
attacked at New Ross by a body of disguised
men, soms of whom are now in custody. One
of his sons is kiiled and the other so seriously
wounded that he expired to-day. Mr. Boyd
himself was severely wounded, and his life is
considered to be in danger. The attack was
altogether an agrarian outrage. Three of
the arrested persons have been identified ns
tenants upon whom writs of eviction had
been served. It is said, however, that the
Crown will find it extremely difficult to prove
that arrested parties were participants in the
murdercus &attack. The assailants were
thoroughly disguised, and the eleven persons
who were arrested had time to throw off their
disguises and {o appear a8 if they were pur-
suing their ordinary occupation. The affair
hus caused great excitement here and through-
out Tipperary.

Loxpox, August 9.—The news of the dis-
patch of reinforcements to Irelaud was re-
ceived there with no feeling of alarm, but with
simple surprise.

THE AFGHAN CAMPAIGN.

Caruy, August 4.—Goneral Roberts’ force
for Candabar starts on Sunday. It includes
threo British infantry regiments and ene of
cavalry.

Bompay, August 4.—Reinforcements are

now being forwarded. A new brigade formed
in Beugal, which consists of a regiment of
British infantry and two regiments of natives,
has been sent from Bombay to Southern
Afghanistar.
Loxnoyn, August ¢.—Of 62 officers of Bur-
rows’ force 21 were killed or are missing, 8
were wounded and escaped, aud 12 arrived at
Oandabar unhurt. This leaves 12 unaccounted
for, und it may therefore be presumed that,
though nominally attached to Burrows' bri-
gade, they did not accompuny him.

Loxnox, August 4.—A Bombay correspon-
dent telegraphs:—The retirement of the
British torces from Cabul will follow the de-
parture of General Roberts with his command
for Candabar. It is notconsidered advisable
to prolong the occupation in the face of the
heavy expenditure and possibility of fresh
complications.

Loxzoy, August 5,—A despatch from Boro-
bay says a garrison of 25 trooperaat the Sun-
gam, a poit fifty miles from Safi, have been
killed by the natives of the Bolan district,
who sre very restless. The remainder of the
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British forces will tollow General Roberts
from Cabul within a week.

Lonoow, August 5.—A«despatch from Vice-
roy Ripon to the War Office to-day states that
he has received a telegram f om General
Sandham, dated at Queitah, August the 4tb,
saying that Ayoob Khan was at Sanghar on
the ist, the ingrate not knowing whether to
advance to an assault on Candabar or re-

8herc Ali having fallen back upon Can-
dabar, where he will have increasing British
support, will practically nullify Ayoob's pur-
pose to obtain possession of that stronghold,
and thus prevent a union of operation be-
tween Shere Ali and Abdul Rabman against
him. This general conviction is strengthened
by intelligence brought to Genaral Sandman
at Quettah by spies, who report that Ayocob
has expressed himself as having no hope of
meking a successful attack on Candahar.
‘I'he telegram also states that the skirmishiog
which took place since the battle at Khojak
Pass, botween Chamar and Killa, where com-
munications are open to the tribemen, 18 now
known to have been an attack made by the
Jatter upon a convoy near Diran Kavez, in
which the Afghans were beaten ofl.

Loxpox, August 6.—The T%mes says the
news that Ayoob Kahn wasg, up to the 1st
inst., at Saughar, shows he bad retreateda
short distance, and there is, therefore, little
fear of his pressing Cen. Primrose hard before
the arrival of Gen. Phuyre.

In the Housz of Commons the Marguis of
Hartingdon said the Government had no in-
formation of any special excitement among
the Mahammedaus in India. Doubtless, he
sald, they watch with great anxiety the course
of events in tho Fast. He read a telegram
from Cabul on the 4th inkt, which says the
Candahar forces will march on Saturday, aud
the remainder of the army will leave
Cabul for Gandamuk on Tuescay or Wednes-
day next.

Loxpon, July 6.—A despatch from Cabul
says the Candahar division, detailed from the
British forces now at Shirpur, will begin its
march from Cabul to-morrow. The march
will occupy at least five weeks, and much
comment is made against the policy of
seriously weakening the troops at Cabul in
the present state ot feeling among the native
population in mnorthern Afghanistan, and
especially in view of the fact that if Candahar
is to be attacked at all it will be before any
nid can arrive from Cabul. Cabul city is re-
ported quiet.

