SYMPATHY AT THE HAGUE.

British Cabint Coming fo their Semses.

Loxpoy, March 2.—A correspondent af
P'rospect Hill says :—It is useless to attempt
to tight the Doers with numerically inferior
jorces. They are, man for man, more than
equal toour own. Thaey are us courageous,
intinitely better shots, and marvellously
<killed, taking advantsge of every cover.
Their coolness under fire is perfect, and, while
lighting individually, all work in couvcert and
in obedivnce to orders. Tney openiy express
contempt for our infantry, but fear our cavalry
and artillerv. :

"The correspondent at Prospect Hill, who
was taken prisoner and relessed by the
Boers, reports that he had an interview with
Joubert, the Boer Commandant, who cowm.
plained of Colley for bringing on a battle
when peace negotiations were proceeding,
and said the Boers were prepared to treat for
peace only on the basis of their liburty. Au
offensive Irish renegade was with Joubert,
and appeared to be his chief adviser.

Lonvon, March 2,—Presideut Hoyt, of the
Dutch Trausvaal Committee, has issued a
strong appeal to the peopls of England. He
asks every bonest Englishman to support the
committee in their effort to restrain tke Gov-
ernment from proceeding with its present
unfortunate policy. He asks: # Should a
people who have long peaceably besought
the English patlon for freedom be exter-
minated because, when driven to desperation,
they seek their rights by the only resources
left open to thery” He says: « Do not ceare
your protests against injustice; insist on the
recal! of your troops, and leave to tar distant
pations the blessings which as freemen you
yourselves have dearly purchased aod hold
most dear.”

Of course the appeal meets with more ridi-
cule than consideration. The whole tone of
tho London press, excepting the I’a'l Mall
Gazelie, Feho and Truth, is expressed in the
words of Mr. Evelyn Ashley, M P, to-night,
at 4 Liberal meeting., Referrivg to the war
in the Transvaal he suggeste as the pations
of tha world know the power of Britain she
could ofter terms of pence to the brave Bours,

which would not be taken as indicative of
weakness. . He remaiked that iu order to de-
monstrate the prowess of this conutry to the
ignornut tribes of South Africa it wusabso-
lutely neceseary that the Boers should be
forced to lay down their swords and bucklers
before nny negotiations came from the British
nation. Wildly unreasoning, the Euglish
vapers show themselves incapable of discuse-
ing the justice of the Boerg’ claim; they are
rabid in their demand for blood. Ia a spirit,”
as the Dall Yall Gazetlc says, * of shameful
barbarity, Kogland, who is ready to ofler
mediation when other powers are engaged in
cutting each other's throats, refuses ia her
journuls to allow the Christian spirit to inter—
fere now with her diabolicul desire to alay the
Boers. Almost alone amopg the influentinl
London press the 2’all Mall Gazette pleads for
the victors.”

Precisely the same mistaken spirit whic
a5 landeu us in political disaster in Ireland
has prepared the way for disaster in tho
Trapsvaal, The British Goveroment took
no pains to discover whut the people concern-
¢d really desired. They listened to the first
story told them anu then made up their
minds to listen to no other. At this moment
we are urged to persevere in an inequitable
and impolitic war, without giving tho Boers
an opuning for reconcilistion. There is no
lmpartial man in Eogland who does not know
what Joubert said to the correspondent of the
Standard is literally true. Iftbia be anything
lke the truth’with what conscience can we
g;ersist’ in refusing even a hearing to these

Loxpox, March 4.,—~The Standurd corres-
pondent, who was liberated on parole by
Joubert to bring medical assistance for the
English wounded after the battle of Spitz-
kop, gives further particulars of his iuter—
view with the Poer commandsr, He says :
“Jonbert asked we to tell the people of
England that he was sure that they and
their Ministers meast to do what wasright
and just; but that the Eoglish offisinls and
army commaunders worked for their own ends
and wilfully misrepresented facts. Hence
the Transvaal wus driven to desperation by
the feeling that it was hopeless to look for
justice,

Eugland was fighting now for bonor as for
domination ; the Boers for liberty ; for which
they were prepared to die. Tbhe God of battles
wag with them. Their loss in the capture of
the stronyg position of Majela, q&d the rout of
the British troops was, be said, only oue killed
and five woundud. Joubertalso said that the
people of the Transvaal were quite propared
to accept o scheme of African coafedvration,
provided that they were left entirely to
themselves.  Upon this matter be said that
he had also been misrepressnted.” I told the
Boer leader that I would transmit his message
to England. .

Tuve statement as to the Boer loss ap-
pears, I must own, scarcely credible.

Broeyroxtsis, March +.—The President of
the Orangws Free State hns received a tele-
gram from the Boer Commander declurin
that the Boirs desire to prevent further
bloodshed, but it rests with Ewgland alone
to stay hostilities. 'The DBoers are simply
defending themselves. They are willing to
accept all efforts to promote pence, provided
they do not conflict with their resolutions
to acquire freedom. : ]

LoxpoNn, March 7.—The various answers to
quustions in Pariisment, to-duy, show that
the Government approved of Gen. Wood’s
action relative to an armistice with the Boera,
Doring the armistice both parties promise

not to mnke any forward movemeont,
but retain liberty to move within
their own lines, Only  provisions,

pot ammunition, are to be sent to the garri-
gsons. Jonbert undertakes to inform the
parrigsons of the- armintice, and will use his
influence to induce the Boers' commanders
to permit the removal of the Hritish wounded
in the guirisous to Natal, Joubert also un-
dertakes to pass provisions for the beleaguer-
ed garricons through the Boer lines. On the
arrival of provisions at the garrisous, both
blockading and besieged purties are to sus-
pend hostilities for eight days. ‘

Loxvoxn, March 7.—At last Mr. Gladstone's
Government shows a disposition to break
from Congservative futters in matters of foreign
policy. It has done an act of statesmanship,
it has placed itself above the clamor for re-
vengoe and for the restoration of British pres-
tige, and has reopened negotiations to settle
terms of peace with the Boers. The an-
nouncement of the truce concluded between
General Wood and Commardant Joubert i~
recuived witn horror by the Jingo papers, but
the weaker Liberal journals are picking up
courage enough to be ashamed of having
joined in the hue and cry of Conservative
editorials. The Covoservative Standard is
rahid on the subject of the truce.
« Englishmen,” it says, “will read with
a deep feoling of shame and humilistion the
news that an armistice has heen conciuded
with the Boers. For the first time in the
history of this country®Eugland hax, without
makingan effort to retrieve her misfortunes,
capitulnted to a successful rebellion. In the
case of the rtrugglo for American independ-
ence, nlthough we had a European war up-
on our hands, we.strove for years to retrieve
our defeats berofe weackunowledged ourrelves
besten.: Now-a-days all this i8 changed. It
ig from the high places of Eogland that re-
bellion is fostered and encouraged. The news
of disaster is met by brave words in public and
pretended zeal in hurrying out reinforcements,
by the lavish expenditure of public money
and by orders to our Generals to make peace
on any terms. The British pyblic under-
g'and now why General Colley led his men on
to n desperate enterprise, and why he aud 8o
many others died on the hill. He shraok
from carrying out the shamefal task entrusted
him, and from having his name associated
throughout the world with this disgraceful
surrender after defeat, e was determined to
make an efiort to force the Boers to fall buck
from Natal. Hitherto some bave been In-
clined to Tegard General Colley as a victim fo
his own rashness. Now, we shall think of him
as n patriot of the old type—as a man who
died in endeavaring to save his country from
the dizhonor which'her Ministers were pre-
paring for ber.” .o ’

The Gag for Irish Members Only.

