“IRGENCY" FOR COERCION ONLY

Lospox, March 8.—In the Commong, this
afternoos, Mr. Gladstone sald the Govern-
ment desired to introduce the Irish Land Bill
af the earliest opportunity. The Govern-
ment nover instructed Gen. Wood to ask the
Boers for an armistice, but it fully approved
of one.

Mr. Dodson, President of the Local Govern-
ment Board, said there were no cases of
trichinosis in Eogland. He hoped there was
no real cause ol slarm, but, in view of the
action of foreign Governments, the local sani-
tary autborities had been enjoined to carry
out the provisions of the Act ordering an
exppination of all pork exposed for sale.

In Committee to-night on the Arms Bill
the House adopted Cilause 2, after the rejec-
tion of several amendments proposed by
Howe Rulers.

During the discussion of Clause 3, O'Don-
nell was suspended for disregarding the
ruling ol the Chair,

After o scene, in which the Chairman’s
right to nome a member wes challenged by
the Home Rulers, the Speaker had to be sent
for to enforce O'Donnell’s suspension.

Cleuses 3 and 4 were then adopted.

Mr. Gladstone, in reply to Sir Stafford
Norihcote, in the House of Commons, to-day,
said ;—¢ The Government desire to introduce
the Inish Land Bill at the earliest possible
opportunity, but that is a question of policy.
The voting of the Esiimates, however, is
urgent. The Government cannot fix & day
{or Earl Stanhope's resolution in regard to
Candahar until the urgent business of Supply
is finished.”

After the rejection of severa! more Home
Rule amendments, progress was reported.
Harcourt gave notice that it the considera-
tion of the Bill in Committee was not finished
by 3 o'clock on Wedneadry afterngon, he
wotld move that the remaining amendments
be put torthwith.

Lospon, March 9.—Towards midnight an
exiraprdinary scene, which for a few momonts
tureatened to develop into a physical row,
took place in the House of Commons. Mr.
Finnigan, referring to the constant interrup-
tions characterized them as a « beastly bellow-
ing.” Mr. Playfalr, the Chalrman, called on
him to withdraw his remark. Mr. O’'Donnell
10se to a point of order and pointed out that
Daniel O'Conmnell had used the word * bel-
lowing " to honorable members. Mr. Playfaic
interiupted him stating that the point of
order bad been decided. Mr. O’Donnell
would not be put down, he decided that he
would epeak on & new point of order. Mr.
Playfair declared thnt he would ¢ name " Mr.
ODonnell if he pesisted dlsregardingy
this warnivg. Mr. O'Donnell continu-
ed o speak tclaiming that he was
only exercising his right.” The utmost con-
fugion reigned in the House, and it was diffi-
cult to hear Mr. O'Donnell owing to the
noisy interruptions and cries of f#name.”
Sir Willlam Harcourt, during the disorder,
was observed to whisper to Mr, Playfair, who
immediately afterwards “npamed” Mr,
ODonnell. The scene at this momeni be-
came threatening. BIr. O'Donnell shouted
that he would have to be removed by the
police, and the Irish members closed around
to help him, if attacked. A physical row
was, however, aveided owing to Mr. Parnell’s
prudent advice. In obedience to the request
of the Irish leader the member for Dungarvan
retired peacefully.

Loxoox, March 9.—In the Commons, this
afternoon, several Irich amendments to the
Arm# Bill wero rejected. Harcourt, in op-
posing the one giving persons arrested under
the Aot the right to jury trial, snid the pre-
sout ugitation was undoubtedly a Fenian con-
spiracy under another name. Varfous Irish
members proteated agaiost this assertion. At
3 p.m. Parnell was speaking against the
Government's endeuvoring to abolish jury
trial for political oftences, when the Chair—
man rose. The amendment was rejscted, 273
to 36. Other amendments were rejected by
sl_mllnrly overwhelming majorities, and the
Bill passed through Committee.

Mr._Gladstone said he hoped, if his proposal
{o facilitate business in Committes of Supply
was acceded to, he would be able to devote
Thursday week to the debate on the Canda-
har question. There were fifty supplemental
votes of money to be taken before the close ot
the financial year. 1t was proposed to fix the
portion of the Afghan war expens:s to be
borne by England at five million pounds,
which would partly be met by the remission
of two million pounds debt due by India, and
partly by a series of annual grantsto India.
He said he would move on Monday that the
state of public business was urgent in refer-
ence to Supply, and that Supply should con-
sequently have precedence.

Sir 8. Northcote said he was snxious to
support the Government in the arrangsment
of business, but an application for urgency
to Supply was a8 matter for grave considera-
tion. .

Mr. Gladstone stated that the Government
would ask a vote on account for three months.
The introduction of the Land Bill before
Esster would depend on whether all necessary
Bupply was fivished.

The Spenkerannounced that he would sub-
mit to-night the new rules for the application
of urgency to Supply.

Sir W, V. Harcourt declared that the pur-
poses of the Land League were very similar
to those of the Keninc organization.

Mr. Parnell denied that there was any con-
nection between the Laod League and the
Fenians, though the latter had sent money to
tbe Lengue.

Loxpon, March 12.—The bdpeaker's new
tules were submitted to the House of Com-
mans last night for the application of urgency
to Supply.

THE NIHILISTS TRIUMPH AT LAST !

A Terrible Death.

BLOWN TO PIECES BY A NITRO-
GLYCERINE BOMB.

POPULARITY OF THENEW EMPEROR

—

EXCITEMEINT.

——

ST. PETERSBURG, March 13,—The Emperor
Alexander, second Cear of all the Russias,
was assassinated this (Sunday) afternoon
while returoing from o review of troops.
While the Emperor’s carriage was proceeding
to the Winter Palace, and when within a
short distance of it, a bomb was flung into the
carriage, and instantly o tremondous explosion
followed, completsly shattering the carriage
and causing the wildest confusion. 8o great
was the concussion thatthe mounted Jircas-
giang who were escorting the Emperor were
burled to the ground, a3 were also the horses
attached to the Cuzar's carriage; while the
people watking in the vicinity were knocked
off their feet, the windows in the houses fora
distance of 300 yards were shattercd, so great
was the force of the explosion. During
the excitement, which was intonse, the
Czar and Grand Duke Michael, who nccom-
panied him, were peen escaping through
the smoke, when a second bomb fell, explod-
ing near them, proving instaptly fatal. The
Emperor’s leg was torn clean from his body,
while he received other scrious injuries.
The Circassians, who were running to his
assistance whean they saw him escaping from
his carriage, were instantly killed, as were
gaveral others mnear by. The Grand Duke
Michael was seriously wouuded by both ex—
plosions. The Czar was immediately taken
to the Winter Palace, but all medical effort
to revive him proved uselers, and he died at
balf-past three o'clock. Two young men,
supposed to be the assassins, have been se-
cured by the police. The most inteuge ex-~
citoment prevails among the people, while
the lmperial family are bowed down with
grief, Numerous telezrams of sympathy
and condolence have been received from all
the capitals of Europe.

