You're a liar, und yon
Enow it,” ghouted the prisoner, with enerygy
aud desperation. #'T'ho American people nre
on my side and 80 is the presa,” A~ Porter
continned his arra’gnment of ihe priscner,
Gaiteau winced nervously in his ceat, twisted
in bic seat and finally drowned Porter's volre
s?, in ravage tonee, beshouied, “A saint {rom
fleaven couldn't etand the abuse of that wan
Porter, and I won’t stand it. 1 will reliove
my mind. 7Tho idea of this man trying to
riske me out a fighting man, o man of bad
chnracter avd all that, Ji's o lio nud he
knows1t.

WasniNgroN, Jan. 25.—Io the Guitean
trial to-day, Judge Porter concluded bhis ad-
dress for the prosecution, being continuoualy
asnd violently interrnnted by the prisuaer,
when Judge Cox read his charge to the jury,
concluding at 4,04 p.m. The jury retired at
5 p.m., and the court took a reccas.

At 5.35 the Court came to order. . Ab 5.36
the jury came in and rendered a verdict of
guilty, as indicted.

When Guiteau was taken ¢o the Marshal’s
office he declared it imposrible for the jary to
agree, as thero were men who knew he was
inspired. « Why these men are not going to
be governed by your Oneida Community idea
of inspiration,” remarked the baillff. This
displeused the prisoner, who earnestly re-
plied: « Youndon't know what you ore talk-
ing about; there are high-toned Chrlstinn
gentlomen on that jury who nuderstand my
casg.” ' -

After the jury returned to the court room
G uitenu's faco expressed undisguised despair
ond horror, which woe Intensified as the
foreman said ¢ Guity as indicted.” Booville
sppeured surprised by tho verdict. After the
court ndjourned Guitean raid, # Providence
bns not desorted me.

Even
that liberal Jand Iaw has been oi late tioker-
od and fucther libernliced by the Liberals
thomselves, by Mr. Berry himsolf in 1878, and
by tbe advocacy of the gz newapaper of this
city—-the lending Liberat jouruel ot Victotia.
Thaus have they got everythiog their own way,
and up till the pre:ent moment they boasted
that they bad settled the peopla on the land
a3 irechiolders, and had mads this a great corra
growing and corn-exporticg couutry.

. Liet us see what I3 the chief feature of the
proposed Amending Bill and the position now
agaumed thersto by the so-ceiled « Iiberal "
party. 8ir Bryau propoges to allow the free
selector to pick out 640 acres instead of unly
220 as now Bhould he have already selocted
ap to 320 aores, or any less quantity, he will
be sllowed to select as much wmore a8 will
mske up 640 aces; and it the freeh
selection should be within a certain number
of miles from his previous allotment,
bho will not be compelled to erect avother
regidenca thereon, but may eimply fence it
and otherwise improve it. The reason
for enlarging the privilege of eslectors as to
area is that the bulk of the first-clasaland has
been selected already, and the remainder
being less sultable for cropplop, therefore
larger areas are proposed to bo allowed in
conjanotion with farming. Besides thi: ex-
tension of area other alterations favouring
present and future selectors ar? proposed that
need not be specified here; itls enough that
the main popular features of the existing
land law are to be maintained, although by
many pergons it is held to bes impolmc to in-
creass the area to be selected, but that does
not affect the 'pridciple of the law now 1n
force.
When, however, wo notice the chsrge pro-
posed by tae Liberal party, o8 represonted by
Mr, Berry aud the Age, it will at once be seen
bow that piinciple is completely turned
agide. The maln principle bitberto has been
to put the people in porsession ot the land in
the chsracser of frecholders ; now the Liberals

FRIGHTFUL HOMICIDE.

TWO OLD MEN LOCKED TOGEZTHER IN A DBATH
ETRUGGLE—CUT T0 PIECES WITIL A BTICIER
ENIFE.

