drav the imputation. lnstead of doing sa be
repeated IUe objectionable statement.

The Chairma thereupon named Mr. Catian,
and on motion of Mr. Gladstone ha was sus-
pended by a vote of 5S to 23.

In lhe House of Commons the Under-Colonial

ïvould Le annexed to Great Britain.

DUBLIN, Aug. 17.-MNr. Parnell la bis spoech
yesterlay saId ha believed tbey bad gained
some things for Ireland, but ail believed Irelaud
bad gnied much for hertel. He felt confident
they were but nt the commencement of mea-
sors of large reform which might te expectet
for the masses of the pcople o? Ireland. He
had never believed in the poesbtlity of main-
tainIng and Independent Irish party il 1te
House ofCommons for any lengthof ine, but
he thought it possible to Increase its numbers
and maintain It for sncb time as would enable
them to gain the great abject whici always pas-
sessed the hearts of the Irishr peoplea hnbome
and abroad, tbe restoration a rthe legislative
tadependence of Irelatd. So long as it night
h necessary lie would remain thre to obtain
that end and no longer. The advance of popu-
lar reform could not be stopped for long even n
Ireland.

DUBLrs, Aug. 17-At a meeting this atter-
noon resolutions were passed In favor or the
formation of a national fund to meet the elec.

point than that of the mere partizin or the
back joirnalist. True his aim as aîlwaysi
bson ctiser towacdq tise develcpmnt ai in-
tellectuai freedtax for tbkers tha the social
erfranchisement of the masses, but the
two objects are o interdeperdent that
in promoting the first ho necessarily
adivanced the second. But now like
many others who bave torne the burlen
nd lieat of the day he bas dropped Lut.of the

renks unable te keep pace with the advance
of radical thought. The conservatiI wich
net unfrequently accompanica advancing
yuars hais purvaded ail his receut utterances.
The death of his anciet enemy Beaconsfleid
bus doubtless removed one serious obetacle to
bis reconcilittion with conventional English
opinion. 'h ichange is rot unnatural.

true that the 49vitriol press" by which Mr.
Smith meanus no doubt the Irish World, In-
oulcates hobatred of Englishmen. In lact the
very reverse is true. As a constant reador
of that jourual .1 kuow thar, i as alway
been carefal to disîcriminîate between sthe
English Government and the English people
-that it has peraistently and repeatedly de-
clarid that the Land Lenuers ad no quarrel
with the latter, and las striven ta ahow that
both people have a common intereIt in light-
Ing land monopoly and uniting to secure
their natural rights. Tne last copy now lies
before me containing a tribute to the laie
Fanny Parnell-a representative eXponent Of
Land League sentiments as I think r.

Oh, Goldwin Smith, If you had but taken the
trouble to procure and read for yourseIf the
" vitriol press" Instead of taking the opinions
of London clubs and drawing-rooms, and the
prejudiced statemants of cockney oditors at
second-hand, I believe you are stillaso far
lonost thiat you would never have ventured
to accuse th Land Leegue of engendering "a
blind and savaga hatred fi Englishmen."
Thero are dioubtless newspapers whichi do
so, but the Irish-Amierican pres, which in-
iluences Irish opinions and as su fur ehaped
the course of the Laui Lengue, la the
Iriù lorld. That it represents the views
of tIe Leegio sympathizers in Amoseca
ia evidenced by the aut that $31,000
bava leen forwarded to the le-ague treasury
througli its agency.

The
Idea of land nurnoniiiization Ls gradually de-
veloped ai permecated the movement just
as th idler of emancipation, which
ual anc noitheintr ont o ni ausunlausi>
entertuined ut the ourset of tes soUtt
rebellion lowly and by degrces took
hold of tLe rational minnd. Eonglehis
Itadicali istinctively saw this and were qnick
tO sympathise with thle north oven beore
abotliion views ha obtained the rascendancy,
and whilo many northern Conservatives iwtre
atiil protesting that they hid no notion f
interfering with slavery . Bat tiey did f c
ail that, and juat Co with land natioualizations.
It is contianualiy mailing ho:tie>y i ithe
counsels o lthe Lard Lsgtguo. ir. Smith
countumptuously epeaks of it as araturn to
tribal ownîershilp of whici sorne pZ.sons conu-
tinue to dream." Continue to dioatu i la

liat corner bas ho put himelf during bis>
stay' in Englandi, iat lia hias takn na raie
of llenry Georgo iocturea to applauding

No, the London prues care fori nne of these
tihings, except to belitle or misrepiraent theu
and Coldwin Smith consequently know
nothing ai the progress of the nationalization
Idea. Perhaps, hoswever, his blindness la ltbat
of those Who wili not sec. Wiat greater
proof could bu adduced of is ack of accurate
information on Irish affaira than the following

their military views agreeing, and I thlnk
Arabi has consulted hlm on most questions of
importance.

A
sligbt examination of varions flowers will
show how beautifully nature bas provided for
the multiplIcation of the diflerent species of
plante; as, in soame cases, the larin falles fron
the author upon the stigma, while In othersit
lé deposited there by an elastic force la the fila.

kalmia. The pistillum consiste of thrée
pirts, viz., the ovary, the style, and the stig-

The
stamen asoe cons!ts of three parts, which
are called the filament, anther, and pollen or,
f crins, a sort of mealy powder which the
anther throws out, and which, whn it falis
upon thée tiEmes, or top ai thé plstiiiuan,
fructifies IL, antia preductionh aseedt is the
consequence.

habit, and partaking of the color of Venus
Victrix la the lowers, as the habit of the
plant generally resembles the male parent,
and the flowers those of the tétalei and for
this tesson patrttcular attention ahould
be paid ta the choice of parents if we wlsh ta
make decIded improvements In the habits of
our plants. Aller the stigma l fertilisied it
should be guarded from the contact of honey
seeking Insects by a muelin bag placed over
the flower, or by keeping the plants in a pit
or frame covered with etrong gauze or fine
canvas.r Thé be t Instrument ta convey
farina iratu ans pîsut ta anothér le a caneal-
hair pencil, and the beast time t apply it la
early in the morning, when the Baower lé full
grown ad the atima ts covered with its own
mucus; but, ta make assurance doubly sure,
iL le weIl ta oppi> the pollen for everal tays
euoceively. As Io lereasanabie ta suppose
an highly organized seed will produce a
stronger plant than an improperly ripened
one, no o!plant shold b alicwed ta produce
more than six pads of seed, and no Rowers
aifter th seed pods begin ta swell, but should
be encouraged, by proper attention, ta grow
as lealthy as possible. Where it le con-
veulent to fertilise the.flowers, asin heartsease
and many other plante, none but the very
beat hinds should be allow6d taproduceseed,
as it is probable that the seed from the six
best beartsease known would produce more
good flowers than theosea froam six hundred
different kinds.-..Dublin Freeman.
