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A TELLING SPEECH,

JUSTIN M'CRRTRY ON FORSTER.

THE EX-MINISTER ' PROVED TOC BE
IN SYMPATHY WITH. ITALIAN
‘ASSASSING, -

The followlng 18 the ZT¥mes’ report of the
gpeech delivered 1n the House of Commons by
Mr. Justin Meonlh;. M.P, for County Long-

ford :—

Mr. McCarthy confessed that the fate of the
amendment under disoussfon gsve him very
littla concern. . Its force wae not directed
sgalnst himeelf or against his friends with
whom he noted, bub sgainst Her Majesty'a
Government, end he could not take much in.
terent in its purport or its wording, He did
pot intend to disouss it, and be cared not
whethar it was carried or rejected. He wish-
ed to apply himself mainly o two of the
gpesches whloh had been dellvered in the
coutge of tbat debafte—namely, that of the
ight hon. member for Bradford and that of
the present Chief Secretary for Ireland. The
gpooch of the right hon. gentleman, the mem.
per for Bradford, was & great efiort. He al.
wsya thought that the right hon. gentleman
possessed a good deal of dramatio talent, but
it had not veen fally developed until the pre-
gent moment, (Hear.) He regretted that
the right bon. gentleman was not then pre-
gent. The motive of the right hon. gentle-
man In making his speech was not only to
attack and discredit the Irlsh members, but
algo to diacredit and damage the Government
ol whiok he had beén 8 member., Thers was
one quality of the spaech to be remarked, and
that was Ita envenomed malignily. He had
pever hesrd a spoech in that House so entire-
Iy Inspired with the purpose ol dellborate de=
famation. (Hear, hear)

At this polnt Mr. Forstsr entered the
Houge, and was met with Ilronical cheers
from the Irieh membera.

My, WMcOarthy, continniog, sald he had
just obazerved that the speech of the right
hon. gentleman wag one of systematic de-
famation. The right bon, geutleman eald
that he gave the Irleh members the alterns-
tive—namely, eithor that they connlved at
outrage, or that when warned by facts and
stataments they detsrmined to remain In ig-
norence In order to galu the advantags of
outrage. Bnt thut Was no slternative atall.
In elther cass they commlved at outrage.
The right hon. gentleman, therefore, baving
mads up bis mind o charge them with hav.
ing coonivsd at mnorder, should have
stood boldly up and safd so. (Oheers.)
He eghould have thought that the
right hon. gentleman was the last map,
owlng to certaln memorieg, who would have
been Inclined to fllng such au acousation
reckiegaly. Xe must have remembered the
tlme, when he was making the charge yester-
day, when the leading, and by far the moat
influentlal, newspsper In this country had
charged bim with sympathy with secret as-
gagaination. He (Mr. McOarthy) did not
make puch s charge agalnst the right hon.
gentleman, but the leading newsapapers at
that time did o sgaln snd agnin. On the
14th of March, 1864, a member of that
Houss (Mr. Pops Hennesey) brought
forward stotements with regard to his
rght hon. irlend the member for Hali-
fax, and charged that right hon. gentlemsn
with sympathy with assassination becanse he
had barbored MszzInl and certaln of hia
friends. ‘The effast was that the bon. gentle.
man reeigned. ‘The right hon, gentieman the
member for Bradford then stood up for his
friend. He - did not blams him for that,
Bat in the course of the debate extracts from
the writings of Mozslnl incltleg to murder
weretead. ‘The right hon. gentleman then
gaid that ¢ A charge had been brought agatost
an sbassnt man—Bignor Mazzlni—but what-
ever his faillng, he was a man of high char-
acter,” (Obeers.) The right hon. gentleman
‘the Prime Minlster was not of the same opl-
nion, becaunse he wrote at the same ttme
that # The satellites of Mazzinl. make oom-
‘mon cange with assasaination.” (Hear.). In
the conrse of s subsequent debate the right
bon, gentleman the member for Bradford
gald, # I should not be ashamed to be the
friend of Mezzini. I am not ashamed of be-
iog his scqueintance.” (Oheers) That
incident wea not altogether without interest
or o moral at that time,
muet quote ancthar extraot referring to
‘that mattez. The ZTimes of the 15th of
Mnroh, 1864, hed & leading attlcle on
this subject, which was mot without
applioation to the  present circum-
stances. ' Who, then, is Mezzlni—Mazzind,
to whoss innoocence the right hon. gentle
man the member for Halifax aud Mr. W.E.

