Montreal Baunks Lose $18,000
- and Teronto Banks $20,000.

! A clever swindls :was discoversd lste ves-
terdsy both - in Montreal and- Toronto, by
whick 1t appears several Oanadisn banks have
been heavy losers. " The story is about as
follows :—~At the Qaebec Bank branch in this
olty yestercny thets was prosented by the
Bank of - British -Nocth America a draft for
$6,570, purporting to be drawa by the Three
Rivers branch of ‘the Qasbec Bank In

favor - of- 'one~ Walter Gardner, - whose
endorsatlon appeared upon the  back
of - the document, Tbe draft had

baen left with the Loronto ofiics of the Bri-
tish Bank for collection after an nnsaccessful
effort by the party presenting it to have it
cashed at once.- No suspiclion was at first
aronsed when the draft was presented for pay.
ment at the Quebec Bank hers, so skiltully
was the document drawn, but the ever-vigil-
ant bank olerk, remarking that the perforated
stamp of the faoe value of the draft was mls.
placed, subjected it to a oloser scruting,
which reveaied the fact that It was 8 forgery.
Subsequent news was heard of

A SECOXD DRAFT

purporting to be Issued by the Three Rivers
branch of the Quebec Barnk for $6,500, had
beenr presented at the Toronto office of the
Bank of Commerce and cashed. Whether
any more of thls forged paper is sfloat
fs not kvown, but the manasger of the
‘Bank of Montreal at Toronto telegraphed
yesterday that that bank had escaped
1088, . It is Nkely that the authors of the
forgeties presented the drafts simultaneously
at a number of banks, endeavoring to
have them cashed; that where the money
was refuged the drafts were allowed to be
gent on for collection to ward off snspicion,
ard that having obtained ae much money as
possibls the criminals have flsd the country.
The forgerles were exceedingly well executed
and are evident]y the work of men experionc.
ed and skilfal In the business. It so hap.
pena that the drafts of the Quebec Bank have
not printed in the body the name of the of-
fice by which they are issued, so that the
forged bills may have beer obtained In blank
at any one of the six branches, or perchance
from the printer, The writing in the body

of that of a junior clerk in the Thres River

office, and the signrtare not a bad imiltation
of that of the manager. The ink and perforated
gtamp of the amdlipt of the dratt appesr to
be identical with those msed by the bank,
and but for the fact that the stamp was not
made upon ths proper line of the drait,in
all probability it would bave been cashed by
the offico bere, and the forgery not detected
until i€ reached the Three Rivers offica. The
number of the forged drait sent through the
British Bank, 82, is the same as thatof a
bona fide draft of the Threo Rivers oftice for
$400 pald here three days sgo. Thoe number
of the draft cashed by the Bank of Commerce
was 83,

A TEIRD FORGERY,

A third forgery, and this one also success-
ful, has been detected, a draft of like charac-
ter for $6,573 and numbered 83 having besn
pald by the Toronto office of the Federal
Bank, and 1t 18 feared still others may coms
to Hght. It is beileved theut the local banks
have been victimized to the tune of $12;000
0r $13,000.

THE BWINDLERS IN TORONTO.

A 'Coronto despatch says:—A gigantic
swindie hns been perpetrated on asveral clty
banks hers, to the extent of $20,000. The
swindle was a most barefaced one and was
of simple execution. Two men depoeited
large amounts {o the following banks:—
Commerce, British North Amerlics, Federal,
Monfreal azd Quebee, and some cays ago, on
the pretence of s presslng engagement,
drew on ali but that of the British North
America for amounts over their balance, foot-
ing up to the mbove-mentioned sum. The
mattsr i3 in the hands of the police and the
pbanks refoss to say enything at all ot the
mstter. HFarther particalars obtalned show
that the Bank of Montreal escaped the gene-
ral fraud, throcgh the wafchfulpess of the
teller. The name glvsn by the man was
Gardner, and he gave himself out to bs o
cattle merchant, and a heavy land specalstor.
He 18 supposed to be an American swindier,
snd by his operations sppears to have been
an adept. HBe¢ had established a bogus
agency in Toronto, of which the man &ard-
per was mansger. The detectives havs the

Land VI'I'e:nure in Bible Times.

