If1 am rightly informed, it 1a
your infention fo msk the whole Oatholic
body in the United Statcs to sign a declara-
tion of 1ta opinlon ard feellng concerning the
step of oonfisoation, euphemlously called
conversinn, of the Fropagsada property ; and
that it 18 your further intention to ask the
Government of the United States fo protest,
in the name of these signatories, against the
contemplated actior of the Ifallan Govera.
ment, Already, with a true Instinet of xight,
and determined to uphold the rights of its
cltizene, have the Sistes demanded and
obiained the protectlon over the Amerlcan
Oollege at Rome.

« The new step I8 tolnsist on the proteot-
ing of other rights in Propsganda property
which, though not so {ransparent as those of
the American Oollege, are none the lees real
in your minds.

The
French Government will not Interfere if the
British embagsy at Parls holds slool. No
trace has been {found of the reported private
dynamite fastories in the North of France.

CARDINAL SIMEONI'S CIRCULAR:

The Roman Oatboltec PFropaganda and
the Finaneial Oentres.

Tioe following is a literal tranelation of
the circular of Cardinal Simeon! which waa
insued on account of the ltallan Court of
QOaseation for the converslon of the property
of the Roman Oathollo Propaganda into
rentes:

Bousr, Maroh 20, 1884,

Ciroplar of the Congregation of the Propa-
gation of the Faith, to all Oathollc Bishopa' I8
us follows :—

Owing to tho festival of 8t, Josepb, the
patron of the unlversal Churoh, which ooour-
red yesterday, we take ocoaslon to publish the
followlng most {mportant document, to
whloh we call the epeciml attentlon of the
Eplscopacy :

Mosr Raveresp Bie : The declalon of the
Bapreme Uourt of Onseatlon, given on the
20th of Janusary, by which the property of
the Propaganda was coaverfed Into rentes, I8
already well known to your Lordehip, Ac-
cording to this deoree the proporty of the
Oongregatlon of the Propaganda was In-
oluded In the oategory of local vccleslastioal
congregations, and consequantly {vcinded in
the lawa of 1873 wkich permitted thoe Italion
(overnment to convert the patrimony of the
local congregations to 1te own use.

The Ivjoatice of the aot must be apparent
to your Lordship, as you know {ull well that
the character and nature of this congrogation
of the propagation of the falth 1s not local
but international, and the sourcs of the capl-
tal which conatitntea its patrlmony is not
from Italy alons, but comes from all ths
world over. 8inco the time of Gregory XV.
of holy memory, who founded thls congregs~
tion, 1t has alwaya been the glory of the Holy
See and aleo of Italy, Duriog two centurles
and a balf of its exlstence, notwithstanding
the many struggles of the Church with
forelgn powers, this congregation was always
sacred In the eyes of all Kurepean powers, for
they saw that its object was purely and
slmply to gpread tha light of the Gosgpel and
to propagate the falth over the entire world.

To help the work of this congregation the
European Powers Insured 1t full Uberty 1m
the exerclse of its divine minietry, and often
gave pecuniary ald for Its good work, In-
&pired by the eame good motlve, the faithful
of all natlons voluntarlly conuributed tc in-
orease its pstrimony. For this reason we

for the benefit of one people or onv natlon,
but for the good of humanity. Therefore, It
i3 epparent that the dooreo, confiscating tnig
property (as If it belonged fo one }.ar-
ticular community or congregation), Is
unjust, because it does away wilh &
revenus which was exojusively Intended
and get aside for the Roman Pontlf to be
usod by bim for the oonversion of the na-
tlons to the light of faith and clvilization;

the Propaganda the fres disposition of ths
oapital and revenues, which free dls«
posal 1s absolutely necessary for the
good work., COonsldering the objeot and
naturze of the Propaganda, and tho many and
urgent calls for bhelp by the many missions
depending on 1t for support, our Holy Father,
now most aftloted by thie new and Herce ate
tempt to take away one of the moat inallen-
able rights of his apostolate, and foreseeing
tke sad consequences arlslog from the oon-
verslon of the acinal patrimony of the Pro-
paganda,which alreacy I8 allenatsd In a great
measure (lits pendente) by tho Itallan Gove
ernment, feels 1t hils duty to provide better
ways and means to Insute the fulure weliare
of this most dessrving lnstitution,

