wives. Knowledge of this state of affairs
Yas driven many M.rmon wives who are sus-
picious of their liusbands to the verge of dis-
traction, and not a few of them have adopted
extraordinary measures to discover whether
their apprehensions are well founded
or not, Nothing makes tne average
Mormon woman's lot harder than the sus-
picion that there are wives of whom she
knows nothing. Itis bad enough to put up
with those w%om she is well aware divide
with her the honors of wifehood, but the
idea that others of whom she knows nothing
may be rolling in luxury somewhere is in-
tolerable. Nearly all of this wretchedness is
concealed. The most extraordinary devices
are resorted to to cover up any scandal
among the faithful, and were it not for the
fact t%a.t there are many keen-eyed Gentiles
here, the suppression would be cowplete,
A young girl named Annie Elmore, who came
here from England a while ago with a batch of
converts, waa immediately Beset by several
old Saints with proposals of marriage. She
was unusually pretty and intelligent, and the
rivalry of the elders was great. To all she
turned a deaf ear, however, and one after an-
other was flatly refused. Then one of the
Bishops called on her and uudertook to terrify
her into marrying. He told her that if she
remained obdurate he would be compelled to
cat her off, not only in this world, but in the
next, and explained to her that to be cut off
was eternal ruin. She defied him to do his
worst, and told him that in England the
Mormon missionaries had taught that
& woman should marry only the man
she loved, and that she was bound to
do so. The Bishop did cut her off, but learn-
ing soon after that she had married a young
man who had followed her to this eountry
und joined the Church, the excommunication
was withdrawn. Just now this true-hearted
girl, who withstood the blandishments and
threats of her elders so heroically, that she
might remain true to her ardent lover, iz &
ruving maniac, because he, three months af-
ter his murriage with her, brought home an-
other wife. Suppressed, denied, and made
light of a8 these things are by the Mormons,
they crop out oceasionally, revealing the
depth of the woe which exists here for the
most part in silen-e. .

BLESSING OF A BELL.

111§ GRACE ARCIIBISHOP LYNCH AT UPTER-
GROVE, ONT.

On the 28th ult. His Grace Archbishop
Lynch officiated at the blessing of a heautiful
Lell recently purchased for St. Columlkill's
Church, of Uptergrove. Upon his arrival
His Grace wns met hy fully fifteen hundred
people, who immediately forred into a pro-
cession, which nearly reached from the sta-
tion to the church, o distance of about three-
quarters of amile. ALl were on foot exvept

twenty young men mountel on iron-
grey horses, amd the members of the
committee, whe were in carriages.  The

foot headed and mainly made up the pro-
cession, marshalled by men on horseback,
after which tollowed the young men on horse-
back and the curiage of the committee, His
Grace the Vencrable Avrchibishop bringing up
the rear, accompunied by the Bev. Pathoers
Rey and Davis. At the cntrance of the
avenne lending from the highway to {he
church was an immense and most beautiful
arch, hundsomely decorated, and surmounted
by a large cross worked in evergreens.  From
the centre of the arch was suspended the
word Welcome workel in white ou n ground-
work of purple, at oither end of which hung
vases of genuine Shamrocks and  Scoteh
thistles, emblematical of the union of the
Irish snd Scotch, snch as exists in the parish
of Uptergrove. When His Grace reached the
church the following address was presented

New York, July 12—Lord Mandeville,
who has figured largely upon the race covrses
around New York for some seasons past, und
is veported to lead an extravagant life, is said
to have recently involved himself in some
questionable transaction with the hookmakers
at the Coney Istund Jockey Club races op the
Sheepshead Buy track. It is alleged that on
June 30 and July 1 the noble lord lost bets
upon the horses running to the amount of
£1,500, which amount hie has thus far shown
no disposition to pay.