Lonpox, Angust 6.—A despatch from Cubn-
dahar of August 31d, says there is no sign of
the emeny. All the building around the city
have been demolished. General Primrese
has a force of 3,500 infantry, 1,000 cavalry
and 15 guns. The heat in the city is
terrible. The country between Candahar and
Chaman has risen and severe skirmishing is
frequert.

Loxpoy, August 7.—A despatch from Bom-
bay says the Cabul force will proceed to Can-
dabar via the Lagar valley.

Loxpen, Augnust 9.—In the House of Com-
mons this evening, Lord artingdon an-
nounced that the Indian Government had re-
solved to withdraw all its trvops from Cabul,
This step has not been taken, his Lordship
§.id,in conscquence of the late disaster. 1t
had Dbeen resolved upon before thut
calamity tock pluce, and it had the full ap-
proval ot General Stewart. Lord Hartington
added that be had no turther information
excupt the reported capture of Chaman. The
statements of Lord Hartington were received
withjwurmurs of disapprobation'from the Op-
position benches.

American rings and coruers had
completely ernshed all ‘attempts to introduce
manufactures in Canada, and would have con-
tinued Lo do s0 unless Caunda, by her new tarifl,
had endeavored to prevent it, ‘Che new tarlff
had already forced Americans to clamor for a
reciprocal treaty, which previously had been
contemptucusly refused. If England wanted
reciprocal privileges she must glve something
in return. Wwith counmrvnllinq duties In the
English market, Canada could a! ways afford to
pay 10 per cent difference against English and
other { relgn goods. In conclusion sir John
sald that he did notl think there was anviim-
medlate chance for a reduction of the tartfl, but
he would willingly receive any suggestion and
remedy any evident {njustice. Sir John incldens
tally promised to _cqualize postal rates trom
England and the United States to Canada on
sample parcels. Sir John Macdonald's specch
is considered to he a most slashing defence of
the protective policy,

LONDON. August 8.—8ir John Macdonald, Sir
Charles Tupper, Sir Alex, Galt, Col. Darling,
Col. Dennis, Hon. Mr. Pope, Col. Wllllams,
Earl Derby and 81v Garnet Wolseley werc enter-
talnead last night by the Flshmongers’ Company.

A correspondent of the Cork Herald,
writing irom Killarney, July 19th, says :—An
anctior of a farm of land called Clushnagrave,
situate about three miles from Killarney, was
held in the Court House here on Saturdsy, 17th
July, last by Mr.J J O'Connor, local auctivneer.
The farm was held by David and James
Henly. for the life of Mrs. Honre, at the yearly
rent of £35. In October last a decree for pos-
sessiop for non-payment of rent was obtained.
Six mouths, up to March, for redemption, was
allowed by the agent, Mr. D. J. Curtayne, but
the tenants were unubie to redeem, and, there
being ezecutions pending ngainst the tenants,
their interest in the farm was put up for sale.
There was a large attendance of apparently
wull-to-do farmers, several of whom appenr-
ed disposed to bid for the farm. The
anctioneer having read the conditions of the
sale, one of the tenants, David John Healy,
in & determined attitude, cautioned everyone
preseni against buying his farm, as the rent
bhad been lately tendered, but would not be
taken. The auctioneer said that the pur-
chaser wouid get immediate possession from
M:. Curtayne, the agent. Healy again pro-
{ested against anyone purchasing his farm,
added, “ that it would be by a good deal of
trouble, and perbaps danger, that possession
would be given” He again threatened eve:y-
one present against bidding for hia farm.
The auctioneer said the landlord should get
the rent, which there was no prospect of get-
ting. The result was that not a single offer
was made, and the sale was adjourned until
the 24th instant.

They bade him goo:! night, after which
they discharged the contents of two revolvers
inio him—one ball lodging ig his thigh, in-
flicting a wound so serious that his life is
despaired ot, The reason assigned for the
outrage seems to be something regarding
Penner's marriage, which has recently caused
somse ill-feeling in the district where the out-
rage occurred.