HOUSE OF LORDS,

Loypox, March 1.—Eurl Spencor, in moving
the recond reading of the Protection Bill,
pointed out that outrages, though greatly di-
minished in dumber, were still committed in
Ireland. He suid outrages could only be the
result of inflammutory speeches, but necessity
for the bill nrose lvss from the perpotration
of ontrages than from the difticulty of trucing
the ofteuders, Kucl Spencer did not wish
their Lordships to think that rebellion in
Irvland was immivent, but when sttich hostile
fesling existed, and when Armerican papers
were inciting Itishmen to rebellion, outrage
aud assassinulion, there would be greatdanger
il prompt aud eflectual measures wero not
taken for the muniutenance of law and order.

Beaconnficld reluctantly snpported the bill,
because he thought it ubrolutely necessary.
Agitation in Irelnnd was fostersd by an or-
zapizZed comspiracy of foreiguers, It was
absohutely necessary ttat the Government
should possess power to defend the Queen
from foreign conspirators who were pussing
to and {ro between another country and
Ircland. ]

Lord Grapville declared Coercion neces-
SOTY .

‘I'ne bill was then read a second time, and
the third reading fixed for to-morrow.

Loxpoy, March 2 —In the House of Lords
last night the Prot-ction Bill was read a third
time without discussion.

The Protection Bill has received the sigoa-
ture of the Quuen, and is now law.

Loxpoy, March 3.—Earl Lytton, late Vice-
ray of Iudia, moved thet nothing in the io-
formation laid before the House justifies the
announced policy of tho Government io re-
gard to Candnhar. He said all sections of
nutive opimion approved of the rotention of
Caudahar. Russing influence in India must
be excluded at any cost, und if Cundahar was
held fearlessly nnd firmly, England could
visw with indifference the changing fortune
of tho rulers of Cabul,and Russie’sadvance on
Herat.

Lord Enfiold, Under Secretary of War,
maintained that the native P'rinces of India
had the greates* dreud of further anuexation.
Military opinions on the sui;j-ct of the reten-
tion of Capdahar were divided, and the com-
mercinl advantages of retention were doubt-
ful, Its pelitical effects might be serious,
and the finnucial embarrassments onerour.

Lotd Waveney moved for the nppointment
of a Commirsion to inquire ug to the best form
of Government for Caodabar. He advocated
the creation of a Crown Colony.

Lord Chelmsford, lnte Commander of Brit-
ish troops in South Africa, defended the
abandonment of Candahar from a military
point of view.

Lord D-rby opposed the retention of Can.
dubar, and said its occupation would not pre-
vent Russinn intrigues in Cabul.

Salisbury, after pototivg out the Russian
intrigaes in Cabul, s1id there was no substan-
tial difference of opivion among the highest
anthoritios in regard to the military advao-
tages of Candabar as a position for the defeuce
ot the 1ndian Empire.

Northbrook, First Lord of the Admiralty,
was satisfied that Candabar could not be
sufely beld for less than £1,500,000 yearly.
Spending that sum that way must prevent
the carrying out of wurks of public utility.

The debate was adjourned.

Loxpox, March 3.—Yesterday being Ash
Wudnesday, the members of the House of
Lords formed in procession and went to West-
minster Abbey, after passing the Coercion
Bill. The House *hus not met on Ash
Wednesday since 1852,  Consequently the
ceremonial provided for that occasion had
not besn gone through with for 20 years.
The procession was headed by two Queen's
Marshals.

In the debate regarding Candahar, Beacos-
field asked who could have supposad the
Government, with the Cabul correapondence
to guide thew, could repudiate the whole
policy of their predecescors? Tbo financial
arguments againet the retention of Candahar
bnd been used nagainst the acquisition of
Punjaub and Seinde, which were now sources
of strength aud wealth. He did not believe,
however, that Candabar was the key of India.
Vigor in Parlinment, skill, resources, and the
action of a determined people were the keys
of [ndia.

Granville raid the present Viceroy of India
favored the ashandonment of Candahar.

Lytton's motion was adopted by 165 to 76.

NOUSE OF COMMONS.

The Secielary of War said the loss of life
in the recent engagement betwezn Colley and
the Boers was cxaggerated. Thirty-five
officers and 693 men were engaged. Thres
oftizers wera killed, nine wounder and seven
tnken prisoners. Totul killed,83; wounded,
122 : takep prisoners,or missing, 50. Besides
the reinforcements already announced it had
been decided to prepare three infantry regi-
mentr to b shipped from Gibraltar and Malta.

Hartiozton said the Government mesns to
go on with the Arme' Bill daily. Urgency
was voted on tho Arms’ Bill by 397 to 37.
No Conservatives voted in the mirority,

The maximum penalty or
summury conviction is three months’ impris-
onment without hard labour, The Uill is to
remain in force for five years.

Sir V. Harcourt, in introducing the Arms’
Bilt, roferred to the speech of Dillon in
August, in which the speaker advised the
peasants to march to meetings in military
order, and avowed that by obstruction in Par-
linment they could sot the peoplo tree to drill,
nud declared that every Irishman had a right
to have a ritle, if he liked. Harcourt then
referred to domicilinry vistts by ar  ed bands,
and the shooting of Hearne. Tho Bill he
#aid, would touch nobody who sought lawful
ends by lawful menans.

O'Donnoell moved that permission be not
«anted for the introduction of the bill, and
made a rambling spuech.

Harcourt explained that search warrants
under the bill would run 21 days.

Romish missionary work is mot to compeste
with theirs, nor with that of their sistors, or
their cousing, or their uxorious fumily con.

prises. The mass of penple interested in
raligious matters,—including many liberal-
minded in the difforent sects, will not
be so obtuse as to regard the etfusion of every
seribbler infallible truth ipse fucto, where
they can find neither fresh facts nor new
arguments, but where there is a weak in-
clination of repeating badly what has been so
well gaid already. Writers of this class may
keep their name and their work and their
one idea before the public, but they must re-
flect, in whatever style they work the Oracle,
that there are a dozun versions of the same
type es theirs clamoripg for notice every day ;
and that thera are plenty of other people with
one idea quite as earnest, quite as clumarouy,
quite as intolerant to guard the ramparts of
the Roman Catholic Missions. Dissembling
writers in the Protestant Church have many
counterparts within tbeir owan economy, both
among laics, und among the most distinguisk.
ed of sacred and profans literafi—minds of in.
telligence that are never loth to eschew par—
rowngis and prejudice whenever they become
visibla.

The Mirror, a Methodist
journal, published in New Yo.k, from which
you took an abstract on Catholic missions for
your issue of Tar Posr of January 18th, pre-
svnta also its mite The Watchword and
Fatriot, publirhed hy the Messrs Remington
in northern New York, and edited by Revd,
Sumuel McKean and many others too obvious
for particvlar mention.

BREATH GYMNASTICS,

( Frone Chambers Journad.)

The impcriance of breathing plentifully of
fresh airas un essontinl to health is gearrally
admitted. Well voutilated rooms, opun air
exwercige nud ¢xcursions into the cugusry are
appreciated te some exteat by all classes.
But the art of breatning is very much over-
looked. Being o process potl dependiug on
the will for its existonce, it is too mu :h left
to the mero cull of nnture. It is, howover, an
act which con be inffuenced very mateially
by the will. Properly trained sioges are
taught to attend very carefully to thoic
brenthing. .

When brisk murcular «xerciso iz taken,
breathing i3 naturally active without any
spocinl effort.  But when the body in at rest
or vngeged in occupation requiring e con—
fined posture, and especinlly when the mind
is ahsorbed in thon. ht, the breathing nataral-
Iy becomes diminished, and the action of tho
lungs slow and fesble. The consequenco is
that the oxygenation of tho blood is impor—
fuctly earried on.  LEven in taking a consti-
tutional walk the full benefit is not nttalned
for want « f thorough breathing,

As reme ly fur this it bas beon sugjcested
th+«t here i+ room for what might be fitly
termed uvieath gymnastici—to diaw in Joog
and full breaths, filling the lungs full at
every Inspiration, und emptying thum as coma-
p'etely a8 posgible ut every expirslion,nnd to
acquire the habit of full breathing at all
times, Thois mada of braathing hag a ditsct
effect in supplying the lurgerl possislo
amount of oxygen to the blova and: more
thoroughly oousuming the carbon, and eo
producing nnlmal heat, Tt has also the very
impo-tant «ffect of expandlng the chest, and
so contributing to the vigor of thu system.