Loxpoy, March 13.—News from St. Peters-
burg of the aseassination of the Emperor has
created 8 most profound sensation; at the
clube and places of public resort i{ has been
the theme of convergation. The Grand Duke
Alexis and Duke and Duchess of Edinburgh
ware greatly ehacked on receipt of the tele-
giam annooncing the death of the Empernr,
and left for St. Petersburg instantly. The
Queen and Prince of Wales were deeply af-
fected, and immediately telegraphed their
condolonces with the Imperial family. The
Russian Embassy was crowded with nobles and
others making inquiry for the latest details,
aud everywhere in London thera was intenre
excitomont. Further news states that groat
1ndignation is felt in St. Petersburg over the
assaggination, and the soldiers are fin-
rious, Crowds throng about the Win-
ter Palace, the streets are Jimpns-
sable, and it i8 only the extreme
military precautions that prevent riots taking
place. Telegrams have been sent to all for-
eign courts and to the governors of towns and
other places of the sad event. The assassing
bad one hundred bombs concealed at points
along the route that the Emperor's carrisge
passed to the Winter Palace, The shells
were filled withi ntro-glycerine. The only
word {hat passed the Emperor's lipa while he
was dying was ¥ Czarewitch.”

$7. PETERSBURG, March 14.—The Imperial
mnnifesto is as follows :-—We, by grace of
God, Alexander IIL, Emperor and Autocrat
of all the Russias, Czar of Poland, Grand
Dukeo of Finland, etc., hereby make known
to all our faithful subjects that it pleased
Almighty in bis inscrutable will to
visit Russla with heavy blows of
fate, and call her benefactor, Alexan-
der Il., to |himself, He fell by
the heands of impious murderers, who
hed repestedly sought Lis precious life, and
made their attempts because they gaw in bim
a protector to Russis, the fcrmulation of her
greatnoss, aod promoter of the welfare
of the Russian people. Let us bow
to the unfathomable will of Divine Provi-
dence, and offer up to the Almighty our
prayers for the repose of the pure soul of our
beloved father, We asceud the throne which
we inherlt from our forefathers, the throne of
the Russian Empire, and the Czardom and
Grand Dukedom inseparable connected with
{t. We assume the heavy burden wkich
God imposed wupon us, with firm re-
liance upon Ris almighty help. May
He' bless our work to the wellare, of our
beloved fatherland and poide onr strength
for the bapplness of our faithful subjecta, In
repeating befors Almighty God the sacred
vow made by our father to divete sccording
to the testimeut of our forcfathers, the whote
of our life to care for the welfare and houor ut
Russla, we call upen all faithfol sulijects o
unite before the Altar of Almighty (rod their
praise with ours and commend thet to swear
fidelity to ns and to eur successor.

The Agence Russe says the Grand Duke
Michael was driving behind the Czar sleluh,
with Col, Dorjebky., When the bomb wa3
thrown le disappesred in the crowd and
escaped. The troops have taken theoath of

uliegiance to the now Ewperor. The Imperial

family to-dayswore allegiance to Alexander.
Tne Court officiale will swear their allegiance
at one o*clock this afternoon.

The Trove Vremya states that the man ar-
rested yesterday confessed he threw the first
bomb, but denies any knowledge of the per-
sons who threw the second. In addition to
the revolver which the prisoner attempted to
use, a dagger was found ou bim, The name
he gave ia believed to be false.

The Golos states the priconer i8 21 years
old, and a native of Borovitchy, Government
of Novgorod. During the night a Cossack
and a civilian, who declined to give his
vame, died from injuries received by the
bursting of the bombs. 20 persons were
wore or less injured; 13 are in the hospital.
The whole city is in deep mourning.

- Beruiy, March 14.—The sensation created
by the assassination is indescribable. The
Imperial Princes remained until 2 this a.m.
with the Emperor, whbo is inconsolable. The
Crown Prince Frederick William of Pruesia,
ar Prince Frederick Charles, will attend the
faneral.

Lonpox, March 14.—The Prince and Prin-
cess of Wales, Prince and Princess Teck, and
the whole staff ot the Russian embassy and
other foreign representatives, attendod special
service in the Welbreck Streot Greek Chapel
to-day. 'I'ne Dukeand Duchess of Edinburgh,
who were stnying at Clarence Hall, St. James,
received the news of the Czar's dentl: yester-
day atternoon. The Duke immediately mado
arrangements for a special train to Dover, and
left with the Duchess and Russian Grand
Duke Alexiz at 8 pm. to go direct to St.
Petersburg. The Queen's drawing room, an-
nourced for I'riday, hms been indefinituly
postponed.

Panis, Mnrch 14.-—President CGrevy tele-
praphed condolences with the Imperial Rus-
si-n family. Tho unewspapere of ull sbades
express berror at the Emperor’s murder.

Loxpox, March 1t.-~It is now stated thac
the aegassing who killed the Czar drove in
the proceseion in an open barouche and were
thus able to avoid suspicion and get close to
the Imperial carriago, The bombs which the
murderers threw, and which did the fatal
work, exploded with such force as to tear up
the entire pavement around the place whare
they struck, and to meke a hole four feet dvep
in the ground. Before the Czir expired the
royal physician had smputated both legs.
The Czar allowed the operation, having been
assurad of its extreme necessity, aud that in
the operation lay the only hope of saving his
life.

VIENNA, March 14,—The stupor produced
by the first shock caused by the news of the
assassination of the Czir is8 now succeeded
by an excitement which pervades all classes,
and threatensa to rise to dangevous heights.
The Emperor i8 groatly nflected, and among
the Ministers ol the Court, as well as the re—
presentatives ot other powors here, the live-
liest apprehension of further trouble is enter-
tained.

Loxnoy, March 14.—All the journals and a
great majority of the people in the clubs and
other resorts expross great horror over the
assassination of the Cznr. NKormal expres-
sions of grief apd indignation are heard on
every hand, and the daughter nad son-in-law
of the murdered Emperor, as well us his son
Alexig, were overwhelmed with visits of
condolence before their departure for St.
Potorsburg, but beneath all this there is ob-
servable in many (uarters an under current
of modified approval ¢f the dreadful deed
and n disposition to speak of it ny something
which was jnevitable in the long run and
might ag well come now as herenfter. Indeed
in 8 ‘me quarters frequented by Liberals and
Rudicals there was no pretence mnade of
mourning for the deed, and ths only regret
oxpreseed was that it might turn out to be jll-
timed, Among the foreign exiles and re-
fugees, who live chicfly in Leicester Square
and in Solio, there was open exultation mani-
fested over the nmews, and prophecies were
freely made that the new Czar would not live
to reign more than a single year.