Derrorr, Mich.,, Jan, 25 —Early yacterdny
moraing Jame3 Corr, who lived fn Redford
township. about two nud o quarter milestrom
Beach station, was killed bv Jumes Minock.
Tho former was a widower 70 years old, and
the latter i3 G8 y:ars old, and has a wife
with whom bhe does mnot live, nnd
one Bon, John, of Reliord. Minock
lived on a farm and Cuarr was stopping
with bim, baviog beop, it is said, turned out
of hic eon’a house in Grand Ropids.

dering and watering his cattle, snd was absent
perbaps, keltan hour. It was his habit to keep

his: money under his plllow or bo
tweon the bedticks, and when he got
back to the house he saw Qarr

juat coming out of his (Minock's) bedroom.
He ran into the room and eearched for
his money, and dleeovered that it had bsen
stolen. Ho suapected that Oarr was the thief,
and upceremoniously accused him., With
one hand gripping hia ceat collar, and the
other brandishirg a Iarge bucherknife, Minack
demunded the return of his money. A souftis
ensued, during which it is sald CQarr also
drew a knife, but in a very few minutes the
latter was

and dead on the floor, killed by his benefac-
tor, whom he had robbed after enjoying the
shelter of his roof. He had thirteen cuts on
his face and body, and Minock also cut his
clothing all off in the search tor his money,
which he finally found onm Oarr's person. After
ngcertaining that Qarr was dead, Minock went
up to his son's house and gave information
of the ocourrence, freely confessing his avt
and declaring that he had a right to kill, and
was justified in killing the wan who had
robbed blm. The nelghbors gathered at
Minock’s house and Uounstavle Hutohinson
took the homicide into custody. Justice Wm.
Ewins held an inquest, and the jury renrered
a verdict that James Carr oamo to his death
from wounde Inflicted by a knife in the hauds
of James Minock, The latter was brought
to the city last night and lodged in gaol,
The amount of money stolen by Oarr was $41.

A STATEMENT AND AN OFFER.

We have been anxlously waiting for the
teport of the committes, or deputation,
which the President of the S8t. Patrick’s
Society sent to New York to discover who is
the writor of the articles which appeared in
the Springfield Republican and New York
Freeman's Journal, taken originally from
the New York Hour, and copied into
Tre Post of the 23rd and 28th December
respoctively, and what truth there is
{fa them. DPossibly the worthy Pre-
gident did mot think the  matter
of importance sufficlent to call a special
meeting of his soclety together in order that
the report might be discussed. If this is so
we think he has made a mistake. The
people of Montraal, especially the Irieh
Catholic portion of them, to whose ranks the
alleged informer is supposed to belong, do not
care about having an ugly impatation resting
upon them, even though the party did the
State some service, for it is generally received
by civilized commaunities that no matter how
useful an informor may be his character i3 not
an enviableone.

meants of the raiders, and, fer that purpose
money Wwas necessary.

The proof of
this is—if proof weroe wanting—that Sir

John A, Maodonald refused, on  handing

ovez a balance of over thirty thou-

sand dollars Becret Bervice money,
to give tbe names of the parties

who had received the bulk of the
money when asked to do 8o by the Mao-
kenzle Government, on the plea that if the
names were rovealed their owners lives
would not be worth twenty-four hours pur-
chase. 8ir John then thinks there were in-
formers and B8ir John should know, although
he was aoting within the strict line of his
duty in refusing to surrender their names.
Our own impression is, however, that their
lives, now that the excitement has died away,
are safe enough. But that is beside the
question, -