TROUBLES IN ENGLAND,

LET1ERS THREATENING TO BLOY UP
1HE CANTERBURY DEANERY.

English Farmers Rendered Deaperate by
Overtaxation—Reaisting the Ohnron

—~Kthe Government feays am Allisnos
with the French Republin--¥Pay-

Rights.

Loxpon, March 22.—Conslderable excito-
ment was osused to-day by the announci-
ment that the Dean of Oanteibury has }
celved an anonymous letter, the writer
which threatems that the Deanery wiil ‘L.
blown up on ths ocoasion of the enthronirg
of the new Arokblehop. This threat of out-
mge 18 attributed to the Irish party, bat
there iz little doubt that it represents the
opening of another snd far diffarent agitation.
Thae opposltion of ths English farmers to the
enforced payment of certain classes of church
tithes, and edpecially of what Is known as the
hop tithe, hag bscome bitterly intensified.
Local organizations have been formed to re-
sist the paymexnt of theee ecolesiastical im-
poats, and the farmers in many districts have
rofused to pay, azd permitted thelr stock or
farming implements to be sold for the tax,
rather than yiold to what they hold to bs an
unrighteous ¢claim. Correspondence bstwssn
the varioud local organizations has resulted
in concert of actlon, and the reslstance to the
colleotion of these taxes 18 becoming general
throughount the agricultaral districts.

At geveral of the recent tax sales there hus
been much disorder and some rloting. On
these occasions violent threats hava been
made against the eoclesiastical suthorities,
Indicating a determination on the part of one
class of the agitators to resort to other means
than mere pasaive realstauce, aud this threat
is probably the ¢utoome. In ths present
exolted atate of public feeling the subjsct
cannot recelve rational or dispassionate treat-
ment from the English press, and the Irish
parly will be universally charged with the
responsibllity for the foolish act of some ex-
oited agricolturiat.

It 15 reported that precautions will bs
taken to prevent the perpatration of the
threatened outrage.

The excitement in the Lady Filgrence
Dixle affair has cooled down, and the explo-

{ts hold on the puklic feeling, not s0 muoh far
the damege that has been done as for the pos-
cibllitles 1t snggosts.

PAPERS ON REASON AND FAITH.

(Contriduted to Te8 TRUE WITNESS, )

God may make known His will to a single
fndividual, which becomes an object of faith
for that person aud for others when the
Churoh declares such a revelation as coming
from God, as in the oase of the revelations of
8t. Bridget. In the latter casge the object of
taith is called private or personal revela-
tion.

All the revealed truthe which form the ob-
Jjsct of divine faith were not revealed at one
and the same time, and divine revelation did
not receive Its entire perfection unt{l Christ
bad established His Church upon earth,
whereln He deposlted the entire trensure, and
to its cars He confided its Interpretation
whenever an explanation or definitlon of any
revesled truth was called for.

Before the coming of our blessed Redesmer,
from the time of Adam, God made known

.| His will to the Patriarchs and Prophets, and

tbrough thelr agency He faught His people
what they shounld do to seive Him, their
Creator.

He spoke for them from time to time, &0
that the object of their faith was on the in-
creage up to tne tlme of the Mesalak, This,
however, did not and could not change the
nature of divine faith, which consists not In
believing some revealed truths and rejecting
others, but in firmly believing all that God
has revealed, since truth is indivielble,

Since the days of the Aposties many di-
vipe trutas have been defined by the Church
in her Counclls, and tke moment she defined
those truthe, they became articles of divine
1aith for her children. She has not added
thereby new revealed truths to those confided
to her care by her divine fouader, Jesus
Christ. Bhe slmply proclaimed to the world
that the eacred truth which she held In truat
was B revealed truth, and benceforward be-
came an objsct of explictt faith for her
children, Hence, in definlng thoss dogmas
of faith, she bas added notving to what she
already possesaed, aud which all the falthiul
implicitiy belleved, since they all explicitly
belleve what the Church believesand teaches.