AN ABLY LEITER FROM THE PEN OF
THY AUCHOR OF ¢ THE LAND
CATECHISM,” ‘

MoNTREAL, June 1, 1883,

Dear Bir—I am 'glad to seo that the
Journal, in last wesk’s Lssue, under the above
title, urges the great importance of ths study
of the land laws of the Bible as needtal to &
right understanding ot a true syatem of land
tenure, and a8 prepamtory to- a satistactory
golutlon of the great economic question which
is now agitating all nations. )

The statement s made that Mr. R, Reld, of
Kirkintilloch, in an article just published In
the Catholic Presbylerian, has been the first to
draw public attention to this phase of the
dizcnsslon. This {8 hardly correct. In my
work, “The Land Oatechlam,” and which
bsars the sub-title, #Is Rent Just? What
Political Economy Teaches Regarding it,”
published by subscription in the winter of
1880-81, I have gone thoroughly into the
qaestion of the Blble Land Laws, and in the
sarlier portion of the book havedevoted quite
& number of pages to this Important study.
These lawa, ag exhibitiog and demonstrating

to the human race the mind of the
Most High with reference to the
land—~Iits dlvision, proprietorshlp, and

tenure—as well as 1ts use, oulture ard
economy, form Indeed a noble and interssting
subject of investigation. They have en-
gaged my close attentlon for many yesars, and
I am bound to say that, 1n all my enquirles, I
have found nothing comparable to these ad-
mirable lawa. BSpeaking as an economlist I
am also bound to say that I have Invarlably
found these Seripture Injunctions aud the
great principles of Politicel Eoconomy in
active and perfect harmony, a feature which
1 have done my utmost to trace and enforce
in every page of the werk referred to. It s
therefore with no ordinary satisfaction that I
find the Scottish-American Journal commending
such & study to ite readers. The wonder is
that onr Churck teanchers remsln so persis-
tently and doggedly sllent on a aubjact which
lles 80 near thelr hand, and which Is threat-
ening society with no ordinary upheaval.

1 bava not yet geen the srticlein the Catlo-
lic Presbyterian to which tho Journal refers,
but hope ahortly to have that plessure. Bo
far as I can at present judge, my conclusions
as to the ultimate system of land tenure en-
forced in Scripture are not in accordance with
those of Mr. Reld. I have found nothing to
determine that tenure as in any way, or at all
ovents as fn any important particular, iden-
tical with the Mlr of Russis, the Mark of Gor-
many, the Allmend of Switzerland, therig
and rundale system of our own snclen! Cale-
donis, or with anything generally understood
by an sgrarian communal system. On the
contrary, 1 find that the six hundred thou-
sand hesds of families, or full grown men,
among whom the land of lsrael was dlvided
by Iot, became each the owner of
hia 4arm or allotted postion, and
that there wan nothing that an lsraelite
defended with more joalous and watchful care
than this « inheritance of his tsthers.” The
lands of Canaan werc partially divided by
Moges, and the allocatlon was finally com-
plsted by Joshua in cenmjunction with the
priests and the beads of tne fathexrs of the
tribes. They were divided by lot fo each
family, and each portion becams the Inberit.
ance of each particalar tamily. God et the
people’s «bounds”~~the limits of thelr farme—
i according to the number of the children of
Israel.” Where the boundarles were too large
as in the case of Judab, they were afterwards
clircnmecribed ; where they were found to be
too timlted as in the case of Dan, thoy wure
subsequently enlarged.

We have then, in this Soripture history, the

Here, also, was a principle whoelly just to
unborn generations, securing them in the froe
snd unfettered possession of thelr several
portions when they should come upon the
stage of llfe. For the uee of the land 18 for
each generation, and for all of each generation
who, as llfe goes on, choose to cultivate the
soll.

It 1s also a thorough protest, from the hand
of God himself, against all monopoly of the
goll. .

Mr. Principal, Ladies end Gentlemen:—L
ghall confine my.remsrks to the eaying.ol s
fow words. on the .nacessity for .eduoational
institntions of this kind, and to the offering
of o few suggestions to the graduates, It ls.
a faot familiar to all thoae who have given
any attentfon to ths educatlonal aftslrs
of thia Provincs; thet, 1n the pasi, we
have had -too mapy- institotiona where
Latin, Greek and echolastio philesophy were |
the principal subjects taught, and the princi-
pal mental equipment furnished - to our stu~
dents and young men wherswith to enter on
the battle of life,” 'We had too many purely |
classical colleges, and not enough commercial

and industrial schools. The.result hee been
that the professions—~notably those of law
and medicine—have-—been  disastrously
orowded, The supply has been far in ex-
oeas of the demand, Inasmuch es the young |
men leaving those colleges to live in the
world were abeolntoly unfit for other oocupa-
tions. ' : :