‘Therefore our Holy Father commands, In
order to guarantee thid seourity, that 1 should
deolare (which I do by this ciroular) that
henceforth the adminlstrative headquarters
of the Propaganda (with rogard to all donfe
tionenequests and offerlngs which come from
tha plety of the faithinl) be transterred out=
side of Italy. For the greater convenlenca
of the falthful 1t has been determinsd to eg-
tablish in various psrts of the world certalmx
centres or banks where thelr donations and
offeringa will be safe and converted to the use
intended by the donors, thus leaving the
ocongregation free to dispose of the same for
the use of its missions. There centren ara
named In the note attached to this present
oltoular, and we wisk your Lordship to pubs
11sh the names of theas contres to the falthfal
under your charge, I shall reserve to my-
gelf theduty ot eommuncating in fatare fure
ther instmctions when necessary., In the:
meantime the saored congregation has full
confidence that this new sorrow susiained by
our Mother Church, far from weakening the
plety of the Oatholio world, will rather serve
as & moat powerfal stimulus to maks the chile
dren of the Ohuroh more gentrous and morae
wiiling to meet the wants of the missions
whioh day by day are growing greater and
more pressing. )

In his
budget speech Hon, Mr. Norqaay £aid that
Manitoba was far betier off under tbe old
governments of fifty years ago, Bafore con-
federation a tarlff of four per cen’ was suf.

ments prompily and efficlently, while now
they haveto pey from fitteen to #n huundred
peot cont. and are not as well treated. The
Premler charges ihe Dominton Qovernment
with wasting aud misueing tho school lands
to the detriment and at tke expense of the
Province.

HIS LORDSHIP 1388UKS A LETTEB ON
THE QULSTION OF THE PROPA-
GANDA BPOLIATION,

The Work this Holy Congregation has Sone

The following is an extract of a pastorsl
letter iseued by His Lordship Mgr. Fabre
uvpon the subject of the spollation of the pro-
porty belonging to toe Propagarda by the
gacral'glous government of the usnrper Hum-
bert.

Our
country ond our dlocase are greatly benefiled
by the Propagands, which haa establlshed
apoatolio vicaristus snd bishopries In several
places lu our vast Dominlon, extanding from
Labrador to the Racky Mountalns, The
Propaganda also has settled the nnmerous
questions whioch have arisen among us slnce
a few years, In faot it dirocts our movements
under the high end paternal sovereiguty
of the pontiffs, To scoomplish the
numerotg and Importent works un-
dertaken by the Propagsnds, that saored
Institntlon requires considerable resources,
The soverelgn pontlffs to place the Fropa-
ganda in the posltlon of accomplishing its
sublime work, ware the firet to supply It with
the necessary peonniary funds ; the Qhristian
princes and the falthinl In all countries who
were inspired with love and enthualasm for
tho propagation of the Oathoilo faith ocon-
tribated to swell the fand, and thud gave
this coutribution an international chaxzcter.

The ice has beon moving rapidly out of the
river, and opposite the clty we have had
olear water., Btesmers WwIll be leav-
ing Liverpool in 8 few days for
this port, and the Canadian shipping
trade which has been dormant for so many
months will again spring Into life. This sea-
son we shall have a new and direct competing
route to the Great West, as the Ontario and
Quebeo rord completes the Oanadlan Pacific
system westward from Montreal to Toronto
and Chioago. The ocompetition of this line
with the Grand Trunk will, 1t 13 thought, not
only break down the passenger and freight
rates ol the rallways, but also bear geverely
on the grain rates of the barge and propeller
lines, which trade from Ohlcago and Kingston
down the Bt. Lawrence. Such a result would
be of great advantage to the Ocean trade of
the port of Montreal, as enabling us to enter
the great American msarkets and buy grain
for export to Europe on the game advantage-
ous terms a8 regards rates-of freight as Now
York shippers. And now a word of explana-
tion regarding the Ontarlon & Quebeo Ry. for
the benefi$ of our country readers. The msin
line of the rallway, which runs from Toronto
to Pertb, is 2993 miles In length, officlal
measurement; tnere it connects with the
Oapadian Paclfic for Ottawa, Montreal and the
east. At Oariton Junciton, near Toronto, 1t
connects with the Toronto, Grey & Bruce,
for the north, and with the Oredit Valley for
the wost. 'The latter road Is now surveying
a llne for an extension to the Unlted Biates
boundary at Windsor, where conneotion will
be made with 1lnes to Ohlcago and the west.
Thus Montreal i3 at last getting the advan.
tage of greatly inoresned rallway iacilities
and our growth in population and in wealth
will thereby be accelersted beyond all pre-
cedent.