There are four firms of hookmakers claim.
ing to be Lis creditors; namely, Catheart &
Co., loach & Barnes, * Mike” Murruy and
A, M, Burtou & Co.  Rouach & Darnes stand
at the head of the list, claiming Mandeville to
be in their debt to the amount of §00.  The
other fivins have put in cluins against him for
smaller sums running as high as $200,  Ac
cording to the rules of the Coney Islund
Jockey Club a bet wade on one racing day
must be scttled at the latest on the next,
and 2 defaulting member is subject to ex-
clusion  from  the track. A friend of
Lord Mandeville, an  Englishman  named
Pulgrave, claims that his Lordship is very
sick from the cffects of opium smoking, aud
gives that'as a renson for his not visiting the
track and settling up his debts, but the book-
makers are not inclined to take this churitable
view of the cuse. Mr, Palgrave claims Mande-
ville is able to pay all his debts, and that his
father in England is willing 1o send him all
the money he wants,

1t is understood an application for the ex-
pulsion of Lord Mundeville from the track
will be made to'the Executive Commitiee of
the Jockey Club this weck.

NOVA SCOTIA.

Awsaiting the Advent of Yankee
Enterprise.

The wonderful Apple Groves of the Annapo-
1is Vallcy—The Eite of Evangeline's Vi
luge—Dliitlke of the Confederation.

BaNGoR, wuly 6.—Some enterprising Yan-
kees have just established between the termi-
nus of the Mt. Desert Railway and Annapo-
lis, N.8., a steamboat line which promises to
develop greatly the wvast resources- of the
peninsular province, and establish a profitable
trade between it and the United States. The
steamboat line connects with the Windsor and
Annapolis Railway, which runs across the

eninsula, traversiug its most fertile parts, to

alifax, the capital of Nova Scotia, thus
completing a direct line from Bangor. There
is a widesprend notion thut Nova Scotia is a
barren sortof a place, and continually en-
veloped in fogs. There is, to be sure, a great
deal of fog in the Bay of Fundy, along the
northern shore of the peninsula, but high
ranges of hills protect the inland plains and
valleys from the cold sea mists and storms,
so thut there is reully a different climate iu
these parts than on the shores. This pro-
vince is bound to be an object of interest to
American busincss men and pleasure seckers,
now that emsy and direct communication
from Bangor, with only a short sea trip, is
provided.

To-day Nova Scotin has not a very large
Eopulntion, but the people live comfortably

y farming, fishing, and mining. The valleys
are all fertile, and produce vast quantities of
fruit, principally apples. In the Annapolis
valley there is & continuous stretch of apple
trees for sixty miles along either side of the
railroad track, just now all white with blos-
soms, There are also valleys thickly covered
with cherry trees, which often grow te be
over a foot in diameter, and are very fruitfal.
Fvery year the Nova Scotians send 275,000
barrels of apples to England, aud & great
many to the United States. The price is
ordinarily not more ,than one-half or two-
thirds as much as that of good fruit in Maine.

Just Lbeyond the apple region of Aunapolis
lies the country made famnous by the poem of
‘ Evangeline.,” The nearest settlement to
the site of Grand Pré is Horton, but the train
pulls up opposite a clump of sad-looking wil-
low trees, standing inan cnclosure neur the
track, wnd here the conductor shouts,
“Grand Pré.” Herean old Acadian pump
remains, and stunps of willows grow upon
slight hallows that were once the cellurs of
the Acadinn cottages. There are bavely dis-
cernible traces in the field on the right of
come old village streets, but nothing more.
Lowlands, alinost marshes in places, stretch
away toward the broad Basin of Ainas,
Leyond which, to the northwurd, the eye
catehes Blomidon’s blue outline.  The scene
is not exactly what Longfellow pictures it in
Lis pocm.  The meadows that stretch away
to the eastward are not by any means vast,
ol Benedict Bellefontaine wust have had a
flat instead of & hillsidle farm, if he lived much
nearcr the hasin than Grand Pré. The dikes
arc still there, all the old oues with some
additions, and between their ridges a few
sleepy-cyed cattle graze,