The parties reside in the adjoining locality.
Two of them have been fully identified by the
victim and his wife, who accompanied bim
the Roth were returning from

SCOTCH NEWS,
GeoroE Ramsay, twelfth Earl of Dalhousie,
died on 20th July, at Dalhousie Castle, Mid-
Lothian. His Lordship was born 26th April,
1806, and was thus In his 75th year. Hesuc-
ceeded bis cousin Fox Maule, Lord Panmure,
in 1874, and has thus been only si¥ years in
possession of the titles and estates. Hig Lord-
ghip was married to Sara Frances, daughter of
Mr. William Robertson, of Logan House. He
is succeeded by his-eldest son, Lord Ramsay,
who was bora in 1847, and married in 1877 to
Lady Ida Louisa Bennet,daughter of the Earl
at Tankerhill. AsLord Rameay is at present

the junior member for Liverpool, a vacancy
will be created in that constituency.

Lasrt Saturday afterncon, July 24th, at the
Blair's Loch, Altyre, Mr. Baillie, Worthing—
ton, who is at preseut tenant of Altyre House,
and the gamekecper of the estate, were visit-
ing some of the islands on the Loch, and
while on one of them they saw a bird flap-
ping its wings on the water. They imme-
diately made for the spot, and, necaring it, dis-
covered it to be a seagull, and that an eel was
gradually twisting itself round the bird’s body.
The gamekeeper, seeing this, struck both of
them with an oar, which made them disap-
pear. A moment afterwards the eel renp-
peared, and was dealt another blow, when it
again disappeared ; but, rising the third time,
it was caught and taken into the boat, where
it was eventually killed. When taken to
Altyre House it was opened up, and its
stomach was found to contain one of the sca-
gull’s legs (including claws), its head, and
also a number of feathers. The eel, before
being opened, weighed 2} pounds, and was
ubout a foot and a half long. The gull was a
youog full-feathered bird, and never rose nfter
being struck the first time.—Dundee Adver-
tiser.

Turge Lives Lost Ar Sga—Particulars
have licen received of the voyage of the
Scotch owned barque Loch Dee, from London
to New Zealand, during which three of the
crow were lost. The vessel left London in
Februoary with a general cargo and a number
of passengers for New Zealand. On the 14th,
while she was in the Channel, an able sea-
man named Joseph Stitt fell overboard and
was drowned before asslstance could reach
him. On the 9th ot the following month
another able senman named Knrl Darnegoin
committed suicide by jumping overboard. He
had been laid up from consumption Soon after
the vessel started. He was seen in the water,
and alifebuoy was thrown to him, but he did
pot attempt to grasp it. A boat was also
luunched, but ere it reached him he disap-
peared and was drowned. Thc Loch Dee en-
countered a heavy south-west galeon the 11th
May as she was nearing her destination. She
was al-o struck by a tremendons sea, which
carried overboard a seaman named Harry
Anter. The unfortunate fellow was engaged
securing the mainyard at the time. No asa
sistance could be rendered to him by those
on board, and he perished. The vessel was
66 days on her passage.

AN extraordinary scene in a parish church
is described by The Scotsman. During the
singing of the hymn preceding the sermon an
elderly man attracted general notice by his
strange demeanor. Taking up & position in
the minister's pew, he waited patiently until
the conclusion of the hymn, but no sooner
had the minister risen to announce his text
than the man rose, and taking from his pocket
a paper, addressed the minister by name, and
read a long statement purporting to be an in-
terdict forbidding certain lawyers and others
in Irvine from proceeding with the sale of
cettain property. The document occupied
about five minutes in readiog, and minutely
described the situation of the propertydown
to the square yards it measured ; but as he ap-
parently did not consider the statement suffi—-
ciently explanatory he took an extremely
long handkerchief from his pocket and began
a practical demonsgtration of the measurement.
-When the man had finished, the minister
asked someof the office bearers toremove him,
which was accordingly done without any dis-
turbance takiong place. The intrudeer stated
that what he kad done was in pursuance of
an old ecclesiastical law, entitling people to
claim publicity in church any property of
which they were threatened to be dispossessed
by legal action. The police afterward con-
veyed him homs.