Tho breath should be inhaled by the nos-
trila a8 well a8 by the mouth, more espeoinlly
while out of doors and in cold weather. Fhis
has partly the effect of a regpirator in g0 far
as warming theair in ita pasrape to the deli-
cate alr cetlg and io also rendering one less
linble to cateh cold.

This fall respiration is of 8o much impont-
ance that no proper substitute is to be fouad
for it in shorter, thouzh more rapld breatking.
In short breathing & large portion of the air
cells remain venrly stationary, the upper por-
tion of the lunge only beiog engaged in ro-
celving and discharging » Bmall portion of -

ajr.

Profound thought, Intense griel and other
similar mental manifestations have a depreus-
fng effect op respiration. The blood undnty
accumulates in the Lirain, and the circulution
in both heart and lungs becomes dimiunished,
unlees indeed there Le feverishness present.
An occasfonal long breatb or deep-draws sigh
is the natnral relief in ruck a case, nature
making an effort to provide a remedy. This
hint ghould be acted on and followed up. Brisk
muscular exercise in the open air, even during
jnclement weather, i8. an excellent antidote
of a physical kind for a “routed sarrow.”

REGULATIONS FOR LENT.

From Ash Wednesday until Euster Suaday,
every day is a fast dny except Sundavs. Palm
Sunday i8 not a fast day though it be a day of
abstinence. The use of flesh meat is al-
lowed at three menla on every Sunday in
Lent except Palm Sunday. The same is nl-
Jowed once a day oanly, on every Mouday,
Tuesday avd Thureday, between the first
Sunday in Lentand Palm Sunday.

Ob thete days meat can be used at the one
mesal only, and no fish allowed nt the same
meal.

We czn ouly take one full meal on a fast
day. To the morning we may, according to
the prevailing custom, take & cup ol tea or
coffee with a small piece of bare bread.

In the evening we can take a collation,
which must not be a full supper, and must
consist of light, meagre food.

On days of fast and abstinence we may
cook mesgre food with dripping, even with
pork, but pork itself must not be eaten,

Jo families where soup is used for dinuer,
pork, grease or fat can be put in it (oo other
Xinds of meat). If any of this soup remain
after dioner it may be used at the evening
collation. Pork, lard or grease cannot be
used In its natural state.

On meagre days pastry cooked with drip-
ping or fat may be eaten.

Such as are exempted from fasting from
their meals through infirmity, age or hard
labour may use meat three times a day, when
others use it only once.

The above privileges authorized in the
Diocese of Montreal (circular of Feb. tne 16th,
18%3) facilitate the observance of Lent very
considerably ; and with a little good will
wany can keep the solemn fast that the
Saviour sanctified by fasting 40 daya end 40
-nights and that was ever sacred in the Church
from primitive Christianity. ,

Then out comes
Mr. Shaw and calls him a mongrel, and all
gorts of names, which Parnell beeds as much
a8 o thoroughbred norse heeds the barking of
a cur at his hesls. And now that the Coercion
Bill is passed, this great coward returns once
more to his p!ace in Parliament, and to still
further display his degrading poltroonery,
gives notice of a motion in favor of the in-
dependence of the Boers, in pregence of an
asgembly thirsting for their blood and his
imprisonment. That certainly caps the
climpx. And now it is in order for the
soarling cor, ‘'who 8o vilely traduced his
leader, to go down on his knees and beg hia
perdon, But he will not. Uen like Shaw
never apologiee, they only betray.

OR SaTURDAT the Hon. Mr. Anglin drew the
attention of the Government to the fact that
the $100,000 voted by Parliament for the relief
of the sufferers by famine in Ireland had been
misapplied, and vequested for the Order-in-
Council to be produced, to which the Premier
made a jaunty veply in bis usual fashion
when anything hurtfal to his feelings is about
to be discussed. In reference to the Order-
in-Council he said that communications of a
confidential nature had passed between the
(Governor General of Canada and the then
Coloninl Secretary, Sir Michael Hicks Beach,
which it would be imprudent to have dis-
cussed at the present time, The Duchess of
Marlborough was also mixed up in some “con-
fidential” way in tbe grant, and altogether the
aflair wears a mysterious aspect. The grant.
ing of $100,000 to the people of Ireland in
their distress was a generous idea, but the
carrying of it out was, it seems to
us, an aristocratic blunder for which
Sir John, His Excellency the Governor-Gene-
ral, Sir Michael Hicks Beach and the
Duchess of Marlborough are responsible.

A rivalry existed between the Duchess and
the Mansion Honse Committee. Each ex-
pected the grant, but neither of them recelved
it, and the end of it all was that it was dedi-
cated to the makipg of piers for fishermen in
the west of Ireland. When the fishermen
were dying of hunger the money
given by the - Parliament, of Canada
was Bquandered among - officials and
contractors, just as thé momey collected in
48 wae squandered, and all because the
Duchess of Marlborough wanted to be tavored
and because a great noble is Governor-Gen-
eral of Canada, and on obliging statesman is
Premier. Noblesse oblige. They do those
things better in Ontario.. The legislature of
that generous Province sent their money to
the Mansion House, ond it found its way to
the proper places, while the Dominion grant
is to be expended on plers. “We hopo the
Hon. Mr. Anglin will not let this matter
drop, and that the confidential communica-
tions between the Governor-Gieneral and Sir
Michael Hicks Beach will have to see the
light. They will torm interesting reading
matter for the democracy of Canada.

—

Tae explanations of Siv John Macdonald
as to the dispossl of the $100,000 granted by
the Dominion Parliament are not satisfac—
tory. As we have remarked the
Duchess of Marlborough, the Mansion House,
and Sir Michael Hicks-Beach were mixed up
in o most confusing jumbie, and the papers
relating to the grant were of so confidential &
nature that their production would make
matters worse. One wounld naturally thisk
that in so simple a matter as a grant
from the generous people of Canada to the
sufteripg people of Jreland space could not
have been found for the humbug of diplo—
macy, but one would be mistaken, We gatber
from the explanations of the Premier that the
money Wwas not distributed directly for the
benefit of those it was intended to relieve, and
he is sorry for it. Of this we bave no doubt,
for Sir John ig naturally kind and bumane,
but it must be presumed that aristocratic
wire-pulling was too strong forhim. Perhaps
8ir Michael Hicks-Beach did not like the
idea of Canada sending money to Ireland, and
expressed himeelf to that effect. It was
certainly a snub at the English government
which was so criminally neglectful of an in-~
tegral portion of the British Empire. We
have now, most likely, heard the last of the
$100,000.

THE IR{SH COERCION BILL.