Loxvor, Merch 14.—Very careful and In-
dustrious cuquiry among foreign refugees in
this c.pital and other quarters, and revolu-
tionary associations which are known to exist
here, have restlted in {he disclesure of saveral
interesting and importaut facts coucerning
the assassination of the Czar yesterday. Itis
believed to be a truth that the party of assas-
sing consisted of four persons, one of them a
Pole, two Russians, und a resident of Berne,
in Switzerland, whose nationality is not ex-
actly known. The glass bombs which were
used were manufactared, it is sald, in a well
known glassmaker's factory in Birmingham,
and there is said to be evidenca which can
bring home to parties who furnished the
bombs. a criminul knowledge of the
purposes for which they were to be
used. Although nanother story is that
the moanufactarers, while suspecting
that these deadly Instruments were to be used
for some nefarious purpose carefully avoid-
ing questioning too closely the customers to
whom they supplied them. The dynamite
with which they were filled was procured in
London, and the filling and preparations
were effected, accerding to the story, at
Berne. The assassing were acting uader a
well matured plan, dictated in the first place
by a well-known refugee, now llving in
Berne, and cartied out by orders of the as-
gociation of which he was the leading
gpirit. Abundant funds were furnisbed the
wseassing, and they had Leen residing in
St. Petersburg for some weeka before the
attempt which resulted 5o fatally yester-
dsy. They passed themselves off, one m8
an English englneer sud the others as travel-
lers for pleasure. [t now appears from let-
ters which are alleged to have been received
in London, that at least two of the assnesins
frequently drove at no great disfance behind
the Czar durli g bis daily journey through 8t,
Petersburg, and that on more thsn one occa-
sion their contemplated murder was pre-
veuted from being attempted only by a very
trifling accident,  Only one of the assassive
bae beer captured The other three, it is
clnimed by their friends in London, are juite

safe from arrest, or are either in security on

the German side of the frontier or liviag in
8t. Petersburg without the slightest suspicion
attached to them. When the question was
asked whether the arrested men would betay
their accomplices, the answer was a decided
and positive negative.

Lonbox, March 14.—All despatches from
St. Petersbu-g giving accounts of the assussi-
nation of the Czar show that he lost his life
because of his care for the wounded by the
explosion of the first bomb. He was implored
to resume his place in the carrisge, but re-
fased. It is expected that the military pow-
erg, in cousequence of the Czar's death, will
urge an early eolution of the Eustern ques-
tion. The Bultan, it is said, proposes to act
firmly.

Paris, March 14.— While public opinion
hore expresses horror at the murder of the
Czar, there aro not wanting many who pub-
licly express their approval of the crime, and
say that it was one of those paintul, but
necessary steps by which the emancipation of
the masses is only to be obtained. Those ex-
pressionsare heard not only among the lenders
of the pro-loyal, but are common this after-
noon in cufes and houses of entertainment on
the Doulevard, and even in some of the sefons
of titled and aristocratic ladies. Paris still
contains a large population of theoretical
revolutionists and reformers, who care only
to follow their own ideas logicaily
to their conclusions, and who believe tbat no
life, however gacrod, should stand in the way
ot tho accomplishment of their plaus for re-
gonernting society.  Among this class Lhe
murder of the Czar ia spoken of a3 an ovent
which, perbaps, has its sad features, but which
was nevertheless neceesary. ‘I'ho Bonapartistr,
on their sido, deplore the murder, aud say
that it was the fault of the Czar himself, that
he ut one moment attempted to Lo n libernl
monatch nnd at the next wus n despot: to
whicb the Republicans retort that Louis
Napoleon mads exactly the same mistako.

Loxbon, March 14.—"The Daily Newa thus
comments on the Czarcwitch’s future ;—«The
Czarewitch succeeds to an autbority more
embarassed than that which the murdered
Emperor received. Tho success of the Gov—
ernment in itg ¢fforts to stamp out Nihilism
have not hitherto been encouraging. What
have all the military trials dore? What has
been accomplished by the execution and
wholesule sending of exiles to Niberin? What
bna Louis Melikoff, with unlimited powera
and apparently liberal sontiments, efiected in
St. Petorsbarg? The answer is not difficult,
and one which all political experience would
lead Lo expect. The device of sitting upon
the safety-valve has led once more to the in-
evitable result. It would be mndnoss to per-
gist in it further.

New Yorg, March 14.—~The N. Y. 1olls
Zeitung, the Socialist organ in this city, will
say in to-morrow's issue :—i Tho successful
attempt directed against the last despot of
Russin has sent a thrill of wholegome terror
through the mperves of tyranls of oppressed,
and gives them warning of the appronching
social revolution, Except perbaps the old
Kaiser of Germany, there is scarcely an an-
dividual, and certainly no nution in the
whole world, to be found who hus received
tho news of Alexander’s death otherwise
than with rejoicing, but now whst are likely
to Lo the conseqiiences of this vielent ¢chango
in tho Russinn Government? ™Tho Russian
Empire is profounily shattered in its politi-
cal und fiunncial foundations; tsxes and op-
pression had ruined the peasant and warking
claages; foreign credit is gone; new resources
can be opened just a8 in France in 1879, only
by summouinga representative assemby of tho
people.  Such a measure ig impossible with-
out full amnesty of nll political offences. Such
aru the necessities which stare the new
Emperor in the face, How is he golng to
meet them? 1f he grants the people n full
and true liberty, theu indeed, his wounds mny
still be benled, but at the same time the old
Socinlist instincts and traditions shall awake,
the people shall tise against its immediate
oppressors, land-grabbers, usarpers, nobles
and Tichinovniers and the great social revo-
lution, that is, the destraction of Czardom,
become inevitable. If, on the other band,
Alexander III. grants but a mock con-
gtitution, them the 'war waged by
the Nihilists shall continue with re-
doubled energy, repressive measures shall

DIED OF STARVATION.
(Special Deapatch.)
New Youx, March 14 —I have just received
the following telegram, dated London, March

12th, from the Nun of Kenmare:

« Same day Boynton was arrested I founda
child tbree years old, nnconscious from star-
vation on the floor of our Infant School.

‘thought!® Strange! those moral outlaws,
who claim «free thought! as man's

highest boon ; who deny God Himzself if they
canuot reconcile His divine authority with
their lofty pretepsions ;. who are clumoring,
like geese, about  unfettered reason,” «lib-
erty of thought” &c., make a wrotched show
of the very shabbiest quality of ¢ thought"
whenever the oracles of their tremendous in-
telligence are moved to pips the Delphine
fate. I really don’t see why they should be
go eager and frantic to bother the ears of
common pense with such staggering Bob
kind of «thought” as ewerges from the
puny geetation of their feeblo minds, [s it
not passing queer that it should be necessary
to reject one's Crrator before one can
perfoctly succeed in  veasoning like a
fool? I say thia, because I never yet
met one of your # Free-thinkers,” “Agnostics,”
« Materinlists " or ¢ Advanced Reasoners,”
who failed—when you allowed the amaz-
fog creature sufticient tether—to reason like
a fool. From specimens [ bave wet with io
my time, I am profoundly convinced that cold
water, nerve tonics, a little phlebetomy, und
a diet of ¢ hard tack” might serve the unfor-
tunate moral and intellectual lepers whose
howlings, roarings anl blasphemics are be-
coming o grave nuisance to healthy natures.
The blatherskites do well to put their
« thoughts * on the free liat, for millions of
tons of similar « thoughts” are passing the
boundaries of common seuse daily—from
noisy Bedlams,