As our readers are already aware THE Post
also sent a deputation to New York, and this
deputation was composed of Messrs. Whelan
aad Doherty, as already stated. I'hey found
the writexr to be a Mr, F, J. Hamilton,
formerly on the press of this city.
He was quite free in acknowledging
his authorship of the article, and stated he
heard the thing discussed in the gallery of
the Ottawa House of Commons when the
Secret Service Fand came up for dobato, and
th«t he was surprised every one did not
know the party implied, as no bones were
made of it in the gallery, where the name was
spoken quite freely and above board. Mr.
Hamilton promised the gentlemen of tke
Tup Post deputation that he would write
a geries of articles for that paper on the
subject--nay, moro—that he would lecture
on the subject of informers in QCanada and
the United States. But ruddenly his manner
changed, and not only has he not written the
articles, but what he has writtsn instead is 8
carefally worded letter in which he declinesto
to say any more on the quustion. This we
thought strange, althougzh knowing he had;
for some reason or other, talien BMr. Frank
Eeller, formerly of Montreal, as his legal
adviser, and knowing also that the Commit-
tve had done thosame thing.

It may be asked why Tue Posr, seelng the
committee are trying to settle the matter,
or let it drop, should take such a deep in-
terest in unearthing the informer? Tho
answer to this is that we like to see the
truth appear. We would like to see the in-
former exposed, if such there be, or if not,
tho stigma removed fiom Montreal, and that
in fact is what we shall do with the aid of all
honest men. The President of St. Patrick’s
Society, when the question was first started
in the Society, was indignant agalnst Txe
PosT for copying the articles, and insinuated
they were manufactured in this oftice. Bince
then we bave shown, even to his satisfaction,
that he was wrong; but that does not satisly
us, and we propose coming at the whole
truth, even if it is, as some ssy, buried down
doep 1u a well. Now, as the President of the
St. Patrick’s Society seems also desirous of
arriving at the truth, and as he considers him-
self, more especially in his official capacity, the
custodian of the houor of the Irish people of
Montreal, and a8, moreover, he has stated he
would spare mo expsnsge to have the finger of
scorn pointed at the party, whoever he is, we
venture to make an offer. Wae shall, in the
interests of troth, publish the name of the
party suspected, 80 a8 to give an opportunity
of vindicatlon, if the worthy President
will give a letter guaranteeing Tas
Post Printing and Publishing Company
from costs, and damages, attachiug to
a clvil or criminal action which might fol.
low. Without such legal guarantse we do
not feel justiied in involving the stock-
holders of the paper in an aotion.
In this matter we may state that
money is merely a secondary considera~
tion, for, judging from Iletters in our
possession, we are satisfied a defence fund
would be collected, which  would
have the same effect in the end. We make
this ofter, however, In order to give a basis
for action, believing that all parties are eager
for the truth and that the fand we mention
would ultimately release the President of 8¢,
Patrick’s Society from his obligations.

FINANCIAL CRISIS IN FRANCE.

One of those financial panics which trouble
the world periodically seems to think it time
to pay another visit. Fortunately,the United
States is this time out of the range of such a
visit, and consequently Oanada, whose finan-
cial fortunes it shares to a great extent. Still
a8 we learn by thls morning's despatches
there is a flatter in New York and a
large shipment ot gold to France, tho head
quarters of the panic. It was known yes-
terday that L'Unéon Generale had auspended,
and as this great but unstabla institution
hes branches, connections and ramifications
through Southern and Uentral Earope, and
even in London, a panic ensued and most of
the European banks rafeed thelr rate of die-
count from one to as high as four per
A number of failures are reported
on the London 8tock KExchange and
the Pall Mall Gazette pays tho open market is
demoralized. 'This is not encouraging. It
may be only a ripple caused by the French
financial wave, or it may be the beginning of
a great commercial dlsaster. A few more
dnys will tell the story. .
‘While all Europe, while the whole civilized
world, was suffering from great commercial
depression three years ago Franoce was pros-
psrous. France alone stood the strain bravely,
and was the envy of the nations, ss, indeed,’
she is now. This prosperity dueto her un-
rivalled situation, her fertility and resources,
and, above all, to the thrift and skill of the
French people, has brought about a spirit of
inflation and recklessness on the Bourse
which even turned the head of Rothsohild,
who, a fow  weoke ago, found him
solf 80 heavily short of  J!Union
‘Generale stock that he bought shares at 3,200
francs each, etiginally iseued at 500.