Hence the faithfal who lived in the days
of the Apostles belleve tha same dectrine, ths
same truths, though not defined &t that time,
that wo balleve to.day, and will ba belleved
by all the {falthfcl uatil the end of tims; and
should tke Apostles themselves appear npon
the enrth to.day, they wonid fizd the objact
of the same faith more fally daveloped, more
fully explained, but identically the sams as
they taught if, pure and immzaoulate as they
gava it elghteon hundred yeers ago.

Wo have alicady said a word about explicit
nud impliclt fatth, and we have but little to
add in oider to render thom inteiligible to
all. Whon we adhere lo & determined or
specified sxtiole of revealed f¢ruth, end of
which we have then avd there n dlstinct
kanowledge—~such as the Trinlty, the Incarna-
tion-—st that moment we make asn explicit
aot of faith, and at the same time woe make an
implicit act of faith in all the other divine
truths coatained In that article. Our faith
is implioi, becauss we have not aun explicit
knowledge of the presence of those truthe, yet
we beliave them, since we belleve in the
supeinatural infallibility ofthe Ohuich with
an explicit faith ; we thereby implicitly be-
lieve all the sacred truths that she believes
and teaches, and of which we have no distinct
knowledge, withont eny fault on our part.
Hence it 18, that implicit falth snfficea for
mabpy persons to constitute thelr belicf In all
the sacred truths, and glve expression to the
bomage of their will and understanding by an
act of faith in ull those ttruths without excep-
tion, and with the determined disposiiion of
the sonl to belleve explicitly whatever the
Church proposes to onr belief.

" Thus far we have explalned the nature of
the objsct of divine faith, or what we must
belleve in order to be saved. We have geen
that that object is the revealed Word of God,
proposed to our bellef by His Ohurch, to
which Ho has confided this. sacred treaeure,
and which He bae authorized and empowerad
to define it and teach it to all nations.

Weo have geen what the office of divine
faith is relative to revealed truths, and the
different forms under which it exlsts in the
Ohristian soul, rave the soul In the stete ol
morta} eln. That eoul may posaees the vir-
tue of supsrnataral falth, but her's is the case
ot which the Apostle ssys, that ¢ faith witkt-
out good worke 18 dead,” e#ince ' faith alone
will notsave us?

We &hnll now briefly exsmine and aee
wiat 18 the natare of the agsent or adherence
that wa are reguired to give to the revealsd
Word of God. This assent or adherence on
our part must be reasionable and prudent
God is not hcnored by a blind and stapid
homage, nor should such & homsge redound
to the dignity nnd credit of man, who 18 ao
inteliigont belng. Hence reason and pru-
dence require that the Ohristlsn should be
ocertaln that the truths proposed to hls bellef
are troly revealod by God before he can be-
lteve them. WIthous thils knowiedge he
would bs exposed to fall into one of two
errors, namely : to bellsva asa revealsd trath

To hesitate in presence
of thia anthority would be a grievons Injney
to the divine vernolty of God; and m ballef,
sccomypanied by sny wavering or hesltancy
in the mind, would by no mesns suffice to
consatltats sn act o1 divine faith, as it 18 evi.
dently proved by maoy psssages from the
Sacred BSoriptures,. When FPeter, through
fear, bDegan to eink while walking on the

resurrection, would not have gone to ook for
Him in the tomb; they would already have
known by faith that ‘He was risen from the

xxlv. 25. Those texis, ag well as many
others tbat could ba. cited in vindication of
the aame . truth, show that God will not ac-
cept any other than a firm bellef in all Hig
revealed truthe, Hencs God cannot aecspt,
acoordiug to His own words, the Protesiant
form ot faith, which argaes that donbt is con-
sistent with divine faith, the fallacy of waich
18 self-evident, for doubt ia not consietent
pven with human or patural faith. I krow
for certain that I do net belleve what a mn
tells me when 1 doubt the truth of what he
says. Hence our belief must be firm, not de-
pendant on a cause pursly speculative, bat on
a cause fixed and determined, so that when
wo should doubt of all other truths, even of
our very existence, we would not even think
to quastion the veracity of God’s revealed
‘Word, which 1sthe supreme snd immutable
trath,