Many fsrmers' sons—young men of very
mediocre sbility—afier spending sevean or
eight years in college, were thus obliged to
atudy law or medicine, whether they liked it
or not, whetker or not they possessed the na-
2ural aptitudes for the etudy. The conge.
queice, In too many Instances,was that sem!-
gtarvation, migery and Iife-long scflering were
entailed npen them, Not a few of them had
to come down to manual labor for a lviog, or
become once moro'a burden on the reeouroes of
thelr parents. o

The Eoun. Judge Loranger, in a public ad-
dress delivered a fow yenrs ugo, speaking of
the condition of education <in our province,
+00k occmslon to say that we bad, perhaps,
the best classical colleges on' the continent;
bat we kad begun at the wreng eud of the
aducational ladder ; wa began at the top,with
the luxuries of education, snd now we had to
come down and begin at the bottom where
wa ghould have started at the commence-
ment. And the Hon. Judge was right, pe-
cauge most people will admit that for a new
country, eduoation, llke agricutlture, 8hould
begin with what {8 necessory, then proceed
to what i3 nseful,and lastly go to what ig or-
nsmental. Few] indeed,will be found to advo-
cate the adoption of an oppoeite system ; and
yet thils oppoeite rystem 18 what we have
been following all along until within a very
reoent period.

Nor are we the only people who havs made
miatakes of this kind. Older countrles 1ell
into tho came error. Bpeaking of the quality
of oollege education given In England, Mr.
Troude tells ug that % graduates from the
highest cducational Institntions in England—
Oembridge wranglera ond Oxford double firsts
—after learning faltbfully all that those uni-
vearglttes undertook to teach them, bave been

-public bighways of Australla, or tending
.sheep for an employer who oonld nelther read

Berald apnounced the signlfioant fact that
Denis Kelley, aa henor graduate from Trinlty
Collzge, Dublin, bed abtained a ponition from
the corporetion of New Yoricas etreet sweeper
at o salsry of ninety cents a day. A short
time sgo twenty young men grudaated from
an Egstern College in  the  Unitsd
States, where education is supposed to be emi.

mothers; two arg tramps and the others are
walting, loafst-1ike, for something to turn up.

Happlly a reactlon hes set in for gome time

THE FARM DAIRY,

Mr.J. W, Darrow writes ag follows on this

Soch a8 do not invest in the
patented cresmeries, need eome artifislal
method for keeplng the milk and ¢ream at a
proper temperature, A neighboring farmer
bag for several yesrs kept wmllk in s
cellar-iank, which 8 epupplled from an
adjoinicg pond of pure waler, Ilnto this
water tank, cans, 20 inches deap, ore get 80
that the water comes to within two iaches
of the top, mund they are left uncovered, to
allow the anlmal heat to pass off, A ther-
momeéer accasionally plunged into the water
enables him to regulate the temperature,
which shonld be at about 62 degrees, and as
& result, the cream xises, to a depth of from
two fo three inchss, in the oan. The tank
wis built and water conducted to 1t at a small
expengs, whioch has been amply repaid, as
the quantity of cream greatly exceeds that
prodaocd by the old method, of settlng in
shsllow pane. By gome such means as this
the farm dairy msy bs made a profitable
adjanct to general farming. '

THE. SHEEP SOAB.
Scab In .sheep 18 one of the most trouble-

some ‘diseases with which the shepherd. hag
to contend. The cause of the disease is a

1

.minnte ingect, Acaris scabiei, which buxtows

undér the .epldermis, producing irritation of

which finally ‘bécome dry and:encrusted,
forming the ecab proper. These bsing pro-
duced In various patts of the body, cause the
wool o become matted, and tha sheep, to re-
Heve the itching or-iri:iation, rub agalnst
iences, posts, etc, and tesr their wool Info
shreds, giving them a wretched &ppearance,
The disease is rapldly epread in-a flock where
healthy sheep come in contagt with these
fences, posts, eto., for the oggs of the
mite, or the mite itself, may be read-
ily tremsferred from the sheep to the
fence and from the fence to sheep again.
Bence it wlll bardly bs necessary to caution
agoinst allowing healthy sheep to be in the
same pen or fleld with scabby ones. The
only method of ridding the diseased sheep of
the gcab 18, to dip them Into a iiquid which
will penetrate and soften the sosbby portions,
and even then it 1s often necessery to rub
these places with something rough, to open
the acabs, and let the lignid take effect. A
gheep dip made of one ounce of sulphar and
four of tobaaco to a gallon of water, has been
found very effective. In the water, which
should be at the bolling polnt, steep tobacco
stems or leaves, and add the sulphur later;
then allow the liguid to cool down, when the
sheep may be immeraed.