The burning of Grand Pré and the exile of
its people occurred in September, 1735, The
Buglish had possession of Nova Scotin, and
as the Acadians wonld not swear allegiance
to the English King, Gov. Lawrence dechded
on their complete removal from the provinee
-und dispersal dhiong the other colonies,  This
wndertaking was intrusted principally to Col.
John Winslow, commander of the New Fng-
land forces, and he was assisted Ly Capt.
Murray. The two leaders issued a proclama.
tion calling the men and boys of Gwnd Pré.
Ninas, River Canard, ete., to assemble at the
church in Grand Pré Fuiday, Sepe. 4, ¢ that
we may impart to them what we are ordered
to communicate to them.”

In response to this summons 418 eble-
bodied men gathered in the church und
were locked in, Then Cel. Winslow address.
ed themn :

276 barns, 155 cutbuildings, 11 millsand one
church went down in the flames. On the
10th of September the prisoners were drawn
up six deep, and 161 young men were forced
to separate from their fomilies and go on
board the ships in & body.

The woigen awl children
were embarked in other vessels, and so it will
be seen that Winslow's promises in regurd
to keeping families together amounted to no-
thing. Thus were the Acadizns of Minas ex-
iled, while over 5,000 uvthers followed soon
followed from other Xlistricts, and scatterred
from Canada to the Gulf. Ithas never been
pretended that many of the Acadiuns were
not the simple, harmless people that Long-
fellow represents them, but that were, un-
doubtedly, a few who violated the conditions
of neutrality, end ull suftered alike.

To a native of the States, Halifax is an in-
teresting town for a few days, and then un-
bearably mouotonous. Situnted on a penisula,
fronted by a fine harbor, und flanked by an
estuary, Halifax is cool and well drained.
Everything is dirty and grimy from the' smoke
coal, and nobody ventures to paing his house
and other color than a tan Lrown. There
are not many liquor shops, but thore which
exist are nearly adways open and Jdo o rushing
business, especially when the red coats and
Jack tars are lush, Brandy and ale are the
ﬁmut favorites. There islittle or no lager

ept, and the whiskey is generally execrable.
Not one man in o hundred ealls for a mixed
drink ; it is not the British style,and I would
not advise any American to ¢all for a cobbler
or a cocktail in Halifax. The Halifux whis-
key coektail is fearfully and wonderfully
made,

In the Public Gardens, which are guite ex-
tensive and attractive, there ace two concerts
every week by o military band. On Wednes-
drys the mugwumps and prople of Ligh degree
show their best clothes there, and on Sundays
the rest of the population erowds the I'arfc.
neither class interfering with the other. I
am told woman never attend funernls in
Halifax.

Hulifaxians are not contented with the pre-
sent method of government, by which all the
provinces except ‘Newfoundland are allied
under the Dominion. The Confederntion is
now of twelve years® standing, during  which
time some claim that thelower provinees have
been grossly diseriminated ngainst in the in.
teres: of the upper provinces, particularly in
the case of Nova Reotia, und that in conge-

POULLED 11OT LEAD IN HER EAL.

A NOJUPH CAROLINA MISCREANT'S CRUEL TREAT-
MEXNT OF HIS WIFKk

Cuanrrorre, N. C., July I -Much excite-
ment hias heen enused in Mexlenburg county
by the arrest of Stephen Paltorn, o fiemer,
for committing u most heinous erime on his
wife.  Monday morning ullorn notified some
of his neighbors thit his wite was dying.