A party disturbance of quite an unproveked
nature on one of the sides concerned occurred
in the Bridgeton district on Monday, July 19.
1t appears tbat the members of the Catholic
denomination in the East End had arranged
to pay a visit to Lanark, »ig the Bridgeton
section of the Caledonian Rhailway, and the
intention getting bruited abroad & large con-
course of people gathered to see the conlin-
gent off. The great proportion of the spec-
tators seemed to be Orangemen, or frllows
who pretend to belong to that persuasion, for
uo sooner had the processionists entered
London Rond than loud offensive murmurs
were heard to proceed from the crowds who
lined that thoroughfare. The men, women,
aund boys who formed the excursionists, and
who were headed by a large instrumental
band, playing stirring but permissable airs,
paid no heed, happily, to these annoyances,a
forbearauce which seemed to irritate rather
than allay the ire of their religious opponents,
As the company therefore proceeded on their
way matters grew in seriousness, and when
the neighbourhood of the London Road
gtation was reacbed it was found that some
fields in that district, in which there are
the remains of many old brick kilns, were
literally packed with an unruly mob, The
sight of the bannerscarried by the procession-
ists, and the sounds emitted by the so-called
musical bands, acted as no number of red rags
could could on a herd of small bulls. Stones,
bricks, and all concievable kinds of missiles
began to be showered from the crowd in the
fields on the heads of the unoffending excur-
sionists, and not a few were wounded, At the
outset of the disturbance the police had been
telegiaphed for, and Superintendent Raker,
with whom was Licutenant Muir, arrived at
this stage on the scene, and, with the aid of a
detachment of men, were énabled to put the
aggressors to flight, while several clergymen
who accompanied the excursionists, interfered
with their flock in the interests of order and
prevented any retaliatory measures being
adopted, though there was sufficient justifica-
tion for reprisals of some sort. A number of
the Catholic party were cut about the head
and face, but their injuries were not of a na-
tare to cause an Interruption in the day’s
outing. The police saw the excursionists
safely by the train, and then succeeded in
effecting the capture of six men who were be-
lieved to haverbeen ringleaders in the dis-
turbance.

AN APPEAL ON BEHALF OF ENGLISH
POOR CHILDREN,
ST. MICILAEL’S PALACE,
Toronto, Aug. 1,1880.
To the Olergy of the Diocese of Torontos

REv, Sir,—~His Eminence Cardinal Manning
maken an appeal to us to find homes for a num-
Ter of orphans rescued from the streets and
workhouses of his diocese, His Eminencoe has
2,000 of these children to provide for, and very
poor prospects for them in KEngland, He turns
his eyes towards Canada. The %ood people of
the Province of Quebec have already taken a
goodly number, and we hope to find a charitable
response from the Catholics of Ontarfo. These
children, whose ages raunge from ten to fourteen,
have been trained already to do farm work, the
rudimentsof carpentry, shoemaking and tailor-
ing;thegirls todohouse-work and piain sewing,
so that they will pot be entirely a burden to
those adopting them. They are of the betler
class of the ehildren of farmers, mechanics and
honest labonrers, By adoptingfthese children,
besides the charity to themselves, it will makas
room for others who, to the great grief of his
Eminence, and of the authorities of orphans’
homes, are for the want of room refused ad-
mlittance. and are picked up by proselytisers,
their names changed and sent _to Protestant
homes. His Eminence Cardinal Manning from
the commencement of his cpiscopacy has de-
voted his whole heart and soul to save the
hundreds of children of the poor Irish thrown
on ihe streets of London by the poverty and
death of thelr parents, and has succeeded in
rescuing thousands not only from the_sireets,
but from the poor and work-houses of London.

Not the least of the evils attending the oppres-
sfon of the poor by unjust laws in the hands of
Inbhuman landlords. the disgrace of humanity,
i8 the wholesale ruin of the poor children.
Parenis with Iarge families are throwo on the
way-side by cruel evictions, elther to die of star-
vatlon, or to break all familles ties which God
and nature have woven, and enter into & miser-
able work-house to rot and fret and half starve,
or, 1n tine, to leave thefr country to scek & living
elsewhere, unpatrioticatly denied them at bome,
Multitudes of those poor people have emigrated
to England, Scotland, and to this eountry,and
landing penniless, had to seek the lowest
because the cheapest haunts in fiithy
back Ianes and alleys of cliies where
their innocent children, accustomed to
the pure air of their native homes, have
to assoclate with the lowest company, or
if they desire to escape from filth and stench.,
must play on the streets and are further con-
taminated.