The impression prevailing in England as
regards the Coercion Bill is that its applica-
tion will bo as mild as its measures are strin-
gent. Ithas certainly not frightened Parnellr
Dillon, and members of Parliament belong.
ing to the Jrish Natiouval party up to this.
They are using all the obstructive measures
the new rules allow them as strongly as if
the bill had never passed. Nor doed it seem
to eftect the Irish population generally, for
although this morning’s cablegrama inform
us that tuere is great excitement in Munster,
and that business in Cork is almost suspend-
ed, we do not see that any arrests have been
made. 1t is possible, of course, that a few
Fenian emissaries—if such thuore are in Ire-
land—may loave the couatry, but it is doubt-
ful if the Land Leaguers will show the white
feather, though itis reore than probablesome
of them will be arrested if it were only
to show that the pastage of the Coercion
Act was necessary. Mr. Gladstone, as it
seems (o most unprejudiced persous, bhas
made & blunder, or rather a series of them
aud no ope knows it better than he. The
lapdlod ery was so loud, so ferocious and so
alatming, that his poor head gave way, and
he succumbed to Torpism and Whiggery
united. He sbould, in the opinion of his
best friends, have Grst brought in a land bill,
and then, if that did not satisfy the aspira-
tions of the [rish people,'andif they still evine-
ed what he would consider an iasurrection-
aty apirit, have followed it with a repressive
measure. Instead of that he put the cart be-
fore the horse and he is now sorry. At least
it is thought so, and is willing, once he has
shown his power.to mnke the Coercion act work
wildly, Thearrest of Davitt, the suppression
of Land League meetings, the cloture and a
Coercion act for Ireland, all in the inside of
a fuw months shonld be enough to satisfy a
Radical BMinister, who was one of the preach-
ers of the gospel he now effects to dis-
countenance. W hat makes the Coercion Act
wore galling to him, as well as to Bright
and Chamberlin is that Ireland during the
past few montha has been §0 singularly free
from crime. The breaking ot windows and the
writing of threatening letters, be they ever so
numerous atd frequent are not canse suffi-
cient for the abrogation of the livertiesof an
eotire nation, snd in so far ag murders are
concerned, England can show five to Ireland’s
ono, in proportion to population. Bat no
matter what acts are passed in the Imperial
Patliament all the werld realizes two things
will happen in the near future, one that Ire-
Jand must have hote rule, and the other that
landlordism is doomed.

THE BRITISH ARMY.

The military” question is now one that
naturally agitates the public mind in Eog-
land. The fiasco in Afghanistan, the dis.
grace of Issandula and the late terrible
defeats in the Transvaal, have caused con-
sternation throughout the land which has not
been felt since the failure of the Walcheren
expedition, more than eighty years ago., For
the first time in their history Evglishmen are
forced to admit thet, man for man, their sol-
diers are not a match for thoseofacertain other
race and nation. Up to this it has not been
enry to measnre the fighting qualities of the
British army as against those of another
civilized white nation. In the wars of Wil-
liam, Anne and the Georges the British never
fought alone, they bhad.always allics either
Russian, Spanish or German, though chiefly
tha latter ; when they were victorivus they
took the credit to themselves; when defeated
they laid the blame on their allies snd the
allies di! thesamo themselves. At Fontenoy,
for instance, ome of the most tremendous
conflicts recorded in  history, where
the opposing forces were pietty evenly
balanced, the Eoglish blamed the Datch for
the disaster. They said if the Datch suc-
ceeded in capturing the lines of St. Antoine
the victqry was wom, and they wore right but
it is probable that if it had been their duty to
attack those lines they also would have tuiled.
In the next great conflict—that of Water-
loo—where the coniflicting armies wers

also not unevenly balanced the British
claim the chief credit, but .then so
do tha Prussians. It is a historical

fict that the XBoglish and Hanoverian army
stood the shock nf Napoleon's grand assanlts
for seven hours, but it is also accepted by
military authorities that had Blucher not
come to their relief they would have been in-
After Waterloo, England
engaged in no Turopean strugglo. but she was
all the time fighting wnd vaoquishing the
efferninate natives of India, The Sepoy
rebellion tried her mettle and showed
# the msjesty with which a British soldier
con fight,” but yet it must be remembered
that the warlike Sikbs stood firm,and also
fought well. Spain s pariicularly laid
down ns a field in which the British army
gained immortal renown, but we must not
forget that the greatest teat of arms accom-
plished in the Peninsular war by the much
abused Spaniards, who, at Baylen, made the
French Marghal Dupontand 40,000 of anarmy
surronder themselves as prisoners of war. The
English did not add to their glory in the
Crimea; were it not for the French their
army must have been captured or spnihilated.
In our own days we have seen England en-
gaged in & number of small wars, from which,
although suffering disasters in the beginning,
she has managed to emerge victorious. From
these we must except Afghanistan, where dis-
comfiture hus been her lot. As for the
Transvaal it is not yet over, and it is per-
mitted no man to read the future. The pro-
bability is that the Boers will be vanquished,
but no matter how the struggle ends it is the
Boers who will bo entitled to the lanrel
wreath, The question now being considered
in Epgland is, who Is to blame? Has the
Briton deteriorated In fighting qualities?
Have the Generals nogkill 7 Is It the system
which is faulty ? As regards the personnel of
the British army it is perbaps not 8o good as
it was in times past, The dash of the Celtic

element 1is wanting, for «the Celta
nre gone with o vengeauce.” It Is
notorious that two-thirds of the non-

commissioned officers and rank and file
of the British army wearing Victoria crosses
are Irishmen, although numericallv they are
less than one-third of the forces. Half the
Irish and the Scotch Highlanders has been
driven across the ocean, and the half whlgh

remain does not care for perpetuating

the power  of its oppressors. ' As for
the Generals, the British army has actually
none worth thename. If a sBpfginq struggle
for existence took place Genersls would
doubtless come to the surface, but at the
present time they are Jacking.
‘which are anxiously looked to in moments of
difficuity are Gemeral Roberts and Wolseley
neither of -whom has ever -fought against
civilized armies. Would they sustain their
reputation in a war against France, Buseia or

America? That remaing to be seen. And
this brings us to the Bystem, which is
sbout as vicious a8 can well be con-
ceived. . .The army was not perfect
fifteen years ago, but it was infinitely better
than it is now. The present War Minister
tried his hand at organizing in 1869, and he
made a mess of it. He tried to introduce the
continental system into Eogland, and we now
behold the result. Boys are seut abroad to
fight, and the men—the second line—remain
at home. We see by this morning’s cable
that Mr. Childers ie once moreabout to try his
band, at reorganization this time, but we
doubt if he will succeed. Royalty has the
army by the throat, and either royalty or the
army must perish, All the royal Princes
are Generals or Field Margbals. They draw
pay a8 Colonels of & number of rogiments,
thus depriving real soldiers of hope or ambi-
tion. The Prince of Wales is a Field-Mar-
shal, but the most heroic of his military
achievements is the sticking of a pig in India,
His Royval Highness the Duke of Cam-
bridge is alao a Field Marshal, and draws
pay ag Colounsl of twelve difterent regiments.
His war record is not particularly brilliant.
He was sent oat to the Crimes to command
a divivion, and remained their long enough
to make himself the laughing stock of the
world. At one time when tte Rusgsian can-
non were thundering away at the British His
Royal Highness rode up to the commander-
in-chief with smazement i 1 his face and cried-
ugreat Heavens, they are firing at the Guards "
1t was hardly polite to fire at the Gtuards, but
then~the Russians are not as civilized as they
should be. The Duke now confines himself
to goinyg to Portsmouth to shake hands with
the officers going out to Afghanistan or the
Transvaal, and that, in fact, is whathe is use-
ful for. Heis s military genius at shaking
ba ds.

EMIGRATION MATTERS.

A7 a sitting of the I[mmigration and Colo-
pization Committee of the Ottawa House
on Wednesday last, Mr. Ross asked Mr. Lows,
#Are you doing anything to promote emi-
gration from Iieland?” To which question
the reply was:

. % There i a correspondence going on now
between the Canadizn and Imperial Govern-
monts. The Duchess of Muarlborough is very
anxiour to do spmathing in thatdirection,and
she will probably apply the Dbalance of her
iund to that object.”