The inudelity of aur age is more superticial
than any unbalief of past cepturies. A mman
like Darwin, already o skeptic, conceives an
illogical, self-contindictory eystem, bolaters
the monster up with an attractive garb of
respectable natural science, aud cries to the
world :—¢« Lo here is the real creatorl Not
the Christian’s God but Darwin's divinity!”
Evolution not Creation eéxplaics all about the
Universs " And a certain class of {volish, con-
ceited creatures read Darwin, and presently
fall to exclaiming :—# What & reascunble sys-
tem! Whata profound man!” Such peoplo
possess no convictions whatever, or, if tbey
happen to bold some iragments of dormatic
truth, they have growa tired of tnhem, be-
¢+use, having no supernatural aids to support
and c.nsole them in this short lify, tho very
novelly of utter atheism furnishes them with
that excitement which, alternntely with
stupor, consumes their existenca, Tley
eagerly accept any theory, fhowever absurd,
that will stiflo fora momentthe voice of con-
gclerce and try to convince themselves of
any aud cvery argument against tho existence
of that awfual -Judge whose tribuual they
wonld wish to eseape. )

It such unfortuuates possessed any renl
knowledge of the vagaries of corrupt hearts
and perverted minds in the history of former
human delirium, they would see that the
groundless syst-ms of such men as Datwln,
Huxlev, Tyndall, Mills, Spencer & Co., are
merely modifications of the ancient Pan-
theism, material and spiritual, which bas al-
ways possessed such aitractions for minds of
unsettled belief.

1 pow approach a portion of my subject
with fear. It requires a stroug gense of duty
to keep the surzeon’s nerve steady while the
lancet rups within s hair's breadth of the
house of life.

The syllogism is good and lagical. It is
an argunment deduced from the benuty, mutual
rclationship and order of the visible creation
befora our eyes. We see a watch, so con-
structod with wheels, large and £mall, that it
a~curately measures timo. Tell a ravnge,
who has never seen 8 watch, that it made it-
gelf, and he will treat you to a smile of con-

tewpt, The watch is immensurably be.
neath the meshaniam of the world,
And yet, thero are moral mopsters,—

sticklers for #free thought’—tadvanced rea-
soners”—who will tell you that thisadmirable
order had no intellizent desizner. It is only,
as Darwin says, u fi(ncss or aduptation belong-.
ing to— Nature, And what i3 order but a
Jtness and o luptation in things? Can things
be made fit without a fitter? Can things be
adapted without an adapter? The skeptinis
very fond of Nature and Nature's lava.  Will
any infidel of the whole chaotic crowd tell
me, in definite terms, what is Nature? Is
Nature a mere abstractiva? Is it a reul
thing? Isita universal term? If so, whers
does this universal reside? And, what are
Nature’s Laws, abstracted from a superior
intelligence? Are Nature’s Laws forces
by theic own absolute energy? If sg,
Natare's Laws are prior to natural
phenomenn. The case must be called into
court Lrfors the law is applied. But nature's
laws are not forces by their own absolute
cnergy. ‘There ie but one force of His own
absolute energy—God—and when puny,
crude, ignorant skeptics talg of nature and
nature’s laws they talk of those things which
can only exist depecdent upon their exewplar
in the divine intelligence. If they had the
grace to humble themseives befors the
Almighty, to ask for light, (o cast themsolves
down in fasting, sackcloth and ashes for a
faew months, they would soon emerge from
the terrible eclipse of hea:t and mina which
hides from them the benign face of the
Creator and Lord.

Now, bow does your infidel reply to the
sytlogism -J bave given above? Just listen,
and if anything were nceded to inspire pro-~
found dirgust at those childrvn of tolly, their
upswer to that argumeot would be amply
suflicient. Here is besutiful reasoning :—

Whatever manifests design must have bad
a designer; God, in Hls alleged persopality
and attribntes, manifests design; therefore,
God must have hed a designer.

existence. 'Fhe positive ground belongs to
positive autkority not to n vegstion thereof,

But let us proceed to consider for awhila
one of “advanced” science's pet bobbies,
viz : tho eternity of matter.

They claim that
matter is eternal and bring forward to the
support of their fulse and absurd doctrine, a
mass of such ridicnlons ¢ reasoning” that
plainly prove the falsity of thelr position,
In order to proves themsslves #advanced
thinkers,” they reject Divine revelation
ns incomprebensible, though God is au-
thority for its truth, and eagerly
embraco and profess the most ahject
obedience to ¢ matter” aud its « eternity,”
though having nothing more solid than man's
authority for so doing! They thinl it fine
independence to hold hum n as of more
weight than divine authority, Then, agsin,
it is so piquant and sensat'onal, you know, to
say :—I um an « Agnostic,” or « Materialist,”
or « Atheist,” as trecasemav be!

found sgtudent, aud so acquainted with that
skepticnl, classical rugion, where Plato proges
ip attic pumbers, where Aristotle gives form
and snbatauce to Platonic chaor, vhere
Catunllus smeers and Droperting grios, whero
Sencea chuckles over tho fine moral bo
theorizes, and Cuto feels the sword-edgoe and
rages in Addironian blank verse!

Noble fellows ! banilt on another iutellec-
tun]l model from those petty auwlomale of
divine belief who never knew the glorious
uncertainty of judging for tuemselves, 1 am
sure, my {riends, you must have occasionally
met with our Canadlan rpecimens of the
devil’s army ; colossal geniuses, though pro-
vincial. I do not know whether it is an act
of agnosticim or profession of © advanced
thought,” but you wil! find a large proportion
of  frep thinkers” splitting their hair in the
middle and nourishing their ambrosial iocks
even unto their shoulders. There is gene-
rally u wild and cheotle expression of eye
about {hem, awfully suggestive of abyamal
thought and the cutting of «scien-
tific" Gordlan knots, They carry their vests
bigh up, like their cars, and confasion pos-
sesses thelr coits which sre buttoned aury,
They aflact epectucled and Look libraries,
‘Their pockets—this at wateriny plices—are
generally stuffed with pampblets and they
carry, under their apwms, tit-bits of Mills aud
sclentific formula of Herbert Spoucer.

Their systems always fail ignomin-
fously like the tower of Babel ; their language
is mere sound signifying nothing. If 1
wanted a powerful reason for believing in
Christlanity, nothing could influence me
more in that dirsction than the self-contra-
dictions and silly reasoning of the unbeliever.
There does not exist one single respectuble
argument agsinst the cosmos of Mases er the
&reater cosmas of the Word—His Chorch.
Ulbetisf, like the Bengal tiger, exists only
to destroy. In the primitive legislation of
every people, severe statutes curbed the dis-
integrating designs of the Atheist,—
We find Atheism flourisbing unrebuk-
ed and uwopunished, wnen empires
totter on the brink of destruction
and one of the most ominous siges of ourday
is tho impunity with which Atheism drops
from its poisonous tongua the leprous distil-
lation ot the Asmodeus within. Wo must not
forget that the modern school of skepticism
is not 8o much an autl-religlous as an anti-
social couspiracy. It furnishes argument for
the Nibilist, and justification for the petro-
lenses. And never hus a State existed for any
length of time, with influence opon its own
age, that rejacted a belief in tho Supreme
Ruler of the Universe.