IRELAND'S NEW CABDINAL,

The Most Rev Dr MoGettigan,Archbishop of
Armagh, who, it s said, is to be raised to the
purple, posgesses a mosat conciliatory temper,

and is upiversally respected. Personally he
has not that detarmination of charactor which

distingulshed Cardinal Cullen, nor is he
naturally such a flery religious politiclan, nor
abounding in such vigor of thought; but he
is generally considered a firm friend to Mr,

Gladstono’s land scheme, and a vigorous de-

nouncer of tbe Lend Leaguers. He will be
only the second Cardinal wbom Ireland has
over seen, and the successor at a long interval
of Cardinal Cullen, late Archbishop of Dub-

lin. His appointment, instead of that of
Archbishop AlcOabe, Dr, Callen's succeseor
and long bis coadjotor, seems to mark the
determination of the Pope to restore that idea
of a National Churoh of Ireland, This had
been more tban obscured by Pope Plus the
Nint's transference of Archbishop Oallen
from the primatial See of Armagh to that of
Dublin, for political purposes, and giving
him .precedence over the Primate of all
Ireland”—his brother, Archbishop of Armagh
—by creating him first 'Apostolic Delegate,
and then Oardinal. The See of Armagh was
probably founded first of any in Ireland by
St. Patrick himself. OJertainly its anttquity
dates..for centuries before that of Dablin.

‘Hence. when ; the laiter Bee, or its oc-
cupant, took precedence’of all othersin the
island the same jealousy existed betweim the
two primatesas in the duys when Wolsey,
Archbishop of York, though only Primate of
England, claimed, and was grented, prece-
dence, also a8 Apostolic Delegate and Oardl-
nal, over Atohbishop Wareham, who, a4 filling
the. throne of 8. Augnstine, at Canterbury
was dignified by tae style of 4 Primate of all
‘Eugland " in spirituals, and clatmed jorisdic-
tion next to.the Pope himeelf, aud prece-
dence next after the soverelgn and princes of
the Blood Royal., Pope Leo XIII thus not
only restorea its primatial statua to Armugh,
but confers a favor ‘on Mr, Gladatone, by the
appolntment of one of his followerato the
rauk of a Prince of the Chrroh, and pays a
compliment to the Irish Roman Catholice, by
restoring to their Primate the prestige of
whioch thelr Ohgjbh had baen robbod.—~Halifaz

Belfast wonld appear to be making rapid
atrides tewards becoming the chisf place in
Ireland., In retureing thanks tor his re-
election to the office of Mayor, Sir Edward
Cowey statod at the Town Council, on Mon.

1,6%1 new buildings bave bren erected, npd
gome 59 new streets formed. The valnation
of Beltest, which in 1881 was only £275,000,
had risen for 1882 to £662,000. The Mayor
dwelt on the fact that while s0 many other
districts In Ireland were disturbed by an-
atohy, ab additional soldier or constable had
not been required in the town.

A London ocorrespondent states that Mr.
Shaw who has nmrived in London, speaks
very hopefully of the operstion of the Land
Act in Ireland. It is thought not unlikely
that the Government will have to appoint
one or two more Sub Commissioners, and
that in twelve months from the commence-
ment of the Act there will be a large, If not
complete, asttlement. "There are now several
of the moderate Irish membsrs in London,
some ol them well known as excellent land-
lords, who get no rent, but who seem to be-
lieve in tho approach of better timeaand of &
more reasonable spirit.

Tuking as our guide the foot of the animal
that has never been brought  to the forge,
und which, in coasequence, must be consid.
ered as. a correct model, let the external
wall -of the hoof be reduced by wmeans of
the rasp o a level with the firm unpared sols.
If there is no growth of the external wall be-
vond this level, then there Is nothing to be
removed.