Hence the faithfal Ohrigtian will eay, as
he has sald in all ages, I am ready and wil-
ling to suffer the loss of all that {s neax and
dear to me—health and possessions, irlends
and relatives, and life 1tseli—rather than hold
them at the cost of my falth. When there is
question of any other than this divine faith,
the Christfan will say with the Apastle:
« But though we, or an angel from heaven,
preach a gospel to you, besides that which we
have preached to you, let him by anathema.”
Gal, ch. 1, v. 8.

And not only must this beliet be firm, it is
aleo obligatory for all who have acqalred a
knowledge of God's revealed truths, and that
under pain of etereal domnation according to
the words of Ohrist bimself: * He that be-
Heveth not shall be condemned.”—Mark, ch.
xvi, 16.

'Thus far we bave sesn the intimate relatlon
that exista between the light of reason and
ths light of divine falth, We have geen that
God gave ua the onse in order to lead ua to
the knowledge of the other, which I8 abso-
lutely necessary in order to attain the end for
which we were created ; to know the traths
that we must believe and practice In order to
be snved. We have considered the nature of
this supernatural light; we bave taken s
rapid glance at some ot Its advantages and
wonderful effecta In the goul ; we have exam-
ined ard stndied or analyzad its definition;
we have geen that 1te objsct must be the re
vealed Word of God ; we have fully under-
stood that our assent or adherence must be
strong and firm, free from doubt or hesltancy,
and that the motlve of our bellef must ba the
divine euthority of God, who can neither de-
coive nor be decelved ; and that we are bound
to beifeve all that God has revealed and pro-
posed to our ballef ander pain ofeternal dam-
natlon : % Hs that belleveth not shall be con-
demued.” We kvow that God- f8 1c-
finitely just, apnd connot, in virtne
of His juetice, Impose npon us obligs-
tions thut we cannot possibly falfl ;
and 1 would b2 imposs:ble for mz to know
with certainty what are the truths which He
has rovealed, snd which we are bound to be.
lieve, unless that He nas left us an {nfallibls
mesans to gulde s in cur search for revealed
truths, where there are 80 many forma of re.
ligion, and sll professing at the eame time to
bo the genulne gusrdian of God's revealed
Word. What, therefors, this mesns 13, and
how we are fo use 1t, 18 the great question
now to be considered.

Wkhen we conslder aeriously the terrible
sapction attached to God's word—His sacred
truths : « He thet belleveth not shall be con-
demned ;" that 18, all those who willl not be.
lHeva God’s revealed truths wiil be forever
excluded from hesven, and when we behold
the apparent obscarity in which they eeem to
bs enveloped, conceallpg them from our
knowladge, our fears are justly awakened, for
1f we do not believe ell the sacred truths of
God, revesled, wo cannot be saved ; and wa
must know them before we can belleve them,
and how shall we kpow them, surrounded as
they aro by doubt and error, unless that God
has Jeft us on infallible means whersby we
can discern with certsinty what He hes 10~
vealed from what He has not rovesled ; what
we are bound to belleve and what we must
Teject ?

To suppose that God has not lefi us an
easy and ianfallible mesng to atialn the end
for which He created ug, would bs a grisvons
sin sgalnst Hla omnipotence, His icfinite
goodness and divine jomstice. It wounld not
only be most sinful, bot also absurd. It
would be saying that God who created us is
vnable to gave us, which would ba sn asser.
tion as false a8 it {8 blasphemous, for it re-
quired a greater power to create us than to
save us ; yet cur salvation would be impos.
sible 1t it must d=pend upon the faifilment of
an obligation rot 1n our power to dicharge.
But God could not impose upon us such an
obligatioq, which would bs contrary to His
divine attributes of jastlos apd goodness,
while we are folly sware that Ho sincerely
desires that 81l may be saved. which He de-
clares in formal terms : « I will hava all men
to be saved, and to vcome to s knowledge of
the truth’—1 Tim,, ch.il,v.4. Ard since
Goo wills the end, He wills the menns also,
which, in the preieat case, muat be Infalli.
ble—a means or ralo by which we can readlly
and easly discern what we are boand to
belleve, which we shall prove in onr next.