POULTRY BAIBING AS A BUBIKESS.

Mr. P, H, Jacobs, s practical pouliry man,
writea ng followa In the dmerican Agricultur-
fs¢ for July : A flock of ten hens can be com.
fortably kept in a yard 20 feet wide by 50
feet deep. An acre of ground wil] contaln
forty such yards, or 400 hene, .No cocks are
necessary unless the egga are desirea for 1n-
cabation,. To estimate $1.50 as clear profit
from each hen, 13 not the maximum limis,

but tke ©profit nscormes according to
the  management glven, Poultry
thrives best when running at

large, but this applies only to small flocks.

Hens kept by the hundred become too crowd-
ed while at large, no matter how wide the

range, and sickness and loss ocenr. Lasrge
flocks muet be divided, and the slze ot the
yard required for a flook is of but iittle im.

portance compared with that of the xanage-
ment. Thereis much profit to be derived

from the esle of young chicka—and, where

one pays attentlon to the business—they
recelve the greatest care. Each brood,
llke the adult, 18 kept separate from the
others, In a little coop, waich prevents
quarreling among the hens, and emables
the manager to count and know all about the
chicks. This {s very Important, as there are

many farmers who hatch scores of broods and
yet caunot tell what became of two-thirds of
them. Hawks, crows, cats, rats, sud other
depredators take thelr cholcs, aud the owners
are no wizer. Each sitting hen should bs in
& coop by herself, and each coop should huve
o lath run. The critical period is tbs form.
ing of the feathers, which calls jor frequent
jeeding, and when they have passed that stage
the chicks become hordy. The houzes need
not b8 mors than 8 {eet equare for each family
and can be doubled. If possible, it Is
bast to have changeable yards, bat, if vsed, &
less number can be kept to an zcra.  If the
yards ate kept clean by an ocoas!onal spading,
however, green stufl may be grown elsswhere
and thrown over to tnem. 'U'his may conslet
of cabbage, grass, turnlp tops, kale, mustard,
lettuce, etc. Waterlng muet not be neg-
locted, or the meals glven irregularly. Osre
must be- observed not to fred too muoh, a4
ovsr-fat fowls will lay but few eggs, and sdon
eggs will not hatch. A good pounlfry

manager i3 afvays - among his fowls,
and observes overylhilng., 'The breeds
have &peclal eharacterlstics aleo, ‘The

large fowls must be batched In March, if
enrly pullets are desirod for winter laying.
This applies to Brahmas, Coching and Ply-
mouth Rocks. If the manager finds this im-
possible, he should at once substitute cocks of
t20 Leghorn breed, whick, crosged with largoe
heng, make good marxetable chioks, and pro.
dace pullets that matare early. A knowledge
of the oharacterlatlca of the several breeds s
indispensable to succers. Crossing pure-bred
cocks with cominon hens is exoellent, but
u fancy poultty ! is not profitable to any but
those who understand thoroughly the meting
and selection of the several breeds.

Some Sharp Oriticism by 'the Emglish
and Jrish Press, .. . -
Yosx,.July: 3.~—The Sun’s London
spm says :--Tho action of the United States
authorities and -of pubHo opinion in Ame-
rlos In relstion ‘to the influx of paupers
from Ireland baye plunged ' sorae of 'the
bodles of Irish Poor Law Guardiane into the
deepest slarm, and have called forth a good
deal of sharp orltiolsm. The fact that the
sotion of the’American Government should
only have been taken at the urgent
solioltation of the National League is made
the oocnslon of unfavorable comment,
and the Irish- In Amerlca are up-
braided with selfishuess in caryring on'an
agitation in behalf of thelr starving fellow-
oountrymen in Irelsnd, and then seeking to
drive them from a land of peace and
plenty a8 soon as they have come in sight
of it. The Poor Law Guardians are dismay.
od ot the prospective return of the paupers,
they thought they had got rid of for ever,
and at the loss of the money they had spent
in their shipment, while the Government
1ang receive a serious check, and the sys.
tematic transportation of parlshes has
ocome to a stop just as it was getting well
under way. The firef open transfer to Amer-
ica by the Board of Poos Law Guardians of
the bulk of the paupers in thelr charge was
from Kenmare, and they safled on XMay 5th
and numbered 190, They were paupers who
nad been for varying perlods chargeable on
the unlon, and they were shipped bodily into
Amoerica at the union's expense, unas-
gisted by the Tuke fund or by direct
Government ald. Nearly all the later ship-
ments by the different unions have been
managed without publicity and with the con.
nlvance of the Government, whose local naval
gorvico has attonded to the traasfer of
emigrants and thelr effects from the shore
to the steamers. The directly assisted
emigrants sent under the arrangemaenta of the
Tuke {und are not all paupers. The alleged 1g-
norznce on the part of the Anchor or Allan
_pes respecting the charaoter of thelr passen.
gers Js somewhat singular In view of the fact
that the passages were contracted for in bulk
and paid for by the Poor Law Unions. The
Tuke emlgrants have nearly all been disem.
barked at Boston, but a great many actual
paupers have been landed both in Bostonand
New York since the 18tof May.