Loxpox, July 8, —There wus great excitement
in Dublin to-day when the jury rendered
a verdiet for Mr. William O’Brien, editor of
tnited [reland, tn the suit for £5,000 damages
for 1ibel brought against him by Secretary Corn-
wall, of the Dublin post office, for an article
charging: him with nameloss  offences against
decericy. The public interest in the cnse has
steadily  inereased  sinee  the  beginning
of the trinl on last Wednesdny,  The Judge
oecapicd three honms in summing up the case,
and his chiargo to the jury was strongly in favor
of the plaintitf, Cornwall,  The jury was
absent one hour and o balf. My, Cornwall was
nnable to Learthe suspense of this interval, and
left the court room. My, O'Drien remained,
appraring  unexcited and assurred,  although
ha, too, was obliged  to g0 outside ,occusiunuﬁy
to seek a breath of freshy air, as the temperature
in the court room was like that of a furnaee,
Whenever he appeared outside he was greeted
with cheers by the enormous erowd which sur-
rounded the Court House,

The verdict was delivered minid » breathless
silence.

Hope bade his em-
ployer amd pupil obscrve that this was rank
delusion ; the dividemds of 1!1% railway were
nut lowered one per cent. by the failure of
that bank; nor could they be; the share
holders of the bank Lad shares in the railway,
and were compelled to foree thenton the mar-
ket ; hence tae fall of the shares.

“But,” said  Hope, *these  depreciated
shiares are pow in the hands of men who can
hold them, amd will, too, until they return
from this ridiculous ciehty-live to. their por-
mal value, which is from one hundred and
five to one hundred amd fifteen.  Invest every
shilling yom have got; 1 shall.”

Bartley invested thivty thonsand pounds,
and clewred twenty per cent in three months.
Fxample Two: There was o terrible acoi-
dent on another railway, aml part of the line
broken up. Vast repairs nceded.  Shares
fell twenty per cent.

“Qut of proportion,” said Hope. ¢ The
sum for repairs will not dedyet from the di-
vidends one-tenth of the anmual sum repre-
sented by the fall, and, in three months, fear
of another such disaster will not keep a sin-
gle man, woman, child, bullock, pig, or coal
truck, off that line. Put the pot on.”
Burtley put the pot on, and made fifteen
per cent.

Hope said to Bartley :

“\When an English speculator sends his
money abroad at all, Le goes wild altogether.
He rushes to obscurz transuctions, and lends
to Peru or Guatemala, or Terra del Fuego,
or some shaky place he knows nothing about.
The insular maninc overlooks the continent
of Europe, instead of studying it, and seeing
what countries there are safe and others
risky. Now, why overlock Prussia ? Itisa
country much better governed than England,
especially as regards great public enterpriges
and monopolies.  For instance the
directors of a Prussian railway can-
not swindle the stockholders by false
accounts and passing off loans for dividends.
Against the frauds of directors the English
shareholder has oply a sham security. He
is invited to lenve his home, and comse two
hundred miles to the directors’ home, and
vote in person. He doesn't do it. Why
should he? In Prussia the Government
protects the shareholder, and inspects the
accounts severely. So much for the superior
system of that country. Now, tale a map.
Here is Hanburg, the great port of the Con-
tinent, and Berlin, the great continental
center ; and there is one railway between the

two. What English railway can compare
with this? “Ihbe shares are one hnndred and

fifty. But they must go to three hundred in
time, unless the Prussian Government allows
another railway, and that is not likely ; and,
if so, you will have two years to back out.
This is the best permanent investinent of its
class that offers on the face of the globe.”

Bartley vested timidly, bLut held for
cars, und the shares went np to three hun-
red before he sold.

““Do not let your mind live in an island if
your body docs,” was a favorite suying of
William Hope ; and we recommend it impar-
tinlly to Britons and Bornese.

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NEW METHOD OF BREAD-MAKING,
Le Fermier, a French agricultural paper,
gives a description of a new process of muking
bread, which has proved succeseful in one of
the largest bakeries of Paris. It consists
simply in dissolving u certain quantity of
glucose in the warm water with which the
dough is mixed. The dough rises rapidly
and makes a very light and palatable bread.
The theory of this proceeding is explained as
follows : *“In the ordinary process the starch
of the flour is changed to dextrine, then the
dextrine is converted to glucose, which is
decomposéd, evolving carbonic acid, which
causes the dougl to  rise,
fermentation eliminates . the  starch of
the flour and diminishes the quantity of
bread.