We ask, therefore, In the name of his
Eminence, the good Cardinal, or rauther in the
name of our dear Lord, who has said, * whatso-
ever you do to the least of these little ones
you do unto me,” to come to the succour of
thos: children, adopted by Christ through His

Minister,

Those willing to do so can notify their parish
prlest, and state the age and sex, and the in-
dustrial capacity of the children they would
select. The guarantee of the priest will be an
earnest that the spiritual and temporal swwants of
the children will be fairly attended to, Rev. D.
Canty, chaplain to the chief orphan home, has
been commissioned by the Cardinal to visit the
children nlready sentout, and to seek homes for
others. He has been much gratified at the good
accounts which he has received from the clergy
and people who have their children in charge,
Applications for ehildren are to be sent, signed
by|the parish priest, to Very Rev. Viear-General
Hooney, who wil] communicate with the above
numed Rev. gentleman. )

THE KNOCK APPARITIONS.

(From the Dablin Weekly News.)

In aletter to the pastor of Knock, Cornelius
M ‘Gintey, Falkirk, Scotland, who suffered
from a broken leg, the result of an accident
about four years ago, states that he arrived in
Knock on tho 16tk of June. On the following
Sunday he attended three Masses, and re-
ceived Holy Communion in the forenoon.
Some short time after the last Masr, and while
engaged in prayer, he beheld a vition which
he will never forget. Immediately above the
Blessed Virgin's altar three figures appeared
quite distinct to him—the image of the Holy
Virgin in the centre, with St. Joseph on the
right hand side, near the high altar; the third
figure to the left being smatl he was unable
make out whom it represented. « Between
the left picture of the Sacred Heart hanging
on the wall and the high altar the image of
our Lord, lying on the cross, was clearly
visible, also the image of the Virgin on the
laft, just beside the picture of St. Joseph in
the window. Briefly the foregoing are the
facts of what appeared to me on Sunday, 20th
June; but on every subsequent day, up to and
including Thursday, 24th of June (the day
after my departure from Knock), various
images, including rows of angels, etc.,, were
clearly observed by me. As aiready sfsted,
it is now about four years since the accident
occurred, during which time I have consult-
ed several local doctors. I was algo in the
Royal Infirmary, Edinburgh, where I received
every medical treatment which the professor
and doctors considered necessary for my case,
but all to no purpose. I will only add thatI
have the most unbounded faith in the Knock
apparitions; for, though not actually cured
of my complaint, still, thank God! the acute
psins from which I frequeqtly suffered very
severely previous to my visit to Kpock are
almost entirely gons. I am at present able
to walk without a crutch, besides being
wonderfuily improved in my health other-
wige."

A lady who chooses to hide her identity
from the public behind the signature, A
Native of Knock,” writes as below regarding
sume extraordinary manifestations beheld by
her at Knock on Sunday, May 23 :—

# On entering at noon the little edifice Bo
famed and so often referred to now-a-days, 1
beheld a little star of a most golden color. I
thought it was about 53 feet from the ground,
and it was to the east of the statue of Our
Lady. I took no great notice of this, but
. still 1 felt amxious to remain a while looking
on. I bent down in prayer for a few
minutes, and on rising my head to look at the
star, my eyes wete directed towards the high
altar, where I saw about six large, pale stars,
bursting, as it were, with giorious iight. 1
next saw a cross; I could not distinguish
anything on it at first. In half a second this
crass was covered with stars, the brightest
that I have yet seen, The stars on the cross
were very small, but whiter by far than thoso
1 saw go the high altar. They differad from
any I ever saw iu the sky. I now stoopned