Speaking frankly we do not like this an-
xiety of the Duchers of Marlborough for the
depletion of Ireland. We give her Grace all
the credit she can claim for sending round
the hat for the unfortunate people of Treland,
remembering; howevor, that her family was,
and is, as instrumental in making Ireland
poor as any other aristocratic house in the
Thres Kingdoms; remembering, also, that
the son of her Grace recoived a r.lary us Re-
lief Commissioner; remembering still far-
ther, that neither the Duchess nor any of her
class made a move until Mr. Parnell and his
friends put themselves in harness, but
on the contrary stoutly denied that there
was any necessity for relief at all until the
world commeuced to sneer. What has often
been said in Tae Post is this: That Lreland
if not rotbed by absentees like the Mari-
boroughs, if not oppressed by the Govera-
ment of England, if left to"govern hersslf, is
large ana fertile enough to support in ease
and comfort more than double her present
population. This is no mere assertion of our
own; its truth is admitted by statists, some
of whom are not iriends of Ireland, and
even it it were not, the immense quantities of
choice provisions which annuslly leave the
Iri<b ports are proof positive. These provi-
gious, or theirequivalent in money, are ueither
more nor less than & tribute to England,
partly, and partly to tho absentees, but it
amounts to the same thing.

But if the Marlberoughs and the British
Government are positively resolved on de-
populating lreland—if there is to be another
exodus—then it is as well the expatriated
wonld come to Canada. Manitoba is large
enough for the whole Irish people to settle
in, and if they cannot stay at home we would
like them to form a new Irish nation there.
They would be less likely to be absorbed in
Manitoba than in Nebraska or Texag, and
in some future time they might be in a posi-
tion to apply the Zex tglionis. This I8 not a
Christian feeling wo allow, but Gladstone and
Mr. Buckshot Forster having monopolized al-
most the whole of Christianity there is little
left for outsiders.

But we protest ageinet the Duchess of
Marlborough beizg the agent who is to send
Irish people across the Atlantic. The posi-
tion is énfra dig. for her Grace, and her ex.
perlence is mnot large. There were a foew
Oanadians acting as emigration agents socme
years ago, who rendered good service, but
who were recalled by the Government at the
beginuning of the hard times. Those gentle-
men were acquainted both with Irsland and
with Canada, aod their experience isgreater
than that®of the Duchess of Marlborough.
Those golny among the people of the west of
Ireland to induce them to emigrate should be
in aympathy with them. They should not be
men of partizan leanings, who scatter pamph-
lets around by the thousand, shewiog how
strong is a certaln organization In Canada.

ADVENTURES OF S8IR MYLES O'REGAN

Mr. EpiToR,—] have not been very well
lately, which accounts for my seeming neglect
in writing my usual letter. Good living has
not agreed with me, and that is a fact.

When in hospital, no mat-
ter what your disease was, the medicine was
the same. Cholers, phthisia pulmonalis,
pneum-«nia, dysente'y, pleunsy, it was all
the same—a bread pitl smothered in flour.
And the diet was just as simple—browr
bread and tough beef in very small quantities.
When the Surgeon~General was informed the
patient had only twenty-four hours to {ivehe
ordered a change, and you got what you
pleased, even a glass of port wine if you
could drink it.

LANDLORDS VERSiIS THE LABORERS
ON THE LAND.

(TRE EDITOR OF REYNOLD'S NEWSPAPER.)

S1r,—the cost of the laudiord, the restric-
tion which he puts on production, and the
bopeless wayin which he fetters u natiow’s
development, may be seen in more or less
dieastrous  operation all over the islands
which coostitute the realm of Great Britain
and Ireland. In England it is the expense
and luxurious waste of the landlord’s
mansion in the country, and his West-end
howss in town, which is throwing huundreds
of thousands of acres out of cultivation. In
Seotlatd it is the landlord’s insane passion
for breeding deer which is slowly but surely
dispossessing Highland cotters of their im-
memorial homes, and transforming profitable
sheep-runs into  unprofitsble »nd lonely
woods in which the place of ten score
% chovinty” is taken by a solitary and semi-
uzeless stag.

But it in in the sister isle of Ireland that
the action of the landlord is shown working
the fullest evil.  There 8 country which s
ng rich, within almost any small section of
its surface, a8 the best purts of the Midlauds,
of the Tyne coalfield, and of the Staflord-
thire clay.beds all rolled together is being
?nde slowly but surely to decreaseits popula-
ion.

Ireland, iIn  fact, teems with costly
marbles ; with great store of coal, iron, and
s‘late; nad with immense deposits of granite.
So long nuo as 1835 it was known that there
were ho less than eight gigantic coal arens in
thoislund, the smallest of which is capable of
yielding, at very little expense ot working,
the extrmordinary total of thirty millions of
tone of the very Lest bituminous coal, This
18 the snme sort of cosl as that burnt in
London, and mouch the same quality as that
Produred on the banks of the Tyro. 1o this
bart of Ireland, howsever, county Leitrim, the
Owners of the roil, instead of pu-~hing forward
eﬂf,ﬂprlgen for exploring the mineral treasure
which heg at their feet, seem to be more
O_CCUPle.d in spending the money they derive
trom the surface of their possessings, to the in.

There ig no innate sauctity in the bond
which i suppored to biud tbe land to the
lord or the lord to the laud. - It {8 a bond
which is a survival of feudalism, and of the
days when the ruler had a right even to the
chantity of the ruled. And if anything were
needed to make the legislature overhaunl the
whole subjret of relationship betwixt land,
lord, and lahorer, it would be the disinclina-
tion of the middle term ot this triad Lo do his
duty in bringing the first and the Jaat—the
Jand and the laborer—into more productive
connection. It standr to reason that if the
owner of land has sn estate capable of yield-
ing £10,000 a yesr of minerals, and if he
is satinfled with £500 of prtatous from it, that
he is wilfully wasting £9,500, or sllowing
thig sum to remain idle, buried in a na~kin.
aud beyond all possible use. This is an
economic mistake which cannot be too much
inxisted upon, especially in the case of Ire-
land. If Irish laud owners bad already re—
sided on the soil, and bad used their money
a8 English and Scorch lund owpers hiave oc-
casionally dope, Yreluud at the pressot

‘| moment ought to bave rivalled a score of

busy manufacturing centres. It ooght to
have rival'ed, &ir, the bustling energy aud
wealth o} Glasgow, cf the Black Country, and
of the Tyne and the Wear. In one place, a8
I bave pointed out, sir, the mineral depnsits
of Ireland are exactly those of the great Clyds
basin. In wnoother r-gion t ey equal the
tlchness of the subterranean beds which belt
the waist of Euogland with a girdle of
proaperonus towns a»d villnges. Instead, how-
ever, of Iteland’s proprietors doing their duty,
it is a matter of history that they hava
migerably failed, and out of that failure has
come the present discordance butween the
two sides of tbe Irish Chaauel.