They never puuse
to think that it is rather absurd
to fashion a God out of wmuiter and
endow fuch fanciful being with the being
and attributes of the Taofinite Creator of all
things. Thay claim that # matter” is etor-
nal, the principle of things, the potency
whencee life is derived, self-existon( and all
powerful. They give to + matter” what they
scorn to allow to the Almighty. The poor
savago, whittling from the trunk of a tree,
the woodon nnd innrtistic idol of to-morrow’s
worship, men laugh at and pity, but in what
does he difter from our “advanced thinkers”
whn imagine figments and ecrawl before
them with more than the abject idolatry of
Dallomy or Ashantec? They revive
the most fantastic theorles of the worst
phases of leathenism, and iguorantly cou-
ceivo thay aro sturtling tho aates of orthe~
doxy with new discoverior, They ave like a
man lost in tho woods; they walk ina cirele.
They forget that resson, darkensd by cor-
ruption, moves In every age of the world in
similar grooves, wheilier socioty Lo Cliristinn
or Pagan, the depraved Intellect gravitates
townrds atheiem becnuse ©the animal wan,
does not savor of the things of God.”

And now, I shall sany o few words touchiug
the iutidel clnim, that matter is clernal, I
said & while ago, my frisnds, that I wm not
apealing for the academy,convequently I shall
uvuld technical forms and plungoe ian medias res
at once, Let me warn yom, though, here,
ngainst infidel bal faith ia this question, ns
in everything olse. They pretend to con-
sider v matter® gomething entirely diflerent
from the visible creation; romething like an
abstraction from the substances of nature
which surround us; a vague, indupendent
yquasi exisience, not u god, yet poskessing the
poteacy sud sullicioncy of all things, Al
such pretensivn is wmere balderdash, The
forms of the visible crestion about us, are
modes of maiter's existeace; the world, or
uaiverse, if you will, i3 all the matter we
know of; extra-material notions  of matter
may suit the sophistry of skeptics, but they
are too bazy for ordinary compiehouston.

Such a want would never have to
be confessed by the British merchants or
manafacturers who have always on hand
the latest thing in Testamenta or bombs.

A few days ago it was announced by cable
that the Portuguese Government had granted.
permission to the British to land troops at
Delagon Bay, which would be a point of para-
mount importance to England in her war
against the Boers. Delagoa Bay and the
small territory surrounding were a subject of
controversy as regards ownership between
England and Portugsl & few years ago, and
the guestion was submitted to Marshal
McMahon, then President of France,
for arbitration. The Marshal decided in
favor of Portugal, ond there the matter
rested until the Transvaal war broke out
when England requested permission to land
troops at Delagoa Bay. After a few months
of negotiation the Portuguese Government
consented and the Lower House passed a bill
to thet effect. At this stage, however, the
popular excitementrose high, demounstrations
wers held in thelarge cities, Ministers were
insulted and the country was iu a ferment
which, increased by the arrival of a British
fleet in the Tagus, which looks like & menace.
And now it is certain the Upper House will
throw out the bill, and that the Portugese
Ministry will fall, if indeed & rovolution do
not take place.

CIVIL SERVICE REFORNM.

The report of the Commission appointed to
enquire inte the working of the Civil Service
has been laid on the table of the House of
Commons. It is an interesting document,
and if acted upon by Parlinment will produce
a bencficial change. It is not perfect, but
then what ofliclal document is? There are
two clasees of people who must rejoice at
the adoption of the report—one i8 members
of “Parliamert, including Cabinet members
of course and the other is the intelligent
young men of the country who pogsess
ability to fill a good Government situation
but have no political influence. There are
two other classes who must grieve over its
adoption, and they are election bummers, who
hope to be rewarded for their exertions with
a fat berth, and those old anti-deluvians of
hotk political parties, who do not desire any
change at all. Wo can imagine the agony
a member of Parliament must feel on a
card being presented to him while sitting
in his place in the House, bearing the follow-
ing ominous name: * John B. Smith,” when
it flashes upon him that the youag man is
the son of one of his constituents who placed
hig vehicle at his disposal at the last elec-
tion. The member gooes out, shakes John
B. cordially by the hand, asks him how he
likes Ottawa, and invites him to the Semnate
saloon to have a drick. What less can he
do? Then the son of his enthusinstic sup-
porter informs the hon. member that he has
comse to the Capital to remind him of thatlittle
place in the Customs, % Oh, of course, cer-
tainly, I was just talking to the Minister this
morning about you; I'll see you again to-
morrow.”” And the heart-broken mem'ber
goes back to his seat and prepares his speech,
the face of John B.in {ront of him all the
time, and Jobn B. goes back to his hotel de-
termined he will hang on like grim death
until he is firm!y seated in the Customs. The
report .of the Commission strongly and dis-
tinctly recommends tbat the aspirant for
the Civil Service must pass a competitive
examination, and asrll the sons of energetic
constituents who have placed their vehicles
at tho disposal of successful candidates can-
not write beautiful bands, solve guestions in
algobra, speak French, and are not well
educated generally, it will follow that honor-
able members will have more time to prepare
their specches.

TEOUGE TS SUGGRSTEN BY. TEE TAR-
. TAN AGITATION. - -

The meeting of prominent Scotchmen, held
yesterday in the Mechanics’ Hall, for the
patrietic object of protesting .against the
abolition of the tartau in Highland regi-.
‘ments, should teach a lesson to a certain class
of Irishmen. The tartan affair i purely a
_gentimental grievance, but it is none the less
a grievance, and we are glad the storm 1t has
awnkened bhas taught the utilitarian, Mr.
Childers, that it is not safe to insult national
feeling. Bot the abolition of the tar-
tan would be a grievance which ‘would
sink. into utter insignificance beside the
{and system -of Ireland which pauperizes and
degrades 8 whole people. We have Irishmen
in our midst whose fathers suffered from this
iniquity in their generation—who have suf-
fured, perhaps themselves—and yet they are
cither aghamed or afraid to take part in the
purely oonstitutional agitation which the
Land League is carrying on in Montreal to
assist their fellow-countrymen at home. We
should like to know what is thare to be afraid
of. Even in I[reland the Government,
although Heaven knows they are not
over particular in coercing that country,
but even there they have not suppressed the
Land League. And if they are not afraid
what are they ashamed of? Has Ireland done
anything wrong in standing up at last before
the world and asserting her claims to national
lifa and happinese? Or is any Irishman in
Montreal ashamed to-be seen endorsing the
action of the Irish National party, the most
brilliant body of mep, for their numbers, who
bave ever sat in the British Housa of Com-
mong. Are our grest men here in Montreal
any bettcr than Charles Stewart Parnell, or
Justin McCarthy, or A. M. Snllivan? If it
wag a Scottish Land League which was work-
ing for the regeneration of Auld Scotia we
should see no backsliding; surely not. But
when a vacancy for Parliament occurs their
patriotism booms, and there i8 a premivm on
Irish National stock.