In the selectlon of a shoe for the healthy
foot, wo must bear in mind the object in view,
which i to protect the parts from esceszive
wear, This protection is to be found in a
metallic rim of proper size and shape, gecure-
Iy adjosted. A'most every shoe in common
use meets this end more or less satisfactorily,
avd I havo already remarked that the proper
preparation of the foot that has been pre-
vious!ly shod is of vastly more importance
than the particular kind ot shoe to be adopt-
ed, At the same time, there are faults in
the shoa most commounly employed, which
bad their origin in its particular adaptatiop
to the foot after this had nndergone more or
iess severe mutilatiun st the hands of tue
furrier, and which have been retained more
through custom, than through actual peces-
sity, n8 wo havo renson to hops. The most
promicent of theee faults consists in extreme
narrowness of rim with a concavlty upon the
upper or foot surface, in order to prevent the
sole from sustaining least weight or pregsure,
which it is perfectly unfirted to do after
beiog pared down to a point of sensi-
tiveners, In a stato of nature wo know that
every portion of the foot comes to the gronud
and sustains its share of weigzbt, aod in the
ghod etate, it should do the eame ad far as
practicable. Ilence, the shoe sbould be con-

and with s brendta sufficient 1o protect a
portion of the sole, snd to sustain weight. It
should be bevelied upon the ground enrface,
in {mitation ot the concavity of the sole, and
not upon its upper sorfuce, where the space
tous tormed sorves as a lodging plece for
small stopes and other foreiyn bodies. In
shape it should follow the exact outline of
the outer wall, being narrowed at the heels,
but continued of the same thickness through.
out. The lateral projuclion at the quarters,
and tho posterior one at the heels are uo-
siehtly, of no benefit, and should never be
sllowed whers speed I8 required.
Oneol the highest authorities says on thie
point :—« In fitting the shoe to the back part
of the foot, let tho rmith take care that It
is not longer or wider than the point
whera the crust and bars unite. An eighth
of an ioch may be allowed to project back-
wards boyond this point, buc no more, but
there ehonld not bethe slightest overlapping
sidewaye.” In fine, the shoe sbould be ac-
curately fitted to the foot as previously pre-
pared, and not the foot to tho shoe.
The woizht of the shoe I8 o matter of more
consequonce than is generally conceded, and
this is shown by accurate statistics. It
should under ail circumstances be as light as
is copristent with durability, 'The use ot
calking is very objectionable, but as yot no
other contrivauces have apswered tbe same
purpose as well. They sbould never be em-
ployed, however, efZcept when abaolately re-
quired, and then they should be of equal
{ength at toe and heols, otherwise an un-,
equal strain is thrown upon tendons and
lignments, terminativg sooner or later in
gerious injary to the extromities. Clips are
vseful as a means of fusteniog the skoe more
securely, and of diminishing the number of
pails,
Whether the shoe should be fitted to the
foot in a hot or cold condition, has called
forth at times a vast amount of controveray.
Experience har taught that the momentary
applicntion of the hot shoe can be ol no det-
riment to the horny fivers, and that the more
accurate adjustment thereby attained faroui-
weighs any possible injury to the parls.
The number and disposition of the nalle
depend opon the kind of shoe. For epeed
and light draft, from five to seven may be
employed, while for heavy horses and for
beavy drait the number may be increased,
Whero few naills sre used they should be
mors widely distributed than is usmally the
custom, Wheun it is remembered that the
jutroduction of every nail 18 so much injury
to the stracturea of the feot, it will readily
be seon that the smaller the number requisite
for the purpose the better for the animal, In
driving the nails, it is essential that a thick
short hold of the crust must be had, rather
than a long thin one. . Not only ia the shos
thus held more firm!ly, but there Is a proba-
bility that the nail boles mav, by the down-
ward growth of tho horn; be removed at the
pext shoeing, which in most cases should not
exceed an interval of four or five weeks. The
points of the naile should be shortened to
just that lemgth woich will permit them to
be turned over and hammered down smoothly,
with perbapa the least possibla rasping. The
cemmun method of rasping notches for the
extromitios of the nails is not advisable. In
fact, ns I havo already said, the rasp should
never be used apon the external walls of the
hoot except in cases of absolute necessity:to
prevent striking of the opposite limb. {ts
uso destroys the nataral polish, exposes parls
beneath which sre mot fitted for such
exposure, and renders the horn brittle, and
lMable at any moment to quarter cracks and
other maladles, ) L