HINTS ON USING BENZINE.

Benzine. in careless hands 18 a vory dangerous
articlo, and 1o one should use It withonut nnder-
standing ity properties. that accidenty may be
guarded agalnst, It Lolls at 140 K., and at al]
ordinary temperstures rapidly cvaporates,
‘When this vapor is mingled with the air, the
Lwo form n mixture which, {n contact with a
flame, will explode violently, The wvapor of
benzine, when not mixed with air tojorm an
explesive mixture, wiil reedilv take tiro and
barn rapldly. A holtle partly Nlied, in & warm
room, will glve ofl’ the vapor sotreely, that it
will take 1ire even when at a distance of several
{oches from a lamn. In working with benzine,
always use It by daylight, and 1o s rgom with-
out o fire, or RO far from & fire that there can be
no danger. These facts can not be too thor-
oughly {mpregsed tpon all who have occasion
to use this liquid for any purpose. In using
benztne snd other solvents for removing grease
or other spots from fabrics, A mere welting
often 1s given, aud after the benzine hes evapor
ated, Lthe place looka worse thad hefore. By ap-
plying a little benzine, the grease or other stb-
stance 13 disolved, and this solution spreads to
the surrounding portions of the eloth, and the
evil 18 {ncreased. We must use the hqum in
such & manner ax o dlssolve the greaso, and
then to carry away the sotutloc—ww must, iu
fact, wash out the 8pot with benzine. Te do
tlis, it 18 not necessrry to immerse the article
or a large portion of ft. In removing o spot,
frat fold some old woolien oloths, or even por-
Ous newspapers, to form a t.hlcf: pad. Place
this pad under the srticle, and wet the spot with
benzine. Use & aponge or a roll of woollea oloth,
and rub the spot, adding more henzine ay it s
iaken up by the pad beiow, In thismanner the
benzine bolding the grease, eic., In solution, is
absorbed by the pad, and the golution is wasbhed
out of the cloth hy succegsive quantities of ben-
zine, 10 be also carrled down Inilothe pad. BSuc-
cess depends upoa using sufilclent benzino; it {8
cheap, and one need not ba spariag of it.-—
American Agriculturist for April,

THAT visit of Mr. Parnell to Paris is caus.

anxlety. We are now told that on the re.
assombling of Parliament nfter the holidays,
the Irish leader will be msked to confirm or
deny the statements he I8 nlleged to have
made to the lending men of France. From
the outset we ventared to express the opinion
that the Informer Carey had been all along
apaid spy in the service of the Castle:
We now find that Mr. Parnell has arrived at
the same concluslien and holds the same
opinion, for he has declared, in the Interviews
with bhis French nllies, that Oarey was a
Government sagent, who contrived the
Pheenix Park murder and led astray the poer
fellows who committed it.

the first Instance where agents of the Govern.
ment bave plotted eerious orimes and after-
wards betrayed or allowed thelr unfortunate
snd misguided dupes who perpetrated the
crime to be sacrificed, whilat they themselves
escaped.

Tax Irish residents .of Frampton are to be

Four weuka ago thelr firet
contrlbution of $100 reached Bishop Logue
in Ireland, and they arestill sending. It must
be remarked that donations are eolicited only
{from. the Irish people themselves. To the chari-
table and humane nothing should be needed
to induce them to generous, Speedy and
gympathetlo action, beyond the knowledge
that thonsands of fellow-oreatures of the game
race and blood are destitute of food and heat
and powerless to procure them; are dying
from cold and hunger for want of them.