RE-BHIPPING PPAUPERS FROM AMERICA.

The Trikune's Londoxn speclal says, regard-
ing the subject :~—Pauper emigration has
glven rise to a question in the Commons, and
to some discussion in the newspapera, The
Daily News' correspondent has twice re-
peated that tke public feeling in Amerlea
qrows in bitterness, addlog today that
Iir. Trevelyar's statement on Thursday
is not -egarded ns satisfactory. Trevelyan
really covered the whole ground, his answer
embracing the entire case so far as it is with-
in his xnowledge. The Britlsh Government
fully recognizes the right of the Amerlcan
Government to protect its own shores agalnst
paupers, but has no information leading It to
balieve that any comsiderable numbers of
psuperz bavo been sent baok, hence none
have Lsen sent with its cognlzsnce, and none
witbout means or friends, unless
by upauthorized persons, But slnce
complairts have rveached this elde, fresh
orde:a have bsen sent to Xreland enjoining all
the Government officers and agents to use the
atmost care that no pauper cmigrant be sent
tothe Unlted States whose condition could
occasicn any difficulty whatever. It may be
taken as certaln that this new Irlsh-Ameri.
can cffort to ombroil the American and
Britlsh Governments will fall, for the simple
vopson that the latter is determined to remove
or anticipats every possible grlovance in con-
nection with emigration.

The Timss’ correspondent says on the same
dabject :—Mr, Trevelyan hasordered a report
Irom cach parish unlon In Ireland as to the
number of paupers who have left Ireland for
America during ths last three months, and
how far they have besn aselsted by unlop
funds or by #riende.

THR IRISH PRE,

The Freeman's Journal asserts that more
than 15,000 poor were gent to the United
Stater, and that the Inspectlon of emigrants
was & farce, and the funds employed were
only partly irom workhouse authoritles,
The Nation ask:—¢If the New York
Commlssioners return  poor emigrants
all of whom might not actually bave been
tomates of svorkhouses to Ireland, what will
become of them ? Thelr homes are broken
up. Tke Irish Parllamentary party will de
mand both an explanstion and a remody.”
The Freeman's Journal aleo points out that
stimulated emigration will receive a serlous
check.

only a small offaring from each, we have the
courage to order again this collection which
is to be taken up annually. 1 know that
other Prelates 1ige myself were discouraged
from adding this collectlon to the many other
oalls through fear of overburdening the
people, but on a deeper consideration we
will set aside this, as a trifle 18
only atked from each individual, and if all
the dioceses in the world make the collection,
the wants of the Holy Father will be suffi-
clently met, If each person who is In the
habit of receiving the sacraments give only
five cents, the amount will be considerable.
Parents who are able, will, I am sure, not
grudga to make this small oftering for thsir
children, and the rich,by their more abundant
offerlng, will supply for the poor who can give
nothing. Yon will please, Rev. Sir, take up
this collection as coon a3 possible in your
vatlous churches.

His parents live near
Brantford. Mr, Fletcher was born at Oak-
land, in Brant County, and recelved his
educatlon in a common #choo! in New-
bury, Middlesex county, and at the grammsr
school in Smithville, in Lincoln county. He
afterwarde taught school for two yeara in the
township of Barton, just outside this city,
durlng which time he was a frequent contri-
butor to the columns of the Times, He was
for a time an inmate ¢f the family of Jcseph
Bymal, ex-M.P., and is stlll a frequent visi-
tor st his house. He Is an intimate friend of
N. Awrey, M.P.P. Though this was Mr.
Fletcher's first experience in a Legislative
body, he was soon after the beginning of the
seselon chosen as leader of the Opposition,
and llke ihe other Canadiaps mentioned he
seems to have shown himself well qualified
for Leglslative work.—Ilamilton Times.