THE DEMOCRATIC PLATFORM.

. The Democratic Presidential ,Convention,
now sitting at Chicago, has at length enun-
cinted the principles on which it goes be.
fore tle country. It professes to be the
champion of the preservation of personal
rights, the equality of all citizens before
the law, States rights and the supre-
macy of the Government sbrictly with-
in the limits of the constitution,
The latter is a sop to the Soath
which has always vigorously contended
agaipst centralizution at Washington, and the
autonomy of the States, and were the Federal
Government to interfere as much as our ad-
ministration at Ottawa it would involve a
war as bitter and sangainary as that of the
late rebellion. It holds that the Republican
party, by its long lease of power, has grown
sorrupt, and thinks that frequent changes
of administration would be a prevention to
abuse. It  takes the  Republican
party  severely to  task, declaring
that it has fulfilled its mission and lives on
nothing Lut veminiscences. It twits it very
deservedly with professing a policy of reserv-
ing public lands for small holdings by actual
gettlers, and then giving more land than the
farmers possess to railroads and alicn corpora-
tions, who mow possess above 20,000,060 of
acres, and severely censures it for subjecting
the American workingman to the competition
of coavict and imported contract labor. It
has shown much cantion and shrewd-
ness in not alarming the manufacturing
interest by pledging itself to revise the tariff
“ in a spirit of fairness to all interests, and as
many industries have come to rely upon legis-
lation for successful continuance, every
change of law must be at every step regard-
ful of the labor and capital thus involved.”
This reads plausibly enough, but will the
manufacturing interest put confidence in the
good faith of tariff tinkers with free trade
proclivities? It thinks that direct taxation,
known as ¢ Internal revenue,” being a war
tax, should be made o fund for
ndditional  |pensions. This is 5
very palpable bid for the soldiers’ vote. It
comes out flat-footed in regard to an Ameri-
can continentsl policy, recommending more
immediate commercial and politieal relations
with the fifteen sister republics of North,
Central and South America, but entangling
reliances with none. This means the rigid
enforcement of the Monroe doctrine, and re-
fers obliquely to Cuba and remotely to Cana-
da. It favors honest civil service reform,
the separstion of Church and State,
and  the  diffusion of free ed-
ucation by ' the common  schools,
It advocates labor organizations and all such
legislation as will tend to enlighten the people
as to the true relations of capital and labor.
It re-echoes the cry that the *Chinese must
go,” deprecating the admission of servile
races unfitted by habits, training, religion
or kindred for citizenship, and demands
that the gates be "¢losed against the
importation: ‘of - Mongolians. One im-
portant clouse 'is  that all unclaimed
lands given to railrond corporations should
be restored and no more grants be’made to
corporations or alien absentees.. Here we
see the Irish element to the front. It has
suffered from absenteeism and is taking pre-
cautions against the introduction of thie per-
nicious system. It makes a vigorous appeal
for the protection - abroad of naturalized
American citizens,” maintaining that an
American citizen is only responsible to his
own government for any act done in his own
country, and there should be mno power
to  extradite him for sach an act.