‘down agaip, nnable,to.comprebiend any more

or look any longer. .. After resting a little I
felt -inclined to~ have another view of the
cross- and stars, when, to my great surprise, 1
‘beheld a ‘most. beautiful figure of the Most
Sacred Heart, with a beautiful cross in its
centre, extending about half way through the
Heort. This Heart was right over the vestry
door, and lald, as it wers, with the narrowest
part’down.  Over the upper part there ap~—
peared three figures; one of which I took to
be our Holy Mother, Mary. She was in an
upright position, and had her hands uplifted
ag it offering the prayers and tears of the
flock who were Lkneeling around. The
other two figures were to her left hand
gide. Thke next to her was exactly the
gamo 6izd Wwith her, and appeared to speak
now and then to our Lady ; the third was
not so large, and seemed to me to lean across
as if to speak to our Lady also. These
figures were very life-like, but appeared me
only as though a thick white veil. Had I
seen them any clearer I could never remem-
ber anything, a8 T was very much excited as
it was. At this time I had toleave the church.
On entering again I stood awhile at the door,
looking on. I thought every one saw whatl
saw, but if they did would not be leaving the
church 80 often. When I knelt down again
the Virgin pointed her hand to a llitle lamb
which stood to her right; behind the lamb
there was a cro:s, on which the lJamb appeared
torest. When I saw the lamb and cross
my past life appeared before me as if it hap-
pened a monih ago. To the right of the
lamb Ibeheld the majustic figure enthroned
on a golden throne, and robed in vermillion
garments, wearing a diamond crown, Above,
below, and every side of this figure millions
of little creature robed in red were bent in
adoration. This last was the most surprising
ofall, but the Sacred Heart delighted me the
most. I may now add that I saw the whole
on two other aceasions, but, though residing
Kunock parish, I cannot visit the sacred edifice
agoften as I wish. I musthereadd that T am
the most unworthy in the whele parish, yet
I feel called on night and day to give this
imperfect account of what I have seen. The
three figures described as being over the
Sacred Heart of Jesus were very beautiful, but
still pale. I saw a beautiful star come and
rest on'the headof the Virgin ; shortly after
two more alighted upon her head also; then
two other stars came and rested upon cach of
the others. I cannot give you leave to aflix
my name, butif you wish you can send it to
my much esteemed and venerable pastor,
Archdescon Cavanagh.

Very cool and becoming morning dresses
are made of cheese cloth, A finely pleated
frill is placed around the bottom of the skirt.
A wide scarf, hemmed on both edges, is drap-
ed across the front of the dress, and caught
gere and there by loops of ribbon, of rose
color, blue or mauve. The waist is tight fit-
ting, and across the front 15 laid a fichu made
of soft folds of the goods, edged with narrow
lace and finished at the belt by a bow and

The old fashioned leghorn hats are again
worn, Wild and grotesque gshapes are seen,
but the styles preferred Uy ladies of quiet
tastes are the cottage and Gypsy shapes.

A new caprice for trimming evening dresses
of India mull is to press the brightest colored
sea mosses until they are thoroughly dry,
then arranging them upon the skirts, bertha
andeleeves to resemble a vine, giving the
effect of the most delicate hand-painting or
embroidery. BSmall tafts of wood-moss
lickens, ground pine and small fern leaves
are aleo used. Ladles employ their leisure
hours at the seaside or inthe mountains by
placing these delicate sprigs between two
thicknesgog of white tarloton. A bottle of
mucilageand a few yards of tarleton will
make a very beautiful and artistic hall or bay
window- transparency. Ladies can use their
own taste in the selection and arrangement of
theleaves and mosses.

Ladies’ riding habits have lately undergono

considerable change, both in make and color.
Unlike other articles of feminine attire, up to
the present tlme very littlo slteration has
been madein them for some years. Now,
however, there are agveral prominent chanyges
which ove cennot fail to notice. A tall siik
hat iano Jonger an indispensable part of the
riding dress. The most comfortable and by
far the most becoming head gear are hats of
round form, the color ofien ‘matching the
habit worn with it. The most fashionable
habits ate made of myrtle greer, gendarme
blue claret or brown' cloth, Thay are made
extremely short, too sbort for elegance, and
areless graceful than.the sweeping length of
habit . formerly worn.

'HINTS FOR THE MONTH OF AUGUST.

Cowmrpost.—There ave many waste matters
about the farm, ana they should be gathered tn-

to a heap and thererotted into a valuable fer-
tllizer. Weeds of all kinds thatdo not contain
ripe seeds, and refuse of crops, should go into
the compost heap.

Fall Fallowing.—It is wise to plow as muchas
possible for epringsowing. Itis u half-way fal-
lowing, and {n so far an advantage to the soll ;
it is of moro benefitto heavy land than light,
and the earlier it is done the better. Fall piow-
{ng greatly facilitates the furm operations {n the
spring.

pMaggels and Beets,—The root crops need fre-

quent cultivation through August.. and as long
as tho foilage willit. Bugar-beets are the best
tfcarthed up uatil the root- are entireiy below
the surtace, Mange;s do not require this care
{n “nilling up,”’ .

Potatoes should be harvested so soon as they
are ripe, otherwise the tubers muy sproui,
erpecially if the weather I8 wet; they are more
apt to be nffected with the rot if not removed

.from the soil as soon as they are mature. Burn

the vines.
Cows will need some fresh fodder when the