But the evil of propristorship, as 1 have
said, does not rest with [relaud alone. Scot-
1and, specially in the Western Hivhlauds, is
being miserably treated ; while villages which
formurly supported peaceful and thriviog vil-
lagers are pow depopulated wastes in which
the footprint of the hushandman has been re-
placed by the stealthy slot of the deer. We
do not hear much of Scotch nunoyance and
aoger at this, because the Scot, with char-
acteristic belpfoluess, shakes the dust of
monarchy from his feet, and umigrater to freer
goils and purer institutions—emiucrates, o
fact, to a land where b will be able to livein
all the proud and unhending equality with
which a man of “ the land of brown heath and
rhapggy wood” regards his felluws. Iuvdeed,
the most epparent fearvre of the whole ques-
tion of laudlordism is that when the average
Englisk Scotrh, and Irish artisan or farm
laborer reaches a region where the landlord
has no existence, where in reslity the worker
owns the soil, then thers the poor mau
of the Old World Dbecomes the rich
man of the New, This is mnot
owing to any surprising change in
the mind or the body of the wirker
himeelf. What a laborer is at Liverpool
he will bein New York ; wh-t he was in Cork
he is certain to baupon landing at Melbourue.
But on the other side of the great silent sea
which divides the medern ipstitutions of the
immense belt of free antarctic and Western
States from the effete monarch and aristo-
cracy ridden countricr of Europe, thers is no
idle owner of the acre to vat up unecarned
profits.  'This is the whole point at issue be-
tween the lanalord and the lnborer who lives
by or on the land. Thie point ig, too, at the
root of all Irish troubles. It ir this question
which is at the bottom of one balf of the great
strikes that e¢very now nud again paralyze the
coal-miniug or iron-smelting indusiries ot the
renlm ; for the ewployer, forced to pay all
kinds of royalties to lords of the manor snd
other obsvlute but unfortunately very existent
personages, occurionally tries to make the
men pay it by mulcting the sum out of their

wages.
One way to dial with 1his piece
of injustice, to do it  thorouzhiy
and well, is to abolish entail. The

evils of the present system of IJandiordism
arc not so murh the jmmense sums
wasted by dissolute young ecaptains in the
Guards, gay loungers at the cluhs, West-end
gamblers, or the butterflies who flutter round
Monreo gamhling tables. Nino-tenths of
the cost of the Britisbh aristociacy, and a cost
which is lifted a8 bodily out of the soil us if
it wore a taugibie sheaf of wheat carried off
from the ficlds, is the cost of maintaiving old
frumps of dowagers, immense armies ot
younger sons ; and providing for the portions
of young pirla whose “long pedigrees’ are
not 8o long as their preposterous demands on
the soil upon which they and their families
are quartered. This incessant suction, a
siction which perpetuslly drnins the land of
wealth, and which, as in the care of Ire-
land, equanders the capital that would open
up the land—this bleeding of field aud farm
is, sir, I contund, a most monstroas evil. Its
tendency is not only to drive the laborer
down to the ditch and the gutter, but to keep
bim in rags there, unless he has the courage
to seek in another hemisphere the séid com-
fort and political liberty our constitution and
laws deny him.

THE RIGHTS OF THE MINCRITY.

P )

The Hon. Mr. Anglin, ex-Speaker of the
Canadian Houss of Commons and an
anthority on Parliamentary matters, is editor
of the St. John Freeman, from which we take
the following extracts :—

The minority have rights which should be
respocted, but the maujority also have rights
which should not be disregarded, and to those
at least who imagine that a Coercion Bill is
necessary, as the majority allege, for the pre-
gervation of life and the maigtenance of the
rights of property in Ireland, it may seem in-
tolerable thut a mere handful of members of
Parliament—and mere Irish members at that
~—should be able, acting strictly within the
rules and the lawof Parliament, to resist its
passing tor 50 nrany weeks or days. But there
is really no excuse for their overriding the
law of Parliament as they have undoubtedly
dones. Better ten thounsand times that they
should bave wasted another weesk or month in
what are called dilatory motions than that
they should have exhibited themaslvesto the
world as willing, evon in the House of Com-
mons, which they so loved to regard as the
very home of law and order, to trample npon
their own.:laws in order to takea shortcut
to the victory which might surely have been
theira had they adhered to the elower, but the
logitimate mode of action. When at the end
ot the forty-two hours the Speaker actiog, 1t is
said, on an-understanding arrived at by the
leaders of the Whigs and Torles, rofnsed to see
or hear any other member who attempted to
addross nim, and put the question, so closing
the debate, he not only acted witbout
authorlty, but in violation of ths law and of

the rights of those whom he refused to hear.

S0 aleo when he refused to entertain the
motion ot the Irish member, who alleged that
Mr, Gladstone by his conduct bronght him.
self within the purview of the rules adopted
last sessjon, and then allowed Mr. Gladstone
to move thut the Irish member, whose only
uffence apparently was his baving made that
motion, should be expelled, he acted
manifestly ia grose violation of all right and
justice, one member having just as much
1ight 85 another to make sach a motion, and
tbe House only baving the rizht to de-
termine whether it should be adopted or re-
jected.

If tha Government and the majority found
it necessary or desirable to. entrust the
Speaker, or a mwjority of the House, with the
power to say when n dehate should close, or
when & motion hitherto in order should not
be put, or s member who wished to spesk,and
who was not precluded from speaking by any
existiong rule of law, should not he henrd,they
might have changed the rules to that « flect.
Io doing this they would probably have vpent
or lust some days, but when the rules were 5o
chunged the power of the min« rity to obstzuct
or delay would be at an end. This iz what
they have since done, and it is bad enough
that this has been done, and that tho British
House of Commons has thereby beon reduced
almost, if ot quite, to the level of a German
or French Legislative Assembly, but it was
far worse thata minority were crushed in de-
fiance, nay in violation of law and right.
The rules adopted last session to prevent ob-
stiuction went a long way to limit the rights
of members of Parliument, placing the indi~
vidual member very much at the mercy of
the majority, and rendering him liable to
temporary expulsion for doing what the other
rules, and the old established law of Darlia-
wment entitled him to, if only the majority
chose to rezard his conduct as obstructive.
T'hose rules the mxjority enforced 1n the most
guvere, Day, almost the most savage manner,
after, it is true, having boroe with what was
mubifestly obstruction for several days. It
would bhave besn botter thaa it is bad they
only enforced those rules; but their anger
blinded their judgement, and prevet:ted their
seeipg at the time the full consequences of
the course they took., Tbey thought only to
cruch ouly & few obstinate Irish memuers, but
they changed almost in a moment the whole
character of the British Parlisment,
and the standing of every member of that
Parliament, go that if the lrish members are
really the enemies of British institutions
some suppose them to be, the triumph is
theirs.

Mr. Gladstone's proposed change of the
rles is that whenever a minister declares any
qaestion to be urgent, the Houre, nn question
being put by the Speaker, not lens theu 300
members being present, may, by a vote of
three to one, decide that the debate shall close.
Henceforth miporities will speak and act
merely on suflerance, and the poritions of
Irish members will bo this, that although
every man of them voted that debatson any
yuestion should pe free, they mny be voted
down and silenced. Evideotly under the
rule the position of Ireland in the union will
he worse and more intolerable than ever.
The world should grieve at seeing so great
and glorious an institution as the House of
Commons, with all its fuults, g0 suddenly
undergo so sad atransformation

Exclusiveness in Political Agita-
tion and Revoluation,.

The work that Charles Stewart P.‘fi’ﬁ'p 1 and
the Land Lengus of Ircland are éhgaghff in is
a work of political revolution’ghrongh ngita-
tion that will oring to and ¥orck’ dpon the
attention not only of the Bl ﬁjf governing
power, but of the peoples andvf)o'wera of the
who'e civilized world, the merits of thelr side
of the question they propose for solution.
The« revotntion nimed at is the leveling dewn
ot an aristocralic proprivtary of lands, par-
celed out in great estates, and the leveling
up of apeople’® proprietary of lands par-
celed out in small farms as in the United
States. It is more than a revolution in
land tenure; it is a revelution in
classes. In Great Britrin and Ireland it i
the land—Iarge possession of land, that
gives men pesition, power ard consequence
in the realm ; not movey. The man who ir
the mere pnssessor of 100,000 pounds sterling
in the {unds is a nobody rs compared to the
mnan who owns an “estate” in Ensland, Ire-
laud or Scotland, worth 100.000 pounds ster].
ing, o matter whera he lives or spends hiz
in-ome. The British system aims to kecp up
thix landed aristocracy, and to keep down
and under foot as persapnts, and tenants at
wili, the masses of the paople. A knowledpe
and constunt consideration of this fact is
necessary to a correct understanding of ths
onject and effuct if succesrful of the move-
nept of Mr. Parnell and the Land League.
In this work—this contest, agiwmtion,
revolution, there is no religioue iraue. The
meanest and most oppressive landlords of Ire-
land are Doth Catholic and Protestant, and
the poorest and most outraged of the ten
antry are alike Catholic and Protestant, al-
though outside of Ulster the Catholic snflurers
are tha mogt numerous, Mr. Parnell is him-
relf not ouly a Protestant hut a landlord. o,
too, nmong other classes the people are divided
or upited, as the cuse may be, without refer-
ence to their religious creeds Andit isowing
largelv to this abrence of & religious isrue
that the Land Lesgue in Ireland, with Mr,
Parnell at its head, has been able to do all that
it has done within the little more than a year
of its existence. It Is to be regretted by the
friends of the cause of the people that at
this stage of the agitation and revolution
an attempt should be made by the
Archbisbop of Dublin to thrust a r.ligions
firebrand into the controversy. Archhishop
McCabe of Dublin has, a8 he has a right to
have, hig own political views and predilec~
trons, and they are well known to be atrongly
on the Tory side. Hence it is that he hastens
upon assumption and without knowledge of
fuct to go off, very much as did Mr. Shaw,
M.P., at half-cock, by promulgating his pas-
toral for Lent, which he iz to isewe next Sun-
day, several days in audvance, through the
channel of the greatest enemy in tbis country
of Mr. Parnell and the Land League,the New
York Herald, which by yesterday's cable had
the following :