An impression obtains among our promi-
nent men that by endorsing the Land League
they will gain the ill-will of their fellow
citizens of other pationalities. This leeling
did not bowever prevent the Hon, Mr,
Beaudry presiding at a Land League meeting,
nor did it prevent him being elected Mayor
afterwards. The result of this backsliding is
that the iufluence of what the Mountreal cor-
respondent of the Globe calls the social and
political leaders of the Irish people has passed
into the Lands of the younger, more capable,
sincere, and better educated young men.
And this in fact is what has taken place in
Ireland as well. The Nationa) party is com-
posed of young men who are not afraid of
their shadows, while the time-servers have
fallen to the rear and are engaged in wishing
misfortuncs to the National movement., So
long as Iranc Butt ard his fossil following
brought up his annual motion for an eaquiry
into the state of Ireland all went merrily.
The motion was kicked contemptuously aside,
and Mr. Buttand hig followers collapsed tiil
the year tollowing, satisfiad that they had
consclentiously performed a disagreeable
duty. The generation that bas just risen is
made of sterner stuff; the Irishmen &ll over
the world have begun to think that moving
mild resolutions and marching in procession
once a year are not their gole duties to their
native Iand. They have caught some
of the BScotch pertinacity while pre-
serving their Irish fire, and they are
more respected for their faith and
enrnestness by the different elements sur-
rounding tbem than if they were frightened
of their shadows. The truth is, that under
the old regime Ireland was not fit for perfect
froedom. One hundred and fifty years of
penal laws do not pass over the heads of four
successive generations for nothing. They
were in political darknees too long, and
when they were brought into the light it
dnzzled them. Buat the_last generation of
their descendants cau now look at the sun of
freedom without blinking.

THAT $100,000.

The Toronto Mail has constituted itself the
Canadian organ of the landlord party in
Great Britain and Ireland, and fthis, we
imagine, without being asked. About two
months’ since it discharged from its staff one
of its ablest writers for the crime of moving,
or seconding, a resolution in favor of the
Land League. This was a poor, paltry piece
of spite, but we believe Mr. Thompson—the
gentleman dismissed—survives the calamity.
It would be good for parties, and it would
bo beneficial to Canada, if we could dis-
associate ourselves from Imperial politics.
We have reslly notbing to do with it, for our
interests are not identical. A man, for in-
stance, can be an excellent Conservative in
Canadn without admiring Lord Beaconsfield’s
tortuous policy, and a conscientious Liberal
wilhout endorsing the Irish Coercion strategy
of Mr. Gladstone, or the clolure. The Mon-
treal Gazette recognizes this, but the Toronto
Muail does mot. 1t will persist in assuming
the responsibilities of the Imperial Jingos.
The Canadiun House of Commons voted
$100,000 for the relief of the people of Ireland
at the session of last year, and ‘this
large sum of money was misapplied
through official blundering, if not by design.
At all events it did not reliev e the people for
whom it was intended, and because of this
misappropristion of funds, the Hon. Messrs.
Anglin and Blake attacked the Government,
and the JMail flies to the rescue. For this we
csn hardly blame a journal which is pledged
up to the eyes to support its party right or

wrong, but what we do object to is, that the

It abuses the plaintiffs - atterney- instead
of sticking to the point and. defending.tbe
parties who néed defence. . It says _in.eﬁ‘e‘c.t,
that when Mr. Parnell came to Canada he
collected money, not tor the reliefof the I:ish
people, but for political purpozes.

000. Two wrongs do not make a right; two
blucks do not constituts a white. The affair
is very simple. Was .the money, or was it
not, expended in the epirit which dictated
the grant? The JMail says it was, and points
to the erection of ‘piers and the purchaso of

4 geasons of real disiress as 184¢-47, the so-
4 called famine of last year wos not a very
 gerious affair, When Mr. Pamell came to
“ this side of the Atlantic, though the dis-
¢ tress must have been at its height, he
“# treated the immediate relief of the sufferers
“as guite a smbordinate thing, and began
“at once to divert the stream of benevo-
“lence into an altogether different chan-
“nel. The only way tbat we can ac-
%“count for his conduct in this respect,
“ suppoeing him to be a real friend of the
« 1rish people, is on the ground that he knew
¢ that the representations of suffering had
® been exaggerated, and that the sums of
“ money which had been already subscribed
 were sufficient for the purpose of its relief.”

Now, this is a miserable way of defending
the misapplication of funds by the Govern-
ment, If there was no famine why was the
moneoy granted? The people of Ireland ai-
ways want piers; there are poor people in
every couniry who would not refuse
asgistance in that way, but it does
not follow that goverLments are going to
grant them sums of money for improvements.
I tbey ncted on that policy they bave poor
people at home whom it would be well to
encourage. No, this sophistry will not an-
swer, and at the risk of beiog monotonous
we assert that the Government did uot carry
out the benevolent inteniion of Parliament,
at which the country is disappointed.

AT LAST.

The news of the death of the Czar at the
bhands of the Nihilists nstonishes the whole
world and sends a thrill of fear inte the very
marrow of the potentates of the earth, As
for the victim of Nihilist hate himself it
should have been a positive relief, for except
life was very dear to him dvath must have been
welcome under the conditions by which he
was surrounded. He knew that death hovered
about him in a thousand different sbapes.
The roof over his head might fall
upon bhim at any moment, the cup
he raised tremblingly to his lips might.
contain his doom, the guard at bis back
might sheath his sword in his body, for all
these things have happened to his prede-
cessors. But, still life is sweet, even to a
monarch with the sword of Damocles su-
spended over his head ; and we have heard of
a Roman who purchased the imperlal crown
for a fabulouns sum, kn-wing his reign would
be of the briefest.

The Cear is dead ; the vengeance of the
Nihilists, apparently slumbering for fourteen
monthe, has overtaken the most powerful
govereign on earth, and the result is death

of Europe. The « divivity that doth hedge
& king"” has been singularly favorable to
the kings of the earth since Hewnri Quatre
foll beneath the knifo of Ravilliere. Since
that time hardly a European Sovereign has
escaped attempts at assassination. We are
well aware that several Emperors of Rugsia
and at least ono Sultan of Turkey have fallen
victims to Court intrigue, but a8 the assassi~
nations were of a dynastic character—family
quarrels, so to speak—they are not looked
upon in the same way as the assassination
of the Czar Alexander. Nor {s the mur-
der of Gustavos Adolphus of Bweden
to be ranked as an assassination in the sense
wo mark the murder of the Czar, for it is fo
be considered that when nobles go in for
assassination they have the opportunity af-
forded them as trusiworthy gentlemen huv-
ing access to the person of the Sovereign.

Mer and nations never march faster than
tbeir knowledge. Liberty requires previons
training, otherwise it is a sham, a delusion
and a sosre. And this training must Le
based upon Catholic faith, if man isto be
served by it in the poscession of his beaven-
aiven rights on this earrh,

Ecgland, for centuries, has ¢izimed for her-
se f the chamwplonship of liberty, but, if we
look a little closely into her pretensivns we
siball find that it has been simply the liberty
of the Proctarian guard.