There are various forms ot shoe edapted to
abnormal conditions of the foot, Of these 1
will refer only to the Bar.shoe, as belng ex-
tremely usefrl where dressings are to bere
talned upon ' the 8ole, as in- the case of
wonnds or pricis, or where it iz deslrablé to
give strength to weak or Injured héels, or to
bring more direct pressure upon the frog.:

The general management of the foot calls
for a few words. The hoof should bo wash-
ed dally in cold water Ly means of a
eponge, and cwme {aken to remove any
bodles whichk may heve Ipsinnated
themgelves bseneath the shos or into
the oclefts of sole or frog. No : oll
or blsoklpbg oan supply the place of
tho beautifal satural polish of the
unraeped crust, and no “stopplug” of clay,
corrodling, or other mixtnre, con servo as o

Our navy was decient in everything except
high courage and professional skill. If our
supren:ecy in Ametican affairs is ¢0 be some-
thing more than mere bowst;if the Moproe
doctrine is not antiquated nousengs or harm-
less brageadocio: if inter-oceam eznals are
to be prejected and built through foreign ter-
ritory usder control and supeivision of the
Vgited Stateg, and if treaties sre to be msin-
tained or abrogat:d because wo have cut-
grown them, we must be prepared to back up
by force what we 8o eloquently assert ow
paper, and to protect ourselves when attacked
in retorp.

Itis not unnatoral that those who are out-
side the Ohurch should repregent its spiritnal
emptre &8 decaying, or should seek to salaco
their own sense of alienation by a belief that’
tRoman Catholiciam 18 wearing out.” The
pretence 1snot a new ons; though of late
years it has gained courage by the devel-
opmenst ot certain new kinds of scepticism.
‘Weo are constantly told in the mewspapers
—and notably by some London jourpalists
which epjoy a smood repatation for tboir
abil ¢y —that there is an obvious falling away
from the o-d-fashioned Catholicism which
once bound Ouatholic peoples &3 cne paople;
and thnt the msjority of the French, Bulglas
and ltallan races nre no longer sttached to
the Church, We utterly repudiate the gross
calumpy. We believe that, on the contrary,
there never wasany perlod when the QOstholic
peoples were more loysl to the_fmth; .a.nd
this equally from a numerical point of view,
and fo the aspect of earnestness or intensity.
Numerically it 1s a cheering fact that fitty~
nins sixtieths of Fronch people are get down
by their censusas professed Catholics; that
fivo.sixths of tbe Belglana are so estimated ;
that im Italy abont twenty-seven millions
wera 8o enrolled under the last official reckon-
ipg; tbatin Spain there are about eeventeen
mililon professed Catholics, and only about
two hundred thousand wnop Catholics; that
in Austria-Hungary — leaviog ouh Jews,
Gresks, and Mshomedans—thers are still
Jeft twenty-four million professed Catholics;
that even in the Netherizands noarly half the
popuistion is professsoly Catholio; while as
to Garmany, once tte botbed of heresy, there
are ffteen mlillion Catholice to twenty-five
million Evangelicals, or not so very far short
of ono-hnlf. 1f we sbould speak of the
Onited Btates—with Its fifty new Catholic
dipcesea—of Anstralis, of Tasmania, of New
7.saland, of the almost countless new spheres
of Apoatolic missions, we ehonld have
reason to bo gratefu! that, if there were
Joss in the Old World, there would be at least
greater gain in the New. It was a saying ot
Lord Macsnlay that within o century after
the Reformation, the conqaests of the Catho-
lio Ohurch in the New World had more than
compensated for her losses in the Old; but
it would boe true now to say thet in the Oid
World there are moro Catholics than there
were wien Martin Luther was born, Nor are
theze more Cathulics oply ia scteal pumber,
but guite ny many proportionately to the
population ; s fact which mauny persons aro
to0 liable to mirjodge, frum a enperficial

observatlen of pheaomena.