OF LORDS,
The extraordinary news comes from Eeg-
land and Ireland that the landloxds have, of
thelr own free will and aotion, endorsed the
princlples of the extinct Land League, and
are urging and advoceting theadoptlon of the
radical plank In tho platform of that ¢ illegal
and criminal” organization, viz.,the abolition
of landlordism, the substituticn of a peasant
proptietary Instead, and the advance of the
whole of the purchagse-money by the State,
This news seems incredible, but i{ 18 4o true
that the cable refused to send it and we bave
had to walt for 1ts rsception by mall. It
was on the 5th of the present mounth
that Lord Lansdowne, the owner of 150,000
nores of land, rose in his place in the Homnge
of Lords and delivered aspeech favoring the
development of the purchase clauses of the
Land Act and the creation of a peasant pro-
prietary in Ireland. Thias speech of the
Marquis of Lansdowne was called for by &
motion which he made on behalf of the land-
lords asking for a Royal Commission “to re=
port a8 to the moet effectlve means of glving
to a larger portion of the people ot Ireland a
permanent proprietary interest in the soll by
the purchase of their holdings.” This mo.
tion 1s identical with the resolution passed by
the Land Leaguse at its foundation i1n October,
1879, and for which it was euporessed two
yeats later as beiog “lllezal and crimi-
nal.” Lansdowpe's motlon embodies
the Eame prinoiples which have been
denounced a8 rank commuaism, and
subversive of law and order, and for which
hundreds have bad to suffer imprisonment,
How Michael Davitt in his prizon cell must
feel elated at this twn of affairs! How
proad and happy he muat feel in his cell to
ges the landlords thus strlke their flag and
sue for peace at any prica, The mills of the
gods grind slowly, but they grind sarely.

THE WORK OF THE FLAMES.

THE WILLIAXE' SEWING MACHINE PACTORY DE-
STROYED BY FIRE—~1088 $200,000.

Shortly after seven o'clock on Saturday
night, Chief Benoft, of the 8t. Henrl, Fire
Brigade, noticed a blazs In one of the win-
dows of the Willlams' Sewing Maohine fao-
tory and at once ordered out hia men, ut long
before they reached the spot the whols of the
pacond storey was In a blezs Ina foew min-
ntes the firemen had attached thelir hose to a
hydrant close to the factory, and were at wotk
on the burning building, but it was scon ap-
perent that one stream waa useless, the fire
spreading with great rapidity., The 8t.
Cunegonde brigade soon arrlved, closely fol-
lowed by the Montreal men, an alarm baving
been sounded In the city. The only hydrant
in the vicinity of the factory was already in
uge, ond the only others availpble
were over 300 yards distant. The 8t
Ounegonde firemen soon had their hose at-
tached, but they ran short, and bad to bor
row 250 feet from the Monfreal brizade, who
rendered every asaistance in thelr power 1.
laying the hoee, but as there were no other
hydranta in the viclnity they could dono
more, and thereforo returned to town. The
two upper storeys were all ablaze bafors the
gireams conld be lald on and the firamen,
geeing that the factory wos doomed, tried only
to save the adjolning vuildings. The car-
penter’s shop was abont & dozen yarda. {rom
Lthe mein butlding aud connected by a

' nearly doubled during the year. -

wooden bridge, put the fames leaped acxoss
the intervenirg space and the bridge was
goon in a blazs,
ger and had the bridge out away; while one
stream was kept playing on the threatened
bullding. About eight o'clock the. roof
fell in,. breaking through the, ouly floor

ing embers. to .the ground flat. ..Only the
four walls remained, and inside was one mass
of flamée, which poured out of every window,
lighting up the eky for -miles around. The
heat was g0 intenss that the telegraph wires

possible for any ome tfo.approach within
twenty yards of the buliding on the lee side.:
The firemen now. bent all thelr efforts to save
the englne house, which- was In great danger,
the coals having caught fire and- an ofl tank
being threatened. To add to the perlious
natare of the work, there were three gasoline
tanks in various parts of the factory, but for-
tunately these were saved. Thinking thefire
was well ander control, some of .the men
were abont. to leave when the ofl tank next
the engine house caught, and the atate of nf.
falrs looked woree.than ever. - The chimney
began to look shaky, and the orowd, thinking
it was about to fall, soattered In all direc-

tions, The firomen, however, stuck to
their work, and about eleven o'clock
held the K flames well under contrel.

oost some $25,000. The outside walls were
strong enougb, but the partitions were all of
wood and the floors belng saturated with oil
probably acconnts for the rapidity with which
the flames spread. There was a large stock of
finished machines in the building, the work
of putting them together being done in the
lower flats and the jpsnning Io the upper,
where the fire broke out. The building was
fitted up with the most improved modern
machinery, ard the loss under this head alons
will probably exceed $75,000, while the stock
is valued at $100,000. The insurance on tho
whole is about $70,000 or $80,000, divided
among fifteen or sixteen different companier,
chief among which are the North Britisb,
Ptanlx, Scottish Imperial and Britlsh North
America. [hore was $40,000 worth of lamber,
mostly walnut, in the carpeater’s shop, but
this was saved.