Disappointed they might be, but atleast they
would have been beaten by a peer; by a man
for whoso talents and character they had
hearty admiration, and of whom to follow
was as high an honor as to lead. But to be
cast aside for an unknown man, a pigmy,
whose voice has never been heard in Demo-
cratic counsels, whose labors have never heen
given to Democratic success ; a man whose
boast is that he was elected by Republican
votes and whoese only cflort in office has been
to aid and comfort the Republican party ; o
man distrusted and disliked by the Demp-
crats of his own State, and whose ad
ministration has cost the Democratic party
thousands of votes in its territory-—
that such a man should be chosen as its nas
tional representative by a Democratic Na-
tional Convention may prove an unbearable
indignity. The dissatisfaction which Mr.
Blaine’s nomination cuused in the Republican
ranks will be mors than equalled in the Derao-
cratic party on accountof Clevelund’s nomi-
nation. The N.Y. Sun, which wiells a
rpowerful influence in the Empire State, and
which is the most formidable Decmocratic
organ in the Union, confessed, the dsy before
the convention closed, that ¢ if Mr. Cleveland
should finelly come forth asthe candidete of the
party, he would appear upon the stage bear-
ing the mark of destiny, and that destiny will
be defeat. At the same time the disaster
will be most pernicious in itseffects upon the
Democracy. The folly of repeating such a
foolish experiment, with a man independent
of party obligations, will be signally punish-
ed, and the disorganization it produces will
be of a sortthat will take years to recover
from. If the Democracy mustsde beaten in
1884, there are plenty of honored and distin-
guished statesmen who might be selected to
lend the doomed army, without invoking, in
addition to the calamity of overthrow, the
dangers of disorganization and dissolution.
If the Democracy is now to be beaten—and
beaten when tho chances of victory are better
than they have been for twenty years—in
Heaven'’s name let the tragic experience be
conducted under some leader with whom the
calamity will be free from disgrace and not
entirely fatal 1”

These confessions of disgust with the nom-
ination, allicd to the inherent weakness
of their candidate, cannot but lead
the Democratic party very wide of the White
House. Blaine will have much less difficulty
in capturing the sovereignty of the nation
with Cleveland for competitor than. if some
illustriois Democratic name headed the
ticket,

THE KNIGHTS AND INDEPENDENCE.

It was remarked at the time when Sir
Richard Cartwright delivered Lis Indepen-
dence speech in Toromto, that he was the
first titled Canadian to make a public . de-
claration in favor ~of Canada’s political
soveretgnty This is scarcely correct, for as
far back as 1870 another Canadian public
man, who had been tendered the honmor
of knighthood from the Queen declinied to ac-
cept it if the acceptance .of the title would
necessitate tho abandonment of his belief in
the independence of Canada, This moan was
none other than Sir Alexander Galt, our late
High Commissioner to England. The St.
John Telegraph has republished Sir Alex-
ander’s speech on the subject in the House of
Commons in 1870. o

Sir Charles Tupper had charged Sir Alex-
ander with evincing “a desire to strike down
the constitution of the country,” thh bemg
an ' apostle of independence and with incon-
sistency in associating pohtma-lly with: thoqe
who endeavored o perpetua.te ‘the t1es that
bind us to the parent atate.”’

ALEXANDRIA, July 14, 1884.

On Saturday last His Lovdship Bisbep
Cleary arrived here for the purpose of bless-
ing the corner-stone of the new St. Finnan’s
Church, which is now in course of erection.
This being His Lordship’s first visit to the
parish since his return frem Europe, he
wus welcomed enthusinstically and heartily.
Upwards of seventy-fivo carringes in pro-
cession met His Lordship between here and
St. Raphacls, he having come out vin Corn-
wall aud St. Andrews. The strects were
very hundsomely decorated with evergreens
and maples, and arches,with suitable mnottoes,
were crected.

On Saturday evening His Lordship, accom-
panied by Rev. Alex. MeDonell, Rev. J. 8.
O’Connor, and the Rev. Mr. Kelly {sec.) at-
tended a reception given in his honor by the
Sisters and young Iudies of the Convent of
Holy Cross. A large number of the parents
and friends of the Convent girls were present.
The character of the entertainment and the
manner in which it was carried out refiected
the highest eredit on the Sisters.

The musical progrumme was very well ar-
raagred and consisted chiefly of choruses. A
few dinlognes were given and a verbad address
was spoken which contained expressions of
weleome aud joy, at the safe return of His
Lovdship to his diovese. Five little givls, at-
tired in spotless white, presented His Lord-
ship with llj(mqucts of natural tlowers.

“THE PORT PERRY FIRE.