] have teem favored with an advanced
copy of the prstoral for Lent of His Grace
Archbishop McCabe, which will be read in all
the Catholic churches in the archdiocese on
pnext Sunday. The following remarkable
passage occurs referring to Mr. Parnell’s con-
ference with MM, Rochefort and Hugo:
alt is our duty in these troubled
times ocarnestly to pray for our Holy
Father and for the peace of the Church.
We should also pray with great ferv-r for our’
own dear couutry, on which, in His infinite
wisdom and unfathomable providence, the
Almighty has permitted sore trials to fall.
Her history for ages has been an almost un-
broken record of temporal sorrows, which, to
a groat extent, are atill her- portion. But
a calamity more terrible and humiliating
than anv that has yet befallan her gecms to
threaten our people to-day. Allfes for onr coun-

try in her ntruggle for justice are sought from
the ranks of ‘impious infidels, who have

pluoged their own unhappy land intc misery,
and who are now sworn to destroy the
foundations of all religion. Will Catholic
Ireland tolerate such an indignity? Wil
she give her confidencs to men who have
wickedly planned it? Will she break from
all boly traditions which durlng ages of
pereecution commanded for her the veneration
of the Christiau world? Let us piay that God
in His mercy may torbid it.”

Mr. Parnell visited Paris a few weeks ago
to enlist the services of the French press and
through that prees tho sympathies of the
Franch people, ivst ag he visited this country,
to whoge Bhglish speaking inhabilants he
could address himself directly, for a kindred
purpose, a little over a year ago. There is,
80 tar ug any fuct appears, no more ground
for assiling him new, as Archbisbop McCabe
sssalls him above, for his visit to Paris, than
there was for assailing him a year ago on the
occasion of his visit to New York. Exclusive-
ness in the field of the cburch to which the
Archbishop devotes Lis life {s as easy as it is
patural. But it is differeat in a work like
that in which Mr. Parnell is engaged. Re-~
volutionists—even peaceful revolutionists,
like Mr. Parnell, cannot call people to the
right and Urush them away at the
left wher he has an appeal to make
for aid. When he came to New York ho
met and mixed with all classes, and enlisted
all of them he could in his cause without in-
quiring what were their political or relicious
views, or whether they wers enemies or
friends of tbls church or that churck. It was
the same at Paris. He wanted the press ot
Paris to speak out for his cnuse, and he
called upon aad asked the Paris editors and
writers to do so without regard to what they
were or are, just as he did when among the
“infamous infidels ¥ who are the editors and
writers of the New York press for a like pur-
pose. By so doing Mr. Parnoil has comprom-
ised neither himself nor the Land Leagus. The
infidel revolutionary Fronch press wriiers are
pot using hiu. or the League; he and the
League are using them. "Thisis legitimate
and proper. And we believe it will mect the
cordial approval of no: only the masses of the
people, but of the Irish clergy of Arch-
bishop’s McUabe's church who are mostly
gpung from the oppressed cluss, and who are
never seen toadying to Dublin Castle. When
it can be shown that Mr. Paruell has formed
any alliance with the * impious infidels” of
Puris- -hus e¢ntered into any schemes that in-
volve him and the Land League in their visws
or purposes, then it will by time for gond
men of the Church lilke Archbishop MeCabe
to Lurl unathema at hLim through their
pastorals, but not before; and when, if ever,
they have canso and occasion, it is heped
that they will do so deceutly and in order
through their proper church channels, in-
stead of, by advance publication, through the
columns of the timpious infidel"—the Su-
tauic press of New York. Indeed, so tar as
uny facts appear to warrant jndgment, it is a
fair question whether Archbishop McCabe's
relations to the New York Herall are not
quite as compromisivg to his character, as
the incideut of n meesting at Paris with Lloclie-
fort is compromising to the character of the
chiet 1rish agitator and bis cause.

The Highland glens are toe
oempty to be good recruitipg grounds now,
Still, however, a fair proportinn of the
recruits ccmes from beyond the Grampians,
and most of tho rest are Scotch, The number
of Knglish and Iiish in the Highland regi-
ments is small. The Highlander aund the
Lowlander do not always amalgamate well in
civil life; but they do in the army. The
Lowlander ig as proud of the kilt as the Guael ;
and for the simple reason—that in the army
it is regnrded as the badge of Scotch pation-
ality, and is dignified by traditions of valiant
and well-tried service, second to pone in the
long aud glorious roil of the wars of Britain.
The strength of an army lies in Buch tradi-
tions as much us in it rifles and bayonets,
Take away the bLagpipe and the tartan and
you unnerve the right arm of the Highlnnd
tegiment. ‘These things are to the Scotch
soldiar —be his native place north or south of
tho Tay—the emblems of all the zallant past,
whore houor is in his keeping. "T'he blast of

Detsils of the Late Baittle. - .

LoNpox, March 2.—The London Stendord's
correspondent says :—Our occupation of the
hill rendered ‘the Boer 'position absolutélv
untenable, 88’ we ‘took thelr whole intrench-

ments in reverse of our own camp. Although:

‘miles away it looked guite close, for we were
‘at'an elevation of two thousand five hundred
feet above it.” The enemy’s principal lasger
The
position we had secured was undoubtedly
one of immense natural strepgth. On the
summit was a plateau go that all troops not
actuully engaged in repelling assaults could
liedown perfectly secure from fire below. For
an hour the greater part of the troops rested ;
a portion, h-wever, helping the sdilors, who
bad not so far been able:to get the Gatling
gun up the hill.

At sunrise the Boers were to be seen
moviog In their lines; but it was not until
rearly an hour later that a party of mounted
videttes were seen trotting out toward the
kill, upon which they evidently intended to
take their stand, As they approached, our
ouilying pickets fired upon them, and our
preseace was for the first time discovered.

The sound of our guns was heard at Dutch
Laager, and the whole scene chaunged as if by
wmagic. In place of a few scattered fizures
there appeared on the scene swarms of men,
rushing hither and thither., Some rushed to
their horses and others to the waggons; and
work in yvoking the oxen and preparing for
‘nstunt retreat began at once When the first
panpic abated it could be seen that some per-
son in authority bad taken the command.