Thix atternoon a salute fired by cannon on
the fortress announced the conclusion of the
ceremonles conpected with the nscension of
Alexander the Third to the Throne. The
space before the Palace was covered with peo-
ple., Thbs Emperor and Empress passed
through the vrowd on the way to Kazn
Uathedral amidst deanfening aculamation. It
is sald a civilinn, who declined to give his
name, died of peison he took and wot from
wounds,

Dr. Voriachine, who was among ihe
physicians first summoned to tho Czar, im-
medistely fetched the necessary instrumeats
for emputating the legs wnich were held by
the flush ouly, the biones being bioken and
blood flowed copionsly from the lacerated
wounds=. 1ndiz-rubber banduges were applied
first to the right leg below the knee and then
to the left. TlLe Czar's right band, on which
was o g love, was found greatly lacerated. His
marrisgge ring wns broken 1o pieces, and
driven iuoto the flesh, Burgeous tied
up the severed arteries, and at length,
under the influence of rulphate of
oxygen and ice, the Kmperor ecpened
his eoyes and respiration beemme Inore
apparent.  Chaplain  Bjanor avsiled him-
gelf of the interval of spparent concious-
ness to administer the Sacrament, and for a
moment hopes were entertained of the Czar's
lifo, but & minute or two afterward the beart
ceaged to beat. During the liual flicker of
lifo the mmembers of his family surrcanded the
bed. An arch-Priest recited the prayers for
thase in cxtremes, all pr. sent kneeling. The

That part of the paper con-
taining the signature wae cut off and filled in
ns a note or an order for say $100 or $200,
to which, of course, the signature wus goni-
ine, and in many instances persons thus
swindled kave paid the whole amount, or
have compromis d the claim rather thin
defend the tt reatened suit.

The newest form of swindle was lately
praclised in Nepean, whers numerons far-
mers were induced by a wolf in shesp’s cloth-
ing to sign what purported to be an agree-
ment coustitutine eack ono of them general
agent for the rale ot mnchines for grinding
knives of mowing and reaping machines.
Iu due time their orders wers sent to the
manutacturing firm, aud a quarter gross of
machines wero sent to their address, which
will cost » couple ot hundred dollars; there
will be no dull knives now. 'This reminds
me of an agent who, some years ago, truvelled
this couutry inducing farmera to sign tem-
perance pledges. In course of time notvs
were presented for paym:ut, and, it is to be
fearnd, some of the signera drank harder than
ever. Don't sign any paper uutil you know
all about it,

Neatly avery city, town and village in the
Dominion have orgsnized a Land League; it
is time that Richmond or Fallowfield should
drop ioto line. There sre plenty of wealthy
Irishmen of all denominations in this locall-
ty who could esgily contribute a mite totheir
fellow-countrymen, who have so long lost
and so nobly fought for their rights. Itisto
be supposed that Ireland will never ohtaln
anything either by the sword or beneath the
mercy of the lmperial Government, but there
are other means of compelling them to re-
dress the wroags which they have inflicted on
Ireland for the last seven centurics, that is
natjve pride and native eloguence—they can
win it.

A FIRE IN 8T. PATRICK'S ORPHAN
ASYLUM, NEAR SCRANTON, PA.

BEVENTEEN OF TUB CHILDREN BUFFOCATED IN
THEIR COTS.

An appaling catastrophe resuiting in the
deaths of saventeen children—fourteer boya
and three girls, has occurred at St. Patrick’s
Orphan Asylum in Hyde Park, Penunsylvania.
The building is situated at Jackson atreet
and Linco'n avenue, and I8 occupied bysa
number of Sisters of Charity, and under their
charge were forty children, whose ages
ranged from 6 to 12 years. The boys and
girls occupied separate dormitories on the
third floor. At half-past eight o'clock that
evening, ons of the Bisters escorted the
children to their rooms and locked the doors

for the night. She then started to descend
the &tairs. When B8he reached the
gsecond story 8he  discovered smoke
jseuing from ome of the rooms.

Opering the door, she was driven back bya
cloud of smoke, Fire was raging along the
ceiling and making its way to the upper floor.
The Sister darted up staira and found the
gitle' room foll of smoke. She took them to
the lower floor and started back to reach the
boys' dorwitory. The smoks was pouring into
the hallway in blinding elouds, and when
about halt way up the stairs, the sister met a
stranger. She made an effort to pass him, bat
he refused to allow her to}proceed, saying
that the boys had been rescued snd that It
would bo daogaorous for her 1o go for them,
She reluctantly went back. .An'alarm given
aocn after the fice broke out brought four or
five companies. The flames were raging
furiouely when the firemen got to work. They
were informed of the belief among the 8istere
that some nf the cbildren were still in the
puilding and made every offort to reach the
upper floor. In a short time the flames were
beaton back, the door of the dormitory broken
in and the victims of the fire were found be-
pneath their cots. Only twe of them were
touched by the fire and all had evidently

been dead for some time.

On Friday evening (Feb, 18th) the debate
in committee on the Coercion Bill appeared
likely to coilapse. The Irish party had a)
large number of amendments on the paper,.
but the chairman, Dr. Lyon Flayfailr, at the
very commencement of the business; ruled
that they were out of order, and could not be
put. There were, for instance, amvndments
'proposing that certain districts should be ex-
empted from the opuration of  the Act.. Mr,
Gray moved that Curlow should bo exempted ;
Mr. Corbett wanted that Wicklow should be
vxempted; Mr. M'Carthy wanted that Long-.
ford should be exempted ; and 8o on through |
more than balt of the Irish counties. There |
never wasany chance of the adoption of those
amendments, for the Government could fairly
argue that the condition ot those places, how-
vver peacenble at present, might become tur-
bulunt ere long ; and that, as there was to be
a Coercion Act at all, it would be absurd to
withbold from the Irish executive the power
of applying it whuruver it might be veeded.
Howuver, the Irish members felt that it was
not fur them to consider what, or how cogent,
thearguments of the Quovernment mizht bo ;
what they had to do was to fight the measure
on every point, and whether their ground was
good or bad made very little difference to
them, becauss they were sure to be crushed
aud overpowersd in the end, When the
chairman bad ruled out tke amendments
above montioned, and several others, on the
groand that they were inconsistent with de-
cisions already arrived at by the committee,
the Irish members began to catch the con-
cealed meaning of some remarks made by Mr.
Giadstone on the previoua evening with re-
gard to the condition of business. He
threatened that if the bill did not get through
committee at the Friday sitting he would on
Saturday move, under the new rules, that the
discussion should be closed; «hut,” said he,
wpotwithrtanding the unfaveurable uappear—
ance of the notice paper, ] am pot without
hope that at that sitting we may be able to
close the committee stage of the bill.” This
threat of Mr. Gladstone to strangle the debate
put the Irish members on vheir mettle. They
consgidered thut if they allowed it to die a
natural death it would be said that he had in-
timidated them ; and besides they preferred
that the Prime Minister should be put to the
necessity of committing that detestable act of
violence. They at once took the resolution
of continulog the debate up to the time at
which he said he would cut it short; and they
thought they had on the notice~paper all the
material requisite for doing so. Butf now here
wus fully three-fourths of it swept away from
them with one wave of the chairman’s hund!
Feclings of anxiely and alarm roge amongst
the Irish ranks Imagine the state of mind
ot theresidents in a besieged city, or of the
crew of a ship far at ses, on suddeniy dis-
covering that they are short of provisions,
oud you will have some idea of the mental
condition of the “advancea section” when
they heard thbis ruling of the chairman. Very
grave and thougbtful looked Mr, Justin
M 'Cartby, who in the absence of Mr. Parne!l
leads the Irish party with such tact and spirit
ae leave nothing to be desired; gloom, black
as midcight, rested on the brow of Mr.
Lysaght Finigano ; the face of Mr. M'Toan
glowed wih suppressed wrath; Mr, T. P.
O'Counor, to whom nature has not given a
rueful countenance, seemed to be much im-
pressed by the serious turns of affairs ; and a
shade of saduess cime even upon the featurvs
of Mr. Blggar, What was to be done? No.
thiog, except to fight out the remaining
amendments as long as possibly, and trust 1o
the chapter of accidents for some unexpected
relief.