'Fhe truth is, thut tho altared stite of ull
socisty thronghont Earope, niot oaly of non-

Oatholics, but of Catholics, has atep by step
broughtit about that men now talk irreligicm
who formerly only secretly practised it. There
is a blatancy of professed scepticism in these
days which 18 due to balf a dozen diffcreat
causes ; every one of them extraneous to tre
Catholic fairh, the Catholic llte, and the
product of developed Protestant principles.
The Reformation, which logically developed
the revolution of 1789, has so {fermented
the sovcial fabrio of Burops, in ita principies
of both clvil and religious liberty, that
it has beoome habitual with most men o
talk ag freely about religlon as they talg
about politica or poor schools; while the nrt
of printing being developed to its utn:0st, tea
thousand mewspapers, rovlews, pamphlste,
magssinee, give wild currency to every new.
{edged idea. The consequence isthat a fright-
dal literary hubbub has tauken the place ot the
old literary calm ; and parrot-screnm3 from
mere imitative millions are mistuken for
popular enlightenment, Now what we contend
foz 18 that the same class of persons who, in
the days, say, of Henry the Seventh, or of the
zaintly Loois, would have been secretly in-
different livers or captious thinkers, are now
blatant sceptics, complacent jouraslists,
would-be sclentists, wi 0 make out all men o
beas flippant as themsel ves, os their only ex-
case for their own decadence. It is not that
modorn thought—which mesans speculntion
Fithout knowledge—has madv inroads upon
sie old Catholly faith; it is only that the
gsama clasdes whichk used to bes disloyal
thongh kept in order are now permitted by
the social custom to reveal themselves. And
since it 18 exceedingly agrseadle to air one’s
wit and one's orizinality, and to pull to
pleces what we are incspable of building ur,
the newspapers, and the book ghops,and the
book stalls, and even the street plaoards, pro.
laim the war of mother-wit againat religion.
Meanwhile thia blatant nego leaves utteriy
untonched the tranquil crede, which is now
exactly what it was a thousand years ago;
though dinned in btoth its sars by the assump.
tions of " sclence ” which is nothing bat the
oldest erxor rehabilitated.

There i3 only one public ecandal for which
Catholica are responsible, nnd that is the
shamelese character of their Governmeants,
Ipfide]l Governments have now become an
institution—thanka malnly to the culpable
apathy of Catholic peoples, who have held
aloof from party taction, party turmoil. This
institution—infidel Governments in Catholic
conntrles—encournges an Arrogance in reck-
less sceptics, who take it for granted that what
a Government 18 seen to justify, may be justi-
fied, and even elaborated by 115 subjects. Nor,
indesd, can wo much blams them for
thinking so. If Oatholics will not trouble
themselves abont politics sufficiently to tura
the tide ab oloctions, or sufliclently to muko
their wills pubdlicly respected, it is bat patural
thai politicat apathy shon'd be pu: dowa for
religfons apathy, snd that politicises ebould
‘gay, “Tho pation i8 with us tlence the
flew of sceptical talk, of sceptical literature,
of Pagan enactments, all justiied on the
hypothesis that o nation must be sympa-
thetic with the ideas of the rulers
whom it elects. We Catholics know
the fatuity of the inferemce; but we
havo only ourzelves to blame for keeping
our earnestness out of polltics, as though
meres contact, with such ecandals were con-