Some 200 mek will be thrown cut of em-
ployment, bus it {8 sald that a pert of them
wili ba kept employed in clesriog up tha
rulns, aud the rest will be sent to tha com-
pany's factory In the States. The carpenters’
shop and foandry, employing about 180 mon,
will be kept running.

MR. McSHANEK DEFENDS MR, PAR-

general debate this afternoon, which carried
with it A very proper rebuko to the Premler for
his fllppant and far-fetched compsarison be-
iween, what he was pleased to style, the obstruc-
tion of the plucky ffteen composing Her
Majesly’s Loyal Opposition in the Quebec As-
gembly and that of Mr. Parneil and his band of
Irish followers In the Imperial Parliament.
He first of all, deprecated the Introduction ofthe
name of the great 1rish patriot aud agitator at
all into any such connection and, secondly, he
dented that Mr. Parnell was an obstructionist
or & demagogue, as the Premier's uncalled for
comparision, with little respect for elther object,
seemed to convey. ‘“He either’—lere the
Premler interrupting declared he had no inten-
tion whatever to cast any reproach upon Mr.
Parnell or through him on the Irish people.
Mr. McShane sald he accepted his apology, but
at the same time he felt it to be his duty to kis
constituents to not allow such an usncslled for
comparison to be made. So long ashe was In
the House he would allow mno ‘slur or even the
shadow of a Blur intended or implied to be cast
on the race to which he was proud to belong and
least upon the gallsnt man, the very mention
of whose name gladdened the hearts of every
true Irishman, no matter at which altar he
worshipped.

The
just proportion on thie particular panel i8 ve-
presented by four and a half Oatholics to one
Protestant. The proportion of four and o
half to one would hava represented forty-five
Qatholics to ten Protestants, insterd of forty-
seven Protestants to nine Catholics (Home
Rule cheers).

The jury disegreed, and the second
jury which trled Higgins consisted of eleven
Protenstants and one Whig OUathollo, the same
Mr. Jamed Talbot Power whose services
were oalled into reguisition on the
second trisl, Thomas (Tom) Higgins was
convicted by a jury consisting of ten
Protestants and two Oatholics,  Michael
Fiynn was trled by ten Protestants and two
Catholics, the Crown having ordered to stand
aslde fifty-three jurors, of whom forty-one
were Catholics. Patrick Delany, for the at.
tempt on Judge Lawson, was convicted by
eleven Protestsnts and one Catholfc. Now,
glr, when O'Connell was trled the Crown

empanelled a jury consisting exclusively of
Protestants. A great commotion was exclted
by this, and the Government of the day was
held up to exacration for the course which it
tock. Baut the prccesdings agoinst O'C:nnell
did not involiva his life ; at the outside they
only involved a gentence of two years’ Im-
priscoment ag & fitst-class misdsmeansnt, But
nothing could exceed the ecverity of the
atricturas which wers pessed by Liberal and
Badical public opinion in Englaud upou the
conduct of the Crown In empanelling an ex.
clusively Protestant jary in this case; and the
proceedings wore enbeequently set aside by
the House of Lords on the ground that the
high sheriff, in packing the jury In this
fasbion, had been guilty of illegal conduct.
By the Crimes’ Act it 18 no longer necessary
for the sherlfi fo pack the jury—the Crown do
it themselves. Theyare, however, obliged to
do it now inan open manper, 8o that it can be
sesn by everybody., They select their jurles
in an cpen court, and certalaly they have
gelected their jaries in the most unblushing
fasbion in the recent trlals.