The following circular has been issued by
& committee of the [p_ecpla of Port Perry in re-
lation to the terrible dissster which rocently
befel that town by fire :-~

and the oldest sixteen years of age. 1 can, .
therefore, speak from. experience. Whether ;
the kndAvle gf': of it imparted to others willz
profit them I cunnot say. At uny rate, if
you will permit me a little space over in the

ladies’ column, I may get some good mother

to give nsa world of experience, and most

likely I muy receive a sevare criticiam at her
hands. My course may have been wrong, It

is hard for a parent to sce the fault of the

child, and it is often extremely ditficult to

tell just where the correction ought to come

in, especirlly with tho mother. InfactZ

bave -seen mothers who could or would not

see scarcely a fault in somevery bad children,

although they were nware that their children

are not us good as they might be: still they

were ready to find excuses for them. To

illustrate, a near relution of mine complained

to me how bad and ungovernable dier boys

were. Xventured to agrec with her, when

she tossed Lier head to one side, cast ler eye

to the ceiling, and with an injured tonc said :

* Well, I guess they're nbout as good us any-

boly's children.” = Hers, 1 imagine, were

nbout liko Mrs. Jones’® dear, sweet little Tom-

my, who minded her mut a bit until his

mother’s voice in o high key sung out, * You

Thomes Henvy Jones,” and'thon one might

know the peor woman was really fretted with

a badly trained child.

There is anotlier, and here I must admit
futhers are wmost at fault. I have scon the
Joyous play and chatter of children suddenly
cease nlmost t6 o deathly stilluess at the ap-
pearance of the father. ~ A shake of his finger
or & look, and they would shrink away to
corners or diseppear fram his sight like
seaved mice. There is the severe, stately
mother, too, with the keys hanging to her
apron string and a switeh in easy reuch, Cor-
poral punishment inflicted uwpon chillren is
crucl and barharous,  Solomon's precept :
** Spure the vod amld speil the child,” was ap
plicable in its day and to the people anly
wldressed.  The Jews, by their own history,
were r stiff, wicked people, and never ot a
lick amiss. If chililren are to receive cor-
poral punishmmt the father should never do
it. Ilis graaty strong hand should never bo
raised for that purpose. Many clildren have
been injured for life by asevere hox on the
cur or a sirong jerk by the arm. If it must be
inflicted, lot it be alwnys dene by the mother.
Having been raised by an ald Virginin good
mother,who ruled bothwhite and black child-
ren with precept and the birch, the many
thrashings inflicted on me never did the least
good, but I had a continned sense of wrong.
The humilistions was to me a yoke of oppres-
sion, and increased mydesiroto n rebellion and
waywardness. Again, the Sabbath was an
unwelcorme day. I was not allowed cven to
whistle on that day, ofexercise in any sport
in or out of doors, Always to eat in perfect
silerce, and remain silent in presence of wisi-
tors. My wife and I have revised thess rules
in raising our children. Up to thistime they
have never been subjected to corporal pun-
ishment. We allow them to talk at tableina
moderate way, and to enjoy all the society
that we enjoy. Visitors seo as much of them
ag they do of the grown up ones. We make
the children ocur companions. It is aurpris-
ing to sce how fast children will learn man-
ners when constantly allowed the socicty of
grown up people. Never talk baby tul{ to
them, but the very best language at command.
Intrust important business and duties to them
a8 their yeara will permit, and muke them feel
that you impose confidence in their integrity
and ability to attend to youraffairs, “’c‘fmvc
nat yet haid to regret this manner of raising
our children, though we can sce that for the
lack of more wisdom, we have fullen short in
many things. d, M. T.

"Henry, Fitzroy, with a lineage dating back to
one of the mistresses of King Charles IL., but
with little expectation of ever becoming an
Earl, even by courtesy, and much less a duke.
His wife wasa woman of charming address
and stylish appearance, and was known as
Kate Cook The marriage was clandestine,.