‘T'he greater number of the Boers began to
move forward with the evident intention of
attackisg us; but the work of preparing for
retreat'in cass of necessity still went<on, and
continued until the waggons were inspanned
and ready to move away. Sowse, indeed, at
once began to withdraw. At about seven
o’clock tue Boers opened fire and the bullets
whistled thickly over the plateau. The men
were all perfuctly cool and confident. I do
not think the possibility of the positiva being
carried by storm occurred to any one. From
seven to eleven o’clock, the Boers, who were
lying all around the hill, maintained a con-
stant fire,

Their shooting was wonderfully accurate.
The et~nes behind which pur men in the
front line were lying were hit by almostevery
shot. Opposed to such shooting as this there
was 00 necd toimpress upon the men to keep
well uader cover. They only showed them-
se'ves to take an occasional shot, and accurate
as was the enemy’'s shooting up to elever
o'clock, we bad bat tive casualties.

Shortly after one o'clock a teirific fire snd-
dealy broke forth from the right lower slopes
of the hill, the side on which firing had all
wlong been heaviest. A tremendous rush
was Simultaneously made by the enemy. Our
advanced line wns at once nearly all shot or
driven back upou our main position. This
position may be described as av oblong basin
on the top of the hill. It was about two
hundred yards long by fifty broad. Our
whole force now liped the rim of the basin
and fixed bayonets 1o repel the assailants,

The Boers, with shouts of trinmpb, swarm-
ed up the sides of the hill, and made several
desperate attempts to carry the pogition with
a rush. FEach time, however, (hey ware
driven back with the buyonet. After each
charge the firing, which nearly ceased during
the melee, broke out with renewed violence,
and the air above U8 seemed alive with bul-
lets. The troops did their duty well and
steadily, and trying as was the occasion
fought with great coolness, encouraged by
their officers. -

At last the Boers, who had gathered near
the edge of the slope, made a tremendous
rugh at a point beyond that at which th-y
had before been attacking, and where the
number of Jefenders was comparatively small.
They burst through the defenders and poured
in over the edge of the basin, and our posi-
tion was lost

The main [ine of our defenders ,their flank
turned and tuken in reverse, made a rush
along the plateau to epdeavor to form and
rally, but it was useless, With fierce shouts
and a storm of bullets the Boers poured in,

There was a wild rush, with the Boera close
bebind. The Toar of the firing, the whistling
of the bullets and the yells of the enemy made
upa din which seemed infernal. Al around
men were fulling. There wns no resistance—
no halt. It was a flight for life. At this
moment T was knocked down by the rush and
trampled upon,and when T eameto my senses
the Boers were firing over me at the retreat-
ing troopr, who were moving down the Lill.

As to the completencss of their victory
there can be bo question. They carried by
sheer fighting a position which thelr General
himself considered to be, defended by the
force at Lis command, impregoable. Even
pow I cap hardly uvuderstand how it was
done, ro sudden was the rush, 60 instantane-
ous the charge fromrx what we regarded as
perfect safety to imminent peril. Up to the
moment when the Boers made this rush they
bad effected no progress whatever. A fow
only of our,men had been engaged.

The
Jatter - bad the slip given them on
two = oucasions, omce thromgh a b'ock
in the tmaffic and the other time
through the agitators suddenly turning be-
»ind the Vendome Column. Oune day the
Home Rulers, on leaving the Hotel Brightun,
aaw a man in a blouse watchiog them. Oo
‘their taking a cab he was joived by a man In
an over-coat, and both took a cab which fol-
Jowed the egitators, The latter, curious to
sge the extent of the erpionage made their
driver take a sigzag course, sumetimes stop-
ping without their alighting, and at length
stopping 50 long that tho detectives got tired
and bade their driver go a little way off, but
within sight. «Parnell and O'Kelly did not
menn, however, to spend the day in thel; cab,
and ihe constant pursuit of which they were
the object began to exhapust their patience.
So they alighted, went to the door of the
tab where the agonts wero waiting, aud
langhed in the face of the sples, who,
as may be supposed, did not utler a syl-
lable,. the man in the blouse quickly
throwiog himself behind the other to
conceal himsel{. M. Andrieux bas accepted
the humillation of belog the flunkey ot the
English governmeunt just as he relished being
tbe flunkey of the Russian government. Op-
portunism will scon become o mere rexister
office. As to M. Gambetta, for whom all
kinds of disagreeable ouds have been pre-
dicted, nnd who, nevertheless, has not ncquired
the stoutness of first-class Eoglishmen, itis
quite clear he will now finixh, when he has
doubled in size, by occupying the boxof the
Prince of Wales' carringe.”

New Yonrk, March 5.—The TForid's cable
despatch says: Thero is great excitement
throughont Munster in anticipation of arrests
uander the Cosrcion Act. Businessin Cork is
almost suspended. A number of prominent
Leaguers and Nationalists loft for Iougland
and some for the Cuited States.

other sufterer would have to be recovnized.

Loxroy, March 5, —The Globe contains the
:ollowing paragraph :—«Thero iga certain uo-
pleasant resemblance hetween the flerce
assaults now wmade by Sir William Harcouait
on tho dejected and disorganized Land
T.earuvrs and the un—English practice of hit-
ting & man when he is down .”

Dyory, March 5.—The Chief-Becretary will
ke a broad view of the operation of the new
act. While some of the law officials at the
Castle deem suspicion fairly pointed at an in-
dividaal to be sufticient to justify his arrest,
Mr. Furster insists that evidence of an overt
act wust be adduced, such as would influsnce
kis mind in the capacity of a juror, and that
n prima facic case be gstablished against the
sccused. A mecting of the Privy Couneil was
held at the Castle this evening. The Dablin
Gazette was then issued containing proclama-
tions for the countiesr of Clare, oleven burou-
jes in County Cork, Galway, Kerry, Leitrim,
Limerick, Blayo, Roscommon and B5ligo.
The followipg i8 s proclamation for
County Clare by the Lord-Lieutenant and
rivy Council in Ircland, Xarl Cowper:—
* We, Lord-Lieutenant General and Geueral
tiovernor of Lreland, by and with the advice
of the Privy Council of Ireland, and in virtue
of an Act passed In the forty-fourh year of
the reign ot Her Mnjusty Queen Victoria, in-
titled tAn Act for tne better protection of
person and property in lreland,’ and of every
power and authority in this bebalf, do, by tiis
our order, specify and declare that part of
Ireland bereinafter inentioned—that is to say,
the county of Clare—shall from and after the
th day of 8farch be and continue a proscribed
district within the meaniLg of the provisions
of said Act. Given at Dublin Castle this 4tb
day of March, 1881." This proclamntion wus
signed by Chief Secretary W, E  Fowster,
Lord Monck, Rieht Hon. L, Sullivan, Master
of the Rolls; Judge Flana:an, and General
Sir Thomas Moutagu Steele, Commander of
ihe Forces.

The proclamations for the other counties
are gimilar, The Gasette also contains two
forms of warrants for arrest, one for high
freason, the other in blank for crime to be
specified, The number of arrests as origin-
ally intended will be very much diminished
by the voluntary exila of oumbers of the aus-
pected. DMr, Matthew Huarris, one of the de-
fondauts in the State trials, and ove of the
most advanced aavocates of L.eague doctrines,
went to England this morning. Mr. Boyton
has mysteriously disappeared. Mr. Sheridap,
another of the defendants, is not at present
at bome. I heard this afterncon that the
number of arrests in the course of next week
will be twenty-six. Should Mr. Dillon re-
turn to Ireland to-morrow evening he will
aot be arrested, Neither will that happen
i he speaks at tho meeting in Mallingar on
Sanday, But next week will bring fortb its
own events. Thero is every probability
that the meeting at Mullingar will be pro-
hibited.

The attempted murder of Mr. Scoit, a land
agent, while driving along the Ardrea and
Lullina road, remains s mystery, Rewards
have been offered bo b in this and in the
Hearne case, butinformers are scarce now-a-
idaye.

Duveiy March T.—An agrarinn maurder
wns committed fn the County Westmeath