M_ic_bael Boyaton, the
cause, ihe charges against’ him, and the
grounds on which he _founds_ Lis claim to be
frented as sz American citizen. At one
o'clocka Mr. Burrow called at J'{xlmaiuhnm
' jail, but wag informed tbat tho prisoners were
‘3t divner. He returned at two, and was re-
coived by Captain St. George Grey, the Gov-
ernor, Who courteously informed bim that as
she official representative of the American
"@overnment he would accord him full per-
mission to see Mr. Boynton at any time and
for noy length of time he thought proper.
The Governor also granted Mr. Burrows the
privilege of seeing the prisoner in private.
Mt Counsul found Mr. Boynton in his cell.
Duiing & long intorview he gathered from
him the particulars of bhis nationality and
other details of a private character to be laid
before the Alinister. Mr. Boynton gald that
hig father was a mnafuralized American
titizen when he (Michael) was barn. Mr.,
Eoynton was most emphatic in his praise of
the manner in which he was being treated by
the prison officials, and especlally slropg in
his approbation of the courtesy and kindoess
of the Governor of the jail. Mr. Burrows,
to-night, sent a long despatch to Minister
Lowell, setting forth the full details of the
caze, and enclosing s copy of the warrant
upon which Boynton was arrested. In this
despatch was also enclosed a long Ietter
which Boynton bas addressed to the Ameri-
can Minister, detailing the clrcumstaaces of
his arrest, proclalming bis innocence of the
charge against him, namely, iaciting others
to commit murder, and demanding the inter-
vention of the Amcrican officials in order to
obiain his immediate discharge from prison,
or the speedy trial of the charge against
him.

DISASTER IN BUFFALO.
EXPLOSION AND ITS TERRIBLE
SEQUENCES.

RowFaLlo, March 1l.—At 10 minutes past 4
o'clock, to-day, the inhabitants of the city in
the vicinlty of ponaldson & Patterson’s Loller
shop, on Indiana sireet, weore suddenly starticd
by » territie shock like an earthquuke, and
thausandsof people immedintely started inall
wlrections o nfused as o where the sound eane
rom. 1t wis discovered that the large building
peeupled by Donalds<on & Patterson was come
pletely levelled to the pround by a frighiful ex-
ploslon of a gizantie boller, The wreck was com-
plete, and many of the bulldings near hiad been
crashed into by (he debris. For a wiille 1t
&eemed as if people were too exclted to da K’ny-
thing, and the thoroughfares adjolui- g wwere
being chuked by the fast inereaslng erawd.
Hurundreds of 1dbourers andiron workers from
Tigdv's  foundries and other establishments
rushed Into tbe wreek, and began to pull away
the ass of fallen walls, ete., 1o find those who
might be fojured nr d-ad, Suddenly there was
& erv of the discovery of auuwlul sl ght.

IMMEDIATELY ACROSS THE STREET,

from 1lie boller chops, two bodles were found
hat had been blown entively through w wooden
#hed wnd torn Into a terrible mass of mangled
fleah,  OQne porilon war disgovered to bo the re-
miins of Itobert Palteraon.

Business during the week hias been remark-
ably dull, in facl sowns branches of trade have
Leen almost at a standstill.  This is inagreit
measure owing to the bad condition of the
country ronds, which have been made almost
impagsible by the late thaw. There is & feel-
ing prevailing, however, that when the roads
ar¢ somewhat improved there will be such an
increase of business as will amply make up
for the present lull tkronmgh wbicu we are
passing. Maoy-of our merchants are msking
the best of the timeo at their disposal, by
having their warehouses overbauled in readi-
ness for the movement of goods ordered fur
spring shipment. When the season is taken
into consideration the payments are satisfac~
tory, uffarding the best proof of the sound-
ness of the commercial sitostion, which, al-
thrugh quiet, is undoubtedly steady.  Weo
quote the following :—

Groceries.—This business has been very
brisk duriog the week--no doubt owing in
great measure to the advent of a number of
buyers from the West. Teas remain the same
at last week. There has been a very spirited
demand for sugars and a firmness is detected
in tbe prices.

Dares axp Onevicars.—There is very lit-
tle doing in this line.

Prices have a tendency
to increase. $6 to 6.50 is the price ofiered
for Labrador herrirgs, but they can hardly be
obtained at that high figure. Green Cod
sells rapidly at $4.50 to $3.50. There is no
first, or even second class Salmon on tho
market, but the little third class remaining
finds o ready sale at $16.50 to $17. A fow
barrels of lake trout were easily sold at $4.50
perbarrel. There has been a fair demand for
fish oils and the prices are firm. Cod ol solls
well at €60c per imperial gallon and seal oil
from 624¢c to G4¢. Linsced shows a firmer
tendency in prices, aud sells for Tlc raw, and
from T4c to Thic boiled. Palm oil is worth
8}c to 94e per b,

Dry Gooos,—This brauch of trade Lias been
ruther duller than lately during the past
week. T'his may be aocounted for by the bad
roads, the beginning of Lent, or the fact that
.most of the travellersa re now in. The milli-
nery and fancy goods houses have done the
best, there being & modsrately fair demand
for the lighter articlus. The western buyers
which were expected hers in arusia during the
woek have not as yet put in anappearance.
Certain it 18 that there sro o few dealers from
Ontario, and even as fur west a8 Manitobe, in
the city, but not nearly 8o many us were ox-
pecled.

WHOLESALE PROYISION MARKET.

Yeory little business is heing done efther in
pork or lard, yet they still retain their former
strength in prices,- while lard shows signs of
advancing. Quieiness characteriges the egg
market, aud the pricee are unchanged. The
market i3 already flooded with this season’s
maple syrup, and prices have gone down con-
siderally, as will ba seen by the quotations.
Tho bulter merket is in the same dull and
unsatisfactory condition, dealers refusing to
gsell at the low prices offered. The cheese
market extibits no new teature. New York
advices state that #the cheese business does
not amounnt to much, aad taking the position
through there is little or co change of a radi-
cal character for the day. Ideas of much, if
aay, higher prices, except possibly a few
fancy lots, appear to now be abandoned, but,
ou the other hand, there is nothing to indicate
the necessity for serious decline on anything
showing actusl merit, and the tone is fairly
cheerful.”
